SABBATH READING.

Hon to Xanage the Senses in Education.
The pleasures, fee pains, and fee 

privations of the senses are the earliest 
and the most unfailing, if nqt also strong­
est, of motives. Besides their bearings 
on self-preservation, they are a principal 
gadding dish in life’s feast.

It is when the senses are looked at on 
fee side of feeling, or as pleasure and 
pain, that the defectiveness of the cur­
rent classification into five is most evi­
dent. For, although, in the point of 
view of knowledge or intellect, the five 
senses are the really important ap­
proaches to the mind, yet, in the view of 
feeling or pleasure and pain, the omis­
sion of the varied organic susceptibility 
leaves a wide gap in the handling of the 
subject. Some of our very strongest 
pleasures and pains grow out of the re­
gion of organieilfe—fee digestion, circu­
lation, respiration, muscular end nervous 
integrity or derangement.

In exerting influence over human 
beings this department of sensibility is a 
first resource. It can be counted on 
with more certainty than perhaps any 
other. Indeed, almost all the punish­
ments of a purely physical kind fall 
within the domain of fee organic sensa­
tions. What is it feat makes punishment 
formidable, but its threatening the very 
vitals of the system ? It is the lower de­
gree of what, in a higher degree, takes 
away life.

For example, the muscular system is 
the seat of a mass of sensibility, pleasur­
able and painfnl: the pleasures of healthy 
exercise, the pains of privation of exer­
cise, and fee puna ef extreme fatigue. 
In„ early life, when all the muscles, as 
well as the senses, are fresh, fee muscu­
lar organs are very largely connected 
both wife enjoyment and wife suffering. 
To accordfall scope to the activity of th© 
fresh organs is a gratification that may 
take the form of a rich reward; to refuse 
this scope is tha infliction of misery; to 
compel exercise beyond the limits of the 
powers is still greater misery. Our penal 
discipline adopts the two fortes of pain: 
in the milder treatment of the young, 
the irksomeness of restraint; in tha 
severe methods with the full-grown, the 
torture of fatigue.—Prof. Bain, in Pop­
ular Science Monthly for July.

Mnsket-Firing in Foreign Armies.
A very exhaustive examination of the 

systems of musketry instruction in force 
in the German, Austrian and French 
armies is at the present time being pub­
lished in the Militasr- Wochenblatt. The 
series of articles on the subject is not 
yet completed, but from • the details 
which have been already given the im­
portance which is attached in all three 
armies to the exercise of the troops in 
what may be called “ field-firing” be­
comes very evident. In fee German 
army especially the practice of the men 
m firing under conditions which are as 
similar as possible to those which are 
likely to exist in actnal warfare is strong­
ly insisted npon; and in the Austrian 
and even in fee French army—although 
in this respect the regulations of the 
last are far behind those of fee other 
two forces —the troops ate filuch more 
diligently eiercised in such work than 
they are in any other army. Extensive 
tracts of broken, varied and uneven 
ground are naturally necessary for car­
rying on such exereises, and of late 
years the Prussian military authori­
ties have obtained several extraordi­
nary votes for the purohase of suitable 
areas; so that at the present time Ra-are 
told feat there is hardly a detachmfgit of 
infantry in fed empire which has io t an 
opportunity during the year of practicing 
field-firing. When fee exerciMt take 
place the different units are t^gsorarilr 
raised to their War sfeength inorder both - 
that the men may be accustomed to work 
in large bodies, and, also, that the of­
ficers may learn to guide and control 
the fire of battalions, companies, sec­
tions, etc., when on their full establish­
ment! Various objects at different un­
known distances are pointed out, a lim­
ited time is only allowed for deploying 
and bringing the men into action, each 
group of targets is only fired at for a 
short .period, and all the movements 
ordered are covered by some simple tao- 
ticfll “ general idea.” The value of 
such exercises, if properly and system­
atically carried out, oan hardly be over- 
r ted; and the fact that, since the war of 
1870-1, increased attention in their con­
duct and supervision has been demanded 
from the officers of the German army is 
a proof that this fact is fully recognized 
by the military authorities.

Bow Man Bas Improved.
The relation of man to nature pri­

mordial# and of savage races in present 
day is, as we know, very different from 
what it haa been represented to be by 
poets and philosophers. In the delight­
ful pictures their fancy painted there 
was nothing true ; the idyllic conditions 
amid which they fancied the still youth­
ful human race as living never have ex­
isted anywhere. The history of man the 
world -ovei has its beginning not in a 
.golden age, but in an age of stone. In­
stead of noble shepherds and lovely 
shepherdesses, who, under benignant 
skies amid picturesque scenes, live in 
innocence on fee produce of their flocks, 
decorously enjoying all the purest gifts 
of fortune, the realty presents jjp our 
view rude, uncouth hordes struggling 
against hunger, against wild beasts, 
against the inclemency of the seasons ; 
buried in filth, in groveling ignorance, 
and brutal selfishness; their women 
made slaves, their old people cast out; 
practicing cannibalism first out of ne­
cessity, and then because superstitious 
usage had allowed the custom.

Into the mental state of such beings 
we can enter as little as into that of chil­
dren. We cannot strip ourselves of the 
acquisitions made by the generations 
whose successors we are, and whose 
priceless hoardings of the fruits of their 
labor now inure to our benefit. If. as 
Broca teaches, fee mean cerebral mass 
of Parisians in the present day exceeds 
that of Parisians in the twelfth century, 
may we not assume our brain to nave, 
by a process of gradual improvement, 
become more highly developed than the 
brain of fee men of the stone age, 100,- 
000 years ago ? And this brain, more 
perfect as it is by nature, has been, at 
an early period ef its life, subjected to in­
numerable unconscious influences, and, 
later, to fee eossekms influences of edu­
cation, which render it in some sense in­
commensurable with the brain of those 
as yet half-brute creature*.—Prof. Du 
Bois-Beymond, ~in Popular Science 
Monthly for July.

Dividing a Second into a Million Parts.
Scientific investigation at fee present 

time is able to cite among its achieve­
ments a machine capable, of dividing a 
second into a million parts—to an in­
strument where the inaccuracy of the 
thousandth part of a second would be a 
greater comparative error than the loss 
of an hour a day by an ordinary watch. 
Such, in fact, is the chrono3cope fer 
measuring the velocity of a projectile 
within the bore of a gun. This instru­
ment consists of six brass disks, each 
thirty-sfx inches m circumference, and 
about one-sixth of an inch thick, these 
being firmly secured to a spindle or 
axle, geared to a train of wheelwork, the 
whole being driven by a weight some­
what similar to a clock weight. Each 
wheel travels five times as fast at the 
one immediately preceding it, so that a 
very rapid motion of rotation is impart­
ed to the disks, the rate of speed being 
measured by a clock or stop-watch at­
tached to one of the slower-moving 
wheels. When the instrument is in full 
spin, the disks are revolving at the rate 
of about twenty-eight times in one sec­
ond, and as they are thirty-six inches in 
circumference, an inch of disk corre­
sponds to about the thousandth of an 
inch to the millionth of a second, reiwi 
off by means of a graduated scale ver­
nier and magnifier, to the thousandth of 
an inch. The passage of the shot in the 
bore ot the gun is recorded on the edge 
of each disk by a tiny electric spark de­
rived from a Buhmkorff coil. A brass 
discharger is fixed in an ebonite plate, 
and opposite each disk wires pass from 
this through an electric battery aud coil 
to the gun, where they communicate 
with the interior of the bore by means 
of screw plugs in fee side of the gun. 
The shot cannot pass out of the bore 
without cutting fee wires feus communi­
cating with the inside, and as each wire 
is cut, a spark is emitted from a die- 
charger, and the edge of the corre­
sponding disk receives a mark on some 
prepared paper wife which it is cov­
ered.

He 
haa doubled fee sending power 
cable, at a cost far below what the cost of 
a new cable would involve.

Db. Cassells, a distinguished aural 
surgeon of Glasgow, Scotland, lately read 
a paper describing numerous cases of ear 
disease traceable to sewer gas, which had 
poisoned the air of houses in which the 
patients resided. He believes this tort 
of poison to be a very frequent cause of 
deafness.

Speaking of the uses of pain, the 
Lancet observes that generally it may be 
set down as an axiom that the chief and 

.most obvious service of pain to humanity 
is as a deterrent and warning sensation 
to ward off danger. Pain, however, has 
a secondary and educational value as re­
gards the‘mind and temper, and some 
sorts of pain may be specially designed 
for this purpose. In this view, also, 
pain has a practical interest, because the 
development of mind is a process gov- 
•rtied by natural laws of which science 
is perfectly oompetent to take heed.

