through alongside of the other horse, 
clattered away up the road, snorting tri­
umphantly as he went. Mr. Wiggin, 
having no longer any doubt as to where 
the runaway had gone, drove on to Man­
chester as directly as he could go, hear­
ing from tiie horse occasionally all the 
way, and on arriving at Manchester 
there he was, sure enough, in his old 
stall in the stable, wMch he left eighteen 
months before.”

The Negro Created Before Adam.
Prof. Alexander Winchell, of Syra­

cuse Umversity, has reprinted in 
pampMet form, with the title Adamites 
and Prc- Adamites, an essay originally 
published by Mm in the Northern 
Christian Advocate, designed to show 
that the negro race was in existence on 
this globe long before the time of Adam. 
He favors, also, reforming the popularly 
received chronology, and would place 
the creation described in Genesis 10,500 
years before the birth erf Abraham, or 
14,378 years before the present era. At 
the same time he would bring down the 
stone and lake-dwelling ages to within a 
period of not more than 6,000 years ago. 
In this way, he thinks, the Biblical rec­
ord can be made to agree with the estab­
lished facts of modem ethnological, 
philological and geological research. 
Some special interest attaches to his 
views, because the publication of them 
has led to Ms dismissal from the Van­
derbilt University, at Nashville, Tenn., 
where, in addition to Ms Syracuse pro­
fessorship, he held the chair of histori­
cal geology and zoology. In spite of 
his earnest protestation of orthodoxy, 
the President of the university insisted 
that he was an evolutiomst, and an 
enemy of “ the plan of redemption,” 
and he had to go.

Progress in Hard Times.
Notwithstanding the times, it is doubt­

ful if the country ever made greater or 
more' rapid progress in substantial 
wealth than during the past seven years. 
From a comparison of the statistics of 
the census of 1870 with those furnished 
by the Bureau of Agriculture for 1877, 
it appears that there were 31,000,000 
more acres of land under cultivation 
last year then in 1870, an increase of 34 
per cent. The percentage of increase in 
the number of bushels of com produced 
was 22} ; of wheat, 52 : of rye, 42 ; of 
barley, 35; in tons of hay, 34; and 
in pounds of tobacco, 91 per cent. The 
increase reported in live stock over the 
aggregate of 1870 was, horses, 44 per 
cent; mules, 45; sows, 26; oxen and 
other cattle, 29 ; sheep, 25$ ; swine, 28 
percent. The aggregate increase m the 
number of live ammals amounted to 
about 25,000,000 head. The excess of 
the grain crop of 1877 over that of 1870 
was nearly 550,000,000 bushels. Our 
exports for the year ending June 30, 
1877, exclusive of gold and silver, 
amounted to $632,980,080.—Scientific 
American.

A French agricultural paper an­
nounces the disoovery of an extremely 
simple and cheap means to protect 
houses from being struok bv lightning. 
TMs consists merely of bundles of straw 
attached to sticks or broom handles, and 
placed on the roofs ©f houses in an up­
right position. The first trials of the 
simple apparatus were made at Tarbes 
(Hautes Pyrenees), by some intelligent 
agriculturists, and results were so satis­
factory t hat soon after eighteen com 
munes of the Tarbes district provided 
all their houses with these bundles of 
straw, and there have been no accidents 
from lightning since.

The father of James Fisk, has been 
addressing a temperance meeting. In 
the course of Ms remarks he alluded to 
the murderer of his son as “ adrunken 
assassin, who escaped the gallows 
through a drunken jury.”

Two Good Illu*tr»tkm«.
The Catholic Review publishes some 

“ Five Minute Sermons,” by the Psulist 
Fathers. Last week it had one on “ Let 
every man be swift to hear, but slow to 
speak.” The preacher made use of these 
illustrations :

A story is told of a crazy man who, in 
some very lncid interval, asked a friend 
if he could tell the difference between 
himself and the people who were consid­
ered to be of sound mind. His friend, 
curious to see what he would say, said, 
“ No, what is it?” “ Well,” said the 
crazy man, “ it is that I  say all that 
comes into my head, while you other 
people keep most of it to yourselves.” 

My friends, I  am afraid that the crazy 
man was about light, but he waa too 
complimentary in Ms judgmentof others. 
By this role there would be a great many 
people in the asylums who are now at 
large. Really, it seema as if it never 
occurred to some persons, who are sup­
posed to be in their right minds, whether 
their thoughts had better be given to 
the world or not. Out they must come, 
no matter whether wise or foolish, good 
or bad.

Yes, the madman, for once in Ms life, 
was pretty nearly right. One who talks 
without consideration, who says every­
thing that comes into Ms or her head, ia 
about as much a lunatic as those who 
are commonly called so. For such will 
have one day to give an account for all 
their foolish and inconsiderate words, 
long after they themselves have forgot­
ten them. And to carelessly run np 
tMs account is a very crazy thing.

A little instrument has lately been 
invented, as you no doubt have heard, 
which will tiie  down everything you 
say. It is called the phonograph. It 
makes little marks on a sheet of tinfoil, 
and by means of these it will repeat for 
on all you have said, though it may 
ave quite passed out of your own 

mind. There are a great many uses to 
wMch this little instrument may be 
put; but I  think that one of the beat 
would be to make people more careful 
of what they say.

COACHING IN NEW MEXICO.
How a  Single Read l | « s t  K ebbed a  Stage 

an d  I b r e e  Paaseagen .
[From the HMaiUa{N. It.) New*.]

One of the boldest robberies that has 
occurred in this section of countryfor a 
long time happened this week. We in­
terviewed the passengers, and gathered 
the following facts: “ The coach was 
coming from Silver City toMessilla, hav­
ing as passengers Maj. Willard, Pay­
master ; Mr. Hathaway, Ms clerk, and 
Lieut. West, Sixth Cavalry, from Arizona, 
with Samuel Eckstein as driver. About 
5:30 p. m., as the coach was on an open 
plain, abont a mile and a half this side 
of Deadman's arroyo, and the other side 
of Cook’s canon, a man masked sudden­
ly jumped forward from behind some 
bushes, which had concealed Mm, leveled 
Ms rifle at the driver, and said: “ Stop 
and throw off that mail-sack, or I ’ll blow 
you to h -11.” Sam’s mules had jumped 
one side, but he pulled them up and 
stopped, and found looking down a rifle- 
barrel not a very comfortable position, 
and, notwithstanding Beecher says there 
is no such place, he did not feel as though 
he cared to be started on the road just 
at that time and in that particular man­
ner, so he threw off the mail-sack. He 
then said: “ Throw off the express-box. ” 
Sam replied: “I  have none.” He said: 
“ Throw off the other mail-sack. ” Sam 
implied: “ I  have no other.” He then 
changed Ms gun sufficiently to bear upon 
Maj. Willard, upon the baokseat; he 
had a revolver strapped to t!te side of 
the gun and a finger on the trigger of 
each; he waa curving at a terrible rate 
most of the time; he said, “ I ’m a—d 
desperate; some of you may get me, but 
I ’ll get some of you sure as Christ; shell 
out what you got, d—-d quick; throw it 
out, and the first man that makes a 
wrong motion I ’ll blow Mm to pieoea.” 
Maj. W. said, “ You say if I  move my 
hands yom’ll shoot; how can I  get my 
money?” He said, “ You can move one 
hand for that.” So the Major got Ms 
money, $26, and threw it out; he then 
turned to Lieut. West and said, “ Throw 
out what you got;” he threw out $8.

He now saw Hathaway on the front 
seat, and said, “ Throw out what you 
got.” H. says: “I  have only six hits.” He 
said, “ That’s too tMu.” Maj. W. spoke 
out, “ That’s all he’s got; I  paid for his 
dinner at the last station.” The robber 
said, “ Well, I ’m not robbing anybody; 
you can keep that; you may want to buy 
something on the Rio Grande; now go 
ahead; I ’ll follow after the coach for some 
distance, and if anyone attempts to get 
out I’ll riddle him.” He appeared either 
very much excited or half drunk, and, 
keeping Ms gun leveled at the coach, 
walked after it some distance, then re­
turned, took the mail sack and went to 
one side of the road. Whether he had a 
horse or not is not known. The coach 
came on to Fort Cummings.

