A Town in Two States.
Although Bristol is a small and un- 

imnortant town, it has two Mayors, two 
municipal governments, two bodies of 
police, and is taxed in two States. It is 
both in Tennessee and Vng'aia, the 
center of Main street being the dividi jg 
line, and its peculiar position causes na 
little confusion and many droll inci­
dents. Young couples elope from Vir­
ginia, and, by crossing the street, enter 
Tennessee, and are married without hin­
drance. A man commits a crime in Ten­
nessee, fl es to the opposite sidewalk in 
Vngiiaj. and defies the officers of the 
former State. He needs to be very 
guarded in his movements, however, 
lest he cross the boundary, and become 
amenable to the laws of the Common­
wealth he has fled, or stepped away 
from. Fugitives are often pulled across 
the street by officers armed with a war­
rant, and so legally arrested. Not long 
since, a fellow who had stolen a horse 
in Tennessee crossed the boundary—by 
walking twenty feet—and seating him­
self on a pile of dry-goods boxes laughed 
a pursuing policeman to scorn. While 
eo occupied a law-abiding citizen pushed 
over the pile of boxes, and the thief fell 
Vitkin the confines of Virginia, apd into 
the arms of the waiting and watching 
minion of the law. Women who prefer 
to nave their children born m one or the 
o her Slate often live on one side of 
Main street and cross over just before 
the coming event. There are several in­

stances in which expectant mothers have 
been a little too late, and thus children 
designed for Virginian nativity have 
been born on Tennessee soil, while pre­
destined Tennesseeans have clearly 
missed their destrav by being enrolled 
in the census of Virginia. A number 
of mature Bristolites are still uncertain 
of their place of birth, having vainly 
spent time and money trying to discover 
beyond doubt whether they are Virgin- 
ianfe or luhnfeSseeails.

A PARIS MENAGERIE.

A Cagfe fu l l  of Indus f r e s h  Iroiii th e  ,1 Su­
s ie —th e i r  B em arkeh le  H istory as Told in
Paris.

An exhibition which will be of un­

usual inteiest is already near comple­
tion. In a vacant lot situated between 
the Hippodrome and the Champs de 
Mars, a menagerie—such as has never 
been seen in Europe—is to be open dur­
ing the next three months. It will, un­
doubtedly, be curious and interesting, 
but 1 doubt if the capture of any one of 
its animals has such a history as the 
lions about to appear at Porte Saint 
Martin Theater. 1 am indebted to M. 
d’Ennery, ope pf the authors of the 
“ Tour du Moude,” for the following 
particulars: These superb animals 
have never formed part of any menag­
erie, and have retained ail their terrible 
savagehess. It is a hunter, and not a 
trainer, who accompanies them. Ma- 
como, a large, powerful negro of Cen­
tral Africa, made himself master of 
these superb animals in the following 
manner : He had been informed of the 
nightly presence of a lion in his neigh­
borhood. He lost no time in arming 
himself with a long cutlass, and, drag­
ging a young ox after him, anived at 
the appointed place. At the usual 
hoar h’s majesty appeared.

The theory ;s 
that the internal fever bums up tae car 
bon in the blood mater than the food eat' 
en can replace it. The disease then 
preys on the fafty substances of the body, 
and destroys the 1 mgs, and eventually 
life In short, there is not oil enough 
in je lamp for the wick, and the latter 
■9 burnt and the light goes out. The 
t  ncago T: lane  pruts an interesting 
letter from Dr. D’Cnger, cf Minneapo­
lis. M’nn., on this subject, m which he 
makes public a prescription which he de­
clares has produced excellent effects, to 
hia personal knowledge. This is his 
prescription :

One-half pound fluely-eut-up beefsteak 
(fresh);

One diaehni pn'verized charcoal;
Four oanc-s pune-iced sugar ,
Four ounces rye svh'sky,
One pint uoiing water.
Mix s ’ 1 together, let it stand in a cool place 

over night, rod give from one to two teaspoon­
fuls bquid and meat—before each meal.

I  have used this preparation very frequently, 
and have never found; 1 act otherwise than ben­
eficially. The dose should be small at first, un­
til the stomach becomes used to it, and then 
gradually increased.

This remedy has, at least, the merit of 
simplicity. Any one can try it.

A Real Mermaid.
There is a real live mermaid in the 

Westminster 4fluaTmm> London, a spe­
cimen of the manatee having been re­
cently received from Demarara. This 
is the little animal that has given rise to 
the prettiest legend of the sea. The 
glass tank in which it is placed is en­
tirely above the level of the floor, and 
the water, which is fiesh, as the animal, 
though marine, often swims far up 
rivers, is kept very clear. The depth of 
water given to the Aquarium specimen 
hardly allowed of its full display in the 
mermaid position, as tbe tail ought to be 
able to get quite free from the bottom 
of the tank. One flipper slightly thrown 
up gives the traditional looking-glass, 
and the gentle paddling of the other, 
when seen m clear water, gives the hand 
holding the comb. The harp introduced 
in some drawings, however, docs not 
exist. A suniL '  specimen received 
a few years ago at the Zoological Gar­

dens, but could not be kept alive, and 
only afforded a naturalist a fine oppor­
tunity for dissection, and the subse­
quent preparation of a scientific paper.

A SCOTCH GIANT.
The Life »nd H eath  of th e  Largest Man in 

the Britlsli KiiipiT©.
The Newcastle (Eng.) Chronicle gives 

the following Interesting particulars of 
the death bf Mr. William Campbell, 
landlord of ihe Duke of Wellington pub­
lic house, Sigh Bridge, Newcastle, and 
Widelt knoWn aS the Scottish giant. He 
had been ill abbut ton days, the cahse of 
death, it is supposed, being cobgeStion 
of the lungs, the result of a cold caught 
during his absence from home. The de­
ceased was a little more than 22 years of 
age, having been born in Glasgow on 
the 2d of April, 1856. He came to this 
town only in November last, and his ex­
traordinary dimensions, which soon 
found publicity, attracted crowds of vis­
itors to the levees which he regularly 
held in his newly-acquired house. Camp­
bell was one of a family or seven chil­
dren, none of whom besi-’e himseif a?o 
of more than ordinary proportions. His 
father, who for many years was manager 
of Tenhant’s chemical works in the city 
of his birth, was of average Weight, al­
though he stood sit feet two inches high, 
while his mother was father under the 
usual weight of women. From bis birth 
William Campbell showed ft remarkable 
disposition toward stoutness. At 9 
months old, according 1o ins own state­
ment published in the form of an auto­
biographical pamphlet, he weighed 56 
pounds, which at 10 years of age had 
increased to 252 pounds, and his bod'1 y 
size continued to develop until imirtd’- 
atriy before his indisposition it hid ft 
ta’Ved tbe following marvelous me 
ments: Ninety-six inches round t -e 
shoulders, 70 inches round the chest, 47 
Inches round the thigh, and 35 inches 
round the calf of the leg. He weighed 
728 pounds, and stood in his stockings 
6 feet 3* inches high; none of these 
startling dimensions having been appre­
ciably diminished during the illness 
which has ended in his death. Camp­
bell. we learn, was brought up as a 
printer, but was compelled from his 
huge size to give up that occupation, to 
which he had become much attached.

The moitalremains of William Camp­
bell, the biggest man m her Majesty's 
lealms, were interred May 27 in Jesmond 
Cemeteiy, Newcastle, in presence of a 
vast concourse of spectatois. Deceased, 
Aom the levees which he held in the 
Duke of Wellington inn, High Bridge, 
of which he was landlord, was well 
known in the district. It had not been 
generally known that he was ill, and 
the news of hi3 decease came with con­
siderate suddenness. Campbell, while 
confined to his r ed, occupied a room on 
the third story, and overlooking an 
open square at the end of his premises. 
I« was vhere he expired; and it at once 
became a problem how to convey hia 
huge body to the ground floor. Mr. 
Joseph Howe, undertaker, Westgate, 
was ca’led ia to perform the difficub 
ta3k, To carry the corpse down stairs 
was, he d'seovered, entirely out of the 
question, bat he had no alternative but 
t ) coffin it in ihe room and take o+her 
means to get it out of the apartment. 
Notw thstanding the brief time at his 
d soos?1 Mr. Howe had an immense 
coffin readv on t^e Monday. It hf 1 L e- 
come kDown that he was employed in 
making the gloomy receptac’e, and r- om 
rime to time gioucs of persons gfri’eicd 
-l’oard b's wo ksLop in Pitt street unt»i 
1 e was obhgtd to call in the aid oi 
tae police to maintain order, j In put­
ting together ire coffin Mr. IIowccoo'd 
ppy no regard to conventional modes of 
construction. He was ccmpilled, by 
reason of ihe enormous bulk of de­
ceased’s limos, merely to make it in tbe 
form of an oblong box. Elm two Inches 
thick was the wood of which he made it. 
Tne inside he baed with thick sheet 
lead, and the outs de he covered with 
black cloth, set off by biass mountings. 
Tl e insci’ption on the bd was of the 
simplest character, only giving the 
name, and age, and data of death.

