New Hampshire’s Tramp Law.
The following are the most important 

clauses of the law for the suppression of 
tramps which has been passed by the 
New Hampshire Legislature:

“ Any person going about from place 
to place, begging, and askmg, or sub­
sisting upon charity, shall be taken and 
deemed to be a tramp, and shall be pun- 
ished by imprisonment, at hard labor, 
in the State prison not more than fifteen 
months.

“ Any tramp who shall enter any 
dwelling-house, or kindle any file in the 
highway, or on the land of another with­
out the consent of the owner thereof, 
or shall be found carrying any firearm 
or other dangerous weapon, or shall 
threaten to do any injury to any person, 
or to the real or personal .estate of an­
other, shall be punished by imprison­
ment at hard labor in the State prison 
not more than two years.

“ Any tramp who shall willfully or 
maliciously do any injury to any person, 
or to the real or personal estate of an­
other, shall be punished by imprison 
ment at hard labor in the State prison 
not more than five years.

“ Any act of beggary or vagrancy by 
any person not a resident of this State 
shall be evidence that the person com­
mitting the same is a tramp within the 
meaning of this act.

“ Any person upon a view of any of­
fense described in this act may appre­
hend the offender and take him before a 
Justice of the Peace for examination, and 
on his conviction shall be entitled to a 
reward of $10 therefor, to be paid by 
the county.

“ This act shall not apply to any fe­
male or minor under the age of 17 years, 
nor to any blind person.

“ Upon the passage of this act the 
Secretary of State shall cause printed 
copies of this act to be sent to the sever­
al town and city clerks, who shall cause 
the same to be posted up in at least six 
conspicuous places, three of which shall 
be on the public highway.”

The Farnjne iu Northern China.
The horrors of the Chinese famine are 

impossible to describe, and happily in­
conceivable to American minds. At a 
recent meeting in Dublin, Sir Thomas 
Wade, British Minister to China, said 
that five provinces, covering an area of 
395,000 square miles, with a population 
of over 120,000,000 (three times that of 
all the United States), have been so 
stricken with drought that the ordinary 
sources of food have been almost entire­
ly dried, reducing to a state of starva­
tion not less than 15,000,000 people. 
Not long since the Christian Union 
published a letter from China, in which 
it was stated, on the authority of Abe 
Governor of Shansi, that the number 
already starved and frozen was estimated 
at 6,000,000. Whole villages had been 
depopulated; dogs and fowls and every 
living thing but crows and carrion birds 
were dead. “ The London estimate 
that 7,000,000 have perished is no ex­
aggeration, but those actually waiting 
for death by starvation, more or less 
prompt, are still 10,000,000, perhaps, of 
whom relief will be too tardy to save 
perhaps 2,000,000; while, if the rains 
are denied in Shansi, Honan, and Shensi 
again this spring, nothing but foreign or 
divine interposition will save 10,000,- 
000 people from death.”

Substantially the same testimony is 
borne by a gentleman holding an official 
position in Peking, in a letter to the 
Boston Journal. The sale of children 
and kindred for food has been going on 
for some time, and cannibalism has been 
largely resorted to. Had the drought 
occurred in Southern China there would 
be less difficulty in relieving the famine, 
owing to the abundance of water com­
munication. In the north, however, 
there are no such means for meeting the 
emergency, there being only earth 
roads, and those indifferent.

The Cost of the Late War to Russia.
The campaign against Turkey cost 

Russia enormously, and the figures 
could advantageously be used by the 
Peace Society-to bolster up its argu­
ments agaiDst all war. In concrete 
form the St. Petersburg Exchange Ga­
zette gives the disbursements as fol­
lows :

“ The cost of the campaign has been 
enormous. In November, 1876, we con­
cluded three domestic loans for 350,000,- 
000 paper rubles (a ruble is 73.3 cents), 
and one foreign loan for 93,750,000 sil­
ver rubles, or 125,000,000 paper rubles. 
In addition to this, 285,000,000 rubles 
were advanced by the Imperial Bank; 
the aggregate sum of the cost amount­
ing toat least 800,000,000 rubles. Reck­
oning the expense of the return march 
at 50,000,000 rubles, we have a grand 
total of 850,000,000 rubles, which will 
take 45,000,000 rubles a year in interest 
and sinking fund. Now, as the outlay 
occasioned by the imperial debt is given 
at 128,000,000 a year in. the budget for 
1877, it follows that the war has raised 
our debt nearly one-half.”

The Berlin police have been obliged 
to interfere to save the lime tree m Unter- 
den-Lmden, pierced by some ef Nobel- 
ing's shots, from being torn to bits by 
relic hunters. It is now inclosed by an 
iron grating.

EXPORTING THE QUEER
A Quarter o f  a  Million in C ouuteifeit 

M oney Sold to German B anker .
[W ashington  Cor. New Y ork W orld ]

The secret service officers of the 
treasury are searching for the forgers 
who have recently flooded Austria with 
$50 and $100 notes, and who, as an­
nounced in the World, sold thorn to 
bankers, they in turn furnishing them 
to emigrants coming to this country 
within the last few months. On one 
occasion fifty German emigrants were 
arrested m Pittsburgh, aU of whom had 
counterfeit money whieii they had 
brought from Europe. One man had 
$9,000 in worthless notes, and another 
$4,000 worth. The emigrants were al­
lowed to depart on surrendering the 
counterfeit notes, and they were obliged 
to obtain assistance from the Austrian 
Consul to continue their journey. 
The secret service officers have arrested 
at different times about thirty persons 
in the West for passing counterfeit 

.money. It is supposed that many emi­
grants are now hoarding bad money 
brought from Europe, supposing it to 
be genuine.

A gang of counterfeiters in this1 coun­
try prepared $250,000 worth of spurious 
notes over a year ago. From one plate 
they printed $100 notes on the National 
Bank of Wilkesbarre, Pa.; the Revere 
National Bank, of Boston, and the Mer­
chants’ National Bank, of New Bedford, 
and $50 counterfeits were issued on the 
Pittsfield Bank, of Pittsfield, Mass. 
None of these counterfeits were placed 
in circulation in the United States. 
The counterfeiters took the money to 
Hamburg and Munich, and sold it to 
bankers m these cities in exchange for 
gold. The bankers failed to detect the 
fraudulent character of the notes, as 
the work is most skillfully executed. 
In many instances the bankers placed 
their business stamps on the notes as a 
guarantee to buyers of their genuine­
ness. Emigrants to America exchanged 
their gold for the notes before sailing, 
and did not discover the imposition un­
til their arrival in New York. Acting 
Chief Benson says that the bankers are 
making good to emigrants their losses.

Two men have been arrested in Ham­
burg for placing the counterfeits on the 
market. The principal forger of jhe 
gang, who is an English Canadian, is at 
present in Canada. A great deal of 
correspondence has taken place between 
the State Department and the Austrian 
Government relative to the extradition 
of the criminals arrested in Hamburg. 
As the result of this correspondence, 
both Governments are agreed that, as 
the crime of placing the counterfeit 
money was committed in Austria, the 
criminals should be punished there.

Safi Romance of a Lover.
A very romantic and sad ease has 

come under the observation of a report­
er of the Her ltd, of which a formerly 
well-known young Utioan is the hero. 
During the war one of the members of 
one of our regiments went away from 
Utica, leaving behind him an Irish girl 
whom he loved very passionately, and 
.they expected to be married. While he 
was gone, or soon after his return, his 
betrothed was taken sick and died. 
This affliction seems to have turned the 
y®ung man’s head and has eventually 
permanently affected his mind. He was 
educated in our public schools, and, wo 
believe, graduated from the Utica Free 
Academy. He was bright, smart, quick, 
active, neat, tidy and temperate in his 
habits, and a favorite with all his com­
panions. His brother was and is now 
an officer of high standing in the regu­
lar army, and this young man so per­
fected himself in his studies that he 
easily commanded a position as teacher 
in some of the neighboring country 
towns.

Now all the young man’s habits are 
changed. Shortly after the death of 
his betrothed he became addicted to 
drinking. During the winter months 
he controlled his appetite so that he 
could retain his position as teacher, but 
bis employers noted that at all times he 
appeared sad and melancholy. When 
the school was dismissed for summer 
vacation he returned to Utica, but would 
not remain at the home of his friends. 
He drank steadily, keeping inebriated 
the majority of the time, but disturbed 
no one. This has been his career for 
four or five years.

This summer his case has taken a new 
turn. No one could discover where he 
slept at night or obtained his meals in 
the daytime. The untidy condition of 
his clothes led some of his friends to 
believe that he found rest in a barn or 
out of doors Recently it has been dis­
covered that he has dug a grave in a se­
cluded spot in Silver Spring glen. The 
other day, parties wandering in the glen 
heard singing, and, upon quietly inves­
tigating, found the young man sitting 
by the side of the grave upon a rude 
box, apparently indifferent to all sur­
roundings. Hymns were sung and 
prayers were said attentively, accompa­
nied by sobs and tears. A second visit 
to the place, when the young man was 
absent, disclosed the fact that the box 
used as a seat was of matched boards, 
and constructed in the form of a rude 
coffin, just large enough to receive the 
body of the young man. It was lowered 
into the pit or grave and covered with 
gra3s and underbrush. The young man 
now makes this spot his retreat the 
greater portion of the time. People 
pass and repass him at frequent inter­
vals, but he pays no attention to them. 
The death of his betrothed has robbed 
him of his brain, and he finds no hap­
piness except in solitude. Suicide or 
dangerous insanity will probably follow.

