History of Earrings.
That nothing-new-under-the-sun prin­

ciple applies to the custom of wearing 
pendants from the lower part of the ears 
as well as to many other things. It ap­
pears to have taken its rise in the earli­
est times among the nations of the East. 
The prophet Isaiah reproaches the 
daughters of Zion with being too lavish 
in ornaments of this kind, and several 
parts of the scripture make allusion to 
the spoil of earrings, etc., which was 
dedicated to the Lord. This trinket of 
rings and jewels appears to have been 
as much worn by men in those days as 
by the same sex that now lays almost 
undisputed claim to them. It would 
seem that the ornaments had been used 
for idolatrous purposes previous to this 
time, since Jacob, in the injunction he 
gave to his household, commanded them 
to put away “ the strange gods which 
were in their hand, and all the earrings 
which were in their ears.” These ear­
rings or jewels, worn by Jacob’s house­
hold, had probably been consecrated to 
superstitious purposes, and worn as a 
sort of amulet, for it is known that 
rings, whether in the ear or nose, were 
first superstitiously worn in honor of 
false gods, and probably of the sun, 
whose circular form they were designed 
to represent, and, indeed, rings and ves­
sels among the heathen nations often­
times had the image of the sun, moon, 
etc., engraven upon them. The prophet 
Hosea speaks of the women of Jerusa­
lem as indulging in the lying vanities of 
rings devoted to the idol deities. The 
Roman ladies of olden times used ear 
rings of pearls and of precious stones, 
and not infrequently, like some of the 
North American Indians, they had three 
or four of these ornaments pendant to 
each ear, which, unlike the Indian 
trinkets of the present day at least, were 
of immense value. The Moors of Africa 
were also noted for the use of the same 
ornaments. Many of the busts o’ the 
heathen gods have been found to have 
earrings, or holes pierced in their ears 
for that purpose. Some investigators of 
antiquity have considered this to be 
characteristic of the busts of divinities, 
but tnis opinion does not appear to be 
well founded, as there are many well- 
known statues of mortals which have the 
ears pierced. The fine bust of Cara- 
calla, in the Villa Borghess, which is 
affixed to the statue of Hercules, has 
only the right ear pierced.

Woman’s Devotion.
The following story, says an exchange, 

is true in every detail: A milliner of 
respectability married a dissipated tailor, 
who abused, neglected and abandoned 
her. Several years having passed with­
out a clew to his whereabouts, her 
friends advised divorce and her accept­
ance of an advantageous offer in mar­
riage. The woman persistently declined 
every offer, and, when she had accumu­
lated a sufficient sum, started off in the 
direction her husband was supposed to 
have taken when he left her. At Hali­
fax, Nova Scotia, she received a slight 
clew, and took the steamer to Portland, 
Me. Thence she followed his track 
to New York, where she ceased, for 
many months, to hear of him. Finally 
she found that he was working in Al­
bany, for wtuch place she immediately 
started. She was about a week too late; 
he had been discharged for drunken­
ness. Spending her days at lucrative 
work and her evenings at detective ser­
vice, the unwearying wife at length dis­
covered that he was employed by a large 
firm in Chicago. She wrote there, and 
was answered that her husband had 
gone away, nobody knew where. Not 
satisfied With this, she traveled to Chi­
cago and ransacked every concern inter­
ested in the tailoring business there, 
until she met a fellow countryman, who 
said that her husband, when last heard 
from, was ia Omaha city. She wrote 
there, got no answer, but went on. There 
sbe heard that he had certainly left for 
San Francisco, where he had obtained a 
fine place as cutter in a large firm. She, 
of course, went thither, only to be told 
that her husband had been several days 
away from work, and was drinking hard. 
He had not been even to his boarding­
house. This led her to visit the st-ition- 
houses, and in one of them she ascer­
tained that her husband was in jail for 
ten days. He was released and prevailed 
upon to return home after six years’ ab­
sence. All tnis occurred eighteen years 
ago, and to-uay the prodigal husband of 
yore is a strict temperance man in inde­
pendent eireumstances, a model husband 
and father, hnd a respected citizen.

Edison.
Prof. Edison, while in Virginia City, 

Nev., stepped into a telegraph office, 
and a local paper describes him as “ the 
worst-dressed man in the room by all 
odds. An old black hat, a cheap shirt 
with the stud-holes in the bosom unoc­
cupied, a two-bit necktie several months 
old, coarse pants and vest, and a mouse- 
colored linen duster completed his at­
tire. One of the office-boys asked him 
to put his name in an autograph album. 
He wrote a line that looked like print, 
and fixed his name at the bottom. 
Everybody admired the marvelous pen­
manship, which was emphatically a new 
style. The letters were awkwardly 
made, taken singly, but when grouped 
in a line all looked exactly alike, as if 
engraved on copperplate. ‘ Yon couldn’t 
take thirty words a min ate and print 
like that,’ said one. ‘ I  can take forty,’ 
was the reply. The fastest operator 
present took one end of the wire, and 
Edison, sitting at the receiver, picked 
up a sheet of paper and said, ‘ Let the 
message come.’ He sat there three 
minntes and took 130 words with ap­
parent ease, doing better than he had 
promised. The dispatch was written in 
the faultless hand that graced the auto­
graph album.”

The Massachusetts State life-insur­
ance report shows that the mortality 
rate was favorable to the companies m 
1877, but there was a net loss of 21,000 
in the number of policies outstanding, 
or about 5 per cent, in the amount at 
risk. The companies doing business in 
the State increased their assets $10,946,- 
996, against an increase of $9,058,000 in 
liabilities, making a net gain of nearly 
$1,900,000. The ratio of assets to lia­
bilities has risen, during 1877, from 
110.19 to 110.10.

A NATIONAL RAILROAD.

One Man’s Solution oi tine Transportation
Question—An Excluairely Freight Rail­
road Will Pa j  if It Is Narrow-Gauge.

Stephen D. Dillaye has an article in 
Scribner’a Monthly for September, in 
which he demonstrates that narrow- 
gauge railroads are essential to cheap 
transportation. He claims that there is 
a saving; first, in construction; second, 
in equipment; third, in dead weight; 
fourth, in increased relative power to 
carry freight; fifth, decrease in wear and 
tear; sixth, decrease in running ex­
penses.

The saving in construction cannot be 
accurately settled until the exact gauge 
is fixed and the route is established. 
Three feet, or three feet six inches 
should be settled upon. With either of 
these gauges the saving will vary but 
little, if any, from 40 per cent. Actual 
and varied experiences have established 
this conclusion. These experiences have 
resulted from works entered upon on 
the report of a committee appointed by 
various European, Asiatic and South 
American Governments to visit the 
Festiniog road, and examine its working 
capacity, feasibility and general utility. 
In July, 1870, this committee met. It 
was composed of the most experienced 
and thoroughly educated railroad en­
gineers of Europe. They examined in 
detail the engines, cars and every ele­
ment of practical importance in their 
weight, construction, size, durability, 
etc. The result was a unammous con­
currence in a report favorable to narrow- 
gauge; and all the details so successfully 
demonstrated in the twenty years’ ex­
periment of the Festiniog road. Russia 
at once adopted the report of its com­
mission, and constructed the imperial 
Liviiy narrow-gauge road, which it has 
since operated with triumphant success. 
Its cost (it is a three feet six inch track) 
was 40 per cent, less than four feet eight 
and a half inch gauge, through a corre­
sponding country and grades. Uni­
formity of result has shown that the cost 
diminishes with the width of the track. 
In India, Australia, Norway, Canada, 
North Germany and the United States 
the cost has been as follows per mile: 
Australia, $32,000; India, $19,000; Nor­
way, from $15,000 to $26,000; Canada, 
$14,000; Western States, $10,000 to $12,- 
000; Tennessee, $11,500. The Railway 
Times estimates the cost in ordinary 
routes at $13,500, against $24,000 for 
four feet eight and a half inch grade. 
The New York Tribune, after exhaust­
ive examination, fixed the cost of a fully- 
equipped single track at $16,400, as 
against $25,400 for four feet eight and a 
half. The Denver and Rio Grande nar­
row-gauge cost $13,500 against $25,500 
for a four foot eight and a half inch on 
like routes.

SAVING IN EQUIPMENT.
This cannot be accurately settled un­

til the gauge is settled and the route es­
tablished. The Committee of English 
Governments, before alluded to, exam­
ined every detail in the Festiniog road. 
The Russian, Indian, South American, 
Australian, and North American roads 
have verified 4he conclusions reached. 
The capacity of platform, gondola, and 
boxcars, of 1,776 pounds, would average 
18,200 of freight. The cost of platform 
cars carryiDg tor each wheel 3,150, would 
be $350, or $18.42 for each 1,000 pounds 
of capacity, and the capacity of freight to 
dead weight 1 to 2 8-10. The gondola 
would carry to each wheel 3,156; cost 
$385, or $21.39 for 1,000 pounds of ca­
pacity; proportion of dead weight 1 to 2 
48-100. Box cars carrying to each 
wheel 3,300; cost $450, or $15.71 for 
each 1,000 pounds of capacity, with ca­
pacity as one is to two.

