well what his fears were. Words could 
not describe—indeed it is painful for 
me even now to recall—the dreary 
wretchedness of that fatal month, during 
which no tidings came cf the devoted 
army. Evening after evening saw the 
roads crowded by anxious women, sit­
ting there for hours, that they might 
hear the first news of those who were 
dear to them, and evening after even­
ing saw them return in despair. And 
when, at last, the news came that the 
sole survivor had staggered, half alive, 
back to his countrymen with the tidings 
of the great disaster, the wail which as­
cended from those heart-broken creat­
ures I shall never, while I live, forget.

There had been a Captain in one of 
the native regiments, an old acquaint­
ance of mine, of the name of Donnelly 
—Jerry Donnelly, as he was called by 
every one. He was careful to ex­
plain to all his friends that his name 
was Jerome, and not Jeremiah, although 
why he so unduly preferred the saint to 
the prophet I never understood. Jerry 
Donnelly, however, he was, and as 
strange and eccentric a creature as ever 
breathed.

He was a very good-looking fellow, 
and a first-rate officer, but a careless, 
rollicking, half-insane mad-cap of a man, 
with an amazing flow of spirits, little 
education or culture, a great—almost 
miraculous—talent for languages, with 
a soft heart and an easy temper. It was 
impossible to make him angry; and in 
all circumstances, however unpleasant, 
he maintained a placid serenity, which 
seemed to imply that he was on intimate 
terms with fortune, and knew the very 
worst she could do.

Among the other tricks which the 
fickle goddess had played him was that 
she had married him.

HOW EDGAR A. POE DIED.

One of the Seven Wonders.
Pharos is the ancient name of a small 

island off the coast of Egypt, less than a 
mile from the ancient Alexandria, con­
nected with the mainland by a mole, 
and famous for its lighthouse, which , 
was numbered among the seven won- | 
ders of the world, and gave the name of 
Pharos to all structures of a similar 
kind. This building was the frustrum 
of a square pyramid, surrounded by a 
large base, the precise dimensions of 
which are not known. It was com­
menced by the first Ptolemy, and was 
finished about 280 B. 0. The style 
and workmanship are represented to 
have been superb, and the material was 
a white stone. The height was about 
400 feet, and it is stated by Josephus 
that the light, which was always kept 
burning on its top at night, was visible 
about forty-one miles. It was, proba­
bly, destroyed by an earthquake, hut 
the date of its destruction is not known. 
Enough is known, however, to make it 
certain that this tower existed for 1,600 
years. To this day the French word 
for lighthouse is phare, and the Italian 
and Spanish faro. The island became, 
at length, a suburb of Alexandria by 
means of a street running along the 
mole, and retained some importance 
even till the time of Julius Cagsar, but 
subsequently sank into its original con­
dition of a fishing station.

T h e R em ark ab le  Story o f  a  B o h em ia n  V et­
eran—T h e  P o e t  P o ison ed  W ith  L audan um .

“ You say that Edgar Allen Poe did 

not die from the effects of deliberate 
dissipation?” asked a Chronicle re­
porter.

“ That is just what I mean; and I say 
further that he died from the effects of 
deliberate murder.”

This was a strange assertion—strange 
in being a flat contradiction of a fact, 
or otherwise a theory, recorded in detail 
in the history of American literature. 
The author of the assertion was a well- 
known member of this city’s advanced 
and inveterate Bohemia; a gentleman 
who has long since retired from the act­
ive pursuits of his profession, and 
spends his days in dreamy meditation— 
frequenting one of the popular resorts 
of the craft, but mingling little in the 
idle babble of the throng. When drawn 
into conversation, it is generally to cor­
rect some error from his inexhaustible 
mine of reminiscence, and on such oc­
casions his words are few and precise.

“ Then you know something of the 
poet and his history, doctor?”

“ With a few others, I was one of his 
intimate associates for years. Much 
that has been written of him and re­
garding his death is false. Poe was not 
what is called a periodical drunkard, 
holding himself to spells of total sobri­
ety, giving way to violent bouts of in­
temperance; but he was a steady 
drinker, and, when his means permitted, 
he would drink to excess. His habitual 
resort in Baltimore was the Widow 
Meagher’s place. This was an oyster 
stand and liquor bar on the city front, 
corresponding, in some respects, with 
the coffee shops in San Francisco. It 
was frequented much by the printers 
and men engaged in the shipping of­
fices, and ranked as a respectable place, 
where parties could read the paper, en­
joy a game of cards, or engage in social 
conversation. Poe was a great favorite 
with the old woman. You would always 
see him sitting just behind the oyster 
standi, and about as quiet and sociable 
as an oyster himself. He went by the 
name of the Bard, and, when parties 
came into the shop, it was ‘ Bard, come 
up and take a nip,’ or ‘ Bard, take a hand 
in this game.’ He was a sort of pen­
sioner on his acquaintances, as far as 
drinks were concerned. Whenever the 
old woman met with any incident or 
idea that tickled her fancy she would 
ask Bard to versify it. Poe always 
complied, writing many a witty couplet, 
and, at times, poems of considerable 
length. Much of his poetical work, 
quite as meritorious as some by which 
his name was immortalized, was thus 
frittered into obscurity. It was in this 
little shop that Poe’s attention was 
called to an advertisement in a Phila­
delphia paper of a prize fot a meritori­
ous story, and it was here that he com­
posed his famous ‘ Gold Bug,’ which 
took the prize. I heard him read it be­
fore he sent it to Philadelphia, and, 
when it was announced that this story 
was successful, the Widow Meagher 
gave him the money to go on and ob­
tain the prize.”

“ But how about his death?”
“ Poe had been shifting between Bal­

timore, Philadelphia, and New York for 
several years. He had been away from 
Baltimore about three months, and 
turned up one evening at the widow’s. 
I was there when he came in. Bard 
had been making a little raise North, 
and it was drinks all around, with re­
peat, until the crowd were down jolly. 
It was the night before an election, and 
the party started up town. There were 
four of us, and we had not gone over a 
dozen squares before we were nabbed 
by policemen, who were looking up 
voters to ‘ coop.’ It was the practice in' 
those days to seize people, whether 
drunk or sober, lock them up until the 
polls were opened, and then march 
them to every precinct in control of the 
party having the ‘ coop.’ This coop was 
m the rear of an engine-house on Cal­
vert street. It was fart of the game to 
stupefy the prisoners with drugged 
liquor. The next day we were voted at 
thirty different places and over and 
over, it being as much as a man’s life 
was worth to rebel. Poe was so badly 
drugged that he was carried on two or 
three rounds and then the gang said 
that it was no use trying to vote a dead 
man any longer, so they shoved him 
into a eab and sent him to the hospital 
to get him out of the way.”

“ Well, he died from dissipation.”
“ Nothing of the kind. He died from 

laudanum or some other poison that 
was forced on him in the coop. He was 
in a dying condition while he was being 
voted twenty or thirty times in Balti­
more. The story told by Griswold of 
his having been on a week’s spree and 
being picked up on the streets is all a 
lie. I saw him shoved into the cab my­
self.”

