So great is the panic and dread of 

contagion in many of the smaller places 
where the fever has broken out, and so 
intense is the desire of preventing the 
spread of the disease by putting the 
corpses of the victims under ground as 
speedily as possible, that many incidents 
have occurred of a horrifying nature. 
In Biloxi, Miss., as in many other small 
places, the citizens formed a Board of 
Health, armed with the privilege of en 
tering the house of death and snatching 
away the corpse almost on the instant 
the pulse has ceased to beat. Miss 
D— , a beautiful young lady (whose 
father, it is said, is worth his thousands 
at the North), was thus torn from the 
arms of her aunt, and, without waiting 
for the doctor’s certificate, without even 
being shrouded, was rolled in the sheet 
on which she had lain and consigned to 
the earth within tw'o or three hours after 
her death. Another beautiful girl, a 
belle and the daughter of wealth, died 
at midnight, and before the dawn a cart 
backed up to tlio door with a rude coffin, 
and through the drizzling rain two of 
her young lady friends, wrapped in 
cloaks and carrying lanterns, jumped 
into cart beside her, and held the lights 
in the graveyard while the sexton did 
his work.

The Afghan Capital.
Cabul, the present capital of Afghan­

istan, suffered a temporary eclipse in 
the middle of the last century through 
the rise of its southern nval, Kandahar. 
The latter, founded, in 1754, by Shaw 
Ahmed, the greatest of Afghan sov­
ereigns, rapidly grew into one of the 
largest and most flourishing cities of. 
the kingdom; but, on its founder's 
death, in 1772, his effeminate son, 
Timour, transferred the seat of govern­
ment to Cabul, where it has remained 
ever since. It must be owned that this 
dignity is fully merited. Standing 
upon a river of the same name, in the 
midst of a wide plain bordered by 
low hills and dotted with countless vil­
lages, the Afghan metropolis has a 
striking picturesqueness of aspect, 
heightened by the innumerable gardens 
which are the prominent feature of 
every Asiatic city from Tashkend to 
Damascus. The houses are of wood, 
but much neater and more commodious 
than is usual in Eastern towns. The 
great bazar and several of the public 
buildings are of essentially modern 
construction, thanks to the partial 
demolition of the place by the English 
in October, 1842; but it possesses one 
splendid monument of antiquity in the 
tomb of the Emperor Baber, the founder 
of the Mogul dynasty of India. Its 
climate is surprisingly healthy on the 
whole, although the great difference 
of temperature between day and night 
exposes foreigners to the risk of fever 
and ophthalmia. Prom a military point 
of view, again, its position, wdiich may 
be compared with that ot Sophia in 
Western Turkey, is admirable for all 
purposes of defense. Placed at the in­

Strange 
to say, she appeared better after her re­
awakening, the black vomit did not re­
appear, and she is now in a fair way of 
recovery. The death-like swooning and 
insensible condition are attributed to 
exhaustion and the large quantities of 
champagne given to check black vomit. 
But one shudders to think of the fate

That there are chapters of unprece­
dented horror in the present Southern 
epidemic is known to all—but many of 
the worst, I fear, will be traced to the 
infidelity of nurses and the blunders of 
inexperienced or overtaxed physicians.

Government Clerks.
A stranger in Washington, who was 

not aware that he was in the capital city 
of a great country, happening into the 
street just before 9 o’clock on a week­
day morning might easily mistake the 
meaning of the sight that w'ould meet 
his eye. lie would see the sidew'alks 
filled with men; and among them a feiv 
girls and women.

If he were to follow a group of those 
passers, he would observe that they en­
tered one of those vast structures called 
“the departments,” where the business 
of the nation is done. But so great is 

(the number of those entering that he 
! might readily fancy that they were as- 
| sembling for some unusual occasion.
1 These men are Government clerks,
, and they are assembling to enter upon 
sdme of the dreariest work that falls to 

i the lot of intelligent men.
1 “ I will do anything for you I can,
| said a Congressman to a young friend 
who was seeking something to do; “ but 

I don’t ask me to get you a department 
1 clerkship. It kills a man's ambition,
I and unfits him for any other work.”
| This remark will not surprise any one 
who knows how clerks in the Govern­
ment service are appointed and the na­
ture of their W'ork. They usually get 
their places by patronage; and promo­
tions are rare. The young man who is 
appointed a clerk at a salary of $1,200 
remains in the same position until lie is 
turned out, to make room for another.

He is not certain to retain his clerk­
ship if he does well the wrork assigned 
to him; nor is he certain to lose it if he 
does the work very badly or not at all. 
The result is that, having very monoto­
nous work to do, he very quickly loses 
his interest in it.

Theie is, however, a fascination in 
holding a Government place which few 
can resist after they have once felt it. 
The easy work and Jhe sure pay, even 
when it is small, chain them to the 
places where they are, and forbid them 
to break the bands that bind them. 
Men will intrigue and plot to keep 
clerkships which do not pay them half 
what they might earn, if they would 
only pluck up energy and courage. 
And when they are dismissed, they plot 
again and beset their member of Con­
gress with appeals to provide for them 
elsewhere.

