SERM ON BY B EY . DAVID SW IN G , Q F C H I­

CAGO.

* * * Many-sided was the worth 
of Christ. Paul did not extract his 
rapture from a single moment of his 
Master’s life. That enthusiasm which 
pushed aside the Homan and Hebrew 
splendor, and which gave up all things 
for Christ, did not feed upon the manger 
alone, nor upon the death, but it drew 
its impulse from all the deeds and words 
and scenes in that life which had begun 
in humility and had passed above in a 
resurrection. The cross was the symbol 
which stood for all. It recalled all the 
sympathy, the love; it helped the mem­
ory and touched the heart; it glorified 
the whole history of the absent Jesus, 
and, as the word “throne” stands for the 
power of God and the power of man, 
and at its mention recalls the mighty 
empires of earth, or makes us see the 
universe obeying one all-wise voice, so 
the word “cross” came to Paul’s lips as 
an affectionate symbol of all he knew 
and loved and hoped of Jesus Christ. 
In the immediate context the moral-in­
fluence theory streams forth in the 
thought that Paul must follow his Mas­
ter and be crucified to the world as was 
his Lord; that no form or outward rite 
would avail; that he must himself be­
come a “new creature.” For, the hour 
the substitution theory is absent, it is 
repudiated, and Paul must himself die 
to sin and become transfigured into a 
new “creation.” He says virtually, 
“Yon Galatians are placing hope in ex­
ternal forms, are keeping the law of cir­
cumcision ; but God forbid that I should 
ever glory in an outward form. I shall 
glory only in that cross which puts to 
death all sin and brings to life all in­
most purity.” At other times, perhaps, 
Paul would have sung the words,

N oth ing  m  m y h an d s  I  b rin g ,

but at this moment the moral influence 
of the cross was filling his mind, and he 
desired to bring to his God a religion 
in the soul rather than a religion of the 
raiment or of the body.

Christ had lived spotlessly; had shown 
no such narrowness as that which had 
stoned a Stephen, or had dragged 
doubting persons to prison; He had 
loved alike Jew and Gentile; He had 
lived in tenderness, not in the cruelty of 
a military chieftain; He had depressed 
the external to enlarge the spiritual; 
He had forgiven enemies; He had by 
day and by night been a moral hero; 
He had been a mediator for man; He 
had not shrank from a fearful death; 
He had revealed a second life by rising 
from the dead; and in the midst of 
these sweet and altogether amazing 
facts Paul saw his Hebrew and Boman 
aims all turn to dust, and a cross to rise 
up out of the wide expanse of the fu­
ture. The piece of wood pointing four 
ways, with the body of the divmest 
being of all history imaged upon it 
loving and dying, did not speak to Paul 
only one truth; it did not proclaim the 
theory dt a ■■ commercial transaction” 
nor the theory of a “ moral influence,” 
but that wood prefigured a new world. 
The four arms pointed out the four 
compass points from which all the four 
winds should blow all human love and 
wisdom and virtue and immortal life.

If ever there has been a human 
boast justified by history, Paul’s boast 
over the cross must be declared 
now to be vindicated in the actual 
career of man. Eor when the 
sacred emblem passed into Borne, the 
imperial city, it broke up slowly the 
assemblages which met to see wild 
beasts fight with men and men transfix 
each other. A vernal air of charity 
passed over even cruel Rome, and soft­
ened that iron heart. As impassioned 
lips spoke and sang of this cross in 
later ages, slaves were set free, despot­
ism changed into a mild monarchy or 
into liberty, children were born into an 
unusual care and education, and na­
tions were bom into a closer brother­
hood, and the tomb of man began to be 
decked with the flowers of a new hope. 
When, to those vast public changes 
which have followed that cruciform 
word, you add all the private virtue and 
private happiness which have issued 
from it like perfume from the,sandal 
tree, what hymns have been sung around 
it, what prayers offered in its memory, 
you will feel that,- compared with this 
symbol, all other emblems of riches or 
power or pleasure fade. The Protest­
ants have removed from the wood the 
dying form, because their hearts cannot 
endure the remembrance of such agony. 
They prefer the simple cross, along with 
the reflection that He who once suf­
fered there has gone away to His para­
dise ; but, if the Roman Catholics pre­
fer the crucifix, we complain not, for it 
will recall to them, as the simplest cross 
to us, the greatest memory earth pos­
sesses. History proclaims it to be the 
most powerful symbol of all times. -

In presence of the broad Use which 
Paul made of this word, in the memory 
of the fact that he meant by the word 
not only Christ’s sacrifice but all the 
charms of Christ’s character and all the 
purest phases of human virtue; in pres­
ence of the tact that the Christian 
world has attached to it all forms of 
moral excellence, we cannot but con­
clude that tlie meanings of the words 
Savior and Redeemer are equally in­
definite and equally elastic. They are 
many-sided, like a crystal, or many- 
toned, like the sea, or star-bedecked, 
like the sky. The cross never stood for 
the simple death of the Lord, much less 
did it ever stand for some one phase of 
that death; but it stood in the letters of 
Paul and has ever since stood for all the 
love and words and work of Him who 
died at last, lifted up by its timber and 
nails. Hnable to enumerate all this 
multiform merit, the heart passes by 
the details, and gathers np the whole 
spiritual riches of Christianity in one 
word. As a nation whose climate and 
soil and laws and peoples and arts and 
customs are too large for perfect 
enumeration, groups all these quali­
ties into one term—tlie eagle, or 
the shamrock, or the lion, or the pine, 
or the palm, so the holy religion of our 
temple, unable to tell the world 
at once all the worth of its Founder, 
lifts up the cross, and makes the em­
blem of its greatest event stand as the 
emblem of a whole empire of faith and 
love and life. As under the symbol of 
two wild plants two island nations live,
and each nation, by its own leaves, sets

forth or calls to memory its past and 
present, its soil, its language, its polit­
ical triumphs and defeats, its loves and 
songs and griefs, so under one piece of 
crossed wood group the repentance, the 
charity, the faith, the love, the hope of 
a religion—by the word eross it means 
all of the soul’s holy states and memo­
ries and expectations.

