Abraham Lincoln’s Old Companion.
Dennis F. Hanks, tke father of Mrs. 

James Shoaff, with whom he is mow liv­
ing in this city, was born on the south 
fork of Nolin’s creek, three miles south­
east of Hodgeville, in Hardin county* 
Ky., May 15, 1799, being now in his 80th 
year, and is quite vigorous for one of 
his age. He has now thirty-two grand­
children and eleven great-grandchil­
dren. His first Presidential vote was 
for Andrew Jackson. His parents were 
natives of Virginia, and were among the 
first settlers of Kentucky. It waff in 
the same neighborhood, in Hardin 
county, that President Lincoln was 
born, he tod Mr. Hanks being boys to­
gether. Thomas Lincoln, father of 
Abraham Lincoln, emigrated from Har 
din county, Ky., to what is now Spen­
cer county, Ind., where, after a year’s 
residence, the President’s mother died. 
His father afterward returned to his old 
home in Kentucky and married his sec­
ond wife, Sarah Johnson, whose daugh­
ter Dennis P. Hanks afterward married. 
When Thomas Lincoln returned to 
Spencer county, Ind., Mr. Hanks came 
with him, and here it was that Dennis 
F. Hanks taught Abraham Lincoln how 
to read and write. After living in 
Spencer county, Ind., about thirteen 
years, the families of Thomas Lincoln 
and Dennis F. Hanks, sixteen in num­
ber, emigrated to Macon county, 111. 
Here he remained until the fall of 1831, 
when he (Hanks) removed to Coles 
county. A year after, Thomas Lincoln 
also removed to Coles county, eight * 
miles south of Charleston, where he 1 
died. His second wife died in 1866, at i 
the age of 80 years. 1

At the time of the election of Presi- j  
dent Lincoln, all of the sixteen persons , 
who emigrated together from Spencer 
county, Ind., to Macon county, 111., were 
living, while only three of them now re­
main alive—a sister to the wife of Den­
nis Hanks, at Farmington, 111., a nephew 
of Dennis F. Hanks, now living on the 
old Thomas Lincoln farm, and Dennis 
F. Hanks, now living with his daughter, 
Mrs. James Shoaff, in this city.

It was while his father lived in Ma-1 
con county that Abraham Lincoln left 
his father to fight the battle of hfe by 
himself.

In the summer of 1866 Dennis F. I 
Hanks, John Hanks, his cousin, and 
James Shoaff, the founder of this paper, 1 
removed the old Thomas Lincoln cabin i 
from Macon county to Boston, and ex-1 
hibited it on Boston Common to thou­
sands of people. This was the only i 
thing ever allowed to be exhibited on 
the Common in that city. Many rails 
were also taken from the old farm to 
Boston, and manufactured into canes, 
and sold.

In 1861, during the riot at Charles- 1 
ton, when Dr. York, of this city, was 
killed, and quite a number of the riot­
ers were arrested, Mr. Hanks was em­
ployed by them to go to Washington | 
and intercede in their behalf with Pres- ( 
ident Lincoln, which he did. While on 
his way there he was robbed of his ( 
money at Crestline, Ohio, hut having 
his through ticket, which the pickpock- 1 
ets did not get, he was enabled to get1 
through. He went up to the White 
House and informed the usher that he 
wished to see Mr. Lincoln, when he I 
was informed by that dignitary that he I 
could not see him, as that was not the 
day for the President to receive visitors. 
“Yes, but I must see him,” said Mr. 
Hanks. The usher then asked him for 
his card. “I have no card—tell him 
Dennis Hanks wants to see him. Show 1 
me the door to his room,” said Mr. 1 
Hanks, as he walked past the usher. 
This was done, and as Mr. H. walked 
into the room he exclaimed: “How are 
you, Abe ?” The President left his j 
desk, and, walking toward him, ex- 1 
claimed: “Why, Dennis, what m the 
world brought you here?” and threw 
his arms around the old man and em- 1 
braced him. He soon made known his 
errand, secured what he went for, and 
started for home the next day.—Paris i 
(III.) Gazette.

