Hamlet refrained from killing his 

mother’s husband while the latter was 
on his knees, but Mrs. John S. Cald­
well, of South Byfield, Mass., had no 
such scruples when she decapitated her 
husband with an ax. Mr. Caldwell was 
kneeling at a chair offering his morning 
devotions, the only other person in the 
house being his sister-in-law, who was 
in the same devout posture, when Mrs. 
Caldwell stealthily entered the room, 
and, snatching up an ax, which her hus­
band had brought into the room the 
night before, dealt him a blow on the 
back of bis neck, which nearly severed 
his head from his body. Death was in­
stantaneous, and the soul of the sup­
pliant followed the half-uttered prayer 
to the other world. The terrible deed 
done, the woman went to a neighbor’s 
house and told him to go over, as she 
had struck her husband and might have 
killed him. He had threatened, she 
said, to kill her. Mrs. Caldwell ex­
hibited not the least sign of emotion, 
and talked unconcernedly about the 
dreadful thing she had done. Mr. 
Caldwell was an intelligent farmer of 
about 45 years, in easy circumstances, 
and both he and his wife were respecta­
ble members of the Orthodox church. 
For the past two years the wife had been 
partially aeranged, so much so that her 
sister had been sent for to keep watch of 
her movements. There was nothing but, 
happiuess in the relations of husband 
and wife, and the woman’s devilish deed 
is universally attributed to insanity, 
pure and simple.

Some Bemarkably Cold Winters in Europe.
What passes in England and Conti­

nental Europe for “a severe ■winter,” 
says the New York World, would be 
regarded in the North 3m States and 
Canada as a comparatively mild and 
open season. “Forty-six degrees of 
frost,” as the London papers shiveringly 
put it when calling the hard winter of
1860, lose much of their importance 
when translated into our “fourteen be­
low zero;” and since the invention of 
the thermometer it is doubtfut if the 
mercury has.gone in England below 20 
deg.

In 1789 a cold wave swept all over 
Europe; and from November to January 
people crossed the Thames at the Cus­
tom House on the ice. 'Again from 
Christmas eve, 1794, to Feb. 14, 1795, 
England experienced a season of intense 
cold, only intermitted for one day, Jan. 
2ft. December, 1796, was also remarka­
bly cold; on Ghristmas day the ther­
mometer in London marked 16 deg. 
below zero, the greatest cold registered 
up to that time. On the 13th of Janu­
ary, 1810 the -uicksilver was frozen 
solid at Moscow The winter of 1812, 
during which Napoleon’s army strug­
gled home from Russia, leaving 450,000 
dead men to mark the track it had 
taken, was a very cold one. “This is 
pleasanter than Moscow,” said the Em­
peror, rubbing his hands over a fire in 
the palace he had regained after post­
ing across Europe; the soldiers he left 
behind were literally frozen stiff. In 
1814 England endured a winter of ex­
ceptional severity. A writer in a Lon­
don paper wrote a few days ago that he 
that winter walked on the Thames 
from Horseferry road to London bridge 
and back. The Portreeve of ,Trav- 
istock set out to take the oath of office 
at the Quarter Sessions, thirty-two 
miles away, and, as tfie “Annual Regis­
ter ” records, was stopped by ice after 
proceeding twenty-one miles and im­
prisoned in a little hamlet for twenty-six 
days without communication from the 
outer world. Soldiers marching from 
town to town were frozen to death on 
the road. The snow drifted in the 
streets to such a height that all the shops 
were closed; by the middle of January 
London bridge was blocked, but that 
made no difference, for the Thames was 
completely frozen over a few days later, 
when a frost fair was opened on the 
river and a bullock roasted whole. For 
many days there were no mails, though 
the postoffice put forth all its powers to 
compel overseers and parochial authori­
ties to clear the highways, and sent 
agents down into the country to dig 
roads along which toiled mail coaches 
drawn by ten horses. No coal could get 
to London, and when the householder’s 
supply of fuel gave out there was noth­
ing for him but to shiver and wait. It 
was difficult even to reach the butcher’s 
shop, where there were neither fowls 
nor vegetables to be had. The children 
had to be kept warm and amused within 
doors, where all day long the lamps were 
lit, for the snow-drifts shrouded the 
panes. The water-pipes were all frozen, 
and people had to melt snow in pails 
within the fenders. The Solway was 
frozen over for the first time within the 
memory of living men, and the crews of 
coasters and fishing-boats starved and 
perished of cold at sea, being unable from 
the accumulations of ice to make port. 
In the Scandinavian peninsulas the 
winter of 1849 was a most severe one; 
in various parts of Norway, on the 2d 
of January, the mercury froze and “per­
sons exposed to the atmosphere lost 
their breath.” Five years an d a day later 
the thermometer in London registered 
—8 degrees; the railroads and rivers 
were blocked, coal rose to an enormous 
price and the metropolis was threatened 
with darkness from the inability of the 
gas companies to procure a fresh sup­
ply. The next'winter, when the allied 
forces were shivering in the Crimea, 
was to the full as severe. On the 20th 
of January, 1855, the lakes were frozen 
over; on the 22d of February fires were 
made on the Serpentine in Hyde Park, 
and in the fens in Lincolnshire was es­
tablished a traffic on the ice thirty-five 
miles long. The spring was late, and 
there was cold weather till the 26th of 
June. In 1860, England experienced 
probably her coldest weather. From 
the 23d to 30th of December the cold 
was intense. At Torquay the mercury 
went down to 20 deg. below zero. In 
Hyde Park it was at 17 deg., and a let­
ter in the Times recorded that a horse 
had been seen “ with icicles at its nose 
three inches in lei gth and as thick as 
three fingers,” a sight by no means un­
common in Lower Canada. t The 
Thames was partially frozen in its tidal 
reaches, and from Teddwgton lock to 
its most remote sources was covered 
with ice from six to ten or even twelve 
inches in thickness. Skating parties 
were arranged for journeys from Oxford 
to London and back, and the year in 
question will always be memorable 
among skaters as the one in which 
round-heeled irons finally superseded 
all others. On the 9th of January,
1861, there were bonfires and grand 
displays of fireworks on the ice in St. 
James’ and the other parks. January 
1867, was another cold month, snow and 
iee practically suspending traffic at 
London for several days, though people 
offered cabmen fares of 15 and 20 shil­
lings a mile. It was on the 15th that 
the ice in Regent’s Park gave way be­
neath some 500 skaters, of whom fojjjy- 
one were drowned. Still another cold 
season was the winter of 1870-1, during 
which the poor people of Paris and the 
illy-equipped Republican levies of Gam- 
betta suffered so severely.

Club Life in New York.
In the vestibule of the Union Club, 

says the New York Times, sits installed 
a porter, who opens and shuts the 
doors, receives all letters for the various 
members except those brought by the 
postman, and sees that no improper 
person enters the sacred edifice; from 
the interior of the vestibule a small 
waiting-room branches off to the right, 
devoted to the reception of visitors. 
On the first or ground floor are spacious 
reading and smoking rooms, the bar, 
the office, and the cloak-room. On the 
second floor, the billiard-room, card- 
room, and library. On the third floor, 
the public and private dining-rooms, 
all luxuriously fitted up with a single 
eye to comfort, and without any at­
tempt at elaborate embellishment. The 
kitchen is above the dining-room on the 
fourth floor. This arrangement does 
away with the unpleasant odor of cook­
ing, which so often permeates houses 
where the kitchen is m the basement. 
An elevator running from the ground 
floor to the dining-room is constantly 
in operation. The card-room is fre­
quented by but a small portion, even of 
those members who take all their meals 
at the club and make it their home. 
Whist, euchre, all fours, ecarte,bezique, 
cribbage and piequet only can be 
played. Bets are strictly limited. 
Members must not have at stake, direct­
ly or indirectly, more than the following 
amounts on any of the above-men­
tioned games. Any violation of this 
rule renders the offender liable to ex­
pulsion : Whist, twenty dollars a game, 
or five dollars a point, twhen playing 
what is known as the “ English ” game; 
euchre, five dollars a game (a “ slrnn” to 
count as two games) with privilege of 
betting in fcddjtjpn, ten dollars op the

usual rubber of either three or four 
games; all fours, five dollars a game; 
ecarte, five dollars a game; bezique,^ 
two cents a point—two hundred addi­
tional points on each hand. Betting up 
to these limits is rather the exception 
than the rule. The games chiefly 
played are short whist at five dollars a 
game, and euchre at one dollar a game.

THE HOME DOCTOR.

For Boils.—The skin of a boiled 
egg is the most efficacious remedy that 
can be applied to a boil. Peel it care­
fully, wet and apply it to the part af­
fected, It will draw off the matter and 
relieve the soreness in a few hours. 
Simple but efficacious.

Onions.—Au exchange says it is not 
generally known that raw onions sliced 
and set about in saucers or plates absorb 
contagion in the air, and to eat plenti­
fully of them before breathing infected 
air is a safeguard against it. They are 
powerful but harmless in their antiseptic 
properties. So simple a remedy being 
within everybody’s reach, it wonld be 
well if it could become generally known.

Covering for the Sick.—The
Housekeeper’s Companion advises 
never to use anything but light blank­
ets as bed-covering for the sick, The 
heavy-cotton impervious counterpane is 
had, for the very reason that it keeps in 
the emanations from the sick person, 
while the blanket allows them to pass 
through. Weak patients are1 invariably 
distressed by a great weight of bed­
clothes, which often prevents their get­
ting any sound sleep whatever.

A correspondent of the Chicago 
Journal says the following cure for a 
felon has been tested by wide experi­
ence among his friends, and is worthy 
of circulation: Roast or bake thor­
oughly a large onion; mix the soft in­
ner pulp with two heaping tahle-spoon- 
fuls of table salt, and apply the mixture 
to the affected part as a poultice, keep­
ing the parts well covered. Make fresh 
applications at least twice a day, morn­
ing and evening, and a cure will follow 
in at least a week.

Sulphur for Diphtheria.—Mr. John 
S. Wiles, a surgeon of Thorncombe, 
Dorset, writes to the London Times 
that, after two cases of malignant diph­
theria out of some nine or ten he had 
been called to attend had proved fatal, 
the mother of a sick child showed him 
an extract from an American paper con­
cerning a practitioner who used sulphur 
to cure the disease. Accordingly he 
used milk of sulphur for infants and 
flowers of sulphur for older children and 
adults, brought to a creamy consistence 
with glycerine; dose, a teaspoonful or 
more, according to age, three or four 
times a day, »swallowed slowly, and ap­
plication of the same to the nostrils with 
a sponge. Result, he did not lose a case 
there or elsewhere, and he succeeded in 
saving life when the affection had al­
most blocked the throat.

