MARROW ESCAPES.
We propose to offer to our readers a 

few instances of hair-breadth escapes, 
by which various human beings have 
been saved from, death.

Ool. Gilmof, relating the story of a 
fight in which he figured, says in his 
“Four Years in the Saddle"Turning 
half-round in my saddle to call my men,
I received a sudden shock and felt 
deadly sick, and a.t the same time saw a 
man trail his gun and run off. I 
killed hiss before be had gene three 
steps. His ball had passed through two 
coats and stuck in a pack of cards in 
my left-side pocket. They were quite 
new, the wrapper not even having'been 
broken open. The suits were each dis­
tinct. The bullet passed through all, 
stopping at the last card, Which was the 
ace of spades.”

Such another literal illustration of 
the phrase “Within an ace of death ” is 
not on record; but hair-breadth escapes 
are common in war. At tli6 battle of 
Laon, Steffens saw a shell strike the 
horse of a Prussian officer. Entering 
near the shoulder, it caused the poor 
animal to make a convulsive spring and 
throw its rider; the fragments of the 
shel}. heing projected on all rides, while 
the ridef jumped up from the ground 
unhurt.

During the Crimean war, Gal. Wind­
ham, dispatched to find out how matters 
were going in the first attack* on the 
Redan, saw a soldier walking along the 
trench t wo or three yards ahead of him.
Presently, a round shot .came -flying 
over fhe j?arApet,and the asan'was hid­
den from *(gp| bv the dust. When it 
subsuted, the Colonel was astonished 
to find himself beside a living man, 
whose countenance presented a curious 
admixture of fright and joy, as, scratch­
ing his head, he exclaimed: “Why, 
dash my buttons, bnt that was amazing
nigh! * ‘ _ _______ _______

Amazingly nigh death, although in 
blissful igaoranoe of the fact, was the 
Confederate staff-officer marked down 
by a Northerner’s rifle, and only saved 
by ths officer commanding the platoon 
happening to recognize in him a client 
of ‘the insurance office of which he was 
secretary; and striking up the leveled

Dft-sDrydon, the sole English survi­
vor of the retreat from Cabul, during 
the'late ‘Afghanistan war, was quite 
aware of the narrowness of his escape, 
but never eould understand how it came 
about. After a loilgf and terrible ride, 
he was just congratulating himself up­
on haring at last-got clear of the enemy, 
when he* found himself pursued by a 
solitary horseman. He had but* broken 
sword wherewith, to defend himself, 
and with this he managed to intercept 
a out at his head, directed with such 
force that it ole ft through the base of 
his blade, and left only the hilt, which 
the doctor hurled in his assailant’s 
face; and the next moment the Afghan 
cut through Brydon’s head-pieoe said 
the magazine he had that- morning 
plaped inside it. Unarmed, half-stunned, 
and hopeless, he mechanically stooped 
to recover his fallen rein; when, to his 
surprise and relief, hie fee turned away 
and galloped off, leaving the doctor to 
drag himself to Jelalabad.

The sword of justice is not always 
rightly directed, and sometimes comes 
near perpetrating murder. A young 
New Yorker named Wells went «ne even­
ing to Booth’s Theater. Taken with 
a fit of coughing, he left the theater in­
tending to £o home; but, after going 
some little distance, it came on snowing 
so fast- tha§ he retraced his steps. As 
he strode along, two men came rushing 
down the streqjt, *ne of them dropping 
a ’gold watch and “Chain, which Wells 
picked up, and then went after the 
loser, running into the arms of ajpalice- 
man, who marched him off tw'the-sta­
tion, to explain matters. Presently a 
messengerartived in hot h*$,»yh>g 
the thief was ŵanted at the WM. Ave­
nue Kotql. Wells was taken there, and 
brought face to face with a man lying 
on .* lounge, covered with blood. “Is 
this the man that stabbed you.?” asked 
the officer. “It is,” arid the poor fel­
low, hilling back, never to speak again. 
Writs .was tried for the murder, found 
guilty, and sentenced to be hanged; and 
hanged he would have been, if, a fort­
night before the day fixed for his exe­
cution, a prisoner in Sing Sing had not 
confessed on his death-bed that he had 
robbed the man of his wateh, then 
stabbed him and run off, afterward 
dropping the Watch as he ran.

Among the Communists tried at Ver­
sailles was Jean Baptiste' Pigerre, 
charged with commanding the firing- 
party who shot the hostages at La Ro- 
quette. He protested he knew nothing 
of the dreadful business, and was not 
aware that the hostages had been shot 
until after his arrest. His denial went 
for naught. He had been denounced 
by members of his own party; three of 
them on trial with him declared he was 
at La Roquette. M. Ghevrieu, a pris­
oner there at the time, said be mm 
Pigerre from his cell dressed as a Na­
tional Guard, trrihng a scabbard after 
him; his face was fixed in his memory; 
and Soisson, a police officer, asserted 
emphatically: “That’s the man.” Only 
one voice was raised in Pigerre’s be­
half, that of the Communist Judge, 
Genton. “You can shoot me if yen 
like,” exclaimed he, “but Pigerra is in­
nocent; he had nothing to do1 with it.” 
The prosecutor summed up, insisting 
upon Pigerre’s conviction with the rest; 
the'advqeates for the accused gald their 
ineffectual say, and then came an in ter­
ra prion- A inan named Jarraud, whom 
everybody agreed was implicated in the 
murder of the hostages, and who was 
supposed to,have been killed by the 
soldiers, whobrought into court. Pigerre 
F8* to stand forward “fa tt’i

not the man wha commanded,” wrid 
Jarraud. “Oh, no; the leader of the 
band was Sioard.” The ptooeeedings 
were suspended, andthat same* evening 
Sicard was found in one of the prisons. 
It was evident he had not long to live; 
but they carried him to Versailles, to 
testify Pigerre’s innocence, and con­
vince all the fitnesses, save, the three 
Communists, that they had been misled 
by the-extraordinary resemblance be­
tween the two men. The prosecutor at 
once demanded that the accusation he 
had formulated against Pigerre should 
be withdraws; and so terminated what 
might have proved a fatal case of mis­
taken identity

Yet more singular was the escape of 
a young Shropshire lady from an igno­
minious death. Staying in Paris dur­
ing the reign of terror, she was dragged 
with other unfortunate “aristocrats” 
before one of the tribunals. She plead’ 
ed that she was an Englishwoman; but 
was on the point of being hurried out 
to the waiting tumbril when one of the 
Judges asked her what province in En­
gland she was a native of. In her 
fright she exclaimed “Salop;” a reply 
greeted by a general shout and clap­
pingM  hand*, followed by kn S*dfx to 
let her got and amid cries of “Salope! 
Saiope! ” file dazed girl was-hustlsd in­
to the street, to run home; 'Wondering 
that her head was still on her shoulders, 
little thinking that by Uttering the 
word “Salope,” she had effectually re­
butted the notion of her being one of 
the hated aristocrats, thanks to “ Salope” 
being a word then used to designate 
one of the most depraved of her sex.

Another remarkable escape of that 
terrible time was that of M. de Chat- 
eAubrun, for he was not onl y con­
demned, but actually waited his.turn at 
the guillotine, standing sixteenth in a 
line of twenty. The fifteenth head had 
fallqn, when the machine got out of or­
der, and the five had to wait until it 
was repaired. The crowd pressed for­
ward to see what was going on; and, as 
it began to grow dark, M. de Chateau- 
brun found himself gradually thrust in­
to the rear of the spectators; so he 
wisely slipped away, and, meeting a 
man simple enough or eharitable enough 
to take his word that a wag had tied his 
hands and run off with his hat, had his 
hands set free, and managed to reach a 
safe hiding-place. A few days later 
he put himself beyond life Teach of the 
executioner.

Maj. Duncan vouches for the truth of 
the following tale: In 1837, the Chria- 
tino General Escalera was murdered at 
Miranda by the mutineering regiment 
of Segovia. About two months later, 
Espartero and his army arrived at Mi­
randa ; and, on the 30th of October, the 
whole force was paraded outside the 
town, the regiment of Segovia being 
flanked by artillery and other regi­
ments. Accompanied by his staff, Es- 
jartero rode up to it, and told the men 
le had come to ask for his eld friend 
and commander, their chief Escalera. 
“Where is he?” he cried. Then, 
jointing to the dead commander’s rest- 
: ng-place, went on: “ H« is there, foul­
ly murdered 1 I call upon all of you 
who are true soldier* to give the name 
of his asaaasina.” Twice he made the 
appeal, and silence was the answer. 
Espartero then ordered the regiment to 
be numbered -ef irom the right, and

a line with their backs to a broken wall, 
one only protesting his innocence as he 
was dragged to the end of the line. 
Before the fatal volley was fired, he 
darted nimbly around the comer of the 
wall and ran aiong the front of the 
troops, but was recaptured and taken 
back to his allotted place. A voice 
from the ranks cried out that they had 
the wrong man, the real criminal being 
a soldier of the same name in hospital 
at Burgos. Espartero ordered the man 
to be removed, while the rest received 
their deserts. Upon inquiry being 
made at Burgos, the guilty .one was 
found there, taken from the hospital 
and shot—his namesake, of course, be­
ing set free.

A snake onoe prevented a thief com­
mitting something worse than theft. A 
woman, of Oude, and her daughter once 
alighted at the station at Hurdui, and 
hired a conveyance to take them to their 
village. When they had gone half-a- 
dozen miles on their way, the driver 
pulled up *ha a lonely spot, demanded 
their jewelry, and upon their demurring 
tied the pair to the vehicle and seized 
the trinkets. Then bethinking himself 
that dead women could tell no tales, the 
ruffian drew out his knife; but slipping 
from his grasp it fell into a ditch. He 
plunged his hand in the water to re­
cover the knife; and as he clutched it 
a black snake fixed its fangs in the 
wopld-be murderer’s hand. He suc­
cumbed to the poison, and in ten min­
utes was past hurting anybody. The 
women were discovered by some villa­
gers, and released; but thp corpse of 
the driver was left alone until the police 
coming on the scene removed the body 
to the police station.

