THE HOME DOCTOR.
HOW  TO P R E S E R V E  H EA LTH .

The first great secret of good health 
is good habits, and the next is regu­
larity of habits. They are briefly 
summed up m the following rules:

Give yourself the necessary amount 
of sleep. Some men require five hoars 
of the twenty-four; others need eight. 
Avoid feather beds. Sleep in a gar­
ment not worn during the day; and 
have plenty of fresh air in your room.

Dress warmfy, with woolen under­
shirts and drawers. Remove muffler, 
overcoat, overshoes, etc., when remain­
ing any considerable length of time in 
a warm room. Keep your feet warm 
and dry. Wash them m warm water 
two or three times a week. Wear warm 
stockings, large boots and overshoes 
when in the snow or wet. Wear a 
light covering on the head, keeping it 
always cool.

Have always a pint or quart of water 
in the sleeping-room. In the morning 
after washing, and wiping hands and 
face, then wet, with the hands, every 
part of the body. Gold water will not 
be disagreeable when applying it with 
the bare hands. Wipe immediately; 
follow by brisk rubbing over the body. 
Tiie whole operation need not take over 
five minutes. The result of this wash 
is, the blood is brought to the surface 
of the skin and made to circulate evenly 
throughout the body. You have opened 
the pores of the skin, allowing impuri­
ties in the body to pass oil, and have 
given yourself, m the operation, a good 
vigorous morning exercise. Pursue this 
habit regularly, and you will seldom 
take cold.

Five minutes spent in tfie open air, 
after dressing, inflating the lungs by in­
haling as full a breath as possible, and 
pounding the breast during the infla­
tion, will greatly enlarge the chest, 
strengthen the lung-power, and very 
effectually ward off consumption.

If inclined to be dyspeptic, avoid 
mince pie, sausage, and other highly- 
seasoned food. Beware of eating too 
freely soups, better to eat food dry 
enough to employ the natural saliva of 
the mouth in moistening it. If inclined 
to over-eat, partake freely of rice, 
cracked wheat, and other articles that 
are easily digested.

Eat freely of ripe fruit, and avoid ex­
cessive use of meats. Eat at regular 
hours, and lightly near the hour of go­
ing to bed. Eat slowly. Thoroughly 
masticate the food., Do not wash it 
down with continual drink while eating. 
Tell your funniest stories while at the 
table, and for an hour afterward. Do 
not engage in severe mental labor di­
rectly after hearty eating.

Exercise, not too violent, but suffi­
cient to produce a gentle perspiration, 
should be had each day in the open air.

Tne condition of the mind has much 
to do with health. Be hopeful and joy­
ous. To be so, avoid business entangle­
ments that may cause perplexity and 
anxiety. Keep out of debt. Live 
within your income. Attend church. 
Walk, ride, mix in joyful company. Do 
as nearly right as you know how. Thus 
conscience will always be at ease. If 
occasionally disappointed, remember 
that there is no rose without a thorn, 
and tha the darkest clouds have a sil­
ver lining, that sunshine follows storm, 
ancNjeautiful spring follows the dreary 
winter. Do your duty, and leave the 
rest to God, who doeth all things well

A Babe in the Woods.
The Burlington (Vt) Free Press 

contains a distressing account of a little 
girl’s wanderings and death in the for­
ests about Ripton. Two little girls, the 
daughters of Mr. J E. Goodyear, were 
sent on an errand to a neighbor's house 
half a mile away. Returning, one of 
them went by the road, and the other 
took a foot-path through the woods. 
Julia, who bad gone by the road, re­
turned home safely, but the other, 
Bertha, who was only 9 years old, did 
not appear, and her mother, becoming 
anxious, started at once in search of her 
daughter. Soon finding that the little 
girl had wandered from the path, she 
gave an alarm, and a small body of men 
that constantly received accessions 
farmed a skirmish line and the forest 
was thoroughly searched for about a 
mile and a half with no success, ex; 
eept the finding of the girl’s tracks at 
two widely separated points. All the 
logging-roads with which the forest 
abounded were closely examined, when 
darkness put an end to the searching 
for a few hours. Reinforcements hav­
ing arrived, a force of over a hundred 
men followed the roads by lantern-light 
for an hour or two, when, that failing, a 
halt was ordered until daybreak, when 
some 150 men pushed on, determined to 
find the little one. They found tracks 
following the North branch of Middle- 
bury river, which flows through some 
steep hills in a rough, rocky chasm that 
would appal any but the strongest nerve 
from undertaking its descent.

“ GOLD” BRICKS.
Haw a Shrewd and Cautions Pawnbroker 

Was Swindled Out o f •2 ,8 0 0 .

One of the most cleverly-executed 
swindles that has ever been success­
fully perpetrated in this city was put up 
on Lesser Friedberg, the notorious 
pawnbroker implicated in the out­
rageous murder of Police Officer Albert 
Race in front of his pawnshop at No. 
471 State street, in last October. Les­
ser became so notorious that thieves 
continually sought his place, and, caus­
ing him abundant trouble by the police, 
he concluded _ to abandon the 
business, and accordingly* he took 
ap a private abode • at No. 
423 State street. Friedburg has been 
so frequently written up in the press 
that the reading public is thoroughly 
familiar with his greed for crooked 
money in large quantities. At 6 o’clock 
last night three men called upon him at 
his abode, and, stating tnat they under­
stood he was doing a private brokerage 
business, made a proposal to sell to him 
a large quantity of molten gold at a 
very low price. They represented that 
they were professional thieves, or, 
rather, agents for thieves, and that the 
gold was the produce of watch-cases, 
chains, ornaments, and other articles 
which were stolen, ana which they were 
afraid to dispose of in the ordinary 
manner. A most magnificent story of 
the way in which these goods were 
stolen followed, and when the 

, pawnbroker’s eyes were nearly 
starting from his head they drew 
forth from newspaper wrappings a 
large bright yellow brick. Some little 
dickering qnsued as to the price, but 
the visitors offered such easy terms that 
Friedberg jumped at the bargain. 
Taking the brick and examining it all 
over, he was perfectly satisfied with its 
genuineness. Now, every pawnbroker 
has for testing gold a pair of scales, 
and also a stone and a bottle of acid. 
The brick was weighed, not under sus­
picion, but by way of a precaution 
always taken by dealers of this class, 
but the weight proved nothing. In 
the meantime the visitors had 
adroitely changed Friedberg’s acid bot­
tle for one of precisely similar make, 
containing not acid but pure lake water. 
The pawnbroker, unaware of this 
change, proceeded to rub the brick 
upon his stone in several places, and 
then applied his acid test. The water 
of course did not change the color ot 
the metal upon the stone, and the pawn­
broker concluded that it was certainly 
pure gold. Other equally simple tests 
were tried, but the acid test was the 
only one that would have revealed the 
fraud. Fraud it certainly was, as the 
brick was made up of a brass and cop­
per alloy, and was worth about 7 cents 
per pound. Friedberg readily paid 
over the price, $2,800, and the men 
went their way. He did not discover 
the fraud until long after they were 
gone.

“ Gold.’* Bricks.
[From the Denver (Col.) News.]

The Hews for some days past has 
been in possession of facts concerning a 
bold swindling game that was success­
fully played in this city last week. The 
party who is Abe sufferer by the swindle 
is no less a personage than United 
States Senator Corbin, of South Caro­
lina. The amount which he dropped 
during his short sojourn in thisN city 
is estimated by those who know 
at $10,000. Senator Corbin, witn 
all his learning and all his shrewdness, 
acquired in a long public and politi­
cal life, was not shrewd enough to see 
through the wiles of the “ bullion 
racket.” Shortly after his arrival he 
was approached in the usual way. A 
party had come into possession of sev­
eral gold bricks. The circumstances 
under wnich he acquired them prevented 
him from disposing of them himself. 
He would sell ‘at a great sacrifice. 
There was no swindle about it. The 
bricks could be taken to an assayer. 
They might be subjected to any test. 
In fact, the accommodating salesman was 
willing that any or all of the bricks be 
chipped, and their genuineness proved 
beyond doubt. Senator Corbin is said 
to have hesitated. But the bargain was 
too tempting, and he sent on to 
friends in the East for money to pur­
chase. He made the purchase, a party 
calling himself Mr. Bailey, though 
known to the police as “Rebel George,” 
acting as the salesmen. The day after 
the purchase the discovery is made 
that the bricks are bad, very bad. Sen­
ator Corbin, anxious to conceal his 
mortification, leaves the city and re­
turns to Washington without mention­
ing his loss to any one. The only relic 
he leaves behind him of his speculation 
are the bricks, which are found, a day 
or two later, in the rear of the Grand 
Central Hotel.

Two Bright Boys.
A friend and neighbor Uas a son who 

is so quick at repartee that it is a little 
dangerous to cross swords with him. 
He was out riding with his father the 
other day, when, noting the name of a 
street, he asked if it was named for Mr. 
B—, a well-known but not altogether 
popular citizen. “ By no means,” said 
the father; “ it is not named for him, but 
for his father, who was very popular and 
very much esteemed.” The boy said 
nothing ; so his father, who thought he 
saw a chance to preach a little sermon, 
continued: “ It’s very apt to be so.

Is Faith Blind?

The following words of an eminent 
divine, not long dead, are quoted with 
high commendation in an obituary, as 
setting forth the central idea of his re­
ligions belief:

The first mid most indispensable condition of 
piety is submission—blind, absolute, entire 
submission of the intellect, the eonsetenee, the 
life to God. This is blind, but not irrational. 
It is the submission of a sightless child to an 
all-seeing Father; of a feeble, beclouded intel­
ligence to the Infinite Intelligence.

What is meant by a “blind, absolute, 
entire submission of the intellect ” to 
God? It is the faculty or faculties by 
which we apprehend truth If God 
made the intellect, that is what he 
made it for. When a visible object is 
placed before the open eye, the eye per­
ceives the object. When intelligible 
truth is placed before the intellect, the 
intellect perceives the truth. That is 
the function of the intellect. There is 
no more reason, therefore, for a “blind, 
absolute," entire submission ” of the 
mental vision than of the physical vis­
ion to God.

