WINTER ON THE PLAINS.

in  the  b an d  of the  Buffalo and Coyote.

BT LAWSON COOKE.
In the fell of 1870, after the comple­

tion of the Kansas Pacific railroad to 
Denver, I concluded to have one win­
ter’s hunting on the plains. In pursu­
ance of-this object I went from Parks 
F or! (now Trego), a small station situ­
ated about half-way between Kansas 
City sad Dealer, The fort was named 
after Tomf Parks, a railroad contractor 
on the Kansas pacific, who was killed 
by Indians,near this place. I  was well
acquainted with him, and helped to lay 
him out after his body was recovered. 
If Ijrecollbet correctly, I .counted gey.- 
enteHLattow, spear, gunshot, and tom­
ahawk wounds he had, received. He 
washaifCaSjped, and killed eight In­
dians before succumbing. One cart­
ridge was still left in his Winchester 
rifle.

ibkthe tjme of which I am writing 
the-jdate-fee adjust feeding-ground 
for herds of buffalo; but of
late*'years they haie almost entirely 
disappeared. On reaching Parks Fort 
I formed the acquaintance of a young. 
Ohioan named Leonard. As he had, 
just aprived, having come on a hunting 
expedition like myself, we struck up a 
partnership, and concluded to hunt to­
gether. My tenderfoot friend had 
brought a small armory from the States 
with him* A Winchester rifle, a needle- 
gun, a bojrte knife,' feres

ed cartridges, composed a portion of his 
warlike accouterments. After arrang­
ing a programme for the winter’s cam­
paign, We bough* * horse each, and a 
cart gad harness, together with a stock 
of provisions. Finally, everything be­
ing’ in readiness, we hitched up onr 
horses, tandem fashion, and struck out 
almost due north. The first night we 
made Brush creek, and camped. An it 
was yet dusk, we shouldered our rifles, 
and strolled down the creek in search 
of game- After traveling half a mile we 
reached a' grove of trees taller than the 
surrounding ones. Each tree contained 
one or more of what appeared to be ths 
nests of some gigantic bird. Curious 
to ascertain what kind of nests they 
were, I  climbed np one of them, and 
found it was composed mostly of bark, 
and in the inside, wrapped in an old 
blanket., was a small skeleton. We had 
run across an eld Indian burying- 
ground. It is _still the fashion wife 
some tribes of Indians to bury their 
dead in trees.

Next morning we harnessed up our 
novel team, and in the course of an hour 
reached Solomon river. The stream is 
broad, and shallow, and its banks are 
devdid pf timber. Toward evening we 
arrived at Prairie Dog creek, fifty miles 
from Parks Fort. As there was con­
siderable game in the neighborhood, 
and plenty of wood and water, we con­
cluded to make this our camping- 
ground. For two or three days we were 
busily engaged in building a residence 
—a kind of roofed cellar. We killed a 
ew buffalo, and used their hides for 

shingles. We had barely become com­
fortably settled before we discovered a 
better-looking camping-place, about 
three miles distant. So'we vacated our 
first house, and commenced building a 
log-house. This we loopholed, banked 
up with dirt, and roofed as before. Busi­
ness now commenced. Whenever we 
killed a few buffalo, we cut off the 
hams, took out the humps and tongues, 
and hauled them to camp. These were 
cut up, salted in brine, and finally 
smoked and dried. The balance of fee 
carcass was slit here and there, and 
strychnine placed in the cuts. This 
was intended to accommodate the wolves 
and coyotes. Onr baits were looked 
after every morning, and occasionally 
we had from one to six wolves.

After a few weeks, game becoming 
scarce, we took a trip over to Sapp* 
creek, seven miles north, with the in­
tention -of staying there a few days. 
The first day of onr arrival we killed 
seventeen buffalo, and, as usual, pois­
oned the remains. The following 
motnrtrg we found twenty dead wolves 
and coyotes. By the time we had them 
all skinned and pegged out it was time 
for supper. A» I was gathering up
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sticks with the intention of starting a 
fire, my partner called my attention to 
some fellow on horseback coming over 
the divide from fee Republican rivet 
Jnst as he got within plain, viewj anoth­
er and another followed, until? finally 
we counted eight of what proved to be 
Indians. They capie down- Baa crept, 
and went into camp ajboui._h*ilf a jiilq 
down the stream .from us.' As discre­
tion was the better part of valor, we 
built no fire, $ndj consequently, went 
supperless to bed.* I don’t think either 
of us slept much. At the first gleam of 
daylight we saddled up and made a 
hasty retreat back to our castle. We 
never returned for onr wolf-pelts; and 
.whether our red breferan .appropriated 
the sppils at no, dnpoaeat sayefe'not.
- Buffalo, antelope, black-tail deer, 
beaver, otter, wild -turkey, and- jaek-r*b~ 
bits were abundant. - tOn’ojia occasion! 
there being a little snaw ob the ground, 

jwe found the tranks1 of* band of deer, 
which we followed. They had crossed 
and recrossed fee frozen creek several 
times, and, in making-one trip ov«r fee 
iee, it proved treacherous, and1 in I 
went. As the day was intensely cold, 
my compulsory bath was rather uncom­
fortable, and, although I made good 
time to, ourmrbiip J. fffrrad'bofe my feet 
were badly frozen. Thft accident ren­
dered me somewhat of a cripple, and 
confined me in doors for several days. 
In the course of a week, the confine­
ment proving irksome, and my partner 
reporting fresh deer-tracks, I wrapped 
my feet in gunny-sacks and we sallied 
forth. As the creek-banks were lined 
yife willows, he took one side, I the 
other. Before going far I espied an 
old bnlf-buffalo, evidently taking a 
kindly interest'in my maneuvers. Al­
though he was nearly 400 yards away, I 
fired, and hq. fell. In going Jkoward 
him I slipiped anothar cartridge into lay' 
rifle. When within‘about five yards I 
noticed he was a pretty lively-looking 
corpse, but, ere I had time to ruminate, 
hei up and charged. Instinctively I 
pointed the rifle at his head and fired. 
The old fellow merely shook'his crani­
um, but delayed not. I dropped my 
rifle; then commenced one of the most 
interesting races ever beheld. I was a 
little ahead, with the bull a good sec­
ond. After retaining my Slight lead 
for about seventy- five yards I heard my 
partner, on the opposite fide of the 
creek, yelling with laughter and halloo­
ing, “Go it, Cook—go it!” Previous to 
receiving this encouragement 1 had 
* een doing my utmost to beat the buf­
falo. Presently my partner’s rifle 
cracked, and, glancing over my shoul­
der, I saw my antagonist was down,

til his day’s work is done and he finds 
himself five or- six miles away from 
camp.

Toward spring we-divided our spoils 
and I returned-t* DffiVter. I nover saw 
or heard of Uiy partnen-since.

Donaldson and €rrimwot i,i  F a ta l Voyage 
—La Mountain and Wise’s ThrilHntf Hide 

.. Over Lake, t n tario.
The loss of Prof. Wise and his 

companion, George T. Burr,' Of St: 
Louis, recalls fee last aerial voyage 
of Prof. Donaldson, a noted American

looniDg about the year 1870. Between 
feat-time and 1875,he -made 130 success­
ful ascensions, and had many hair­
breadth -esoapek. His 13Slth and last 
ascension was made at Chicago, on July 
15, 1875. The balloon was the P. T. 
Btrnmm. She carried 83,009 cubic feet 
of* gas and 800 pounds of sand. Mr. 
Grimwood, of the Journal, and Mr: 
Maitland, of the Post, were to go wife 
Mr. Donaldson.

Mr. E. E. Wood, a brother reporter, 
approached Mr, Grim wood a few" mo­
ments'before he entered the basket. 
“ I only care to go this once, jnst for 
the experience,” said Mr. Grimwood.

“ The wind’s unfavorable, but per­
haps an upper current will make that 
all right,” Mr. Wood remarked.

Grimwood laughed. “ It won’t work,” 
he said, with a shake 6f the head. 
“ They’re trying to frighten the re­
porters by saying that Donaldson ex­
pects to be oarried into h£ĝ m, with 
the chances of being gone two or three 
days, It won’t work.”

“Well,” replied Mr. Wood, “what’s’ 
; fee difference ? If yon shohld fTy ovefc 
to MicKlgan the drip would Be all the 
more interesting, and you’d have a 
chance to spread in the Journal.” 

“That’s so,” said Grimwood. “Come 
-to* think of it, I’d like to land in Michi­
gan. But if I’m going so far from 
ghom&I ought to have more money.”

He borrowed a $10 bill from a Mr. 
Adams, another reporter, saying, “I 
guess that’ll do.”

Mr. Wood then gave Grimwood a field 
glass to aid his observations while in 
mid-air. A life-preserver was thrown 
into the car. Grimwood said: “If I 
should see that we’re settling into the 
lake, I’ll pull off my boots, and slap on 
the life-preserver. I’m a good swim­
mer, and can stand a good deal.”

The two reporters stepped into the 
basket. Donaldson followed. The bal-

hoving evidently withdrawn Jfrom fKe loon was overburdened, and he said
that only, one reporter could accompany 
him. He called for a volunteer to re­
main behind. Neither reporter moved. 
Maitland pulled a copper from his pock­
et and flipped it in the air, and' Grim­
wood shouted “head.” Maitland won, 
and Grimwood was reluctantly crawling 
from the car when Mr. Donaldson’s 
agent interfered. “Gentlemen,” said he, 
“fee lots must be cast in the usual way, 
under my direction.” He wrote “First 
choice” and “Second choice” on slips of. 
paper, and Shook them in a police of­
ficer’s hat. The hat was held aloft, and 
the officer drew the decisive slip. It 
was Grimwood’s death-warrant. He 
stepped back into the basket with Don­
aldson, and Maitland despondently 
withdrew.

The balloon rose gracefully to an al­
titude of about 5,000 feet, and floated 
steadily to the northeast, out over Lake 
Michigan, and in a direction that would, 
if followed, take them near Grand 
Haven, Mich., 120 miles distant. Thou­
sands of upturned eyes watched the 
Barnum as it moved steadily before

contest* The moment I felt I was safe 
I began hobbling toward my partner, 
but he at once objected to my mode of 
locomotion, claiming it to be an utter 
impossibility for a cripple to make such 
good time as I had recently done. He 
ever afterward insisted that, with a little 
training, I would be the fleetest foot­
man on the plains.

