Stock Raising in Colorado.
It is carried on, as must be generally 

known, from Texas to a region consider­
ably north of the Union Pacific rail­
way, and great herds pass from the Lone 
Star State through Kansas, and up to 
the great iron roads runing east and 
west. In New Mexico, in Southern Colo­
rado, on the Arkansas and it tributaries 
—the Fountain, the St. Charles, the 
Muddy, the Cjicharas, the Huerfano, 
and others—in the great parks over 
across the range, and over the plains in 
Colorado, Nebrsaka, and Wyoming, the 
herds roam, and the rancheros ride. 
Between Denver and Julesburg, on the 
Union Pacific railroad, lay the immense 
range of the late Mr. Ayliffe, one side 
of which was fifty miles in length. He 
is said to have begun fifteen years ago 
with a capital of $100, and his estate is 
valued at $1,500,000. It was interesting 
and instructive to hear how one of his 
friends accounted for his unusual suc­
cess : “ Some people try to attend to 
several things, or to do more than one 
kind of business, but he only thought 
of one thing for those fifteen years, and 
that one thing was cattle. And attend­
ing only to that, and working at it and 
thinking about it all the time, he came 
to understand it wonderfully well, and 
to have perfect j udgment about making 
the most of stock.”

A dissertation on the cattle-herds of 
the great West would occupy a large 
volume, and those who have chosen 
other parts of this domain than South­
ern Colorado are doubtless competent 
to “give a reason for the faith which is 
in them,” and amply support the wis­
dom of their choice of location. To us 
this same Southern Colorado seems to 
present, on the whole, the greatest ad­
vantages. If is traversed by railroads, 
and accessible from all sides; and the 
climate is most salubrious, and so mild 
in winter that the stock can remain on 
the range throughout the year. Other 
things being equal, there are many men 
who highly prize the grand, ever-present 
spectacle and genuine companionship 
of “the everlasting hills.” No doubt in 
other regions land can be had more 
cheaply, and sometimes occupied with­
out fee or reward, but there are sure to 
be counterbalancing disadvantages.

Above a certain latitude, and notably 
in Wyoming, great losses have occurred 
from severe winters, and not very far 
to the north the “ Lo family ” (as the 
noble red man—“ Lo! the poor Indian ” 
—is called on the plains) come in to dis­
turb and molest. All admirers and advo­
cates of these hyperborean regions have 
ample opportunities to rise and explain; 
be ours the pleasant task, reclining 
under the spreading cotton-wood, and 
in the shadow of the Sierra Mojada, 
of singing the eclogues of the valleys of 
the San Oarlos and the Huerfano, for it 
is “ not that we love Caesar less, but 
Rome more.”

We have said that water was the 
prime requisite, and the banks of 
streams are consequently first sought. 
Government land is divided into sec­
tions of 640 acres (a mile each way), 
and quarter sections of 160 acres. 
What more simple and easy, we hear 
some one ask, than to take up four 
quarter-sections in a line along the 
stream, and while we own, strictly 
speaking, a quarter of a mile in width, 
to occupy, without let or hindrance, 
away back to the divide (ridge between 
that valley and the next), being sure 
that no one will have either the motive 
or the will to dispute with ns the pos­
session of this arid area? Nothing, 
certainly, except that a number of able- 
bodied citizens beside yourself have not 
only conceived this same idea but acted 
promptly on it, and that in conse­
quence the supply of water frontage 
may be found inadequate to meet the 
demand, and its market value conse­
quently and proportionately increases. 
There are always, however, ranchmen 
willing to sell, for one reason or anoth­
er, and no one need despair of obtain­
ing a good location at a fair rate, with 
the improvements ready made. Then 
he can buy his stock mainly, if he be 
wise, on the spot and in the neighbor­
hood ; for, with the great improvement 
now taking place in breeds, it is no 
longer desirable to buy largely in Texas. 
Then come his “ cow-boys,” or herders, 
not Mexicans, as in old times, but gen­
erally stalwart Americans, quick of 
hand and deliberate of speech. They 
are provided with swift and sure-footed 
horses, generally, in these days, of the 
broncho type—a mixture of the Ameri­
can horse and the mustang.

It may now fairly be asked, where 
else in the world, and in what other 
known way, can a man sit down and 
see his possessions increase before his 
eyes with so little exertion involved on 
his part? With the dawn the cattle are 
all grazing. Thin and gray enough the 
grass looks to the inexperienced eye, 
but the ranchero well knows the tufts 
of buffalo and gramma growth, gauges 
the value of this feed as compared, in 
the matter of nutriment, with the rich­
est greensward of apparently more fer­
tile regions, and remembers that it 
grows afresh twice a year. Then, with 
the utmost regularity, and some time 
before noon, the whole herd—the splen­
did bulls, the plump steers, the red and 
white and roan and mottled cows—take 
their accustomed trail, and seek the

water with unerring certainty. Then 
back to the gracing again, and feed Until

Benjamita West.
West was of Quaker lineage. Such 

was the rude condition of the arts in 
the neighborhood at that time that his 
first initiation into art was as simple as 
that of Giotto. At 9 years of age he 
drew hairs from a cat’s tail, and made 
himself a brush. Colors he obtained 
by grinding charcoal and chalk, and 
crushing the red blood out from the 
blackberry. His mother’s laundry lur- 
nished him with indigo, and the friend­
ly Indians who came to his father’s 
house gave him of the red and yellow 
earths with which they daubed their 
faces. With such rude materials the 
lad painted a child sleeping in its 
cradle, and in that first effort of pre­
cocious genius executed certain touches 
which he never surpassed, as he af­
firmed long after, when at the zenith of 
his remarkable career.

How, from such primitive efforts, the 
Quaker youth gradually worked into 
fame, went to Italy and acquired posi­
tion there, and then settled m England, 
became the favored protege of the 
King for forty years, and the 
President of the National Acad­
emy of Great Britain—these are 
all matters of history; and, as West 
never forgot his love for his native 
land, entitle him to the respectful re­
membrance not only of artists, but of 
all his countrymen. American art has 
every reason, also, to cherish his mem­
ory with profound gratitude, for no 
painter ever conducted himself with 
greater kindness and generosity to the 
rising, struggling artists of his native 
land. No sooner did our early paint­
ers reach London than they resorted 
for aid or guidance to West, and found 
in him a friend who lent them his 
powerful influence without grtidging, 
or allowed them to set up their easels 
in his studio, and gave them all the in­
struction in his nower. • Trumbull, 
Stuart, Dunlap, and many others, long 
after they had forgotten the natural 
foibles of West, had reason to remem­
ber how great had been the services he 
had rendered to the aspiring artists of 
his transatlantic home.

Benjamin West appears to have been 
bom with great natural powers, 
which matured rapidly, and early ceased 
to develop in excellence proportioned 
to his extraordinary industry and fidel­
ity to his art.

But, while a general evenness of 
quality rather than striking excellence 
in any particular works was the charac­
teristic of the art of Wes;, together 
with a certain brick-red tone in his 
colors, not always agreeable, yet a share 
of genius must be granted to the artist 
who painted “The Departure of Regu- 
lus,” “Death on the Pale Horse,” and 
“The Death of Wolfe.” It unquestion­
ably implied daring and consciousness 
of power to brave the opposition of 
contemporary opinion and abandon 
classic costume in historical composi­
tions. In this innovation he won to his 
side the judgment of Sir Joshua 
Reynolds and effected a revolution in 
certain phases of art. Notwithstanding 
this, however, West was emphatically 
a man of his time, molded by it rather 
than forming it, and inclined to con­
ventionalism ; when he entered the 
arena, art was in a depressed condition 
both in Italy, where he studied, and in 
England. When Reynolds and Gains­
borough gave a fresh impulse to art, 
West’s genius had already matured, and 
was incapable of making further prog­
ress.—S. G. W. Benjamin, in Harper’s 
Magazine.
Goose-Shooting from Stubble in Minne­

sota.
To have anything like sport in the 

pursuit of the common wild goose 
(Bernicla Canadensis) the ordinary 
methods of hunting water-fowl hardly 
answer here; besides, the lakes they 
frequent are not large enough to justify 
the use of the bay-shooting tactics from 
sink-boats, and from blinds near the 
water. These birds are exceedingly 
wary when upon the fields, and are very 
seldom bagged by stalking. In their 
watchfulness they have but one rivals 
and he an effective ally,in the sand-hill 
crane, which often feeds in their midst, 
thus adding to the difficulty of approach 
within effective range. The difficult 
problem of their successful capture was 
at last solved for us by Col. Sam 
Doughty, of Lake City, Minn , who in­
troduced shooting over decoys from 
pits dug in the stubble of new break­
ing, where it has been ascertained 
geese are m the habit of feeding. The 
decoys are of the' simplest construction 
and greatest portability, being merely 
flat forms in good outline painted in 
imitation of the wild goose; these when 
seen at right angles to their flat sur­
faces, at ordinary shot-gun range and 
beyond, are well calculated to deceive 
not alone his gooseship, but even ama­
teur sportsmen.

