Then, replacing his helmet, the Em­
peror continued, “ I expected in general 
a great deal from my troops, but yon 
have surpassed my anticipations.” His 
Majesty again shook hands with Maj. 
Gen. Krok and kissed him on the 
cheek, amid thundering hurrahs from 
the troops, which were silenced for a 
few moments, wnile his Majesty further 
said, “ I would like to embrace each 
one of yon, but you are too many; 
therefore, in the person of your chief of 
brigade, I embrace you all.” This most 
gracious speech of the Emperor, deliv­
ered with much fervor, called forth tre­
mendous enthusiasm among the assem­
bled soldiers, who continued to cheer 
until his Imperial Majesty quitted the 
ground.

DAKOTA.

The Next Nfcw State.
[From the Chicago Tnbuae.]

The progress of settlement in the 
Northwest has, during the last four 
years, been immense. Into Kansas, 
Nebraska, Colorado, Iowa arfd Min­
nesota the stream has been continuous 
and large. Popnlation has followed the 
extension of railways, andNhe surveyor 
who marks put upon thw unbroken and 
unoccupied prairie die route of the 
railway fin da, when he makes his first 
trip over the tails, a doniitry peopled, 
with their farm* in actuals cultivation. 
This tide Of settlement‘has, however, 
gone far beyond the organized States, 
it has been induced by various circum­
stances, but especially mining pros­
pects, to go into Montana and Wyoming; 
b.ut a -great population seeking farms 
for permanent occupation has' poured' 
into Dakota, not merely in one locality, 
but frojn tins ejtremd nor|hern line to 
the Nebraska line. The present terri- 
torial boundaries of Dakota include an 
area as large nearly as that of Illinois, 
Indiana and Ohio, and more than twice 
as great as that of* Minnesota. That 
portion of the Territdry west of-the 
Missouri river is mainly set apart for 
Indian reservations, but all that part 
east of the Missouri river is rapidly fill­
ing up with agricultural settlers, pour­
ing in daily from all points of the com­
pass. The peculiar advantage of Da­
kota for settlers is that all the land is 
the property of the Government; no 
part of it has been granted to railroads, 
but all is open to purchase or for entry 
under the Homestead law. The land 
itself is extremely fertile, and the 
eastern half of Dakota is capa­
ble of producing more breadstuffs and 
other articles of food and, of merchan­
dise than any one of the existing States, 
not excepting Minnesota. Another ad­
vantage is that the settler takes his 
land unincumbered by any mortgages 
or heavy taxation resulting from county 
debts contracted in aid of railroads—a 
burden which unfortunately weighs 
heavily upon our Western States. The 
Settlers are all well-to-do people, who 
go into the Territory with their horses, 
cows, breaking plows, and money 
enough to enable them to begin work 
as soon as they reach their land. They 
are not a floating population; they have 
gone there to stay, and the settlers of 
1878 and of 1879 will have their crops 
selling in Chicago m 1880. So large 
has become this population, and so 
much of the land has been put under 
cultivation, that there are no less than 
six railways now constructing m the 
State, and, reaching westward from 
Minnesota, have already penetrated far 
on toward the Missouri river. The 
James or Dakota river runs from north to 
south tlirough the whole extent of the 
new State, and enters the Missouri 
river at the southern boundary. The 
six railroads cross the State and this 
river from east to west. The .Milwau­
kee and St. Paul railroad and the Chi­
cago and Northwestern railroad will be 
completed to the Dakota river by Jan 
nary next. Tne Hastings and Dakota, 
the St. Paul and Sioux City, the South- i 
em Minnesota, and the Northern Pa­
cific are ail rapidly pushing westward 
through Dakota. These six parallel . 
railways cross the State at convenient [ 
distances, giving to Dakota a system of j 
transportation and a facility of reaching 
market not surpassed by that of any | 
State in the Union.

The population of Dakota at this 
time can hardly be estimated. Tne in- ! 
Sow of population during the last 
eighteen months has heen very large. 
On each of these six lines of railroad 
the settlements have been rapid and 
continuous, as well as along the Mis­
souri and Dakota rivers. It is not in 
any way extravagant to assume that by 
the date of the census next June the 
population of the State will not be less 
than 130,000, and before the expiration 
of 1880 it may be 160,000. There is no 
reason to expect that this rate of in 
crease will not continue for several 
years to come and until the population 
of Dakota shall reach 500,000 to 600,- 
000.

It is more than probable, therefore, 
that the Territorial" Assembly of Da­
kota will, at the coming session, memo­
rialize Congress to pass an act enabling 
the people of Dakota to adopt a State 
constitution, that Dakota may be ad­
mitted as a State into the Union. It 
is possible that the formal admission 
may be postponed until after the Presi­
dential election, but there is no reason 
why Congress should delay taking such 
legislative steps as will result in the ad­
mission of the State of Dakota in Janu­
ary, 18»1.

Position in Steep.
A writer to the Christian at Work 

insists that position in sleep is of great 
importance. He says:

“ The food passes from the stomach 
at the right side, hence its passage is 
facilitated by going to sleep on the 
right side. Water and other fluids 
flow equally on a level, and it requires 
less power to propel them on a level 
that upward.

“The heart propels the blood to every 
pait of the body at each successive 
beat, and it is easy to see that, if the 
body is placed in a horizontal position, 
the blood will be sent to the various 
parts of the sjstem with greater ease, 
with less expenditure of power, and 
more perfectly than if one portion of 
the body were elevated above the hori­
zontal line.

“If one portion of the body is too 
low, the blood d>es not return as readily 
as it is carried thither; hence, there is 
an accumulation and distention, and 
pain follows.

“If a person goes to sleep with the 
head but a little lower than the body, 
he will either soon wake up, or will 
die with apoplexy before morning, be­
cause the blood could not get back 
from the brain as fast as it was carried 
to it.

“ The savage uses a log of wood or a 
bunch of leaves, civilized man a pillow, 
and, if this pillow is too thick, raising 
the head too high, there is not blood 
enough carried to the brain; arid, as 
the brain is nourished and invigorated 
by the nutriment it receives from the 
blood during sleep, it is not fed suffi­
ciently, and the result is unqniet sleep 
during the night, a waking uf> brweari- 
ness, without refreshment, to be fol­
lowed -by a day of drowsiness and dis­
comfort, and general inactivity of both 
mind and body.”

DARKENING THE BLOOD.

Some of tlie Effects of Altitude in L-eadvillc
[Leadville Letter ]

I saw but very few cases of intoxica­
tion in the streets, though the 300 sa­
loons in the city held out their best in­
ducements. I was surprised at this, as 
one of the notable effects of the great 
altitude of the place (10,300 feet above 
the level of the sea) is that all fermented 
liquors intoxicate more quickly thanata 
lower elevation. The boiling point, 
owing to the decrease of atmospheric 
pressure, is much lower than at Chi­
cago, and the alcohol is sooner vapor­
ized and taken into the circulation, pro­
ducing intoxication quicker.

The boiling point of water here is 
about 190 degrees, instead of 212 d_e- 
grees, the effect of which in boiling 
beans, eggs, potatoes, etc , is that it re­
quires a long while to cook them in an 
open vessel, and it is necessary to keep 
the vessel well covered or the water will 
vaporize and escape before being raised 
to the requisite degree for cooking. At 
this elevation much air is required to 
fill and satisfy the lungs, and breathing 
must be quicker in order to properly 
oxygemze the blood. It is said, too, 
that after one has been here for some 
time the coloring matter of the blood 
becomes darker, being changed from 
the peroxide to the sesquioxide of iron. 
With a person suffering under any dif­
ficulty or disease of the heart, the effect 
of any long-continued exertion is to 
cause a dangerous degree of palpitation, 
and even with persons entirely well, the 
pulse runs extremely high.

There are other and notable facts 
connected with this altitude. There 
are few birds seen here—perhaps for 
the reason that flying is difficult m the 
light air*. The common house-fly, the 
summer pest of onr Eastern housekeep­
ers, is unknown here. There are some 
of the out-door blue-bottle variety here, 
but they seem languid and tired. It is 
said also that cats can not live here. 
This is probably owing to their delieate 
organization being unable to resist the 
rigor of the night air. So the “voices 
of the night” are not heard in this lo­
cality, and boot-jacks are reserved for 
their natural Uses.

Another result of the lightness of 
the air is that, having so little density, 
it is easily heated by artificial means. 
Our nights are universally cold—so 
cold that it is uncomfortable to sit 
without a fire; but a few pine chips or 
small sticks will warm an apartment very 
quickly. At the same time the sun’s 
rays do not seem to have the heating 
power that they do in the lower eleva­
tions. This seems to confirm the theo­
ry that there is no substantial caloric 
in the rays of the sun, but that heat is 
£ne result of chemical-action, generated 
by the direct rays,with the elements of 
the atmosphere—the directness of the 
rays and the density of the atmosphere. 
While standing high upon these mount­
ains. even at a distance from any snow­
drifts and where the air is still, the 
summer sun has only sufficient power 
to make the air refreshing and pleasant, 
while you on the plains are sweltering 
under a torrid heat. In the shade of a 
rook or two it is always cool enough.

The effect of the altitude is the same 
as that experienced by balloonists, who, 
in asoendmg from the surface of the 
earth, even on the hottest (lays, soon 
find it necessary to don their over­
coats and warmest clothing. In the 
night here a good supply of blankets is 
always necessary, ' and nearly, every 
morning heavy. frosts are found, and 
sometimes thick1 stales of ice .are 
formed. The crest# of some of-the 
mountains.and many of the deep ra­
vines upon their sides are .stiff full of 
masses of snow so compact that one 
can walk over them without sinking. 
A day or two ago, in visiting a mine 
close to the summit of, Mount Bross, I 
was compelled to cross a field of snow, 
hanging over the edge, which must 
have been a mile in length and proba­
bly in places twenty feet in depth.

