SABBATH READING.

Standing Armies of Europe.
There can be little question that the 

present condition of continental trade 
is in great measure due to the enormous 
burden* laid on the people by the mili­
tary policy of their rulers. How heavy 
these burdens are some details taken 
from a report lately issued by the Hun­
garian Ministry will show. According to 
this report (the object of which is to ex­
hibit the relative weakness of the Austro- 
Hungarian forces and advocate an addi­
tion to them), the military strength of 
Russia consists of 3,046,800 men, of 
whom 600,000 belong to the reserve and 
2,446,800 to the standing army. The 
regular army of France comprises 1,689,- 
000 soldiers of all arms,-the territorial 
army 1,208,000; total, 2,289,000, to be 
increased in 1892 by the addition of 
300,000 reserve men to 2,723,000. The 
German power of all classes is repre­
sen1 ed by 2,004,300 men, of whom 
1,076 200 belong to the standing army, 
307,200 to the landwehr, and 620,900 to 
the reserve. Italy has an army of 698,- 
000, and a militia of 310,000. In 1892. 
when the reserve will number 1,016,200, 
her total strength will reach 2,024,200. 
Austro-Hungary possesses a standing 
army of 800,000, a landwehr of 299,318, 
and a reserve of 95,000 men; total, 
1,194,318. The grand total of all these 
forces amounts to 16,471,918, the stand­
ing armies alone numbering 7.925,000. 
But it must not be understood that all 
the latter are now under arms; at least 
half of them' are on furlough. They 
form the first line, and all would, of 
coarse, be at once called out in the event 
of a general war. It is nevertheless 
true that the great military powers have 
at their disposal 16,000,000 men, who 
have learned, or are now learning, the 
soldier’s art, and are hound to re-enter 
the ranks when required. The mind 
refuses to grasp the full significance of 
these portentous figures; but it may 
safely be affirmed that, so long as these 
bloated armaments are suffered to exist, 
Europe can count neither on lasting 
commercial prosperity nor on a long 
continuance of peace.—Geneva Cor. oj 
Manchester Examiner.

Mutual Surprise.
Many romantic stories are related of 

marriages resulting from correspond­
ence between strangers. Here is a 
story of a pair who, after exchanging 
letters, met by appointment: “ The
surprise with which she discovered that 
he, instead of being tall, dark, and 
aristocratic, was 46, stumpy, red-head­
ed, fat, and bow-legged, was only 
equaled by the rapturous amazement 
with which he discovered that she, in­
stead of being willowy of figure, just 
18, with warm golden hair, an opalescent 
complexion, and blue eyes like limpid 
akes, was 6 feet 1 if she was an inch, 52 
if *he was a day, weighing 820 pound* if 
she did an ounce, and with' no warm 
yellow or any other hair of her own.”

Prot. David Swing on the Idea of a Future 
Life.

Passing over to the Greek and Latin 
records, we find the quantity of written 
thought about a future life greatly in­
creased. Homer, Pythagoras, Plato, 
Socrates, Pindar, Cicero, Yirgil and a 
large group of allies combined to render 
immense the study of immortality. Any 
one cf these writers will be found to 
express more regarding a second exist­
ence than may be found in that part 
of the Jewish record bound up in our 
Bible. But this results, as I believe, 
from the fact that the Jewish writers 
were all busy about the state, even the 
songs of Moses and David being state 
poems; while the classic writers bad no 
subject assigned them, but they were 
always out in the wide domain of intel­
lectual theory and adventure. The 
Hebrew literature is the picture of the 
human mind expressing itself upon all 
possible questions. To amazing 
genius and activity the classics added 
unrestrained liberty and wandered 
whither they would. They gave us 
prose and poetry, metaphysics and sci­
ence, medicine and music, politics and 
geometry, geography and theology, 
while the Hebrews spoke and wrote 
only about their nation. Therefore in 
the Greek and Latin books the future 
existence covers the larger area with 
both principle and detail.

Homer doubtless embodied the com­
mon theology when, in his “Odyssey,”he 
leads his hero through the spiritual 
world to meet the many noble ones who 
had fallen in battle, or in the embrace 
of common death. .The scenery differs 
little from that inAante. Homer wrote 
800 years before Christ, and, as he was 
distant from David and Solomon only 
two centuries, it is quite probable that 
Hebrew and Egyptian and Greek were 
all in substantial harmony as to thihgs 
beyond the grave. That Homer’s poem 
was not simply pure fiction, and, as 
such, rejected by his age, we may infer 
from the fact that poets cannot move 
against the public impression; and from 
the additional fact that the grave and 
logical men who followed Homer in 
time repeated in philosophy what he 
had said in song. Pythagoras taught 
the migration of souls from one animal 
in another, and, to the end that men 
might lead holy lives and thus pass up­
ward toward angels or to nobler forms 
of manhood, and not be ordered down 
toward brutes, he organized a form of 
church whose members, like the re­
cluses of the old Catholic denomina­
tion, spent all these years purifying 
themselves that they might be found 
ready at death for a happy transmigra­
tion. The spectacle of many thousands 
following this Pythagoras—a thousand 
members of one brotherhood being on 
record—declares that these teachings 
were not simply poetic, but were the 
practical belief of a large multitude. 
Pindar, following at a distance of 100 
years, leaves us a very formal and calm 
poem about the rewards and punish­
ments beyond this probation :

The deed* which sinful mortals do 
In 1his disordered part of Jove’s domain 
All find their m ed, for there’s a judge bJow, 
Whose doom inflicts inevitable pain. 
* * * * * * *

Others pass:
To realms of rest,

Happy isle that holds the blest,
Where seaborn breezes gently flow
O’er blooms of gold that rou .d th  m blow.

Pass along another hundred years, 
and the poet Calistratus shows that no 
great change has come in the public 
thought, for, in a hymn to a patriot 
who had resoued the land from con­
spirators, he declares that the honors 
which that patriot was receiving from 
men was only a type of the bliss he 
would enjoy in heaven among the im­
mortals. When you have asked Plato 
and Socrates to this list of witnesses, 
you have a compendium of the Greek 
thought for perhaps 600 years, and in 
all that long period it varied but little. 
The poems of Virgil teach us that the 
Latin world was the regular successor 
to Greek theology, and thus step by step 
we come to the borders of our own 
Christian religion.

All nations and periods have their 
times of higher and lower faith. There 
is an ebb and flow of opinion just as of 
the sea, and coming from causes as full 
of mystery. If it be true, as alleged, 
that one of the ancients pined away and 
died of a broken heart bebause he could 
not learn whan caused the tide to come 
and go every day and night upon the 
beach before his home, he was almost 
pardonable, for there is only one thing 
of the kind more perplexing, and that 
is the ebb and flow of faith npon this 
shore of mortality, where all our tents 
are pitched. How strange! In the 
morning, great, clear, bright waters 
come in, and the great bhips that ply 
between two worlds sail up near our 
bank; and we jpan place our hand or 
foot in this flood of immortality. But 
the evening comes, and while in the 
darkness we steal a little rest the vast 
sea silently withdraws all its cheerful 
wave, and leaves ns encamped upon a 
slimy gulf—all the colors, and perfume, 
and power, end solemn sound of yester­
day having gone from ns in our dream. 
So faith comes and goes, only with this 
painful difference, that the anxious 
heart must wait longer for the absent 
sea to come flowing back. The ocean 
can make its ebb and flow in a day, but 
this hope of the heart once gone, it may 
not come back in all the lifetime of him 
who saw it fade.

