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Georgia added 21,320 to the number 
of her small farms between 1860 and 
1870, and the change is now going on 
still more rapidly. Commissioner of Ag­
riculture Henderson says that there are 
twice as many men in the State who 
own small farms as there were five or 
six years ago, and even the big places 
are divided and farmed out between dif­
ferent tenants. This growth of small 
proprietors is not confined to the ne­
groes. The “ poor white” has invaded 
the hill country with his cotton-fields, 
and every year sees more of the great 
staple raised by white labor upon the 
few acres of its own.

Dr. B. W. K ichardson, the well- 
known English authority on hygiene, 
referring in a recent lecture to the divi­
sions of temperament established by 
Hippocrates and Lord Bacon, said that 
his own division was into the sanguine, 
which he associated with the Celtic race, 
the nervous, which characterized the 
Saxon race, the bilious, which showed 
itself in Eastern or Semitic blood, and 
the lymphatic, which was noticeable in 
the Northern or Scandinavian kind. He 
believed the time would come when the 
schoolmaster would be able to classify 
his scholar's by a study of their temper­
aments, and gave some practical hints 
as to the particular modes of dealing 
with children distinguished by the tem­
peraments to which he had referred.

Thb recent decline in coffee, of which 
this country uses more than any other 
nation in the world, and five times.as 
much as Great Britain, will probably 
prove permanent, as it is due, not to the 
casual over-supply, but to a change in 
the manner of conducting the trade. 
Railroads, recently constructed from Bio 
Janeiro, bring the coffee more speedily 
from the plantations, and steamers, 
which have supplanted sailing vessels, 
have greatly shortened the trip from 

' Brazil to this country. The trade in 
coffee, in other words, has gone through 
the same secular change as tne trade in 
tea. The day for great firms buying by 
the ship-load and carrying great stocks 
has passed. Orders by cable, ship­
ments by steam, and purchases by job 
lots have taken the place of the slow but 
princely methods of a few years back.

The betting men of California are puz­
zled and excited An enormous amount 
of money was risked on the result of the 
Presidential election in that State. It 
is said that over $100,000 of stakes was 
placed on deposit in the Bank of Cali­
fornia. The point on which the wageis 
were made was whether Garfield or Han­
cock would carry the State. Now, all 
the Democratic electors except one were 
elected, the exception being Judge 
Terry, whose name was extensively 
scratched "because he had long ago 
killed Broderick. Consequently Gar­
field got one vote in the California Elect­
oral College, and the rest were cast for 
Hancock. The question is whether 
Hancock has carried the State in the 
sense meant by the terms of the betting. 
Several law suits have been begun, and 
probably the bets will all be declared off.

The Postmaster at West Mentor, Ohio, 
has suddenly become a person of import­
ance. One citizen of the town, during 
the first week of December, received 
1,304 pieces of mail, which is more than 
was received in the entire s’x months 
preceding the Chicago Convention. The 
Postmaster, who used to ’tend store and 
run the mails at the same time, with 
plenty of leisure to read the papers, has 
been pleading with the Postmaster Gen­
eral for an assistant, and his application, 
indorsed by James A. Garfield and oth­
ers, has been granted. His bond has 
been increase 1 at the same time, and the 
poor man has a chance to rest. Gen. 
Garfield alone receives twenty times as 
much mail as the entire town of Mentor, 
and if the Postmaster is an object of 
pity commiseration should be bestowed 
upon the man who has to read and an­
swer the letters.

Probably fifty years hence there v.ill 
be abundance of trees in the West. 
Agriculturists are rapidly awaking to 
the necessity of planting them. The 
Fort Scott and Gulf Bailroad Company 
has begun the planting of hundreds of 
acres of trees on its lands. A Boston 
capitalist has engaged a company of 
raisers of forest seedlings m Illinois to 
break and plow a large area in Kansas, 
and plant no lesb than 2,720 trees to the 
acre, and cultivate these until they shade 
the ground. At the end of that time— 
say ten years—the plantation will be de­
livered over to the owner. No trees less 
than six feet high are to be counted. 
The Fort Scott railroad has adopted 
this plan, one advantage of which is 
that the tree enterprise will be attended 
by experienced men, whose interest it 
will be to make as much of a success of 
it as possible.

J ay Gould made his first stake in 
1859, and, when the war was over, was 
known to be worth millions. When he 
went out of Erie he sold 50,000 shares 
of the stock of that road short at 65, 
and gathered them in at 40. The opera­
tion netted him $1,000,000. He next 
bought 25,000 shares of Cleveland and 
Pittsburgh at 70, and after the consoli­
dation closed out at a net profit of 
$1,500,000. He was supposed to be 
worth $10,000,000 when he went into 
Union Pacific, buying the stock at 20 in 
1873, and holding on until it is worth 
95. He bought Wabash at 5, and holds 
it at 80 for the preferred and 45 to 49 for 
the common. Kansas and Texas, which 
cost him 8, is now worth 48. Wall- 
street men put his wealth all the way 
from $20,000,000 to $60,000,000 ; and 
many believe that if he lives he will be 
the richest man in the country, if not in 
the world.

Mr. E dward L angtry, of Jersey, 
England, who is entitled to distinction 
ODly as the husband of a famous beauty, 
is in New York, and the interviewer has 
kept him busy since bis aruval in this 
blasted country. Mr. Langtry fi, a flu 
ent person, and it does not appeal’ dis­
tasteful to him, as it would be to some
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men, to be asked questions about his 
wife’s personal appearance. He admits 
with candor that she has been the hand­
somest woman in London for three sea­
sons, and believes her to be the most 
beautiful being in existence. His visit 
to the United States is ot a purely busi­
ness character, but bo promises to come 
oxer again and bring Mrs. Langtry, so 
that we can all have a good look at lier. 
If Mr. Langtry is correctly reported he 
is the most consummate snob England 
has ever sent across the water.

Mr . O. 0 . Co ffin , of Boston, lately 
lectured in that city on “ The Future 
Commercial Belations of the North­
west.” He described the physical feat­
ures and the productive capacity of the 
northwestern portion of the country, 
and referred to the excellent climate to 
be found in Montana, on account of the 
influence of the current of Japan, wider 
and deeper than the Atlantic Gulf 
stream, and having a temperature of 76 
degrees. The area of the habitable le­
gion of the Northwest amounts to 200,- 
000,000 acres, of which only 35,000,000 
of acres are now eultivated. This vast 
granary of the continent is in direct nat­
ural communication with the eastern 
sea-coast, by means of the St. Lawrence 
river and the great lakes, and, with the 
completion of projected railroads, will 
also be in communication with the Pa­
cific ports. By taking the Bed river 
valley route, Mr. Coffin said, this great 
wheat field is 170 miles nearer to Boston 
than to Now York.

