Miss Violet Brown, the 13 year-old 
daughter of ex-Gov. Grata Brown, of 
Missouri, was in the upper story of a 
public school at St. Louis, the other 
day, -when the building took fire. While 
the teachers were subduing the panic 
and trying to take the children out in 
safety, the girl stepped to the window, 
opened it, and jumped down upon the 
roof of an extension building, a distance 
of eight feet, caught hold of the light­
ning-rod, and slid down to the ground.

The recent earthquakes at Agram, and 
subsequent minor tremblings of a part 
of Scotland, suggest to a writer in the 
Gentleman’s Magazine the possibility 
of a sci ions shock in London, which 
would entail a frightful calamity on hun­
dreds of thousands of persons now re­
siding in “ desirable residences” of the 
very flimsiest character, only one brick 
thick. He estimates that a single shock 
wbpld kill half a million people, and 
shows that, according to high geological 
authority, England must in time past 
have been fearfully shaken.

A Washington correspondent says he 
rode down from the Capitol the other 
day in a 5 cent omnibus in which the 
only other passenger was the Vice Pres­
ident of the United States. Sir Edward 
Thornton, the British Minister, whose 
salary, beside his income, is over $25,000 
a year, walks every day fiom his home 
away beyond the White House to the 
Capitol, a distance of nearly three miles. 
Jle  is a trim, modest-looking man with 
a business air and a quick, nervous step. 
Mr. Hill, of Colorado, who is worth a 
million or two, walks, while all around 
him dash the eoaches of men who live 
on their Congressional salary.

The sword of Washington, the logi ' 
of Madison and the writings of Frank- 
lip are not the only historic treasures of­
fered for sale to the Government. It is 
intimated that, if Congress is much bent 
on having it, the house to which Presi­
dent Lincoln was taken alter he was 
shot and where he died can be bought 
on reasonable terms of its present owner. 
In addition, Mr. Edward Bruce, of Vir­
ginia, 'says that he has a very nice oil 
portrait of Washington, taken from life, 
which has been in the Bruce family for 
about a hundred years, but which he 
would be willing to sell to the Joint 
Committee on the Library. Altogether, 
the committee must be a little puzzled 
to know where to begin.

J oseph Burger, member of the Min­
nesota Legislature, is a curiosity. He 
enlisted m the Second Minnesota regi­
ment of volunteers when only 14 years 
old. He was shot seven times, losing 
his left arm and most of his right hand, 
and is ohe of the seventeen in the United 
States who iiold3 a gold medal for brav­
ery, and was discharged as a Captain at 
the age of 18 years. When 22 years of 
age he was elected to the Missouri Leg­
islature, and served five years in the 
House and Senate of that State, beside 
one teim as Sergeant-at- Irms of the 
Missouri House. He was Postmaster at 
Burger, Mo., a town named after him, 
and now at the age of 32 is salt, after a 
ripe experience, to the Minnesota House. 
No man in the living world has such an 
experience. He was bom in Austria, 
and draws a pension of $600 a year.

How h e  came by the name Sitting 
Bull is thus explained by Chief Gall. 
In his early youth, Sitting Bull, then 
yclepted Lime Deer, went out unnoted 
among brother buflalo-hunters, and 
came in at night carrying on his shoul­
ders the careass of a young buffalo, with 
a mystic white cross on its forehead, 
shot by him and borne for so many 
weary miles that he sunk exhausted at

the lodge gate in a sitting posture. He 
thus became Sitting Bull, for the carcass 
remained on his shoulders and seemed a 
part and parcel of himself. The car­
cass of the animal was left there, the 
camp abandoned and ever since has 
been avoided as cursed by the spirit of 
evil, or at least as not good medicine. 
The scene of this occurrence Gall places 
indefinitely somewhere in the Black 
Hills, and thence Sitting Bull went out 
a chief whose power has aggregated 
ever since.

A fatal case of poisoning from wear­
ing colored stockings is reported from 
Port Jervis, N. Y. The victim was a 6- 
year-old girl, and the stockings were 
brown and gold. The day being warm, 
she perspired freely. Soon afterward 
unmistakable symptoms of poisoning 
appeared, and the doctor was called. 
Ho said the illness was undoubtedly 
caused by potion absorbed from the 
coloring matter in the stockings. She 
suffered the most intense pain, and at 
times her screams could be heard some 
distance from the house. She died after 
an illness of thirty-nine days.

In 1817 President Monroe -was anx­
ious to bring some Western man into his 
Cabinet as Attorney General. Finally, 
however, he gave the place to Mr. Wirt, 
of Virginia. John Quincy Adams, then 
Secret at y of State, attended the Cabinet 
meeting at which Mr. Monroe announced 
the deci-ion he had reached, and has left 
this explanation in his diary:

The President said Unit he should bat been 
very dt sirous of having a Western gentleman 
in the Cabinet, but he coaid not see hi-, wav 
clear. He had ta'ien great pains to inform 
himself, bat he could not learn that there was 
any one lawyer in the Western country suitably 
qualified for the office. He had paiticularlv 
mquued of Judge Todd, who had assured him 
that th re was no such snitably-qual.fied per­
son. This, he said, was perfectly confidentia 
Graham s„id that he had mquued this morn­
ing of Mr. Clay, who had told him, also confi­
dentially, the same thing—that there was no 
lawyer m that country fit fof the office of At­
torney General.

