He listened to them and asked what 
remedy they proposed. They-replied : 
“ A constitution and the withdrawal of 
state support from the Greek church.” 
As the head of 'the church by “ divine 
right,” he would not concede that part 
of their proposition, and, as to the oth­
er, simply replied : “ No constitution 
during my lifetime.” They withdrew, 
hopeless of any reform, and the desper­
ate nature of -their situation is shown by 
t heir desperate deed.

The area of the Russian empire is 
8,531,004 square miles. The popula­
tion, including Poles, Finns, Caucas­
ians and Asiatics, is 85,685,945. The 
area of Russia proper is 1,881,216 miles, 
and the population 65,704,559. No other 
country in Europe has as large a terri­
tory or as many inhabitants. The late 
Czar ascended the throne March 2,1855, 
after the battles of Balaklava and Inker- 
man, and in the midst of the siege of 
Sebastopol. His reign was exactly 
twenty-six years and el'v-'-n days in 
duration. His father, Nicholas, reigned 
thirty years (1825-1855), and his great 
uncle, Alexander I., twenty-four years 
(1801-1825). There have been but three 
Czars of Russia in this century. Alex­
ander III., now on the throne, was 36 
years of age last wc ek Thursday ; and 
will, unless he meets an untimely end, 
live to complete the century in four 
generations. The last Czar of Russia 
who met his death at the hands of an 
assassin previous to the late Emperor 
was Paul, the son of the famous Cath­
erine ("1796-1801). Spite of the repeat­
ed attempts upon the lives of the rulers 
of Russia, the average length of reigns 
in that kingdom has been greater than 
in most other countries of Europe.

The people of the United States are 
soon to have an opportunity to invest 
large sums of money in a wild specula­
tion now occupying the attention of the 
English public. This is a project for 
making coffee oat of dates. A New 
York paper says that a company has 
been formed in London called the Date 
Coffee Company, which proposes to rev­
olutionize the coffee trade of the world. 
It has issued flaming prospectuses, has 
expended large sums of money in adver­
tising, and has actually succeeded in 
selling its shares in the English market 
at $160 each, the par value being only 
$25, and all this before the company has 
made a dollar of legitimate profit, or 
fairly begun operations. The origin­
ators of this bold scheme have succeeded 
so well in England that they have al­
ready turned their attention to America, 
and they are publishing in London 
glowring accounts of their prospects here. 
They estimate their profits in this coun­
try, to begin with, at $2,500,000. The 
first movement will be, it is said, to 
close a contract with an advertising firm, 
by which $50,000 will, if necessary, be 
spent in advertising the project, after 
which tne projectors anticipate no diffi­
culty in relieving the American public 
of a few millions of dollars The whole 
scheme, from its jiception to its present 
wonderful success in London, reads like 
a chapter of the “ South Sja Bubble,” 
or John Law’s exploits in Paris.

I n the ukase of the new Gzar, says 
the Chicago Tribune, there is no intima­
tion of any intended reforms or amel­
iorations of the Government; there is 
no hint of the cause of the assassination 
of his father. The act is primarily laid 
on the Almighty in this language :

It has pleased the Almighty, iu His inscruta­
ble will, to visit Russia with a heavy blow of 
fate, and to call her benefactor, the Emperor 
Alexander II., to Himself.
The new Czar then shifts the responsi­
bility more directly npon the two assas­
sins : j-

He fell by the hands of impious murderers, 
who had repeatedly sought his precious life, 
and made their attempts because they saw in 
him the protector of Rnssia, the foundation of 
her greatness, and the promoter of the welfare 
of the Russian people.
If the -Almighty employed the mur­
derers to “ call the Emperor to Himself,” 
why are they called “ impious ? ” But 
the new Czar, in the first gush of his 
grief, makes a false accusation against 
the assassins when he says they “ saw 
in the late Emperor the promoter of the 
welfare of the Russian people. ” It was 
simply because he refused to promote 
the welfare of the Russian people that 
they dynamited him. The Czar was an 
implacable foe of free institutions for the 
people of Russia. He employed his 
autocratic power to stamp out freedom 
of speech and of the press, freedom of 
thought and action. He refused utterly 
to give the Russians a Parliament or 
permit them to make their own laws and 
vote their own taxes, or enjoy any of the 
rights and privileges of other civilized 
nations. The programme of mail-handed, 
iron-hpeled repression became unendur­
able, and he fell a victim to bis own tyr­
annical stupidity.

A Wrestle With Mum.
I was standing about thirty or forty 

yards in advance of the Clifton—that is, 
thirty or forty yards nearer the “ Horse­
shoe,” along the brink of the rocks, and 
opposite the American fall. The ground 
must have been about the same height 
as the opposite fall; but, owing to the 
immense hill down, which the rapids 
rush, it was possible to distinguish any 
object of the size of a boat a considera­
ble distance above the fall, so that, now 
it v aa pointed out to me, I saw, in the 
middle of the rapid, a huge log of wood, 
the tiunk of a tree, whieh had lodged 
there some years before, and upon it a 
black speck. This, after some observa­
tion, I perceived to move. It was a 
man. Yes ; he and his two companions 
bad, on the previous night, been rowing 
about some distance above the fall. By 
3ome means or other they had ventured 
too near the lapids, had lost all com­
mand of their boat, and had been hur­
ried away to destruction. It was sup­
posed that about half a mile above the 
fall the boat had upset, and, .with two 
wretched men still clinging to it, went 
over the fall at about 9 or 10 o’clock at 
night, while the- third man was driven 
against this log of wood, climbed upon 
it, and sat astride of it through the 
darkness of the night, amid the roar, 
the turmoil and the dashing spray of 
the rapids.

I crossed the river, asoended the rock 
by the railway, and hurried to the spot, 
where I found him so near that I could 
almost distinguish his countenance. He 
was then lying along the log, grasping 
it with both arms, and appeared ex­
hausted to the last degree. He was evi­
dently as wet from the spray as though 
lie had been standing under water. By 
this time people were assembling, and 
different plans for his rescue were pro­
posed and discussed on all sides; already, 
indeed, one effort had been made. A 
small boat had been firmly lashed to a 
strong cable, and dropped down to him 
from the bridge, which crossed the rapid 
between the mainland and Goat island, 
about sixty yards above the log.

This boat had proceeded a few yards 
in safety, was upset, spun round like a 
piece of cork at the end of a thread by 
the force of the water, which finally 
snapped the cable in two, and the boat 
disappeared over the fall.

