Painless* Cubd von Wabts.—Drop a 
little vinegar on the wart and cover it 
immediately with cooking soda or sale- 
ratus; put on as much soda as you can 
pile on, and let it remain ten minutes. 
Repeat several times a day, and in three 
days tlie wart will be gone. A good rem­
edy for corns also.

E arache.—In the course of practict 
you will often be called upon to attend a 
cai.o of earache. This means, patholog­
ically speaking, acute inflammation of 
the membrana tympani. Now, in such 
acasejoumay quickly subdue the in­
flammation, relieve the patient from the 
excruciating pain he is suffering, and 
save him, perhaps, from subsequent 
confirmed deafness. The treatment from 
which such a very desirable result may 
be obtained is similar to that which you 
will find so beneficial in analogous cases 
of eye disease; viz., leeches behind the 
ear, hydrarg c. creta and belladonna 
powders, with warm fomentations.

Diseases of the Kidneys.—Diseases 
of the kidneys are of far less frequency 
than is generally supposed. There is a 
very general belief that any illness that 
is accompanied with irregularity of the 
secretions from the kidneys is ample 
evidence of disease of these organs. 
When, however, we understand that the 
fluid portions of the waste matters from 
the body are mainly passed out of the 
system through the urinary passages, 
and that the quantity and character of 
these effete matters depend or are in­
fluenced by a variety ot circumstances, 
not inconsistent with perfect health, a e 
shall find little cause for anxiety, on ac­
count of the varied and peculiar appear­
ances of the discharges. Not only is 
the quantity and appearance of these 
secretions affected by what we eat and 
drink, and by extremes of heat and eold, 
but even more by mental impressions 
Any nervous excitement, as fear, anxiety, 
grief or anger, frequently causes an en­
tire suppression of these secretions for 
hours. There is a popular dread ot 
what is • commonly called “ kidney 
complaint,” and when a nervous man is 
suffering from any ailment that ho can­
not define; if he can locate a dull pain 
in the region of the kidneys, and if he 
notices that the urine is highly colored, 
and that there is a sediment on the bot­
tom of the vessel in the morning, his 
worst fears are confirmed, and he is 
ready to invest m any, or all, of the ad­
vertised specifics for kidney diseases. It 
is not to be wondered at that venders of 
quack medicines of this sort can procui e 
any number of genuine certifiocites from 
well-known and reputable persons, who 
feel certain that they have been saved 
tiom untimely death by these wonderful 
jireparations. I  believe that most physi­
cians will agree with me in the opuiion 
that not more than one person in five 
who seeks medical advice, under the 
impression that he has kidney disease, 
lias -any serious trouble of that sort. 
Such persons are usually dyspeptics, and 
treatment appropriate for th'at disease 
usually cures the kidney trouble. But 
kidney diseases are not infrequent, and, 
when neglected, are likely to have a 
painful and fatal termination. I should, 
theiefore, regret to have any well- 
grounded fears set at rest by anything I 
have written on this subject. It is the 
duty of every person, to promptly seek 
the best medical advice in all cases ot 
doubt.—Mall’s Journal of Health.

The « Year Without a Summer.”
“We continue to receive occasional in­

quires concerning the “ year in which 
there was no summer.” Some persons 
appear to have a wrong idea as to the 
time. It was the year 1816. It has 
been called the “year without a sum­
mer;” for there was sharp frost in every 
month. There are old farmers still liv­
ing in Connecticut who remember it well. 
It was known as the “year without a 
summer.” The farmers used to refer to 
it as “eighteen hundred and starve to 
death.” January was mild, as was also 
February, with the exception of a few 
days. The greater part of March was 
cold and boisterous. April opened warm, 
but grew colder as it advanced, ending 
with snow and ice and winter cold. In 
May ice formed half an inch thick, buds 
and flowers were frozen and corn killed. 
Frost, ice and snow were common in 
June. Almost every green thing was 
killed, and the fruit was nearly all de­
stroyed. Snow fell to the depth of three 
inches in New York and Massachusetts, 
and ten inches in Maine. July was ac­
companied with frost and ice. On the 
5th ice was formed of the thickness 
of window glass in New York, New En­
gland, and Pennsylvania, and corn was 
nearly all destroyed in certain sections. 
In August ice formed half an inch thick. 
A cold northwest wind prevailed nearly 
all summer.

Com was so frozen that a great deal 
was cut down and dried for fodder. Very 
little ripened in New England, even here 
in Connecticut, and scarcely any even in 
tlie Middle States. Farmers were 
obliged to pay $4 or $5 a bushel for corn 
of 1816, for seed for the next '-spring’s 
planting. The first two weeks of Sep­
tember were mild, the rest of the month 
was cold, with frost, and ice formed a 
quarter of an inch thick. October was 
more than usually cold, with frost and 
ice. November was cold and blustering, 
with snow enough for good sleighing. 
December was quite mild and comforta­
ble.—Hartford Times.

The Pleasures of Business.

One of the greatest enjoyments of 
the prosperous business man consists in 
being able to comfortably provide for 
the many employes in his house and 
manufactory. In doing this he is ful­
filling hi# obligations to society; he be­
comes a useful and honored citizen; 
business to him is real pleasure; he en­
joys his successes, when they are fairly 
won because he feels that he deserves 
them.

When a business man has the right 
kind of a purpose in life he enjoys his 
occupation, he feels a just and worthy 
pride in his prosperity, he is pleased 
with the respect and gratitude of those 
whom he directs and controls in the 
management of his affairs, and he feels 
that in benefitting himself he is confer­
ring a favor upon others.

The Rage for Sealskins.
Some thirty years ago sealskin was 

common enough. Boxes were covered 
with it, gloves and driving-rugs were 
made of it, costermongers and cabmen 
cut their caps from it. Then came a 
time when some cunning furrier discov­
ered how to dye it a rich dark brown, 
and to give it that exquisite soft and 
downy texture which is its chief charm. 
At once ladies adopted the luxury. It 
was soon found that for cloaks, jackets, 
muffs, dainty little hats, collars, cuffs, 
bags, portemonnaies, for - a thousand 
other articles of feminine use, it was the 
most delightful, the most beautiful, the 
mbst iadispdasable of ril possible so*

terials. The demand for it increased 
with a rapidity almost marvelous, and 
the fashion, instead of wearing itself 
out, has, if anything, steadily increased. 
Indeed, the best Alaska sealskins, like 
the furs of the sable, the silver fox and 
the Russian sea otter, command an al­
together fancy price, and a handsome 
jacket of close texture and uniform col­
or, with no white hairs to break the 
continuation of its tmt, will fetch as 
many guineas as five-and-twenty vears 
ago it would have fetched half-crowns. 
The result is that the luckless seals have 
had waged against them, now for several 
years, what practically amounts to a 
war of extermination.

Anecdote of Barry Yelverton.
The rules and regulations for the ar­

ranging and carrying out of affairs of 
honor—the duel—during the latter part 
of the last century, and the beginning of 
the present, were exhaustive and precise. 
Ceitain infractions of social order were 
held to be unpardonable. A blow, for 
instance, could not be overlooked; and 
then there were certain acts set down as 
equivalent to a blow—such as giving the 
lie direct, and so on. In short—we 
speak now particularly of Ireland—when 
a man has been guilty of offering insult 
of any kind, it was at once determined, 
on reference to the rules, what the repar­
ation must be. The sword and pistol 
were always in order, though the thirty- 
six articles of the Code, sometimes called 
“The Polite Commandments,” were 
framed with a special aim to protect the 
quietly-disposed and weakly citizens 
from insult, as far *s possible; and the 
resort to arms, under this code, was 
avoided where it could be properly 
done. I

This introduction will enable us better 
to understand the pith of the following 
story, which was told to me by a son of 
the sod. *

Among the gay and festive of the fash­
ionable society 'of Cork there was not 
one more prominent than was Barry Yel­
verton, the wealthy and eccentric nephew 
of Lord Avonmore. In the use of the 
sword and pistol he was a master. He 
could shoot a finger from a glove in the 
'air, at twenty paces, hit the bull’s eye 
nineteen times in twenty at thirty paces, 
raising his pistol, and firing at the word; 
while at sword-play he was deemed well- 
nigh invincible.