Thke* is a process off hatching shad 
eggs by machinery, in operation at 
Havre de Graoe, Md., where over eight 
million shad were hatched teat year. The 
eggs to be hatched are placed in sheet- 
iron cylinders, wife wire-netting bottoms, 
and half submerged in the river. The 
cylinders are suspended from the shatt 
arms of levers, and given a slow up and 
down movement by means of shaftings 
carrying eccentrics acting on the long 
arms of the levers ; the whole is set' in 
motion by a ten-horse-power steam en­
gine. The engine and other machinery are 
oarried by a large scow anchored in the 
stream. The fish so hatched preve hardy, 
and bear transportation well, even as far 
as California.

P ort w ine  marks: Several surgeons, 
says an English paper, have of late en­
deavored to remove this disfigurement 
from the human face, obliterating the 
mark without a scar. In these cases the 
mark was AMifiued to the right half of 
the face, M Pthe treatment consisted 
of scarification, by means of parallel in­
cision, the entire thickness of the skin, 
made by a frozen scalpel, the skip being 
also frozen by the ether spray. The cuts 
were one-sixteenth of an inch, apart, and, 
as soon as these were healed  ̂a second 
set of parallel incisions were made, ob­
liquely to the direction of fee first set, 
and so on with a series of operations 
until complete. Perfect success was the 
result, as the port-wine mark gradually 
faded away, and was finally obliterated 
without leaving a scar. Instruments 
have since been prepared having sixteen 
parallel blades, which make the opera­
tion very simple to execute.

A new  English idea is a bullet-proof 
thus described: The shield is of bullet­
proof steel, swinging on the axletree of 
two light wheels, and containing four 
loop-holes. Its entire weight is about 
150 pounds. Two front-rank men, lay­
ing feeir hands upon the axletree, push 
it before them, their rifles being placed 
in a rack in the shield. Then two rear- 
rank men follow closely, rifle in hand, 
being protected, as well as the front-rank 
men, from direct fire. When the “ com­
mence firing ” is sounded, the two front- 
rank men take their rifles from the rack, 
and, in the old kneeling position, fire 
through two loop-holes in fee middle of 
the shield. The rear-rank men fire 
through fee upper loop-holes, and the 
whole two files being in the position of 
double-rank firing with “ front-rank 
kneeling.”

The Brain a Phonograph.
Students of De Quineey who have been 

delighted and instructed by his brilliant 
paper on “The Palimpsest of the Human 
Brain,” would do well to read again that 
most suggestive essay in connection wife 
speculations just advanced by Dr. C. 
William Siemens, bearing upon physio­
logical research. The discovery of the 
microphone and its two elder-sisters; fee 
telephone and the phonograph, the doc­
tor tffinks, will probably be regarded As 
one of the greatest achievements of the 
present century, and the phenomena 
presented by them may reveal the se­
crets of animate organization. He pro­
ceeds to trace an analogy between the 
action of. the brain in the exercise of 
memory and of the phonograph in re­
producing the impressions it received. 
Briefly his statement of the case is this: 
The impressions received through the 
senses are communicated to the corpus­
cular bodies imbedded in the gray sub­
stance of the brain ; these corpuscular 
bodies, in which the sensitive nerves 
terminate, are connected by delicate fil­
aments with the nervous system of voli­
tion, on which they react, and, that the 
mind may have the power of dealing 
with impressions received in the past, 
there must be some material which 
permanently receives these impressions. 
He then asks whether tlie gray substance 
of the brain be not like- a store-house, 
containing the accumulated treasures of 
our knowledge and experience, to be 
called into use by the directing power of 
the mind, in turning on, as it were, one 
phonographic barrel after another. On 
this theory there may be given an ex­
planation of dreams, hallucinations, etc., 
in states or conditions where the control 
of the will is weakened and the imprints 
of the past in the brain becomes con­
fused and enter into strange combina­
tions. That the appearance of things 
around ns may find a permanent lodg­
ment through some form of impression 
in the gray matter of the brain, as well 
as sounds, has lately been shown by Di. 
Willoughby Bmith. He substituted 
crystalline selenium for carbon in the 
microphone, And when a ray of sunlight 
f l̂l on the selenium a noise like that of 
a steam hammer was heard.—New York 
Times.

PAINLESS DEATH.
The Deep-Sea Soat-Oias* ol the Dark 

Abr»*.
Perhaps- one of the most interesting 

chapters in Dr. Olarke’l new book is that 
which treats of the visions of the d1 
The phenomenon of deafe is only little 
understood. The mystery which 
shrouds death is not greater than tha(  ̂
which shrouds birth, or thought, or vo­
lition ; *yet religion and various other 
tilings have all conspired to misinter­
pret its attendant phenomena. “ One 
of fee most common errors,” says Dr. 
Clarke, “ is the idea that pain and dy­
ing are inseparable companions. The 
truth is they rarely go together. Occa­
sionally, the act of dissolution is a pain­
ful one, but this is an exception to the 
general rule. The rule is that uncon­
sciousness, not pain, attends the final 
act. Convulsive twitchings, livid feat 
ures, gurgling in fee throat, and similar 
ghastly symptoms which mark the last 
moment, are only exhibitions of uncon­
scious automatic action. The testimony 
of the dying, so long as they are able to 
give any testimony, is that their suffer­
ings do not increase as the termination 
cf life approaches, but, on the contrary, 
grow less. The following incident &- 
lnstrates the truth of this remark, and, 
so far as a single instance is of value, 
confirms what has been said as to the 
painlessness of dissolution. A medical 
friend, whom I  attended professionally 
in his last illness, was aware 4 >t its in­
curable character. Supported by an in­
telligent faith in God and immortality, 
he prepared himself with admirable 
courage and unfaltering trust for the 
final change. In consequence of con­
tinual and severe pain, he was obliged, 
during fee test few months of his life, 
to take opium daily. He sent for me 
one night soon after midnight. A brief 
examination was sufficient to show that 
the end was near.

“ Do these symptoms mean perfora­
tion?” asked Dr. ——.

“ They do,” was the reply.
“ Then I have reached fee end of the 

chapter,” he quietly added; “ how long 
shall I probably last?”

That you know,” I  said, “ as well as 
anyone; perhaps twenty-four hours or 
thirty-six hoars.”

Scarcely heeding the reply, he aon- 
tinued:

I  am ready; but promise me this; 
that I shall not suffer pain if you eon 
prevent it.”

“ The promise was given, ot course, 
and I  agreed to see him every hour or 
two as loDg as he lived. This being 
done, I  said to him: “ One thing re­
mains; how shall I  communicate with 
you when, at the very close, the time 
comes that you cannot indicate whether 
you suffer or not?”

“ After a little talk, the following sig­
nals were agreed upon: He was to in­
dicate a negative answer, or no, by rais­
ing the forefinger; and affirmative an­
swer, or yes, by raising the forefinger 
and the one next it also. One finger 
was no; two fingers, yes. Having ar­
ranged this matter, he took rather more 
than his habitual dose of opium, and 
was soou comparatively quiet. Ihe 
patin did not return. For twelve or 
fifteen hours he appeared much as 
qsual; conversed with his family and 
friends, and was cheerful and serene. 
Then as nature’s anesthetic began to act, 
he became dull and heavy. In answer 
to repeated inquiries as to pain, he con­
stantly replied in the negative. At 
length he answered less readily. For 
an hour or so before death he answered 
only by the signal of his fingers which 
had been agreed upon, and by that aig- 
nal he replied quickly and intelligently. 
Fifteen minutes before dissolution I 
asked him, ‘ Do you suffer pain?’ He 
instantly made the negative signal by 
raising the forefinger. After this he 
made no sign, but slept' peacefully to 
the end.”

Hanging for Amusement.
Two remarkable examples are on rec­

ord of person* who allowed themselves 
to be hung for the entertainment of an 
audience. An account of one of them is 
given in the Lancet of April 17, 1847. 
The man’s real name was John Ham- 
shaw, but he performed throughout En­
gland under the high-sounding profes­
sional title of Monsieur Gouffe. He 
was an athlete, and among other feats it 
was customary with him to exhibit the 
process of hanging. In this perform­
ance he relied for security on fee 
strength of the muscles of the neck and 
throat. He had a rope with a fixed 
knot which could not slip, and passed 
both ends of the loop up behind one 
ear. The whole act was so adroitly 
managed feat he prevented any pressure 
of the rope on the windpipe or jngular 
veins, and could even sustain a weight 
of 150 pounds in addition to that of his 
own body.