It now appears that there were two 
men, although only one was seen at the 
time, and one had a horse. They were 
tracked several miles on their way to 
Mexico.

A Poverty-Stricken Man In Luck.
It was during the war that a well- 

known business man of tMs city kept 
gossip going, and Ms money, too, in the 
whirl and excitement of a fast life. He 
had large army contracts, and from them 
his resources eame. The money, easily 
obtained, was in truth thrown away. 
He had barrels of it. Estimates as to 
Ms means were not infrequently placed 
at $2,000,000 or $3,000,000. He had all 
the attributes of a prodigal—in fast 
horses, fast women, an unquenchable 
thirst for wines, and the desire to be 
talked about as a man about town. He 
was as generous as he was reckless, and 
fair-weather friends swarmed about Mm. 
They helped themselves to Ms funds and 
sang his glories as long as he had a dol­
lar to spend. In the height of Ms folly 
he thought of what was to come—the 
inevitable death. What men said about 
him living puffed up Ms vanity, but 
what they would say about him dead 
must depend upon the splendor with 
which he could go out of the world. 
Over his grave he wanted to have the 
most imposing monument in Spring 
Grove. Te prepare for this possession 
he, one day, extracted from his Govern­
ment bonds $25,000, and put them in an 
envelope, which, being sealed and in­
dorsed “ proposals,” he placed in Ms 
safe. In Ms round of dissipation the 
monument and everything connected 
with death slipped from his memory. 
The natural sequence of his mode of 
living—distressing poverty—came upon 
Mm. His family barely had enough to 
keep soul and body together. His 
horses, diamonds, fine house, business 
and friends passed away, In the wreck 
he mourned his folly and worked at 
whatever he oould get to do.

Among the things left to Mm were 
barrels and boxes filled with valueless 
paper. Years went on without improve­
ment in Ms affairs, until last Monday 
evening. WMle overhauling the con­
tents of one of the barrels, a package 
indorsed “ proposals” spurred his curi­
osity somewhat. He broke the seals, 
tore off the wrapper, and, to Ms aston­
ished gaze, $25,000 in bonds were re­
vealed. They were the monument f and, 
long forgotten, and now resurrected 
when a dollar to Mm was as big as a 
three-sheet poster.—Cincinnati Times.

—At Muskegon, last week, two daugh­
ters of James Cook, of Lake Harbor, 
aged 10 and 12 years, went bathing in 
the lake. One got in water beyond her 
depth, and the other went to her assist­
ance, but neither was able to get out. 
The mother, seeing the danger of the 
children, went to their rescue, and all 
three were drowned. A grandchild of 
Mr, Oook’s drank some lye, a few days 
ago, and died from the effect* the next 
morning. All four were buried together.

—Major A. H. Sibley, who died sud­
denly at the New York Hotel in that 
city, had gone there on some Colorado 
mining business. He was 60 years old, 
and was a native of Detroit, Ms parents 
having removed to that city in 1796. He 
began his business career about the year 
1837 as teller in the Bank of Michigan. 
He was a member of the old Brady 
Guard, took quite a prominent part in 
the “ Patriot war,” and subsequently 
went to San Francisco as sutler of the 
first regiment of United States troops 
whioh visited that region. After re- 
maining there several years, he went to 
London, Eng , and opened a mining 
agency, which was in successful opera­
tion during the Rebellion.

Gerrymandering.
The political papers have lately had 

much to say in reference to what the Re­
publicans call the “ gerrymander” of 
OMo. It is not for ns to say whether 
the term is rightly or wrongly applied 
in this case, for this wonld trench npon 
the field of politics, which we mnst not 
enter. But the term itself should be ex­
plained, for real gerrymandering is one 
of the most unjust and disgraceful of 
political tricks.

Under our system of alloting repre­
sentatives in our State Legislatures and 
in Congress according to population, it 
becomes necessary to change the lines of 
districts almost as often as a new cen­
sus is taken. Under the census of 1860, 
Iowa, for example, had' only six repre­
sentatives in Congress ; but her popula­
tion as revealed by the census of 1870, 
entitled her to nine. Of course it was 
necessary to rediatrict the State.

TMs work can be done fairly or 
unfairly. Gerrymandering, as now gen­
erally understood, is doing it unfairly. 
Originally, the sense of the word was 
restricted to a particular form of unfair­
ness.

In 1811, the Democrats were in power 
in Massachusetts. As the Legislature 
had the duty that year of dividing the 
State into districts, the idea came to 
some of the representatives to arrange 
the lines so as to make as many Demo­
cratic and as few Federalist districts as 
possible. Accordingly, they formed the 
districts without any reference to their 
geograpMcal position or the convenience 
of the people.

One of the districts, in particular, was 
in form a long, narrow, crooked one, 
starting from the coast just north of 
Boston, and after passing into the inte­
rior came back to the coast at the north­
eastern boundary of the State. A Fed­
eralist editor drew a plan of the district. 
Its form was something like that of a 
lizard, with head and tail drooping. The 
editor added wings and a month to it, 
and showed it to his friends, saying that 
it looked like a salamander.

“ Salamander!” exclaimed another in­
dignant member of the same party; “ I 
shonld say it looked more like a Gerry­
mander.”

The Governor of Massachusetts, that 
year, was Mr. Elbridge Gerry, after­
ward Vice President of the United 
States, and a very distinguished man. 
He probably had nothing to do with the 
formation of the district, but, as he 
signed the act, he was held responsible 
for it.

The word Gerrymander was caught 
up, and soon became the recognized 
term for a shapeless district, constructed 
for partisan purposes. It has since, as 
we have already said, received a more 
general application.— Youth's Compan­
ion.

The Bannock Indians.
Gen. Crook, the best Indian fighter 

in the country, says that it is a hard 
thing to be forced to kill the red men 
when they are clearly in the right. He 
was among the Bannocks in the spring, 
and, finding them in a desperate situa- 
tion, telegraphed for support, but word 
came that no appropriation .had been 
made. He states that the tribe have 
never been half fed. The Agent has 
sent them off for half a year, to enable 
them to pick up something to live on, 
but there is nothing for them in this 
country. The buffalo are all gone, and 
an Indian can’t catch enough jack-rab­
bits for Mmself and family, and then 
there aren’t enough jack-rabbits to 
catch. What are they to do ? Starva­
tion is staring them in the face, and if 
they wait much longer will not be able 
to fight. They understand the situa­
tion, and fully appreciate what is before 
them. Those prairies are their last 
souroe of subsistence. They are cov­
ered with water from April to June or 
July, and there is a sort of root whicij 
grows in them like a sweet potato. A 
squaw can gather several bushels a day 
of them. They then dig a hole and 
build a fire in i t  After it is thoroughly 
heated the roots are put in and baked, 
and when they are taken out they are 
very sweet and mce. TMs root is their 
mam source of food supply. When that 
fails, and their squaws and children are 
starving, they go to war. Then the 
army is sent out to kill them. Gen. 
Crook has a strong word for the present 
Indian policy. He calls it an out­
rage. ________________

To make a white foot or a star in a 
horse’s forehead—Take pickled mackerel 
and confine it on, in any shape you 
please three or four days repeating, and 
it will produce a white foot or a wMte 
spot. Rub the white saddle spots on a 
horse’s back a few times daily in the 
spring of the year, before the coat is 
sued, with bacon grease, and it will 
restore the natural color.

An examination of the phonograph 
record has recently been made in En­
gland with interesting results. Each 
vowel sound is found to have its charac­
teristic record—that for long E, for ex­
ample, resembling two Indian clubs with 
their handles together. The long and 
short sounds of the same vowels have a 
similar record, differing only as theory 
would lead one to expect.

Va., July 
zz, and, after spending -cne month 
there, will pass two weeks-at West 
Point. The balance of the season 
will be spent looking into army affairs

at Saratoga arid Niagara,- where there
are neither arm'es nor facilities for 
information concerning the army.

up to the point of taking up arms against 
the Government—will serve to moderate 
our wrath against the Indian and kindle it 
against the scoundrels who ha\ e fired a 
train that will sacufice hundreds of lives 
in insatiable gieed and worship ot the 
mammon ot ligliteousness. Let the 
churches bear just the share of responsi 
bilitv that is rightfully theirs—no more, 
no less; and exact amount of punishment 
due to each and every one r. lio has con­
tributed to this new outbreak will be de­
termined by an intelhgenee that never 
errs and tint never fails to mete accord­
ing to their deserts to every man, wheth­
er saint or sinner.