When completed, the coffin measured 
seven feet long, three feet six inches 
wide, and two teet ten inches deep, and, 
bat for the black cloth, it m ght have 
been taken for anything but what it was. 
Toe ordinary entrances to tbe Duke of 
Wellington inn were not wide enough to 
adm t of its passage through them, and 
ic was not unt'l the window of the room 
in wirier t he body lay had been removed, 
and a poition of the briekwork knocked 
away, that it could be got into the house. 
Hundreds of persons on Monday night 
saw the coffin hoisted to the apariment 
bv means of a block and tackle, and 
many speculated as to how, with the 
added weight of the deceased (728 
pounds) it would be lowered again to tbe 
street. The body had decomposed so 
rapidlv that the workmen engaged were 
greafy discomposed by the stench, and 
when it was “ screwed down ” the 
features were an undistmguishable mass. 
On the following morning great crowds 
squeezed their way into the High Bridge 
to witness the descent of the coffin. The 
opt i iition had for them an absorbing in­
terest. From the uppermost part of the 
breach in the brichwork five balks of 
timber, placed one on top of another, 
projected, and around this was fixed a 
very strong chain wiih tackling attached. 
From the level of the floor of the room 
projected other stout pieces of timber, 
along which the coffin was slid, being 
partially suspended the while by the 
chain. It was an anxious moment when 
the timber slightly bent under the pon­
derous weignt, and not a few turned 
away their heads, fear ui of a mishap. 
The' measures which had been devised, 
however, proved quite f qual to the strain 
put upon them, and the coffin, which 
the undertaker states weighed, with the 
body, not less than a ton, was safely de 
posited on the vehicle m waiting. Mr. 
Howe had without success searched the 
town round for a suitable conveyance, 
there being no hearse capacious enough 
for the purpose, and had at length tc 
content lumself with an ordinary lorry. 
This was draped in black cloth in order 
to make it look as decent as possible. V 
was found none too large, and anything 
of weaker construction would have been 
insufficient. About two hours were oc­
cupied—from 10 o’clock to 12 o’clock— 
m lowering the coffin to the lorry, and 
during the whole of that time the 
thoroughfare was packed by men, 
women, and children.

The Microphone In the Fulpil.
The Halifax (England) Guardian 

gives the following account of an inter­
esting experiment with the microphone: 
“ A microphone was placed in the pulp't 
of a chapel-in this town, on a recent 
Sunday, and connected by a private tel­
egraph line with the residence of a gen­
tleman over a mile distant. Every part 
of the service was distinctly heard at 
the gentleman’s house, with the excep­
tion of a few words rendered indistinct 
by the preacher's becoming a little ex­
cited, and shaking the microphone. So 
faithfully did the instrument do its work 
that the chapel-keeper was heard to 
close the doors afier service, walk up 
the aisle, and up the pulpit steps, in 
conversation with some one else. The 
idea is about to be put to practical use, 
the gentleman already referred to hav­
ing given instructions that his house 
should be connected with another in the 
neighborhood, in order that an invalid 
may hear the service from one of the 
churches in the town.

BRITAIN’S TRIUMPH.
The Lion Sn allows th e  Turkey.

The Chicago Times, commenting upon 
Beaconsfield’s great diplomatic victory 
in tbe Berlin congress, says; Confi­
dently as those Who have duly studied 
Anglo-Saxon growth and character may 
have believed that in the outcome of the 
Russo-Turkish oonfiict Great Britain 
would suffer no loss of national prestige 
or advantage, nevertheless it may be 
truljr said that the British triumph which 
concludes tbe lohg and fierce contro­
versy is amazing.

The caricature picture-makers might 
graphically represent this latest contest 
on the “ Eastern question” under the 
similitude of the Russian bear fighting 
the Moslem turkey at enormous cost of 
life and treasure, while at a distance the 
British lion quietly watches the furious 
combat. For a time victory inclines to 
the side of the feebler combatant, and 
the lion manifests a lazy and indiffer­
ent sort of satisfaction. But tbe tide of 
battle suddenly ' arps. The bear seizes 
the turkey and is proceediag to dimem­
ber it. The lion wakes up and begins 
to roar vehemently. The bear growls 
savagely. The animals show their teeth 
and make ready for combat. In the situ­
ations presented by the succeeding diplo­
matic maneuvers, the artist will find the 
subjects fdr a Series of graphic illustra­
tions, showing the bear rampant, the 
lion “ isolated,” with his teeth out and 
his tail gone, etc., concluding With a 
congress of national quadrupeds, in 
which the lion appears with the turkey 
inside of him, magnanimously tendering 
to the bear a small fragment of one of 
the tail-feathers.

At ft cost of $1,000,000,000 Russia has 
played the glorious part ot the monkey 
that drew from the coals the finest lot of 
chestnuts Great Britain has ever gained.

What Russia has gained is defeat, hu- 
mi iation, and a loss of prestige. The 
recarving of Turkey in Europe advan­
tages Austria without cost, but not Rus­
sia. The acquisition of a narrow slice of 
Bessarabia is of no practical value, po­
litical or militaiv, winle the new compact 
bstween Turkey and Britain brings the 
Hon and the bear face to face in Asia, 
and puts a terminus to tbe advance oi 
the latter in that direction.

In effect that compact makes Great 
Britain henceforth the predominating 
power in Asia. In effect, if not in terms, 
it is the erection of a British protector­
ate over Asia Mir or, carrying British in­
fluence and control from the Dardanelles 
to Persia. In the probable reality of the 
future, it is the extension of British In­
dia westward and northward through the 
valley of the Euphrates to the Mediterra­
nean and to Constantinople. Already 
an English navigation company occupies 
the Euphrates and monopolizes the com­
merce of that great Oriental highway. 
Already the project of an English rail­
way from the Euphrates to the Mediter­
ranean is announced, and the construc­
tion of another line, hitherto proposed, 
connecting the eastern extremities of the 
Mediterranean and the Black seas, is 
now virtually assured. The process of 
Anglicising Asia Minor, politically as 
well as commercially, is begun.

Moreover, the asto ishing outcome of 
the Berlin congress has given again an 
emphatic answer to the question whether 
the"Almighty made the Mediterranean 
sea for an English lake. At any'rate, if 
the Almighty did not make the Mediter­
ranean for English use, events prove 
that He has had very poor success in 
carrying forth the purpose of its crea­
tion." For more than a century England 
has commanded it at the middle and one 
end. And now England commands in 
the middle and at both ends. The ces­
sion of the island of Cyprus to the Brit­
ish renders their control of the Mediter­
ranean, m itsv whole length and breadth, 
complete and absolute.

The possession of Cyprus is to En­
gland hardly less important than that of 
Gibraltar. Within a few hours’ sail to 
Port Said, and to Adriatic ports on the 
east and north, it is admirably situated 
by nature for a great military and naval 
rendezvous from which can be com­
manded the whole Asiatic peninsula and 
all the routes, both land and water, to 
India. It is the real key to the Orient, 
and as such will unquestionably be held 
and used b> the British power.

In fine, the outcome ot the Berlin 
congress is the greatest triumph f~r 
Britain that this century has witnessed. 
It is not surprising that in Russia great 
indignation should be manifested on ac­
count of an out ome which is for Russia 
worse than her defeat by the Turkish 
arms would have been. Nor is it sur­
prising that even the English nation 
shoula be amazed at this unexpected 
success of tiie most audacious pro­
gramme of national aggrandizement at 
another nation’s cost which an English 
Premier has ever undertaken.