The case is one of peculiar sadness to 
those who knew the victim when he was 
in his prime.— Utica Herald.

The Sugar Ring — Enormous Frauds.
Special agents of the Government 

have for some time been engaged inves­
tigating alleged frauds od imported-and 
exported sugars, and have at last suc­
ceeded in securing evidence that they 
exist to an enormous extent. It had 
come to the knowledge of the depart­
ment over a year ago that sugars were 
purposely discolored at the place of 
manufacture or shipment, by the use of 
chemicals, the object being to introduce 
sugar of high grade under the lowest 
duty. A cargo of sugar was seized in 
Baltimore some time ago, and the case is 
now pending in the United States Court, 
and will come up at the next term.

The evidence which will be adduced is 
said to be convincing. The frauds 
which have been established by the in­
vestigations just made are the result of 
passing sugars which should pay 2J 
cents per pound as sugars of the lowest 
grade, and thus paying od tliem only 1 j 
cents, a difference of half a cent pei 
pound, which would leave an advantage 
to a dishonest importer of $10 on each 
hogshead of 2,000 pounds. There are 
refineries in this country which work up 
1,000 hogsheads of raw sugar every 
working day. The charge is made that 
there is a combination of firms which 
manages to evade the payment of the full 
duty on raw sugars, and that thus they 
are able to crush out all competition by 
honest manufacturers. Tms is shown 
in the fact that for over two years it has 
beeu impossible for sugar refiners in 
this country to buy raw sugars m our 
markets and convert them mto refined 
at a profit. It is shown that at least 
one-half of the sugar refiners in New 
York and vicinity have either failed or 
abandoned the business. There is not 
a refinery now running in Baltimore aud 
Philadelphia, all having beeu crushed

out by a ring of refiners who import 
their own sugars. Besides these frauds 
practiced by dishonest importers on the 
Importation of sugars, the evidence has 
become convincing that enormous frauds 
are perpetrated in the exportation of 
what purports to be refined sugar pro­
duced from imported raw sugar.— Wash­
ington Cor. Chicago Times.

CHEAP TRANSPORTATION.

S h a l l  W e  B » e  N a r r o w - G a u g e  F r e i g h t  
L i n e s ?

In Scribner’s Monthly for September, 
Mr. S. D. Dillaye discusses the trans­
portation question in detail in advocacy 
of » narrow-gauge “ pure freight” line, 
to be built and controlled by the Gov­
ernment. The following paragraphs will 
show the drift of bis argument:

The question, “ How shall we cheapen 
transportation?” is one of paramount 
importance. I propose to answer it. 
The profits on agriculture and on man­
ufactured articles constitute, to a great 
extent, national wealth; these profits de­
pend largely upon the cost of transpor­
tation. Lord Bacon says that a fertile 
soil, busy workshops, and cheap trans­
portation constitute the immediate means 
of the wealth of a people. Transporta­
tion is now dear; it should be cheap. It 
is obstructed by monopolies; it should 
be open to all. It is subject to condi­
tions which double its cost, from which 
it should be relieved.

Railroad transportation is cumber­
some, inefficient, and needlessly expen­
sive. It demands power it cannot util­
ize, doubling its cost. It makes the car­
rying of passengers its primary, and 
freight its secondary object, at the ex­
pense of the products of the land. It is 
inefficient, because its roadways, its en­
gines and ears are so constructed, owing 
to the width of gauge, as to require four 
tons of dead weight to carry one ton of 
freight, and needless expense in struct­
ure, sacrificed by the force it is com­
pelled to support; a system is practical 
which can be made to carry two and 
eight-tentbs tons of freight to one ton 
of dead weight, and in the same ratio 
diminishing wear and tear. It is need­
lessly expensive, for the present system 
costs 40 per cent, more for roadway, and 
a third more for operating expenses, 
while it can do little more than a third 
the work the less expensive system can 
perform.

These assertions need proofs. I  pro­
ceed to offer them. The railroads be­
tween the Mississippi valley and the At­
lantic, except the New York Central and 
portions of the Pennsylvania, have been 
built, equipped, and are worked upon a 
theory which has been demonstrated to 
be unfit for freight transportation. The 
gauges all run from four feet eight 
inches to five feet six inches, and six 
feet. The war of the gauges has result­
ed in the victory of the narrow gauges. 
In the mountains of Wales slate mines 
invited capital. Easy and cheap trans­
portation were essential to profit. Thir­
teen miles separated Fesrimog, the place 
of the mines, from Port Modoc, the sea­
port for shipping. The route was moun­
tainous and difficult. Festiniog is 700 feet 
above Port Modoc. The route had to 
be scooped out of mountain-sides, while 
ravines continually intercepted the way 
and had. to be crossed by wall works and 
stone embankments. So crooked was 
the route that its line was almost a con­
tinual repetition of the letter S. Its 
curves were so sharp that a moderately- 
long train would be on three curves at 
the same time. These obstacles were m 
the way of cheap transportation. In 
1839 a horse tramway was constructed 
With a two-feet gauge, and a sixteen- 
pound rail,-which in a few years was re­
placed by a thirty-pound rail, and the 
track was adapted to steam-engines. 
After eighteen years’ use, the thirty- 
pound rails-were replaced by forty-eight 
pound rails. The original capital stock 
of the road was £36,000. The earnings 
expended in construction increased the 
capital to _ £86,000, making the cost 
$30,000 per mile. It pays 294 per cent, 
on its original, and 12 J on its present, 
capital. It is worked with the Fairlie 
engine, and is the most successfnl rail­
way in Englan d/ This statement raises 
the question, Why is it that this nar­
row-gauge road has always paid large 
dividends, .when nearly every wide- 
gauge in -Great Britain has failed to 
pay? In answering this I  shall demon­
strate that narrow-gatjge roads ue es­
sential to cheap transportation. I  shall 
proceed to proofs by showing first, sav­
ing in construction; second, in equip­
ment; third, in dead weight; fourth, in 
increased relative power to carry freight; 
fifth, decrease in wear and tear; sixth, 
decrease in running expenses. Estab­
lishing these positions* I shall proceed 
to inquire, seventh, can a pure freight 
!road be made to pay? Eighth, how 
should such a road be operated ? 
Finally, I  shall shoyr the demand for 
cheap t̂ransportation, and compare the 
relative ability of am water means ol 
transport with that oj narrow-gauge 
roads. ‘ 1 *

A VERMONT CENTENARIAN.

an’s D eath at th e  Age o f 1 0 5 .

The death of Mrs. Phebe Haley, which 
occurred recently at North Pownal, and 
which has been referred to in this paper, 
ended a marvelously long life. She was 
born in Pownal, June 3, 1774, and con­
sequently reached the 105th year of her 
existence. All those years she has lived 
in the one town, county and State. Her 
maiden name was Cummings. At the 
age of 16, in the year 1790, she professed 
religion, united with the Methodist Epis­
copal Church, and has ever since re­
mained a steadfast member of that de­
nomination. At the time she became 
identified with the church, as will be 
readily imagined, The society was in a 
very crude condition in the Green 
Mountain State. When 17 years old 
she married Benjamin Haley. It is also 
singular that both should have endured 
so remarkably long, and neither, in such 
an exceptionally long life, married again. 
The husband died only 14 years ago, and 
was upward of 90 years old. This pre­
sents the phenomenon of an unbroken 
married companionship extendmg over 
seventy-three years, and almost reach­
ing three-quarters of a century. Mr. 
Haley seems to have been a physical 
wonder, because he is described as 
always addicted to drinking since 
youth, and was accustomed to in­
dulging in all sorts of dissipations, be­
sides possessing a very ugly tempera­
ment. There were fifteen children bom 
to the couple, of whom ten are now liv­
ing, named Ruth, James, Eunice, Lu­
cinda, Reuben, Henry, Josiah, Sabrina, 
Nelson, and Thomas. Nearly all the 
boys are intemperate, yet some of them 
seem likely to attain a great age, and 
three have already passed fourscore. 
Thus it will be seen that Mrs. Haley’s 
domestic life must have been replete 
with vexations and tribulations, while 
drudging along with a dissolute husband 
and a batch of almost a dozen unruly 
boys. Despite all that, she succeeded 
in retaining her faculties to an astonish­
ing degree, so to the last she could 
thread a fine needle without glasses, and 
her hearing was not at all impaired. 
Her face was plump, without any sign 
of wrinkles thereon. Many of her 
grandchildren looked older than she did 
at her 104th birthday. The direct liv­
ing descendants of Mrs. Haley extend 
through five generations, reaching 
through the children, grandchildren, 
great-grandchildren, great-great-grand­
children, and great great-great-grand­
children. Three of her own children 
died from old age. None of this won- 
derfully-numerous and long-lived family 
ever amounted to anything noteworthy 
in an intellectual sense. Their only- 
success m this life seemed to consist of 
a wonderful vitality that enabled them 
to attain old age, but their brain power 
appears to have been absorbed by 
toughened muscles. This will ac-ount 
for the death of the mother in the Coun­
ty Almshouse, because when her old age 
compelled reliance on others, of all the 
ten living children, none were capable 
of offering her a home, and she was 
forced on the populace. Some of the 
child en live at Pownal now, others in 
North Adams, and others stall out

The Rev. Jacob Waliren- 
berger’s, of Patterson, N. J., who broke 
up the picnic of his German Presby­
terian Church by dying suddenly, just 
as the happy party entered the picnic 
grounds. Those of the two children of 
Mrs. Henrietta; poisoned by the bread 
dosed with Paris green for the neigh­
bor’s hens.