The Russian narrow gauge has de­
monstrated that a platform car, weigh­
ing 1 ton 1,300 pounds, will carry 5 tons, 
1,900 pounds. An open car weighing 1 
ton 1,700 will carry 5 tons 1,600 pounds, 
A closed car, weighing 2 tons 100 pounds, 
will carry 5 tons 900 pounds, so that in 
crrrying 350 tons, 242 would be freight 
and 108 dead weight. The difference in 
weight, capacity, and cost between 
eight-wheeled cars for a four-feet-eight- 
inch and a three-teet-six-inch gauge is 
as follows: Three feet, weight, 8,800 
pounds; capacity, 17,600; cost, $558. 
Four feet eight inches, weight 19,000; ca­
pacity in full, 18,000; cost, $735. Plat­
form three feet gauge, weight, 6,250; 
capacity, 19,000; cost, $350. For four 
feet eight and a half inches gauge, 
weight, 18,000, capacity, 18,000; cost, 
$575. For gondola three feet gauge, 
weight, 7,250; capacity, 18,000; cost, 
$585. For four feet eight and a half 
inches gauge, weight, 18,500; cost, 
$625. These estimates are taken from 
actual working weight on cars on the 
Pennsylvania road, as compared with 
the Denver and Rio Grande narrow 
gauge.

SAVING IN DEAD-WEIGHT.
The saving in dead-weight, on the 

narrow gauge, in cars to carry 100 tonB 
is 103,000 pounds. Tiie most expert 
and experienced engineers give the re­
sult as averaging on a three-feet track 
two and eight-tenths of paying freight 
to one ton of dead weight, and it is not 
contended that on a four-feet-eight-inch 
track the capacity to carry freight is 
beyond the dead-weight. This is the 
result of actual and prolonged experi­
ments. The difference is demonstrated 
by the operations of two representative 
roads. On the London and Northwest­
ern, wide gauge, a ireight train, weigh­
ing with freight, 250 tons, is made up of 
50 tons of freight to 200 tons of dead­
weight. On tne Imperial Livny Russian, 
narrow gauge, a train weighing 354 
tons is made to carry 260 tons of freight 
and 94 tons of dead-weight. To carry 
this 260 tons of freight, the wide gauge 
requires as an average 1,040 tons of 
carnages. As 94 tons is to 1,040, so is 
the difference between the two systems. 
This brings me to

»E CREASED WEAR AND TEAR.
This results from decreased friction, 

decreased weight, and decreased colli­
sions. The wear and tear on roiling 
stock and on the rails and road-bed is 
conceded to be in exact ratio to the 
width between the rails and to the 
weight and speed with which trains are 
roiled over the track. On the basis I 
have shown, a four-feet-eight-inch track 
would have to bear the friction of 50,- 
000,000 tons, to 20,000,000 tons on a 
three-feet track, to carry the same 
amount of freight. The ratio then is 20 
to 50 in favor of the narrow gauge. So, 
too, the wear and tear, as the train is 
drawn faster than ten miles an hour, is 
increased in the exact ratio of the in­
crease of speed. The principles which 
determine these results are too plain to 
require further elucidation, "and I  pro 
ceed to the matter of
THE INCREASED ROWER TO CARRY FREIGHT

Actual statistics show that the four- 
ieet-eight-inch gauge uses four tons of 
dead-weight to carry one ton of freight. 
The fact is deduced from a report of Mr. 
Sweet, an eminent and well-known en­
gineer of New York, made up from the 
working tables of the various wide- 
gauge roads. All freight carried on 
passenger roads—and nearly every road 
in the United States has been construct­
ed with special reference to the passen­
ger traffic—is carried at double the Ex­
pense that it could be carried on pure 
freight roads. I have shown that it 
can be carried on narrow-gauge at one- 
half the expense it can be carried on 
wide gauges. These facts established, I 
am brought to the question of"

DECBFASED RUNNING EXPENSES.
The expenses of running a railroad 

are measured generally, first, by the 
cost of construction and equipment, and 
second by the passengers and freight it

carries. The cost of rolling-stock be­
tween the three-feet and the four-feet- 
eight-inch track is as 21 is to 32, and 
the structure as 20 is to 30. The ca­
pacity as 2 8-10 is to 1, so that the cost 
of running a narrow gauge would be 
less than one-half the cost of running a 
wide gauge.

STANLEY.

The Latest Story Concerning His Birth 
snd Boyhood.

The obscurity surrounding the birth 
and parentage of Henry M. Stanley is 
cleared away by a publication in Every 
Saturday, a literary journal published 
in Baltimore. The statement, it sayB, is 
on the very best evidence, that of his 
own mother. The letter is dated High 
Park street, Sefton Square, Liverpool, 
Aug. 13, and from it it is learned that the 
explorer, whose right name is Henry M. 
Eastaway, was bom in New York on the 
26th of October, 1843, and was christened 
by the Rev. Father Smith, at the James 
Street Roman Catholic Church. His 
mother was bom in Ireland, but for some 
time resided in Baltimore. His father 
was a sea Captain, and, when the child 
was still very young, the family went 
back to Europe. During a voyage in 
1858 the father died, and the boy, soon 
after, while sojourning at his aunt’s 
farm at Clay Castle, had some words 
with his mother, and, in a fit of anger, 
she said to him: “ Would to God you 
were somewhere from me,” to which he 
replied: “ Never mind, mother; as soon 
as I can get a ship I  will take care that 
I  sh 11 not come back. Shonld I  get to 
America I can claim it as my birth­
place.” The boy was as good as his 
word, and in the same year (1858) he 
sailed from Queenstown in a bark culled 
the Jacob Killerd, and a few lines 
for his mother from Lime Rock asking 
for her prayers, and acknowledging 
the filial love he had for her, 
were the last she has ever heard from 
him. Nor did she ever lay eyes on him 
again until the day of Livingstone’s 
funeral at Westminster Abbey. In com­
pany with a friend, Capt. Lamont, she 
recognized him among the six pall-bear- 
ers, and the Captain, to satisfy her, 
asked some one standing by who the 
person was, and the reply came, “ Why, 
that is Henry M. Stanley, the man who 
discovered Livingstone.” “ I  see by 
what you say that the people in Liver­
pool will not allow Mr. Stanley to be 
your lost son, but I think if they were 
present at the interview we had with 
him at Mr. Livingstone’s funeral they 
would be of a different opinion.” The 
poor woman sought her ungrateful son 
at the Langham Hotel, in London, and 
was shown into the parlor. Mrs. Easta­
way describes the scene in the following 
words: “ He put out his hand tome, 
and, said I, ‘ Are you not a nice son ?’ 
‘Well,’ he answered, ‘I fancy there 
must be some mistake here.’ ‘Then,’ 
said I, ‘You can rectify it?’ ‘Well,’ 
he answered, ‘ any money you want you 
can have.’ ‘Why,’ said I, ‘do you 
offer me money if I am not your mother ? 
Did I  not write to you and Mr. James 
Gordon Bennett, saying that I  needed 
no aid, only to relieve my distracted 
mind?’ Mrs. Eastaway has a comforta­
ble home and two sons to depend on. 
One of them is second officer of the 
steamship La Place, now bound from 
Rio de Janeiro to New York, and the 
other one is an explorer in Australia.

Not a Dress Parade.
Riding alone into the camp early in 

the afternoon, I  directed my horse’s 
steps to a group of men whom I  sup­
posed to be officers, quite as much from 
their general bearing as from any dis­
play of uniform by them. Standing a 
few feet apart from the rest was an indi 
vidual dressed m a soft felt hat that 
looked as if it had gone through several 
campaigns and got the worst of every 
one of them, a gray-flannel shirt, a pair 
of dirty, reddish pants, stuck into a 
rough pair of boots, a cartridge belt sus­
pended around bis waist, and with his 
beard divided and tied with two pieces 
of cord. Altogether he was a pretty 
hard-looking character, who, I supposed, 
might be an indifferent sort of a team­
ster. Dismounting in front of this 
group, I  inquired for Gen, Crook. My 
teamster friend stepped forward. He 
was no less distinguished a personage 
than Brig. Gen. Crook, United States 
army, commanding the Department of 
the Platte. And in this connection I 
may as well state a fact that will dis­
abuse the popular mind of the idea that 
army officers and the soldiers start out 
on an Indian campaign as if on a grand 
pleasure tour, in full-dress uniform, and 
with all the accompaniments of easy 
comfort, if not of luxury. The pen 
picture I have given of Gen. Crook is 
from life, and such might be the pen 
picture I  could draw of most of the offi- 
eeis in active Indian service. The 
troops on a campaign form a veritable 
Falstaff’s army in their dress, and, at a 
short distance, it is generally impossible 
to distinguish officers from men. This 
is inevitable from the nature of the 
service. I  had some considerable 
“ roughing” experience before, but 1 
never realized how utterly regardless of 
my personal appearance I could be until 
I went on that campaign, and I seri­
ously question whether my own brother 
could have reavily recognized me in the 
roughly-dressed, sun-burned, unshaven, 
and generally-demoralized being into 
which I  soon degenerated after going 
into the field. Indian campaigning is 
not a full-dress parade affair by any 
means, much as the growlers at the army 
would like to have the public believe it 
to be.—Penn Monthly.