Sad Scene at a Memphis Cemetery.
The sorrows of the epidemic were 

never pictured in more distressing 
scenes than were witnessed at Elmwood 
Cemetery. Six friends of the late Ed 
Worsham had followed his remains to the 
“ city of the dead,” for the purpose of 
paying the last sad tribute to their 
dearly-beloved companion. On arriving 
at the cemetery they found the Rev. Dr. 
White, of Calvary Church, who, with 
his aged wife and faithful colored serv­
ant, were the only mourners at the 
funeral of the minister’s son, Eugene 
D. White, who had died tl e day previ­
ous. On learning that the remains of 
“poor Ned” were about to bi consigned 
to the grave, Dr. White, who is also a 
Mason, asked the privilege of reading 
his burial service. The request was 
readily granted, and the reverend min­
ister, in words most feelingly rendered, 
amid tears and sobs that almost choked 
their utterance, eulogized the character 
of the deceased. As the sod was falling 
upon the coffin of the deceased, Dr. 
White was approached by a gentleman 
well known in this community, who 
asked him to read the service over his 
dead wife. He was the only mourner, 
and was heart-broken over his loss. The 
kind old man willingly consented, but 
first asked that he might consign to the 
grave his son. The mourners of Ed 
Worsham acted as pall-bearers to 
Eugene D. White, and, with uncovered 
heads, Hstened with aching hearts to the 
father as he read the service over his 
dead son. This painful scene had hardly 
ended when Mr. Ed Beasley approached 
and said he would take it as an especial 
favor if Dr. White would read the 
funeral service over the late William 
Willis, whom a few friends had just 
brought to consign to their last resting- 
place. Thus it was that the good old 
man, whose venerable appearance is in 
keeping with his age, performed the du­
ties of his calling, within the short 
period of half an hour, to four departed 
souls that are now at rest.—Memphis 
Avalanche.

A New Horseshoe.
In England they are adopting a 

horseshoe made of cowhide, and known 
as the Yates shoe. It is composed of 
three thicknesses of cowhide com­
pressed into a steel mold, and then 
subjected to a chemical preparation. It 
is claimed for it that it lasts longer and 
weighs only one-fourth as much as the 
common iron shoe; that it will never 
cause the hoof to split, nor have the 

I least injurious influence on the foot. It

requires no calks; even on asphalt the 
horse never slips. The shoe is so elastic 
that the horse’s step is lighter and 
surer. It adheres so closely to the foot 
that neither dust nor water can pene­
trate between the shoe and hoof.

THE HOME DOCTOR.
The Dental Cosmos says that the 

best treatment in regard to offensive 
breath is the use of pulverized charcoal, 
two or three table-spoonfuls per week, 
taken in a glass of water before retiring 
for the night.

The Lancet warns parents and others 
against boxing children’s ears. A blow 
on the ear has not only ruptured the 
drum, but caused inflammation of the 
internal cavity of the ear, which, years 
after, terminated in abscess of the brain.

A Nice Fever Drink.—Boil one and 
a half ounces of tamarinds with two 
ounces stoned raisins and three ounces 
cranberries all in three pints water, un­
til two pints remain. Strain, and add a 
small piece of fresh lemon peel, which 
should be removed in thirty minutes.

The Stockton (Cal.) Independent 
claims that there is no need of lockjaw 
from wounds in the feet or other parts 
of the body from rusty nails. Any 
bruise that is inflamed may be healed 
by smoking it with wool or woolen cloth. 
Twenty minutes is sufficient to take the 
pain from the worst case.

A Vapor Bath.—A vapor bath may 
easily be prepared at home. Place a 
pail of hot water under a cane-bottomed 
chair, or, if you have not one, put a nar­
row piece of board across the pail; on 
this the patient should sit for half an 
hour, covered by a blanket reaching to 
the floor, so as to keep in the steam.

Accidental P oisoning.- When poi­
son has accidentally been taken, medi­
cal aid should be instantly sought. As 
minutes may be of value, however, 
prompt measures may be adopted in 
those which must.intervene until it ar­
rives, and the following are recommend­
ed : In poisoning from laudanum, 
opium, henbane, paregoric, soothing 
sirup, sirup of poppies, bad fish, poison­
ous mushrooms, poisonous seeds or 
seeds or plants, or, indeed, almost any 
vegetable substance, the first thing to be 
done is to empty the stomach with an 
emetic. This may be made by mixing 
a table-spoonful of mustard or salt with 
a cupful of warm water, and repeat the 
doso until there is free vomiting. In 
all narcotic poison the person should on 
no account be allowed to go to sleep, or 
he may never wake. For all strong 
acids, such as oil of vitriol, muriatic, 
nitric, and oxalic acids, put an ounce 
of calcined magnesia into a pint of wa­
ter, and take a wine-glassful every two 
minutes. If this is not attainable, 
dissolve half an ounce of soap 
in a pint of water, and give a wineglass­
ful every four minutes. Magnesia or 
chalk may be taken if lucifer matches 
are swallowed. For arsenic, which is 
found in rat and vermin poisons and 
ague drops, empty the stomach by an 
emetic of ten grains of sulphate of zinc, 
if it can he had; if not, mustard and 
warm water. Give large quantities of 
milk and raw eggs, or, failing these, flour 
and water both before and after the 
vomiting. For mercury in all its forms 

corrosive sublimate, vermilion, red 
precipitate, calomel—the whites of 
twelve eggs should be beaten up in 
two pints of water, and a wineglassful 
given every three minutes. If the pa­
tient vomits, all the better. If the eggs 
cannot immediately be obtained, use 
flour and water or milk. For prussic 
acid, which is often found in almond 
flavor, salt volatile and water stimulants 
may bo given.

Tramways.
As early as the year 1676 rails of oak 

or other hard wood are shown by Mr. 
Clark to have been in use in the col­
liery districts of England. Not long 
after this time it became a common 
practice to nail down bars of wrought- 
iron on the top of the limber sleepers. 
It was found that, whereas a horse upon 
the common road could draw 8 bolls, or 
1,700 pounds of coal, his power of 
draught upon the tramway amounted to 
19 bolls, or 4,200 pounds. The wrought- 
iron bars, not being rigid enough to 
prevent bending or breaking at the ends 
under the weight of the trucks, the use 
of cast-iron was introduced by the Coal- 
brook Dale Iron Company in 1767. The 
rails were cast in lengths of five feet, 
four inches wide and one and one-fourth 
inch thick, with three holes whereby 
they were nailed down to the longi­
tudinal wooden sleepers, the whole be­
ing kept true to gauge by cross-sleepers 
of wood of about the length of the or­
dinary carriage or wagon axle. Here 
was the germ of the development of the 
modern locomotive system. On the in­
troduction of steam it became needful 
that the traffic should be kept apart 
from that of the common roads, and 
that the new tracks should be subject to 
gradients and curves suited to the loco­
motive. The main lines of communica­
tion were thus rapidly occupied by a 
net-work of railways. A reaction, how­
ever, set in on its being found that rail­
ways, besides their vast expense, were 
lacking in adaptability to the subordinate 
lines of traffic which followed roads and 
streets. The convenient and unpre­
tentious tramway began to be again 
thought of, worked as of old by horse­
power upon common roads. It was in 
the United States that the modem 
tram-road was earliest employed, the 
first section of the New York and Har 
lem line being laid down in 1852 to a 
gauge of four feet eight and a half 
inches. It proved, however, unpopu­
lar, and was soon taken up. Twenty 
years later M. Loubat, a French en­
gineer, obtained leave to lay down a 
hne of street tramways in New York, 
which rapidly expanded and became 
the distinguishing feature of traffic in 
most American cities and towns, in 
which the streets are laid out in a way 
better adapted to this mode of locomo­
tion than are the narrow and winding 
streets of our older country, while the 
number of other vehicles is compara­
tively far less.—Saturday Beview.