The Most Skillful Robbery of Modern Times.
The complete details of the recent 

robbery of the Manhattan Savings Bank 
in New York, says a contemporary, 
show it to have been one of the most 
skillfully-planned operations that has 
ever been known m the records of 
crime. It may be observed at the same 
time that there has never before been 
a crime committed that was so abso­
lutely free from the chance of detection, 
either in its perpetration or after its 
commission. The seven masked burg­
lars W’ere as secure as if they were rob­
bing a lonely farm-house, with not 
another house for miles around, instead 
of a bank in the heart of a groat city, in 
broad daylight, with people constantly 
passing and repassing, who could look 
directly into the room where the thieves 
were at work. It is one of the most 
startling curiosities of crime that these 
seven men could enter this bank in day­
light unperceived, overpower a family 
and obtain the keys and combination 
that guarded millions of dollars in cash, 
bonds and securities, enter the bank 
and spend an hour or two, in plain sight 
from two streets, packing up its assets, 
and then leave it through an exit into 
one of the most frequented streets of 
the city, and escape with their booty 
without attracting the attention of any 
one, although several patrolmen passed 
and repassed the building and looked 
in, as was their w’ont, to observe time 
by the clock on the larger vault which 
the thieves at that veiy time were 
wrecking. The circumstances of this 
bold robbery argue either an incompre­
hensible lack of observation upon the 
part of those whose duty it is to have 
their eyes open, or the possession upon 
the part of the thieves of invisible 
powers not hitherto known outside of 
the “Arabian Nights.” Had a writer of 
fiction invented a similar situation for 
his villains, the book-reviewers would 
have accused him of inconsistency and 
W'ant of fidelity to nature.

It adds to the despair of this situation 
that the only danger to w'hieh the 
thieves exposed themselves was in the 
commission of the act. When once 
they had escaped and concealed their 
plunder they were secure. The very 
nature of the property which they stole 
rendered them free from any liability of 
arrest. The Manhattan Savings Bank 
cannot afford to prosecute them if 
thereby it is to lose three and a half 
millions of dollars. It does not alter 
the situation that the bulk of the assets 
consists of bonds the thieves cannot 
negotiate. The bank needs them, and 
must have them for conversion, and 
private depositors are in the same fix. 
Tne thieves were wise enough to steal 
sufficient to save themselves from the 
penitentiary. Thev will be at some lit­
tle trouble to answer letters from the 
bank and depositors, in fixing the de­
tails of the return of the property and 
the amount of commission they are to 
receive for their willingness to return a 
certain portion of it, which is of no 
value to them. How'ever deplorable all 
this may be from tiie moral point of 
view, it is a case of hard necessity and 
involves the salvation of the bank. If 
there is any responsibility for this, it 
must be fastened upon the beneficent 
tendencies of modern civilization which 
have brought us to that standard of 
moral ethics1 where we can punish a 
man who steals a dollar out of another’s 
pocket or a loaf of bread out of a win­
dow, but cannot punish a man whose 
theft involves millions. The magnitude 
of the crime oversweeps the limits of 
the law and successfully defies the 
processes of the courts. The mills of 
justice grind the petty rogue exceed­
ingly fine, but the colossal rogue clogs 
the wheels with his huge load of plun­
der. It is not impossible as civilization 
progresses that we may reach that point 
where a person dissatisfied with the 
management of a bank may steal the as 
sets and open a new bank with them 
over the way. The only condition of 
success is magnitude.

SABBATH HEADING.

Mustaches.
Though French soldiers in general 

wear mustaches, marines are not permit­
ted to do so, on the ground that salt air 
would condense on them, and probably 
create ulcers. In the middle ages all 
classes in France wore them, including 
the clergy, and down to the beginning 
of the French Revolution the upper 
ranks of piiests were adorned with xvell- 
pomaded and powdered hair on the 
upper lip. In 1792 the army was for­
bidden to wax and paint their mustaches, 
and only grenadiers were allowed to wear 
them. This regulation continued until 
1813, when the cavalry, dragoons ex­
cepted, were permitted to let them grow, 
In 1822 the privilege was extended to 
the infantry, carbineers and voltigeurs, 
and to all officers of whatever service. 
In 1832 Marshal Soult, then Minister of 
War, rendered mustaches obligatory 
upon all soldiers who could raise them. 
Civilians began wearing mustaches im­
mediately after the fall of Napoleon I., 
and in 1830 they became general in 
France, and have since remained so. 
Among lawyers, however, custom has 
enjoined shaving, and Judges, on the 
appearance of a mustached pleader be­
fore them, have sometimes refused to 
hear him unless he “ made himself de­
cent.” All employes of the Bank of 
France are still required to shave, and 
custom enjoins shaving upon waiters in 
saloons and restaurants, and on men 
servants. Priests m French colonies, 
almoners and missionaries are an excep­
tion to the general rule of the church; 
they must not only allow the hair to 
grow on the upper lip, but on the entire 
face.

Amnesty for Moonshiners.
In the late amnesty cases for revenue 

offenders in South Carolina all those 
offenders were specially excepted who 
had been engaged in attacking or resist­
ing the officers, and in those cases it 
was directed that the trials should be 
had at the earliest possible day. The 
degree of amnesty granted in these cases 
is very different from that tried in 
Georgia under the last administration, 
and which proved a disastrous failure. 
In that case over 300 illicit distillers or 
other offenders against the law were 
pardoned by an executive order without 
consultati in with the Commissioner of 
Internal Revenue, and all were set at 
liberty without requiring any bonds 
whatever for good behavior. The result 
was that a large proportion of those 
thus pardoned were soon after engaged 
in the same character of offenses. In 
the present case there has been no par­
don, and the sentence is simply sus­
pended, with the understanding that it 
will be immediately pronounced and en­
forced upon any second offeiise.—Wash­
ington telegram.