It, therefore, comes to pass that many 
denominations, and many individuals 
differing in belief, do all repeat one 
word and wear upon their hearts one 
symbol. The meaning of the word is 
so rich that, instead of its being exhaust­
ed by the virtue drawn from it by yon 
or me, it lies almost untouched for him 
who is neither yon nor I, but who comes 
to it with trust and affection. In that 
picture seen in so many windows of the 
streets, where a woman’s form reaches 
up out of a stormy sea, and throws the 
arms around a rook, cut cruciform by 
nature, the spectators perceive no one 
significance in that cross. While the 
old and the modem schools gaze at the 
scene with differing thoughts, all agree 
in this, that the dying woman has found 
at last a power greater than that of the 
ocean about her feet. All spectators of 
many minds blend together in the words 
—She is saved !

The emblem is not one which any one 
sect may exhaust, but is rather one which 
all sects combined cannot measure. 
When you see the old saints all looking 
to it with hope, and then in more recent 
times behold that varied thought which 
has sprang up out of liberty repeat­
ing this one word—all that multitude 
of Christians between Calvin and Chan 
ning pronouncing the term Cross—do 
you not stand wonder-stricken that two 
pieces of wood could gather such differ­
ing millions under their shadow? But 

j such was He who died upon the crossing 
I beams. If, as an ancient said, the cross 
stood for the universe by its pointing 
four ways, right and left, or up and 
down, or toward the four compass points, 
thus sweeping the whole horizon, it was 
equaled by its victim on Calvary, for 
His wisdom and virtue and love and 
intercession looked in all directions, np 
toward heaven, down toward the depths 
of suffering, right and left; they swept 
the whole horizon of human life.

My young friends, the earth is old. 
It may have seen on its surface 
six or ten or fifty thousand 

i years of that human existence 
| which you see to-day. In all that 
long period the heart has knelt by some 
altar, and has come to the grave in some 
kind of a hope and trust. Many relig­
ions have come, bringing what of vir­
tue and joy they knew; but no mortal 
in the long-gone centuries has prayed 
or acted or died, and no Deist of the 
thoughtful present acts or prays or dies in 
the name of any spiritual philosophy 

i which can surpass or equal that wor- 
! ship, out of the broad bosom of which 
rises the eross of Jesus Christ.

A Dinner at the Sultan’s Palace.
The guest is not incumbered by too 

much ceremony; no stiff, high-backed 
chair bewilders him and destroys his 
ease; may I say it?—he has not the 
care of a lady whom he must lead into 
dinner, and upon whose wishes he must 
attend. He crosses his legs upon the 
cushion which is spread for him, takes 
his spoon in one hand and his serviette 
in the other, and without a word waits till 
the dishes come. A minute or so elap­
ses, and then attendants bearing a huge 
round tray arrive, and deposit it between 
the convives. Upon this tray there is 
a large bowl of soup, together with a 
little plate, and one knife and fork for 
each guest. There are, besides, several 
tiny dishes, upon which are displayed 
sweetmeats, pickles, caviare, and olives; 
some pieces ol bread complete the ar­
ray. For a moment the diners regard 
the tray, and perchance taste an olive or 
a sweet. But the chief of the table, if 
he be an intelligent person, does not 
waste much time. With a wave of his 
hand to encourage his friends, he dips 
his spoon into the soup-bowl, conveys 
the rich gravy to his month, and in this 
is at once imitated by all his guests. 
Now and then one or other will drop a 
piece of bread into the bowl, and fish it 
out again, either for himself or a very 
particular friend, and so the dipping goes 
on till the soup is finished—the howl 
empty. A pause ensues while some 
call for water, and others rest in antici­
pation of the next course and the next 
effort. Very shortly another dish makes 
its appearance; this time, perhaps, some 
kabobs, or a kind of hash, in which a 
good quantity of vegetables are used. 
In go the spoons once more, and the 
feast continues. Most probably the next 
plat will be cutlets or fowls, whereupon 
the various pieces are taken np with the 
fingers, and disposed of with some rapid­
ity. And now comes the critical mo­
ment for you, if you are present at this 
feast as a stranger. You, as a Euro­
pean, will have placed yonr meat on 
your plate, and will be carefully cutting 
it up, when suddenly a more than or- 

! dinanly juicy morsel will be pushed in­
to your month by a pair of very greasy 
fingers. You must not resent this; it is 
a token of loving-kindness, a sign that 
you are respected, esteemed, beloved. 
Eat it; you are a favored mortal. A 
dish of vegetables, pur et simple, very 
likely succeeds, and then one of pastry 
in which chopped meat is concealed, 
and, lastly, what the Turks who speak 
English tell you is the Ottoman plum­
pudding—pillaw—with just enough
meat in it to make it palatable. With 
your spoon onee more you take your 
turn in the general scramble; you eat 
till the dish is empty, and then, like 
yonr friends, lean back till a jug and 
ewer are brought; water is poured over 
your hands, a cigarette is given yon, and 
the coffee comes. Your Turkish dinner 
in the palace of Sultan Abdul Hamid is 
finished.—“Plevna, the Sultan and the 
Porte.”—Gay.

Fire-Proof Houses.
The houses in the city of Buenos 

Ayres are said to be almost fire-proof. 
They are built of brick, and as follows: 
Each floor, and the roof, which is near­
ly flat, are supported by joists of some 
hard wood, that will not readily bum, 
the joists being placed at regular dis­
tances. Across these joists are laid rails 
of the same kind of hard wood, three by 
three and one-half inches, and the space 
between these is bridged over with thin 
bricks or tiles, thirteen and one half 
inches long; another layer of bricks is 
then laid, and generally on this a layer 
of fine tiles. The roof is exactly the 
same, but, of course, has a slope to ear­
ly off the water. There is no boxing to 
the window or door frames. The jambs 
are thin and are built solid in the walls. 
There is no lathing, no wainscot, nor 
base-boards, and all the timbers used in 
the construction are made of hardwood, 
and all the doors, windows and shutters 
are made of a peculiar kind of cedar 
that is very slow to ignite and bums 
with great difficulty. The outside ap­
pearance of these houses differs but lit­
tle from that of modern houses in Cen­
tral Europe.—American Builder.