I came to New York in 
1824, on the James Kent, and we took 
Lafayette on board at West Point and 
brought him to New York with us. 
When I came to New York I went into 
Maj. Noah’s office, the Enquirer, then 
on the Courier and Enquirer, where 
I worked steadily for twenty-one years. 
Mr. Webb presented me with a magnifi­
cent Bible, and I’ve kept it twenty- 
four years.”

On the day following the above Uncle 
Bob came down to the office with the | 
Bible in a basket. “ Here,” he said, as 
he opened the book and pointed to the 
fly-leaf, “ read this.”

Presented to Robert Tappan, on Xmas, 1854, 
as a very slight testimony of respect and re­
gard for his character and appreciation of his 
valuable and faithful services in the office of 
the Courier and Enquirer from 1833 to the 
present time, by his friend,

J . Watson Webb.
Dec. 25,1854.
The old man then whipped cut his 

genealogical record, written with blue 
ink on a narrow slip of paper. It went 
so far back that it was perplexing to 
dive for. He skipped a few generations 
as he pointed about an inch from the 
top of the slip and said, “I’ve got a pair 
of sleeve-buttons belonging to Christo­
pher Kiersted, who was the father of my 
grandfather Luke.

was Col. Bauman, of the artillery regi­
ment that placed the flagstaff on the 
Battery on the day the British evacu­
ated New York. He was afterward ap­
pointed first Postmaster of New York.”

Uncle Bob lives in Brooklyn with one 
of his married sons. He is fond of life 
and enjoyment, and on - Hallow-eve 
played “blind-man’s buff” and “button, 
button” as lively as any of the family.

He has been at work on the World ever 
since he left the Courier and Enqui­
rer, which is now nearly fifteen years.

“You have read many handwritings 
in your time, haven’t you, Uncle Bob? ”

“Yes, indeed; but old Bennett’s was 
the worst I ever tackled,” he answered. 
And once more the click of his type 
sounded in the comer.—New York 
World.

friends and relatives in an excited man­
ner. From what could he gathered 
from her excited utterances, it would 
seem that she was jealous of the de­
ceased, and she announced that, should 
her husband approach the coffin even so 
much as to look at the corpse, she would 
tear out his eyes. Tne woman became 
excited and violent in her demon­
strations, and considerable confusion 
resulted among the astonished persons 
present. She was finally ejected from 
the room, and, for fear that another 
scene should occur, a gentleman was 
dispatched to the pavement outside, 
where her husband was, and requested 
him not to enter the house. This un­
pleasant incident has occasioned a great 
deal of gossip since its occurrence, es­
pecially as all parties occupy high social 
positions.—Pittsburgh Leader.

The Great Cologne Cathedral.
An old legend asserts that the great 

Gothic cathedral of Cologne, of which 
the devil, it says, furnished the plan, 
will never he completed. The great ad­
vances toward completion which have 
been made during the past forty years 
have unsettled somewhat the old belief 
in the legend. This, however, has of 
late been revived by the assertion of 
Prof. Heim, of the University of Zurich, 
that the blocks of stone, taken from the 
Drachenfels, which were employed for 
the foundation and pillars, are fast un­
dergoing a chemical decomposition, and 
that probably before this century closes 
the edifice may fall to the ground. An­
other fact which has excited supeisti- 
tion is that the new clock, constructed 
from cannon taken from the French, 
has not been in working order for a 
year, and that all efforts hitherto to 
render it serviceable have proved abor­
tive.

CHI r̂fMAS IN THE MIDDLE AGES.

The Northern nations of Europe over­
running most of the continent merged 
many of their national pastimes into the 
Christian ideas and habits that they 
adopted.

The strange mingling of the old faith 
and the new gave rise in each country to 
many curious customs, once held in 
high esteem in the courtly circles of the 
past, but in latter days left to the peas­
antry, and even there they are rapidly 
dying out.

Christmas has its quaint picturesque 
ceremonies, some of which have crept 
across the Atlantic, but there are others 
that never joined the emigrants, or, at 
least, never got naturalized.