Taking Cold.—When a person be­
gins to shiver, the blood is receding 
from the surface; congestion, to a 
greater or less extent, has taken place, 
and the patient has already taken cold, 
to be followed by fever, inflammation of 
the lungs, neuralgia, rheumatism, etc. 
All these evils can be avoided and the 
cold expeljed by walking, or in some 
exercise that will produce a prompt and 
decided reaction in the system. The 
exercise should be sufficient to produce 
perspiration. If you are so situated 
that you can get a glass of hot water to 
drink, it will materially aid the perspi­
ration and in every way assist nature in 
her efforts to remove the cold. This 
course followed your cold is at an end, 
and whatever disease it would ultimate 
in is avoided; your sufferings are pre­
vented and your doctor’s bill saved.

Bayard Taylor and His Habits.
Bayard Taylor wrote a beautiful hand. 

He detested blind and slovenly writing, 
and used to say that any man could 
write plainly who would make an effort. 
His manuscript was the delight of print­
ers. Mr. Taylor wrote quietly and 
steadily, and produced a great deal more 
“copy” in a given time than any one 
would suppose him capable of who ob­
served his apparent ease and absence of 
hurry. He was rather careless in his 
dress, but not, like Horace Greeley, 
enough so to be conspicuous. He liked 
a stout, plain suit of clothes that could 
be worn a long time, a loose-fitting gray 
overcoat and a broad-brimmed slouch 
hat. He was a hearty eater, 
and was fond of the German na­
tional beverage, which he habitu­
ally drank at dinner. In religion he 
might have been classed as a Unitarian 
or a Deist, though he had great rever­
ence for the faith of his Quaker ances­
tors. In his later years the desire for 
travel wore off, knd he used to set out 
on a journey with much reluctance. 
After seeing and knowing well all the 
great cities of the world his preference 
was New York. He often said he had 
rather live there than in any European 
capital. Taylor’s wife was the daughter 
of the celebrated German astronomer, 
Prof. Hansen. "She is a lady of fine 
culture and considerable literary talent. 
A school history of Germany, written 
by her husband for use in American 
schools, was recently translated by her 
into German. Their daughter, Lilian, 
closely resembles her father as he ap­
peared in his youthful days. Taylor 
built the house near Kennett square 
where his parents still live, and where 
they celebrated their golden wedding 
nearly ten years ago. He called the 
place Cedarcroft, and Loped to pass his 
old age there.—G. W. Smalley, in 
Cleveland Herald.

Italy has 
taken the lead in introducing this new— 
or, rather, in reviving this old—system 
of disposing of the bodies of ithe dead, 
and Milan continues to avail herself 
most generously of the advantages of the 
crematorium. Until some two years ago 
cremation could not be practiced in 
Italy without a special permission from 
the Minister of the Interior, but now all 
that is needed is the sanction of the i fiend

A Pimple on the Nose.
It is a sad thing for a man to lose a 

character for sobriety and steadiness, 
after spending half a century in acquir­
ing it.

Prefeet of the province, which is given 
where the relatives and the cremation 
society make a joint petition to dispose 
of the body by burning. The methods 
of burial in many Italian cities leave 
much to be desired, even leaving out of 
consideration the expense. A decent 
funeral in the cemetery of San Miniato 
costs at least 1,000 francs, and the nail­
ing down of a corpse in a white deal 
box, afterward wedged into a hole in a 
wall and bricked up, can scarcely be said 
to .be more solemn and decorous than 
the pushing of a coffin into a furnace 
door. When it comes to interring, as 
is frequently done in the public ceme­
teries of Italy, four or five uncoffined 
bodies in the same grave, the advocates 
of cremation have decidedly the best of 
the question. At Milan cremation is no 
longer an experiment, nor even a sight 
for the curious. In 1877 there were six­
teen bodies burned there, the municipal 
and sanitary authorities attending, on 
each occasion, and finding nothing to 
criticise; and Dr. Prosper de Pietra 
Santa, editor-in-chief of a Milanese 
hygienic journal, vouches that in 1878 
practice continued to make perfect, for 
in describing the twenty-seventh suc­
cessful burning he says: “La famig Ha 
si mostro saddisfatissima del modo j 
colguale venne esequita”—the family | 
was exceedingly satisfied with the man- 
ner in which it was carried out. |

In Germany the Siemans pattern of 
apparatus was selected by the authori­
ties. That furnace is now of world­
wide celebrity and its adaptability for 
cremation purposes has been well de­
scribed by Sir Henry Thompson and 
others. On the 1st of October, 1878, 
cremation became optional in Gotha. 
A cremation chapel has been built in 
the new cemetery at Gotha, where, on 
the 10th of December, the body of a 
civil engineer, Herr Stier, was burned, 
this being the first public cremation in 
Germany. Herr Stier had died some 
weeks before, leaving a request that his 
remain^ be burned. The ecclesiastical 
authorities have framed a ritual for use 
on such occasions. The ceremony be­
gins with an anthem; then the pastor 
preaches the funeral sermon; next, after 
the singing of a hymn by a choir of boys 
the coffin disappears through the trap­
door on which it is placed, the pastor 
giving his benediction, with which the 
service concludes. Friends are permit­
ted to deliver the addresses on giving 
notice*to the clergj man of their prefer­
ence to do so. On this occasion the 
Protestant clergy conducted the service, 
and in the funeral sermon the Bev. Dr. 
Beyded said there could be no objection 
on the part of the Protestant church to 
return to cremation, though it was quite 
true that that custom ceased, and burial 
came in, about 1,000 years ago, when 
Christianity began to prevail. When 
the coffin disappeared it was conveyed 
by machinery into the cremation vault 
a long and narrow vault heated to an 
extraordinary degree by burning gas. 
In one hour and a half the coffin and 
body were consumed; and two hours 
later the vault had sufficiently cooled to 
allow of the mourners entering and col­
lecting the ashes in an urn, which was 
deposited in an adjoining colum­
barium.

In other parts of Germany cremation 
is permissive, depending on the consent 
of the local authorities; in'still other 
districts, and in France, Holland, Aus­
tria, and Russia the formality of the 
governmental sanction has yet to be 
obtained. In Switzerland cremation 
has been legalized.

The English Cremation Society, 
which ft strong both in  the number and 
consequence of its' members, will soon 
begin active operations, for Prof. Gor-

The Two Bloodiest Scoundrel* of Modem 
Time*.

[From the Chicago Times.]
People who have read De Quincey’s 

writings will remember his “ Murder 
Considered as One of the Fine Arts.” 
In the sequel to this, entitled “ Three 
Memorable Murders,” there is given the 
case of Williams, who, in London, in 
1812, threw all England into a frenzy of 
consternation, fear and horror by his 
bloody exploits, 
to be something til the case of Williams 
that suggests the crimes of Richards, 
the Nebraska murderer.

Attention was first called to Williams 
—that is to say, to the fact that a mur­
derer was abroad, for his identity was 
not then known—by the fact that a 
young man named Marr, his wife, an in­
fant 8 months old, and a journeyman 
artisan who boarded in the house, were 
all found with their skulls smashed in 
and their throats cut. A female ser­
vant had gone out for some oysters. 
When she left, Marr was about closing 
np for the night; when she returned, 
an hour later, the bloody work was 
done and the fiendish workman had 
made his escape. Twelve days later, in 
the same neighborhood, just round the 
corner from Marr’s house, an old man of 
70, named Williamson; his wife, some 
ten years younger, and a servant girl, at 
about the same hour of the night, were 
murdered. As in the case of the Marr 
family, the skull of each of the victims 
was beaten in and their throats were 
cut.

“Never,” says De Quincey, “through­
out the annais of universal Christen­
dom, has there indeed been any act of 
one solitary, insulated individual armed 
with power so appalling over the hearts 
of men as that exterminating murder, 
by which, in one hour, John Williams 
smote two houses with emptiness, and 
asserted his own supremacy over all the 
children of Cain. It would be abso­
lutely impossible adequately to des ribe 
the frenzy of feelings which throughout 
the next fortnight mastered the popular 
heart; the mere delirium -of indignant 
horror in some, the mere delirium of 
panic in others. For twelve succeed­
ing days, under some groundless notion 
that the unknown murderer had quitted 
London, the panic which had convulsed 
the mighty metropolis diffused itself all 
over the island.” - It is evident that 
murder is regarded as of less conse­
quence here than there, foy the reason 
that, although Richards, the Nebraska

Iu the United States* there was one 
cremation last year, the body of Mrs. 
Benn Pitman, wife of the famous phon- 
ographer of Cincinnati, being burned 
Feb. 15,1878, in Dr. Lo^Moyno’s fur­
nace, at Washington, Pa., where, on the 
8th of December, 1876, the remains of 
Baron von Palm were incinerated.

ders, and his victims are all known to 
be dead, not one person in 500 or 5,000 
of our population knew, until he made 
the confession, that the murders had 
been committed. It was known within 
a limited area that all these people had 
been assassinated; but the fact made no 
stir. The nation worked, ate, slept as 
calmly as if all these lives had been ex­
tinguished by nature’s gentlest, most- 
kindly processes. There was here no 
“delirium of indignant horror” or of 
“indignant panic.” The very fact that 
this people receives with so profound 
an apathy these sanguinary occurrences 
will go far toward accounting for their 
frequency.