On the 14th of October, 1877, Miss 
Lizzie Wisetnajic her twentieth balloon 
ascent at St. Louis. She had no com­
panion, and soon after starting found it 
advisable to throjr out ballast. The 
balloon shot up a half a mile, but only 
to descend as quickly again; and the 
Aeronaut determined to make a dart for 
earth. “Now,” said she, “came the most 
trying of all my balloon experience*. I 
could not see a thing on earth, and the 
balloon made fearful plunges through the 
wood*, crashing and cracking the limbs 
of the trees as it wenl along. All of a 
sudden I was up several feet above the 
three-tops, but only to plunge down 

•more suddenly between the tall’ trees, 
when the balloon became hedged in, and 
I partly made up my mind to have a 
night’s lodging there. In another mo­
rdent I heard voices, and called out for 
help, to whieh came the pleasant re­
sponse: “Where are you?” Icried:“Up 
here in the tree-top; help me down, 
please!” Mr. Sheva asked how he should 
doit; and I threw him a rope, and he 
pulled and pulled, but could'not get the 
balloon low enough. My car was now 
partly bottom up, when he bade me slide 
down into his arms. He was big and 
strong. I slid down headforemost into 
his arms, and thus reached the ground 
unhurt.” ’*
*- Astonished as the deliverer of the dis­
tressed damsel must have been at Com­
ing upon a lady up a tree, his surprise 
waa not greater than that of the wheel- 
examiner at Rugby when he saw a 
man’s leg from under one of the car­
riage* of an express train, and found 
that it belonged to a sailor coiled round 
the brake-rod, who had adopted that 
risky mode of traveling for want of the 
wherewithal to pay his fare; and was 
quite uninjured after a journey to Eus- 
ton, a distance of eighty-two mile*, ac­
complished in a couple of hours; al­
though when the engine while at full 
speed took in water from the between- 
raiis tank, there were only six inches 
-between him and the trough—a strik­
ing example of the fool-hardiness of 
Jack. Not but what railway servants 
are just as reckless as sailors, putting 
their limbs and lives in jeopardy with­
out the slightest necessity, Mid ao swell­
ing the tale of railway disaster; for they

shall signalman who, attempting to cross 
the line in front of the “Flying Scotch­
man,” was eaqgbt by the buffer of 
the engine and sent whirling over the

HYGIENE.
Village Board* of H ealth.

Writing in Scribner for April of Dr.' 
Roosa*s recent address before the New 
York State Medio#! Society os the 
“Relations of the Medical Profession to 
the State,” Dr. Holland thus discusses 
a very important topics

Dr. Roosa Very wisely says that there 
should be a Board of Health in every 
county and every town, and that there 
should be no man upon it who has not 
-a scientific, medical, qrlegal; education. 
He furthermore says that “not a school- 
house, not a jail, not a hospital, not a 
sewer, should be built unless competent 
sanitary advice, with power to enforce 
it, be given.” This is all right, as far 
asrit goes, but it does not go half far 
enough.- The truth is that every pri- 
vate house that goes up should be* built 
under public sanitary supervision. Men 
*re dying in New .York every day be­
cause housed arebailt improperly. The 
an-aDgements for plumbing and ventil­
ation are not only incompetent, but ut­
terly vicious and murderous. Men put 
up buildings all over the country just 
as they please. We have built houses 
for human dwellings, and we have never 
yet been questioned by any public offi­
cer as to how many fatal traps we had 
set for human life. 'House poisoning 
has now become the most common form 
of poisoning. Diphtheria, pneumonia, 
and typhoid fever are the constant 
daily demonstration of vicious modes 
of building, and there is no authority, 
apparently, to prevent the formation of 
the sources Of these diseases. A builder 
puts up a block, and offers his houses 
for sale. The buyer sees everything 
fair, for the sources of disease are cov­
ered from sight, but he moves in, and 
one after another of his family sickens 
and. dies, asuihaJfiama. at hwt, that he 
has dealt with a criminal, and that the 
municipality or the State has afforded 
him no prot*et*©m~

The truth is that we not only need 
to have Beards of Health established in 
many places where they are not, but we 
need to have their powers much en­
larged where they exist. No one, we 
suppose, can doubt the great usefulness 
of our New York Board of Health, but 
if they could be armed with powers 
that would enable them to act more di­
rectly upon the prevention of disease 
they could be much more useful. If 
they could have authority to dictate the 
plumbing and ventilation of every struc­
ture, private as well as public, erected in 
this city, they could save the city a large 
percentage of its cruelist mortality. IE 
they could have the control of the clean­
ing of the streets, does anyone doubt 
that they would greatly improve the 
health of the city? We talk about the 
adulteration of food* as if that were a 
great thing, and our Board of Health 
busies itself about it in the absence of 
other work, bnt the adulteration, the 
absolute poisoning, of the air we breathe, 
is of amost infinitely more importance.

Dr. Roosa speaks of what is done m 
the way of preventive medicine by our 
wise system of quarantine, by which the 
city has been saved from destructive 
epidemics. With our yellow-fever les­
son of last year fresh in memory, it 
really seems as if towns should learn 
something. There is no question that 
all these epidemics become fatal in the 
degree in which the air ia vitiated by 
poisonous odors. When yellow fever or 
cholera visits a place, it becomes a ter­
rible or a mild visitation, according to 
the conditions which it finds. If it finds 
a people already poisoned with foul 
streets and bad drainage, it finds food 
for a great and grave mortality. If it 
finds a place whero everything is pure 
and sweet, it does not stay long or work 
such mischief.. There are some States 
which have a Board of Health, or may 
have one in every town, armed with a 
considerable amount of power—with 
the power, at least, of holding inquests 
on private premises, and determining 
what shall be done to remedy evils; but 
what we really want most is a wider 
power of prevention, such as shall make 
it incumbent upon every builder to se­
cure the approval of such a board before 
he ean live ia hiskouse himself, or offer 
it for for sale or rent.

The Sunday Question.

Dr. Thomas, of Chicago, gives his 
ideas of the Sunday question in Ms 
usual frank fashion:

One of the unsettled questions of our 
American society' is the manner in 
which the public should be expected 
and required to observe the Sabbath 
day. The guiding principle in this, as 
indeed in nearly all questions, is, that 
the Sabbath is -the servant ef man, and 
not man the servant of the Sabbath; 
that is, the Sabbath was made for man, 
and not man for the Sabbath. It is not 
a great something that man should bow 
down and worship, or that comes to en­
slave man; but an appointment, a pro­
vision for his good. And, acting upon 
this general principle, onr modern so­
ciety has moved away irom the severer 
ideas of our earlier history. We no 
longer make the Sabbath a day of 
gloom, of closed windows and solemn 
aspect; but rather a day of happiness 
in the home, and joy in the house of 
God. We have adapted our ideas of 
labor and rest on that day to what 
seems upon the whole to be the 
least labor and the most rest for all, in 
permitting the use of street ears. Ip 
all things, we should study the whole 
nature and wants of man, and seek the 
greatest good of all. One use of the 
Sabbath is rest. All needful public la­
bor should as far as possible conform to 
this idea, and be so lightened as to 
permit all to enjoy a degree of that rest. 
As an example, our street cars should 
be run fewer hours than on week days; 
and the public should conform to this. 
The company has no more right to run 
the cars on Sunday, simply to make 
money, than a merchant has to keep 
open his store. And so of all necessary 
public work. Then, we should con­
sider that man has a nature suited to, 
and needing the influences of divine 
worship and sacred associations. And 
when the law of congruity, or of fitness, 
is studied, it will appear that this ap­
peals to a part of his nature different 
from tl|e light And the Amply amusing. 
Man needs amusement as well as study 
or worship, but it does not seem that 
the Sabbath is the proper day for such 
a purpose. Especially does it not seem 
proper to make the Sabbath a day for 
public amusement. And this seems the 
tendency in our midst just now.

My Bird-H*use.
My bird-house is not my own inven­

tion. I read in some newspaper that an 
ouster-keg made a good bird-house, 
and an oyster-keg is what you must 
have in the first place. Most of you 
know what these kegs are, and can 
easily get one from some store or some 
oyster-man. Leave the heads in, and 
stop up the bung-hole; then cut a round 
hole, two inches in diameter, in the 
side, about two inches from the end you 
design for the floor of yonr house, and 
nail this end firmly to a square piece of 
board large enough to project a couple 
of inches all round, like a little plat­
form. Next, cover the outside of the 
keg with pieces of rough bark. If you 
have a wood-pile to go to, you can prob­
ably find logs from which yon canary 
off wide, curving pieces that will go half 
round your little house; but if not, you 
must get smaller bits from trees in 
the woods, and trim them with a 
knife to fit side by side; no 
matter if tbe joinings are not very close, 
when the house is fastened on some ar­
bor or trellis, no eyes bnt the birds’ can 
possibly see the crevices, and they are 
not critical, bright as-they are. Use 
small brads for nailing on the bark, and, 
if driven in a little on the slant, they 
will hold the bark more securely. For 
a roof, nail two wide strips of bark to 
the upper rim of the keg in such a po­
sition that their Tipper edges will meet 
to form a gable just in the middle above 
the door. It is not necessary to have 
this roof water-tight, because the head 
of the keg will keep out the rain; trim 
off the upper edges- of the bark roof- 
sides so that they will meet closely,hut, 
if they do not stay together well, bore a 
few holes and take several atitches with 
fine wire, and your work will be better.

The house will look prettier if you 
make the roof both wide and deep, 
giving what, in a real house, would be 
called “overhanging eaves.”