We take it for granted that the phys­
ical sight was given us to see with; that 
we -honor the Giver not by disusing it, 
or by speaking contemptuously of it, 
but by using it and prizing it. We 
suppose that it is by keeping onr eyes 
open and trusting the evidence they 
give us that we walk most safely. What 
sort of sense would there be in talking 
about a blind submission of the eye­
sight to God? It might mean keeping 
the eyes closed and only opening them 
when we are supernaturally admonished 
to do so. A man might imagine that 
he was honoring God in the use of his 
eyes by shutting them, and refusing to 
open them at all unless miraculously 
ordered to open them. Blind submis­
sion of the eyesight to God might also 
mean a persistent refusal to believe our 
eyes. A man might say,“ My eyes tell 
me that that is a tree before my face, 
but I shall not rely on their report. If 
God gives me some miraculous reason 
for believing that it is a tree. I will be­
lieve that it is a tree; if, on the other 
hand, He gives me some supernatural 
assurance that the thing which looks 
like a tree is a house, I will believe that 
it is a house. To rely upon the evi­
dence of my eyes in a matter like this 
would be’presumptuous; ‘blind, abso­
lute, entire submission ’ of the eyesight 
to God is the only safe rule.”

That would be curious reasoning re­
specting the bodily senses. That would 
be a strange way of showing our respect 
for Him who gave us these organs of 
vision. We may well ask Him to show 
us how to use our eyes, and to help us 
to understand the meaning of the things 
we see; but to assume that the eyes 
which He has given us to see with can­
not be trusted is a strange way of ex­
pressing our confidence in Him. Would 
not a wide-awake and open-eyed use of 
the power to see evince a truer rev­
erence and a more genuine faith than a 
blind submission of this faculty to God, 
whatever that may mean?

Now we fail to see any reason why 
this argument does not apply just as 
well to the mental sight as to the bodily 
sight. The intellect was made to be 
used just as truly as the eyes were. We 
do not honor God by disusing it or by 
distrusting it any more than we honor 
him by disusing or distrusting our 
eyes. The intellect is not infallible; it' 
sometimes falls into error, but so do 
our eyes sometimes deceive us; we keep 
on using and trusting our eyes, and we 
have just as much reason to keep on 
using and trusting our intellects. There 
are many subjects of thought that are 
beyond the comprehension of our 
minds, and there are many objects in 
the universe that are too far away or 
too small for our eyes to see; but that 
is no reason why we may not see and 

'know things that come within the range 
of sight or knowledge. We need the 
help of the Infinite Wisdom in using 
onr menial vision, and in understand­
ing the things that we see and their re­
lations—but it is in using the mind’s 
eye, and not in closing it, nor in refus­
ing to accept without supernatural in­
dorsement the evidence that it gives 
us that we prove onr reverence and our 
faith.

But this divine goes on to say that 
suen submission is “blind, but not irra­
tional.” If it is not irrational to shut 
the, eye that was made for seeing, what 
is irrational?

It is, however, a “sightless” eyo. 
That seems to alter the case. Man is 
the “ sightless child ” of an “ all-seeing 
Father.” It must be mental vision that 
is here denied to man. To say that he 
is eighties* is the same as to say that he 
is destitute of intellect. Of course, if 
he has no intellect it may be well for 
him blindly and absolutely and entirely 
to submit Ids intellect to God if he can. 
But how can he? How is it possible to 
submit to God that which he does not 
possess?

This statement, however, appears to 
be too strong, and it is qualified in the 
next sentence. It is not a creature ab­
solutely sightless, but a “ feeble, be­
clouded intelligence” that is called thus 
to submit itself. If an intelligence is 
“ feeble and beclouded,” then, the only 
right thing for it to do is blindly and 
absolutely to submit itself to God. We 
do not believe that God desires that 
any intelligence should do anything of 
the kind. No matter how feeble our 
powers may be, God wants us to use 
them, diligently and trustfully; he does 
not want ns to disown them or despise 
them. The feeblest mental powers are 
invigorated by exercise. Faithful use, 
not blind submission, is their proper 
regimen. The word “blind” has no 
application to any intellectual act re­
quired of men by God. It is casting 
contempt upon His most precious gift 
to speak of the mind of man in the 
tone in which it is spoken of in this 
extract. If God had wanted blind 
votaries he would not have given us 
minds. We prove our faith in Him not 
by reviling but by using the faculties 
that He has given us.—Sunday After­
noon.

Buried Alive.
It is well known that some of the In 

dian tribes of America have a habit of 
killing horses when their chiefs and 
medicine men die; and in some in­

stances the departing braves’ wives have 
been dispatched to bear them company 
to the happy hunting grounds. When 
the cebrated Ute chief, Walker, died, 
in the\orthern part of the Territory, a 
good many years ago, a whole band of 
horses were slain by his warriors; but 
heretofore no one had supposed that 
the Indians ot this section had interest 
enough in the future life to prepare an 
escort for-tjieir departing braves. The 
death of a buck near Toqnerville a short 
‘.’me ago showed that the old chief who 
begs biscuits at that settlement is 
blooded. He forthwith decided to kill 
a squaw to accompany his favorite war­
rior, but the squaw, getting a hint of 
her intended funeral, hid herself so 
effectually that no clew could be got of 
her whereabouts. As the time allowed 
for the sacrifice was rapidly passing, the 
old chief; in order 'not to be defeated, 
selected a 3-year-old papoose,- which he 
took from its mother, and buried in 
the grave of the deceased. The head 
of the child was left projecting above 
the ground, so that it could breathe, but 
he allowed no one to go near it, till 
Bishop Bringhurst, discovering the 
commotion in the tribe, traced out the 
cause and saved the life of the child, 
after it had been in the situation de­
scribed two or three days. The mother 
of the child was afraid to tell what had 
happened, though she was observed to 
be grief-stricken. The Toquerville 
people thought seriously of burying the 
old Lamamte with his . head the other 
way, but he insisted that the religion of 
the Piutes required him to do what 
he had done.—Stiver Beef (Nev.) Miner.

FACTS AND FIGURES.
During ' the year ending June 30, 

1879, 141,931 immigrants landed in 
New York, against 103,062 during the 
previous two years. The tide is steadily 
rising.

There are said to be about 30,000 
telephones now in service in this 
country, and only 500 in England. 
This is a good example of the compari- 
tively slow progress of new inventions 
in the mother country.

The average of mortgages upon the 
farming lands of France is but 5 per 
cent. In Fngland it is 58. The United 
States has but 3,000,000 proprietary 
agriculturists. France, with a vastly 
smaller area, has 6,000,000, 5,000,000 of 
whom are small farmers. England has 
but 25,000 landholders, and 12 percent, 
only of the people till the soil; the rest 
are engaged in manufacturing and other 
pursuits. One million are paupers.

The rainfall in London during the 
first six months of the present year ex­
ceeded the average by more than 50 per 
cent., having been 18.49 inches as against 
an average of 11.83 inches. The only 
instances during the past twenty-one 
years m which the fall of the first half of 
the year has < xceeded fifteen inches 
are 1860, 15.58 inches; 1866, 17.08 
itches; 1878, 19.40 inches (5j  inches 
fell in two days). This year the fall is 
steady and persistent; last year it came 
in floods.

It d o e sn 't  take much of a mathema­
tician to count flies; but, for fear that 
some of our readers may not know what 
a fly is, and how they are weighed, we 
append the following table. Green­
grocers will find it an excellent author­
ity for weighing butter: 162 house flies 
one ounce; 2,592 houseflies one pound; 
259,200 house fl.es one hundred­
weight ; 5,184,000 house flies one ton 
The reader may extract some consola­
tion by pasting this on the bedroom wall 
and studying it at night.

To m are shoe-pegs enough for Amer­
ican use consumes annually 100,000 
cords of timber, and to make our lucifer 
matches 300,000 cubic feet of the best 
pine are required every year. Lasts 
and boot trees take 500,000 cords of 
birch, beech and maple, and the handles 
of tools 500,000 more. The baking of 
our bricks consumes 2,000,000 cords of 
wood, or what would cover with forests 
about 50,000 acres of land. Telegraph 
poles already up represent 800,000 
trees, and theii annual repairs consume 
300,000 more. The ties of our rail­
roads consume annually thirty years 
growth of 75,000 acres, and to fence all 
our railroads would erst $45,000,000, 
with ayearly expenditure of $15,000,000 
for repairs. These are some of the 
ways in which American forests are go­
ing. There are others. Our packing- 
boxes, for instance, cost, in 1874, 
$121)00,000, while the timber used each 
year in making wagons and agricultural 
implements is valued at more than 
$ 100,000,000.

A Desperate Duel.
Although the number of duels which 

have ended fatally for the combatants 
is happily limited, the fashion which 
prevailed during the eighteenth century 
of having a number of seconds on 
either side pitted one against the other 
caused many duels to end fatally for 
more than one of the actors in them. 
One of the most famous duels of this 
kind, as well as one of the most disas­
trous in its consequences, was that be­
tween the Duke of Hamilton and Lord 
Mohun, which took place in the reign of 
Queen Anne, in the year 1712. The 
Duke of Hamilton was a most amiable 
and accomplished gentleman, beloved 
by his friends, and respected by all; 
while Lord Mohun was the most fin­
ished scoundrel and desperado of the 
time, which is saying a good deal. 
Lord -Mohun, for private reasons, of 
which revenge was only one, was deter­
mined to force a quarrel on the Duke. 
Accordingly, he insulted him grossly, 
and then sent a challenge, which the 
Duke, though he knew that in so doing 
he played into the scoundrel’s hands, 
was forced to accept. They met in 
Hyde Park, and fought long and 
fiercely. Both were accomplished 
swordsmen, and, although they wound­
ed each other again and again, no at­
tempt at a reconciliation was made. 
It ws thoroughly understood that 
the di. >1 was to the death. The Duke 
had re 'eived four serious wounds, and 
Lord VIohun three, when the Duke 
manag d to get past his adversary’s 
guard, and rid the world of one of the 
most worthless men who have ever dis­
graced it. What really followed will 
never be known for certain. As the 
Duke leaned forward, with his sword 
still in Lord Mohun’s body, he was 
stabbed through the shoulder to the 
heart. It was said that Lord Mohun, 
after receiving his death-blow, short­
ened his sword, and with the desperate 
strength of a dying man drove it to the 
hilt through the Duke’s body. But 
this was disbelieved at the time, and 
Maj. Macartney, one of Lord Mohun’s 
seconds, was accused of having stabbed 
the Duke from behind, as soon as he 
saw Lord Mohun was mortally wound­
ed. His immediate flight after the 
duel lends some color to the accusation, 
but that may, perhaps, be explained by 
the fact that he knew no one concerned 
in the death of such a notable man as 
the Duke of Hamilton would escape 
punishment. Be this as it may, the 
fact remains that one of the most ac­
complished statesmen and polished gen­
tlemen of the day bartered his life for 
that of a scoundrel fit only for the 
hulks. And this shows one great reason 
why dueling is such miserable folly. 
Unless the lives involved be equal in 
value, the game is manifestly unfair.