On another occasion Leonard wound­
ed a young bull, which leisurely walked 
into the stream and lay down. As we 
were anxious to have him on dry 
ground, I was to poke him with a stick, 
and, when he charged me, my partner 
was to shoot him down. After a good 
deal of punching, the animal came out 
to interview me. Unfortunately, after 
he gpt on terra firma, Leonard’s rifle 
missed fire, and I had another foot race. 
We, however,.a only raced about fifty 
yards, when the buffalo, apparently 
stricken with remorse, withdrew from 
the contest, and returned to' the stream. 
The next time I coaxed him out a sure 
shot laid him low.

About once in two weeks we loaded 
up our cart with an assortment of

sized revblyeis. juid a big boxofasscSfe.ing right at me. My first impression

required. This trip of 100 miles all 
alone, right through a hostile Indian 
country, was not a pleasant one. There 
was no trail, and̂  as the plains are of a 

.very monotonous appearance, it was a 
difficult matter to keep the right 
course. I generally managed to make 
Brush creek the first mght, and, after 
preparing supper, no matter how cold 
it might be, I had to put out the fire, 
as I was afraid it might attract the at­
tention of neighboring Indians. On 
one of my excursions, when I reached 
Brush creek the night was intensely 
cold, and I thought, Indians or no In­
dians, I’Jl keep a fire this night. My 
blankets were stretched near the fire, 
and X was dozing (sound sleep was out 
of the question), when I heard a crack­
ling among fee twigs and dry leaves. 
On looking around, about ten fee t dis­
tant I saw a pair of shining eyes glar-

was that it was an Indian crawling on 
his hands and knees, and I acknowl­
edge a feeling of fear. On reaching 
for my rifle, I began to think it might 
possibly be only a wolf, and, if so, it

half from the time of starting, many 
eyes were yet fastened upon the bal­
loon. :»

At 7 p. in. the Little Guide, a small 
! craft standing out some thirty miles 
from the Illinois shore, sighted the bal­
loon. It was then occasionally dipping 
its Basket in the lak*, only a mile and a 
half away. The schooner headed for 
it, but before it could overtake it there 
seemed to be a sudden lightening of 
the car, and fee balloon shot upward to 
a great height, and soon disappeared.

This was the last ever seen of .the 
balloon. That night a terrific storm 
swept down upon the lake. How the 
two men met their fate was never 
known; but on the 16th of August the 
body of Grimwood was found on the 
east shore of Lake Michigan, near 
Stony creek. The body was fully 
identified. It was completely clothed, 
except that the hat and boots were 
missing, and around the body was a 
broken life preserver. His watch, pa­
pers, letters, fruit-knife, a certificate of 
membership in the Chicago Public Li­
brary, and the field glass that was so 
kindly furnished by Mr. Wood' were

was dangerous to fire off a gun at that j also found upon his body
time of night, not knowing who my 
neighbors might be, or their where­
abouts. Finally, becoming satisfied it 
was a wolf, I drew a brand from the.fire 
and threw it at the two eyes. With a 
snort and a rush, my visitor unceremb- 
niously left me.

I have read accounts of buffalo bel­
lowing and pawing the ground before 
making a charge,; but I never heard 
one even moan, and they do not even 
lose any time in pawing. I never heard 
of them attacking a man, unless badly 
wounded. Until a bull is 2 years old, 
his horns stand up erect, and he is then 
called a spike-bull. After that his 
horns commence curving toward each 
other. The old patriarch bulls, “who 
have outlived feeir usefulness, are run 
out of 'Ahe hasem snd'TdvC around dis­
consolate, either singly or in herds. 
Buffalo sometimes exhibit astonishing 
tenacity pf life’. I have known them 
get clean away with probably a pound 
of lead in them. Occasionally the first 
shot will kill one “ too dead to skin.’’

The most noisy animal on the plains 
is the coyote. When about three of 
them congregate at dnsk and begin 
warbling their evening hymn, instead 
of a trio yon would imagine it was a 
graqd chorus in which 500 voices par­
ticipated. The music produced is 
about as melodious as what we are ac­
customed to hear rendered by that back­
yard artist, the Thomas cat, The coy­
ote, although not endowed with superior 
musical abilities to fee feline, has a 
greater compass of voice. As his seng 
is not productive of sleep, I have often 
wished to conclude his serenade by 
gently caressing him with a club.

During stormy weather we had ample 
time to cut up and salt what meat we 
had on hand. Although the winter 
passed pleasantly, it was a Robinson- 
Crusoe kind of existence. On Christ­
mas day our big camp-kettle contained 
the breasts of three or four turkeys, a 
jack-rabbit,' small pieces of deer and 
antelope, and a portion of buffalo- 
hnmp. I doubt whether there was a 
family on fee continent which had 
such a variegated bill of fare. My 
partner, who had a .weakness for eccen­
tric costume, during the winter made 
himself a cap from a badger’s skin, a 
vest from beaver pelts, and a pair of 
pants from the hide of a' buffalo calf. 
He also seriously contemplated the 
manufacture of a coat from wolf-skins. 
Ruffalo-hunting is hard work, but there 
is so much excitement attached to it 
feat fee hunter does not feel tired un*

Nothing has been heard of Donald­
son, nor have any remains of the balloon 
been discovered. The finding of Grim- 
wood’s body, however, established the 
fact that they lost their lives*in the 
lake. There was nothing to indicate as 
to how death was met; whether the bal­
loon was struck by lightning and col­
lapsed in mid-air; whether the balloon 
struck the water and was burst, leaving 
the men to battle with the waves, only 
at last to be drowned. From Donald­
son’s knowledge of gas, and his mode 
of managing his balloon, we might in­
fer that he found that he must trail 
upon the water, as he was compelled to 
d6 but a few weeks before on Lake On­
tario, and that they prepared for the 
worst by throwing out all ballast, then 
their boots, and to meet the' last they 
put on their life-preservers. The basket, 
coming down into the water, filled, and 
was virtually at anchor. .The hurricane 
and furious wind would soon fear the 
balloon to-pieces, and the two men, left 
at the mercy of the angry waves, must 
soon have succumbed to a watery grave.

The great aerial voyage from the Mis­
sissippi to the Atlantic coast began on 
July 1, 1859. It was the longest trip 
ever made in a balloon. The advent­
urers were John La Mountain, a noted 
aeronaut, O. A. Gager, John Wise and 
Wm. Hyde, of the St. Louis Republi­
can. Mr. Hyde described the trip in a 
long letter to his journal. He said that 
they left St. Louis at 61 p, m. The 
cargo consisted of 900 pounds of sand, 
in bags; a large quantity of cold chick­
ens, tongues, potted meats, sandwiches, 
etc.; numerous dark-colored, long­
necked vessels, containing champagne, 
sherry, sparkling Catawba, claret, Ma­
deira, brandy and porter; a plentifnl 
supply of overcoats, shawls, blankets 
and fur gloves; a couple or three car- 
pet-bags ; a pad of iced lemonade and 
a bucket of water; a compass, barome­
ter. thermometer and chart; bundles of 
the principal St. Louis newspapers; an 
express package, directed to New York 
city; cards of candidates for clerkships 
in several of the courts; tumblers, 
caps, knives and other articles.

The balloon, the Atlantic, with its 
four paasengers, skiled off in a north­
easterly direction, and in less than two 
hours, at a height of about one mile, 
struck the current that the aeronauts 
fiad declared was always flowing in the 
upper regions from west to east. The 
discovery greatly elated Prof, Wise. 
There broke from his lips a little cough, 
and saying, “ Boys, let’s sing,” he struck

up the stirring national anfeem, “ Hail 
Columbia,” in which all joined, though 
the frigidity of the atmosphere put 
quite a damper on patriotism and mel­
ody. ' * • ' :

A little after midnight there were mo­
mentary flashes of lightning on all sides 
of the horizon. The milky way ap­
peared like luminous phosphorescent 
clouds, and heaven’s jeweled tiara of 
stars glistened below and above. 
Night’s queenly-brow shimmered with 
the mellow light of the new-born cres­
cent moon. The mighty scroll of the 
cerulCan-pillared firmament glittetedall 
over with gorgeous heraldry.

Day broke at 3 o’clock, and dogs be- 
jan to bark. At 4:15 they sailed over 
Fort Wayne, Ind., and could hear the 
shouts of its inhabitants. At 5:15 they 
descried in the east what at first ap­
peared to be the reflection of the sun 
on the sky. One of the party asserted 
that they were not many miles from a 
lake. The fioble air vessel was rushing 
along at a brisk rate, dragging ita shad­
ow on the ground encircled in fantas­
tic colors. There was no doubt that 
what had at first seemed a brilliancy of 
the eastern heavens was nothing less 
than an immense body of water. The 
aeronauts oonolnded that it oould only 
be Lake Erie, and they were right, for, 
tracing the shores and observing the 
little sfetnfiSf its contour corresponded 
almost precisely with the map.

A sublimer scene now broke on hu­
man view. Lake Ene has a surface of 
7,800 square miles, and, although they 
could not behold the whole of it, the 
view lost none of its magnificence. 
Groups of white clouds, like great puffs 
from a steam pipe, floated languidly on 
. rexp side,: uufoldiUK thari gfuze-lilp 
robae.'and "passing off in edayiifg cur­
rents. There was a collection of houses 
Auddled together at the mouth of the 
Maumqe. It .was- Toledo-. There, in 
that great bend, dotted with specks of 
land, Perry gained hi* victory in 1813*.

At 7:25 they swept over Sandnsky, 
and floated ont on the bosom of the 
lake. At 9:30 they overtook a Buffalo 
steamer and were hailed with a shrill 
whistle. They were about 500 feet 
high, and held a conversation with the 
passengers. At 9:50 they were over 
Long Point, Canada, the scene of the 
great fight between Morrissey and 
Heenan. So they had traversed nearly 
the entire length of Lake Erie, a dis­
tance of 250 miles, accomplishing it in 
three hcjttrsr’. _  „

At 10^) they Tuid Lakes Erie and 
Ontario both in sight. The balloon 
had again attained an altitude of nearly 
a mile. A terrible storm was surging 
beneath them, the trees waving and the 
waves dashing against the shore of 
Erie in an awfullytempestuons manner. 
Now, like a gurgle, came the subdued 
sounds of the plashing and headlong 
cataract of Niagara.