Tv/o flights a day are* made by the 
geese from the large lakes in searoh of 
food, one taking place at daybreak in 
the morning, and lasting, perhaps, an 
hour, and the other at 4 o’clock in the 
afternoon, occupying about the same 
length of time. On these flights they 
are often accompanied by the snow- 
goose (Anser hyperboreus) and the 
white-fronted goose (Anser Oambelii), 
which are here called respectively white 
and black brant, though they do not 
much resemble the true brant of the 
sea-coast (Branta hemida), which may 
be found occasionally in the midst of 
flocks of the other kinds, yet are by no 
means common.

From about the latitude of Kandiyo­
hi county to the Red river of the north 
the different species of the wild goose 
hold high revel and, upon the approach 
of the cold weather, may be seen in 
countless thousands massing for the 
southern flight. An early morning 
drive along the wheat-fields which they 
frequent will disclose them feeding 
either upon stubble or breaking. They 
must be allowed to depart not only un­
molested, But of their own accord, when 
an examination of the feeding-ground 
is carefully made, and the pits may then 
at once be sunk. If there are two shoot­
ers, as many pits are necessary, and 
they are best circular in form, about 
thirty inches in diameter and forty 
inches in depth. The earth of the ex­
cavation may be partially utilized in 
constructing a slight embankment 
aronnd the edges of the pit. The sur­
face of the soil about the pit openings 
must be manipulated until it accords 
in appearance with the natural sur­
roundings. The pits may be near 
enough to permit of a whispered con­
versation between the occupants when 
the game is approaching. The decoys, 
to the number of a dozen or more, be­
ing flat, must be placed at such angles 
that when viewed from any point of the 
compass a few apparently solid geese 
are seen.—C. A. Zimmerman, in Scrib­
ner.

Swill# oil Religion vs. Science.

There is an abyss on either side of 
the human race—the abyss of origin 
and that of destiny; and as science has 
failed to midge the chasm between man 
and creation or chaos, so it is unable to 
bridge the gulf between inan and im­
mortality. It can only pass and repass 
between the two well-known bounda­
ries. It can no more proclaim that 
there is not a future life than that there 
is no God. It has no machinery, or 
implements, or art by whioh it can ex­
amine the world previous to life, or the 
things subsequent to life. No spiritual 
inference can follow from its premises. 
It must begin its studies with an insect 
and end them with a physical man. It 
must take all its steps between the coral 
rock where an insect sleeps and the 
grave of man. Outside of these bor­
ders it cannot pass. We are mot only 
prisoners in body, but we are prisoners 
m mind. A? onr bodies cannot fly 
away from earth, so our minds cannot 
escape from this little cage; and hence 
pure science cannot formulate for us 
any kind of religion. It is a study of 
physical phenomena only, and as such 
has no sphere of action except in the 
circle in which man here moves. In 
battling with the mysteries of the 
spiritual, we must not-expect material­
ism to aid us, nor must we permit it to 
injure us. It must not be expected to 
be a friend nor suffered to be au ene­
my. It is grand m its department, but 
it can no more suggest a theology for 
you and me than the theology can sug­
gest a coal formation or explain the 
rines of Saturn.

We must turn fronurthe positive 
process to the moral process. We 
claim a second life not because inan has 
a mind, for we confess that the horse 
and the dog have minds, but claim it 
because man’s mind is peculiar; it is 
wholly unlike the spiritual essence of a 
brute, however noble the brute. Man 
holds the past in his soul. His dead 
are held there. His memory goes back 
and back, omitting no lost child, or 
husband, or wife. All his sentiments 
are thus founded upon the word for­
ever. He hopes to meet his loved ones. 
His hope, like his memory, reaches out 
and mocks at the confines of the pres­
ent. And besides this pec • liarity of 
man he has a moral nature, which per­
ceives a universe of rewards and pun­
ishments, and this perception distin­
guishes between him and the noblest 
of the brute tribe. The religious, 
therefore, do not base their religion 
upon that kind of mental force which a 
Spencer or a Darwin may find issuing 
from the ooze on the bottom of a primi­
tive sea, but upon the moral qualify of 
that mental force seen in man. The 
fact of a resemblance between the mind 
of a man and the mind of a noble brute 
would not, even when scientifically con­
sidered, involve the conclusion that 
man is mortal, for, while nature is full 
of analogies, it is also full of variations. 
For example, the leaves of the pine tree 
do not fall m winter, there are beautiful 
evergreens, the mistletoe and the laurel, 
which smile at all our poetry about the 
autumn leaf. They seem greenest in 
the depths of winter. Thus all through 
nature exceptions come, and so far as 
science may know man’s mind may be 
one whose rich foliage of memory and 
love never falls. He may be an ever­
green in the waving forest of life.

Leaying the study of the relations of 
material science to immortality, assum­
ing that it really sustains no relations 
to the idea, let us repair to the only 
field outside the Bible on which this 
battle of argument can be fought—the 
spiritual field. The greatest minds 
which deny or ignore a future life are 
busy teaching the world that this life 
is adequate iu itself. To live for hu­
manity, for its peace and progress, is 
end enough for existence—no motive 
such as heaven or hffil is needed. This 
idea was set forth by the French many 
years ago, was taken up by some En­
glish minds, and has of late years been 
redressed and reinspired by Huxley, 
and Prof. Clifford, and by Edwards. 
All these able writers have affirmed that 
man must simply live a “ noble life,” 
“ a pure life,” a life for the “ good ot 
society.” The most full and logical an­
swer to all this idealism of the Atheist 
has been given the public in the recent 
work of Mallock, in his discussion of 
the question, “ Whether life is worth 
living.” He most clearly of all sum# up 
the defects of such an appeal. But this 
book which comes near being of ines­
timable value to the religious world is 
virtually ruined by its last fifty pages. 
Aside from this final collapse of 
the logical faculty of Mr. Mallock, 
which seems to have been worn out 
in the first part of the volume that it 
might die in the closing pages, he weH 
expresses the folly of relying upon the 
ideal of a “noble life,” and a “high 
taste,” and the “good of society.” after 
you shall have taken from humanity its 
belief or surmise regarding a God, and 
a future of rewards and punishment. 
Divest the human mind and heart of 
its religions sentiments, and in a few 
generations there would be no love of 
a “noble life” remaining. Such sub­
lime sentiments in the soul cannot sub­
sist upon nothing. They must have 
food. What sentiments are now extant 
in the world of that quality have been 
nourished chiefly by the moral sur­
roundings of man. His God, his ac­
countability, his grave with its subse­
quent resnrrection, his church with its 
impressive services, his books of re­
ligion with their literature, embracing 
the Zend Avesta, the legends of all the 
nations and tribes, and the Holy Script­
ures of the Hebrews, and the Christians, 
his poetry and his sacred art have com­
bined to create for man, the conception 
of a noble life, and of the supreme good 
of humanity. And even after society 
has for many thousands of years been 
toiling hard at these spiritual motives 
to make them impressive, man is still 
slow to reach after a “noble life,” a 
“righteous career,” and the “supreme 
good of humanity.” If the food which 
religion has been spreading be­
fore the soul for countless cent­
uries has been slow m growing 
holy men and women, what a highly- 
developed logic indeed it would re­
quire to enable us to see a grand human 
race rising up from the teachings that 
man came from, the slime of the ea 
and is on his way back to that slime. 
We must exchange all our altars, and 
hymns, and prayers; all our hopes of an 
endless life in the City of God, for a 
system of chemistry, and after that ex­
change we shall love greatness. We 
must declare oupself the equal of the 
dog or the horse, and then it will be 
easy to feel our personal worth and the 
grandeur of society; far more easy than 
when we had the chants of religion for 
our inspiration and Christ for our 
guide. This materialistic logic comes 
to me and says, “You have hitherto be­
lieved in a Grod; you have been influ­
enced by the forms of religion; you 
have looked up into the sky as though 
your dead child, or dead husband, or 
dead wife were still living in some sun- 
bright, deathless world; you have shed 
tears of faith and joy over the thought 
of a final reunion; but you will never 
meet those absent ones; there is no God; 
you are mortal and will soon cease to 
exist; and now I command you to live 
a ‘ noble life,’ and follow a ‘ righteous 
career! ’ ” With such painful nonsense
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some skeptics are now filling the world, 
furnishing us a dignified effort on the 
part of exact reasoners to double the re­
sult by diminishing the cauae—an effort 
to make society more noble by dimin­
ishing the motives of nobleness.