Monsters of the Past.

Pueblo, Colorado.
The emporium of the cattle trade of 

Southern Colorado is still young, and 
its growth was retarded by “the panic,” 
but it is now getting its full share of 
the prosperity which has come to the 
Centennial State, and the twenty-five 
people who were there in 18,65 have 
grown to between 6,066 and 7,000. It 
has two daily papers. tWo railroad de­
pots, two national banks, with goodly 
fists of stock-raising depositors, and two 
school-houses in juxtaposition, a sketch 
of which will give a good idea of the 
old and the new in Pueblo. Like many 
other Western settlements, it has had, 
too, its baptism of blood. It was a 
trading post of stout old William Bent, 
and became other than this only in 
1858, when the gold excitement began, 
and “Pike’s Peak or Bust” was the mot-

Prof. Cope, of Philadelphia, who is 
spending his summer leisure in Cali­
fornia, gave, the other day, to the San 
Francisco Academy a description of two 
fossil animals. One of these was an 
enormous vertebrate somewhat resemb 
ling an aquatic kangaroo, named the 
camarasay,rus snpremus, whose neck, 
was nine ieet in diameter, whose hmd 
legs were twenty feet long, whose spinal 
vertebras were fifty-six inches across, 
and which must have been seventy-two 
feet long by measurements carefully 
taken. This animal could walk in forty 
feet of water and catch its prey with its 
fore paws. He also described another 
similar’ monster found, whose Spinal 
vertebras were six feet across, and 
whose hind legs were forty feet long, 
with carnivorous teeth placed in the 
upper and lower jaws like shears, so as 
to cut up animal food by traversing 
each other in the most perfect manner. 
The bones of the lower half of this ani­
mal a?e solid and very heavy, to keep- 
lts feet down in the water, while bones 
in the upper part of the body were built 
m honey-combed layers as .thick as paste - 
board, strong but very light and buoy­
ant m water. This monster has been 
named Amphicoahas fragitissmus, 
and must have been considerably over 
100 feet m length. Both animals have 
large and powerful tails like kangaroos, 
and when etching their food in the 
water must have appeared as if on three- 
legged stools, the tail acting as an equal 
support of the tripod.—Burlington 
Hawk-Eye.

Tiuman, crawling over the floor in the 
midst of fiith, and making fierce efforts 
to attack him. Both legs were cut off 
above the knee.

Most men would have hurried on, but 
Mr. L--- - belonged to that small mi­
nority who hold every human being as 
a brother; he insisted on going into the 
cell.

“ He will kill you,” said the keeper. 
“We have to use the whip to him when 
we carry him food.”

“ Let us try kindness,” said Mr.
L---- . He entered boldly, sat down
in the loathsome place and began calmly 
to talk to the maniac, who presently 
grew quiet, watching him furtively.

Mr. L---- came the next day and the
next. On the fourth day he took ,the 
madman out of the cell, had him thor­
oughly bathed, dressed in a clean suit 
of decent clothes, and placed on a roll­
ing chair which was wheeled about the 
grounds.

In less than a week, under the in­
fluence of kindness, fresh air and clean­
liness, he was a sane man.

His story was a tragical one. He was 
a German, educated and intelligent, 
who came to this country last winter, 
failed to meet his friends on landing, 
or to tinĉ  work. From exposure one 
night both legs were frozen and he was 
arrested, his despair being mistaken for 
drunkenness.

After his legs were amputated he be­
came insane and was thrown into a cell 
where he would have died, if our friend 
had not rescued him. Mr. L---- pro­
cured a pair of artificial legs for him, 
and secured him employment and good 
wages. The other day they dined to­
gether, and a guest says it was hard to 
tell which was the happier man.

Thousands of visitors might have 
seen the poor wretch in his cell, and 
held out no helping hand. Yet Christ 
set a most beautiful example of sympa­
thy for cases like this. To the ,power 
of His words of grace the demoniacs 
yielded,, and the people ware led io see 
that all things are possible to God.

Pinel, the French Christian . philan­
thropist, attributed his success in. in­
fluencing and helping the insane to 
those lessons of sympathy that the New 
Testament teaches. Charity changed the 
patients when all other methods failed. 
—Youth’s Companion.

An Original Bill of Fare.

The bill of fare at the Nordenskjold 
banquet in Tokio was one of the most 
original devices ever contrived for such 
a purpose. Upon- a common fan was 
printed a map of the North of Europe, 
with an indication of the route, from 
Sweden to Japan, followed by he ex­
plorers. At the starting point the first 
dish was inscribed, and the various ter­
ritories all along the line were marked 
with successive courses, terminating 
with the dessert at Tokio. The rivers 
of Russia and Siberia were renamed ac­
cording to the wines variously provided 
—St. Julien, Chateau Larose, Johannis- 
berger, Eudeslieimer, etc., flowing into 
the Arctic seas, while in the frigid re­
gion of the pole Cliquot frappe was 
stored. The idea w as conceived by Mr. 
E. Netto, a foreign attache of the De­
partment of Public Works.

Costly Paintings.
Considerably less than a century has 

elapsed, since Horace Walpole said that 
Sir Joshua Reynolds in his old age bad 
become avaricious because he asked 
1,000 guineas for the picture of the 
“Three Ladies of Waldergrave.” 
Formerly his prices had been lower— 
only 200 guineas for a whole-length 
portrait, 100 for a half length, and 70 
guineas for a “ kit eat.” It fe needless 
to say that no one would part with the 
portraits for such a figure now. In 
1774, for instance, Lord Caryst#rt gave 
Sir Joshua 50 guineas for the Straw­
berry Girl,” which Lord Hertford paid 
£2,205 for at Samuel Rogers’ sale id 
1856.

The great name of Gainsborough re­
minds us of still more conspicuous in­
stances of the same mind. The cele­
brated “Duchess of Devonshire”—we 
need not for onr present purpose enter 
into the controversy as to whether it 
was really his—was bought by Wynn 
Ellis for £65, and was resold, as every 
one knows, to Messrs. Agnew for 10,000

guineas. After this extraordinary illus 
tration of the fortune found in a work 
of art, which was worth as many pounds 
as it was oiiginally sold for pennies, 
others less startling seem to lose some­
thing of their point. Yet it ought not 
to go nnmentkmed here that Greuze’s 
famous “ Broken Pitcher,” which must 
now be worth several thousands of 
pounds, was painted by the artist (who, 
by the way, died in poverty) for some­
thing like £150—the sum it realized at 
the Marquis de Verri’s sale, in 1785; 
au 1 that the “ Chess Players,” which 
Muller sold for 75 guineas in 1843 (and 
did not think his labor of only two days 
ill-requited), fetched, thirty years later, 
£4,153. Over the water-color drawings 
of David Cox, even those, perhaps, 
which were rejected from the Academy, 
comparative fortunes have been lightly 
won.

When Mr. Yoking gave him £50 for 
“The 'Hayfield” in 1850, the-great artist 
was so pleased with what he thought a 
liberal price that heinsisted on present­
ing a second drawing to the purchaser, 
little dreaming that at Mr. Quitter's 
sale in 1875 there would be a spirited 
contest as to who should take it—as 
Mr. Agnew did in the event—for 
£2,750. The profit was not in this ease 
nor in many others made by the first 
purchase, for Mr. Yokins sold “Tire 
Haj field,” with two other sketches by 
David Cox, for 110 guineas to Mr. Cum- 
ming, who resold them to Mr. Quitter 
for 1,150 guineas, and the total sum re­
alized for the three at his sale was no 
less than £6,047 10s. Of Turner’s 
water-colors the same story should be 
told, and should the “Vesuvius Calm” 
and tbe “Vesuvius Angry,” for each of 
which Turner got 15 guineas, and 
which Mr. Buskin secured some time 
ago for 550 guineas, ever come into the 
market it will be curious to note how 
enormously their value has been in­
creased.—The Magazine of Art.

Visit to a Pin Factory.
A correspondent of the New York 

Evening Post thus describes the mys­
teries of pm-making:

“The pin machine is one of the clos­
est approaches that mechanics have made 
to the dexetnty of the human hand. 
A small machine, about the height and 
size of a lady’s sewing-machine, only 
stronger, stands before yon. On the 
back side a light belt descends from the 
long shaft at the ceiling, that drives all 
the machines, ranged m rows on the 
floor. On the left side of our machine 
hangs on a peg a small reel of wire that 
has been straightened by running 
through a compound system of small 
rollers.

“This wire descends, and the end of 
it enters the machine. It jiulls it in 
and bites it off by inches, incessantly, 
140 bites to a minute. Just as it seizes 
each bite, a little hammer, with a con­
cave face, hits the end of the wire three 
taps, and ‘ upsets ’ it to a head, while it 
grips it m a countersunk hole between 
its teeth. With an outward thrust of 
its tongue, it then lays the pin sidewaj s 
in a little groove across the rim of a 
small wheel that slowly revolves just 
und erits nose. By the external pressure 
of a stationary hoop, these pins roll in 
their places, as they are carried under 
two series of small files, three in each. 
These files grow finer towafd the end 
of the series. They lie at a slight in­
clination on the points of the pins, and 
by a series of cams, levers and springs 
are made to play ‘ like lightning.’ Thus 
the pins are pointed and dropped in a 
little shower into a box.

“Twenty-eight pounds of pins is a 
day’s work for one of these jerking 
little automatons. Forty machines on 
this floor make 560 pounds of pins daily. 
These are then polished. Two very 
intelligent machines reject every crook­
ed pin, even the slightest irregularity 
of form being detected.