Doubtless just before Christ came a 
cold wind of unbelief had struck the 
public heart. As the Roman empire 
had gathered Greece, and Palestine, 
and the African coast all together un­
der one flag with itself, and had thus 
spread one literature, or rather one 
ignorance, it is almost certain that the 
skepticism of the center, Borne, had be­
come the doubt or negation of the civ­
ilized world. That there had come a 
waning of the idea of immortality in the 
central heart there is little doubt,-and, 
as the heart sends its blood all through 
the system, so Borne must in times 
just before Christ hate sung to all its 
colonies the song of an endless sleep. 
Not that ail heard and accepted such a 
conclusion, but that so many did that 
the public rapidly sunk into vice, and 
awaited a new guide with new inspira­
tion. In the last few generations of 
the old dynasty, and in the first few 
of the new era, before Christianity had 
become known or endured, the most of 
thought had become almost wholly that 
of the stoical school. It is not certain 
that such men as Ciesar and Cicero, 
and after them Seneca and Aurelius, 
had become perfectly convinced that 
there was nothing after death, but, very 
certainly, they all so taught at times 
and walked under the dark cloud o 
fate. Cicero, at times full of immortal 
yeanlings, at times said that death was 
the end. In a letter to his wife he tells 
her that she will find her gods as false 
to her as men had been to him. Julius 
Caesar feared the gods in this life, and 
all his superstitions revealed this world 
for its arena. When the question was 
before the Senate whether the Catiline 
rebels should be put to death or ban­
ished, he argued that death was no 
punishment, for it was a total release 
from all trouble.

Just after these great minds came 
Seneca, and Epictetus, and Aurelius, 
with moral* the highest known to m»n: 
kind except the morale of Christ, but all

looking to the grave as the final termin­
ation of joy and grief. Seneca, in his 
large writings, and those writings being 
all concerned with character and its re­
ward, has nothing about a life to come. 
Nor does Epictetus allude to a heaven 
or hell. And then comes Marcus 
Aurelias with all his patio it submission 
to God, aud with his awful loftiness nad 
simplicity of life, and yet with his bo 
som full of the sentiment that death is 
a sleep that knows no waking forever 
Indeed, he expresses gratitude to God 
that man has a grave to which he caD 
fly should the storm of life become too 
violent. Self-control, and simplicity, 
and peace, and virtue were his doc­
trines. He calls anger, and passion, 
and sin a war with nature, and says that 
death brings a harmony by resolving us 
back to dnst. “If,” he teaches, “you 
cannot maintain a true and noble con­
duct with others, then go' boldly into 
some comer where yon can maintain 
them; or, if you fail there, depart from 
life at once, not with passion, but with 
modest liberty which will be to have 
done one noble act.” Suicide was to 
this Roman a fortune to which the soul 
could resort when its other joys were 
gone. In this embodiment of the sto­
ical philosophy no ripple of the immor­
tal shore is to be heard.

While thus the Western nations were 
dealing with this theory of a future life 
the East was holding largely the panthe­
ism of Buddha. Each created soul was like 
an isolated rain or dew drop, the affair 
of an hour, but very willing to be ab­
sorbed back into its old ocean. When 
rain-drops are placed near each other 
upon a leaf they are impatient to com­
bine. So man away from his parent 
God is restless and unhappy and longs 
to be absorbed and lose in the Infinite 
his solitude. Iu Buddhism the millions. 
look up and pray for the time to come 
when they may drop back into the Su­
preme Deity and rest forever a part of 
God. It seems a little better destiny 
than the suicide of the stoics, but as 
each is the death of the individual the 
two theories of man are not far apart. 
One fades into immensity, the other in 
a grave, but man is gone.

Looking into these Asiatic and Ro­
man worlds, marking how dark the 
real death-bed of man was coming to 
be, it was high time for a new flow of 
faith. The Western world, destined 
by race, and by language, and by in­
stitutions to become so vast, was in 
danger of being wholly overcast by this 
night of death. The Roman genins 
was very powerful for good or ill. That 
iron ethics promulgated by Aurelius and 
his compeers was able to blight *11 the 
smiles of the human soul, and make 
men of marble rather than men and 
women of mingled virtue and joy. Or, 
flying from such severity, society would 
have become sensual to the last degree. 
No room is left for conjecture or pro­
phecy here, for in those days when the 
empire was dissolving the Roman 
mind, which had once been so grand 
in learning, and culture, and taste, is 
seen all debased and ruined by prac­
tices of which the English tongue re­
fuses to speak. Many had begun to 
say, “Let us seek pleasure, for to-mor­
row we die,” and under this flag of 
license the crimes, and vices, and de­
pravity of the Roman became such that 
they are literally in our purer tongue 
unspeakable.

At this critical period in the history 
of the idea of a second life there came 
in a mighty reinforcement. The troops 
of Life had been falling back. They 
had thrown away many a weapon, many 
a shield; flags once proud were trailing 
in the dust. The ranks of Death were 
becoming more unanimous and- bolder. 
Those venerable leaders, Seneoa and 
Aurelius, who had held the legions from 
rapine were now dead, and the soldiers 
of all vice and violence had only to 
march on and possess the land, the fire­
side, and the heart. In this crisis a 
mighty host of new troops came and 
the banner of a second life waved again 
in beauty. The individual was neither 
to be absorbed in deity nor in dust. A 
man, he was to be a distinct and human 
soul forever. All the rqoral and intel­
lectual good of this experience was to 
attend each heart always, and death wa* 
to have no sting and the grave no vic­
tory. All virtue here was to be rewarded 
hereafter; oue could not even give a 
suffering one a cup of water without 
thereby bringing one more approving 
smile from, the King of Kings npon His 
throne. All sin would be punished by 
a God of equity as well as of love. The 
leader in this reviving faith was loftier 
than all who had gone before. To the 
sinking race He reached out His power­
ful hand, and the millions who under 
stoicism would have turned to stone, or 
under the reaction would have become 
only animal in mind and soul, began 
now to combine the highest duties and 
pleasures of this life with the highei 
calling of immortality.

Thus tacking to and fro, this thought 
has come to us over a wide expanse. It 
has not c6me never to meet with any 
vicissitude again, for all the sacred 
things man possesses are always full of 
threats that they will go away and leave 
ns to taste, for a time, the desolation of 
an absence. But of all ideas of immor­
tality this one in the heart of the world 
now will, no doubt, wander away the 
least and will the soonest return; but 
the grandest uprising of thought, the 
serenest sky for ns all, will come when 
we shall have put aside the teachings of 
earthly history, and, transferred to the 
world of spirit, “ our own eyes shall be­
hold and not those of another,” when, 
after the worms have destroyed the 
bodjvwe'Bhall, clothed iE a new form, 
see GSa.