Of  Arizona little is known to the 
world at large, and many there are, 
doubtless, who regard the Territory as a 
desolate waste. A correspondent of the 
Boston H erald, who has been over the 
line of the Southern Pacific rail way 
writes that the Territory is increasing 
rapidly in population, and the comple­
tion of the railroad will naturally biiug 
more immigrants. Although mining is 
now the great interi st the prospects for 
agricultural pursuits are encouraging. 
It is estimated that there are from 15,- 
000,000 to 20,000,000 acres of rich land, 
but, owing to a scarcity of water, only 
about 3,000,000 acres are available. It 
is believed that water for irrigation can 
be obtained from artesian wells. The 
climate, owing to the various altitudes of 
different parts, ranges from that of the 
Northern States to that of the tropics. 
The canons of Arizona are among the 
grandest on the continent, the most not­
able being that of the Colorado, which 
sinks to the depth of 6,000 and 7,000 
feet. This river is navigated at all sea­
sons 513 miles from its mouth.

An Eccentric Needle.
One day at an old-fashioned country 

quilting in East Tennessee the mountain 
boys and girls wrere playing some game 
like “ snap.” Miss Maria Peelers was 
being chased around the room by Jarkin 
Soby, her ardent admirer. She gave a 
scream suddenly, and began to examine 
the sole of her foot, which—as is the 
custom in that region—was shod with 
nature’s own morocco. It was found 
that she had stepped on a needle that 
had fallen by accident upon the floor. 
As there were seven or eight inches of 
black patent thread hanging from the 
eye of the needle Jarkin insisted upon 
pulling it out, but Maria screamed with 
fright at the bare mention of the thing. 
She would not suffer any one to touch 
the string.

PARLOR GAMES.
T ip .—Under this very odd title anew 

and excellent game is described which is 
very popular in Germany, and will be 
equally so in America when it becomes 
known.

Wheu first read, it may not seem to 
amount to much, but it needs only to be 
tried to become a favorite with old and 
young.

Any number can play, as no skill nor 
practice is required, and it is adapted as 
well to the parlor as to the picnic. The 
writer has joined in it on two successive 
days, ouce in a pleasant drawing-room, 
with a large round table in the center, by 
the cheery light of a flashing wood fire, 
and, again, under the radiant maples by 
the side of a beautiful lake. On the lat­
ter occasion a large shawl was spread on 
the ground, and a merry group of bright­
eyed children, with their parents and 
older friends, sat around on the grass.

One of the mammas poured out from 
a paper package of assorted candy and 
small toys about as many pieces as the 
number of players, inaking the tempt­
ing heap as nearly As possible in the 
middle of the shawl within easy reach of 
all. After one of the children had been 
blindfolded, one ot the ladies touched au 
article iu the pile in the shawl, in order 
to point it out to all excepting the one 
whose eyes were closed. The player 
then opened her eyes, and was allow ed I 
to select one at a time, and keep for her 
own all she could obtain without taking 
the “ tip,” or the piece that had been 
touched.

Often a great many pieces can be 
taken, and in some cases the “ tip” is 
the last one to be pitched upon; but 
sometimes an unlucky player selects the 
“ tip” first, in which ease she gains noth­
ing, for the moment she takes the “ tip” 
she must give it up, and the turn passes 
to the next player on her right.

Of course all the children scream 
when the tip is touched, and the unlucky 
ones are laughed at a little, but are com­
forted by presents of candy from the 
stores of the more fortunate.

All who do not believe in the interest 
of the game are cordially invited to se­
cure a group of children and a paper of 
candy, or of little presents nicely 
wrapped in papers, and to try it for 
themselves.

In itia ls.—This new and interesting 
game can be played in several ways, 
and can also be used in connection with 
other old games, to which it lends a new 
charm. Any number of players can 
join, each one of whom tells the initials 
of his or her name, which the others can 
ivrite on a slip of paper if they do not 
prefer trusting to memory. Each 
player invents an initial sentence, using 
the letters of one of the names. This 
sentence may be humorous or sensible, 
complimentary or the reverse, andean 
sometimes be made to fit exceedingly 
well. As specimens, a few impromptu 
sentences are given on the actual names 
of some of the original players: Easter 
Eggs, Exquisite Elegance, Fairy Prince, ’ 
Fried Pork, What Nonsense, Saucy Tell- 
Tale, Goodness Brings Blessings. When 
all have prepared one or more sentences, 
the leader begins by addressing any per­
son he pleases with a remark termed 
upon his initials, and each of the other 
players follows his example, also using 
the same letters. This attack is kept 
up indiscriminately on the person ad­
dressed by the leader, until he can an­
swer the person who last addressed him 
before another of the players can say 
another sentence in the letters of hi® 
name, in which case the others all turn 
their remarks on the one thus caught. 
The game then goes merrily on, as 
shouts of laughter always follow the 
quick conceits which are sure to be in­
spired by tbe excitement of the game. 
As a specimen of the way in which it 
can be applied to an old game, “ Twirl 
the Platter ” has a new interest when 
the players are called out by initial sen­
tences, as the effort to discover one’s 
own name in some obscuie remark made 
by the twirler, in order to catcli the 
platter before it ceases to spin, keeps 
every player on the alert.—Harper.