The success which has attended the 
union of the telegraph with the post- 
office in Great Britain has been as great 
as gxatifying. The Committee of the 
National Board of Trade reported at the 
close of the year in favor of Government 
absorption, and predicted the very con- 
so1 illation which has since taken place. 
In this report the results in Great Brit­
ain were dwelt upon. The English tel­
egraphs were taken by the Government 
in 1869, and since the growth of the

Mr. C. K. Lord, General Passenger 
Agent of the Baltimore and Ohio rail­
road, has adopted an ingenious mode of 
advertising. It is a volume known as 
the “ Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Red 
Book,” which is handsomely printed 
and contains a vast amount of informa­
tion of value to travelers and to those 
interested in political statistics. That 
its compilation and preparation has cost 
time and labor of no mean order is 
proven by the completeness of the work. 
While it is an advertisement in one sense 
of the word, its great value as a refer­
ence oook lenders the fact that it is an 
advertisement a matter of secondary 
consideration. The aim has been to 
present the returns of the late election 
in such form as will most clearly show 
its results, and to this end the returns of 
previous elections are shown, and from 
them the gains and losses are compiled. 
The returns for 1880 are given as revised 
from official reports received from Sec­
retaries of State. The “ New Red 
Book,” as far as it goes, is a complete 
political text-book. The present edi­
tion is confined to Congressional re­
turns. A second edition will be issued 
within a few weeks giving the Presiden­
tial returns by counties in each State, 
and showing comparisons with the vote 
of 1876,.with majorities, gains and losses.

The result of the first systematic at­
tempt to ascertain the strength of Ju­
daism on this continent has ju-d been 
made public. For many years past there 
has been a growing demand for some 
statistical information concerning the 
Israelites in the United States, not a!o je 
as an exhibit of their material prosperity 
or status as a religions sect, but also as 
a means to enable the different churches 
to act in concert in all that concerned 
them as children of the Abrahamic 
faith. In 1875 the Board ot Delegations 
of American Israelites, with the co-op­
eration of the Union of the American 
Hebrew Congregations, undertook the 
task of securing the desired information, 
the chief charge of the matter being 
placed in the hands of Mr. William B. 
Hackenburg, of Philadelphia. Consid­
erable difficulty was experienced in ob­
taining reliable figures. Altogether re­
turns received from 1,000 places show 
that there are in the United States 278 
congregations with a membership oi 
12,546. Making allowance for the places 
not heard from, the total Jewish popu­
lation is placed at 250,000 souls. Oi 
these about 12,000 are located in Penn­
sylvania. The oldest congregation in 
the country is the Shaary Showaym, ot 
Lancaster, organized in 1776, while the 
Rodef Shalom, of Philadelphia, is the 
next oldest, having been organized in 
1780. The richest congregation is the 
Temple Emmanuel, of NewYoik, which, 
although only established in 1843, and 
having but 462 members, owns real es­
tate and other property to the value of 
$700,000. The public institutions es­
tablished by the sect in the United 
States include five hospitals, eleven or­
phan asylums and homes and six free 
schools. Its doctrines are enunciated 
by seventeen newspapers and magazines. 
The 278 congregations in America own 
between them property valued at $6,750,- 
000, and over 13,000 children attend the 
religious schools.

The police discov­
ered him, and he was invited to visit the 
Empress Catharine at court. He re­
spectfully informed her Majesty that he 
had come to Russia to visit the dungeons 
of the captives and the abodes of the 
■wretched, not the palaces and courts of 
Kings and Queens.

Armed with power, he went to see the 
infliction of the knout.

Take Rest.—No man should do more 
work of muscle or of brain in a day 
than he can perfectly recover from the 
fatigue of in a good night’s rest. Up to 
that point exercise is good ; beyond are 
the waste of life, exhaustion and decay. 
When hunger calls for food, and fatigue 
demands rest, we are in the natural 
order, and keep the balance of life. 
When vie take stimulants to spur our 
jaded nerves or excite an appetite, we 
are wasting life.

Salve for Frost Bites.—Six ounces 
of mutton tallow, six ounces of lard, 
one ounce of peroxyd of iron—l ed iron 
rust—one ounce Venice turpentine, one- 
half ounce of oil of bergamot, one-half 
ounce of bole Armenian rubbed to ai 
paste with good sweet oil. Heat the 
mutton tallow and iron rust iu an iron 
vessel, stirring constantly with an iron 
spoon, until the mass becomes perfectly 
blaek, then add the other ingredients, 
stirring until well mixed. Apply upon 
linen daily.

Chilblains.—It is not necessary that 
the feet should be actually frozen to 
produce chilblains. Children often suf­
fer intensely from this cauqe; after 
playing out doors in the snow and get­
ting their feet very cold they come into 
the house and warm their feet by the 
fire. These sudden changes produce an 
unhealthy condition of the skin of 
the feet, the proper circulation is inter­
fered with, and there is intense itching 
and burning. The following was a 
popular chilblain lotion some years ago: 
“ Sal ammoniac half, an ounce, water one 
gill, alcohol half a gill, and muriatic 
acid one dram.”

Soda for Burns.—All kinds of bums, 
including scalds and sunburns, are al­
most immediately relieved by the appli­
cation of a solution of soda to the burnt 
surface. It must be remembered that 
dry soda will not do unless it is sur­
rounded with a cloth moist enough to 
dissolve it. This method of sprinkling 
it on and covering it with a wet cloth is 
often the very best. But it is sufficient 
to wash the wound repeatedly with a 
strong solution. It would be well to 
keep a bottle of it a to ays on hand, made 
so strong that more or less settles on 
the bottom. That is what is called a 
saturated solution, and really such a 
solution as this is formed when the dry 
soda is sprinkled on and covered with a 
moistened doth. It is thought by some 
that the pain of a burn is caused by the 
hardening of the albumen of the flesh 
which presses, on the nerves, and that 
the soda dissolves the albumen and re­
lieves the pressure. Others think that 
the burn generates an acrid acid, which 
the soda neutralizes.