But now a dispatch had been sent to 
Buffalo (a distance of a little more than 
20 miles) by electric telegraph, desiring 
that a life-boat should be sent by the 
first train, 9:30 A. M., and this in time 
arrived, borne on th* shoulders of abont 
twenty men, and a splendid boat she 
was—large, built entirely of3 sheet iron, 
with air-tight chambers; a boat that 
could not sink. She was girt round with 
strong ropes, and two new two-inch ca­
bles brought with her. All this arrange­
ment naturally took up much time, and 
the poor wretch’s impatience seemed ex­
treme, so that it was thought advisable 
to let him know what was going on. 
This was done by means of a sheet, upon 
which was written in large letter* in 
Dutch (bis native language) “ The life- 
boot coming.” He stood up, looked 
ntently for a minute, and then nodded 
bis head. When the boat was at last 
launched, the excitement was intense. 
Two cables, eaqh held by many men, 
were let down from either end of the 
bridge, so that they might have some 
command in directing the course of the 
boat down the river. She seemed liter­
ally to dance upon the surface of the 
water like a cork.

The rapid consistsof anumberof small 
falls distributed unevenly over all parts 
of the river, so that there are thousands 
of cross currents, eddies and whirlpools, 
which it would be utterly impossible to 
avoid, and m which was the danger of 
transit for any boat between the bridge 
md the log. The life-boat’s course was 
ite|ady at first; she arrived at the 
first fall; she tripped up and swung 
found with a rush, but continued her 
louree safely, only half filled with water. 
Again she descended with safety, but at 
ength approaching the log she became 
unmanageable, swinging either way with 
immense force, spinning completely over; 
and finally dashing against the log with 
snch violence that I fully expected the 
whole thing, man and ail, to have been 
dislodged and hurried down the rapid. 
But, no, it stood firm -the boat had 
reached its destination. Yet, alas ! how 
useless was its position. It lay com­
pletely on its side above the log, and 
with its hollow inside directed toward 
.he bridge, plf.yed npon by the whole 
force of the current, which fixed its keel 
firmly against the log. It seemed immov­
able. The man himself climbed toward 
it, and in vain tried to pull, lift or move 
the boat; nor was it mowed until, both 
cables being brought to one side of the 
river by the united force of fifty or sixty 
men, she was dislodged, and swung 
down the rapid upside-down, finally 
pitching headlong beneath an eddy, en­
tangling one of her cables on the rocks, 
and there lying beneath a heavy fall of 
water, until in the course of the day, 
one cable being broken by the efforts of 
the men to dislodge her, and the other 
by the sheer force of the current, she 
went over the falls—the second sacrifice 
to the poor fellow, who still clung to the 
log, swayed between hope and fear. The 
loss of this boat seemed a great blow to 
him, and he appeared, as far as we could 
judge at a distance, at times to give way 
to the utmost despair. A third boat 
was now brought—wooden, very long 
and flat-bottomed. Its passage was 
nost fortunate, and as she floated down, 
even alongside of the log without acci­
dent, hope beamed in every countenance, 
and we all felt the man might be saved. 
Hope also had revived in him. He 
stood for some time upon the log mak­
ing signals to those who directed the 
boat. *

He eagerly seized her, drew her to­
ward him, jumped into her, and made 
signs to them to draw him up. This 
was commenced, but some of the tackle 
had caught, and it was deemed necessary 
to let it loose for an instant This was 
done; the boat floated a few feet down 
the rapid, swung round the lower end of 
the log, entangling the cable beneath it, 
and there remained immovably fixed.

Once more the poor fellow’s work began. 
He drew off one of his boots and bailed 
the boat, he pushed at the log, climbed 
upon it, and used every possible exer­
tion to move the boat, but in vain! An 
hour was spent in these fruitless efforts 
—an hour of terrible suspense to all who 
beheld him. He worked well, for he 
worked for his life. Three months after, 
this boat retained its position, nor will it 
move until the rocks grind its cable in 
two, or the waters tear it piecemeal into 
shreds'.

Another plan must be devised, and 
this, with American promptitude, was 
soon done. A raft of from twenty to 
thirty feet long and five feet broad was 
knocked together with amazing rapidity. 
It consisted of two stout poles, made 
fast, five feet asunder, by nailing four or 
five pieces of two-inch board at each ex­
tremity; thus the machine consisted of a 
sort of skeleton raft, with a small stage 
at either end. On one of these stages— 
that to which tlie cables (cf which there 
were two) werelashed—was tightly fixed 
a large empty cask, for the sake of its 
buoyancy, on the other a complete net­
work of cords, to which the man was to 
lash himself; also a tin can of refresh­
ments, he having taken nothing since 
the evening before; three or four simi­
lar cans, by the way, had been let down 
to him already, attached to strong pieces 
of new lin®, but the cords bad in everj 
instance been snapped, and the food lost.

The raft was finished, launched, and 
safely let down to the log. * The poor 
fellow committed himself to its care, lie 
lashed his legs firmly, and then signaled 
to draw up. The raft advanced under 
the first pull, but, its head, owing to the 
great light cask, dipped beneath it, and 
as the raft still advanced the water broke 
over it to such a depth that the mab was 
obliged to raise himself npon all lours, 
keeping his chin well elevated te avoid 
being drowned. We expected at every 
pull to see his head go under, but alas ! 
they pulled, in vain, for the front of the 
raft, pressed down by the weight of fall­
ing water, had come in contact with A 
rock and would not advance. The ropes 
were slackened, she fell back, but again 
hitched m her return. It was then de­
termined to let her swing to another 
part of the rapiu, where the stream did 
not appear quite so impassable. This 
was done, and a second attempt to draw 
it up was made, half way between the 
log and the opposite shore (a small 
island). This also failed from the same 
cause, therefore it was proposed to en­
deavor to let the raft float down and 
swing round upon the island. This was 
commenced, but with the old result, the 
cable was' caught in the rocks, and the 
raft remained stationary. However, she 
was floating easily, and the poor fellow 
could rest. \

Early in the day, for the afternoon 
was now far advanced, one of the large 
ferry boats (built expressly for crossing 
beneath the falls) had been brought, but 
had lain idle. This was now put into 
requisition, and nobly she rode toward 
the raft, while in breathless silence we 
a’l watched her as she dipped at the va­
rious falls, and each time recovered her­
self. I shuddered as she was launched, 
tor I began to see that the man could 
not lie saved by a boat; a boat never 
< oukl return against a rapid, however 
well able to float down it. No sooner 
would her bow come in contact w.tii a 
rail than it would dip, fill and spin 
ound, as did the first skiff which was 

l >st.
The poor fellow himself was getting 

mpatient—visibly so. He untied his 
lashing, stood upright upon the raft, 
eagerly waiting to seize the boat and 
lump into her. She nad but one more 
lull to pass, and that fall was situated 
just above where he stood ; she paused 
it the brink of it, swung down to it like 
lightning, and, as he leaned forward to 
s *izi her, she rose on the returning wave, 
s ruck him in the chest, and he strug­
gled hopelessly in the overwhelming tor­
rent.