One night, at the Mayor's ball, where 
a large and select company were gath­
ered, Barry allowed himself to drink to 
a state of wild intoxication; and, while 
in tins unfortunate condition, he man­
aged to insult a number of orderly men. 
Some ho jostled violently; to others he 
used grossly abasive language; and still 
others he insults by treading cruelly 
on their toes. What more he might 
have done, or what tlie closing scone of 
the night might have been, had he been 
suffered to keep on, there is no telling; 
but at length two of his friends, assist­
ing his‘\alet, got him away from the 
scene.

On the following morning, when he 
was able to realize what he had done, 
he wrote a note to each of the men whom 
he had insulted, appointing a meeting 
tor that afternoon, at three o’clock, at 
the riding-room of the regimental bar­
racks; and these notes were dispatched 
by trusty fiiends.

At the appointed hour three-and- 
twenty men were assembled, each of 
them having come in answer to regular 
summons; and in due time appeared 
Barry Yelverton, with swords and pis­
tols borne by a servant, while iu his own 
hand he earned a blackthorn staff.

Upon referring to a paper which he 
held, he found that to six of the gentle­
men present he had given offence which 
the code made equivalent to a blow; so 
to each of these, in turn, he offered his 
blackthorn staff, bidding them to take 
satisfaction by striking him over the 
back, in retaliation, as severely as their 
needs of revenge, or redress, might dic­
tate. To five others he had offered af­
front which might be wiped away by 
simply craving pardon; and to these he 
handed each a card, with the simple 
sentence thereon written,—“I ask your 
pardon!”

An Old Tragedy Revived.
The Princess Caroline, of Denmark, 

who recently died in her eighty-eighth 
year, was a second cousin to Queen Vic­
toria. The deceased Princess was the 
daughter of King Frederick VI., of Den­
mark, and the wife of Prince Ferdinand, 
of the same house. She had been 
a widow since 1863. Her father’s 
mother was the Princess Caroline Ma­
tilda, of England, and a sister of George 
III. She was born in 1751, and married 
when only fifteen to Christian VII., 
King of Denmark. In 1768 she became 
the mother of the father of the lady who 
has just died. Introduced when very 
young into a dissolute court, she was 
giddy and imprudent, but, as she always 
protested, not guilty of infidelity to 
her husband. She was very pop­
ular, except with the Queen dow­
ager and another beldame of 
the royal house. They were abso­
lutists in theory, while the young Queen 
favored a representative government and 
raised Struensee, the Court Physician, 
to the position of Prime Minister. She 
showed him many favors and was doubt­
less far from discreet. Finally the dow­
agers and their tools induced the weak- 
minded King to believe that his wife had 
betrayed him. She was obviously more 
fond of the brilliant young Minister than 
of her besotted spouse, but, as she 
claimed they were only friends. Never­
theless, Struensee was arrested January 
16, 1772, and, with his friend Brandt, 
soon after beheaded. He died penitent­
ly, acknowledging his worldliness and 
other follies, though he made no confes­
sion of the main charge. The Queen 
was taken into custody at the same time, 
and would have been executed also, had 
not the British Embassador interposed. 
As it was, she was kept in captivity dur­
ing the remainder of her short and un­
happy life, which ended May 10, 1775. 
A pathetic letter addressed by ber to her 
brother George III. is emphatic in her 
asseition of her innocence. It is gen­
erally believed that she wrote the truth, 
—Cincinnati Gazette.

Animal Reasoning.
•

A correspondent of Mature, writing 
from Cambridge, Mass., says: A lady, a 
friend of mine, was at one time a matron 
of a hospital for poor women and chil­
dren, which was maintained by sub­
scription. One of the inmates was a 
blind girl who was there not as a pa­
tient, but temporarily till a home could 
be found for her. She had learned to 
feed herself, and at meal times a tray 
containing her dinner was placed on her 
knees as she sat in a comfortable chair 
for her special convenience in feeding 
herself. - One day while she was eating, 
the pet cat of the establishment placed 
herself before the girl and looked long 
and earnestly at her, so earnestly that 
the matron, fearing that the animal med­
itated some mischief to the girl, took 
her out of the room. Again the next 
day, at the same hour, the cat entered 
the room, bu,t this time walked quietly 
to the girl’s side, reared herself on her 
Bind legs, and, neisfetesgly, stealthily

reached out her paw to the plate, se­
lected and seized a morsel that pleased 
her, and, silently as she came, departed 
to enjoy her stolen meal. The girl nev­
er noticed her loss, and, when told of it 
by her companions, laughed very heart­
ily. It is evident that the cat, from ob­
servation, had entirely satisfied herself 
that the girl could not see, and, by a 
process of reasoning, decided she could 
steal a good dinner by this practical use 
of her knowledge.

Duties of Cabinet Officers.
The Secretary of the Treasury has 

charge of the national finances. He di- 
gests^and prepares plans for the improve­
ment and management of the revenue 
and support of the public credit, fte 
superintends the collection of the revenue 
and prescribes the forms of keeping and 
rendering all public accounts, and mak­
ing returns; grants all warrants for 
money to be issued from the Treasury, 
in pursuance of appropriations by law; 
makes reports, a |d  give information to 
either branch of congress, as may be re­
quired, respecting all matters referred to 
him by the Senate or House of Repre­
sentatives, and generally performs all 
such services relative to the finances as 
he is directed to perform; controls the 
erection of public buildings, the coinage 
and printing of money, the collection of 
commercial statistics, the marine hos­
pitals, the revenue-cutter service, the 
life-saving service. Under his superin­
tendence the Light-house Board dis­
charges the duties relative to the con­
struction, illumination, inspection, and 
superintendence of light-houses, light- 
vessels, beacons, buoys, sea-marks, and 
their appendages; makes provision for 
the payment of the public debt nnder 
enactments of Congress, and publishes 
statements concerning it, and submits to 
Congress at the commencement of each 
session estimates of the probable receipts 
and of the required expenditures for the 
ensuing fiscal year. The Secretary of 
War performs such duties as the Presi­
dent, who is the Commander-in-chief, 
may enjoin upon him, concerning the 
military service, and has the superinten­
dence of the purchase of army supplies, 
transportation, etc. The Secretary of 
the Navy has the general superinten­
dence of construction, manning, arma­
ment, equipment, and employment of 
vessels of war. The Secretary of the 
Interior is charged with the supervision 
of public business relating to patents tor 
inventions; pensions and bounty lands; 
the public lands including mines; the 
Indians; the census, when directed by 
law; the custody and distribution of pub­
lic documents, and certain hospitals and 
eleemosynary institutions in the District 
of Columbia; he also exercises certain 
powers and duties in relation to the Ter­
ritories. The Postmaster General has the 
direction and management of the Post- 
office Department; he appoints all officers 
and employes of the department, except 
the three Assistant Postmasters General, 
who are appointed by the President, by 
and with the consent of the Senate; ap­
points all postmasters whose compensa­
tion does not exceed $1,000; makes pos­
tal treaties with foreign governments, by 
and with the consent of the President; 
awards and executes contracts, and di­
rects the management of the domestic 
and foreign mail service. The Attorney 
General is the head of the Department 
of Justice and the chief law officer of the 
government; he represents the United 
States in matters involving legal ques­
tions; he gives Iiii advice and opinion on 
questions of law when they are required 
by the President, or by the heads of the 
other executive departments, on ques­
tions of law arising upon the administra­
tion of their respective departments; he 
exercises a general superintendence and 
direction over United States attorneys 
and marshals in all judicial districts in 
the States and Territories; and he pro­
vides special counsel for the United 
States whenever required by any depart­
ment of the government. Becently we 
gave a statement of the duties of the 
Secretary of State. In regard to ques­
tions of policy and matters of importance, 
they consult the President, and are of­
ten consulted by him.—Chicago Inter- 
Occan.