On three separate occasions Hamshaw 
mismanaged the rope, and became un­
conscious, being luckily rescued each 
time. Dr. Ohowne, who writes the ac­
count, says very truly: “ It cannot be 
doubted that, as far as sensation and 
consciousness are concerned, Hamshaw 
passed through the whole ordeal of dy­
ing, and, had he been permitted to re­
main hanging until actually dead, he 
would have passed out of existence with­
out further consciousness.”

Now, this man stated, not with par­
ticular reference to either accident, but 
as common to all, that “ he could hardly 
recollect anything that happened to him 
in fee rope;” that “ he lost his senses 
all at once; the instant the rope got in 
the wrerng place he felt as if he could 
not get his breath—as if some great 
weight were at his feet; could not move 
only to draw himself up; felt as if he 
wanted to loosen himself, but never 
thought of his hands.” And he added: 
“ You cannot move your arms or legs to 
save yourself; you cannot raise your 
arms; you cannot think.” He did not 
see sp/rks or light, but had in his ears 
a rattling sound.—Dr. R. S. Tracy, in 
Popular Science Monthly-for July.

Telegraphic Eccentricities.
One of the chief eccentricities of the 

telegraphic wire is frequently to refuse 
to do its duty altogether, and, pile on the 
battery power m  you may, probably not 
a vestige of current reaches the distant 
end. Before the transfer of the tele­
graphs to the Government, it was no un­
common thing lor the companies occu­
pying the roads and canals to have half 
a dozen repeaters or automatic-clerks be­
tween London and the North, in order 
to get their traffic through. Practically, 
m fair weather, there is no limit to the 
distance the current- will travel; but m 
bad fogs and wintry weathey the loss of 
current at the supporting’ poles i* so 
cone iderable that the greatest difficulty 
.is sometimes experienced in keeping up 
the communication with distant centers. 
Spiders are the bane of the telegraph; 
they choke up the cups of fee insulators 
with their webs and nests, Mid, in foggy 
weather, render them conductors rather 
than insulators.

The tendency of the action of the at­
mospheric electricity during thunder 
storms, on the telegraph, is generally to 
demagnetise the instruments, thereby 
causing the needles to movffin a contra­
ry direction; or, m the case of a Morse 
instrument, to cause the paper slip to 
record dots only instead of the proper 
code of dots and dashes. I t also some­
times canses the total or partial destruc­
tion of the apparatus, and, as a conse­
quence, scares the employes present. 
Lightning, in its eagemeis to get to 
earth, has been known to blow the tele­
graph appajratits to pieces, fusing- fee

wires feat form fee electro-magnets and 
wood-work. Where the

*gi
charring the wood-work. Whi 
earth connection of the wire has been 
made to a metal gas-pipe, an Occurrence 
of this description has been found to 
melt the pipe and fire the gas; while on 
more than one such occasion the flame of 
fee gas has in its turn melted a contigu­
ous water-pipe, and thus saved the peo­
ple from very serious damage, if not 
from total destruction. It may be added 
that those earth connections which are 
attached to water and gas mains are con­
sidered the" most reliable —English 
paper. _____

That Fatal Sixty.
A paragraph is it running through 

the newspapers,” as the saying is, to 
the effeot that “ The Emperor of Rus­
sia, having completed his 60th year, is 
bound to become mad, as his predeces­
sors on fee throne have done so at that 
age.” This declaration, not “ founded 
on facts,” may be worthy of contradic­
tion, because, a short time hence, per­
sons who read it, and belong to the nu­
merous class who think that whatever 
appears in print must be true, will give 
full credence to this.

The present Czar, who completed his 
60th year on the 26 th of last April, is the 
only Russian sovereign, during over 
two centuries and a half, who attained 
the age mid to be so fatal to his race. 
The Czar Michael, Ihe first Romanoff 
who ruled in Russia, his reign begin­
ning in 1613, died at the age 49; 
Alexis, his son and successor, at 4$ ; 
Feodor, at 25; Ivan, at 33; Peter the 
Great, at 53; Catherine I., his widow 
and successor, bom of humble parents 
in Livonia, at 45; Peter IL, at 15; 
Anne, at 47: Ivan, at 24; Elizabeth, at 
52 ; Peter III., at 34; Catherine II., at 
67 ; Paul, at 47; Alexander I., at 48; 
and Nicholas, before he was 59. Here, 
of sixteen Russian sovereigns, from 
1613 to 1878, only one, the present 
Czar, may be said to have reached the 
newspaper-fated age, of 60. Catherine 
of Russia, who lived seven years longer, 
was a Gdtman, without one drop of Rus­
sian blood in her veins. Seeing that, 
in over 250 years of a reigning family, 
to whom the 60th year was to prove 
fatal, only one reached that age, it is 
clear that the popular belief was alto­
gether wrong.—Philadelphia Press.

A Malay Superstition.
When Malays are dangerously sick 

they imagine that if they can remove 
the evil spirits they are all right; so, 
with this object, they construct a minia­
ture prahu, or war-boat, of wood, com­
plete in every way, with mast, rigging, 
black flag, paddles, and a rudder. The 
boat is filled wife various articles, a bag 
of rice at the stem, and. lamp made out 
of a cockle-shell at the prow; the body 
of fee host is stuffed with cups made of 
leaves, containing liquors of various 
sorts, entrails of fowls, sweetmeats of 
all kinds, tobacco, flowers and copper 
coins. The boat is supported by a slen­
der square bamboo platform, surround­
ed with pendant grass, to the ends of 
which are tied all sorts of eatables, and 
a t the corners the legs and wings of a 
chicken. About eighteen inches below 
the boat are figures of turtles, croco­
diles and lizards, made of rice, resting 
on a plantain leaf, the whole being snp- 
ported by four straight branches abont 
seven feet high (fee top leaves forming 
a canopy) stuck into a raft made of 
plantain trees. Blips of bamboo are 
stuck around the raft with pariially- 
bnmed red rags tied to them. The raft 
is set afloat; and it is supposed that the 
evil spirits, enticed away by the food in 
the boat, leave the patient and attach 
themselves to the boat. Should any 
Matey tonoh the raft after it has been 
set afloat, he or she becomes afflicted 
with fee disease from which the person 
for whose benefit the raft was set adrift 
suffered. __________ _

Russia’s Resources.
The Novoe Vremya, m an article on 

the financial resources of Russia, asserts 
tkat, though they have been greatly 
strained by the expenses of fee late war, 
they are still sufficient to bear the cost 
of “ an energetic loreign policy.” An 
important test of the prosperity of fee 
masses in Russia is, according to the 
writer, the produce of the excise duty 
on spirituous liquors. This was, in 1877, 
207,835,789 rubles, being 199,758 rubles 
more than in 1876.

,582,258, against 1,419,799 in January, 

1877; while the weight of goods carried 
by railway was 782,481 pounds (against 
451,862 in January, 1877) by express 
trains, and 135,096,051 pounds (against 
119,873*899 in January, 1877) by lug­
gage trains. The receipt* of fee 
Russian railways, too, amounted last 
January to 15,411,973 rubles, being 9) 
per cent, mo e than in the previous

—The Portland Observer says that 
some fields planted with corn in that sec­
tion of Ionia county have been so com­
plete# demoralized by the blackbirds 
and crows feat it has been found neces­
sary to sow * crop of buckwheat.

—Cassopolis Vigilant: The snififfi in 
Stone lake are djiug by the thousand, 
and the health of that vicinity is threat­
ened by their decay upon the shore. A 
similar mortality occurred among them 
fire years ago, which, like the present, 
has feus far been unexplained.

—J. D. Bothwell’s house, at Colutn- 
biaville, burned the other night. One 
son, aged 8, perished in the flames. 
Another was dangerous# burned. The 
other members of the family bare# es­
caped with their lives. All were asleep 
when fee fire broke out.

—When the wife of Prof. O. O. 
Fletcher, of Rockford, Kent county, died 
near# four years since, the Northwest­
ern Life Insurance Company refused to 
pay the $1,500 policy he had on her life, 
and now have to pay $1,847 and costs of 
suit, by a Terdict in the United States 
Court at Grand Rapids.

Trials in the 
Circuit Court followed, but they all re­
sulted practical# m verdicts of pot 
proven. About that time Peter Schill­
ing disappeared, and he was strong# 
suspected of the crime. Sjveral-hun- 
dred dollars were expended in searching 
for him, but without avail. Last winter 
he was fount in ari interior town in 
Central Ohio and brought back. Since- 
then he has been kept in jail, and 
the preliminary examination has been 
in progress in a Justice Conit. Investi­
gation resulted in the discovery of the 
whereabouts of a young man who swears 
positive# that he saw the murder com­
mitted and the body carried away. He 
had been in a backwoods town in Gene­
see county. Warrants for seven men 
whom he implicated were issued 11 mid­
night, and officers were sent at once to 
arrest them. This young man, whose 
name is George P. Coon, swears that the 
murder was committed to put Naylor out

The murder has been a 
mystery—one of the deepest ever known 
m the country—and caused quite a sen­
sation for more than three years.