There is some cunosity in Washington 
among those not so fortunate as to belong 
to an investigating committee or even an 
examining boaid, to bear the response of 
tax ptycis to the request of such com­
mittees and boards that tliev have their 
expenses paid while at fashionable sum­
mer resoits Perhvps the pretense that 
they are there on government business 
will be swallowed and no questions will 
be asked; but it requires quite a stretch 
of credulity to believe so on the part ot 
those familiar with the habit of many offi­
cials who are known as the most inoorri- 
ble ot dead-heads.

Being clear of s’urops and 
rocks and as level as any prairie in the 
west, it afforded a magnificent opportu- 
uisy for the operations of a machine 
mower, and this last has been finally in­
troduced by Mr. James F. Foley. It is 
of the improved Kirby pattern, with 
folding sickle "bar, and operated by two 
horses. The fust work done with the 
machine was on Monday, when the it 
was put together and five acres of 
heavy timothy cut iu five hours. The 
swatli cut was three feet eight inches, 
leaving only an inch of stubble on the 
ground. The machine gave the best 
satisfaction, and has been iu constant de­
mand ever since it went into operation. 
Mr. Foiey is a farmer in every sense of 
the word. So far he has confined his 
labois almost entirely to hay and oats. 
Of the latter he has a ume-acte field 
that is exceedingly promising, notwith­
standing the weather has been unpropi- 
tious for small gra'ns He is now con­
sidering the propriety of gettbig in a 
two-horse power thresher.

The Nitvo-Giyceriue Smits.

- On the seednd day of January last the 
usuftl quiet of our city was suddenly hi ok- 
en about 10 o’clock in the moi ning, by a 
shock ahd report that shook every build­
ing in the city to its foundation. Peo­
ple rushed terror stricken fiom their 
houses which seemed falling about then- 
heads. With a single crash, windows 
were shivered to atoms, plastering fell 
from the walls, crockery was thrown 
from shelves, clocks fell to the floor and 
everything moveanle seemed to be ou the 
move. In some instances roofs were rais­
ed from their places and rafted broken, 
doors were torn from their hinges and a 
general era of desti uction seemed to be 
suddenly inaugurated. It took but a few 
moments to divine the cause. Over four 
thousand pounds of nitro-glyceiiue had 
been placed beside the C. & N. W. R’y 
track in the western part ot the city near 
that portion of the Jackson Iron Compa­
ny’s location known as the North Jack- 
son, for the purpose of being loaded into 
a car for shipment. A locomotive had 
pushed the car to tbe place and three men 
emploved for that purpose were engaged 
in placing the nitro-giyceiine in the car, 
when the explosion occurred, blowing the 
unfortunate men to atoms, ulterty demol­
ishing the car and making a complete 
wieck of the locomotive. Four men 
who were ou the engine, were instantly 
killed and their bodies left in the cab, pre­
senting a ghastly a* sickening sight. A 
large number of laboring men haying 
houses which they had built on the 
Jackson Iron Company’s land, were suffer­
ers by this disaster, while nearly all the 
business men in town sustained more or 
less damage, that of the Jackson Iron 
Company alone amounting to nearly three 
thousand dollais. Claims were made by 
those sustaining damage, upon the Lake 
Shore Nitio Glycerine Company, consist­
ing of Charles M. Wheeler and Janies H 
King. These gentlemen denied that they 
were under any legal liability to pay for 
the damages which the explosion had oc­
casioned but expressed a willingness to 
compromise and pay something rather 
than have any litig ition. For six mouths 
neaily correspondence aud negotiations 
were can ied ou until at length it became 
evident that the differences could not be 
reconciled, aud a resort must be had to 
the couits fof a determination of the 
questions involved. Thirty-four suits 
were commence iu justice courts, a pait 
beioie Justice Campbell and a part 
Before Justice B. B. Jones both of this 
city. 'By stipulation of counsel it was 
agreed that three cases should be taken as 
test cases and tried heft re the Justices aud 
earned to the higher courts to determine 
the question of liability, while thiity-oue 
cases were to be held in abeyance until 
the result iu the test cases should be 
known, when these should be tried in 
Justice court only to determine the ques­
tion of the amount of damages, should the 
plaintiffs prevail in the testeises.

Undei tills stipulation three cases have 
been tried; one before Justice Campbell 
and two before Justice Jones, resulting in 
each case m a judgment for the plaintiff. 
Appeals have been taken in these and the 
cases now go to the Cncuit Court. It 
js safe to say that they will not stop there 
and that the Supreme Court will finally 
have to pass upon the questions at Issue. 
It is not our purpose to express any opin­
ion as to the merits of these cases, yet we 
know that our readers will watch them 
with great interest, because questions 
which are important and affect allclasses, 
are involved and will be determined by the 
result ot these trials. It is pleasing to 
know that the cases are being conducted 
in a kindly spiiitand honorable manner 
on both sides. May the right prevail.

Uommou Council.

I m portant to P ostmasters.—The fol­
lowing synopsis of a law iu relation to 
postmasteis of the fouitli class (of whom 
there are a number in this section) passed 
at the late Congress and approved June 
17th, will prove interesting to those con­
cerned :

“ That the compensation of postmasters of the 
fourth d-iss shall be the whole of the bor-ients 
collected at their offices and eommissions^m un­
paid let ter-1 ostage collected, on aniountsreceiv - 
ed from warte-paper, dead newspapers, printed 
matter, and twine sold, and on postage stamps, 
stamped envelopes, postal cards, and new spa pci 
and periodical stamps canceled, as postages on 
matter actually mailed at their offices, at the 
tolioiving rate, namely. On the firs^ ono hun­
dred dollars or less pci quarter, sixty per cent­
um , on all over one hundred dollars and not 
over three hundred dollar* per quarter, fifty per 
centum, and on all over throe hundred dollars 
per quarter, foity per centum • the same to he 
ascertained and allowed toy the auditor m the 
settlement of the accounts of such postmasters, 
upon their sworn quarterly returns Rrovidfd, 
That when the compensation of any postmaster 
of this class shall reach one thousand dollars 
per annum, exclusive of commissions on money 
order business, and when the returns to the au ­
ditor for four quarters shall show him to be e n ­
titled to a compensation m excess of that 
amount under section seven of the act of July 
twelfth, eighteen bundled and seventy-six, the 
Auditoi shall leport such fact to the Postmaster 
(leneial, who shall assigndiim to his nroper class 
and fix his salary as provided by said section: 
Provided further. That is no case shall there be 
allowed to any postmaster of this class a com­
pensation greater dun  two hundred and fifty 
dollar* in any one unaiter, exclusive of inorey- 
oidei commi'-ions. ’

A special meeting of the Common Council of 
the city of Negaunee was held at tile Firoraen’s 
room, on Monday, July 13th, 1S78, at 8 o’clock 
p. w.

On the roll being called theie were present, 
lion. X. J . Houston, mayor, assessor MoCombor, 
and aldermen Atkinson, Bale, McDonnell, and 
Seass.

The leading of the minutes of tho last meet­
ing was dispeqsed with and the order o t busi­
ness suspended for this meeting.

His honor then stated that his object in call­
ing the council together on this occasion was, to 
bring the following subjects before the council 
for their consideration, to have the same refer­
red to committees, so that they would have time 
to invostbfAto tho same and report at the next 
meeting. This arrangement he thought would 
give each member qt the council an opportunity 
to examine and lorm an opinion of the wishes 
of the tax payers on the subjects to be referred 
to them, thus enabling them to vote intelligen*- 
ly on those subjects which could not oe so well 
done if submitted hurriedly and without notice 
to the council.

Among the subjects to be referred were the 
following:

First—The consideration of tne erection ol a 
new engine bouse. •

Second—The consideration of the purchase of 
a new supely of hose.

Third—The consideiation of a petition from 
Patrick Madigan, asking permission to erect a 
permanent stand m front of the Firemens’ 
room.