Death of Dr. James C. Ajer.
Dr. James O. Ayer, the well-known 

patent-medicine proprietor, has died at 
-.Ymchendon, Mass, For the past two 
years he had been in extremely poor 
health, and for some pait of that period 
his mental condirion was such that he 
had to be confined in an asylum for the 
insane. Dr. Ayer was undon' tedly the 
wealthiest maker of patent medicines m 
this countiy. He had been engaged m 
the manufacture of pills and. simps for 
many years, and his name is known 
through his medicines all over the world. 
In the later years of his life, betore his 
mind became unbalanced, he was de­
sirous to become known to the public as 
a statesman, and not alone as a maker of 
pills. Having great financial interests 
m Lowell, Mass, where he ri sided, and 
in its surrounding towns, he succeeded, 
in October, 1871, through agents, while 
he was in Europe, in procuring the Re­
publican nomination for Congress in 
the Seventh Massachusetts district. A 
great deal of opposition to him was made 
on account of his cold manners, and he 
was defeated by the Democratic candi 
date, Mr. Tarbox. A few days subse­
quent to the election the superabundant 
lli-feebng toward him in the town ot 
Ayer—which is named after him—found 
expression m the public burning of his 
effigy. It seems likely that brooding 
over his defeated hope of acquiring po­
litical position, and over the indignities 
cast upon him by the men he expected 
to rally to his support, caused his mind 
to become jnhinged. In Jane, 1876, he 
became f o  violent that he was conveyed 
to a private asylum in New Jersey, where 
lie remained for some months.—New 
York paper.

A Russian Solomon.
A Solomon has arisen in one of the 

Baltic provinces of Russia to reconcile a 
pair of wr mglmg women—fish women 
at that. He is a Lieutenant Colonel, 
assigned to duty as Chief of Police. He 
knew that preaching would be of no use 
whatever w! ere the hearers were two 
women, who were cursing one anotner 
at the rate of 120 wolds a minute, and 
who were only prevented from tearing 
one another’s faces by the strong arm of 
the policeman. “ You must be locked 
up m one and the same cell until you 
have kissed each other.” This was in­
variably tbe sentence of the new magis­
trate in every case of female broil which 
was brought betore him. He knew that, 
although kisring one another is a habit 
with male Russians, it is not so with the 
women of Muscovy, least of all with the 
fishwives. The women wt re hurried off, 
railed for a time louder than ever, pro­
tested that they would die sooner than 
give this humiliating sigu of reconcilia­
tion, and then, after a tew Lours’ con­
finement, called the jailer and informed 
him that they had kissed.

Sib Henry Thompson has shown how, 
by a careful use ot the micrapl one, dis­
eased bone, bullets, or other loieign 
substances can be detected in the human 
body.

Prof. Francesco Rossetti, of the 
Academy of Science, Venice, has issued 
a pamphlet entitled “ Sul Telefoni 
Senza Lamine,” in which he shows how 
a telephone can be constructed without 
a diaphragm.

The German telegraph office is em­
ploying the telephone very extensively; 
sixty-eight stations are already provided 
with this instrument, forty-one others 
will have it in a few weeks, and one hun­
dred and eleven more before the end of 
the year ; thus there will be then a total 
of two hundred and twenty telephone 
stations in Germany.

Before administering chloroform,Prof. 
Oochin causes the patient to inspire 
ammonia, and it is said that he has 
obviated the danger of subjecting per­
sons suffering from heart disease to the 
influence of thisauasshetic. The theory 
is that the stimulating property of the 
ammonia on the nervous and vascular 
system counteracts the depressing action 
of the chloroform.

In the late Russian campaign, 355 sur­
geons, out of a total of 2,839, have died, 
being equal to about 12̂  per cent. This 
mortality is a much larger proportion 
than that of the combatant officers. The 
only instance on record where the pro­
portion of deaths among the combatant 
officers was larger than that of the sur­
geons was in the Prussian army during 
the Franeo-Prussian war in 1870-’71.

A French agricultural paper an­
nounces the discovery of an extremely 
simple and cheap means to protect 
houses from being struck by Lghtning. 
This consists merely of bundles of siraw 
attached to sticks or broom-handles, and 
placed on the roofs of houses in an up­
right position. The first trial of the 
simple apparatus were made at Tarbes 
(Hautes Pyrenees), by some intelligent 
agriculturists, and results were so satis­
factory that soon after eighteen Com­
munes of the Tarbes district provided 
all their houses with these bundles of 
straw, and there have been no accidents 
from lightning since.

In the English language there are 
about 16,000 words suitable for tele­
graphic purposes; French, German, 
Latin, Hindustani, and Italian have to­
gether at least 50,000 oi a safe tele­
graphic character. There are, there­
fore, about 66,000 words which mer­
chants and others can use without arti­
ficial or fictitious combination. S r 
James Anderson advocates the adoption 
of an authorized code of 50,000 words 
fremthe six languages mentioned, for 
which the single charge would be made, 
believing that these would be sufficient 
for the requirements of commerce ; and 
if more were needed they might fairly 
be charged extra.

THE PHONAUTOGRAPH.
An»oluteljf th e  L atest Inven tion  o l Trot.

Edison’s.
[From the New York Tribune ]

II quiry was made at the Metropolitan 
Elevated Railway Company’s office yes­
terday regarding the means which 
Thomas A. Edison will employ to lessen 
the noise of trains; “ Oh, that is all 
settled,” was the reply : “ Mr. Edison 
is going to put instruments on the cars 
which will absorb the noise. The sound 
made by the trains will be collected and 
bottled "up until the cars get to the end 
of the road. Then it will be discharged 
up through a tall chimney.”

Mr. Edison was found in his office af 
No. 267 Broadway, last evening, and 
laughed heaitily at the statement of his 
plan to bottle up sound. He had been 
at work all day, he said, along the line 
of the road, taking observations. He 
had not yet found all the sources of the 
noise produced by the trains, and, until 
he had fully determined what tbe causes 
of the noise were, he could not decide 
up on remedies. He was making an in­
strument, which would be finished in a 
day or two, by which lie could determine 
the character of the sound vibrations, 
and thus get at the causes of the offens­
ive roar. This instrument Mr. Edison 
described. It consists, in part, of a 
funnel to condense the sound vibrations. 
At the small end of the tunnel is a dia­
phragm, which is made to vibrate by 
the sound. A cylinder, similar to tha 
used in the phonograph, is p'aced near 
the diaphragm. About tho cylinder is 
wrapped a piece of paper which has 
been blackened by being held over the 
fumes of burning charcoal. A straw is 
fastened to ihe funnel diaphragm in 
such a manner that the point tails on 
the blackened paper. As the cylinder 
is turned, the sound vibrations are 
traced by the straw on the paper in su'h 
a manner that they are plainly visible. 
The instrument is called the “ phonau'o- 
graph.” By its use records of sound 
vibrations, for any desired length of 
time, can be eisily made. These rec­
ords, Mr. E lison. believes, will enable 
him to determine the causes of the pe­
culiar roar produced by ihe trains on the 
Metropolitan load. He intends to use 
the phonautograph both in the cars and 
on the ground under the track.

One great source of noise has already 
been discovered by Mr. Edison to be the 
vibration of the iron-lattice stays of the 
girders. These stays cross each other, 
but are not joinod where they cross. 
At every passage of a (ram these stays 
vibrate with so much force that the 
strength of a man’s hand is not sufficient 
to keep them steady. Their vibret’ons 
are rendered very sonorous by the t^s 
of soft wood on which the rails are laid. 
The ent re road is thus made an 'a - 
mense sounding apparatus, and might, 
Mr. Edison says, bo compared to a pi­
ano if the noise produced were not so 
inharmonious. By fastening the lattice 
stays where they cross, their vibrations 
will be checked in a measuie and the 
noise lessened. A change from spruce 
and pine ties to oaken ties woiri.l also 
have an effect in lessening the noise.