Some farmers have a curious method 

of frightening away crows from a newly- 
sown field. They make paper cones 
some four or five inches long, and wide 
enough at the larger end to admit the 
head of a crow; at the bottom they place 
some seeds, the inside of the top being 
coated with bird-lime. The cones thus 
prepared are put lightly into tbe ground, 
the top level to the earth; the crow is 
soon tempted to plunge m his head after 
the seed, and, upon withdrawing it the 
cone adheres to him tightly. His as­
pect, with the fool’s cap on, as he blindly 
flies hither and thither among his rela­
tions, frightens them so much that they 
almost turn pale; at any rate they fly off 
with horror depicted on their coun­
tenances, and a chorus of “ Poor Karr, 
the white devil has got him at laat!” 
and so they are never seen m the field 
again. _______________ _

Colored Photographs.
No one has yet succeeded in producing 

photographs "m the natural colors, al­
though the list of those who have attacked 
the problem and tailed ib unusually long.

The G reenbacker Clay.

According to announcement Mr. 
Cl.iv appeared upon the platform at 
Winter's Hall, Saturday evening, to 
enlighten the people upon national fi­
nance and the purposes of the green­
back organization of Michigan. The 
hall was tolerahiv well filled with Re­
publicans and Democrats of about 
equal proportion, notwithstanding the 
exceedingly inclement state of the 
weather outside. He opened his 
speech by stating that the reason he 
found it necessary to explain that the 
doctrines of his party were in no way 
associated with communistic doctrines 
was because some paper down east had 
lied, m stating they were associated 
by birth. As we stated last week, 
Mr. Clay is a pleasing speaker, and 
seems especially well gotten up for the 
task he has undertaken in the present 
campaign. He was originally a Re­
publican, but not liking the manage­
ment of that party, two years ago 
joined hands with the Democracy 
and was a live democrat throughout 
the campaign of 1876—the democrats 
finally discovering too much officious­
ness in his make-up ousted him from 
their camp and he landed among the 
greenback barracks. So it would 
seem,like Geo. Francis Train, he is an 
evolutionist. His speech was a tirade 
against the issue of bonds and the 
national banks, spending most of his 
amunition upon the latter. He 
denounced it as a system by which 
the rich man is made richer and the 
poor man poorer. His assertions in 
condemnation were sweeping and 
without the slightest foundation upon 
figures. He denominated the money 
thus employed as speculative cap­
ital, and exagerated all facts relating 
to the expense of the government in 
maintaining this system of banking. 
Among other things he stated that the 
taxes upon these banks were so light 
as to amount to nothing. Mr. Clay 
knew better than this, and knew that 
if the facts were stated as they exist 
the substance of his argument would 
vanish. For the information ot those 
whom he attempted to mislead upon 
this point we will state the facts. The 
United States Treasury, on the 3d 
day of August last, (1878) held in its 
vaults £348,500,700 in bonds to se­
cure national bank circulation, and 
on which it pays the banks the usual 
interest. At 6 per cent, per annum 
this would amount £20,910,042 per 
annum; but, as the bonds bear differ­
ent rates of interest down to 4 pet 
cent, say the average is five per cent., 
which amounts to £17,425,035 a year. 
Now while the banks thus receive 
about seventeen and a half million 
dollars annually in interest, they pay 
out in taxes to the Federal and State 
Governments from eighteen to twen­
ty-two million dollars every year. If, 
therefore, the banks receive a certain 
amount of the people’s money in in­
terest on United States bonds, they 
pay back the amount and a million or 
tw«Hgore to the people in taxes. Mr. 
Clay *no«rs this as well as anyone 
else, but it will no answer the ends of 
his repudiation doctrines. He also 
knows that the report of the Comp­
troller of the United States Treasury 
for 1877 shows that in eleven years 
from 1866 to 1876, both inclusive, 
the national banks paid in taxes the 
enormous sum of £183,469,787.66, 
about one-half of which was paid by 
taxes demanded by the states, in 
which the banks are respectfully 
located, and the other half paid in 
taxes imposed by the federal govern­
ment. He also knows that green­
backs have never paid a cent of tax, 
while on the other hand the govern­
ment has paid frem £14,000,000 to 
£15,000,000 fpr engraving and print­
ing them, and not a cent for printing 
the national bills—this expense being 
borne by the banks themselves, His 
allusion to the national bank of this 
city was a peculiarly unfortunate one 
for this argument, but one, neverthe­
less, in keeping with all his other il­
lustrations. Should there be any one 
in this community who cares enough 
to post themselves concerning the 
profits of national banks, we would 
like, with Mr. Clay, to have them 
consult any of the officers of the 
bank from the time of its organiza­
tion to the date of its liquidation. So 
muen for the national banks. But 
while upon the subject we might as 
well call attention to his hypocritical 
allusion to Henry S. Smith, the na­
tional candidate for governor. He 
admitted that Mr. Smith was the hol­
der of natiional bank shares, th at he 
(Smith) was satisfied that through the 
system the poor man was being de­
prived of the honest reward of his 
toil, and then attempted an explana­
tion of the paradoxical position oc­
cupied by his candidate, on the 
ground that the law protected him in 
it. Was there ever greater humbug- 
.gery or demogogis.n? In attacking 
A c  methods of contraction he fell in­
to another gross error, (purposely, 
very likely), in producing the tabu­
lated statement of some commercial 
agency from 1876 down to the begin­
ning of the present month, by which 
he attempted to show that the in­
crease of business failures throughout

the country were governed in extent 
and commenserafety with the advances 
at contraction. This, however, failed 
to answer his purpose as the applica­
tion was badly disjoined for the 
period extending from 1870 to 1875 
But let us see how the facts respecting 
contraction harmonize with the asser­
tions of this paid advocate of the 
greenback cause. On August 3d, 
1865, just after the war closed, the 
volume of the currency in the coun­
try was as follows:

For the correctness of these figures 

we refer Mr. Clay to the official re­
ports of the treasury department. In­
stead of “ contraction” they show an 
expansion or inflation of £51,670,833. 
Blit this is not all. The 635 mil­
lion of nominal dollars in 1865, were 
not dollars as Mr. Clay knows. They 
were only 69 cents in value and in 
fact, so that the real number of real 
dollars in circulation in 1865 was on­
ly 438 millions. Oil the other hand, 
the 687 millions we have got now are 
full dollars, practically worth 100 
cents each. Thus the real expansion 
or inflation since 1865 has been 249 
millions. It will do well enough for 
such apostates as Clay, in the face of 
these facts, to talk about contraction. 
Falsehood is their stock in trade. He 
also asserted that real and personal 
property had been “contracted out of 
existence,” which is as flagrant a lie 
as any of the rest of which his speech 
was made up. We wonder if the gen­
tleman maintains that real estate has 
been reduced by so much as a square 
foot?. Has a single building been 
legislated off its surface? Is not the 
same true all over the country? Are 
there not more acres of improved land 
in every state than in i860? Are 
there not more horses, cows, sheep 
and swine than ever before? Is there 
not more wheat, corn, oats and bar­
ley? Are there not more houses, ma­
chinery, more of everything, in short, 
that constitutes “ property, real and 
personal,”  in the country to-day than 
there ever was before? What, then, 
does Greenback Clay mean by “con­
tracting property out of existence.” 
The point he attempted to make 
is not worthy of consideration 
by those in the habit of consulting 
the multifarious causes from which 
business failures arise, and especially 
with the greenback, as he proposes to 
issue it, and which must fluctuate in 
value with the power or ability to re­
deem it in gold. Upon tiie subject 
of United States bonds he did not 
have the fairness to even state the 
cause of their existence—he did not 
allude to the fact that they were is­
sued in the time of national peril and 
were a necessity to the continuance of 
the very life of the nation, but went 
on in an incoheient harrangue con­
cerning their destruction. He would 
redeem them with greenbacks; he 
would repeal the resumption act, and 
finally would have a gold dollar, a sil­
ver dollar and a paper dollar of equal 
purchasing power, and that should be 
a legal fender for all debts both pub­
lic and private. But, says a gentle­
man at the close, who will redeem 
the greenback, and what will become 
of the commerce of the nation with­
out a gold bas's? “Oh,” says the 
humbug Clay, “ these are questions 
which I am not prepared to answer.” 
The gentleman’s speech was frequent­
ly .interluded by some silly appeal 
to the sympathies of the laboring 
classes, calculated to excite a conflict 
between capital and labor, while in 
the next breath he would stoutly 
deny any such intention. Mr. Clay 
should understand that the intelligent 
masses of this Peninsula will never 
consent to be ruled or controlled by 
agitators of his class. The labor 
question never will find its solution .in 
the direction pointed out by him—to 
follow his course would result in kill­
ing the goose that lays the golden 
egg. The capitalists and manufac­
turers of to-day, in the great majority 
of cases, were laborers twenty-five 
years ago, and the thrifty economical 
and industrious of our time will be 
the proprietors and capitalists a quar­
ter century hence. We have no law 
ot entsilment in this land, and pro­
perty left, by the rich to their sons, 
as a rule is wasted and scattered. 
The laboring man of this district has 
come to understand that he can only 
thrive by intelligent effort, and the 
appeals of such demagogues as are 
managing the greenback party of 
Michigan will fall flat with the res­
pectable portions of them.