Onr Regard for Our Ancestors.
It is not much to be wondered at that 

there is such a general mistiness as to 
the ancestors of any particular person. 
I wonder how many readers of this page 
can tell straight off the Christian names 
of their two grandmothers—very few, I 
suspect—and yet these are facts very 
close at home in any one’s genealogy. 
I am sure no one who has not especially 
looked up the point could tell the 
Christian names of his great-grandmoth­
ers, though they also stand at the 
threshold of a pedigree. Unless record­
ed in the family Bible or otherwise com­
mitted to writing, such names soon fade 
from the memory. People are anxious 
enough that they themselves shall not 
"be forgotten. Such a feeling is the root 
of all ambition ; and there is a difference 
in degree only, not m kind, between 
writing one’s name on the page of the 
history of one’s country and carving 
one’s initials on a wooden bench, or 
scribbling them with pencil on the walls 
of some famous and frequented house. 
But people are not so desirous to per­
petuate their father’s memory, or to 
hand down to future generations their 
grandfather’s name, and they take no 
steps to that end ; and the consequence 
is that of the mass of the people below 
the class immortalized in such books as 
Burke’s “ Landed Gentry,” but few 
know whence they come, or anything at 
all about their antecedents. And yet 
among all ranks of people, from the 
highest to the lowest, there is some 

•curiosity upon the subject, which, 
though usually languid, is always ready, 
should circumstances so direct, to burst 
into a flame.—Popular Seienee Monthly 
for September.

The Great Help.
“ Happy is he that bath the God of Jacob for hi* 

help, whose hope is ia the Loid his God.”— Pbalm 
•xivi. 5.
Happiness is sought by all men. Some 

seek in one way, some in another. 
Many, in the gratification of self in one 
form or anottier, seek it in the wrong 
way and fail in their search. Others 
again are content to look for it in God’s 
way—where God has placed it; these 
find and make it their own. David was 
one of these; he knew where and how 
true happiness is to be found; and, 
guided by God’s Holy Spirit, he has 
left behind him directions for the seeker 
in every age. Let us look at the picture 
of the happy man, as painted by the 
hand of David, thus guided.

The verse states “ Happy is he that 
hath the God of Jacob for his help, 
whose hope is in the Lord his God.” 
That man or child, then, is 
happy who has his help from, 
and his hope in, the God of Jacob. 
Now, to understand this, we must know 
the character of this God. What, then, 
was He to Jacob? This is the first 
question for us to consider.

If we look back at the life of the 
patriarch, we shall find that the first- 
mentioned interview between him and 
his God is in the hour of tiouble. In 
Genesis we read of him leaving his 
father’s home. One false step, one sin, 
has led to this necessary exile. Behind 
him is his home, to which he may never 
return; before him the land of strangers, 
to which he is journeying. Well may 
he be sad ! But we cannot pause longer 
at this point of Jacob’s history; enough 
for us to know that he was in trouble.

As night sets in he tarries at “ a cer­
tain place,” and lies dawn to rest with 
no softer pillow than the stones the 
spot afforded. Before he laid down to 
rest, however, we can fully believe— 
though we are not told—that the son of 
Isaac knelt down in prayer to seek par­
don from, and to commit himself to the 
care of, his fatner’s God. Nay, indirect 
proof is given that he did so.

To return : While Jacob sleeps, God 
appears to him and comforts him with a 
promise—“ The land whereon thou" 
best,” etc. (Gen. xxviii. 13, 14). What 
a promise, when we remember the 
Maker of it! It was Jacob’s father’s 
God who spoke it—One able to fulfil it, 
and One who did fulfil i t ; so we learn 
from the after history of Jacob. Then 
we see “ a God of promises” was Ja­
cob’s God.

From this portion of the patriarch’s 
history we learn, too, indirectly, that 
he was a pardoning God. For, had He 
not forgiven, in answer to prayer, the 
false step of Jacob in deceiving his 
father, He would certainly not have 
been with him to keep him in His ways.

Again, He stands before ur in the 
character of a prayer-hearing God. 
Jacob himself tells us that “ He an­
swered him in the day of his distress, ” 
i. e , the day he left his home as a wan­
derer. We read, too, that when Jacob 
feared to meet his brother Esau he 
prayed most earnestly to his father’s 
God, reminding Him of His promise and 
was answered, after using all the means 
in bis power to appease his brother’s 
wrath. We find him, on that memora­
ble night, wrestling with God in prayer 
until the daybreak, determined to get a 
blessing. In both cases he prevailed— 
in both he was heard and answered—for 
Esau was reconciled to him in a wonder­
ful manner. Yes, the God of Jacob was 
pre-eminently a prayer hearing God.

Lastly, a protecting God was the God 
of Jacob. Who watched over the patri­
arch in his journey to Pedaram, and 
guided him to his uncle's house ? Who 
protected him while there, and who 
watched over his interests ? Who, while 
permitting him to be punished by means 
of retributive justice, as seen in his un­
cle’s conduct, yet blessed him on his 
leaving Laban? Who protected him 
from his wrath? Again, who was it 
protected Jacob from the well-deserved 
anger of his brother Esau, and turned 
the heart of that brother to Jacob ? 
And lastly, when returning to Bethel, 
who was it protected him from the 
“ cities” as he journeyed on his way? 
Who ? None other but the God of his 
father Isaac—his own God.

Army Enlistments.
Col. H. C. Carlin, recruiting officer of 

the United States army for the District 
of Columbia, has, during the last six 
months, enlisted at this station 158 men. 
Of these there were : Soldiers, 27; 
lawyer, 1; merchant, 1; engineers, 3 ; 
telegraph operator, 1; musician, 1 ; 
draughtsman, 1; plumbers, 4; clerks, 
18; conductor, 1; tinners, 3; iron mold- 
ers, 4; druggists, 2; carpenters, 6; shoe­
makers, 5; blacksmiths, 6 ; printers, 4; 
spinner, 1; cooper, 1; bookkeepers, 3;

bakers, 2 ; seamen, 2; polisher, 1; cooks, 
2; boilermakers, 3; butchers, 2; garden­
ers, 2; machinists, 2; coachman, 1; 
laborers, 47. There are on an average 
about ten applicants daily. Not half of 
the number presenting themselves are 
accepted. It is noticeable likewise that 
the character of those seeking enlistment 
is far above the average in point of in­
telligence and general morals. An inci­
dent illustrative of this is the fact that 
among the enlistments as a private sol­
dier was a graduate of West Point, a 
Captain in the United States army be­
fore the war, and a Major General in the 
Confederacy.— Washington letter.

THE BOSNIANS.

Why They Keal*t the Au»tri*n Occupation
The resistance to the Austrians in 

Bosnia, says the Chicago Inter Ocean, 
seems, at first glance, short-sighted and 
senseless. The g-eat powers and Turkey 
agreed that Austria shonld occupy 
Bosnia and superintend the reconstruc­
tion of the local government. The Aus­
trian commanders issued proclamations 
announcing that they came as friends, 
and that the rights of the people would 
be respected and their interests cared 
for. And yet, no sooner did the Aus­
trian troops cross the frontier than they 
encountered an opposition as fierce and 
stubborn as that which the Russians en­
countered when they crossed the Dan­
ube. Mohammedans who had been at 
swords’ points with Christians, and who 
had been bushwhacking Russians, and 
Christians who had been assisting the 
Russians and bushwhacking the Turks, 
forgot their differences and joined in 
fighting the Austrians. Turkish regu­
lars deserted by the battalion, and Rus­
sian regulars by the score, and joined 
the insurgents. Servia stationed an 
army on her frontier to keep her people 
from joining in the conflict, and Austria 
was compelled to send to the rear hun­
dreds ot her soldiers who would not 
fight.

The circumstances surrounding this 
odd mixture of elements hostile to Aus­
tria give a hint as to tne causes of the 
trouble. First should be considered the 
Pan Slavic agitation. Nearly all the 
people in Bosnia and Herzegovina are 
Southern Slavs, or are of the Servian 
branch of the Slavic race. The lan­
guage is a dialect of the Servian, and all 
the sympathies of the people are with 
the Servians.

This branch of the Slavic race includes 
the Servians, Bosnians, Herzegovinians, 
Montenegrins, Slavonians, Dalmatians 
and Croats. The allied or kindred 
branches are the Russians and the Bul­
garians. In their scheme for the union 
of all the Slavic races in one great na­
tion, the leaders of the Pan Slavic move­
ment have aimed to have this group act 
in harmony. Russia has encouraged 
the movement when it tended to extend 
her influence. Many of the Servian and 
Bulgarian Pan Slavists have openly fa­
vored a union under the Czar. On tne 
other hana, Austria, having a large 
Slavic population, has favored the agitar 
tion when it tended to extend her in­
fluence, and has bitterly opposed it when 
it was under Russian direction. Hence 
her uneasiness about recent troubles in 
Servia, Herzegovina and Bulgaria, and 
her eagerness to occupy and to shape 
the policy of the two provinces.

When the Herzegovinians rebelled 
against Turkish authority some years 
ago, Servia, with her armies commanded 
by Russians, openly assisted the insur­
gents. Russian soldiers went without 
authority from the Russian army to the 
Servian armv, but Russia did not go far 
enough in the support and encourage­
ment of Servia to arouse the hostility of 
Austria. But when she declared war 
against the Turk, the Roumanians, 
Servians, Montenegrins, Bulgarians 
and all went into battle at her bidding. 
In other words, the nationalities making 
up one great group of the Slavic family 
made common cause. In deference to 
Austria, Bosnia was kept out of the 
struggle.