The First Reporters.
In Sylvester O’Halloran’s “History 

and Antiquities of Ireland,” published 
m Dublin in 1722, is the following curi­
ous entry: Bille, a Milesian king of a 
portion of Spain, had a son named 
Gollamh, who “ solicited his father’s 
permission to assist their Phoenician an­
cestors, then greatly distressed by con­
tinual wars,” and, having gained his 
consent, the passage describing the re­
sult nroceeds thus: With a well-ap­
pointed fleet of thirty ships and a select 
number of intrepid warriors, he weighed 
anchor from the harbor of Corunna for 
Syria. It appears that war was not the 
sole business of this equipment, for in 
the fleet were embarked twelve youths 
of uncommon learning and abilities, 
who were directed to make remarks on 
whatever they found new, either in as­
tronomy, navigation, arts, sciences or 
manufactures. They were to communi­
cate their remarks and discoveries to 
each other, and keep an exact account 
of whatever was worthy of notice. This 
took place in the year of the world 2650. 
These twelve youths were reporters, 
and, if this story be true, the profession 
constituting “ the fourth estate ” may 
boast of an ancient lineage.

The Moral World.
SERMON BT REY. DAVID SWING, OF CHICAGO

God so lo \ed  the world that He gave His Son.— 
John th , 16.

In that large composition called the 
moral world what idea^ as the painters 
would say, lie here and there! Stand­
ing before the landscape of a great 
artist you find a large assemblage of 
thought. There is the expanse of blue 
sky, there is a band of white cloud, 
there is the charm of great distance in 
the mountain, there is the charm of 
nearness in the foreground; the back­
ground reminds ns of eternity, the fore­
ground of time, the mountain awakes 
the sense of the sublime, the grass and 
violets in the foreground awaken the 
beautiful, the crumbling house or 
church appeals to onr natural sadness, 
the vines on the wall recall us to hope; 
the immenseness of the scene proclaims 
God, the hunter or fisherman just visi­
ble proclaims man. Into this moral 
composition you may see the Greek and 
Roman carrying art and thought and 
language, and the Hebrews carrying the 
best truths of religion. The Hebrews 
followed faithfully their mission, and 
stood by the religious side of man until 
their seed-lessons bore the fruit of the 
Christian era. There were other 
streams meanwhile flowing down and 
emptying into a common deep, but, as 
in speaking in general terms of conti­
nents we allude to its giant streams, the 
Mississippi or Hudson, or Amazon 'or 
Danube as draining the immense vales, 
and make no note of the hundreds of 
tributaries which, with much noise or 
profound silence, add their waters, so 
in analyzing the past the mind must 
mention only such Niles as Palestine 
and Greece and Italy, and must 
not hope even to perceive the 
tributaries of those long and deep 
floods. In the classic languages alone 
we may find a whole day in this moral 
creation. The modem speech which 
can express such millions of ideas, and 
which furnishes such a gateway for the 
soul; the modem speech which finds in 
the score of modern languages only so 
many dialects of itself, all conies from 
that Eastern land—a magnificent be­
quest from the dying yesterday to the 
youthful to-day and to-morrow. In this 
great composition before us, after a 
mighty language was limned, then came 
education and liberty. The education 
which began to turn the mind away 
from sensuality and toward such intel­
lectual riches as law, philosophy, sci­
ence, art, poetry, and ethics, must be 
declared one of the mighty works of 
“ creation and providence.” When by 
degrees the growth of liberty came in­
viting the common people up to higher 
seats, then, too, the Creator poured an­
other element into the moral cosmos, 
and made it assume a new shape. The 
common man became ambitious, and 
energetic, and hopeful. It threw open 
the gates of property, of office, of pro­
fession, of every form of distinction, 
and filled with enthusiasm races which 
had once been slaves. In the modern 
great nations men of all forms of talent, 
philosophic, mechanical, mathematical, 
poetic, moral, philanthropic or inventive 
are invited and urged along their favor­
ite path by the sense of perfect free­
dom. One long dreadful epoch perse­
cuted Jews or burnt Catholics or Pro­
testants, but now each class moves free­
ly amid its ideas, and the once-despised 
Hebrew becomes the musician of Ger­
many, or the banker of Europe, or the 
statesman of England. When Disraeli 
was young he perceived the result of 
liberty among the Jews, for he enumer­
ates in “ Coningsby” the ’great ones who 
are leading Europe in thought, in 
finance, in statesmanship, and in song.

We have now marked the process by 
which one moral world is being formed. 
Borrowing our figure from the Bible, we 
see the successive days opening and 
closing, and in each evening the Crea­
tion larger and better than in the morn­
ing hour. From the few large elements 
we may pass to a general law, and con­
clude that the minor events in history 
are all component parts in the vast life 
of to-day. Long after we have become 
unable to trace the result of a fact or a 
hne of facts, it will remain true that 
that fact or line of facts is blended into 
the great whole, forming human nature. 
Our eyes are made to see the large, and 
then reason comes in to infer the small. 
Our senses do not measure the world, 
they only set going an induction. We 
perceive that the large animals eat and 
breathe and rest and die, and hence, 
when animal organisms become too 
small for our sight, we cover them all 
over with our induction, and by reason 
see them eat and breathe and rest and 
die. When the heavy quadruped runs 
over the Western plains the ground 
trembles; and when man walks his step 
is often heard afar, in the still night. 
When the ear fails, induction becomes 
the soul’s ear, and it tells us that when 
the butterfly’s foot touches a flower-
leaf the air vibrates with the
sudden contact. We must en-
ter the moral world with this
plan of the universe in our mind, and 
must confess that our civilization is 
made up of subtle forces joining and 
blending in it like the rv any vibrations 
which form a tone in music. We must 
follow the flight of induction until we 
do not see the human race to be shaped 
only by such great things as language 
and education and liberty, but also by 
what seem humbler elements, such as 
the addresses of a Savonarola, the con­
version of an Augustine, the piety of a 
Calvin, the solitude of an a’Kempis 
It is wholly impossible for you 
and me to discover the mean­
ing of a crusade or a Napo­
leonic war, or of the plague in 
London or in Memphis; we cannot go 
to the cemeteries, where half a million 
American soldiers sleep, and learn the 
whole justification of their dust, but, 
where sense and reason both fail, we 
can whisper to onr heart that God is 
creating a moral world, and these are 
the mornings and evenings in its suc­
cessive days. As the physical universe 
is full of blending light and shadow, 
and as, indeed, it creates beauty by 
mingling, and thus makes a morning or 
evening sky sweeter than the decided 
moon, so our moral world comes to ns 
as a continuance of the same blending, 
and in some strange manner the songs 
of Homer and Dante and Milton and 
the harp of David and Sappho and 
Beethoven combine with the eloquence 
of Luther and Bossuet, and the swords 
of Orange and Washington in weaving 
the one fabric of a final humanity.

So vast is the fact and future of the 
moral -world that it is safe to say that

the material world is only a great 
shadow of this moral beauty. The nat­
uralists reverse the thought. They 
sometimes find the explanations of the 
universe to lie in material forms, and 
that man is only one of its many forms 
of dust. Man and rock and stream are 
all one. But I should prefer to assume 
the moral world as the explanation of 
all being, and to declare that the physi­
cal world is only the mirror in which 
the spirit turning around constantly, 
perceives itself. Thus on all sides the 
great mass of material things lies as a 
mirror or language of the rational soul. 
It is the reflected light of the spirit.