The Middle Classes.
SERMON BY PROF. SWING, OF CHICAGO.
Give me Neither poverty nor riches * * * 

lest I  be full and deny Thee, and say, Who is 
the L o rd o r  lest I  be poor and steal, and thus 
profano the name of my God —Prov. xxx , 8-9.

What is called a “ middle class ” has 
long existed in the world; has been so 
large in numbers and so great in influ­
ence, and for the most part so happy, 
that there must be a certain philosophy 
of that condition. Such a constant and 
immense form of human life cannot be 
the result of chance, but must be rather 
a part of the method of Him who placed 
man upon this planet. It will give dig­
nity to this class, and will help you to 
feel that it possesses a special signifi­
cance of intrinsic worth if you will mark 
how omnipresent it has been in earth’s 
history. In the days of the magnificent 
Solomon this prayer of Agur rises up 
and tells us that just below the im­
mense riches of the Hebrew Kings there 
moved a multitude which were neither 
up to the level of monarchs nor down 
at the level of beggars; a multitude not 
so lefty as to need no God, and not so 
low as to disgrace one. So around all 
the rich ones of any nation may be seen 
the homes of the moderate property- 
holder. This prayer of Agur discloses 
the fact that the middle class had shown 
its virtues long enough to mankind to 
create the petition that the Lord would 
place the suppliant in that estate. To ! 
fall below it would be to fall into sore 
temptation; to seek to rise above might 
lead to an undue pride of life. The 
prayer reveals the existence of a second 
estate as far back as history ruus.

Evidently, however, the moderate 
men of the past were in smaller num­
bers than in modern times, for the 
centralization of power led to a centrali­
zation of money by means of despotic 
taxation, and confiscation, and con­
quest, and hence the men of moderate 
property were few and the beggars and 
slaves many. In our times the sup­
pression of tyrants and the progress of 
the ideas of industry and equality have 
enlarged the middle class, and have 
made it surpass in number all the beg­
gars below it and all the wealthy above 
it. The constant presence of this class, 
its quality in all times, and at least its 
immense numbers, make it worthy of 
our study. If an old saint prayed that 
God would place him in this middle 
class and keep him there, we who now 
live may well look into the merit of such 
a religious petition.

The moderate-property man should a 
priori be the most fortunate, because all I 
through nature the law of the golden 
medium runs. Nature dislikes ex­
cesses. It is fond of averages. A shrub 
below the forest gets too little light; a 
tree above the forest is blown down. 
The trees, theiefore, stand shoulder to 
shoulder in the great woods. A soil ex­
cessively poor grows nothing, and a soil 
excessively rich will grow only mush­
rooms, that have no leaf, nor flower, nor 
fragrance. The rose and the wheat 
must wait for the thin soil to be made 
rich or for the luxuriant soil to be de­
pleted by sand or clay. Thus the fields 
seem to send up the prayer for neither 
poverty nor riches. But there is safer 
ground than such analogy. It is not 
probable that the Creator of the world 
would make that the worst condition 
which must absorb the millions, and if 
we find two other conditions, tlrat of 
poverty and that of enormous wealth, 
which are being constantly emptied into 
the middle class of liberty, and indus­
try, and education, it may be inferred 
that God has not made most pitiable 
that estate in which the most millions 
are to be grouped.

Let us pass from wliat should be an­
ticipated to what may be actually ob­
served. Season may err as to v hat 
should be, but it cannot err so easily as 
to what is and has been; and, thus argu­
ing, the truth would appear that the 
middle class has been and is the hap­
piest class. The debate, of course, does 
not lie betw'een the middle class and 
the lowest, but wholly between the mid­
dle and the highest. All those compe­
tent to bear testimony have, upon reflec­
tion, declared that the most enjoyment 
has not, as a fact, followed those who 
have possessed the most gold. Why the 
human heart should not be happy ac- 
coiding to the property it possesses I 
cannot argue here, for no one can enter 
the soul of a Croesus, ancient or mod­
ern, and lea m why he should not be 
happier than the man of modest home 
by his side; but, as a simple fact, the 
men who have borne witness have, for ! 
some reason, arranged themselves upon 
the other side. Those who have com­
posed our songs; those who have com­
posed our philosophies; those have writ­
ten our romances and our dramas, have 
loved to locate the best hours of man in 
a home of the plainer style. These art­
ists of the heart have put more vines 
and flowers on the outside than they 
have heaped up gold-plate or jewels 
within.

It may be observed, too, that no sooner 
have the extremely rich built their 
splendid palaces than they at once pro­
ject some country place a hundred 
times as simple, to which they can fly 
when they long for a certain fullness of 
joy and peace. Let us not find fault 
with them, for you and I would accept 
of a city palace any moment were the 
temptation placed well before us. In­
deed, though there are three classes, in 
fact, the beggar, the middle class, and 
the moneyed prince, there is only one 
class in essence, for all would accept of 
millions instead of hundreds, were the 
choice set before them. But all are 
weak, all are human, and what I seek 
this morning is a philosophy of the mid­
dle class, which is better than we are— 
a philosophy which is struggling like a 
Christ to lift us up to its height. To 
return; the deep thinkers and the ex­
tremely rich have borne witness to the 
charm of moderate means, and have 
thus confessed that there was a condition 
as good as their own, even though they 
had not rhe moral power to fling away 
enough gold to make them descend 
into it.