The Revelations of the Hieroglyphics.
The Khedive of Egypt, a few weeks 

ago, presented an English gentleman 
with a mummy. The recipient was 
much pleased with the present, and, 
wishing to know of whose body he was 
possessed, employed two Egyptologists 
to decipher the hieroglyphics on the

outer case. They both of them declared 
the writing to he the epitaph of a great 
King who lived some thousands of years 
ago. After the discovery, it was thought 
the opening of the package would per­
haps reveal something that would be of 
great historical .value, and many emi­
nent men were invited to the unwind­
ing, which progressed favorably until 
toward the close, when the mummy was 
found to be that of a woman.

Christinas Gifts.
If one has only the will to do and 

taste to fashion them, at a very trifling 
expense many really beautiful Christmas 
gifts can be manufactured with only a 
few days’ care and labor.

The rough, irregular ends of the 
branches from the spruce tree can be 
twisted and turned in a variety of ways. 
After gathering them and selecting 
those which have the greatest number 
of buds at the ends, carefully remove 
the needle-like leaves; this is more easily 
done after they have been allowed to re­
main in the oven a short time; not too 
hot, for that would draw out the resin­
ous gum and mar the beauty of the 
work, and, if too coo], both buds and 
branches will shrivel and be useless. 
Look them over carefully, now the 
leaves are off, laying aside the perfectly 
straight and well-curved ones, discard­
ing the crooked and unpliable. The 
sprays should be from two to ten inches 
in length, and have a cluster of buds at 
the end of each one.

My first attempt was a hanging match-* 
safe, which was so easy to do, and effect­
ive when on the wall, that I would ad­
vise a novice at the business to let that 
be the first effort.

Provide a sharp pair of scissors, pins 
both large and small, pasteboard, needle 
and cotton—or, what is better, silk—the 
color of the wood, and a small piece of 
some bright-colored material to cover 
the pasteboard which is used for the 
back of the mateh-safe. I used Turkey 
red, and found it admirable, as the var­
nish used when the work is finished 
does not injure the color. Cut the 
pasteboard about four inches square, 
and, pinning the material smoothly on 
the right side, fasten it securely by long 
stitches from side to side on the wrong. 
Now cover the right side of the back 
with the sprays, putting them on per­
pendicularly, and letting them project 
about an inch at both top and bottom; 
the first one should be so near the side 
edge that the covering of the pasteboard 
will not show beyond it; let this first 
one have the end with buds at the top 
of the work, and fasten securely in place 
by a stitch taken through the paste­
board, allowing the silk to pass over the 
wood, and not taking the needle through 
it; do this at both top and bottom. The 
next piece should lie as closely as pos­
sible to the first, and its buds should be 
at the bottom of the back; fasten it in 
the same way, and in this manner cover 
the entire back on the right side, hav­
ing the buds of every alternate piece at 
the top and the others at the bottom of 
the work.

There should be two holders, one for 
unused and the other for waste matches. 
The little round boxes in which Stew­
art’s spool-cotton comes are just the 
size, excepting a trifle too tall. Take off 
one end, and cut them down slightly; 
then, having a piece of Turkey red 
nearly half again as wide as the height 
of the box, fold in the raw edges until 
the strip is the right width; wrap 
around the box tightly, and fasten in 
the back with a few stiches; arrange 
the sprays on theboxes in the same man­
ner as on the covered pasteboard, allow­
ing them to project above and below 
not quite half an inch. When finished, 
fasten the boxes securely together, using 
a needle and strong cotton; then sew 
them to the back, right in the middle 
Have two straight pieces about six 
inches long, which sew in the middle of 
the pasteboard, at both top and bottom, 
allowing the ends that have the buds on 
to project about four inches, the other 
ends lying in the other side of the 
back. Take a few stiches through the 
wood and board, and see they are well 
fastened in place. At each comer of 
the top and bottom sew pieces which 
project an inch from the foundation, 
and between each one of these and the 
middle piece put two more, grading 
them in height. Now the foundation is 
all ready, select some of the prettiest 
curved ones for the ornamentation. 
Let them go diagonally across the back 
from the middle of each side to both 
top and bottom, extending beyond the 
foundation, and forming a sort of lat­
tice-work over it. Concealing the ends 
without buds under those that have, 
arrange a cluster of buds on each of the 
holders. Dissolve gum-shellac in alcohol 
until it is the consistency of thin 
varnish; then with a fine brash or a 
feather go over every part of the work, 
and, after it has dried in a warm room, 
apply another coat. Paste paper over 
the back to conceal the ends of the 
sprays and the stitches, a small piece of 
sand-paper at the bottom of the holders, 
and the work is complete. With an oc­
casional coat of shellac, they will keep 
bright for years.—Harper's Bazar.

Shocking Criminals.
The penitentiary management, deter­

mined not to be outdone by Edison, 
have introduced electricity as a mode of 
punishment. The statement having 
been made that prisoners exposed to 
this punishment suffered more than they 
did by the use of the ducking-tub, a re­
porter called at the prison and was shown 
the method of punishment by Deputy 
Warden Quinn and Dr. Drary, the pris­
on physician. The electric apparatus is in 
a box ten inches in length, three inches 
high and three inches wide. It contains 
an electro-magnet. The prisoner is 
taken to the ducking-box formerly in 
use in the insane department. He is 
stripped and blindfolded before coming 
in sight of the water-box, and is then 
led around a corner of the interior cell 
building, and placed in the box, hand­
cuffed, but not shackled at the feet. 
The room is warm, having fire in it day 
and night. He sits down in water three 
inches in depth. One pole of the bat­
tery is placed in the water. A sponge 
is attached to the end of the other pole.

Deputy Warden Quinn superintends 
the punishment, which consists of 
touching the bare skin of the convict in 
various places, rapidly, with the sponge. 
A prisoner turns a small crank attached 
to the electric apparatus. The concern 
is so small that it looks like a toy, but it 
makes the subject of punisliment yell 
sometimes as though he was badly hurt 
or badly frightened. The reporter did 
not witness a punishment, hut is giving 
what he was told at the prison. Dr. 
Drury says this mode of punishment 
does no harm. In some cases he says 
it is a physical benefit. The punishment 
is said to be effectual, on account of the 
man being blindfolded. He has no idea 
where or when he is going to be 
touched, and is not nerved against it, as 
one would be who takes hold of the 
poles of a battery with his eyes open 
and his thoughts concentrated for the 
expected shook. It is said that the 
mode of punishment has reduced the 
visits to the room 45 per cent. The 
dungeons have been dispensed with ex­
cept five. About one man per week is 
sent there.—Columbus (Ohio) Dis­
patch. .____________

—Supt. of Public Instruction Gower 
has appointed B. W. Huston, Bev.