The mistletoe of the Druids still 
hangs in honor ia English homes, 
while all over "Western Eitrope the 
Yule, or Christmas log, has maintained 
its dignity almost to our day. *

The burning of the Yule log is an an­
cient Christmas ceremony, transmitted 
to us from our Scandinavian ancestors, 
who, at their feast of Juul, at'the win­
ter solstice, used to kindle huge bon­
fires in honor of their god, Thor. The 
custom, though sadly shorn of the 
“pomp and circumstance” which for­
merly attended it, is still maintained 
in various parts of the country. The 
bringing in and placing of the ponder­
ous block on the hearth of the wide 
chimney in the baronial hall was the 
most joyous of the ceremonies observed 
on Christmas eve in feudal times. The 
venerable log, destined to crackle a 
welcome to all comers, was drawn in 
triumph from its resting-place at the 
feet of its living brethren of the woods. 
Each wayfarer raised his hat as it 
passed, for he well knew that it was full 
of good promises, and that its flame 
would burn out old wrongs and heart­
burnings, and cause the liquor to bub­
ble in the wassail-bowl, that was quaffed 
to the drowning of ancient feuds and 
animosities.

So the Yule log was worthily hon­
ored, and the ancient bards welcomed 
its entrance with their ministry. The 
following ditty, appropriate to such an 
occasion, appears in the SloaDe Manu­
scripts. It is supposed to be of the 
time of Henry VI.:

WELCOME YULE.
Welcome be thou, heavenly King,
Welcome born on this morning,
Welcome for whom we shall sing—

Welcome Yule.

Welcome be ye, Stephen and John,
Welcome Innocents every one,
Welcome Thom vs Martyr one—

Welcome Yule.

Welcome be ye, good New Year,
Welcome Twelfth Day. both tn fere.
Welcome taint*, loved and dear—

Welcome Yule.

Weldbme be ye, Can&er&as,
Welcome be ye, Qufcen Of K iss,
Welcome both to more or rest—

Welcome Yule.

Welcome be ye that are here,
Welcome all, and make good cheer,
Welcome all, another year— ^

Welcome Yule.

And here, in connection with thej fes­
tivities on Christmas eve, we may quote, 
Herrick’s inspiriting stanzas:

Come bring with a noise,
My merry, merry boys.

The Christmas log to the firing;
While mv good dame the 
Bids ye ->11 V* free,

And d. ink to your hearts’ desiring.

With the laat year’s brand 
Light the Dew block, and,

For good success m his spending,
On your psalteries play 
That sweet luck may 

Come while the log is a-tending.

Drink now the strong bQer,
Cut the white loaf here,

The while the meat is a-shreddmg;
For the rare mince pie 
And the plums stand by 

To fill the paste that’s a-kneading.

The allusion at the commencement of 
the second stanza is to the practice of 
laying aside the half-consumed block 
after having served its purpose on 
Christmas eve, preserving it carefully 
in a cellar or other secure place till the 
next anniversary of Christmas, and then 
lighting the new log with the charred 
remains of its predecessor. The dne 
observance of this custom was consid­
ered of the highest importance, and it 
was believed that the preservation of 
last year’s Christmas log was a most ef­
fectual security to the house against 
fire. We are further informed that it 
was regarded as a sign of very bad luck 
if a squinting person entered the hall 
when the log "was burning, and a simi­
larly evil omen was exhibited in the 
arrival of a hare-footed person, and, 
above all, of a flat-footed woman. As 
an accompaniment to the yule log, a 
candle of monstrous size, called the 
yule candle, or Christmas candle, shed 
its light on the festive board during the 
evening.

During the Middle Ages the church 
came m to sanction the festivities and 
dispel any diabolic influence of the 
heathen origin. The yule log was 
sought for the castle by the vassal, 
chosen with care and brought home 
with rejoicing. Before it entered the 
great hall, however, the chaplain, in 
surplice and stole, with the acolyte 
bearing the holy water, came out to 
meet it. A benediction was chanted, 
the log duly sprinkled, the lord of the 
manor and his family joining in from 
the porch, while the deep voices of the 
peasantry rang out responsive from a 
respectful distance.