While there is the broadest of con­
trasts in the feelings engendered among 
ihe two nations by the news of the acts 
of Williams and Richards, there are 
many points of resemblance between 
the two men. Both rank as wholesale 
butchers. In both the love of murder 
for its own sake is a predominant trait. 
In killing the Marr family there was 
not the slightest need of including the 
8-months-old infant, because it could 
not have possibly become an agent 
for the detection of the assassin. Nor, 
after having crushed in the skulls of 
his victims, was there any necessity of 
cutting their throats; and yet this was 
done in every instance. This demon­
strates that Williams was inspired by a 
passion for murder. It is true that, in 
both cases, he committed robberies, but 
this feature was simply incidental, as 
the smoking of a cigar supplements a 
good dinner, and yet forms no essential 
part of it. Richards has shown the 
same passionate longing for killing.^ To 
slay was to him what a love of music or 
of painting is in many people. He 
killed to gratify an instinct, as men eat 
when they are hungry, This is shown 
by his confessions. Had robbery been 
his sole purpose, he could have effected 
it in the case of the Swede, and in that 
of the woman and her three children, 
without a resort to murder. Moreover, 
in relating to the members of the Chica­
go press his diabolical crimes, he dilated 
upon them with the same pride exhibit­
ed by an artist in showing a superior 
painting, or a composer at the success­
ful rendering of one of his works. He 
discussed them with an easy nonchal­
ance which goes to prove that he looked 
upon them from the standpoint of an 
artist. He had no conscience; he 
repudiated any such weakness, and 
smilingly gave his listeners to under­
stand that he occupied no such grovel­
ing position. Rosy, suave in manner, 
not unprepossessing in appearance, he 
again reminds one of Williams, of whom 
DeQuincey said: “ It was in harmony 
with the general subtlety of his char­
acter, and his polished hatred of brutal­
ity, that, by universal agreement, his 
manners were distinguished for ex­
quisite suavity; the tiger’s heart was 
masked by the most insinuating and 
sneaking refinement.”

Fortunately ior the safety as well as 
the honor of" mankind, the Williamses 
and Richardses are rare exceptions. We 
have desperadoes like Rande, who num­
ber their victims by dozens, but they 
constitute a distinct species. Rande 
killed his men in quarrels; he gave 
them a chance for their lives, and 
killed rather from a love of danger than 
from any murderous instinct. He and 
his type are generally unmistakable 
ruffians whom it is as easy to know and 
to avoid as rattlesnakes. Williams and 
Richards are of a kind who, to an insa­
tiate desire for murder, add a disgusting 
cowardice. They gratify their passion 
by striking unawares, by murdering un­
der the guise of friendship, their fiend­
ish designs veiled by persuasive man­
ners and gentle words. In many re­
spects the American Richards is a more 
notable wretch than the English Will­
iams. So possessed was the latter by 
his desire for murder that there was no 
room in his soul for the gentle emo­
tions. Richards has all the tigerish 
love of Mood that had the other, with a 
more capacious nature, in which dwell 
many of the feelings belonging to the 
best of men. He had appreciation of a 
beautiful woman. He could admire 
her, love her, make her the theme of 
tender compositions. To the other the 
gleam of a razor was more attractive 
than that of the brightest eye which 
ever shone in woman's head.

However, take them all in all, they 
are the two bloodiest scoundrels 
spawned by the vicionsness of modem 
days. __________________

HOUSEHOLD ECONOMY.

Odors From Cooking P revented.— 
Put one or two red peppers, or a few 

Somehow, there seems-pieces of charcoal, into the pot where 
ham, cabbage, etc., is boiling, and the 
"house will not be filled with the offensive 
odor.
, To Clean Paint.—"Whiting and clean 
warm water will clean white paint better 
than anything we know of. No soap 
need be used. Dip the wet cloth in dry 
whiting, and it will clean the paint with­
out removing it, as soap is apt to do.

Rats.—In one of our foreign ex­
changes we find the following recipe for 
exterminating rats. It consists of a mixt­
ure of two parts of well-bruised com­
mon squills and three parts of finely- 
chopped bacon made into a stiff mass, 
with as much meal as may be required, 
and then baked into small cakes; these 
are put down for the rats to eat, and are 
said to effect their complete extirpation.

Suggestions.—To keep cheese- that 
has been cut, tie it in a cloth, and put it 
in a cool place; if mold appears, wipe it 
off with a cloth. Flour and meal of all 
kinds should be kept in a dry, cool 
place. Oranges and lemons keep best 
when wrapped close in soft paper and 
laid in a drawer. Keep coffee by itself 
in tin canisters, if possible; its odor af- 
fects.articles. Keep tea in a close can­
ister, to preserve its aroma.

A Pretty, but Cheap Curtain.—The 
Housekeeper says: “Take ten yards of 
unbleached muslin for curtains for two 
windows. Tear in four pieces, hem 
each end, measure the length of your 
windows, and turn in what is too long, 
and trim for the lambrequin. Trim 
with bright print of any color that pre­
dominates in your room, and to suit the 
taste; plait the top, and run a band of 
the print on two inches from the top; 
loop back with a band of print. When 
tired of your curtains, take the trim­
mings for carpet rag*, and the muslin 
for a sheet, and there will be no loss if 
ten yards is used.”

Husk Mats.—Sort the com husks, 
selecting the longest for braiding. Take 
nine husks and tie the butt ends with a 
piece of twine; then divide them equal­
ly in three parts for braiding; as each 
strand is laid over, have three more 
husks ready to put in, leaving about an 
inch and a half of the butt ends out. 
The under side of the braid will be 
smooth, while the upper side is as rough 
as possible. It takes from six to ten 
yards of braid for a mat, according to 
the size which you wish to make it. If 
the husks are very dry it is easier to dip 
them in water as you braid. The braid 
must be wet when you sew it, which 
must be done with stout twine and a 
very long needle; fasten the ends well. 
—Western Rural.

Buckwheat Cakes.—Take one-half 
teacupful of good yeast and stir the 
cakes at night, adding a spoonful of 
molasses in the morning. Bake from 
two to four more than are eaten;-while 
hot pour boiling water on them and let 
stand until cool; then squeeze them 
fine and put in your pitcher, where 
there should be one teacupful of the 
batter. Add a cup of water, that it may 
not sour during the day, and set it 
in a cool place. If in danger of soaring, 
pour off the water and add fresh when 
they are stirred the next evening. You 
will find no need of starting anew very 
often or using saleratus, unless you let 
them sour. One-fourth Indian meal 
improves them, or, instead of meal, 
what we caff wheat middlings — fry 
quickly. _______

"Wednesday, Jan. 15.—Senate.—1The Senate 

passed an act to amend an act in relation to 
witnesses in criminal cases giving bail a« fol­
lows: “The people of the State of Michigan en­
act that it shall not be necessary m any crimi­
nal case for any witness to give bail for his 
appearance as witness in such cause, unless 
required to do so by the order of a Judge 
of a court of record, or a Circuit 
Court Commissioner. AH laws contra­
vening this act are hereby repealed.......
The mil in relation to marriage and solemniza­
tion thereof was tabled..,. A concurrent reso­
lution was adopted that the Committee on Print­
ing be instructed to investigate the State Print­
ers....The Judiciary Committee reported ad­
versely on the bill in relation to executions is­
sued by Circuit Courts... .In executive session 
the 1,500 Notaries Public were confirmed.

House.—Bills were introduced: To provide 
for tho better care of pauper and destitute 
children; authorizing the formation of associa­
tions for intellectual, scietftific, lesthetic, re­
ligious or liberal culture; in relation
to trials by jury__ The Committee on
Internal Improvement^ reported favora­
bly on the joint resolution author­
izing the Board of Control -4q transfer St. 
Mary’s^hip canal to the General Government
__ A bill for an unconditional extension of two
yeai s of the Marquette and Mackinac railroad 
grant was introduced. A supplementary bill 
will be introduced within a few days, practical­
ly restoring to the market certain portions of 
these lands in Chippewa county.

Thursday, Jan 16.—Senate.—The Com­
mittee on Education made an adverse report on 
the bill for the support of teachers’ institutes. 
A resolution that the Commissioner of the Land 
Office furnish information relative to seHing 
Agricultural College lands at #3 per acre that 
should have brought |5  was passed. . . .  
The resolution for the appointment of a 
stenographer was indefinitely postponed.... 
Senate bills 3, 4 and 6, passed m committee of 
the whole, were discussed... .The bill for the 
better detection of crimes'" and offenses was 
reported back, with a recommendation for its 
passage... .At the afternoon session Senator 
Duffield resigned from the Committee on Uni­
versity, on account of his brother, Rev. Geo. 
Duffield, being a Regent. Senator Hodge takes 
his place.

House.—Bills were introduced: To furnish 
vaccine to the inhabitants of cities and vil­
lages; creating a Twenty-Fourth judicial cir­
cuit from the Seventh and Sixteenth circuits; 
to incorporate the village of Brooklyn; to 
amend the laws of 1857 to provide for the in­
corporation of villages; to repeal a certain sec­
tion of the StatS laws of 1877; to authorize the 
"Warden of *tlie State prison to receive moneys 
due on contracts while said section was in 
force; for a chair of eclectic medicine in the 
university; to amend and authorize the forma­
tion of corporations to establish rural ceme­
teries and care for the same; allowing the 
Board of Supervisors of Bay county to receive 
certain lands from the Bay County Agricultural 
Society for certam purposes; to amend *an act 
to provide for the appointment of a State Re­
porter; relating to alienation by deed, proof, 
and recording of conveyances, and canceling 
of mortgages.  ̂ w

Friday Jan. 17.—Senate.—Bills were intro-* 
duced: In relation to liability of cities, villages, 
and townships for neglecting to repair side­
walks and streets; to authorize and regulate 
insurance other than life, fire, and marine; to 
establish a State hospital at Ann Arbor; in re­
lation to foreclosure of mortgage by 
advertisement; m relation to plank
roads; in relation to non-forfeiture of
policies of life insurance; relative to mining 
interests; relating to teachers’ institutes; 
to authorize the directors of the Detroit ana 
Milwaukee railroad to be lepresented on the 
Board of Directors by proxy; that railroad di­
rectors shall be citizens of the United States. 
. ..  .A resolution was passed for the prevention 
of adulteration of honey....Mr. Chamberlain 
was elected President pro tem.

House—Bills were introduced: Relative to 
establishing water-courses and locating ditches; 
relative to laying out, opening, locating, 
or constiucting water-courses, ditches or 
drains by Township Drain Commissioners; 
relative to forcible entries and detainers; to in­
corporate the village of Sault Ste Mane, Chip­
pewa county; relative to officers having the care 
of highways and bridges, and their several 
powers and duties; relative to trial of issues of 
facts in Courts of Chancery: relative to affi­
davits of non-residents; making an appropria­
tion for the purchase of books for the State 
library__ Both houses adjourned until Mon­
day evening, at 8:30.

Monday, Jaa 20.—Senate.—Pursuant to 
adjournment on Friday last, the Senate met this 
evening at 7 30. Numerous petitions were pre­
sented, and notices given for the introduction 
of bills at some future day.