Last of all, fill up the open spaces 
under the gables with bits of bark 
trimmed to fit, and nailed to the sides 
of the keg. Now, your bird-house is 
complete! Nail it on the top of the 
grape arbor, or in the crotch of a tree, 
and hang a bit of cotton-wool and a few 
hairs about the door, which the birds 
will read as we read the sign “To let,” 
and see if you do not have wrens and 
blue-birds coming to look at the vacant 
house, and, at last, some nice little 
couple “concluding to rent it for the 
summer.”

No matter if yonr house is not ready 
until late in the season. I do not think 
all the birds get to housekeeping before 
June, and you know often they build 
more than one nest in the course of the 
summer; so, unless there are too many 
cats about, I think yon may be pretty 
sure of a tenant.

When I made my little house, I had 
no idea it would last more than one 
summer, bnt it has weathered the storms 
of four winters and still looks well. 
Every spring the wrens and bine-birds 
sqffabble and fight for possession of it 
—the wrens, I am sorry to say, always 
coming off conquerors! And every 
spring I watoh the nest-building from 
my window with great satisfaction.— 
“ O’B.” in St. Nicholas for April.

The Vanderbilt Will Case.
The decision of Surrogate Calvin in 

the contest of the will of Commodore 
Vanderbilt was rendered yesterday, 
confirming in all things the probate of the 
will and codicils. The Surrogate’s opin­
ion is long and exhaustive, filling about 
150 pages of legal cap, covering in some 
form all the issues and questions of any 
importance that Save arisen during the 
progress of the trial. The testimony of 
each of the witnesses, of whom there 
were more than 100, is summarized. 
Tho testimony is then divided into 
eight heads, and each of these subdi­
visions is considered in order. The 
Surrogate thinks that the -t̂ timoTiy 
of the contestant’s medioal. expert# 
raised a stronger presumption that 
they were themselves irrational than 
that the Commodore was of unsound 
mind. The testimony of the pro­
ponent’s experts shows, to the Sur­
rogate’s mind, that the deductions to 
be drawn from the autopsy were of 
little or no significance. After con­
sidering the testimony as to mono­
mania, the Surrogate finds that it 
shows the Commodore to have been a 
man of vigorous mind and strqng nat­
ure, but lacking the amenities of edu­
cation and culture, *nd a delicate .re­
spect for the opinions of his fellow- 
men. He endeavors to disprove the 
possibility that William H. Vanderbilt 
could Lave exerted an undue influence 
upon his father. He urges those inter­
ested to “ bring to merited punishment” 
the principal spiritualistic witnesses, 
“ together with their guilty suborners.” 
The contestant is censured for the as­
persions cast upon the character of 
Mrs. Vanderbilt, the Surrogate consider­
ing the “ tardy apdlogy ” at the close a 
sorry amend. The opinion concludes 
with an expression of satisfaction that 
the record should have been preseryed 
so clean—in spite of all the efforts to 
tarnish it.

A Drunkard’s ReTenge.
During the exhibition of some wild 

beasts, a few weeks ago, at the theatre 
of » small town in Thuringia, Germany, 
a frightful scene occurred. A Jeopard 
was not nearly so submissive to the 
tamer as usual, and dashed wildly about 
the cage. Suddenly two of the bars 
gave away, and the animal sprung with 
a tremendous bound among the specta­
tors in the pit. The terrified people 
rushed pell-mell to the door, but the 
beast attacked the hindermost of them 
with teeth and claws, and in four 
minutes had killed a woman and a child, 
and fearfully lacerated four other per­
sons about the face and neck. The 
moment the leopard escaped from his 
cage, the beast-tamer and his assistants 
hurried after it, armed with spears, but 
were unable to overcome it until it 
dropped dead from its wounds. Gn 
examining the broken bars of the cage 
it was discovered that they had been 
filed.

THE CENSUS OF 1880.

'What I t  W ill P r o b s llj  Bevefil—An Interest- 
m lo g  Forecast.

[Georg© Walker, in  North American Review for 
April.]

The results of the tenth census will 
be looked for with great interest, not 
only by the people of the United 
States, but in all other civilized coun­
tries. This country oocupies a far 
higher rank in the family of nations 
than it occupied in 1870. The Centen­
nial Exhibition first opened the eyes of 
Europe to the astonishing progress of 
our first political century, and won for 
us a respectful consideration snch as 
was never before entertained. Our suc­
cessful victory over domestic rebel­
lion, and our not less signal finan­
cial victory over forced paper money, 
rank among the highest political 
and moral achievements in national his­
tory. A career of great material pros­
perity is evidently opening before us, 
which contrasts strongly with the ar­
rest, if not the decadence, of commerce 
and industry which, seem to threaten the 
British islands. It is highly probable 
that the coming decade will witness a 
larger immigration from Europe than 
has ever before taken place in the same 
period. The present state both of 
Great BrittSn. and Germany invites it. 
With the vast accumulated wealth at its 
command we do not suppose that the 
present industrial prostration of the 
former country will long continue to be 
as severe as now. The conditions of 
production will readjust themselves; 
raw materials, food and w#ges will de­
cline, and merchandise will be produced 
at lower cost, and the fierce competition 
for tho possession of foreign markets 
will be renewed. Bnt it will be under 
conditions far more onerous to the la­
borer, and he will, in many in­
stances, expatriate himself rather 
than submit to them. So, too, 
in Germany, the Socialistic element 
•will emigrii)te rather than bear the ever- 
increasing repression which a Govern­
ment ruled over by Prince Bismarck 
will subject it to. His new protective 
policy may or may not bring measur­
able relief to the .working classes. 
Opinions differ widoly on that point; 
but, when the people of a great empire 
has become so strongly inoculated with 
social and political Ideas at variance 
with those of their rulers, there must 
either be revolution or a large expatria­
tion of the dissatisfied element, before 
matters will be accommodated. From 
both of those countries, there­
fore, we may expect tho influx of a sub­
stantial and serviceable population.

The population of the United States 
in 1870 was 38,558,000. What may it 
be expected to be in 1880 ? The rate of 
decennial increase, from the formation 
of the Government down to 1870, was 
remarkably uniform. From 1790 to 
1800, it was 35 per cent.; from 1800 to 
1810, 361 per cent.; from 1810 to 1820, 
D3 per cent.; from 1820 to 1830, 331 per 
cent.; from 1830 to 1840. 32J per cent.; 
from 1840 to 1850, nearly 36 per cent.; 
from 1850 to 1860, 354 per cent.; and 
from 1860 to 1870, only 224 per cent. 
Tnere was in that decade very little im­
migration, and a large destruction of 
lives through thq civil war. If the in­
crease irom 1870 to 1880 should be oniy 
25 per cent, we shall show a population 
of more than 48,000,000. Prot. Elliott, 
of the Statistical Bureau, estimates it at
50.858.000. As countries grow older,
the rate of increase lessens; thus, in 
Great Britain, it was 10 per cent, be­
tween 1790 and 1800; 17 per
cent. between 1810 and 1820; 
and only. 7 7-10 per cent, between 
1860 and 1870.. It is hardly probably 
that in the United States the former ra­
tios of increase will be maintained. 
Enough that we are already by far the 
most numerous people speaking one 
language on the face of the globe. Rus­
sia alone of European state* now goes 
before ns in population, having, ex­
clusive of her Asiatic territory, about
75.000. 000 people. Before the century 
ends we shall doubtless exceed that 
number.

It must be remembered that, of onr 
vast territory of more than 3,000,000 
square miles, only a fourth part is to 
any great extent in a state of cultiva­
tion. The center of population is mov­
ing steadily westward. In 1800 it was 
on the meridian of Washington; in 
1840, of Pittsburgh; in 1870, of Cincin­
nati. In 1880, it may be expected to 
reach Indianapolis; and, by the end of 
the century, the Mississippi river, orig­
inally the western boundary of our na­
tional domain, may have become the 
central point of our extended empire.

Few Americans realize the enormous 
changes which that empire has under­
gone since the adoption of the Federal 
constitution. Prior to the Louisiana 
purchase in 1803, our territory was 
bounded by the Mississippi river on the 
west and the Spanish possession of 
Florida on the south. The cession of 
Louisiana gave us all west of the Mis­
sissippi and north of the Red river and 
of Mexico to the Pacific ocean, a terri­
tory considerably exceeding the previ­
ous Union. The annexation of Texas 
in 1845, and the Texas cession of 1850, 
added a domain nearly eqnal to the 
States north of the line of the Ohio and 
east of the Mississippi; and the first and 
second Mexican cessions of 1848 and 
1852 completed the line of our “scien­
tific frontier” by giving us a territory 
about <us large as the States south of 
the -Great Lakes and east of the Missis­
sippi. The United States of 1800 was 
therefore a country only a third as large 
as the United States of to-day.

The census of 1880 will tell us how 
this empire is peopled, and will add to 
the material facts necessary to a knowl­
edge of its productions and its re­
sources. It will remain for statesmen 
and publicists to instruct the people 
hoW these resources may be used to the 
highest national advantage.