EUROPEAN FARMS.
How Land Is  Hixided.
[F rom  th e  L ondon  T im es.]

On the continent the land is culti­
vated in much smaller parcels than is 
customary in this country. According 
to M. Lavergne, 50,000 proprietors m 
France possess each an average of 750 
acres, 200,000 have an average of 75 
acres, and 4,000,000 an average of 174 
acres. Mr. Kay, however, is of opinion 
that the average of the small proprie­
tors of France is considerably above 
the figures quoted by M. Lavergne. In 
Belgium, where the land is even more 
minutely subdivided than in France, the 
average area of separate plots is given 
by Sir Henry Barron at 7 36 acres.

We have a complete store of inform­
ation on the tenure of land in North 
Germany, through the able report pre­
pared by Mr. Harriss-Gastrell, in 
1867-’70,in compliance with instructions 
issued by Lord Clarendon. The greater 
part of the laud in what was then the 
Kingdom of Prussia is cultivated by the 
owners themselves. While the number 
of tenants wholly engaged in agriculture 
was only 30,000, there were no less than 
1,000,000 proprietors similarly occupied. 
Of these, more than half belonged to 
the class of yeomen or team-owning 
peasants. The area of land owned and 
cultivated bv the “team-owning ” peas­
ant varies from 33 acres in Silesia to 66 
acres in Saxony and 81 in the province 
of Prussia.

Reichensberger, in his work, “ Die 
Agrafrage,” quoted by Mr. Kay, asserts 
that the prosperity of France since 
1790, notwithstanding the tremendous 
wars and revolutions through which 
that country has passed, is entirely due 
to the laws which have led to a more 
minute subdivision of the land. The 
population of France has increased in 
the interval from 25,000,000 to 34,000,- 
000. A larger population derives far 
more nourishment from the land of 
France in the present day than was ob­
tained under the former regime. The 
people pay ifith less taxes 1,300,000,000 
francs, while the old monarchy fell be­
cause it attempted to raise 500,000,000 
francs. In Prussia the productive area 
yields an inferior return relatively to 
the productive area of this country. 
Really high farming is rare. It does 
not appear to be as profitable as medi­
um farming, and the peasant proprietor 
will not adopt it. He cannot afford the 
luxury of maximum crops at a less re­
turn to himself. In North Germany 
garden cultivation is renowned for its 
care and intelligence.

We have seen from the statement of 
Sir H. Barron how minute is the culti­
vation m Belgium, and the ’quantities 
of fruit, meat, eggs and potatoes shipped 
to England are really prodigious. We 
draw similar produce in large quantities 
from France.

In the United Kingdom the average 
acreage of holdings is 56 acres. Of the 
tenant farmers, 560,000 in number, 70 
per cent, occupy farms under 50 acres 
each; 12 per cent, between 50 and 1Q0 
acres; 18 per cent, farms of more than 
100 acres each. These figures are quoted 
from Mr. Caird. Should we be more 
independent of the supplies we now 
draw from the continent if a greater 
acreage of our lapd were cultivated with 
the minute care of the smaller tenantry 
and peasant proprietors of the conti­
nent?

Moderate holdings seem peculiarly 
adapted for occupiers who are prepared 
to devote attention to the secondary 
produce of the farm. The rearing of 
poultry has hitherto been too much 
neglected m this country. When we 
look to the fact that eggs are selling in 
Manchester for 2 pence each, while 
foreign eggs are being imported at the 
rate of 2,000,000 a day, the retail price 
of which may be computed at £16,000, 
it is evident that the English farmers 
and their families are allowing a most 
important source of revenue to be too 
extensively appropriated by the foreign 
producer. I have no hesitation in say­
ing that, with good management, the 
sale of eggs and poultry on a small 
farm should go very far toward the pay­
ment of rent.

It is asserted by M. Laveieve that the 
barren tracts which have been brought 
into cultivation in Belgium and Hol­
land could never have been reclaimed 
by large capitalists, requiring an an 
nual interest upon their investment. 
What is true of Belgium and Holland 
is equally true of Scotland. The worst 
lands that have been brought into cul­
tivation in that part of the Kingdom 
have been held by the small cotters. 
On good land, where there is ample 
scope foi the application of science and 
capital to agriculture, large holdings 
will he preferred. -

Frightened to Death.
One of the saddest of deaths, caused 

virtually by a night of terror, occurred 
at No. 1014 Julia street this morning. 
A little boy, named Eddie Natlic, of 
timid disposition, stole a handful of rare 
flowers from a neighboring gardener a 
week ago, and the gardener, being very 
much annoyed by the depredation, 
swore out a warrant chargiug the child 
with malicious trespass. The Marshal 
who served the writ represented to the 
child’s parents that he was only going to 
take Eddie to the Four Courts to 
identify some other boys who were in 
custody. In getting out of the vehicle 
at the Four Courts Eddie sprained his 
ankle slightly. He was put into jail, a 
place of which he had always had a 
mortal dread. He was assigned a cell 
in which there was a drunken man, 
which only added to his fright. 
The man used him as a pillow, and 
though tortured by his ankle he did 
not dare to cry out or move. For 
seven or eight long hours he lay in that 
cramped position, too frightened to 
sleep,, even were he not in an agony of 
pain. ' The night came on and the 
noises which came from all parts of the 
gloomy jail intensified his terror, while 
the climax was reached when all sounds 
died away and perfect silence reigned. 
His parents, after he had been missing 
for some hours, sought him, but the 
jail office was shut up, and the night 
guards knew of no such prisoner. The 
Deputy Marshal was found, and he told* 
where the boy was. It was 11 o’clock 
when he was released, and his nervous 
condition was most pitable. Snch a 
shock was it that he never recovered 
from his fright till he died, although 
nearly a week intervened. His ankle 
swelledjip immediately, and was treat­
ed by STphysician, but the boy’s condi­
tion was such that he could not rally, 
and treatment was of no avail. His- 
death was directly due to septicaemia 
or blood-poisoning, but the physician 
regards the fright as the superinducing 
cause.—St. Louis Republican.

Names of Places.
The names of cities, towns and vil­

lages of the United States, says a 
New York paper, reveal great poverty 
of invention. A town’s title, to have 
any real appropriateness, should have a 
local application, if possible; or, if this 
is not practicable, a name which per­
petuates some incident eonneeted with 
the early history of the region is a good 
substitute. A termination in too com­
mon use is the Freneh “ville.” Noth­
ing more poor and mean in nomencla­
ture can be found in the gazetteers than 
this everlasting ville. The points of

the compass more naturally take a lead 
in distinguishing an offshoot from an 
old town. Massachusetts has suspend­
ed on the points of the compass njore 
than 200 of her towns. There are m 
the whole country no less than T550 
towns and cities which have west for a 
prefix. There are more than 600 norths 
of various combinations—Northfield 
coming out strong m the list. In 
North Carolina, where the word south 
is very dear, one community, as if in 
despair of finding a title not already in 
use, have called their town South 
Toe. There ought to be a North 
Toe, or, at least, a Toeville, but 
there is not. In North Carolina 
there is a town called Why Not? and 
there is another in Mississippi. Be­
fore Americans took to the point of the 
compass they had exhausted the word 
“New.” There are 625 towns in the 
United States bearing that prefix, many 
of these being in affectionate remem­
brance of English ancestrel homes. 
Among'the odd names, Pennsylvania 
gives us the novelty of Congruity, and 
Virginia furnishes the euphtonious title 
of Nance’s Shop, in a county known by 
the singular name of Charles City. In 
Perry county, Ky., we find the name of 
Cut Shins, and North Carolina gives 
the town of Democrat; this State, which 
has a monopoly of odd names, is jiroud 
to own the postoffice of Mutual Love. 
In Sampson county, same State, is situ­
ated the cheerful community of Dis­
mal. Some settlers in Smith county, 
Tenn., confessed their trials in search­
ing for an appropriate name for their 
place by calling it Difficult. Georgia 
has a Dirt Town, and North Carolina 
rejoices in a Tar Heel. In the wilder­
ness of foolish and unmeaning names 
of our towns we find eight Alphas, and 
we conclude by noting that there are 
precisely the same number of Omegas.

Bismarck’s Personal Appearance.
Hon. W. D. Kelley writes from Ber­

lin to the Philadelphia Times as fol­
lows:

As the clock struck 2 the carriage of 
Mr. White entered the courtyard of 
Prince Bismarck’s official residence, 
which, fronting on Wilhelm strasse, sur­
rounds three sides of a triangle. As we 
entered his room, Bismarck advanced 
and put me at ease by the cordiality of 
ins greeting. His personal appearance 
was a surprise to me. Portraits, busts 
and statues had made me familiar with 
his face and head, but had not told me 
that his height is more than six feet 
three, and that his frame is broader 
than was that of Gen. Scott, to whom in 
all physical respects, except in the con­
tour of his face and head, he bears a 
closer resemblance than any man I have 
ever seen. Having turned his bacji up­
on the broad table on which, from the 
papers spread upon it, it was evident he 
had been at work, he remarked that he 
was not so vigorous as formerly, and 
could work but five hours a day at his 
desk, though he ought to work sixteen, 
and proceeded, with the easiest familiari­
ty, to tell us how his habit of working far 
into the morning, and the preoccupation 
of his thoughts by practical questions 
had made it impossible for him to sleep 
in the quiet hours of the night. “The 
silence that follows midnight is,” said 
he, “terrible. It wakens all the evil 
spirits of my mind; they lead me into' 
phantasies, and to escape them I get up 
and walk or read or write. On many/ 
such occasions I have anticipated de/ 
bates, and supposed what would be said 
in opposition and what I wo aid say in 
reply, and, fearing that I would not re­
member my thoughts and words, which 
seemed so effective, have risen and care­
fully written them out. But I have 
never once found them of use. They 
were always too fine to be available 
among practical men, and the paper and 
pen which are always beside my bed 
have been useless and wasted. When 
the noises of the day begin I fall asleep 
and sleep till 11 o’clock, sometimes till 
12 and even 1 o’clock. At my home in 
the country I would not, I think, sleep 
any, hut that the great burden trains, 
with three engines and more than 100 
wagons, pass each other on a railroad 
about 300 feet from my house, and, 
during this time, soothed by the noise, 
I go to sleep ”___________

“ A Small-Tail Movemenl.”
Tiie Presidential canvass of 1840, in 

which Gen. Harrison and President Van 
Buren were opposing candidates, was 
distinguished by an intense popular en­
thusiasm. It was an oratorical and 
musical campaign. Every village had 
its dozen of speakers and its score of 
v̂ocalists. An amusing anecdote of that 
election gives a modern illustration of 
the old fable of the lion put to flight by 
the braying of a jackass.