At 11 o’clock, having skimmed over 
the lake ahore, still bound eastwardly, 
the balloon brought them in sight of 
Buffalo and Niagara falls, as also the 
Welland canal. They had reached a 
height of over a mile, the barometer 
marking 23.6 inches. At -12:30 they 
were nearly between the falls and Buf­
falo, inclining rather to the left of the 
latter. The famous falls were quite in­
significant. There was to the voyagers 
a descent of seemingly about two feet, 
and the water appeared to be perfectly 
motionless. The spray gave the whole 
an appearanoe as of ice, and there was 
nothing grind or sublime about it.

Passing fee-western terminus of the 
Erie canal, the balloon was borne di­
rectly toward Lake Ontario. The bal­
last was now nearly exhausted, and to 
have determined on crossing the sec­
ond lake would have been sheer reck­
lessness and hardihood. Here it was 
debated whether it were better to land 
Messrs. Gager and Hyde and in their 
stead take in a sufficient quantity of 
new ballast and again steer for the At­
lantic ocean. The air ship was lowered, 
but was immediately caught in the hur­
ricane which was then raging, and car­
ried very near the tops of trees, which 
were bending and swaying to and 
fro by fee force of the wind. Mr. La 
MoumritM^eBee threw over the buck­
ets i-and their contents,-and fee lift this 
gave them kept them from being j 
crushed in the woods.
. Like a bullet they shot out into the 
lake. The boat was got in readiness, 
and’the-, trooping winds- sent them oat 
of sight of land. They were in a dreary 
waste of 7,00® square mi’es.of water. 
At length they neared the dashing bil­
lows. The steering machinery was cut 
away, and they arose like a feather. 
For a time the ship was buoyed out of 
the way of danger, but she frequently 
darted downward, as though bent on 
destruction. Carpet-sacks, overcoats, 
provisions, everything was pitched into 
the lake. La Mountain finally cut 
away the lining of the boat. The oars 
were sent alter fee lining. Everything 
had noW>gorte but an overcoat and two 
blankets, Which were saved to be used 
as a final resort. A propeller, Yonng 
America, bore down to their relief, but 
they scudded some hundreds of feet be­
fore her bows,and that hope failed.

Finally, after skirmishing within 
thirty feet of the dark waves for a dist­
ance of not less than fifty miles, and 
perhaps more, they were out of danger 
of drowning, but a new peril wjp before 
them. The hurricane blew thspn into a 
dense forest which skirted fee Take, and 
threatened to tear them limb from limb. 
Mr. Gager had thrown out the anchor, 
a heavy iron one,'with three hooks, each 
an inch and a quarter in thickness. So 
rapid was their flight that this stood 
out neariy straight from the oar. As 
the grapnel swung Against fee trees of 
moderate size, the Velocity of ‘the bal­
loon and its terrible strength would tear 
them down and fling it to the ground. 
One by one the hooks' broke off, and 
they were again at the mercy of an 
all-sweeping wind. Messrs. La Mount­
ain and Hyde held on to the valve rope, 
endeavoring to discharge the gas, but 
were quickly aompelled to release their 
grasp, and cling to “the Concentrating 
hoop to avoid being thrown ont.

The ballodn actually went -through a 
mile of forest, and, tearing down trees 
and breaking branches, pursued its re­
sistless course, dashing the party in fee 
willow car to and fro, against trunks 
and limbs, nntil the stout netting had 
broken, little by little, and the balloon 
itself had no longer any protection, 
when, striking a tall tree, the silk was 
punctured in a dozen places, and rent 
into ribbons, leaving the car suspended 
by the netting twenty feet above the 
ground. The conrae of the balloon 
through the woods left a path similar 
to that of a tornado. Trees half the 
size of a man’s body were 'snapped in 
twain as though they were pipe-stems, 
and huge limbs were scattered like 
leaves.

The landing was made within 150 
yards of a settlement, and the crash was- 
so great that the people ran to the spot 
to see what* had happened. Singular 
as it would appear, there was only on® 
of the four injured, Mr. La Mountain 
receiving some slight contusions about 
one of his hips. The remainder escaped 
without a scratch. When they got 
down, partly by ropes and partly by 
means of a broken tree, several persons 
were standing around with open 
mouths and eyes staring out in wonder.
: They then learned that they had tend­

ed on the farm of Trnman O. Whitney, 
new Sackett’s Harbor, in the town of 
Henderson, Jefferson county, N. Y. By 
Mr. La Mountain’s watch the time was 
2 o’clock and twenty minutes.

They had been nineteen hours and 
forty minutes traveling q ‘ dfirtfriee 
which cannot be computed at less than 
1,200 miles.

What’s in a Same!
When Lord Dundreary gave his ser­

vant half-a-crown to buy three “ ten- 
penny nails” he displayed no more than 
a pardonable simplicity in accepting 
the literal interpretation of the name 
applied to the particular article which 
he desired to purchase, and probably 
few of those who have laughed at the 
famous joke could correctly fix the 
origin of fee term “ tenpenriy ” as ap­
plied to nails. It really means that the 
nails weigh ten pounds to the thousand, 
the original expression beipg “ ten- 
,pound nails;"’ this in 'time got con­
tracted to “ ten-pun nails; ” and this in 
its turn corrupted into “ tenpenny 
nails;” “sixpenny” and “fourpenny” 
nails are nails weighing six or four 
pounds to the thousand. There are 
many other similar terms, “ familiar as 
household words,” which are in daily 
use, and convey a very fajse impression 
if accepted literally. A scientific con­
temporary takes the trouble to give a 
list of many houaehold articles whose 
names, when analyzed, go far to justify 
the skptical inquiry of fee amorous 
Juliet. Salad oil, for instance,* is not 
oil for making salads, but oil for clean­
ing Ballades, i. e., helmets; while an̂  
equally familiar instance of incongru-* 
oils ideas is presented in the use of fee 
tern “ German airier,” thig metal being 
neither silver nor an-alloy Of silver, and 
not having even been invented by a 
German. Ladies who button up the 
dozefi or more buttons pi their gloves 
probably seldom pause to feink that 
their “ kids ” are more likely made of 
the skins of lamb*, or even of rats, than 
of those of young gofits; and still less 
likely is the honsemaid. or even the 
young housewife, to reflect that the 
common “ blacklead ” is as innocent of 
lead as it is of gold; or the knowing 
city clerk to consider that his black- 
lead pencil contains a natural compo­
sition of carbon andiron. Instances of 
the misnaming of things might be mul­
tiplied from among objects in daily use, 
whose names are accepted and passed 
from mouth to mouth with scarcely a 
moment’s thought of their incongruity 
or their origin.- -Dictionary of Slang.

Military Myths.
The growth of military myths is a 

curious yetfamiliar phenomenon. Men 
who are sober and dispassionate enough 
in other things, who in fee general 
business of life, or when dealing wife 
matters of science or events of ordinary 
history, take nothing for granted with­
out sufficient evidence, surrender all 
critical faculties as soon as an incident 
of war comes on the scene. The 
French, so calm and precise when treat­
ing on scientific subjects, are notorious­
ly untrustworthy when they come to 
write about military events. Victor 
Hugo’s romance of Waterloo was almost 
equal in absurdity to Lamartine’s ac­
count of the battle, in which we are 
told how Napoleon stood over a shell on 
the point of bursting in order to en­
courage fee army, as if the whole army 
could see him perform this ridiculous 
feat; and how he made his cavalry— 
the whole of them apparently—dis­
mount and unfasten the curb-chains of 
their horses’ bridles, in order to give a 
greater impetus to their charge. Thiero’ 
accounts, also, of any battles in which 
the French were engaged are for the 
moat .part thoroughly untrustworthy. 
But the creation of myths is not limited 
to the French. Wef flatter ourselves 
that we are a common-sense people, not 
given to brag and bluster; but fee way 
in which some Of our newspapers talk 
about the army is enough to make the 
readers ashamed of themselves. A 
newspaper, for example, in describing 
the arrangements for the Duke of Con­
naught’s marriage, tells us how “that 
true soldier, the Red Prince,” is sure 
to go into raptures of delight on seeing 
out magnificent Horse Guards; aB if it 
required one to be a true soldier m 
order not to see that magnificence does 
not consist in a horse being obviously 
over-weighted by the long-legged man 
who bestrides it. It is an article of faith 
wife most English people that the 
French cavalry actually charged opr 
squares at Waterloo, and were repulsed 
at the point of the bayonet; and we 
have been told over and over again that 
our troops in the„Indian mutiny went 
through the campaign with compressed 
lip and flashing eye.—Saturday Re­
view. _______________

A Shot at an Incoming Dock.
Mr. C. A. Zimmerman, a noted 

sportsman, writes as follows in Scrib­
ner:

To stop an “ incomer,” raise the gun 
carefully in the line of his flight; move 
quickly ahead of the duck, when you 
judge him to be in range; and, when 
you lose sight of head and bill over 
your gun, pull instantly. The flight of 
a duck is ordinarily at the rate of about 
sixty miles an hour; but, when acceler­
ated by fear, or a brisk wind, or both, 
it is nearly double, and must be experi­
mented upon to be fully appreciated. 
To become a good “ pass shot,” some of 
the requisites are: to be able to judge 
distances quickly and accurately; to be 
able to cover well the moving bird, and 
not to check the motion of the gun at 
the moment of discharge. Because it 
is necessary for most men to hold some 
distance ahead of swiftly-flying game in 
close range, it does not follow that this 
is the best thing to do; it shows, 
rather, that such a one is in the habit of 
checking or arresting entirely the mo­
tion of his piece as his finger presses 
the trigger. Most sportsmen flinch 
at that supreme moment, and, unless 
the habit is entirely overcome, they 
cannot expect- ever to become good 
wing shots. The “ choke boring ” of 
guns, in limited use long ago, has only 
very recently come into favor and 
rather more general use. Upon the 
pass or elsewhere, it adds at least odc- 
fourth more distanoe to the killing 
range of the gun. This is done by fee 
effect it has upon the “pattern ” made 
by the shot, causing the gun to throw a 
greater number of shot pellets into a 
given circle than can be done by the 
cylinder, or straight bore. One barrel 
of fee duck-hunter’s gun should surely 
be bored in this manner.

SABBATH READING.