The real truth, no doubt, is that all 
those ideas which the atheists place be­
fore us—ideals either of the individual 
or of society -̂were wrought out in the 
old shops of religion, and, but for the 
religious sentiment and belief, would 
never have coroe to that beauty in which 
they were seen by August Comte, and 
Harriet Martineau, and Mill, and their 
companions. For mark the founda­
tions whence Comte drew his elevated 
views and feelings. Did he extrackAjfi, 
early bias and inspiration from tjie be­
lief in atheism and oblivion ? On the 
opposite he was a faithful child of the 
church all through his youth, and be­
came colored with a religious romance, 
of which materialism knows nothing. 
His wife, of whom he was almost a 
worshiper, redoubled his sentimentality, 
and, with his heart colored by early 
religion and by a semi-religious domestic 
love, he wrought out a worship of hu­
manity as being the great pursuit of 
earth. Could the philosophy of atheism 
have so colored his soul? To this mem­
ory add now the fact that Harriet Mar­
tineau was a devout student and com­
mentator of the Comte philosophy, and 
was herself reared in religion, and was 
80 years of age before she parted com­
pany with the doctrines of the New 
Testament, and you will perceive that 
her high views of man and of society 
did not issueJrom the associations of 
'pure chemistry and evolution, «nd mat­
ter, but had the help of those thirty of 
life’s early and best years which were 
richly painted with the colors of the 
sanctuary. Subsequent years may have 
taken away all hope of a second life, 
but they could not remove those esti­
mates of human greatness which had 
taken root and blossom in the early 
years of girlhood and womanhood.

Pass to John Stuart Mill. He was at 
once a deep student of the same Au­
gust Comte, and of Harriet Martineau. 
Like the gifted womaD, he too must 
edit the works of the Frenchman, and 
simplify and condense their tenets. 
Not that he espoused them all or re­
jected them, but that he did not ac­
quire his lofty style from atheism, but 
came down out of a crumbling temple of 
piety, when the last hymns of worship 
were still haunting his sad spirit. Thus 
these three—two high priests, and be­
tween them one high priestess of the 
service of humanity—found their esti­
mates of life not in the doctrines of 
no God and of mortality; they found 
their mental and moral jewels not in 
the bottom of tiie crucible of Tyndall, 
but sparkling on the holy altars of the 
church.

It is perfectly evident therefore that 
all those terms such as a “ noble life,” 
and “ high aims,” and the “ highest good 
of society,” are the remainders in the 
world of atheism, of a world of faith and 
hope, which has just passed before it, 
leaving like a meteor a shining train be­
hind. It may be that this life would 
furnish motive enough of a noble 
existence, could we all be reared amid 
the holy voices and helps of 
piety, until we had passed the 
middle boundary of our three-score 
years. After such a deep coloring of 
the soul we might be able to be virtu­
ous and kind, and sad men and women, 
but I shall ever look upon the sig­
nificant past and into the relation of 
effect to cause, and declare that a phi­
losophy without a God and an immor­
tality within it cannot people earth 
with good men and cannot lead society 
toward its highest good. All the men­
tal and moral grandeur we behold upon 
earth have come up like the sunbeams 
streaming up from the invisible throne 
of the Almighty. Those gifted unbe­
lievers, Mill, Martineau, Clifford and 
their followers, all crowned in the tem­
ple of learning, are mountain peaks 
tipped in the beams of a setting sun. 
They thought their sun had become ex­
tinguished, and that what light they 
saw was coming from a new azure, un­
veiled by new hands, but what twilight 
they beheld, and what saved them from 
a deep midnighkjvas'fibffiing^else than 
the old orb of feligious and spiritual 
sentiment, in kindness declining to be 
extinguished,\and busy sending up 
from below the horizon its diffused 
and sweetly-tiiited radiance. What 
they think to be a morning of science 
is the evening tint of religion, still re­
fracted and reflected in the heavens of 
the soul.
A Boat Crew Attacked by an Alligator*

We learn from our Pensacola ex­
changes that two gentlemen were out 
duck hunting, near Pensacola, a few 
days ago, in a skiff, when they were at­
tacked by an alligator which suddenly 
rose to the surface of the water and at­
tempted to crawl into the skiff in which 
the men were leisurely paddling along. 
One of the men, during the excitement, 
fell overboard, but managed to get back 
inside the boat in time to save himself 
from the jaws of the monster. .A slug 
was hastily rammed into the gun barrel, 
and then fired into the head of the vi­
cious animal, which so crippled him 
that he was afterward easily managed. 
He was then taken to shore and killed, 
and found to measure 11 feet in length, 
5 feet round and weighed 215 pounds. 
The paper states that this is the largest 
killed in that nighborhood since the 
war, and the circumstance is otherwise 
remarkable as being the first instance 
in our knowledge where an alligator has 
been known to attack a boat crew in 
this manner .—Montgomery ( Ala.)

Not only people of Michigan 
but the progressive, patriotic people 
of the whole countiy, tnoitrn the sud­
den and wholly unexpected demise of 
United St at is Senator Zachanah 
Chandler, which occurred at the 
Grand Pacific hotel, Chicago, early 
Saturday morning last, Mr. Cland-

Mr. Chandler was 66 years old, and 
has represented the State of Mich gan 
in the United States Senate for nine­
teen years, eighteen years of which 
were continuous service. He waione 
of the founders of the Republican par­
ty, the boldest and most fearless enun- 
ciators of his political convictions 
that ever addressed the Senate. He 
was th- champion of constitutional 
liberty, and it was fitting that his last 
utterances should be freighted with 
this thought.

But the* Boss” ic al­
ways adequate to m emergmey of crooked­
ness andso made affidavit that what he bad ^aii 
under oath “on the other occasion was ^  lie,” 
aud thejudge considering the proponderetieeda 
favor of his last testimony dismissed the charge 
of contempt. The following is the language 
with which a reputable lawyer, Col. Atkinson* 
characterized the sworn testimony of Wheaton:

What more is nee led to show the falsity of his 
evidence than hib own written “ercuse,” now in 
the hands ot the court?

J don’t a>k 
it stricken out, your honor, on thfe ground of 
perjury. That question will be settled in some

A Bold A n w ip j at Murder.—Most of our 
readers arc well acquainted with Robert O’Siel 
for many years master mechanic of the Cliff 
company, in this place and a resident of the 
county until recently, when besought employ­
ment at Leadville, and it seems has become 
somewhat extensively engaged in mining. Ifac 
following account of an attempt upon his life, 
made a few days since, is taken from the Load- 
villc Chronicle and seems to comprehend all ocui* 
tamed in other and more lengthy accounts of 
the affair os reported in various papers* One of 
the most uncalled for and mysterous oases of 
shooting occurred last evening about seven and 
a half o’clock at the Kennebec mine, vvhich is 
located ou Fryer Hill, in Big Evans gulch, half 
way between the Scooper and .the Robert E. Lee 
mine. The victim was Robert O’Neil* foreman 
of Kennebec, one of -the steadiest and mo3t 
faithful workmen in the camp, and largely in ­
terested here. About six o’clock he was in town 
and after galling at the office of the company 
returned to the mine, llis cabin is near the 
shaft hou.se, and a number of workingmen are 
living within a hundred sards of it. He had 
been back but a ‘’hort time when the reports of 
pistols w^reheauland a monrept later O’Neil 
was seen to gtagger from his cabin aofi exclaim, 
‘1 am shot,”  and hold his hands to his temple. 