“Another automaton assorts half a 
dozen lengths in as many diffei ent 
boxes, all at once and unerringly, when 
a careless operator has mixed the con­
tents of the boxes from various ma­
chines. Lastly, a perfect genius of a 
machind Hangs the pin by the head, in 
an inclined platform, through as many 
‘ slots ’ as there are pins in a row on the 
papers. These slots eon verge into the 
exact space spanning the length of a 
row. Under them runs the strip of pin 
paper. A hand-like part of , the ma­
chine c'atehes one pin from* each of the 
slots as it falls, and by one movement 
sticks them all through t\fo corrugated 
ridges m the paper, fram. which they 
are to be picked by taper fingers in 
boudoirs, and allsorts of human fingers, 
in all sorts of human circumstances. 
Thus youhave its genesis :

“ Pal! and ^tender, itnuprht and tliin,
 ̂ Pretty, littte^ useful pin.”

A Danger in the Jury Sjstem.
The dry, cutting satire - practiced to 

much by'the cross-examining lawyer of 
to-day is sometimes as dangerous in 
court as it would be on the street., A 
short time ago a jury was sitting on a 
case in Southern Colorado. A woman 
took the stand and was somewhat nn 
ceremoniously treated by the lawyers. 
At last » particularly dry and caustic 
fellow began to practice on her with the 
cross exammationr * Now"' Uniong the 
jurymen was- one gentleman-who was 
drawn with apprehension and fear of 
consequences. He was a free, wild 
miner, withno sabre idea of the restric- 
tions’of “law and justice than a buffalo. 
Hfe had* twitched uneasily while the 
woman was being examined, and eould 
only be kepi still by being provoked in­
to a whispered conversation with the 
foreman. As the cross-examination 
reached a particular point, he aston­
ished the court bv jumping up̂  thrust­
ing his hand into his hip-pocket, and 
exclaiming to the lawyer: “Hi, thar, 
Mr. Stick-in-the-mud! ” This from a 
juryman brought every eye in wonder 
and amusement upon’him. He heeded 
nothing, and proceeded: “Jack Mc­
Cabe won’t’ low no man to talk to a 
woman in that shape; not while he’s 
round!” The Judge rebuked nonest 
Jack, and he slunk into his seat, em­
barrassed but mad. The lawyer, turn­
ing upon’ him with withering scorn, be­
gan, bombastically: “Of what weight 
with me is the opinion of an ignorant 
juryman?

Weather Forecasting.

Readers of “ Quentin Durward ” will 
readily remember the importance which 
Louis XI. of France is said to have at 
tached to the warnings of his astrolo­
ger, but they may possibly have over­
looked the exceptional instance in 
which common sense prevailed over 
superstition. The King—according to 
the story—had a mind to hunt one day, 
and, being doubtful of the weather, in­
quired of his' astrologer whether it 
would be fair. The sage answered with 
confidence in the affirmative. At the 
entrance of the forest the royal cortege 
was met by-~a charcoal man, who ex­
pressed to some menials of the train his 
surprise that the King should have 
thought of hunting on a day which 
threatened tempest- The collier’s pre­
diction proved true. The King and 
his court were driven from their sport 
well drenched, and Louis, having heard 
what the collier had said, ordered the 
man before him. “How were yon more 
accurate in foretelling the weather, my 
friend,” said he, “ than this learned 
man?” “I am an ignorant man, sire,” 
answered the collier, “ was never at 
school, and cannot road or write; but I 
have an astrologer of my own, who 
shall foretell weather with any of them. 
It is, with reverence, the ass who carries 
my charcoal, who always, when bad weath­
er is approaching, points forward his 
ears, walks more slowly than usual, and 
tries to rub himself against walls; and 
it was from those signs that I foretold 
yesterday’s storm.” The King burst 
into a fit of laughing, dismissed the 
astrological biped, and assigned the 
collier a small pension to maintain the 
quadruped, swearing he would never in 
future trust to any other astrologer than 
the charcoalman’s ass. Indications 
such as these have been familiar to 
country-folk from the earliest times; 
for it is quite certain that the lower 
animals feel approaching changes of 
weather in a way which we can very im­
perfectly understand. Still, even 
among ourselves, there are many who 
are, to some extent, sensible of these 
changes, and the sensation fe generally 
unpleasant. Old wounds are painful 
before ram; the head aches before thun­
der ; or there is a feeling of uneasiness 
difficult to explain, but none the less 
real. So also with animals; they career 
wildly about the field in restless exi " 
ment, they scratch themselves ill the 
hedges, they rub themselves against; the 
wall, or their annoyance finds voeal'ex­
pression, as in the agonizing yell of the 
aristocratic peacock, or the discordant 
hee-haw of the plebeian donkey. Such 
signs are not to be neglected by the 
careful student of weather, Although 
they cannot be counted as strictly 
scientific. The evidence is of the 
nature of hearsay, and can only be ac­
cepted conditionally.—Fraser’s Maga­
zine. _____ _

In the Coils of a Serpent.
One of the most intrepid wild beast 

tamers' in Europe, Karolyi, a Magyar 
of colossal stature and extraordinary 
physical strength, has recently fallen a 
victim to a dread contingency of his 
perilous profession. He was perform­
ing before a crowded audience in 
Madrid the other day, one of his most 
sensational feats, which consisted in 
allowing a huge boa constrictor, over 
twenty feet in length, to infold his 
body in its tremendous coils, when sud­
denly a piercing cry escaped hi in which 
was greeted by the public with a round 
of applause, under the supposition that 
its utterance constituted part of the 
performance. It proved, however, to 
be the outcome of a strong man’s death- 
agony. The gigantic snake had tight­
ened its coils, and crushed poor Karol- 
ji’s life out of him with one terrific 
squeeze. As his head fell back and his 
eyes became fixed in a glassy stare, the 
plaudits died away, and were succeeded 
by the stillness of utter consternation. 
The snake and its lifeless victim 
swayed for a second or two of inex­
pressible horror, and then toppled on 
the boards of the stage. But the boa 
did not in the least relax his grip upon 
the corpse, which remained Kr more 
than an hour imprisoned in its hideous 
thralldom, nobody daring to approach 
the lithe monster, of whose powers 
such appalling proof had been given. 
At length it-occurred to one of Karol- 
yi’s attendants to place a bowl of milk 
in a cage within sight of the mighty 
serpent, which slowly unwound itself 
from the dead body and glided into its 
den, irresistibly tempted thereto by its 
favorite dainty. A post-mortem exam­
ination of the unfortunate athlete’s re 
mains discovered no fewer than eighty- 
seven fractures of his bones, effected 
by the constriction of the serpent’s 
coils. His death must have been al­
most instantaneous, as the spine was 
dislocated in several places.—London 
Telegraph.______________

One Way to Cufe Glass.
Many persons may not be aware that 

glass can be cut under water with great 
ease tc almost any shape by simply us­
ing a pair of shears or strong scissors. 
In order to insure success two points 
must be attended to. First, and most 
important, the glass must be kept quite 
level in the water while the scissors are 
app lied ; and, secondly, to avoid nsk it 
is better to begin the catting by taking 
off small pieces at the corners and along 
the edges, and so reduce the shape 
gradually to that required, as if any at­
tempt is made to ent the glass all at 
once to the shape as we should cut a 
piece of cardboard, it will most likely

break just where it is not wanted. 
Some kinds of glass cut mncli better 
than others, the softer glasses being 
the best for this purpose. The seissors 
need not be at all sharp, as their action 
does not appear to depend on the state 
of the edge presented to the glass. 
When the - operation goes on well the 
glass breaks away from the scissors in 
pieces in a straight line with the 
blades. This method of cutting glass 
lias often been of service, when a dia­
mond has not been at hand, for cutting 
ovals and segments, and, though the 
edges are not smooth as might be de­
sired for some purposes, yet tt will an­
swer in a great many cases. The two 
hints given above, if strictly followed, 
will always insure success.

THE DAYS OF ’61.

Some New and Interesting Revelations.
[From the Chicago Tribune ]

The revelations made m the current 
nublications of the “ Diary of a Public 
Man,” in the North American B,evipw, 
continue of a character to destroy many 
popular notions of men and matters. 
The last chapter of this diary uncov­
ered the history of the late Gen. An­
derson, who was in command at Fort 
Sumter at the beginning of the war. 
The accepted mstory of that affair has 
been highly creditable to the bravery 
and patriotism of Maj. Anderson. It 
now turns out that that officer, holding 
a commission m the regular army, was 
a devout believer m the doctrine of 
State sovereignty; that he believed his 
primary allegiance was due to his own 
State, and that he did not resign and 
did not deliver the forts m Charleston 
harbor to the Confederates was due to 
the fact that his State had at that time 
taken no action. He was waiting for 
Kentucky to secede, in which case Maj. 
Anderson wa3 prepared to recognize 
the authority of the Confederate War 
Department. After the surrender of 
Fort Sumter, Maj. Anderson’s ' health 
failed him, and thereafter he re­
sided ia Kentucky, but took no active 
part in the war. It now appears also 
that Mr. Lincoln was aware of this 
seeling upon the part of Maj. Ander­
son, and that it was known to his Cabi­
net, and undoubtedly was known to the 
Confederate Government, all of which 
facts serve to show how deep and em­
barrassing were the complications in 
which the administration of Mr. Lin­
coln was surrounded during the first 
weeks of its existence.