CRASHING INTO AN ICEBERG.
Tbriliing Scenes on s  steamship in Mid- 

(’ cesn,

The steamship Arizona, of the Guion 
Line, bound from New York for Liver­
pool, met with a frightful accident while 
crossing the northern edge of the New-, 
foundiand banks, which is thus de­
scribed by an eye-witness:

It was 9 o’clock in the evening. The 
ladies were gathered as usual in the sa­
loon, and one of their number, Miss 
Gaslett, of England, was playing the 
accompaniment to a glee song—“ Set 
our oars with'feathered spray”—which' 
one of the gentlemen was singing. 
Without a moment’s warning, and be­
fore any one could realize what had 
occurred, a terrible crash was heard. 
•The hull of the steamer shook as though 
every rivet had burst asunder, and the 
ladies and gentlemen were hurled from 
their seats aud sent sprawling on the 
floor. A spasm of terror seized on many 
of the ladies, but the majority displayed 
wonderful coolness and self-possession. 
One lady fainted, and others sobbed 
hysterically, but they were soon joined 
by husbands and friends, who, seizing 
cloaks and wraps, hurried their fair 
charges to the deck. St cial Hall for a 
moment was the scene of even a worse 
panic. The nightly auction of pools 
on the next day’s run had just conclud­
ed, and Mr. S. S. Ingham, Jr., who was 
acting Secretary, was m the act of re- | 
ceiving the purchasers’ money. Before 
him, on a marble-top table, lay a quan- 1 
tity of gold and silver coins, when the I 
ship went crashing headlong into the I 
iceberg, and he was sent with the table i 
and money sprawling on the floor. A 
dozen others were hurled from their i 
seats, and those who remained on their ' 
feet made a wild rush to escape to the t 
deck, by the door. The prostrate were , 
trampled on, and several received quite j 
serious contusions. A sudden panic, 
had seized upon the men who, a few 
moments before, had been engaged m 
friendly banter. Fortunately, a few re­
tained their self-possession, and several 
voices cried out; “Steady, gentlemen; 
keep cool.” This appeal to their man­
hood was effective, and the panic ceased 
almost as suddenly as it had begun.

The sight that met the passengers’ 
eyes was well calculated to chill the 
bravest heart. Towering above the 
steamer’s bows rose a huge iceberg, 
threatening her with instant destruc­
tion. Out of the submerged field rose 
three huge, cone-shaped masses, sixty 
or seventy feet into the air. There 
was danger that one of these would 
topple over and crush the ship into a 
shapeless mass. In the few moments 
which followed this discovery, mien 
seemingly lived years of agony. The 
affrighted sailors of the watch fled be­
hind the bridge, *nd, thinking only of 
their own safety, set to work to launch 
one of the boats. One of these men 
wept in abject terror; another spread 
dismay among the more-frightened pas­
sengers by statirg that the ship was 
sinking rapidly. Unfortunately, ap­
pearances but too well justified his 
statement, for the steamer, on striking 
the iceberg, listed heavily to starboard 
and sunk visibly forward, creating the 
i npression that she was settling at the 
bows, which, broken and twisted, no 
longer offered a barrier to the inrushmg 
water, which rapidly filled the forepeak. 
Between the passengers and destruction 
there stood only the slight barrier 
formed by the collision bulwark; but 
at first it was impossible to tell whether 
it had not also been driven in. Should 
it prove so, ail on board the Arizona 
were doomed to death. A hasty exam­
ination revealed the fact that the bulk­
head had not given way and that the 
forehold was free from water. A boat 
was then lowered and the first officer 
proceeded to examine the breach in the 
bow. When he made his report it was 
announced that the ship would lay to 
for the night, and that in the morning 
measures would be taken to repair 
the damage. Subsequentlv, on con­
sultation with Mr. Guion, one of the 
owners, who, with several members of 
his family, was on board, it was decided 
to make for St. John, Newfoundland, 
the nearest port of refuge. This news 
was joyfully received, as there was a 
strong impression that the ship had re­
ceived more damage than the officers 
were willing to admit.

As soon as the excitement had be­
come somewhat allayed, the passengers 
assembled in the saloon, at the sugges­
tion of the Bev. J. M. Boss, all knelt in 
prayer to return thanks for their deliv­
erance from imminent death. All 
joined in the hymn, “Praise God from 
whom all blessings flow,” with a deep 
and earnest fervor. During the re­
mainder of the night very few persons 
turned in, but kept watch in the saloon 
till, worn out by fatigue, they dropped 
asleep on the seats.

The following morning the ship’s 
prow was turned toward St: John, 
where she arrived at 10 o’clock in the 
evening, and laid up ior repairs.

In a Quandarj.
Several years ago the pastures of 

Queensland were so thickly inlested 
with weeds that the sheep began to 
perish from starvation. These weeds 
were of a variety which is held in high 
estimation by the ordinary English rab­
bit, and a cargo of rabbits was intro­
duced. The rabbits ate the weeds, but 
unfortunately they did not stop here, 
but kept on multiplying and devouring 
every living thing, and swarmed into 
the streets and houses to that extent 
that life became almost unendurable to 
the unhappy Australian. It was plainly 
evident that unless something was 
speedily done to suppress the rabbits, 
Queensland would become a wilderness 
howling with those hungry beasts. The 
rabbits have exterminated the weeds, 
but a new kind of animal was needed 
to exterminate the rabbits.

hard. I have equipped one expedition 
on the East coast: have reconstructed 
another— namely, the International —of 
whose misfortunes we have heard so 
often. an£ have explored personally spv - j 
eral new districts on the East coast, i 
Having finished my work satisfactorily I 
to myself, my friends and those who 
sent me, I came through the Mediter­
ranean and round to this spot, where I 
arrived two years and four months ago, 
on that glqrious day on which we sighted 
old ocean after onr rash descent of the 
Livingstone. * * * And now I be­
gin another mission seriously and de­
liberately, with a grand o.bject in view.
I am charged to open and to keep open, 
if possible—all such districts as I may 
explore for the commercial world. This 
mission is supported by a philanthropic 
society which numbers high-minded 
men of several nations. It is not a re­
ligious society, but my instructions are 
entirely of that spirit. No violence 
must be used, and wherever rejected 
the mission must withdraw to seek an­
other field. We have abundant me: 
and therefore we are to purchase/the 
very atmosphere, if any demands be 
made upon us, rather than violently op­
pose them. In fact, we must freely buy 
of all and every, rather than resent, and 
you know the sailor’s commandment—
‘ Obey orders if it breaks owners’—is 
easier to keep than to stand upon one’s 
rights. This is the principle which I 
have always attempted to follow, but 
frequently the demands were so extor­
tionate that they exceeded the value of 
my property. However, this time a chie f 
must have a large mouth indeed that 
cannot be filled with good things. A 
year’s trial will demonstrate whether 
progress can be made and tolerauoe 
granted under this new system. In 
some regions experience tells me the 
plan may work wonders. God grant it 
success everywhere! I have fifteen 
Europeans and about 200 natives with 
me It is too early yet to say much of 
them; but most of the natives seem not 
w*rth their rations. However, patience! 
We shall see what time will make of us \ 
all, and how it will mold us all anew 1 
for the good work.” Who is there in 
Great Britain that will not wish well to 
this new enterprise, which thuS peace­
fully seeks- to reap for commerce and 
civilization the fruit of the splendid 
discoveries effected in Central Afrioa | 
by this illustrious traveler?—London j

Characteristics of Bayard Taylor.
Mr. Stedman, for years the friend of 

Taylor, writes as follows of Mm in a pa­
per in Scribner, chiefly devoted to a 
critical analysis of his poetry and liter­
ary career:

His memory was prodigious. Noth­
ing that he learned was forgotten, and 
he learned without effort. After a sin­
gle reading he knew a poem by heart,and 
could repeat whole pages of his favorite 
authors; and there was little that he did 
not read or see. His perception of ex­
ternals was alert and true; but he did 
not readily catch by intmtion the 
thoughts and feelings of those about 
him. He had a fine sense of form and 
color, drew and painted creditably, and 
seemed a natural artist. His linguistic 
powers were well known. He taught 
himself something of tue classical 
texts, and was more infused with the 
antique sentiment than many a learned 
Theban. He quickly caught the pass­
words and phrases of any language, 
Semitic or Aryan, wherever he jour­
neyed. German he mastered, wrote in, 
thought in; it became so much like a 
native tongue with him as to refute t. 
theory that one gains of a new bin- 
guage only so much as he loses of his 
own. His desire for knowledge was 
constant, and his professional training 
made him rapidly acquainted with the 
meaning and scope of a new wont or 
movement that came within his vie

His personal traits were no less ad­
mirable. To tMnk of him is to recall a 
person larger in make and magnanimity 
than the commtm sort; a man of inde­
scribable buoyancy, hopefulness, sweet­
ness of temper, reverent, loyal, shrink­
ing from contention, yet ready to do 
battle for a principle or m the just 
cause of a friend; ajpatriot and lover of 
Ms kind, stainless in morals, and of an 
honesty so pure and simple that he 
could not be surprised into an untruth 
or the commission of a mean and un 
worthy act. His open delight over any 
work of his own that pleased him was 
the reverse of egotism, yet often mis­
understood by those who slightly knew 
him. He was without jealousy, though 
sometimes ruffled by the prosperity of 
guacks and pretenders, and took as 
much pleasure iu the legitimate success 
of others as in Ms own. Yet his per­
sonal ambition and aspiration were very 
great, only equaled by his heroie indus­
try and scrupulous fulfillment of the 
lightest or heaviest task he undertook.