Food and Digestion.
Professor Hawkes, hi a lecture before 

the Woman’s Physiological Institute of 
Chicago, gave some palpable instances 
of widely different results attending the 
disposition of brain nutriment in differ- 
persons. John Sherman, for instance, 
after assimilating the truths of finance, 
evolved the rolieme of specie resumption, 
while Gen. Weaver, with access to the 
same sort of brain food, evolved the idea 
of greenbacks, and plenty of them. 
Similarly, one man became a Republic­
an, while another was known as a Dem­
ocrat, and still voted for Andrew Jackson. 
Mental digestion was involuntary, and 
dyspepsia and diarrhea were not un­
familiar attendants of indigestion of both 
sorts—mental and physical. The think­
ers were affected with mental dyspepsia, 
and those who do not think, but allowed 
others to think for them, with mental 
diarrhea, exhibiting itself wlierever they 
were afflicted with a rush of words. The 
Professor enumerated as the chief cause 
of indigestion the peculiarly American 
stomachic vice of hurried eating. Good, 
perfect digestion might be said to be al­
most unknown to the average American. 
What with rapid eating, lack of sufficient 
sleep, and want of rest, nature had no 
adequate provision for such extraordinary 
expenditure of nervous force. Ordinarily 
some men swallowed as much in ten 
minutes as it would require three-fourths 
of an hour to eat, and the result was not 
only that they ate too * much, but the 
food which they took into their stomachs 
was unpin Biologically masticated, and 
the stomach given a duty to perform 
which properly belonged to the organs 
or mastication. These unnatural drafts 
on nature’s forces must, unless checked, 
tell sooner or later on the general healtfi. 
The bolting of food was almost universal 
in this country, and second to no other 
cause in producing indigestion. The 
use of liquids during a meal was all 
wrong, for the reason that it tended to a 
disuse of the organs of mastication, 
while plenty of liquid before and aftei 
meal was not only proper, but beneficial. 
Nothing, however, should be taken 
into the stomach that was either 
hotter than the blood or colder 
than the atmosphere. Unnecessary 
dessert, eaten when the appetite was al­
ready sated, was another evil, while a 
still turther cause of indigestion lay in 
the growing practice of indulging in 
hearty 6 o’clock dinners. The Professor 
admitted, however, that for certain 
classes of business men, such as bankers, 
board of trade people, etc., a noonday 
dinner would practically amount to 
suicide; but for people who could eat a 
hearty dinner in the middle of the day, 
and who were in the habit of retiring 
early, an evening dinner was wholly 
inadvisable, for tlie reason that it al­
lowed too little time for digestion. 
Coffee drinking was duly deprecated as 
both needless and injurious to health, 
and a reform in the du-ections indicated 
was urged as the only remedy for the 
great American evil—indigestion.

Electricity as a Correctin'.
■In the Ohio State prison at Columbus 

the punishment of refractory prisoners 
is accomplished in a scientific manner, 
electricity being substituted m place oi 
tlie degrading lash. The convict is 
stripp°d, handcnftt d, and placed in abatli 
tub, ft pirallelogiam in shape. It is 
partially filled with watei, and the bot­
tom, which is ot brass, is connected 
with a powfrin! battery. An atremlstg 
seizes two sponges, which aie likewise 
connected and charged, and gently 
to iches the eoimct’s body. A cncuit ife 
thus formed, and the patient receives a 
sh -'K'k that he will remember to his dying

day. This playful exercise is continued 
until tlie convict cries enough. He is 
unable to move, and for the time being 
suffers excruciating torture, so that lie 
will nevei hanker tor a repetition of ilie 
done. The punishment leaves no wounds, 
and. while move severe than flogging, it 
is not so humiliating.

Saving the Cider.
“One thing is certain,” said Mr. Hath­

away, emphatically, “forty gallons of 
cider won’t keep while we’re drinking it. 
There must be something put in it to 
keep it from spoiling, and I ’ve heard 
that mustard-seed is the article. ”

“I  agree with yon,” observed Mr. Lef- 
fingwell. “If we don’t take care of it, 
the cider will sour; but I  incline to the 
idea that horseradish is the best. Put 
in horseradish and your cider will keep 
all winter.”

Dump iu 
plenty of laisins, and you’ve got your 
cider where you want it.

G raham wafers for the Sick : One cup 
of Graham flour, one and one-third cups 
of boiling water, and one-half teaspoon­
ful of salt. Put the salt in the boiling 
water, pour the water gradually over 
the Graham, beat thoroughly, and set 
away to cool. Wheu cool spread on 
sheets or pans as thin as the blade of a 
knife. Bake in a moderate oven about 
twelve minutes. Sick people can eat 
this when they can eat no other bread.

A Curf. for N ight Sweats.—A pow­
der known as strevpulver, composed of 
three parts of salicylic acid and ninety- 
seven parts silicate of magnesia, is used 
iu Germany as a cure for sweating of 
the feet. Recently a Belgian physician, 
Dr. Kolmliom, tiled its efficacy m sev­
eral cases ol night sweating by consump­
tives. The beneficial effect was imme­
diate and permanent. The powder was 
rubbed over tbe whole body. To pre­
vent any breathing ot tlie dust and con­
sequent coughing a handkerchief must 
be held over the patient’s month and 
nose w lulo the pow uer is being applied.

Medical U se of E ggs.—For burns 
and scalds nothing is more soothing 
than the white of an egg, which may be 
poured over tlie wound. It is softer as 
a vaimsh for a bum tlian collodion, and, 
being alw ays at hand, can be applied 
immediately. It is also more cooling 
than the “ sweet oil and cotton,” which 
was formerly supposed to be tlie surest 
application to allay tlie smaiting pain. 
It is tlie contact with the sir which 
gives the extreme discomfort experi­
enced from ordinary accidents ot this 
kind, and anything which excludes air, 
and prevents inflammation,is the thing to 
be at once applied. The white of an 
egg, into which a piece ot alum about 
the size of a walnut has been stewed un­
til it foims a jelly, is a fine remedy tor 
sprains. It should be laid over the 
sprain on a piece of lmt and changed as 
often as it becomes dry.

Children  fii e not apt to believe they 
drink too much water, and yet they do. 
When you come into the house, panting 
and thirsty from play, you will take a 
tumbler oi w ater and drink it down as fast 
as you can, and then rush out to resume 
play, and, perhaps, repeat the drink. 
Now, the next time you feel thirsty, tiy 
this expenment: Take a goblet of water 
and slowly sip it. Before it is half gone 
your thirst wfil be tully quenched, and 
you will feel better toi having drunk 
only that which you need. And again, 
w e are all apt to acquire the habit oi 
drinking wlnle eating our meals. Nature 
gives us all the saliva we need ; and if 
any one w ill chew Ins food slowly and 
thoroughly, and not take a swallow of 
drink until through eating, the desue to 
do so will leave, and lie will leqmre only 
a few sips of w ater, tea or coffee altei 
tlie meal is fuii'-hed. This practice, too, 
will do wondeis in the way of keeping 
off indigestion, dyspepsia and sickness.