Neuralgia as a “ Warning.”—The 
great prevalence of “ neuralgia,” says 
the London Lancet—or what commonly 
goes by that name—Should be regarded 
as a warning, indicative of a low condi­
tion of health, which must necessarily 
render those who are affected with this 
painful malady especially susceptible to 
the invasion of diseases of an aggressive 
type. This is the season at which if? is 
particularly desirable to be strong and 
wed furnished with the sort of strength 
that affords a natural protection against 
disease. There will presently be need 
of all the internal heat which the organ­
ism can command, and a good store of 
fat for use, as fuel is not to be despised. 
It is no less essential that the vital forces 
should be vigorous, and the nerve-power 
especially in full development. Neural­
gia indicates a low or depressed state of 
vitality, and nothing so rapidly exhausts 
the system as pain that prevents sleep 
and agonizes both body and mind. It 
is, therefore, of the first moment that 
attacks of this affection, incidental to 
and indicative of a poor and weak state, 
should be promptly placed under treat­
ment, and, as rapidly as may he, con­
trolled. It is worth while to note this 
fact, because, while the spirit of manli­
ness incites the “ strong-mmded ’ to pa­
tient endurance of suffering, it is not 
■wise to suffer the distress caused by this 
malady, as many are now suffering it. 
without seeking relief, forgetful of the 
condition it bespeaks, and the constitu­
tional danger of which it is a warning 
aitfn. _________________

the Superior Court. One of his hands, 
as most people observed, is minus a fin­
ger,or ratherthe best part of one.

Tlie Care of tlie Ear.
Only the softest materials and the 

gentlest pressure should he used in 
cleaning the ear. Dr. Wilson gives, in 
popular form, some very useful and prac­
tical information touching the removal 
of ear-wax. If the ticking of a watch 
can be heard at the distance of twenty- 
eight inches the tearing is good. Each 
ear should be tested separately. Noises 
in in the head, sometimes ringing, fre­
quently are due to hardened wax in the 
ear. Sudden deafness is sometimes 
caused as follows : A small mass of wax, 
from ill-health or uncleanliness, be­
comes hard. A continued secretion of 
wax then blocks up the ear tube still 
more. An mjudicious attempt is then 
made to remove the wax by introducing, 
perhaps, a match-end, a pinhead, or 
penholder, which, instead of removing, 
pushes down the wax and packs it 
against the tympanum ; or by sudden 
draught or the act of swallowing the

wax is suddenly pressed upon the mem­
brane, and loss of hearing immediately 
ensues 'because the membrane can no 
longer vibrate. The removal of the wax 
is in some cases, especially those of 
longer standing, somewhat difficult; but 
with gentle treatment and patience may 
be finally accomplished and the hearing 
fully restored. The best means for re­
moving wax, when not badly compacted, 
are half a drachm of sodium caibonate 
dissolved in an ounce of wafer, applied 
lightly, by means of a bit of absorbent 
cotton or sponge attached to a suitable 
handle. When the wax is much com­
pacted it may be saitened by means of 
wat-r, quite warm, and a syringe.—Sci­
entific American.

Dueling of the Last Century.
• A man of the present age, not thor­

oughly Conversant with the state of so­
ciety in Europe during the eighteenth 
century, would hardly lie-willing to be­
lieve the truth of the matter. We speak 
particularly of the duel. •*'Really, much 
of th '̂advCntnre on the so-called field of 
honor, of that time, is entirely unfit for 
publication, and, if published, would be 
believed by but few. When reading of 
the duel in Ireland, the impression rests 
in our mind that the Emerald Isle must 
take the palm in the way of horrors and 
abominations of personal combat. But 
anon we visit England; then France ; 
then Germany; Italy, Austria, Spain— 
in short, wheiever fashion had intro­
duced the sword and pistol as social ar­
biters ; go where you please, and read 
of the doings thex-e, and you will feel 
that each in turn was the most bloody of 
the lot. In those times men fought just 
for the fun of the thing.

These thoughts have been suggested 
by the following curious passage, which 
comes to me from a source not to be 
questioned : During the reign of George 
r. two military officers of London—Maj. 
Walsh and Capt. Hudon—having heard 
repeated accounts of the success of two 
Irish gentlemen in affairs of honor, de 
termined to go over and test the much 
boasted skill. To Dublin they came, 
where Mr. Fitz Allan and Col. Callahan 
were pointed out to them as the heroes, 
whom they sought. Walsh embraced 
the first opportunity, at a public hall, 
and brushed rudely against Mr. Fitz 
Allan. The latter turned, and saw a 
stranger; and, thinking the affair must 
have been only an accident, he went his 
way without further notice.

On the following day, Maj. Walsh, in 
a tap-room where many gentlemen weie 
assembled, told of the circumstance— 
declared that he had purposely insulted 
Fitz Allan, who had not dared to re­
spond.

Col. Callahan chanced to be present. 
He advanced to the Englishman, and 
politely informed him that he was Fitz 
Allan’s friend; that he would take it 
upon himself to declare that his friend 
had slighted the insult, believing it to 
have been an unavoidable accident; and, 
further, in behalf of his friend, he would 
extend a challenge, the fight to take 
place at once.