The exclamation of horror, for it was 
not a cry, which burst from the thou­
sands who by this time were assembled 
I shall never forget, nor the breathless 
silence with which we watched him, 
fighting with the waters as they hurried 
him along upright, waving both hands 
above his head. We lost sight of him 
at intervals, yet agate and again he re­
appeared, and I thought hours must 
have passed in lieu of one brief half 
minute. But the end came at last; 
once I saw his arms wildly waved above 
his head, and, in an instant, the croud 
turned from the spot in dead silence. 
The man was lost.

“Bob” Toombs Brass Band.
I suppose every one connected in any 

way with the University of Georgia, says 
a letter to the Atlanta Constitution, has 
heard of the famous oak in front of the 
chapel, and in connection with it I will 
relate an anecdote of Bob Tombs, show­
ing bis impetuous, irresistible nature, 
which so characterized him in his after 
life. >

Toombs bad been attending, college 
two years, and was within a week of 
graduating, when, in a difficulty, he 
stabbed one of the students, inflicting a 
serious, but not fatal, wound. For this 
act he was expelled by the Faculty, who 
soon after were petitioned by the gradu­
ating class to allow him to graduate 
with tliem, as he had so nearly 
completed hi» course,’ and had also 
been given a speaker’s place. 
Toombs himself petitioned them, but 
both were refused. He apparently sub­
mitted, but on commencement day, when 
tbe chapel was crowded with visitors, 
and the Seniors vehemently orating pre­
paratory to receiving their diplomas, he 
stationed a brass band under the spread­
ing limbs of the oak, whose music suc­
ceeded in bringing scores of town people, 
who were not then in the chapel, and 
also of clearing it of nearly all its audi­
tors'.

Then, in as cool a manner os possible, 
he placed himself in a chair and made 
an oration, |uch, it is said, as was never 
spoken by a student here before or since. 
He never received his diploma, thongh 
after his celebrated Boston speech, it 
was sent him, but was returned with 
the answer: “D— if  the diploma; when 
it would have been an honor to me I was 
refused it; now, when I am an honor to 
it, itisoffered me.” He was afterward re­
conciled with the Faculty, and is now 
one of the staunchest supporters of the 
college.

The King of Burmah’s Finance.
Among the thousand and one odd 

things which affect the state of commer­
cial markets, surely massacres and lot­
teries must be reckoned among the od­
dest. Yet these are contingencies which 
the British merchant in Rangoon has to 
take into account in casting up his pros­
pects of a profitable trade. The-massa­
cres of his reigning Majesty of Burmah 
in the spring of 1879 at once sent down 
the returns of the dutiable goods ex­
ported from Rangoon to British Burmah 
fifty per cent. The Mandalay trade was 
affected about the same time in a manner 
quite as characteristic. The King hav­
ing just finished with his massacres, es­
tablished lotteries for the purpose of fill- 
his exchequer.

Every one who had powers of locomotion 
of any kind posted awky to the “golden 
city,” to stake his chance. The Treasury 
profited, the population did not. Most 
of them lost every pennyworth of prop­
erty they possessed, and were too poor 
even to get bade to their homes.—Pull

Foote.
Mrs. Swisshelm gives a graphic de­

The insult was 
no sooner given by tbe latter than there 
was a scuffle off to the right of the 
Speaker, and the scuffle soon came to be 
a perfect hurly-burly of overturning 
chairs, men springing over desks, crying 
“Order! order!” and 'above all the roar 
of the lion, “Unhand me! Stand off, 
gentlemen!” All eyes were turned in 
that direction, and all members seemed 
anxious to gain the spot where Benton 
was roaring and struggling to get away 
from as many men as could get hold of 
him, his coat turned back from his shoul­
ders, and he trying to leave in the hands 
ot his captors, In spite of all they could 
do he got into the space around the 
seats, and made borne progress toward 
the place where the foe stood, on the 
edge of the middle isle, near the door. 
Nobody held Foote, or tried to hold him. 
Indeed, he seemed to be forgotten, and 
stood craning his neck to Veep an eye on 
the enemy, until it seemed as if Benton 
would' get away from the whole crowd 
and through the fast filling space be­
tween them, leaving Ills coat behind him, 
when the doughty little man started at 
double quick down the isle toward the 
Speaker’s desk, drawing out as he went 
the largest sized pistol. As he ran he 
looked over his left shoulder and back­
ward with pale face, and when two or 
three feet from the railing turned parti­
ally, and stood with the pistol pointing 
downward and his finger on the trigger. 
Foote must have stood ten minutes, if 
not longer, almost unnoticed, pistol in 
hand, finger on trigger, weapon against 
the outside of his leg, watching the 
movement of the crowd. He still stood 
there, still held the pistol, when ordet 
was restored. Ho then uncocked It, 
placed it an inside coat pocket, and stood 
asking to make an explanation. In that 
explanation he said: “I saw the gentle­
man coming, and advanced to the 
Speaker’s desk.” He had wantonly pro­
voked a quarrel and then “advanced” 
with his back to the foe to take position 
behind the heaviest part of th* rampart 
which separated them. The cose was 
one of many instances in which the in­
solence and bullying of the slave power 
quailed before the spirit of freedom. 
Mrs. Swisshelm was in the gallery at the 
time, and described the scone for the 
Tribune._______________

Mutilated Coins.
Much complaint is being made by re­

tail merchants and business men in* this 
and other citie i, of the large amount of 
clipped and bored gold and silver coins 
in circulation. These coins come into 
some establishments in such large pro­
portions that it is evident they are bored 
by dishonest persons for profit and not 
merely for the sake of having holes in 
them. In a prominent Philadelpba res­
taurant, where many of these coins are 
received every day, they were set aside 
for a week, and were found, in four days, 
to amount to more than $50. There are 
places where these coins can be sold at a 
discount of not more than 1 per cent., and 
they can be disposed of at the sub­
treasury by weight) but both of these 
methods entail a loss upon the mei- 
ebants, and they are unanimous in the 
opinion that there should be some con­

certed movement to refuse to take 
them.