A New Fashion of Sleeping.
The Chicago Tribune lately contained 

a lengthy article on the new fashion 
which is rapidly coming into vogue, of 
husbands and wives occupying separate 
beds. The practice is said to be an 
European one, and is being received in 
New York with great favor. It has long 
been held by physicians that the habit of 
two persons occupying the same sleeping 
couch w as a vicious ono, as the superior 
magnetism of one would draw the vitality 
out of the other; and while one would 
awake in the morning refreshed with 
new energy, the other would be en­
ervated and listless and hardly able to 
drag the body around during tlie day. 
Acting upon this European theory, it 
is supposed that the dealers in beds and 
bedding have secretly organized a boom 
in their business, and knowing how a 
fashion will be followed by people, they 
are preparing for a reason of prosperity. 
But, be this as it may, there is little 
doubt that the fashion of sleeping singly 
has its good as well as bad points, and it 
will be hailed with dehght by those hus­
bands whose wives are troubled with 
charity feet. It will also come as a 
sweet boon to the tired wife whose hus­
band is a beautiful dreamer and habitu­
ally kicks her out of bed as he yells, 
‘ ‘111 sell two thousand March at six seven- 
ieghths. ” But on the rich old husband, 
whose young wife is kept awake by his 
asthma, and who will avitil himself of the 
new fashion for a night of undisturbed 
repose, it will fall with a leaden hand, 
and his supply of magnetism being cut 
off he will droop and die and leave his 
cash so much the sooner. There are, as 
wre said, many good features which will 
recommend themselves to different peo­
ple upon reflection. Acting upon the 
new fashion, it is said that landlords are 
already providing the bridal chambers in 
their hotels with two beds, thus aiming 
to leave nothing undone that will be con­
ducive to the comfort of guests. Upon 
the whole”the new fashion is one pos­
sessed of great merit.—Peck’s Sun.

Titcomb streets for many years have 
often wondered why the lot on the east­
ern corner has never been improved. 
There is among a few of the knowing 
ones, a romantic explanation which, 
whether true or not, is implicitly be­
lieved by them. They say that over half 
a century ago a young Herald office 
apprentice undertook to deliver an ad­
dress on Brown square near by, and 
upon an unpopular subject, causing him­
self to be mobbed by the populace and 
forbidden to speak by the authorities;

HOW POPE MADE POETRY.

' [Fuck ]
People talk about Pope, and Addison, 

and Goldsmith; but they read Tennyson 
and Swinburne. If you are a man of or­
dinary intelligence, you will have learned 
enough, from these two or three lectures 
of mine, to get the trick of the old 
“heroic” verse, and with a little practice 
you will be able to turn out any amount 
of rubbish quite as good as Mr. Pope’s 
or Mr. Addison’s.

I told you I would teach you to grind 
out this rococo nonsense, and I  will. 
Turn to your Bartlett’s “Familiar Quota­
tions,” p. 288, and you will find, by a 
foot-note at the bottom of the page, that 
a certain Frenchman by the name of 
Pascal wrote:

“What a chimera is man! What a 
novelty—what a chaos—what a contra­
diction! Judge of all things, imbecile 
worm of the earth, guardian of the 
truth, collection of uncertainties, glory 
and butt of the universe.”

This dimly suggests the tone and 
movement of a passage in Hamlet; but 
the suggestion is about aa dim as it is 
possible for a suggestion to be. The 
passage as it stands is an intelligent, 
rather gushy statement of certain self- 
evident truths—not in any way poetical. 
Pope fell foul of it, and determined to 
bang it into decasyllabic verse.

The first line suggested itself:
Chao* of thought aud passion, all confined— 
Then he had to stop and think of a 
rhyme to confused. There were 

uaed,
refined, infutsd, diffussd,
amuied,
accuied,
atoned—

Abused filled the bill, and suggested an 
idea for another line, namely; that man 
is always falling into error and coming 
to his senses again;

Still by himself abused or disabused—
But on the next line Pope threw him­

self. He said: “I  will give the people 
one of my old patent reversible antitheses 
—I’ll show’m the old man is alive yet!” 
Then he opened that prototype of 
Roget's “Thesaurus,” which he always 
carried in his head, and looked up ri»e, 
which gave him fall for an antithesis. 
Then he looked for a word that would 
convey the opposite idea to Lord of 
Creation. He fixed on prey—man is a 
prey to all things—that is, every thing 
exists may be means of causing him suf­
fering. Hence:

Created half to rise, and half to fall;
Great lord of all thiuge, yet a prey to all.

At this point he reached the couplet 
for which the whole paraphrase was 
written. Pascal’s words had suggested 
to him the line,

The glory, jest, and riddle of the world—
Now, the rhymes to world are very 

few. They are practically limited to 
furled and hurled. Pope had the choice 
of representing man as furled up in 
something or other, or of saying that he 
was hurled into something else. Pope 
decided to hurl him. By beginning the 
line with the observation that man is the 

Sole judge of tiuth—
He had a neat little antithesis suggested 
at once. He had only to put man down 
as hurled into error to get his couplet. 
That was done, and we have the sublime 
masterpiece:

Chaos of thought and passion, all confossd;
Still by himself abus’d or disabus'd;
Created half to rise and half to fall;
Gieat loid of all things, yet a prey to all;
Sole judge of truth, m endless error hurl’d;
The glory, jest, aud riddle of the world.
Don’t yon really think you can do that 

kind of thing yourself, now? Hunt the 
literature of all ages through for plati­
tudinous thoughts, accustom your ear to 
the mournful monotony of that particular 
metre, in your leisure moments look 
up antithetical expressions in Roget’s- 
“Thesaurus,” and keep at the doleful 
work until your brain grows dull and 
heavy, and you really don’t know any 
longer what is good, honest, true, witty, 
pathetic, noble m literature, and you will 
become a duffer in the poetical business 
nearly as insolently and brutally dull 
and pompous as your great original, and 
perhaps you too will be the fashion and 
be worshiped for ages.

To tell you truly, though, I  don’t think 
you will. There is no money in this class- 
ical-Pope-Addison scheme. I  have tried 
it. Writing scurrilous verses under val­
entines pays bettor, young man, it does, 
although it is more exhausting on the in­
tellect. Yours, till I tackle the next poet,

Going 
round to each guest she whispered in a 
hollow tone, “ Supper is ready,” at 
which announcement the guest who 
accepted the invitation to descend to the 
supper room was expected to turn the 
goblet. The male »thete, on his side, 
keeps a taper burning before the por­
trait of the lady who pleases him best; 
never owns his love, but goes on sighing 
and moaning and dining and supping at 
the same time, with the most self-satis­
fied calm imaginable. An effort is now 
being made by the leaders of fashion to 
crush tliis affectation, which is enervat­
ing the youth of both sexes and con­
verting some of the salens of London 
into the semblance of the mortuary 
chapels of the Campo Santo at Pisa.—

The Trade Winds.
The earth turns on its axis from west 

to east, and with it rotates daily the en­
velope of the atmosphere. The velocity 
of rotation at the equator is something 
over 1,000 miles an hour ; at thirty de­
grees distance it is about 150 miles less. 
In higher latitudes it is still less, and at 
tlie poles nothing. Therefore, whenever 
the air moves north or south on the sur­
face of the earth, it will carry with it 
less or greater velocity of the rotation 
than the place it passes over, and will 
turn into an easterly or westerly wind, ac­
cording as it approaches or recedes from 
the equator. In the region of the sun’s 
greatest heat, the air, rarefied ancHight- 
ed, is continually rising, and cooler cur­
rents come in on both sides to trice the 
place of the asoending volume. As these 
side currents c'oroe from a distance of 
about thirty degrees frojfi the equator, 
they have, at starting, an eastward .ve­
locity of many mites leosihan the lotirii-

ties they will eventually reach. Conse­
quently they will appear to lag behind 
in ril the course of their progress to the 
equator—that is, they will have a wester­
ly motion united with their north and 
south movements. These are the great 
trade winds, blowing constantly from 
the northeast on this side, and the 
southeast on the other bide of the equa­
tor.—London Truth.