Instinct in Birds.
No subject connected with the history 

of birds furnishes more interesting ma­
terial for study than that of instinct. 
Young birds of different species show 
feat they have very different degrees of 
instinctive knowledge. Some are able 
to take care of themselves, and do not 
need a mother to watch over them; oth­
ers, on the contrary, are perfect# help­
less, and need teaching before they can 
do anything for themselves, except 
breathe and swallow what is put into 
their mouths. The young chicken, ajshort 
time after it leaves the egg, knows how 
to take care of itself near# as well os 
does the year-old bird. It can run after 
its mother, use its eyes, pick up food, 
and answer the call of the old hen; ana 
it does all this without instruction. 
How different in all these respects from 
the young barn-swailow ! This is blind, 
and unable to run, ®r even stand, know­
ing only enough to open its mputh when 
it hears the old bird return to toe nesfc- 
and to-Mgallnw tVm fnn8 in his
open bill. Far from knowingby instinct 
how to use its wings, as the young chick 
does its legs, it does not learn feis until 
it is well grown, and had several lessons 
in flying; and, even then, it flies badly, 
and improves only after long practice. 
After it has learned to fly, it is still very 
helpless and baby-like, and very differ­
ent from the active, bright-eyed, inde­
pendent little ohiok of the barn-yard— 
and of all the JRasores, or scratching 
birds, such as the hen, the quail, the' 
partridge, the pheasant apd the turkey.

The scratching birds ture not the only 
ones which can take care’ of themselves 
at an ear# age. This is true of the run­
ning birds, such as the qstrich ; and the 
same is the case with many of the wad­
ing birds, such sis the woodcock; and, 
among the swimming1 birds, there are 
several kinds that take full care of them­
selves soon after leaiing the shell.

Far from standing in any need of in­
struction, young duck| take to the water 
by instinct, even when they have been 
brought up by a hen; and they know 
that they are perfect# safe upmjfit, al­
though the Snxious hen tries ill every 
way to restrain them and to caU them 

/back. " ‘ r
There 'are many ways in which some 

of oub\ young birds show their really 
WQflderful instincts, but there is noth­
ing more curious tin this respect than 
the habits of the little chickens, which 
most of us have opportunities of notic­
ing—if we choose to take thd'tSteble. 
These little creatures, almost as sooMas 
tney are born, understand what tlrSjar 
mother “ clucks” to them; they kne^r 
that they must hide when a hawk ik 
about; ther often scratch the ground, 
for food before they see their mother or 
any other chicken do so; they are care­
ful not to catch bees instead of flies, ’ * 
and they show their eat# smartness fn 
many ways which are well worth watch­
ing.

But sometimes a brood of these 
youngsters find something that puzzles 
them, as when they meet with a hard- 
shelled beetle, who looks too big to eat 
and yet too small for a playmate.—Prof. 
W. K. Brooks, in St. Nicholas for 

July.

^ A Palace for Peddlers.
The United States Rolling Stock Com­

pany, at their shops in Chicago, Me get­
ting up what may be called a new de­
parture. This is a palace dry-goods car, 
to be used on railroads by dealers in dry 
goods, carrying samples along as well as 
stock to be delivered when sold. This 
car is sixty feet long, not including plat­
forms at each end, or sixtv-five feet long 
over all; is built as light as possible, ̂ and 
yet is strong. The construction’̂ f the 
body is very simple, having o^j^two 
large wajflpw* on each side for lighting 
purposes*tiut at each end there is to be 
a stateroom for the traveling merchants 
to occupy nights or days while on the 
road. These staterooms are lighted by 
three small windows each. The inside of 
the car was not finished for use, so we 
cannot tell just how it i* to be arranged, 
but no donbt convenient for the purpose. 
This car has a sub cellar, as they Call it, 
between the fore and aft trucks, where 
may be stored large quantities of domes­
tic goods while in transit, and it has 
what may be called a mansard roof, or 
double deck, for light and ventilat on, 
giving it the appearance of a sleeping- 
car, except the finish. ..This is a new en­

There is a terrible fire that is raging 

in the coal mines near Pittston, Pa. 
It has been burning now over a year, 
and all efforts to extinguish it have 
been unavailing. It was started by 
accident by a tramp cooking in one 
of the deserted chambers. It has 
already burned a space of over fifty 
acres under-ground, and its terrible 
intensity consumes coal, earth, rock 
and everything in its vicinity. An 
attempt is now being made to cut it 
off, and hunduds of men have been 
at work for months digging trenches 
outside of its present limits. The 
cut they have made is 1,200 feet long, 
including a tunnel of 200 feet, by 
from 30 to Co feet deep, 30 feet wide 
at the bottom, sloping upward to 50 
01 60 feet wide at the top. In this 
cut a solid slone wall is to be built, 
which, it is believed, the fire will be 
unable to pass. It is expected that 
the fire will spread over 200 acres be­
fore it is subdued, and, should it get 
beyond the proposed wall, its ravages 
cannot be estimated. The fire is 
now laging in the chambers that 
have been worked out, but where 
thousands of tons of coal are left 
standing in pillars as supports to the 
roof, and it is estimated that 250,000 
tons will be consumed in these cham­
bers alone. It is a singular fact that, 
while the fierce fire consumes coal 
exposed in these pi.lars, and even the 
rocks above and below it, it will not 
burn the solid masses of coal. The 
coal in the veins is so compressed that 
the air :s excluded, and conseqently 
the flames find nothing to feed upon. 
The soil above the fire for a great dis­
tance is so hot as to destroy all vege­
tation, and in numerous instances 
great masses of earth have fallen into 
the cavities made by the fire.

We regret that 
Mr. Kirkpatrick was compelled to 
take this step as his _managment had 
been admirable. Men were well and 
promptly paid and at the time of their 
discharge were paid the last farthing 
due them.

Quinnesec.

Ed Herald-—Having recently made a 
bijef visit to that portion of the Menom­
inee Iron Range traversed by the new 
railroad, a brief description of what I saw 
and learned may not be without iuteiest 
to some ot your readers.

To reach Quinnesec by rail it is necess­
ary to stay at Escanaba over night, tak­
ing the “ accomodation ” the next morn­
ing a little after eight o’clock and reach­
ing Quinnesec at half past twelve, the 
distance being about 40 miles. The ride 
may be safely put dowD as a little tedious 
but that is quickly forgotten ou reaching 
our destination. On arriving at Yulcan, 
six miles from Quinnesec,I met Dr. M. C. 
Belknap, than whom no more consider­
ate, genial gentleman can bo found. But 
more of him bye a id bye.

Here also I grasped the hand of our 
old neighbor, Louts Whitehead, who 
seemed as happy as ever.

Arriving at my Scstination I was most 
cordially received by an old resident of 
Marquette county, Mr. Call L. Wetidel, 
who kindly conducted me to the Quinne­
sec notel, of which he is piopiietor. To 
say I was surprised to find so fine a hotel 
so generously supplied with all the lux­
uries to be found at hotels iu more metro- 
politantowns would be but half the tiuth. 
Mr. Wendel seemed to be “at home” in the 
business and the liberal patronage which 
he enjoys proves the popularity of his 
hotel.

A few rods north of "the hotel is loca­
ted the Quinnesec mine. Here I found a 
goodly number of miners eng iged in ta­
king out a rich blue hematite ore, Lorn 
what appeared to be a large vein or de­
posit. The hoisting is at present done by 
horse power and the oie put into skips 
and conveyed to pockets upon the same 
plan as that adopted by the Republic Iron 
company. Everything about the mine 
betokened thrift and prosperous times. 
Ou inquiry I learned that the company 
could not fill its orders, so great was the 
demand for its ore. The reason for this 
demand is said to be found in the fact 
that the ore is exceptionally low in phos­
phorous. Under the skilllul manage­
ment of Mr. Tlultz, the mining engineer, 
the ore is being chiefly mined and there 
is no reason to doubt the success of the 
eutei prise. The same company has anoth­
er mine at Yulcan, equally rich and prom­
ising, and already yielding well.