Fourth—The consideration of an application 
from a transient photographer asking permis­
sion to erect a tent on Pioneer avenue, temp >r- 
anly, for tne purpose of tiking pictures 
therein.
Fifth-The appointment of a collector ta collect 

poll tax and dog tax for the current yaar.
Sixth—The consideration of the danger that 

may arise from the dilapidated condition of the 
stone stiucture on the west of Iron street.

Tho mayor further said that he wished these 
subjects would be referred to committees who 
were expected to investigate thoroughly the 
subject referred to them, and to report a t the 
next regularmeetmg of the council.

Whereupon the first consideiation to be refer- 
l ed was taken up and a l eport from the engineer 
heard, in which he represented that the hose in 
use were entirely unfit tor fire duty, in conse­
quence of being rotted by water. That there 
was no means of preventing this destruction of 
hose without a hose tower, and although the 
fire department need hose to render it efficient 
it was mere waste to supply hose without having 
a proper place to keep it.

On motion of Mr. Bale a committee of three, 
consisting of Aldermen Bale, Seass and Mc­
Donnell, were appointed by the mayor to mv es- 
tigate the oondition of the fire department, re­
lative to engine house, hose, etc., and to leport 
at the next meeting.

On motion of Alderman Seass the request in 
the thiid consideration submitted, viz- That 
of Patrick Madigan, was taken up and con­
sidered, and on motion the permission asked for 
was granted.

The 1th consideration herein submitted was 
disposed of by granting the prayer ojf the peti­
tioner. on consideiation of his paying a weekly 
hsensp of twenty-til e dollars to the city.

Mr. Balo offered the following resolution, 
which M - a topted .

proceed forthwith to collect a poll tax of all the 
male inhabitants of the city liable to pay the 
same according to the provisions of the ordin 
arlee adopted for the collection of a poll tax in 
the eity of Negaunee, aekit fbut be receive for- 
his services in collecting the same tho sum ot 
forty dollars.

Resolved, That the marshal also collect the 
dog tax provided bv law to be collected of the 
owners within the city limits for which he shall 
receive the fees provided for in said act.

On motion of alderman McDonelt a com­
mittee, consisting of aldermen McDonell, Mer­
ry and Atkinson, was appointed to investigate 
the condition of the stone building referred to 
in the sixth consideiation herein submitted.
On motion of Mr. McComber the city attorney 
was directed ta prepare an orlinanee imposing 
a license on transient merchants, who settle 
here for a short lime every year and make it a 
rule to decamp before the collection of the an­
nual taxes of the city.

The eity attorney reported that there were 
several pieces of defective sidewalks in the city 
that needed the ^ ten tion  ol the council, and 
should not be neg!™ed.

Whereupon alderman McDonell offered the 
follow mg resolution, which was adopted ■ 

Remitted, That the eitv marshal bo and he is 
hereby directed to notify any and all persons 
whose property abuts any piece of defective 
property in the city, to eau^e the same to be re­
paired—and should tbe parties thus notified re­
fuse or neglect to have the same done, theii to 
notify the committee on street®, highways and 
bridges of their refusal, who are hereby ira- 
powered te proceed to the repairs of such defec­
tive sidewalks, as the persons IIable to reo-n 
the same hai e refused or neglected to repair, 
an 1 charge the nunc to the persons liable there­
to r.

Mr. Bale having reported the road to Section 
12 from tho eity in bad repair in consequence of 
washouts, etc.

On motion of Mr. Seass the committee on 
streets, highways and bridges was directed to 
cause the necessary repairs thereon to be imme­
diately done, mconjunction wi'h the Iron Cliffs 
com pan j-, who engages to pay halt tbe expenses 
incurred.

On motion o' Mr. Seass the foremen of the 
city fire department, in good standing, were ex­
empted from the payment of poll tax.

On motion the meeting adjourned. I

Last Frid iy while the team owned by the 
Lake Superior Powder company was on 
Spear’s dock attached to a wagon, which 
was loaded with a salt used in the manu­
facture of powder, one of the horses be­
ing greatly annoyed by flies threw his 
head in such a way that it got under the 
neck-yoke and he cmmenced backing,tak­
ing his mate with him, so that iu spite of 
the strenuous efforts of the teamster the 
loaded wagon went over the dock draw­
ing the hoises after it, the other horse get­
ting his hind feet entangle in the wheel 
eou’d not be helped and both were 
drowned The contents of the sacks 
were soon dissolved and lost. The horses 
were taken out and carried to the powder 
mill location and there buried; nil of the 
hands and members at that location being 
present at this truly affecting ceremony. 
This team was much prized and known as 
one of the best in the county. They were 
not strangers to the citizens of Negaunee, 
having frequently taken 100 kegs of pow­
der to that city. Once taking that amount 
when if was, bare ground for nearly half 
of the way.

Foreign.
Kao Almionso h u  created Gen. Martinez 

Campoi a Knight of the Golden Fleece, and 
eleyated Gen. Jorellar to the rank of Captain 
General of the Army.

Xb» only aerioui objection tnade to the An- 
glo-Tnrkioh treaty aeema to come from 
France, and thii objection ii baaed npon the 
Engliah occupation of Cyprus, which the 
French regard aa a menace to, if not rirtual 
poaaeaaion of, Egypt, thereby aecuring more 
immediate control of the Suez canal, and 
diaturbing their political and hiatorical in- 
teresta in Egypt, whioh they acquired by 
Napoleon’* campaign!. Aa Austria, how­
ever, hails the treaty with satisfaction, and 
Germany approves of it as in the interests of 
civilization, and even Russia is not disposed to 
object, it is not likely that French protests will 
make any very serious impression.

The murderous German Socialist, Hoedel, 
who made an attempt upon the life of the 
Emperor William in May last, has been tried, 
convicted and sentenced to decapitation.

It seems that the revenue derived by the 
Turks from the island of Cyprus, for the 
trouble of misgoverning it, has averaged 
$600,000 a year clear profit. The English 
have stepped into their shoes and agreed to 
pay the Moslems $650,000 for the pse of the 
island, which is about $3.25 per inhabitant. 
Mr. Baring, of the British Legation at 
Constantinople, on July 12, hoisted the 
English flag and took possession of 
the island in the name of the Queen-Em­
press of Great Britain, Ireland, India, Can­
ada, Australia, South Africa, West India, 
Hong Kong, and the Fiji islands. A garrison 
for the present of 10,000 troops—7,000 East 
Indians and 3,000 British—hare been thrown 
upon the island, under the command of Sir 
Garnet Woleeley, whose ralary has been raised 
to $25,060 a year to fit his new honors and re­
sponsibilities.

A u sq z  fire broke out in the central part of 
the city of Port an Prince, Hayti, recently. 
Thirty-eight houses were burned down. The 
total loss is estimated at $500,000.

The Berlin congress came to an end on the 
13th inst. Over the wine the Crown Prince 
made a congratulatory speech, declaring that 
German co-operation might be counted on foi 
all that tended to secure peace.

F ahihe is reported in the states of Sonora 
and Sinaloa, Mexico. At Mazatlan there is no 
flour and the people are emigrating.

Loan Beaconsfield’s return to England 
from the Berlin congress was made the occa­
sion of a great demonstration of loyalty and 
gladness. The trip from Dover to London 
is repsesented as one grand ovation. When 
the great metropolis was reached, a scene 
presented itself to which even London has 
for a tong time* been a stranger. The streets 
were thronged with loyal Britons and all 
their country relations, who vied with each 
other impeding the passage of the pro­
cession and getting the nearest view of 
the great diplomat. The route is said 
to have been almost literally a
road of roses, so liberal were the people in the 
bestowal of floral offerings. Lord Beacons­
field’s  speeches to the multitude were very 
brief, evincing a self-satisfaction which was 
quite justifiable under the circumstances.

P olitical circles in New York were stirred 
on July H by the removal of Collector Arthur 
and Naval Officer Cornell, the office of the for­
mer being filled by Gen. E. A. Merritt, the 
Surveyor of the Port, and OoL S. W. Burt be­
ing made Naval Officer. Gen. C. K. Graham 
was made Surveyor.

J ames Goedon Bennett and his sister ar­
rived at New York on the French steamer St. 
Laurent Mr. Bennett, who is in excellent 
health, will go to Newport for the summer.

Gzoage W. F ish, of Michigan, has been com­
missioned by the President of the United States 
as Consul to Tunis.

General.
The German National Young Men s Christian 

Association has just held its fifth annual con­
vention at Indianapolis, Ind.