The Growth of London.
An important return has just been 

issued by the Metropolitan Bo. rd of 
Works, showing the “ numberof inhab­
ited houses, population and ratable an­
nual value ot ihe parishes ana districts 
comprised within the metropolitan area 
iu the years 1856 and 1876, or as near 
those dates as can be accurately stated.” 
According to this return it app- ars that 
Che total ratable annual value has more 
than doubled itself within twenty years. 
In 1855 the amount was £11,283,663, 
and in 1876 it was £23,111,313. The 
total number of inhabited houses has 
increased from 306,086 in 1851 to 419,- 
642 in 1871, but in this column a de­
crease is shown in respect of the city of 
L mdon. l'he number of inhabited 
h uses in the city of London in 1851 
was 14,483, hut in 1871 there was only 
9,235 In 1851 the population of the 
metropolis was 2,362,405, and m 1871 it 
had im reased to 3,267,987.—London 
Times.

W ashington , D . C., Ju ly  37,1878.

In common with fellow sufferers else­
where who have survived the terrible heat 
that has fatally stricken one or more vic­
tims in almost every considerable town 
within our borders, we are rejoicing at 
the relief sent us. The mercury ranged 
way ud in the nineties all day Sunday and 
gave no indication of relentipg at bed 
time. Deaths here from the cause have 
been comparatively few. I think half-a- 
dozen—ten at most—would cover every 
fatal attack of the dread roup de so leil 
(stroke of the sun.) Minor casualties 
were correspondingly infrequent Of 
course the death rate ran up somewhat 
among children, cliionic invalids, the 
colored population, whisky suckers and 
beer-' azzlers. But on the whole I be­
lieve the statistics, when compiled, will 
bear out the boast that Washington aDd 
adjacent territory suffered less in propor 
tiou to population than almost any other 
ciiy in the country. And this is consist­
ent with our general reputation for health­
fulness. If we except the colored popu­
lation which, as a rule, lives in open defi­
ance to every known law of health, our 
aveiage death rate will compare favora­
bly with any other town of Us size. But 
the inferences re be drawn Bom the large 
percentage of all the fatal cases furnished 
bv the intemperate, are uniform with 
those drawn from other populous towns. 
As in epidemics, from 70 to 90 per cent, 
ot all sober heat victims have been taken 
from the ranks of the dissipated. Tem­
perate habits in every other respect and 
cleanliness, bo’li as to habitation, all the 
surroundings and personally, are also en­
couraged and their opposites discouraged 
by the hot weather experience we have 
j ust had. We scan reports from the coast 
cities soutli, csDecially those from Nor­
folk and Portsmouth, with a rigid scru- 
tinity S'nce notified of the prevalence of 
yellow fever at the Brooklyn Navy Yard. 
The awful reign of that pestilence in the 
two Virginia towns named about 2o years 
ago, is still fresh in the memory ot those 
living here at that time.

Relative to the two Bourbon parties to 
the duel threatened here, 1 will only say 
that they are both typical Virginia Dem­
ocrats.

- F\c;le M .,es Be.:ned.—The Eagle 
saw mills, some thxee miles east of this 
was burned to the ground for the third 
time, on Wednesday of last week, to­
gether with the large boardii g bouse and 
neatly 300, 0 feet of logs. The fire
orignated by a live spaik from ilie smoke 
stack diopping on the -oof of the mill, 
which was destroyed in an incredible 
short time, the flames communicating to 
-he boarding house and logs piled around 
the mill. Mr. Reed and most of the mill 
hands were out haying and did not reach 
the scene of destruction until the mill was 
destroyed. Had the fall force been pres­
ent it is probable that a much larger 
amount of propci ty would have been 
saved. The entire mill with its contents 
is a total loss, which, together with 
boarding house and saw logs, will in­
volve a loss of $7,000, which falls partic­
ularly heavy on Mr. Read. Word reach­
ed this city at 6 o’clock r. m. that the fire 
was raging, and the Jackson hand engine 
accompanied by abont 50 men, went im­
mediately lo aid in quelling the fire, and 
-o their efforts is dne the safety the great­
er part of the location. The burning 
of the mill in 1874 involved a seiious loss 
and it owing to Mr. Reed’s superior en­
ergy that the mill was rebuilt. The con­
cern was just recovering from this loss 
and had begun to realize a margin for 
the owners when this calamity befel it. 
We hear the ksenest expressions of sym­
pathy for Mr. Read. It is his intention 
to sufficiently rebuild the mill to work up 
the matei ial on hand, and it is not im­
probable that another season will wit­
ness the complete rebuilding of the mill, 
which we earrestiy hope the owners will 
accomplish.

-From 
the annuj report of the 
Iron and Steel Association, which 
has just been issued, some interesting 
statistics are condensed by the Chi­
cago Journal, from which we glean 
as follows, showing the p.ist and 
present condition of this important 
trade of American industry :

Tte~e is hardly any department of Anerican 
m-iufactures which has fe lt more severely than 
tb e ' on trade the continued pressure of the re­
cent hard t»mes. Under t lrs  pressure the prices 
ran down from $ >.1S per ton for anthracite pig 
iron in 1S74 to $20.75 for tbe same article in 1877. 
For the best refined bar iron m 1S73 the price 
per ton $96.32; in 1875, 18.72. For Be-Lemer 
steel rails in 1873 the price was $1̂ 1 per to n ; in 
1877 it had fallen to $^9. For best bon rai*s in 
1373 the price was $83.33 per to n ; Jn 1877 it had 
faUen to $38. I t  is no wondeT, ,herefore, tY t, 
under a decline ’ i pri^c^, the comp, rative in- 
c ea&e in tb’S branch of t^nde should have been 
sina1!; end yet, there was increase in some of 
tho iron and stee’’ products, notwithstanding a* 
the depressing influences working against it! 
Tor example, the production of pifc i**on in 1877 
was 2,314,<’ot' ton-—a gain of 10J4 percent, over 
1876. In cut nt Hs and spikes there was an in- 
c" a ed production of over 6,0 3,030 kejs ; in 
plate and sheet non, f 3 increase of 17,C33 tons > 
in Be^emer steel ra;,s» thefg was an inciease of 
19,708 .ons. For the first time, the product ion ot 
Bessemer s eel rails m 1877 overtook uhat of iron 
rai^s; conseauentty there was a  decrease m ihe 
pio uction of iron rr i’s of 134,6^8 tons, and also 
’o ro,led iron of 31,t>J0 tons. In fact, as between 
steel and iron, tbe formcrsteadily goins over the 
latter, whenever the two products come into 
open competition. In 1-̂ 72 the total produc on 
of i*’l I.’nds of steel in this coiutry was 160,103 
tons; in 1877, 637,342 ions, winch saved the ex- 
pe^ditme of at least $17o,C00,C00,had the srme 
amount been imported as formerly. Thanks to 
ihe p otective policy, tbJs is atJhowing of wh5ch 
anv and every Ameiican may well be proud.

In  ihe midst of this enormous aggregate yield 
of iron, it is instructive to note the growth in 
the produc lo^ of what is known os the Lake 
Suoeuor district. Frem I860 to 1873, which fur­
nished the highest 5ie!d, there wes a  tain  of 
1,115,318 tons. From 1873 to 1878, the decrease 
ha^ been 217,219 tons.

THE NEWS.
Foreljpi.

Charles Marvin, the copying clerk in the 
Treaty Department of the British Foreign 
Office who furnished for publication the 
copy of the SaHibury-Schouyaloff agreement, 
has been discharged from arrest, the Judge 
declaring there was no ground for his com­
mittal.

A great strike has occurred among the min­
ers at Auzin, France, and the military has been 
called out to protect the mines and preserve 
the peace. It is the most extensive strike ever 
known in France.

Load Beaconsmeld has formally submitted 
the treaty of Berlin to the House of Lords, and 
delivered a lengthy speech in explanation and 
defense of the treaty and of the part borne by 
England in the work of the congress. His 
efforts were directed toward demonstrating 
that Bussia’s concessions were of vital conse­
quence and great value to Turkey and Great 
Britain, while Bussia’s gains were matters of 
comparatively miner advantage and impor­
tance.