The quantity of lumber sent to the 
Albany and New York markets from 
Canada, during the present season, is 
36,321,652 feet—a decrease of over 
5,000,000 from last year.

The organ of the Labor par‘y in 
Philadelphia, the National, has 
breathed its laff, but so long as 
“ Brick” Pomeroy continues to issue 
“ tracts for the millions” this loss will 
not be at all serious.

In the las' 30 years the Lake Supe­
rior copper mines have produced over 
a quarter of a million net tons,valued 
at £117,397,980. The greatest pro­
duct—19,886 tons—was raised in 18- 
77. This was valued at £7,556,680.

There is no accumulation even of 
the common grades of iron, and all 
that is produced goes upon the mark­
et. The demand is now heavier than 
it has been for a long time, and while 
the production of pig iron is slightly 
in excess of last year, that of steel of 
all descriptions is considerably great­
er. Pi ices of iron at this time are 
very firm, with an advancing tenden­
cy, and the quotations tor Bessemer 
steel show a fair improvement over 
those of last year.

The 
reeord of the department for the past two 
or three years is such as to inspire confi­
dence in its efficiency and gives property 
owners a sense of security compared with 
which the outlay in maintaining it is in- 
aignificant.

Not Gciltt.—The trial of Samuel 
Cowell, charged with burglarizing the 
eafe of the canal office at Sault Ste Marie, 
was concluded at that place a few days 
ago, after having consumed a week in 
trial. Attorney General |Otto Kirchner, 
appeared for the people, and J. Logan 
Chipman, of Detroit, and C. S Cushman 
defended the accused.

Pauperism in Michigan and its 
Causes —The whole number of persons 
in poor houses in Michigan during 1877 
was 6,356 against 5,183 in 1876. Of this 
number 4,689 weie males, and 1,667 fe­
males. I he total number of insane was 
552, idiotic 252, blind 49, and mutes 17. 
Of the total number, 3,874 were Ameri­
cans, 1,434 Irish, 766 Germans, 322 Eng­
lish, 299 Canadians, 160 French, 138 
Scotch, 125 negroes, 50 mulattoes, 99 
Swedes and Noiwegians, 14 Indians, 14 
Danes, 15 Hollanders, 28 miscellaneous, 
and 28 unknown. The total amount ex­
pended in the care and support of the 
poor was $670,431, against $602,626 in 
1876. The [total amount of poor house 
and poor farm expenses, exclusive of in­
terest on capital invested, was $203,249, 
against $520,678 in 1876. The average 
cost to each pauper in the poor houses 
within the year was $31.99. The number 
of persons temporarily relieved was 48,- 
168, against 35,410 in 1876; and the pei- 
manent paupers maintained outside the 
poor houses were 1,309.

The table showing the assigned causes 
of pauperism of the inmates of these 
poor houses affords a field for interesting 
study. Intemperance sent 224 to eat the 
bread ot charity; licentiousness, 81; vag­
abondism, 174; of whom 132 were tramps; 
age (too old or too young to work, 271; 
dependents, 495; defective in the senses, 
468; casualties, such as bioken limbs and 
injuries, 75; disease 847; miscellaneous, 
55.

The assigned causes of indigency ot 
families relieved outside of the poor 
house are as follows: Intemperance, 250; 
licentiousness, 23; vababondism, 377; 
age, 528; dependents, 778; defective, 144; 
casualties, 294; disease, 1,804] miscella­
neous, 324. Of all these families re­
lieved there were but 220 entirely out of 
employ meat.

Bishop McCoskry Deposed.—The
House of Episcopal Bishops, iu session iu 
New Yoik city, Wednesday of last week, 
considered the case of Bishop McCoskry 
of Michigan, who is now in 'Europe, and 
formally and unanimously deposed him 
ftom his high office. The declaration of 
deposition sets foith that on the 25th of 
May last the bishop tendered his resigna­
tion and delinquishmcnt, requesting the 
early action of the House of Bishops there­
on, that as he has abaudoned his diocese 
and left the United Stati s while grave al­
legations exist against him, thereby de­
clining to piomote any investigation of the 
charges against his character, no way is 
left open to make his resignation, relin­
quishment and abandonment of his sa­
cred office effective, except by his deposi* 
tion of the same; therefoie, the “said 
Samuel Allan McCoskry is hereby de­
posed from the sacred ministry, and fiom 
all offices thereof, and that the presiding 
Bishop is hereby requested and author­
ized to pronounce and lecoid sentence of 
deposition, and give due notice thereof.” 
The presiding Bishop, in accordance 
with this action of the house, forthwith 
pronounced the following sentence of de­
position:

Be it known that on this, the third dav of Sep­
tember,in the year ot our Lord one thousand 
eight handled and seventy eight, I, Benjamin 
Bosworth Smith, D. D , by Divine permission 
Bishop of the Diocese of Kentucky, a^d presid­
ing Bishop of the Episcopal church m the Uni 
ted fetates. do, m conformity with the term« of 
the resolution befoie recited declare and pro­
nounce said Samuel Allen McCoslay depo-ed 
fiom the holy ministry, and from all the offices 
thereof.

In the name of the Father, Son and Holy 
Ghost. Amen.

B fnj vmiv Bosworth Smttii, 
Bishop of Kentucky, Presiding Elder. 

The reading of the paper was listened 
to with the deepest attention, and, after 
the sentence was pionounced, the House 
of Bishops adjourned sine die. No ac­
tion was taken tow aid appointing a suc- 
cessoi to the deposed Bishop.

An International Meteorological CoDgress is 

in session at Pans, France.
I t is reported that the sugar crop of Porto 

Bieo has suffered a loss of 50 per cent, by 
vains.

The Chinese Government is about to send a 
mission to .Russia for the purpose of adjusting 
the boundary lines between the possessions of 
the two nations, long a subject of controversy.

The International Monetary Conference has 
adjourned sine die. A correspondent, summar­
izing the general result of the conference, says 
the existing complications preclude the forma­
tion of a monetary union. The English nego­
tiators pronounce the consequences of German 
demonetization disastrous. Monometalism is 
advocated by only three small states. The sen­
timent against the further demonetization of 
silver is overwhelming. The European 
delegates adopted resolutions thanking the 
United States for bringing about an ex­
change of opinion on important monetary 
questions, also stating that, in view of tbe di­
vergence of opinion manifested, and the im­
possibility of even states having a double 
standard in making any engagement in refer­
ence to the unlimited mintage of silver, there 
is no ground for discussing questions of any 
international ratio.

The Russians and BoJgaiians had a san­
guinary fight at Jamboh because the Itussians 
endeavored to stop the maltreatment of the 
Jews and Turks. Many of the Bussians and 
Bulgarians were killed and wounded.

Sevebal fatal cases of Asiatic cholera have 
occur-ed m Sweden.

Minister L ayabd, the British representative 
at Constantinople, has sent the Grand Vizier 
another note earnestly urging reforms in Asia 
Minor.

A n e w  grand daughter has been added to 
the royal lines of Gieat Britain and Bnssia 
through the instrumentality of the Duke and 
Duchess of Edinburgh.

E ight persons were killed and thirty in­
jured by an accident to an excursion train on 
the London, Chatham and Dover railroad.

The Bugsian army of occupation in’Turkey 
had 20,130 sick on the 27th ult.

The town of Mickalez, Hungary, has been 
almost entirely laid waste by a stornir One 
thousand houses were destroyed by the rain­
fall. The population is estimated at 20,000. 
Over 400 corpses have been recovered, and 200 
persons aro missing. At Erlan, about sixty-five 
miles from Pestb, the river Eger broke through 
the walls of the town, and whole rows of 
houses were demolished and many persons 
drowned.

Tue loss of two British vessels is reported— 
the ship Lord of the Isles, from Australia to 
Manila, and the bark Queen, from Singapore 
to the Island of Palos. Tbe crew of the Lord 
of tbe Isles have arrived at Hong Kong from 
Manila. The Captain and eight or nine mem­
bers of the crew of the Queen were drowned.