In the treaty of San Stefano Russia 
aimed to unite the Bulgarian branch of 
the family in one kingdom. England 
and Austria insisted on a modification 
which divided the Bulgarians into two 
states, and Russia agreed to this the 
more readily because the Servian branch 
of the family opposed the extension of 
Bulgaria, and there was a chance for a 
family row. In the treaty of Berlin, 
Servia, Montenegro and Bulgaria re­
ceived fair treatment, while Bosnia, 
which had been scarcely mentioned in 
the treaty of San Stefano, was virtually 
ceded to Austria. This aroused the in­
dignation of the Servian Pan Slavists, 
and they went to work to organize re­
sistance. This was not difficult, as the 
Bosnians are naturally an irritable and 
vindictive people, and the destruction 
of their hopes of a union in the future 
was good cause for irritation. They 
argued that it would be better to remain 
Turkish until the empire finally went to 
pieces than to become Austrian.

That Russia secretly opposes the ces­
sion to Austria cannot be doubted, and 
that she has encouraged the Turks to 
resist is possible. If it should appear 
that the Turkish Government is encour­
aging the insurgents, war between Aus­
tria and Turkey will ensue. Russia 
having done her share of the fighting, 
will, in such an event, stand off and 
see Austria strike heavy blows at the 
Ottoman empire, and complete its de 
sfriiction.

On this theory is explained the gen­
eral opposition to Austria.

Hilled by a Crazy Inventor.
A sad affair occurred at the lunatic 

asylum here to-day, which resulted iu 
the death of Gen. John F. Taliaferro, 
one of the inmates. It appears that 
Oapt. Newton Cunningham, an inmate 
of the asylum, had gone crazy a year 
ago on the subject of the flying machine. 
He had also a theory of perpetual mo­
tion, which was to be utilized in a flying 
machine that he was constructing. He 
has not been violent since being in the 
asylum and the Superintendent had al­
lowed him to do pretty much as he 
pleased. Most of liis time, therefore, 
was spent at w.-rk on the flying ma­
chine. Gen. Taliaferro, who is an inof­
fensive party 86 years old, was sitting 
this morning with Cunningham talking 
about the latter’s hobby, and remarked: 
“ I’ll bet my hat that the machine is a 
fizzle,” when Cunningham jerked up a 
stick and laid the old gentleman out. It 
is stated that the murderer was not sat­
isfied with killing the General, but. after 
he was dead, continued to beat him with 
the club. Cunningham is about 38 years 
old. Gen. Taliaferro had been a prom­
inent citizen of the Old Dominion, and 
was a Lieutenant in the war of 1812.— 
Richmond, ( Va.) paper.

A small Greek vessel, loaded with 
powder, lately approached Mandruka, a 
village of Turkey in Asia, in order to 
dispose of the article to the Bedouins of 
the coast. Turkish sponge gatherers 
at work in the neighborhood left their 
vessels for the Greek craft, and earnestly 
requested the Captain not to sell pow­
der to the Bedouin’s until their depart­
ure, or they would certainly be killed. 
The Captain refused to comply, and a 
fight ensued. Eitner by accident or de­
sign, the powder was lighted, and the 
vessel and seventy-five men were blown 
into the air.

There has 
been more sickness in Newaygo this 
season than for a number of years past."

—The State of Michigan will have to 
get along without a public dedication of 
its new Capitol, probably. No money 
has been appropriated for such an af­
fair.

—Charles Luschow, of St. Louis, Mo., 
fell out ot a window in Diehl’s Hotel, 
Ann Arbor, and died from his injuries. 
He was 52 years of age, and was a 
stranger.

—Butts A Co.’s Excelsior Manufac­
tory, in Grand Rapids, was totally de­
stroyed by fire, the other day. Loss 
about $3,000, on which there was $1,800 
insurance.

—From the number of letters re­
ceived from those who contemplate en­
tering the Homeopathic College at Ann 
Arbor, the attendance promises to be 
much larger thau last year.

—The Democratic Congressional Con­
vention of the Seventh district has ap­
pointed William T. Mitchell to fill the 
vacancy in the place of O'Brien J. At­
kinson, who declined the nomination for 
Congress.

—Bay City Tribune: A genuine 
water-spout passed over a portion of 
Tawas bay, between here and Alabaster, 
one day last week. It was witnessed by 
several people, and appeared to be about 
twenty feet across.

—Hon. W. H. C. Mitchell has taken 
charge of the consolidated United States 
Land Office, at Reed City, as Receiver, 
and Mr. J. L. Jennings retires from the 
position, which he has held (in connec­
tion with the Ionia part) three and one- 
half years.

—A. M. Chapin, a pioneer of Ingham 
county, died at his res idence at Chapin’s, 
last week, after a very long and severe 
illness, having also had the hiccough 
for about three weeks. He was Post­
master at Chapin’s for a number of 
years, and later Secretary of the Farm­
er’s Mutual Insurance Company of Ing­
ham county.

—Judge Henry Selby died at Macki­
nac recently, aged 55. He was born and 
spent his early life on the island of 
Mackinac, and, after some years’ service 
with the Northwestern Fur Company, 
went to Lake Superior in 1852 as cashier 
of the Forest mine, in Ontonagon county. 
Since 1869 he has lived at Duluth, and 
has been one of its foremost citizens, 
holding various public positions, prom­
inently that of Collector of United States 
Customs.

The supply of 
iron and steel bars for renewal of 
track on our 79,000 miles of railway 
is constantly on the increase, and with 
a growing demand from abroad the 
iron interests have befor° them a 
promising future.

Marquette Notes.

Man Shot in  H oughton.—On Wednes­
day night of last week George Sheldon 
and Peter Lennan, «tlie latter kuown 
about the precincts of Portage Lake as 
“Pete the Pimp,” got into an altercation 
which terminated in Hie shooting of Len­
nan and his death therefrom within a 
few hours. The circumstances as we are 
able to gather them from different and 
semi-authentic sources, are about as fol­
lows: About 12 o’clock on the night in 
question, Sheldon accompanied two gen­
tleman friends down to the dock, who 
were going away on the Manistee. On 
the way thither they went into a con­
cert saloon kept by one Madame Stiobcl, 
a place of questionable character, hut 
nevertheless frequented by persons who 
claim respectability. In the house were 
quite a number ot men singing and 
drinking, among whom was this Lennan. 
Some not very complimentary remaiks 
concerning the order of the singing were 
made by Sheldon when he anil his party 
passed out of the place. Lenuan fol­
lowed, and commenced to make an as­
sault- upon Sheldon, who defended him­
self. In the first * squabble they were 
separated by the marshal, but no soon­
er was Lennan released than he com­
menced a second attack. At this stage 
a person handed Sh ldon a revolver with 
tho request to defend himself. He then 
told Lennan to keep his distance or he 
would get hurt, hut nothing daunted he 
again approached threateningly, when 
Sheldon fired the fatal shot, tiie ball 
taking effect in the abdomen. The 
wounded man was immediately taken to 
a room and a surgeon called, who prob­
ed for the bail without success, aftei ad­
ministering a powerful opiate. Slieldou 
was arrested and placed under bonds of 
$9,000 for his appearance. At the in­
quest the theory was advanced that 
Lennan died from the effects of the doc­
tor’s probe, and also from the effects of 
the opiate, and indeed, we believe, the 
physician did testify that the opiate was 
the immediate cause of his death, though 
supplemented it with the further evi­
dence that death would certainly have 
ensued from the effects of the ivound a 
few hours later. The deceased was a 
single man about 30 yeais of age, and 
had followed the business of sulrug 
when he had done anything. He had 
been captain of ferry boats on Portage 
Lake, and no longer ago than last sea­
son was employed by Mr. Sheldon him­
self, as captain of the small feiry boat 
Lizzie Sutton, from which he was dis­
charged, und on account of which an ill 
feeling has existed ever since.

George Sheldon, who done the shoot- 
iug was formerly a resident of this city, 
and is the present owfter of the Penin­
sula brewery here. Sheldon is known to 
have possessed a high temper, and a per­
son very likely to be draw* into such an 
affray, hut from all we can learn, there 
is np reason to doubt hut he was acting 
in self defence in the commission of the 
terrible act.

L atbr .—A dispatch received by us 
last night states that Sheldon aud the 
person who handed him the revolver, 
George Quirk, were committed to jail 
and were released yesterday afternoon 
upon $10,000 and $2,000 bonds respect­
ively for their appearance on Friday

T H E  N E W S .
P o re ijtn .

A feighttol colliery explosion occurred on 
the llth ^ in s t., at Abercarne, near Monmouth 
shire, England. There were 371 men in the 
pit, of whom 90 were rescued. The fate of the 
remainder may be judged from the fact that 
the explorers found fourteen horses dead only 
afowyard* from the foot of the shaft. The 
air in the mine was very impure.

Armani in insurgents have celebrated the 
massacre of Mehemet Ali Pasha as a victory. 
The agitation nr Albania is increasing. Fresh 
outrages are apprehended, and Christians are 
fleeing into Montenegro. The Albanian League 
is sending forces to Uskub and Mitrovitza and 
into Epirus. The latter movement is intended 
to forestall the cession of Epirus to Greece, or 
to prevent a Greek rising.