Such, then, is the moral world. It is 
rising up immense from the hand of a 
never-resting Creator, and is increasing 
in volume the further the living 
stream flows. And now it is such a 
view of it which makes ns the more 
ready to believe that this benevolent 
Creator sent such a being as Christ to 
live and teach and die here. It seems 
easy to believe that He came an angel 
to disturb the waters of this pool that 
higher life and health might be given 
out to all us sick ones helpless on the 
banks. At times atheists will come, and 
to all our hearts doubts will come, but 
the momentum bound up in the family 
of man and issuing forth from the One 
Being whom we call Christ will press 
back the formal and informal unbelief 
and will carry us all onward. It is not 
to be wondered at that Christ came and 
offered to this moral world His hand 
and His heart, for it was a wonderful 
world and was moving off toward a great 
destiny.

When we remember how God loved 
this world, and when we look into it and 
see what elements are blending together 
to form its powerful life, let us feel that 
it will sweep onward, and can, if we will 
permit it to do so, banish from our souls 
all chilling doubt, and fill us with its 
own imperishable power and hope. It 
will fill our bosoms with its own perpe­
tuity, and make us feel that the death of 
man is only his removal to a place 
whence he can look down upon nations 
and ages in their grandeur, as now we 
measure a little space with our eye, and 
exult in the morning and evening of a 
fleeting day. Here we see the hours 
and days pass, and so few are they that 
we can count them, and soon they are 
all gone. The spiritual world is so im­
mense, and its Creator so good and sub­
lime, that death may not be an extin­
guishment of the soul, but a calling 
away to where the heart enters upon a 
new reckoning of time, and marks the 
great centuries pass by on earth with all 
their struggles and triumphs.

HOUSEHOLD ECONOMY.

FINGER-MARKS.
For washing finger-marks from look­

ing-glasses or windows, put a few drops 
of ammonia on a moist rag and make 
quick qyork of it.

TO TA*KE s t a in s  o u t  o f  w h it e  g o o d s .
One' teaspoonful of chloride of lime 

in about three quarts of water will take 
any kind of stain out of white goods; 
put the part with the stain on it in the 
water, and let it remain until out. It 
will not injure the cloth if prepared in 
this way; only spots on white goods can 
be taken out thus.

REMOVING INK SPOTS.
Apply spirits of salts made into a so­

lution with five times its weight of Water; 
then wash it off in a minute or two with 
clear water. A solution of citric acid or 
oxalic acid will answer the same pur­
pose, and neither of them will efface the 
printing, but they will rot the paper if 
not washed off in pure water.

GOVERNMENT WHITEWASH.
Slack half a bushel of lime with boil­

ing water, keeping*t covered during the 
process; strain it and add a peck of salt 
dissolved in warm water, three pounds 
of rice boiled until it js a thin paste, 
half a pound of SparfEfi whiting and a 
pound of clear glue dissolved m warm 
water. Mix these well together and let 
stand several days.

CHINTZ GOWNS.
Chintz is about as troublesome to 

wash as anything can be. Ordinary 
soap spoils it and clear water does not 
cleanse it. Boil two quarts of rice in 
two gallons of water, and when it is 
nearly cool wash the chintz in it. Then 
prepare more rice water, but strain it 
and dilute it, and wash again. Then 
starch the chintz with the rice water, 
and when dry rub it with a cold iron, or 
better still, a bit of polished marble.

CLEANING RUSTY STEEL.
Steel which has rusted can be cleaned 

by brushing with a paste made of half 
an ounce cyanide potassium; half an 
ounce castile soap; one ounce whiting, 
and water sufficient to form a paste. 
The steel should first be washed with a 
solution of half an ounce cyanide potas­
sium in two ounces water. To preserve 
steel from rusting, a good method is to 
paint it with melted caoutchouc, to 
which some oil has been added.

TO COLOR PHOTOGRAPHS.
Take a strongly-printed photograph 

on paper and saturate it from the back 
with a rag dipped in castor oil. Care­
fully rub off all excess from the surface 
after obtaining thorough transparency. 
Take a piece of glass an inch larger all 
round than the print, pour upon it dilute 
gelatine, and then squeeze the print and 
glass together. Allow it to dry, and 
then work in artists’ oil colors from the 
back until you get the proper effect from 
the front. Both landscapes and por­
traits can be effectively colored by the 
above method without any great skill 
being required.

PAINTED FURNITURE.
In the days when every young lady 

is supposed to give her personal atten: 
tion to furnishing her own room, no­
body need hesitate to try her hand at 
painting her own chairs and bedstead, 
dressing-case and table. Tube paints 
may be used for the decorative work, 
and ordinary paint for the coarser parts. 
Backgrounds and scarlet, blue or pale- 
yellow decorations are pretty, and pale 
blue and pink have a good effect when 
the carpets and curtains correspond in 
tint. Imitating chestnut or any other 
wood is in had taste. If you cannot 
have genuine expensive articles, be sat­
isfied with those which make no pre­
tensions.

He slipped 
from the tongue of the wagon, fell over 
backward and broke his neck, killing 
him instantly.

—Two children of Charles Lauben- 
guayer, one of the prominent farmers of 
Freedom, Washtenaw county, were bad­
ly scalded by falling into a pail of hot 
water, several days ago, and one of them 
died in a few hours.

—A. C. Powell, an old and esteemed 
resident, was killed at Rockford a few 
days ago.

—The Presbyterian Synod met at 
Adrian, a few days ago, for the first 
time in twenty-five years. The synod 
includes all the Presbyterian churches 
in the Lower Peninsula of Michigan, 
embracing six presbyteries, 138 minis­
ters, 155 churches and 15,588 members.

— Detroit News: A bear killed at 
Flint—one seen at Lapeer—another at

The total amount inspected 
this season to Oct. 1 was 1,462,568 bar­
rels, against 1,260,223 last year, being an 
increase of 202,445 barrels.

—A fearful accident occurred the oth­
er night on the Toledo and Ann Arbor 
railroad, fourteen miles south of Ann 
Arbor and one mile from Milan. A 
construction train of cars loaded with 
gravel backed over a steer, and seven 
cars were thrown from the track and 
wrecked. The conductor, Richard 
Nash, was mangled in a shocking man­
ner, and Richard Adams, a brakeman, 
had his neck broken. Twenty laborers 
were on the train, of whom eight were 
wounded, two seriously.

—The Ann Arbor Begister says: 
“Among those who have entered the 
dental department of the university is 
Mrs. Alma Fuellgraf, of Elmshorn, Prus­
sia. She came to this country a few 
weeks since, and had intended to go to 
Philadelphia and continue her studies. 
She, however, met some Americans on 
the boat, and was so pleased with the 
information she received from them as 
to the Michigan University that she de­
cided to come here. One of the ma­
triculants in the medical department is 
Myatt Kyau, of Rangoon, Burmah.

While the exact figures of last week’s 
elections are not yet fully complete, 
sufficient is known to indicate the re­
sit t almost to a certainty. The can­
vass in Ohio, Indiana and Iowa was 
a hotly contested one—in the latter 
state the Democrats and Greenback- 
ers uniting on a Sta‘e ticket and also 
on some of the Congressional tickets.

The news from Ohio is especially 
gratifying. That State gave Demo­
cratic majority last year ot 22,528, 
electing a Democratic legislature 
which devoted its energies to perpet­
uate Democratic rule by reapportion­
ing the Congress'onal districts with 
the avowed Durpose of carving out 
thirteen which would surely elect 
Democratic representatives, with the 
possibility of carrying two other dis­
tricts that were left in doubt. The 
Republicans, however, have carried 
the State by over 8, coo, making a 
clear gain in one year of over 30,000 
votes, and elects nine of the twenty 
Congressmen,

In Indiana the Democratic majority 
is about 12.000. Of the 13 Congress­
men. 6 are Republican, 6 Democrats, 
and 1 GreenOack-Democrat fusionisl. 
The Democrats probably control the 
legislature, which elects a United 
States Senator.