* * « * * *
It has always come to pass that the 

families of moderate property have been 
in the beginning .and the end of each 
nation the nation’s chief hope. Nations 
have died by raising one-half of their 
number up to aristocracy, and by sink­
ing the other half to beggary. The na­
tions have all died between these two 
millstones—the vanity of the highest 
and the broken hearts of the lowest.

The tendency is for the children of 
the extremely rich to enter upon a ca­
reer of either indolence or more posi­
tive sin. They are set aside from the 
struggle of existence, and by the law of 
nature begin to decline. Beholding 
this decay of the highest, civilization 
and religion make their new requisition 
for men and women upon the class be­
neath, and give us the phenomenon of a 
higher class always fading away, and of 
civilization appealing to the common 
people for salvation. Society is like the 
rose-tree or the vine. In the gay sum­
mertime some ambitious branches over­
top the rest; some leaves and roses rise 
high above the garden wall, but winter 
comes, and the loftiest foliage and twigs 
die first. They cover the ground with 
their ruin, but the central vine, the 
lower order, clings modestly to the wall, 
and in the spring time every inch of it 
bursts forth in new life. Not otherwise

that living, mysterious plant—society.

Not only is tne plain, 
humble condition the happiest, and on 
this account w ortliy of being woven into 
a most sacred prayer, but it stands as a 
fundamental law of human triumph, and 
hence may be inserted in our spiritual 
petitions with a twofold earnestness, the 
one from the happiness of self, the other 
from the welfare of mankind. It may 
be well a matter of wonder that a heart 
hidden away in a nation so old and so 
small as the Hebrew kingdom should 
have found a prayer so wonderful in 
wisdom. But he had seen the evil he 
lamented and the good he sought. He 
had seen David and Solomon pass from 
honor to dishonor, from glory to shame; 
and had seen the rags also of the beg­
gar, and, between the two, the happy __ 
home, and near by the tears of the beg- i ~ 
gar on one hand, and on the other near 1 !ml s’ malU 8
by a ruined throne, he knelt down and 
poured forth this wise request, to give 
him a home but shield him from the 
palace and the rags.

If our meditation this morning bo 
true, then a duty springs lip to our sight, 
namely, to seek to be numbered in that 
middle throng so potent in public and 
private good. If any of you are beggars 
by reason of vice or indolence, throw 
away at once those monsters, and at­
tempt to climb to that condition where 
hope dwells and ■where toil is trans- 
foimed by expectation into a pleasure.

The membrane is too 
often regarded as a covering only, in- | 
stead of a complicated piece of machine­
ry, scarcely second in its texture and 
sensitiveness to the ear and eye. Many 
treat it with as little reference to its 
proper fnnctions as if it were nothing i 
better than a bag for their hones. It is 
this inconsideration for the skin that is 1 
the cause of a very large proportion of 
the diseases of the world. If, as claimed 
by some scientists, four-fifths, in the 
bulk, of all we eat and drink must 
either pass oft through,the skin or be 
turned back upon the system as a poi­
son, and that life depends as ifiuehupon 
these exhalations thpngti the skin as 
upon inhaling pr̂ B air through the 
lungs, it must be of the most vital im­
portance to keep the channel free.

Heat and L ight in a Sick-Room.'—
A recent writer gives the follow'ing i 
sensible suggestions on this subject: 
Each person in a room should be sup­
plied with 3,000 cubic feet of air per 
hour; and this should be done, whore 
possible, without creating a perceptible 
draught, for the nervous irritation in- 

| duced by draugtlis is liable to produce in­
ternal inflammations. The temperature 

 ̂of a sick-room should be kept at a uniform 
, height, the best average being from 65 
to 70 degrees F., except for infants or 
vory old people, who require a tempeia- 

I ture of from 75 to 80 degrees F.; and j 
| for these it especially important to 
guard against changes, and to keep it as 
uniform as possible. All cases of fever I 

1 require a temperature lower than the 
average, as from 50 to 60 degrees F.. to 
assist in reducing the high temperature 
of the body; but when the fever sub­
sides, and there is much debility re- 

i maining, the temperature should be 1 
raised somewhat above the average. As 
a path nt can bear a greater degree of 
cold when in bed than when out of it, 
convalescents from severe disease, fevers 
especially, should have the temperature 
of their rooms higher than that main­
tained during the height of the attack. 
Diseases of the air passages, as croup 
and diphtheria, require a high temper­
ature (80 deg. to 85 deg. F.) and a moist i 
atmosphere. The best method for heat­
ing the sick-room is by the open-grate 
fire. The sick-room should not he dark­
ened by blinds, oxcept where there is a 
disease of the eyes, with photophobia, 
or when the patient is very restless and 
cannot sleep; then strong light must be 
excluded. Otherwise the sunlight 
should be allowed to enter and act 
chemically by decomposing the noxious 
gases, and thus purify the air. Of 
course, it is not advisable to place the 
patient under a strong, uncomfortable 
glare of sunlight, nor in summer to al­
low the sun’s rays to shine into the room 
and laise the temperature too high. 
Artificial light has no useful effect, but 
does harm by burning up oxygen.

The country is irri­
gated by 846 canals, measuring in all

inigate, and from them issue smaller 
canals which water still lower and more 
remote sections.—National Repository 
for November.