—The annual reunion of the surviv­
ors of the Third Michigan Infantry was 
held at Grand Bapids lately, fifty mem­
bers of the organization being present.

—During the season of 1878 there 
were 2,567 steamers and other craft 
locked through the Sault St. Marie ship 
canal, and the toll* received aggregated 
$49,437.

—Mary Ann Bawleigh, of Wyoming, 
Kent county, has been arrested for 
flogging her husband, who is 88 years of 
age. It is also alleged that she has 
dragged him around by the hair of his 
head.

—Mrs. H. A. De Land, of Grand 
Bapids, a singer who has been prosecut­
ing her musical studies in Europe for 
several years, and of' whom brilliant 
things are reported, is expected home in 
January.

—When Mr. Reynolds, of Eaton 
county, paid the $58.60 exacted from 
him as a penalty for whipping his wife, 
he remarked that taking the ugliness 
out of a woman is an expensive busi­
ness.

•—The State Dental Association, at a 
recent meeting, passed resolutions ask­
ing the Legislature for an appropria­
tion of $7,000 for a dental school, and 
to pass a law to prevent dental quack­
ery in the State. The Treasurer was 
instructed to have the questions pre­
sented at the session of this Legislature 
in January.

—A peculiar and fatal disease has 
made its appearance among the cattle 
in the vicinity of Saginaw, in every in­
stance, thus far, proving fatal. A gen­
tleman named McLean, of that city, lost 
three head, and a dozen other cases are 
reported. The cattle are taken down 
very suddenly and only a live a few 
hours. In some eases the cattle are ap­
parently well at night and dead in the 
morning. A skillful veterinary surgeon 
has made a post mortem in one or two 
cases, but is unable to decide as to the 
disease other than indications of feed 
poison.

The report also says that the laws re­
garding the State School and Reform 
Schools should he so amended that in­
corrigible children, who evidently be­
long to the Reform School, could be 
sent there from the State School by the 
Board of Control, with tho approval of 
the Agent of the State Board of Chari­
ties, without the expense of a trial be­
fore the courts. There are children oc­
casionally in the State School who more 
properly belong to the Reform School, 
if the system of classification adopted 
by the State is carried out; and no one 
can determine the status of the child so 
well as the officers of the school. As it 
is, thieving and incorrigible children 
must be taken before a magistrate and 
sent up at some expense to this county, 
or returned to the county from whence 
they came, at considerable expense to the 
school, and from there be sent, at ad­
ditional expense, sooner or later, in most 
eases, to the Reform School. All this 
expense and trouble could be saved.

Eaten by Cannibals.
Intelligence has been received from 

the Island of New Britain cf the mas­
sacre of native Wesleyan mission 
agents, who were set upon and mur­
dered, and their. bodies eaten by the 
mountain tribes. The Wesleyan Church 
in Australia directs and supports evan­
gelistic operations in the Friendly 
islands, the new colony of Fiji, Samoa, 
the lone island of Rotumah, and the 
group of islands of which New Britain 
and New Ireland are the largest. The 
mission is under the charge of the 
Bev. George Brown, who resides him­
self on one of the Duke of York group 
of islands. Eight of the teachers had 
expressed their wish and determina­
tion to visit the interior tribes 
of New Britain. They divided into 
two bands, in order to cross the 
islands at different parts. Four of 
them started from Blanche hay, and 
the other four made the northern side 
of the island their point of departure. 
Tlie Blanche bay party returned next 
day to their point of departure. The 
other four teachers also reached the 
plateau in safety, interviewed the na­
tives and were entertamed for"the night 
in one of the towns. A chief named 
Talili, who lived on the low land, but 
who had influence in the interior, sent 
a message to the town in which the un­
fortunate teachers were lodged for the 
night, beseeching the tribe to kill theln. 
When the doomed men left the village 
the next morning the people followed, 
and, calling upon all whom they met 
working in the plantations by the'way 
to join them in the deed of blood, at 
length fell upon the unarmed, unsuspi­
cious teachers and slew them in savage 
fashion. The bodies were cut np, add 
the pieces sent here and there to the 
different towns, where they were cooked 
and eaten with cannibal ceremony and 
delight. The object of thus distribut­
ing the bodies was to implicate a largo 
number of towns in the massacre—a 
customary device of savages. The Bev. 
Mr. Brown, on hearing of the massacre, 
adopted very severe reprisals, the char­
acter of which on the part of a mis­
sionary have been variously commented 
on by the Australian press. An expe­
dition was at once organized, and the 
result of the reprisals was that at least 
fifty, possibly more, of the cannibals 
were killed, and many of the towns and 
plantations were destroyed.---Mel­
bourne Argus.

Extravagant Americans.
In two very important items of do­

mestic expense the American people 
are extravagant beyond" all excuse. In 
the matter of food the waste is astound­
ing to all who know of the continental 
frugality and economy. It would not 
matter so much that we insist upon 
having the most costly viands .if we only 
had the knowledge of cookery and the 
sense of saving which would make the 
most of them. Nine out of ten families 
might, if they knew how, live better at 
one-half of their present expenditure. 
But in the matter of clothing the case 
is, if possible, still worse. There is lit­
tle or no question of what is becoming, 
useful, economical or appropriate to 
person or purse. The only care is to 
be in, or as near the fashion as possible.

Silk, if possible; if not, calico that 
looks like silk. Broadcloth, if it can be 
got; if not, shoddy that imitates it. 
The expenditure of the man who can 
afford to live at the rate of $10,000 a 
year is imitated in brass, or by stealing, 
by him who is entitled to spend $5,000. 
Afar off, the $1,000 folks are envious 
and imitative in cheap furniture and 
dresses which would load to suspicion if 
every one did not know them to be the 
merest sham. If some of our people of 
advanced thought would give their at­
tention to the subject of moral courage, 
even if it did no good, it would indicate 
a line of thought and action novel to 
the immense majority of onr highly- 
trained, and wholly by what others think 
possessed, men and women.—Provi­
dence Journal.

Riming Mid Fin nace Items*

The Fox River Furnace at Depere, 
Wis., went into blast on a new hearth 
Wednesday of last week.