Blessed for use, the yule log was then 
borne into the hall, and the fire made 
ready to kindle as the midnight hour 
rang forth, when, without, bonfires 
blazed merrily.
A Christmas Breakfast Without Invi­

We should keep open house on Christ 

mas day, in the good, old way of our 
Dutch predecessors, if not forefathers. 
The poor should share in our merry­
making, and even our dumb friends 
should have cause to rejoice. This is 
all very well; but our httle friends will 
imagine that they ought to have the 
liberty of sending out invitations where 
they furnish the banquet.

The 
consequence is that breakfast gets cold, 
and that pussy and her family grow im­
patient. Now, I have no doubt the 
cats held a so'emn council, and con­
cluded that Santa Claus had carried all 
the children off, and that, of course, 
having vanished, would never need the 
breakfast.

I can almost see the 
tears running down their cheeks and 
quivering on their whiskers. But people 
cannot grieve for ever. Even cats must 
stop crying, and every child knows that 
aftpr a good cry one feels terribly 
hungry.

The Indian Bureau.
The joint commission appointed at 

the last session to inquire into the pro­
priety of transferring the Indian Bureau 
from the Interior to the War Depart­
ment has finished taking testimony.

This is 
something worth knowing and acting 
on, particularly since the wheat crop ot 
1879 seems to have lowering over it, in 
the future, several of those dangerous 
climatic disorders which will reduce its 
outcome and yield below the average of 
the average year. If, early in the spring 
season, the prospects of a fair yield of 
wheat are good, then the rye-fields may 
be used for spring and summer pastur­
age, and pay as well as any foreign crop 
pays. Indeed, winter rye, in the win­
ter-wheat region, almost always suc­
ceeds, when the wheat fails, and it may, 
therefore, be sown as a sort of premium 
paid for the insurance of the winter 
wheat crop. -  Home and Farm.

An English Fire.

The parade, labor, skill, and parapher­
nalia required to maintain and manage 
an English fire are bewildering to a for­
eigner. There are the grate and the 
ornamental fender, and rug before the 
hearth; the steel shovel, tongs, and 
poker, that are kept for beauty, not for 
use, and the steel poker, tongs, and 
shovel that are to he used. Need I Say 
that the foreigner always undertakes to 
employ the wrong poker, and is detested 
accordingly? Then there is the hand- 
gome coal-box that stands by the fire­
side, and the ugly coal-scuttle which the 
maid carries in and out to replenish the 
former. Matches, waste-paper, bundles 
of kindling wood ad libitum, and the 
first issue thereof is smoke. Presently 
there comes flame, and thsn, after an 
hour’s manipulation, heat is generated 
—not much heat, but still enough to 
make one wish for more. Meanwhile, 
the fire consumes the coals with a fiend­
ish disregard of their price per sack. 
By way of revenge, I presume, every­
body who enters the room gives the fire 
a savage poke. But, like Stephano’s 
fish in “The Tempest,” it is a most deli­
cate monster. Let hut a foreign hand 
touch the poker, and the fire grows sul­
len and dies out. Every man thinks he 
can dress a salad, every man thinks he 
can poke a fire; these are the least 
venial of human errors. When the fire 
dies, either naturally or by some un­
skillful touch, it strews the whole fender 
•with its ashgs. Then one of the maid­
servants produces a box full of black- 
lead and brushes, takes away the ashes 
and sifts them, and, by the dint of much 
work, polishes the grate again. There 
is no other institution in England so 
troublesome, vexatious, unsatisfactory, 
and ungrateful as an English fire; but 
the people love it and praise it and 
shiver around it, as if it were a fire from 
heaven, like that which lighted the altars 
of the gods.—Appletons’ Journal.
A Fact Worth Remembering About 

Winter Rye.
It being one of the essential condi­

tions in successful wheat-growing that 
if wheat-lands are plowed in “ the dry ” 
they must be “ sown in the wet,” it is 
worth the while to recollect that if, on 
land particularly favorable to wheat, 
rains do not fall in season to insure suc­
cessful germination, rye may be sown 
with an almost absolute certainty of 
success. This we know from personal 
experience gained in the autumn of 
1874, a remarkably hot and droughty 
year, when wheat sowed in September 
was utterly destroyed by the severe

Suet pudding: Four cups flour, one 
cup chopped raisins, one cup milk, one 
cup chopped beef suet, one cup molasses, 
mie teaspoonful soda; steam three 
hours. Eat with sauce.