House —The House passed a joint resolution 
for the transfer of Si Mary’s Falls ship canal to 
the General Government.. .  .The following joint 
resolution was introduced as an amendment to 
the constitution, to stand as article 4, section 1: 
“All the specific taxes, except those received 
from the mining companies of the Upper Pen­
insula, shall be applied in paving the interest 
upon the primary school, University, 
and other educational funds, and 
the interest and principal of the State debt in 
the order herein recited, until there shall be a 
sufficient amount m the snaking fund to extin­
guish the State debt, other than the amounts 
due to educational funds. When such specific 
taxes shall be ordered to and constitute a part 
of the general fund the Legislature shall pro­
vide for an annual tax, sufficient, with other re­
sources, to pay the estimated expenses of the 
State Government, and such deficiency as may 
occur in the resources.

Tuesday, Jan. 21.—Senate—Bills were in­
troduced Providing that administrators and ex­
ecutors of estates have full control until settled, 
or the Probate Court direct* the turning over 
of property to heirs or devisees; also direct­
ing the appointment of temporary admin­
istrators over estates of missing persons 
or those absent and supposed dead.. . . .  
In committee of the whole the ‘motion to repeal 
the law of 1871 authorizing the appointment of 
Drain Commissioners was earned....The hill 
reducing the rates of legal notices published iu 
newspapers from 70 cents for the first and 35 
cents for every subsequent insertion to 50 and 
25 cents respectively, was earned.

House. -^Petitions were presented asking for 
the establishment of a reform school for girls; 
for the arrest of horse-thieves, and for the in­
corporation of the Michigan State Police Asso­
ciation.. . .Mr. Mosher, of Hillsdale county, in­
troduced a bill amending the Liquor-Tax act, so 
that taxes raised from saloons, distillers and 
brewers be thrown into the general fund of 
each county, and not into the village, township 
or municipality treasury. He thinks that the 
present practice leads municipal officers to en­
courage the sale of liquors on account of the 
taxes arising therefrom... .Bills were also intro­
duced to prevent the extermination of deer by 
hunting them with dogs; to authorize the issu­
ing of Tnjunctions by Circuit Judges of adjoin­
ing counties m certam cases, and to make 
an appropriation to cover a deficiency 
in the funds of tho Reform School. . . .  
In committee of the whole bills were passed au­
thorizing the transfer of Michigan’s interest in 
the Aniietam Cemetery to the United States: to 
authorize municipal hoards of health to furnish 
bovine virus free for vaccination; to amend 
section 1,940 of the law of 1871, relating to mu­
nicipal boards of health, and for the incorpora­
tion of Hibernian benevolent societies.

The Supreme Court on Polygamy.
The Supreme Court of the United 

States has passed directly upon the con­
stitutionality of the act of Congress pro­
hibiting polygamy in the Territories. 
The decision was rendered in the case 
of Reynolds, a Mormon, upon appeal,, 
from the Territorial court, in which he 
was convicted of bigamy in entering 
into a plural marriage according to the 
Mormon rite. The court in tMs decision 
sustained the judgment of the Territo­
rial court, affirming without qualifica­
tion the right of Congress to pass laws 
prohibiting polygamy in the Territories, 
and the constitutionality of the present 
act of Congress upon that subject. This 
decision, from which there is no appeal, 
may be accepted as finally settling the 
question. Under it, by section 5.352 of 
the Revised Statutes of the United 
States, every man and every woman who 
has entered into a plural marriage in 
the Territory is liable to a fine not ex­
ceeding $500 and imprisonment for not
more than five years.________

A Technical Crime.

The resolutions adopted by the 
recent Transportation Convention, at 
St. Paul, Minn., were presented to 
the House Committee on Commerce 
in Congress, Friday, by ex-Senator 
Ramsay, Mr. Steele, of -Minnesota, 
and Mr. George H. Ely, of Cleveland. 
These resolutions recommend the 
improvement of the St. Mary’s river 
between Lakes Superior and Huron, 
the St. Clair flats, and the harbor at 
the head of Lake Superior. The 
deputation also urged the immediate 
acceptance by the United States of 
S‘. Mary’s Canal, in accordande with 
the offer of tho State of Michigan 
April 3, 1869, and the completion of 
the new lock and its approaches. 
The committee listened with great 
interest, and promised to give the 
matter careful attention.

A rather novel method of obtaining 
contributions for the poor and needy 
was adopted in New York city on 
Tuesday. A committee of responsible 
and well-known gentlemen sent out 
seventy-six wagons with eighty-three 
men ard one hundred boys, with 
proper certificates of authority to can­
vass the city for anything the charit­
ably disposed might be willing to give. 
Articles of clothing, furniture, wood, 
coal, porovisions, money, or whatever, 
could be madese-viceable to the poor, 
were solicited. What was received 
was to be devided among various 
charitable institutions. Organized 
charity in one form or another is 
being adopted in all our cities, and 
indiscrim'nate giving *tj mendicants 
is becoming to be seen as an injury to 
society by the encouragement it gives 
to street beggars.

The Smith Mining company have 
recently contracted with an Akron, 
O., fiim for the building of a double 
engine and hoisting plant—drums to 
be five and one-half feet in diameter, 
which is to be delivered in Cleveland 
on March 10, and immediately 
shipped to the mine. Foundations 
are now being built for the placement 
of the machinery.

A movement is on 
foot to consolidate the railroad com­
panies into an association of their 
own for operating these telegraph 
wires for their own benefit and that 
of the pu' lie. It 13 proposed that 
messages are to be sent at about one- 
thi-rd of the present price, and press 
messages especially at very low rates. 
It is believed that with the wires and 
poles, now owned by the ra Iroad 
companies, not more than $1,000,000 
will be required to furnish the neces­
sary additional equipment.

The Russell manufacturing establishment, at 
Mds-illon, Ohio, have again got rightly undoi 
headway, giving employment to upwards of two 
hundred men.

The Battle Creelc (Mich.) Eloe Factory, which 
has been idle for two years, In* just started up 
They intend to make 50,000 hoes this winter 
They will give employment to 60 or 70 workmen 

The Franconia Iron and Steel Company, ot 
Wareham, Mass., have started up their mi!l> 
again, an 1 it is now a sure thing that the Aga­
wam mills are soon to resume operations under 
the new management.

There are thirty one rolling mills in Alleghe­
ny county. Of these all are in operation except 
five, namely: Those of Lewis, Datzell & Co. 
Reese, Graff A Woods, Pittsburgh Bolt Compa­
ny, the old Wood’s mill and Wharton’s.

There is a grew.ng demand for common steel, 
made from Bessemer oi open-heartb billets, and 
the supplying of these to the Crucible Steel 
works has become quite an important branch of 
business. The prospects for the coming year 
arc good.

Tho Wason Car Company, of Springfield, 
Mass.* are now building 10 cars for the Boston, 
Ilcosas Tunnel anl Wosteru road, thrje for a 
Michigan road and nine for Pern. Thev say 
they will be drhen hard until January 1, and 
that there is a great call for work all over tho 
country.

Tho numbor of present emnlovc* of the bla^t 
furnaces in Ohio aggregate 5,160 for the 53 fur­
naces in oporation anl 4,015employes would be 
necessary to put in operation tho other 55 furna­
ces that are now out of blast. The 5,160 do not 
represent all the employe*, as some of tlio fui- 
naces purchase their eo if and ore, and the pro­
ducers thereof are not countel by the furnaco 
propiietors in making their returns.

At the commencement of the year 1877-78, Nr. 
1 hot Mast charcoal iron was quotable at Cin­
cinnati per ton, the year closing with
this grade of iron quotable at $21@22,$2 below 
the price at the opening ot the vear. and $37 
below the highest prices of 1872-73. Tho aver­
age quotation for this grade of iron, at Cincin­
nati, the past >ear, was $2281, comoared with 
$24 U in 1876-77, $2-3.16 in 1873 76, $29.28 in 1374- 
75, $19.21 in 1873-74, $53.33, in 1872 72, and $43 74 
in 1871-72.

Iron Aac: Amid the changes which have been 
taking place in tho iron business of the country, 
it is a matter for the congratulation of our peo 
pie, that the position of Pittsburgh is steadily 
growing in importance as an iron cent”©.

Bulletin of the Iron and Steel Association • 
Fiom Oswego, in far tfWay Oregon, we have re­
ceived, under date of the 16th inst., the follow- 
inginformation from E. W. Crichton, Superin­
tendent of Oswego furnace, the only blast fur­
nace on the Pacific coast: f' This furnace made 
a short blast last year, and is at present out of 
blast. Before starting again wo will raise the 
stack 12 feet higbqr, making it 44 feet high. We 
have to bring our hearth from Ohio, as there is 
no fire-proot rock here and fire brick will not 
stand. We expect to make 4090 tons of pig iron 
next year. We have to compete with Scutch pig 
iron brought here in sailing vessels coming ft r 
grain, but expect to cheapen our pro luet so that 
we can undersell any Scotch pig iron biou&ht 
here.”