Snails as Feeders.
Snails, being great eaters, meet their 

just reward by being eaten. The palu- 
dine forms are sought after by 
all sort* of water birds, particularly 
ducks and rails; while the thrushes and 
other turd# crush the sheiks of the land 
snails and extract their juicy bodies. 
The woodland birds, however, will not 
eat the naked-bodied sings; the slime 
sticks to their beaks and soils their 
feathers; bnt the ducks seem to have 
no such dainty prejudices. Some mam­
mals, like the -raccoons and wood-rats, 
also eat them; insects suck their juices, 
and the carnivorous slugs prey upon 
one another. Lastly, man, the greatest 
enemy of the brute creation, employs 
several species of snails for culinary 
purposes. By the Romans they were 
esteemed a great delicacy, and portions 
of plantations were set apart for tho cul­
tivation Of the large, edible llelioc 
pomatia, where they were fattened by 
the thousand upon bran sodden in wine. 
From Italy this taste spread throughout 
the Old World,"and colonies are yet 
found in Great Britain where the Ro­
man encampments were. They are still 
regarded as a delicacy in Italy and 
France, the favorite method of prepara­
tion being to boil in milk, with plente­
ous seasoning. Frank Buekland _s*ya 
that several of " the larger English'spe­
cies are excellent fodd |or lmhgry peo­
ple, and recommends them either boiled 
in milk, or in winter raw, after soaking 
for an hour ia nil and sritef, gQigeof

the French restaurants in London have 
them placed regularly upon their bills 
of fare. Thousands are collected an­
nually and sent to London as food for 
cage-birds. Dr. Edward Gray stated, a 
few years ago, that immense quantities 
were shipped alive to the United States 
“as delicaciesbut I am inclined to 
consider this an exaggeration. The 
same author records that the glass-men 
at Newcastle once a year have a snail 
feast, effecting the animals in the 
fields and hedges on the Sunday before 
the feast.—Ernest Ingersoll, in Scrib­
ner for April.

Postal Rank of the Several States.
In the recent readjustment of post- 

offices and salaries of ^Postmasters, 
graded upward according to business 
done and stamps used, 145 were added 
to what are called Presidential offices— 
an office becoming Presidential when 
the receipts are sufficient to entitle the 
Postmaster to a salary of $1,000 or 
more. In the recent readjustment and 
addition of 145 to the list, it was a mat­
ter of comment at the Postoffice Depart­
ment that so few went to the Southern 
States, and so many to the Western and 
Northwestern States, indicating, along 
with many other things, that the path of 
empire is tending Westwardly with 
great rapidity. Postoffice officials think 
that the postal business, receipts from 
sale of stamps, etc., is a fair indication 
of the business, commercial and intel­
lectual growth of particular States and 
sections. The old Southern States 
fall behind and the new Western States 
go far ahead, the fresh and vigorous 
State of Iowa having nearly four times 
as many as the old State of Virginia. 
Illinois occupies the second place on the 
list, and Massachusetts the fifth place, 
and Georgia, the Empire State of the 
South, Mis behind other Southern 
States of less pretense. The following 
is a hst in full of the number of Presi­
dential offices in each State:

In a lecture before the Workmen’s 

Club *nd Institute Union, in London, 
the other day, Dean Stanley spoke of 
Maj. Andre. The memory of 'this 
young officer, he thought, was hardly so 
well preserved in England as it was in 
America.

Andre’s 
striking adventures and their tragic 
conclusion was graphically narrated in 
the lecture.

Andro, at the time 
of his trial and up to'the moment of his 
execution, was so captivated with his 
courage and bis chivalrous behavior 
that, if they had allowed their feelings 
to overcome their sense of duty to their 
country’s cause, they would certainly 
have granted his request that he might 
be executed as a soldier, if they had not 
released him Altogether. When he 
(the Dean) was in America it was sug­
gested to him that he should bring back 
a wreath of leaves from the banks of the 
Hudson river, which were then in all 
the extraordinary colors which they 
bear in the fall, and this wreath, which 
was taken from maple and oak tree* 
overlooking the spot of Maj. Andre’r 
da*th, he had brought back and placed 
above the tomb in the Abbey, where he 
trusted it would long remain a* a token 
of the kindly feeling* that might tta
ogiifSfortfebjfsAfsgtahfMto.

CONFEDERATE HARD MONEY.

Four Coin, Struck Off bv tho Confederate 
Governznant Resurrected.

[From the Philadelphia Record.]

It has been believed and recorded as 
an historical fact that the Southern 
Confederacy had no metallic currency. 
After a lapse of eighteen years, evi­
dence now presents itself to show that 
four coins were struck off at the New 
Orleans mint while that place was in 
the possession of the Confederate Gov­
ernment. This confession has been 
brought about by a Secord item, en­
titled “ A Craze for Coins,” which 
gave the fancy pridbs placed upon rare 
pieces.

A few days subsequent to the pnblh' 
cation, Mr. Mason, the numismatist, of 
143 North Tenth street, who was*" inci­
dentally referred to in the article, re­
ceived a communication from B. F. 
Taylor, M. D., the Secretary and Treas­
urer of the Louisiana State Board of 
Health, giving the information that he 
had a Confederate coin in his "posses­
sion. In reply, Mr. Mason wrote for a 
lead-pCncil rubbing of the piece, at the 
time expressing a doubt as to the exist­
ence of any genuine coins of the Con­
federate States. The return mail 
brought a rubbing of the coin.

The obverse represents a Liberty cap, 
above the American shield", the anion 
of the latter containing seven stars, rep­
resenting the seven seceding States, the 
whole being surrounded with a wreath 
of sugar-cane and cotton in bloom and 
the motto “ Confederate States of 
America.” The reverse has the God­
dess of Liberty, with the thirteen stars, 
representing the States from which the 
Confederacy sprang, and the date, 
“ 1861.”

The history of the coin may be 
briefly recapitulated from Mr. Taylor’s 
statement. When the New Orleans 
mint was taken possession of by the 
Confederates in April, 1861, the origi­
nal dies of the United States were can­
celed in the presence of the officials 
eonnected with the building. The 
Confederate Cabinet, which was then 
sitting at Montgomery, issued orders for 
a design for a Confederate currency to 
Mr. Taylor, who was then Chief Coiner 
of tho Mint. The Above design was 
submitted and approved, and orders 
were issued for the striking off of speci­
men pieces. Four half-dollars were ac­
cordingly coined, and these also, follow­
ing the design, were approved by the 
Cabinet. Then came an obstacle. That 
body found that it had not control of. 
sufficient bullion to proceed with an is­
sue of coins, and, consequently, the 
matter was deferred, and a temporary 
issue of paper money decided upon. 
The subsequent rout of the Con­
federates threw the coinage project 
overboard.

Of the four coins struck, one is in 
the possession of one of the chiefs of the 
Confederate Government, the second 
was presented to Prof. Biddle, of the 
University of Louisiana; the third to 
Dr. Ames, of New Orleans, and the 
fourth was retained by Chief Coiner 
Taylor, by permission of the Cabinet.

It is a noteworthy fact that all the in­
dividuals who were connected with the 
coinage, including the Superintendent 
of the Mint, Assayer^ojne^ Engraver, 
Die S^E^r.'down to the man.who held 
i’ue chisel and used the hammer, in the 
canceling of the old and new 
dies, are living at the present time. To 
Mr. Mason, in whose hands the coin 
has been placed, quite a number of bids 
have been made by numismatic and his­
torical societies for the purchase of this 
rare relic of the Rebellion.

The Electric Light—Is It a Failure 1
For some time nothing has been 

heard from Mr. Edison of his progress 
in dividing and cheapening the electric 
light. For some months no addition 
has been made to the experimental 
lights which are kept burning rather as 
advertisements than as practical illu­
minators. The corridor of (Jie Equita­
ble building continues to be lighted 
with electricity, but the example set 
there has not been followed. Almost the 
only serious effort made on this side of 
the ocean to supersede gas by electricity 
for the usual purposes of a light was that 
made in the Assembly Chamber of the 
new Capitol at Albany. The Commis­
sioners were understood to be anxious 
to introduce the new illuminator if its 
practicability could only be proven, and 
a single evening session successfully 
held without the aid of gaslight would 
greatly have encouraged the develop­
ment of the new industry. It was an­
nounced that one inventor after another 
had privately exhibited his apparatus in 
the new chamber, and for days 
at a time had had opportunity 
to study, and if he eould to 
overcome the difficulties of successfully 
lighting a room in which the problem 
was much simpler than usual. Yet not 
only has the electric light not been 
used for a single session, nut none of 
the inventors or patentees have risked 
a single public exhibition of his device. 
The inference is that the light, in all 
the forms in which it has hitherto been 
introduced here, is a failure even for 
the purpose of lighting a single great 
apartment for two or three hours. 
Much more is there reason to believe 
that an attempt to apply it to domestic 
purposes, where it must be much fur­
ther subdivided, would be a failure.— 
New York Sun. s

—While crouing the Cubul rirer, near Jel- 
lslsbad, in Afgh&nuitim, * sqa*dron of British 
hnnars were carried away by the current. A 
lieutenant and about forty soldiers were lost.

—A Vi«njK> diig'*t«|u*t»to* that the rinder­
pest has spread to 100 Tillages in Bohemia 
The infected points-Jmt*  been surrounded by 
military forces. The Austrian Goyernmem 
has resolred to discontinue the precautions 
against the plains in Bussia-

—Firs thousand Afghans were defeated by 
the British, a few days ago, with a loss of 400 
killed. The English lost only six, with a small 
number of wounded.

—Peru and Bolivia hare entered into an alli­
ance, and declared war against Chili

—West African newspapers oonfirm the re­
port that two French gunboats had landed a 
company of soldiers on the British island of 
Katacong, and a British official was prevented 
from hoisting his flagon the British island of 
Kikonkeh. The British authorities at Sierra 
Leone sent a gunboat with a protest to the 
French officer conducting the occupation of 
Ifataoong. The French claim that the island 
was ceded to them in 1878. The British claim 
possession since 1826.

—The International Exhibition at Melbourne, 
Australia, is to be opened Oct 1, 1880, and 
close March 31,1881. The Exhibition Build­
ing, costing about 1470,000, is now being 
erected. s

—The town of Miragoane, Hayti, has been 
destroyed by fire. Five or six thousand per­
sons are rendered homeless. The property 
destroyed included 50,000 bags of ooffee and
1.800.000 pounds of logwood. loss about 
*1.000.000.

—The annual English University boat race 
was won this year by Cambridge, with the 
greatest ease, holdihg the lead from start 
to finish.