A speaker was discoursing at a mass 
meeting m Western Virginia upon the 
merits of Gen. Harrison as a military 
commander. Suddenly, a tall, gauntman 
arose, and, in a shrill voice that pierced 
through the crowd, called out:

“ Mister! mister! I want to ax a ques­
tion !”

“ I shall be happy to answer any ques­
tion, if I can,” replied the orator.

“We are told, fellow-citizens,” said the 
quaint man, addressing the crowd, “that 
Gineral Harrison is a mighty great Gine- 
ral; but I say he’s one of the meanest 
sort of Ginerals. We arc told that he 
defended himself bravely at Fort Meigs; 
but I tell yon that on that occasion, he 
was guilty of the Small-Tail Movement, 
and I challenge the speaker to deny it!”

“I don’t know, my friend,” replied the 
orator, “what you mean by the e Small- 
Tail Movement.’”

“I’ll tell you,” said the quaint man. 
“I’ve got it here in black and white. 
Here is ‘Quinshaw’s History, of the 
United States,’ ”—holding up the book 
—“and I’ll read wnat it says: ‘ At this 
critical moment, Gen. H arrison executed 
a novel movement! ’ Does the gentle­
man deny that statement ?”

“No; go on.”
“Well, he executed ‘a novel move­

ment.’ Now here’s ‘ Johnson’s Diction­
ary’—taking a small book out of his 
pocket—“and it says, Novel—a small 
tale! ’ This was the kind of movement 
Gineral Harrison was guilty of. Now, 
I’m no soger, and don’t know much of 
milentary tic-tacks—but this I do say, 
a man who, in the face of an enemy, is 
guilty of a ‘ Small-Tail Movement ’ is 
not a fit man to be President of the 
United States, and he shan’t have my 
vote ”

And he didn’t, nor the vote of that 
village. _______ ____

In fact the 
demand for labor of all kinds has ex­
ceeded the supply for the past three 
months. Wages have gradually in­
creased until a very fair remuneration 
has been reached.

The management have so much w ork 
on hand that they have been compelled recent­
ly to decline taking orders.

—In the year ending July 1st, the Belfont 
Iron Works, Iron, 0., made 210,000 kegs of nails.

—The new open hearth steel furnace now 
building a t the Portsmouth (0.) Rolling Mills is 
to be ready by the 1st of October.

—Several of the rolling mills in Cleveland 
that shut down a year or so ago on account of 
the depression, have been running full time 
since May last.

—The Burgess Steel and Iron Works of Ports­
mouth have not had so busy a season since 1873. 
With a wording force of from 175 to 200 men 
and the mill running day and night, their pres­
ent orders will keep them running steadily for 
four mr>nth3.

—The London corr spondent of a Liverpool 
paper says that Turkey has contracted with the 
Providence Arms Company, of Rhode Island, 
for 600,000 rifles at $17,50 apiece, and 300,000,000 
caps. The total value of the contract i3 put at 
$19,500,000 The *eim« of payment are not sta­
ted, but urgent delivery is called for.

— The Northwestern Horse Nail Co., «f Chica­
go, though making five tons Gaily, are behind 
with their orders, with a prospect of permanent 
increase of trade. This company is receiving 
many inquiries for their goods from foreign 
maikets in all parts of the world.

—The Beaver Falls Courier states that an 
Ohio firm is about to establish works in that 
place for the manufacture of .a superior quality 
of iron. Th3 site ljing between the steel works 
and the gas works, extending from the railroad 
to the river, has been secured, and the work of 
building will be commenced at once.

—There are fifty-eight corporations doing bus 
me-s in Bridgeport, Conn., and they represent 
an aggregate capital of nearly six million dol 
lars. These are chiefly engaged in manufactur­
ing, embracing fifty different lines of business, 
and of the capital involved about $2,250,000 is 
m the manufacture of sewing machine®.

—The annual convention of the Amalgamated 
Association of Iron and Steel Workers met in 
Youngstown, Ohio, on the 12th inst., and was in 
session all week. The meetings were private, 
and the business transacted related solely to the 
organization. There were about one hundred 
and fifty delegates present, and the reports 
showed the association to be in a flourishing 
condition.

—The amount of merchant and bar iron man­
ufactured at the Cumberland, Md., rolling mill 
during July was greater than ever betore 
known during the history of the mill. The 
amount ot bar iron turned out was 1,529 620 
p und°. and the amount of puddled iron 1,395.- 
760 pounds: The shipment of iron aggregated* 
2,105,847 pound®. Of this 1,954,593 pounds was 
bar iron and 151.253 pounds plate i; on. Two 
dajs m the month were lost through holidays.

—The first or A furnace of the Ldgnr Thomp­
son Steel Company, Limited, will be ready to 
make iron about the fiist of October, and the 
second or B furnace will be ready about a month 
later. The first is 13 by 60 or 65 feet and the 
latter 20 by 80. The third or C furnace will be 
the same size as the latter, and will not be com­
pleted for some time yet. The first will be run 
on spiegeleisen and the others on Bessemer iron. 
I t  requires the product of four 20-foot furnaces 
to keep tho works supplied with Bessemer pig* 
The company are getting ore from Spain, and 
some of it has been landed at Baltimore.

—The wages ot the employes of the Reading 
Iron Works will be increased as follows : Pud 
dlers. 25 cents per ton; healers, rollers and 
sh nglers, an advance of ten per cent. The in­
crease went into effect on the 16th inst. From 
1 500 to 1,600 men arc employed at the Heading 
Iron Works, which number, it is expected, will 
be increased to 2,000 hands upon the completion 
of the improvements, including the new tube 
woiks, which will soon occur. Ih e  establhh- 
ment is being pushed to its utmost capacity for 
the execution of orders now on hand and ihe 
outlook for the future is exceedingly encour­
aging. The advance was not looked for by the 
employes, and the announcement was entirely 
unexpected, which is all the more gratifying, 
and is an indication that the corporation are 
disposed to deal fairly with their men.

—Alter being idle over seven years, the ma­
chinery m the new rolling mill at Palo Alto 
was started Wednesday morning. This mill 
was erected and equipped at an expense of  over 
half a million dollars by the late Benjamin Hay­
wood, who managed it for a number of years. 
Owing, however, to the general stagnation of 
business in 1872, werk was suspended, and since 
then the mill has not been in operation. The 
old mill on the other side of the railroad tiack 
is operated by the Philadelphia &. Reading Rail- 
roal Company, and the new mill has been leas­
ed by the same cor poration. When in full ope­
ration these mills give employment to about 600 
workmen. Skillful machinists have for some 
time been engaged in examining and repairing 
the machinery m the new mill, and yesterday 
the engine* moved as though they had not been 
cut ol use a day. The trial gave perfect satis­
faction, and as soon as a few trifling repairs are 
made a large force of hands will be employed 
The new mill can employ about two h u n ’red 
and fiftv woikmcn, and when once in operation 
thee ect on business will be marked.—Potlsville 
Journal

It was Tuesday morning, aiffi the Stmr. 
Ivanhoe was making her usual landing 
when we stepped abroad the beautiful 
little sail yacht “Nullo” and shoved off 
for Pe-qna-qua-wa-miug, a point of land 
situated about nine miles noitheast of 
L’Anse, and where is erected the large 
saw mill owned by Messrs- Hebard & 
Thurber, Twohouisof excellent sailing 
during which time our eyes feasted on 
the grand pauorama unfolded to our gaze 
from the boat, and we made fast our lit­
tle clipper to one of the many piers which 
extend far out into the lake. On reach­
ing the tram-road, elevated on a trestle- 
work about forty feet above water level, 
we hastily moyed toward the boarding 
house, which is in charge of Mr. Carpen­
ter, and who spares neither money or 
trouble in piaeing befoie his guests a 
square meal. The wants of the inner 
man now being supplied, we move in di­
rection ot the mill, the object ot our visit. 
As luck would have it, we had net gone 
fai when we ran across our old friend 
Mr. Court Moore, an old and experi­
enced mill wiight, who superintended 
the building of the powerful structure 
and who stitl has charge of all the vsoiks. 
We learned from Mr, M. that theie are 
about one hundred and twenty-ave men 
employed iu and around the mill. The 
mill is run day and night, cutting on an 
average one hundred and thirty thousand 
feet of lumber besides thirty thousand 
lath.

The saw? consist of a gang embracing 
twenty-foui saws, one large circular and 
three smaller ones, the latter for sawing 
lath. For the night run the mill is lighted 
by two head-lights, four square lanterns 
and a number of smaller sizes. The lum­
ber sawed during the night is placed on 
cars and run out on the trestle, to be han­
dled during the day. The machinery 
used is all of the latest improvements. 
The whole affair is one well woith visit­
ing, and as we stood at the entiance 
watching the movements of a log creep­
ing up the incline, passing through the 
gang, loaded on the cars and hauled to 
the stock-pile, done almost in the twink­
ling of an eye, we thought the citizens 
of L’Anse made a grand mistake by not 
having this little enteiprise, where there 
is pain out monthly at least $5,000, built 
iu our village.

THE LAM AN FIZZLE.

The agitation of the Marquette & Mack­
inac is ou the increase, notwithstanding 
the fact that it has all along, especially 
during the past six months, been discus­
sed freely throughout the northwest uDd 
by the manageis and people interested in 
the Canadian system of railway. If there 
is anything at all in cuirent events or the 
“signs of the times,” there is good reason 
tor the oft repeated assurance of ceitain 
paities that the road will soon be bui't.— 
The leceiu action of the boaid of control 
of state swamp lands, in taking steps to 
annul the contiact of the patties holding 
the land giant for the construction of the 
lailroad, has revived the subject afresh 
and already bi ought out many new fea­
tures relative theieto. The Detioit News 
says this action of the boaid was doubt­
less IPrecipitate^ by a communication 
from the Merchants & ManufacluiersEx­
change of that city. A committee from 
which consisting of Waldo M. Johnson, 
S Havenricli and T. H Hinchmau, sent 
the board a communication on the sub­
ject several weeks ago, in which it was 
stated that nothing had been done by the 
company to forwaid the construction of 
the road except the survey; that there 
was no prospect of the road being built 
by the company; that they had been giv­
en abundance of time, and that the con­
tract should be annulled. The commu­
nication also stated that it w as the direct 
interest of Chicago and Milwaukee that 
the road should not be built, as these cit­
ies wished to control the Lake Superior 
trade, and that in the event of the pres­
ent contract being set aside Detroit would 
most likely take the contract and build 
the road. Mr. Johnson, chaiiman of the 
committee, is in communication with sev­
eral eastern capitalists, with fair pros­
pects of securing their aid in the con­
struction of the road.