In 1880 the new organization of the 
French army will attain its full devel­
opment. The active army will consist 
of 497,798 men. Two classes of the re­
serves, numbering 313,859 men and 
2,850 officers, will be called ont for 
twenty-eight days’ drill. The territorial 
army will supply 149,000 men and 4,800 
officers for a fortnight’s training, so 
that 958,300 men will at the end ot fee 
year have served with the colors. It 
would be a huge mistake to assume 
that feat was fee number permanently 
under arms. The number with the 
colors, except at such times as the re­
serves and territorial men are called out 
for drill, is below 300,000.

Prof. David Swine ok Science and th e  Id ea  
of Im m ortal Life.

In projecting upon the world its ex­
act form of thought, natural science has 
interfered with some of the former 
methods of proving fee fact of a second 
life for man. It has interfered also 
with the almost universal assumption 
of fee second life, for fee tending of fee 
exact sciences is toward the overthrow 
of assumptions of all kinds and toward 
j l\ fiance upon demonstrative forms of 
evidence. There are fashions or habits 
of argument just as there ore fashions 
of dress, or architecture, or decoration. 
Some ages argued from perrons in au­
thority, uid * proposition was true be­
cause some man great in place hod said 
it in profound dignity. As children 
jrant no more perfect proof of anything 
than that they heard father or mother 
so declare, so there have been simple, 
childlike ages which asked for no evi; 
dence except that their learned man, 
feeir squire, or bishop, or priest, had 
told them to such a purport. In those 
times anything in song or history was 
true, for a book was inch a rare and 
noble thing that it was not dreamed of 
feat on error would live and thrive in 
such a holy place. Thus the fashion of 
evidence has changed, and now we find 
ourselves living in an era of exact sci­
ences, apd all the brains in the world 
will he gradually led into a form of 
reason more careful about premises and 
conclusions than were the ages of ig­
norance or fee ages of war or of crus­
ades or of romance.

The exact sciences, therefore, may be 
looked upon as carrying the human 
family from an old habit to a new one, 
jnst as the lost century was busy in car­
rying society from despotism over to 
constitutional government, and just as 
our century is carrying labor across 
from a hand to a machine. In all this 
transplanting some harm is done. Onr 
builders of new homes transplant great 
trees from forest to lawn—trees that 
are a quarter or half century old. Be 
the care ever so great that the roots 
may be saved, and that a ton or two of 
the mother earth may go along with the 
tree, yet many of these abducted sons 
of fee woods die in their new homes, 
being unable to endure such blazing 
sunlight, or such a weak soil, or such 
wild winds. So ifi the removal of man­
kind from one custom to another, many 
fail to breathe well in the new air, some 
dying of communism when transplanted 
to liberty, and some dying of vanity 
when carried to riches, and some dying 
of atheism when removed from fee 
oredulity of fee simple-minded Puritans 
and monks. Not that fee weakest ones 
perish in the transfer, but feat in all 
these ebbings and flowings of thought 
there is not only a disturbance that 
brings good, but one also feat brings ill. 
It may be that the largest genius may 
bend along with fee smallest under this 
strange influence of a new fyrm of 
thought.

It will be admitted by all feat fee 
new method of argument sprung upon 
society by fee scientific mind must 
have exerted, or must be exerting, some 
influence upon the idea of immortality. 
That form of study which invites man 
to reconsider his tenets about creation 
and fee Bible and fee existence or na­
ture of God must, of course, command 
that a new argument be found for 
the hope of any career after this one 
shall have ended. We need not con­
fess that man’s faith has been in the 
least shaken or need be shaken, but we 
do need to confess feat some of the old 
assumptions and data must be pushed 
aside to receive new ones, and perhaps 
more enduring ones, in their stead. 
Pushed aside as being Pot influential, 
even if not false.

It was once felt by us all in early life 
that the fact that fee flowers died in au­
tumn and grew again in the spring was 
an argument that fee soul would bloom 
after fee body had gone down into fee 
winter of the grave. In such resem­
blances we found a arrant for a part of 
fee great conclusion. We got along 
well enough nntil a more exact method 
of thought came to remind us that the 
tree and the rose bush do not die in fee 
autumn. They retain feeir life all win­
ter. When the dead rose bush or fee 
pine timber in our houses shall have 
budded and blossomed, then the analo­
gy between the vegetable world and 
the world of man will be complete. 
What was once an argument becomes 
feus only a beautiful illustration of the 
resurrection, whose real basis must be 
sought far away from any bed of bud- 
ing'or dying flowers.

And so the difference be tween what is 
called mind and what i3 called matter 
served for generations to confirm soci- 
e*y in a perfect belief in a second exist­
ence. Our wise men said: It is not 
fee flesh that reasons and loves and re­
members, and which exists in full pow­
er when the body is quite wasted away, 
for, even when fee limbs are paralyzed 
and the body almost dead, this mind 
blazes on like a sun at noon. This 
served well for generations, but along 
came fee exact form of thought, and 
called attention to the word “almost,” 
and asked us whether the mind ever 
blazes forth when the body is not al­
most, but altogether, dead? For fee 
question is not raised over man when 
almost dead, but over man when dead 
wholly and turned to dust. So here 
fails ODe more argument of the careless 
yesterday.

Again, this exact science continues 
to be pitiless, and it reminds ns feat 
our distinction between mind and mat­
ter is not a conclusive proof, for fee 
faithful dog when dying, when par­
alyzed in every limb from an injury 
from a wagon wheel or falling tree, will 
to its last second look lovingly toward 
its master, and will kiss his hand till 
life is gone. Thus the strange differ­
ence between matter and mind does not 
involve our future life, unless we are 
like the Indian, and in fee fields of the 
blessed our faithful dogs are to bear us 
company. Some of onr philosophers 
saw that feeir distinction between mat­
ter and mind proved more than was de­
sirable, and, rather than give np their 
argument, they asked what objection it 
is if in that second arena of man he 
shall be surrounded with the'creatures 
which so loved and cheered him here? 
But unfortunately fee argument would 
not include affectionate animals only, 
but all brutes which possess mental ac­
tion.

Thus on this 
pleadings have been modi) 
hope of endless existence seeks other 
warrants for the present and future as­
surance of the soul. And while fee 
more severe form of reasoning is thus 
driving the public toward fee old re­
pose; it is further disturbed by fee 
appearanoe and greatness of certain 
persons who have sown over th# civil­
ized lands the seeds of' annihilation. 
Quite a large group of illustrious minds 
are now seen gathered around fee tomb 
of man in feeir gloomy service of per­
petual death. Were they wicked peo­
ple, or wefe they noisy, rude orators at­
tempting avowe dly to destroy all re­
ligious ideas, they wolud be so power­
less for ill feat they would need no 
special mention os parts of fee present 
religious situation; but there is a group 
of minds, educated, moral, peace-loving, 
and noble, which group is affecting 
somewhat for ill the oommon hope of

side and feat the old
Med, and fee

reunion of friends beyond the grave. 
Miss Sara Hennell, John Stuart Mill, 
Harriet Martineau, Prof. Clifford, and 
others of almost equal genius, stand 
quite stubbornly opposed to the 
thought feat man will live again; and 
snen is fee dignity and moral worth of 
this family of intellects feat one who 
seeks to know the present attitude of 
this one article of faith must mention at 
least these gifted souls.

We have now found a few elements 
of discord existing between society and 
its old arguments, and we must mention 
one more. The church, mistaking 
Paul’s argument for fee resurrection of 
the soul to be a statement of the resur­
rection fee body, has iD most of its 
branches taught that man’s body would 
be recalled to life. We have all heard 
sermons feat went to show that God 
would find fee scattered limbs of fee 
dead soldiers, or the atoms of fee mar­
tyrs consumed by fee flames—teachings 
which helped to unfit the present for 
feat perfect surrender of fee body and 
feat perfect isolation of the soul from 
the earthly body which must be a part 
of modern religious belief. To many 
the science which shows fee mortality 
of fee body seems also to be implying a 
parallel mortality of the soul. Many 
minds naturally hostile to religion and 
not willing to think calmly or wisely, 
and unable to feink deeply, hasten to 
declare Christianity overthrown when 
the doctrine that this body shall ever 
rise is being abandoned. Whereas fee 
Bible never taught the new life of this 
body, but only fee immortality of the 
person, and, as our fleshly atoms play no 
part in our personality here, they will 
play no part in fee personal identity of 
the future.

Having marked some of fee causes 
of change and unrest in fee common 
thought as to any other world than this, 
let ns seek the actual attitude of this 
idea so full of precious human hope, 
andt weigh rapidly the new witnesses 
against this hope.

Science has taken away the rose-bush 
argument aid the argument from fee 
simple existence of a difference between 
matter and mihef. It can find no es­
sential immortality in man any more 
than in the horse, the dog, and fee bird. 
And it has helped the church interpret 
better its Bible doctrine of a resurrec­
tion, but beyond this it has not gone. 
•It may think feat it has destroyed fee 
expectation, or hope, or fear of an eter­
nal world, but, if so, it will pot be the 
first time in history when more con­
clusions have been assumed than the 
premises would warrant. One of the 
most common things in the world is for 
a logical verdict to be made to expand 
too much, and become a false verdict 
by too wide an application. When the 
patriots of France found a logic which 
led to liberty, fee Red Republicans 
attempted to spread the beautiful 
flag over murder and license, 
and the blood of fee best men 
drenched fee soul of France. So feat 
grand conclusion which our nation 
wrung L-om England in 1776, and 
which has put on new and truer quali­
ties ever since, has been too much in­
flated by the Communists, and has 
often been asked to hold all the forms 
of idleness and a confiscation of private 
goods. It has always been easy to 
make that flag, once woven by bleeding 
hands and dying eyes, to wave for lib­
erty, to wave also for fee inspiration of 
license and anarchy. So science, hav­
ing made some great steps forward, and 
having, indeed, found a new land of 
thought, set up its banner of conquest, 
but in its exuberant pride it has claimed 
too many of fee adjacent lands and 
continents. As some of the early he­
roes of Queen Elizabeth sailed with 
great pomp to take possession of Amer­
ica in her name, and to that end landed 
on fee Carolina coast, and set up a flag 
—and then hurried back to claim the 
Queen’s smile—which flag one savage 
or one coast-storm could remove; so 
our scientific heroes have, as they think, 
taken possession of vast continents of 
thoughts, and have raised emblems, as 
though those domains could never re­
vert to Christianity.