A number of miners surrounded him instantly 
and a messenger was sent to the city to obtain 
medical assistance and anoounce the sad occur­
rence to the proprietor of the mine. Air. Ward 
immediately notified the sheriff’s office and soon 
had a team liitehed up, and two deputies, a 
priest and Dr. Law were on their way to the in­
jured man’s cabin. The physician examined 
the wound, which was a graze shot ov ei the top 
of the head, causing some slight concns-ion of 
the brain, but not necessarily fcfFal. He was 
perfectly conscious and said that, hofhad just 
taken off his coat an i  put on his shppora when 
three men came into his cabin and filed five 
shots. The nearest man hold his revolver 
about eighteen inches from O’Heil’s head and 
then fired, pointing upwards. I t  was this shot 
that bat hina> the rest lodging harmlessly in the 
'» iin  wails.’* In  a- le.t^r written by O’Neil to 
his wife m Mkhigamme, since tbe occurrence, 
tho explanation of the cause of the shooting is

Foreign.
—The loss of life by the recent floods in 

Spain is estimated by the authorities to exceed 
2,000.

—The Emperor of Austria has g'ven to the 
Spanish Entoy Extraordinary his formal sanc­
tion to the marriage of the Archduchess Marie 
Christina, to King Alfonso.

—In Herre ;oT&a the Christi in tenants are 
causing a great deal of trouble by their resist­
ance of the attempts of the Turkish landlords 
to collect rent They notr' only refuse to pay, 
but threaten to shoot any landlord rrho under­
takes the collection.

—Losses of property by the floods in Murcia, 
a Spanish provincê  are estimated at $10,- 
000,000.

—A bill for the abolition of slarery in Cuba, 
presented to the Spanish Cortes, prondes that 
alarea aged 55 and over shall become free im­
mediately; those aged 50 in September, 1880; 
those aged 45 m 1882; those aged 40 in 1834; 
those aged 86 in 1886; those aged 30 in 1888; 
and all others in 1890. From 1880 100,000 
pesetas will he charged on the Cuban budget 
for defraying the expenses of emancipation,

. 850 pesetas to be paid owners for each slave.
—An accident to the hoisting apparatus m 

the Alexandra colliery, at St. Helen’s, Lancas­
ter, England, caused the death ef seven per­
sons.

—Madrid is to have an International Exhibi­
tion in 1881. It. Colibert, a French artist, has 
been selected to furnish the Spanisn Govern­
ment with the general plans of the building.

—Phylloxera are rapidly destroying vines in 
France, and a great reduction in the wine pro­
duction in the famoua Boohelle grape-growing 
district, extending through several years, is an­
ticipated. The importation of vines from 
America, which are insect proof, is suggested 
ss a remedy.

—A flood in Jamaica, West Indies, has done 
a great deal of damage and destroyed a num­
ber of lives.

—Late dispatched from Afghanistan state 
that the Kotwal of Cabul and four others have 
been hanged for complicity in the massacre of 
the British Embassy. There has been fighting 
between Ali-Kheyi and ^hutergarden, in which 
the Afghans were defeated with heavy loss, and 
communications have since been reopened.

• —It i» said that the alliance between Ger­
many and Austria is not in the usual form of a 
written treaty signed by the Emperors of the 
two countries, but simply a memorandum be­
tween Bismarck and Andrassy, which was ap­
proved by their respective sovereigns.

—Adolphus Bosenberg, editor of the London 
Town Talk, tried for libel against Mrs Lmg- 
try, was convicted and sentenced to eighteen 
months’ imprisonment, and, at the expiration 
of his imprisonment, he is to be bound over in 
his own reeogmzance in £1,000 for good be­
havior for eighteen months.

—Two hundred deaths from famine have 
lately occurred in Eastern Siberia.

J P e r s o n a l .

—Uriah A. Boyden, a wealthy Boston man, 
died a few days ago, and his will bequeaths the 
greater portion of his property for the purpose 
of making scientific investigations of the prop­
erties of caloric and the phenomena re'atmg 
thereto. When such investigations have been 
thoroughly made, he provides for observato­
ries on prominent peaks for the gratuitous use 
of the students of astronomy and kindred 
sciences.

—Hon. A. M. Jones, of Jo Daviess county, 
111, has been appointed Coll cror of Internal 
Bevenue, to fill tbe vacinry caused by the re­
cent death of Maj. Nase, at St ilmg. 111.

—A nephew of E lison, the famous inventor, 
has just died at Pans, France, where he was 
superintending the introduction of his uncle’s 
inventions.

—Gen. Grant has accented an invitation to 
the reunion of the soldiers of Indiana, to be 
held at Indianapolis, Nov. 20. Gen. bheridan 
will act as Chief Marshal of the reception at 
Chicago.

—There seems to be lit le doubt that tl.e body 
of George Burr, the untortumte compsn'on of 
Prof John Wise m the ill-fated balio m Path­
finder, has been found on the lake shoie, rear 
Miller’s Station, Ind., not far fri m whe e tbs 
air-ship was passing over the lake. No traces 
have yet been discovered either of the b 11 non 
or of the remains of Prof. Wise, who probably 
met death in the lake ab ut the same time his 
unfortunate companion perished.

—The President, expecting that Gen Grant 
would visit Washington at the commg rei nion 
of the Army of the Chmberland, telegraphed 
inviting him to he a guest at the White House 
on that occasion. The General replied that it 
would he impossible for him to attend the re­
union at that time, owing to previous engage­
ments.

—Lucien B. Crooker has been appointed 
Collector of Internal Bevenue for the Second 
District of Illinois, nee Allen, deceased.

—Mrs. Johanna H. Conner, a native of 
County Kerry, Ireland, died at Washington, 
D. O., a few days ago, aged 107.

—Nearly twenty years ago, the exact date 
being Nov. 14,1859, W. S. Bodie, the man who 
first discovered what is now famous as the 
Bodie mining district, in California, lost his 
way in a heavy snow-storm and perished. 
Soarch was made for the body, but to no pur­
pose. Only a few days ago, Bodie’s remains 
were discovered about a mile from the town 
which now bears his name.

G e n e r a l .

—Lieut. William B. Weir, ordnance officer, 
was killed and mutilated by the Indians while 
hunting near White Biver Agency, Col, on the 
21st inst. One soldier of the hunting party 
was also slaughtered.

—At Liverpool, in consequence of the circu­
lar of our State Department, notices are dis­
tributed among Mormon converts about to emi- 
grate that polygamy is prohibited by American 
law, and that those who prac’ice it subject 
themselves to the liability of heavy fines and 
long terms of imprisonment.

—The bee-keepers held their annual meeting 
at Chicago last week. A large attendance and 
great interest were noteworthy.

—A dispatch from Ogden, Utah Territory, 
of Oct. 23, reports that “ the Untah Utes 
and Snakes are on the war-path with about 
300 warriors. Settlers on Ashley fork were 
collecting together and building a fort. A 
man has arrived at Greon Biver station, on 
the Union Pacific-railroad, and reports that 
the Uintah Utes killed some settlers on Ashley 
fork, and that they are coming toward Brown’s 
Hole, on Green river."

—The anniversary of the battle of Yorktown 
was celebrated Oct. 23, at the old Virginia 
town from which the memorable battle took its 
name. The preee ce of a number of visitors 
from other States, as well as an officer of the 
British army, who made a good-humored 
apeeeh, added interest to the occasion.

—A cold storm, with considerable snow, was 
reported from the ATantie coast Oct 24. Six 
inches of snow fell in parts of New England.

—By the wreck of the schooner Nancv, off 
the coast of Nova Scoria, the Captain, four 
seamen and a boy were drowned.

—The reunion of North C irolina survivors 
of the rebellion, to which ex Federal and ex- 
Confederato veterans were invit d, took place 
receu'ly at Sa isoury, m that State. Five or 
six thousand strangers were present

—Judge Drummond has j ist decided that a 
corporation existing under the laws of two or 
more States migh.t be sued m the Federal 
courts of any of those S a*es, provided the 
plaintiff was a resident of some othei S-ate.

—Secretary Schurz has reee ived a dispatch 
from Adams, the special age it sent to visit the 
hostile Utes, from which it appears that ti e 
women and childien held in captivity by that 
tribe were delivered to him, and have oeen 
taken to Gen. Merritt’s camp.