The Diary further discloses that- 
there was no war party among the Re­
publicans in the Senate (the House was 
not then in session), and that the pre 
vailing sentiment in March, 1861, was in 
favor of a peaceful separation. The 
Diarist represents that there was more 
anxiety among Northern inventors lest 
by the terms of separation patentees 
would lose their patents m the South 
ern States than there was concerning 
the separation itself. It is clear that 
Mr. Lincoln personally did not believe 
in a peaceful solution of the trouble, 
and that he was troubled by the wrint 
of support manifested by the Republi­
cans m the Senate. It appears also 
from this Diary that Mr. Douglas was 
clearly in the confidence of Mr. Lin 
coin, and repeatedly but unavailmgly 
challenged the Republican Senators to 
declare their position for or against the 
President. The Diary, so far as pub­
lished, comes down to the middle of 
March, 1861, at which date there does 
not seem to have been a single Senator 
who was prepared to declare himself for 
war. There was a general settling 
down to the conviction that, failing to 
reconcile the existing difficulties, there 
should be a formal separation of the 
slaveholding from the non-slaveholding 
States. Indeed, this was the end de­
sired by Mr. Sumner,' who preferred 
such a result to war, or to peace with 
any further national association with 
slavery. How little these Senators 
knew of the patriotism of the American 
people! It was unquestionably this 
willingness on the pait of Senators to 
dissolve the Union that urged the hot 
heads of the Confederacy to tire on 
Sumter. They, judging Horn the Sen- 
atg*did-nni_believe the North would 
fight, and perhaps they were not more 
surprised than the politicians of the 
North at the popular uprising that fol­
lowed the firing on Sumter. This his­
tory of that most important time in our 
national existence grows in interest, 
and it gives new light to thjj events so 
rapidly succeeding Mr. Lincoln’s in­
auguration.

John Barretter fe declared to have 
been the master of five languages when 
he was only 9 years of age.

Four years later the 
fame of his learning and writings at­
tracted the notice of the King of 
Prussia, who sent for him to court.

The whole university was delighted and 
amazed with his wit and knowledge, 
and on his arrival at Berlin the King 
honored him with peculiar marks of 
distinction, declaring that such abilities 
properly cultivated might exalt Barre­
tter in ten years to be the greatest 
Minister of Btate in Europe. But the 
young philosopher was not dazzled with 
such prospects, and returned to Halle 
to pursue Ins studies. His health un­
fortunately gave way in his 19th year, 
and after lingering for eighteen months 
he died; another illustration of the ex­

E els have been found in nearly all 
the inland lakes about the State where 
they have been placed by the Fish 
Commissioners.

Mr. Drinkall has been arrested at 
Grand Rapids for selling cider without 
a license.

A Michigan Central train tackled a 
drove of sheep near Exeter the other 
day, and muttonized between thirty and 
forty of them.

None of the men by whose careless­
ness the Jackson disaster resulted are 
now in the employ of the Michigan 
Central Railroad Company.

At Otsego, Allegan county, last week, 
the county soldiers held their annual 
soldiers’ reunion, 1,000 people being 
present and about 300 ex-soldiers.

Jack McGowan, of Edmore, sapped 
and bolted for two shingle-machines 
that cut 72,000 shingles in one day. An 
extraordinary day’s work, it is said.

A miner named Shanahan, at the 
Quincy mine, Lake Superior, fell nine­
ty feet down a shaft, and, though his 
skull was fractured, the brain seems to 
have sustained no serious injury.

Just as the Upper Peninsula ore trade 
was booming splendidly a rise in grain 
freights drew off some of the best Ves­
sels in the ore-carrying trade and made 
trouble.

Miss A. M. Flanagan has been ap­
pointed School Superintendent of 
Orleans, Ionia county. She is believed 
to be the first female School Superin­
tendent in the State.

The assessed valuation of property 
in Bay county is $11,000,000; of this, 
Bay City has $6,726,705, and West Bay 
City $1,147,225. The State tax amounts 
to $12,812, and the county tax to $40,- 
000.

John Whalen, aged 8, had the fin­
gers of one hand torn off while trying 
with a cold-chisel to open a railroad- 
signal torpedo which he and a playmate 
had found on the track near the Lake 
Shore depot, at -Adrian.

The residence, near Ypsilanti, of J. 
E. Saxton, manager of the Globe to­
bacco factory at Detroit, was destroyed 
by fire a few days ago. Loss, about 
$9,000; insured, $4,000. The furniture 
was saved. „ Cause, a defective flue.

The Board of Supervisors of Huron 
county has formed a new township out 
of the double town of Lake, calling the 
new town Chandler, and changing the 
name of the old one from Rake to Con­
ger.

A fire broke out in Lauster’s block, 
at Ionia, recently, and soon communi­
cated to several small stores adjoining, 
all of which were totally destroyed. 
The aggregate loss is $30,000; insured 
for $20,000.

Homer Smith, while locating land 
near Beckman’s camp, on the main 
river, not far from Alpena, had a nar­
row escape from being devoured by 
wolves. Not arriving at the camp at 
night, search was made for him, and he 
was found fighting a pack of wolves 
with a stiek. His clothes were partly 
torn off him by the savage brutes in 
their attempts to bite him. When dis­
covered he was nearly exhausted, and 
could not have held out mneh longer. 
His fate would have been a terrible 
one.
Horrible Accident at the House of Correction*

A frightful accident occurred at the 
House of Correction, at Ionia, one even­
ing last week.

For some reason or other the gas did 
not burn as brightly as desired, and 
Engineer Lonis Essicb, a most capable 
officer, accompanied by Charles Brooks, 
a convict, went by means of a ladder 
down into the pit containing the gaso­
line tanks, to pump out some oil, 
as there was a surplus of generating 
material. As the convict was carrying 
a pailful of the oil up the ladder he 
spilled a quantity of the stuff on his 
clothing and over a lantern, which was 
carelessly placed under the ladder, and 
immediately a portion of the pit 
was enveloped in flames, and Brooks 
was wrapped in fire. Essiek heroically 
helped his companion through the open­
ing, and afterward crawled out himself, 
though terribly burned.

Brooks on reaching open air ran 
toward the main building, but soon fell 
down. An officer hurried to his side, 
and with difficulty put out the flames, 
after he was shockingly burned about 
his body. The unfortunate man lin­
gered till next morning, when he died.

Essiek will survive, buL is badly in­
jured. He has the reputation of being 
a splendid mechanic, and is regarded as 
very careful and judicious. Brooks was 
a five-year convict, and his term would 
have expired next June.

T h e  N e w  L iq u o r  L a w  o f  M ic h le a n .

The new State Liquor law of Michigan 
provides that taxes shall be paid as 
follows:

Upon the business of retailing spiritu­
ous, intoxicating or mixed liquors the 
sum of $200 per annum.

Upon the business of retailing malt, 
brewed or fermented liquors, a tax of 
$65 per annum.

For brewed or malt liquors, at whole­
sale or wholesale and retail, the sum of 
$130 per annum.

For spirituous or intoxicating liquors, 
at wholesale or wholesale and retail, a 
tax of $400 per annum.

Manufacturing matt or brewed 
liquors, in quantities of 1,500 barrels or 
less, $65; and $25 upon each additional
l , 000 barrels thereof.

Manufacturing spirituous or intoxi­
cating liquors, $400.

It also provides that corporations 
shall not allow places where liquor is 
sold to be kept open after 10 o’clock p.
m. In places not governed by munici­
pal authorities the hour for closing is 9 
o’clock.

There are also some collateral pro­
visions for the government of dealers, 
etc. A failure to comply with nearly 
all the provisions of this act is punisha­
ble by a fine of not less than $50, nor 
more than $100, and by imprisonment in 
the county jail not less than ten nor more 
than ninety days, and each and every day 
engaged in sueh business, without the 
payment of the tax or neglect of cer­
tain regulations, shall be deemed a 
separate violation of the act. Officers 
of the law who neglect to enforce the 
provisions of the act are also subjected 
to penalties.

The num­
ber of letters handled and distributed by the 
employes on postal cars during the ‘welve 
moQths was about 1,609,000,000; besides which 
there were nearly 980,000,000 newspapers, show­
ing an increase of about 400,0,00,000 pieces, of 
nearly 20 per cent, in the amount of work as 
compared with the preceding yeir. The total 
number of errdrs in distribution (many of which 
were, however, merely technical and involved 
no delaji, was about 763 000, oe one error in each 
3,500 pieces. The railway mail service employs 
1.091 traveling postal ciri, 1,193 route agents, 
246 mail mes-engers and 134 local agents.

- Thf BnohDKS.—The Hibernian Blondes gave, 
or attempted to gi\ e, an exhibition in this city 
Thursday evening ia«t m Sterling’s hall, the 
stage of winch s but poorly provided with 
sc *nery, a fact that probably deterioiated 
somewhat from the excellence (?) of the per­
formance, which seemingly displeased the 
large audi *nce that had gathered to witness 
the gyrations of the nymphs, for after a sh.nt 
time, when the thinness of the show became 
apparent, a ruction was raised, and amid the 
hoo tings and imprecations of the audience, the 
curtain was torn from its hangings, chairs 
thiown upon the stage, and the “artists” com­
pelled to retire.

' ‘Boss’* Wheaton.—The result of the recent 
election in the hefetofore Democratic city of 
Detroit, which surprised every one with a Re­
publican majority of over 2,000, was probably 
a greater surprise to W. W. Wheaton than to 
any one else. The “Boss” was managing the 
Democratic machine and expected to receive 
the controlloMiip. The Evening News of that 
city, which evidently bears no love for Mr. 
Wheiton, m its issue ot the 5th, has the fol­
lowing relative te the matter under the title 
of “The Resurrection and Secood Death of the 
‘Boss’ ” : “In the fall of 1S71 Wm. W. Whea­
ton had just finished two terms m the office of 
major. There had been an investigation of 
his conduct of the office, the motives and con­
siderations of some of his appointments, and 
hie relations dunng his two terms with a cer­
tain paving ring, alleged to be in existence at 
that time. Not to speak too harshly of the un­
fortunate, the investigation did not reflect the 
highest honor upon Wm. W. Wheaton.

He, n evcrtheless, had all the leading strings 
of the local Democracy gathered so firmly in 
his hands that he was able to impose upon its 
convention a candidate of his own choice ftr 
the succession—Mr. Wm Foxcn. Mr Foxen 
was a worthy man personally. Nevertheless^ 
the fact that Wheaton was managing his can­
vass, and the fear that Wheaton would control 
him in office if elected, was sufficient to over­
whelm him in defeat in a city which had but 
one non-Deraocratic mayor in a whole genera­
tion.