In social life he was generous and 
unrestrained, full of the knightly, 
mirth-loving, romantic spirit; a poet 
who kept his heart green to the last, 
even when disease was ugon him, and 
the plethoric habit of bis middle |life. 
These dulled his eye, but never broke 
his spirit or turned bis thoughts to gall.

As a poet, we say, the qualities of Ms 
mature style were now fairly displayed. 
From the beginning, rhythm, the su- 
surrus of liquid measures, had much to 
do with his sense of the beautiful in 
verse, and reacted upon his imagination. 
He reveled in the effect of the broad 
English vowels, the “ hollow ae’s and 
oe’s,” and in the consonantal vigor of 
our language. He enjoyed reading 
aloud the_poetry of Darley, of Byron 
and Shelley, and read his own with 
such melody and resonance that one 
who listened to its chanting sound was 
no more able than himself to tell wheth­
er it was of his poorest or his best. 
Its dominant quality, therefore, was 
often that of eloquence, as in 
the verse of Croiy and Campbell.

A Pleasant Passenger.

out. With his long hair, capacious felt 
hat, and a beard like a burning bush, 
he resembled a returned Californian, 
and he probably was.

There was a speck of 
blood on the ball of his full, hazel eye.

Sunk Iota Oblivion.

How ephemeral is political fame. 
Among the thousands who figured in 
their day as Senators and Representa­
tives in Congress, the names of but few 
are familiar to the present generation. 
Clay, Webster, and Calhoun made an 
impress on the Mstory of their country 
which, perhaps, will never be forgotten. 
The class of statesmen standing next to 
them in ability are even now almost 
faded out of the public mind. John 
Forsyth, of Georgia, was one of the 
most accomplished off-hand debaters 
that ever appeared in the United States 
Senate; yet how few of "the 45,000,000 
of people now dwelling in this land of 
ours know that such a man ever lived. 
William C. Preston, of South Carolina, 
was an orator of great power and a 
Senator who reflected honor on Ms 
State. After Ms death how soon was 
he forgotten. Webster’s reply to Robert 
Y. Hayne is likely to keep his (Hayne’s) 
memory fresh in the mind of the reader. 
Otherwise he would have been lost to 
the recollection of posterity; yet he was 
one of the brilliant men of his day. 
William T. Barry, of Kentucky, was 
one of the most eloquent of men, and 
played a conspicuous part in the poli­
tics of Ms State. It is safe to say that 
a large majority of the present voter 
are not apprised of the fact. Felix 
Grundy, of Tennessee, was noted for his 
eloquence at the bar and in the halls of 
Congress. It is only the political stu­
dent* ol the survivors of the era in which 
he cut Ms most prominent figure who 
know anything about him. Maryland 
kept Gen. Sam Smith in Congress 
thirty-seven years. We might go on 
and specify a score ox others, equally 
talented and influential in their day and 
generation, who are but seldom thought 
of beyond the precincts of. their blood 
relations. If such should be the, fate of 
these distinguished politicians, what is 
to become of the men who are now 
strutting on the political stage? A large 
majority of them will not be remem­
bered five years after they have been 
consigned to private life. Such is 
political fame.

The Tardy Foot of Justice.
Among the curiosities of crime, the 

Chingford murder—-now no longer a 
mystery—will deserve hereafter a con­
spicuous place. Although the foul 
deed was done twenty-two years ago, it 
was only yesterday that its perpetrator 
had his guilt brought home to him. 
Jonathan Gaydon, who has been sen­

tenced to death for the murder of Miss 
White, an inmate in the house of her 
brother-in-law, Mr. Small, a farmer, at 
Chingford, on the 2lst of June, 1857, 
has not escaped punishment for these 
twenty years or more, though he man­
aged to baffle the law during that time. 
From the day when he butchered his' 
victim and plundered the house in 
which she was left alone,one quiet sum­
mer Sabbath morning in 1857, fie has 
wandered upon the face of the earth a 
conscience-stricken vagabond__witl

printed on his forehead, but assuredly 
ever burning itself into his heart. This 
miserable wretch has been constantly 
haunted by the shadow of his horrid 
deed, and his self-torture at last drove 
Mm to give himself np to justice in a 
mood so desperate that xn his con­
fession to the polxce he said: “If I 
could have got a rope strong enough, I 
should have hanged myself to-day.” 
But for his own confession and the fit­
ting in of his story with the fasts of 
the case, there was no evidence against 
the unhappy man; and his advocate 
made a futile attempt to convince the 
jury that he was not Jonathan Gaydon 
at all, but some morbid minded, crazy 
creature, who, out of a demented love 
of criminal notoriety, was personating 
the murderer. The man’s tale, however, 
so painfully circumstantial, his demean­
or so terribly earnest, and the utter 
failure of his counsel to prove that he 
was somebody else than Jonathan*Gay- 
don, left the jury no other alternative 
than to convict the prisoner. Barbar­
ous as was his deed, there must have 
been some latent good in this wretched 
outcast. He had a conscience, at any 
rate, for it has been the means of bring­
ing him to the gallows.—London Tele­
graph. _________________

I  do not underrate the honor coj ferred upon 
me, nor do I fail to feolthe deep sense of obli­
gation that your partiality has împosed upon 
me; hut with many thanks, and a profound 
sense of gratitude, I feel compelled, for the 
reason above stated, to decline the appoint nent.

In view of your action in the premises, I 
deem it filling to say that, in thus tendering 
you th'S appointment, I was governed by a 
consideia‘ion cf the Sim patiiofism, the "in- 
flexiblemtue and the eainett devotion to hu­
man liberty and to tha preservation of the 
Union, as well as to the soi nd wisdom and su­
perior capacity which you have exhiei ej dur­
ing your long and fu*Utulpubhc setv.ee m the 
Congress of the United States and elsewhere.
It has been my puvilege to know you m’i- 
mately for the major portion of your 
life, and I can truthfully say that you 
have always formed your opinions on measures 
of public po'iey after thorough and fair inves­
tigation, and, like the lamented Chandler, you 
have had the courage at all times and under 
all circumstances to faithfully and fearlessly 
stand by your convictions. No man has sur­
passed you in steady attachment to the party 
of freedom, and no one witnin a like sphere 
has advocated more earnestly its advanced 
principles, nor eo-operatod more effectively to 
make it a means for the accomplishment of 
good government. Your public and your pri­
vate lile have both been of such a character as 
to clearly demonstrate to me your fitness for 
the distinction I have Sought to confer upon 
you; and my only regret is that yonr appre­
hensions in regard to your future bodily 
strength are such as to compel you to declme 
the proffered honor.

ence in, aud of the very high honor you hav# 
conferred upon, me—the more highly realized 
because unsolicited by me. No efforts shall be 
warning to show that your confidence has not 
been misplaced. H. P. Baldwin.