Some Astonishing Memories.
Of Fuller we are told “ that he could 

write verbatim another man’s seimon 
after hearing it once, and that lie could 
do the same with as many as 500 words 
in au unknown language after hearing 
them twice. One day he undertook to 
walk fiom Temple Bar to the iurtliest 
end of Cheapside and to repeat on his 
return every sign on either side of the 
way in the order of tlieir occurrence, a 
teat winch he easily accomplished.” And 
what lias lately been reported of the 
Rev. Orlando Hyliam, as an example of 
his most distinctive faculty, “ that his 
memory was such that as lie read Lid­
dell anil Scott’s Greek Dictionary he de- 
troyed the successive pages, coutent 
with having mastered their contents,” is 
told of Bishop Bull, at the end of a 
masterly array oi intellectual powers. 
“ And as his reading was great, so Ills 
memory was equally retentive. He 
never kept any book ol references of 
commonplaces, neither did he ever need 
any ; ” tlie writer adding that, “ togeth­
er with this happy iacnlty he was blessed 
with another that seldom accompanied 
it in the same pel son, and that was an 
accurate and sound judgment.” Mem­
ory was in a past day more systematic­
ally cultivated than with us. People 
set themselves tasks. Thus Thomas 
Cromwell, of the Reformation pe­
riod, as a tiavelmg task, committed 
to memory tlie whole of Erasmus’ 
“ Paraphrase oil the New Testament.” 
Bishop Sanderson could repeat all the 
“ Odes of Horace,” all Tully’s “ Offices,” 
and much of Juvenal and Persius 
without book. Bacon alludes to receipts 
for its improvement, as wTeil as wliat 
herbs, in the popular mind, tend to 
strengthen imperiect memory, as onions, 
or beans, or such vaporous food. Again, 
he writes, “ We find m the ari of mem­
ory that images visible work better than 
conceits ” m impressing things on the 
mind. A fact which finds modern il­
lustration in the case of the Fifth Ave- 
enue Hotel waiter, who daily receives 
some 500 hats from chance persons din­
ing together in one room, and, without 
any system of arrangement, promptly 
returns each hat to its owner, explaining 
that he forms a mental picture of the 
wearer’s face inside his hat, and that on 
looking into the hat its owner is instant­
ly brought before him. Again, to recur 
to Bacon’s speculations, he finds that 
“ hasty speech confounds memory.” 
Again—as writing makes an exact man, 
so—“ if a man writes little he had need 
of a great memory.” And tg: criticises 
the exercises used in the universities as 
making too great a divorce betwt on in­
vention and memory in tie cultiv .tion oi 
both faculties.—Blackwood’s Magazine.

Charcoal.
If we wish for some substance v. Inch 

will catch fire from the smallest spark, 
we find that among thousands of bodies, 
simple and compound, that exist in 
nature or are produced by art, the most 
suitable for our purpose is pure carbon 
in the form of tinder. On the other 
hand, when we want a crucible that will 
bear without taking fire the flame of the 
hottest furnace, we make it of pure car­
bon in the form of plumbago.

The wax mold of the electroplater 
is a non-conductor of electricity, and it is, 
therefore, necessary to cover its smface 
with some good conducting material ; it 
is found that the best material is finely- 
pulverized plumbago; but this same ele­
ment, when crystalized, as in the dia­
mond, is the most perfect of all non­
conductors.

Carbon, in one state, is as soft as 
lampblack, m another it is the very 
hardest substance known; in one it is 
brilliantly transparent, in another it i» 
perfectly opaque ; in one it is tlie most 
costly ornament in the crowns of Kings, 
in another it is shoveled out of the way 
as worthless.

In all these changes in tlie condition 
and propeities of caibon no law can be 
discovered, with the single exception 
that the tempeiature at which various 
kinds of charcoal will take fire are m 
fixed relation to tlie temperature at 
wlncli tlie several kinds are piepared. 
This is of tlie utmost importance to tlie 
manufacture of gun powder; they hate

A Great Invention.
A Frenchman has invented a device by 

which passengers can be put on and ta­
ken off an express train while it is in 
motion. Of course, an energetic man 
can get off an express train now while it 
is going at thirty miles an hour, but the 
feat is attended by many drawbacks. 
The aforesaid Frenchman would have his 
patent car stand on a side track, from 
which it could run on the mainline with­
out necessitating the turning of a switch. 
This car contains at one end a small en­
gine and a big drum, connected with a 
set of steel springs running the whole 
length of the car underneath. A wire 
rope is wound around this drum, and 
when it is unwound it tightens up the set 
of springs to their utmost tension. The 
unwound end of this cable terminates in 
a hook that is placed on a post beside 
the main track, so that a similiar hook on 
the express train will catch it. Do you 
catch the idea? When the expiess comes 
booming by the passengeis are seated at 
the other end of the patent car, the ex­
press hook catches the patent hook, and 
rapidly unwinds the rope from the drum, 
the patent car meanwhile slowly moving 
forward. By the time the rope is un­
wound from the drum the car is going aa 
fast as the express. The small engine 
winds up the rope again, assisted by the 
springs, and this draws the car up to the 
rear coach of tlie express. Passengers 
and baggage are rapidly transferred, the 
car unhitched, and the small eugina 
helps it back to the station. The experi­
ment has been tried in France, and is 
quite successful. There was no shock 
when the patent cai started, and every­
thing worked like a charm.

B ’o r e i e n .
—Ireland ia now garrisoned by 40,000 sol­

dier* and 12,000 police. The loyalty of the 
police force 1 3  doubted, and it i« probable that 
it will be reorganized during the next session 
of Parliament.

—Hanson <t Oo., a banking house of London 
and Constantinople, have failed for $1,250,- 
000. Advances made to the Porte are said to 
be the cause of the failure.

—A large portion of Belgium was flooded by 
recent heavy rains. Much damage was done 
to property, and railway travel was interrupted 
at many points.

—Diphtheria and typhus fever are epidemic 
in some of the Buseian provinces. In the 
province of Khorokoff 5,500 people died of the 
first-named disease in the ten months ending 
Oct. 81.

—George Eliot, the distinguished English 
novelist, has died, after a brief illness. Throat 
disease was the cause of her death. On the 6th 
of May last the deceased was married as Miss 
Marian Evan* to John Walter Cross, a mer­
chant.

-  The Orange Grand Lodge of Ireland invite 
volunteers to relieve Boycotted landlords and 
land-agents.

—The English authorities are evidently pre­
paring for the worst m Ireland. That country 
is now garrisoned by about 52,000 soldiers and 
policemen, and troops are being poured into it 
daily from Malta, Gibraltar, England, and now 
Canada is to be requisitioned for troop*.

—Houtzdale, Pa., has been visited by serious 
floods recently, a terrible fire swept the region, 
a not resulting in the death of some miners 
occurred there a few months ago, and now the 
scarlet-lever is plaj mg havoc with the yonn, 
people of the place. Eighteen fatal cases 
occurred on one day lately, and during the 
weex thirty cases.

—Eight persons were drowned, sixty houses 
were destroyed, and about $350,000 worth of 
property was washed away by floods at Lime- 
soi, In Cyprus, last week.

—In an international billiard match at Pans 
M. Ylgneaux defeated George Blosson, of New 
Jfork city, by only thirty-inns points m 8,000, 
French caroms.