The Major accepted, and the other 
went in search of his friend, who was 
quickly found, and brought upon the 
scene.

Fitz Allan came in smiling. No words 
were wasted. The company repaired to 
an adjacent riding-yard, where the pre­
liminaries were airanged, and the com­
batants placed in position, sword in 
hand.

“ Upon my soul,” said Callahan, ad­
dressing Cupt. Hudon—tlie two acting 
seconds to their friends, respectively— 
“ I think we may as well take a hand' in 
the pastime. It is a pity to lose such an 
opportunity. ”

Nothing, at that moment, could have 
pleased the English Captain better. He 
consented immediately, and tho tw'ain 
drew their swords.

And then commenced the do <ble duel 
—a duel brought about on the merest 
whim—to test the truth of flying Tumor, 
Callahan and Hudon being seconds, and 
feeling that they ought to be ready to 
attend to their principals, went at it with 
the quickest and most energetic move­
ments. Very soon the Englishman was 
surprised. He had fancied himself an 
expert at sword-play, but here was a man 
who bewildered him. The Irishman’s 
blade flashed through the air like a lme 
of light, leaving behind it a network of 
flame that seemed to create a dazzling 
veil of blinding rays. So for a little 
time, till the Englishman had been 
wounded in three places, and then Cal­
lahan gave the coup de grace. passing 
his point through between the ribs and 
out at the back. As he recovered his 
sword he turned to Ms principal and 
said ;

“ I’ll attend to you now, Fitz. My 
man is laid away !”

“ Oho! Then, egad! I ’ll finish 
mine I” And gathering Mmself for a 
feint—a twirl—and a pass, that had nev­
er yet failed him, he spitted Ms opponent 
through, from side to side.

TOILET RECIPES.

Hair I nvigorator.—A wash to stimu 
late the growth of hah' in case of bald­
ness is made from equal parts of the 
tincture of sulphate of quinine—five 
grains in an ounce of alcohol. For those 
who will use hair oil, pure sperm oil of 
the very finest quality, is the best. This 
must be procured in proper freshness 
and cannot fail being a powerful hair in- 
vigorator.

To Remove Wrinkles.—Put piece* of 
court-plaster on the face where the 
wrinkles are inclined to come, just be­
fore going to bed, and remove in the 
morning. The plaster contracts the 
skin and prevents its sinking mto 
creases and lines. It also protects and 
softens the skin. Warm water _ should 
always be used to wash the face in, as it 
keeps off wrinkles.

Harmless Face Powders.—Rice pow­
der, though expensive, i» warranted per­
fectly harmless. Refined chalk is the 
safest thing to use, and costs far less 
than if put up under some other name and 
sold in boxes. Cascaiiila powder is 
much used by Cuban ladies, and is con­
sidered harmless. Wash the face with 
thick suds from glycerine soap, and, 
when dry, dust on the powder with a 
puff or piece of chamois skin.

To Strengthen the Hair.—A solu­
tion of burdock tea will strengthen the 
hair as will also sage tea. The follow­
ing is also highly recommended : One 
pound of yellow dock root, boiled in live 
pints of water till reduced to one pmt; 
strain and add an ounce of pulvenzad 
borax, half an ounce of coarse salt, three 
ounces of sweet oil and a pint ot New 
England rum ; a quarter ot an ounce of 
oil of lavender and ten grains of amber­
gris will perfume this nicely. Use the 
burdock tea two or three times a day at 
first; after a while once a day will be 
sufficient. Shampooing the head once a 
day with cold water will also have a 
beneficial effect.

Hair Restorative.—A powerful re­
storative for the hair is half an ounce of 
oil oi mace in a pint of deodorized alco­
hol. Pour a spoonful or two into a sau­
cer ; dip a small stiff brush into it, and 
brush the hair smartly, rubbing the 
tincture well into tlie roots. On bald 
spots, if hair will start at all, it may be 
stimulated by Inction with a piece oi 
flannel till the skm looks led and lub- 
bing the tmctuie into the scalp. Tliis 
process must be repeated three fames a 
day for weeks. When the hair begins to 
grow apply the tincture once a aay till 
the growth is well established, bathing 
the head in cold water every mommg 
and briskly brushing it to bring the 
blood to the surlace.

Cold-Weather yarns.
“I  never knew until the next spring how 

low tho mercury did get that year,” said 
Sheriff Ridgway. “ We had a ther­
mometer big enough to keep account of 
the weather for the whole State. It 
was three feet long, and had a bulb at 
the bottom as big as a turnip. We 
didn’t bother with degrees on that ther­
mometer. We always said it was so 
many inches below or so many inches 
above zero. The thermometer hung on 
an apple tree in the garden at our old 
place on tho Laokawack. In the spring 
of ’59 I was spading up the garden. Un­
der this apple tree I struck a vein of 
quicksilver. I  thought I had discovered 
a mine of the stuff, and says to myseit, 
‘This ends the lumber business.’ I 
calls the old gentleman out and told 
him I’d struck a quicksilver mine, and 
that when the company was formed to 
work it I would take nothing less than 
treasurer of it. He didn’t say anything, 
but he looked at the quicksilver I had 
iu my hand, then at me, and then at the 
thermometer that hung on the tree. I 
looked at that, too. The bulb was 
buisted. Then I understood the situa­
tion. The mercury had settled a loot 
and a half below zero on the thermome­
ter. That wasn’t as low as the weather 
called for, so it pushed the bottom out 
of the bulb, went down three feet to the 
ground, and dropped six inches under 
the surface before it reached tie level of 
the temperature. Don’t go up along 
the Lackawack and talk about the ther­
mometer being 20 deg. below zero, lor 
there are people up there yet who re­
member onr big thermometer and the 
winter the mercury went five feet below 
zero, and they’ll laugh at jou.”