The best remedy for stopping this wide­
spread evil is that all retail establish­
ments should refuse to receive mutilated 
coins of all kinds. If this be done, the 
business would soon cease to be profit­
able; Gold coins are met with compara­
tively infrequently, because people re­
fuse to take them.—Chicago Journal oj 
Commerce.

Something of Millionaire Mackay.
Mr. Mackay, as most Americans are 

iware, is a Scotchman by birth, his 
native town being Airdrie, Lanarkshire.
I had known his family all my life, and 
last spring had many long talks with his 
brother, Robert Mackay, who is a mem­
ber of a large engineering firm in bis 
native town, and is rbgarded as one of 
the greatest practical mechanics living. 
Bat Mr. Mackay is- a very unselfish and 
modest man, otherwise he might have 
been as rich to-day -as his brother. 
Though he has experimented and 
invented all his life, he has never sought 
to reap the just rewards of his talents. 
He is content with discovering new 
methods of applying force and to let 
other people reap the benefit. And the 
United States are not a little indebted to 
bis inventive genius. He it was, in con­
junction with a Mr. Gray, who first con­
structed a locomotive for ascending steep 
grades  ̂and it was from plans furnished 
by himjuid explanations given to Ameri­
can mechanics who visited him in Scot­
land, that the locomotives were built 
which first crossed the Rocky Mountains. 
But he is one of those men, as I have 
said, who set no store by such achieve­
ments as these; he speaks of this new 
invention as if it was a very small mat­
ter. Between him and his brother, 
though remarkably like each other in 
personal appearance, there is no com­
munity of feeling, or even of friendship, 
far less kinship. The only talent that 
hia brother possessed, to hear him speak 
of him, was stinginess and the power to 
close his hand on every penny which 
crossed it. Of intellectual points he had 
none worth mentioning, and when young 
was incapable of cultivating the few he 
had been endowed with. But it is sev­
eral years since millionaire Mackay broke 
off correspondence with his father and 
mother and family. Of the many times 
he has visited England during the past 
ten years, he has never visited his family 
or his native town. Two years ago, 
nevertheless, he sent his secretary down 
from London to Airdrie to inquire after 
his mother and relatives. This gentle­
man put up at the Royal Hotel in great 
state, and after he had abused everybody 
about the hotel for the meanness of the 
accommodation they could offer, he sent 
for his employer’s brother, the person I 
have spoken of above. His surprise 
may be readily imagined when he was 
informed by Mr. Maekay that if his 
brother could not condescend to come to 
Airdrie in person to see his friends, he 
would receive no information from him; 
furthermore, Mr. Secretary was specially 
instructed to inform his master that 
since he had forgotten his family so 
long, the latter had now no better mes­
sage to convey to him than this, to-wit, 
that, for all they cared, he could go to a 
climate where the temperature was 
always above ninety in the shade, or 
words to that effect. But I  think Mr. 
Mackay judges his rich brother harshly. 
Though a man of plain speech, and en­
tirely innocent of ail usages of grammar 
in communicating bis thoughts orally, 
he seems to possess plenty of good, 
hard, practical sense, and, considering 
how rich he is,’ he is certainly not proud; 
but what he laeks in this latter respect 
his wife makes up. No Queen that ever 
lived could be prouder or more imperi­
ous than she.—London Correspondent 
of Buffalo Courier.____ .

An Audience with Queen Bess.
Among tbe archives at the Ministry of 

Foreign Affairs in Paris is a curious doc­
ument which will be quite as interesting 
to English as to French readers. It is 
an account by Hurault de Maisse of the 
English Court in 1597. His first inter­
view with Elizabeth took place on the 
8th of December in that year, and is de­
scribed with graphic minuteness. One 
of the court carriages came for the Am­
bassador of Henry IV., and conducted 
him to the Thames, where a boat was 
awaitiug him, which immediately put 
off and deposited him at the entrance to 
Whitehall. He was then conducted by 
the Lord Chamberlain through a dark 
corridor—the obscurity of which evidently 
made a great impression on his mind—to 
a private apartment in which was the 
Queen.

Her Majesty was sitting in a low chair 
at the top of the room, alone and retired, 
at a distance from the crowds of lords 
and ladies in the lower part of the cham­
ber. When he had made his reverence 
she advanced five or six paces to meet 
him, and took both his hands, after he, 
on liis part, had humbly kissed the lower 
part of her dress. She then excused 
herself for not having received him be­
fore by alleging an inflammation of the 
right side of ber face. “ She also made 
me her excuses,” adds the Ambassador, 
“for being found in ber night-dress, and 
began to reproach her attendants, say­
ing, ‘ Wbat will these gentlemen think 
to see me dressed in this guise ? I am 
truly grieved that they should see me 
in this state ! ’ ” The gown in question 
was a ciose-fitting dress of white and 
carnation, with a profusion of silver 
gauze. “Tt had open sleeves lined with 
red taffeta, and was girt with other little 
sleeves which hung down as far as the 
ground, and which she kept tying and 
untying from time to time. She had the 
front of the robe or mantle open, and 
often, as if she felt the heat, separated 
with her hands the sides of the said man­
tle. She had on her head a garland of 
rubies and pearls, and underneath a 
great thick wig of a reddish color, with 
an infinity of gold and silver curl-papers 
and a few pearls which hung down over 
her forehead. ”—London Olobe.

Men Are Liberal to Be Seen of Men.
An eminent British clergymen was 

severely opposed to what he called sen­
sational methods of gatherings collec­
tions. Ho denounced the practice of 
passing collection boxes or basket* 
through the congregation, and said it 
was unscriptural. He believed that giv­
ing ought to be done on principle, with­
out special impulse, and without appeal 
to the feelings. He determined to put 
his views into practical operation in his 
own way. So he told his people that for 
one year they might put their donations 
for missionary work into two large boxes, 
which he placed for the _purpose in the 
ohirreh vestibules. These boxes, which 
were made of stout oak, were securely 
locked, and would not be opened until 
the close of the year, when he hoped 
they would be full of money. He wanted 
people ̂ quietly and unostentatiously to 
deposit their gifts in tbe openings in the 
tops of these boxes, in the sight of the 
Lord, and not “to be seen of men.” 
The boxes were recently opened. On 
carefully counting the contents of both, 
the total sum was found to be somewhat 
less than two shillings, all jji copper coin.