FACTS FOB THE CURIOUS.
three distinctTech cuttle-fish has 

hearts.
Elephants always disturb the water 

before they drink.
The woodpecker can thrust its tongue 

out full three inches.
The albatross, the largest of sea birds, 

flies with a velocity of 100 miles an hour.
The little bird called the swift darts 

through the air at the rate of 180 miles 
an hour.

The noise made by a school of fish 
sounds, in the deep sea, like the rum­
bling of thunder.

The horn of a rhinoceros, when out 
through the middle, is said to exhibit 
on each side the rude figure of a man, 
the outlines being ‘marked by small 
white strokes.'

Obang-outangs, in a state of domesti­
cation, will sit at the table like men and 
eat every kind of food, using the knite 
and fork; and they will drink wine and 
other liquors.

The main artery in the common 
whale is a pipe into which a man might 
creep with ease; the heart throws out 
from twelve to fifteen gallons of blood 
at every pulsation; the tongue has been 
compared to a vast feather-bed, on 
which half a dozen men might find am­
ple room for repose. The whale’s tail 
not infrequently has a silrface of 100 
square feet.

If the eaith could be suddenly stopped 
iq ber orbit, and allowed to fall unob­
structed toward the sun, under the ac­
celerating influence of his attraction, 
she would reach the central fire in about 
four months. But such is the compass 
of her orbit that, to make its circuit in a 
year, she has to move nearly nineteen 
miles a second, or more than fifty times 
faster than thg swiftest rifle ball, and, 
moving twenty miles, her path deviates 
from perfect straightness by less than 
one-eighth of an inch.

Among the extinct species of animals, 
the remains of which are found in Amer­
ica, may be mentioned the Eobasileus 
eoruntus, a beast as large as tlte Indian 
elephant, but standing low, having pro- 
poitions more as in the rhinoceros. 
The physiognomy was very peculiar. On 
cither side of the front, above each or­
bitrose a stout horn, its base continu­
ous with that of its mate. Immensely 
prolonged nasal bones supported on 
each ride, near the extremity, a massive 
reversed shovel-shaped protuberance. 
These beasts probably lived in herds 
like elephants of the present day.

I n Persia they bottle up their tears as 
of old. This is done in the following 
manner: As the mourners are sitting 
around and weeping, the master of cere­
monies presents each one with a piece of 
cotton wool, with which to wipe off his 
tears. This cotton is afterward squeezed 
into a bottle, and the tears are preserved 
as a powerful and efficacious remedy foi 
reviving a dying man after every other 
means has failed. It is also employed 
as a charm against evil influences. This 
custom is probably alluded to m Psalm 
lvi., verse 8 : “ Put thou my tears into 
a bottle.” The practice was once uni­
versal, as is found by the tear bottles 
which are found in almost every ancient 
tomb, for the ancients buried them with 
their dead as a proof of their affection.

YVImt a Sailor Said.
His Honor had before him at the Cen­

tral Station Court a long-legged, bow- 
back man with a high^ritched voice who 
said he was a sailor.

“What are you sailing around here 
for, before navigation has opened?” 

“Well, you see, my name is Flint. Got 
that down?”

“Yes.”
“Well, my first name is Sam. You 

can spell Sam, I  suppose?”
“Yes; you are Sam Flint, and I  can 

spell both names.”
“Well, I  was up the lake chopping 

wood. The other day I  got tired of that 
work and came down to see what the 
prospects were. Says I  to myself: ‘May- 
lie there’ll be work and maybe there 
won’t be, but we’U glide down to De­
troit.”

“And you glid?”
“Yes, and alien I  got here I  says 

again: ‘ ’Twon’t be no time lost, for if 
you don’t get work you can get drunk.’” 

‘ ‘And so yon got drunk? ”
“Yes. And when I found I was get­

ting drunk, I  says to Sam Flint: ‘Sam, 
my boy, they charge as much for a little 
drunk as a big one, and so Sam, get a 
big drunk. ’ ”

“And wbat else did you say?”
“Well, when I  was hauled in I  says to 

myself: ‘Samuel, you are booked for 
thirty days, dr I’m a goat, but you will 
save railroad fare and be handy by when 
the season opens. ’ ”

“And did Sam say anything to that? ” 
“Not a word, yer Honor, but he kind 

o’ grinned and looked pleased. If I 
. were you, I’d lift him for a month.”

But His Honor wouldn’t. He turned 
him out in the spring slush to go back 
to his chopping.—Detroit Free Press.

“Maggy Weather.”
This is a very expressive phrase for the 

“dog-days,” as they average, and the 
other description tells ns so exactly our 
sensations nnder the clammy air and 
close temperature. “Mug” in provincial 
English dialect 'means “fog,” but this 
probably is traced to the older Irish word 
meaning a cup, as our word does now. 
So that “muggy weather” is weather in 
a cup—close weather. The New York 
Mercantile Journal explains why this 
kind of weather ia always so uncomfort­
able:

“The evaporation of moistnre from 
our skin cools us. Evaporation, as is well 
known, is always a cooling process. The 
heat, from being ‘sensible,’ becomes 
‘latent,’ as the philosopers say—that is, 
the heat is used up in making the vapor 
and passes off in it, just as the heat of 
the fire is used up in making steam, and 
really passes off in that.

“When this process of evaporation is 
rapid from our system, we are rapidly 
cooled, and though the weather is warm, 
are made comfortable.

“But it can be rapid only when the air 
is dry. Air already saturated with nearly 
as much moisture as it will hold, can, of 
course, take up very little more from the 
evaporation of objects on the surface of 
the earth. In such weather we must go 
on as best we can without the comfort of 
this cooling process.

“The mug is a natural ‘hygrometer,’ 
somewhat rude, it is true, to tell us how 
much moisture there is in the atmos 
phere. A real hygrometer only tells the 
same thing more accurately.”

Sea-Sick Birds.
One would imagine that birds are free 

from sea sickness. They are so accus­
tomed to be tossed about by the winds, 
and their nests often swing so freely in 
tempests, that it would seem impossible 
for them to experience any qualms of 
stomach from motion. But observation 
is better than theory; and it turns out 
that even sear birds are sharers in the 
woes of men. -

A party of sailors on the Pacific coast, 
landing on in  tWreibd with ae*-

fowl, took a nest from a projecting cliff, 
to which it was carefully glued. The 
nest had two young birds. The sailors 
had a long row to their ship, and the 
sea was rough. Before they reached the 
ship, the young birds were decidedly 
sick, and began to throw up their food 
freely. It consisted chiefly of small 
minnows. After they reached the ship, 
and the motion was less violent, the 
sickness ceased. It is a curious fact that 
such sturdy birds as sea-fowl have sensi­
tive stomachs.

MICHIGAN LEGISLATURE.

Wednesday, April 13.—The Senate and 
House of Representative* left by special tram 
for Nashville, this morning, to attend the fu­
neral of Senator Lewis Durkee, who died on 
the 11th met. He was stricken down with 
bleeding at the longs or stomach in the Senate 
Chamber some four weeks ago.