I found many Marquette county peop’e 
at Quinnesec Among the mote enter- 
pusing may be mentioned John McKen­
na, who is erecting a fine two-story 
buitding opposite the hotel. Maurice 
McKenna keeps a well supplied drug 
store. Dry goods and groceries are in 
good supply. In one respect the town 
is ahead of many others. It has a saw 
mill which supplies the people with ail 
the lumber they want. It is only a port­
able saw mill, but John L Buell, the pro­
prietor thereof, says it can cut up 20,000 
feet of lumber per day “all the same.” 
And by the way, if anybody can go to 
Quinnesec and fall m with John L. Buell 
and avoid being the recipient of innumer­
able favors, attentions and com tesies, ex­
tended with a generosity that pioves Mr. 
Buell’s sinceiitv, then I will confess that 
I do not understand him.

On the 4th of July a party of us, con­
sisting rf five ladies and seven gentle 
men, under the guidance of Mr. Buell, 
embaiked in a “batteau” on the Menomi­
nee river (which flows within a mile of 
Quinnesec) and went down to see the 
“Little Quinnesec Falls,” about two miles 
down the river. We skirted the Wiscon­
sin side, passing along in the shadow of 
the overhanging trees whose bi oad spread­
ing branches made a grateful shade, 
while trunk, branch, twig and leaflet were 
alike faithfully produced in the limpid 
waters heneath, until we seemed to he 
gazing into immense caves, filled ’with 
trees whose verdure resembled green vel­
vet. The falls wete simply grand, the 
spi ay rising in clouds whose across summit 
a beautiful rainbow stretched from shore 
to shore. After doing ample justice to a 
bountiful lunch spread by the ladies, we 
returned to the hotel feeling well paid for 
the trip we had taken, and grateful to 
Mr. Buell for the pleasure he had enabled 
us to derive.

On Friday, the 5th inst., I went down 
to Vulcan with Dr. Belknap, wha invited 
me to a tide ou the beautiful little lake 
near his office. Arming myself with a 
line and “spoon,"’ we seated ourselves in 
the boat, the Doctor presiding at the oars, 
and pulled out into the lake. We had 
not gone far when something seemed.to 
bo trifling with the spoon. On pulling 
jn the line to find out the cause, it proved 
to be a “pickerel” weighing pounds. 
After a little wlilie we caught another 
weighing 3j poun Is. The Doctor hav­
ing been sufficiently exeieised we conclu­
ded to “go ashore.”

In conclusion, let me say that if any of 
your leaders want a good time let them 
go to Quinnesec. With excellent hotel 
accommodations, as fine fishing and 
hunting grounds as can be found any 
where, a healthful climate, and as gener­
ous a people as the sun shines upon, any 
one going there in search of health or 
pleasure cannot fail to find it.

Tbs P»B-inglic»n Synod recently auembled 

t Lambeth Palace, London. Ninety Biahopi 
were preaent at the firat meeting. Communion 
waa partaken of In the Lambeth Palace Chapel. 
The Archbiahop ol  Canterbury preaided over 
the oonfertwoe.

Tme regatta at Henley, England, about thirty 
mile. front London, on the river Thamea, in 
which the famotta four-oared crew from Mon­
roe, Mich., and the Columbia College crew, of 
New York, participated, dosed July 5, the Co­
lumbia orew winning one of the contests, and 
the Michigan Shoe-wae-cae-mettes, after win­
ning the (rial heat, failing in the final heat by 
the sudden sickness of one the crew.

The Austrian occupation of Bosnia and Her­
zegovina will not take place at once, as contem­
plated, but has been deferred for a month, in 
order to allow the restoration of the badly- 
damaged railways, and the organization of a 
system of civil government for these provinces

The Russians estimate their total war ex­
penditures a t 988,COO, 000 roubles (nearly $790,- 
000,000).

Lord BeAconsfield’s pet scheme, of which 
so much has been said of late, has finally 
eventuated. It is officially announced that a de­
fensive treaty has been definitely arranged be­

Pittsburgh, Pa., on the Fourth, were suddenly 
overwhelmed with a terrific storm of wind 
and rain, and the blowing down of a tree upon 
a wagon, in which eighteen persons had taken 

-refuge, killed seven of the number and 
wounded others.

The celebration of the centenary of the mas­
sacre of Wyoming, which occurred July 8, 
1778, occurred at Wilkesbarre, Pa., with Presi­
dent Hayes in attendance to lend interest to the 
occasion.

The following is an extrmot from a letter 
from E. E. Turk, dated Canyon City, Ore., 
Julyl: ‘'I  have just returned from carrying 
dispatches to Col. Grover’s command. Every­
thing is disorganized, Indiana all around us. 
We have been fighting for the last three days. 
Can’t tell how many are killed. We know of 
eleven of our men. We want help.' I have 
been in the saddle for three nights. All busi­
ness houses are closed.”

Ceockex’s fertilizer works at Buffalo are 
burned. Loss, $100,000; insurance, $80,000.

A dispatch from Portland, Ore., July 7, 
Bays : “ Gov. Chadwick, who is now at Uma­
tilla, telegraphs nnder date of the 7th as fol­
lows : * Ehe volunteers under Capt. Sperry, 
fifty strong, were defeated at Willow springs, 
thirty miles south of Pendleton, yesterday. 
Sperry is killed, and nearly all of his command 
killed or wounded. We can hear of but seven 
left.’”

The schooner Louis Morrison was lost June 
15, on the Attata bar, Mexico. The crew were 
saved. ,

Burned : At M lwaukee, a large four story 
building, with contents, used as a tobacco 
factory; loss, $100,000^insurance. $50,000. 
A large number of small wooden buildings in 
Buffalo, the fire burning over a tract a quarter 
of a mile long and an eighth wide ; loss about 
$150,000 ; insured for $90,000.

The forty-ninth annual convention of the 
American Institute of Instruction met in the 
White mountains of New Hampshire last week. 
Three thousand teachers from New England 
and the West were presenf.

The Army Commission meets at White Sui­
n' springs, Va, soon.

P o l i t i c a l .

Beeoie the Potter committee, on July 2, 
Emile Weber, brother of the dead Super­
visor, read a statement, which he ewure to. 
The statement set forth that he had no per­
sonal knowledge that Democratic intimida­
tion had existed in the parishes of 
East and West Feliciana. Hts brother, Dan­
iel Weber, and James E. Anderson had in­
formed him that the two parishes had gone 
fairly Democratic. John Sherman was spokes­
man for the vifiting statesmen, and he 
(Weber) knew that Sherman had given his 
brother assurances which caused him to allow 
his protest to stand after it had been made. 
Weber had, in conversation with Sherman, 
explained to him that his brother thought his 
par'sh had gone Democratic, and he was 
disposed to take back his protest, where­
upon Sherman assured him that his brother 
would be osied for. and requested that 
he send his, brother to him. His brother, 
on the day he received it, showed him Sher­
man’s letter of assurance, and said he had re­
ceived it direct from Sherman. Weber was 
familiar with the handwriting of Sherman, and 
was satitfied that the letter was written by 
that gentleman. In 1877 the Sherman letter 
was the subject of gieat mortificalicn to the 
Wi her family, and hie sister-in-law, “ Mrs. 
Daniel Weber, had endeavored to find it among 
the papers of her husband, which were packed 
away in two trunks and a large thoe-box.” 
Late in the annnner of 1877, he, the witness, 
had made a search for the letter, and had 
fonnd it in the snee-box, and had deaiioyed it 
forthwith. -Mrs. Jenks had been in no way 
eonnee’ed mth the authorship of the Shermtn 
letter. ..ThomasC. Anderson, of Louisiana,

testified that he did not see any one sign the 
oertii eetea of the electoral vote .white in the 
GoVerhor’s office at New Orleans; that Mrs. 
Jenks, pleading the poverty of her mother, 
aaked him to appoint her brother, A. R. Mur­
dock, to a place in the Custom House.

Official election returns have been received 
from all except seven California counties. The 
result of the count shows beyond doubt that 
‘the non-partisans have elected all their thirty- 
two delegates at large, and fifty-four county 
delegates. Tne Kearneyites elect fifty-one 
county delegates, the Republicans eight, and 
the Democrats seven.

The Fostmrster at Canton, Miss., has inter­
viewed Eliza ’Pinkston, and she is all right 
again. Her late statements and affidavits are 
withdrawn and contradicted, and she adheres 
onoemore to the original story with which she 
entertained the visiting statesmen.

The New Orleans section of the Potter com­
mittee on the Sd inst. examined a witness 
named Simpson, a discharged employe of the 
Custom House, who swore that a friend of his 
—also an employe—saw $10,000 in cash paid 
to a member of the Returning Board. The 
money waa paid in Kellogg’s office just before 
the final report of the board was signed, the 
member refusing to sign until he got the 
money. The names of the Returning-Boarder 
and the man who witnessed the payment were 
not given by Simpson.