Moee than ordinary preparations are going 
forward for the State Fair of Indiana, to be 
held at Indianapolis, from Bept. 30 to Oct. 5; 
the Michigan State Fair, at Detroit, Sept. 16- 
20; the Iowa State Fair, at Cedar Bapids, 
Sept. 16-21, and the Illinois State Fair, at 
Freeport, Sept 16-21.

Washington Teebitobt is an applicant for 
admission to the Union.

The Orangemen of Montreal, deeming pru­
dence to be the better part of valor, although 
a strong military force was posted in the city 
to keep the peace, abandoned their 12th of 
July prooession, so that, with the exception of 
desultory individual scrimmages, such as 
might be expected at a time of universal ex­
citement, there was no riot.

The weather was decidedly tropical at St. 
Louis last week, mercury ranging from 90 to 
100 degrees in the shade for four days. Fri­
day sixteen deaths from sunstroke were re­
ported, and twenty-two burial permits were 
issued for that cause alone in three days. 
Saturday of last week twenty deaths occurred 
from sunstroke.

O’Leaev, the pedestrian, was beaten in a 
recent 275-mile walk—giving odds of twenty- 
five miles—by a walker named Schmael at Chi­
cago last week. He has been challenged for 
the championship medal, probably by Vaughan.

Rzfoets are received of hard fighting be­
tween Gen. Miles and the hostile Bannocks and 
their allies on the 13th inst. near Weston, 
Idaho. The Indians were 500 strong.

It seems to be settled that the Sioux tribes 
under Bed Cloud, Spotted Tail, etc., are to 
have their own way in the choice of a new 
reservation. The site selected for them on the 
Missouri river is not agreeable to their tastes, 
and, acting upon the promise by the Govern­
ment that they would not be coerced against 
their choice, they have fixed upon the White 
Clay creek region, over 200 miles from the Mis­
souri, as their future home.

Col. Miles’ fight with the savages a few 
days since, near the Umatilla Reservation, re­
sulted in a decisive victory for the troops. 
The same officer has, since then, led his men 
against the same band largely reinforced, and 
the Indians have been a second time severely 
punished. They have now taken refuge in the 
foot-hill* near the soene of the last battle, and 
are surrounded by the troops, who have re­
ceived considerable accessions to their numbers.

The condition of St. Louis and v cinity in 
consequence of the awful heat assumed thq 
proportions of a most terrible calamity. July 
15 was the hottest day ever known in St. Louis, 
producing fatal results without parallel from 
a similar cause in any city in America. To say 
that business was completely paralyzed is but 
to state the actual truth. People were afraid 
to venture in the glare of the cruel sun, and 
industry and commerce were brought to a 
standstill. Upward of 150 oases of prostration 
by sunstroke, all adults, were treated at the 
public medical offices, and the list of deaths 
for the day from this cause reaches the ap­
palling total of forty-nine. These figures do 
not include oases, fatal and otherwise, which, 
occurring in the outer portions of the city, 
were not treated at the central sanitariums 
provided for the emergency, nor have reports 
been received of deaths other than those reg­
istered at the Morgue.

J udge Booses, of a Chicago court, has made 
an announcement of special interest to busi­
ness men. A young man having asked to be 
excused from jury service in a murder trial 
through fear that he would lose his position if 
he served, the court declared that he would 
fine and imprison for contempt any person who 
should discharge an employe for such a reason.

The Missouri Democrat* met in. State Con­
vention at Jefferson City on the 10th inst., 
adopting a platform arraigning the action of 
the Electoral Commission', upholding the Pot­
ter investigation, without assailing President 
Hayes’ title; demanding the abolition of the na­
tional-banking system, and the substitution of 
greenbacks, the repeal of the Resumption act, 
and calling for the improvement of the Mis­
sissippi and other internal improvements. 
The following ticket was nominated: Judge 
of the Supreme Court, Elijah Norton ; Regis­
ter of Lands, J. E. McHenry; State Superin­
tendent of Public Schools, B. D. Shannon; 
Railway Commissioner, A. M. Sevier.

The Potter eommittee convened in Washing­
ton once more on the 10th, having Senator 
Kellogg before them. He stated that the Re­
publican members of the Packard Legislature 
received a larger number of votes than were 
cast for the Hayes electors, and that additional 
parishes were thrown out by the Returning 
Board when it was found that two of the Hayes 
electors were still in the minority. Gov. 
Kellogg foUowed up this statement with fig­
ures showing that the Republicans on a free 
and fair vote would have carried the State by 
from 10,000 to 15,000 majority, and that the 
votes thrown out on account of intimidation 
did not anywhere near represent the total 
gains of the Democrats through the labors of 
the bulldozers.

Senatoh Kellogg’s examination before the 
Potter committee was continued on the 12th, 
though little of general interest was elicited. 
His testimony indorsed the fairness of the Lou­
isiana election of 1876. He testified that Mrs. 
Jenks read to him a missive, pretending to be a 
letter from Hon. John Sherman, and he sent 
her to Gov. Packard. He produced two letters 
written him by D. A. and E. L. Weber, both 
certifying to the violence and terrorism which 
prevailed in the Feliciana parishes. He also 
testified that the $20,000 procured in Chicago 
was borrowed solely for his own private uses; 
that not a dollar of it was employed in con­
nection with the electoral imbroglio, and that 
the loan has been repaid.

Secbetaey Sherman, while in New York re­
cently, was interviewed regarding the next 
Presidential campaign. He is reported to kave 
said, unreservedly, that Grant would be the 
next Republican candidate, and that if the con­
vention were to be held immediately he would 
be nominated without any opposition.

The Potter Committee occupied itself with 
Senator KeHogg on the 13th inst., and com­
pleted his examination. The committee sub­
sequently held an executive session, and con­
cluded to adjourn to meet at Atlantic City, 
N. J., on the 23d of July.

The New Hampshire Republican State Con­
vention is called for Sept. 10. The Democratic 
State Convention will be held Sept. 12.

P o litic a l.
At the Michigan Democratic State Conven­

tion, held at LaDsing July 10, Dr. Foster Pratt, 
of Kalamazoo, was made Chairman, and a short 
platform was adopted, containing the followmg 
in regard to the currency: We declare 
that Hold and silver coin is the money 
of the constitution and all paptr money 
should be convertible into coin at the wdl of 
the holder. We are opposed to a further 
forcible reduction of the volume of the cur­
rency, and we approve ibe act -of Congress 
prohibiting such reduction. The-convention 
nominated the following ticket: Governor, 
Orlando M. Barnes; Lieutenant Governor, A. 
P. Swineford; State Treasurer, Alexander Mc- 
Farline; Secretary of State, George H. Mur­
dock; Auditor General, W. J. B. Schermerhorn; 
Ccsnmissioner of the Land Office, Georg* H. 
Loid; Attorney General, A. B. Morse; Super­
intendent of Public Instruction, Solotes Trues-

Financial and Industrial.
The Secretary of the Treasury has called in 

another installment of 5.20 bonds of 1865. 
Principal and interest will be paid on and after 
the 11th of October next, and the interest 
ceases on that day: Coupon bonds, dated 
July 1, 1865, $2,500,000. Registered bonds, 
redeemable at the pleasure of the United 
States after the 1st of July, 1370, $2,500,000. 
Aggregate, $5,000,000.

Thomas Murphy, ex-Collector of New York, 
has made an assignment for the benefit of his 
creditors.

The last trade circular of Messrs. Dun, Bar­
low & Co. gives some rather startling statistics. 
Daring the last six months, the failures in this 
country have reached the enormous amount of 
$130,000,000, against $99,000,000 during the 
same period last year. These figures are of 
very grave import if they indicate the state of 
trade. Never before ‘in the history of the 
country, in an equal period, have business mis­
fortunes been so numerous, or the aggregate 
loss by bad debts so great.

Chicago elevators contain 265,176 bushels of 
wheat; 630,421 husnels of corn; 34 938 bushels 
of oats; 17,442 bushels of rye, and 254,860 
bnshels of barley, making a grand total of 
1,203,137 bushels, against 2,033,404 bushels for 
this period last year.