After long delay and many diplomatic notes 
between St. Petersburg and Constantinople, 
and lastly when the congress at Berlin has is­
sued its fiat, the fortifications at Shumla and 
Varna are being evacuated by the Turkish gar­
risons which held out against Bussian demands 
so long as there was any prospect of success­
ful resistance.

The Havana (Cuba) Official Gazette publish­
es a royal decree, dividing the Government 
and administration of Cuba into six civil prov­
inces, named Pinar del Bio, Havana, Matanaas, 
Santa Clara, Puerto Principe and Santiago de 
Cuba.

The Irish team easily won the Elcho shield 
at the recent competition at Wimbledon.

The sun, like a flaming sword, is driving 
swarms of idle pleasure-seekers out of Paris. 
A cable dispatch says the temperature in the 
Exposition building has become unendurable. 
In other parts of the continent and in England 
the heat is also distressing.

Sekvia will have to pay 5,000,000 piasters for 
her share of the Turkish debt, on account of 
territory awarded her by the Berlin co agrees. 
The people are not pleased with the idea of 
thus paying for their “ conquests,” but they 
will certainly have to submit.

The French cannot get over their annoyance 
at the way in which Great Britain has acquired 
the control of the island of Cyprus, and it now 
looks as though the act would cost England 
the friendship of France, such as it is. It is a 
matter of rivalry in commerce.

Sir Garnet Wolseeey, proclamation in 
hand, has taken formal possession of the island 
of Cyprus. He will appoint a Commissioner 
to decide upon the necessary governmental re­
forms to be instituted in this new British 
province.

Cuba is to be represented in the Cortes by for­
ty Deputies and ten Senators.

Gen. Escobedo has been captured by Diaz 
troops, near Cuatro Cienegas, Mexico.

Hebe Zukebtobt, of Berlin and London, has 
carried off the main prize at the Paris Inter­
national Chess Congress, Mr. Mackenzie, of 
New York, the American representative, taking 
fifth prize.

In the House of Commons, recently, the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer announced the 
betrothal of the Duke of Connaught, Queen 
Victoria’s third son, with the Princess Marie 
Louise of Prussia, daughter of Prince Fred­
erick Charles.

Several 
changes in subordinate officers were made.

Peesident Hates and Attorney GeneralDev- 
ens attended the Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Beunion 
at Newark, Ohio, a few days ago.

The Queen of England has conferred the Or­
der of the Garter on Lord Beaconsfield.

Gen. Geant, having visited Germany and 
had a pleasant chat with Prince Bismarck, has 
gone to Sweden and Norway, and is received 
with popular welcome wherever he goes.

The Qiygn of England has conferred the 
Order of the Garter on the Marquis of Salis­
bury.

Minnie Wabeen, the little wife of Commo­
dore Nutt, died at Fall Eiver, Mass., recently, 
in child-birth.

Chicaoo elevators contain 251,319 bushels of 
wheat; 955,616 bushels of com ; 42,048
bushels of oat*; 29,684 bushels of rye, and 
256,565 bushels of barley, making a grand total 
of 1,535,232 bushels, against 2.222,935 bushels 
at this period last year.

Tlie rotter Investigation.
The seaside sessions of the Potter Commit­

tee began July 23, at Atlantic City. The only 
witness examined was Bepresentative Danford, 
of Ohio, who visited New Orleans in 1876 as 
a member of ths Morrison Committee. He 
testified to Anderson’s opinion then that the 
Bepublicans of Feliciana were bulldozed.

The boiler in Davis’ planing mill, at Bames- 

ville, Ohio, exploded the other day, destroying 
the building and killing three persons outright. 
Three more were fatally and several badly in­
jured. The loss is about $25,000.

The statue of Douglas was unveiled at the 
monument in Chicago, on the 17th inst., in the 
presence of a large number of Illinois celeb 
rities.

The St. Louis Republican of the 16th inst. 
gives a complete list of the fatal cases of sun­
stroke in that city during the previous week. 
The ghastly total is 145.

Thbee deaths have occurred within a few 
days, at the Brooklyn navy yard from yellow 
fever.

A sad accident happened near Johnstown, 
Ind., a few days ago. While moving a steam- 
thresher on the farm of John Shackley, the 
boiler exploded, killing John Shackley. Frank 
Jones, Patrick Johnson, and John Clauhence, 
and dangerously woundjng Albert Shackley, 
Henry Ashley, J*tn#» Dixon. Alex. Humphrey, 
Thomas Smith, and two others.

Erl’a Hunton, Democrat, who represents 
the Eighth District of "Virginia in Congreis, le 
cently sert a challenge to fight a duel to Mr. 
Columbus Alexander, of Washington, D. C., to 
which the latter replied in severe terms, neither 
accepting nor declining the challenge.

James Goedon Bennett proposes to trans­
fer the yacht Dauntless into a screw steamer, 
and send her to find the North pole, provided 
the Government will furnish officers, men and 
provisions for the voyage. She will, in that 
case, be sent by the w ay of Spitzbergen, while 
the Jeannette goes by way of Behring’s straits.

The town of Cattletsburg, Ky., was visited by 
a conflagration lately, which left very little 
standing. The total loss is estima’ed at $200,- 
000. Very little insurance. Nearly the entire 
business port.on of the town was destroyed.

A cyclone struck North Albany, N. Y , the 
other day, sweeping through West Albany, un­
roofing houses, scattering the contents of lum­
ber-yards, and destroying cattle-pens. The 
gas-works were so badly damaged that North 
Albany w»s in total darkness that night. The 
loss is estima’ed at $100,000.

The Encampment of the Grand Army of the 
Bepublic foot jlaee lately at Gettysburg 
battle field.

East St. Louis, which a short time since 
was rent into warring factions over the strug­
gle for municipal control, has been once more 
the scene of violence and uproar. This time, 
however, the authorities were arrayed against 
a non-pblitieal enemy—a railroad company 
that wanted to*lay its track through the city so 
as to reach the big bridge. Mayor Bowman 
mid his cohorts, backed by what they claim to 
be a perpetual injunction gianted by the 
courts, attacked and put to flight the force of 
laborers engaged in laying the track, which 
was tom up and the rails twisted and ties 
burned by fires fed with opal oil.

He had aoted wisely, 
and advised witness to do the same, an I place 
himself right before the people of the parish 
and State. He understood the money was 
put up by gentlemen from New York three 
or four weeks ago. Dula was promised 
a place in the Custom House. Wit­
ness received $10 from Weber yesterday, 
and $35 to-day. He was to receive the balance 
after testifying, g. H. St. Martin, of St. James 
parish, who was Assistant Deputy Sergeant-at- 
Arms of this sub-committee, on recommenda­
tion of E. L. Weber, testified that he was pres­
ent in Weber’s room when the interviews men­
tioned by Dula tookplaee. Never heard Weber 
offer Dula any money, but Weber borrowed $10 
of witness yesterday and $35 to-day, which was 
paid to Dula by Weber, Dnla remarking he 
didn’t reoeive it as a bribe bnt as a loan. E. 
Weber recalled—Heard the testimony of Dnla 
to-day. His statement that 1 attempted to 
bribe him is false. Admitted loaning Dula the 
moneyas stated by St. Martin.

The Colorado Democratic State Convention 
nominated W. A. H. Loveland for Governor, 
and renominated Thoma3 M. Patterson for 
Congress—both by acclamation.

The Potter sub-committee, in L uieians, has 
signified its willingness to summon and hear all 
the witnesses on intimidation, requested by 
Secretary Sherman.

An explanation of the fact that the names 
of the Republican Presidential Electors were 
omitted from a large number of the tickets 
voted in West Baton Bouge parish was given 
before the sub-committee in New Orleans the 
other day. Senator Alain, colored, who fur­
nished the tickets, received $2,000 for omitting 
the names.

After several days of ineffective balloting, 
the Texas Democratic Convention withdrew 
all candidates mentioned and nominated P. M. 
Eoberts for Governor. The dead-lock had 
lasted for four days.

The North Carolina State Bepublican Com­
mittee have decided not to c*U a eon rention 
for the nomination of a State judicial ticket to 
be voted for at the election in August next.