Three young lad'es, Maggie and L izzie Lee 
and Ada Edwards, were drowned at Pembroke, 
Canada, not long since.

A g r e a t  international regatta look place on 
the 15th of August, at Prince’s ls'and, in tho 
sea of Marmora—Tmkish, English, Greek, 
Austrian, Fiench, American and local crews 
taking pait. A newly-built American yacht, 
which arrived the day before, took the first 
prize for sailing vessels.

The excnrpion steamer Princess Alice, re­
turning from Gravesend to London on tbe 
evening of Sept. 3, with about 800 passengers, 
was run down about 8 o’clock by the screw 
steamer Biwell Castle. She was strnck amid 
ships and sunk almost immediately. The 
number of persons drowned is variously esti­
mated at fiom 500 to 550. Tbe steward of the 
unfortunate steamer states that after the 
collision the other boat proceeded without 
attempting to render aid. He estimates 
that 700 persons were on board tbe Prin­
cess Alice. She sunk bow first in five min­
utes after she was struck. Some small boats 
and another excursion steamer rendered what 
assistance was possible. The drowned include 
an extraordinary proportion of women and 
children. The Captain and nearly all of the 
ciew were drowned. They had no time to 
lower boats, and there were but few life-buoys 
on the steamer. The Princess Alice was a 
paddle-wheel steamer with a raised saloon. 
Her gross tonnage was 251, and that of the 
Biwell Castle 1,376.

covet account m great measure for the heavy 
death-rater- An increase was alee-reported at 
Yieksbhrg, where the doctors and nurses were 
fast falling victims to the disease.

Secretary Schurz hss affirmed his recent 
decision on the subject of tbe right of pre­
emption of railroad lands not disposed of with­
in the time prescribed by the act of Congress 
making the grants. The railroad companies 
affected by the decision again brought the 
case before him on appeal, and as the matter 
now stands the decision can only be reversed 
by the Supremo Court of the United States.

Bt a recent treasury circular it is announced 
that silver dollars maj bo cb.aiiicd in sums of 
not less than $1,000 nor more than $10,000 in 
exchange for greenbacks.

The street parade of mihtary and firemen’s 
organizations, inaugurating the National Fire­
men’s Tournament at Chicago, was a mag­
nificent demonstration. The President of the 
United States, the Governor of Illinois and 
other distinguished gentlemen lode in the 
procession m carriages. The streets were 
thronged along the line of the procession, and 
tfce city fairly swarmed with people, about 
50,000 from abroad being m the city, The 
procession was nearly three miles in length.

Bishop MoCoskry, of Michigan, has been 
deposed from the Episcopal ministry by the 
House of Bishops. Abandonment of his 
diocese was the ostensible ground of his re- 
moval.

The contributions for the yellow-fever suf­
ferers in Northern cities continue. Chicago’s 
total on the 3d ins!, amounted to about $30,- 
000. The reports from the Southwest indicate 
no abatement in the plague. The most north­
ern point at which the fever is reported is 
Hickman, Ky., on the Mississippi, forly miles 
below Cairo.

The annual meeting of the National Board 
of Steam Navigation has been postponed from 
Sept. 4 till later in the season, on account of 
the yellow-fever epidemic interfering with the 
attendance of vessel-owners and managers 
from points along the Mississippi river. The 
meeting will be held in Cincinnati, at a time to 
be communicated by cncular hereafter.

'The news from the plague-stricken cities in 
in the South, up to Aug. 30, coulinued to indi­
cate a deplorable condition. At Memphis, the 
death-rollfoi twenty-four hours numbered 70, 
with 119 new eases. Tho physician* became 
so fatigued that i ome of them went into the 
country to rest, while others secreted them­
selves m town, and there was a scarcity of 
medical aid. Contributions were coming in, 
but not in sums equal to the needs of the^eo- 
pl«. At New G leans 49 deaths were reported 
in twenty-four hours, with new cases increas­
ing.

POPULAR SCIENCE.

Lactic acid has been found by Dr. 
Mendelto possess hypnotic properties. 
It is said to act best when sleep is pre­
vented by mental troubles, but it is in­
operative if tbe sleeplessness is ca , seu 
by pain.

The one hundredth anniversary of tbe 
discovery of the Sandwich islands by 
Capt. Cook will be commemorated by 
tbe erection of a statue of tbe great nav­
igator on Diamond peak, an extinct vol­
cano near Honolulu.

E stablishments for refining kerosene 
oil are becoming quite numerous in 
Japan. It is said tbe existence of kero­
sene has been known in that countiy for 
1,200 years, but the art of refining it 
has been acquired within tbe last seven 
years. It is now becoming an important 
industry.

A new copper paint is made in Paris 
from porous copper deposited by tbe 
galvanic battery mixed with a varnish. 
The solvent of the varnish is benziDe. 
The copper is very pure and is easily 
pulverized, and, when mixed with the 
benzine varnish, may be applied to iron, 
brass, plaster or wood. When mixed 
with oils, tbe copper acquires an an­
tique green hue.

Blasting by electricity, one of tbe 
latest practical developments of science, 
is generally utilized. Tbe advantages 
are great saving of explosive, safety and 
protection of life, economy of capital 
and time, and overcoming obstacles 
that nothing else will, such as firing un­
der any quantity of water, sinking or 
driving in soft sandstone, granite split­
ting, rooting up trees, blasting slag, etc.

Maj. R. Stuahc writes from Port au 
Prince, describing an unknown narcotic 
plant which produces coma of any in­
tensity or duration, or even death itself. 
Tbe knowledge of tbe plant is confined 
to a few families, and is used by miracle- 
workers and priests to inspire their vo 
tanes with awe and dread. Those 
knowing its properties and just bow long 
its influence remains, make a show of 
restoring the dead to life at the proper 
moment. Maj. Sluart thinks it might 
be discovered by experienced botanists, 
and that the plant would prove a valut 
able acquisition to medical science as an 
ansesthetic.

Probably the most unexceptionable 
explanation of tbe cause of the ascent 
of tbe sap in plants has been that ad­
vanced byM. Joseph Boehm. Evapo­
ration having deprived tbe surface cells 
of a plant of some of their moisture, 
the pressure of the air forces them to 
contract. But these cells are elastic, and 
have, therefore, a tendency to return to 
their original shape. In reassuming 
their form they must absorb either air 
or water. Their moisture obstructs the 
entrance of air, and the greater moisture 
of the nearest cells is drawn upon. 
The latter, by similar osmotic action, 
make good their loss by a draught upon 
the next series of cells, and this is con­
tinued throughout the whole cellular 
structure down to the roots.

Db. Favbe, consulting physician of 
the Paris-Lyons-Mediterranean rail­
road, has arrived at the conclusion that 
color-blindness may arise from blows or 
wounds on the head, and the abuse of 
tobacco and spirits. He, therefore, re­
commends that the working staff of rail­
roads should undergo a periodical exam­
ination to decide their competency. 
There then arises the question, how can 
it be determined when an employe is 
threatened with the loss of his right per­
ception of color, inasmuch as color­
blindness may come on suddenly. The 
plan suggested to obviate this is to at­
tach to locomotives a frame containing 
pieces of red and green glass, with the 
color inscribed over them, through 
which the driver can look.

In his late work on the physics of 
volcanoes, Dr. Reyer, of Vienna, has 
applied the fact that various substances 
in a state of fusion have a capacity for 
absorbing gases, and tbe hypothesis 
that beneath the crust of the earth 
there is a highly-heated crude mass of 
substances—in such a way as to give a 
very satisfactory explanation of volcanic 
phenomena generally, and to throw 
light upon the formation of granite, 
porphyritic and vitreous rocks. The 
heated magina, through infiltration, be 
comes charged with liquid and gaseous 
materials, and develops all the suc­
cessive phases of volcanic action. If 
Reyer’s position is found, to be unas­
sailable, the old method of basing the 
classification of igneous rocks upon 
their geological age must be abandoned.

Frederick A. Sawyer, formerly United 
States Senator from South Carolina, and subse­
quently Assistant Secretary of the Treasury, 
has been appointed to a small clerkship m the 
office of the Coast-Survey of the Treasury De­
partment. This appointment illustrates one of 
the vicissitudes of pubho men. Sawyer is a 
man of eminent scholarly attainments, has 
been unfortunate, and by a series of reverses 
lias been compelled to accept almost the small­
est office in the great establishment which he 
at one time so nearly controlled.

William Nielo, the founder of Niblo’s Gar­
den, m New York, died in that city lately. He 
was nearly 90 years of age, and, alth<gNfa of 
late years he has been feeble, he has enjoyed 
fair health until he Ttas stricken with paralysis 
some days ago.

Col. Mo êy, of Confedeiate-gueiriiia fame, 
and later the personal friend of Gen. Grant, 
has j ust been commissioned by President Hayes 
as United States Consul at Hong Kong.

C r i m e  a n d  .C r im in a l s .