T he French troops in New Caledonia, m the 
South Parade ocean, recently completely de­
feated the insurgent natives, killing and wouud- 
ing 130, including three chiefs killed.

A Pams cable dispatch says seventy-eight 
more Communists have been pardoned or had 
their sentences commuted.

Trouble is apprehended at Erzeroum by tho 
Christian population, when they shall have 
been left to the tender mercies of the Mussul­
mans. The latter have already declared what 
they intend to do when the Russians leave; 
and, as a consequence, mucli apprehension is 
felt, and appeals have been made to the French 
and British Ambassadors a t Constantinople for 
assistance.

A diploma has been awarded at Paris to the 
State Departments of Public Instruction of Ill­
inois, Indiana, Ohio, Wisconsin, Pennsylvania, 
ar.d Kansas, the Milwaukee public schools, and 
the St. Louis public schools.

Emperor William has fully recovered his 
health, and will resume bis place at the bead 
of the German Government.

G e n e r a l .
Advices frem the South up to Sept 12 indi­

cate an awful condition of affairs throughout 
Mississippi, Tennessee, and parts of Kentucky, 
the yellow scourge naving extended to the 
smaller towns as well as the cities. Several 
deaths are reported near Gallipolis, Ohio, near 
where the tow-boat Porter was abandoned. A 
Memphis dispatch of the 11th says: “ The 
weather has been cool to-day, which was un­
favorable to the sick. The official report of 
the Board of Health shows 101 deaths, of 
which 19 were colored, and 65 new 
cases, of which 12 were colored. 
The medical corps of the Howard Associa­
tion reported 112 new cases. To guard against 
any mishap to the County Undertaker, and to 
expedite the burial of the pauper dead, Presi­
dent Langstaff, of the Howard Association, to­
day ordered 1,000 coffins, which will he brought 
to  the city and used as occasion demands.” 
At New Orleans, on the same day, the condi­
tion was as follows: “ The deaths increased 
to-day to the highest point reached during the 
epidemic. Ninety deaths occurred before 12 
o’clock, and 24 since ; besides several hundred 
new cases were reported. The increased mor­
tality is doubtless owing mainly to a sudden 
fall in the temperature, which varied from 89 
at 2 o’clock Tuesday to 69 Wednesday morn­
ing. twenty degrees inside of fourteen hours. 
A stro rg , cold north wind is still blowing al 
most a p <le. One featuie of the present epi­
demic i ? that no peculiarities of the former 
epidemics are applicable to this. I t  is unpre­
cedented in all its features. Many have died 
of the prevailing disease who had and recov­
ered from the yellow fever in 1867.” At Vicks­
burg a rather more encouraging condition of 
affairs exists, the number of new cases de­
creasing.

The fifth annual convocation of the Supreme 
Encampment of Knights of Malta opened at 
Albany, N. Y., last week. Nine States and four 
provinces of Canada are represented.

A report  has been received at St. Paul that 
Sitting Bull has crossed to this side, with 1,000 
well-armed and well-mounted braves.

D ispatches received from Gen. N. A. Miles 
say that on the 4th inst., at 4 a m . ,  his com­
mand of twenty-seven soldiers and thirty-five 
Crows struck a body of fifty Bannocks near 
Clark’s fork of the Yellowstone, on the Wyo­
ming line, killed thirteen hostile*, and cap­
tured thirty-four men, women and children, 
and 200 ponies. Capt. Bennett, Company B, 
Fifth Infantry, was shot through the heart, 
one soldier wounded, and one Crow killed. 
Three other bands of hostiles, reported m  the 
park, have gone to the Wind and Snake river 
countries.

A fir e  at San Bernardino, Cal., destroyed 
eighteen business houses. Total loss over 
$100,000; insurance about $35,000.

A ter r ific  storm swept over Ohio, North­
western Pennsylvania and part of Canada, on 
the 13th inst., doing millions of dollars’ worth 
of damage to property, and causing the loss of 
several lives. Toronto, Canada, reports four 
fatalities and the loss of several hundred thou­
sand dollars. Erie, Pa., suffered severely, 
two lives being lost. Several vessels upon the 
lakes were wrecked, and, altogether, the loss 
probably foots up $3,000,000.

R eports from the South np to Sept. 16 are 
rather more favorable for the early abatement 
of the fever, the late cool weather having a 
good effect. New Orleans had 59 deaths on 
the 15th, with 149 new eases reported. A dis­
patch from Memphis is as follows: “ Of 24 
original Howards, only 6 are on their feet, 

.being dead or sick. The clerical force is so 
much reduced that Secretary J . H. Smith re­
quests persons sending contributions to send 
by draft. There is an apparent falling off in 
the number of new cases. Only fifty-two new 
applications for nurses were made to tfie How­
ards to-day. Twenty-six physicians of the 
medical corps report 174 new cases for twenty- 
four hours ending a t 6 p. m., against 
234 yesterday.” At Vicksburg advices are 
to the effect that “ the number of deaths 
still continues to decline gradually, and, 
if  the present state of the weather holds out 
for a few days, i t  is the opinion of some of eur 
physicians that the back-bone of the fever will 
he broken and things gradually improve. I 
fear this is like hoping against hope. The 
number of deaths to day is nineteen—ten 
white and nine colored.” Grenada is almost 
depopulated, new food for the merciless sc jurge 
being scarce.

R obert  Carvella, trapeze performer, fell 
fifty feet from a balloon, the other day, at 
Phcenix, N. Y., and was killed.

A nitbo-glycerine  and dynamite magazine, 
near Bradford, Pa., brlonging to N. B. Pulver, 
suddenly blew up a few days since, killing its 
owner and three other persons.

Company C, First Illinois National Guard, 
won the first prize at ihe 8t. Louis competition 
drill.

T h e  Grand Lodge of Odd Fellows was in 
session -at Baltimore last week. A falling off 
in membership is report e l.

' A dam burst the other day at May’s Landing, 
N. J ., sweeping away considerable of the town, 
and doing a great deal of damage to property. 
Several lives were lost.

George M* Robeson, ex-Secretary of the In ­
terior, h%s beep nominated as the Republican 
candidate for Congress in the F irst New Jersey 
district.

T h e  Democratic majority in the Oregon 
Legislature have elected J . H. Slater United 
States Senator for the term of six years from 
March 3, 1879, the date of expiration of the 
term of John Hippie Mitchell.

F i n a n c i a l  a n d  I n d u s t r i a l .

Secretary Sherman has suspended the exe­
cution of his recent order paying out silver for 
greenbacks to a date not fixed.

A cibcclar  has been issuid nhieh *al e r the 
place of all circulars heretofore issued con­
cerning the standard silver dollar. I t  names 
120 national banks as designated depositories 
of the United States, to he supplied by the 
treasury, upon their application, with the 
standard silver dollars from the mint free of 
eepense.

The Secretary of the Treasury has issued 
the seventy-first call for the redemption of 5-20 
bonds of ’65, consols of ’65. The call is for 
$5,000,000—$2,000,COO coupon and $3,000,000 
registered—principal and interest to he paid at 
the sub treasury on the 16th of December and 
after, and interest to  cease ou that day.

Chicago elevators contain 1.444,785 bush­
els of wheat; 3,384,798 bushels of oorn; 
716,082 bushels of oats; 276,406 bushels of 
rye, and 533,300 bushels of bailey, making a 
grand total of 6,355,371 bushels, against 1,946.- 
902 bushels at this period last year.

The Comptroller of the Treasury states that 
the aggregate capital of 2,400 national hanks 
organized since the establishment of the na­
tional-bank system which have become in­
solvent was $16,232,600. The aggregate divi­
dends paid creditors o) these hanks from Nov. 
1, 1877, to Sept. 17, 1878, is $2,614,125. The 
aggregate dividends paid since the organiza­
tion of the system, $13,767,587. Total amount 
of creditors’ claims proved, $22,720,80!. The 
total losses to creditors of all national banks 
during the last sixteen years upon $500,000,000 
of capital and $800,000,000 of deposits is esti­
mated not to exceed $6,500,000.

Information has been forwarded to Jay 
Gould, by Superintendent Clark, of the Union 
Pacific railroad, of an organization of despera­
does collected together for the purpose of rob­
bing the mails, the express, and the passengers 
on the Union Pacific (rains. I t  is reported that 
the gang is too formidable in numbers to be 
successfully opposed by the Stale authorities, 
and that the aid of the United States troops 
will he necessary.

Two more candidates for Governor were

nominated m Massachusetts on the 11th inst._
. Gen. B. F. Butler by the Independent Green­

back party, at Boston, and Rev. Dr. Miner by 
the Prohibitionists, at Worcester.

Judge Kelley is renominated for Congress in 
Philadelphia.

The Oregon Legislature convened on the 9th 
inst. The vote for Governor was canvassed, 
showing Thayei’s ms jonty to be 69.

Hon. Frank A. McKeon was nominated for 
Governor of New Hampshire on the 12th mst., 
by the Democratic State Convention, held at 
Concord.

Dr. E. M. Wright has been put at the head 
of the Tennessee Republican State ticket, in 
place of Emerson Etheridge, who refused the 
nomination lor Governor.