In Iowa the Republican majority 
on the .State ticket is fully 20,000, 
notwithstanding the fact that the dem­
ocrats and greenbackers ‘pooled their 
issues’ ’ and united on one ticket. It 
was a substantial triumph for Repub­
lican principles and honest money. 
The Republicans also elect seven ot 
the nine Congressmen—the candi­
dates of the G.-D, lusionists being 
elected in the Sixth and Seventh dis­
tricts.

In West Vitglnia the Democratic 
majorities of former years have been 
materially reduced, the Republicans 
gaining largely. The Democrats, 
however, have elected the three Con­
gressmen.

Perhaps the most remarkable fea­
ture of the election is the insignifi­
cant figure cut by the “National” 
party. In Ohio, where they bragged 
and boasted so loudly, their vote is 
reported as not largely exceeding 
that of last year—about 16,000 in a 
total of 555,000. In other states 
their vote is hardly mentioned.

The unexpected sweeping Republi­
can victory tn Ohio gives the Repub­
licans neiv enthus:asm and energy for 
November. It not only confirms— 
what was never doubted—the Repub­
lican victory in Michigan, but it will 
add greatly to the chances of a grand 
Republican triumph in New York, 
New Jersey and Connecticut; it will 
be a knell of doom to the unscrupul­
ous demagogue who is trying to pock­
et the governorship of Massachusetts; 
and it suggests at once the demorali­
zation of the Democratic party and 
the impotence of its would-be succes­
sor, the “National” organization.

Ttic celebrated case growing out of the out- 
igeous seizure of the New York mine books at 

Marquette, on the 23 ult., has terminated in the 
local courts of Detroit. The circumstances of 
the seizure as developed by the witnesses called 
were substantially the same as repoited by the 
Hkrald. At the close Judge Baxter ordered 
the immediate return of the books to the no­
tary, where they are to remain until the further 
order of the court.

Ilailand was subsequently held in ($100,OfO 
bail to appear at the May teim of the United 
States cou>t, to be held at Marquette.

The following letter, published in Detroit, 
touching upon the ownership of the books is 
interesting at present:

I  dislike t# be ob igod to appear in prtnt, and 
would not do so but for the misapprohen-iions 
in regard to the “books” about which so much 
has been said for the past week. While the ex* 
animation ot Mr. Harland was going on before 
the commissioner I would say nothing, as it 
might appear that I  was doing so to create a 
prejudice against the defendant. Now that the 
case is concluded -o far as Detroit is concerned,

wish to give the tacts in the case, as state­
ments on the witness stand and in print are un­
true in many respects.

You have beaid much of “discharged em­
ploye,” “unlawful-detention of books,” etc. 
•low as to facte. I  have for 14 years been en­

gaged in managing the entire busmen of the so- 
called “New i ork Iron mine,” m Michigan. 
Whether such business was a corporation ora 
partnership the courts will determine when the 
time for such decision comes. I never was an 
‘employe” of the mine in any sense, or respon­

sible to any one but myself and one other owii- 
. as no one but bim»clt and myself had one 

dollar ot interest in it. By the aid of a clerk m 
his office in New York and one in mine under 
my own supervision, we kept two distinct sets 
ot books, being exact duplicates of each othei. 
They both exist to day, exactly alike, and are 
respectfully the property of each owner—one 
set in New York and one in Marquette, now in 
my possession, with the exception of tho tour 
stolon ones, which covered the period from 1864 
to 1872 mclusive. These tour books are the ones 
lately in controversy. They bad by a mutual 
arrangement been all written up in the spring ot 
1873 by my Secretary, it.. P. Williams, and trans­
ferred to a new set and these old booka closed 
up. This was done by sending the New York 
office books to Marquette and having both sets 
written up so as to agree, and then the New 
Yoik books were returned, and these tour books 
named were laid by as my own property, and 
containing a history of my transactions and in­
terest in the business of those years, they have 
always remained in my possession since that 
time up to the 21st day of September la*t, when 
Mr. Roger M. Sherman, as U. S. District Attor­
ney, took them from me and put them into the 
hands ot M. H. Maynard to be copied and then 
returned to me. As to the unlawful and feloni­
ous taking away of them from Mr. Maynard, 
that the court has passed upon and the facts are 
before the public

These books have never been dem »ndcd of me 
by any one connected with or interested iu the 
“New York Iron Mine,” either as owner or em­
ploye. They ha\e been foi all the past vearly- 

w m my office upon counters, and floor, and 
there has been no attempt to hide them or pre 
vent any one from seeing them or getting them 
if they wished. An 11 can add that the brilliant 
attorney who advised their seizure (as he 
claims;, and the self-styled superintendent who 
was on the stand, have both been in my office 
and have seen them, or could if they wanted to, 
at an> time, and all statements and intimations 
which they have uttered aud published as to
unlawful detention,” and “attempts to gain 

possession” are false m fact, if not intent, ihe 
brilliant man knows this. The other m bis hon­
esty may have been deceived.

In early August, 1877, as Mr. Pelton.a nephew 
of the other owner ot the property, came to me, 
and asked as a favor that i  would let him take 
the boats so that the new superintendent might 
know what cla«s of accounts I had kept, and be 
enabled to keep up the same system. This was 
the pretense for getting thorn But I  fancied I 
saw the meal move a little, and being timid 
when cats are about, and especially old cats, I 
refused to let them go, and even was so rude as 
to tell him that he did not want the books for 
that purpose. I said to turn they are all the evi­
dence I have tf my interest \q,__~ ______ _
I shall notfetsthem go, and Dial he could Dot get 
them by any legal process whatever. Ho replied 
“we shall attempt no legal process of any kind, 
if you don’t want to let them go tnat ends it.” 
Since then no application for them has been 
made to me by any one, and as they are of no 
use to any one but myself, 1 must be allowed tc 
believe that the move to get them away was 
solely lor the purpose of suppressing evidence 
m the case now pending in the courts. Who ad- 
\ used such a course as was pursued I do not pre­
tend to sn>. 1 only state the facts as regards the 
ownership of the books.

Now as to the term “discharged employe” 
which ha5? been so frequently used. The busi­
ness was either a partnership or a corporation 
bû inê s. it a corporate business then there 
were but two stockholders and only two direc 
tors, and if, as claimed, it was organized under 
the mining laws ot Michigan, I know of no pro- 
Y i s i o n b y  which one director can discharge 
another. If a partnership I know of none by 
which one partner can discharge another, except 
by some legal proceeding, which was never had 
m oui case, i  owned a little over one-fourth of 
the business and Samuel J. Tildeft the balance. 
I was never discharged, and could not have 
been m any such way as intimated. Aly unfor­
tunate indorsements for my fnends and the to­
tal loss ot the two large furnaces and other 
\ aluable property by one of those terrible forest 
fires that sometimes sweep over the country, en­
tailing upon me a loss of over $100,000, com­
pelled me m July,1877, to suspend business, and 
when I did so I suspended all kinds of business 
the mine along with the rest, and was not in a 
position to assert any rights while awaiting the 
appointment of an assignee, who will soon in­
voke the aid of the courts to enable him to set­
tle my matter.

Now that Judge Baxter has orderod the re­
turn of the books to me, we shall see whether 
any replevin suit will take away my propertv. 
aslpiemme that the next time it is tried it 
will be done openly, and not by hired bullies in 
the night.