• Prof. Fonniut’s Concert.—The an­
nouncement of the postponment of Prof. 
Fohrman’s concert, last Wednesday even­
ing, was the cause of deep legiet to a 
large number of our citizens. The 
event was iookea forwaid to with a great 
deal of interest, inasmuch as the p irtici- 
pauts are the children of our people who 
have been pursuing their musical stuuies 
under tije protessoi’s direction, and llieie 
was a general desire to see what pro­
gress they had made. Aside tiom this 
the conceit promised to be a musical 
entertainment ot a high order, the best 
talent of the city having volunteer­
ed to take pait, as did also the Mozart 
Musical Association, of Ishpeming. The 
cause of the postponement was not gen­
erally known, and the professor’s aclion 
was commented upon and sharply criti­
cised by those who did not seek to learn 
the cause. The piime cause of the post­
ponement was the professor’s inability 
to procure a piano on the eyeningin ques­
tion, without which it was an impossibil­
ity to make a success of the enteitam- 
ment. We are glad, to state, however, 
that the professor has oveicome all his 
difficulties and annouuces that the coucet t 
will positively be given Tuesday evening 
next, with a progiamme elaboiate and 
choice enough to charm tho most asthetic 
musical taste. Instead of a detriment the 
delay will prove a positive benefit, and 
we hope the piofessor will teceive the 
eneouragementjhe so richly deserves.

Michigan Statistics.—Michigan has a 
population of about 1,500,000 inhabitants, 
of which numbeis, we learn fiom a 
statistical paper in the Detroit Dost, pre­
pared by H. G. Van Tuyl, there are 270,- 
468 young men of ages ranging from 15 
to 35. Thitty seven per cent, of the 
male population of the State under 15, 28 
per cent, are over 35, leaving 35 per cent, 
of j oung men. Twenty-fiye per cent, of 
these live in the forty-six cities of the 
State. Of the whole number, 104,600 are 
of foreign birth, but for the most part 
they speak English. Of occupations, 
103,137 are farmers, 6,446 are teaohcis, 
3,448 are clergymen, 811, lawyers, 707 
physicians, 1.171 journalists, 331 servants 
and employes, 29,638; trades, etc , 11,455, 
manufacturers and miners, 48,080; trans­
portation, etc, 6794. There are 2,679 in 
colleges and 11,000 in the lower grade 
schools The paper further says- “It is 
estimated that the whole number of 
young men in the United Slates is 7,000,- 
000, and of these 25,000, or less than 4 
per cent , are Christians.’ Michigan has 
only 140,000 church members among her 
270,000 young men “Less than 25 per cent 
of our joung men avail themselves of re­
ligious privileges in any degree; few°r 
4till, 40,000, or less than 15 per cent., are 
church membeis ” The writer deplores 
the sad state of affairs and he laments to 
find that, on the other hand. There 
were 2,623 yonng men arrested and sent 
to the Detroit House of Correction last 
year, which was 75 per cent, of all the 
males arrested. Of these 15 per cent, 
could neither read nor write. The State’s- 
Prisou report tor 1875 shows the average 
age of its inmates to be 29 years,or that of 
700 prisoners 474, or 65 per cent, were 
young men. And about the same condi­
tion of illiteracy hold as at the House of 
Correction. But another fact is impress 
ive, namely, that 80 per cent, were with­
out trades; 77 per cent, were intemper­
ate. This is an interesting sociological 
study, and made a great impression on 
the minds of the members of the Young 
Men’s Christian Association,- before

Put up a suitable shelter on the 
poor farm, close by the county house, 
take the rock there, have it broken up and 
it will be found a pa/ing enterprise. Our 
worthy mayor is just the man to put the 
matter in shape. The expense of trying 
w-ill be but trifling.

The "Washington Xuttonat Republics a of the 
loth mat. prints an echtoiial interview with the 
President on the Southern situation Omitting 
the questions, he is lepieeented as saying 
** The time for discussion has passed It is now 
too late for anything hut the most determined 
and vigorous action. The detemmation was 
reached several days ago, and the deliber&cions 
of the Cabinet on this subject since then have 
been eomparatn ely brief, and confined mainly 
to the consideration of the duty of the 
Attorney Geneial in the premises. When 
the Southern policy was oiiginated, it 
was with an earnest desne to conciliate 
the Southern leaders, to round off the sharp 
angles ot sectional tlifrei ences, and to soften 
the aspei lties of polit eal stnfe. No one will 
deny that the attempt to enf01 ce this policy was 
most earnestly made, nor that it was earned 
out with a conscientious desne to accomplish 
the result foi which it had been inauguiated 
Of the personal and paitisan saciifices I made 
m tins off021, and of the consequent mtoim p- 
tion of certain relations which had piexiouslv 
existed between myself and some of my sup­
porters, I  ha\e nothing to say just now. But 
it appears that the leadeis who made those 
pledges either did not exert themselves to 
keep them, ox* were unable to do so In 
fact, I  am reluctantly foiced to admit that 
the experiment was a failure. The fu st elec­
tion of impoitance held since it was attempted 
has proved that fan elections with fiee sufiiage 
for e\ery voter in the South are an impossibility 
under the existing condition of things. It is 
not because the Republican parh  appeal* as 
sutfeiers m these lesults that I  complain. It is 
because fiee suffrage and fieedom of political 
rights have been mteifered with that I  am called 
upon to take cognizance of these distuihances 
If the facts weie exactly level -ed, and if the 
Republicans had committed these outiages 
upon the Democrats, my duty would be the 
name. I t will not do for me, or foi any official 
before w hom the questions may come, to treat 
them otheiwise than m an unpaitisan way. 
The partisan pi ess will naturally take a paitisan 
view of the case, and I  will bo iield to account 
for aiding the Republicans in flaunting ‘the 
bloody shn t,’ as it is called; but for all that I 
shall do my duty as Chief Magistiate of all the