We understand that a rich deposit 
of ore has lately been found on tne 
Bessemer property a short distance 
west of the old pit. It is said to be 
of considerable extent and promising 
in all respects.

It is one of the encouraging signs 
of the times in this country that cor­
rupt public officia's, embezzlers of 
trust funds, speculative and false- 
swearing officers of banks and insur­
ance companies and criminal mis- 
managers of corporations are being 
sent to Slate’s Prison the same as or­
dinary thieves. This didn’t used to 
be so.

General Alpheus S. Williams, of 
Detroit, Democratic member of Con­
gress from the First Michigan Dis­
trict, died at Washington Saturday, 
after a brief illness. General Williams 
was an officer in the Union army 
during the War of the Rebellion, and 
both before and since the war had 
held positions of public trust. He 
was 68 years of age, and has been a 
resident of Detroit since 1836.

The Democrats of the Ho.ise pro­
pose to impeach ex-Secretary of the 
Navy Robeson, of New Jersey (mem­
ber-elect of the next Congress'), and 
some of his subordinates in office, on 
charges of official misconduct. The 
Committee on Naval Affairs of the 
House is prepared to report in favor 
of impeachment, but action has been 
postponed, at Mr. Robeson’s request, 
in order to enable him to present 
proofs of his innocence of the charges.

In the Ktllona plantation suit, on 
trial for a week past before Judge 
Wallace, in New York, a verdict was 
on Friday given in favor of the de­
fendant, Lieutenant General Sheridan. 
The plaintiff, James E. Whalen, who 
claimed $400,000 damages from the 
military seizure of a plantation in 
Louisiana, following the close of the 
war, is shown not to have been the 
owner of the- property at that time. 
The disappointel claimant will prob­
ably seek a new trial.

General B. F. Butler has not yet 
taken his seat in congress at the pres­
ent session. He is too busy attend­
ing to his private law business. He 
draws at the rate of $5,000 a year 
from the national Treasury for sup­
posed services as a member of Con­
gress, and at the same lime receives 
quadruple that amount as fees for out­
side professional services while con­
gress is in session. The question 
naturally suggests itself to hor.est men 
whether a ge mine and sincere reform­
er would be guilty of th!s sort of 
thing.

The Nev York Herald of Tuesday 
publishes a detailed report of the 
condition of trade and industry in 
Massachusetts, according to which 
the general state of business in that 
Commonwealth is exceedingly en­
couraging. Nearly all the cotton 
mills are again at work, and wages 
are fair. While competition is keen 
and prices low, the market is said to 
be larger than ever before. An al­
most equally good report is made in 
regard to wooferr goods and the boot 
and shoe trade. Altogether the out­
look is exceedingly bright.

Wisconsin is becoming wrought up 
by the Senatorial controversy. The 
Legislature, which will meet early 
next month, will choose a United 
States Senator as the successor of 
Hon. Timothi O. Howe, whose term 
expires in March. The candidates 
must conspicuously urged are Mr. 
Howe, Matt Carpenter and E. W, 
Keyes, of Madison. Each of these 
gentlemen has a strong backing. 
The chances seem to be favorable to 
Mr. Howe’s re-election, but should 
he fail of commanding a majority, it 
is anticipated that his friends and 
those of Mr,> Keyes will unite and 
elect the latter.

Secretary Sherman has answered, 
in writing, Senator Beck’s resolution 
asking about the silver dollars, and 
stdl Mr. Beck is not happy. Mr.

This report “hows that dating tlie year 89 
miles of road have been placed under 
contract at a cost of $76,082, and 33 miles 
of roads and ditches have been built and 
accepted by the State, for which $70,350 
have been paid. Tlie total number of 
acres of swamp land which has been li­
censed as homesteads up to the close of 
the year is 135,634 acres. Up to Septem­
ber 30, 1878, there have been 3,207,308 
acres of swamp land patented to the 
State in the Lower Peninsula, fiom which 
there have been reset ved on roads and 
other contracts. 39,089 acres ; licensed to 
lioniestads, 129,230; leserved to the 
Agricultural College, 6,917; leaving a 
total of 413,333 acies still in the maiket 
in the Lower Peninsula. The number of 
acres patented to the State in the Upper 
Peninsola is 2,631,553. From this amount 
there is held in reserve for the Marquette, 
Sault Ste. Marie and Mackinac Railroad 
Company, 1,336,965 acres ; for the Me­
nominee River Railroad Company, 111,- 
751 acres ; for the Day’s River and Bays 
du Noe State load, 20,403 acres ; for a 
railroad from L’Anse to Houghton, 60,845, 
and licensed to homestead settlers, 6,454, 
leaving a total of 100,321 acres in the 
Upper Peninsula belonging to the State 
and undisposed of.

■T he Marquette a Mackinaw Rail 
road.—As the time for the Assembling of 
the legislature approaches, the subject of 
the land grant in aid of tins road is be­
coming of lively intuest to those inter­
ested in tfie development of the sections 
affected by the giant. The following 
letter from Air. John W. Thompson, in 
reply to the one fn_in Air. Joy, published 
last week, severely ciiticises the action of 
the company who at present controls the 
grant. Mr. ThomDson probably does not 
realize the difficulties that have stood iu 
the way of the constiuctiou of tlie road 
since the panic, and that taken in dousid- 
ation with tlie fact that a stiong rivalry 
lias exeited Us influence to delay the 
woik, together with the fact that the 
lower peninsula has never encouraged 
the enterprise in the way it should, ought 
in some degree excuse tlie dillitoiiousness 
of those holding the giant. However, 
the people of this section want the road, 
and it the “Mackinaw plan" is the only 
available one, let that be adopted, so long 
as it does not jeopardize other state iu- 
teiests. The letter is as follows:

I read carefully the letter of Mr. J  y in the 
morning papers ot the 8th of December on the 
subject of the Maiquette A: Miekmaiv lailroad, 
»nd hav e been since wrung for the fulfilment of 
his piomise therein contained—that he would 
continue the °ubjeet

I t  1° a question of v ital importance to the peo­
ple of Michigan. I t is fortunate that Mr. Joy 
is committed to its discu-sion, and we cannot 
affoid th it, once begun, it should be sumn arily 
dropped.