Cocoanut cake: One cup sugar, one- 
half cup of butter, one-half cup of 
sweet milk, one cup of flour, one cup of 
com starch, one-half cup of cocoanut, 
two teaspoonfuls of baking powder.

As much nitrate of soda as 'can be 
taken np between the forefinger and 
thumb in the glass every time the water 
is changed will preserve cut flowers in 
all their beauty for above a fortnight.

This is said to be good recipe for 
staining wood: For black walnut stain, 
simply use sulphatum varnish, thinned 
with spirits of turpentine, and apply 
with a brush. It can be made light or 
dark as desired.

Turkey soup: Take the turkey 
bones and cook one hour in water 
enough to cover them, stir in a little 
dressing and a beaten egg; take from 
the fire, and when the water ceases to 
boil add a little, butter, pepper, and 
salt.

Our readers need not suffer from 
having their hands affected by water or 
soapsuds if the hands are dipped in 
vinegar water or lemon juice imme 
diately after. The acid destroys the 
corrosive effect of the alkali, and makes 
the hands soft and white.

Now that colors are so largely used 
in stockings, and so many are ruined in 
the laundry, a good plan in washing 
them is to roll them, after being rinsed, 
into a piece of white linen and squeeze 
it to remove all the moisture possible, 
then dry, and the stockings will look 
new again. It is also a good plan to 
put a small spoonful of spirits of salts 
into the water in which stockings are 
washed in order to keep in the colors.

In baking buckwheat and other grid­
dle-cakes, a piece of fat bacon as a 
“greaser” is by many thought to be al­
most indispensable. Those who are of 
this opinion will, on trial, soon learn 
that a turnip divided in two answers the 
same or a better purpose, as the odor— 
the most unpleasant part of cake baking 
—comes from the greaser in contact with 
the hot iron, whereas with the turnip 
very little of this is perceptible.

J a pa n  for tinware may be made thus: 
First, oil of turpentine, eight ounces; 
copal, two ounces; camphor, one dram. 
Second, common copal varnish. Third, 
tar varnish. Either of the two first may 
be colored with lamp-black or vermilion. 
T 0 the first, some recipes advise one 
ounce of oil of lavender to be added, 
but this is preposterous—first, because 
of the expense; and, secondly, because 
no essential oil is useful in varnish.

To cure bad butter throw it into 
boiling water, and let it stand until it is 
melted, then skim the butter off as clean 
as possible; then put it into a chum and 
churn it over again with sweet milk; 
treat it the same as new butter, adding 
sugar and salt to it when churned. This 
operation cleans the butter completely, 
but there is a loss in the weight of it, ail 
impurities falling to the bottom/ of the 
vessel in which it has been put with the 
water.

Corn husks are very useful for mak­
ing mats. The way to make them is as 
follows: Have your husks moistened 
the day before you want to use them, so 
that they can he easily handled and will 
not break. Sort them, putting all the 
rough ends at one side; then begin to 
braid by taking three packages of husks 
(say three or four husks in a package) 
and braiding the soft ends of them, 
taking in a new package every time you 
turn one of the ends toward you, and 
letting the rough end stand out about 
an inch and a half. When you have 
enough to make a mat, sew it together 
with a coarse darning needle and some 
strong cord. Sew it in any shape you 
like, being careful to keep it flat.

It will be leadily seen, therefore, that 
the Mining Journal eirs (unintentionally 
of course) in stating that “ the le issues 
are merely a side issue and do not have 
any beaiing oil the original pitent giant - 
ed Alfied Nobel,” since ihe couit say 
“these patents” (i . e , the onessued upon) 
“ were granted for certain alleged inven­
tions of one Alfied Nobel, of Hamburg, 
Geimany, relating to the use of nitio-gly- 
ceime in the manufacture of dynamite 
and other explosive compounds. The 
patents aie le-issuis of previous patents 
The “oiiginal patent granted to Alfied 
Nood” was issued Oct. 24th, 1835, and 
numbered 50,617, an! was suirendered 
April 13th, 1809, and hence docs not now 
exist.