The condition of the thirteen furnaces in 
Hocking Valley on January 1st was about as 
follows . At Slianee, No. 1 Fanny furnaco is m 
blast. No 2 has been out about a year, with no 
immediate prespeef ofstarting. XX aud v^as 
furnaces are both in blast. The furnace at Mox- 
ahala is out ot blast, but will be blown in as soon 
as a railroad two or three mile# long, now build­
ing to the coal mines, i» completed. The Gore

The fcllowin  ̂letter from Mr. J. F. Joy. 
the third he has written on the subject, 
advocates the plan upheld by the entire 
Lake Superior delegation in the Legisla­
ture, and is, so pertinent, and disposes so 
fully of the objections raised by the Chip­
pewa county speculators, that all who 
really wish to see the work completed, 
will read it with interest:

The necessity for a railway communication 
between the mining region# of the Upper Pen­
insula and the southern part of the State is so 
apparent that it cannot be long delayed. That 
the intercourse between the two sections shall 
continue by wayofrSads through thrfce other 
states and over a distance several hundreds of 
miles farther than by a direct road, and that all 
the advantages of the traffic and tradeofthe up­
per country shall go to enhance the wealth of 
those states, whi e also the country in the upper 
and northern part of the Lower Peninsula shall 
remain a waste which might be filled with a 
prosperous people, is too intolerable to be allow­
ed for a much longer period. It is in every 
point of view a condition of things to which a 
state, already rich, in two great sections of it, 
cannot long submit. If the UnJ grant will not 
build the Mackinac and Marquette road, then 
the constitution of the state must be changed, 
and the Legislature will be called upon to make 
direct money appropriations to accomplish the 
object. All will come to realize that with wealth 
already like that of Michigan, and with the 
state divided into two sections, practically 603 
miles remote from each other, and connected 
only bv roads through foretgo states, while a 
third of its own territory is uninhabitod for 
want of cemmunication, all these difficulties in 
the way ot future progrees can and must be 
overcome at almost any oost, whether it shall be 
ot land or money. But to amend the constitu­
tion is a matter of time. The feelings of the 
people growing out of money losses connected 
with the early state efforts to build railroads 
must be overcome, and it will take long before 
this will be done. It will assuredly come about 
however, and from mere neces lty the state will 
be compelled to undertake, or to grant money 
to induce others to undertake the work. Both 
the delay and the appropriation of money or 
the purpose by the state will be subjects of re­
gret. But, as has been said, the necessity is so 
great that it will bear down allobsticles, and 
the work will be accomplished sooner or later. 
But every year, utmost, gained from this delay, 
will be worth hundreds ot thousands by the so 
much earl er progress in the settlement and de­
velopment of the unsettle 1 parts of the State, 
and supplying from our own productions the 
want-^of tho mining and industrious population 
of the Upper Peninsula.

It is believed thit both the do ay anl the ap­
propriation ot money by the state to build this 
roal may be avoided by simply preserving the 
land grant unimpaired and appropriated to this 
object. Shall this be done, or shall the door be 
opened *o allow it to be flittered away. The 
pretense under which this is to be accomplished 
is that there are settlers dropping in upon it in 
Chippewa countv, and it is alleged that nearly a 
hundred have done so in the last year. Now, 
admit this /or a moment, if it a good argument 
why the land ©rant should be modified and the 
ban ler against its wasts thrown down ?

First, all the lands in Chippewa county are 
not swarao lands. There are large quantities ol 
Government lands there, also. Why do not set­
tlers go upon them, and why must they neces­
sarily settle upon these lanis t The reason i» 
not apparent, certainly. But, if it were so, and 
there were actually a hundred s© tiers in a year 
who wiahed^o settle on these lands rathe than 
upon government lands, would that be any rea­
son for jeopardizing the building of this road, 
and also the extension of the two roads runmug 
north m the Lower Peninsula to the Straits and 
‘ho opening two hundred miles of territory 
which oann t now be reached by tho settler, to a 
rapid settlement, such as always takes place 
along the lines of new railroads. How many 
thousands would cluster along the lines of these 
roads, anl fill up that now wa«te country, where 
one now drop® in upon these lands in Chippewa 
county ?

But it may be said that the Government land 
which is conveniently located in that county is 
already taken up and cannot be bought without 
paying what it is worth/or more than the settler 
expects to pay the state for these lands.

This is probably true. Speculators have been 
there, as everywhere. But does that constitute 
any good reason why these^lands should be put 
into market at half even of their present1 value, 
and take so much from the only fund the stato 
now has to secure the construction of this im­
port road? and yet that is what it is evidently 
aimed at. But this is not the worst. It the 
door is orened ostensibly to actual settlers, it 
will bo opened for the means and pretenses by 
which sueh laws are always abused,-«nd lands 
obtained m the end for others than settlers. The 
country is lull of instances ot this kind, and no 
j aw which opens the door by even a small crev­
ice has ever been able to guard against them.

Now it is reveral ye irs since this land has been 
set apart and consecrate 1 to this purpose. Had 
the law beon as liberal when the Legislature 
first acted upon the matter as it now is, the road 
would have been built and running five years 
ago. This I have occasion to know. Think for 
a moment what would hai e been th>* condition 
of the state now «had* that been the case. The 
distress of the* times has driven men from all 
elasses of business into the country anl upon 
farms, and the section along the line of this road 
would hive been largely occupied with an in­
dustrious people, and villages would now be 
seen where the bear and wolf are now the only 
inhabitants. All the people now in Chirfpewa 
county would hardly be a tenth or nerhaps a 
twentieth part of tho population which would 
already have been clearing and developing that 
now waste region.

Tho writer of this did not forsee the panic and 
co sequent distress which has since swept over 
anl desolated the countrv but he took the pains 
to go before the legislature and tho then Gover­
nor and urge upon them the importance of pas­
sing a liberal law tor tim grant, urging the rea­
sons which he now has been using in these 
I apers.

It wa*. however, in vaiD, and the great oppor­
tunity wa3 lo«t. At the next legislature the 
feelings had changed and all that could be done 
was done. But the panic dil not piy much re­
gard to the interests of the State, and none 
could be found to enl st in the enterprise. That 
state of things is now slowly passing away, a d 
capual is now .again coming out from its biding 
places. It is not unreasonable to hope therefore 
though it is not certain, that if the land grant is 
ontinued on its present basis the road may yet 

be built. Bat it certainly requires all the full 
value of the grant uuimpured. As it now is it 
has remained for years, without tempting capi­
talists to embark in the enterprise. Let it be 
attacked, by this and that alteration of the law. 
Lot it be weakened by offering it to settlershere 
and there. Let it be diminished in value on any 
pretense, and that which has not, when entire, 
beon enough to attract capital, will, when drain- 
lsbei in >alue on anv pretense, and that which 
has not, when entire, boon enough to attract 
capital, will, when diimnishol and impaired, 
most certainly fail to do so. The same mistake 
in another form will be committed as was made 
by the Legislature that first acted upon the 
question. That Legis’ature ccrta nly lost the 
road by it" illiberal action, which otbciwi&c 
would have been in use during the past 5 year*.

The present legisl iture, when now there is fair 
hope of its construction, may make a mistake 
which will not onlv postpone it five years long­
er, but foiever, so far as private enterprise ia 
concerned, and until the state, duven by th* 
most intolerable necessity, may be compelled to 
amend its constitution and once again vote 
money to aid in building a railroad—a thing 
which good citizens will regret to see, but which 
they may be compelled to approve as one of the 
least of two very great evils.

at * time in care of the Standard Oil 
company. The eril is not in the inspec­
tors, it is in the law which is so framed 
as, to require the manufacture of a special 
oil for Michigan. The eastern refiners 
liave so few orders for this oil that it does 
not pay them to knep a stock on baud^and 
we are left to the tender mercies of the 
Standard Oil company. At the present 
time they are not pinching us very hard; 
they reduced the price two cents per gal­
lon of their own accord recently, probab­
ly in view of the assembling of our Legis­
lature; we say of tbeir own accord be­
cause there was no change in the price of 
110° oil at the same time, that still re­
mains st 9 cents, while we even at the re­
duced price, are compelled to pay 181 
cents by the car load. There is a clean 
steal of five cents per galloo, even at this 
reduced price. Ohio test 150 ° oil is to­
day quoted a t '121 ceDts and 175° is 
worth only one cent more. This little 
steal amounts to $2 50 per barrel, and as 
we use 20,000 barrels per annum, it costs 
#500,000 per year, a million dollars from 
one session of the Legislature to another, 
to carry out this whim of Prof. Kedzie’s. 
We cannot stand sich robbery. Those 
Cleveland chaps will soon have a mort­
gage on us; indeed as Ions, as that law 
lasts they have something better than a 
mortgage; they have then- hands in oir 
pockets; whatever piice they demanc |f r 
oil, that price we must pay; at one time 
they asked us forty cents, and we had to 
pay it. Our Legislature has given the 
the Standard Oil Co. a monopoly of the 
oil trade in this' state. It amounts to a 
conspiracy. The Standard Oil Co. goes 
so far as to say who shall deal m oil in 
this state, aud who shall not. Let any 
person, not now a wholesale dealer in oil, 
order a car load of Michigan oil from the 
Standard Oil Co. or any of its branches, 
and he will be referred to one of the deal­
ers as their agent. The Standard Oil Co. 
requires its agents in this state to sell at a 
price dictated in Cleveland. This is evi­
dent from the uniform price asked by the 
wholesale dealers. It does not vary a 
fraction of a cent one from another. If 
there is a change in price, they all change 
together as if by clockwork. Thus the 
people are a second time deprived of the 
benefit of competition by tins great mon­
opoly. The people look to the Legilla- 
turc for relief in this direction. The Up- 
pei Peninsula delegation are a unit in fa­
vor of the change. Prot Kedzie, of the 
State Board of Health, who is understood 
to still favor the present system, has been 
invited to deliver a lecture on the subject 
in thetRepreseutative Hall, but his theo­
ries will hardly overcome the experience 
of the members of the Hou»e in this di­
rection. It is thought the lest may be re­
duced to 120, and a bill mill be introduced 
to the effect. If they will peimit us, even, 
to use 150° Ohio test oil, we shall have 
the best oil on which there is any compe­
tition. As there is 45° difference be­
tween Prof. Kedzie’s test aud the Ohio 
test, our law call should call for 1050 
Michigan test, and should not require the 
test for parafine. Then we could buy oil 
in Chicago, Cincinnati, Pittsburgh, Oil 
City or where we pleased, and have the 
benefit of competition between refiners 
and also between jobbers

Important Suit—T ub People vs. 
Charles Crowley.—_1 he above case has 
excited considerable interest in conse­
quence of its being the liistcaseof the 
kind tried iu this county, if not iu the 
state. It was instituted under the pro­
visions of act No. 181, session laws of 
1875, and charged ex-sheriff Charles 
Crowley with a failure to pay over cer­
tain moneys collected by him as sheriff in 
1876 for liquor taxes assessed for that 
year against ceitain dealers in intoxica­
ting liquois at the city of Ishpemmg, and 
with converting a portion of the money- 
collected to his own use. The defense 
was that the failure to pay over the mon­
ey to the county treasurer did not consti­
tute a violation of the act above referred 
to, aud a general denial of a conversion 
by the d fendent. The trial was com­
menced on Thursday morning of last 
week and lasted nearly two days, the de­
fense being able conducted by M. II. 
Crocker and E. J. Mapes, Esqs. The 
prosecuting attorney, J. Q Adams, was 
assisted by F. O. Clark, Esq., of Mar­
quette The trial was au interesting and 
spirited one, and resulted in the convic­
tion of the defendaut. While many of 
our people will feel sympathy for Mr. 
Crowley on personal grounds, yet all 
will agree that if guilty he should be pun­
ished; audit ltsliall prove a warning to 
others holding public positions, and re­
strain them from committing similar of­
fenses, it will be cause for congratulation.