—A large capture of slave-dealers has just 
been made by the Egyptian troops, in which a 
great many of the former were killed. The 
Khedive seems determined to suppress the 
traffic in human flesh in his dominions.

—Oham, Cetywayo’s brother, with his eldest 
son and 300 warriors, surrendered uncondi­
tionally on the 2d of March, and are now in 
CoL Wood’s camp. Oham is supposed to be an 
aspirant for Cetywayo’s throne.

—A strike of pitmen at Burham, Eng., will 
have the effect to throw out of employment
25.000 hewers. The cause is a reduction of 
wages.

—Affairs in Egypt are becoming complicated. 
The Ministers appointed on behalf of England 
and France refuse to resign, m accordance with 
the desire of the Khedive, who has, neverthe­
less, appointed a new ministry.

—The Zulus have again caught the English 
invaders napping. A convoy of supplies pro­
ceeding from Derby to Luneburg, escorted by 
104 men of the Eighteenth regiment, was at­
tacked at daybreak March 12 on the banks of 
the Iutombe river by 4,000 Zulus. Owing to a 
uvovions alarm, the British were under arms, 
but were overwhelmed by the enormously su­
perior force of tlio Anemy. Capt Moriarty 
and forty men were killed, and twenty are 
missing. Lieut Harwood with forty men suc­
ceeded in reaching Lureburg.

P e r s o n a l .

—Gen. Daniel Cameron, of Chicago, a Demo­
cratic politician and one of the proprietors 
of the Chicago * Timet in 1854, is dead 
He raised the Sixty-fiftn Illinois regi­
ment, and was made a Brigadier General during 
the Rebellion. His diseaso was consumption, 
and his age 50 years.

—Prof. Riley, Entomologist of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture, has resigned.

—Roswell 8. Burrows, whose wealth amount­
ed to about *10,000,000 in railroad and coal 
stooks, died last week in New York.

—The President nominated David T. Corbin, 
of South Carolina, Chief Justice of the Su­
preme Court of Utah; Thomas S. Wadsworth, 
of niinois, Receiver of Public Moneys at La 
Mesilla, New Mexico; Oscar Hatfield, of New 
York, to be United States Consul at Batavia, 
and John Harris, of Pennsylvania, to be United 
States Consul at Venice.

—Judge Samuel H. Buskirk, late of the In­
diana Supreme Court, ruptured a blood vessel 
while coughing, at his residence in Ind anapo- 
lis, a few days ago, and died almost immediate­
ly. He was 59 years of age.

—Judge James B. Steward, member of the 
Thirty-fifth and Thirty-sixth Congresses from 
Maryland, died at Baltimore lately.

—Mine. Bonaparte, “ the American Prin­
cess,” died at Baltimore last week, aged 96.

—The President has nominated J. R. Hallo- 
well, United States Attorney for Kansas; Arthur 
L. Thomas, of Pennsylvania, Secretary of Utah 
Territory. _____ ______________ _____

G e n e r a l .
—The Wisconsin colored men have organized 

a State Colonization Association.
—The increase of immigration to New York 

from foreign ports during the first quarter of 
1879 is nearly 30 per cent over that of the cor­
responding period last year.

—The board of military officers which inves­
tigated the charges against Gen. Fitz-John Por­
ter have returned their findings to the Wash­
ington authorities. They discovered, by new 
evidence, that the previous oonrt martial made 
mistakes in their decisions, and that Gen. Por 
terjexercised the ordinary discretion of a mili­
tary commander in not fully obeying the orders 
of Gen. Pope.

—Three feet of snow fell at North Troy, Yt, 
during the first few days of April.

—The Tennessee State Medical Society rec­
ommends a stringent quarantine during the 
prevalence of epidemics.

—News has just been reoeived that “ on the 
evening of the 20th of February, the town of 
Loon Creek, Idaho, was attacked by Indians. 
They killed five Chinamen and scalped two, 
and mutilated the bodies. No white men were 
present, all being at work in the guloh. ”

—William H. Vanderbilt has paid the sum of 
*57,000 to the daughters of Horaoe Greeley, the 
amount of cash borrowed by Cornelius, Jr., 
many years ago. The old Commodore always 
refused to pay this debt of his son's, and had 
several stormy inteiviews with Mr. Greeley 
upon the claim.

—Yellow fever has broken out upon the 
United States man of-war Plymouth, which has 
been frozen up in Boston harbor all winter.

—The National Emigration Aid Society has 
been organized in Washington, with Senator 
Windom as President, and a number of Vice 
President*, the object being to give force and 
direction to the negro colonization movement 
in the West.

—There has been a perfect hegira of colored 
people from Louisiana and Mississippi to 
Western Kansas. When the deluded colored 
people get to the promised land they are more 
anxious to return than they were to got there. 
Some evil-disposed persons have been making 
offers of Government land, etc , to the ignorant 
negroes.

F i r e *  stud  O stanstltie s .
—A small oraft on the way from Cape Hat- 

teras to Newborn, N. C., foundered recently, 
five persons being drowned.

—Closely following upon the seiious fire at 
St. Louis is telegraphed the occurrence of a 
disastrous conflagration at Philadelphia, en­
tailing a loss of *750,000, and disarranging the 
affairs of a score of large business enterprises 
About two block* of buildings were consumed.

—A very destructive fire occurred in St 
Louis last week, the falling walls killing three 
persons. Three buildings were gutted, and 
several stocks of goods destroyed, involving a 
loss of about *500,000; well insured.

—The Hartford and New Haven piers,»at 
New York city, were burned a few days ago. 
The loss is estimated at *50,000.

—A very destructive conflagration recently 
occurred at Oconomowoc, Wis , several blocks 
of buildings being consumed. The loss reached 
about *100,000.

Political.
—The Iowa Democracy hold their State Con­

vention at Council Bluffs on the 21st of May.
—At the Rhode Island election, on the 1st 

in st, Van Zandt, Republican, for Governor, re­
ceived 9,609 votes; Segar, Democrat, 5,367;

—The Democrats and Nationals at Cleveland, 
Ohio, have united their forces and nominated 
Waldeman Otis for Mayor of that city.

—The judicial election in Michigan, on the 
7th, resulted in the success of ths Republican 
candidates.

—The trial of the assassin, Buford, Who 

shot Judge Elliott at Frankfort, Ky., has been 
set for Monday, April 28, at a special term of 
court

—A mob in Davis City, Decatur county, Iowa, 
captured two alleged desperadoes, and hung 
one of them. The other was rescued and placed 
in jail. A house of ill-fame was destroyed and 
a newspaper office set on lire.

—Warren Tate haa Just been acquitted of the 
crime of murder by an Indianapolis jury, for 
shooting William LoTe in the Court House there, 
last September.

—Six prisoners in the county jail at little 
Rock, Ark., have just made their escape. They 
sawed the bars of the cage ind seized the 
turnkey, and then disarmed and locked him in, 
after which they left for parts unknown. One 
was rearrested some hours later, being reoog- 
nized. _______

STm atncial stud  J n d u » t r i» l .
—Statistics of Western packing for the sea­

son of 1878-79, printed in the Cincinnati Price 
Current, show the total number of hogs packed 
at 7,480,648, an increase of 975,202 over last 
year, and 680,677 increase at the same average 
weight as last year.

—At a large meeting of representative business 
men at ths Beard of Trade rooms, in Detroit, 
last week, t t  was decided that there mnst be a 
river-crossing established there, regardless of 
Vanderbilt’s Grosse Isle project, and that the 
best mean* was to bond the city for the amount 
necessary to build a bridge or tunnel A com­
mittee of fifteen was appointed to secure legis­
lation at LansiDg, and to visit Washington and 
Ottawa, and obtain right of way from the two 
Governments.

—All the 4 per cent bonds authorised, with 
the exception of *200,000,000, have been sold

•ion, and an adjournment to the 7th.---- In the
House, the discussion of the amendment to the 
Army bill forbidding Hie use of troops a t the polls 

wae oontimfed. Mr. Knott, of Kentucky, led off, 
on the Democratic aide, and spoko of the great 
and h ietoncal im portance of th e  principle in­
volved. He characterized i t  aa the great funda­
m ental principle of republican liberty, thkt the bal­
lot-box should be protected from  the slightest ap ­
proach to m ilitary  power and th a t the  >oter shall 
be le ft absolutely free in  exercising a t the polls 
the highest prerogative of the citizen. He quoted 
the English sta tu te  of George I I . for the rem oval 
of troops from the places where an election is to 
be held, and cited Blackstone, “ That i t  is essen­
tial th a t elections shall be absolutely free , and 
that, therefore, all undue influences are 
Illegal and are prohibited.” He was fol­
lowed, on the Republican side, b y  Mr. Houck, 
who argued th a t i t  was absolutely necessary 
for the protection of the lives and political rights 
of the colored and white Republicans of the South 
th a t the authority  of the m ilitary to preserve the 
peace at the polla should be m aintained. This 
speech, being by a Southern man, attracted m uch 
attention, and*was frequently applauded on the 
Republican side, and jeered on the Democratic 
side. Mr. Robeson (Republican) followed. 
He confined him self to the questions of 
law involved in  the discussion, and said i t  is 
proposed here to restra in  the civil officers of the 
United States from  keeping the peace a t any elec­
tion in  any State. By w hat means? By civil 
means, not by m ilitary means, for the righ t of the 
civil officer, the M arshal of the district, if you 
please, to sum m on a posse com itatus is a r igh t to 
summon the ordinary m ilitary companies th a t may 
be w ithin the body of his bailiwick. Th© righ t to 
summon arm ed troops, if they be w ithin the body 
of h is bailiwick, i t  a civil, no t a m ilitary right, and 
is iu  the in terest of the inviolability and strength of 
civil law. Mr. Blackburn (Democrat) spoke next. 
He said he was b u t a  poor student of his 
country’s h istory who was not able to satisfy him ­
self tha t from  the foundation of the constitution 
down to the present tim e i t  had ever been hsld  
(ard th a t by the highest authorities in  the land) 
tha t i t  was in  the power of the House to control the 
employment of tho arm y by w ithholding supplies. 
In  the very natu re  of things th© proposed repeal 
could not be revolutionary. Th© constitu t on did 
not give th© rig h t to  the President to send arm ed 
forces into any State, even to suppress domestic 
violence. O ther speeches were mad© by M essrs. 
Gibson, T urner, Barber, Hawk and Reagan.