Dr. Laman, who left the county a few 
days ago and is now in Detroit, has been 
interviewed upon the subject by a Post 
representative and the paper has the fol­
lowing to say : Laman’s contract with 
the company was annulled last winter, 
but the undeistanding between the par­
ties lemained that it would be renewed if 
at any time he should be able to present 
satisfactory evidence ot such financial 
backing as would iusuie the eaily com­
mencement of woik upon the load. Dr. 
Laman went to Maiquette about tenjdays 
ago, and presented to the railroad com­
pany there a contract with Messrs. Baines 
and Ilepuy, of New York, the former a 
banker and the latter a lawyer, who are 
supposed to be able to command the ne- 
cessaiy capital to build the road. This 
showing by Di Laman seemed to be satis­
factory lo’the company, and they at once 
lenew'ed their contract wilh lum, and sent 
their attorney, Dan H. Bail, to New Yoik 
to fully close the contiact with Messrs. 
Barnes & Depuy. In the mean time the 
state board of control, at ther last meet­
ing in Lansing, adopted a lesolution no- 
tifving the Marquette company that they 
would annul Ihe contract between that 
company and the state on tbe 27th inst., 
unless at that time they were able to show 
satisfactorily their ability ta coustruct 
the load The company will send a re­
presentative lo meet with the board, who 
w ill present the renewed contract with 
Dr. Laman and endeavor lo convince the 
boaid that it is bona fide, aud the parties 
thereto have the ability and disposition to 
prosecute the woik to an early comple­
tion. Dr Laman will also be present and 
submit his past course, his present posi­
tion, his coniracts with the New Yoik 
parties, the.showing which they make and 
all other doeumenls bearing upon the 
question to the fullest scrutiny.

Dr. Laman says he feels hurt that his 
efforts to secure the building ot this road 
have not been appreciated. He affiims 
he has acted in entile good faith in the 
whole business, and that he has had no 
other object in view than to accomplish 
what the people of the state desire—the 
building of the load. He says he has 
spent six years in this effort, exerted his 
best energies and fteely spent his own 
money. The times have been against 
him, capitalists were shy, and, worst of 
all, he says he has not had hearty co ope­
ration where he had a light to expect it. 
He denies he has been hawking his con­
tract about New Yoik, and asserts that 
he has rejected tempting offers of cash 
enough to afford him a competence for 
life to sell out to tbe Chicago and North­
western. Heiejcctedall offers lo assign 
his contract unless a bond were given to 
carry it out in good faith.

He insists that his contract has never 
been annulled by the board of control 
and that he still has a right to proceed 
under his renewed contract without any 
confirmatory action on the part of the 
board. He asserts that obstacles have 
been thrown in his way by Detroit par­
ties, who he thinks should have assisted 
him, that while he held the contract he 
repeatedly stated to Ihese Detroit gentle­
men that he would step down and out if 
(hey would take the contract off his hands 
and go ahead with the woik, but they 
said “no; go ahead and do the best you 
can and we will help you along.” Instead 
of doing so, however, they declined to 
havejany thing to do with him and brought 
their influence to hear upon the board ot 
control to wipe out the old company and 
thiow the whole matter open again.— 
They said they would not touch anything 
with which the old company [had been 
connected.

“But,” said Dr. Laman, “this is no time 
for crimination. What we desire is the 
building of the load. To th s end 1 am 
ready lo bend my energies, as I have 
shown myself in the past. Nobody else 
has shown any disposition to do anything. 
Your people have been rough on me, but 
I harbor no resentment. I knew you did 
not understand the circumstances, and 
when you come to see tilings as (hey are 
you will be satisfied. Now I have things 
in such shape the necessary capita] will 
be forthcoming, woik on the road will be 
cemmenced within the next 60 days and 
we will have considerable grading done 
before winter sets in. All I ask is that 
tbe board of coutrol extend the time for 
completion in accordance with the exten­
sion of the life of the grant. If they will 
do this I assure you the road will be com­
pleted within the time.”

Having been among those who have all 
along legarded Laman as a fraud, fool or 
enthusiast, we pubii-h the foregoing as 
showing his latest with reference to the 
read, which, in view of the following, 
more fully strengthens the opinion hinted 
in these columns some days ago. We 
have neyer believed him honestly engag­
ed iu furthering the interests of the pro-, 
ject, since liis repeated announcement of 
dates when work was to be commenced,

hich transpired-  as mere 
make-shifts to bridge some period of agi­
tation in the enterprise. We have been 
advised by persons in a position to know, 
that the road would have been completed 
befoie now, but for Laman’s connection 
with it, which we hope will be forever 
seyered, as it doubtless will be by the 
board of control in session at Lansing to­
day.

Now for something tangible. Within 
the past few days a company tojbe known 
as the Detroit, Marquette & Mackinac rail­
way company has been organized in De- 
Iroit, and its articles of association filed 
in the office of the secietary'of state last 
Wednesday. The capital stock is $1,200,- 
000, divided into 1,200 shares, of which 
1,190 shares have been taker, by tbe gen­
tlemen composing tlie company, as fol­
lows: James McMillan, John S. New­
berry, Francis Palms, Waldo M. John­
son, George Hendiie, E. W. Meddaugh, 
W. K. Muir and Wm. B. Moran. Mr. 
McMillan was chosen president and Mi. 
Hendiie secretary aDd treasurer. The 
proposed loute is about 150 miles and 
the sum of 8,000 per mile has .thus al­
ready been subscribed. It is thought the 
cost of construction will be $10,000 orov- 
er per mile in which case bonds will be 
issued for the difference. The prospect 
for the eaily construclion of the road is 
therefore entirely favorable, as it is well 
known that three or four of the above 
named gentlemen could, each build the 
road of ilitir private means, while there 
are other men of capital and business 
ability in different paits of tlie state ready 
to identify themselves with the project.

The new company are to be represent­
ed at the meetmg of the boaid in Lansing 
to day, when the contract with the old 
company will doubtless be abiogated and 
turned over to the new organization. The 
company intend to keep the road open 
winter and summer. A powerfulYailroad 
steamer is to ,be built to traverse the 
Stiai's of Mackinac, and will be provided 
with all the necessary appliances for 
breaking ice and keeping open commu­
nication-

The Laman project has fallen with Mr. 
Ball’s recent visit to New York, who 
went to interview the parties represented 
by the doctor as ready to furnish the cap­
ital, but could not even find them as we 
understand.

Tbe matter of building the road has at 
last been taken hold of by the right par­
ties, and we believe will be accoidingly 
pushed to completion.

—The cable ohronieles another yicto inry 
England by an American horse, the filly Sara­
toga haying won the Butinjmede plate at Eg- 
ham aga'nst a strong field.

—The Russian Goremment is extremely 
anxious to colonize its Gontral Asiatic provin­
ces, and, in order to hasten the development 
of the country, large inducements for emigra­
tion are held out in the shape of unlimited 
gifts of land and exemptions from military 
service and taxation.

—The St. Gotl ard tunnel is to be completed 
by the end of this year.

—A revival in the iron trade in England ie a 
feature of the foreign industrial situation, while 
the cotton industry is steadily declining.

Mr*. Sprague’s Statement.
The following is tha statement ot airs. Sena­

tor 8pragne in relation to the unfortunate dif- 
Acuity at Narragans-tt Pier, whioh the haa giv­
en permission to be published: .

“As you must have surmised. Gov. Sprague’s 
dissolute hfe and dissipated habits long ago in­
terrupted our marital relations, though I have 
striven hard through untold humiliation and 
pain to hide from the world, for my children’s 
sake, the tine oondition of a blighted, misera­
ble domestic hfe. About a year ago 
even this poor semblance abruptly cul­
minated after a most disgraceful orpe 
and arrest at Nantasket beach, with the cir- 
ciim*tances of whioh many people in Bhode 
Island are not unfamiliar. I then sought with 
my little girls the neighborhood of old friends 
and the shelter of my honored father’s former 
home. There, dwelling almost within the 
shadow of bis tomb, I felt more secure and 
less unprotected. Here kindly sympathy 
sought me out, and, though covert malice 
pointed some censorious comments, relief 
came, and our circumscribed mean* were ade­
quate to our simple and quiet mode of life. 
Gov. Sprague’s irregularities i avingbosn visited 
upon him by the trustee administering his em­
barrassed estate, the contribution toward the 
maintenance of myself and children, without a 
word of explanation to me, was suddenly cut 
down to a palpably inadequate sum. Even 
this was remitted bnt for a tow months. Then, 
owing to a complete rupture between Gov. 
Sprague and the trustee, all remittances 
ceased, and for six months past no money has 
been contributed toward the maintenance of 
his family or household by Gov. Sprague. In 
addition to greater wrongs, unpaid trades­
people, to whom he was indebted,
hare been urgent in their demands for 
piym*nt, bnt he gave no heed to the 
indebtedness, even answering, when pressed 
by me to find a way to meet these just demands 
and relieve me of importunities, that '* I must 
look to my powerful Washington friends for 
aid,” and, to my deep distress and mortifica­
tion, permitted, after long delay, a bill for car­
riage hire for his mother’s use during a visit to 
me in Washington to be paid by the gentleman 
who bad recommended to us the stable from 
which the carriage was hired. This and other 
more unmanly exhibitions have been incidental 
to the past year, while the brutality of reoent 
events, the repetition of similar scenes 
ot violence and outrage enacted in 
former years, has finally driven 
us from the'door, and filled the public prints 
of the country with a scandal too cruel to be 
endured -without redress. Gov. Sprague’s 
causeless and shameful persecution of the 
children’s teaoher is literally true as he te’ls 
the story, the real animus being, as confessed. 
Gov. Sprague’s unwillingness to be subjected 
at the table and in thehousehold to the constant 
presence of a gentleman. The attempt to com­
plicate Mr. Cockling with this matter is 
absurd. Gov. Sprague’s affront to the guests 
in the house was most gross and without 
excuse. Mr. Martin, whom I had met in a 
very precarious condition of health en route tor 
Narragansett Pier, I induced to go to Canonchet 
for quiet and good nursing He was removed 
under Gov. Sprague’s threats of murder to be 
doue, at the imminent risk of his life. Mr. 
Conkling was, of course, as unconscious as I 
that Gov. Sjiugue sought oc asion to enact 
the tragic roie of the injured husband, 
for at their last meeting, not long 
since. Gov. Sprague had sought from Mr. 
Conklirg not only legal advice, but 
had accepted at his hand a favor such 
as only the friendliest confidence could war­
rant.