How the New York Sub-Treasury Is 
Guarded.

Ths sub-treasury contains at present 
$104,000,000—$11,006,000 in silver, 
$130,000,000 in gold and $23,000,000 in 
greenbacks. The new silver vault, 
which has been in use some months, 
will store $40,000,000, and fee prospects 
are feat it will soon be filled. The sil­
ver is placed in bags containing $1,000 
each, and the different issues of coin 
are kept separate. Gold is held in bags 
containing $5,000, and greenbacks in 
packages of $1,000 notes. In addition 
to the silver vault there are two other 
vaults on fee main floor, each of which 
is bnilt on the plan of a first-class safe. 
They contain the gold and greenbacks, 
the lock combination being held by Mr. 
Ashley, the specie clerk, and Mr. Brit­
ton, fee cashier, and once a month the 
Surveyor of the Port makes an exami­
nation of the treasure on hand. At 
night four men, suitably armed, are put 
on guard and patrol fee main hall. 
Eight men are engaged in this service, 
feeir tour being alternate nights. Dur­
ing the day there are two policemen in 
uniform in fee hall; two detectives in 
ordinary citizens’ dress also keep watch. 
One of these (Thomas Sampson) is an 
expert of high order of skill, and com­
mands a salary of $1,800 a year. The 
watchmen receive $75 per month. They 
come in at 5 o’clock in fee afternoon 
(when the detectives leave), and lock 
up and remain until relieved in the 
morning. In addition to this the treas­
ury has lately been put in a condition 
of defense against the attack of a mob. 
The windows are protected by steel bars 
and fee inside shutters are perforated 
with loop-holes. The entire clerical 
force is seventy, for each of which a 
musket is kept iu fee armory. In ad­
dition to this, Gatling guns will be 
stationed on the roof, which will insure 
the safety of the place against popular 
violence.—New York letter.

Loss, $4,000; insurance 
about $3,000. The origin of fee fire is 
not known.

I onia National: There is an old la­
dy named Stephens in Campbell town­
ship who has reached the advanced age 
of 104 years, and is jet hale and hearty, 
and capable of chopping her own stove- 
wood.

On fee very day of fee great Jackson 
railroad accident the Railaoad Commis­
sioners’ report was published, and the 
closing words were remarks upon fee 
remarkable immunity from accidents 
that Michigan railroads have been 
favored with.

Saunders shows us that fee cost of the 
General Government of fee United 
States, with 3,500,000 square miles of 
territory and 47,000,000 of population, 
amounts to £59,750,000, or 25s 5d per 
head, while that of the United King­
dom, with 121,000 square miles of ter­
ritory and 33,000,000 of population, ex­
ceeds £70,000,000, or 43s per head. 
The indebtedness of the United King­
dom is £875,031,000, or £23 10s per 
head of the population. The indebt­
edness of the United States shows £13 
6s lid per head, or $50.75 per head in 
favor of our Government. We are 
paying off our national debt; England 
is adding to hers.

Report o f .th e  State Reform School.
At fee annual meeting of fee Board 

of Control of fee Michigan Reform 
School, the annual report of Superin- 
tendant Howe was received. The 
school was never in a more thriving 
condition than at present, and the fol­
lowing abstract from the statistical por­
tion of fee report presents figures 
which will compare favorably with those 
of auy similar institution in this country.

The total number of boys admitted 
to fee institution since its opening in 
1858 is 2,135; admitted during this 
year, 139; released, 159; leaving in fee 
school at fee close of the year 307.

The highest number received from 
any county daring the year is 36, from 
Wayne. Genesee follows with 9; Oak­
land, 8; Jackson and Calhonn, 7 each; 
Ingham, 3.

Of those sent during the year, 87 
were by Justices of the Peace; 30 by 
police Justices; 18 by Circuit Courts; 1 
by Recorders’ Court, and 3 have re­
turned voluntarily.

The causes of commitment are as fol­
lows : Grand larceny 4, burglary 6, as­
sault and battery 11, simple larceny 86, 
malicious trespass 4, vagrancy and dis­
orderly conduct 21, arson 1, attempt to 
murder 1, rape 2, returned 3. -

The nativity of the boys received is 
as follows: Michigan 94, New York 5, 
Ohio 2, Massachuset s 1, Indiana 4, Illi­
nois 2, Texas 1, Missouri 1, Canada 19, 
Germany 2, Holland 1, Ireland 3, un­
known 4.

The table of ages of boys committed 
and the number of each age shows that 
of those at 10 years of age there were 
12; at 11 years, 19; at 12 years, 20; at 
13 years, 23; at 14 years, 26; at 15 
years 25, and at 16 years, 14.

Of fee number of boys received dur­
ing the fiscal year, 31 had lost fathers, 
38 had lost mothers, 9 had lost both par­
ents, 21 had relatives arrested for 
crime, 37 used intoxicating drinks, 50 
had been in jail one or more times; in 
religious bias, 39 were Catholics, 86 
Protestants, and 14 had no leligious 
training, so far as could be learned.

Of the boys released during the year, 
116 were discharged as reformed, 7 to 
go out of the State and reside wife par­
ents, 19 were granted leave of absence 
for a year, 14 to live with farmers. One 
boy escaped and 2 have died.

The following exhibit shows in detail 
fee work performed and produce raised 
by the boys during the fiscal year: 
Tailor shop—Caps made, 206; jackets, 
358; pants, 507; overalls, 443; shirts, 
1,104; sheets, 240; pillow slips, 271. 
Shoe shop—Pairs made, 346; repaired, 
703. Cane shop—Chair seats woven, 
5,520; chair backs woven, 7,159.

With the present number, the Iron 
Hbrald enters upon its seventh year, 
having been started in the year 1873— 
that fatal year which will.long be remem­
bered as the one in which the great finan­
cial crash laid low the industries of the 
country and inflicted such terrible misfor­
tune on the interests ot this region. Two 
other newspaper ventures had been made 
in Negaunee previous—one by the present 
proprietor of the Mining Journal iu 1367 
or 1868, who afterwards removed his of­
fice to Marquette, and the other by the 
irascible J. G. Buchanan, the present pe­
culiar editor of the Lemars (Iowa) Sen­
tinel. The latter came to an inglorious 
end, having been “set down upon” by a 
chattel mortgage. Negaunee, it seemed, 
although theu the most important town 
m the county, was not to have a paper at 
all In the summer of 1873, however, 
during a visit of the present publisher, 
the field looked so inviting and the pros­
pects of successiso encouraging that he 
decided, after an interview with the bus­
iness men of the place, to give her anoth­
er chance. Business at that time was ou 
the top wave of prosperity—everything 
was booming for all it was worth—and 
the preliminaries once arranged, active 
measures for the establishment of the 
Herald were began. But while the ma­
terial was being collected the distaut 
rumblings of the approaching storm were 
heard in the crash of Jay Cook & Co., 
followed with lightning rapidity by that 
of others. The thing had been started 
aud there could be no back down, and 
as there was a lull after the first precursors 
of the_ storm the miterial .was shipped, 
arriving here about the same day that 
both the savings banks of this city closed 
their doors in the face of thousands of 
defrauded depositors, with a handful of 
assets and a cart load ot liabilities. Mat­
ters had a gloomy appearance for the suc­
cess of the enterprise, bat having confi­
dence iu the city’s future and the integri­
ty of her business men, feeling assured 
lhat the wealth of iron ore, which lay on 
all sides, would hasten her rise from the 
financial wreck, the first number of the 
Nkgadnee Iron Herald was issued the 
first week in November, 1873.

The fust issue was made in the same 
shape and of the same size as the present 
one, and contained, besides a good sup­
ply of reading matter, the announcements 
of a m ijority of the business men of Ihe 
city. During these six years it has not 
missed a single issue, chronicling the lo­
cal happenings of the place, noting the 
progress and thriftiness of the citizens, 
and exerting an influence in behalf of 
the city and the district that has redouud- 
ed to its great good. The Iron Herald 
readily admits that tt has not been per 
feet at all times—and shat newspaper is 
—but it •congratulates itself that it has 
more times been light than wrong 
When wiong, it was an eiror of judg­
ment, not intentionally or through policy. 
It has excluded, so far as the public 
character of a newspaper will admit of, 
personal bickerings and prhate animosi­
ties from its columns, never using itself 
ns an instrument to gratify pergonal 
grievances. On the contrary it has en- 
deai'Ored to faithfully represent and fur­
ther the interests of the whole communi­
ty, and from the encouragement it has 
been the recipient of we are led to believe 
its effoits in this respect have been suc­
cessful.

Politically, the I ron Herald has ad­
vocated the principles of the great Re­
publican party—pnnciples that saved the 
nation fiom being dismembered and one 
poition passing into the control of a land­
ed and slave-holding aristocracy; princi­
ples that freed more than seven millions 
of bond men, lhat make every man, no 
matter from what clime he may comê  
equal before the law, and principles that 
have compelled the country to keep its 
pledged faith with its creditors. At the 
beginning of the Iron Herald’s career 
llaiquette county was the Democratic 
stronghold of the Upper Peninsula—only 
a single office, that of probate judge, be­
ing occupied by a Republican.

Specific Taxes —County Clerk Row­
land returned from Lansmg Sunday, hav­
ing fully accomplished the task of 
straightening the accounts between the 
county aud state in the mutter of specific 
taxes, which have all along, or until very 
recently at least, been kept in a manner 
by which this county was an annual loser 
of many hundreds of dollars. For sev­
eral years the specific tax paid by the 
Michigamme mine was credited to Hough 
ton county, which amounted to nearly or 
quite $1400, this was also the case in the 
amount paid by the Gland Central mine 
of this city. These .were corrected and 
the money which should have been paid 
over lo the county as collected from the 
mines will be forthcoming as a part of 
the balance due the county on the annual 
settlement with the treasurer, which is be­
ing made this week. Other irregularities 
arriving from a defective system under 
the law were found to] exist to the detri­
ment of the county, the correction of 
which, as made, will increase the ex­
chequer of the county neatly $4,000. 
Through the recent visit of Auditor Gen­
eral Latimer and State Treasurer Pritch­
ard to this Peniusula, relative to these tax­
es, and Mr. Rowland's visit to the capitol, 
It is believed the accounts are fully ad­
justed and that justice to all will be done 
in the future. The nroper deiiiulments 
of the state government are now in pos­
session of such infoiillation as will enable 
them to proceed intelligently in future 
collections and the further assistance 
which will accrue under an enactment of 
the legislature last winter requiring the 
Commissioner of Mineral Statistics to 
report all products liable to the tax, would 
seem, to fully eusureja well perfected sys­
tem.