—A lo ig match at billiards, to settle the su­
periority between Schaefer and S.osson, the 
kings of the cue, lasting three evenings, and for 
8,U00 points, French caroms, was won by 
Schaefer by a score of 3,000 to 2,8 9, and an 
average of 41 % to 36 6 7.

—At last tne anxiously-looked-for cold spell 
has reached Memphis, and the resu t is that it 
is now officially annou cjd that the yiliow 
fever has entirely died out, and the cdy is once 
more in free communication with the outside 
world. The total number of fever cases re­
ported during the week ending Go'. 25 wa- 
thirty-one, of which fourteen proved fatal 
The total oases to date number 1,511, and the 
deaths 470.

—The fastest trotting time ever made—that 
of Earus, one mile in 2;13%—has just been 
beaten over a public track at San Francisco, by 
St. Julian. Gen. Grant was an interested spec­
tator of the trial, and a mile was recorded in 
the unexampled time of 2:12%.

—A good deal of uneasiness prevails among 
the Indians in Colorado, and a concurrent ris­
ing of several tribes is feared. The redskins

—The Louisiana Republicans, in their State 

Convention, adopted a resolution that Gen. 
Grant was their single candidate for the chief 
magistracy in 1880.

—The vote east in Ohio on Oct. 14 for State
ofh< eis is effi ually counted, with the following 
remit. Tot 1 vote for Governor 668,667, di­
vided as fo’lows: Foster, E'-publican, 336,- 
261; Ewing, Democrat, 319,132; Stewart, Prohi­
bition, 4, i45; Piatf, National, 9,129. Foster’s 
majority over Ewing, 17,129.

—A dispatch from Washington to Western 
papers says that, “Secretary Sherman has 
made known his purpose to his friends not to 
be a candidate for the United States Senate in 
Ohio as the successor of Mr. Thurman. The 
interpretation put upon this by them is that 
he does not care to complicate his candidacy 
for the Presidency with the State contest."

—For the third time the Democrats of Balti­
more have elected Mr. Latrobe Mayor 
of the city, and by a majority of 6,000. The 
City Council stands 27 Democrats to 3 Eepubii- 
cans.

—A meeting of those opposed to paying most 
of the Tennessee State debt was held at Nash­
ville, Oct. 23, at which resolutions were adopted 
stating the debt which ought to be paid, favor­
ing tbe nomination of a low-tax Democrat for 
Governor, and that no settlement of the State 
debt' be made until ratified by the people at 
the ballot-box. s

—The vote cast on the proposed amendments 
to the constitution of Ohio have been counted 
with the following result: Amendment relat­
ing to the judiciary—For, 159,630; against, 
163,639. Amendment relating to the election 
of Senators and Bepresentatives—For, 166,285; 
against, 158,642. Amendment relating to the 
election of State officers—For, 162,728; against, 
155,257. Amendment relating to the election 
of township officer* (Trustees to he elected for 
three years, instead of one)—For, 197,223; 
against, 130,455. The second and third amend­
ments were to authorize the General Assembly 
to fix the time for holding elections. All the 
amendments were lost, as they required a ma­
jority of the votes cast. Total vote, 670,911.

—The official canvass of the vote on General 
Assembly at the late Ohio election give the 
Republicans*69 and the Democrats 45 members 
of the House, while in (he Senate the Bepubli- 
cans have 22 and the Democrats 15 —a majority 
on joint ballot of 31.

—According to a Cincinnati correspondent, a 
partial canvass of the members elect of the 
Ohio Legislature has b: or. made with reference 
to the choice for United States Senator to suc­
ceed Thurman. Ot sixty Bepublican Senators 
and Bepresentatives interviewed, 'thirty four 
are for Garfield. The others are divided be­
tween Sherman, Taft, Dennison, Matthews, 
Eggleston, and others.

F inancial a n d  X n d u a tw ia l*
—Another advance in railroad freights be­

tween the West and the seaboard is announced 
by the managers, to take effect Nov. 10. An 
addition of 5 cents per 110 pounds is made 
upon all classes, miking the rate on grain 40 
cents, or double what it was a year ago, on pro­
visions 45 cents, on flour 80 cents per barrel, 
and on cattle 65 cents per 100 pounds.

—The Wabash railway, of Ohio, Indiana, 
and Illinois, and the St. Louis, Kansas City and 
Northern railway, of Missouri, have been con­
solidated, and will hereafter be operated under 
one corporation.

—A hornblo crime was committed near 

Cleveland, Onio, the other night by a half­
witted son of an old German named Noller. 
Tbe young man went home in the night and 
shot his father, mother and brother, the former 
fatally. He then shot himself in the breast, 
not dangerously, however. He is thought to 
be insane.

—Blair, the New York bank teller who killed 
his cn chmm, has been acquitted, the jury re­
turning a verdict of “Not guilty” after a retire­
ment of ninety-seven hours.

—A gan g  of seven counterfeiters has been 
capturt d at S’. Louis. Their principal “stock 
in trade” was silver coin—halves and dollars

— Iwo 1... 1red operatives are thrown out of 

employment by the burning of the Montauk 
cotton mil s, at Sag Harbor, L 1. Tno loss is 
$2,'0,000, insured for half that amount 

—The steamer Louise H., from Algiers, has 
arrived at New Orleans, with seventeen survi­
vors of the Spanish steamer Nuevo Paj ira del 
Oceano, who were found on a small raft in 
mid-ocean. They had been clinging to that 
frail support for eighteen days, and were on the 
verge of insanity. Thirty-three of the passen­
gers and crew of the unfortunate vessel are 
still missing.

—Three little girls, named Stella, Lillie and 
Mary Dunn, daughters of John Dunn, of Pitts­
burgh, obtained possession of a railway-signal 
torpedo, which they attempted to open by 
pounding it with a bowlder. An explosion 
followed which fatally injured Stella, aged 3 
years. A fragment struck Lillie m the face, 
cutting out one eye, and, it is thought, destroy­
ing the sight of the other. Mary, the oldest, 
aged 7, who handled the torpedo, escaped with 
no moie serious injury than badly-lacerated 
hands.

—Two tramps who were sleeping in the 
Hazleton furnace, two miles east of YouDgs- 
town, Ohio, were found dead the other morn­
ing, havirg been suffocated by gas.

—A number of buildings and 1,500 biles ot 
cotton were destroyed by fire at Hawkmsville, 
Ga., one night last week. The loss foots up 
$110,000, with insurance of $50,000.

—The extensive orphan asylnm of the Ger­
man Catholics at Bosehill, near Chicago, was 
burned to the ground recen’ly, together with its 
contents. The institution was in charge of the 
Sisters of Charity, and contained 125 homeless 
little children. Loss about $40,000.

A National Militia.
Gen. Banet, Chief of Ordnance, in his annual 

report, makes a novel recommendation with 
respect to a national militia. He recommends 
the paFSige of such laws as will make an ef­
ficient national mihtia of some 200,000 men. 
The proposition in substance is that the militia 
of the sot eral States, when they have arrived 
at a certain degree of efficiency, and have 
complied with certain conditions, may, ac­
cording to the pleasure of the respective 
States, be enrolled as a national militia, in 
which case they shall be maintained at the ex­
pense of the Gem ral Government. The degree 
of efficiency is to be determined by the reports 
of officers to be called Inspectors of Militia, 
who shall be appointed partly from the regular 
army and paitly from civil life. Col Benet, 
the Chief of Ordnance, recommends 
that one-half shall be selected from 
among those who have served in the 
Union army and one-half from those who 
have served in the rebel army. This is the 
first time that a proposition of this kind has 
ever| proceeded from any bureau officer. To 
obviate any objections that might arise on the 
ground of State rights, it is proposed that any 
State shall be at liberty- to withdraw its militia 
from the national enrollment m its own 
p’easure, subject to certain regula­
tions. Among the conditions of ad­
mission to the national enrollment are that the 
Slate shall consent that, under certain circum 
stances, its militia shall be subject to the order 
of tbe General Government Col. Benet rec­
ommends an appropriation of $4,000,000 to put 
into effect any law that may be enacted upon 
this subject.