It was said by some at time that Foxen was 
defeated because he was a Roman Catholic. 
This was mere nonsense. The triumphant 
election of Mr. Lewis, a Catholic of Catholics, 
four yfeais afterwards, chiefly by the aid ot the 
most Protestant element in the city, shows 
that Detroit is not a city of bigots, and will de­
feat no man on account of his religion. I t was 
‘Boss’ Wheaton, not the Pope, who dragged 
Foxen down to disaster, and, it was the memo­
ry of Wheaton that made thinking people of 
all parties- hesitate to trust the local Democra­
cy again.

Mr. Wheaton disappeared from the councils 
of the party in this vicinity, and the Democra­
cy, by a mere vis ine rtia ot its numbers, gravi­
tated back into power again without any lead­
ership whatever; a position, indeed, it is al 
ways strongest, for its leaders are too often 
fools who lead it into quagmires and ambushes 
or rascals who betrayed it to the enemy. When 
its unled masses, unembarrassed by the lead­
ership of such men, rushed upon the enemy in 
1874, and recovered not only local but national 
control, then, out from the obscurity of their 
hiding places all over the country crawled the 
men who had foimerly led them to defeat and 
disgrace to again assume command.

Mr. Wheaton reappeared with the rest He 
came a little late, for the memory of the people 
was strong, and when be did come it took him a 
long time to convince anyone that he was need­
ed. He found tavor, however, with a certain 
ring of democratic lawyers, who had begun to 
g dher the leading strings of the party into their 
hands, and thought they needed his peculiar 
talents to assist them. The*e gentlemen com­
placently parceled out the offices of the city, the 
county and the congress district for a generation 
ahead, and the “Boss” was given the position of 
chief ot staff.

The first campaign in which he had absolute 
command was the judicial election of last spring. 
The public were hardly aware of his leadership; 
and bi« ignorance, combined with division in tbe 
opposition, the personal ynpopularity of the Re­
publican candidate and a light vote.gavelhim the 
victory. The ring were elated with-their suc­
cess. Hav ing captured a court they would now 
move on the city hall. They at first cont mplat- 
ed removing Mr. Langdon altogether, for they 
were eager and hungry for the spoils of a vic­
tory they anticipated. But, on second thought, 
they feared this would make a fatat division m 
their ranks, and they concluded to make tem­
porary alliance with him instead. Mr. Langdon 
made certain nominations they desired, made 
certain promises they demanded, and consented 
to have the * Boss” run his campaign, and Mr. 
Wheaton, who had the Dickinson delegates in 
his pocket, had Mr. Dickinson peremptorily 
withdraw.

Meantime respectable democrats opened their 
eyes to the alarming faet that the party was 
again falling into the hands of the same class of 
men who had ruined it m 1871. and with the old 
leader at their head. Wm. Foxen, Wheaton’s 
old candidate for mayor, was chairman of the 
convention and Wheaton and a special cam­
paign committee were substituted for the regu­
lar city committee in the management of the 
canvass. All this was too conspicious to be 
overlooked.

Tfie people came out yesterday and said what 
they thought of it all. The election meant that 
decent democrats in the city of Detroit, who for­
merly repudiated tne leadership of Wm. W. 
Wheaton, insist on the second retirement ot 
that gentleman to the political obscurity from 
which he has recently emerged. They will hai e 
P'>i e of him.

John Kelly sought 
to ptove that New Yoik, while safely 
democratic, was demociatic only at his 
pleasure. He has proved too much ; for 
he has proved that it is not democratic at 
all. Give to Cornell the republican votes 
that were witheld from him or were given 
tej Robinson, and he would have more 
than Robinson, though Kelly’s votes 
were added to what he had left. Mr. 
Kelly evidently didn’t allow for all the 
factors iu ‘he problem.

The solid south is at last 
confronted by a solid north. Nothing re­
mains but Indiana, and that can not fail 
but wheel into line It is all up with the 
democracy for four yeais longer at least.

Foreign.
—jPririte-talegr»m8 receirecTm Condon con­

firm the report of the capture of the Perurian 
iron-clad Huasoar. One telegram is under­
stood to assert that the Huascar’s crew were al 
massacred. The Huascar was captured by the 
Admiral Cochrane and another Chilian iron­
clad, which placed the Huascar between t̂ ro 
Area, and compelled her surrender after all 
three Teasels were seriously damaged.

—While the obensk for New York was being 
lemoTed at Alexandria, Egypt, it was seized by 
creditors of the Egyptian Government.

—The Ameer has resigned the head of the 
Government of Afghanistan.

—Sir Frederick Bobeits has issued a procla­
mation to the Afghan tribes, stating that, in 
consequence of the abdication of the Ameer 
and the outrage at the British Residency, the 
British Government has been compelled to oc­
cupy Cabul and other parts of Afghanistan. 
The present authorities are instructed to main­
tain order, and are instructed to meet Gen. 
Boberts for consultation. Col. Kennedy has 
met and defeated a noted freebooter cf Csbul, 
after a severe engagement, in which the Brit­
ish lost thirty-three men. Six thousand Ghil- 
zaia have attacked Col Hughes’ force, who re­
pulsed them with heavy loss.

—Official statistics of the lecent inundations 
in Spam show that four-fifths of the arable 
land in the province of Murcia is ruined and 
3,000 persons drowned and missing.

—The British Parliament has again been 
prorogued until the 19th of December.

—John Randolph Buckstone, an old-time En­
glish comedian, and for many years lessee of 
the Haymarket Theater, London, died the other 
day, aged 77.

—The British conquerors of Cabul have 
struck a rich deposit of buried treasure, 
amounting to eight lacs of rupees, or about 
#5,600,000. The Ameer gaTO Gen. Boberts the 
information of the existence of the hidden coin.

—Still another great flood has devastated a 
section of Spain, causing further damage to the 
extent of millions of dollars, and the loss of 
hundreds of lives.

—The Egyptian obelisk has not been seized 
by the creditors of that Government, though 
this course is threatened. Manett Pasha, who 
has cnarge of the Egyptian monuments, op­
poses the removal, on the ground that such a 
removal will be a violation of the convention 
between Egypt and the European powers, by 
which it is provided that no Egyptian monu­
ment or work of art shall leave the country. 
Commander Gorrmge hoisted the American flag 
over tne obelisk and surrounded it with a guard 
of policemen from the Consulate. He declares 
that he will resist with force any attempt to in­
terfere with him.

—Au official â o^unt of the Bussian disaster 
in Asia by St. Petersburg journals says that 
“ the foi ce defeated at Geok-Tepe Aug. 29 con 
sisted of-s x battalions Of infantry, two squad 
rons of dragoons, four sotmas of Cossacks, two 
sotnias of mounted Daghestan irrega'ars, one 
mounted battery, one rocket company and 
one infantry flel i-battery. The affair culmin­
ated in an indescribable panic. The percent­
age of our loss was enormous and unpiece- 
dented.”

—Bismarck’s health is now the price pal 
topic of interest m Europe, his condition hav 
ing Decome alarming.

—Gen. Salomon is now President of Haj ti.
—Eleven prisoners have been executed foi 

the Cabul massacre of the English embassy 
so far, and the trials are still m progress.

—Twenty-five brigands, belonging to a band 
that has been rcbbmg the villages on the Greek 
frontier, were killed m a fight with a company 
of Turkish soldiers sent to capture them.

—In consequenos of the recent disastrous 
floods in cveral Spanish provinces, the appall­
ing loss of life, and consequent affliction 
among his people, the King has determined to 
abandon the festivities with which his ap­
proaching nuptials were to have been celebrat­
ed, and has contributed the money needed for 
celebrating to the desolated provinces.

—A letter from HiPsborough, New Mexico, 
dated Oct. 21, reports that more than sixty per­
sons had been killed by Indians In that Terri­
tory between Sept 11 and that date, and tbs 
bloody work still continued.

—Whatever Manager McYicker may have 
done in the past, he is more than satisfying the 
Chicago public this season in the matter of at­
tractions, and the umformly-full houses testify 
the appreciation of the people for his efforts.

He then returned to Joplin, where he 
had a consultation with his companion detec­
tives, and au ambuscade was decided upon 
On Sunday, Shepherd, Mike and Tom Garry, 
and another man set out to capture the 
gang. They were to secret themselves 
while Shepherd was to proceed to the rendez­
vous, Bhoot Jesse James and retreat, the others 
bejng expected to pursue. Near their hiding- 
place Shepherd met Jesse James, and while 
riding along said, “You know you robbed 
my cousin and murdered him?” Jesse 
moved his hands behind him for his pistol, 
wnen Shepherd, as quick as thought, placed 
his pistol to his head and fired. He rolled 
trom his horse instantly. He then put 
spurs to his horse, pursued by the other mem­
bers of the James gang, and was soon over­
taken by Cummings, of the gang, who shot 
Shepherd through the thigh, when a desperate 
light ensued, Shepherd taking one pistol from 
Cummings’ hands and shooting him in the arm, 
when he wheeled his horse and fled, and Shep­
herd returned to Joplin.