Unveiling of the Thomas Statue.
No more beautiful day could have been ee 

'ected than the one o 1 which the Society of th 
Army of the Cumberland, at Wuui gton, Nov 
19, unveiled the noble monument to that emi 
nent soldier, Georg ■> H. Thomas. The crowd 
in attendance was very l?rge, and large num­
bers of eminent civilians and soldiers were 
present to throw their flowers of re 
spect and admiration upon the statu 
of a feailess aud faithful commander 
Every General officer m the army save three 
was present. The statue is a nob'e one—an 
eqv stnan, by Ward. ThePiesident of the so 
ciety, Gen. Sheridan, not being pi# ent, Gton 
Jiff 0 Davis, presided. The procession was 
‘ormed on Pei n ylvania avenue, near the Capi­
tal, and stai ted promptly at 1 o’clock. It was 
comj-O'-ed of five division*, and was 
one hour in pasting a given point Gen. 
T. T. Crittenden was chief Marshal.
The stable is located in the Circle foimed ty 
the intersect on of some of the finest aver ues 
of the city—Ma-sachusetts and "Vermont 
avenu s and Foui teenth and M streets. Around 
the Circle were thirty-eight lofty poles, united 
by a rope of evergreens, each pole bearmg an 
ensign and the ceat-of-arms of a State and 
panel common eating the battles in which the 
Airny of the Cumberland was engagad, or the 
name of one of its deceased General officers. 
At each of the four corners of the pedestal up­
on wh’ch the statue stands there was a pole, 
corresponding with the poles representing 
the btates, and flanked by stacks ot 
muskets and field-pieces, the spaces interven­
ing btmg ornamented ^ith pyramids of can­

on balls. Here, also, a platform had been 
erected, capable of Leating 1,500 persons. The 
platform for speakeis was witlnn this, and its 
panels were inscribed with the names of An­
ri rson, Sheimtn, Buell, and llosecrans.

Hon Sranley Matthews delrve ed a masterly 
and eloquent address presenting the statue 
to the people of the United States, fr\m 
the Army of the Cumberland, to wmch Presi­
dent Hayes responded as follows: “In the name 
of the people of the United States I accept this 
noble statue, so worthy of its subject, created 
in honor of Gen. George H. Thomas by his 
comrades of the illustrious Army of the Cum­
berland.”

The exercises at the Circle occupied two 
horns It is estimated that 50,000 people were 
in the throng that surrounded the inclosure. A  
general holiday was observed throughout the 
city, and the entire populace appeared to be m 
the sti eets

In the evening speeches were made by Gens. 
Sherman, McDoweU, Van Vliet, and Slocum, 
President Hayes and Secietaries McCrary and 
Devins. ___________________

Department Estimates.
W a sh in g t o n . N ov. 19.

The printing of detailed estimates for the 
fiscal yew ending June 30,1881, h*s been com­
pleted. The estimfttes of the .mounts required 
for expenditure under the Ww Department 
aggregate #29,321,794 for the military estab­
lishment, and #7,557.834 for public works of 
various kinds, including about $5,000,000 for 
river and harbor improvements, $1 000,000 foi 
sea-coast fortificuions, #774,00u for buildings 
in and around Washington, and #657,000 for 
arstnal.

The cost of the naval establishment is esti­
mated a* $14,509 148.

The estimates for the Indian service foot up 
#4,992,846; for foreign intercourse, #1,185,135; 
for salaries and expenses ot Collectors of In­
ternal Beveune, #4 075,000; for expenses of the 
min’s and assay < ffioc', #1,209,810; for salaries 
and expenses of the Treasury D ipartment 
proper^ #2,061,672; for the Interior Department 
proper $3,146,774; for deficitin postal revenues, 
#7,712,000; for cons ruction of new light­
houses, bf aeons, and flag signals, t674,000; for 
new Governin'nt buildings throughout the 
country, #2,247,000; for judicial salaries and 
expense* of courts, #3,350,000; for pensions, 
#32,044,000; for salaries and expenses of the 
two Houses of ftmgres* (about), #2,800,000; 
for the salaries of President and Yice President 
aud expenses of the Executive office, #97,464; 
for exptnses of the tenth census, #2,750,000.

The grand aggregate of estimates is #136,- 
347,129. The total amount appropriated by 
Congress for the current fiscal year was #162,- 
404,648, which included #25,000,000 for arrears 
of pensions and about #3,000,000 for the Dis­
trict of Columbia.

S y n o p s is  o t  S e c r e ta r y  M cC rary'*  K a p o r t

Hon. George W. MoOrary, Secretary 0f War, 
in his annual report, says that the actual ex­
penditures of the War Department for the fis­
cal year ending June 30, 1879, were #43 653,- 
723.63. The appropriations available for the 
service of the fiscal year ending June 30,1878, 
aggregated #45,076,702.95; those for 1879 were 
#53,016,040.96, and those for the current fiscal 
year amounted to #46,269,821.91. The esti­
mates for the service of the fiscal year ending 
Jmne SO, 1881, are #40,380,428.93, to which 
amount they have been reduced frpm #54,306,- 
643 14.

The estimates for public works, as reduced, 
are #7,557,034.42, which amount is #396,043.34 
less than the estimates for 1879, $113,946 88 
less than those for 1880, and #3,237,460.19 less 
than the appropriations for 1880, which were 
#10,794,484 61. The views expressed under 
this head in the last annual report are renewed 
as best explanatory to the reduction of these 
estimates, which aggregated #20,182,873 42. 
About seventeen-twentieths of this amount are 
for the “continuation of works once com­
menced under legal authority, and remaining 
unfim hed for want of funds.”

The Secretary joins in tho recommendation 
of Gen. Sherman that the army be increased to 
25,000 men; exclusive of detachments. Hs 
says it is undeniable that most if not all the dis­
asters attending Indian hostilities are the result 
cf mateqn.cv of force on om ^a-t The re­
cords of the War Department, show that since 
the close of the war of the Bebellion fifty-five 
officers of the army have been killed in Inditn 
warfare, and a corresponding number wounded, 
beside a proportionate number of men killed 
and wounded. Among the list of killed will 
be found such valuable officefs as Canby, Ous­
ter, and Thornburgh.

The Secretary concurs in Gen. Sherman’s 
recommendation regarding the sale of aban­
doned military forts and reservations.

The following extracts from the Secretary’s 
report Will be found of interest:

“The Judge Advocate General reports the 
convictions for desertion from the army as in­
creased, during tho past year, by twenty-fi ur, 
and expresses the opinion that the two prmri 
pal, or most conspicuous, causes of desertion in 
the army are: 1. Drunkenness, or rather in­
dulgence m intoxicating liquors; 3. Oppressive 
or injudicious treatment of soldiers by non­
commissioned officers, and especially the F11 st 
Sergeants of companies invested with an excese 
of authority.

“New military posts have been under con­
struction on the Yellowstone or Milk river, near 
the northern boundary line, on the line of com­
munication of the renegade Indians who fled 
into British America; on Lake Chelan, in 
Northern Washington Territory, and on the 
north fork of the Canadian river, m the Indian 
Territory; also on Bear Butte creek, m the 
B ack Hills, Dakota Other mill ary pos's 
were authorized by law at El Paso, Texas, at 
Pagosa Springs, Col., and on the Niobrara 
river, in Nebrasxa.