—The Boers, in proclaiming the Transvaal a 
republic, announce a stiuggle to lestore trtat 
ies broken by Britnh offlceis, and throw upon 
the latter the onus of an appeal to arms, if su< li 
shall result. The reply of the British authori­
ties was a proclamation offering pardon to all 
who would withdraw fiom the revolutionary 
scheme.

—Anderwert, the newly elected President oi 
the Swiss confederation, shot himstlt dead on 
the street at Berne.

—A detachment of 250 men of the Ninety- 
fourth British regiment was attacked by the 
Boers while on the march in Afuca, and half 
the number killed or wounded, the lemainder 
being held as prisoners.

—News from the war in South America is 
to the effect that the Chilians expect io attack 
Lima with a force of 30.000 men, who have 
been given permission to pillage the city. The 
principal families have departed, with all then- 
valuable property. The Per uvians are rapidly 
concentrating their forces, one battalion hav­
ing marched 900 miles.

—Tlie British Postoffice Department has or­
dered 20,000 telephones for the postal service.

—An explosion of fire-damp occurred hi a 
colliery near St. Etienne. France, while the 
miners were at work. A number of them were 
laded. Eleven dead bodies were taken from 
the pit the first day, and more were expected 
to be found.

—Mr. Parnell was re-elected Chairman and 
Parliamentary leader of the Home-Bule mem­
bers of Parliament at their recent meeting in 
Dublin. Justin MoCarthy was elected Vice 
Chairman, and will take Mr. Parnell’s place as 
leader in case the latter shall be prevented from 
attending Parliament. A resolution pledging 
the Home Bulers to act independently of any 
party which did not make the legislative inde­
pendence of Ireland part of its programme was 
passed unanimously.

P e r s o n a l .
—Gaspar T'ochmar, who participated in the 

Polish revolution of 1830, and who served in 
the Confederate army during the war. rising 
to the rank of Brigadier General, died last 
week at Spottaylvama. He was in his 85th 
year.

—Hon. A. L. Ackerman, Attorney General 
during Grant’s first term, died a few days ago 
at Oaitersville, Ga.

—Albert Speyers, the broker who acted as 
agent of Smith, Gould k  Co., and of Belden, 
Heath & Co., in the enormous speculations 
which culminated in the never-to-be-forgotten 
Black Friday of 1869, died a few day* ago.

—Bjomstjerne Bjornson, the celebrated 
Norwegian poet and dramatist, has arrived m 
this country, and wts given a reception in Chi­
cago the other day.

—James E. Owens, the“famous wrestler, has 
just died at Fairfield, Vt., of a bronchial affec­
tion.

-  James M. Tarleton, who was Consul Gen­
eral at Melbourne under President Pierce, died 
at Washington from exposure and want.

—The Hon. John Bowe, foimerly Surveyor 
General of Pennsylvania, and at one time 
Speaker of the House of Bepresentatives, is 
dead.

•—The Bev. Dr. E. H. Chapin, the distin­
guished New York Universalist preacher, died 
m that city a few days ago. He was one of the 
most powerful orators of his time. He was 66 
years of age.

—Judge Percy Walker, an ex-member of 
Congress from Alabama, died at Mobile, in 
that State, the other day.

—Gov. McClellan will go abroad with his 
family, having declined the Presidency of the 
New York Underground Bailway Company.

—Anthony Deiters, a native of Westphalia, 
who participated on the Irench side m the 
battles of Leipue, Boiodmo, Austorhtz and 
Waterloo, and witnessed tho burning of Mod- 
cow, has just died at Wheeling, W. Ya., 1 11 his 
93d year.

—A bronze statue of the gallant Gen. Phil 
Eearniy has been unveiled m the militaiy park 
at Newark N. J. Gov. McClellan. Gen. Sher­
man, Gen. Grant, Gen. Hawley and seveial 
other di-tinguisheu military men and civilians 
attended.

G e n e r a l ,

—A number of Ponca chiets, in a eall upon 
Secretary Schurz at Washington, declared that 
they were fully satisfied with their reservation 
in the Indian Territory, and that they had no 
desne to return to Dakota, which they left of 
their own free will.

—The first attraction for the coming year 
at McVicker s popular Chicago theater will 
be the successful new drama of “ Two Nights 
m Borne.-’ This strong and thr.lling drama is 
by Mr. A. C. Gunter, and has received lauda­
tions from tho best eritivs m the East Miss 
Maud Granger enacts the heroine in this ex­
citing play. Following Miss Gi anger the great 
engAgement of Sara Bernhardt begins Jan. 10, 
lasting two weeks. This will undoubtedly be 
one of the greatest dramatic events of Chicâ  
go’s historv. Later m the season Ada Caven­
dish, the Fiencli Opera Company, Lotta and 
Annie Pixley are announced, making the pres­
ent perhaps the best beason m the carter of the 
veteran Chicago manager.

—The Legislatme ol South Carolina has 
passed a law exempting immigrants into that 
State from taxation for thr< ■ jeius.

— In a Boston court Gi n. Butler raised the 
pomt til at the whole system of natursiizaton 
m vogue ior years m thsl district had been il­
legal.

—The South Carolina Legislature has just 
passed a law against dueling. Any person who

proved to have sent or accepted a challenge 
shall be disfranchised forever, and may be im­
prisoned for two years. Killing a person in a 
duel is defined willful murder, and Legislator* 
are obliged to pledge themselves against dueling.

—The envoy sent to Washington on behalf of 
the Oklahoma colonists haa made a failure. 
President Hayes refused point blank to modify 
his position, and said that, if the colonists at 
tempted to enter the Indian Territory, thoy 
would be considered as violators of the law and 
treated as such.

—A prominent banking firm in Boston dis­
tributed to its cleiks over $30,000 in Christmas 
gifts.

—Two of Sitting Bull's chiefs have eomo m 
to Fort Buford to negotiate for terms of sur- 
lender of their leader and his band, which has 
been reduced to small numbers.

—Commissioner of Agriculture Le Due will 
establish an experimental tea farm near Sum­
merville, 8. 0.

—Gen. Howard, the now commander of 
West Point, recommends that Whittaker’s ap­
plication for a court-martial be granted, that a 
majority of the members of the court shall be 
officers who aie not graduates of the academy, 
and that, in the event of his acquittal, ho be 
admitted to the academy as a member of the 
class next below that of which he was a mem­
ber when ho was expelled.

—The meeting of the Ohio Bar Association 
was attended by about 300 lawyers, and an 
elaboiate plan for the leconstiuction and re­
form of the State judiciary was submitted.

I  t e i l i t i c n j .