“ I ’ve always said that these little 
thermometers we have nowadays ain’t 
no account,” said Billy Watson. “ What 
chance has weather on a thermometer 
six or eight inches long, anyhow ?”

“ It don’t have no chance at all,” said 
Peacock Brink. “ Down t’my house, 
where there air no th’mometer to bother 
with the weather, I bets it’s fifteen de­
gree eolder’n ’tis up here.”

“ Do you remember the winter that 
Red Drake was chased Ify a deer in the 
valley woods, and had a narrow escape 
from death, all owmg to the weather,” 
asked Pete Quick. “ Cold as it was, 
Red was hunting. He shot at the deer, 
*nd tlie deer got mad and took alter him. 
Red dropped his gun, and made for a 
tree. It was so cold that the breath 
from tho deer’s nostrils fioze as it shot 
out in sti earns of fog, and before the 
deer reached Red two pieces of ice, fifteen 
mclies long and two inches and a quar­
ter thick, stuck from the animal’s snout 
like the tines of apitchtork. Just as Red 
reached the foot of the tree the deer 
caught him. One of the pieces of ioe 
went on one side of Drake, and one on 
the other. Tiie tree w as j ust big enough 
to fit m between the ends of the two 
prongs of ice and hold the deer fast. 
There they u ere. Red couldn’t move, 
nor the deer couldn’t move. The deer’s 
breath kept on freezing, and R_d looked 
back over his shoulder and saw ioe 
forming all around him. He expected 
to Le frozen to death. By-and-by when 
the cncle of ice had giown so tight 
around him that it was hard for him to 
breathe, he saw that the deer’s nose was 
being rapidly closed by the forming ice. 
Heiewas his onJy hope. If he could 
hold out until the breathing of the deer 
was shut off he might escape, for then 
the deer would die, and in falling break 
the icy bonds. When the ice had closed 
around Red so tight that he could only 
get a breath about a sixteenth ot an inch 
in length, kerplunk dropped the deer to 
the ground, dead from suffocation, and 
Red w’as free. On any other day the 
wound that Red gave the deer would 
have killed it at once. The ball went 
clean t.irough the animal; but the holes 
froze up instantly on each side, and tlie 
deer was as sound as ever.’’

Big Trees.

fife ister tells us that a grove of trees 
in Cahiornia, consisting of 1,680, con­
tain-. i ot one which measures less than 
S’x feet in diameter. A rare and mag­
nificent white oak is to be seen in the 
Ouaki r burying ground in Salem, 
N. Y. It is more than 200 years old, 
an 1 is rmcrkable for its enormous 
branches, which have a spread of 112 
feet. A remaikable chestnut tree is 
growing on a farm in Berks, Pa. It is 
nearly forty feet in circumference at 
the ba.-e, and the topi of the tree can be 
reached bv steps fastened between the 
limbs. Most remarkable of trees with 
a history is a russet apple trie m Skow- 
hogan, Me,, which was piai tod in 1762. 
In its branches a piavroom f< r children 
has been built for half a ceMur . The 
tree is seven feet from the ground to the 
branches, five in number, all of which 
are very large and average thirty feet in 
length,'covering a space of ground sixty- 
three teet in diameter. It is more than 
four and a half feet in diameter,-and 
has yielded an average ef thirty biuMs)

of apples each year. A sprout iron 
this apple tiee stands thiity-two fe< 
from the parent stem, but is iorty-eigl.

Water of the Ocean.
From a comparison of the results of 

recent deep-sea soundings, it appears 
that the fallowing are just generaliza­
tions : 1. Tire water of the North P .eitic 
is in its whole mass cooler than that of 
the Atlantic. 2. The water of tire South 
Pacific is, down to 4,225 feet, somewhat 
warmer than that of the Atlantic, but 
below that depth cooler. 3. The bottom 
temperatures are generally lower m the 
Pacific than in the Atlantic at the same 
depth, and in the same degree of lati­
tude; bqt jigwhere in the Pacific are

found such low bottom temperatures as 
in the Antarctic portion of the South 
Atlantic, where temperatures of —0.3 
centigrade to —0.6 degrees have bten 
measured. 4. In the western part of 
the Pacific and the adjoining parts of 
the East India archipel q c. the temp r- 
ature of the water reaches its minimum 
at depths between 1,787 and 8,997 feet, 
temaimng the same from this depth to 
the bottom. In the whole of the Atlan­
tic tlie ti mperature from 8,937 feet to 
the bottom gradually though slowly in­
creases.

MICHIGAN LEGISLATURE.
Tuesday, Feb. 15.—Senate —The Michigan 

Legislature reassembled this evening, after a 
ten dajra’ recess. In the Senate thir v-ilve re­
monstrances, covering 5,000 p«ge«, were i re­
sented against the proposed prombition meas­
ure. This me', sure comes up in committee of 
the whole m the Senate to-morrow. The 
Women’s Christian Temperance Union has ar­
ranged for excursion trams from various citi s. 
A bill was introduced, appropna‘mg $130,(00 
for the Eeiorm School tor Gills. Sen tor 
Grensel gave notice of a bill to wind up the af­
fairs of tne old volunteer Free Department of 
Detroit, and to divide the funds which ihat or­
ganization has acquired during its < xi»tt nee of 
many years. The value of its property is some­
thing over $50,000.