When the children of immigrants get 
through the public school they are all 
Americans. The greatest needed revival 
is not of religion, of temperance, or of 
commerce, but of common schools.

Three cotton mills near Augusta, Ga., 
have during the past four years, with a 
capital of $1,600,000, paid their opera­
tives in cash $1,560,000, and their stock­
holders $540,000. in dividends, besides 
expending $5,673,000 for the purchase of 
cotton and other material for manufac­
turing purposes. Sueh substantial figures 
as these ought to attract not only capital 
but intelligent laborers from points 
where work is scarce.

It is said that one of Washington’s as­
sociated patriots in the revolutionary 
struggle was a celibate. All had the in­
fluence of marriage and social life.

The criminal 
proceedings instituted against Lenward 
Fillip, the alleged writer of the article com­
menting on> the letter, and Joseph Hart, 
Louis F. Post, and Charles A. Byrne, pub­
lisher and editors of the paper in which 
the libel was published, will be abandoned,

The colored brother in Maryland is dis­
gusted with the present Administration, as 
far as it lu* got, because it has not re­
cognized the black man sufficiently.

) beatowed upon' tjns bill an amount of labor 
which senators Vfmrdo not know this Committee 
intimately, and therefore do not know their 
capacities jn that direction, might hcliVe to be 
impossible, in the vain endeavor to perfect tho 
same so it could be submitted to this honorable 
senate, and in due tfene afr upon the statue 
books, as a bright and shin mg light of the com­
bined wisdom of its author, as well as of this 
committee. But we have failed—utterly, to­
tally, and, and wa fear, enternally failed to ac­
complish the object. The b.11 is of that char­
acter that the combined wisdom of this com­
mittee is Unable to make any sense of the same. 
The committee have therefore directed me to 
report the bill fa ick to the senate, recommend­
ing that it be referred to the honorable senator 
who is its author, and that ho bo given, thirty 
or more years to per'ect the same, tailing in 
which he shall be adjudged guilty of a crime, 
and sentenced to make his future home in Silt 
bake Citv. and this committee asks to be dis­
charged from the fur lire considerations of the 
subiect.

—A bomb with V, lighted fuse attached was 
discovered Just outride the Koval Theater at 
Madrid one night last week.

—A Connell of Regency has been appointed, 
so that in case of any accident to the Czar, 
Alexander III., the Imperial Government shall 
be carried on. The Council consists of the 
Empress and the Grand Duke, Vladimir and 
Nicholas.

—Two shocks of earthquake were felt in the 
Island of St. Thomas, in the West Indies, one 
night last week, and a thud shock was feit next 
day.

—Russian peasants are organizing pilgrim­
ages to the spot where the Czar was assassi­
nated.

—The British garrison at Pochesrtrom have 
vindicated the prestige of Butish arms in the 
Transvaal. Recently the commander of the 
garrison became annoyed at a number of Boers 
who occupied a prison near the garrison, and 
sent some soldiers to dislodge them. The re­
sult is that sixteen Boers and three British were 
killed.

—A new Portuguese Cabinet has been 
formed. The Premier is Rodrigues Sampia, 
who has been Minuter of the Interior since 
1878.

—At a meeting held in London Mr. Parneli 
urged the desirability of extending the Land 
League organization in England.

—Sir Charles Head, who waa a member of 
the London Board of Education, English Com­
mie s.oner to the .Philadelphia Exposition, and 
Ghairmsn of the Judges of Award on Educa­
tion on that occasion, u dead.

House horror is placed at eighty-seven, though 
many persons are still missing.

—The cable announce! the death of Oscar de 
Lafayette, grandson of Gen. Lafayette, the 
French soldier, whose name will be levered for 
all time by America on account of the gallant 
service he rendered m the war for Amenoan 
independence. Oscar Thomas Gilbert Lafay­
ette was born m Paris in 1816, pas-ed through 
the military school and served in Algiers. After 
the Napoleonic coup d elat he resigned and has 
since lived in comparative retirement—his 
only official position at the time of his death 
being that of a Senator of France. He bad 
been named by President Grevy as one of the 
representatives of the French republic at the 
forthcoming celebration of the centennial of 
the surrender of Yorktown.

—It is hard to tell where the bomb business 
will stop, now that it hâ  once begun.

Political.
—'I hi- RhoJe Island Democrats, in conven­

tion, nominated Horace M. Kimball for Gov­
ernor, John G Perry for Secretary of State, 
Franc,s L. O’Reilly lor Attorney General, and 
Arnold L Bu-dick for State Treasurer. Reso- 
lut ions indorsing Senator Hill and denouncing 
Mabone were adopted.

—The R ‘adjuster State Central Committee of 
Virginia held a meeting at Richmond and in­
dorsed tbo action of Senator M'lione.

—Senator Conll ng is said to be very con­
fident that he cm mince a mijority of the 
Senate to vote against the confirmation of Mr. 
Robeitson as Collector of the Port of Now 
York. Senator Piatt wi’l asust Conklmg pi 
fighting the nomination. Both gentlemen at­
tribute tho appointment to the influence of 
Secretary Blame.

—A convention of represent ttive colored Re­
public .ns of Maryland was held at Bal imore. 
Resolutions were adopted favoring a fair dis­
tribution of Federal patronage among the col­
ored men, and a committee was appointed to 
wait on the President to urge the news of the 
convention.

—Official permission is finally given to an­
nounce the fact that it has been decided by 
the Cabinet not to call an extra session. This 
decision is subject to the reservation that, if 
circumstances shall seetn to make it necessary, 
Congress may be convened m the early fall, 
but there will be no summer session.

—In accordance with the wish or Democratic 
'Congressmen, Gov. PI aisled refuses to call an 
election to fill the vacancy created by th* sleva- 
tion of Mr. Frye to the Senate until Gov. Cor­
nell, of New York, shall order the filling of 
Fernando Wood’s seat. The strength of parties 
in the House of Representatives it close enough 
to make every vote count, and neither party 
will allow any unfair advantage to be taken.

—Secretary K ikwood has issued an order 
suspending competitive examination* in his de­
partment.