Senate bill No. 124, to prevent 
pool-selling and betting, heretofore lost on 
hnal passage, and Senate bill No. 113, m refer­
ence to the organization of companies lor tne 
cultivation of coffee, heretofore passed on 
third reading, were both reconsidered and laid 
upon the table. The Governor communicated 
a letter from the Judges of the Supreme 
Court, setting forth certain constitutional ob­
jections to tbs til , which hat already pa aid 
the House, requiring th* Judges to 
prepare and file a syllabua of all cates in the 
court for publication; also, how th# bill m 
question would impair thwobligations of exist­
ing contracts with the Supreme Court reporter 
and th# publishers of the Supreme Court Re­
ports. The communication was laid on the ta­
ble. The day was passed in discussing the 
merits of the Howell Compilation bill. The 
consideration of the subject will be resumed 
to-morrow.

F riday, April 15.—Senate.—Petitions were 
received for the publication of “ Michigan in 
the Wai,” and for prohibition in 1882. Fatted: 
The House hill amending the laws relative to 
annual meetings in union school districts. Ad­
journed until Monday evening.

House.—Petitions were received for a.pro­
hibitory amendment and for the passage of a 
law to regulate the practice of medicine. A 
resolution was adopted calling upon the Secre­
tary of State for information as to the method 
pursued in fixing the price of the session laws. 
Passed : The Senate bill amending the charter 
of St. Louis. Tho day was passed m debating 
/he Howell Compilation bill, which nnally went 
through the committee and will come np on 
third reading next Wednesday. Adjourned 
until Monday evening.

Monday, April 18.—The Michigan Legislature 
reassembled this evening. Tho Liquor-Tax bill 
will be reported m the House to-morrow, with­
out amendment, as it came from the Senate. 
A minority favor a lower tax, but tho entire 
committee are agreed npon the principle of a 
Uniterm tax upon beer and whisky. The sa- 
loon-keepera wish no distinction made m the 
amount, and hope that both wilt be placed on 
tho samo footing. They would he willing to 
pay a uniform tax of $100. The bill as it 
pasted the Senate makes the tax $300. A con­
current resolution for adjournment May 12 wss 
laid over one day.

Tuesday. April 19.—Senate.—Several hills 
relating to the subject of taxation were made 
the special order for next Thursday. The 
credentials of W. W. Andrus, Senator-elect, to 
nil vacancy caused by the resignation of John 
T. Ri h, lately elected Congressman, weie pie- 
rented and referred to the Judiciary Committee. 
The thanks of the Senate were extended to 
General Manager Henry B. Ledyard, of the 
llic.ngan Central railroad, for a special train to 
attend the funeral of the late Senator Durkee. 
The following bills were passed: Amendng 
the laws relative to summary proceedings to re­
cover possession of land; amending tbo laws 
relative to draining swamp*. The evening ses­
sion of the Senate was devoted to eulogies of 
thr late Senator Lewis Durkee. The Governor 
sent to the Senate certam executive appoint­
ments, which were not acted upon.

House.—Tho Committee on the Liquor Traf­
fic reported witnout amendment the Senate 
Liquor-Tax bill, making the tax $310. The 
bill was laid on the table. A communication 
was received from the Secretary of State set­
ting forth that the cost of the session laws of 
1879 is about $1.20, but the same are sold at 
$1.75 m quantity or $2 singly. The price, he 
says, does not exceed the cost of the sessioif 
laws of previous years, nor the trade price of 
similar hooks. There appears to be no dissat­
isfaction at the price of $2. The following were 
passed; To establish an upper house in Detroit, 
in reference to the holding of inquests; for an 
appropriation of swamp lands ior deepening 
tne channel of Grand river, near the city of 
Jackson; for the taxation of telephone lines , 
to enlarge tho powers of Boards of Health in 
townships. The concurrent resolution for 
adjournment May 12 was made the special 
order for April 26.

People Who Forget They Hare Money.
One would hardly believe that there 

are many who forget they have money 
or that there is money or interest due 
them, and yet it is a fact. There lies in 
the Treasury Department to-day $1,400,- 
000 of unclaimed interest on government 
bonds. The sum is getting larger every 
day. This seems strange, but it is true. 
This vast sum of money, or much of it, 
can be drawn by simply applying for it 
by whoever is entitled to it and has the 
registered bond on which the interest is 
due and not paid. There are thousands 
of persons who have bought bonds, and 
not knowing how to get the interest on 
them, prefer to lose the same rather 
than to expose the fact that they have 
the bonds. Others have interest due 
them, and actually forget the fact, and 
it lies in the Treasury vaults waiting for 
them to apply for it. Should one of the 
clerks of the bond division inform a per­
son to whom interest is due of the fact, 
and the same is discovered, he would be 
instantly discharged. Our government 
is like that of other countries, dishonest 
in matters of this kind, and is always 
willing to keep that which belongs to 
others, if it is not called for. Should 
one of its clerks be honest enough to 
give out a hint, he is discharged on tho 
ground that it is not probable he would 
be engaged in volunteering information 
unless he received a certain percentage 
for his services; and this he has no right 
to do. The government takes the 
ground that the person to whom the in­
terest is due should not be required to 
pay for the information; at the same 
time the same government will not itself 
volunteer the information.—Chicago 
Inter-Ocean.

The Boston Mining company has 
commenced exploring the forty next 
west of the Humboldt.

The force at the Milwaukie mine 
has been increased to one hundred 
and seventy men durirg the past few 
days.

The Lake Superior company has 
about 90,000 tons of ore in stock, 
mined since the dose of navigation 
last fall.

A gang of men have commenced 
work on the Negaunee and Cleveland 
company’s lease, next west of the 
Milwaukie.

A deposit cf hard ore—magnetic— 
has been discovered on the Chicago 
property, the extent of which is not 
yet known.

The extensive improvements on the 
Green Bay furnace are nearly com­
pleted, and she will be put in blast 
within a few days.

A discovery of what promises to be 
a large deposit of hematite was made 
last week on Neely’s property, be­
tween the Bessemer and Forest City.

Adams and Foley have commenced 
exploring the forty next east of the 
Carp river, on the state road, pur­
chased from Thomas McKenna last 
week.

A recent analysis of the ore in the 
new find of the Forest City shows it 
to carry 61 per cert, of metalic iron, 
very low in silica and less than .06 
phospherous.

The Silver Islet Mining company 
has about 1,400 tons of stamp rock at 
the islet, and will start up the stamp 
mill as soon as the ore can be trans­
ferred to the main land.

The Pioneer furnaces are doing 
better work now than ever before, 
turning out a daily average of about 
70 tons. On Friday the No. 2 made 
37 tons and the No. x, 34 tons.

The first shipment of ore from this 
district to Escanaba for the season 
was made last Thursday by the Lake 
Superior mine. The New York and 
Jackson have since commenced ship­
ping-

The Cleveland company are ex­
ploring their property immediately 
adjoining the Jackson on the west, by 
an extensive system of test pits, in 
some of which, ore has already been 
found.

The Menominee Furnace company 
have commenced the erection of ten 
50-cord kilns at Section 25. The 
company are likewise considering the 
propriety of erecting 10 additional 
kilns at Section 12.

The M., H. & O. R. R. company 
has commenced the survey of a line 
from the Kloman mine to the West 
Republic, running on the north side 
of the river. The work of building 
is to be pushed.

A company of gentlemen have 
lately succeeded to the ownership of 
the Brass Wire property, east of the 
Cleveland and New Yoik mine piop- 
erties, and report the recent dis­
covery of a 6-foot vein of hard ore.

One or two teams and five or six 
men have commenced the work of 
cleaning up the surface about the Ed­
wards mine, preparatory to the re­
sumption of active mining. The 
mine has been idle about two years.

A slight fall of ground—some five 
or six tons—from near the surface, at 
the No. 2 pit of the Milwaukie, oc­
curred the other day. A boulder in 
the mass struck the air chamber of 
the pump and broke it, which was 
about all the damage sustained.