The Alabama Republican State Convention, 
which met at Montgomery, July 4, adjourned 
late the same night. A resolntion indorsing 
President Hayes for hit wise and patriotio 
policy was laid on the table; also a resolution 
to nominate a State ticket. The platform is 
violent in denunciation. of the Democrati of 
the State.

E. L. Webes was again before the Potter 
committee on the 3d iust., and testified, m re­
gard to the al'eged frauds in Louisiana, that 
it was arranged before election by Kellogg, 
Thomas C. Anderson and Packard to 
secure affidavits of intimidation in the 
parishes of East and West Feliciana 
for the purpose of throwing out those par­
ishes. He was assured by Kellogg and 
othera that, if he wonld nse his influence 
with his brother toward having him make a 
protest, he witness) wonld be returned to the 
Senate. He Waa defeated for the State Senate 
by about 1,200 majority, and was returned by 
the Returning Board as elected by abont 600 
majority. “Packardtold me a few days before 
the election that, if he and Hayes did not get any 
votes in East and West Feliciana, he was going 
to be Governor and Hayes was going to be 
President. He told me this in the presence 
of Mr. Armistead, Mr. Dunoan and others, 
whom I do not now remember. He said the 
beat way to dispose of the Democratic majority 
was to throw out the vote of the county; tnat 
that was better than making a Republican 
canvass, and I know of my personal knowledge 
that Kellogg employed L. B. Jenks to keep 
James E. Anderson away from the parish, and 
to prevent bis holding an election there as 
Supervisor.” Witness stated that since he 
came to Washington to testify he had been 
approached by friends of Secretary Sherman 
on two or three occasions, and told if he wonld 
give evidence contradictory of Anderson’s 
story he (witness) would be well provided for. 
Witness said he had already been need as a 
tool, and he didn’t propose to be so u«ed 
again. The committee adjourned till Wednes­
day, July 10.

The Arkansas Democratic State Con­
vention was held at Little Bock on July 4 and 
5. Gov. Miller was nominated for re-election, 
and Jacob FroUich for Lientenant Governor.

The Louisiana snb-committee of the Potter 
Committee had D. J. Wedge, Chairman of the 
Democratic Parish Committee of East Felici­
ana, before-it on the 8th inst. He detailed oc­
currences in connection with Anderson’s de­
parture from the parish and the efforts to se­
cure his return to complete the registration 
under the law. Anderson did not return until 
three or four days before election. There 
were over 400 Democratic votes unregistered. 
Know Capt. De Gray, a prominent Republican, 
who waa consulted by the negroes as to their 
course. De Gray, in conversation, told witness 
before election that it was the purpose of th 
Republicans to have no ticket in the field, so 
that the parish could be thrown ont. De Gray 
refused to vote, saying it was no nse; that it 
was all a farce. Witness stated that Ander­
son, after completing the returns, refused to 
sign them, but promised he would sign them 
when he got to Baton Rouge, on him way to the 
city, if some of ns would go with him I 
went with him in a carriage to Baton Rouge, 
where he signed the returns nnder oath before 
a Justice of the Peace—Anderson. It 
was not necessary to make any protest, as the 
election was peaceful and quiet. After signing 
the returns, I paid Anderson between $200 and 
$300. Paid Anders on the amount of his voucher 
on a bill on the parish treasury, which was 
insolvent. My object was to get Anderson 
to complete his work. He was hard to manage.

Crime and Criminals,
William J. Abrams, who was connected with 

the notorions Mrs. Clem in the murder of Jacob 
Young and wife in 1867, and who had been in 
the Indiana State prison on a life sentence since 
1869, has been pardoned by the Governor.

Dick Dawson (colored) was hanged on Fri­
day last at Thomaaton, Ga., for the murder of 
Frank Cunningham, his brother-in-law.

A. H. Bdrklow, who murdered David Wag­
oner, laat year, was hanged at Vienna, 111., laat 
week.

Financial and. Industrial.

sorbed by the Daily News.
The- coinage executed at the mints of the 

United States during the fiscal year, ending 
June 30, 1878, was: Gold, $52,770,420; trade 
dollars, $11,378,010; standard silver, $8,600,- 
500; subsidiary stiver coin, $8,339,315; minor 
coins, $30,676. Total, $81,118,921.

The Arkansas Supreme Court has decided 
that the levee bonds issued in 1869 and 1870 
are unconstitutional and invalid. Abont 
$3,000,000 in bonds are affected by this de­
cision.

1 he opening of the newly-completed Sturgeon 
Bay canal, which furnishes a short cut from 
Lake Michigan to Green tay, was celebrated 
with exercises appropriate to an event of such 
importance to lake commerce.

It is confidently anticipated in Washington 
that speciepayments will be resumed at an 
earlier date than January next.

Chicago elevators contain 239,686 bushels of 
wheat, 531,879 bushels of oora, 61,892 bushels 
of oats, 9,517 bnshels of rye and 254,360 bush­
els of barley—making a grand total of 1,097,- 
434 bushels, against 2.764.315 bnshels for the 
corresponding period last year.

Ike Mouarchs of Europe.
Probably at no time in Abe history of 

Europe have the rulers of the various 
states of the Old World been such aged 
and infirm men as at present. Only 
King Alfonso of Spain, and King Hum­
bert of Italy are young men, Mid yet 
the former is not likely to retain his 
crown very long. Queen Victoria, Mar­
shal MacMahon, the Emperor William, 
Emperor Alexander, Pope Leo XIIL, 
the King of Denmark, the King of Swe­
den, are all old men, and, to all intents 
and purposes, so is the Emperor Fran­
cis Joseph of Austria, who is a soured, 
crabbed, hypochondriacal personage, 
which is no wonder considering that he 
has now ruled for thirty years over so 
wretched a country. As for Abdul 
Hamid, the Turkish Sultan, we do not 
consider him any longer a European 
sovereign. His reign, we apprehend, 
will be of very short duration, and who 
knows but we shall hear in a few days 
of another palace revolution in Con­
stantinople? We trust that the Em­
peror William will recover from the 
-wounds so basely inflicted upon him by 
the assassin Nobeling. As for the Em­
peror of Bussia, his days seem to be 
numbered. Marshal MacMahon is rep­
resented to be in poor health, and it is 
quite evident that Leo XIII. is in no 
better condition. The younger genera­
tion will soon be more largely repre­
sented among the sovereigns of Europe.

Craves of the Poets.
The departure of Bryant suggests a 

brief reference to the resting places of 
poetic genius. Joel Barlow, the author 
of the first American epic, died in Eu­
rope and was buried there. Mrs. Sig­
ourney was buried in Hartford, of which 
city she was a lifelong ornament. Jo­
seph Rodman Drake was buried a few 
miles out of this city in a private plot 
on the margin of Long Island sound. 
Halleok found an honored grave in 
Groton, Conn., the place of his nativity. 
When disabled by age from his duties as 
Astor’s clerk, he returned thither, and

there passed his last days. Robert 
Stands, nuns a New York noet of Home 
note, is buried in St. Paul’s churchyard. 
He was one of Bryant’s editorial rivals 
—being in his day leading man on the 
Commercial Advertiser. Turning to 
British authorship, it may be added that 
Wordsworth found a grave at Rydal 
Mount, near which he passed his hap­
piest days. Southey is buried at Kes­
wick, where the best part of his life was 
spent in arduous literary labor. Shel­
ley and Keats give distinction to the 
Protestant cemetery at Rome, while 
Scott rests at Dryburgh abbey, and 
Byron at the little parish church near 
Newstead abbey.—New York Cor. Troy 
Times.

The Inhabitants of Mars’ Little Moons.
Probably the most convenient assump­

tion we can make is that There may be 
creatures in general respect like our­
selves on those moons of Mars, but that, 
owing to the extreme rarity of the at­
mosphere, their vital energy is so far 
reduced that they are not more active 
than we are, despite the feeble action of 
gravity in their world. The air must be 
exceedingly rare, most certainly, 6ven if 
the quantity is proportioned to the 
volumes of these moons. On this as­
sumption the quantity of air is less than 
the quantity of terrestrial as 1 is less 
than 400 times 400 times 400—that is, it 
amounts only to 1-64,000,000 partef the 
terrestrial air.