Crime and Criminals.
J ames E. J ones (colored) was nanged at La- 

Giange, Texas, last week. The crime for 
which he suffered death was the murder of an­
other negro at a country dance at High Hill, 
Fayette county, on Christmas eve, 1875.

Hiram F ooks (colored) was hanged at Prin­
cess Anne, Md., last week, for the murder of 
John Tyler (colored), aged 18. Fooks died 
proclaiming his innocence.

Dispatches from Crow Creek Agency teU of 
the startling disclosures attending the opening 
of the safe of Livingston, the Agent at that 
point, who, when surprised by a visit of in­
spection from Gen. Hammond in March last 
locked np the safe ana refused to reveal the 
combination. The arrival of Indian Commis­
sioner Hayt, and the opening of the safe under 
his direction, have revealed a system of fraud 
and plunder fuUy equaling all that had been 
reported in connection with the adminis­
tration of affairs at many of the Sioux agen­
cies.

A curious ease of swindling by the Trustees 
of the Teutonia Savings Bank of New York is 
reported. By the confession of the Secretary 
of the bank it seems that for several years he 
was in the habitof buying securities and charg­
ing them on the books at higher rates than 
were actually paid, the difference being divided 
up among the Trustees.

Patti and Caux hot Legally Married.
The latest phase of Adelina Patti’s

The 
ceremony was performed in a Boman 
Catholic church in Clapham, a London 
suburb, by a priest who certifies that the 
priest of the lady’s parish in Paris had 
delegated authority to him to celebrate 
it. The French Court of Appeal has 
pronounced the marriage null and void. 
The code Napoleon does not consider 
lawful a marriage contracted in a for­
eign country between French or French 
and foreign parties except it has been 
celebrated in the forms oi tiie country, 
which this was not. It was not done in 
accordance with the rites and ceremonies 
of the Boman church, for the canonical 
law gave the English priist no right 
over the foreign parties espoused. 
Moreover, the French priest could not 
delegate that power under either French 
civil or Boman canonical law. Conse­
quently, there was no proper marriage. 
If no marriage, then there can be no di­
vorce, and it follows that the diva Patti 
is released from the decree giving the 
spendthrift Caux half her jewels and 
earnings. One feels glad to know, not­
withstanding Patti is a very reprehensi­
ble young woman, that she won’t have 
to support Caux any longer.

Drunkenness In England.
A London letter to the Hartford 

Churchman says:
“ But there is a deadlier foe to British 

interests than the most fiery Turkophil, 
would represent Russian policy to be— 
a foe much nearer home and without a 
power to disguise its assaults upon the 
very existence of the nation. I  mean 
the demon of drunkenness. My lan­
guage is not too strong, for it is no 
stronger than that wliich the best men 
of the country feel it now their duty to 
nse npon the subject. Last Sunday 
Canon Farrar delivered the annual ser­
mon in Westminster Abbey npon this 
theme. I  heard it, and felt, while list­
ening, though no especially new or 
startling facts were developed, that the 
blush of shame and sentiment of pro- 
fonndest concern most h*ve visited every 
English man and woman within hearing, 
especially as the Crown Prince and 
Princess of Germany were among the 
worshipers. Solemnly putting from 
him every form and phrase of exaggera­
tion, under a deep sense of responsibili­
ty imposed by the place and the subject, 
Canon Farrar declared alcoholic drink­
ing and drunkenness to be the one glar­
ing, disgraceful and perilous national 
vice, by which the nation stands nnen- 
viably distinguished and as seriously 
endangered. He pointed this declara­
tion by showing how history discloses 
in every empire and people that ha* 
fallen into decay and rain in the past, 
some special destroying vice or crime; 
that, as Rome was rained by slavery, 
Greece by luxury, Venice by pride, the 
Papal power by ambition, and others, 
as he followed the catalogue, so England 
is doomed to destruction by the spread­
ing and blighting enrse of intemper­
ance, unless the moral sense of the na­
tion awaken to the peril and arrest the 
evil.

“ The preacher, with that boldness 
and earnestness for which he haa be­
come distinguished, arrayed once more, 
and with scathing commentary, the fa­
miliar but frightful facts that sustain 
his judgment. One hundred and fifty 
millions sterling spent in this way by 
the people, of which £37,000,000 come 
from the working classes, and the re­
sult is 600,000 drunkards, besides that 
equally brutalizing intemperance pervad­
ing all classes, and hidden only by so­
cial decencies.”

Pineapples.
A large portion of the area of the Ba­

hama islands is devoted to the cultiva­
tion of pineapples. As many as 1,500,- 
000 of the fra it have been collected from 
a single acre at one crop. The pineap­
ples of New Providence are superior to 
any other variety, and often attain an 
enormous, size. One, grown in Pem­
brokeshire, weighing 10| pounds, and 
measuring 10J inches in height, exclu­
sive of the stalk and crown, and 22 inches 
m circumference, was served up at the 
coronation banquet of George IV., and 
since then the improved modes of culti­
vation have greatly increased the size 
and quality of the fruit. There is an 
enormous demand for the Bahama pine­
apples both in Europe and America, and 
a new industry has lately sprung up in 
the island m preserving the irait in tans. 
One factory in Nassau alone exports an­
nually 1,000,000 tins, valued at $80,000.

The Umbrella Trick.
An umbrella trick has been introduced 

by London thieves. The operator en­
ters a jeweler’s store with an umbrella 
in his hand, having pulled down the silk 
covering, without securely fastening it, 
so that its folds hang around the. handle 
and form an open-mouthed net. Into 
the bag thus opened it is not difficult to 
jerk a ring or two, or even a larger ar­
ticle, which will fall into it without the 
slightest sound. If the shopman misses 
the treasure thus abstracted, he will ran 
after his customer, and, as a matter of 
course, the other will protest innocence.

A  S u ccessfu l E x p e r im e n t  in  P h ilad elp h ia*
[Troifr the Philadelphia Press.]

Some six years ago a number of gen­
tlemen in this city, prominent in reli­
gious, benevolent and philanthropic 
works, associated themselves together in 
a new enterprise. The results of their 
labors are seen in the Franklin Home. 
Not all of these gentlemen had been 
what is usually termed “ drinking men;” 
but those who had not suffered from in­
temperance directly had witnessed the re­
sults among their own family or friends, 
and had eventually been called together 
in a quiet, informal way to discuss the 
question, “ Is intemperance a disease? 
If so, is it incurable?” They were 
divided in opinion, but they were unani­
mous in one thing—that liquor drinking 
was evil, and that if there was any way 
to check it or to save its victims, it 
should be tried without delay. And so 
the house No. 911 Locust street was 
rented, and subsequently the two houses 
adjoining, and the work began. Six 
years have now passed since the first 
inmate was admitted to the Home, and 
the result has demonstrated that what 
was at first an experiment has clearly 
earned the right to be regarded as a 
permanently successful institution. But, 
notwithstanding the fact that the Frank­
lin Reformatory Home for Inebriates has 
now been in existence nearly six years, 
there are comparatively few in Philadel­
phia who recognize the great Mid good 
work accomplished by it and the manner 
in which this work is done. Adjoining 
the office, and running back to the ex­
treme end of the house, is a commodious 
and handsome ohapel, capable of seating 
300 persons, and this is invariably 
crowded to excess, whether the occasion 
be the religions services on Sunday or 
the meetings held on every Tuesday and 
Thursday evening. A splendid library 
and reading-room, the former having, 
perhaps, a couple of thousand volumes 
of standard works of fiction, history, 
travel md biography, and the latter a 
full list of the leading daily and weekly 
papers and periodicals, occupy the 
ground floor of the house adjoining 
that in which the chapel is
situated. The upper stories are
divided into finely furnished suites of 
rooms and single apartments, which 
are as neat and commodious as 
in any other first-class hotel.
Inmates of the Home have an abund­
ance of excellent food, are free to go 
and come, and are only expected to con­
form to snob regulations a* govern any 
well-regulated home. That the experi­
ment has been a success is abundantly 
proved by its results. Of the 888 in­
mates during the past six years, 425 
have been thoroughly reformed. The 
average stay in the Home is abont nine 
and one-third weeks. In order to show 
what a class of confirmed inebriates are 
dealt with in this institution, it may be 
stated that sixteen years and six months 
is recorded as the average time of drink­
ing for each inmate. The results at­
tained in the treatment of periodical 
drinkers naturally compare more favor­
ably than with those classed as “ con­
stant.” Of the former 213 have been 
reformed in five years, and 136 of the 
latter. The full and interesting statis­
tics kept by the Home furnish food for 
thought as to the hereditary effects of 
drunkenness. Of 425 inmates, it is 
found that in 344 cases neither parent 
drank to excess. In only five instances 
both parents are classified as “ constant 
drinkers,” and ot the total number 
seventy-two fathers are soreoorded. In 
the whole list it is found that only two 
mothers are recorded as “ having drank 
to excess.” The extent of the good 
work done by this noble institution may 
be imagined, when it is stated that since 
its organization 80,786 free meals have 
been given to its inmates who were un­
able to pay, while those of the pay in­
mates amounted to 123,691. The total 
number of meals in six years was 256,- 
544. In concluding these statistics the 
following table of the professions of the 
inmates will be found of interest, as 
showing the classes whose represents 
tives are redeemed and restored to so­
ciety by this influence: Artists, 8; 
book-keepers, 49; bricklayers, 17; bank­
ers, 2; carpenters, 30; clerks, 60; 
clergymen, 5; druggists, 11; editors, 4; 
engineers, 10; engravers, 5; judge, 1; 
lawyers, 12; merchants, 44; manufact­
urers, 9; machinists, 6; printers, 31; 
professors, 9; physicians, 15; reporters, 
5; salesmen,20, with representatives of 
97 other occupations.