The Ohio State Convention of the Nations 
party met at Columbus on the 23d of July. 
The meeting reaffirmed the Toledo platform 
and nominated the following State ticket: 
Secretary of State, Andrew Boy ; Judge of the 
Supreme Court, Chilton A. White ; member of 
the Board of Public Works, J. B. Fallis.

Financial and Industrial.
A convention of narrow-gauge railroad man­

agers was held last week at Cincinnati.
The treasury officials have been unable to 

fill the orders for 4 per cent, bonds with prompt­
ness, owing to the great demand for that class 
of securities. Notice is given, however, that 
interest will commence on the date of the pay­
ment for the bonds, and they will be delivered 
as soon as possible.

Impobtant shipments of Canadian cattle will 
be at once dispatched by sailing vessels to Lon­
don, L iverpoo l a n d  Glasgow, the last having 
proved remunerative.

A press  dispatch from Winona, Mum., rela­
tive to the condition and prospects of the wheat 
crop, represents that previoua reports of dam­
age by reason of unfavorable weather have been 
exaggerated, and that the outlook is netting 
like so bad as it has been made to appear. Tfie 
damage by blight and rust is by well-informed 
millers and grain-buyer* estimated at not to ex­
ceed 10|per cent., and notjover 2 per cent, pros­
trated by wind and rain, so that, taking into ac­
count Minnesota’s increased acreage of 25 per 
cent., it is thought that last year’s yield of 35,- 
000,000 bushels will be considerably surpassed.

The first bale of this season’s cotton arrived 
at St. Louis recently from Texas. It graded 
strict low middling, and sold at 31 cents per 
pound. It is to be forwarded to Liverpool.

T h e  Boston Belting Company has suspended 
payments in consequence of a deficiency of 
$800,000 in the accounts of the late treasurer, 
John G. Tappan.

The annual reports of the 
various grand and subordinate lodges 
are filled with statistical intelligence 
that, in the hands of a judicious com­
piler, could be used to advantage in 
giving to the world the history of a body 
whose shibboleth is an event which hap­
pened nearly 190 years ago—the battle 
of the Boyne.

William III. arrived at Torbay, Dev­
onshire, England, Nov. 5, 1688. His 
flagship bore the awns of Nassau quar­
tered with those of England, and on the 
banner was inscribed, “ The Protestant 
religion and the liberties of England I 
will maintain. ” His arrii al was received 
with great joy by those who professed 
the Episcopal faith, and even the dis­
senters were not averse to his coming. 
At Exeter, on the 21st of the same 
month, was formed the first Orange or­
ganization. The declaration of princi 
pies was drawn up by Bishop Barnet;, 
whose histories of the reformation and 
“ His Own Time” are to be found in al­
most every private and public library. 
The signers pledged themselves to de­
fend and support William, Prince of 
Orange, in upholdiag the Protestant re­
ligion. Ttis combination was called 
“ The Orange Confederation.”

After the Battle of the Boyne, which 
was fought July 12, 1690, and the sub­
sequent surrender of Limeri k—James 
II. having in the meantime fled to 
France—the Irish Protestants in the 
North formed societies to perpetuate the 
remembrance of the Prince of Orange, 
who had done so much for them. In 
Dublin was organized a society, known 
as the “ Aldermen of Skinner’s Alley,” 
purely a local affair, being confined to 
the Protestant freemen and freeholders 
of the city. Londonderry followed next 
with the “ ’Prentice Boys,” and shortly 
afterwards Enniskillen turned up with 
the “ Boyne Society.” The last men­
tioned had auxiliary branches. It was 
extended throughout the country as a 
means of self-protection against an al­
leged guerrilla party, known as “ The 
Bapparees,” who were charged with mid­
night assassinations, burning of build­
ings, and destruction of property. The 
“ Bapparees ’’ were the unconquered 
few who would not acknowledge English 
supremacy.

During the years intervening between 
1740 and 1750 a vast number of associa­
tions similiar to the “ Boyne” were 
formed in various parts of England. 
Nine years later there were frequent up­
risings m Ireland, partieulaily in the 
southern counties. The insurgents were 
dressed in white sheets—whence the 
name “ White Boys”—and armed with 
guns, pikes, and pistols, and they made 
it very warm for English settlers and 
those who sympathized with them. In 
Tipperary the natives were organized 
agamst the Sassenaehs, as the Saxons 
and foreigners were termed, and bore 
the names of “ Levelers,” “ White 
Boys,” and “ Bapparees.” The “ Hearts 
of Oak” appeared in Ulster in 1763. 
They were put down temporarily by the 
authorities, and reappeared as “ Hearts 
of Steel.” In Munster another guerrilla 
party was known as the “ Bight Boys,” 
and in the North another body bore 
the name of “ Defenders.” In 1791 was 
organized the society of “ United Irish­
men,” with headquarters in Dublin. By 
the Protestants it was pronounced a 
treasonable institution, and an intended 
muster and parade on Deo. 9, 1791, was 
frustrated only by royal proclamation. 
But to go back for a moment. The 
“ Defender” and the “ Peep of Day” 
organizations got fairly under way in 
1784. The former were exclusively Ro­
manists, and the latter Presbyterians of 
decidedly republican proclivities, who 
were anxious to sever all connection with 
England and establish a democratic form 
of government.

All these native Irish movements of 
course gave an impetus to the Boyne 
Society that it would not otherwise have 
achieved. Noblemen and proprietors of 
landed estates lent their influence to, 
and openly encouraged its extension. 
George II. openly supported it, and 
pronounced it the great mainstay of the 
church and English connection in Ire­
land.

Commencing in 1776, the Protestants 
in the South of Ireland began the for­
mation of the Boyne societies, and 
shortly afterwards they were armed and 
paid by the Government. The counties 
of Cork, Clare, Galway, Kerry, Limer­
ick, and Waterford were overrun with 
“ White Boys” and “ Peep of Day-ers,” 
and so numerous were the depredations 
that the people were afraid to sleep. The 
Boyne societies were called by different 
names—“ True Blues,” ‘‘Blazers,”
“ Williamites,” “ Britons,” and “ In- 
vincibles.”

In the fall of 1795, an incursion was 
made against the Protestants settled in 
Tentaraghan, County Armagh, and they 
were obliged to flee to the hills, where a 
desultory warfare was kept up for three 
or four days. At its conclusion a depu­
tation of priests called upon the local 
magistrates and gave assurances of their 
desire to restore quiet and tranquillity. 
The magistrates had sent for military aid, 
hut, relying on the representations made 
by the priests, withdrew the request for 
help. After some further consultation it 
was agreed to bury thehatchet, each party 
entering into bonds to keep the peace.

This agreement, like pie-crust, was 
designed to be broken. Three days 
later, Sept. 21,1795, an attack was made 
on an English Protestant settlement, 
known as the “ Diamond,” a small vil­
lage near the lino between the counties 
of Armagh and Tyrone. Th6 “ White 
Boys ” suffered an inglorious deteat.

From the evening of the Battle of the 
Diamond, as it is called, dates the exist­
ence of the first Orange lodge, and its 
membership was restricted to communi­
cants of the Church of England.

Somewhere in the neighborhood of 
1820 the British Parliament passed an 
act prohibiting the existence of any po­
litical organization. This was a serious 
blow to Orangeism. The Duke of York 
had been elected Grand Master of the 
Grand Lodge of England, and the un­
friendly press made good use of their 
opportunity. A Parliamentary investi­
gation was ordered, which established 
-he fact that a royal relation had refused 
to join the order until it had purged it­
self of some oaths and obligations which 
were regarded as an infraction of the 
law. The Duke of York resigned in 
1821, and there was a vacancy in the 
office of Grand Master until 1827, when 
the Duke of Cumberland was elected. 
Then began a revival in the order.

For nearly half a century Orangeism 
has been one of the institutions of Can­
ada.

The Orange Society is increasing in 
strength every day. There are now 
1,660 lodges, of which about 1,250 are in 
Ontario or Upper Canada, in active op­
eration, with a united membership of 
nearly 200,000. As the population of 
the Dominion is not over 4,000,000, there 
is one for about each twenty inhabitants, 
including women and children.