The Concordia (Mo.) Bank was robbed re­
cently in broad dayhght by three men, who 
rode away after the exploit upon fine horses.

Bill Hildebrand, a brother of the notorious 
Missouri desperado, Ham Hildebrand, lately 
shot from a bush and killed Hugo Yeth, seven 
miles from De Soto, Mo.

Sevier Lewis was hanged at Empire City, 
Ore,, the other day. for the murder of his 
brother in 1876. He showed a vindictive 
spirit to the last, accusing his relatives of eon- 
spuing for his conviction.

What the Birds Accomplish.
The swallow, swift and night-hawks 

are the guardians of the atmosphere. 
They check the increase of insects which 
otherwise overload it. Woodpeckers, 
creepers and chickadees are the guard­
ians of the trunks of trees. Warblers 
and flycatchers protect the foliage. 
Blackbirds, crows, thrushes and larks 
protect the surface of the soil. Snipe 
and woodcock protect the soil under the 
surface. Each tribe has its respective 
duties to perform in the economy of na- 
ure, and it is an undoubted fact that, if 

all the birds were swept off the face of 
the earth, man could not live upon it; 
vegetation would wither and die; insects 
would become bo  numerous that no liv­
ing thing could withstand their attacks. 
The wholsale destruction occasioned by 
grasshoppers, which have lately devas­
tated the Webt of the United States, is 
caused by tho thinning out of the birds, 
such as grouse, prairie-hens, etc., which 
feed upon them. The great and ines­
timable seruoe done to the farmer, gar­
dener and florist by the birds is only 
becoming known by sad experience. 
Spare the birds and save your fruit; the 
little com and Iruit taken by them is 
more than compensated by the quanti­
ties of noxious insects they destroy. 
The long-persecuted crow has been 
found by actual experiment to do far 
more good by the vast quantities of 
grubs and insects lie devours than the 
little harm he does in the few grains of 
corn he pulls up. He is one of the 
farmer’s best friends.

It is said that there is a superstition 
in China to the effect that a famine like 
tiie present one is evidence of divine dis­
pleasure with the Einpeior. The pres­
ent Emperor indulges in this bi lief, and 
cuts down his table fare one half, send­
ing out from time to time edicts of self- 
abast meDt. A British Cousul thinks tlie 
present famine is the result of reckless 
tree destruction.

A Miserly Millionaire.
Michael Reese, the California million­

aire who recently died at Wallenstein, 
Germany, was reputed to be the richest 
Jew in the United States, and, with the 
exception of Senator Sharon, the largest 
real-estate owner in California; he was 
also a great miser and very eccentric. 
He brought $30,000 to this country in 
1835, and for fifteen years was a noted 
Richmond (Va.) slaveholder and specu­
lator, heavy losses driving him to the 
Pacific coast in 1850. Ho saw what was 
to be California’s future and invested 
his all in laud, which he would only sell 
at fancy prices and then to immediately 
invest the proceeds m more land. Note 
and stock brokerage helped to swell his 
growing pile, which early gave him a 
millionaire’s reputation, and was in­
creased by bis being among the first 
and very‘successful bonanza specula­
tors. Mr. Reese was so miserly that 
to gratify his enormous appetite, when 
dining with a friend, he would ask for 
the bread left on his friend’s plate, to 
spare the expense of ordering more. 
The only time he was ever known to 
treat any one was when he invited his 
lawyer, Mr. Felton, and six friends to a 
sumptuous dinner at a restaurant, 
against whose keeper he could obtain a 
judgment in no other way. He replied 
one day, to a friend who taunted him 
with his miserly habits, “ Well, I  can’t 
help it; I know it’s foolish, but it’s 
a disease I’ve got.” In matters not 
connected with money, Mr. Reese was 
a man of intelligence and liberal views, 
though he was afraid of women as old 
Mr. Weller of “ vidders,” especially 
after a jury gave a San Francisco woman 
of doubtful reputation $5,000 in a 
breach-of-promise case against him. 
The millionaire left all or nearly all his 
wealth to Jewish charities, as is be­
lieved, his only known relatives in this 
country being two wealthy sisters in 
Chicago, Mrs. Rosenfeld and Mrs. Ro­
senberg, and Nepnew Frank, a well-to- 
do St. Louis merchant.

The Hebrews.
The Jewish Advance, of Chicago, 

continues to warn its readers that the 
Jews will entirely disappear as a dis­
tinct race if the fatal and increasing ten­
dency to intermarriage with Christians 
is not checked. A daughter of the late 
Isaac Friedlander. of San Francisco, 
the colossal grain speculator, married a 
Christian with her father’s consent, and 
two children of a prominent and ortho­
dox Jewish minister of Berlin have re­
cently married out of their ancestral 
faith. In the posthumous writings of 
Dr. Geiger, the famous rabbi of Bodin, 
is published a letter from Mr. Bischoff- 
sbeim, a distinguished Jewish scholar of 
Paris, written in 1872, m which he says: 
“ The majority of tJie Parisian Israel­
ites have east aside ceremonial and rit­
ualistic obseivances to such an extent 
that they continue Jews only m name. 
Many of the best and wealthiest fami­
lies attend no synagogue, aud, what is 
worse, marry their daughters to Chris­
tians. If the wives do not themselves 
embrace Christianity, the children, at 
least, are certain to be raised in that 
faith. The ultimate result of all this 
ean only be the gradual transfer of the 
Jewish people to the prevailing religion. ”

The (shakers.
That very singular body of persons, 

commonly known as Shakers—their 
proper name is the United Society of Be­
lievers m Christ’s Second Appearing—is 
said to have materially increased since 
1870, and to number now nearly 12,000. 
Ttiis is remai kable, inasmuch as, believ­
ing and rigidly adhering to eehbacy, 
they ean recruit their ranks only by ex­
ternal accretion. They have eighteen 
separate settlements (the sect is entirely 
confined to the United States), of which 
theje are 2 m Maine,-2 in New Hamp­
shire, 4 in Massachusetts, 1 in Connecti­
cut, 3 in New York, 4 in Ohio, and 2 in 
Kentucky. They now believe the king­

dom qf heaven has been established; 
that Christ ha » come upon- eaitli a . sec­
ond time in the form of Mother Ann 
(Ann Lee, an Englishwoman, bom in 
Manchester, was the founder of the sect, 
having emigrated thence with a small 
band of disciples shortly before the 
Revolutionary war), and that the person­
al reign of God has been restored.

Birds in the Air, and the Air in Birds.
The chief peculiarity of birds is their 

power of flight, and, although there are 
a few birds which do not fly, most of 
them do, and the various organs of their 
bodies are all constructed in such a way 
as to fit them for a life in the air. Their 
bodies are very solid and compact, in or­
der that most of their weight shall be 
near the place where the wings are at­
tached. The feet, legs, head and neck 
are light, and so arranged that they may 
be drawn up close to the body while the 
bird is flying. As the neck is long and 
very flexible, the body does not need to 
be pliant, as with most creatures having 
backbones; but it is important that the 
wings should have a firm support, so tlie 
bones of the back are united. The 
body of a bird must also be well pro­
tected from the cold; for, as it ascends 
and descends through the air, it passes 
through regions of very different tem­
peratures, and it must be provided with 
a thick and warm covering in order to 
be able to endure these sudden changes, 
and one also which shall De very light 
and able to shed the water; for, other­
wise, a bird would be unable to fly. The 
feathers of a bird answer to all these 
needs, and are so placed upon the body 
that they form a smooth surface which 
does not catch against the air when tho 
bird is passing through it. In its rapid 
ascents and descents, the bird is exposed 
to another danger even greater than the 
sudden changes of temperature. You 
all know that air presses in every direc­
tion with great force, and that wc uo not 
feel it because there is air in all parts oi 
onr bodies as well as outside them, and 
the pressure of the air inside exactly 
balances that of the outside air. If we 
should suddenly take away the outside 
air in any way, such as covering a per­
son up with an air-pump receiver, and 
quickly and completely exhausting the 
air, the consequences of the inside pres­
sure would be very terrible, and, if the 
experiment could be tried quickly 
enough, the body would burst like an 
exploding gun, with a loud noise.

When people go up rapidly in a bal­
loon or climb very high mountains, they 
are troubled by a ringing noise and a 
feeling of great pressure in the ears and 
head, and by palpitation of the heart, 
bleeding at the nose, and fainting. 
These unpleasant and often dangerous 
symptoms are caused by the expansion 
of the air inside their bodies. In as­
cending very high mountains it is neces­
sary to go very slowly and to stop very 
often, to give time for some of the ex­
panded air to escape and equalize the 
pressure again. Now, many birds—the 
condor, for example—fly over the tops 
of the highest mountains, and nearly all 
birds, either occasionally or habitually, 
ascend to very great altitudes, and, un­
less there were some plan for regulating 
the pressure of the air inside their 
bodies, they would suffer great incon­
venience, and even pain and danger. 
But they are provided with an arrange­
ment by which the air within thorn can 
escape easily as it expands, and thus 
keep the pressure within just equal to 
that outside, so that they can ascend and 
descend as rapidly as they wish, without 
feeling the least inconvenience. In ihe 
body of the bird there are several large 
bags, like the lungs, called air cham­
bers ; many of their bones are hollow, 
and others are pierced with long, wind­
ing tubes called air tubes. All these 
air chambers and air tubes are connect­
ed with the lungs so that air can pass 
into and out of them at each breath. 
The connection between these chambers 
and the lungs is so complete that a 
wounded hawk can breathe through a bro­
ken wing almost as well as through its 
mouth. When a bird mounts upward, 
the air inside its body gradually ex­
pands, but the bird does not feel any 
inconvenience ; for, ac each breath, part 
of the air passes from the air chambers 
into the lungs, so that the pressure on 
the inside does not become greater than 
that on the outside. —St. Nicholas for 
September.