In the Massachusetts Democratic State Con­
vention, cHled for Sept. 17, the Butler dele­
gates, whom tho State Committee had decided 
to exclude from the convention, broke open 
the hall at 3 o’clock in the morning, where 
they “ held tfie fo rt"  until the hour for the 
assemblirg of the meeting. Then Gen. But­
ler was nominated for Governor amid the 
greatest excitement and enthusiasm. The bal­
ance of the ticket is as follows: Lieutenant 
Governor, John F. Arnold; Secretary of State, 
Charles M. Strauss; Attorney General, Caleb 
Cushing; Auditor, J. Boyle O’Reilly; Treas­
urer, D. M. Skillings. The State Central 
Committee issutd an address adjourning the 
convention to Faneuil Hall, Boston, Sept. 25.

CoNNFcucur Democrats met in convention 
at New Haven Sept. 17, and nominated the 
following ticket: E rhart D Hubbard for Gov­
ernor; Chtrles Durand for Lieutenant Gov­
ernor;-Dwight Morns for Secretary of State; 
EdwmA. Bnekfor Treasurer, Charles C. Hub­
bard for Comp'rollei,

The Land of Revolutions.
We have the following batch ot late 

items from the City of Mexico:
Reports in Texas papers of a revolu­

tion m Mexico are untrue. The coun­
try never was freer from anarchy than 
now, and no President has been so uni­
versally popular or so strong as Porfirio 
Diaz. The reported rising at Jalapa 
was the work of a band of robbers, un­
der pretext of restoring ex-President 
Lerdo. They took the garrison by sur­
prise, robbed the town, and fled to the 
mountains. The robbers were subse­
quently pursued, beaten, dispersed, and 
the booty recovered.

A eauens of members of Congress has 
been held in favor of railway and Amer­
ican enterprises generally, with the view 
of adopting a course to defeat the rule 
of the Benitez faction.

The Government has sent a consider­
able number of troops to the Rio Grande 
frontier. The troops will first see that 
all revolutionary bands are broken up, 
and then proceed to the Rio Grande to 
suppress Indian raiding, and if possible 
capture the leaders.

President Diaz has issued two decrees 
for the suppression of smuggling on the 
Rio Grande. One decree authorizes 
any citizen to arrest smugglers and seize 
smuggled goods. The other closes the 
frontier ports of Mier and Camargo.

A Romance of the Border.
There passed down on the train the 

other day an aged but smart-looking 
lady, between 60 and 70 years of age, 
having with her a little child about 2 
years old, whose dark complexion un­
mistakably betokened Indian origin and 
naturally excited some curiosity. The 
lady was communicative and told a story 
filled with romance. She was a widow, 
with an only son living m Connecticut. 
Her boy grew to be a young man, and, 
filled with a love of adventure, he for­
sook the parental roof and came West. 
His rovings at last led him to Bismarck, 
D. T., where he became interested with 
Indian traders, and finally manied the 
daughter of a chief, the fruit of the 
union being one child. At length, in an 
engagement with the hostiles, the young 
man was killed. The sad news m due 
time reached his mother. She was al­
most disconsolate in her grief. With 
true maternal affection she at once re­
solved to search for her son’s child, 
and, if possible, find in it an object 
upon which she might bestow her care 
and motherly love. Forthwith she 
journeyed to Minnesota. The difficul­
ties in the way formed no barrier to her 
New England energy. Her diligent in­
quiries along the Northern Pacific rail­
road brought to her acquaintance a man 
who had known her eon. For $60 he 
offered to find the squaw who had been 
the son’s wife. Without going into de­
tails of the search it is sufficient to say 
that the tribe of Indians was found, and 
with it the squaw and the child. When 
the lady first saw her grandchild she 
thought she could discern in his features 
a resemblance to her son, but when the 
little one vras in the midst ot a number 
of Indian children it was hard to dis­
cover much difference. Nevertheless, 
the grandmother of the dusky little 
half-breed was bent on having him 
brought up under the gentle influences 
of Connecticut civilization, and she qui 
eted her compunctions of bartering in 
human flesh by the exigencies of the 
case and the gift of six sacks of flour to 
the bereaved Indian widow. The old 
lady departed with her new-found treas­
ure, as happy as a boy with a new toy. 
She fondled the little Sioux with inde­
scribable affection, and the little chap 
responded by making his doting grand­
ma buy him all the peaches and pears 
that the train-boy offered. The picture 
of youth and old age seldom has more 
romance done up in a couple than was 
here presented. It will not be surpris­
ing one of these days to hear of (hat 
cultivated little savage pulling with the 
Harvarc^ crew.— Winona (Minn.) Re­
publican.

Sagacity of Animals Overrate!.
It is next to impossible to shake the 

public faith in the value of the observa­
tions of ihe lower creation. We know 
by experience that our barn-door fowls 
will with ir finite composure retire to 
rest at 10 o’clock in the morning in case 
of an eclipse, yet that knowledge does 
not prevent the public from assuming 
the possession by birds of mysterious 
sources of information on the subject 
of weather which are sealed to us. 
Dogs are supposed to have some intui­
tion which warns them of approaching 
death, and many a heart has been tor­
tured by accepting as a forewarning of 
dissolution a dog’s complaint against 
the moon for unreasonable brightness. 
The fact is that animals in general are 
far less wise than we think, even in the 
matters that come directly under their 
ken. Observations of phenomena on the 
part of a man who, by Noticing the influ­
ence of changing condition upon various 
objects, animate and inanimate, becomes 
weather-wise are far more trustworthy 
than that kind of feeling, which, like 
pain in an old wound, warns birds or 
animals of the approach of wet. Alto­
gether curious it is, indeed, to see how 
far animate are from possessing the kind 
of knowledge we are most ready to as­
sign them, that of things they may eat 
with impunity. Quite recently Lord 
Lovelace underwent a serious loss in 
consequence of a herd of cows eating 
some ewe-clippings indiscreetly placed 
within their reach. Cattle continually 
mistake the kind of food that will suit 
them, especially when they are strange 
to the district in which it grows. After 
a time they find its noxious qualities, 
and are, it appears, able to transmit the 
knowledge to their descendants.—Gen­
tleman’t Magazine.

St. Martin street is by no means one 

which would be Selected in ordinary 
times as a residence street. It is inhab­
ited principally by the lower classes of 
whites, negroes, and, in occasional 
blocks, by demi-monde. The advantage 
of having a French woman, a former 
resident of New Orleans, as a landlady, 
and her assurance that, should I be taken 
with the prevailing fever, she would 
give me her undivided attention, induced 
me to take up my abode with her at No. 
37 St. Martin street.

This morning early a loud rap on my 
door awakened me from a short, troubled 
sleep—the first had in twenty-four hours 
—and, in response to my inquiry as to 
what was desired, was informed by my 
landlady that she had just discovered a 
house in the immediate vicinity in which 
were three colored men—one dead, the 
other two delirious with fever—and, said 
the kind-hearted lady, “ For God’s sake 
go for a doctor, or they will all be dead 
in an hour.” Hurrying from the house 
in quest of a doctor, I was somewhat 
startled by moans and cries of “ Oh, 
Godl oh, God!” emanating from a 
small buck house, No. 18 St. Martin 
street. Entering, I found on the bed a 
little girl, apparently about 8 years old, 
yellow as gold, with bps and hands 
stained with the fstal black vomit. At 
her side, on the same bed, was another 
child, perhaps two years younger, 
with the fire of the terrible fever slowly 
but surely consuming her young life, 
while the mother, half crazed with the 
agony of her surroundings, almost ex­
hausted, lay upon the floor calling upon 
God to comfort' her. Leaving this sad 
scene of death, and approaching the 
commencement of St. Martin street fat 
Beale street), a colored woman, with 
bloodshot eyes,disheveled hair, and grief- 
stricken appearance, asked: “ Would 
massa be so good as to send the funeral 
man; her two children were dead, and 
her husband would soon follow.” As I 
turned the comer of St. Martin and 
Beale, I encountered one of the visitors 
of the Howards, who, with the bravery 
which characterizes many of them, im­
mediately accompanied me to the house 
No. 32 St. Martin street, where the three 
colored men resided. In it we found a 
sight before which even the bravest 
heart would flutter. On a pallet, on the 
floor, half nude, with eyes protruding 
wide from their sockets, firm-set teeth, 
and dark, congealed blood slowly oozing 
from his nostrils, lay the dead body ot 
Frank Johnson, while in a bed near by 
tossed in wild delirium two mulatto men, 
one of whom, after almost superhuman 
efforts to battle with his approachmg 
dissolution, gave one long, loud scream, 
grasped at an invisible hand, seized it, 
and quietly passed away from earth.

A scene behind a door at No. 32 St. 
Martin street, yesterday, illustrates the 
manner in which the majority of the ne­
groes are neglecting the sick of their 
race. A dead negro lay upon the floor, 
and a tottering, fever-burned victim was 
handing a dipper of water to a delirious 
man lying on an old ragged quilt. Ne­
groes, well men, lived in scores of houses 
around, but not one could be prevailed 
upon to enter the place. A brave lady 
— the wife of Mr. Dick Smith—disgust­
ed with so much inhumanity, herself en­
tered the house, taking oil and mustard. 
This is no rare case.