-Farming.—The coming winter wifi 
witness more extensive operations in the 
woods than has been noticeable for many 
years, and will probably eclipse that of 
any former year. Large tracts of hard­
wood land will be cleared especia'ly for 
agricultural purposes the coming season, 
which latter interest has received such a 
stimulus the past two years as to make it 
in the future secondary to the mining tn- 
dustiy. The prices receiyed tor all kinds 
of produce that can be successfully 
grown in this section are remunerative, 
and a comparison of prices with sections 
generally supposed to be more favorably 
located, is sufficient to convince the ener­
getic farmer that agriculture will always 
lie profitable on this peninsula. Maikets 
will always be convienent, and the pro­
duce can be disposed of with but little, if 
any, transportation, while the number of 
consumers will be continually mcieasing. 
There is not probably a better location 
for successful aud remunerative farming 
in the state than is to be found through­
out |Marquette county. The crops har­
vested in this section the past yeai were 
astonishing, and we are informed by own­
ers of laud that next* season, will witness 
more extereled and varied operations in 
tnat line. The experiments made in 
Cflocolay township prove beyond a doubt 
the adaptability of the Soil to all kinds 
of farming. The success attending the 
experiments with wheat lias encouraged 
the farmers of that township to such au 
extent that we are credibly informed that 
if the propci j milling facilities could be 
provided there would be aX least 80,000 
bushels of wheat raised in that township 
the coming season. When it is eonsid- 
eied that every pound of flour consumed 
in the county has to be transpoited hund­
reds of miles before it reaches here, some 
idea of the extent of the market for the 
home production can be formed. It is 
estimated that fully 30,000 barrels of 
flour are consumed in the county annually, 
the cost of which will Jggregate $175,- 
000. This large sum of money cau be 
saved to the county every year, besides 
laying the foundation for one of the most 
prosperous counties in the state. The 
farmers cannot be expected to build a 
mill, but they cau safely guarantee that 
if one is built it will not stand idle for 
want of material to woik upon. It is a 
matter that should occupy tlie thoughts 
of some of our monied men at once. Tlie 
development of our agricultural interests 
is the one thing needful, and at this time 
is of more impoitance than the discovery 
of a mineral deposit of value exceeding 
that of any now opened We have suffi­
cient of tlie latter, but the county w ill 
never realize what true prosperity is un­
til every acre of arable land w ithin it 
has been subdued by the hand of the 
thrifty husbandman. And with our 700 
farmers the time is not distant w hen the 
products of the farm will almost equal 
those of the urines. The matter is one of 
vital importance to the county, and the 
Herald has instituted inquiries, showing 
the number engaged, the kind of crops 
raised, and their value in the maiket, to­
gether with such infoi mation as he 
homesteader and prospective settler will 
desiie to become possessed of, arid will 
lay the same before its leadeis fiom week 
to week as received. Our information will 
be reliable. Instead of seeking homes in 
the west, those who wish to make them­
selves apermanent home and earn a sure 
competence, can not do better than ex­
amine ‘•ome of the lands in the county.

.Tacmel, a part of Cuba, was visited by an- 
ether hurricane on the 35th of last month. Two 
vessels and all the lighters in the harbor were 
lost. Many houses were destroyed.

Ministeb Layakd’s journey to London is 
reported to be caused by the Porte’s refusal to 
adopt the English project for reforms m Asia 
Minor without important modifications.

The negro population of Santa Cruz, one of 
the Danish West India islands, is in a state of 
insurrection. The town of Prederickstadt has 
been captured and entirely destroyed by the 
insurgents, who practiced all kinds of excesses. 
Two United States war vessels, besides others 
belonging to the French and English West India 
squadrons, have been ordered to the scene of 
massacre.

Advices from India report that the Ameer of 
Afghanistan is sending troops to the frontier, 
and that a British force is advancing from 
Peshawer for the purpose of meeting the Af­
ghans at Ali-Musjid, a fortification on a high 
rock in the Khyber pass The place was the 
scene of many conflicts in the war of 1841 3, and 
the works were finally demolished by the British 
in the latter year.

G e n e r a l .
On the 2d of October there were 42 deaths 

from yellow fever at Memphis, 12 colored, and 
15 outside the city limits; 56 at New Orleans 
with 186 new cases; 7 at Vicksburg, with in­
creased confidence in the near return of health. 
A number of interior points were terribly 
afflicted, but, on the whole, the disease was de­
cidedly on the wane.

A dispatch from Topeka, of Oct 2, sayg: “A 
band of runaway Indians crossed the Kansas 
Pacific track yesterday afternoon, sixty miles 
east of Hayes City, and, when eight or ten miles 
north of the station, came upon a lot of cattle 
men, when a hand-to-hand fight ensued, result­
ing in a loss of eighteen citizens killed and five 
wounded. The troops were all west of Buffalo 
in pursuit of the band that crossed near Sheri­
dan Sunday morning.”

A boat-race between the Canadian cham­
pion, Hanlan, and America’s fastest sculler, 
Courtney, resulted in a victory- for the repre­
sentative of the Dominion, in the fast time of 
34:45 for five miles.

Dispatches from Denver, Col, in reference 
to the late Indian atrocities, state that “The 
Cheyenne Indians east of here and north of the 
Kansas Pacific railway are committing horrible 
depredations since the fight in which Col. 
Lewis was killed, burning and murder­
ing ranchmen, slaughtering cattle and 
running off horses. At Buffalo Station 
seventeen men were killed, the Sheridan 
postoffice destroyed, a number of ranches 
destroyed; large cattle ranches broken up, and 
the cattle stampeded. The settlers went in 
chase, and it is reported that the soldiers and 
citizens reached the Indians at North Beater 
creek, and in the fight Lieut Bi oderick was 
badly wounded and six men killed. ”

It is ordered that no fines be imposed upon 
mad contractors for derangements of the mails 
in consequence of the yellow-fever epidemic.

The California State Constitutional Conven­
tion, now organized, with Hon. J. Hoge as Pres­
ident, will frame a constitution to be submitted 
to the voters of the State May 7, 1879.

There are many old diamas that never lose 
their hold upon the popular heart, and can al­
ways be relied upon to command the patronage 
of the public. Some of the later productions 
of the playwright can be added to this class, 
notable among which may be mentioned “The 
Two Orphans,” now revived at McYicker’s 
Chicago Theater. This affecting representation 
is as popular now as at the time of its first 
production.

The Pension Office in Washington gives no­
tice to whom it may concern that the services 
of pension-lawyers and claim-agents are of no 
value whatever in advancing the interests of 
applicants for pensions. The bureau furnishes 
blanks that cover the whole business, on ap­
plication, and they can be filled by any notary 
public, without help of the professed experts.

The newq, from that portion of our countiy 
afflicted with the yellow scourge on the 7th inst. 
was not quite so favorable as for some time pre­
vious, the dread disease having spread over the 
whole country, and being very destiuctive of 
life in the smaller places, beyond the reach of 
aid. At Memphis, 35 deaths were reported for 
the twenty-four hours, with 57 new 
cases; at New Orleans, 50 deaths 
and 182 new cases, total cases 10,485, 
total deaths 3,171; Vicksburg was nearly free 
from fever, only one death being reported. A 
good authority places the material loss in the 
South on account of yellow fever at $200,000,- 
000. In large parts of the fever-infected dis­
tricts the cotton crop will be lost for w ant of 
hands to gather it.