issue with the finding of the Halifax-Coxamis- 
-sion', both aarto the amount of the award and 
the manner in which it was rendered, holding 
that the sum of $5,500,000 is an outrageous price 
to set upon the benefits of twelve years of nsh- 
mg in Canadian wateis, and that, if paid at all 
by the United States, it must be regarded as 
covering the value of tho&e benefits in pei- 
petuity, and not for any term of yeats; and 
also making the objection that the adoption of 
this or any other aw aid by the commission by 
a baie majority is not in accordance with the 
terms of that clause of the Washington treaty 
proudmg for such a commission, and that the 
award is, thereto*o. not binding upon this Gov­
ernment.

A F atal Pistol Duel Between a  Man and 
W oman—Elizabeth Lovell Killed by One 
W hom She Sought to Assassinate.

[i’.om the Black Hills enterprise.j 
A tregie denouerner4 to a petty quar­

rel was an event of Sunday. In our issue 
of that day, it will be remembered, we 
chronicled the arrest and imprisonment 
of Mrs. Lovell, who, as a desperado and 
a hard case generally, has figured con­
spicuously in the Police Court and else­
where during the year. Her house 
stands at the north side of the road run­
ning down the gulch, and upon the hill­
side, immediately in rear thereof, upon 
disputed ground, the residence of S. J. 
Rogers, access to which is had through 
the lot of Mrs. Lovell. Ill-feeling has 
existed between the old Amazon and 
Mr. Rogers for a long time, and on Sat­
urday she was arrested for uttering 
threats, but was subsequently released 
upon bail. The tragedy that followed 
was witressed by Deputy Sheriff Ben­
nett, whose hteial report thereof is as 
follow s:

I was sitting m the front room of Mr. 
Rogers’ cabin, where I board, at half­
past 1, when Rogers returned from up 
town and threw off his ccat. At this 
moment I saw Mis. Lovell leave, her 
house and start up the hill. I said to 
Rogers, “Heie comes the old woman.” 
She came up the path about one-third 
of the way, where she met the old man 
who lives at her house, when she stopped, 
spoko to him, and turned him back 
toward us, both advancing about half 
way up, at which point the old man 
turned and came diagonally toward the 
house, the old woman approaching by 
the direct trail. "When she got about 
two-thirds of the way slie stopped and 
took a six-bhooter from beneath her 
apron and examined it. I said to John­
nie, “I guess she is going to fix the fence.” 
She was on the porch at this time. 
Instead of stopping where the fence 
should stand she came on toward the 
house. As she did so I went into the front 
room, Johnnie said: ‘‘I guess she is 
coming right into the house; she’s got a 
cocked revolver in her hand.” He came 
into the room, apparently to avoid her, 
and said; “ Am I to stand and be killed 
m my own house by this woman?” and 
passed into the back room, where he se­
cured a revolver, and returned, convers­
ing with me all the while about the pre­
cautions he had taken to prevent trouble 
with her. He stepped to the front door 
and sat down on the inside, where he 
continued the conversation with me and 
Ins wife. The old woman had quietly 
moved up to the front door, and, step­
ping partially inside, leaned against 
the jamb, and eyed me as if to satisfy 
herself that I was unarmed, when, with­
out a wrord of warning, she quickly 
thrust the pistol against Rogers’ left 
breast, fired, and jumped off the porch. 
Rogers sprung to Ins feet and

The swinging motion of railway cars 
is now ingeniously utilized as an indi­
cator of the velocity of trains, the man­
agement to this end being as follows:

I structed a vehicle which consists ex- 
I clusively of iron and steel. For in- 
| stance, in place of hickory spokes and 
i oak "fellies, he employs wrought-iron 
tubes and T iron. These tubes fit into 
the axle box at one end, and are riveted 
to the T iron at the other. The first 
noticeable effect of the employment of 
iron for all parts, it is said, has been to 
add to the weight of the vehicle, this 
having accrued in spite of the thinness 
of the parts. The cost also has been 
enhanced, but for this the augmented 
strength and durability are regarded as 
a full equivalent. In appearance it is 
neat and light.

An improved hfe-preserving mat­
tress, as exhibited in action, is described 
in Les Moncles. This mattress is not 
wholly an air one, but wdthout air, and 
of its own buoyancy, will support four 
persons on it, and many more if they 
aie merely clinging to it.

Tliese; after a very 
seveie trial, aie admitted to be a great 
success. The biscuit, or as it has also 
been called, the “oat coiuht,” consists of 
30 parts of oat flour, 30 parts oi “ dex- 
trinated” pea meal, 30 parts oi rye flour, 
and 10 parts bn seed meal; or, 40 parts 
of oat flour, 40 parts of dextiinated pea 
meal, and 20 parts of linseed meal; or, 
20 paita of meal, 21 paits of wheat 
flour, 20 parts of coin, 20 parts of rye 
flour. 10 paits of gnted bread, and 10 
parts of linseed meal; or, finally, other 
analogous mixtures. The Russians al-o 
tried these horse biscuits during the re­
cent w ar. The hoises were fed on these 
biscuits during twrenty-six days, and 
every day notes were made of the state, 
plumpness and weight of the horses, and 
their strength tested with the dyna­
mometer. The superiority of the com­
fits over oats (a third of which aie un­
digested and lost in the dung-heap") was 
so marked that they were adopted, not 
only in imitation of Prussia, as an ex­
ceptional recourse for times of war, but 
also as a steady food in time of peace. 
A ration is about 34 pounds; it com­
prises irom tw enty-five to thirty biscuits 
of from four to five inches in diameter 
by four-tenths of an inch in thickness. 
These biscuits, strung on wire, can be 
suspended to the saddle without danger 
of breakage, paid a horse can thus easily 
carry nourishment to last him four or 
five day s. They are given either dry or 
wet (alter having been bioken npj, at 
the rate of seven iu the rooming, twelve 
at noon and soy en in the e veiling.