The position of the ques'ion I  understand to 
be briefly as follows:

Recognizing the vi tal importance of e tablish- 
ing direct railway communication between the 
rich iron and copper mines and other industries 
of the Lnper Peninsula an 1 the farming and 
mercantile interests ol lower Michigan, our leg­
islature some years ago grantei considerably 
over a million of acres to aid in tne constiueUon 
of such a road from Marquette to M vekinae.

There was no hesitancy on the part ot the pub­
lic, as to s-ttmg aside his princely domain, pro 
voting onlv thal the object sought could be a t­
tained. AU lelt that the state woul 1 be the 
gainer, and were willing that the promoters ot 
the enterprise -hould be richly rewarded.

There wa-, appie i ‘USiOn, on the part of some 
lest the gilt should be ma appropriated, and the 
road not but t it all, or built luiloquifely. 
Others leared th it the lands might fill into the 
hands of those who hid  not the executive oi pe­
cuniary ability to carr, out the undertaking.

I t  looks now as it the doubts ot those last weie 
but too well founded.

The fact is not bo disputed that the land grant 
has been available foi years, but that the first 
prac.ical step has not yet been taken to build 
the road.

Meanwhile a. railroad, even in these hard 
time0, is stretching lt-elf from Marquette to 
Ashland and Du u h—from the uch iron and 
copper mines, stone and slate quarne-, an 1 oth­
er industries of the region—towaids the tanning 
supplies ol Wisconsin and Minne-ota. And 
dangerou- rival has al eady estabhthed itself 
between the same section of our state and the 
merch ants and larmersin and around Milwaukee 
and Chicago.

I t  is of cour°e. unprofitable to spend time 
quarreling or lamenting over the past. I t  is also 
asking too much from the people that they 
should allow this state of things to remain. 
Those under whose control this magnificent land 
giant, has fallen have filled to use it as a public 
benefit. Let them step aside and make room lor 
those who can.

The distance from Marquette to Mackinaw is 
only 150 miles—a meie babateile in distance and 
and difficulty when compared with the nnpoi 
tance of the results sought. At Miehinaw it 
connects not only with the firms of the lower 
peninsula and the mercan.ile interests of Detroit 
bat also with the railway system ot the conti­
nent.

I t  is incorrect either to undervalue the land 
covered, by this grant, or to stite that settleis 
are not eager to acquire homes upon it. Had the 
wagon road undei taken fr m the Sault to Mack­
inaw some years ngo been properly bunt, it 
would now he thickly settled throughout its en­
tire 'ength. Evoias t i  . be ng imp t"ibio, ex­
cepting in t Yoriole wea ner, it has induced a 
large rumhei oDettlers.

The land thiough which the Marquette & 
M ickmow railroad should pass is thickly covei- 
ed with pine and with exiellent hardwood eve 
ry stick of which would in that region be eigei- 
lv sought for fharcoal, for timber or tor fuel. 
The land is good, ind under the powerful stimu­
lus of the immense non manufactories, every 
possible aero would soon he under the plow.

I t  is not in the nature of things that this 
princely gift of the people should be left m im­
becile or unwilling hands. We of the lower pen­
insula have a vital interest m being restored to 
full and umnteirupted intercourse with the iron 
copper and othei industries of the upper Whilst

available route to the metropolis ol our own 
state and to the outside world, their immediate 
interests also require that millions of acres at 
their door shall not remain as a wilderness in 
the hands ol an effete coipoiation whil-t liun- 
dieds of hardy settlers are imploring the right to 
establish then homes upon it. I t  would not be 
wise to divert the land grant from its destined 
use. But let it be withdrawn from the hands of 
those who cannot or will not utilize it and be 
placed in the hands of those who can and will.

W hy could not the land be sold under wise re­
strictions, the tight of way carelnlly reserved, 
and the purchase money and secures jealously 
andjwi°ely hondej. only to be u ed for building 
the road? We tirtnly believe that the lands 
could be employed directly. But if they could 
not the money and securities which couhl be re­
alized from the lands would build it.

This plan would q u ie t Mr. Joy’s anxious fears 
I f  the land  is so poor th a t no one will buy it, 
then  thingslw ill rem ain  just as they  are . II i t  is 
sojd then the proceeds will doubllC'S do wh.tt 
the  land , in all these years has failed to accom ­
plish

A r Joy need have no fear tha‘ the community 
will attubute any but proper motives to his m- 
tervent on. I t  would be greatly to the interest 
of the pe ,ple o‘ Mio ugan if he o tuld be induc­
ed to make (he building of this 150 miles of rn l- 
road his earnest and immediate bioine-s. W,1th 
his experience and executive ability, utilizing 
the means iho state could, undei p'oper guaran­
tee., 11 ice it their di posal, no one will doubt 
hut duP, wi h hi- entire eneigies de\ oted to the 
work, it w uld be aecornp ished within two 
veaio. J ohn W .T homson.

Crime and Criminals.
The Governor of Kentucky has ordered a 

portion of the State militia to the scene of the 
disturbances in Breathitt couhty, that State.

The dead bodies of a Mrs. Harrison and her 
three children were found in a haystack, fifteen 
miles south of Kearney, Neb., a few days ago. 
They were probably murdered for money.

Two men, named Ketchum andJMitehell, ac­
cused of stealing stock, and who recently killed 
a herder, named Stevens, who was trying to ar­
rest them, were taken from the Sheriff of Custer 
county and his posse, the other day, by a mob 
of armed men, who tied them to a tree and 
burned them both to death. The mob was com­
posed of twenty-five men, nearly all herders, 
and masked.

Two Indian prisoners were taken from their 
guard at Salmon City, D. T., the other night, 
by a mob and shot to death. The Indians were 
captured hostiles.

On last Sunday night, while nearly all of the 
citizens of Meridian, Texas, were at church, 
fifty masked mon compelled the jailer to open 
the prison, entered the cell of Mart and Tom 
narrels, and riddled them with buckshot, mak­

PROCEEDINGS IS CONGRESS.

Greneral.

The American Electrical Society held its 
fourth annual meeting in Chicago last week, 
with a full attendance of members from all 
parts of the country.