The court say that “ the oiiginal patent 
numbered 50,617, granted on the 24th of 
October, 1862, was tor a process or ratiu r 
different piocesses and appli tuces for 
pioducing the explosion of nitro-glyeei- 
ine.” After quoting from the onginal

N a r r o w  E sc a pe .—Xavier Aigier, an 
old resident of the Birch Creek neighbors 
hoed, six miles this side ot Menominee 
had indeed a miraculous escape from in­
stant death on Saturday last, under the 
following circumstances: At the time he 
was crossing the railroad track on a load 
of hay, not thinking of the pay-car which 
was approaching at a high rate until too 
late to aveit disaster. He apnlied the 
whip vigorously to the team an I succeed 
ed in getting thew’agon exactly across Lhe 
track when the locomotive stiuck it, 
throwing the wagon, hay and all about 
twenty-five feet in the air, and killing 
both horses instantly. Presently the 
driver crawled from the hay and walked 
oft without other harm than a slight scaip 
wound. The amount of damage—$350— 
was agieed upon at the time and will 
probably be paid without litigation. Mr, 
Aigier is the same man who fell from a 
load of hay about one year ago, in Me­
nominee village, and was run over by one 
the wheels, bieaking several libs and in­
flicting injuries from which he but leceut- 
ly recoveied. The cab of the locomotive 
was badlv demoralized and some of the 
window's of the c’r broken. The unfoi- 
tunate victim settled 011 his present farm 
some twenty years ago, and is knewm 
throughout the county as an industrious, 
upiiglit man. He was one of the suffei- 
ers by the fare of 1872, at which time ever- 
thing on his location w.is swept away.

out—having no money, but trusting to the 
quality ot the “ find” to help them out 
They leased the name and went to woik 
in their crude way, and soon stiuck it 
“ solid,” they had the ore assiyed and 
found it more valuable then they bad 
thought for, and sold out their claim for

F r o m S a u l t S te M a r i e —We give be­
low poilions of a private letter from a 
prominent resident of Chippewa county, 
as it affords a few new suggestions res­
pecting the Marquette & Mackinac B. R 
project, which is being liberally discussed 
throughout the state at preseut The 
writer says “In regard to the land gnnt 
given to the state for the purpose of 
building the Marquette & Mockina v rail­
road wreaie strongly in favor of,the grant, 
but would like, if within the power of 
the legislature, to mike some arrange­
ment with the raihoad company to put 
into market—say some four townships 
adjoiuing our town, at two or two-au !-i- 
half dollars per acre, to actual setilers— 
the money to be held by the sta’e until 
the company shall he entitled to the same. 
The available lands lor farming purposes 
me all taken up within twenty-five miles 
of us, aud as most of the Huds in the 
township are'state lands we are suffering 
for the want of them We expect a large 
immigialion next year, and if these lands 
shall be thiowu into the miikct the result 
will doubtless Ije an increase of 5,000 in­
habitants, which renders the necessity ap­
parent. There is no doubt of the exist­
ence of an organized ring, which is work­
ing for the complete overthrow of the 
grant, and which would be disastiious to 
the whole eountiy in case of success. 
This needs watching

Ano’lier matter ■which I would like to 
bring to your attention is the project to 
turn the "anal over to the general gov°rn 
ment. It may be all light, provided, it is 
made a tree canal, but when tli’ee-qurr- 
ters of all the business is wiilun our own 
state we never ought to let it go unless it 
is expresslv agreed to make it free, which 
I doubt very much. There was a law 
passed a few -yeais ago to that eTect, but 
no action was ever taken upon it by the 
general government. It would be best to 
look into the mattei, and not let undue 
h isle prevail, as it may be a subject of 
regret in after yeais. It is well known 
that the canal can be mu h moie econo­
mically managed by the state than by 
Uncle Sam ”

Should the transfer of the caual be 
made our correspondent need have no 
fears -to mike it free lo all American 
vessels is the prime and ouly object o“ 
the present preposition and its discussion 
No one has hinted at anything else.