We learn that Hillyer, who ran on 
the democratic ticket for representative 
in the Delta and Menominee District, and 
was so badly beaten that he didn’t know he 
was a candidate until a question was 
raised as to the eligibility of the duly 
elected candidate, John D. Ross, is now 
taking steps to deprive Mr. Ross of his 
seat. It will be recollected that Mr. Ross 
was postmaster at Foul River and Hillyer 
held some nominal office in connection 
with the Judiciary .of the U. S , so that 
both were iu like position respecting their 
eligibility. Since the election Mr. Ross 
has resigned his position, and we under­
stand has been declared as entitled to his 
seat in Hie Legislature by Governor Cros- 
well and other leading officials of the 
state, and in accordance proposes to oc­
cupy it very soon, in case Hillyer does 
not succeed in pieventinghim and leaving 
the District without a representative. 
Mr. Hillyer has written to democratic 
membeis ot the house relative to the mat­
ter, and while uot claiming the seat lias 
expressed his opposition already to Mr. 
Ross. It was no more than was expected 
from this source and falls little short of 
the disposition actuating southein reme­
dies and bull-dozing. In this case it will 
not oi k, aud will doubtless be retnem- 
beied by the people of the district, who 
have business at stake, as a duty paitiz m 
trick.

P. S Since the above was written Mr. 
Ross has gone to Lansing and been admit­
ted to his seat without question—even the 
democratic member, iu whose hands Hill- 
yer had niaced his objection, appreciated 
the selfish motive actuating the proposi­
tion and refused to have anything to do 
in promoting the selfish end sought. Mr. 
Ross is in accord with the political ma 
jority of the house, a good business man, 
and will make an able andjufiueutial re­
presentative of his District.

IMxrqnp.ttc 
Rail Road P ro jec t  

B righten ing ,

At last we are able to furnish some 
tangible encouragement in reference to 
theearly construction of the Marquette & 
Mackin. c Railroad, based, however, upon 
the contemplated favorable action ot the 
Legislature now iu session in extending 
the grant and preserving it intact. With­
in the past few days we have personally 
Interviewed certain capitalists and busi­
ness men of Detroit who are interesting 
themselves in the enterprise, and find that 
substantial progress has already been 
made in the direction of organizing a com­
pany in every way qualified to carry the 
project to early and successful consum­
mation. A meeting of these men was. 
held in Detroit on the 18lh aud the pre­
liminary arrangements for the organiza­
tion of a company agreed upon, and the 
policy iu reference to the construction of 
the road freely discussed. In a conveisa- 
tion with Mr. Francis Pjlms, who is tak­
ing an active interest in the matter, we 
learned that he favored a proposition to 
build the road for cash to be subscribed 
by members forming the company, and 
that no man should have a voice in its de­
liberations—early or late—until ten per 
cent, of liis subscription shall be paid in- 
into the treasury of the company. Mr. 
Palms heads the list with a cash subscrip­
tion of $100,000, which will likely be in­
creased from time to time as circumstan­
ces may require. Ex-Governor H P. 
Baldwin. John S Newberry, Waldo M. 
Johnson, James McMillan, Allan Sheldon, 
M. S. Smith, Hon. Z. Chandler, C. H. 
Buhl, Ex-Goveruor Bagley, and other 
prominent citizens,are at pieseut taking a 
lively interest in the cntqfprise. In a 
conversation with Mr. James F. Joy he 
expressed his opinion that there could be 
no reasonable doubt as to the construction 
of the road within the coming year 
should the extension of the grant be made. 
He avers that there wilt be no trouble iu 
obtaining the money, and says that if the 
origiual grant had carried the advantages 
with which it was strengthened two years 
later, the road would have been in opera­
tion long before the end of the year 1875. 
Mr. Joy is au active advocate of the re­
tention of the grant intact, and is doing 
all in his power to effect the early comple­
tion of the load. In the Legislature there 
is a feeling confined to a certain element 
that the.opjortunity has been trifled with, 
aud such objections as are likely to be 
encountered iu the passage or trans­
fer at the Straits, retarding settlement in 
certain localities, and the well settled op­
position of some people to railroad grants 
general principles are raised, but from 
the present outlook are to feeble to pre­
vail, although under the rulings of Lieu­
tenant Governor Sessions, it is held that a 
bill extending the lime for the completion 
of the road will require a two-thirds vote, 
inasmuch as it changes the conditions 
upon which a giant ef public properly is 
made aud restoies to life a gift which 
would otherwise be forfeited Theviews 
of Speaker Rich are not so clearly defined 
upon this point, but at any rate the only 
way to avoid all question and the possi­
bility of litigation is to secure a two 
thirds vote. To this eud it might be well 
for the people of Marquette counts', and 
of other localities interested in the con- 
stiuction of the road, to present their 
views and wishes to the Legislature at an 
early time The bill for an uncondition­
al extension of the grant for two years is 
in the hands of 'he House committee on 
Public Lands and Railways, and we un­
derstand that the joint report, when it is 
made, will be entirely iu its favor. The 
citizens of Detroit have lately discovered 
the necessity of the road to be an inde- 
spensihle auxiliary to the future commer­
cial prosperity of their city. They have 
seen the immense trade of the Upper Pen­
insula, once Us own, pass to the hands of 
others until it has dwindled to almost 
nothing, in fact not woitli looking after 
under the present facilities of transpor­
tation between the two sections of the 
stale That she is fully resolved upon 
restoring the trade which rightfully be­
longs to her, there is no doubt.

The direcrors of the Glasgow Bank are on trial 
for fraud, thelt and embezzlement. Thay rank 
among the best families in Scotland, Their 
good character for integrity and upright dealing 
was po extensive with their introduction into 
active life. Yet the papers teem to-day with ex­
ecrations upon those men, whose wrongful con­
duct and vile betrayal ot the great tru«it reposed 
in them brought dire disaster upon the whole 
population ot Scotland; and many ahousehold 
which before was sorrounded with comparative 
comfort find themselves to-day in absolute and 
abject poverty in consequence of the wrongful 
acts of those men, who had stood upon the very 
pinnlcleot social reputation and social goodness.

M I’CELLANEOCS ITEMS.

Col. Osburn, of Marquette, and Josenh 
Winter, of Negaunee, were among the 
callers et the state capitol during the past 
few days. Dr S D Humphrey, of Mar­
quette, was also here attending the sixth 
annual meeting of the State Superintend­
ents of the Poor Association.

The prospect of some new legislation 
upon the question of regulating the sate 
of intoxicating liquors, and the strong 
temperance compo-itiou of the commities 
in the two Houses, has caused a wide­
spread curiosity as to the probable char­
acter of their reports and of the subse­
quent legislation.

Four years ago the amount of land that 
might be held in this state by any manu­
facturing or mining corporation was in­
creased from 10,030 to 50,030 acres.

The State Sportsmen’s Association, 
which has just closed its session here, n«k 
the Legislature to prohibit the killing of 
deer w ben in the red co it, of lawns when 
in the spotted coat; to make the posses­
sion of tbe hides of such animals prima 
facie evidence of the guilt of the persons 
in whose possession they are lound, to 
confine the dates of the open season lot 
•deer between September 15 and .Novem­
ber 15 of each year, to prohibit the kill­
ing or capturing of deer in the waters of 
any stream, pond or lake within the jnns- 
diction of the state; to prohibit the ship­
ment out of this state of any deer or 
other wild game mentioned in this act; to 
prohibit the killing of all water fowl, in­
cluding snipe, between the first day of 
May and tbe first day of September of 
eachyeat. and to prohibit the killing of 
wild duck« or wild geese after sunJow n 
at any season of the year. Also to amend 
section 10 of the game law, so that its 
violators may be prosecuted wheicvei 
found in the state, providing all penalties, 
exclusive of costs, collected under such 
convictions, shall be paid ovei to the 
treasurer of the couuty where thcruffmra 
was committed. To amend section 12 so 
as to extend the time for commencement 
of prosecutions to 12 months -from the 
commitment of the offense. To amend 
section 5, limiting the time of having m 
possession for the purpose of selling, or 
exposing for sale any game, birds or ani­
mals protected by this act, to 15 day s.

P o l i t i c a l .
Mr Springer, of Illinois, has introduced in 

Congress “ a bill to secure to the people of 
every State equal and just representation.
It provides that after the next census 
the Legislature of each State shall 
apportion the State under the census of 
1880, so as to provide that when more 
than two members of Congress are elected 
in a State the Stare shall be divided 
into districts of three members each, as far as 
possible, and when there are two .odd Bepre- 
sentatives—that is, over three, or six, or nine, 
etc., there shall be one district consisting of 
five members. In districts consisting of three 
members of Congress, and in districts entitled 
to fire members every elector shall vote for 
three members.

Nine United States Senators were chosen 
in various States on Tuesday, Jan. 31, as 
follows: Hlinois—John A. Logan, in place 
of Bichard J. Oglesby, both Eepublican; In­
diana— D. W. Voorhees, Democrat, as his 
own successor for both the long and short 
terms; Missouri — James Shields, in place 
of David H. Armstrong, appointed to 
fill the vacancy occasioned by the death of 
Louis V. Bogy, and George G. Vest, for the full 
term commencing March 4, 1879—all Demo­
crats; Pennsylvania—J. Donald Cameron, Be- 
pubhcan, as his own successor; New York— 
Boscoe Conkling, Eepublican, as his own 
successor; Connecticut—Orville H. Platt, 
Eepublican, in place of William 
H. Bamum, Democrat; North Carolina— 
Zebulon B. Vance, m place of A. S. Mernmon, 
both Democrats; Florida—Wilkinson Call, 
Democrat, in place of S. B. Conover, Bepub- 
lican. Three other State Legislatures—Wiscon­
sin, Arkansas and Louisiana—balloted for 
Senator, but failed to elect, on account of the 
multiplicity of Candidates.

in at night. George Washington (colored) is a 
resident of Concordia, town of Vermillion, Cor­
oner of the parish. Saw a body of about sixty- 
five or seventy armed men. They captured 
six or seven men. A few hours after heard 
that a man was hung in the grave-yard. 
Went there and found it was H. Smith.