The debate on the Army Appropriation bill 
was continued in  th© Hous© on the 4th. Th© first 
to speak was Mr. Singlston (Democrat), of Missis­
sippi, who stated the question to be, w hether th© 
r^quie had the courage and determination to  repeal 
pei."icious laws, or would falter and fail in  its  duty 
to the country. On th© face of th© dis­
graceful law which i t  was now proposed to 
repeal, tho boasted freedom of America w u  a 
mockery and a he. Mr. Weaver {Greenbacker), of 
Iowa, spoke next. He deprecated the keeping 
open of sectional animosities, and said the National 
Greenback party  wanted no soldiers at th© polla. 
Nor did they want the presence of any arm ed men 
when elections were being held; neither did th© 
Greenback party  w ant tho te st oath for ju ro rs ; noi 
did the National Greenback party  w ant any Mar­
shals at elections unless the history of elections, 
after th© experiment should have been tried, would 
prove that the country could not get on w ithout 
them. But he had not the least doubt of 
the constitutional power of tho Government to pro ­
tect citizens a t the polls. I t  was only a question 
of policy and necessity as to the Supervisors; that 
feature ought to be retained in  the law w ith a 
modification, and they should be chosen, no t from* 
the two parties, bu t from the parties having Con­
gressional tickets in the field. That w ould give 
the Greenback party  a chance. Mr, D© 
La M atyr (Greenbacker), of Indiana, ex­
pressed his intention to vote for the bill as i t  
stood. H© thought the House had better show 
some desire to relieve the people instead of giving 
themselves wholly to  wrangle over the firing upon 
Sumter, the re tu rn ing  to slavery of Borns, th© 
fiasco of John Brown, and the general crim ina­
tions and recrim inations. Mr. Jones (Green- 
backer), of Texas, opposed the placing of 
political legislation on an appropriation bill. 
Mr. W nght (Greenbacker), of Pennsylvania, con­
demned the reopening of the  dead issues o t the 
war, and predicted defeat (in I860) fo r the party  
tha t raised them . Mr. Hawley (Republican) of 
Connecticut, followed, denouncing the purpose of 
the m ajority which would leave the Government 
to be carried ©n bv the voluntary service of its 
officers orbyvoluntary  subscriptions such as flowed 
into the treasury  in  I860. I t  was threatened by 
gentlemen of tha t m ajority  th a t if  tho President 
should veto the bill they would apply the thum b 
screws to the m inority in  order to ootain a two- 
th irds m ajority, and. failing m tha t, the appropri­
ation should fail. To th a t program me the m inor 
ity  would m vauably vole nay to the end of the 
chapter. I t  was no t now a question of the m erit 
of the statutes, b u t of methods, and the Demo­
cratic m ethod was dangerous, reprehensible, and 
*o be opposed. Mr. Tucker (Democrat), of 
Virginia, spoke a t length upon tho  legal 
questions involved, and th en , m allusion to  state­
m ents from gentlemen on tho other side th a t they 
would nevcr'yicld, said he would tell them  that, in 
the conflict between power aud liberty, if  power 
would not yield liberty  y as  ju s t as firm . Mr. Gar­
field, of Ohio, closed the debate for the Rcpub 
licans. He expressed h is w illingness to  help the 
Democrats wipe from  the statute-book the 
law authorizing the use of the arm y at
the polls. A b ill fo r tha t purpose should 
be introduced in the regular manner.
Mr. New offered an amendment providing that 
nothing in  the section shall be construed as abridg­
ing or affecting tho duty or power of the President 
under the constitution to send troops on applies 
tion of the Legislature or Executive of a State. Mr. 
Baker, of Indiana, offered an am endment to th© 
amendment, making i t  unlawful for any one to 
baveon h is person fire arm s, bowie knives, clnbs 
or bludgeons in  the vicinity of a place where an 
election is being held.

Consideration of the Army bill wae resumed 
in the House on the 5th. Mr. Sparks (Democrat), 
of Illinois, spoke in fa\or of the repeal of the law 
permitting the use of troops at the polls. The is 
sue, he said, was whether or not in this country, 
this free country, Hus great republic, th© armed 
soldiers, the paid servants of the sovereign people, 
were to come to the polls to drive the sovereign 
people away. That was the issue. Gentlemen 
(Mr. Sparks said, addressing the Republican side), 
you make the issue; we go to the coun­
try upon it; we mean to stand upon it; 
we know this sovereign power that stands be­
hind us, stands behind you, and to it the President 
«*ud Gtj\ vrnora and must all yield, and
the sovereigi people we "now are with us. Mr. 
Chittenden followed, and aald^  Wh^n you repeal 
these laws you disfraaeid** wSy only the weak and 
ignorant m every part of this country, but m all 
the large cities you disfranchise men who hav©

T he N ew  H am p sh ire  tiecafcoiial case o f 
Charles H. B 11 occupied the attention of the Senate 
on the 7th.

The House was no t in  session.

The Army Appropriation bill waa reported to 
the Senate, w ithout ameflxlment, on the 8th. Mr. 
Blaine gave notice of an amendment m aking i t 41 a  
penal offense, punishable with fine and im prison­
ment. for any m ilitary, naval o r civil officer, or 
any o ther person, except for the purposes 
named in  the bill, to appear armed 
with, a deadly weapon of any description 
w ithin a m ile of any polling-place where a 
general o r special election for representative to 
Congxess is being held. Mr. Bayard’s resolution, 
calling u pon the Secretary of the Treasury for a 
statem ent of the sum s paid to John L  Davbfiporfc, 
Supervisor of Elections at New York since 1570, 
was adopted. Consideration of the New Hamp 
shire Senatorial ces© Was then resum ed. Messrs. 
Garland, Wallace, Kernan and Carpenter opposed 
and Mr. Groome favored the adm ission of Mr.
Bell.-----The House, after an hour of wrangling
over precedents in  a debate in  com m ittee of the 
whole, im m ediately proceeded with the Legislative 
Appropriation bill, and commenced the formal 
reading of it.

THE ELECTION INVESTIGATION.
SYNOPSIS OP TXSTtMONY TASK, BY THX SUM 

ate  com m ittee .

John G. Thompson was called by the Repub­
lican members of the committee, and detailed 
his connection with the Democratic Congres­
sional Committee in 1878. No money was col­
lected from employes of the Honse of Bepre- 
sentatire*. Witness deroted most of his time 
during the summer of 1878 to conducting the 
campaign, but came to Washington on the 
let of erory month to see to the disburse­
ment of /nembers’ salaries. Did not negloct 
his official duties. Duncan 8. Walker, Secre­
tary of the Democratic Congressional Commit­
tee in 1878, testified that the headqnarteis of 
the committee for a portion a t  the campaign 
were in the room of the Honse Committee oa 
Agriculture. The amount collected by tno 
committee was *4,695. The number of docu­
ments sent out was l,031,7tK). The docu 
ments wore nearly all folded in the 
room of the House Committee on Post- 
Roads and Printing. Large numbers of 
documents were sont out by the committee 
under the frank of members or Congress, but 
nothing not a priniege. Postage was paid on ail 
the documents not franksble. Witness road a 
statement showing that the expenses of tho 
folding-room for 1878 were only *20,598, as 
against larger sums ranging np to as high as 
*109,000 the last ten years. Harry Cobant, 
Captain of the Watch in the Treasury Depart­
ment, testified that he had charge of furnish­
ing Pennsylyama roters in that department 
with free transportation to their homes, and tax 
receipts where they had failed to pay their 
taxes, both of which wero furnished by Russell, 
acting for the State Central Republican Commit­
tee. George C. Gorham was recalled, and fur­
nished the .statements lieictafore called for, 
from which it appears that circulars were 
sent to employes in tho departments, 4K> of 
which were not responded to, twenty-five weie 
returned, and 272 resulted in subscriptions 
amounting to *3,247. Ho had found cases 
where the circulars were gent to persons re­
ceiving salaries of less than *1,000, and he 
wished to correct hi* previous statement on

Cheating at Cards by Machinery.
Isaac Finberg and Frank Basseet 

were held for the Grand Jury in default 
of $3,000 bail by the Police Judge on a 
charge of burglary in the second de­
gree. They broke into a room in the 
Rock House, on Broadway street, a few 
days ago, and stole, among other things, 
a quantity of gambler’s implements. 
Among the latter was an exceedingly 
ingenious apparatus which was exhib- 
ted in court as evidence against the 
men, and is designed to facilitate cheat­
ing at cards. The contrivance consists 
of an arrangement of springs in a frame 
which passes around the player’s arm, 
beneath his coat-sleeve, and contains 
the cards designed to be used in cheat­
ing.

BROOKS—BURLINGAME*

L. D. Campbtell With tfejjdid to the ihost 
erciting eVtent ih Congress that imme­
diately preceded the War of the Re­
bellion has been received by Mr. Rob­
ert O. Dormer, of this city, in response 
to a request for the particulars of the 
affair. The letter was not intended for 
publication, but, in view of its historio 
value, Mr. D. has permitted us to put it 
in print:

H am ilton , Ohio, March 8,1879.
II. O. Dormer. Esq :

D ea r  8 m : I  am  in  rece ip t o f  tout le tte r  of 
th e  1st i n s t  I  am  th e  on ly  liv ing  m an  w ho 
know* a ll a b o u t th e  B ro o k s-B u rlin g am e affair, 
ab o u t w h ich  yofl m ake inqu iry . * *  *

You are clearly in error in regard to the mat­
ter. It occurred in those stormy days, a quar­
ter of a century ago, when knock-downs, the 
drawing of bowie-knives and pistols were not 
infrequent in the halls of Congress, and duels 
and rumors of duels In Washingtoe.