* This was the situation of affairs which, by 
coming to Rhoae Island, I liad hoped, through 
some influence or other brought to boar on GoV. 
Sprague, to help to set right and to secure by 
some means a maintenance for the four chil­
dren for whose wants and education I have 
been and am now bearing the undivided bur­
den A conference with counsel employed by 
the firm achieved no results. Prot. Lmck, 
under a contract with me for three 
months, was neither permitted to per­
form his duties nor piid and d.smissed. 
We had no ostensib e mears for 
living at Canonchet without incurring 
additional indebtedness, to which I refused to 
be a party. In this awkward and painful di­
lemma, I requested Mr Conkling, who had 
been all eady consulted by Mr. Sprague, and 
up m whose judgment and advice l have safely 
relied my own matters, to see Gov. Sprague, 
and try to ascertain what point there is in thi» 
proposed programme of opposition and what 
results weie likely to follow that would benefit 
or provide for the children. Mr. Conkling 
stopped at Canonchet for this purpose, and was 
awaiting Gov. Spiague’s return to reek an in­
terview with him when the now-notorious out­
break occurred. If any hostile words were ex­
changed between- Mr. Conkling and Gov. 
Sprague at Canonchet they aloue know what 
they MM^for no one else heard them.

M r. a n d  M rs .  S p r a g u e —A S to r m y  I n te r v ie w .

A dispa’ch from Narragansett Pier to the 
Chicago Tribune says: Much excitement was 
created here this afternoon by a mee ing be­
tween Gov. Sprague and his wife. After leav­
ing the house, on the oceunon of the first 
trouble, it is as-erted that Mrs Sprague said, 
“I will never sleep under the same roof with 
Mr. Sprague a gun” To-day, Mrs. Sprague 
came to Narragansett Pier, accompanied 
by a friend, Miss Emma Fosduk, of 
S’araford, Cr, and Mr. Thompson, a lawyer, 
partner of Rowland Hassard. Mr Thompson 
drove down to Canonchet to get some clothing 
for Mrs. Sprague and her children. Mrs 
Sprague remaining meanwhile m the house or 
Conductor Hale, near the station. Mr. Thomp­
son was met at Canonchet by Gov Sprague, 
who, after some conversation, decided to re­
turn with the lawyer to Conductor Hale’s 
house. There the husband and wife met in a 
room, with Mr. Thompson, Miss Fosdick, and 
Mrs. Hale present

A very stormy interview of aa hour followed 
between Sprague and his wife. Gov. Sprague 
began be (ieirandmg the return of the three 
httle girls. The Governor was laboring under 
strong, bnt suppressed, excitement during the 
entire interview He accused Mrs. Sprague 
of pois innig the m nds of his children against 
him, snd a'ienating the affections of 
the boy, Wil'ie, through the influence of the 
German tutor, Linok. Mrs Sprague, 
in turn, accused the husband of general brutal­
ity when under the influence of liquor, and of 
circulating base at>d unfounded storms against 
h. r character She said that on more than one 
occasion she had been in peril of her life from 
him, referring distinctly to one occasion when 
he pointed a loaded pistol at her, threatening 
to shoot her. Gov. Sprague referred to Sena­
tor Conkhng’s intimacy with Mrs. Sprague, 
and she repelled any insinuation of 
wrong-dcii g < n her part with great mdig- 
nati in. At last Gov. Sprigue said:

“Do yon intend to return to Canonchet? *
“ I fear for my life if t do,” she replied.
“ I never harmed any one,” was the Govern­

or’s answer, “ and you are safe ”
After many demands on ths part of Gov. 

Sprague for the return of the children, and 
til m refusals of Mrs Sorague, » cmsuUation 
was hold with Mr. Thompson and with another 
lawyer, a Mr Skinner, who had been summoned 
from the Atlantic House, and it was decided 
that the children should be surrendeted to 
then father He placed them in his carriage, 
with their nurse, who had accompanied Mrs 
Sprague from Providence, and drove to Canon­
chet.

Mrs. Sprague was greatly a gitated after the 
departure of her children, ami final’y decided 
that she wou d follow them to Canonchet. Ac- 
cordinglv, after D'ghtfail, -he was also dr ven 
to the splendid mansion which she bad left nn 
der such sad circumstances a week before, and 
wi’lnn whioh so many brilliant companies had 
gatheied in the dajs when the husband and 
wife weip younger in their marrifd hfe.

- A Utica (N Y ) telegram of the 15th says 
that “Senator Conkling has not made his ap­
pearance in public since his return home, and 
nono of bis triends will speak of the scandal 
thus far.”

M rs .  S p r a g u e 's  S e c o n d  S ta t e m e n t .

Mrs. Sprague made a supplementary state­
ment to a reporter of the New York Sun, in the 
course of n hich she said:

“This whole miserable affair into which 
Senator Conkling has been wantonly dragged 
without a particle of reason or excuse origi­
nated m a business transaction between him- 
selt and my husband of so trivial a nature that 
yon would be astonished that any sane man 
ci uld consider it a source of jealousy. * *
A year ago last July Mr. Sorague sent on to 
Washington a lot of young colts snd young 
horses and f: lies, which be had picked out for 
h s own use at the winding up of h s estate. 
He wished me to use tho*e 1 wanted for riding 
and driving, and hare the rest pastured some- 
wi.cie near the city. He came on himself, and 
w as tot long about for a place to pastuiethem 
when Mr Conk'ing told him of some farmer in 
the iieiuhbornoo! who was taking care of his 
C'on'rimg’s) horse. Mr. Smague accepted the 
suggestion with pleasure, and Mr. Coukhng in­
troduced him to the faimer. When October 
came the man sent his bill, which I forwarded 
to Mr Sprague in Rhode Island. This bill was 
sent again and again, and always returned un­
paid, until I began to feel eorndabzed.
I he man then applied to Senator Conkling, and 
then threatened to sue him ii .vi- g , by the 
introduction of my husband, become surety 
for its payment, Mr Cockling was finally 
force 1 to vvate to Mr Spiague, telhng him the 
position in which he wa* placed, aua on a sub- 
i-equ nt visit to Washington again called on 
Mr Sprague and asked him to set'le it. He 
told my liusbas d that he could not be expected 
to pay any lady’s bids, least of all a married 
lady’s, and that it wou'd be an insult to pro­
pose it, but that he (Mr Conkling) would 
gladly give my husbrad tho money to 
pay it out of his own pocket, and let 
him r> [i iy it whenever he would. When 
I heaid of this I was naturally 
indignant, and chided mv husband for al'owmg 
the S nator to in ke such an offer, and said 
that I would Sell anything I had to raise the 
money rather than accept such assistance 
And yet this petty, connmptible quibb.e wa* 
the commenc-ment ot all my husbana V jealousy 
against Mr. Conk mg Even after ihai ne con- 
sen ed to ri ceive him, and volantamy went to 
Washington m Apm last to get the Senator’s 
legal opinion in regard to the tioubles be­
tween himself and his creditors. There was 
perfect and entire ooruiahty * between 
them then, although these scandals, it is 
now charged, had been known in Washing­
ton for years. There is not a word of truth m

all of these atrociona report*. Mr. Conk­
ling—never—paid—me—any—attention tljs# 
a wife could not honorably reoeive from her 
husband’s friend, and it is false to say other­
wise. * * * On Friday morning, when 1 
came down to breakfast, 1 was told to my sur­
prise that Mr. Sprague had come home sud­
denly at 3 o’clock m the morning, and had left 
again. I paid no attention to this, how­
ever, as hi* movement* were alway* 
very erratic. He come* in on you 
hire a ghost in tho middle of the 
night, and at the most unseasonable hours, and 
harries away m the same disquieting manm r.
I had learned to be used to these freaks, but 
Mr. Conkling, when told of the Governor’s 
visit, seemed surprised at such conduct I 
thought no more of it, and busied myself about 
my household affairs, while Senator Conkling 
took a »eat on the lounge m the room, and was 
looking over the newspamrs. Alter giving my 
orders I turned to poor Mr. Martin, who was sit­
ting in the room, and at his r» quest sat 
down to read a little to him. Just then Mr. 
Spragne came up the staircase. He walked 
slowly into the room, Mr. Conkling rising to 
meet him Some words passed between them, 
which I did not hear, but the tone of which ar­
rested my attention I rose to my feet. Mr 
Conkling walked straignt across the room to 
where I stood, and said: ‘Mrs. Sprague, your 
husband is Tery much excited, and I think it 
better for all of us if I should withdraw.

At the proper time and in the proper 
place I will show the true character and origin 
of the persecution. I can hoDestly say that I 
want the truth about this matter to be known 
at the proper time.”

S p r a g u e ’s s t a t e m e n t .

Gov. Sprague has given an account of his 
meeting with Senator Conkling at Narragan­
sett Pier, which is substantially as follows:

When he (Sprague) returned to the Pier from 
a visit to Maine and learned that Senator Conk 
lmg was at his house he was angry be­
yond measure, and the cause of his 
anger, he said, was the intimate re 
lafions between Senator Conkling and his 
wife, which had long been highly obnoxious to 
him. The existence of these relations was no 
secret to him. He had seen the scandal grow- 
iug and becoming more and more public, and 
he spoke bitterly of the conduct of Senator 
Conkling toward his wife at Wa-hington Bit­
ter words had often been spoken between tns 
wite and himself because of that intimacy 
She was fully aware how obnoxious to him was 
that intimacy and what were his feelings to­
ward Senator Conkling. But in spite of 
this, said Mr. Sprague, ra spite of all 
the scandal and the violence to his 
feelings, that she should invite Senator Conk­
ling to be a guest at hj  ̂house during his ab 
sence. and that Conkling should have the braz­
en effrontery to come there at all, incensed 
him beyond all measure. As he expressed it, 
Senator Conkling was trying to do for his home 
in Rhode Island what he had already done for 
his home in Washington, and he had de­
termined to put an end to it at once and for­
ever.