. Big Scare.—The people of the Repub­
lic, and particularly those residing in the 
neighborhood of the company store, had, 
one day last week, what may be consider­
ed a narrow if not a miraculous escape 
from the destruction of their lives any 
property.

T he Shooting of J ohn K elley.— 
John Kelley, wlie was shot in a house of 
ili-repute near Marinette, as reported by 
the Herald last week, was at last ac­
counts still alive, though in a very pre­
carious condition. The following addi­
tional paitieulais of the affray we take 
from the Mai inette Eagle of last Satur­
day :

Friday nis-ht nf la-t week a shooting affray 
oeeaired out in the ranche on the Peshtigo road, 
run by C. E Crocke t. It appears that John 
KclUy in compiny with some other men were 
out there on the night in question, and after 
ordering some liquor refused to pay for it. A 
wordy war eusuea, in whiih epithe-s were tree- 
lv indulged in, and finally revolvers were 
drawn and shooting commenced. Several shot* 
were filed by Crockett and Kelley, the latter re­
ceiving three wound*, two m his chest and one 
in hi- back, well down. The wonnded man 
claims that Crockett commenced the shooting, 
while the latter claims that Kelley commenced 
it and he fired back in self defease. The woun­
ded man was brought to town and taken to the 
Central Hotel, when Dr. Jones was summoned 
ind dressed the man’s wounds. A warrant was 
issued lor Crockett and ha was arrested Sajt- 
uiday and brought before Justice Church charg­
ed with‘‘assault with intent to kill.” The .x- 
amination was postponed until Mon lay morn­
ing to give the prisoner an opportunity to pro­
cure counsel, the ball lor his appearance being 
fixed at *1,000. Mondaj the examin ition was 
again postpo led for ten days on application of 
the district attorney, to await the result of 
Kelley’s wound*, it being expectei by that time 
that the wounde l man would be either entirely 
past dancei. oi than it woul l be necessary to 
change the ehaige against Crockett from silnplv 
assault wuh intent to kill, to mardei. The bail 
was fixe! at$2,OOJ. The wounds are not ficees- 
sanly dangerous except the lower one. Iroin 
which it was possible that inflammation might 
be expected. The news of the shooting caused 
intense excitement in town, and daring Satur­
day threats of going out and burmug down the 
ranr-he were freely indulged m. They w-re not 
carried out, however, and the impioved condi­
tion of the wounded man Sunday and Monday 
calmed the popular teeling.

Later —Kelley’s wounds terminated 
fatally Satuiday evening last at about 6 
o’clock—nine days after they had been 
inflicted. The remains arrived here for 
interment by Monday’s train, and were 
received by a large concourse of people, 
whose sympaties were excited by Ihe 
tragic manner in which the deceased met 
his death. The funeral cortege proceeded 
directly from the depot to St. Raul’s 
church, aud from thence to the cemetery. 
The wound in the lower pari of the back, 
the bullet penetrating the lower portion 
of the abdomen, was the direct cause of 
death, though the two in the breast ivere 
dangerously sei ious. Deceased had pass­
ed his 24fh year, was a strong, robust man 
and possessed all the elements of a worthy 
citizen, a kind neighbor and a genial and 
steadfast friend. He had, however, a 
wild, restless spiiit, which all the more 
inflamed by an excessive use of intoxica­
ting liquor, under the influence of which 
he was unable to control his passions, and 
which has caused poor Johnny and his 
friends many a sorrowful hour. But let 
the unsullied mantle of charity be spread 
over his mortal faults, aud let us hope 
that his spirit has found that repose in 
immortality which was so bountifully 
promised by Him “who came upon the 
earth to save men ” Rcquicscat in pace.

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T H E  W K W S .
Foreign.

—The Bnasian press is rery reticent in re­
gard to the matter, but it seems certain that the i 
expedition to Central Asia has met with a seri­
ous check at Dengil-tfipe, and suffered serere 
losses in both men and material. In fact it 
looks like a defeat and rout of the expedition- 
» ry force.

—Count Schouraloff, the Russian Ambassa­
dor, recently had an interview with Lord Salis­
bury, when he was instructed to broach the 
question as to an agreement respecting A'- 
ghanistan. Count Schouvaloff proposed that 
Russia shall hare the jurisdiction of the west­
ern part of Afghanistan, while England shall 
take possession of the eastern part as far as 
the Hindoo Koosh. Lord Salisbury declined 
in the most emphatic, even harsh, terms, say­
ing that England woul! not allow Russia to 
meddle in any way whatever m the matter. 
He said that the future of Afghanistan has to 
be settled by England exclusively.

—A terrible flood has just subsided in Spain. 
A Madrid dispatch says the floods extended 13C 
miles in Andalnsia, Malaga* Alicante and Marcia. 
Several villages are ih ruins. Railways are de­
stroyed and crops devastated. From Murcia 
the Governor reports that the loss of life will 
excead 300. The police estimate the damage 
caused by the floods at about $5,000,000.

—On entering the Afghan capital, Gen. Rob­
erts made a speech to the following effect: It 
will be necessary to infliot severe punishment. 
The buildings of the Bala-Hissar and of the 
city, interfering with the proper military occu­
pation, will be destroyed. A heavy fine will be 
levied on the citizens. A Military Governor 
will be placed over-the city and country within 
a radios of ten miles. All the inhabitants un­
der his jurisdiction will be required to surren­
der their arms within a week on pain of death 
if they fail to do so. Rewards will be paid for 
the denunciation and conviction of any person 
concerned in the massaore of the British Em­
bassy.

—At a conference of delegates representing
140.000 English miners, emigration in large 
numbers to this country was advocated.

—Eighty-five guns and mortars, and a quan­
tity of ammunition, for both artillery and small 
arms, were found in CabuL 

—A company of Americans and Frenchmen 
is being organized whose avowed purpose is 
the tunneling of Mont Blanc.

—Large numbers of forged notes of the Bank 
of France have recently been sent to America.

—A party of French agriculturists, num­
bering seventy-nine men, woman and children, 
have left Havre on their way to Texas.

—Further advices regarding the great floods 
in Spain show that first reports were not ex­
aggerated. Further inundations have oc­
curred in the provinces of Almsria, Malaga, 
and Alicante. Several persons were killed 
and much damage done to property. In the 
Malaga and Alicante districts 2,000 houses were 
destroyed, ard it is believed that 500 persons 
perished by the floods. The damage to prop­
erty is estimated at 30,000,000 francs. A later 
dispatch from Murcia states that 570 bodies 
have been found. It is believed that over
1.000 persons perished.

—The entire Turkish Min stry has resigned, 
and a new one is now directing the affairs of 
Turkey.

—The new treaty of defensive alliance, the 
making of which has excited so much bitter­
ness in Russia, was last week signed by the 
Emperors of Germany and Austria.

—A noted Italian brigand, named Gasperoni, 
formerly the terror of Lombardy, died lately in 
a poor-house, aged 90.

—A correspondent at St. Petersburg says be 
learns from an absolutely trustworthy source 
that England has informed Russia that British 
influence must dominate in Afghanistan’s for • 
eign relations.

—Yakoob Kahn has determined to abdicate 
the throne of Afghanistan.

—The magazine of Oabnl has been blown up. 
Twenty-seven of the British force and many 
Afghans were killed.

—Another attack upon the British force at 
Ah Kheyl has been repulse!, with a great loss 
to the attacking party.

—Yon Bulow, the German Secretary of For­
eign Affairs, is dead.

—The Russian and English troops are get­
ting closer together in Asia than is agreeable 
to peace-lovers. It is reported that the Russian 
troops have occupied Merv, after a victory in­
stead of a defeat. Merv is near the border of 
Afghanistan, and any further advance would 
naturally take the R ssian troops to Herat, 
which the English also propose to occupy.

—A Spanish commission has agreed to 
recommend that the slaves shall be entirely 

hsmancifated in seven jeais from the p ssage 
of an emancipation bill 

—Great conflagrations continue to be re­
ported from Russia. The latest vict m is the 
town of Ufa, in Orenboorg. One-tifth part of 
the town was consumed and many lives lost. 
There has also been a disastrous conflagration 
in Stockholm, Sweden.

—Great distress in parts of Hungary is re­
ported 0 * account of the bad harv ear, and taxes 
have been suspended.

—Dr. 'Uriah A. Boyden, a Boston millionaire, 
died a few days ago, leaving most of his wealth 
to various public institutions.

—George W. Patterson, ex-member of Con­
gress from New York, and formerly Lieutenant 
Governor of the State, died, not long ago, in 
his 80th year.

—The death is announced of the Bt. Rev. 
William Rollinson Whittingkam, D. D., LL.

—During the past year the Paymaster Gen­
eral of the army has received from the Gov­
ernment, for the pay of troops, $15,358,000, 
and disbursed $12,700,000; leaving a balance 
in his hands of $2,658,000.

—According to the annual report of Surgeon 
General Bates, recently transmitted to the 
Seere ary of War, the average strength of the 
United States army, in September, amounted 
to 21,716 white and 1,947 colored men. During 
the year, among the white troops the total 
number of cases of sickness of all kinds was 
87,380, of whtch 5,128 were from wounds, acci­
dents and injuries of all kinds; the total num­
ber of deaths from all causes was 266, of which

Frightful Indian Depredations in New 
Mexico.

A Denver (Col) dispatch of Oet 16 says: 
“Nothing was heard of the Apache Indians un- 
der Victoria after the 5th u lt, until last Tues­
day, when news came of the massacre of citi­
zens near Hiilsboro, the scene of former diffi- 
cultiee. The dispatch states that the Indians 
made their appearance in Messila valley last 
Saturday, and continued murdering and fight­
ing on Saturday, and on Sunday a party of 
thirty men were attacked by about 100 Indians, 
and so far but one escaped. It is reported that 
nine men and two families, Willi the 
oxcert nn of too pc - 0  3 , wQre killed 
at McLmi’d ranch, fitteen miles irom Hills- 
bor i, the women being outraged previous 
to the killing, and the bodi s of the men bnrut d 
Loyd’s ranch near by was burned, and several 
Mexicans killed. It is believed the Indians 
scattered before the advance of the solders 
aud consolidated in the rear, commit'mg the 
depredations reported There are some 350 
so diets in the Held, and authority h.s been 
granted to enlist twenty-four Navajo sc rata 
Companies aie forming at Lae Ounces a d at 
Mexilia. On Tuesday there was a m etmg heid 
in the office of Gov. Wallace, at Santa Fe, aud 
a committee of safety appointed. Tho Tem- 
tonal officers j uned v th  the Governor, and 
telegraphed to ilia Secretary if War and Gen 
Pope for lations for 50J men fors xty days.”