Another Advance in the Price of Paper.
At a meeting of manufacturers of print and 

book pap r̂, held in Cincinnati on the 28d of 
October, an advance of one half cent per 
pouLd was made upon all grades of print and 
book papers. This, added to the advance 
made on the let of October, brings the price of 
paper up fu ll twenty per cent, above the prices 
of the past six m nths. It will not be ông 
before ĉ Dfeumers who have - not pre­
pare 1 "m th s advance by laying in a stock of 
paper wi 1 b jgin to feel the effects of the “rise” 
i i t  epape^mark + The following circular 
has lust Hen .psuedbythe manuia ture'S of 
fiie p ip e r , card-board, etc., and speaks for 
rsen:

THE MEEKER FAMILY.
rh r lllin *  S tory o f  T h eir  C aptiv ity—H o w  Su- 

lam, th e  IJto W om an , E ffected  T h eir  K e- 
lea»e—H o w  th e  C aptive* F a red  D a r in a  
T h eir  L ife A m o n g  th e  Savage*.
A correspondent of the Denver Tribune, in 

chronicling the arrival at Los Pinos Agency of 
the women and children captured by the Ute 
Indians at the White Biver Agency, gives the 
following highly interesting narrative of their 
captivity and final release:

The ladies look careworn and fatigued, as 
they iiaturally would after tbe experience 
through which they have passed during the 
past twenty-five days, twenty-two of which 
they were captives among savage Indians, in a 
wild country, and apparently cut off from suo- 
cor. The ladies express themselves as most 
thankful for their early deliverance, which was 
almost more than they dared hope for. Said 
Mrs. Meeker, “I hardly knew what to expect 
At times the Indians almost ignored us, and 
went forward with their councils without re­
garding our presence at all; again they 
jeeiel, and taunted, and uneaten d us; 
at other times they were comparatively 
pleasant There was but one who seemed 
determined to proteot us. This was Susan, 
Johnson’s wife, who haw shown herself, from 
the beginning to tie end of the troubles, a 
woman of fine feeling, and genuinely humane 
and kind in her disposition to her fellow- 
creatures. I can never forget her or repay her 
kindness to myself and daughter, and'our en­
tire family. She is a good woman. Yes, as to 
the threats,” said she, being requested to pro­
ceed, “we hardly expeeted to see the faces of 
our friends in a civilized land; yet we never 
lost hope, yet at times were very despondent 
indeed, we hoped, and yet we feared, at all 
times.”

The entire story of the captivity is of inter­
est When Gen. Adams approached, which 
was noticed by the Indians, they rushed the 
captives into a secure place m the brush, where 
he could not see or hear them They were se­
curely guarded while the conference which was 
he'd was in progress. Their camp was on a 
tributary of the Grand river. Of course tbe 
arrival of Gen. Adams was hailed with joy, but 
five long hours passed before they knew 
whether he brought them deliverance or he 
would be compelled to go away and leave them 
with their horrid captors. The council which 
succeeded Gen. Adams’ arrival lasted five hours, 
and was marked by great vehemence on the 
part of the Indian orators who took part. There 
were two parties—a peace and a war faction— 
and for a while war seemed bound to win the 
day. In the pow-wow Susan, the squaw, who 
is referred to above, took a leading part in the 
controversy, and she raised her voice for 
peace, and she did good work. Susan, besides 
being Johnson’s wife, is a sister of the great 
chief, Ouray, whose counsel is still more 
weighty among the Indian*. She waeinp posed 
to represent her brother in a measure. Her 
words were hstened to with respect, and were 
allowed to have their full weight. Notwith­
standing her entreaties and Gen. Adams’ 
presentation of the ease, it at one time seemed 
as if the Tndians would refuse absolutely to 
surrender their captives. They were deter­
mined to keep and make the most of them.

Susan was followed by her hnsband, John­
son, who also made a speech advocating the re­
lease of the captives—in fact, made a strong 
appeal m favor of the women, setting forth 
their great grief and the advantage to the In­
dians in this release, which might secure 
special consideration for them when it should 
come to arranging a treaty. He quoted and 
dwelt with emphasis on Ouray’s advice to the 
Northern Utes. It was a novel attempt, as may 
well be imagined, to see a squaw addressing 
the hardy warriors. Susan has taken first 
rank as a leader among them. The instance 
was the first one on record of a squaw joining 
an important conncil and taking a prominent 
part m it. As i* well known, the U tes make slaves 
of the women, and, so far as their councils 
are concerned, impose the same silence on 
them that St. Paul did. It is supposed that in 
this case Susan was listened to because she was 
supposed to represent Ouray, and to Ouray the 
Indians now look to save them in procuring a 
peace. At any rate she obtained a hearing, 
and she pleaded well Johnson, her hnsband, 
an influential chief, is supposed to have been 
brought by her to the advocating of a peace 
policy, for, as he will be and has been regarded 
as in a large measure responsible for it, now 
to see him come boldly forward and advo­
cate lenient measures convinces one that 
resolution is possible eren among savages. 
Notwithstanding their eloquent appeals, how­
ever, it is probable that the ladies would not 
be released had not Gen. Adams risen from his 
seat and told the Indians that they must give 
an affiimative or he would give immediate 
orders to the soldiers to pursue iheir own 
course toward the Indians. They then prom­
ised to release the prisoners unconditionally, 
with the hope that the General would use his 
best efforts to prevent the invasion of tbe sol­
diers for the present.

The history of the prisoners during their 
captivity forms a most pathetic chapter. After 
the killing of Agent Meeker, the women at­
tempted to escape into the brush from the 
burning building. Mrs. Meeker was fired at, 
with the result of a flesh wound in the hip, four 
inches in length. Miss Meeker and Mrs Price 
were called to by Indians: “ No shoot white 
woman; stop; Indian no hurt.” They were 
mounted; Miss Meeker, with Mrs. Price's eldest 
child, 4 years old, tied behind her; Mrs. Price, 
with her infant m her arms, and Mrs. Meeker, 
who is 64 years of age, and lame from her 
wound. When they struck the camp at mid- 
n’ght, Mrs. Meeker was dismounted, and fell 
to the ground unable to move, and the Indians 
surrounded her and added to the misery of the 
situation by jeering and taunting “the old 
white squaw.” The next morning they were 
separated, Douglass retaining the charge of 
Mrs Meeker, and Persune taking Miss Meeker, 
while Mrs. Price and children were in the 
charge of an Uncompahgre Ute.

The sufferings of Mrs. Meeker were inde­
scribable during her stay with Douglass, whose 
squaw abused her by neglect, pushing, striking 
and taunts. On one occasion Douglass threw 
down blankets, and compelled Miss Meeker to 
dismount, saying they were going into camn. 
He then said they were going to stab them, 
and exhibited the butcher-knives to be 
used for the purpose. Then he placed 
a musket to * her forehead, and said, 
“Indian going to shoot.” The courageous 
girl never flinched, and laughed at the burly 
savage. He asked her if she was afraid, and 
her ready response, “I am not afraid of In­
dians or dsath,” elicited the admiration of the 
red devils. * They turned upon Chief Douglass 
in derision, and he slunk from the presence of 
the brave Miss Meeker. Soon after this they 
were placed in charge of Chief Johnson, and, 
tiucugh the instrumentality of Johnson’s 
squaw, their condition was very much im­
proved, and further indignities ceased.

Susan proved to be the guardian spirit, and 
had it not been for her intercession the fate of 
the women would have formed one of the 
blackest pages of Indian deviltry.

Through the fearful ordeal of captivity 
Mrs. Price and Miss Meeker almost fought 
for the rights of poor old Mis. Meeker. 
They could use a little Spanish and Ute, and 
their defiance of intruding Induns, and readi­
ness to resist insult to the old lady, challenged 
the respect of even the blood-thirsty aborigines. 
They would push tne savages n;ht and left 
when interfered with, and, on making com­
plaint to Susan, would face the Indians, while 
Susan laid down the law and pena ty; and to 
this fact may be attributed the many favors of 
which they would otherwise have been de­
prived. _________ ‘______ *
Remains of a Mastodon Discovered in 

Missouri.
Additional particulars have been re­

ceived here regarding the discovery of 
the remains of a mastodon at a point a 
little north of Sedalia, in this State. 
In cleaning out an old spring the work­
men struck huge bones, and were 
obliged to close their labors.