THE ARMY.
Gen. Sherman’s Annual K e p o r t#

Gen. Sherman’s annual report to the Secre­
tary of War is prefaced with the usual tabular 
statements and returns compiled by the Adju­
tant General, commenting on whiqh Gen Sher­
man says:

“The eleven Generals, 1,559 officers, 
men and 233 Indian scouts, together with such 
officers of staff as are assigned by the War De­
partment to duty with troops, constitute the 
army proper, or the ‘ oombative force ’ 
All o’her parts o. the nrliteTy estab­
lishment aie provided by law tor special 
service, more or less connected with 
the army or miutw, but are not 
available for frontier defenses. Thuŝ  for in­
stance, the 397 enlisted men of ordnance are in 
fact the workmen at the arsenals; the 192 men 
of the engineer corps are at Willet’s peint un­
dergoing instruction in torpedo practice, and 
are not subject to the division commander: the 
456 men of the signal corps are employed in ob­
serving the weather, or in working telegraphs; 
the 114 ordnance sergeants have charge of old 
forts or fixe d magazines; the 151 commissary 
sergeants are m charge ot stores; lb7menare 
stewards of hospitals. The West Point detach­
ment 1S6 m number, is localized at tho Military 
Academy; the prison guard at Fort Leaven worth 
comprises 70 men, and • ecruitrag detachments 
absorb 1,707 men at Davis island, Columbus, 
Ohio, and Jefferson Barracks, Mo. These 
various detachments, aggregating 3,463 enlist­
ed men of the highest grades, compose about 
ono-eixth part of the emisted men piovided by 
law for the whole army, leaving but 20,799 fin 
actual service. I mention these figures in 
some detail, because I know that it is tne popu­
lar belief, shared by many members of Con- 
giess, that we have 25,000 men ou duty. I 
hive done all m my power to reduce ibrse 
detachments to the lowest number possible 
so as to afford more men to our- hkeletou 
companies, but have found it impossible, 
and I notice that similar detachments arc 
reporied on all army returns for ttfty years 
back. There are 430 companies in the n gnlar ar­
my ; 25,000 men would give fitty-eight to each, 
which is as small as any company should be, 
and I earnestly recommend tnat you ask Con- 
gi ess to so legislate that the 15,000 men pro­
vided by law miy be allowed exclusively for 
requirements ot the hue, and that spicial pro­
vision be made tor these seveiai detachments, 
as has already been done for the signal servic . 
The army cannot, with justice, be held respon­
sible for the work of 25,('Oil, when so large a 
fraction is necessarily i lver ed to other uses, 
perhaps of equal national importance ”

LYNCH LAW.

T h e  S h o o t in g  a n d  H a n j in ^  o f  B in  Y oung; h y  

a  M ob  in  Claa*k C o u n ty , M o.
A dispatch from Keokuk, Iowa, dated Oct 

30, says: “Bill Young, who was tried at Caho- 
ka, Mo., for the murder of the Spencer family, 
was lynched at his home near Lnray, Mo., yes- 
lerday. The raid was very systematically 
planned and earned into execution with des­
perate determination. The mob, to the num­
ber of 200 or more, met near Caho- 
ka and arranged the details. On 
Sunday, the day following bis acquittal, Young 
was mairied at Cahoka to Miss Biay, of Ohio, 
who has lx en in this locality most of the time 
since his arrest. They came to Keokuk Mon­
day, and remained here until this morning, 
when they left for Young’s home, near Luray. 
Young was warned along the line that a mob 
was assembling to hang Ink), brt he refused to 
turn back He said he had beat t lem once, and 
could do it again, and that be uid not propose 
to run away or be frightened away.

The plan was to take Young from the train 
at Gahuka, bnt owing to a delay in a telegram 
the tram got past that city before the flaob as­
sembled. They hastily followed to Luray, 
however, surrounded Young’a house,' and de­
mand.d that all bnt Young leave the building. 
J O. Coffman, ot Toledo, Ohio, one of Yorngs 
attorneys, and two ladies who were there came 
out, but Young insisted shat his wife and 
children remain. Firmg was then opened, but 
it is cot known who fired the firstsbots Young 
would open the door, fire into the crowd, and 
dodge back. This was kept up until Young 
had received four wounds—one in the wrist 
one m the lung, one in the scalp, and one in the 
abdomen, which disabled him so that he 
ceased firing. The mob then piled hav around 
the house preparatory to burning it, 
when Young’s children came running 
out and said that their father was dead. 
A number of men then entered tho house, 
brought Young out, placed him m a wagon and 
drove under an arched gateway. They then 
called upon him to make a confession, but 
he is said to have asserted bis innocence to 
Ihe last They proposed to lum that if he 
would pay the costs of the prosecution, con­
fess ihe murder and loave the country they 
would not hang him. He offered to pay the 
casts and leave, but refused to confess. Hit 
last words were that he was an innocent 
m»n. They allowed him to make his 
will, then drove the wagon out, and left him 
hanging until he was dead. Ihe mob is vari­
ously estimated at from 200 to 500 men. They 
a ore no masks, and made no attempts to dis­
guise themselves. Many of them are weH- 
known citizens of Claik county. Others are 
said to have been from Hlmois and Iowa. De­
tective Lane was in the mob, and took an acuw 
pait. ________________

GEN. .TO HOOKEB

Gen. lIookar was born at Hadley, Mass., In 
1815, and died at Gardon City, L. I , Oct. 31, 
1879 Ho graduated at West Point in 1837, 
served in the Florida war, and m the war with 
Mexico. He resigned his c mmiseion m 
the army m 1853 He re-entered the 
military service at the beginning of the late 
civil war, aud took an active part m McClel­
lan's pemneu’ar campaign. Ho commanded a 
grand division under Burnside at tho battle of 
Fiodencksburg. He succeeded to the com­
mand of the Army of tho Potomac
Jan 2b, 1863, and fought the bat­
tle of ChanccllorSville He resigned 
shortly after, and was succeeded bv Gen. 
Meade. He was transferred to the West where 
he distinguished himself m the series of bat­
tles fought around Ohattmocga m November, 
1803, his beat-.nown and most highly appre- 
c ated exploit being the storming of Lookout 
mountain.

T H E  M E E K E R  F A M I L Y .

Jeeie Jleeker’* Story—TieiA Detail! of tho 
Outbreak emiI Manaere at the Agency—
MujFOring* o f the C aptioe W om en.
The first I heard of any trouble with the In­

diana at my father’! agency waa the firing at 
Mr. Price while he waa plowing for Indian 
crops aooording to Government instructions. 
The Indians had the ides, and taid, that as 
soon as the land was plowed it would cease to 
belong to the Utes. Two or three councils were 
held, and an Indian woman, Jane, the wife of 
Panvitts, was the cause of the whole trouble.

The trouble seemed settled by two or three 
councils, secretly, however. The Utes were 
preparing for a massacre, for just before Esk­
ridge left with the Indians a runner was seen 
rushmg up to the tent of Douglass with what I 
since learned was news of soldiers fighting. 
Half an hour later twenty armed Indians came 
to the agency from the camp of Douglass, and 
began firing

I was in the kitchen with my mother, wash­
ing dishes. It was afternoon. I looked out of 
the window, and saw the Utes shooting the 
boys working on the new building. Mrs. Price 
was at the door washing clothes. She rushed 
in and took Johnnie, the baby, to fly. We 
ran into the milk-room, which had only one 
small window, and locked the door, and hid 
under a shelf. The firing went on for several 
hours at intervals. There was no shouting, no 
noi-e, but frequent firing. We staid in the 
mfik-room ni til it began to fill withsm'ke. 
The sun was half an hour high. I took May 
Price, 3 years old, and wo all ran to father’s room. It was not disturbed. Wo knew tho 
building would be burned,and ran across Doug­
lass avenue to a field of sage brush beyond 
plowed gionnd. The Utes were so busy steal- 
n g annuity goods they did, not see ns at first 
About thirty of them, loaded with blankets, 
were earn n g them toward Douglass’ camp, 
near the ri ver.

We nad gone 100 yards when the Utes saw 
us. They threw down the blanke's and o’me 
running toward us, firing as they came. Bul­
lets w hizz-d as thick as grasshoppers around 
us I do not thmk they intended to kill us— 
only to frighten us. Mother was hit by a bul­
let, wlii-h went through her undeiclo’hmg, 
and made a flesh wound three inches long.

As the Indians came nearer they shouted 
“We no shoot; come to ns.” I had a little 
girl, and an Indian named Pnrsune said for ms 
to go with him. He and another Ute seized me 
by the arms and startsd toward the river. An 
Unc mpabgre Indian took Mrs Price and her 
baby, and mother was taken to tho headquar­
ters of Douglass.

The Indian Pnrsune took mo where his po 
nu s were standing by the river, and seated ire 
on a pile of blankets. Indians are new on all 
si'ot. I cou’d not escape. It was now snn- 
d >wn. Packing was finished at dusk, and we 
sa ed for tbe wilderness of the south. I rode 
a horse with a f a Idle, bnt no bridle. The child 
w. s .a-toed beh n 1 me Putsune and his as- 
s s ant lode each side of me, duving pack 
mules ahead. About twenty other Indians 
were tn the i arty. Mother came later, rid n ; 
bar back behind Douglass, both on one horse 
She was 04 years old, feeble in health, wound­
ed. and not recovered from a broken th’gh 
caused by a fall two years ago. Ghief Douglass 
gave her neither horse, saddle nor 
blmkefs. We followed the river, and, on the 
other side, Pursune brought me a hatful of 
\v, ter to drink. We trotted along until 9 
o’clock, when we halted for a half hour. All 
the Indians dismounted, and blanke’s wcre 
spread upon the giound, and I laid down to 
rest, with mother lying not far from me. Cnief 
Douglass was considerably excited and made a 
speech to me wilh mwj gestures and great 
emphasis. He recited his giievancts, and ex­
plained why tho massacre began. H said 
Thornburgh told the Ind’ans he was going to 
ar, est the head chiefs, take them to Fort 
8t elr, 'and put them iu a calaboose, perhaps 
h mg them He said my father had written 
all the letters to tho Denver papeis, 
and circulated wild reports about what the In­
dians would do, and was responsible for all the 
hostility agamst tbe Indians among the whites 
West While Douglass was tel'ing this he stood 
in front of me with his gun, and Lis anger was 
dreadful. He said father had always been 
writing to Washington, Then he swore a fear­
ful oath in English, and said if the soldiers had 
not come aid threatened the Indians with 
Fort Steole and the calaboose, and threat­
ened to kill other Indians at White 
river, the Agent wouldn’t have been mas­
sacred. Then the brave chief, Douglass, 
wno had eiten at our table that very day, 
walked off a few feot, returned, and plac'd lu» 
gun to my forehead three times, and asked me 
if I was going to run as ay. I told him I was 
not afraid of him nor of detth, and should not 
run away. Wnen he found his repeated threats 
could not frighten me, all th» other Indians 
turned on him and Hughed at him, and made 
so much fun ho sneaked off, and wrent over to 
flighten my mother. All hands tookadri k 
around my bed; then they saddled their horses, 
and Pnrsune led my horse to me, and 
knelt down on his hands and knees for me to 
monnt my horse from his back.