“The m'litary cemeteries, eight in numbei, 
are in good order, and improve in beauty as 
cultivation impioves It is suggested by the 
Quartermaster General that Ar ington Ceme­
tery affords ample space, without encroaching 
on the ground occupied by the sold ere of the 
war, to be used as a national Government 
cemetery for the interment of members of C in­
gress and offioers of all services of the United 
S’ates who may die at the capital or whose 
friends may dtsite for them such a place of 
sepulture.

“ Tne work of marking the graves m military 
crmeteries with marble and granite head-stone-> 
is praciicailv eomplet d. Contracts have been 
let for placing marble head-stones on tie 
gi ayes of sold ers who -died during the war, 
and were buried m private village and city 
cemeteries, av>d whose friends have not lx o't 
able to do tins honor to their memory. Tec 
work can hardly be begun before next s iring.”

Ih e liso ryo f the Eads j»tties woik at t ’e 
m cuhcfthe Missis-uppi river is given at 
len :th, and the Secretary states thst the Attor­
ney General has been requested to render an 
opinion on several questions as to the proper 
construction of certain provisions of the law 
materially bearing upon the claim of Maj. 
Eads for par ment.

Ihe Secretary, m referring to the Ute out­
break, takes the ground that tho Govern­
ment should insist in its demands for the sur­
render and punishment of the Indians respon­
sible for the Meeker massacre and tht 
treacherous attack upon Maj. Thornburgh’s 
command.

THE NAVY.
A b str a c t  o f  S e c r e ta r y  T h o m p s o n ’s  R e p o r t .

Hon. Bichard W. Thompson, Secretary of 
the Navy, reports to Congress that there are 
now eighty vessels of the navy in good condi­
tion for action in case of need, and that there 
are also twenty tugs that in an emergency 
might he made equal to some of the vessels in­
cluded in the eighty for purposes of war. He 
estimates the navy practically to consist of 
ninety-two vessels. Mr. Thompson refutes the 
idea that the navy is not at preaentm good con­
dition, and says it is m possession of ample 
material for all our requirements. The natu 
ral wear and tear of material, however, makes 
him anxious to make a small addition to the 
navy, and for that reason he asks Congress to 
give #3,000.000 for the eons motion of new 
vessels. He estimates that this sum, if given 
him, will build about six vessels upon models 
proposed by him. He has built no new ves­
sels since his time as Secretary m the proper 
sense of the word, for he held that under the 
law money appropriated for the repair of ves 
eels could not be used for the simple construc- 
lon of new vessels.

Secretary Thompson has been ox penmen bug 
with a process for preserving wood need in the 
construction of vessels. He began his experi­
ments when he first went into tne poait.on of 
Secretary, hut has had no opporuimty of test­
ing practically the results ot any of hn experi­
ments. The only place where he could pi op- 
erlv use wood so treated would be m the con­
struction of an entirely new shin. In one of 
his experiments with his process he tre aterl 
a por ion of a bit of wood and then submerge d 
it in water for nine m nths. At the end of that 
time the submerged bit was taken out, and it 
was found that the part treated was as good as 
ever, while the other part was thoroughly hon­
eycombed.

Mr. Thompson thinks that it has been a wise 
policy on the part of the country to let the 
question of building ships of war lie m statu 
quo for a time. England has been making, 
during the last few years, very costly experi­
ments in determiumgthebest class of vessels to 
be built, and this country can now reap the re­
sults of them without any experiments. It 
would bs possible to have the American Gov­
ernment, at a comparatively ltt le expense, 
build up a very powerful navy. The Secretai y 
beheves that the diy of iron vessels has already 
come; that they are practically doomed Theii, 
is no iron plate that can be manutactun d tor 
which a ball cannot he found to pierce it, anu 
an iron vessel once pierced will go down mth 
almost no warning. An aperture cm in an iron 
vessel cannot be stopped up, as in the case ot 
wooden vessels. He beheves that the navies of 
the earth will have to return to wooden vesse 
and rely upon speed, superior armament, ana 
ck lful seamanship for sucoess.

The Secretary of the Navy refers with pride 
to the fact that at the end ot the fiscal year h 
will have #1,500,060 to cover into the treasury 
of unexpended appropuations made for his de­
partment. He ask ior the department proper 
#300,000 more than was g ven him by the last 
Congress. He says that under the law naval 
offioers are, of course, allowed so much pay, 
a id all that a person would need would be the 
rank of officers and their number to find out 
exactly how much money is requ.ieci. He fig­
ured that out for the last Congress, but they 
cut it down #100,0u0. He asks #100,000 of 
Congress to make up the deficiency of last 
year, #100,000 for this year, and “the third 
*10.1,000 is for the increase m pay thathas come 
from natural causes.

The Secretary asks Congress to give #90,000 
for the continuance of his naval schools. Upon 
this subject the Secretary is enthusiastic. He 
s*ys he never intends to pause until he has 
the entire Amencn navy manned by American 
sailors. When he began his System of training- 
ships he said there was hardly a sailor in the 
navy that was a native born; they all represent 
el tne scum of foreign ports, and it was seldom 
any of these sailors who were enlisted evei be­
came naturalized citizens. The results that 
have thus far been obtained by his senool are 
most flattering.

Mr. Thompson does not think the time has 
yet come for free ships. He thinks that the 
present laws should remain, for in them he 
thinks shipbuilding can only be maintained in 
this country. He wants this country to do like 
England—build all vessels required for its own 
navy. He makes some recommendations in re­
lation to the navy; asks for some means to keep 
in good condition all navy-yards; and sugges s 
that certain money be allowed tor the repair 
and reconstruction of the yard at Pensacola, 
which was destroy d during the war.

Domestic and Foreign Hails.
Mail Superintendent Blaokfan, in his annual 

report, states that there were arrested by the 
agents of the Postofiice Department last year, 
552 persons. Of those prosecuted m the Unit­
ed States courts, 191 were convicted, 11 were 
acquitted, 10 escapod, 2 forfeited bail, 39pro- 
ceedin gs were dismissed, and 206 eases await 
trial. There were 45 highwaymen arrested for 
mail-stage robberies. The anests subject to 
the jurisdiction of the United States oourst 
were 46 Postmasteis, 11 letter-earners, 17 
mail-carriers, 42 highwaymen, 83 burglars. 
The number of oases investigated by special 
agents was 23,242, nearly 3,000 of which were 
losses of registered letters, containing in cash 
#21,790, and money-orders and exchange to the 
amount of #35,697. Of this number 1,120 were 
recovered, containing in cash #9,873, and 
money-o'ders and exchange amounting to 
#10,872. Of 15,261 ordinary letters reported 
lost and rifled, 5,8 2 contained cash amountug 
to #40,156, and 1,353 contained monev ord'is 
and exchange drafts amounting to #453,947, 
and 1,486 were recovered, c mta nmg in cash 
#3,942, and money orders and exchange 
amounting to #49,620. Payments force, tians- 
portation of mails during the last fiscal } ear 
amounted to #198,9n8, bung an increase of 
#1,632 over the cost ot 1878; $153,750 was paid 
for the transatlantic service, #11,004 foi the 
transpacific service, and #34,184 for the service 
to Canada, the West India islands, Mexico, Cen­
tral American and South Pacific states. Add­
ing #28,053 paid for British closed m uls from 
New York to England, the amount paid for the 
transportation of mills to foreign countries 
was #226,961.