—The Cooper Inshtute, m New York, was the 
scene of a large meeting for the purpose of re­
organizing the Democracy of that State and 
city, under the Presidency of Franklin Edson. 
Abram S. Hewitt, Oswald Ottendorfer, lenry 
L. Hognet, Allan Campbell, Pierre Lonllard 
and other prominent Democrats were pres­
ent, A declaration of principles, embracing 
free trade, free ships, hard money, opposition 
to the use of troops at the polls, and to the 
assessing of officeholders for political pur­
poses, was adopted. Mr. Hewitt reviewed 
the cause of the Democratic defeat in the late 
November election. Ho attributed it to the 
compromise of principles on the part of the 
Democratic leaders. He attributed the falling 
off of the Democratic majority in New York 
city to the boss system. He said that Tam­
many Hall was a thing of the past, and that 
Irving Hall had also outlived its usefulness. A 
committee to reorganize the New York Dem­
ocracy was then appointed.

—Gen. Lonng, of the Confederate army, 
who entered the service of the Khedivo of 
Egypt after the close of the war, is now a 
candidate to replace Jones as Senator from 
Florida.

—Secretary Eamsey wilt contest Senator Mc­
Millan’s seat m the United States Senate from 
Minnesota.

l O i n a n c i a l  a n d  I n d u s t r i a l .

—Welch k  Bacon, a warehouse and banking 
firm of Albany, Ga., has suspended, owing 
5t230,000.

—The creditors of the old Chicago Fire In­
surance Company complain of the way its af- 
fans were wound up. According to the as­
signee’s report, tho collections amounted to 
15147,469. Of this sum the creditois got only 
s57,565, the rest going to the lawyers, officers 
of the court*, etc. The Clerk of the United 
States Couit pocketed $20,698, and the Mar­
shal and Begister divided $5,000 between them.

—The last of the State debt of Illinois has 
been wiped out. It amounted to $16,724,177 
in 1853.

—A Government Director of the Union Pacific 
road reports thst New York capitalists intend 
to bndd another railroad bridge at Omaha this 
summer.

■—Jay Gould’s conquests in the West and South­
west are shown by a St. Louis journal to be 
9,649 miles of completed track, and 885 m 
process of construction.

F i r e s  a n d  C a su a ltie s .
—A passenger ̂ tram on the Western division 

of the Carolina Central railroad went through 
the trestle over a creek between Shelby and 
Charlotte, falling a distance of seventy feet, 
oix of the nine persons on the train were 
crushed to death. The fall was followed by an 
outbreak of flames, and one of the passengers, 
who was under part of the trestle-work and 
could not extricate himself, was burned alive, 
notwithstanding the heroic effort* of the en­
gineer of the train to save him.

—While driving across the track of the Bos­
ton and Albany load, near Natick, Mas*., three 
men were instantly killed.

—The mill and elevator of J. E. Heywood, at 
St. Paul, have burned down, the loss being 
$50,000.

—Two ohildren of a farmer named Anthony, 
living near Weston, Ohio, were burned to death 
by the house takmg fire m the absence of their 
parents.

-  Four persons out of a party of six return­
ing home from a friend's house near Lucan, 
Ont., were killed while crossing the track of 
the London, Huron and Bruce railway in a 
wagon, being struck by a passing tram.

—An explosion of mtro-glycerine, in an oil- 
well near Bradford, Pa., blew Albert Magee 
into fragments, sending his heait and lungs 
100 yards, and carried Thomas Perry through 
the engine-house.

—Two freight trains left Charlotte, N. C., 
in sections. Fourteen car* broke away from 
the first tram, ran back against the second 
tram, and a frightful collision followed. 
Three passengers in the caboose of the first 
tram were lulled, one of them being burned 
alive. Two others were seriously bruised.

—A Boiler explosion in E. P. Dodge’s shoe 
factory, at Newburyport, Mass., resulted in 
killing the engineer, James Huntington, 
Daniel Bridges, and James B. Bailey, em­
ployes in the factory.

—Two tramps who had slept by a limekiln 
near Bichmond, Ya., died from the effects of 
the suffocating gas from the kiln, and two oth­
ers are not expected to recover.

—The engineers and hrakemen^of two col­
liding trams on the Mobile and Ohio railroad 
were killed at the Louisiana State line.

C r im e s  stud C rim h is ls .
—B. K. Scott, appointed by President John­

son Governor of South Carolina, and afterward 
elected to the same office, killed W. G. Drury, a 
drug clerk, at Napoleon, Ohio. The latter had 
secreted Scott’s son, who was intoxicated, in 
his bedroom at the store, an! refused to let 
the father enter and take him home. Druif 
was to have been married m a few days.

—Edwaid Parker, formeily a member of the 
Nebraska Legislature, has been arrested at 
Omaha for the theft of a pouch of registered 
mad.

—One hundred citizens of Munfordville, Ky., 
have strung to a tree two negroes accused of 
robbing and nearly murdering J. A. Gardner. 
One of the ljnched men confessed tne crime

—An unknown wretch fired several shots into 
a smoking-car on the Iron Mountain railway, at 
Neeleyville, Mo., and escaped into the forest. 
Dr. J. H. Payne, of Carrol], Tex., was killed, 
and P. P. Jones and wife, from Pennsylvania, 
mortally wounded.

—Miss Salhe Shafer, while shopping at Lan­
caster, Ohio, was relieved of $1,500 by pick­
pockets.

—Jacob Gozel and his wife were found mur­
dered m their bed at Allentown. Pa. A bloody 
ax was found in the apartment where the 
bodies lay indicating the instrument of the 
murder. Joseph Snyder, a boarder, was sus­
pected of the crime, and he was seized and 
lynched by an infuriated mob. He confessed 
his crime. He courted the daughter of the 
Gozels, and, as they did not encourage him, 
he determined to remove them.

—A band of outlaws in New Mexico, led by 
“ Billy the Kid,” has been broken up. Two of 
the outlaws were killed, and four of them were 
captured and lodged in the Las Yegas jail.

—A few days a go a number of colored men as­
sembled at Smithville, N. C1., to organize a col­
ored company. One white man named Dunn 
attended. A dispute arose and one of the col­
ored men slapped Dunn in the face. Dunn fa­
tally shot his assailant, and then took refuge m 
a grocery btore, whore he reloaded his pistol. 
The negroes, headed by one Dan Cook, at­
tacked the house. Dunn shot Cook, and then, 
arming himself with a butcher’s knife, cut his 
way through the crowd, killing one of them 
and wounding others.

PROCEEDINGS OF CONGRESS.