H ouse.—Notice of a bill was given by Mr. 
Bemick, requiring railroad oompames to receive 
and deliver grain to the elevators of private par­
ties, to permit the same to be connected with 
the railroad tracks, and to charge like rates as 
to the railroad companies’ own elevators. A 
resolution offered by J. H White was adopted, 
instructing the State Treasurer to report the 
imount of tax paid by the street-rail vav com- 
oames to the State since th- lr orgamzation.

The Phantom Denouncer.
A settler in New South Wales was 

missing frem his farm. His convict 
overseer gave out that he had gone off 
privately to England, and left the prop­
erty in his care. This was thought i x- 
tiaordinary, as the settler was not in dif­
ficulties, and was a steady, prudent man; 
but the affair was almost forgotten, when, 
one Saturday night, another settler was 
returning with his horse and cart from 
market. On arriving at a pait ot the 
road near the farm of his absent neigh­
bor, he thought he saw him sitting on 
the fence; immediately the laimer p died 
up and hailed his fnend, and receiving 
no answer, got out of the cait, and went 
toward the fence. His neighbor (as be 
plainly appeared to be) quitted the fence, 
and crossed the field toward a pond m the 
direction of his home, which it was sup­
posed he had deserted The farmer re­
mounted Ms cart and proceeded home.

The next morning he went to Ms 
neighbor’s cottage, expecting to see him, 
but he saw only the overseer, who 
laughed at the story, and said that his 
master was at that time near the shores 
ot England.

One of the bloodiest nights Leadrille and sur­
roundings have ever experienced was that of 
Saturday last. From all aecou’ fc® Ht hand, it 
appears that se\ era! valuable claims known as 
the O. G. an J .

Later one Pete Harrington became asso­
ciated with them in their work, between 
whom and McCarthy a quarrel soon arose 
which terminated in the shooting. It 
seems that McCarthy feared the Muscu­
lar propot lions of liis enemy Pete and so 
resolved to subdue him by the aid of the 
mutderous revolver. Accordingly on the 
moruing of the shooting he went to Sand­
berg’s where he purchased a four-dollar 
thirtv-lwo calibre pistol, had it loaded, 
and returned to the walk iu front of 
Courtney’s, where he renewed his threats 
upon the life of Pete and commenced 
flourishing the weapon in a defiant man­
ner. Meanwhile Pete liad made himself 
very scarce iu the neighborhood,and Dan 
thinking to avoid further trouble attempt­
ed to wrest the pistol from the hand of 
the bellegurer Murty. During the scuf­
fle the thing was discharged, the ball en­
tering Dan’s neck in front of the jugular 
vein, and apparently glancing around the 
throat. He fell upon the walk where he 
bled profusely, being so weakened as to 
require assistance in getting into the 
house. The first impression of the phy­
sician was that tbe wound would prove 
fatal, but at this writiug the wounded 
man i» considered out of danger.

He was 
lodged in jail until Saturday morning 
when he was taken to the county jail at 
Marquette to await the return of the 
Prosecuting Attorney, when he will be 
brought here for the preliminary exam­
ination. The parties concerned in the 
affair are a bad lot ojid the town will lose 
nothing in its reddence of them.

road,” as he repeadedly—both before 
and since the shooting declared bis in­
tention of kilting Pete Harrington.

French Polish.

Place the whole over a gen­
tle heat, frequently agitating it till the 
gums are dissolved Then make a roller 
of list, put a little of the mixture on it, 
and cover that with a soft linen rag, 
which must be slightly touched with 
cold drawn linseed oil. Rub them into 
the wood in a circular direction, cove" 
ing only a small space at a time, till tire' 
pores of the wood are filled up. After 
this rub in the same manner spirits of 
wine with a small portion of the polish 
added to it, and then the effect will be 
complete.. If the furniture had been 
previously polished, it must first be 
cleaned off with glass paper.