—The difference between the position of the 
Readjusters and their opponents iu Virginia on 
the debt question, says a Washington corre­
spondent, which has been made so promioent 
by the contest in the Senate, is about as follows: 
McCullough’s (or the Debtpayers’j bill fixed 
with the consent of tho creditors the debt at 
$32,000,000, made tho coupons receivable for 
taxes and other dues to the Stite, and the bonds 
non-taxable. It fixed the rate of interest at an 
average of 4 per cent. Riddleberger’s bill, 
which the Readjusters’ stani by, fixed the debt 
at less than $20,000,000, made tho coupons not 
receivable for taxes, made tho bonds taxable, 
and tho rate of interest 3 per cent. It was 
propose d to make this bill a law, without the 
consent of the State’s creditors, on the ground 
that it was juit to both the creditors and the 
State. The R adjusters’ bill excludes from the 
State debt the interest accumulated during the 
vrsr and the reconstruction period. McCul­
lough's bill includes this.

Financial and Industrial.
—The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company 

has obtained a controlling interest m the Dela­
ware and We- tern railroad. The Baltimore and 
Ohio Company also intend to build a new line 
between Baltimore and Philadelphia m double- 
quick time.

—The Yillard party are about to commence 
legal proceedings to prevent the Northern Pa­
cific Railway Company from issuing the $18,- 
000,000 worth ef new ttook at contemplated by 
that corporation.

—Articles of incorporation have been filed at 
Albany for tte Central Tunnel railway, to run 
from the New Yoik City Hall to the Grand 
Central depot.

—Five distinct parties of railroad engineers 
have crossed the Rio Grande between Laredo 
and Eagle pass.

—Hou. R. B. Langdon, of 8t. Paul, has been 
awarded a contract for constructing an exten­
sion of the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul 
road f  corn Marion to Council Bluffs, a distance 
of 250 miles.

—In the telegraph consolidation, Jay Gould 
was gran’ed five seats m the Western Union 
directory. The last two to give way were 
William H. Vanderbilt and Samuel Berger. 
Gould hat now placed Russell Sage, Sidney 
Dillon, Thomas T. Eckert and F. L. Ames on 
tho board.

—The Georgia Western railroad, to run from 
Atlanta to the coal fields of Alabama, is backed 
up by Hugh J. Jewett, of New York.

—The treasury authorities at Washington 
have beiomo convinced that, under existing 
laws, $150,000,000 of maturing bonds miy be 
practically refunded at 3 or 3X Fer cent,, inde­
pendently of the treasury hoard or the surplus 
revenue.

—The D.rectors of the Northern Paciflo Rail­
road Company at a recent meeting decided to 
distribute the residue of the common stock, 
amounting to nearly 280,000 shares, which has 
boon held in the oompany’s treasury since the 
reorganization in 1875. This issue completes 
the $49,000,000 of common stock authorized by 
the plan of reorganization and by the act of 
incorporation. The cause of the distribution is 
said to be a fight for the direction of the cor­
poration and a desire on the part of the stock­
holders to realize at present high price*.

—Floods in the Loup and Platte rivers in Ne­

braska caused immense damage to property, 
and it is feared considerable loss of life as well. 
Telegraphic communication with the flooded 
districts was cut off, and railway traffic serious­
ly crippled by washouts and the loss of bridges.

—A Baltimore and Ohio tram was thrown 
from tho track neir Hover’s gap, W. Va., 
by running over a horse. Peter Cooper, the 
engineer, was killed, and Richard Griff, the 
fireman, fatally injured.

—The furniture fictory of G. Mendel A Co., 
at Wheeling, W. Va., was destroyed by fire last 
week. Four other fires having closely followed, 
there was great alarm m regard to incendiar­
ism. The destruction of property amounted 
to $50,000. The Mayor offered a reward of 
$500 for the arrest of the incendiaries.

—The Saxony woolen mills, at Columbus, 
Ind., were burned lately, causing a loss of 
$30,000.

—A boiler in Whits A Russell's mill st Mid- 
dlefield, Ohio, exploded, killing Joseph HamiL 
ten, Seidell. 8pi*gu# and JabnPatohln.

—Rome, 0*., was badly flooded in the recent 
storm and so was the country in the immediate 
vicinity. Ths river at that point is three feet 
higher than rarer known before. The people 
went abont th# city in boats. No trains ran 
into th* city for three days. The lots is esti­
mated at $400,000.

—The flood in Nebraska has swept away a 
large amount of live stock. The bodies of three 
persons have been found at Schuyler.

—Three men were injured, two of them fa­
tally, by the explosion of a boiler in Brown, 
Bonnell A Co.’s mill, in Youngstown. Ohio.

-  Pat Ebert arrived in Kolia, Mo., about a 

month ago, ostensibly for the purpose of start­
ing a saloon, but really with the intention of 
robbing the national bank of that town. His 
suspicious movements led to bis b< ing watched. 
He had tunneled his wav into the bank vault, 
when Hank Devins, of Bella, entered for the 
purpose of arresting him. He lesisted. and 
Devins shot him dead. He died remarking, 
“ You’re got me. boys.”

- “Big-nosed" George, a notorious highway­
man, who was under sentence 11 bo hanged, 
attempted to break jail at Rawlins. Wyo., but 
fail- d. He was taken out of the jail at mid­
night by a mob and lynched.

—Leonard and Doyle, ‘wo stock men of Jack 
county, Texas, had a dispute. They met m a 
secluded place to settle. Tlfero was one wit­
ness. Leonard killed Doyle and mortally 
w ounded the w ltnesi.

—A row between Italian and other miners at 
Northville. Cal., recently resu’ted in the killing 
of one Italian and the wounding of a number 
of persons on both sides.

—The jury m the csso of young Kallocb. 
charged with the murder of De Young, of the 
San Francisco Chronicle, after being out twen­
ty-four hours, brought iu a verdict of not 
guilty.

—A farmer named Wilkins, living near Ar- 
mgton, Texas, shot and killed s neighbor 
named Harrison, of whom he was joalous.

—John snd Michael Watts, brothers, aged re­
spectively 19 snd 20, quarre’ed near Palestine, 
Texas. John fatally stabbed Michael.