Mr. N. Lonstorf and others, who 
have been exploring a tract near the 
Escanaba river, some seven or eight 
miles south of this city, have made 
the discovery of extensive deposits of 
Ore and have already commenced 
preparations for active mining. It is 
proposed to stock one section of the 
property under the name of the Es­
canaba River Iron company. The 
new field is said to be very promis­
ing.

Messrs. McGarry & Axtworthy of 
Cleveland, who recently took an op­
tion of the New York Hematite (old 
Grand Central,) are employing from 
12 to 15 men in exploring the prop­
el ty, operations thus far have been 
mainly confined to the No. 2, or east 
pit. The indications thus far are 
very promising. Saturday morning a 
slight fall of rock occurred from what 
was supposed to be the hanging wall, 
revealing a deposit of ore behind it, 
which is thought to be a regular vein 
by those better acquainted with the 
formation. The ore which has been 
mined at this opening heretofore, as 
well as that now in the bottom of the 
pit,is of the very best quality of hema­
tite ever produced. Exploring opera­
tions are in charge of E. C. Anthony 
who is very sanguine that a valuable 
mine will be opened before the close 
of the season.

Woik is progressing simultan­
eously upon ail of them, and about half 
of the total amount of grading to be done 
is finished , Track laying will commence 
about the 1st of July, and will be rushed 
through so that the road w ill be complet­
ed within sixty days from tWt time, and 
by the 30th of Septembei tiains, making 
connections by tho terry across the straits, 
will be running from Detioit to a point 
foity miles beyond St. lgna.se on the De­
tioit, Maiquette and Mackinac Railroad. 
Nine liu'ndfed tons of steel rati for the 
extension hav’e alieady anived in New 
York, and is now already in transit be­
tween that city and Gaylord, a portion 
having already airived at the latter place.

The p-rcŝ nt management claim that the Colum- 
bia nyer of shoals, making itan undes­
irable location for the terminus of the main 
line Materials have been purchased sufficient 
for the laying of over 800̂  mile# of-fteej-rail 
track thi» season. Thirty-six new locomotives 
have been ordered, 1,500 new freight and stock 
cars, and sixteen passengers cars. Construction 
is going on at both ends of the line, apdot the 
existing gap of 600 miles, contract* have been 
made for tho construction of 250 miles this sea­
son.  ̂ Important eastern extentions and con­
nections will be made thi3 year. Contracts 
have been madp for the construction of a road 
east from the presept terminus at the head of 
Lake buperior, so as to connect with the Wis­
consin Central. The Uetroit, Maclnnae and 
Marquette road, 6jftetiding across the northern 
portion of Michigan, will be finished this year. 
Ihe Michigan Centjal will extend its line 
northward tt> connect with above read, which 
is being built in the interest of Che, Northern 
Pacific road, and will hedome a portion ol up 
line by the construction of a short oounectirg 
link. By means of a short branch the Mar­
quette road will connect with the Canadian Ba- 
citic road, now within 2(X) miles of that point, 
ihese branches will bring the Northern Pacific 
into direct connection with Chicago, With the 
Vanderbilt roads an'd the Canadian roads, while 
it will have terminal stations at the head erf 
Lake Michigan and Lake Huron, in addition to 
its present terminus on Lake Superior. A 
branch road to the Black Hills is under consid­
eration. Much of this season’s labors will bo 
expended on tbeso eastern extea$k>ns.

OBITUARY.
I.orcl B e a c o n s f ie ld .

The Earl of Beaoonsfield, England’s most 
brilliant statesman and diplomat, expired at 
h s home in London on the morning of Tues­
day, April 19, after a long and painful illness.
---- Benjamin Disraeh was the son ot Isaac
Disraeli, an English author, a descendant of a 
lainily of Spanish Jews. He (Benjamin) was 
bom at Islington, London, in 1305. After an 
education at a private school, he waa placed 
■n an attorney's office, uhere he con­
tinued for some time as a preparation 
to an appointment m a Government office, 
which, however, he did not obtain. In 1826 he 
became a contiibu or to a paper started m the 
Tory interests, and called the Representative. 
Ibis paper lived only five months, but it seemed 
to have had some effect upon the mind ot Mr. 
Disraeh, in so tar as to give it a political tias. 
In 1828 appeared his novel of “ Vivian Gray,” 
which was at various tames aucceeded by ‘ Ccn- 
tarmi Fleming,” “ The Young Duke,” “ The 
Wondrous Tale of Alrov,” “ Tne Rise of Iskan­
der,” “ Henrietta Temple,” “ Venetia,’’ “ (Jon-

" ...........i!i.l aingsby,” “ The Sibyl,’’ and “ Taucred.” Be­
side these, he produced, in 1834, a quarto poem 
entitled “ The Revolutionary Epiu,” and, m 
1839, “ Alarcos, a Tragedy.” While thus ac 
lively en.

A Dallas (Texas) letter says: “A tragic 
death has just occurred Ifi our neighbor­
ing county of Hill worth relating, and 
worthy of Virginius or any other Roman 
father. One year ago George Arnold 
came to Dallas on private business, and 
while walking the streets was bitten by 
a worthless Cur which Was frothing at 
the mouth, and showing other symptoms 
of hydrophobia. Mr. Arnold became 
alarmed and very much excited when 
Convinced in his own mind that the deg 
was mad. He went to a physician and 
had the wound severely cauterized. 
Then, going home, he was still very nn- 
easy, and dreaded hydrophobia so much 
that he hunted up a mad-stone and had 
it applied for several weeks, off and on. 
He took every other precaution which 
was suggested, resting all the tfine under 
a mortal dread that the virus had gone 
into his system, and would sooner or 
later kill him. He had a wife and sev­
eral small children living on a rather 
isolated farm, and the thought that he 
might suddenly lose his reason and harm 
his little babes horrified him. The other 
day be began to experience strange feel­
ings, and at onee concluded his time had 
come. He then procured a twelve-foot 
trace-chain and strong lock and went to 
the woods. After writing his wife a 
calmletter, in which he told her what was 
about to happen, giving directions as to 
his wishes after death, and pouring out 
a volume of lovo for her and their chil­
dren, he ran the chain round a tree, 
drew it through the large ring at the 
end, and then wound the other end 
around his ankle so tight that it would 
not slip over the foot, locked it with the 
lock, and threw the key far beyond his 
reach. The body was found two days 
after, still chained to the tree. There 
was all the evidence necessary to show 
the horrible death from hydrophobia. 
The ground was torn up to the full length 
of the chain, the nails of the fingers 
wrenched off, and all his front teeth out in 
acrathing and biting the tree, and every 
thread of clothing off his body. The body 
was dreadfully lacerated with-,these, the 
only weapons the madman could use. 
He had judged rightly what would have 
been the consequence had he remained 
at home, and, knowing that there was 
no human skill that could have cured 
him, preferred death alone, and in that 
way, to doing harm to those so near and 
dear to him as a wife and children.