Being spread over a surface which is 
but 1-160,000 of the earth’s, it follows 
that the quantity of air above each 
square mile of surface is 1-400 part only 
of the quantity over each square mile of 
our earth’s surface. This would be little 
enough in all conscience; but this is not 
all. For the action of gravity being, 
according to our assumption, only 1-600 
of terrestrial gravity, it follows that the 
atmospheric pressure, and, therefore, 
density, is further reduced in this de­
gree, giving finally a density of equal 
only to 1-240,000 of the density of our 
own air.

Now, at the height of seven miles, 
where the atmospheric pressure is re­
duced to one-fourth that at the sea level, 
men of ordinary constitutions would 
perish in a few minutes, if not instantly. 
In Goxwell’s ascent to nearly that height, 
Glaisher fainted, and Coxwell only jnst 
had strength though left to draw the 
valve s ring with Ms teeth (his hands be­
ing already powerless). Yet at the 
height of seven miles the density of the 
air is 80,000 times greater than that 
wtoch, according to our very reasonable 
assumption, prevails at the surface of 
the Martian moons.

We can very well believe, then, that 
in whatever way the inhabitants of these 
moons may be adapted, corporeally and 
constitutionally, for existence in "their 
small homes, the rarity of the air there 
must tend to reduce their vital energy. 
So that we may well imagine that, in­
stead of being able to leap to a height 
of half a mile or over a distance of two 
or three miles, they are not more active 
than we are on earth with 600 times 
greater weight, but far more effective 
respiration. We might, perhaps, go 
even further than this, and assume that, 
in order to give the inhabitants of these 
moons locomotive powers proportioned 
in the same way to their own dimensions 
as ours are, they must be supposed very 
mnch smaller than we are.

We might imagine them in an atmos­
phere so exceedingly attenuated that 
creatures wMch could have vitality 
enough to move freely about must be no 
larger than flies or ants, and must have 
also some such provision as insects have 
for more effective inspiration. In tMs 
way we might find in tne Martian moons 
a miniature of our own earth, not only 
in the proportions of these worlds them­
selves, hut also in those of the creatures 
living upon them. But it would not be 
very interesting to consider mere minia­
tures of our earth, such as the moons of 
Mars would thus come to be regarded. 
Indeed, in that case, little more could 
be said than that all the relations pre­
sented by this earth were or might be 
represented in the Martian moons, but 
on a greatly reduced scale.—Prof. 
Proctor, in Belgravia.

Source of Infectious Diseases.
All of the infectious diseases undoubt­

edly possess an original habitat, where 
it is probable they are now as always 
capable of spontaneous origin in their 
primitive form, whatever that may be. 
The difficulty of tracing disease-types 
through various localities and among 
different peoples of the globe have, up 
to this time, prevented a precise knowl­
edge upon the point, which time may 
yet bring us. It seems tolerably cer­
tain, however, that the several acute in­
fectious diseases named below have the 
nativities here attributed to them;

The Cholera—Has its home in India.
The Small-Pox—In the East. Known 

in China nearly 1,200 years before 
Christ.

The Plague—An Oriental disease. 
Has a distinct geographical range.

The Typhus Fever—Ireland is its 
birthplace.

The Typhoid and Relapsing Fevers— 
Have fixed centers in Ireland, Galicia, 
Upper Silesia and some provinces of 
Northern Italy.

The Military Fever—Is endemic m a 
few provinces of France, Germany and 
Italy.

Scarlatina—Probably native to Arabia.
Epidemic Djsentery—Home in the 

tropics.
The Dengue—In Southern latitudes, 

with sharp geographical limits,
The Yellow Fever—Distinctly traced 

to the Antilles.
The Ghabalongo—Chili.
The Verruga—Peru.
Certain it seems that no general influ­

ence of exposure or bad hygienic sur­
roundings will establish the typical dis­
ease away from its local habitat, except 
through the penalties of heredity.— 
Logan's Physics of the Infectious Dis­
eases.

Tom Paine’s Creed.
Thomas Paine is generally held to 

have been an atheist, without the slight­
est veneration or regard for religion. To 
those who hold this belief it may be of 
interest to learn what his real opinions 
were on this subject. The following is 
Ms confession of faith; “ I  believe in 
one God and no more, and I  hope for 
happiness beyond this life. I  believe 
the equality of man, and I  believe that 
religious duties consist in doing justice, 
loving mercy, and endeavoring'to make 
onr fellow creatures happy. But, some, 
perhaps, will say, Are we to have no 
word of God—no revelation ? I  answer, 
Yes; there is a word of God—there is a 
revelation. The word of God is the 
creation we behold; and it is in this 
word, which no human invention can 
counterfeit or alter, that God speaketh 
universally to man. It preaches to all 
nations and to all worlds; and this word 
of God reveals to man all that is neces­
sary for man to know of God. Do we 
want to contemplate His power? We 
see it in the immensity of the creation. 
Do we want to contemplate His wisdom? 
We see it in the unchangeable order by 
which the incomprehensible whole is 
governed. Do we want to contemplate 
His munificence ? We see it in the abun­
dance with which He fills the earth. Do 
we want to contemplate His mercy? We 
see it in nis not withholding that abun­
dance even from the unthankful. In 
fine, do we want to know what Goi is ? 
Search not the book called the Sirip 
tares, which any human hand might 
make, but the scriptures called the crea­
tion.” _________________

Whales m England.

living whales, brought from the coast 
of Labrador, and intended for public 
aquariums. They were each about four­
teen feet long, eight feet girth, and 
weighing half a ton. On the voyage 
they were placed in long wooden boxes, 
reposing upon a bed of sea-weed, and 
being flashed with water from a bucket 
every few minutes. The flashing had 
the curious effect of peeling off strips of 
their skin, so that the coat will be en­
tirely shed by the time they get into 
their permanent tanks. No food was 
given them on the voyage. When-they 
were being removed ashore two of them, 
it is said, emitted a very peculiar kind of 
scream.

« ONCE MORE TO THE BREA. CM.”

A Colorado correspondent writes as 
follows to the Washington Star:

There has to-night occurred in Cole- 
rado Springs, Col. r -a- memorable scene 
in theater performances. Mr. George 
Rignold has been advertised for a week 
past to appear at Colorado Springs in 
the play of “ Henry V.” To-night, a 
picture of disgust and horror, he sat on 
his kingly throne representing the 
princely character of “ Harry, King 
Henry V.” The stage on which he was 
to stride with majestic step was 16 by 
20 feet; the hall he was to fill with the 
words of Shakspeare could contain at 
its utmost 400 people. At the first in 
terval in Ms speech, the words “ My 
God!” which he uttered, were not in the 
play; hut they very fully expressed the 
agony with wMch he contemplated the 
perf jrmance of a grand farce. It was a 
relief when the first act, cut down as it 
was never mutilated before, closed. He 
had an opportunity for rest and recovery 
in the sublime performance of the or­
chestra, consisting of one fiddle and 
nothing more. Shakspeare, happy in 
all things, fortunately put “ Rumor ” in 
the act of Henry V., and through “ Ru­
mor,” who, by the way, performed her 
difficult part as perfectly as if before a 
large, appreciative audience, gave ns 
some idea of the transposition of the 
character. The play, advertised to begin 
at 8 o’clock, was delayed, by the neces­
sity of each actor gliding into the dress­
ing-room separately, that space might 
be had for the arrangement of Ms 
or her toilet, until 9 o’clock, and 
was then necessarily cut down 
as much as human ingenuity could 
accomplish. In the second appearance 
of Rignold the audience, himself, his 
company, and even, I  verily believe, his 
gallant horse, “ Crispin,” waiting on the 
street for the time of, and room for its 
entrance, saw how perfectly out of place 
Shakspeare was in this closet, broke into 
a general laugh, laughed Rignold out of 
his disgust into a laugh, laughed Ms 
company into a laugh, and the audience 
laughed itself into an uproar of laugh­
ter. When Rignold, in one of the sub­
lime speeches of Shakspeare, broke out 
and said: “ Gentlemen, tMs is too 
ridiculous; you cannot expect the utter­
ance of the words of Shakspeare on such 
a stage, and before such a house,’’ there 
was a burst of applause, long continued, 
while the frame of Rignold shook with 
laughter. Oh ! it was ridiculous, it was 
painful, it was disgusting ! And when, 
abont making the second charge in bat­
tle, he, forgetting the ceiling was ex­
tremely low, attempted to raise his flag, 
and fonnd he could not place the pole 
upright, he looked with a laugh at the 
audience, at the ceiling, and forcing his 
countenance suitable to making the 
moving harangue to the desperate troops 
—pshaw ! it was ridiculous.