A WHOLE FAMILY IMMOLATED.
Foot Children Bornod to D«ath a id  O w

I m p t l t d —T h e ir  F a th e r  F a t a l ly  H o rn e
in Trying to fiavt Them*

[From the St. Louis Republican J
About three miles east of Ricker’s 

Prairie, Mo., lived John Leonard, with 
his wife, married daughter, and five 
younger children. The house was a sub­
stantial log structure, with an attic over­
head, and a summer kitchen on the south 
side, the roof being so made as to con­
nect the house with the kitchen, which 
stood the width of a hallway distant 
from the main house. A pair of stairs 
in this hallway led np to the attic, from 
which there was no other egress. Fri­
day night the Jive children went to sleep 
in the attic, the older people sleeping in 
the room below. During the night, from 
some unexplained cause, the kitchen 
caught fire, and, before the danger was 
discovered, the staircase leading to the 
attic was in flames. The people on the 
first floor had little difficulty in escaping, 
for, though tb e only door was exposed to 
the intense heat, there was a window 
from which they easily gained places of 
safety. But, for the children in the 
attic, there seemed to be no hope. The 
oldest was a boy 16 years old, and, when 
the alarm reached him, his youth and 
inexperience were not proof against the 
excitement of such an occasion. The 
solid walls of logs imprisoned the chil­
dren, and the fierce flames raged and 
roared at the doorway. There was a 
window in the north end of the attic, 
barely large enough for a person to crawl 
through, and, it would seem that, with 
proper management, this might nave 
become the means of saving all. But 
the father, in his frantic efforts to reach 
the attic by the stairs, had got his cloth­
ing on fire, and been so badly burned 
that he was entirely disable^. There 
was no one to direct or manage for the 
children, and, finally, the oldest boy, 
having tom the sash from the window, 
threw himself out, leaving the four chil­
dren to their miserable fate. Their four 
corpses were fonnd the next morning 
charred to cinders.

But, as though this was not enough of 
horror, si ill another tragedy has to be 
chronicled in connection with the affair. 
When the boy jnmped from the window 
he had only a short twelve feet to fall, 
and might easily have expected to get off 
with a few bruises; but, as it happened, 
a picket fence ran along under the win­
dow, about two feet distant from the 
house. The palings were of hard wood, 
split thin, and sharpened to long, taper­
ing points. In his terror, the boy had 
blindly cast himself npon this bristling 
fence. The sharp points pierced his un­
protected sides, and impaled him. The 
mother and sister lifted him from his 
fixed position, but life had forsaken him. 
The father’s injuries are so severe that 
there is little expectation of his recovery. 
The calamity is one of the most extraor­
dinary and appalling that it is possible 
to conceive as happening to a family 
living in a small, low building. In the 
city, in lofty tenements, there is often 
danger that families will be ent off, but 
it is almost an unparalleled occurrence 
under circumstances like this.

The Growing Crops.
Crop reports from various sections of 

Wisconsin, Minnesota and Iowa are com­
ing in, and, as a general thing, the out­
look is good. Cera is a little bashful as 
yet, but warm weather will start it. 
Wheat generally looks well; chintz bugs 
have arrived with their families at vari­
ous places. They also look well, or will 
before the wheat is ripe. Bnst and 
blight have made their appearance, but 
not to any alarming extent. Rye looks 
well, especially when manufactured, but 
it is not expected that tne product will 
be large, owing to the Moffett bell-punch 
intrusion. Barley is in excellent condi­
tion, but, when cultivated, will look bet­
ter, and sell for 5 cents a glass. The 
farmers did not scatter a great deal of 
this vegetable this season, and for that 
reason it is expected that some commis­
sion men will establish a “corner ” on it 
before it is hatched. It will command 
a better price than wheat before fall, 
then up goes beer again. Potatoes look 
well, and are not troubled a great deal 
by the bags, since most of the bugs are 
interested in the manufacture of Paris 
green for Southern Minnesota trade. The 
potato crop will be large, but the variety 
small owing to dull times and scarcity of 
money. There are no small potatoes 
here that we know of. Oats are in good 
condition, but the yield will be light, and 
not more than enough for home con­
sumption. There have been a large quan­
tity of wild oats sown the past season, 
bnt returns have not yet arrived, and the 
question is, “ what will the harvest be?” 
There has been but a moderate ice crop 
this season; it would have been larger 
but for the destructive raid made on it 
by grasshoppers early in the spring. All 
in all there will be more than an average 
crop of everything, including babies, and 
the prospects for fall trade are good.— 
Peck's Sun.

The Winans Experiments in Cigar- 
Ships.

It is doubtless the popular impres­
sion, both in Baltimore and elsewhere, 
that the cigar-shaped steamers which 
Mr. 'Winans invented were abandoned 
as impracticable soon after their first 
trial; but such is not the case. For the 
past thirteen or fourteen years experi­
ments with -these steamers have been 
actively carried on in England, and voy­
ages have been made in them to various 
parts of the world, most notably to the 
North and Mediterranean seas, where 
they have been specially on trial. They 
are perfect as far as speed and exemp­
tion from rolling and pitching are con­
cerned, and it is probable that when 
they are sufficiently satisfactory in other 
respects they will be brought into prac­
tical use. Mr. Winans’ idea was to have 
a big steam ferry and cross the Atlantic 
without regard to weather, fog or ice, 
with the regularity of railroad trains, 
making the trip in summer or winter in 
less than six days. An immense steamer 
was to be constructed, one-half larger 
than the Great Eastern—1,200 feet long 
—the pioneer in this new advancement 
of navigation. Mr. Winans had perfect 
confidence in the storm-defying qualities 
of his steamers, and, in replying to 
questions concerning those qualifica­
tions, used to say that they could stand 
any weather that had ever been made 
yet, without regard to hurricanes and 
cyclones, thongh he supposed such 
could be made especially for their de­
struction. On account of the immense 
size of these intended steamers, there 
was to be a special port of entry in each 
country.—Baltimore Sun.

A Russian Tragedy.
The Court of Assizes in Valoh, Russia, 

had the case presented of a boy of 9 
years, who had murdered his mother. 
The latter, since the recent death of her 
husband, had permitted herself an inti­
macy with a Government functionary 
whioh her son became aware of, and by 
which he was deeply mortified. He 
brooded over his mother’s conduct, and 
begged her to change her course. The 
mother laughed, and without further 
listening told him to meddle with mat­
ters that concerned his age. The boy 
resolved on her death, and dug a grave 
for her. One night he entered her room 
with a hatchet, and, after contemplating 
the sleeping woman, and praying for 
her, fell asleep himself. His mother 
found him m the morning with the 
hatchet by his side. She questioned him 
with alarm regarding the hatchet. He 
gave a satisfactory excuse, and renewed 
his supplications for a cessation of her 
bad conduct. She told him to hold his 
tongue. On the night following he killed 
her. as she slept, with a single blow of 
the hatchet, and dragged her to the grave 
he had prepared. A search was made 
by the police, and the freshly stirred 
earth with which the boy had filled the 
cavity excited suspicion. The body was 
found, and the boy was arrested.