Negro Superstition.
The power of superstition upon South­

ern negroes is fully illustrated in the 
confession of a Thoma ton (Ga.) colored 
murderer, Diek Dawson, who was hung 
on the 5th of July. He and his brother- 
in-law, Frank Cunningham, were hard­
working farmers of Upson county, and 
the best of friends until Dawson culti­
vated an unlawful love for Cunning­
ham’s wife. She determined to put her 
unsuspecting husband out of the way, 
and, as Dawson was loath to take has 
life, she urged him on with the accusa­
tion that Cunningham had hired an old 
negro, who lived in the woods near by 
and was credited by all the darkies of 
the vicinity with possessing an evil eye, 
to bewitch him. This was the reason, 
as his mistress told Dawson, why his 
garden aid not do well; why the fish did 
not bite his hooks; why it was discov­
ered that it was he who stole a goose 
from a neighbor’s roost. Dawson was, 
of course, disturbed by the artful con­
struction w hich Mrs. Cunningham placed 
upon every untoward incident, and was 
finally placed in terror of his life by her 
statement that at her husband's direc­
tion she had pulled nine hairs out of the 
mole of his head. She said that he

one blow daily for nine days drive the 
nail into a tree; on the ninth day she 
persuaded Dawson that he would die an 
awful death. Dawson at once set him­
self at work to break the enchantment 
before the nine days should expire. He 
lured Cunningham to his honse with a 
promise to give him half a pig he should 
kill that evening, and -then- shot him, 
brained him with a hoe, and then hid 
his body where it was found by accident. 
Dawson was arrested and sentenced to 
be hung, on circumstantial evidence, and 
recently confessed his guilt, implicating 
Mrs. Cunningham. The woman has 
been arrested while working in the fields 
in another county, and will be put on 
trial for her life at the next term of court.

A Drunkard’s Liability.
The theory that drunkenness does not 

excuse a man for crime seems to apply 
to liability under a contract made by a 
drunken man, provided he gets drunk 
untarily. In the case of O’Connorvol 
against Bempt, the New Jersey Court of 
Chancery has decided as follows : “ A 
deed made by a person while in a state 
of intoxication will be set aside if ad­
vantage has been taken of his situation, 
or his drunkenness was produced by the 
act or connivance of the person *to be 
benefited by the deed. Courts cannot 
protect the rash against the conse­
quences of imprudent oontracts, if they 
enter into them voluntarily, and not 
through fraud or artifice.”

la b , I t a l i a n  a n d  G e r m a n  L a b o r .

John Wilson, United States Consul at 
Brussels, in a dispatch to the Depart­
ment of State, at Washington, gives 
some hints as to the methods of intro­
ducing American manufactures into Eu­
rope. He starts out with the assertion 
that prejudice is a greater obstacle than 
tariffs or unregulated trade. It is not 
enough to send abroad circulars and 
price-lists. Sample depots, with com­
petent agents to make known the char­
acter, uses and qualities of our inven­
tions are what is needed. Patience and 
perseverance on the part of these agents 
are also required in'dealing with the 
people of Europe. With these, success 
is sure. Innovations, and especially 
American innovations, are generally re­
pugnant to Europeans, but this preju­
dice hi s already yielded in a marked 
egree. There is now no difficulty with 

aiticles like flour, bacon, lard, petrole 
um and breadstuff’s. Petroleum met 
with universal opposition at first, but is 
now introduced into the homes of the 
better classes as well as among the poor. 
Indian com has yet to overcome a preju­
dice like that which, a few years ago, 
assailed petroleum. The peasant of 
Belgium not only feeds himself, bnt his 
horse, on coarse, black, rye bread. In­
dian com, substantially unknown to 
him, would be cheaper and more nutri­
tious. He needs to be taught this. The 
importation of this grain has largely in­
creased in Belgium. All this applies 
with nearly equal force to our canned 
fruits, vegetables and meats. These are 
constantly overcoming hostility and 
prejudice, and their use is increasing in 
many places. Competent agents have 
secured these ends. Similar education 
is needed to introduce largely our per­
fected stoves, ranges, carriages, etc. 
The Consul, therefore, urgently recom­
mends that American manufacturers and 
producers combine and establish agen­
cies for the purpose of educating Eu­
ropeans up to the use of our machines 
and products.

The United States Consul at Copen­
hagen, Mr. Henry B. Ryder, sends to 
the Department of State a report of af­
fairs in Denmark. As in other coun­
tries, a general stagnation prevails. Of 
the currency of Denmark he says: “The 
circulation amounts to 64,000,000 crowns 
in paper money. The gold in the bank 
amounts to about 35,000,000. The Na­
tional Bank of Copenhagen is the only 
bank in the kingdom allowed to issue 
paper money. The notes of the bank 
are redeemable in gold coin, which is the 
legal tender, silver being used as a frac­
tional currency, and a legal tender only 
to the amount of 30 crowns. The circu­
lation of gold may be stated at 30,000,- 
000; of silver at 16,000,000; and of cop­
per at 500,000. The coins of Denmark, 
Sweden and Norwaj*5re legal tender in 
each country. Wages are from 10 to 15 
per cent, less than in 1872, while the 
cost of living is a trifle higher. Labor­
ers earn from 8 to 10 crowns per month; 
mechanics from 2 to 8  crowns a day. 
The cost of living to a laborer is from 1 
to 2 crowns a day. There is a large sur­
plus of labor and no employment for it.” 

Mr. Henry Noble, United States con­
sular agent at Turin, Italy, in a dispatch 
to the Department of State, of recent 
date, gives some statistics of labor in 
that country, viz.: Daily wages of farm 
hands, nine months, 24 cents per day; 
three months (harvest time), 60 to 70 
cents per day, without maintenance. 
Women are paid about one-half of these 
rates. Youths, from 14 to 16 years old, 
are paid from $20 to $24 per annum, 
with board. Railroads run by the na­
tional Government pay their engineers 
from $30 to $42 per month; common la­
borers from 50 to 60 cents per day; chief 
conductors, $360 to $400 per annum; 
station-masters, $800 to $1,000. Pensions 
are provided to omployes after a certain 
number of years of faithful service, and 
to their widows in case of accident or 
death while on duty. Females who 
guard the crossings receive 16 cents a 
day; ticket-sellers, 20 cents, their hours 
of labor averaging four or five per day. 
The cost of living for laborers is about 
18 cents per day. During the past five 
years both wages and the cost of living 
have advanced abont 15 per cent. Trade 
is deplorably dull. Exportation of man­
ufactured goods has almost ceased, and 
matters seem to be going from bad to 
worse.

In Italy there are six banks having 
the right to issue paper money without 
being compelled by law to have any re 
serve in coin. The eirenlation of these 
banks amounts to 624,000,000 of francs, 
including Government notes and coin. 
The Government notes are good for all 
dues, are legal tender, except for duties 
on imports, and are guaranteed by the 
banks. For the guarantee the banks re­
oeive a commission of 8 cents for each 
100 francs issued. The premium on 
coin—mostly gold—ranges from 9 to 
l l j  per cent. The wages of all classes 
are paid in paper money.

The Department of State has received 
from the United States Consul at Bre­
men a very full report on labor and 
wages in his district. For agricultural 
labor the pay varies greatly, according 
to the proximity to, or remoteness from, 
manufacturing centers, and ranges from 
56 cents a day in the neighborhood of 
Bremen to 31 cents a day in the lower 
Rhine valley, and as low as 18 cents in 
parts of Silesia. At Bremen, Crefeld 
and Dusseldorf carpenters, copper­
smiths, plumbers, machinists and wag- 
onsmiths earn from 51 to 75 cents daily- 
saddlers and shoemakers from 47 to 52 
cents daily; bakers and brewers, with 
board and lodging, from $1.42 to $2.14 
weekly, and without hoard from 60 cents 
a day to $4.28 a week; farm hands are 
paid from $107 to $215 yearly, with 
maintenance; railway laborers from 56 
to 83 cents per day, and as high as 95 
cents daily for piece-work on tunnels ; 
silk-weavers can earn from $2.15 to $2.85 
a week per loom. Factory women, $2.15, 
and children $1 a week. Business and 
wages are very low. In good times 
wages are 80 per cent, higher. The cost 
of the necessaries of life has increased 
some 50 per cent, in thirteen years, al­
though now it is but little higher than 
five years ago. A man and wife, with 
two or three children, can live in two or 
three rooms in a poor and comfortless 
manner for $275 a year, and to support 
such an establishment ail the members 
have to work ten or twelve hours daily. 
For a family of six persons the cost is 
abont $7 a week—-an amount that few 
families can earn, as the depression of 
trade and the reduction of time allows 
few to do a full week’s work, although 
wages are nominally a trifle higher than 
five years ago. The state of trade is de­
plorable. Factories are run and sales 
made at a loss, except, perhaps, the sill 
and button industries. Retail trade if 
somewhat more prosperous.