Invention of the Phonograph.
While experimenting on an automatic 

transmitter in the early part of last win­
ter, Mr. Edison tried tin-foil, instead of 
paper, to receive the indentations of the 
Morse recorder, and was surprised to 
see how readily it received them. These 
indentations, passing under another 
needle, were to repeat the message auto­
matically to another wire. A few days 
after, while handling a telephone, the 
fancy seized him to fix a needle-point to 
a diaphragm and see whether the vibra­
tion of the diaphragm when spoken 
sganst would cause the needle to prick 
imvinger. it  did. Then he wondered 
what sort of an indentation this would 
make in a slip of paper. He tried it, 
and, sure enough, tiiere was the sem­
blance of an indented track! What 
would be the effect of drawing this slip 
under the point again, following the 
work of the automatic transmitter ? He 
tried that, and the result was one which 
almost made him wild. A sound like 
the stifled cry of words seeking birth 
came from the diaphragm. No sleep or 
food until he had made a grooved cylin­
der, put a piece of tin-foil instead of 
paper on it, attached the diaphragm and 
shouted into it, when, upon turning the 
crank, the words came back with a mar­
velous elocution, and the phonograph 
was a success. —Popular Sc fence Month­
ly for August.

The Cost of a Scat in Parliament.
But while corruption in its coarser 

forms is now happily confined to certain 
well-known constituencies in England 
and Ireland (for both Wales and Scot­
land have the reputation of being purer 
in matters of election), the expense of 
contesting a seat is still considerable, 
and in some places exorbitant. It is 
calculated that a general election costs 
something like £4,000,000, and all 
this expenditure, except the compara­
tively inconsiderable sum that comes out 
of the Tory election-chest, falls upon the 
candidates. Borough seats cannot be 
contested except at a cost of from £500 
to £5,000 for each candidate. County 
seats may run up as high as £20,000 per 
candidate, and no county in the United 
Kingdom can be fought under £1,000 to 
each candidate. It would be imagined 
from these figures that the expense 
would act as a deterrent, and that it 
would be difficult, if not impossible, to 
find some 1,200 solid, unimaginative 
Englishmen willing to throw away so 
much money upon so little, and it is 
difficult to persuade men on the Liberal 
side of politics to tngage in contests for 
county seats. The chances of success 
are small, as the land-owning and farm­
ing classes are rigidly Tory.—London 
letter.

Saved by Whisky.
A most extraordinary instance of 

pluck and endurance, combined with a 
miraculous escape from a horrible death 
by suffocation or starvation, recently 
transpired at Grizzly Flat, near Iowa 
Hill, Placer county, Cal. An old man, 
known as “ Grizzly ” Brown, while at 
work in his mine, was overwhelmed and 
buried by a eave of the mine. lie was 
tightly shut in seventy-five yards from 
daylight, with scarcely a hope that he 
would be missed and search made, as 
his mine was quite a distance from any 
human habitation, without a mouthful 
of food and only half a bottle of whisky 
for drink, and no person or thing from 
which to look for assistance save his 
pick and shovel, which, fortunately as it 
proved for him, were buried with him. 
He began tho almost hopeless task of 
digging himself out. Fortunately the 
earth proved soft and easy to work in, 
and, finally, after having been entombed 
for three days, with nothing to sustain 
life but the friendly bottle of whisky, 
he reached the surface, completely ex­
hausted- from his long fast, but with 
strength enough r< mauling to reach a 
place where he could get nourishment. 
Score one for whisky.— Virginia (Nev.)

What prejudice, blindness, or bad faith 
does it not require to compare the son of 
Sophroniscus with the Son of Mary!

He sustains his character easily 
to the end. If ho had not honored his 
life with such a death, we should have 
thought him a sophist. They say Soc­
rates invented ethics ; but others prac­
tised morality before be taugnt it. 
Aristides was just before Socrates de­
scribed justice; Leonidas died for his 
country before Socrates taught the duty 
of patriotism. Sparta was temperate 
before Socrates praised sobriety; Greece 
abounded in virtuous men before he de­
fined what virtue is. But Jesus—where 
did He find tho lofty morality, of which 
He alone gave both the lesson and the 
example ? From the midst of a furious 
fanaticism proceeds the purest wisdom; 
among the vilest of the people appears 
the most heroic and virtuous simplicity. 
The death of Socrates, tranquilly^ phil­
osophizing among his friends, is the 
sweetest one could desire ; that of Je­
sus, expiring amid torments, abused, 
ridiculed, cursed by a whole people, is 
the most horrible which one could fear.

BLAINE AND DEVENS.

CAPITAL AND LABOR.

A Pretty L ittle Quarrel Growing Out o f  the  
M aisachusetts-M aine Controversy.

Your readers may not be aware that 

Blaine and Devens are not the best of 
friends. I ’ll tell you why. Blaine is­
sued cards last winter for one of his dis­
tinguished dinner parties—and he gives 
many during the winter. Devens had 
been invited and he accepted with alac­
rity. Two or three days before the din­
ner Blaine made his speech reflecting 
somewhat heavily on the patriotism ot 
Massachusetts, at which Massachusetts 
was of course greatly incensed, and 
Devens, being a large share of Massa­
chusetts, was incensed as a matter of 
course. One or two days before the 
dinner was to come off, Devens sent a 
very cold note, not even offering his 
compliments to Mr. and Mrs. Blaine, 
but saying he felt obliged to withdraw 
his acceptance of Mr. and Mrs. Blaine’s 
invitation to dinner—offering no excuse 
and making no apologies. A distin­
guished English authority, Walpole, I 
think, has said that only the severest ill­
ness would excuse the withdrawal of an 
acceptance to dinner, and that even 
death should not release the host after 
invitations had been accepted, but that 
it should be the first duty of the execu­
tor to see that the dinner was given. 
Devens is too well acquainted with the 
requirements of polite society not to 
know that he was committing an offense, 
but he exaggerated the anger of Massa­
chusetts and presumed he wat making 
himselt very popular in Beacon street. 
However, Blaine’s dinner came off. Sir 
Edward Thornton and many of the 
diplomatic corps, Mr. Evarts, and a dis­
tinguished company were present, and 
Devens was not missed. A week after­
ward there was a dinner at the White 
House—coffee or tea with every course, 
as usual, no doubt. Blaine was one of 
the guests. So was Devens, who in the 
meantime had found out that Massachu­
setts was not disposed to avenge the in­
sult offered by Blaine. There were about 
twenty gentlemen, Cabinet officers, Sen­
ators, foreign Ministers and other dis­
tinguished genilemen in the Green 
room of the White House, stroking 
their gloves and ready for the signal for 
dinner. Blame, as usual, was the cen­
ter of attraction, and all the company 
faced him. At this point up comes 
Devens, mincing and smiling. “Ah! 
Senator,” said he; “ ah ! how do you do, 
this evening ?” at the same time extend­
ing his hand. Blaine did not move, but 
looked first at the outstretched hand and 
then into the eyes of Devens, but only 
for a moment, when he turned his back 
to the Attorney General in the face of 
the whole company and walked away 
without saying a word. Devens’ appe­
tite was not good at that dinner.

Steam on Common Roads.
Two years ago the Legislature of 

Wisconsin offered a prize of $10,000 for 
a successful road motor, propelled by 
steam or otherwise, to be used as a sub­
stitute for draught cattle on common 
roads, and for ordinary agricultural 
work, as in plowing, thrashing, etc. The 
test of success was to be the perform­
ance of a journey of at least 200 miles 
on the common roads of the State at an 
average rate of five miles an hour, work­
ing time. It was also stipulated that 
the machine should be so constructed as 
to run in the ordinary wagon track, to 
be able to run backward and turn out of 
the road for the passage of other ve­
hicles, and to be able to overcome a 
grade of at least 200 feet to the mile. A 
board of three Comfnissioners, includ­
ing Mr. G. M. Marshall, the member to 
whom the passage of the law was chiefly 
due, was appointed by the Governor to 
witness the prescribed test, and such 
others as they might suggest.

The effect of the law has clearly been 
to stimulate in a marked degree the in­
ventors of the State, seeing that at a 
competitive trial appointed July 15 two 
Wisconsin machines were entered, and 
others from Milwaukee and Madison 
had been offered, but failed to appear at 
the advertised time for starting.