A physician of repute repoits that the 
Whitmore House, on Adams street, in 
which five deaths have occurred, has 
never been disinfected. This physician 
visited the house yesterday afternoon 
and found the remains of a lady who 
died at midnight Friday. Learning that 
there was a man sick in one of the back 
rooms, he inquired about his condition, 
but could not learn whether he was dead 
or alive. Determined to ascertain for 
himself, he repaired to the room, 
pushed open the door, and came upon 
the abandoned dead body of a man upon 
a bed, his face eovered with a sheet, the 
bed upon which he laid being bespat­
tered with black vomit. There was no 
means of knowing how long the man had 
been dead.

Among the number ot shocking inci­
dents of daily occurrence, the fate of Dr. 
K. P. Watson is probably the most hor­
rible. Dr. Watson was an efficient 
worker, both as a physician and nurse, 
during the epidemic of 1873, and when 
the fever broke out, a few days ago, he 
entered the field again, and devoted him­
self and his talents to the work of stay­
ing the ravages of the disease. He made 
no boast of the work he was doing, nor 
stopped to disouss the nature of the pes­
tilence, but wherever he found suffering 
he worked with all his energy to allevi­
ate it. Finally he was missed, but it 
was thought that he had followed the 
spread of the disease into other quar­
ters of the city. Sergt. Mcllrcy, of the 
Signal Service, happened to be passing 
by No. 59j Second street, and 
was told that there was something 
wrong there; that in all probability 
a dead body lay in there. Without 
hesitation he kicked the door in, when 
he beheld a sickening sight. There lay 
the corpse of Dr. Watson, on an old 
mattress on the floor, no bedstead or 
other furniture except a single chair and 
a table. Being personally acquainted 
with Dr. Watson, he thought he recog­
nized his features, and a closer examina­
tion confirmed his first impressions. 
Diligent inquiry in the neighborhood 
failed to elicit any information as to 
when or why he came there, how long 
ago, or anything that could £ive a clew 
to his mysterious death. The condition 
of the corpse and surrounding circum­
stances told the story too truly. He 
had been seized with a violent attack of 
the fever, and during the attendant de­
lirium he had crept into the place, where 
he may have lingered for days, or it may 
have been for hours, finally dying unat­
tended by nurse or physician, not even 
a friend to smooth his dying pillow.

P la g u e -R id d e n  G re n a d a .
[From  the St. Louis Republican.]

A, H. Sffink, a St. Louisian, who has 
been in Grenada three weeks, has ar­
rived here. Relating his experiences 
there, he says:

In company with J. F. Heber, the 
operator who went there to take the 
brave Bill Bedding’s place, and Dr. 
Fountain, of New Orleans, I  visited the 
sick, dying and convalescent. Mr. He­
ber carried a telegraph dispatch to Mrs. 
Marshall, who had lost her husband and 
three children by the dire disease. She 
was found lying on her bed, completely 
exhausted in physical and mental 
strength. The sight of this poor woman 
lying in her bed moaning piteously fo; 
husband and children all dead in a week’s 
time, brought tears to the eyes of her 
three visitors. The telegraph message 
came from absent friends, and breathed 
words of sympathy, love and encourage­
ment. She thanked the telegrapher, and 
m response to the question, “ Can I  do 
anything for you, Mrs. Ma shall?” said, 
“ No, but God bless you for youi kind­
ness. Only God can help me now.” 
Opposite Mrs. Marshall lay Tom 
Marshall, the telegraph operator, 
who was a brother-in-law to Mrs. Mar­
shall. He was found lying at the 
point of death. Three of his children 
had died within the last ten days, and 
now he was almost gone. On another 
bed lay his wife and little ones. “ They 
are alive, you see,” she said, “ and, God 
willing, will soon be well again. I  have 
nursed them for the past seventeen days. 
In that time I have never taken off my 
clothing or gone to sleep.” Mr. Heber 
was surprised at hearing of the death of 
his neighbors’ children, and said that 
he did not know anything about the 
terrible havoc which tfce plague had 
committed in all points surrounding 
here. Meeting Mr. D. M. Bishop, an 
estimable citizen of Grenada, in response 
to the inquiry, “ What good news?” he 
responded, “ No good news to-day.” 
Then, breaking down, his eyes filling 
with tears, he said: “ I’m all alone in 
the world now. In six days the terrible 
scourge has deprived me of my wife and 
six children.”

In a house near Mr. Bishop’s lay an 
aged couple, both lying in one bed sick 
with the fever, while in an adjoining 
room lay their son, also prostrated. 
Whole families have been wiped out of 
existence, and only three of the original 
inhabitants are left in ihe town who 
have not been stricken with the fever. 
They are Samuel Heber, E. J. Armsted, 
the Southern Express agent, and a boy

waiter at the Chamberlain House. The 
houses on all sides are closed, jarred 
and locked, except those containing the 
sick, dying and convalescent. No pen 
can paint the grim, dark, deserted and 
desolate gloom which hangs over this 
once beautiful city.

S o u l-H a r ro w in g  S c e n e s  In  V ic k s b u rg .
[Vicksburg Cor. Chicago Tribune.]

This truly has been the saddest day 
Vicksburg has experienced for fifty 
years. There is no telling of the suffer­
ing within our midst. No pen can pict­
ure the dreadful state of existing affairs 
here, and the outside world can form only 
a faint idea of the misery of the poor of 
this plague-stricken city. We cry help! 
help 1 Any way 1 Every way 1 Sencl 
us doctois, nurses, money, provisions, 
anything. Our friends abroad, in com­
munities where healtn abounds, may- 
think this smacks of sensation, but, if 
they could, for only a few hours, look in 
upon our people, and hear the numer­
ous appeals for assistance, they would 
have a far different idea. If this devas­
tating disease keeps up the strides of the 
past twenty-four hours there will not be 
one left to tell the tale in a short time. 
There is no way to-day of getting at the 
correct list of new eases. The death-list— 
oh 1 horror 1—exceeds any during the 
scourge of the never-to-be-forgotten 1853. 
No person seems to be exempt from at­
tack this year, not even those who 
have had theyellow fever before. I know 
of many who have had it onee, and in 
some instances twice previous to this 
year, who are now down with it, and some 
have died. I  could give you many in­
stances of suffering and destitution that 
would make your readers shudder. Al­
most every hour brings distressing re­
ports from some unlooked-for source. A 
case was reported yesterday morning to 
the Howards of a family of father, mother 
and seven children dying and starving. 
The father was almost dead when dis­
covered, the mother lying in the same 
bed with the father, almost in the same 
condition, with a young infant in her 
arms, while several of the children were 
lying in different part of the house with 
h e fever in different stages,withoiit any 
of the necessaries and comforts of life. 
A physician was immediately dispatched, 
and all aid possible given, but the man 
died in about an hour after being report­
ed. Another instance, reported about 
the same hour, was that of a poor woman 
who had just died at the old Marine 
Hospital building, leaving four little 
children utterly destitute. As soon as 
made known the children were taken to 
the City Hospital and let in and cared 
for by the Sisters of Charity.

Culture and Humor in Western Fan* 
Life.

Quite often, in the course of my ram­
bles, I have found Western farm-houses 
furnished in exquisite taste from library 
to kitchen. Chairs, tables, carpets, cur­
tains fmd pictures, in many of our coun­
try home3, have been chosen with a cor­
rectness of judgment rarely evinced by a 
large class of most excellent city folk. 
In the matter of books, a farmer of the 
better class generally selects with great 
care and with a view to solid mental tood. 
But a taste for light fiction, poetry, music 
and painting is not wanting. It is sur­
prising, indeed, to find how generally 
tbe works of the leading British and 
American poets and novelists are read 
among the rural classes of the West. The 
younger American poets are as well 
known, by their writings, West as East. 
Even Hawthorne, whom to read and ap­
preciate is high evidence of literary 
taste and intelligence, has found very 
many of his sincerest admirers inside 
the homes of the “ Hoosier” and the 
“ Buckeye.” Not long since, while so­
journing for a fortnight or so on the shore 
of one of our Western lakes, I had the 
pleasure of spending several evenings at 
a farm-house where, as a member of the 
family for the time, I was allowed to 
hear one of George Eliot’s novels 
read aloud by the farmer’s daughter. 
Everywhere in the West the leading 
literary journals, both weekly and 
monthly, are subscribed far by the 
farmers, for the pleasure and instruction 
of their families, while many of them 
take a daily paper. But, despite all 
that can be said to the contrary, the 
genus rustieus, which has by some one 
been rendered into English and made to 
mean “ rusty cuss,” still largely asserts 
itself in our rural regions—a genus of 
the copperas breeches, ginger-cake-lov­
ing ilk, to whom we owe the racy, soil- 
flavored smack of original humor, pecul­
iar to the Ohio and Mississippi river 
valleys. Farm lite in the West seems to 
have developed broad, eomico-humorous 
ways of speech, and it cannot be denied 
that much of this humor, coarse though 
it is, possesses the inimitable charm of 
outright home manufacture. Through 
certain of our local Western journals 
the world has of late caught very dis­
tinct glimpses of it. But I am sure that 
the best Western humor has never yet 
been reduced to type. It is scattered 
about jji rural neighborhoods, and most 
of it is finally lost by being carelessly 
thrown aside as “ old.” Most of what 
has been given to the world, m books 
and monthly magazines, as Western hu­
mor, has been fust put through a refin­
ing process of double doctoring, by 
which something more than a mere 
modicum of tfie home flavor has been 
allowed to exhale. It may be enun­
ciated as a rule that the more ignorant 
class of Western farmers discovers a far 
quicker and finer sense of humor than 
does the somewhat educated and refined 
class. So soon as a smattering of books 
and newspapers gets into a clod, the 
sharp salt of the earth seems to go out, 
and there comes self-consciousness and 
a straining after unnatural effects.— 
Maurice Thompson, in Scribner for 
September.