Reports ot the Indian outrages m Western 
Kansas up to Oci 7 are that the fleeing redskins 
had not been caught, but that Col. Thornburgh, 
with all the force he could collect at short 
notice, was in hot pursuit, and at last 
accounts was close upon the heels of the 
flying redskins Other commands were 
hastening from all directions to effect a 
junction with him, and Gen. Crook him­
self was on his way to the North Platte to 
assumo direction of the operations. It is 
said that the Spotted Tail and Red Cloud 
Indians-have both left their agencies and gone 
to join Jhe fugitive Cheyennes. They went 
directly west, toward the Black Hills. A 
special from Topeka, Kan., gives a summary 
of the outrages committed by the Indians who 
went North a day or two before. After crossing 
the Kansas Pacific, they started northwest to 
Decatur county, and raided the settlements 
there. Their main depredations were on Sappa 
creek. Every residence for twelve miles was 
plundered and almost everything destroyed. 
The number of persons massacred will reach 
twenty.

A desperate battle was fought last week in 
Overton county, Tenn., between the distillers 
and the Deputy Collector’s posse, the former 
having organized in force and with such equip­
ments of firearms as they could procure for the 
purpose of repelling the invasion of a distillery 
whieh had undertaken to make untaxed whisky. 
Several of the distillers are reported to have 
been killed or wounded.

Information is received of recent Indian raids 
near Junction City, Texas. Three girls and a 
boy named Dowdy were killed on Johnson fork, 
Guadaloupe river. Beports from the surround­
ing country show that the Indians were stealing 
stock and murdering settlers.

Thomas Stewart and his sister, two old 
people, living on a farm neai Richmond, Ky , 
were shot by an unknown party one night last 
week Stewart, hcaimg a noise in the jard, got 
out of bed to ascertain the cause, when he was 
mortally wounded. His sister, coming to the 
dooi to his assistance, was also fii ed upon and 
instantly killed.

Coui t.

A. B. Morton was nominated foi Governoi 
of Texas by the Republicans, a few days ago.

Hon. Joseph R. Hawley has been nominated 
for Congress by the Republicans of the First 
district of Connecticut.

It is said that the Potter committee will not 
meet at Washington until a few days before the 
meeting of Congress An elaborate report is 
now in preparation by the Democratic mem­
bers, who expect Gen Butler to sign with 
them. The presentation of Senator Stanley 
Matthews as a contumacious witness is con­
templated.

All of these bonds are payable in coin 
by the terms of the acts under which

During the last three years there 
has been a decrease of $54,356,012 in 6 
per cent, bonds, and of $42,528,600 in 5 
per cent, bonds, while in the same period 
$49,069,050 of 4-is and within the last 
eighteen months $29,826,800 of 4 per 
cents, have been deposited.

Estimating Measures.
It is often useful to have a few ap­

proximate data to deduce weights and 
measures from. Here is a correct table, 
which, however, does not aim at great 
accuracy, but may serve to make a rough 
estimate when it is necessary to reduce 
measures. It is taken from the Manu­
facturer and Builder:

A pint of water weighs nearly 1 pound, 
and is equal to about 27 cubic inches, or 
a square box 3 inches long, 3 inches 
wide and 3 inches deep.

A quart of water weighs nearly 2 
pounds, and is equal to a square box 
of about $ by I inches and 31 inches 
deep.

A gallon of water weighs from 8 to 10 
pounds, according to the size of the gal­
lon, and is equal to a box 6 by 6 inches 
square and 0, 7 or 71 inches deep.

A cubic foot of water weighs nearly 63 
pounds (more correctly 62-J pounds), and 
contains from 7 to 8 gallons, according 
to the kind of gallons used.

A peck is equal to a box 8 by 8 square 
and 8 inches deep.

A bushel almost fills a box 12 by 12 
inches square and 21 inches deep, or 2 
cubic feet.

A barrel of water almost fills a box 2 
by 2 feet square and 1$ feet deep, or 6 
cubic feet.

Petroleum barrels contain 40 gallons, 
or nearly 5 cubic feet.

But we are 
considering the case of one who knows 
that this fierce companion will not quit 
his side till the clay which gives it its 
power is laid in the grave, and no suf­
ferer, we think, is to be set by his side. 
The deadliest mental anguish allows 
some respite, when the body claims its 
due; an undying grief does not prevent 
some faint gleams of pleasure when 
sleep comes on after fatigue or hunger 
and thirst are relieved. But there js no 
converse to the picture. An uninter- 
mittent pain of body, when very severe,

Old School Discipline.
There were two curious bits of disci­

pline at that school; one, that whenever 
a boy committed a grave offense every 
boy of the school was made a party to 
it, and a penitential letter was written 
home by every boy precisely in the same 
terms. Here is an instance; One 
night, as we followed the ushers, two- 
and-two, down a passage from the school­
room to our bed-room, William said to 
me, “ George, I hate that usher fellow.”
“ So do I,” I said. “ I shall spit on his 
back,” said he. “ Please don’t,” said I,
“ we shall both be strapped.” Strapping 
was administered with a piece of car­
riage-trace, with the huckle-lioles in it, 
through which the air rushed as the 
strap descended on the hand. “ I shall 
spit on his back,” said he, and, as I ex­
pected, the usher having, I suppose, 
heard whispering, turned round, and 
William was caught in the act. The 
next morning, after due personal treat­
ment of the leading culprit by a process 
more painful than strapping, we were 
all drawn up in single file in the school­
room, and every boy, older and younger, 
had to write from dictation, and then to 
copy from his slate on a sheet of letter- 
paper, the letter following (letters then 
cost 8d each); “ My Dear Parents—We 
have committed a great sin. For Will­
iam Denison spat on the usher’s back as 
we went to bed. I remain, your affec­
tionate son, Arthur Shirt.” There were 
four Shirt brothers in the school—Ar­
thur, Lionel, Frederick and Augustus 
Shirt. I  draw a veil over the feelings 
and expressions of the Shirt parents 
upon opening the four letters, price 2s 
8d. The like thing happened again 
while I was there, upon the occasion of 
buying apple-tarts from an old woman 
over the playground-wall. In this case 
the sin was of a more general character, 
but, as in the other case, was made uni­
versal: “My Dear Parents—We have 
committed a great sin. For we have 
bought apple-tarts without the leave of 
the master, when we have plenty to eat, 
and that of the best quality. I remain,"’ 
etc. The other point of discipline was 
that every boy who had not conducted 
himself well during the week had no 
mutton-pie on Saturday.

The telegraph news from London rel­

ative to the English mission to Afghan­
istan is to the effect that it has been a 
complete failure. According to these 
accounts, the British mission, upon 
reaching Khyber pass, was confronted 
by an Afghan officer who refused to let 
the company pass through the mount­
ains. Entreaties were of no avail. The 
officer manned the pass with his forces, 
and gave evidence that, if necessary, he 
would resist by force the passage of the 1 
English. He was notified that the j 
Ameer would be held responsible; but i 
the notification made no difference. He ' 
still refused the desired permission, and | 
the English mission was compelled to 
retrace its steps to Calcutta. The En- j 
glish telegrams add that the matter will i 
henceforth be regarded as something 
directly concerning English politics, and 
that it will be treated from this, instead 
of an Indian standpoint.

These facts reaching the American 
public, will not be apt to excite any es­
pecial interest except among those few ] 
who may have given some attention to 1 
affairs in that part of the world where 
this event has just occurred. In reality, ' 
the occurrence is one of great signifi­
cance, because it has a most important 1 
bearing on the future relations of En­
gland and Bussia. From this refusal of 
the representative of the Afghan Ameer | 
to allow the English embassy to enter 1 
the country there may come events of 1 
world-wide importance.