Poisoning- by Arsenic in Gloves,
Iu a recent number of the AUgemeine 

Mertu inbnie Central Zeitang is a 
brief report of a ease in which the symp- 
io ' j of poi-om ig Wi re Raĉ d to the use 
of gloves charged with arsenic. A gen­
tleman, Mu] von B , traveling fiom 
Schleswig to Beilin, bought m Hamburg 
a pair oi mamie-blne gloves, and. on ar­
ming m Beilin, put them on and made 
several visits Soon aftei he felt ill; he 
icturnedto Schleswig and sought medical 
advice. His hands were covered with a 
peculiar eruption, for which his physi­
cian could not account, and he had a 
sensation of general weakness. Reflect­
ing on the symptoms, he thought of the 
gloves, and communicated Ins suspicions 
to two medical men, who at first laughed 
at them, but afterward had the gloves 
submitted to chemical analysis, the re­
sult of which was the detection of a con­
siderable quantity of arsenic m them.— 
British Medical Journal.

Effect of Salt on Wheat.
an interesting series ofi In an interesting senes ot expen- 

, monts recently made on the farm of the 
Royal Agricultural Society of England,

| the mammal value of salt was unniis- 
, taknbly indicated. An arre of wheat 
| dressed with 300 pounds of common 
calt yielded thirty-nine bushels of grain,

I with a proportionate amount of straw; 
while an adjoining sore, left unma­
nured, produced only twenty-nine 

| bushels per acre, w ith the straw imper- 
| fectly developed. The entire cost of 
| the crop is not stated, but the experi- 
I ment shows that the additional ten 
i bushels resulting from the salt were 
| produced at a cost of 30 cents each. In 
i another case a piece of ground intended 
| for wheat was plowed the preceding 
I fall, and again m May, w'hon it was ! 
sowed with salt, and afterward plowed 
beioie seeding. On the 1st and 2d of 
September wlmat was sown at the rate 
of two bushels to the acre The crop, 
when harvested, yielded, according to 
the estimate of the owner, Mr. John 
Park, not le»s than forty bushels of 
gram to the acre, with a luxuriant 
grow th of straw. From these and many 
similar cases the inference seems to be 
that ball is a specific for the wheat crop, 
imparting solidity' to the grain and 
firmness to the straw. But it must not 
be '*oncluded that equally good results 
will always follow the application of 
salt —Montreal Gazette.

W'orking of this arrangement has been 
fully demonstrated.

The plan of constructing buildings 
with fire-proof flooring throughout, ac­
cording to a new and improved system, 
is now being generally adopted m En­
gland. This system consists iu forming 
the floor of solid timbering instead of 
the ordinary joists and floor boards—the 
floor is, in fact, all joists, which are laid 
close together, side by side, and either 
spiked or screwed through as the laying 
progresses, so as to form a compact, 
sohd mass of timber, capable of resisting 
the action of fire for a greater or less 
time. An”additional protection is af­
forded by a thick coating of plaster, 
which also foims the ceiling, the plaster 
being held np to the under side of the 
joists either by half-driven nails or by 

red ' dovetailed grooves in the wood. Stair­
cases are similarly constructed, though 
with lighter timbers.

A novel invention is described in the 
Moniteur des Fils et Ti&sus, the ob­
ject ot which is to produce a new' effect 
by embossing a design upon velvet in 
one or moie colors, differing from that 
of the piece or ribbon. In this case the 
face of the velvet has a mordant or ad­
hesive substance, such as gum, stearine, 
etc., applied to it, and the coloring mat­
ter in a powder, or flocks of any mate­
rial from the shearing machine, silk 
waste ground fine, or any other sub­
stance. aie thru deposited upon it, and 
made to adheie by heating the fabric. 
The piece is then passed under an en­
graved roller, and the pattern thus em­
bossed upon it. The parts of the pile 
which pass into the recesses on the 
roller remain standing, and, by submit­
ting these projecting parts to the action 
of brushes, the substance deposited 
upon them is removed, but remains in 
the depressed poitions, and the printer 
can thus obtain results almost unlimited 
in variety and effect.

Take Care of the Horses.
The Illinois Humane Society, through 

an appeal issued by their committee, 
make the following suggestions, which 
owners of horses will serve their own in­
terests by attending to:

1. Shoes—If horses are sharp shod in 
icy weather they will pull larger loads 
to greater advantage; it is poor economy 
to neglect the proper shoeing of horses, 
which may thus be seriously injured.

2. Blankets, etc.-—Horses should be 
protected by blankets or waterproof 
covers from rain or snow while stand­
ing. The cost of a blanket is very 
small, aud its use would repay the out­
lay many times. Any w'oolen or 
other protection placed under the 
pad or saddle, and extending 
back over the hips, will be found very 
useful as protecting a weak part of the 
animal.