A flood of terrible destructiveness and very 
widespread extent has prevailed lately through­
out the East. In hundreds of small cities 
boats were seen in some of the streets, and the 
principal street of Westfield, Mass , was filled 
for hours with a rapid current of water ten 
feet deep. Everything domestic except 
the cellars of the houses has floated 
past Poughkoepsie, iu the Hudson 
river; twenty-five budges aiound White­
hall, N. Y., have been swept away; and 
the Kennebec, Connecticut, Mohawk, Lehigh, 
Busquehanna and Ohio rivers have ruined 
property averaging millions of dollars for each 
stream. The Pittsburgh Exposition building 
was said to present the magnificent spectacle of 
a  floating palace, being accessible only by navi­
gation of the waters surrounding it.

The citizens of Vincennes and vicinity, in 
Southern Indiana, are moving for a grand cen­
tennial celebration m commemoration of the 
surrender of Vincennes by Governor Hamilton 
to CoL George Rogers Clark, Peb. 25,1779.

Full Text of the Resumption Laws, Which 
Go into Effect on the 1st of January.

The text of the Resumption act is as 
follows:

Chapter 15.—An act to provide for the re­
sumption of specie payments—Be it enacted by 
the Senate and House of Bepresentatives of the 
United States of America in Congress assem­
bled, That the Secretary of the Treasury is 
hereby authorized and required, as rapidly as 
practicable, to cause to bo coined at the mints 
of the United States silver coins of the denom­
inations of 10, 25 and 50 cents, of standard 
value, and to issue them in redemption of an 
equal number and amount of fi actional curren­
cy of similar denominations, or, at his discre­
tion, he may issue such silver coins through 
the mints, the sub-treasuries, public deposito­
ries and postoffices of the United States; and, 
upon such issue, he is hereby authorized and 
required to redeem an equal amount of such 
fractional currency, until the whole amonnt of 
such fractional currency outstanding shall be 
redeemed

Sec. 2. That so much of section 3,524 of the 
Revised Statutes of the United States as pro­
vides for a charge of one-fifth of 1 per centum 
for converting standard gold bullion into com 
is hereby repealed, and hereafter no charge 
shall bo made tor that service.

Sec. 3. That section 5,177 of the Revised 
Statutes of the United States, limiting the ag­
gregate amonnt of circulating notes of national­
banking associations, he, and is hereby^ re­
pealed ; and each existing banking association

And whenever and so often as circu­
lating notes shall be issued to any such banking 
association, so increasing its capital or circulat­
ing notes, or so newly ot ganized as aforesaid, it 
shall be th8 duty of the Secretary of the Treas­
ury to redeem the legal-tender United States 
notes in excess only of $800,000,000, to the 
amount of 80 per centum of the sum of national- 
bank notes so issued to any such banking asso­
ciation as afoiesaid, and to continue sueh re­
demption as such circulating notes are issued 
until there shall be outstanding the sum of 
$300,000,000 of such legal-tender United States 
notes and no more. And on and after 
the 1st day of January, A D. 1879, the Secre­
tary of the Treasury shall redeem, in coin, tho 
United States legal-tender notes then outstand­
ing on their presentation for redemption, at the 
office of the Assistant T ieasurer of the United 
States m the city of New York, in sums of not 
less than $50. And to enable the Secretary of 
the Treasury to prepare and provide for the re­
demption by*this act authorized or required, 
he is authorized to use any surplus revenues, 
from time to time m the treasury not otherwise 
appropriated, and to issue, sell and dispose of, 
at not less than par, m com, either of the des­
criptions of bonds of the United States des­
cribed m the act of Congiess approved July 14, 
1870, entitled “An act to authorize the refund­
ing of the national debt,” with like quahles, 
privileges and exemptions to the extent ~e- 
cessary to carry this act into full effect, and to 
use the proceeds thereof for the purposes afore­
said. And all provisions of law inconsistent 
with the provisions of this act are hereby re­
pealed.

Approved Jan. 14,1875.
This act provided that the legal-tender 

circulation should not be contracted be­
low $300,000,000. On the 31st of May, 
1878, a bill was approved, which. has 
had the effect of fixing the legal tender 
circulation at $3445,681,016. The text of 
this bill is as follows:

Be it enacted. etc , That from and after the 
passage of this act it shall not be lawful for 
the Secretary of th© Treasury or other officer 
under him to cancel or retire any more of the 
United States legal-tender notes. And when 
any of said notes may be redeemed dr be re­
ceived into the treasury, under any law, from 
any source whatever, and shall belong to the 
United States, they shall not be retired, can­
celed or destroyed, but they shall be reissued 
and paid out again and kept m circulation; 
provided, that nothing herein shall prohibit 
the cancellation and destruction of mutilated 
notes and the issue of other notes of like de­
nomination m their stead, as now provided by 
law. All acts and parts of acts in conflict 
herewith are hereby repealed.

Fab. 22.1868. One introduced Mr.
Springer sets forth the provisions of 
the treaty, which are that when a Ger- 
man-American' citizen shall have re­
turned and remained in the territory of 
Germany longer than two years it shall 
be held that he has renounced his citi­
zenship in this country. Complaints 
have been made that such citizens have 
been forced into the military service, 
and, as this works great injustice to 
German-Americans who have no inten­
tion to renounce their citizenship, it is 
sought by the terms of the treaty to 
have it terminate by giving the required 
notification.

A bill introduced bj Representative 
Phillips provides that the redemption 
of notes in, coin shall he suspended 
whenever the coin in the treasury siiall 
be reduced to $50,000,000, and that when 
the amount of coin in the treasury ex­
ceeds $100,000,000 the surplus shall be 
used for the redemption of bonds bear­
ing the highest rate of interest that are 
subject to call.

tion have been seriously impaired. A 
stomach taxed by gluttony, irritated by 
improper food, inflamed by alcohol, en­
feebled by disease, or otherwise un­
fitted for its duties—as is shown by 
the various symptoms attendant 
upon indigestion, dyspepsia, diarrhea, 
dysentery and fever—will resume its 
work, and do it energetically, on an ex­
clusive diet of bread and milk and lime- 
water. A goblet of cow's milk may have 
four table-spoonfuls of lime-water added 
to it with good effect. The way to 
make lime-water is simply to procure a 
few lumps of unslacked lime, put the 
lime in a stone jar, add water until the 
lime is slacked and of about the con­
sistency of thin cream. The lime set­
tles, leaving the pure and clear lime- 
water at the top. Great care should be 
taken not to get the lime-water too 
strong. Keep to the direction as to the 
consistency, and, when the water rises, 
pour it a#1 without obtaining any of the 
lime. The lime-water is also very good 
to apply to burns and scalds. In slack­
ing the lime, particular pains should be 
taken that none of the particles fly into 
the eyes. ______