CHRONOLOGY.

PROCEEDINGS IN CONGRESS.

Observations —1 TLe nearer the tune of the 
m oon’s change, first quaiter, full and la st quarter 
are to m idnight the fa irer w ill be the w eather dur­
ing the next seven da\s.

2. The space for this calculation occupies from 
1 0  at night till 2  next morning.

3. The nearer to midday or noon the phases of 
the mooiA happens, the more foul or wet weather 
may be expected during the next seven days.

4 The apace for this calculation occupies from 
10 in the forenoon till 2 in the afternoon. These 
observations refer principally to the summer, 
though they affect spring and autumn nearly in the 
same ratio.

5. The moon’s change, firat quarter, full and last 
quarter, happening during six of the afternoon 
hours, from 4 to 10, may be followed by fair weath 
er; but this is mostly dependent on the wind, as is 
noted in the table.

6 . Though the weather, from a variety of irregu 
lar causes, is more uncertain m the latter part of 
autumn, the whole of winter and the beginning of 
spring, yet, m the mam the above observationa will 
apply to those periods also.

7. To prognosticate correctly, especially m those 
coses where the wind is concerned, the observer 
should be within sight ot a good vane, where the 
four cardinal points of the heavens are correctly 
placed.

Brutality In Colleges.
Neal Dow, in a recent letter to a New 

York paper, tells the story of a weak, 
puny lad who, while a Freshman at col­
lege, was dragged from his bed on a 
winter’s night, held under the pump 
until he was insensible, and then left on 
the snow to freeze to death, while the 
boys who had been torturing him went 
quietly home.

The boy revived, however, in time to 
save his life. He had pluck and com­
mon-sense. Knowing that it would be 
useless to appeal to the college author­
ities for justice, he had the ruffians ar­
rested, brought before the Criminal 
Court, and punished to the full extent 
of the law.

Mr. Dow suggests that this is the only 
way to put an end to the practice of

hazing, ’ which is, in fact, nothing but 
the brute attacks of reckless boys upon 
lads younger and weaker than them­
selves.

There is no reason why the sons of 
cultured people in colleges should be 
permitted to commit outrages for which 
a poorer ruffian would be sent to jail. 
College authorities are often disposed to 
shirk the responsibility, as in the recent 
case at Princeton. This timidity is prob­
ably due in weak colleges to the fear of 
driving students away, and so losing a 
part of the revenue. ”

In the great Polytechdic school at 
Bethlehem, Pa.— where the tuition is 
free—a case -of hazing occurred last 
winter, and tfie leaders were promptly 
expelled, while their assistants were sus­
pended for a year. This sentence 
seemed hard, as two of the latter came 
from Bussia; but it was inexorably car­
ried out. There will bo no more hazing 
in that college.

On the other hand, here is a case 
which occurred in a college in Connect­
icut about a year ago. Some young 
men of the higher classes invited a 
sickly boy—a Freshman—to supper. 
Very much flattered, he accepted the in­
vitation. After supper, it being near 
midnight, they proposed, as a proof of 
his courage, that he should go alone to 
the graveyard and climb up on the ped­
estal of a monument, on top of which 
stood a marble figure of Peace.

The boy, being a plucky little fellow, 
went and climbed on the pedestal, when 
the figure w-aved its white arms and ut­
tered a frightful shriek. He staggered, 
fell, struck his head on a stone, and was 
taken up insensible, to die the next day. 
The truth of the occurrence was care­
fully concealed from his parents and the 
legal authorities.

Reorganizing the A rm y .