A. J. Brtant, of Tensas (colored), testified, 
on the 16th, that no Bepublican ticket was nom­
inated because of threats by the whites, who 
said they would consider such action a declara­
tion of war. The night before the election a 
party of whites came to my house, took me out 
m my night-clothes, carried me a quarter of a 
mile, and threatened me, saying I  had sold out.
I denied this. They let me go, after promising 
to come to the polls the next day and vote the 
regular Democratic ticket I complied with my 
promise. The party had a rope with them, and 
said if they were satisfied I had sold out they 
would put me through. William A. Bell, a 
prominent merchant of New Orleans, testified 
concerning the citizens’ movement in the late 
election.

Bjfoee the Teller Committee, Abram Thomas 
(colored), of Tensas parish, testified that during 
the late election he met a body of armed whites, 
who chased witness. That night the same men 
came and took Charley Bethel, a colored man, 
out of his house, shot him, and cut his throat 
Boss Stewart, a prominent colored politician 
of Tensas, a member of the Legislature, testi­
fied that threats of violonce prevented the Be- 
publicans from nominating a ticket At the 
Democratic Convention Col. Beeves made a 
speech saying he would mal̂ p no threats, but 
the white men have determined to carry their 
ticket The whites announced that Stewart 
and Fairfax had drawn a color line. On the 
contrary, we nominated a ticket composed 
of white and colored people. Afterward it 
got so hot that we had to take the negro 
names off the ticket, and nominated a full 
white ticket; overheard Judge Cordell say that 
the white men had only to go around with shot­
guns on their shoulders and all ordinary ne­
groes would be sufficiently frightened. Such 
men as Stewart, however, would have to be 
killed. Got warnings. I went over into Mis­
sissippi Witness gave the names of fifteen 
negroes alleged to have been murdered.

At New Orleans, on the 18th, the investigating 
committee concluded the taking of testimony at 
that point, and adjourned. W. B. Merchant, 
District Attorney of St Mary’s,- testified con­
cerning the attack on Newman’s house. It was 
ordered that United States Commissioner Lane 
take testimony of any witnesses not examined for 
Natchitoches, Tensas and Calahoula parishes; 
that Morris Marks represent the majority and 
B F. Jonas the minority. The testimony so 
taken will be transmitted to Mr. Teller and 
treated as if taken by the committee.

The new Democratic members of the Teller 
Committee, Senators McDonald and Bandolph, 
started for South Carolina Jan. 30. They took 
with them the names of a large number of wit­
nesses that the Democrats desired to have sum­
moned.

The Teller Committee, consisting of Senators 
Teller, Kirkwood, Cameron, Bandolph and Mc­
Donald, began their investigation of the late 
general election m South Carolina, at Charles­
ton, on the 31st of January. All the witnesses 
exammed were from Charleston county, 
and it was admitted by both Demo­
crats ond Bepublicans that all the election 
officers, excepting clerks, were appointed 
upon the recommendation of the Democratic 
committee; that one of the three Commis­
sioners of Election for the county was a 
Bepublican; that the managers of election at 
the different precincts were exclusively Demo­
crats, and the United States Supervisors at the 
difierent polls were not allowed to have a 
clei k, there being no provision of law for such 
person. It was also testified that the Demo­
cratic Supervisors had no clerks, and that the 
clerks of Bepublican Supervisors were ex­
cluded from the polling places by order of 
the Democratic committee. The Eepublican 
witnesses, of whom three or four were exam- 
mod. testified that there were numerous tissue 
ballots found in the boxes at various precincts 
m Charleston county, in some instances these 
tissue ballots exceeding the number of actual 
voters. The Democratic witnesses admitted 
the printing of tissue ballots by the Democratic 
committee, and said the object in issueing them 
was to enable the colored people to vote se­
cretly for the Democratic candidates withon 
risk of molestation.

f i n a n c i a l  a n d  In d u s tr ia l .
The Buffalo Courier has estimates showing 

that 15,000 cars of freight were blockaded by 
the recent snow-storms between Chicago and 
New York.

T h e  annual circular of the mercantile agency 
of B. G. Dun & Co. says: “ The failures in the 
United States, for the year 1878, were 10,478 in 
number, as against 8,873 in 1877, showing an 
increase in the past year of 1,571. The liabili­
ties for 1878 equal *334,000,000, compared with 
*190,000,000 in 1877, an increase in the past 
year of *40,000,000. These large liabilities are 
approached only by the figures for 1873, when 
they reached *338,000,000; but these were di­
vided among only 5.163 failures, less than one- 
half of the number in 1878.”

A call has been issued for *30,000,000 
more 5-30s, interest to cease April 18, consisting 
of *10,000,000 coupon, and the same amount of 
registered, bonds.

The New York Sun has a report that the 

body of A. T. Stewart has been recovered, upon 
payment of *50,000.

S. D. B ic h a r d s ,  the Nebraska butcher-fiend, 
has been found guilty of murder in the first 
degree as the result of a speedy arraignment 
and trial for the killing of the Swtde Anderson, 
which he so cheerfully confessed a few days 
ago. He will be hanged April 36.

M a r t i n  B e r g i n  was hanged at Pottsville, 
Pa., a few days ago, for the murder of Patrick 
Burns, at Tuscarora, Pa , April 15,1870. He is 
the nineteenth Mollie Maguire already hanged 
for murder in that State. Two others, Peter 
Manus and John O’Neill, the alleged murderers 
of Hesser, at Shamokin, in December, 1875, are 
yet to be dealt with.

Mrs. Cobb, the defendant in the Norwich 
(Ct.) murder trial, has been found guilty of 
having poisoned her husband “ in the second 
degree,” which saves her neck from the gal­
lows, but admits of an extended term of im­
prisonment.

The late Treasurer of a Massachusetts mis­
sionary society is said to have “misused” some 
*60,000 worth of its funds. That is, the so­
ciety is short the amount named, and is not 
lively to get it very soon. The trouble arises 
from “unauthorized investments,” as the re­
port puts it.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

January 15.—In the Senate a resolution, in­
troduced by Mr. Voorhees, was adopted ordering 
an inquiry into the circumstances which led to the 
recent slaughter of Cheyenne Indians at Fort Rob 
inson....The Senate indulged m a protracted de 
bate on the bill giving to officers and soldiers of the 
Mexican war three months’extra pay... The pro­
ceedings in executive session of the Senate are de­
scribed as having been of a very interesting charac­
ter. Shortly after the door closed a communication 
from the President was read, assigning reasons for 
the removal of Collector Arthur and Surveyor Cor 
nell from the New York Custom House. Senator 
Conkling arose and made a bitter attack upon the 
course of the administration in the premises. He 
declared that the charges were frivolous and 
groundless, and contended that they were 
only a pretext to co\er up, the real ob 
ject of the administration, which was of a political 
as well as personal nature. Mr. Conkling
spoke ŵ th unusual warmth and feeling-------
In the House, a communication was received 
from the Secretary of xthe Treasury containing a 
statement of the balance of the loan account in 
com standing to the credit of the Treasurer of the 
United 8tates in the national bank depositories on 
the 1st of January last. The aggregate amount of 
balances was $16,898,168.. The House passed two 
important financial measures. The first was the 
Ways and Means Committee's bill authorizing the 
issue of certificates of deposit m aid of refunding 
the public debt. The bill authorizes the Secre 
tary of the Treasury to issue in exchange 
for lawful money United States certificates of 
deposit of the denomination of $10, 
bearing interest at the rate of 3 per cent, and con­
vertible at any time, with accrued interest, into 4- 
per cent bonds, authorize  ̂to be issued, and direct* 
that the money so received shall be applied 
only to the payment of 5 20 bonds. The 
other financial measure p ssed by the House 
was a bill, prepared also by the Ways and Means 
Committee, to facilitate the funding of the national 
debt. It authorizes the Secretary of the Treasury 
In the process of refunding the national d£bt to ex 
change directly at par bonds bearing 4 per cent, m 
terest for bonds commonly known as 5-20’s out 
standing and uncalled, and directs that whenever all 
such 5 20 bonda shall have been redeemed the 
provision of this section and all existing provisions 

law authorizing refunding the national debtof
shall apply to any bonds of the United States bear­
ing 5 per cent or* higher rate of mtereat which 
may be redeemable and that, in any such change, 
interest shall be allowed on the bonds redeemed for 
the period of three months.

January 16.—In the Senate, Mr. Windom in­
troduced a resolution providing for the appoint­
ment of a committee to inquire into the expediency 
of promoting the migration of colored people from 
those districts m which they are not allowed to ex 
erciae their right* as American citizen*, paid on 
the table for th* present... .The bill for the pay­
ment of arrears of pensions was passed.------ The
House devoted the day to the discussion of the Mis 
sissippi Levee bill... Memorial service* in honor 
of the late Prof Joseph Henry, of the Smithsonian 
Institution, were held m the House, in the presence 
of a large audience, m the evening.

January 17.—In the Senate, Mr. Salisbury 
introduced a resolution calling upofi the 
Secretary of the Treasury for full information 
touching the cost of refunding the public debt.
The resolution was hud over.....Meaars. Bayard
and Wallace, at their own request, were 
excused from further service on the 
Teller Committee, and Messrs. McDonald and Ran
dolph were appointed to fill the vacancies......The
remainder ot thê day was devoted to the discussion
of the bill to amend the patent laws.----The House
spent the day on private bills, and made scarcely 
any progress. A few unimportant bills were 
passed, when one proposing to give compensation 
to the owner of a house m Alexandria which was 
used by the army during the War was reached. 
This gave rise to an extended sectional discussion, 
winch developed several earnest, *ome eloquent, 
and many bitter passage*.

January 18 —The Senate was not in session.
----- In the House the Geneva Award bill was taken

up and passed. The bill revives the Alabama Claims 
Commission, as it was created by the law of June, 
1874, and declares that the court shall have no 
jurisdiction over what are known as the war pre­
mium claims. Provision is made for 2 per cent 
interest upon all awards made by the court, with 6 
per cent, from the date of the ongioal award.

“anuakt 20.—In the Senate, a bill was intro­
duced by Mr. Cockrell, of Miaaoun, to provide a 
uniform national currency. Mr. Morgan offered 
a substitute agreed upon in the Democratic caucus 
for Mr. Edmunds’ resolution concerning suffrage 
and the later constitutional amendments. It 
was laid on the table, under the rules.