Senator Bntler, of South Carolina, was 
Brooks’ uncle. He was a very aged inan. tot­
tering over the grave. He had been stricken 
with paralysis, and trembled like an aspen 
leaf. Bnmner, in making a very aggressive 
anti slarery speech in the Senate, assailed But­
ler and referred to his weakness. Sumner wae 
then 45 years of age, fully six feet high, well 
proportioned, and a fine specimen of physical 
development Brooks, the nephew, looked for 
Sumner on th* avenue to ohastiae him. Fail­
ing to find him, he went to the Senate Chamber, 
after the body had adjourned, and there beat 
Sumner over the head with a gntta-percha cine 
learfully. I arrived m the Chamber soon after, 
washed the blood off Sumner, and brought him 
to consciousness. I  also requested the surgeon 
to sew up his scalp-wonnds and take him to 
hia boarding-honse

The next day (being Chairman of the Ways 
and Keans Committee) I  offered a resolution 
for an investigation, and was appointed Chair­
man of the committee. Subsequently, as 
Chairman, I  reported a resolution to expel 
Brooks, which wa* carried. Brooks was re­
elected ana came back to the House of Repre­
sentatives.

Some months afterward Burlingame made a 
carefully-prepared speech in which he referred 
to Brooks, Saying; “ He stole into the Senate 
Chamber m a cowardly way, and there smote 
the Senator from Massachusetts as Cain smote 
his brother.”

There was then a challenge expeoted, of 
course. However, friends interfered, and some 
explanations were made on Bnrlingame’s part, 
which were accepted by Brooks’ friends, and 
published. Thereupon the New England press 
commented severely on Burlingame’s conces­
sions, and charged him with showing tho white 
feather. These things stnng him to tke quick. 
Then for the first time he cam* to mo for coun­
sel. I  told him if he did not really mean what 
he said in his speech ho ought to take it back 
unequivocally; if he did mean it, he could af­
ford to say so, and accept the consequences. 
He came out m a card to the National Intelli­
gencer saying, in substance, that he maintained 
what he had said iu his speech. This speedily 
brought what was in substance a challenge.

It wa* not delivered by Keitt, as you suppose, 
but by Gen. Jo Lane, of Mexican war fame, 
then the delegate from Oregon. It simply in­
vited Burlingame out of the District of Colum­
bia to settle the affair. This, of oonrse, meant 
a challenge, and was so worded to evade tho 
law of Congress. Burlingame again pressed 
me into bis service. 1 wrote the reply and de­
livered it to Gen. Lane. He called on me to 
name the place outside of the District. I  named 
the “ Clifton Honse, on the Canada side of the 
Niagara falls, and the following Tuesday morn­
ing at 6 o’oloek,” for the meeting. I  sent Bur­
lingame to New York the same night to prevent 
his arrest. -

' Two days after this Lane came out m the pa­
pers objecting to the “Clifton House,” because 
it was in the North, and he did not intend to 
take Brooks “through the enemy's country.” I 
replied that, being called upon to name a place 
outside of the District, I wae not fool enough 
to name “Richmond or Charleston,” and take 
my friend through his “enemy’* country ” 
Brooke was arrested and put under bonds." I 
telegraphed Burlingame to return. He did so. 
He, too, was arrested and pnt under bonds— 
myself his surety. Burlingame immediately 
left for the West,

Soon afterward Brooks and Lane, and their 
friends, discovered that it was regarded among 
duelists as a let-down on their part, and that 
Burlingame’s record was all right. Lane wrote 
me a threatening letter, asking me to opon np 
the correspondence, and ssying that unless I  in­
formed them where a letter would reach Mr. 
Burlingame by the next Tuesday they would 
make expose, etc. To that I promptly replied, 
in substance, that Bur,ingame bad gone West, 
and if they wanted him to go and hunt him— 
that if they hankered for my blood they need 
not wait till Tuesday, and that they might 
“hurry up the cakes 1 ’’ that I was on hand, etc. 
This ended the correspondence.

t will simply add that it Was well known to 
mombers of Congress from tho South and from 
the North that I was the best shot, both with 
rifle and with pistol, there was in the body. 
There seemed kj be a prevailing opinion, too, 
that I would fight if called on. This was, per­
haps because I had more cheek than most 
member*. You know that cheek is often mis­
taken for courage. Whether it is so in my 
case, I am not a proper judge. I  never re­
ceived but one challenge for a duel, and that 
party soon found a reason to withdraw it when 
he learned from a Southern friend that I meant 
business.

Although differing widely in politics at that 
time, Brooks was my warm porsonai friend, 
and died so. So was Gen. Lane.

The popular opinion !hat Brooks was a cow­
ard is far from correct IJg was sensitive and 
impetuous, but had many' excellent traits of 
character. In haste. Very truly yours, ‘

WHY ROWELL WON.
A Doctor*© View© on the Sut^ject—Fat and 

Muticle.
Dr. J. W. Ranney, of New York, 

recently lectured before the Manhattan 
Athletic Club, of that city, on “ The 
Brain and Nervous System.” In his 
introduction, Dr. Ranney said that the 
citizens had had lately one of the most 
exciting events witnessed in New York 
city for a long time. The excitement 
was not confined to that city, hut ex­
tended to all parts of the country, and 
to other countries as well. We may 
well ask ourselves, he said, what it ail 
means. Less than five years ago, when 
Weston went to England, there was 
probably not a man in the country who 
could walk 200 miles in six days. Now 
there are several who can walk more 
than 500 miles in that length of time. 
It is not a test of power, but of endur­
ance. In the contest just ended we 
had a representative of England, of 
Ireland, and of Yankee land, and they 
all accomplished wonders. The man 
from Engladfl was a small man, but he 
was thoroughly trained, and through 
that training he was able to accomplish 
the wonderful feat undertaken by him. 
He was educated, not in learning, but 
in physical culture and training, and 
therein lay the secret of his success. 
The body has always stored away a 
large amount of fuel to carry it 
through scenes of trial, in the shape of 
superfluous fat. and the object of train­
ing is to get rid of this superfluous 
fat and convert it into muscle. Then 
the musbles must be educated and 
developed, and made strong. The 
presence of too much fat impedes res­
piration, and this is fatal to endurance. 
The lungs must have plenty of room to 
expand, and the heart also must have 
space to beat in order to insure a free 
and healthy circulation of the blood. 
Rowell came here thoroughly trained, 
and with muscles as hard and firm as 
steel, and, although the smallest man of 
the four, he was the strongest. What 

lost in length of step he made up in 
rapidity of motion, by his continual jog­
trot. The advantage of his skill as a 
runner was largely enhanced by the fact 
that by running he developed and exer­
cised the larger muscles of the thighs, 
and, by walking, the muscles of the 
lower extremities, so that both were of 
use to him in the contest; and, when he 
walked, the large muscles were resting, 
just as the smaller ones were when he 
ran. No man who confined himself to 
walking could compete, in a long con­
test, with a skillful runner, and no 
doubt O’Leary saw that plainly at the 
end of the first two days. Harriman 
had a long stride, hut it was too much 
of a strain on the muscles of the lower 
limbs, and they finally gave out. Not 
only was Rowell an educated pedestrian, 
but he was free from dissipation. When 
O’Leary competed for the belt, he used 
up his strength, which was further 
drawn upon by his subsequent walks 
with Hughes and Campana. Not only 
did he fail to take proper time to recu­
perate, hut, as the lecturer was in­
formed, he indulged extensively in the 
use of ardent spirits. Dr. Ranney then 
dwelt at length upon the evil effects ol 
alcohol upon the system, which file de­
scribed as terrible, and passed to the 
discussion of the brain and nervous sys­
tem. The brain, he said, was the cen­
ter of the nervous system, and was as 
much subject to change from the effects 
of study and thought as the muscles 
were from use and training.

KENTUCKY HOMICIDE.
Interview with the Murderer of Appellate 

Judge Elliott.
[From the Loui«Tiile Courier Journal.]

Correspondent—“Have you any ob­
jections to talking with me upon the 
subject of the killing of Judge Elliott?” 

Buford—“None li^the least; I will 
tell you all about it.”

Here he entered into the particulars 
of the lawsuit lately decided against 
him in the Court of Appeals, entitled, 
“Buford’s Administrator vs. Guthrie.” 
He went over the whole ground, and said 
that his sister, Mary F. Bnford, had 
been robbed and murdered by the de­
cision of the Court of Appeals.

Correspondent—“Please give me the 
particulars of the killing.”

Mr.Buford—“Oh, that is easily told. 
I made up my mind to kill him. I 
thought on Monday I would kill both 
him and Judge Pryor; but I thought of 
Judge Pryor’s children, and took a walk 
to see if I could not save Pryor on ac­
count of his children. I finally con­
cluded to do so. Twelve month* ago, 
in March or April, I came to Frankfort 
determined to kill Judge Pryor. I  had 
twenty-four buckshot in a flannel bag for 
him and somebody else, but I changed 
my mind.”

Correspondent—“Well, why did you 
change your mind?”

Buford—“Judge Pryor knew all the 
particulars of my case; he knew how 
my sister had been wronged, and could 
have controlled the decision: but the 
case was not yet decided, ana I deter­
mined to wait.”

Correspondent—“Well, tell me about 
the killing of Judge Elliott.”