With this deliberats intention he hurried 
back to Canonchet as soon as he heard Conk­
ing was there

He found Conkling in the house alone, and 
ordeied him out on the instant. ConkliDg re­
fused to go. A few high words ensued, and 
then he (Sprague) went upstairs to get his shot­
gun. He found that he had no percussion-caps 
for his weapon, and went off to the village to 
get some. As soon as he could procure them he 
hurried back, and Conkling was still there. He 
a gain ordered him to leave, and Conkling refused 
to go, and tried to mohfy Spragne ana excuse 
himself from leaving so suddenly, on the ground 
that he had nocarriage for himself or his bag­
gage, which was not even packed. Thereupon 
Mr. Srague drew out his watch ai d told Conk­
ling that he would give him thirty seconds to 
get out, and that if ne was not out by that time 
he (Mr. Spragne) would blow his brains out 
Corklmg immediately lrit, being onven to 
Billmgton’a cafe, at the the Pier. Sprague fol­
lowed him thither, and again accosted him, and 
asked him abruptly if be was armed Conkling, 
bristling up. replied that he was not; that if he 
was he (Spragne) would not go on as he was 
going. Without noticing this threat, Sprague 
replied:

“ Then go and arm yourself, and hereafter 
go armed. I don’t intend to shoot in un­
armed man; bnt I tell yo i now that if j ou 
ever cross my path again I will shoot you on 
sight”

With that threat Gov. Spragne jumped into 
his carriage again and drove off.

THE STEWART GRAVE ROBBERY.
[New Yoik Telf gr.m.]

Another phase of the negotiations for Stew­
art’s body is published, making an extraor­
dinary story. On a Monday ra January last a 
lawyer in this city received by mail a latter 
signed “Romaine,” inclosing #100 as a retainer, 
and asking him if he would consent to act aa 
attorney for the negotiations for the return of 
Stewart’s body on the payment of #250 000 On 
the same day came a package by express 
to which the letter referred, 'and which, on be­
ing opened, was found to contain silver knobs 
and part of a handle belonging to A T. 
Stewart’s coffin. The lawyer was requested to 
answer by a personal whether or not he would 
accept the retainer. He did so, and. in a lew 
days, received a further retainei of #250 and a 
second parcel containing the coffin plates, sev­
eral other silver handles and still more knobs. 
The parcels and letters came from Canada 
Assurances were also given that the body was 
in a pei feet state of preservation.

The lawyer took tne letters and articles for­
warded as proof of the possession of the body 
to Superintendent Walling. Subsequently 
Judge Hilton was informed, and the terms of 
the robber* were mentioned to him as being 
#250,000.

The lawyer, who was Patrick H Jones, as­
serted that'he did not know the thieves nor did 
he know where the body was; that he supposed 
they applied to him because, possibly, when he 
was Register or Postmaster, they had served 
under him.

Judge Hilton declared that the proposition 
was preposterous; that he would not pay a 
cent for the body without securing the robbers, 
and finally dismissed the lawyer with tha in­
sulting declaration that he would have nothing 
to do with such negotiations.

The negotiations were continued in 
hopes that the detectives might get some 
clew, but nothing came of it. Subsequently 
negotiations were opened directly with 
Mrs. Stewart, through a firm of Wall 
street lawyers of such great prominence 
and character that good faith could not be 
doubted—Evarts, Sonthmayd and Cnoatt. A 
member of the firm laid the correspondence of 
Romaine before her, and, though she asserted 
her absolute confidence in the assurances of 
Judge Hilton that the body had been recoveied 
and was at the cathedral, the lady read them 
over and requested an explanation of Judge 
Hilton. He satisfied her that the letters were 
unworthy of consideration, and she returned 
them to the lawyer as such, and immediate ne­
gotiations were broken off.

It seems that all this time Mrs. Stewart has 
been led by Mr Hilton to believe that the body 
had bee* recovered, and it now became neces­
sary to undeceive her Hilton expressed a 
willingness to pay #25,000, the original reward, 
but would not pay more without securing the 
thieves.

All hopes that the refusal to negotiate for the 
return of the body on the terms named, or any 
other than the payment of the reward of #25,- 
001, which offer Jones transmitted by mail to 
Romaine in Monti ea), would lead the thieves ra 
desperation to reveal themselves, were finally 
abandoned by Judge Hilton about three weeks 
ago, and he has since then reopened negotia 
tions; this time, it is believed, with the pur­
pose of buying the body outright, and without 
any attempt to secure the thieves. It is clear 
that all efforts heretofore have been baffled.

There is no question that Romaine is the se­
lected agent of the robbers and has the bod** in 
charge. He has carefully concealed his identity, 
and his haDd-writmg is so disguised as to baffle 
any attempts to de oct him by that means.

The new and pending n* g itiations were 
opened by Judge B Jton himself, who, on July 
24, caused to be inserted ra the herald the fol­
lowing personal:

“Canada; Counsel desires to communicate.”
It is not signed. Mr. Jones has as jet re­

ceived no response to it. Meantime tho body 
remains in its concealment known only to the 
robbers, and is said to be m a state ot careful 
preservation.

Four Persons Burned to Death.
A New York dispatch says “the burning of 

the Locu«t Grove 'Hotel and pavilion has 
gained tragic interest from the discovery of the 
chan ed and blackened remains of four bodiea 
The victims are J. W. Pierce, the manager of the 
hotel; Wllliam Schubardt, night watchman; Kate 
Rafler, cook: and a kitchen girl known as Lou­
ise. A maid and two children are reported 
missing, and the search for lemams will be 
continued as rapidly as possible.

The fire was one of the swiftest known, the 
entne structure falling into ashes in twenty 
miaule*. A lady and gentleman sitting on the 
piazza barely had time to enter a 100m close at 
hand and league their sleeping children befoie 
the walls fell m. The structure was of the 
veiy lightest construction, and filled with sea­
soned nine

The view of the fire from the adjoining neigh 
borhood was g and. It burned with a clear, 
white flame th*t looked like a large gas jet, and 
gave out a bright and intense light

The suddenness of the fire was startling Per­
sons eittu g on the porch of a house at Bath 
noticed wh&t appeared to be a ball of.fire shoot 
out into the bay, and five minutes l»»r the en­
tire hotel was‘in flames. The light dimmed 
even the brghtness of the electric 1 g it on 
Coney island, and vast clouds of smoke arose 
in the air and drrted seaward Had the wind 
been iu a different direction, there is no doubt 
the flames would have destroyed mar y Houses 
along tho shore, as they are built close together 
and Bath is thickly settled.

The guests were all well-to-do, and had 
much jewelry and money with them. A Cuban 
guest is said to have lost #8,000, and a New 
York merchant #4,o00, which were in their 
rooms*

contents, »t *4̂ ,000, were destroyed; RameeV* 
tannery, Buffalo, N. Y., and a portion of Dr. 
Piercers chemical works at Flint, Mich., were 
reduced to ashes, involving losses respectively 
of 130,000 and #20,010.

THE NATIONAL TREASURY.
t h eA  V a lu a b le  P r iv i l e g e  E x t e n d e d  to  

B a n k e r s .

A Washington telegram to the Chicago 
Tribune says that “the amount paid into the 
treasury during the present month by the 
banks subscribing to the 4-peî cent. loan has 
been #30,000,000. The amount of bonds stall 
outstanding for which payment has not been 
made by the banks is abou £'iw>u00,000. Un­
der the terms of subscription th s entire sum 
should have paid to the Unred States Treas­
urer on July 21, the date upon which the last 
call for the IU 40? matured. The leading sub- 
scn .jiL’g banks, however, have lately appealed to 
Secretary Sheimau for an extension of time, 
upon the giound that-to pay into the treasury 
at on „e that large amount of United States 
notes, and thus suddenly withdraw so much 
money fiom ihe channels of business, would 
seriously uffect the money market, by foren g 
the bn ks summarily to call m heir loans, and 
would at the same t±me depiecute the4-pei- 
cent bonds After a long discussion with the 
representatives of the subscribing banks, the 
becretary has modified his order of March 26 
last, wbicn r. quired the banks to pay for their 
bonds upon the expiration of ninety days from 
the date of subsciiption, and directed that 
drafts should hereafter be made upon 
them onlv when funds are requited by the 
United States Treasurer to redeem the called 
bonds presented at the Treasury Department 
for redemption. In the modified order the 
Secretary has aiso directed the Treasurer to 
give the banks credit on their bond account for 
the ca’lod bonds presented by them for re­
demption It is provided, however, that the 
subscribing banks must be prepared for final 
settlement with the Government on account of 
the remndiug loan upon the 1st day of October. 
The effect ot this new older is to allow the 
banks to retain the public funds until actually 
needed by the Treasurer of the United States 
to pay for called bonds piesented for redemp­
tion.

A  T a lk  w i t h  b h e r m a n .  .

Says an Associated Press telegram from 
Washington: Secietary Sherman, being ques­
tioned concerning fu uie financial operation* 
of the treasury, replied.

“The treasury operations will probably, 
hereafter, have no material effect upon th© 
money market It is probable that before th© 
1st of October nearly all the called bonds out­
standing, amounting to about #47,000,000, will 
be presented for payment, and will be paid for 
rhioogh the Clearing House of New York. Am 
much ot this money wilL go to different parts 
of the country elsewhere than New York, the 
payment may cause s< me movement ot curren­
cy fr* m that city, but it will naturally s >ou com© 
back again, A ter the reiunding operations are 
closed out the treasury payments will be equal 
to our receipts, aud no moie, except the small 
balance of the fraction il-currency fund which 
Congress required to be paid out ”

“ What will be The probable amount of gold 
imported in paj meat ot breadstulfs, etc f”

“I do not think the movement of gold to this 
country will be very large. It is evident our 
exports will be greatly in excess of the imports, 
and mamly of breadstuff ,̂ meats, and cotton; 
but the excess will be paid fgr Lr6elv by Amer­
ican securities) e d abroad I Wish they Would 
all come back; * ill. some gold will come, and our 
domestic production of gold wul stay Here 
This will give the banks an excellent oppoitu- 
nityto piovide themselves with, com reserve 
instead of United States notes, of which the 
reserve now consists. United States notes will 
all be wanted m ac ive use for the largest crops 
and the Jargeet bus ness we have ever had ”

“ How about the price of silver—has it ad­
vanced ? ”

“ Yes; the price of silver is advancing s me- 
what. There is a better demand for silver tor 
China; and, therefore, the price is h gher m 
San Francisco than in New York. I should not 
be surprised if the silver on the Pacific coast 
should go to China, and that our supply tor 
Cuinage should ome from Colorado# Mexico 
and, pei haps, London.”

WAR ON THE MORMONS.