A  dispatch from Tnscon, Arizmi, says- A 
special to the Daily Star from Silver City, 
N M , says: “The Iedisns have been commit­
ting terrible depredations m the R1 1  Grande 
vail y and sou'liuest of Fort Cummings Fur 
several days past the people of Co oraaa have 
been besiegod, nd have been li htmg ti ce 
Saturday'. Ti ey appeal loudly for aid. On 
Sunday a volunteer compan of thirty men, 
under"Capt. John C. Crouch, went fr >m Mes- 
sila and Oou ei to their aid. They met iCO 
Indians near Colorado, eighteen miles from 
Slocum’s ranch, on the side of ths road. 
After a severe fight the vilu-teers were 
compelled to fall back. Tney had a 
running fight into Slocum’s ranch. The 
killed m this fight were W T. Jones, County 
Clerk of Donohue county, a’ d four Mex-eans 
On receipt of the news at Messiua two compa­
nies of eighty men were raise! bv Col. Ryner- 
son, composed of the best men m Hcssila val­
ley. Two trains were captured yesterday on 
the west side of Slocum’s In one of them 
eleven men, one woman and one child were 
killed In the other all hands esc.ped Both 
trains were scattered and some ot the oxen 
wore lulled and others left standing m their 
yokes The corpies lie ill along the road The 
stage from the east amvel this morning two 
hours late, and reports that a number of peo­
ple are known to have been killed within the 
past four or five davs. ”

The Ute Indian War.
Denver, Oct. 16.

Word is received from White River Agency 
that the women and children, the money and the 
papers at that agency when the outbreak occurred 
ai e al 1 saf 0  with Mrs. Meekor, and are shortly to 
be sent to Los Pmos Agency. The troops at 
White liver have been rei jforced, and water 
and provisions are plenty At Los T nos no 
fears are felt of any trouble with the Indians, 
unless trouble is caused by the whites, who since 
the White nver unrising are more than ever de­
termined that “the Utes must go ” If this de­
termination creates trouble, there is likely to 
be plenty of it, for nothing is mote certain than 
that the immense region m Colorado now oc­
cupied by a few hundred worthless Indians 
will soon or iatf be cleared of these incum­
brances and obstructions to settlement and de­
velopment.

Rawlins, Wj . T , Oct. 16.
1 courier just in fiom Merritt’s command 

reports that the troops arc at the White River 
Agency; that they have boen scouting through­
out the country for fifty miles about them, and 
have been unable to find a single Indian. It is 
evident that the Indians have gone south and 
split into small ban is, going into the various 
agencies. The troops will have an all winter 
campaign to ferret out those of the savage 
tribe who brought on tne trouble.

DeNvee, Oct. 20.
In accordance with orders from army head­

quarters, the troops now at White River Agency 
will, with the exception of a small force loft at 
the agency, return to their respective stations. 
A force will be concentrated at some point in 
the southern portion of the reservation to con­
duct operations against the Utes should they 
fail to deliver np the parties engaged in the 
killing of Maj Thornburgh. Gen McKenzie, 
commanding the Fouith cavalry, will be placid 
in pha-ge of the latter force. Thus it is seen 
the campaign against the savages is virtually 
abandoned. The danger of a winter campaign 
in that country is given as the reason ot the 
order.

A Female Gambler.
Educated, pretty and fashionably- 

dressed women were not common in 
Nevada City, Cal., in 1854. Therefore 
the arrival of Madam Dumont in that 
mining town caused considerable ex­
citement, for she was attractive in the 
three mentioned particulars. Besides, 
she was not more than 20 years old. 
She at once hired a corner in a large 
saloon and opened a faro game. The 
novelty of a woman dealing the cards 
drew many gamblers to her table, and 
her success was so great that she soon 
opened a large establishment, where a 
dozen games were kept going night and 
day. She gained the reputation of 
dealing honestly, was always smilingly 
polite, and the miners liked her—even 
held her in considerable respect. But 
her luck changed at last from good to 
bad, and she lost all her money. She 
spent a few years in other business in 
San Francisco, but could not rt cower 
into prosperity. A few weeks ago she 
borrowed $500 from an old friend and 
started for the mining region of Ne­
vada, contemplating a new career as a 
gambler. She opened a faro game at 
Brodie, but it lasted only a few hours, 
when the bank was broken She paid 
her losses in the old smiling manner 
retired to an ante-ruom, swallowed 
poison and died.

Coinage.
The innuil report of the Director of the 

Mint will show that during the fiscal year jnst 
end'd theie were coined, in gold, of double 
eagles, $37,234,340; of eigles, $1,031,440; of 
half-eagles, $1,442,130; of quarter-eagles, 
$1,166,800; of throe dollars, $109,182; and of 
dollars, $3,020. The silver coimge shows the 
following result: Dollars, $27,227,500; half- 
dollars, $225; quaiter-dollars, SI13 50; dimes, 
$45. Trior to the begmnmgof the last fiscal year 
there had been a total coinage of silver dollars 
of only $16,619,338. During the last fiscal year 
alono, tli'iefore, there vciO coined of silver 
dollars some 10,000,000 more than had been 
coined in the entire histoiy of the Government 
to that time. The total number of silver dol­
lars coined and m circulation July l last was 
$13,816,888 It will be seen that almost the 
entire t me of the mint was devoted to the coin­
age of the standard silver dollars, and of dimes 
tlioi e were coined but $45 during the year, and 
of quarter-dollar piee-s bnt $112 50. The total 
result of the opeiations of the mint for the last 
fiscal year was aa follows- Gol 1, $10,986,912; 
silver, $27,227,882 50; minor, $97,798. Total 
$08,512,592 50

Bankruptcy Statistics.
Dun, Barlow & Co., iu their quarterly report, 

just issued, make a favorable report of the 
state of trade for the third quarter of the year. 
The failures m the United States in the last 
three months number 1,262, less than one-half 
those for the third quarter of 1878, the preciae 
decrease being 1,591, while the liabilities show 
even a much larger proportionate reduction, 
being less than one-quarter of what they were 
m the eame period of last year. The 
figures for the quarter just ended, 
therefore, add another to the many 
indications of the wonderfully im­
proved conditions of trade throughout the 
country. For the nine months of the two years 
the comparison is almost as favoi able as for 
the quaiter just closed, the failures for the 
past three quarters m 1879 being 5,320 in num­
ber, as against 8,678 for the nine months of 
1878. The liabilities are $81,090,000 for the 
first nine months of 1879, as against $197,000,- 
000 for the same period of 1878, a redaction m 
liabilities of more than one-half.

In early manhood he 
fell in love with an accomplishe 1 girl, 
and they were engaged to be married. 
Her parents broke off the match by 
secretly sending her away to boarding 
school. This so preyed upon Austin’s 
mind that he gave up business and 
started out to find her. He traveled 
from State to State, bnt in vain, and 
finally, when his money was nearly 
spent, he resolved to settle down in 
Pennsylvania. He fell into the hands 
of land speculators, who soon got 
what cash he had, and deeded him 
the barren tract of land upon whicn he 
now lives. His astonishment when he 
saw the “ farm ” that had been deeded 
him may he imagined. He found noth­
ing but a forest, and as a storm came 
up he was obliged to take refuge in a 
cave in a ledge of rocks. This cave he 
has ever since inhabited. For nearly 
twenty years he subsisted upon wild 
fruit and nuts, and in the winter he 
trapped game and fish. For three years 
the hermit never saw a human being. 
Previous to beginning life as a hermit 
he was proud of his personal appear­
ance, bnt he grew negligent, and a thick, 
shaggy beard covered his faoe, and his 
hair grew long, far down below his 
shoulders. From the time he began 
his hermit life he had never drawn a 
razor across his face. But he has grown 
tired of that kind of life, and lately told 
a Philadelphia Times correspondent 
that he intended to return to civiliz­
ation to die.
The Gourmand at the Fnblic Dinner.

The individual gourmand is not yet 
an extinct being. There are few dinner 
tables which his presence does not of 
fend. The waiters know him of old; 
they scent him from afar. He is ac­
quainted with the excellences and the 
defects in the cooking of every tavern 
of note in the city. He knows the 
quality of every dish upon the menu; 
there is no mystery for him in the most 
incomprehensible of French names. He 
takes his seat at the table with the 
manner of one who has a great duty be­
fore him, and who intends filling it to 
the uttermost. He opens his menu, 
places it against the decanter in front 
of him, and tucks his napkin under his 
chin. By these preliminaries you may 
know him, and it will be well that you 
should recognize him at first, so as to 
spare yourself the trouble of trying to 
engage him in conversation, for he is 
there not to talk, but to eat. Bunning 
his eye down the card, he ticks his fa­
vorite dishes, and, buttonholing the 
waiter, begins to worry him forthwith: 
“Now, don’t forget; and mind, I can’t 

.touch it underdone. Crisp, you know, 
crisp and brown. What’s that you say 
—no more asparagus? Why, you’ve 
only brought me twice! Ah! guinea 
fowls, eh? Well, if there’s one thing I 
have a weakness for, it’s a larded guinea- 
fowl, but where are tire peas? Oh, hang 
it, waiter, you know this will never do 
—guinea-fowl and no peas! Why 
you’ll want me to eat spring chickens 
without York ham next time I come 
here. There; take it away! I shan’t 
get over this for a week; no peas, eh! 
Oh, yes! Book here; I’ll have some 
peaches a la Conde, and let them be a 
la Conde, and not a la anything else. 
It’s not a week ago that a fool cf a 
waiter brought me suedoise de creme 
and swore it was ice pudding. He 
thought I didn’t know an ice pudding 
when I saw an ice pudding; but he 
made a mistake. And I say, none of 
your Stilton for me, you know; don’t 
try te come any fresh stuff over me, be­
cause it won’t do; real ripe, with a dash 
of old port over it, that’s about my 
form.” Heaven help the waiter! His 
assailant won’t give him more than six­
pence.—University Magazine.