Subsequently more careful exhuma­
tion disclosed a mastodon’s bones in 
good condition. Of the portions al­
ready recovered, the tusks are a little 
over four feet long. They curve down­
ward a little at the points, but in other 
particulars resemble the tusks of an 
elephant. The jaws, one of which only 
was brought in—the right one—are 
about five feet long, and will weigh 
something like seventy-five pounds. 
The nerve cavity on the jaw bone is 
three-quarters of an inch m diameter. 
The molars, of which there are two in 
the jaw-bones, are over six inches long 
and four wide. Appearances indicate 
that the monster lived at one time where 
it died. Something hkea bushel of nuts 
and aeorns were found in such a posi­
tion that leads to but one conclusion— 
that they came from the paunch of the 
animal. Two sections of the vertabrse 
were also brought in, and are of huge 
proportions. Two gentlemen of Se­
dalia have secured the privilege of un­
earthing the rest of the remains, and 
are at work with a force of men. Some 
fifteen years ago one of the largest mas­
todons ever found in the United States 
was exhumed while cleaning out a 
spring in Benton county, a point not 
far distant from the present discovery.

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TUB KENTUCKY WAR.

A recent letter from Louilville, Ky., 
says: The Sheriffs posse, which was 
to leave here last night to bury the re­
mains of Jesse Underwood, and to res­
cue George Underwood, lacked the 
courage to undertake their dangerous 
journey, rud sven the Govemorseemed 
to turn a - jaf ear to the earnest pray­
ers of our citizens for protection.

Only one man, Frank McFerren, had 
the courage to go up to the fort, yes­
terday evening, to bury Jesse, and the 
scene when he opened the door of the 
log h '-use was really a fearful one. Not 
5- v /as Jesse’s body lying before 
ni._, prisoning the air from the stsneh 
of its decay,but he also for' 1 Here 
the corpse of Gxnfe Underwood, who 
had been murd^od the night before.

It seems five armed and masked men 
had then surrounded the fort, and, after 
promising George Underwood safety 
for his life, they entered the house to 
search it for John Martin and Glabe 
White, whom they had a suspicion of 
being sheltered there. They took all 
the arms, consisting of a sword, six 
guns, three bowie-knives and several 
guns, and were leaving after an unsuc­
cessful search, when one of the party, 
turning on the threshold, aimed his 
rifle at old George Underwood, and, 
shooting him through the nipple, in­
flicted a wound from which he died in 
twenty minutes.

Frank McFerren could not induce 
anybody to help him bury the dead, and 
he, therefore, alone with his daughter, 
Agnes, had to perform this terrible du­
ty—the only man of the whole country 
possessed of humanity and courage 
enough to perform a Christian duty.

Now that the last male Underwood 
has been killed the war may said to be 
over, but it is more than likely that the 
friends of the Underwoods will take up 
the gauntlet and revenge their mur­
dered friends on the Holbrook tribe.

Six murders have now been commit­
ted within the last two months in this 
deplorable conflict. Five of them were 
Underwoods, one a Holbrook, and, so 
far, none of the officers of our State 
have taken any steps to prevent these 
outrages. Is there no law in Kentucky? 
Are there no officers to proteot the 
peaceable citizens? The country is in 
feverish excitement, and several notices 
have been given intimidating persons 
from going up into the Underwood 
country.

The editor of the Greenup Independ 
ent has thus been notified, just because 
he has been stating in his paper the 
truth, regardless of the feelings of either 
party. The. Lord only knows where 
this will end.

Snguiar Freak of Railway Cars.
Probably one of the most singular 

occurrences in railway history took 
piitce y‘ sterday on the Piedmont Air 
Line. The freight train going east 
when near the ticket office m this city 
came in collision witha cow, which pre­
cipitated two of the coaohes from the 
rails. These two ooaohes ran on the 
ties nearly 200 yards, and when near

Beaconsfield,

His face shows his age; but 
from a back view his cunningly-cut 
overcoat would seem to surround a man 
of A0.

Lassoing a Bear.
H. P. Rancher was trying to catch 

horse, and was rapidly riding after him 
through a thicket of mesquite when he 
suddenly came upon a huge bear. A 
chase at once commenced, Mr Fancher 
attacking with his pistol, and brain, 
probably nearly overcome by heat, try­
ing to make a successful retreat. Mr. 
F. fired five shots without bringing 
down his game, and having only one 
charge left concluded to change his tac­
tics. Uncoiling the rope used as a lariat, 
which was tied to his saddle, he made a 
lasso and attempted to rope the bear. 
The first attempt was unsuccessful, the 
rope getting into tne animal’s mouth. 
The next proved a successful throw, 
the rope getting on the bear’s neck. A 
quick movement on the part of the 
bear jerked the rope out of Mr. F.’s 
hand, and the bear resumed Lie retreat, 
closely followed by his pursuer on 
borseback. Finding it difficult to ap­
proach the bear sufficiently near to- 
catch hold of the ro,. e, Mr. F. dis­
mounted and commenced the chase on 
foot. Seeing this' the bear slackened 
his speed, evidently not caring if his 
pursuer did come up with him. He 
occasionally stopped and looked back, 
as if expecting company. Declining a 
hand-to hand encounter with a large 
bear, Mr. F. returned to his horse, and 
called to his cousin, Mr. T. Fancher, 
resumed the chase. With the aid of a 
stick he possessed himself of the end 
of the rope, which was about thirty feet 
in length, and fastened it to the saddle. 
Now commenced the frantic actions of 
the bear in his savage efforts to release 
himself. He plunged in every direc­
tion, nearly throwing the horse, and 
showed evident intention to free him­
self at all hazards. But his captor 
managed to retain his prisoner, and at 
the same time keep his horse out of the 
way of the savage brute, until a shot 
from the six-shooter of his cousin put 
the bear hors du combat. The fore paw 
exhibited by Mr. Fancher, and left with 
us, is the largest ever seen in this sec­
tion, and indicates, so old hunters tell 
us, that the owner, in good condition, 
would have weighed 600 pounds.—

“ Cutting Out” ou a Colorado Cattle 
Ranch.

Only the first purpose of the “round 
up” has been ob erved when the cattle 
are collected. Next the cows and calves 
must be “cut out,” and we saw the “cow­
boys” lide into the herd, single out the 
eow (with calf following), and with 
great skill extricate her from the 
throng. The youDg calves are, of 
course, not yet marked, but the pres­
ence of one with a eow makes it impera­
tive to place the cow’s mark on it. 
Strayed calves, on the other hand 
(called “Mauvncs” from an old French­
man in Texas who is said to have added 
largely to ins worldly store by a system­
atic abstraction ot these waifs and 
strays), are sold for the benefit of the 
associated ranchmen. “ First catch 
your calf,” as Mrs. Glass would say. 
Perhaps you may think that this is an 
easy task, but you would find, if you 
tried it, that you were never more mis­
taken in your life, for the ease with 
which the rancheros accomplish it has 
only .come with careful training and 
long practice. The little animal runs 
wonderfullj fast, springs, turns and 
dodges almost like a flasn; but the cow­
boy never takes his eyes off of him, and 
the trained horse, now well warmed up 
and entering fully into the spirit of the 
chase, responds to, almost seems to an­
ticipate, every turn of his rider’s left 
hand and wrist. Meanwhile the latter 
with his right arm is swinging his 
noosed rope, or lasso, and in another 
moment he has thrown it exactly over 
the calf’s head. Instantly the horse 
plunges forward, giving “slack” to the 
rope, and allowing it to be wound 
around the horn of the saddle; then he 
moves on, dragging the calf after him, 
and the little creature is soon in the 
hands of the men with the branding- 
irons. These have been heated in a hot 
fire, and are quickly applied, and in a 
few minutes tfle calf, now indelibly des­
ignated as tht- property of Ills master, 
is again running about.—A. A. Hayes, 
•Jr., in Harper’s Magazine.