We urged onr hoises forward, and journeyed 
in moonlight thi ongh to the Grand mountarns, 
with the Indians talking m low tones among 
themselves. It was after midnight wheu 
we made the second halt m a deep and 
somber canyon. Mother was not allowed to 
come up. Douglass kept her with bim, half 
a mile "further down the ravine. 1 hen the 
squaws came, and laughed, aud grinned, ar.d 
gibbered. When I had lam down on the 
blankets two squaws sang and danced fan­
tastically at m> feet Other Indians stood 
around, and, when tne women reached a cer­
tain part of their recitative, all broke into 
laughter. Next day Pursune went to fight the 
soldiers, and placed me m chargo of his w-fe, 
with her three ohiliren. That same day mother 
came up to see me in compar y Tilth a little In 
dian girl. Wednesday, next Ry, Johnson w-nt 
over to Jack’s camp, and brought back Mrs 
Price and her baby to live in his camp. He 
said he had made it all right with the c thei 
Utes. We did not do any thing but be atound 
the various camps and 1 sten to the talk of th( 
squaws, whose husbands were away light ng 
the soldiers.

Sunday nicM Jack came, and made a big 
speech; also ovliuson. They said mote troops 
were coming, snd recited what orders had eoen 
brought from Chief Ouray. Tbev were m 
great commotion, and did not know what ti do 
Ihey talked all night, an! next mono1 g s iuck 
tneir tents, and put them up rgam Pait were 
for going away, part for staying. We had a 
long ride. Tbe cavalcade was fu'lv two tnoes 
long. The wind blew a hurric ne, and the 
dust was so thick we could not ere ten feet 
back. Most of the Indians had no breik aat. 
and we traveled all day without dioLer ci 
water. Mother had neither sad >le nor stir 
rups, but merely a few thicknesses of canvas 
strapped on the horse’s back, wtole the yo mg 
chiefs pranced rou d on good sad ties She d d 
not reach Grand river until after dark, and tne 
ride for an invalid and aged woman WA3 long 
and distressing

After marching south some days the Indians 
said they would stay at the-r c imp. and i 
the soldiers advanced, would g t them 
m a canyon and kill them all. The Utes w ei g 
now close to the Uncompabgre dis net and 
could not retreat much faither. Eight miles 
more travel in two other days brought us 
to the camping ground where Gen. Adams 
found us This was near Plateau creek, Lu’ 
high up and not far fiom tbe soowy 
range. Monday night an Uncompabgre Ute 
came m and said that next diy Gen Ad, tin, 
whom they eilied Washington, was coming 
after the captives. N< xt day about 11 o’clock, 
while sewing m Puraune’s tent, his boy came 
in, picked up the buffalo robe, and wanted 
me to go to bed. Told him I was not slceoy. 
Then a squaw came and hung a blanket be 
fore the door and spread out beth hands 
to keep tho blanket down, so I could 
not push it away, but 1 looked oter the 
top and saw Gen Adams and party outside on 
horses The squaw’s movement* att acted 
their attention and they came np closi

I pushed the squaw aside and walked out. 
They a-ko I my name and dismounted, eail 
they bad come to take us back if we e r d o 
go I showed them the tent where mother and 
Mrs. Price were stopping.

Next morr i' g we left for Uncompabgre in 
charge of Capt Cline and Mr. Sherman

H O N . Z A C H . C H A N D L E R .

Sudden and Unexpected Death of the illich- 
i£an Senator.

Hon. Zachariah Chandler, United States Sen­
ator from Michigan, who had been making a ser­
ies of Republican apeechea in Wisconsin, 
stopped over at Chicago, sn route home, and 
addressed a large meeting of Republicans at 
McCormick Hall in that city,on the night of the 
31st of October. He spoke nearly twq hours in 
his usual vigorous, slam-bang, sledge-hammer 

style, and nearly the last words uttered by the 
speaker on the platform were (referring to the 
Republican ptwtyj: “We ain’t a going to die 
yet; we hare made other arrangements.”

After the delivery of his fierce philippic 
against the Democracy Mr. Chandler was driven 
to the Grand Pacific HoteIt where some time 
was spent in conversation with personal and po­
litical friends. He seemed to bo in 
h'a usual robust health. Between 12 and 1 
o’clock he retired for the night, remarking 
at the time that he felt tired
About 8 o’clock the next- morning 
(Nov. 1), Mr. Chandler not yet having
risen, a knock on his door for the purpose of 
awakening; him# elicited no response. The
knocking was* repeated several times
by the servants with the same re­
sult, when the state of affairs was 
reported to the office. The hotel officials, now 
alarmed at the ominous silence of Mr. Chand­
ler, entered the room by means of a pass-key. 
Their worst fears were realized. "Senator 
Chandler lay prone upon the bed, in the 
cold embrace of death. At what hour tho 
dread messenger came is not exactly known, 
but it is conjectured that it was not long after 
Mr. Chandler retired. The doctors declare 
that heart disease was the cause of his death.

Tlie dead Senator, when first' discovered, 
was half-sitting, half-lying upon the bed, his 
legs hanging over the side, the right foot on 
the floor, and the left foot raised a foot or so 
ahovs it. The death had evidently been a 
peaceful one. The eyes were closed, and an 
expression of calm repose lay on the features. 
The appearance of the room was indicative of 
a man who had lam down to rest for a few hours 
in the full rush of an active career. His watch 
was lying under a pillow and still going. His 
dressmg-case was open, a clean shirt was 
laid on one side, ana his clothing carefully 
placed upon a chair. A consultation of emi­
nent physicians wss called to decide upon the 
cauere "that produced death. It was ascer­
tained that Mr. Chandler had exposed himself 
greatly during his speaking tour iu Wis­
consin, particularly at Janesville, where 
he spoke twiee in one day in a tent, 
where the temperature was very low, and that 
he had been disturbed for a day or two by 
pains m the chest and stomach. One or two of 
the physi lans were in favor of a post-mortem 
examination, but, m deference to the feelings 
of the familv and friends of the deceased, they 
were overruled, and the council of med­
ical oxperts decided to simply cxsnA 
Inc the body exte n»lly and submit their views 
to the Coroner’s jury. After a careful examin­
ation of the body, and an inquiry into the cir­
cumstances connected with the death of the 
deceased, they gave a written opinion to the 
effect that Mr Chandler “died from natural 
causes—probably cerebral hemorrhage.” The 
Coroner’s j ury accordingly rendered a verdict 
to the samo effect

Tho stem demands of the law in cases of 
fudden death having been complied with, the 
body of the deceased was again taken charge of 
by friends, and arrangements made for the 
funeial. A committee of thirty prominent cit­
izens was delegated to accompany tlie remains 
to Detioit On Sunday morning, Nov. 2, the 
body was escorted to the depot by a large civic 
and limitary procession, and dispatched to De­
troit over the Michigan Central railrc-ad.

B io g r a p h ic a l .

Mr. Chandler was nearly 68 years old at the 
time of his dealh, having been bom at Bed­
ford, N. H., ou the 10thof December, 1813 His 
'ednea’ion was limited to that of the common 
schools and academy (n his native State. In 
1833 he removed to Detroit, and shortly after­
ward engaged in the drj-goods businees He 
was elected Mayor of Detroit in 1851, and in 
1852 was tho nominee of tho Whig party for 
Governor of Michigan. He made au active 
canvass and ran far ahead of bis ticket, but the 
Democratic party was then m ascendancy in 
the Sla'e In 1857, the Republican party hav­
ing come into power m Michigan, Ohandier was 
elected to tbe Umted States Senate to succeed 
Lewis Cass, and took bis seat March 4, 1857.

He at once took prominent and radical groun d 
in hostility to tbe encroachments of slavery. 
He was re-elec'ed in 1863, and again in 1869, 
thus serving m the Senate eighteen years. 
Mr. Chandler was made Chairman of the Com­
mittee on Commerce, and held that position 
until the expiration of his third term, March 3, 
1875. In the Senatorial elec ion by tbe Michigan 
i. gislature m 1875, he was nominated 
by the Republicans for a fourth term. Tbe Re­
publican Legislative Majority that year was but 
ten on joint ballot‘ and on the first vote by both 
houses Jan. 21, 1875, Mr. Chandler lacked three 
votes of being elected, owing to a very decided 
opposition of a few Republicans opposed to him. 
On the second ballot the Democrats, with one 
(xception, voted with six bolting Republicans 
for Isaac P. Ohnstiancy, one of the Supreme 
Court J udges, and the latter was thus elected 
by one majority. Oct 19, 1875, Mr. Cbandlei 
was appointed Secretary of Interior by Presi­
dent Giant, holding the position until after the 
inauguration of^Pre ident Hayes. On the 10th 
of February last, F.t nator Chnstianey resigned 
his office to accept the position of Umted States 
Minister to Peru, and on tbe 18th of the same 
month Mr. Chandler was elected to fill the va­
cancy.