The quarterly settlements of the postage 
accounts With countries qf the postal union 
show a balance for the year of #38,276 m favor 
of the United States, *nd the settlements for 
sea and territonal transit show a balance of 
#51,216 m favor of the United States. The 
total weight of the mails to countries of tbe 
postal union (Canada excepted) was as fol­
low*; Letter*, 8,832 8!0 oupo*t; printed 
matter and samples, 15,688,291 oUttosi, bstos

THE POSTOFFIUE DEPARTMENT.

G en . K e y ’s  A n n u a l R ep ort*

The Postmaster General, m his annual re­
port, renews the recommendation contained in 
his last report for the enactment of a law read­
justing the compensation of railroads for car­
rying mail npon a basis of space, speed, and 
frequency, supplemented by the weight of the 
mails carried. The railroad companies have, 
as a general thing, neglected to furnish statis­
tics of receipts, expenditme i, etc., as requested. 
The recommendation is made that the appro­
priation to enable the Postmaster General to 
obtain the proper facilities for the prompt 
transmission of mails by rail be increased this 
year to #400,000.

The cost of railway service on the 30th of 
June, 1879, was at the rats of #9,692,591 per 
annum, an lnctoxte over the cost ot the service 
aurmg the piecedmg year of #125,995. This 
increase does not, however, represent the actual 
rate of increase m the service, as account must 
be taken of a reduction of 5 per cent, in the 
late of compen»ation from July 1,1878, made 
under tne act of June 17, 1878. The amount of 
this ae .notion is, in round numbers, #400,000, 
maki g, with the #125,995, an increase of 
#5i5,9P5 for 1879 over' 1878, being little less 
than 5.5 per cent. The general increase of 
business all over the country, and the reasoni- 
b e etna nty that the present prosperity will 
continue lor some } ears, will require the ap­
propriation for the railway service for th* next 
fiscal year to be increased to at least #10,010,- 
0u0, and the estimate is accordingly placed at 
that sum

The estimate for the railway postoffiue car 
service for 1881 is placed at #l,350,0v0. The 
Postmaster General earnestly renews the rec­
ommendation of lust year for a reclassification 
of the employes of tne railway mail service by 
the Gtneral Superintendent ot that service.

Gen. Key repoits that the operation of the 
present laws regulatmg the increase of com­
pensation for increased speed and increased 
frequency of service upon “star routes” (i. e., 
all those whereon the mails are transported by 
horses and 01 dmary vehicles), results in gieat 
loss to the Government, and recommit nds leg­
islation to enable him to retrench in this dii ac­
tion.

The estimates for “star” service the next fis’ 
c*l year contemplate the continuance of the 
prerent efficient servhe m o her States, and 
111 gely-increased mail facilities in the States 1 f 
Indiana, Ohio, Kentucky, South Caroln a 
North Carolina, Tennessee, Georgii, Florida, 
Miisisaippi and Alabama The total amount 
asked foi “star” service the next fiscal year is 
#7,375,000. The estimates for inland mail ser­
vice by Hteamboats is #900,000.

In regard to the use of mails by lottery compa 
nie% the Postmaster General suggests that sce ­
ll. 2:11) and 4,041, Bevised Statut s, be amen ed 
by striking out the word “fiaudulent ” preoed 
ing the word “lottery,” iu each section, whic» 
will mike the legislation more harmonious and 
effective. It would aid tLe department m the 
execution of the intent of the law if the provis- 
im of S c. 2,939 requiring tie  re'uin to tbe 
writers of registered lettei s addressed to such 
schemes were in terms extended to include all 
let.eisso addressed.

The report recommends that the provision of 
Sec 17 ot the act of March 3,1879, authorizing 
the Secretary of tbe Treasury, and Postmasiei 
General to adopt regulations for delivery to 
addresses m the United States of dutiable 
books, with the collection of customs duties 
thereon, be extended to embrace all articles of 
dutiable matter received in the mails from for­
eign < otlllti if a.

The Postmaster General recommends legis­
lation to enable the Department to adopt a gen­
eral regulation of the Postal Union relative to 
the payment of limited indemnity for reg- 
i t ;r<ml articles lost or destroyed in the postal 
service.

The report goes en to say that the increasing 
demands of tne postal service cail for a large 
increase in the appropriation for the paymeni 
of clerks in the postoflices. The estimate, 
#3,650,000, for this item is greatly below the 
actual need for the service.

The free-delivery [sen ice is mentioned i s 
having attained great success.

The other recommendations of interest m»de 
are, m brief, that Congress shallprovide at the 
next session for superseding at the earliest 
possible date the mail-looks now m use by 
others of new and improved patterns (for 
w1 ichpnrpose an estimate of #150,000 is sub­
mitted) ; that tbe Public Printer be authorized 
to print a new edition of tbe codified pos'al 
laws and regulations, to be sold to tbe public 
at cost: that authority be given to tne Depait- 
ment to contract for the publication of a month­
ly postal guide for a teim of five years.

Thanksgiving Day.
It is usual to appoint the last Thurs­

day of November as a day of thanks­
giving. Why Thursday was originally 
chosen, in preference to other days, is 
not certainly known; but the best au 
thority gives the reason that shortly 
after the landing of the Pilgrims, and 
while they were in sore distress, a ves­
sel, bearing food and clothing, arrived 
on Thursday, for the selection of that 
day. At all events, occasional days of 
thanksgiving were held at Plymouth 
from 1621 to 1660. The custom be­
came general throughout Massachu­
setts, and frqm there spread to the 
other colonies. There was no national 
Thanksgiving day until 1784, when 
Gen. Washington called one to cele­
brate the ratification of peace after the 
Revolutionary war; in 1789, the adop­
tion of the constitution of the United 
States. The next year one was called 
on account of the suppression of insur­
rection. The successful close of the 
War of 3812 caused another day of na­
tional thanks iving to be called, in 
1815. Some of the days fell on Thurs­
day. and some did not. New York has 
had a Thanksgiving day since 1817 al­
most invariably called on Thursday, 
and the same is true of Virginia since 
1855, and in eight other Southern States 
since 1858. President Lincoln issued 
proclam itions recommending days of 
special thanksgiving for victories in 
1862, ’63, and ’64, and since that time 
the President has issued such a procla­
mation annually, which has been sup­
plemented by the Governors of many 
of the States. It is now the rule to call 
them on the list Thursday of Novem­
ber.

The Waning Tramp.
One of the most noticeable features 

of the present general improvement in 
business and industry is the almost 
total disappearance of street mendi­
cants from the highways and byways. 
The professional tramp also appears to 
be a thing of the past. He is-well-nigh 
invisible. The Commissioners of Char­
ity, moreover, have fewer applicants for 
relief than has been the case in many 
years, and at the police stations the tes­
timony is uniform touching the rapid 
decrease of after-dark applicants for 
lodgings and food. These are im­
portant facts. The inference is that all 
classes of persons are now finding em­
ployment, aDd are in no further need 
of charity. All the leading manufactur­
ing establishments in and about the city, 
it is well known, are increasing their 
hands, and some of them are running 
until late in the evening to complete 
orders. The tobacco factories, which 
employ great numbers of people of both 
sexes, are notably busy, as likewise the 
upholsterers, the plumbers, the cabinet­
makers, the boot and shoe makers and 
the clothing manufacturers. It is a 
public and priva’e blessing that every­
body should thus be at work, and if the 
improvement can be maintained on its 
present basis we may look forward to a 
comfortable winter for the working 
people of every class.—New Fork let­
ter. _________________

are requisite to effect a cure.

Lincoln and Stanton.
I met Marshal Ward Lamon the 

other day, and, in speaking of the 
Stanton letters published m the North 
American Review, Lincoln's friend and 
biographer told me of the manner in 
which Lincoln happened to get Stan­
ton into the Cabinet.