Mr. Morgan called up his resolution of last 
June on tne electoral count, and spoke at length 
thereon, in the Senare on the 22d mat Mr. Windom 
introduced a bill for the erection of a poatoffice at 
Minneapolis. In* executive session, Judge 
Woods waa confirmed as an Aaaociats 
Justice. Mr. Bayard introduced a bilj 
to amend the National Sinking law, by providing

that the banking association making the required 
depoatt of bonda in the ti-eaaury ahall be entitled to 
receive circulating notes equal to but not exceeding 
00 per cent, of the par value of the bonda. The 
bill alao proposes to repeal the provision of 
the Banking act which limit* the circulation 
of banks organized since 1870 to *500,000. 
The Senate then adjourned for the holidays. In 
the House, Mr. Bowman alluded to the disgraceful 
brawl of Tusaday, and offered a resolution for the 
expulsion of Messrs. Weaver and Spark*. Mr. Mc- 
Lane proposed that the offenders be required to 
make an apology to the House. Mr. 
Weaver then expressed his sorrow at having 
used auch languag* on the floor of the Houae. Mr. 
Sparks said he owed an apology to the House, and 
freely tendered it. Fernands Wood secured the 
passage of an order that general debate on the Fund­
ing bill ahall be limited to one day. Mr. Clymer re­
ported the Army bill, which appropriate* *26,190,800. 
An adjournment to Jan. 5 followed.

Apologetic.
Mr. Bowman offered a resolution in the House of 

Representatives declaring that, for gross breach of 
the privileges, peace, and decorum of the House, 
Messrs. Weaver and Sparks be expelled. Mr. Mo- 
Bane offered as a substitute a resolution to the effect 
that the two members be permitted to make an apol­
ogy, which was adopted.

Mr. Weaver—Of course, there oan be no two opin­
ions as to the necessity and propriety of an apology 
for what took place yesterday to the House. No one 
regret* the occurrence more deeply than I do myself. 
I know that it ia very rare that i ever loss my tem­
per at ail, either in public deDate or private life. I 
did not intend to do ao yesterday, and I can 
only say to the House—what ia understood by every 
member and the country—that the language used by 
mo yesterday waa wholly unjustifiable under the 
rulee of the House and under the propriety of the de 
bate, and that it was entirely out of order. I am 
not only willing, but anxious, to say to the House 
that I am sorry I used such language
in the presence of the House, and I
make my apology humbly to the House. 
Such conduct is wholly unjustifiable. I feel that as 
deeply as anybody else, certainly. I  wish to aay, 
further, that i  had borne myaelf through a long 
running debate, as I thought, with good humor, and 
the offensive language was used just before the 
close of my last remarks in reply to the gentleman 
from Missouri (Mr. Bland), and waa wholly unex­
pected by me at the time. I thought that the 
whole difficulty was settled. I do not wish to raise 
a question as to who was to blame—not at all. I say 
that, whether I was to blame or he was to blame, or 
we were both to blame, the conduct was unjustifiable, 
and I apologize for my part of It to the House. I 
ask to be excused.

Mr. Sparks—During the great confusion (and I 
am warranted m saying that it was a groat contusion) 
which existed in the committee of the whole yester­
day, I  used language that I well knew to be m con­
flict with the rules of the House. I do not on this 
occasion feel disposed to speak of the part 
taken tn thia confusion by other gentlemen of the 
House. I know that my language wae in conflict 
with the rules and unparliamentary. To this Hous* 
I feel that I owe an apology, and I hereby tender it

On motion the matter waa dropped—yeas, 104 
nays, 44. ______________________

SHOCKING RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

A horrible railroad accident occurred on tho 
Carolina Central railroad, near Lincolnton, 
N. C., by which six of the nine persons on the 
train lost their lives. A passenger train, com­
posed of the engine, three box-cars, one com­
bination car with the mail, express and bag­
gage in it, and one passenger coach, was going 
from Shelby to Charlotte. When the tram 
reached what is known as the Indian Creek 
trestle, and just as the engine had ciossed it. 
the whole frame-work gave wav, and the entire 
train, except the engine and tender, went down 
with a fearful crash into the raviue, a distance 
of seventv feet There was only a small rivu­
let at the bottom of the ravine, and the cars, 
m falling, weie uncoupled and turned over, 
the combination car on its side and the passen­
ger car bottom upwards. Scarcely had these 
fallen, and then* creaking timbers ceased trem­
bling, when the whole of the huge trestle-w ork 
came down upon tho passenger and mail cars, 
literally flattening them, albd compleling the 
work of destruction. The only two witnesses 
of this fearful sight were Engineer Hall and 
Fireman Smith. The engine itself was stopped 
for a moment by the je k of the falling ttam, 
and before it could start again the engmeei 
stopped it, and the two jumped off and went 
to the wreck, whi h was onlv reached by taking 
a circuitous route. They were horrified at see­
ing flames bursting from every pait of the pas­
senger and combination cars, m ulnch then- 
had been red-hot stoves, which were upset 
in the fall. The engineer cned “ My God! 
Smith, we are the only survivots Lft* to tell 
the tftoij.” He caugnt up his ax and began to 
knock down the side of the passenger car, 
fiom which the flames were hm»tmg m several 
places. He saw mside one of the passengers, 
fr. N. Smith, who had been caught under a 
seat, which was pressed down on him by an 
immense beam that had fallen from the trestle- 
work. The engineer made heroic efforts to 
save the unfortuuato man’s ule. He rushed 
in the burning debris and attempted to lift hun 
up, but round that this could not be done until 
the big timber which pressed down upon his 
legs above the knees had been removed. With 
the assistance of the fiieman he found he could 
rot lift the timber, ana he set to work to cut it. 
Smith was perfectly conscious, and, as he saw 
tho flames nearing lnm rapidlv, he piteously 
struggled under the weight which p nned him 
so helplessly in the track of the devouring 
element, and called upon the axman to 
do his best. The engineer oiked with super­
human energy, and rained the blows upon the 
brittle wood thick and fast mthe few miuutes, 
which were hours of suspense* to the engineer 
and the poor fellow who was held m a vise-like 
grip. The bravo man with the ax could make 
but slow progress in his efforts to rescue the 
victim. Soon both the engineer and Smith 
were mthe midst of tho circle of flames. The 
timber was half cut through. The sweat 
upon the engineer's face was boiling from the 
hoat, while the skm upon the back ot his 
hands was cracking and shmeh-ig mied and 
white s'.reaks. The victim was slowly roasting 
ahve. His iace and hands were already blis­
tering, wlnle the scorched remnants of his 
garments were falling from his bodj 
in his mad contortions. His agony was 
intense, but he boie his sufferings like 
a man, and called bravely to the heroic 
axman “ For God’s sake try and save my lite ! ” 
To which the othei replied urging him to be of 
good cheer, for he would save lam if human 
effort could accomp’iah anything. But the 
flames went faster than the ax could cut, and 
the engineer had vo see the man he wab trying 
to rescue roasted alive. He was soon 
iorced to abandon his position, but 
he did not do so unt.l his clothes 
were hteially burned from bis body. The im­
prisoned passenger was burned alive, and re­
tained consciousness until his arms were nearly 
burned from the trunk. Before going he 
tnanked the engineer tor hisheioic efforts. The 
other passengeiH were all buned under the 
cars, and weie burned, Only then* charred 
bones remained.