Cameo cuitmgis one of the most profit  ̂

able arts to engage in. There are but a 
few cutters, and there is a  steady de­
mand for all they can produce. The cut­
ters are very secretive, aud greatly dis­
like to talk about their work. Most of 
the cameos are produced from sea-sheila. 
A visit to a cameo cutter's work-shop 
found him seated at a table covered with 
tools, varying from a triangular-pointed 
steel instrument to the most delicate 
pointed bits of steel wire fastened in 
handles. Very fine files and knitting 
needles, set in wooden grips aud group 1 
to infinitesimal points, figured in the lot. 
On a pad of leather, before the cameo 
cutter, was a block of wood just big 
enough to be grasped with his hand, and 
t emented to the middle of it was an oval 
object that looked like a piece of alabas­
ter, just big enough to make a seal for 
the finger of a man who did not object to 
wearing large lings. Upon this the ar­
tist was just finishing a copy, with a 
pencil pointed to needle fineness, of a 
photogiaph in profile of a gentleman, 
which was leaned against a  little photo­
graph easel before him. Ha\ ing finished 
the outline, he laid his pencil by, and 
taking up a fine wire tool he scratched 
Die pencil-mark around with it. Then 
he took a darning-needle with a sharp 
point and scratched the line deeper. He 
worked with a magnifying-glass at his 
eye, and stopped continually to inspect 
the progress of his woik with critical 
minuteness. Then he went at it again 
working slowly, scratching over the same 
hue again and again, and always examin­
ing after each scratch. He changed his 
tools as he went on, and from the darn­
ing-needle descended to a trifling little 
fragment of steel wire, not as thick aa an 
ordinary sewing-needle, set in a slender 
handle. "With this he scratched and re­
scratched, until the lines he had drawn 
with his pencil had quite vanished, and 
a thin, fine streak of a dark color had 
marked the outline of the head he had 
been tracing his way around. Next he 
took one of his hunn-like tools and com 
menced again. This time he worked on 
the outside of the outline, cutting and 
•crapiug at the surface until tlie white 
turned gray, then brown, and finally 
vanished, leaving the face in relief, sur­
rounded by a black ground—-that is, the 
portrait remained intaet in the white 
substance which formed the outer layer 
of the cameo, while it had been cut away 
around it to the lower or dark layei. 
The portrait or figure is then modulated 
upon its surface until it assumes the 
roundness of nature. The edges are left 
square to the dark ground. This is 
necessary, as, if they are gradually 
rounded dowD, the outline becomes un­
defined toward its juncture with the re­
lieving surface, owing to the white of the 
raised portion being partially transpar­
ent, and permitting the dark to show 
through it when it is thinned down. 
Care is taken to finish this dark suiface 
as much as possible with the cutting 
tools, and so sejiarate the white from it 
as to leave it smooth and unscratclied. 
A final polish is given it, however, with 
putty powder, applied dry with a stiff 
brush, but the utmost care is necessary 
in this operation, as tho slightest slip 
will ruin the work. This is the cameo- 
cutter’s work, the mountings being the 
jewellei’s work. The cameos sell, un­
mounted, for about $25. Italy is the 
home of cameo-cutting, and the finest 
works of art in that line are still turned 
out there. Genoa and Rome are tho 
centois of production. Theie is a colony 
of cameo-cut*er3 in Palis who produce 
some very good w ork. The cameos made 
abroad, are, as a rule, fanciful works, 
copies of statues, mythological figures 
and the like. The shells used in cameo 
cutting are of several sorts, but all are 
ordinary sea-shells or conchs. Some 
come from the East aud some from 
the West Indies. Many are imported 
as there is commonly only enough mate­
rial available m each one for a single 
cameo. These shells all have a white 
surface, bat the inner layer is red, black 
and dark claret m color, according to 
the sjiecies. The pieces to be used by 
the artist are sawed from the shells and 
shaped into the square or oval form re­
quired on a giindstoca. Then they are 
readv for the artist.

Human Trees in India.
There are various tribes of savages 

who successfully imitate stumps and 
stones by remaining immovable in 
crouchi ig positions so as to baffle their 
pursuers.

This mimicry is carried to a wonder­
ful degiee of perfection in India. That 
strange country, as Dr. Latham says, 
“ of a teeming, ingenious and industri­
ous but rarely independent population. 
It is a countiy cf an ancient literature 
and ancient architecture,” and he might 
have added, of a modem degradation. 
A country where such a society as the 
murderous thugs is possible ; a country 
where robbers are educated from child­
hood for the profession in which they 
taka great pnde, openly boasting of 
their skill. One of our most skillful 
and adroit bank robbers would be con­
sidered by these India experts but a 
bungling amateur.

Tne scientific manner in which these 
robbers prepare for their raids shows a 
thorough knowledge of the dangers of 
their ca'hng and the best guards against 
the sam •, choosing darkness for their 
forajs. When their dusky bodies are 
lea-t observable they remove their 
clothes, anoint themselves with oil, and 
wuh a single weapon, a keen-edged 
knife suspended from their neck, creep 
and steal like shadows noiselessly 
through the darkness. If detected, 
their greasy and slippery bodies assist 
them ih eluding capture, while their 
razor-bladed knife dexterously severs 
die wrist of any detaining hand. But 
the most ingenious device to escape cap­
ture is that shown by the Bheel robbers, 
i t often happens that a band of these 
robbers are pursued by mounted En­
glishman, and, unable to reach the jun­
gle, find themselves about to be over­
taken upon one of those open plains 
which havo been cleared by fire, the only 
shelter in sight being the blackened 
trunks or leafless branches of small 
trees that perished in the flanfes. For 
men so skilled m posturing this is shelter 
enough. Quickly divesting themselves 
ol then scanty clothing, they scatter it 
with their plunder m small piles over 
the plain, covering them with their 
round shields so that they have the ap­
pearance of lumps of earth and attract 
no attention. This accomplished, they 
snatch up a f°w stacks, throw their body 
into a contorted position, and stand or 
crouch immovable until tlieir unsuspi­
cious enemies have galloped by. When 
all is safe they quickly pick up their 
spoil and proceed upon their way.

The Rev. J. D. Woods gives an inter­
esting account of these marvelous mim­
ics. I quote the following :

“ Before the English had become used 
to these maneuvers, a very ludicrous in­
cident occurred. An officer, with a par­
ty ot horse, was charing a small body of 
Biieel robbers, and was fast overtaking 
them. Suddenly the robbers ran behind 
a rock or some such obstacle, which hid 
them for a moment, and when the sol­
diers came up the men had mysteriously 
disappeared. Alter an unavailing search, 
the officer ordered liis men to dismount 
beside a clump of scorched and withered 
trees; and, the day being very hot, he 
took off his helmet and hung it on a 
b anch by which he was standing. The 
branch in que stion turned out to be the 
leg of a Bheel, who burst into a scream 
of laughter, and flung the astonished 
officer to the ground. The clump of 
scorched trees suddenly became meta  ̂
morphosed into men, and the whole 
parly dispersed in different directions 
before the Englishmen could recover 
from their surprise, carrying with them 
the officer’s helmet by way of trophy.”— 
D. C. Beard. in •Seientie American.