The extreme geverifcy of th© winter and the 
consequent lateness of the spring, opening 
in the West have necessarily aroused an 
eager desire to learn definitely the agri­
cultural, trade and transportation situation 
in the regions indicated. In response to 
this want of the business publ-c. we have 
obtained dispatches from our correspondents 
at Cleveland, Columbus, Cincinnati, Dayton, 
Detroit, Qiand Rapids, Indianapolis, Louis­
ville, Chicago, Peofia, St. Louis, Milwaukee, 
SL Paul, Burlington, Omaha, Kansas City, St. 
Joseph and Denver. Our correspondents at 
these centers i te m constant communication 
with tiained observers at interior points, who 
are in contact with the farmers and country 
meichants. One mam que y which hts taken 
possession of the business public is: Haa 
anything occmred in t* e West to 
seiuublv check business piosperity? Fiom the 
tenor ot our dispatches, tho aniwer unm stak- 
abi3 is, No. While tho elements have con- 
spned to delay the spring trade m the West and 
Northwest, there is nothing to show that its 
volume will be less than last y> ar. The 
trade situation is strongly sustained, as 
the foundations ot prosperity are unaltered, 
and promise to continue indefinitely. te 
is appaient that stocks ot goods m the 
hands of countiy meichants are veiy much de­
pleted. Tins iact put with the knowledge that 
the farming and industrial clashes generally 
are ju"t now abundantly able to purchase, in­
dicate conclusively that both demand and con­
sumption through tho spring must be 
largo. Collections have been - glow, but 
it is evident that the banks havo been 
abundantly able to giant the credits required. 
While it is yet eaily to give judgment as to the 
general condition of winter wheat, it is sate 
to say, from our advices, that Vinter wheat 
has not been seriously injured. The uncei- 
tain quantity as to the wheat situation is 
tho extoufc to which spring-wheat sowing 
vvnl be ieduced, owing to the backwardness 
ot tbe spring. The severe weather his teen 
■eriouslj felt by the ruihoads in a large de­
crease of earnings, owing to the expense at­
tending tho dealing of snow and ice from the 
Backs, and inability to receivo and move mer­
chandise promptly. Regardiug live-stock in­
terests, our Denver correspondent telegiaphs 
that the losses on cattle will be under 10 per 
cent., and that one-fifth of the sheep are 
gone. Thu is by no means as bad as has been 
feared.

Evolution in Plants.
Darwin, in showing that there was 

evolution in plants as well as in animals, 
points out that there are certain species 
which decoy insects into the folds of 
Iheir leaves and crush them, actually 
feeding on the insects, while a plant in 
India will masticate a beefsteak, a rabbit, 
or a chicken. These plants, being in a 
wild state, of course are effeminate, but 
if cultivated could be brought to wonder­
ful proportions physically. If carefully 
tended, and given all the food and drink 
they required, with a horrizontal bar to 
practice on, there would seem to be no 
reason why they should not join a tur-I 
ner society and might carry off a prize 
of a silver water pitcher. Mr. Darwin 
claims that all plants are ferocious to a 
degree, and only need to be denied their 
cu tomary sustenance and tempted with 
animal life in order to have their savage 
natures developed and brought to light. 
Some wealthy people, followers of Dar­
win’s school, are already making experi­
ments in this direction, and it is possible 
that tbe day is not far distant when the 
traveler, who is forced to travel through 
a lonely wood, w ill find himself suddenly 
confronted by a murderous band of 
cucumbers, and be will be forced to 
yield. If the wealthy savants pursue 
l heir experiments to the fullest possible 
extent it may be no unusual sight, some 
time in the next century or thereafter, to 
see a carrot arraigned in court on a 
charge of stabbing a parsnip, in a row 
m a saloon, over a game of lifteen-ball 
pool. When the savage nature of plants 
shall become fully developed, what a 
terrible revenge maytbe expected from 
tho cornstalk upon the descendants of 
all those wlio are now connecting its 
name with Le Due, the Agricultural 
Commissioner, in his effort to make it 
the sugar-producing shrub of the coun­
try. We trust, however, that the corn­
stalk will not bear malice, and will be 
generates and let by-gones be by-gones. 
Men in those days will doubtless have 
trouble enough dnving away marauding 
bands of tomatoes, and their allies, the 
onions, without giving unnecessary of­
fense to plants of other varieties. We 
see now how' it is that President Hayes 
has always made a pet of the pumpkin, 
and sought to curry favor with the 
Hubbard squash. He was making him­
self solid with these vegetables. This is 
also proved by his appointment of so 
many Ohio men to office. He fears tbe 
time when their ferocious natures will 
be developed, believing that he will live 
a thousand years, as is show'n by the 
way he takes care of his money. He 
desires to get along peaceably and agree­
ably with all, and would not for the 
world stain liis hands with the juice of 
the beet, or chop a red cabbage into sour 
trout—Peck's Sun.

The “ Headrest”  Abolished.
What is known as the instantaneous 

process is by no means new, and I be 
lieve that the most remarkable result, ii 
the W'ay of taking horses under full trot, 
has been brought to its greatest perfec 
tion in California; but it has never been 
widely used here until now. 1 saw last 
night some wonderful photographs of 
men and animals in motion, which makes 
a paiiiter’s work easy. The new plates 
are made of gelatine instead of collodion 
The gelatine covering makes so sensitive 
a plate that new methods of opening and 
closing the aperture of tho camera have 
had to be devised, because the hand is 
too slow. A pneumatic rubber bulb is 
now used to throw up and bring down 
again a disc of black velvet placed ovei 
the lens of the camera. Attached to this 
bulb is a long tube, which allows tilt 
operator to walk about tlie room, and 
when the sitter least expects it, to get a 
good picture in the fraction of a second. 
Taking children is the easiest thing in 
the vi orld; it is not even necessary foi 
them to keep still. Out of doors the 
photographer has taken horses trotting, 
ships under sail, with each wave showing 
as if the water had frozen at that partic­
ular second. Children at play make 
capital pictures; people talking, laugh­
ing, yawning; iu a word, this new pro 
cess does away with the stiff, unnatural 
expression which most people put on 
when in front of a camera. The new 
pictures look as if the person represented 
could almost talk. A sculptor, whose 
terra cotta groups are known widely, got 
some pictures of wrestlers from which he 
could work. The athletes came and 
went to wrestling without regard to the 
presence of the photographer. Their 
instructions were simply to wrestle as if 
in a match. The sculptor held the rub­
ber bulb in his hand, and when he liked 
the position that the men were in he 
squeezed the bulb and the picture was 
taken. At the end of the bout lie had a 
dozen excellent pictures, which could be 
taken by no other process. Painters 
have within the last month had pictures 
taken of cows grazing or walking, and of 
pigs feeding from troughs. Photograph­
ers say that the old process of taking 
pictures is doomed, This photographer 
has already sold his head-rests for old 
iron. It is no longer necessary to keep 
still.—New York Letter.