“Arnold was originally from Talla­
dega, Alabama, where he married, and 
where his widow has many friends and 
relative*.”

m the world of letters, he was 
corns miflly before the public as a politician. 
In 1837, after man; defeats, he was returned 
■member from MaicLtono. H.s first speech in 
the House was hke his first attempts 
poht cal representation—a complete fail­
ure. His speech was laughed at throughout, 
and he was compellt d to sit down before it w as 
finished. This, however, he did no. do until 
he had said, “ I have began several things 
many tunes, and often have succeeded at last. 
I shall sit down now, but the tune will come 
when jou will hear me.” Those words pioved 
prophetic. The time did come when he was 
listened to with anxious eagerness. By his 
marriage with the wealthy widow of Mr. 
Lewis, who had been hi* colleague in 
the representat.on from Maidstone, Le 
Lecame mdependent in position, and 
hj 1841 he was recognized as the leader of the 
“ Young England” party. Between that year and 
1846 his attacks upon Sir liibert Peri were as 
frequent ab they were often brilliant ̂ ndsevere. 
He was then memoer trom bhiensbary, and in 
1847was elected member irofn Buckingham 
sLne. In 1848 his lnend Lord George Ben- 
tmok died, when he became leader ot the old 
Tory or Protectionist party m the House 
of Commons. In 1852 he became Chan­
cellor ot the Exchequer, under Lord 
Derby, but m the same year that ad­
ministrator fell upon his o.sn budget. In 1858 
Loid Derby again came into power, and Mr. 
Disraeli was again appointed Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, and in 1859 introduced a meas­
ure of Parliamentary reform, the rejection of 
which led to the resignation ot the Ministry. 
On the return of the Earl of Derby to power 
m 1866, Mr. Disraeh resumed his position as 
Chs ncellor of the Exchequer, and carried the Re­
form act of 1867. Tne Earl’s health failing, 
he retired in February, 1868, and Mr. Disraeh 
succeeded him as Prem er, and his wife was 
created a Peeress as Viscountess Beaconsfield. 
The Ministry resigned the following December, 
but Mr. Disiaeli returned to power in 1874. In 
1876 ne was raised to the Peerage as Earl of 
Beaconsfield. His party having suffered de­
feat by the general election of 1880, he re­
signed ofhee.

Archibald Forbes on American polite­
ness and Canadian Slowness.

“The English have the idea that the 
American people are a race of ill-man­
nered, bad-tempered people. But they 
never were more mistaken in their lives. 
There are no bad manners in this coun­
try. Wliat has been mistaken for bad 
manners is the abruptness. One says to 
a ticket agent: ‘Gan you sell me a ticket 
to such a place?’ He replies: ‘Two-fifty,’ 
and hands one out to you. You instantly 
think: ‘Well, you are an ill-tempered 
fellow not to answer my question,’but
on reflection you become satisfied that is 

stthe most practical way of doing business. 
You ask a man to move a little. He 
does not hear you and he says ‘Aye,’ in­
stead of ‘Beg your pardon, sir. ’ But as 
soon as he catches your meaning he is 
all politeness and takes an interest in 
your welfare.”

“Then, do you consider tha Americans 
a sympathetic meople?”

“Not sympathetic, but human. I 
missed a train in the West. The brutes 
in England would have laughed at me 
and said, ‘You’ll be in time for the next 
one. ’ But what did they say out West ? 
‘Oh, that is too bad,’ and immediately 
helped me to get out of the difliculty as 
much as was in their power. I have 
met no brutes in this country. At first I 
thought the hotel clerk was one. He will 
answer your questions in a mechanical 
sort of way, and throw a key at you, as 
much as to say: ‘What the devil do you 
want, anyway?’ I left the Tremont 
House, in Boston, on this account. But 
experience has taught me a lesson, and I 
now think the hotel clerk is the traveling 
man’s best friend. His manners are 
abrupt because the public doesn’t want 
to hear two words when one will suffice. 
But if you want to find out anything, to 
get anything, or to have anything done, 
you go to the same clerk whom you 
have thought churlish, and he does it 
for you readily and satisfactorily.

“Have you noticed any peculiar 
American habits?”

“Yes, there is one thing, and that is 
the disgusting habit Americans have of 
clearing then: throats. Canadians are 
also peculiar. They never shut a door. 
I asked a boy in a hotel what a door was 
for, and he replied, ‘To go in by.’ But 
speaking of Canadians reminds me of my 
trip through Canada. It was one con­
tinual supper—and speech-making, 
could not get away. The Canadians are 
genial, genlemenly men; men of sterling 
character, who I believe mean well. 
But they are insufferably slow. They 
admire the Americans, and when an 
American happens among them they re­
ceive him with open arms—can not do 
too much for him. But when they cross 
the border they are dignity personified 
and keep the Americans at the elbow 
joint, as if every man they met wanted to 
rob them. ”—New York Tribune, Inter­
view.

The Science of Forestry.
The Boston Globe says: The science 

of forestry is coming to press more 
earnestly upon public attention as onr 
forests disappear under the wasteful 
policy which has prevailed ever since the 
country was settled, and in various direc­
tions effoit is made to save what is left 
and to» repair, for tho sake of future 
generations, the losses already sustained. 
Such an effort is that of the Middlesex 
Fells Association; and from the same 
locality there comes the appeal of Mr. 
F. Band for the planting of rock or sugar 
maples. Mr. Band’s plan is “to take 
these trees from the forest at a suitable 
age for transplanting, and set them out 
on the borders of highways, a row on 
each side, say one hundred feet apart, or 
with space enough to allow a fair view 
of our beautiful New England landscapes 
from the road. Let them be arranged 
so that the trees on the two rows may 
not come directly opposite each other, 
but have tho trees on either side alter-, 
nate with the trees on the other side. In 
twenty or twenty-five years the average 
of these treos would be of suitable size 
to tap for sap, and meanwhile they would 
have answered all the other purposes of 
shade trees equally w ell or better than 
others.” The rock for sugar making, 
is a beautiful, hardy, clean, and valuable 
shade tree, and in addition is especially 
valuable. Mr. Band estimates that the 
cost of this enterprise would be not 
more than $1 a piece for the trees, 
including the frame work necessary to 
protect the young trees from browsing 
animals; while the profit does not end 
when the trees cease to produce sap, for 
the wood is valuable for various articles 
of manufacture and for fuel.

The purchases by men 
are usually for collection of dramatic por­
traits, though a bashful youth some­
times buys the counterfeit presentiment 
of some burlesquer in a manner indicab 
ing an intention to wear it next his 
heart.

Inquiries of the sellers elicted the fact 
that many former pets of the camera are 

holly supplanted. Lydia Thompson, 
Pauline Markham, Ada Harland, Bose 
Massey, Rosina Volkes, and other favor­
ites of a few years ago, are hardly to be 
found in tfie best assortments. Even 
Maud Branscombe, of whom 300 nega­
tives are said to have been made, in pos­
tures ranging from simpering prettily in 
a swifig to clinging desperately to a 
cross, is dropping out of favor. The run 
at present is on Mary Anderson. A cab 
inet picture representing her as the 
“Countessin Love,” with ahawk perched 
on her litted finger (just as he usually 
refuses to perch in the play), is tfie most 
rapid selling thing now in the market.

Her head in profile, with a languish­
ing expression on her face, and her back 
hair mtossed, stands next in popular 
favor. The writer counted twenty-sever 
different aspects of Miss Anderson beauty 
in one Sixth avenue collection.

Among the actresses who firmly hold 
their places before the camera are Lotta, 
KateCiaxton, Minnie Palmer, Fannie 
Davenport and Maud Granger. Their 
faces are adaptable for photographing, 
and the photographers are constantly 
putting them into new and bewitching 
poses. Aongside them remains Hetty 
Tracy, aburlesquer, with the countenance 
of a saint. The new ones that sell well 
are Adelaide Cary, Catherine Lewis, Effie 
Elsler, Carrie Howard, Annie Pixley, 
the western star, and Ada Gilman. 
Many purchasers do not know or inquire 
whose the portraits are, and have no fur­
ther interest than to get a pretty picture. 
On the other hand, the prominence of an 
actress on the stage makes a demand 
among her admirers.—New York Sun.