Let me mention Ms entry into Lon­
don, and I will close a letter that does 
not give the one-tenth of the most re­
markable performance of Rignoid’s ex­
perience. Two men were enough to 
crowd the stage, and give the appear- 
anoe of the inhabitants rushing out by 
the thousands to welcome back their 
victorious King. He came in on Ms 
horse, was able to make a few steps, 
and by judieious management contrived 
to turn the horse for Ms egress without 
sweeping all the inhabitants into the 
gutter.

The tree and its fruit are like a sponge 
whicli the rains have filled. Through 
them and through all living bodies there 
goes on the commerce of vital growth, 
tiny vessels, fleets and succession of 
fleets, laden with material bound for dis­
tant shores, to build up, and repair, and 
restore the waste of the physical frame.

Then the rain means relaxation; the 
tension in nature and in all her creat­
ures is lessened. The trees drop their 
leaves, or let go their ripened fruit. 
The tree itself will fall in a still, damp 
day, when bat yesterday it withstood a 
gale of wind. A moist south wind pen­
etrates even the mind and makes its 
grasp less tenacious. It ought to take 
less to kill a man on a rainy day than on 
a clear. The direct support of the sun 
is withdrawn; life is under a cloud; a 
masculine mood gives place to some­
thing like a feminine. In this sense 
rain is the grief, the weeping of. Nature, 
the relief of a burdened or agonized 
heart. But tears from Nature’s eyelids 
are always remedial, and prepare the 
way for brighter, pnrer skies.—John 
Burroughs, m Scribner for July.

A Dog’s Suicide.
One of the most remarkable incidents 

going to Show the affection of dumb 
animals for those who care for them oc­
curred in this city a few days since. Our 
readers wiH remember the drowning last 
Sunday of the little 6-year-old boy, 
Danny.

After the body had been placed in 
the coffin the dog manifested a strong 
desire to see the child, and when the lid 
of the coffin was raised he licked the 
dead face and seemed to feel intense 
grief. In a short time the dog went 
ont to the iailroad track and laid down 
upon the road as it had done many times 
before; but upon the approach of the 
train he laid himself upon the rail and 
deliberately permitted the train to pass 
over Ms body—being killed. The whole 
actions of the dog were such as to con­
vince one that it was governed by rea­
soning powers, and is another illustra­
tion of the remarkable love or attach­
ment that some animals have for their 
masters. The mother, at the time of 
the drowning, supposed the child was 
at home, and therefore neglected to 
obey the hint given by the dog that 
might have saved the boy’s life.—Lin­
coln (Neb.) Journal.

An Alligator’s Meal.
On the 31st ult., while some of the 

hands were going to their work in the 
field of Col. McLeod, adjoining town, 
they discovered a very large alligator 
making its way to Hamburg lake. Col. 
McLeod fired both barrels of a shot-gun, 
loaded with buckshot, into his neck. 
Then a field hoe was brought up, but 
the first blow shivered the stout pine 
helve. An ax was then brought, with 
which he was killed. An examination 
showed that it had feasted upon a hog’s 
head, a turtle, and about a peck of black­
berries. Though but fifteen feet in 
length, it was the largest ever killed in 
this part of Florida in the lakes or fresh­
water streams. The buckshot did not 
penetrate the skin. No one that we 
have met ever knew before that alliga­
tors were fond of blackberries, and how 
one can manage to pick the berries is 
still a mystery.—Lake City (Fla.) Re­
porter.

Chicago in 1846.
In a letter written in Illinois in July, 

1846, the late Mr. Bryant thus described 
CMeago: “ Any one who bad seen tMs 
place, as I  had done, five years ago, 
when it contained less than 5,000 people, 
would find some difficulty in recogniz­
ing it now, when its population is more 
than 15,000. It has its long rows of 
warehouses and shops, its bustling

The following, from a private letter 

received by Mrs. Dr. M. W. Porter, 
fromher daughter, Miss Mary Q. Porter, 
missionary in CMna, dated Peking, April 
22, 1878, gives a terrible account of the 
horrors experienced in the famine dis­
trict in the North of CMna:

“ Ever since I  came back here we 
have been hearing tales upon tales 
of the horror from the famine districts. ’ 
Thousands have died, and whole villages 
have been depopulated. The country 
is filled with refugees, fleeing from death 
only lo meet it on the way, or in the 
crowded cities to which they flee. One 
poor man reached Peking from a dis­
tant point, and, as passing the gate of a 
missionary, he fell down, exhausted. 
They took him in, hut he died after a 
day or two. The professional beggars 
have a hard time now, too. Prices are 
very high, and ao many to give to. We 
see men lying in the streets dying, and 
on our way to the southern cities often 
see dead bodies covered, waiting for 
burial. Large sums have been sent 
from England and raised "in China for 
relief of suffering people. Also a little 
from America. I  see by late papers that 
the sum now raised amounts to some­
thing more than $850,000; hut commu­
nication is so wretched that the process 
of relief must be slow at best. Many 
must die before hely can possibly reach 
them. There is a gentleman in one of 
the most distant points distributing 
and reporting to the committee that 
has the matter in hand. Then 
other missionary gentlemen take 
turns making tonrs to distribute funds. 
Mr. Davis and Mr. Pyke are both away 
now, and when they get back Messrs. 
Lowry and Pilcher go. Other missions 
also take part. The gentlemen in a 
most distant part and longest afflicted 
district send reports of most horrible 
state of things. Dead bodies dragged 
about by dogs; whole families lying un­
buried; entire villages depopulated; 
mothers drooping exhausted by the road­
side unable to ever rise again; starving 
children in arms; people almost dead 
watched by hungry dogs; human flesh 
sold for food; men afraid to leave their 
hetaea; houses torn down and material 
sold for food; clothing, bedding, every­
thing taken to satisfy craving appetites. 
The greatest distress is in Shansi Prov­
ince and southern part of Shantung. In 
modified forms it enters Chili, the prov­
ince in wMch we are. A few days ago 
we feared we should be quite in the 
midst of it, as a winter of almost no 
snow, and a spring c# no rain thus far, 
threatened destruction to spring crops— 
tire only hope of the people for tMs 
year. (Of course we with money could 
provide ourselves from foreign stores.) 
But last’Friday and Saturday very 
heavy rain fell, and now it must be that 
the prospect is better. My CMnese 
teacher makes the wise remark that ‘ if 
they had railroads many lives might be 
saved.’ Want of rain had been the 
cMef cause of famine. Of course the 
district is larger than in the first year. 
This is the third year.”

Rapid Transit in Sew York.
After a dozen years of fighting the 

street-railway companies and property- 
holders along the" chosen routes, New 
York has rapid transit from Trinity 
church to Central Park. The Gilbert 
elevated railway is in successful opera­
tion, making the trip, even with the 
present imperfect arrangements, in from 
twenty to thirty minutes, including 
stoppages, while by the ordinary street 
railways it consumes an Hour and a half 
at best. These five miles of double­
track railway on the West Side a 
shortly to he matched by the New York 
elevated railway on the East Side, and 
both these lines are under contract to be 
extended to Harlem and to the Battery. 
In another year the system will he com­
pleted, and both companies will have 
their trains running on double lines of 
double tracks, accommodating all the 
thoroughfares; and including branches 
to the depots and principal ferries. The 
time of the New York business man will 
be saved, and that of the visitor from 
ottier cities or the country, whose few 
hours are now half wasted in going from 
place to place in the tedious and overload­
ed street cars. But these conveniences, 
great as they are, are nothing to the 
immense opportimity thus offered to the 
laboring people to five healthily in the 
outer portions of the city, instead of 
miserably in the crowded down-town 
tenements. The opening of rapid tran­
sit is in fact the great event of the year 
in the metropolis of the country.— 
Springfield Republican.

Cyclones and Hop-Tines.

The Cause of Diphtheria.
For some months past thia disease 

has been alarmingly prevalent in the 
northern districts of London, especially 
in houses occupied by the wealthier 
classes. TMs has led to-the belief that 
the disease is caused by sewer gas. 
TMs theory is sustained by investiga­
tions recently made by the health officer 
of the city of Glasgow. He has shown 
that the prevalence and fatality of diph­
theria is intimately related to the amount 
of communication with the sewers, 
through water-closets, sinks, waste- 
pipes, etc. Another important fact is 
also advanced by Mm—that all zymotic 
diseases, except diphtheria and enteric 
fevers, are greatest in the poorest and 
most closely confined tenements, while 
these latter diseases are more frequent 
in the better-class houses where exten­
sive sewer connections exist. The Lon­
don Lancet observes in this coMMotion 
that the extent to which the atmoapbsre 
at most town residential houses it  Poi­
soned by sewer gas is far too genenlty 
overlooked.