When Should Wheat Be Cut!
The Hon. Norton S. Townshend, of 

Ohio State University, Columbus, is en­
gaged in a series of interesting experi­
ments with the ripening wheat for the 
purpose of ascertaining by microscopic 
examination at what stage of ripening it 
should be cut. It is regarded by farm­
ers in many localities as the most profit­
able course to harvest the grain so early 
that none of it will shell out in the op­
eration. It is found that whiter flonr is 
produced when this is done; bnt it is 
also found that the flour does not “rise” 
as well as that whioh is made from the

matured grain. A succession of micio- 
sonpin examination*, enudunted through 
the period between the attainment of 
fall size by the kernel and the perfect 
ripening of the grain, is expected to 
yield valuable economical information 
as to these points.—Ohio State Journal.
Curiosities of Popular and Electoral 

Yotes.
The report of tho House of Representa­

tives committee in favor of an amend­
ment to the constitution to provide for 
the election of President by the people, 
through the instrumentality of electoral 
votes in the several States, to be divided 
among the candidates according to the 
number of popular votes received by 
them respectively, eontains an interest­
ing table which shows the distribution 
upon this plan of the votes cast at the 
election of 1876.

The whole electoral vote was 369, and 
the whole popular vote was 8,433,263. 
Although Tihttn received a majority of 
the latter—whether the votes of Louisi­
ana and Florida are included or excluded 
—Hayes secured a majority of the 
former. A like thing has happened be­
fore—notably in 1860, when Lincoln was 
elected by the Electoral College by a ma­
jority of 57, although in the popular can- 
vasa he was in a minority of 944,149. It 
was, among other purposes, to put an 
end to this electoral inconsistency that 
the committee reported the amend­
ment.

Cooper received a popular vote of 
81,737—more than the whole vote of any 
one of nine States of the Union; bnt he 
was not heard of in the Electoral College 
because his votes were not so concentra­
ted as to be effectual. According to the 
proposed plan he would have had three 
electoral votes and * fraction of a vote; 
but he would not have secured an entire 
electoral vote in any State—coming the 
nearest to one in Illinois, which would 
have givenhim .653 of a vote.

In the State of New York the whole 
popular vote was 1,013,148, of whioh 
Tilden received 32,742 more than 
Hayes. Under the existing system Tilden 
secured all the 35 electoral votes of the 
State. Under the proposed system Til­
den would have secured 18 and a frac­
tion and Hayes would have secured 16 
and a fraction. So in Pennsylvania 
Hayes, with a majority of 17,964, secured 
the 29 electoral votes of the State, while 
according to the amendment Tilden 
would have received 14 and a fraction, 
and Hayes would nave received 14 and a 
larger fraction. In Ohio, where Hayes 
ran ahead of Tilden 7,516 votes and se­
cured the 22 electoral votes, under the 
new planjhlden would have received 10 
votes and more than eight-tenths of a 
vote and HayeB would have received 11 
votes and less than one-tenth of a vote— 
that is to say, the difference between 
them would have been .252, or about one 
quarter of one vote.

The whole table shows curiously that 
the effect of the Electoral College system 
is to suppress the popular voice, 
although the system has been so modi­
fied in practice that now, contrary to the 
intention of the framers of the constitu­
tion, the people and not the electors 
really name the President.—New York 
Evening Post.

American Ingenuity at the Exposition.
The Paris Exhibition is the interpreter 

of the thought, and the orator of the text. 
Now take some of the work of the hand 
of American labor as you see, and study 
it in the Paris Exhibition, and trace it 
over the earth. In all the gorgeous sec­
tions of the more pretentious ancient na­
tions there is not one that does not part­
ly pay unconscious tribute to American 
ingenuity. The agricultural implements 
of England are many of them modeled 
after American originals. The watch­
makers of Geneva admit the successful 
competition of the New England chro­
nometer. The printed cottons of Man­
chester yield to the superiority of Massa­
chusetts fabrics, often sold over British 
counters to foreign customers. The jew­
elry of Italy is woven out of the finest 
fibers of the gold of Nevada. The deli­
cate processes of French refining and 
metallurgy are conducted with the quick­
silver of California. Singer sewing ma­
chines are for sale in all the cities of Eu­
rope; Fairbanks’ scales are used in the 
distant capitids of the Orient. American 
pianos and parlor organs are bought by 
the humble foreigners, and even by those 
in good circumstances, who cannot afford 
the costly instruments of Paris and Lon­
don, and even trained experts prefer the 
American pianos to the best pro­
duct of the great piano-makers of Ger­
many. The cutlers of Sheffield admit 
the finish of the cheaper and better work 
of Hamilton Disston, and the accuracy 
of the fine edged tools of Sellers k Co., 
Philadelphia,—J. W. Forney, in Phila­
delphia Press.

Gen. Sherman’s Son Becomes a Jesuit.
The Ave Maria, a Roman Cathohc 

journal, says: ‘ ‘ From a private letter to 
one of the friends of the family we learn 
that Mr. Thomas Ewing Sherman, eldest 
son of Gen. Sherman, Commander-in­
ch ief of the United States armies, sailed 
from New York on the 5th inst. for En­
gland, with the intention of entering the 
Novitiate of the Society of Jesus. Mr. 
Sherman, now entering on the 22d year 
of his age, is a young man of scholarly 
attainments, and has taken his present 
resolve only after mature consideration 
and with the consent of his parents. 
Having asked his father’s permission, 
the latter informed him that, as much 
as he disliked tne separation, he could 
not refuse his request. He had always 
shown himself a dutiful, affectionate son, 
and his happiness could not fail to super­
sede any selfish or human impulse in the 
hearts of his parents. Mr. Sherman be­
gan his studies early in boyhood at 
Notre Dame, Ind.; when his family re­
moved to Washington he entered the 
Jesuit University at Georgetown, D. C., 
where he graduated with honor: then 
went to Yale College for a course of 
law, which he finished at the University 
of St. Louis, Mo. He has chosen En­
gland in preference to the home branches 
of the society, as he is likely to meet 
with less distraction in his chosen career 
among strangers than here among his 
friends and the companions of his 
youth.”

“ Under Eire.”
The first time that a soldier goes into 

action he fancies the shot that he hears 
whizzing through the air is aimed at 
him. But, if he is net hit at first, he 
soon acquires a sort of fatalistic feeling 
that he never will be. The eve of a 
battle might be supposed to be a solemn 
moment. I  have been at several eves, 
and I  never perceived the vestige of 
solemnity, nor—so far as I  could per­
ceive—did it strike any one that the 
next day he might be killed. The 
thoughts of every one were concentrated 
first on supper, and then on finding a 
comparatively comfortable place in 
which to sleep. During a battle all not 
immediately engaged are simply bored. 
If ever a hand-to-hand fight takes place 
it is due to some bungler being in com­
mand on one side or the other. Most of 
the regiments engaged do not see the 
enemy. Attacking in column and bay­
onet charges are things of the past. 
Shells and bullets are fired into a posi­
tion or npon troops advancing. The 
victory is decided by artillery and 
breach-loader firing. Those who can 
concentrate the heaviest fire upon par­
ticular strategical points win. So 
mechanical is the whole affair that it is 
an admitted axiom that, if one-third of 
the best regiment in the world can be 
put hors de combat, the remainder will 
execute a strategical manenvie to the 
rear.—Laboucherc, in London Iruth.

Bryant.
A very pretty anecdote is told of the 

poet Bryant by a former associate in his 
newspaper office, and which illustrates 
the man’s simplicity of heart. Says the 
narrator: “ One morning, many years 
ago, after reaching his office and trying 
in vain to begin work, he tamed to me 
andsaiJ: “ I can’t get along this morn­
ing.” “ Why not?” I  asked. “ Oh,” 
he replied, “ I  have done-wrong. When 
on my way here a little bqy flying a kite 
passed me. The string of the kite having 
rubbed against my face, I  seized it and 
broke it. The boy lost his kite. But I 
did not stop to pay him for it. I  did 
wrong. I  ought to have paid him, ”