The Coining Harvest.
The agricultural reports from all quar­

ters are almost duplicates of each other 
—magnificent weather, abundant yield 
where the harvest has already been gar­
nered, excellent prospects for the crop 
yet growing. In Illinois the winter 
wheat harvest is about over; the grain is 
of splendid quality and the yield is 
great. Many of tne farmers are selling 
their new wheat at 75 to 85 cents. There 
seems to be no expectation that the price 
will advance. The eorn-fields look splen­
didly, and the farmers are now anxious to 
sell their remaining stock of last year’s 
com. The railroads are already begin­
ning to be embarrassed for want of suf­
ficient cars to move the crop. The cot­
ton crop is still reported to be very for­
ward ; some estimates place the probable 
yield at 5,000,000 bales, but it is 
altogether too soon to make any calcula­
tions with safety.—Exchange.

London Thieves.
A fashionably-dressed man went into 

Hunt <fc Bogkeil’s large jewelry store in 
Bond street, London, selected articles 
worth $4,000, and tendered a £1,000 
note in payment. Mr. Roskell ascer­
tained that the note was a forgery. Just 
as he was about to summon assistance 
a cab was drawn rapidly up and two 
men in police uniform hurriedly entered, 
saying that the man was an old offender, 
of whom they were in search. Directing 
a porter to place the jewelry in the cab 
and to come along with them as a wit­
ness, the men in uniform said that they 
would inform the firm when their at 
tendance would be required to press the 
charge. Then they drove off with their

poiioe. in ext day, However, in sir porter, 
brutally beaten, returned with the in­
formation that the two supposed police 
officers were thieves in disguise.

WONDERFUL SHOOTING.
D r. C a r v e r ,  t h e  W e s t e r n  M a r k s m a n ,  As* 

to n i s h in g  t h e  N e w  Y o rk e rs .

A New York paper gives the following 
account of some extraordinary shooting 
by Dr. Carver, the California marks­
man : A small wooden shed, with a bar 
in one comer; in front of this a table, 
on which were four rifles, several boxes 
of cartridges, and half a dozen score- 
books. Fifteen or twenty feet in front 
of this, again, a barrel and a man, the 
man taking the glass balls out of the 
barrel and throwing them in the air, and 
Dr. Carver breaking them with the bul­
lets as fast as they appeared. Somebody 
was always at work loading a rifle. The 
marksman could fire them faster than 
the loader could load. And they were 
the most remarkable. rifles—breech­
loaders, of course. When they were 
opened at the end one cartridge was 
shoved in after another, till it seemed 
as if the first one roust surely be some­
where up by the muzzle.

Dr. Carver’s costume has nothing to 
do with his marksmanship, and his 
shooting is simply business. He seldom 
misses what he fires at. Most of the 
time was taken up in shooting glass 
balls, filled with feathers. The balls 
were of the thinnest film of glass, 
slightly tinted, so as to be easily seen in 
the air, and, when they broke, the feath­
ers scattered in every direction. The 
balls were throw* about twenty feet 
into the air, and the marksman was 
not more than fifteen yards from 
them at any time. It was noticeable 
that the shot was invariably fired just as 
the upward impetus of the glass ball 
ceased, and as it was about to begin its 
fall. This close glass-ball shooting did 
not give the idea of remarkable skill, 
probably on account of the short dis­
tance, even though the average was nine 
hit ont of every ten. It looked much 
more wonderful wheu the assistant 
threw the glass balls as far as he 
could, and Dr. Carver broke each one as 
it flew, the distance being not less than 
100 yards. Several coins ware shot, 
straight through the center, as they 
whirled in the air.

One of the most astounding of Dr. 
Carver’s feats was his hitting a bell-met­
al ball when it was almost out of sight, 
up in the air. The ball is so made that 
when the bullet strikes it, it rings like a 
small gong. The assistant threw the 
ball many times as high as he could 
throw it, till, sometimes, it could hardly 
be seen, but every time the marksman 
brought the sound out of it. He also 
cut into all the lead-pencils he could in­
duce the spectators to throw into the air, 
and he fired successfully at a large num­
ber of unused cartridges. When the as­
sistant threw two glass balls up at the* 
same time, the rifleman  ̂with a double- 
barreled weapon, first broke one and then 
the other, without making a single fail­
ure.

The two requisites for good shooting 
are, of course, an immovable rest for the 
gun-stock and a steady hand and arm 
for the barrel. The secret of Dr. Car­
ver’s wonderful marksmanship may be 
in his immense and perfectly-balanced 
body, which stands firm as a rook. With 
a steady hand also, such a man may do 
almost incomprehensible things with a 
good rifle. His body seems able, to with­
stand any attacks of nervousness; yet, 
when he misses a shot, he is very likely 
to miss the two or three succeeding 
ones, a sure sign that the miss flurries 
him. Another of his peculiarities is that 
he aims with both eyes open—so that he 
can keep an eye on the Indians, he says, 
while he is firing at a buffalo.

The Flying Machine.
About 50,000 people assembled on the 

common to witness the first exhibition of 
the flying machine in open air. The 
plan was to sail around the tops of the 
houses and over the principal streets and 
demonstrate to a wondering multitude 
the possibilities of ait navigation. When 
everything was ready the machine was 
let go, but instead of flying up gradually 
and gracefully, as intended, it shot up 
like an arrow to a distance of 2 ,000  feet. 
Every one came to the conclusion at onee 
that it was unmanageable, and the poor 
aeronaut was the object of much symathy 
as he floated upward. He soon let off 
some of the gas, but did not descend. 
He went up higher and higher, and it 
was soon evident that he was as much at 
the mercy of the currents as any bal­
loonist. He sailed over Brookline, Bos­
ton Highlands, and out through Norfolk 
county, and landed at the little town of 
Famham. Here he was an object of 
wonder to the inhabitants, and after they 
had gazed on him he essayed to fly back 
to Boston, but on reaching Dover gave 
it up, and, packing his machine on the 
train, he came home by rail. He ex­
plains his failure by saying that the 
geating got out of order. The steering 
apparatus would not work, and* one of 
the rods was disarranged. He says he 
had to tie it with a cord and strap his 
foot to the pedal.

The belief is that the machine is in­
capable of navigating any except the 
air confined m a hall, and that any cur­
rent will carry it away justas it does the 
old-style balloons.—Boston Cor. New 
York Herald.

What Becomes of Wealth.
A boot and shoe dealer has hanging 

in his store a pair of boots worth $7. 
They constitute a' part of bis wealth, 
and a portion of the wealth of the world. 
A man buys them and begins to wear 
them; by friction against the pavement 
little particles of the leather are rubbed 
off, and thus separated from the rest of 
the sole. Every particle that is thus 
removed takes out a portion of the value 
of the boqts, and when the boots are en­
tirely worn out the $7 of wealth which 
they formed is consumed. The wheat, 
corn, etc., which was raised by our 
farmers last summer is being eaten up. 
No particle of matter is destroyed by 
this process, but the value which was 
in the grain is destroyed.

As, while mep are wearing out cloth­
ing and eating up food, they are gen­
erally busily employed producing wealth 
of some kind, the wealth of the world is 
not usually diminished by the con­
sumption, but it is changed. This ap­
plies, however, only to personal prop­
erty; town lots and farm* generally re­
tain their value, but personal property 
is subject to perpetual destruction and 
renewal. As the several particles of 
water which constitute a river are for­
ever rolling away to the ocean, while 
their places are benig supplied from the 
springs and fountains, so the movable 
wealth of the world is constantly being 
consumed to gratify human wants, and 
constantly being renewed by the rest­
less activity of human industry.