The competing macnines were the 
“ Oshkosh,” invented by Schomer <fc 
Farrand, of Oshkosh, and the “ Green 
Bay,” owned by Cowles Brothers, of 
East Green Bay. The latter pioved the 
more speedy for short distances, but 
broke down so often that it was practi­
cally out of the race. Tne “ Oshkosh ” 
made the trip from Fort Howard to Mad­
ison—201 miles—in thirty-three hours 
and twenty-seven minutes, thus beating 
the prescribed time over six and a half 
hours. Over the sand hills between 
Waupun and Watertown the machine is 
said to have traversed thirty-two miles in 
a little over tour hours. Another quick 
run was made between Watertown and 
Fort Atkinson—twenty-c ne miles—in 
two hours and ten minutes. Most of the 
distance traveled is said to have been 
through heavy sand and gravel. The 
engineers report no breakages on the 
trip, no searing of teams, and not a 
bridge plank disturbed. Throughout 
the trip the machine hauled a wagon 
weighing 3,500 pounds. While on exhi­
bition at Oshkosh this load was in­
creased by about five tons of green lum­
ber. The machine alone weighs 4,800 
pounds, with water and fuel, 6,000 
pounds.

The advantages to be gained by the 
adaptation of steam to ordinary road 
traction are enormous, and the behavior 
of the “ Oshkosh” shows that practical 
success in this direction is not far off. 
The wisdom of the Wisconsin Legisla­
ture in offering the bounty needs no bet­
ter demonstration. The result is pretty 
sure to be one, perhaps several, practical 
motors, which mnst add greatly to the 
industrial power and wealth not only ot 
Wisconsin, but of the world.

The Commissioners report that the 
“ Oshkosh” not only made the pre 
scribed trip of 200 miles within the, 
time allowed, but also hauled loads, 
plowed, and otherwise accomplished in 
a successful manner every test men­
tioned in the law or suggested by the 
commission. They are not satisfied, 
however, that the machine is, in tho 
spirit of the law, “ a cheap and practi­
cal substitute for the use of horses and 
other animals on the highways and 
farms.” They find it unquestionably of 
great advantage in plowing, thrashing, 
and heavy hauling from farm to form, 
and on the highways, but it costs $1,000, 
and requires a daily expenditure of from 
$2 to $6 to run it. Consequently the 
Commissioners decline to give it the 
prize offered by the Legislature, though 
they propose inat the Legislature shall 
make a proper award for-'what has al­
ready been accomplished. Seeing that 
nearly three years remain before the 
time of the Legislative offer expires, 
there would seem to be still a sufficient 
opportunity for inventors to win the 
prise, and, as a matter of course, the 
laiger fortune which surely awaits the 
creator of a practical motor for common 
roads.—Scientific American.

Prof. Sumner, Professor of Political 
and Social Science in Yale College, re­
cently gave his views regarding the labor 
depression, before the Hewitt commit­
tee, sitting in New York. He directed 
attention to the fact that within the last 
few years the means of transportation 
and communication became greater, and 
by these means over-production was the 
consequence, and had made a revolution 
over the whole world. He said that 
when the Suez canal was first opened 
goods came much quicker, and caused a 
glut in the English market—new goods 
accumulating on each of the old; but 
this glut had now been overcome. With­
in the last quarter of a century there had 
been a great improvement in machinery 
of all kinds, and, taking the accumulated 
effect of these machines, they must pro­
duce a temporary set-back. There was 
another factor in causing this depression 
in labor circles. This effect would reach 
everybody, for the effect that machinery 
would have would be to cheapen luxu­
ries, and bring down things to the poor 
classes which a century ago they never 
thought of. Machinery had been a great 
good to the masses, though in cases of 
individuals and classes it had worked 
them evil. If the United States had 
had a free tariff in 1872, the country 
might have been able to compete with 
England when the coal and iron trade 
was being carried on to a great extent. 
The laborer in the United States, at the 
present time, is not having as good a 
time or as good subsistence as tho la­
borer in England. In this country there 
were twelve people to the mile, and in 
Belgium there were 460 persons to the 
mile, and the latter lived fairly. He did 
not think a revolution would cause a 
change in this respect.

The people of the whole country since 
1873 had been trying to solidify and set­
tle up their accounts. During the last 
five years many persons had accumu­
lated capital by reducing expenditures. 
He thought legislation could do nothing 
for tnis stagnation in labor. Every per­
son must work along the best way he 
could. We had heard a great deal lately 
about over-production. He classed it as 
disproportionate production. When 
there was this disproportionate produc­
tion, witness thought it was due to the 
protective system. The tariff was greatly 
to blame for our production of every 
year being greatly m excess of the de­
mand. The tariff congested the popula­
tion m some districts to where it would 
not otherwise have been attracted. The 
only way to remedy this was the redis­
tribution of the people among the in­
dustries of the country. This redistri­
bution was going on under its natural 
laws. He was not in favor of the Gov­
ernment colonizing lands, but found no 
fault with private organizations doing 
so from a spirit of benevolence. The 
only remedy for the depression of labor 
was the application ot sound doctrines 
to the ease m point. The only way in 
which the Government could assist the 
non-capitalisc in the accumulation of 
capital was to give the greatest amount 
of privileges in using his liberties and 
energies ior production, and by remov­
ing the restrictions on trade and leave 
him free to profit by the fruits of his 
industry.

William E. Dodge, iron merchant, ap­
peared in his official capacity as Presi­
dent of the National Temperance So­
ciety, and claimed that the use of intoxi­
cating liquors was one of the causes of 
the present condition of the laboring 
classes. This distress in labor might be 
relieved to some extent by the modifica­
tion of the tariff and action of the Gov­
ernment in the matter of resumption of 
specie payment. He never knew capi­
tal to be so abundant as now, but there 
was great difficulty in using it in busi­
ness. Another factor in alleviating this 
distress would be legislation in the mat­
ter of the liquor traffic.

Horace White, formerly of the Chi­
cago tribune, was called by the com­
mittee, and stated that he had studied 
the financial question, and had paid a 
great deal of attention to it when he was 
a journalist, and since he retired from 
journalism. He thought the present 
commercial crisis is only one of a serieg 
that have occurred among nations for 
the past 200 years, and they nave been 
preceded by rampant speculations. In 
1873 he thought speculations in rail­
roads had a great deal to do in causing 
the depression which existed. There 
was enormous *paculatiou in lands all 
over the country. The prices of real 
estate multiplied beyond anything 
in tne recollection of the wit­
ness. The obligations incurred by 
the building of these railroads 
and the purchase of real estate 
caused many parties to become in­
solvent. The condition of the currency 
had not increased this state of things, 
the witness thought. He found that 
these periods of crisis came upon na­
tions, no matter whether the currency 
was gold or paper. TLe speculative era 
which existed from 1869 he 1873, the 
witness thought, had something to do 
with the present coedition of affairs. 
The accumulation oi capital acting on 
the sanguine temperaments of a certain 
race of people would produce a specula­
tive era. Gver-produotion by machinery 
had contributed to decrease business, by 
producing moie than there was a de­
mand for, and prices fell accordingly. 
He did not think that the introduction 
of machinery had produced this specu­
lative era and tho collapse which fol­
lowed it.

Men Who Make Journalists.
It has been remarked that very few 

men who get into journalism start out 
with such intentions. They drift in ac­
cidentally, are promoted as they de­
velop capacity. Money, wealthy par­
ents, and influence are of no sort of 
service in getting a young man a place 
on a newspaper. There is no business 
that is so entirely independent of all 
these considerations as this. A wealthy 
father can easily get his son a location 
to read law or medicine, or push him 
forward in almost any rank of life he 
may select; but he is utterly powerless 
to do anything ter him in a journalistic 
way. To be sure he may buy a news­
paper, and set him up in that way, but 
unless there is something in him called 
“ journalistic knack,” a natural knowl­
edge of what to write and how to write 
it, he will be a failure in that line, and 
all the money and influence of wealthy 
and perhaps powerful relatives will 
count for nothing. Some fond parents 
educate their sons with the special view 
of making journalists of them; but it is 
rare that we hear of these young men 
after a few years. Meanwhile, some 
youth born among our hills, having 
nothing more than a common-school ed­
ucation, and the knowledge scraped up 
in a country printing office, will advance 
to the front rank m the profession. He 
has the journalistic knack, and forces 
recognition because he has it. He gets 
into a good position, not because he has 
wealthy parents to influence the proprie­
tors ot leading newspapers, but because 
he knows what to write and how to write 
it. His articles go in because they sup­
ply a demand, while perhaps the,elab­
orate essays of a man educated on two 
continents are oast into the waste basket.

A Depraved Boy.
In London the other day a woman 

named Harris asked her boy 5 years of 
age to rook the cradle of iiis infant 
brother aged 3 months. The boy, 
who was of a passionate nature, an­
swered : “ I  don’t want to rock him,” 
and, on his mother leaving the room for 
a minute, he got a large iron nail and 
struck the child under the left eye with 
it, the eye being blackened.