'  REMEDY FOR TYPHOID FEVER.
A new remedy, proposed by Dr. Net- 

ter, of Strasburg, to be used in typhoid 
fever, has been published. Its salutary 
effects are officially authenticated. It 
consists of a decoction made of one litre 
barley water, 100 grammes vinegar, and 
120 grammes liquid honey, with which 
the throat and mouth are to be washed 
out, in order to remove organic matters 
which are secreted and deposited there, 
and which decompose and are likely to 
be swallowed, or reabsorbed with in­
creased tenic effects.

A CURE FOR DIPHTHERIA.
The celebrated Dr. Field, during the 

ravages of diphtheria in England, a few 
years since, used the following remedy: 
A teaspoonful of flowers of brimstone m 
a wineglass of water, stirred with the fin­
ger rather than a spoon, as sulphur does 
not readily amalgamate with water; when 
well mixed use as a gargle and swallow. 
In extreme cases, where the fungus was 
too nearly closed to allow gargling, he 
blew the sulphur through a quill into 
the throat, and, after the fungus had 
shrunk, then gargled. If the patient 
cannot gargle, sprinkle the flowers of 
brimstone on a live eoal and let him in­
hale the fumes. Brimstone kills every 
species of fungus in man, beast, and 
plant. Dr. Field never lost a patient 
from diphtheria during all his immense 
practice.

A HOMELY CURE FOR B IL E .„
Here is rather a curious remedy, says 

Cassell’s Family Magazine, but in 
many cases a very certain one, for the 
cure of indigestion. It is simply the 
habit of chewing,while out of doors, dif­
ferent kinds of green leaves and swallow­
ing the juice. One can always cull a 
leave from a hedge, or bush, as one 
passes. Almost all are good that are 
not nauseous, such as the ivy, or poison­
ous, as the laurel leaf. One of the lat­
ter, however, is a capital thing where 
there is a slight irritation of the stomach. 
The chewing of leaves cures dyspep­
sia, principally, I  believe, by in­
creasing the flow of tbe salivary juice, 
and partly by the tonic or stimulating 
action of the leaf chewed. The leaves 
that occur to me at present as most like­
ly to be beneficial are those of the pine 
trees, spruce or Scotch fir, blackthorn, 
currant and rose-bushes, mint, the 
petals of many flowers, the stalks of 
mountain daisies, the white portion of 
rushes, the bark of many young trees, 
and the tender parts of the stalks of 
green wheat, oats, or almost any of the 
larger grasses; but yaur own taste must 
in a great measure guide you, if you 
elect to make trial of my remedy. I 
should say, however, that the chewing 
is better to take place before or between 
meals than immediately after.

ALL SORTS.

WARM AND COLD BATHS.
An article of a very interesting and 

instructive nature, on the physiological 
action of baths, was published in a late 
number of the London Lancet. Sum­
ming up, the writer notes that warm 
baths produce an effect upon the skm 
directly contrary to that which is brought 
about by cold water. The cutaneous 
vessels dilate immediately under the 
influence of the heat, and, although the 
dilation is followed by a contraction, 
this contraction is seldom excessive, and 
the ultimate resultof w îrarm bath is to 
increase the cutaneous circulation. The 
pulse and respiration are both quickened 
in the cold bath. The warm bath in­
creases the temperature of the body, 
and, by lessening the necessity for the 
internal production of heat, it decreases 
the call which is made upon certain of 
the vital processes, and enables life to 
be sustained with a less expenditure of 
force. While a cold bath causes a cer­
tain stiffness of the muscles if continued 
too long, a warm bath relieves stiffness 
and fatigue. The final effect of both 
hot and cold baths, if the temperature 
be moderate, is the same, the difference 
being, to use the words of Braun, that 
“ cold refreshes by stimulating the func­
tions, heat by physically facilitating 
them, and in this lies the important 
difference between the cold-water system 
and the thermal mode of treatment.”

Hale to take him entirely out of the 
water, slide him about freely from hand 
to hand, apparently enjoying the novel 
gymnastics. When Mr. Hale goes to 
the brook he calls them with a peculiar 
whistle, and they soon come rusMng

Our Foot Wear.
Twenty-five years ago, in New En­

gland, all shoes were’made by hand, and 
a man seldom sat at the bench all day, 
but usually plied some other trade till 
nightfall, and then went to his lasts. 
To-day, thousands of men and women 
are employed daily in periecting a piece 
of the shoe by machinery, whilst they 
are unable to do anything on the shoe 
by hand. Forty-five million pairs of 
sewed shoes and 55,000,000 pairs of 
pegged shoes were made and sold by the 
manufacturers of the United States in 
1877, and 85 per cent, of the work done 
on these shoes was done by machinery. 
The uppers are cut out by hand, simply 
because of the variableness of the qual­
ity of leather in the skin. The soles are 
cut out by machinery, and the binding, 
pasting, closing, crimping, stitching, 
heeling and polishing are all done by 
machinery, without the aid of human 
hands. The strongest sewed shoes are 
stitched with a wire screw thread, each 
stitch being actually screwed in, and the 
screw out off by an automatic machine 
the exact thickness of the sole, whether 
it be thin, as m the shank, or thick, as 
under the ball of the foot, or still thick­
er, as through the heel. Nine hundred 
pegs are driven in a shoe in a minute. 
Four hundred and fifty thousand bush­
els of pegs were used last year, and all 
made by maoMnery. The pegs in four 
pairs of men’s shoes cost one cent. The 
cost of shoes is np less now than when 
made by hand, because leather is dearer. 
In 1855 it cost $2.25 to make a pair of 
ladies’ gaiters of the finest quality. 
Now, the same shoes can be made for 
$1.50. Then females did most of the 
binding and stitching at fifty cents per 
day; now they get $1.30 per day for 
attending the machinery. Then, men 
who lasted and did the sewiDg got $1 
per day; now they get $2 50. The 
stock in such shoes is now worth 50 
per cent, more than it was in 1855. 
Then, a man, by hand, made six pairs 
of women’s shoes in a day; now, one 
man and a boy and a woman will, by 
machinery, make twenty times as many.

It is computed that the grain used for 
liquors in a year in the United States 
reaches 70,000,000 bushels, which would 
make 1,050,000,000 four-pound loaves of 
bread. Great Britain uses 80,000,000 
bushels of grain yearly for the same pur­
pose, and annually imports food to the 
value of nearly $400,000,000.

Buddhism is the religion of nearly
500.000. 000 inhabitants of Asia. In 
Ceylon it has 1,500,000 followers; in 
Burmah, 5,500,000; in Siam, 10,000,000; 
in Annam, 12,000,000; in Corea, 8,000,- 
000; in Thibet, 6,000,000; in Japan,
33.000. 000; in Mongolia, 2,000,000; in 
Manchuria, 3,000,000; while the whole 
of the immense population of China, 
amounting to over 400,000,000, and nu­
merous scattered Asiatic tribes acknowl­
edge its claims.

Statistics show that for the present 
year the value of the gold and silver pro­
duced m California is $21,000,000, while 
the agricultural produce of the same 
State exceeds $91,500,000. As compared 
with mining, agriculture stands nearly 
five to one m values produced. The 
wheat crop of California for a single year 
is valued at $36,520,560; barley at $10,- 
000,000; other cereals, $4,500,000; pro­
ducts of the vineyards, $5,500,000; wool, 
$7,500,000; fruit, $3,500,000; live stock, 
sold and slaughtered, $17,500,000; dairy 
produce, $4,500,000.

The people of Moscow declare that 
their great bell shall never be pulled 
down from its glittering steeple, where 
it reigns over all other church 
bells in the world. Its weight is 443,772 
pounds, while the other famous bells are 
light in comparison: St. Paul’s, Lon­
don, 13,000 pounds; Antwerp, 16,000; 
Oxford, 17,000; York, 24,000; Montreal, 
23,000; Borne, 19,000; Bruges, 23,000; 
Cologne, 25,000; Erfurt, 30,000; En­
glish Houses of Parliament, 31,000; 
Vienna, 40,000; Novgorod, 69,000; 
Pekin, 136,000; Sens, 34,000; Moscow 
(its second), 141,000. The great bell of 
Moscow is 19 feet high and 64 feet 
round; its noise is tremendous.

A Mother’s Influence.
The late Thomas H. Benton, who was 

so long in public lite and surrounded by 
temptations, paid the following tribute 
to his mother:

“ My mother asked me never to use 
any tobacco, and I never touched it from 
that time to the present day; she asked 
me not to game, and I have not, and I 
cannot tell who is winning or who is los­
ing in games that can be played. She 
admonished me, too, against hard drink­
ing, and whatever capacity for endur­
ance I  may have at present, and what­
ever usefulness I  may attain in life, I  at­
tribute it to having complied with her 
pious and correct wishes. When I  was 
7 years of age she asked me not to drink, 
and then I  made a resolution of total 
abstinence, at a time when I  was sole 
constituent member of my own body, 
and that I  have adhered to it through all 
the time I  owe to my mother.”