Afghanistan is a country containing ! 
some 200,000 square miles and a popn- j 
lation of nearly 10,000,000. It lies to  ̂
the northwest of India, being adjacent ] 
to Scinde and the Punjaub. To the 
north of it lies Bokhara, in Turkistan, a 
country wholly under Bussian influence, j 
The great bugbear of England is an 
overland invasion of her rich Indian | 
possessions by Bussia, and the only j 
feasible route for such an invasion is by J 
way of Bokhara through Afghanistan. 
A Bussian army gathered in Bokhara 
could cross the Hindoo Koosh mount­
ains which separate Turkistan from Af­
ghanistan, and then, moving east, could 
cross the Solyman mountains, through 
the famous Khyber pass, and find them­
selves in India. Well aware of the 
strategical value of Afghanistan as a 
barrier to a Bussian advance, England, 
since 1838, has labored assiduously to 
secure a standing in that country, either 
as a conqueror, a protector or an ally.

Thus far these efforts have been, in 
the main, a most costly and bloody fail­
ure. There are many living who will 
not have forgotten the long and useless 
war which raged between the English 
and Afghans. In 1839 the English 
army entered the country through the 
Bolan pass—which lies south of the 
Khyber pass—with a heavy force which, 
at first, gained some temporary advan­
tages. The principal cities were capt- 

| ured, the greater part of the 
country was overrun, and a ruler 
friendly to the British in­
terests was installed. This was 

i in 1840; but during that year and the 
following one insurrections broke out in 
every direction, which were only 

i held in check by an expenditure of nearly 
$10,000,000 per annum. In the early 
part of 1842 the British garrisons were 
attacked by the insurrectionists, and in 
every instance they were either captured 
by storm or forced to capitulate. Thou­
sands of the Indian and English troops 
were massacred as they were marching 
out of the country. In one case an 
army of some 5,000 men and some 10,000 
camp followers, who had capitulated and 
were marching out of the country under 
a safe-conduct, were waylaid in the de­
files of the Solyman mountains and mas­
sacred, with the exception of a single 
man. Another army some months after 
succeeded in entering the country and 
gaining a few small successes, but theT 
forces poon after recrossed into India. 
Thus ended the attempt of England, 
whose failure, in its disgrace, has no par­
allel in modem English history.

Since that time the English have 
never invaded Afghanistan, although 
upon one or two occasions the Afghans 
have carried the war into Africa by 
crossing the mountains and making a 
descent upon India. Latterly the En­
glish have confined themselves to in­
trigues whose purpose has been the se­
curing of a friendly ruler upon the 
Afghan throne. Up to the last year 

i the British have had much to do, in a 
[ moral way. with a war which raged be- 
' tween Yacub Beg and his father; and 
, they have also labored to secure such a 
separation between Afghanistan and 
Bokhara as would have the effect to im­
pede the advance of Bussia. For the 
last eight years the relations of England 
and Afghanistan have been of a quiet 
and rather friendly nature.

The telegrams now coming from Lon­
don relative to the fate of the mission 
which started for Afghanistan, and the 
further fact that the affair is no longer a 
matter to be handled from India, but 
from Great Britain, shows two things. 
One is that Afghanistan, and by conse­
quence the Bussian road to the Indies, 
has fallen into the hands of Bussia. 
The second is that the English people, 
by installing the Afghan question in En, 
glish politics, show that they regard the

A Cottage ater-Filter.
Those who cannot afford to buy a fil­

ter may easily make one. Stuff % piece 
of sponge m the hole of a flower pot, 
place above this a layer of pebbles, then 
a layer of coarse Sand, and above this a 
layer of pounded charcoal three or four 
inches in depth. Another layer of peb­
bles should be placed above the char­
coal, to prevent it from being stirred up 
when the water is poured in. The con­
tents of the flower pot should be occa­
sionally renewed. But, by a small addi­
tion to this, a cottage filter may be 
made which, for practical use, is quite 
equal to the most expensive filter of 
corresponding size. It consists of two 
flower pots, one above the other, the 
lower one fitted with a sponge and fil­
tering layers above described, and the 
upper one with a sponge only. The up­
per pot should be the larger, and, if the 
lower one is strong, the upper one may 
rest on it, or a piece of wood with a hole 
to receive the upper pot may rest on 
the brim of the lower one. The two 
pots thus arranged are placed on a 
three-legged stool with a hole in it, 
through which the projecting part of 
the lower sj onge passes, and the water

A Few Words About Lilies.
Most people plant lilies in the spring, 

at the time when they put out their 
verbenas, geraniums, and other similar 
bedding stuff; and for this reason the 
lilies no not usually give so much satis­
faction as is expected from them. To 
produce the best results, these bulbs 
should be planted in the autumn, and 
the sooner after the stalk dies down the 
better. With this treatment they are 
enabled to make a good root-growth 
preparatory to sending up their shoots 
in the early spring, whereas the bulbs 
kept out of ground during the winter 
are not only fatigued, as the French ex­
press it, by this unnatural condition of 
existence, but, having scarcely time 
enough to make any roots at all before 
the flower-stalks appear, almost the en­
tire support of the growth must he de­
rived from the already much-weakened 
bulbs. It is another important point in 
the growing of lilies, that the use of 
rank manure should he most particularly 
avoided, for no doubt that thousands of 
lilies—especially of the lilium auratum 
—are killed every year in this country 
by being planted in ground too much 
enriched. And many more are killed by 
being too much protected during the 
winter. In a very cold climate it is un­
questionably an advantage to throw 
over the ground where lilies are planted 
a light covering of straw, or something 
oi that burt, but this is best done after 
the soil has been frozen an inch or two 
’deep. If the soil is heavily mulched in 
early winter, before having been frozen, 
chilling rains are apt to rot the bulbs 
that a dry, although severe, cold would 
have left entirely unharmed.

A Barren Field.
The correspondence of the London 

Baily News shows that the British 
statesmen were considerably fooled in 
regarding Cyprus as a good field for 
British enterprise. Archibald Forbes 
writes that there is absolutely no money 
to he made m the island now. The 
Baily News says: “One has only to 
•look at the Consular reports to see how 
uncertain harvests are. A good year is 
followed by a dearth, and that by a 
famine. Till Cyprus is well watered— 
whieh it cennot be in our generation— 
it will merely be an excellent place for 
throwing capital into. We may cast 
money and mountains into the sea and 
get a breakwater, but that is a national 
work. To rt plant the whole island is 
also a thing from which private capital­
ists will perhaps abstain.”

It would be a little strange if, at this 
very moment, when the salvos of the 
guns which announced Beaconsfield’s 
diplomatic “ victory ” over Bussia have 
hardly died away, the “ check ” which 
England gave Bussia at Berlin should 
now, so soon, be returned by a “ check­
mate” on that distant portion of the 
political chess-board at Cabul. It is a 
fact that, while the English mission was 
vainly knocking at Khyber pass for ad­
mission to Afghanistan, a Bussian mis­
sion was already installed at Cabul. Al­
ready is Berlin avenged. Bussia has 
possession of the only available route to 
India, and has friendly nations guard­
ing every inch of its extent from Bok­
hara to the Indies.

Artemus Ward as a Practical Joker.
Browne, and Griswold, the “Eat Con­

tributor,” were on newspaper work at 
the same time in Cleveland, and were 
very intimate friends. One day there 
came to the city a dramatic reader, a 
man of some note, but of a very timid 
disposition. These two worthies in 
some manner discovered that he was a 
person easily to be imposed upon, 
and shortly after his arrival they paid 
him a visit.