3. Clipping—The clipping of horses 
is considered to be, at least, 
imprudent, and by this society in­
humane owners are respectfully urged 
to allow the animals to retain the cov­
ering which nature has provided.

4. Check reins—Work horses, if at , 
all, should be checked very low; they 
can thus pull to greater advantage, pro- I 
tect their eyes from rain or snow, and 
are less liable to stumble or injure them­
selves. It will be noticed that the city 
railway companies have largely aban­
doned the use of check reins.

5. Bits—It is prudent to warm with 
the hands, or otherwise, bits before 
placing them in the horses’ mouths.

Longevity in America.
A comparison unfavorable to longevity 

in America has been drawn between 
Gov. Morton, dying at 54, and Thiers, 
living until he was 80. The Philadel­
phia North American resists the unfa­
vorable inference in this style:

“ We have now living in our own city, 
in the person of Gen. Robert Patterson, 
one who has been and done as much and 
suffered as great changes of climate, and 
endured as much labor as perhaps any 
of the named Europeans, and yet, eclips­
ing them all in yeais, he is quite their 
equal in vigor. Here, too, at our doors 
in Henry C. Carey, capable of doing the 
work of any of the men named, at 85. 
And Mr. Cameron is in his 80th year, 
and by no means ready to fall asleep 
while this administration lasts. We re­
cently buried Horace Binney, wanting 
but three years of being 100; and, recall­
ing other prominent men, whoso lives 
were active and laborious, there was 
WTebster, who lived to 70 years; Clay to 
75; Benton an additional year; Chief 
Justice Marshall, 80; J. Q. Adams, 81; 
Thomas Jefferson, 83; Lewis Cass, 84, 
and Chief Justice Taney, 87. The list 
can be easily extended, and the more it 
is examined the more fully it will be 
proved that American life is no more 
deadly than European, and that profes­
sional life has as good chances ot con­
tinuance here as there.”

Registered Bonds.

A list of the stolen bonds taken fiom 
the Manhattan Savings Institution, ot 
New York, has been received by the 
Treasury Department. A caveat will be 
entered against each of them upon the 
books of the treasury. Mr. Scofield, 
Register of the Treasury, said to-day 
that the bank conld not lose a cent upon 
the stolen bonds which were registered. 
They would be subjected to some addi­
tional trouble; that is all. The interest 
will continue to the bank, as the pre­
sentation of bonds is not required to 
collect interest, the money being ahvays 
paid to the person v,hose name appears 
upon the treasury books. The only 
place where the bonds would be needed 
would be m case of maturity, or where 
a call is made. In that case, if the orig­
inal hokfor of a registei ed bond has lost 
it, by destruction or theft, all ho has to 
do is to make affidavit of tlie same at 
the Treasury Department, and file bonds 
double in amount for the loss claimed, 
and then a new bond is issued. The 
Manhattan Bank, by furnishing proof of 
its loss and a bond to the amount of 
$5,000,000, can have duplicates of the 
stolen bonds reissued to them. As reg­
istered bonds are not negotiable, and 
are only payable to th a holder, who has 
to be properly identified, it was thought 
strange by some that this double iden­
tification should be required by the 
Government, when the bond was in 
itself a guarantee. Register Scofield 
explains the object of this. Registered 
bonds are assignable. W’here the orig­
inal holder should sell to a second party 
and assign it to him, a case might occur 
where the second holder should be sick, 
or die, or be m some way prevented 
from notifying the treasury that the 
bond bad passed to him, so that a note 
oi it could be made upon the treas- 
uiy books. In that case the original 
holder might come in and aver that he 
had lost his bond, and secure the issue 
to himself of a duplicate of the bond 
still in existence’. To guard against any 
sucli loss the guaranty m case of reissue 
is required. After these bonds are as­
signed in blank, and are put m bank as 
collateral, they are negotiable as coupon 
bonds, and are subject to loss by theft. 
Register Scofield says that there is no 
case on record where a loss has occurred 
through registered bonds.— Washing­
ton telegram.

Danger Dimmed by Darkness.

Owing to the darkness that fills our 
deep mining shafts our miners are less 
conscious of the dangers of their trade 
than they would otherwise be. A miner 
standing on a bit of a plank thrown 
across a shaft 1,000 or 1,500 feet in 
depth sees little of the pit yawning be­
neath liis feet. The darkness rises up 
until it almost seems to form a floor un­
der his plank, gwiug a place on which 
Ins eyes may rest and preventing an un­
steadiness of the head. Place the same 
shaft on the surface of the earth, and let 
it tover 1,500 feet into the an- and broad 
light of day, and the miner standing on 
his single plank at an elevation three 
times as great as the tallest church spire 
would be unable to move—would be 
paralyzed. Looking down through the 
awful depth below', he would clutch the 
neareat timbers, afraid to make a move 
in any dn eclion. Make for him doors 
on each side of this shaft, representing 
the openings at the stations, and he 
wouhl not be likely to jump from door 
to door acioss the yawning shaft, as he 
does underneath the ground, where the 
dark rises up and makes a seeming floor 
bctw'een the doois. It is undoubtedly 
the darkness that benumbs the senses of 
the miner to the danger to which he is 
exposed when passing to and fro across 
shafts and winzes, or when climbing the 
interior of their compartments, trusting 
to the scanty hold for hands and feet 
afforded by the narrow ledges of the 
timbers projecting from the walls.— 
Virginia City (Nev.) Enterprise.