Grave Robberies.
The recent desecration of the grave 

in St. Mark’s Churchyard and the theft 
of the body of the late A. T. Stewart 
have brought this infamous business of 
body-snatching before the public in va­
rious repulsive forms. The robbery of 
the Stewart grave, however infamous as 
it was, is not the worst form of this hor­
rible business. That robbery was an 
isolated case, having no connection with 
others, planned by particular individ­
uals for a particular purpose, namely, the 
extortion of a ransom from the friends 
of the deceased. They were willing to 
take the risks of comparatively light 
punishment for the large reward which 
they supposed would be offered by the 
wealthy estate for the return of the re­
mains. It is not likely that the robbers 
were professionals, or that they carried 
on this ghoulish business as a means of 
livelihood, for in that case any other 
body would have answered their pur­
poses, and would have exposed them to 
little or no risk. The recent confession 
_oi one of a gang of grave-robbers at 
Zanesville, Ohio, however, presents a 
phase of the business which will strike 
the public with horror.

This man Evans, after being acci- 
j dentally discovered and lodged in jail, 
made a full and free confession, winch 
goes to show that grave-robbery is a 
regularly-organized business m the 
West, with its methods of transporta­
tion, scales of prices, and its regular 
sources of supply and demand; and if 
in the West, why not all over the coun­
try? The details of his confession 
show that he has been engaged for sev­
eral years in the business of body- 
snatching. The average price received 
by him for a body was $2, but in this 
case he was to have had $20—he had 
four bodies in his wagon when arrested. 
A few weeks ago he entered into a reg­
ular arrangement with a medical college 

tb<: 1 at Columbus, Ohio, to supply it with 
bodies at a stated price. He was not 
alone in his operations. Of his two 
confederates, one was a young man 
named Hilliard, vs hose business it was 
to be on the watch for fnneifds, and se­
cure the name, age and sex of the per­
son who had died, tho time of the fu­
neral, and the exact spot where he was 
buried. The other confederate was an 
assistant to Evans, who helped unearth 
the bodies.

In the case in question, Evans and 
his confederates dug up the bodies of 
two men, a woman, and a young giil,

Bills Before Congress.
Representative Ramey, of South Car­

olina, has introduced -in the House a 
bill to regulate the manner of holding 
elections for Representatives in Con­
gress, and punishing fraud at such elec­
tions. It declares that it shall not be 
lawful at such elections to use ballots 
which are written or printed upon tissue 
paper, or upon pieces of paper less than 
five inches in length and three inches 
in width, and that whoever casts such 
ballots shall be guilty of felony, and, 
upon convicticn, shall bo fined not more 
than $1,000 and imprisoned not moie 
than two years. The bill provides that 
all sueh ballots shall be rejected and not 
counted, and that every officer found 
guilty of counting them shall be pun­
ished as aforesaid. It provides further 
that all ballots cast at such elections 
shall be written or printed on plain 
white paper, and shall have on the out­
side no distinguishing marks, and that 
all ballots of a different description and 
having distinguishing marks on them 
shall be rejected. The bill still further 
provides that any person who shall be 
guilty of fraud at any election for Rep­
resentative in Congress by casting, or 
causing to be deposited, any unlawful 
ballot, or by counting or aiding to count 
fraudulent ballots, shall be deemed 
guilty of felony, and, upon conviction, 
be fined $1,000 and imprisoned not less 
than one nor more than five years. The 
bill declares it to be a felony for any 
person to intimidate or pievent any 
voter from voting, and punishes the 
offender by fine and imprisonment, as 
in case of other oftenses mentioned.

Representative Chalmers, of Missis­
sippi, offers a bill making it a penal 
offense to assess persons in Government 
employ for election purposes. Every 
officer, or other person, violating the 
provisions of the bill will be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and, on con­
viction, be fined not exceeding $1,000. 
It imposes the same fine upon persons 
convicted of soliciting, or otherwise at­
tempting to induce, Government clerks 
to contribute for election purposes.

escape several months ago from Hills­
boro jail. McKimie, after his crimes m 
the far West, returned to Highland 
county with plenty of money, married a 
handsome woman, bought a big farm, 
and settled down to make a solid citi­
zen. He was traced, however, by Black 
Hills detectives, his identity was proven, 
and he was confined in jail to await ex­
amination. One night he made his 
escape, and nothing was afterward heard 
of him. Night before last smoke was 
seen issuing from the chimney of a de­
serted cabin on a farm near the border i 
of Highland county. The suspicions of 
the neighbors were aroused, and, stimu­
lated by the large rewards offered for 
his arrest, about 150 of them gathered 
at noon yesterday to capture the occu­
pant. Two young men. bolder than 
the rest, named Roads and Jones, 
started to enter the cabin, and, 
when near the door, one of them 
saw the outlaw through the window. 
He raised his shot gun and fired, and 
then lan. The i ext moment McKimie 
came out of the door, and, with a cocked 
revolver, made a prisoner of J ones, who 
undertook to stand his ground. Using 
Jones as a shield, he began working his 
way toward the woods, a revolver m 
each hand, threatening to kill his pris­
oner if the crowd came too close. After 
half an hour of parleying, a shot was 
fired from the crowd which took effect 
in McKimie’s breast. The desperado 
still refused to surrender until a w ell- 
directed bullet was sent through his 
cheek. He then gave up, and was hur­
ried away to Rainsboro, where his wounds 
were dressed, after which he was taken 
to jail at Hillsboro. After his capture 
he was greatly iu fear of being lynched, 
and begged his captors to protect him. 
It appears that, after his escape, he at­
tempted to flee to the island of Ber­
muda, whither his wife has gone, and 
committed a robbery to obtain money, 
but the draft he presented at the steam­
ship-office in New Yofk was not bank­
able, and he was obliged to return. 
Half a dozen indictments are pending 
against him in differgnt counties of 
Ohio.—Cincinnati Enquirer.

A Thief Shrewdly Caught.
Dishonest people often show a great 

deal of cunning—and they have use for 
a great deal. But very few of them 
master all the secrets of detection, so as 
to perfectly shield themselves long in 
their bad trade.