The joint commission appointed at 
the last Session of Congress to mature 
a plan for the reorganization of the 
army have made their report, in the 
shape of a carefully-drawn bill. The 
following is a brief abstract of its 
salient features: The number of Gen­
eral officers is reduced to sis, the ranks 
of General and Lieutenant General 
ceasing with the present incumbents, 
consisting of two Major Generals and 
four Brigadier Generals. There are 
now three Major Generals and six Brig­
adiers. The Adjutant General’s De­
partment and the Department of In­
spection are consolidated, with the re­
duction of six’ officers in the two 
departments. Reductions of the num­
ber of ofiieers are made in the other 
staff departments also. The number of 
Chaplains is reduced by eight. In the 
future there are to be no staff officers 
below the rank of Major. The cavalry 
regiments are reduced from ten to eight, 
the infantry from twenty-five to 
sixteen, making a reduction 
of nine regiments. The artillery regi­
ments remain unchanged. In all, 136 
regimental officers are to be mustered 
out. The regimental organization is to 
consist of four battalions instead of ten 
companies, as now, of which battalions 
three are to be officered and two manned. 
Each battalion is to consist of four com­
panies. The fourth battalion is to be 
neither officered nor manned, and will 
be raised only as authorized by Con­
gress. For the present the cavalry regi­
ments will contain three battalions fully 
manned. In the artillery only two will 
be. An infantry regiment will consist 
of eight companies, and with the army 
at 25,000 men a regiment will be 730 
strong. All bands and details of bands 
are abolished, as is all extra-duty 
pay. Post traderships are also pro­
hibited, and the Commissary Depart­
ment is required to supply all the 
wants of the soldiers. The manufact­
ure of arms by the Ordnance Bureau is 
positively prohibited, and they are re­
quired to purchase in open market. 
This will practically stop the manu­
facture of arms at the arsenals. No 
change is made in the pay of officers, 
and a slight increase is made in that of 
non-commissioned officers. The re­
tired list is opened, instead of being 
limited by law, as is now the case, to 
400 officers. All General officers are to 
be retired at 65, and officers of a lower 
grade at 62.

The officers mustered ont are to re­
ceive a year’s pay for every five years’ 
service, where their record is good. 
Where it is doubtful they will receive 
one year’s pay at the discretion of the 
President.

Cause of Stunted Trees.
The stunted, scraggy growth of the 

underwood in a forest is generally at­
tributed to the fact that the smaller 
trees are overshadowed by the taller 
ones, and thus deprived of the light and 
air necessary to their development. But 
M. Grandeau, professor in the French 
School of Forestry, says that this stunt­
ed growth is caused by the larger trees 
acting as conductors, depriving the 
smaller ones of electricity. To test this 
view, he tried an experiment.

In April, 1877, he took two tobacco 
plants, each weighing 3i grammes, and 
having four leaves. They were both 
planted in boxes containg moud of 
identical quality, and placed side by 
side in a position favorable to thoir 
growth.

But one of them had placed over it a 
cage, consisting of four iron rods, one 
metre fifty centimetres high, joined at 
the top and covered with wire gauze, 
which permitted the free circulation of 
air, light and water, but completely 
protected the plant from atmospheric 
electricity.

They were left uninterfered with until 
the middle of August, when the results 
obtained were as follows: The phmt in 
the open air had attained a height of 
3 feet 5 inches, while the other was 
only 2 feet 4 inches; the former weighed 
270 grammes and the latter 144 grammes; 
when dried, their respective weights 
were 30 grammes and 15 i grammes.

Similar experiments made with maize 
and wheat gave precisely analogous 
results, so that M. Grandeau has come 
to the conclusion that the electricity of 
the atmosphere is equally necessary to 
vegetation as sunlight and air.

South Carolina Representatives.
Among the bills introduced in the 

lower house is one reducing the 
number of Representatives in Congress 
from South Carolina from five to two, 
representing the -nhite inhabitants, and 
leaving the colored voters without rep­
resentation. The measure is a Repub­
lican one, and the reason given for it is 
that the colored voters are not allowed 
the free exercise of the right of suffrage, 
and that, in proportion to the number 
of white voters, the State has an undue 
representation in Congress.—Washing­
ton letter

An Ohio believer in modern miracles 
made preparations to cut off his right 
hand, being convinced that, in answer to 
his prayers, a new one would grow m its 
place—“a hand that would be holy and 
all powerful to heal the sick.” He had 
constructed a machine like a guillotine 
to perform the amputation, and was 
taken into custody on the morning of 
the day that he had appointed for the 
act.