W ashington, Jan. 18,1879,
The death of two Congressmen within 

a week—Julian Hartridge, of Geor­
gia, and Gustavus Schleicher, of 
Texas— has again directed at­
tention to the impure air of the Capitol, 
and produced a nervousness among sur­
viving members that may possibly lead 
to the adoption of measures for the bet­
ter ventilation of the Representatives 
Hall. Feeble attempts in this direction 
have been made heretofore, but they 
amounted to nothing, 
died of pneumonia, which has been 
'quite prevalent among members this 
winter, and which prominent physicians 
attribute to the foul air of the hall.

THE NEW ARMY BILL.
The friends ®f the new bill for the 

reorganization of the army are doing 
some hard work to convince Congress­
men that they will be doing the right 
and proper thing in passing the meas­
ure. Chief among the workers for the 
bill is Gen. Sherman. An equal num­
ber of hard licks are being put in by the 
opponents of the measure. It is a nip- 
and-tuck fight, and it will take a better 
prophet than your correspondent to 
foretell which side will come out ahead. 
There is not a great amount of interest 
taken in the matter, outside of army 
and official circles. Secretary of War 
McCrary bitterly antagonizes the bill, 
as, in his opinion, it virtually strips the 
War Minister of authority and vests it 
in the General of the Army.

THE ELECTORAL COUNT.
A meeting of the House committee, 

of which Mr. Southard, of Ohio, is the 
Chairman, appointed to revise the laws 
regulating the counting of the electoral 
votes for President and Vice President, 
was held tl l other day, and it was 
agreed to report adversely to the pas­
sage of Senator Edmunds’ bill, so that 
there is little probability of the latter 
measure becoming a law during the 
present session. The main difference 
between the Edmunds bill and the one 
reported by Mr. Southard’s committee, 
now before the House, is this: The 
former provides that all controversies 
arising in a State regarding the vote for 
President and Vice President shall be 
referred to a tribunal to be designated 
by the Legislature, and makes the de­
cision of this tribunal conclusive. The 
House bill provides that such contro­
versies shall be referred to the highest 
judicial tribunal in a State, whose de­
cision shall be subject to a reversal by 
a concurrent vote of the two houses. 
There are some other differences be­
tween the two bills, but these are of 
minor importance. There is as little 
probability of the passage of the 
Southard bill as there isKthat of the 
Edmunds bill, so that it looks very 
much as if our present clumsy 
electoral machinery, the inefficiency 
of which came dangerously near 
causing a second civil war in 
1876, will be found still in operation 
in 1880.

THE MONGOLIANS.
A good deal of attention is being di­

rected to the Chinese problem this win­
ter—more, in fact, than it has ever be­
fore received from public men. This is 
probably accounted for by the fact 
that both the Republican and Demo­
cratic parties are maneuvering for cam­
paign advantages in California this fall. 
It is evident that the true solution of 
the Chinese question is radical and 
practical legislation. Blaine’s head was 
level when he said, at a dinner party 
here, not long ago, that self-preserva­
tion is the highest law, and that the 
people of the Pacific coast have a right 
to demand and secure the instant relief 
that the great evil demands.

PERPETUATING A MONOPOLY.
In August, 1862, a patent was granted 

to McKay & Mathies for the celebrated 
machine for sewing boots and shoes, and 
the owners of the invention have made 
the snug sum of $5,000,000 clear profit 
out of it. But it seems they are not 
rich enough, and sigh for more wealth. 
The patent expires in August, and they 
are besieging Congress and spending 
money freely to secure an extension. 
The boot and shoe manufacturers are 
fighting against the extension, and it is 
hoped they may be successful. Public 
sentiment is decidedly against the ex­
tension of patents and the perpetuation 
of these monopolies.

THE FAMOUS MGARRAHAN CLAIM.
At last there is a probability of the 

celebrated McGarrahan case being ter­
minated. This irrepressible claim has 
been before Congress and the courts 
for more than twenty years, and has 
cost millions of dollars. Senator Gar­
land, of Arkansas, has been giving the 
matter some attention, and has prepared 
a bill which refers the entire subject to 
the Court of Claims for final adjudica­
tion, with the right of appeal to the 
United States Supreme Court. It is 
thought that the lands in dispute .right­
fully belong to the Government, as 
neither McGarrahan nor the New Idria 
Company, which is m possession of the 
property, has ever received a patent for 
the same from the United States. If 
Senator Garland’s bill passes, the claims 
of the Government to the property will 
be urged before the court.

NEW POSTAGE STAMPS.
A new postage stamp has been or­

dered by the Postoffice Department, to 
be used on letters not prepaid. Hereto­
fore a letter being posted and wanting a 
stamp has been held at the office at 
which the letter was mailed. The Post­
master of the office has then written to 
the individual addressed, saying that 
such a letter has been held in that office 
for him, postage not having been pre­
paid. The new stamp, which has just 
been ordered under the new regulation, 
is put on a letter not prepaid and sent 
to the Postmaster at the office of des­
tination, who is charged with the 
amount due, and collects the same from 
the person addressed, on the delivery of 
the letter.

THE CENSUS OF 1880.
There are now before Congress two 

bills providing for the taking of the 
next census—one introduced by Mr 
Garfield and the other by Mr. Oox, of 
New York. Both bills suggest that the 
cost of taking the census need not ex­
ceed $3,000,000, or about 15 per cent, 
less than that of 1870.

CORB IN-BUTLER.
With Senators Sharon and Jones 

back in their seats, some of the friends 
of Mr. Corbin, of South Carolina 
claim that they are able to unseat Gen. 
M. C. Butler, who now occupies a seat 
as one of the Palmetto Senators, and 
that a movement in that direction will 
be made at an early day. There are at 
present in the Senate thirty-six Demo­
crats and thirty-nine Bepublicans. 
Butler could ikk vote in his own case. 
Patterson and Conover in this are 
pledged to Butler. This would give 
a tie vote upon the question, if Senator 
Davis should refuse again to vote; but 
it is doubtful that he would refuse in 
this case, as he refused before largely 
upon the ground that his vote was not 
needed. In case he should not vote, it 
is hoped by Corbin that Wm. A. 
Wheeler would be allowed to cast the 
vote that would break the tie, but there 
is no doubt but that the Democratic 
Senators would resist to the last any 
attempt upon the part of the Vice 
President to cast a vote in a case in­
volving a seat in the Senate.

THE STATE OF DAKOTA.
A bill has been introduced in the 

House to admit the Territory of Dakota 
into the Union as a State. It is claimed 
by the friends of this new candidate 
for the honor of Statehood, that ohe 
possesses the numerical qualifications to 
entitle her to come into the Federal 
family. ________ _

PAYING THE PENALTY

Death of the Last Survivor oi the Surveying 
Party That First Penetrated the!NortJnre*t~ 
em Territory.

[Charlottesville (V*.) Cor. New York Sun ]
_ ,, Capt. Tom Lewis, nearly 90 years old, 

Both members V*as found frozen to death last night in 
the public road in Albemarle county. 
He was farming in a small way in the 
county, and it is supposed that he had 
gone out to qpt some wood. Capt. 
Lewis had led an eventful life, and was 
famous as the last survivor of the Lewis 
and Clark expedition to explore the Mis­
souri river.

Merriwether Lewis, the oldest son of 
Mrs. Marks, of Loeust Hill, by her for­
mer marriage with Col. William Lewis, 
of the Revolutionary army, was Private 
Secretary to President Jefferson shortly 
after the purchase of the Louisiana Ter­
ritory, and was selected to explore that 
Territory. He had permission from 
the President of selecting his aid 
and companion, and he chose Lieut. 
Clark, of the regular army. The 
company was organized with about 
thirty private soldiers, and commanded 
by Capts. Lewis and Clark. Capt. 
Lewis also took along one of his slaves, 
a youth of 17, named Tom. Tom was 
remarkably black, and neither comely 
in person nor attractive in manner. 
Tom was Capt. Lewis’ favorite body- 
servant, and stuck by his master to the 
last. Capt. Lewis often told how Tom 
had saved his life after the expedition 
had crossed the Rocky mountains, and 
was about to descend the Columbia 
river. Lewis was in the wilderness 
with no companion save Tom, who had 
been christened by the soldiers “ Capt. 
Tom Lewis.” and which name stuck to 
him to the day of his death. The two 
were attacked by three Indians from 
hostile tribes then in that country. 
Capt. Lewis was seriously wounded in 
the thigh. He sent the only ball in his 
rifle through the head of one of his as­
sailants. The other two rushed on him 
and would have slain him had not Tom 
hurled one insensible to the ground, 
and with the butt end of the gun of bis. 
prostrate master brained the other. He 
was herculean in strength. He went 
through all the trials and hardships of 
that great expedition without flinching.

The Lewis and Clark expedition ter­
minated in 1806. Capt. Lewis came to 
his mother’s home, near Joy depot, in 
Albemarle county, and went thence to 
St. Louis, the capital of Missouri Ter­
ritory, of which he was then Governor. 
On his return he stopped for the night 
at a little inn on the roadside some­
where in Tennessee. In the morning 
he was found dead in his" room with his 
throat cut, whether by another for some 
unaccountable purpose or by himself 
remains a mystery to this day. Tom 
was bis body servant then, and knew 
more about this mystery than any one 
else, but he always shook his head when 
asked and said: “ This is a matter the 
less talked about the better.” On the 
death of his old master, Tom returned 
to Albemarle county, and with savings 
bought a small farm, which he occupied 
on tire day of his death. It is supposed 
that, from feebleness and exhaustion, 
he fell in the road, and, not being able 
to rise, was frozen to death. His death 
ends the list of survivors of that historic 
expedition.

Life on the Frontier.
Extract from a recent letter from Lin­

coln, Neb.: “The people ol Nebraska 
are greatly pleased to learn that the 
men w ho were guilty of the inhuman 
crime of roasting alive Mitchell and 
Ketchum were arrested in Dawson 
county yesterday. They are John 
Baldwin, a hotel-keeper, Myron Brown, 
Barney Armstrong, J. P. Olive, John 
Fisher, the ‘ Kid,’ John Gantlin and 
William Green. Olive was the ring­
leader of the dastardly roasting of 
Ketchum and Mitchell. The men were 
arrested one at a time, quietly, by a 
preconcerted arrangement, at the town 
of Plum Creek.