Buford—“I made up my mind to kill 
him, not because be was the first to de­
cide the case against me, but because 
he gave me a Judas kiss. He came to 
me after the decision and said, ‘ Colonel, 
I did all I could for you.’ I knew that 
was a lie. I knew the profession was 
against me."

Here he went again into the particulars 
of the case, and, upon being asked to 
tell about the shooting of Judge Elliott, 
said:

“ My gun was loaded with twelve 
buck-shot in each barrel. I thought 
this morning T would go snipe-hunting. 
I met Judge Elliott and said to him: 
‘Judge, I believe I will go snipe-hunt­
ing; won’t you go along?’ He said, 
No.’
“I then asked him if he would go 

and take a drink, and raised my gun 
and pulled the trigger. It went off 
clear as a bell. He fell upon the pave­
ment, and then I was sorry. I leaned 
down and placed my hat under his 
head. I wished to treat him with as 
much courtesy as he had shown in the 
Jobbery and assassination of my sister 
by his decision. It was the most igno­
minious game that my gun ever killed 
I was arrested then, and gave the 
Sheriff a letter to my niece, Annie O. 
Wallace. You can see the letter. I 
simply gave her all my estate in law 
and equity, and asked to be buried by 
my sister. I did not intend to kill 
Judge Hines or Judge Pryor. I killed 
Elliott to try my case, to show that they 
could not rob and assassinate with im­
punity. Last week I was down to 
Henry, and I knelt on my sister’s 
grave and swore to gain this suit or die 
with her. I know what I have done. 
I made up my mind, and I am ready to 
take the consequenoes. I had a pistol 
in my pocket, and intended to use it if 
the shotgun failed; but it did not fail.” 

The morning of the murder Butord 
called at Judge Cofer’s residence, and 
remained with him about three-quarters 
of an hour. Judge Cofer’s room was 
up-stairs, and, when Buford went down, 
he called to tho Judge to come down 
and help him to find his umbrella. 
Mrs. Cofer, who happened to be present, 
not liking the action, went down herself, 
and handed him the umbrella frojn the 
rack. It is believed be went there with 
an idea of killing Judge Cofer, and was 
only prevented by the presence of his 
wife. A short time before he met Judge 
Elliott he met Judge Pryor going in at 
the front entrance of the Capital Hotel. 
He stopped him and said: “Judge Pryor, 
have you anything against me?” To 
which Judge Pryor responded: “Why, 
certainly not, Tom.” He then said 
something about Guthrie, but, at that 
moment, Col. Weissinger, of Louisville, 
took Judge Pryor by the arm and asked 
him to go and get some cider. The 
opinion is that, but for this interference, 
he would have attempted the life of 
Judge Pryor with his pistol.

A TEXAS TRAGEDY.
A Well-Known Actor Murdered by a  He*- 

perado.
[Mar«h©ll (Texas) Cor. Chicago Time©.]

The members of the Warde-Barry- 
more combination went to the depot to 
take the train going north, on the way 
out of the State, after an engagement 
of several weeks in the principal cities 
of Texas. Maurice Barrymore, B. C. 
Porter and Miss Josephine Baker went 
into the restaurant adjoining the wait­
ing-room to get coffee and lunch. In 
the rear of the room is a saloon, with 
the door open between. James Currie, 
a Texas Pacific railroad detective, was 
seated alone in the saloon where he 
could see those in the lestaurant. Short­
ly after the entrance of the above-named 
persons, Currie, in a loud voica, made 
an insulting remark about Miss Baker.

Barrymore replied: “You are mis­
taken there; this lady is under our pro­
tection. You must not insult her,” and 
added, noticing Currie’s evident intoxi­
cation: “We don’t want to have any 
trouble with yon.”

Currie rose to his feet, and, advanc­
ing, said: “Will you take it up?” 

Barrymore answered: “No; we don’t 
want to take it up; we are both un­
armed. Leave us alone.”

Currie walked nearer, and, with the 
i words, “I don’t like to be talked to this 
way,” drew a six-shooter and fired, the 
ball passing through Barrymore’s left 
arm and through the upper part of his 
chest, coming ont below the shoulder at 
the back.

At this Porter stepped forward, and, 
placing his hand on Currie’s shoulder, 
said: “Come, now, you’ve had enough 
of this.”

With an oath Currie threw the re­
volver down against Porter’ŝ  body and 
fired, the Ball passing through his ab­
domen and coming out at the back. A 
bystander came in, and Currie fired at 
him, but missed. Porter sank to the 
floor in an unconscious condition. He 
lived * fifty minutes. Barrymore’s 
wound is fearful, but is not considered 
dangerous. After the shooting Currie 
drew a second revolver, and, with one 
at full cook in each hand, defied arrest. 
There had been no witnesses to the af­
fair except the bar-keeper and the lady. 
A policeman, an old man without aims, 
entered soon after, when Currie put up 
his revolvers, and quietly submitted to 
arrest.

Excitement over the affair grew in in­
tensity until the lynching of Currie by 
the enraged populace seemed probable. 
It is regarded as the most damnable 
murder that has taken place in Texas 
for many years, and, it is thought, will 
hurt the State very much. The com­
bination is still at Marshall. Porter’s 
remains were placed in a casket and 
will be sent North. Barrymore’s condi­
tion at last reports was favorable.

Currio has lived in Texas several 
years. He was formerly a scout with 
Custer, and lived in Kansas, where he 
killed two men. He was engaged by 
the Texas Pacific as a detective in work­
ing up the cases of Sam Bass’ gang of 
train-robbers, and was lately a private 
detective on the road. He is large, 
powerfully built, and a regular lough- 
and-ready of the frontier, and, when in 
liquor, quarrelsome and overbearing.

One of the most ruinous habits of 
the Russian peasants is displayed at 
marriage celebrations. A peasant, to 
celebrate the marriage of his son, pro­
cures twenty-five gallons of whisky, to 
procure which he sells his horse, cow, 
pigs, and is ready to bepome a pauper. 
He cannot resist the practice, for cus­
tom requires that the population of the 
village, men, women and children, mnst 
get drunk. A rich peasant, at the mar­
riage festival, will procure 100 gallons 
of whisky, and the neighboring villages 
are invited to take part in the carousal.

Walking to Some Purpose. 
Among the most famons of the 

world’s “walking matches are some of 
those recorded in military history, 
whefe the obstacles of heavy burdens 
and difficult ground were added to those 
of time and space. The march of the 
heavily-armed Spartans in 490 B. C., 
from Lacedcemon to Marathon, cover­
ing 150 miles of almost roadless coun­
try in three days, would have earned 
high commendation in an age of sport­
ing papers. The Consul Nero’s march 
to the Metauras, to surprise the Cartha- 
genians (201 B. C.), lasted two days and 
a night, with the lightest possible in­
termission, the soldiers taking food 
from the hands of tlio country people, 
and eating it as they went. Hannibal’s 
retreat from Zama upon Carthage 
brought him to Andrumetum, sixty- 
three miles distant, between dawn *Sid 
nightfall, the pursuing Romans accom­
plishing the same distance in even less 
time. Csesar’s Tenth Legion achieved 
a parallel feat in Gaul, while in heavy 
marching order. The Bernese Swiss, 
when summoned to aid those of Soleure 
in repelling an invasion, are said to 
have answered the call so promptly that 
tbe newly-baked loaves which they car­
ried with them were barely cold on ar­
rival. Frederick the Great, on the hot­
test day of the terrible summer of 1760 
had • kind of race with Marshal Daun 
for the occupation of an important post, 
both armies making such speed that 
200 Prussians and 300 Austrians dropped 
dead on the line of march from sheer 
exhaustion. Frederick’s younger broth­
er, Henry, during the same war, marched 
for fifty hours,with only three interven­
ing halts. Napoleon’s “Old Guard” re­
peatedly made sixty miles in a day dur­
ing the great campaign of 1813, and 
one of the Russian regiments in Cen­
tral Asia is stated, on good authority, to 
have accomplished seventy-eight. The 
similar exploits achieved during the 
Indian mutiny of 1857 and the Ameri­
can civil war of 1861-5 are too well 
known to need repetition.

Playing Theater.
Two Philadelphia boys, Vincent Fal­

lon, 11 years old, and Joseph Perrine, 
12 years of age, were pitying theater 
in the kitchen of young Perrine’s 
home. Young Perrine drew a 'small 
pistol, pointed it at Fallon and pulled 
the trigger. The weapon was dis­
charged, the report not being loud 
enough to be heard by Mrs. Perrine 
and another son of hers, who were in 
the parlor. Young Fallon put his hand 
up to his throat and ran to a drug 
store near1 by, where he exclaimed: 
“I’m shot!” but started toward his 
home without waiting for an examina­
tion. He died before going many 
paces. The ball had taken effect in the 
right side of the neck, below tbe ear, 
and death had resulted from hemor­
rhage of an artery.

Death of Andy Johnson, Jr.
The only son of ex-President Johnson, 

Andrew Johnson, Jr.,died at his residence 
near Greenville, Tenn., recently. For 
a time after his father’s death he lived 
in the old home at Greenville and edited 
a weeKly paper. Later he was a candi­
date for the Legislature, but was de­
feated Then he Settled on a farm, and 
at the time of his death was engaged in 
agfkmltillll pursuit*, tie  le*re* »

widow. (3h tAe i 4th inst.- hia remain* 
were interred "beside those of his pat­
ents, and about his grave stood Hi* sis­
ters, tho last surviving members of the 
family, Mrs. Patterson and Mr*. Stover. 
Andrew Johnson had three sons, the 
eldest of whom was killed by .being 
thrown from his horse in Nashville-dar­
ing the war. Robert, the seoond son, 
died after the family returned to Green­
ville. He was found dead in his bed 
one morning, having retired as well ss 
usual the preceding eveping. The male 
representatives of the family now are 
the two grandsons of Mr. Johnson— 
Andrew Johnson Patterson and Andrew
Johnson Stover.