Mr Hayes expresses the greatest confidence 
in bring able to break up the institution of po­
lygamy. He has been very much surpnsed to 
learn that the number of Mormons actually 
practicing polygamy is so small. In the city 
of Salt Lake there are only twelve Polygamists 
Throughout the Tenitory there is, of course, a 
much larger number. It ha* been Mr. Hayes’ 
intention to do all he could to break 
up polygamy from the first of his administra­
tion, but he could not act until the test case of 
Key no ds liad been i imposed of. It is now pro­
posed at the coming fuil term of court m Utah 
to have eveiy polygamist in Salt Lake City in­
dicted and prosecuted It is thought that such 
avigoious policy will persuade the Mormons 
to renounce polygamy If that is d me 
there will be no further trouble. The 
Moimons will be left undisturbed in their 
religion, except in this pluial ty of marriages. 
The M >rmn is c -inn that this is a part of their 
re ig'on, bnt tins aamiuistrstion will refuse to 
recogmz it, and v ill enforce the laws of the 
United States upon the subject of marriages. 
Whatever resistance is made by the Mormons 
wiU he useless, as the piosi cations will be most 
ngudy enforced until the Mormons will agree 
to cunfoi m to the laws that control th© rest of 
the country.

Acres of Perlnme.
Some idea of the magnitude of the 

business of raising sweet-scented flow­
ers for their perfume alone may be 
gathered from the fact that Europe and 
British India alone consume about 150,- 
000 gallons of the handkerchief perfume 
yearly; that the English revenue from 
French eau de cologne itself is $40,000 
annually, and the total revenue of En­
gland from other imported perfumes is 
estimated at $200,000 each year. There 
is one great periume distillery at 
Cannes, in France, which uses yearly 
about 100,000 pounds of acacia flowers,
140.000 pounds of rare-flower leaves, 
32 000 pounds of jasmine blossoms, and
20.000 pounds tuberose blossoms, to­
gether with an immense quantity of 
other material used for perfume. Vic­
toria, in New South Wales, is a noted 
place for the production of perfume- 
yielding plants, because such plants 
as the sweet verbena, jasmine, 
rose, lavender, acacia, heliotrope, rose­
mary, wall-flower laurel, orange and the 
sweet scented geraniums are said to 
grow there in greater perfection 
than in any other part of the 
world. South Australia, it is believed, 
would also be a good place for the 
growing of these perfume-producing 
plants, though they are not yet culti­
vated there to much extent. Ihe value 
of perfumes to countries adapted to 
their production may be gathered from 
the following estimate of their growth 
and.value per acre, as given in the Lon­
don (Eng.) Journal of Horticulture: 
An acre of jasmine plants, 80,000 in 
number, will produce 5,000 pounds of 
flowers, valued at $1,250; an acre of 
rose trees, 10,000 m number, will jield
2.000 pounds of flowers, worth $375; 100 
orange trees growing on an acre will 
yield, at ten years of age, 2,000 pounds 
of flowers, valued at $250; an acre of 
violets, producing 16,000 pounds of 
flowers, is worth $800; an acre of cassia 
trees, of about 300, will, at three years 
of age, yield 900 pounds of flowers, 
worth $450; an acre of geranium plants 
will yield something over 2,000 ounces 
distilled otto, worth $400; an acre of 
lavender, giving over 3,500 flowers for 
distillation, will yield a value of $1,500. 
—Boston Cultivator.

Stirring Up a Bumble-Bee’s Nest.
While a man in Maine was mowing a 

meadow with a machine last week he 
drove over a bumble-bees’ nest, and in an 
instant his horses started on a run, and, 
maddened by the stings of the bees, 
bou nded through the field at a headlong 
gallop. The driver was thrown from 
his seat, but escaped with bruises. The 
machine was stove to pieces, and one of 
the horses, valued at $200, was so ser­
iously cut by the knives that it was neces­
sary to kill it.

A good waterproof paper for cover­
ing jars used in preserving, etc., may be 
made by brushing over the paper with 
boiled linseed oil and suspending it 
over a line until dry.

A recent dispatch from Paris reports 
that the bill to demolish the rums of 
the Tuileries has passed the Chamber 
of Deputies, and has been referred by 
the Senate to a special committee. The 
ups and downs of this old building are 
so interwoven with dramatic episodes in 
French history as to give this action of 
the popular branch of the French Leg­
islature a peculiar significance.

The original palace was built by Cath­
erine de Medici in 1564. Additions 
wqre made by Henry IV., Louis XIII., 
and Louis XIV. The work wa* taken 
up by Napoleon I. in 1808, who began 
the northern gallery. This was com­
pleted by Napoleon III., and during 
the Second Empire the Tuileries, with 
the Louvre, formed a connected build­
ing, including the Place du Carrousel. 
The building has an imposing front and 
a magnificent interior, and was one of 
the finest palaces in Europe.

The palace was used as a royal resi­
dence until the court removed to Ver­
sailles in 1672. For over 100 years no 
French King lived in the Tuileries, but 
in 1789 the people decreed that Louis 
XVI. should "remove thither. Three 
years later the mob stormed the build­
ing, murdered the guards, and took pos­
session.

During the Consulate and the First 
Empire the palace was the residence of 
Napoleon Bonaparte, and was occupied 
by the Bourbons after the restoration. 
In July, 1830, it was again sacked by 
the mob, and for a third time in 1848. 
Napoleon III. made it his residence, and 
greatly improved it.

On the 4th day of September, 1870, 
or after the fall of Metz, the Paris mob 
again invaded the gardens of the Tuil­
eries. The Empress Eugenie was alone 
with a few attendants, and it seemed 
that she could not escape. At this mo­
ment arinan now prominently before the 
world came to the rescue. This was 
Ferdinand de Lesseps, the builder of 
the Suez canal. He informed the Em­
press that all was lost, and, going with 
her through the gallery of the Louvre, 
they left the palace as the guards at the 
garden entrance surrendered it to the 
troops of the newly-proclaimed re­
public.

In May, 1871, the Communists, find­
ing they could not hold the city against 
the Government troops operating from 
Versailles, decided to burn all the pub 
lie buildings. On the 22d they dis­
tributed cans of petroleum through the 
palace of the Tuileries, and that night 
fired it. The next morning they fired 
the Hotel de Ville, the Palais Royal, 
and other public and private buildings. 
A week of carnage followed, and then 
Paris was in possession of the Govern­
ment troops.

The gardens of the Tuileries have 
been restored, and many of the public 
buildings have been or are being re­
built. The palace so long the residence 
of French sovereigns remains as the 
fire left it, and the action-of the Legis­
lature signifies that it will not be re­
built.

A New English Dictionary.
The Philologieal Society of England 

has been for more than twenty years at 
work upon a new dictionary of the En­
glish language, and it expects to com­
plete and publish it about the year 
1890. The members of fhe society were 
fully aware of the magnitude of their 
undertaking, and they went about it 
with befitting seriousness. It was their 
intention at the outset to produce a dic­
tionary as comprehensive and complete 
as the labors and scholarship of their 
own learned body and scores of contrib­
utors could make it, and they have kept 
that purpose steadily in view. There is 
no existing dictionary of the English 
language that is satisfactory, either for 
curious research or common reference. 
The dictionaries of Johnson, Todd, 
Richardson, Walker. Webster, Worces­
ter, and the Imperial, with their several 
merits, have all such vices and defects 
as disqualiiy them for the important 
service of guiding the student or writer 
of English.

Tms dictionary is to contain “every 
word occurring in the literature of the 
language it professes to illustrate.” It 
will thus be a complete inventory of the 
words which have been used by English 
writers since the language took its rise. 
The separation of English from the 
semi Saxon which preceded it is, of 
course, not clearly marked, but the so­
ciety has drawn the line in the latter 
part of the reign of Henry III., about 
1250. Beginning with the songs and 
romances of this early period, the dic­
tionary will illustrate the growth and 
development of the language down to 
the present day. The greatest care is 
being used to fix as accurately as possi­
ble the date of the earliest appearance 
c.f each word in the language, and the 
date of the disappearance of words now 
obsolete or archaic. The changes of 
meaning through which words have 
passed will also be fully illustrated. 
The dictionary will show in its etymol­
ogical department the remarkable pro­
gress of English scholarship in the last 
quarter of a century. The Germans 
have hitherto carried off the palm for 
profound and critical scholarship in 
early English. It was Dr. F. A. Mahn, 
of Berlin, who was called upon to sup­
ply the etymological portion of the 
last edition of Webster’s dictionary. It 
is no longer necessary to get foreigners 
to do this work. To Englishmen and 
Americans, however, the work will be 
chiefly valuable for its historical or lit­
erary features, showing the rise and de­
cay of words, their gradual changes in 
meaning, their synonyms and the shades 
which distinguish words nearly synon­
ymous. These things will be shown by 
quotations illustrating the use and 
meaning of each word from the earliest 
times. The quotations will be sufficient­
ly full to show the complete sense of 
the passage, and the changes and decay 
of words will be shown by a series of 
quotations chronologically arranged. 
The society has very wisely declined to 
be cramped in its work by considera­
tions of space. It is not makinga pock­
et dictionary, but a complete register 
of the English language.

Well, By Jove!
Tne stuck-up exclusiveness of some 

of these English noblemen is positively 
refreshing. The other morning, while 
Lord Loftus was breakfasting at the 
Palace Hotel, a solemn-looking chap 
across the table suspended operations 
on his section of broiled rubber and 
ejaculated: “ Lord ! ” The English 
stranger supposed the sad man was 
about to say grace, but instead of that 
the latter repeated inquiringly, “Lord?” 
“Are you addressing me, sir? ’ inquired 
the new Colonial Governor. “ I am, 
Lord. I want to make a httle business 
proposition to you. I’ve started about 
the red-hottest little watering place in 
the uhole State up in Sonoma county. 
Everything way up. Sulphur spring, 
bowling alley, pianna in the parlor— 
everything. All I want is to advertise 
it a little. Now, I notice you Lord 
fellers are first rate cards for hotels. 
S’posin you come up and spend a few 
days at my lay out. You can stay a 
square month, if you like, and it shan’t 
cost you a cent—’ceptin’ for drinks, if 
you are much on the imbibe. What 
yer say?” “Well, by Jove,” said his 
Lordship, putting up his eyeglass. “ I 
know it’s a square-toed, liberal offer, but 
I’m giving you the straight tip. All 
you’ll have to do will be help carve,and 
mebbe sing a littlo with the ladies and 
play billiards with the boys. If there’s 
a hop we’ll make you floor-manager, 
and—” But the purse-proud autocrat 
had ordered the rest of his meal sent 
to his room, and walked frigidly out. 
These airy English never had any snap 
about a speculation, and that’s a fact.— 
San Francisco Post.