What It Cost President Lincoln to Be 
Severe.

Mr. Lincoln did not always give way 
to his natural feelings of pity and ten­
derness. In his high position as a ruler 
and executive, he could not. But the 
firmness in him that sent a fellow-be­
ing to death ever caused him a bitter 
struggle. Judge Bromwell, of Denver, 
who visited him in March, 1865. reports 
Mr. Lincoln’s own words. Mr. Seward 
and several other gentlemen were also 
present, and the President gradually 
came to talk on decisions of life and 
death. All other matters submitted to 
him, he declared, were as nothing in 
comparison to these, and he added:

“I reckon there never was a man 
raised in the country on a farm, where 
they are always butchering cattle and 
hogs, and think nothing of it, that ever 
grew up with such aversion to blood­
shed as I have, and yet I have had 
more questions of life and death to set­
tle in four years than all the men who 
ever sat in this chair put together. But 
I’ve managed to get along and do my 
duty, as I believe, and still save the 
most of them, and there’s no man knows 
the distress of my mind. But there 
have been somo of them I couldn't save 
—there are some cases where the law 
must be executed. There was that
man---- , who was sentenced for piracy
and slave-trading on the liign seas. 
That was a case where there must be 
an example, and you don’t know how 
they followed and pressed to get him 
pardoned, or his sentence commuted; 
but there was no use of talking.

“And then there was the case of Beal, 
on the lakes. That was a case where 
there must be an example. They tried 
me every u ay. They wouldn’t give up, 
but I had to stand firm on that, and 
even had to turn away his poor sister 
when she eame and begged for his life, 
and let him be executed, and he was 
executed, and I can’t get the distress 
out of my mind yet.”

As the kindly man uttered these 
words the tears ran down his cheeks, 
and the eyes of the men surrounding 
him moistened in sympathy. There 
was a profound silence, m which they 
rose to depart. Three weeks after, the 
President was killed.

Beaconsfield.

Petroleum as Fuel.
Hundreds of attempts have been 

made to use crude petroleum as fuel, 
but for some reason or another they 
have all failed, although every inventor 
knew there was millions in it, if he suc­
ceeded in making the thing work The 
Journal of the Franklin Institute 
thinks the problem has at Lst been 
solved. It says:

Air, steam and oil-spray are injected 
into a suitable fire-box. The result is 
an inflammable gas, burning with a 
smokeless flame which produces in­
tense heat. Into the fire-box is passed 
a tube whioh branches into two pipes. 
One of these connects with the boiler, 
and the other with the oil-tank. Valves 
peculiarly constructed regulate the 
quantity of steam or oil admitted to the 
furnace. No other machinery is re­
quired. A preliminary blaze of wood 
under the boiler is needed to raise the 
steam necessary to start the burner into 
operation. Upon the first practical 
test of this new fuel the safety-valve was 
blown off at 120 pounds pressure twen­
ty minutes after the burner was ignited. 
But this terrible flame can he regulated 
by a turn of the hand. A barrel of 
crude oil is worth about $1, but its 
heat-producing capacity is much great­
er than that of a dollar’s worth of coal. 
Assuming that oil,will remain cheap, 
and that its supply will be unlimited, 
the possibilities of this new burner in 
ocean and railway traffic are simply in­
calculable. The labor and cost of fir­
ing up are dispensed with. The dan­
ger from sparks and cinders is eradi­
cated. Neither smok$, dirt nor ashes 
attend its use. The s]paoe occupied by 
oil, as compared with an e jual value of

Correct Pronunciation.
At the meeting of the Teachers’ In­

stitute, held at the Girls’ Normal 
School, on Friday last, Mr. Jacob H. 
Sides, principal of the Belmont Gram­
mar School, was assigned the duty of 
illustrating correct pronunciation by 
pronouncing fifteen words. Being al­
lowed but five 'sajnutes’ time, the gen­
tleman was only able to struggle with 
thirteen words, which are frequently 
mispronounced even among those who 
have been liberally educated. ItiS char­
itable to suppose that the errors com­
mitted by this class are the result of 
carelessness rather than ignorance.

The words pronounced by Mr. Sides 
were in this order; Pronunciation, 
which should be pronounced as if 
spelled pro-nun she-a-shun; associa­
tion should be pronounced as if the 
third syllable were spelled she, instead 
of ci, with the accent on the last a.

“I was surprised,” remarked Mr. 
Sides, “to hear the word so universally 
mispronounced by the members of the 
Teachers’ National Convention, which 
met recently in this city.” The word 
telegraphy should be pronounced te- 
legr-ra-phy, not tel-e-graph-y. Sgwdor, 
frequently pronounced “ squoller,” 
should receive the long sound of a, as 
in mate—squa-lor. The word vagary 
should be divided into three syllables, 
va-gra-ry, with the accent on the a in 
the second syllable. In recess the ac­
cent falls on the last syllable, and is 
pronounced re-cess. The n m govern­
ment is too often omitted, as the 
word is prononneed sieu-ern-ment. 
Enervate is pronounced e-ner-vatc, not 
m-er-vate. Indisputable is pro­
nounced both in- d is-pu-ta-ble and in- 
dis-ym-ta-ble, but the former mode of 
pronunciation is the correct one. The 
word isolate should be pronounced iz- 
o-lute (the a as in mate), not i-so-late. 
Allopathy is pronounced al-lop-a-thy, 
not al-lo-paih-y. Rise, when a noun, 
pronounced “ rice,” but when a verb is 
pronounced rize. The last word re­
ferred to by the expositor of correct 
pronunciation was laug h. which created 
considerable merriment, so much so 
that the listeners laffed and they loffed 
and they larfed, when the proper thing 
for them to have done was to have 
struck the sound of a as in far, and 
they would have been just right.— 
Philadelphia Record.

Fall River Families.
In the New England States, especial­

ly in Massachusetts, families sprung up 
from the same stock, and bearing the 
same patronymic are more numerous 
than in any other part of the republic. 
Such families abound in Fall Kiver 
more than, probably, in any other city 
or town in the section. Fall River has 
a population of about 45,000, but out of 
this 15,000 aie operatives, and some 10,- 
000 more are either foreigners, or of 
foreign extraction. Not more than 20,- 
000 are what we call Anglo Saxons for 
lack of a better term. They are at 
least, so far as may be, of pure Ameri­
can strain. Of the 20,000, there are, ac­
cording to tax-lists just made out, 111 
Borden families, 69 Brightmans, 30 
Buffintons, 76 Ohaces, 45 Cooks, 25 
Crowleys, 75 Davises, -24 Davols, 27 
Deans, 22 Desmonds, 40 Durfees, 29 
Freeloves, 39 Giffoids, 41 Greenes, 24 
Griffins, 28 Halls, 110 Harringtons, 27 
Harrisons, 27 Harts, 58 Hathaways, 28 
Hollands, 22 Lawtons 29 Martins, 25 
Masons, 36 Manohesters, 55 Taylors, 29 
Walkers, 26 Wilsons, 29 Wordells, 24 
Winslows, and 41 Woods. As families 
usually average at least 5 persons, the 
number of Bordens in the town must 
be, by this estimate, 555; of Chaces, 
380; of Davises, 375; of Durfees, 200; 
of Harringtons, 550; of Hathaways, 290, 
which is a very large proportion in 20,- 
000 people. It is said that some 50 
families, with their connection by mar­
riage, would make up about oue-iourth 
of the entire American population. It 
is questionable if this can be said of any 
other city or town in the United States. 
The opportunity and temptation to 
nepotism, which have been so actively 
embraced and yielded to there, are 
made conspicuous by these figures. .

Opposed to the Telegraph.
The strongest opposition to a tele­

graph line from uncivilized races is al­
ways met with when it is first erected. 
Fear of the strange thing, and jealousy 
of territorial encroachment, naturally 
excite the savage mind to resent the in­
novation; and most construction par­
ties in wild countries have t© be pro­
tected by an escort of troops. The 
great trans-Australian overland line, re­
cently completed, v as carried for hun­
dreds of miles through desert solitudes, 
unharmed by the blacks; but on the 
Macdonald range a band of hostile na­
tives were encountered, and the elec­
tricians gained a bloodless victory over 
them by connecting the poles of a pow­
erful battery to a wire, and administer­
ing shocks unawares to those of the na­
tives who were prowling curiously 
around. The mysterious power, which 
seemed to them like a thunder-stroke, 
inspired them with a wholesome terror 
of the wire, and they gave it a wide 
berth after that. Both in Australia and 
New Zealand, several erecting parties 
have been attacked by the aborigines 
and massacred. Ot late, however, iD 
New Zealand, the Maoris have shown a 
different spirit, probably because of 
better management on the part of the 
whites; and Maori squatters now heap 
to build the line, which then look upon 
as a triumph of their scientific abilities.

A Valuable Servant.
Paddy said that the toad was a 

“ beautiful bird,” and really there is 
nothing so very objectionable about the 
little fellow, who is certainly very use­
ful in his way. Toads live upon beetles, 
bugs, flies, grubs, and such small game. 
They are easily tamed, aud will learn 
to accompany a weeder about the gar­
den and pick up such morsels as 
squash-bugs, rose-hugs, cut worms and 
potato-beetles as are thrown them. A 
toad has been known to pat away with­
in him over a hundred different kinds 
of bugs and flies, and then wink for 
more. Such services as this surely 
ought to be recognized, and such a 
servant accommodated with board and 
lodging in the garden. No animal is 
more inoffensive or minds his own 
business more closely. He is a valued 
assistant, and should by all means be 
encouraged._____________

have stimulating fertilizers. For hard- 
wooded, slow-growing plants, very fine 
bone—flour of bone—sold by seedmen 
for the purpose, is perhaps the best; a 
few table-spoonfuls being forked into 
the soil of the pot. For soft-wooded, 
quick growers, a liquid fertilizer may Le 
used. This may be guano, a teaspoon­
ful to a gallon of water; soot, two table- 
spoonfuls to a gallon, or the water of 
ammonia (liquid hartshorn) of the drug 
stores, an ounce to the gallon. Water 
the plants with either of these, instead 
of clear water, once or twice a week, as 
the condition of the plant requires. No 
invariable rule can Jbe given.