Albert Gallatin.
It is probably impossible to discover 

in the history of this countrv any states­
man who has left behind him a reputa­
tion so poorly proportioned to his 
ability and influence as has Albert Gal­
latin. Not especially attractive in life, 
he remains singularly uninteresting 
since his death. A chapter in Mr. 
Adams’ book concerning Ins youth fails 
to introduce him in an agreeable light. 
Enjoying every advantage whieh the 
best social position, an excellent edu­
cation, and-a family only too kind could 
give, he yet chose at an early age to run 
away. This venture, if not altogether 
without an object, was at least devoid 
of any sufficient cause or excuse. Hê  
was evidently soon ashamed of it; but, 
as is the freakish habit of poor human 
nature in such circumstances, he visited 
the punishment for his folly upon the 
relatives whom he had injured rather 
than upon himself, neglecting to send 
the simplest information concerning 
his fortunes to those who never ceased 
to manifest a solicitude as tender as it 
was undeserve’d concerning these mat­
ters. This coldness of nature never 
wore off throughout his long life. The 
only evidence of warmth of feeling 
which we ever find in him was shown 
toward his second wife, who seems to 
have made his home thoroughly happy 
and attractive. In tlyis respect, as in 
so many others, he offers a striking con­
trast to Hamilton, with whom it is im­
possible not to compare him. Both 
landed as strangers upon our shores. 
In less than a year after he arrived in 
New York, Hamilton had made more 
and warmer friends then Gallatin ever 
secured throughout his life, long, useful 
and honorable as it was. And, as years 
went on, Hamilton constantly and 
largely increased the number of those 
who, apart from their political faith in 
him, dearly loved the man. Gallatin 
never had so much as the nucleus of a 
personal following. People met him as 
he met them, with much temperateness 
both in affection and in hatred. In an 
age of vituperation he seldom used 
those potent epithets of abuse for 
which his contemporaries must have 
ransacked the dictionaries and synonym 
books; in return he enjoyed an excep­
tional freedom from the more scurrilous 
personalities then in vogue.—Atlantic 
Monthly.

Hotel Experience in Russia.
A traveler in Russia thus describes a 

night in a Moscow hotel: “Cleanliness, 
which, in the long run, I have learned 
to prefer to godliness, is still rare in 
Russian hotels, even in St. Petersburg 
and Moscow, while the filth and dis­
comfort of hotels in smaller towns are 
indescribable. We had fine rooms in 
the ‘ Slavianski,’ so far as furniture is 
concerned, and, after a fatiguing day of 
sight-seeing, we commended ourselves 
to the eare of, the Iberian Madonna and 
lay down to rest. It was midnight, and 
a ‘ deep sleep had fallen upon the 
earth.’

“In appearance, the lodgers in the 
Slavonski Bazar were all peacefully 
sleeping. But what is this? There is 
a sound of hurrying feet, shrill exclama­
tions of disgust and words which would 
benefit an argument on eternal punish­
ment. The fight of candles break upon 
the gloom, andloi upon the snowy cov­
erings of the beds, and on the walls 
and curtains, and the robes de nuit are 
seen a swarming host of — -, but no, I 
will not mention them. From such 
another sight may all the Russian 
hunters of that night be ever spared! 
In fact, the rooms wore full of that 
peculiar kind of vermin, the end and 
aim of whose existence seems to be to 
dispute with man the possession of a 
comfortable bed.

“Next morning I conversed on the 
subject of candle-hunting with the pro­
prietor, animated by that warmth of 
feeling naturally inspired by a night 
spent either in the chase or hanging 
over the back of a chair. From him I 
gained the following information: 1 My
dear sir,’ said the proprietor, ‘ it is a 
sad fact that, in all Russian hotels, yon 
will have abundant occupation in the 
art of self-defense. In winter it is 
worse than in summer. The Russians 
who come here—you see I am French 
—from the extreme East, South and 
North are not over cleanly. Many of 
them do not remove their clothes when 
they go to bed. Most of them play th* 
part of pasture-grounds to many para­
sites, and thus the mattresses, the walls, 
the paper and the canopies become act­
ually zoological hanging gardens.”

An English Dinner.
I saw a letter yesterday just received 

by a Brooklyn gentleman from his wife 
visiting in England. She dined with 
the wealthy proprietor of Addiscombe, 
at his pleasant home in Sydenham, and 
gives a description which I am permit­
ted to copy: “ The dining-room is 
across the fiall from the drawing-room. 
First grace was said, then soup was 
served—a piece of bread being folded 
in each napkin. First, thongfi, I must 
tell you how the table was laid. In the 
center of the table was a glass center- 
piece filled with flowers. In front of 
this, on a raised fruit-dish, lay an uncut 
Spanish melon. On either side of the 
flower-piece was a dish of ripe English 
gooseberries and French cherries, and 
opposite the melon a dish of white 
grapes. Between the dishes of fruit 
stood a small vase of cut flowers. On 
the top of each dish of fruit was laid 
some kind of mossy gseen stuff from 
the conversatory, making it look very 
pretty. By each fruit-dish lay a golden 
spoon. Aft*r soup was brought boiled 
salmon with sauce; then plates removed 
and lobster patties were served; then 
plates removed and roast lamb placed 
before the master of the house. Pota­
toes and green peas were served with 
the lamb. Two kinds of pudding were 
next brought, with a red wine sixty 
years old. After pudding appeared two 
kinds of jellies and a dry white wine. 
After jellies came the fruit. Then the 
ladies retired to the drawing-room, 
where coffee was served, the gentlemen 
remaining in the dining-room to have 
their coffee and smoke.”—Indianapolis 
Journal’s New York letter.

A Cherokee Outlaw’s Death.
Barker, the Cherokee desperado, who 

was recently hunted down and killed 
near Muskogee, in the Indian Terri­
tory, stood at the head of the list of 
Western outlaws. He was of white 
skin, though his blood was tainted and 
he claimed Cherokee citizenship. He 
was six feet tall, straight as an arrow, 
and of stout frame. Twenty-eight 
years of crime (for his life was full of it 
from the cradle) had stamped fiercely 
upon his Indian features tfie marks of 
tfie dare-devil who expected to die with 
his boots on and with the whistle of 
bullets in his ear. His first crime was 
that of wholesale cattle-stealing. So 
imperfect are the laws in the Indian 
Territory that Barker and his men rode 
with free boots and boldly for many 
year?. Triplet, a half-breed Cherokee; 
Scogden, the Mexican, and Mason, the 
Texan, were his Lieutenants. Men 
were wrvlaid, murdered and robbed by 
them time and again. It is said that 
every citizen of the Cherokee country 
carried a special bullet in his pocket, for 
Barker. The culminating atrocity of 
the band came about on tfie morning of 
the 2d of August last, when they gal­
loped into the village of Caneyville, 
Kan., and in broad daylight saoked the
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Cat and Looking-Glass.
Many years ago, at Carne farm­

house, where relatives of mine were 
then living, the household cat was ob­
served to enter a bedroom in course of 
being spring cleaned. The looking- 
glass being on the floor, the cat, on en­
tering, was confronted with its own re­
flection, and naturally concluded that 
he saw before him a real intruder on 
his domain. Hostile demonstrations 
were the result, followed by a rush to 
the mirror, and then, meeting an ob­
stacle to his vengeance, a fruitless cut 
round to the rear. This maneuver was 
more than once repeated with, of course, 
equal lack of success. Finally, the eat 
was seen to walk deliberately up to the 
looking-glass, keeping its eyes on the 
image, and tfien, when near enough to 
the edge, to feel carefully with one paw 
behind, for the supposed intruder, 
while, with its head twisted round to 
the front, it assured itself of the per­
sistence of the reflection. The result 
of this experiment fully satisfied the 
cat that he had been the victim of de­
lusion, and never after would he con­
descend to notice mere reflections, 
though the trap was more than once 
laid for him.—Nature.

The Trypograph.
A new instrument for multiplying 

copies of letters, etc., has been intro­
duced into England under the name of 
the trypograph. It seems a modifica­
tion of Edison’s electric pen. A sheet 
of special paper is placed on a perforat­
ing tablet, and the writing is done with 
a firm hand and a steel-pointed stylus. 
This has the effect of piercing the pa­
per with a number of very minute per­
forations, through which it is possible 
to force ink on the sheet of paper placed 
beneath. The making of the stencil is 
the most important part of the opera­
tions. A little practice will show the 
proper amount oi pressure to put upon 
the stylus and the easiest way of writ­
ing. and, this once accomplished, it will 
be understood that the number of cop­
ies is limited only by the duration oi 
the stencils, which can be stored away 
for future use, and brought out as re­
quired. No press is needed; all that is 
wanted is something with aflat surface, 
the means of holding the stencil firmly, 
and a squeegee for scraping the ink 
over the surface.