Mr. Chandler left a will. His estate, consist­
ing principally of valuable real estate in De­
troit, and an interest m a laige mercantile 
establishment in the tamo city, is estimated 
at about $1,800,000. Mr. Chandler’s only im­
mediate relative, besides bis wife and only 
daughter, Mrs. ling one Hale, the wife of the 
well-known Maine Congressman, and her three 
children, is an aged sister, Mrs. Lee, wh j lives 
at Bedford, N. H. His brothers are all dead.

FACrS AND FIGURES.

Of the 9,000,000 voters in tlie United 
States 6,000,000 are farmers.

Louisiana’s Temperance Alliance 
gives the amount of liquor drunk in the 
State at $42,000,000 yearly, or $2,000,- 
000 more than the value of the com­
bined cotton, sugar and rice crops.

A box freight-car costs from $400 to 
$450. A baggage-car costs from $2,000 
to $2,200. The usual price of a sleeping- 
car is $12,000. Drawing-room cars cost 
about $13,000. Tbe ordinary mail-ear 
costs about $2,000 to $3,000. The or­
dinary passenger-car about $4,500.

Iowa has a papulation of 1,500,000 
people, 441 newspapers, 2,700 church 
organizations, with 1,400 edifices, and 
sittings for 431,000 persons and a mem­
bership of 200,000; 10,296 school hous­
es for accommodating the 567,859 per 
sons between the ages of 5 and 21, to­
gether with a school fund of $8,500,- 
000.

A r e l i a b l e  Irish authority says that 
there are in Ireland 155,675 mud cab 
ins, not one of which contains more than 
one apartment. These apartments are 
occupied by 227,379 families. There 
are also 357,126 mud cabins of a better 
class, which afford accommodations for 
432,774 families. There are at least 
100,000 small faimers who live in mud 
cabins of the worst class, in a large 
number of which the cows and pigs 
share the solitary room with the family.

India ranks fourth among the coun­
tries of the world in the extent of coal 
deposits. She has 30,000 square miles 
of coal-fields; the United States, 500,- 
000; China, 400,000; and Australia, 
240,000. Only 500,000 tons of Indian 
coal are now consumed annually and 
this quantity is mined at Ranigunj, 
Kurhurbali, and Dahongunj in Bengal, 
and Mopani and Warora, m the central 
provinces. But there are 1,000,000 
tons used every year for locomotives 
and factories, the other 500,000 being 
imported, mainly from Europo and 
Australia. Indian coal is almost all 
bituminous, and its structure [is lamin­
ated, presenting alb mate bright and 
dark layers. Its heating quality is in­
ferior to English coal, blit the native 
coal gives good results when mixed in 
equal proportions with the latter.

Irishmen is. Yankee.
The other night at a London club 

some Americans were boasting about 
their inventions and the wonderful 
machines to be found in the States. One 
of them told of the well-known mincing- 
machine, which, a live pig being intro­
duced at one end, turns out the animal 
m sausages at the other. An Irishman, 
who was not going to have the Yankees 
riding rough shod over every other 
nation, turned on them and said: “ Be- 
dad, we’ve got the same machine in 
Ireland, only ours is more perfect, sure, 
for if you don’t like the sausages, yon 
can put them back into the machine, 
and by reversing the action they’ll come 
out a live pig agin where he went in.”

T r e a t m e n t  o f  S c a r l e t  F e v e r  w i t h  S u l ­

p h u r .

The foreign medical journals quite 
generally notice the successful treat­
ment of scarlet fever by Dr. H. Pigeon, 
by the use of sulphur. It appears that 
all the cases in which he employed this 
remedy were well marked, and the epi­
dermis on the arms in each case came 
away like the skin of a snake.. The pa­
tient was thoroughly anointed twice 
daily with sulphur ointment, and five 
or ten grainB of sulphur given in a little 
jam three times ft day. Sufficient sul­

phur was bnatiMPl<liric<> daily, on ooals' 
on a sEofel, fio fill tlfe rooms with the 
fumes, and, of course, was thoroughly 
inh aled by the'patient. Dr. Pigeon as- 
serts that, under this mode of treat- 
ment, each case improved immediately, 
and none were over eight days in mak­
ing a complete recovery.

A NEW WORLD.

The Strange People and Curious Sights
Nordenskjold Savr in the Arctic Kegions.
When the ice closed in upon the Ye- 

ga, and left the stout ship enslaved in 
those northern solitudes, Prof. Nord- 
enskjold wrote a letter to Dr. Oscar 
Dickson, the main contributor toward 
the fitting out of the expedition, dis­
cribing the scenes along the coast. The 
letter, dispatched on the 30th of Eeb 
ruary, has at last reached its destina­
tion, and is now published in the Lon­
don Standard. Ths let.er calls atten­
tion, in the first place, to a group of 
islands which are very remarkable from 
a scientific point of view. These islands, 
the New Siberian, open the book of the 
history of the world at a new place. 
Tne ground there is strewn with won­
derful fossils. Whole hills are covered 
with the bones of the mammoth, rhi­
noceros, horses, uri, bison, oxen, sheep, 
etc. The sea washes up ivory upon the 
shores. In this group is possibly to bo 
found the solution of the question of 
the ancestry of the Indian elephant, 
and important facts with regard to the 
vertebrates which existed at the time of 
man’s first appearance upon earth. How 
came horses and sheep in a region now 
loekedin the fetters of an eternal win­
ter, uninhabited by man, not now sup­
porting animal life in any form, and al­
most impossible of access? Prof. Nord- 
enskjold was unable to solve the ques­
tion himself, and he suggests that it is 
of the utmost importance to science to 
send a light-draught steel steamer to 
those islands for a thorough explora­
tion.

At Cape Scholagskoff the Yega passed 
the point where the Siberian merchant 
Sehalawroff ended his persistent and 
intrepid attempts to reach Behring 
straits from the Biver Lena, by a lonely 
doa h. with his whole company of men 
in a hut on the snow-clad shore. Upon 
rounding this cape Nordenskjold met 
the first natives seen along that whole 
coast. They spoke a tonguo utterly 
unknown. Not a comprehensible sent­
ence could they utter m any European 
language. They lived in tents pitched 
on the sand banks separating the la­
goons peculiar to this coast from the 
sea. A hardy, jovial, handsome race, 
fur-clad, keen at barter, ignorant of the 
value of money, and preferring a red 
flannel shirt, a few brass buttons aud 
the piece of tin foil on a cake of soap to 
golden rubles and silver coins; they 
live an active and healthy life, use stone 
and bone implements, and are without 
a trace of religion m their customs 
Their tents are double, one within the 
other. The children are totally naked 
within the inner tent, and were often 
seen outside, running about ou tne 
frozen ground with the temperatuie 
down below 32 degrees. The women 
wear nothing when within the tents ex­
cept a girdle, and the men have shaven 
heads. A rem irkable similarity was 
noticed between the implements, dress­
es and customs of these people and 
those of the Esquimaux and North 
American Indians. These people 
are the Tschuktschers. Though 
armed with stone and bone weapons, 
and though wild and itinerant, they 
evidently have a history. They drove 
off the original inhabitants of the re­
gion 200 years ago, the Onkilons, 
whose houses, places of sacrifice, 
circles of moss grown bear skulls, and 
weapons are still to be found almost 
everywhere on the coast. Lieut. NorJ- 
qvist devoted himself to learning their 
language. These Indians are on the 
original highway between the cradle of 
the human race and the home of the ab­
origines of the northern part of North 
America, and it is not thought that the 
resemblance between them and tho 
Greenlanders is accidental. The arri­
val of the Yega on the TscLuhtseher 
coast was an event like the landing oi 
Columbus m the New World. It was 
an unprecedented occurrence and made 
a sensation throughout the region.

East of the Lena, Prof. Nordenskjold 
found on shore no scattered blocks of 
stone such as aie distributed over a 
continent by glaciers and such as are 
found elsewhere in Siberia. This fact 
was held to point to the absence of land 
out to sea north of that coast, and it 
excites anticipations as to the possible 
discoveries which are to bo made by the 
Jeannette. Not the least of the pecul­
iarities of this straDge-region is the fact 
that the coast appears to be rising slow­
ly out of the sea. The inhabitants have 
to shift their villages at times nearer to 
the edge of the water, which is gradu­
ally recoding from them. Prof. Nor- 
denskjold’s letter is full of facts like 
these, aiid the scientific world will wait 
with impatience the further publication 
of the results of his discoveries.

An Unpleasant Experience.
One knows not of a more terrible 

situation for a man to be in than to be 
awoke by a venomous snake falling on 
him. An English officer in India tells 
of an experience in this sort of terror:

It was the worst season of the year 
for venomous creatures, when Tom Nor­
ris and myself were occupying a small 
bungalow at Jubbulpore.

We slept in the same room, each of 
ns having a lounge, and it was about 2 
o’clock m the morning, and pitch dark, 
when I was awakened by something 
striking me on the back and falling, as 
the sound seemed to indicate, in a coil 
upon the floor.

“What's that?” exclaimed my friend, 
who awoke at the same instant, and I 
made no reply, for I had the strongest 
possible dislike to say what I believed 
it to be.

“What’s that? ” he asked again; and 
then I answered, “I think it’s a snake, 
and he has bitten me; will you get up 
and go for a light ? ”

Tom Norris lav still for a while. 
Then he said: “Now, look here, old 
fellow, if a cobra has bitten you, he 
won’t do you the least additional harm 
if he bites you again; but what is the 
use of my being bitten, too? Hadn’t 
you better get up and go for the light 
yourseli ? ”

Could any logic have been more 
reasonable? I at once got np, and 
after some trouble procured a light, 
and we began our search for the snake.

But first Tom Norris examined the 
place where I had been bitten, and his 
face grew very grave, as there were the 
two punctures, and it seemed clear that 
a snake had injured me.