In December, 1861, which was only a 
few months after the dale of the Stan­
ton letter, now published, Mr. Liucoln 
was talking with Secretary Chase about 
the action of our Government in the 
Trent affair. The President was ask­
ing if the Secretary had heard of any 
opinions as to the Government’s course 
by prominent .Democrats, when Mr. 
Chase said he understood Mr. Stanton, 
who was then m Washington, shared 
the opinion of the President and up­
held the Government's course.

The President then asked Mr. Chase 
if he had ever heard how Mr. Stanton 
had abused him—the President—in the 
McCormick case at Cincinnati. Mr. 
Chase replied that he had not, and the 
President told how Mr. Stanton, being 
retained on the same side as Mr. Lin­
coln, declined to consult with him, say­
ing he would have nothing to do with 
the “long-legged and long-armed ape. 
But,” said the President, as he con­
cluded the stoiy, “tell Mr. Stanton I 
would like to see him.”

Within a few evtning. Mr. Stanton 
called at the White House. The Presi­
dent told him he had heard that his 
visitor was upholding the legality and 
policy of the Government’s course. Mr. 
Stanton replied at some length, giving 
bis reasons for the opinion.he held. 
The President asked him if he would 
commit it to writing Stanton prom­
ised he would, and this interview ended 
without any other subject than the 
Trent affair being alluded to during the 
whole of the evening.

It was within one or two evenings 
afterward that Mr. Stanton called with 
the manuscript of his opinion as re­
quested. As he handed it to the Presi­
dent, ihe latter said: “Mr. Stanton, 
there is about to be a change in my 
Cabinet. Will you take the place of 
Secretary of War?” Mr. Stanton was 
much surprised, but, before he left that 
evening, he haa accepted the position, 
and during tbe next month, January, 
1862, went into the office.— Washing­
ton letter. ^

nearer, with heads elevated, intently 
listening. In a somewhat rare book, 
entitled “ Barbados and Other Poems,” 
by M. J. Chapman (London, 1835), this 
habit of the hzard is thus referred to:

Gay sounds are beard with n the lighted halls, 
1h*e tetemnsj leave* the melody enthrall*,
The charmed zephyr nabses as he til s,
And mingles with his strairs the sottest sighs; 
Thi* wafcened lizard lea'es Ids bushy bed,
Cl mbs to the lattice and ercctsTi s head.

A lizard, so engaged, had its tail ac­
cidentally out off by tbe sudden closing 
of the wisdow on the sill of which it 
was stationed. This curtailed lizard, 
however, continued to visit the spot, 

. charmed by the music. After a short 
time it was noticed that the lost appen­
dage was gradually replaced by two. 
This occurred at the house of a friend 
m Barbados. Mr. H. S. Moseley, in 
his charming work, “Notes by a Nat­
uralist on the Challenger” (London. 
1879), remarks: “ It is curious how 
little animals seem to be frightened by 
a long wsnd., like a fishing-rod. I have 
seen Mr. Thwaitea, in Ceylon, put a 
noose of prim fiber, fastened at the top 
of a rod of thii kind, over tbe head# of

suffice, and should be persevered in.
If properly cured there will not be an 

A little piece of 
sponge m the bowl ot the pipe will pre­
vent the juiee from passing into the 
mouth.

Mullein will be stronger gathered be­
fore the frost injures it, but will answer 
even if dug from under the snow. It 
will also be found an excellent remedy 
for cold in the head.

A HINT TO CONSUM PTIVES.

A correspondent of the Les Mondes 
calls attention to the fact that butchers, 
though they may be pale and thin when 
they enter on the business, quickly gain 
freshness of color, stoutness and a gener­
ally comfortable look. It is pure fiction, 
of course, that they put aside the best 
portions of the meat for themselves, and 
it is a known fact that most of them lose 
appetite. Tne correspondent attributes 
their general well being to assimilation, 
througti their respiratory passages, of 
nutritive juices of the meat volatilized 
in tne air—a kind of nutrition by effu­
sion. If this be really a fact, it is argu­
ment that young people, suffering from 
deficient or impure blood, and especi­
ally children of a weak or lymphatic 
constitution, might be subjected with 
advantage to hygiene treatment based 
upon it. A well-known French phy­
sician commends the idea, and offers 
the following plan for the treatment of 
consumptive persons, in place ot sending 
them off to distant places with reputedly 
mild climates: In a well-ventilated, 
sunlit and “sheltered room, with south­
ern exposure, he would, by means of a 
Mons-eron brazier, the high moist heat 
of which is salutary and favorable to 
respiration, form for the patient an arti­
ficial climate, like that of Nice or Florida, 
having all the advantages, without the 
inconvenierces, of the real climate. To 
aid the antiseptic action of the warm, 
moist air, rich in vapors, charged with 
dissolved carbonic acid, he would place 
in one or more corners of the room an 
open bottle of water saturated with sul­
phurous acid. By this arrangement he 
thinks the progress of the tubereulation 
would be arrested.

A Cause of Senator Chandler’s Death.
The Baltimore Gazette relates this 

story to account for a train of causes 
that ultimated in the death of Senator 
Chandler:

“There is every reason to believe 
that Col. John Hay, author of ‘Little 
Breeches,’ and other worthlees poems, 
was the immediate cause of Zach 
Chandler’s death. Mr. Chandler, dur­
ing the campaign in Ohio, made a great 
speech to 25,000 people at Warren in 
the afternoon, and then hurried up to 
Cleveland to make a night speech. 
His train was late. He was hurried 
from the depot to a hotel, where he 
bolted a hearty lunch. From there he 
was 'taken to the ont-door meeting. 
When he reached the stand he was per­
spiring freely. Taking off his overcoat 
and removing his hat, he stood in the 
chill night air while Mr. Hay, who is a 
consummate snob, advertised himself 
for twenty minutes in introducing a 
man so well known to the crowd that 
even the dogs wouldn’t bark at him. 
Mr Chandler started in to speak, but 
grew lioaise and broke down before the 
end was reached. He never saw a well 
day after that. His chill and the bolted 
lunch brought on the attack of indiges­
tion from which he never recovered, 
and John Hay stands before the public 
as the man who held Zachariah 
Chandler’s nozzle against a northwest 
wind for twenty minutes, thereby kill­
ing him, in order that his own vanity 
might be gratified. Moral—Cut the in- 
tioductory performances short.”

Remarkable Sagacity of a Goat.
A remarkable instance of tho sagacity 

of a goat occurred recently at the resi­
dence of Peter Killean,No. 358 Dryades 
street The participants m the event 
about to be related were a goat, which 
for some years past has been a great 
pet with the ehildien of the family, and 
a pup, a comparatively recent arrival 
in the domestic circle. The goat aud 
dog were on the best of terms, and had 
come to enjoy occasional rambles to­
gether around the yard during the 
goat’s spare moments, when there were 
no oyster cans, door scrapers, or other 
ediblos for it to dispose of. The sin­
gular behavior of the goat during the 
afternoon, some days since, attracted 
the attention of the family. It ran to 
and fro, crying in the most piteous 
manner, and seemed half distracted. 
Some one at last suggested that the ani­
mal should be followed, and it, seem­
ing to appreciate tho fact that it had 
been understood, led the way to the 
rear of the yard, where its canine com­
panion was 'found in the vault, almost 
m its last struggles. The puppy^was 
quickly rescued and restored to the 
goat, who greeted it with the fondest; 
caresses.—.Yew Orleans Times.