The bodies of the dead were disfigured be- 
y ond recognition.

The engineer and fireman at fn st counted the 
conductor among the killtd, but be wts after­
ward found m the woods, a raving maniac, 
and blood oozing from a ghastly wound m the 
head. *

Tlie Government Printing Office.
John D. Defrees, Public Printer, in his an­

nual report, show 3  the actual expenditure on 
account of printing, binding, engiavmg, litho­
graphing, etc., fur the Government of the 
United States for the fiscal tear ending June 
30, 1880, as executed at tno Government 
Printing Office, amounted to $2,034,750. The 
value of the stock on hand at the end of the 
fiscal year vas $34,798,

Dnnng the second session of the Foity-sixth 
Congress there were pr mfe d f0 1  the Senate 1,649 
bills and joint resoluii ms, 218 executive docu­
ments, 104 miscellaneous documents, 725 reports 
of committees, fifteen rt solid ons, and five con­
fidential documents. 10 1  the House there 
were printed 3.808 Vails nnd joint reso­
lutions, ninety executive documents, forty- 
seven miscellaneous documents, mae resolu­
tions, and 1,793 reports of committees. Daung 
the yeai theie was received fiom sales of docu­
ments, records, waste papei, etc., $155,403, 
which has been deposited in the tieasury. Re­
garding the enlargement of tlie 1 mlding, De- 
frees says : “ The enormous n.eiease of pub­
lic printing and binding is such cs to require 
tho enlargement of the building m which the 
work is done.

June 30, 1830, over those prt fed during 1879 
is 25,454,886, and of blank books 94 195. The 
increase of work during the find quirter of the 
present fiscal year, as shown ly requisitions 
from the Executive Depaitmcnt, exoetds that 
of the last fiseil year during the sim« timo by 
25 per cent.”

Improved Mortar for Plastering1.
A newr method of making mortar for 

plastering walls has been devised, which 
is confidently said by those who are in­
formed as to it to be superior to any 
other ever yet tried. Stucco or plaster- 
of-paris is used instead of lime in mak­
ing the mortar, one part of stucco, by 
measure, being used to two parts of sand. 
No hair is used for the first or ‘scratch’ 
coat, and three coats of plastering are 
put on. In mixing the stucco and sand 
a quart of glue water is used to the pail­
ful of sand and stucco mixed, and then 
clean water is added until the mortar is 
of the right consistency. The mortar 
must be used as soon as made, and only 
made in small quantities at a time. It is 
claimed that it will make a harder, more 
perfect wall, can be used to better ad­
vantage, and is little if auy more expen­
sive.—Grand, R ap id s Eagle.

There has been a considerable 
diminution during the past year in the 
number of cabmen brought before the 
authorities for drunkenness, but in this 
respect they had as yet by no means 
reached the point of moral elevation at 
tained by omnibus men and stage-drivers. 
Out of 4,400 omnibus men there was only 
11 convictions for drunkenness dining 
the year, and of 3,200 stage-drivers only 
26. In 11,000 cabmen there had been 
1,100 convictions, a reduction of 250 on 
the previous year. They were also 
rather addicted to furious driving, a fault 
that probably bears a corresponding 
ratio to gin.

Hands must work in 
a mateiiul which, though easier to cut 
than metal, cannot be kept up to the 
same degree of precision. Fingers must 
be subservient to brain. For a guide 
vou must Lave the fine appreciation ot 
tone quality. If with mechanical dex­
terity you possess the necessary fine­
ness of ear, jour wooden case will give 
out the sound of a Guarnerius, a Stein­
er, or an Amati. The trick of it all is so 
subtle that he who makes a good violin 
is no longer a servile imitator. A com­
monplace instrument may be quite with­
in the scope of a good pattern-maker, 
but a really fine violin, such as a great 
soloist will accept, one perfect through­
out the whole register, one that re­
sponds to the least touch of the finger, 
that makes a pure and una’loyed sound, 
with the tone quality, whether you just 
touch it, or rasp it withWour bow— well, 
that is nothing less than a nfief d'eeuvre. 
Why, theie aie only tour people to-day 
in the woild who can turn you out such 
an instrument.—H arper's Magazine.

Paper Boxes Substituted for Tin.
A few years ago a process of paper-box 

manufacturing was invented, which has 
smee placed paper, the rival of so many 
materials, in the position of a strong 
rival of tin in packages for certain arti­
cles of commerce. Previous to this in­
vention the great objection to using 
round paper boxes for small packages, 
when tin was commonly used, waa that 
the covers, being in two pieces (a disk 
and a rim), were not durable or safe 
enough to fill the requirements of fre­
quent handling. Under the new process 
the heads or covers of the box are 
“ drawn ” from a single piece of straw 
board, so that not only is there no sepa­
rating of a disk trom the rim by use, but 
there is no seam through which the con­
tents of the box can find its way. The 
body of the box is cut from paper tubes, 
made of several thicknesses of a light 
v. eight of straw board or heavy straw 
paper. Almost any desired diameter or 
length of box can be made. The heads 
are made of heavy straw board, from 
What is known as No. 90 to No. 50, or 
heavier if desired, and are “ drawn 
under a peculiar process, with great 
rapidity. One of these heads is fastened 
to the bottom of the box, another of the 
same kind is adjusted to the top, not 
fastened, and the box is complete. For 
these a straw board lined with fancy- 
colored paper can be used; oftentimes a 
tin-foil paper is selected, in which case, 
with the body of the box covered by a 
label, the package resembles a hand­
some, solid tin box. The boxes have 
been introduced into a great variety of 
uses, where, on account of cheapness, 
they have already superseded tin, 
Large quantities are used with and 
without water, air and grease-proof 
preparations, in packing su'ch articles as 
chloride of lime, paris green, putty, tar, 
seeds, etc. The same principle is ap­
plied to the manufacture of small pill 
boxes and toy paper-cap boxes, the lat­
ter being known now by “ Young Ameri­
ca,” almost to an entirety, as his chief 
Fourth of July delight. This class of 
boxes is made with astonishing rapidity, 
as can he imagined from the fact that 
they are sold, by the thousand gross, ns 
low as 7 and 8 cents a gross.