»f nausea, and an amount of pam and 
heat over the dorsal and lumbar regions, 
extending more or less through the 
whole lower extremities, and followed by 
an amount of paiuful weariness that 
whollv disabled h r for days aft( r, the 
muscular parts being* paiuful on pres­

sure. The doctor tells .tlie result of liis 
investigation as follows:

“ My professional knowledge of both 
parents and child guided my diagnosis 
and prognosis of the' case. That the 
spine was all right, and the means of 
cure simple, I felt no doubt, I ordered 
the boots she generally wore to be 
brought to me, and found the heels 
raised two inches, tapering to the size of 
a shilling, and, to make matters "worse, 
instead of corresponding to the situation 
of the natural heel, they were situated 
immediately under the arch of the foot. 
I recommended rest in the horizontal 
position for two or three days, mud shoes 
with hall-iueh soles, of the breadth of 
the natural heel, and the toes broad in 
proportion, to be substituted for those 
ueviously worn. The cure was com­

plete. No nausea, no weariness, no pam 
or discomtort, alter a four-mile walk, 
have been experienced since.”

Nature’s Big Gas Tanks.
Bradford, Pa., and neighboring places 

are lighted and heated by natural gas. 
In 1875 an oil company was sinking a 
well in a high hill west of Bradford. At 
the depth of several hundred feet they 
shuck a vein of gas. No oil was found. 
The force of the gas was such that when 
it was ignited a pillar of fire more than 
fifty ieet high was formed. The roar 
of tho gas could be heard for a mile and 
more. This burned for months. The 
heat was such that grass and foliage 
grew in the depth of winter as luxuri­
antly for hundreds of feet around as it 
did in the summer. Strawberries 
ripened near this well in February. 
The well had been burning for a long 
time before the feasibility of utilizing it 
was thought of. A belt ot dry territory, 
but yielding vast volumes of gas, w*as 
subsequently found to exist in the vi­
cinity oi the original gas well. A com 
pany w*as formed to carry the gas into 
the city. It is now distributed all 
over the place by pipes. A gas-pipe, w’ith 
jets attached, is run into the parlor and 
kitchen stoves. The supply of gas is 
oouti olL d by a stopcock on the pipe. 
When a fire is wanted a lighted match is 
thrown into the stove and the gas turned 
on. The fire is staitcd at once. The gas 
possesses great heating qualities, and 
apartments are warmed as quickly and 
as well by it as by coal. Gas for illn 
mmating purposes is conducted into the 
house the same as artificial gas is taken 
in. At first the light was not brilliant 
and steady, owifig to impurities. Prow sses 
for refining it were invented, and now the 
natural illuminator is unsurpis^ed by 
the finest manufactured gas. It is so 
cheap that people seldom turn out their 
lights. It burns day and night in stores 
hotels, private houses and streets. Con- 
suxfiers pay by the month instead of by 
the thousand. Gas-wells have come to 
be more valuable than oil wells, and the 
sudden phenomenal appearance of oil in 
some of the principal wells in tlie gas 
belt has created consternation among 
owners and consumers. For years the 
gas has flowed from wells in unremit­
ting volume. That oil was not to be 
found there it was thought had been con­
clusively settled. — Philadelphia Tele­
graph.

The Cat in History.
A good deal of attention has been given 

of late years, by students of natural his­
tory, to the question of historical distri­
bution of plants and animals, and many 
points of popular interest have been 
elucidated by their researches. It has 
been shown, for example, that while the 
dog has been a companion of m in from 
tho very earliest times, the cat is a com 
paratively recent addition to the compli­
cations ot life. Cats W’ero tamed, in­
deed, by the Egyptian priests and ac­
corded religious honors and even 
worship. But the ancient Greeks knew 
nothing of the domestic cat, although 
mice were known to them from the high­
est antiquity. Indeed, mice were al 
times very troublesome to the Greeks, 
whole districts being sometimes devas­
tated by them aud the people driven 
away, as they are by grasshoppers from 
some places nowadays.

In order to cope in some measure with 
mice, the older Greeks kept weasels or 
martens, which were tamed for the pur­
pose. The weasel, in particular, occu­
pied somewhat the same place in the 
world that the cat does now, aud numer­
ous fables and proverbs relating to the 
veasel, which are still current, originated 
at that period. The old Romans knew 
no more about cats than the Greeks, and 
it is only in the fourth century after 
Christ that mention begins to be made 
about the cat as a domestic animal. 
Evidently it was at this time, or per­
haps a little ealier, that the domestic cat 
w as distributed throughout Europe and 
Asia.

It is not a little remarkable, though 
pei fectly natural, that the introduction 
of the cat gave a new impulse to tales 
and fears of ghosts and enchantments. 
The sly, creeping, noctural grimalkin 
took rank at once with owls and bats, 
and soon surpassed them both as an ex­
ponent of all that is weird and super­
natural. Entirely now conceptions of 
witchcraft were gained for the worl 
when the black cat appeared upon the 
scene with her swollen tail, glistenii./ 
eyes, and unearthly yell.

Not a few 
Americans have been mortified, while 
airing their bad French in a Parisian 
store, to hear the polite clerk say :