Tlie Beginnings of Milwaukee.
For several years Juneau was the sole 

white inhabitant of that region, only oc­
casionally visited by a wandering trader, 
trapper or missionary. The nearest post 
to him was a “ miserable settlement 
called Eschikagon, at tbe mouth ot 
Skunk river, some ninety miles across 
dense forests to the south.” All sup­
plies came by water from Mackinac, the 
headquarters of the American Fur Com­
pany, and the settlers lived a far more 
isolated and truly frontier life than it is 
possible to do now anywhere in tbe 
United States except in Alaska

Juneau was sharp, and, in 1831, se­
cured from the Indians a cession of all 
the region, claiming for himself a large 
tract on the east side of the river. Then 
he began to advertise the advantages of 
settlement there, and, one by one, got 
neighbors.

Among the earliest were two gentle­
men whose names are household words 
in the city—Byron Kilbourn and George 
H. Walker. They had enterprise and 
knowledge and money. Kdboum took 
up a tract on the west side, and Walker 
south of the Menomonee, and for many 
years after these quarters of the - city 
were known respectively as “ Kilboum- 
town” and “ Walker’s Point.” In 1834, 
Milwaukee county was set apart from 
Brown county, which has since lieen 
similarly subdivided a score of times, un­
til its former ducal proportions are re­
duced to a mere hand-braadth (it Green

bay. This act showod the enterprise of 
the picreers, for there rate'then not 
white men enough in t1 e region to fill 
the offices provided for by the county 
organizvtion. More kept coming, how­
ever, from Detroit and Buffalo and New 
England, and the wheezy steamboats of 
that early day in lake navigation .began 
to make the straggling village a ' stop­
ping-place. V

Juneau’s log warehouse wao the head­
quarters for gossip. "Here were wont 
to congregate,” says the chronic1 e. 
Wheeler, “pioneers and sailors to hear 
long-expected tidings wh|ch had floun­
dered through mud and foTŝ ts and over 
prairies for Weeks before they reached 
the settlement; on the same spot the 
merchants and multitude -generally now 
read from a bulletin tbe news of the 
world, which comes fresh and quivering 
over the wires from every point of the 
compass once a day.”

They 
generally have a faded manuscript or two 
with them. Sometimes they are given 
to what they call extemporaneous preach­
ing, that is to say, they preach without 
manuscripts, but they give their hearers 
a repetition of wliat they have preached 
over and over again so often that they 
have no need of a manuscript as an aid 
to memory. This Boston headquarters 
of ministerial supply is an informal 
thing which attends to itself, and has 
grown up from the mutual necessities of 
churches?and ministers. It regulates it­
self, costs nobody anything, and is worth 
a great deal to those who make use of it.

Expense o i Fuel.
One of the discomforts of a winter in 

Continental Europe is the lack of such 
fires for beating as we think essential in 
American houses. If one has.a long 
purse, and does^not mind the expense, 
they can be had there as here, but were 
one in Paris or Rome to indulge in such 
roaring fires as we keep constantly going 
in furnaces and grates, it would be re­
garded even by the wealthy as an ex­
travagance surpassing that of the Roman 
Emperors. To be sure, the houses are 
so built as not to be as susceptible of 
changes of temperature as those in which 
the majority of our people live. The 
walls and partitions are thicker, the 
windows and doors closer fitted, and they 
retain the heat longer. Then the stoves 
in use there for heating are constructed 
so that a comparatively small part of the 
heat is wasted. But even with all these 
precautions an American, accustomed to 
generous and blazing coal and wood 
fires, finds the "apartments warmed suf­
ficient for the comfort of the native, cold 
and uncomfortable, and shivers as he re­
calls the flies blazing on his native 
hearth.

He learns with surprise in Paris that 
the wood with which his dinner is cooked 
or bis sbinswarmedis sold by tlie pound, 
and is weighed out to the purchaser as 
carefully as butter, sugar, or coffee. A 
handful of twigs, such as in America 
would be allowed to rot, costs five cents, 
and better wood at proportionate prices. 
So fires on the continent are a luxury, 
and in many houses, except for cooking, 
no fires are seen the year round.

But if fires are expensive and fuel 
scarce and high in Continental Europe, 
what shall we say of Japan, where char­
coal, split w'ood, brush and dried grass 
are used for cooking and heating booths, 
and is hardly ever used outside the cities, 
for purely heating purposes. The char­
coal is made in wooded regions, and car­
ried to the settlements in straw sacks on 
the backs of men and horses. It cost 
from twenty-five to fifty cents the 100 
pounds. Cut w'ood is sold in small bun­
dles of six sticks, each stick being about 
eighteen inches in length by tw'o inches 
in diameter, and is sold at about one 
cent a bundle. A good comfortable fire, 
such as our people must have to keep 
them warm, would cost several dollars a 
day.

But our extravagance in fuel dimin­
ishes with the years and the increasing 
cost of fuel. We will travel a good ways, 
and have then to seek communities re­
mote from railroads, to find such wood 
fires as kept the log cabins and thin 
frame houses of the pioneers warm. The 
great fire-places, with their wide fronts 
and immense chimneys, their great 
andirons, back-logs, fore logs, and sec­
tions of seasoned split wood four or five 
feet long, piled high, are hardly known 
save in remote settlements. But we 
make almost as extravagant use of coal 
as our fathers did of wood, and will 
probably continue to do so till the cost 
of it compels a study of economy in the 
methods of heating houses, and servants 
are instructed how to manage fires so as 
to secure the most heat with the least 
amount of fuel —Cincinnati Commer­
cial.

Fir Forests.
The fir tree growths of Puget Sound 

form one of the wonders of the American 
world. They average 200 feet in height, 
and some specimens have been cut that 
measured 320 feet in length and 12 feet 
in diameter at the base, with a straight 
and well proportioned log length of 90 
feet to the first limb. The cedar trees 
are in like proportion, and are most valu­
able for wooden wares of all kinds, while 
the firs are the best for spar and ship 
timber yet found in any country. There 
are few nations that do not use them in 
ship building. One-fourth the wealth 
of San Francisco was culled from the firs 
of Puget Sound while the government 
slept, and to-day all the principal steam 
mill owners who saw and prepare for 
market from 100 to 200,000 feet a day to 
each mill—and there are thirty or more 
mills—are residents of San Francisco, 
where they invest their profits, to the 
great injury of • residents of the Sound. 
There is, apparently, no exhaustion of 
tlie timber, and a century will possibly 
elapse before Puget Sound forests will l>e 
cleared of their immense resources of va­
ried tree growths.