President and Mr*. Polk.
President Polk was nearly 50 years of 

age when he wa* inaugurated, and was 
no novice in public life, having served 
for fourteen consecutive years in Con­
gress, and for two year* as ..Governor of 
the State of Tennessee. He was a spare 
man, of unpretending appearance-and 
middle stature, with a rather small head, 
a full, angular brow, penetrating dark 
gray eyes, and a firm mouth. His hair, 
which he wore long and brushed back 
behind his ears, was touched with silver 
when he entered the White House, and 
gray when he left it. He was a worthy 
aDd well-qualified member of the fra­
ternity of Freemasons and a believer in 
the creed of the Methodists, although, 
oat of deference to the religions opinions 
of his wife, he attended worship with her 
at the Bev. Mr. Sprole’s Presbyterian 
Church. Calm, cold and intrepid in his 
moral character, he was ignorant of the 
beauty of moral uprightness in the con­
duct of public affairs—ambitious of 
power/ and successful in- the pursuit of 
it. He was very methodical and remark­
ably industrious, always finding time to 
listen patiently to the stories of those 
who came to him as petitioners of pat­
ronage and place. But his arduous 
labors impaired his health and shortened 
his life. Before his term of office had 
half expired, his friends were pained to 
witness his shortened and enfeebled 
step, and the airof languor and exhaustion 
which sat upon him.

Mrs. Polk was a strict Presbyterian, 
and she shunned what she regarded as 
“ the vanities of the world” whenever 
it was possible for her to do so. She 
did not possess the queenly grace of 
Mrs. Madison, or the warm-hearted hos­
pitality of Mrs. Tyler, but she piesided 
over the White House with gihat digni­
ty. She was of medium height and 
size, with very black hair, dark eyes and 
complexion, and formal yet graceful de­
portment. At the inauguration of her 
rnsband, she wore a black-silk dress, a 
long black-velvet cloak with a deep cape, 
trimmed with fringe and tassels, and a 
purple-velvet bonnet, trimmed with a 
satin ribbon. She would not permit 
dancing at the White House, but she 
did all m her power to render the ad­
ministration of Mr. Polk popular. One 
morning a lady found her reading. “ I 
have many books presented to me by the 
writers,” said she, “ and I  try to read 
them all. At present this is not possi­
ble ; but this evening the author ot this 
book dines with the President, and I 
could not be so unkind as to appear 
wholly ignorant and unmindful of his 
gift. ” At one of her evening receptions 
a gentleman remarked: “ Madam, you
have avery genteel assemblage to-mglit. ” 

Sir,” replied Mrs. Polk, with perfect 
good humor, but very significantly, “ I 
never have seen it otherwise.”—The 
Atlantia.

Some Simple Simons.
There was a circumstance happened 

in New York the other day, which throws 
considerable light on the conundrum, 
“ Whither are we drifting?” It appears 
that for some time past tho New York 
aristocracy has been imbibing English 
ideas and stylos. Coachmen have been 
put in livery; carriages have a coat of 
arms emblazoned on them; the tally-ho 
coach has been introduced; the nifty 
young men affect the dress, mutton-chop 
whiskers and single-barreled eye-glass of 
the English snob, and other mannerisms 
and monkey-shines are aped. But all 
these are harmless, except so far as they 
act on the stomachs of sensible people as 
an emetic, and produce retching. Re­
cently, however, an English custom has 
been adopted by these New York noodles 
that will not do in this land of the free, 
and if it is attempted to be put in prac­
tice to any extent aristocratic backbones 
are liable to get jarred. A refined, highly 
respectable and educated young lady, a 
school teacher, was a boarder in an aris­
tocratic Fifth avenue boarding-house, 
where the boarders were of that class 
that they would lick np the spittle of a 
dead beat lord, or lady, and thank them 
for the privilege. Now, among the Eng­
lish aristocracy it is considered very low 
for a person to know anything; and 
school teacher ranks as a governess, and 
a governess as a menial and servant. So, 
when it was discovered that a “ menial ’ 
was eating at the same table with them, 
the sweet-scented scions of some success­
ful scavenger insisted that she must be 
bounced; and she was bounced. The 
affair was an outrage upon our boasted 
“equality of all,” and the fact that no 
one in the boarding-house was found to 
raise an objection to the proceeding 
shows that the blood of New York peo­
ple is getting pretty thin. We presume 
it is the case that nearly all the enter­
prise, genius and energy of the Eastern 
States have been drained off to supply 
the bold and adventurous army of men 
who have developed the Western States 
and Territories, leaving the lame, the 
halt and the simple-minded behind.

Medical Adventure.
Medical adventure, which during the 

last century has left few of the physics! 
penetralia of humanity unexplored, has 
just conquered the last delicate obstacle 
to the rehabilitation of the body. Op­
erations involving the cutting of the 
throat and the introduction of food by 
artificial means were thought to be the 
utmost venture that science would ever 
successfully makeinreplacing the wasted, 
wounded, or decaying forces of nature. 
But a Viejana physician, Professor Bill­
roth, has invaded the stomach of a pa­
tient, cut a cancer from the intricate 
tissues, and the subject is not only alive 
but in better health than ever. Before 
making the experiment the doctor prac­
ticed exhaustively on the stomach ol 
dogs, removing various parts, restoring 
the covering, and succeeded in establish­
ing the basis of his scientific principle of 
resection. The human subject was a wo­
man, and the cancer enormous, leaving 
some doubt in the operator’s mind as to 
the elasticity of the stomach to adjust 
itself after the catting out of such 
mass. But no difficulty was experienced. 
The woman began by drinking milk, and 
graduated to more substantial alimentary 
nourishment. The operation involved 
the opening of the stomach, the cutting 
of the masses of tissue-like covering, 
the removal of several pounds of cancer- 
ated accumulation, the reclosing of ths 
aperture, and the provision for artificial 
distension of the new coating. Physi­
cians the world over will be delighted 
not surprised by this wonderful perform­
ance, removing as it dogs another from 
the list of generally supposed fatal mal­
adies.—Philadelphia Time*.

The Chicago correspondent of the 
Cleveland Leader writes out (from a re­
turned army officer’s description) the 
following thrilling incident of a grand 
buffalo-hunt by the Crow Indians:

After riding over mountains for two 
days, the Crow s came upon a fine herd 
of .buffaloes in a narrow valley near by 
the Yeliov stone. There were four hun­
dred Indians and four thousand buffa­
loes.

The Crows had been forced by fear of 
starvation to take to the chase, and the 
keen hunger they were suffering only 
sharpened their eagerness for a tilt with 
their fellow-nomads, the noble bison.

The game stampeded down the valley 
in the direction of the Yellowstone. The 
chase was hotly followed, half a dozen 
buffaloes biting the dust before the river 
was reached.

One of the most vehement of the pur­
suers, who had distinguished himself for 
bravery iu two or three fights with the 
Sioux, fell from his pony in the midst of 
the flying herd, and was trampled to 
death by the frantic beasts.

The Yellowstone, a roaring, rushing 
river even at the lowest tide, was boom­
ing w itli the regular summer freshet, the 
ontpoor of the melting snows iu the high 
mountains.

When the river was reached the game 
made a bold stand, and for a time it 
seemed doubtful which held the mastery; 
but the incessant fusillade from four 
hundred rifles, together with the des-
crate proximity of the formidable bat- 

t ilion, drove the herd in dismay into the 
roaring torrent.

Beside themselves w ith the excitement 
of the moment, the Indians urged their 
ponies into the stream, unwilling that 
even a flood should spoil their frenzied 
sport, or cut them off from them game.

The terrific current, made tumultuous 
from the huge piles of rock here and 
there in the channel, whirled buffaloes, 
ponies and Indians along at a bewilder­
ing velocity, until the thousands of 
beasts were rolling and writhing in in­
extricable confusion.

In the dizzy evolutions of the horse* 
and riders, the latter were left to strug­
gle for themselves in the w ater, and to 
be jammed to dentil between the surg­
ing mass of drowning beasts.

Some, who saw the danger in time and 
turned shoreward, found safety on terra 
firma; but those who ventured far 
enough to be embraced by the sweep­
ing, restless tide, and to become involved 
m the tangle of struggling animals, were 
all drowmed.

The story brought to the post was 
that thirty Indians and fifty ponies were 
drowned, beside five hundred or a thou­
sand buffalo's.
