Color-Blindness.
There is no human * infirmity more cu­

rious than is color-blindness; and scarce­
ly any other about which so little is 
known. The oddqst thing about it, per­
haps, is that it is not certain, or even 
likely, that the person who is afflicted 
with this color-blindness is aware of the 
defect.

Color-blindness is an inability to dis­
tinguish colors,. Those whs are wholly 
color-blind can see no more than the 
forms of things, but cases of total ab­
sence of the power to perceive color ajre 
very rare. In most persons who are 
lacking in this respect, the infirmity ex­
tends only to certain colors. One man 
cannot perceive a red color; another 
green; another blue, and so on.

This partial color-blindness is not un­
common. Examinations by experts 
seem to show that about one in every 
twenty men is defective in the perception 
of color; and it is asserted that the defect 
is not so common in women as in men.

Probably not many readers of this pa­
per are conscious that they are color­
blind. Yet, if occuli&ts are correct, and 
four on five in every one hundred per­
sons are deficient in this respect, the de­
fects assume proportions that command 
attention, for the reason that there are 
many occupations in which a quick and 
accurate perception of color is necessary. 
The lack of it may render success impos­
sible.

There are many ways of testing the 
eye, to find out if it is color-blind. The 
best is to put into the hands of a person 
worsted of various colors, and ask him to 
separate the pieces into red, blue, green 
and other colors; and then to shade them 
from li"ht to dark. A man who is color­
blind will usually make a mistake in as­
sorting the colors, in the first four or five 
pieces given him for examination.

Another test is to see if a person can 
read red letters printed on a black 
ground. A third is to cover a blue sheet, 
printed with black letters, with thin 
white tissue paper. To the perfect 
vision, the letters will appear a yellowish 
brown. If they are black letters printed 
on a red sheet, they will appear green 
under the paper.

Learning Babies to Walk.

of nine children, says all her children 
walked before they were nine months 
old. The following is the process by 
which she attains the desired end, as 
told in her own language:

TORTURING BY ELECTRICITY
The Agony Which the Killers of the 

Czar Were Compelled to Undergo.
Russakoff and Jaliboff, the killers of 

the Czar of Russia, were mercilessly put 
to torture. Russakoff was electricized 
by powerful batteries, and forced by the 
intolerable agony be suffered U> answer 
the questions put to him.

Park Benjamin, the scientific expert, 
said to a New York reporter : “ The 
idea of torturing criminals by electricity 
is not original with the Russians. It is 
a British invention, and was first sug­
gested about five years agoJby anEnglish 
mechanical journal, in commenting up- 
orrtiie execution of criminals by electric 
shock instead of by banging. The En­
glish writer wanted to do away with the 
cat-o’-nine-tails, which is administered 
in England to garroters and other crim­
inals of certain classes, and use the elec­
tric battery, as be somewhat grimly ex­
pressed it, so as to produce absolutely 
indescribable torture, unaccompanied by 
wounds or even bruises, thrilling 
through every fiber of such miscreants. 
There was nri American inventor who 
had a design for inflicting this species of 
punishment. He fitted brackets of iron 
on. the arms and thighs of the criminal, 
and placed in them wet sponges. When 
connected with a current »f electricity, 
the shook would by this system pass 
through the legs and shoulders, and 
avoid the vital parts of the body.

“ The torture inflicted by electricity 
is of two kinds—by contraction of the 
muscles at rapidly-recurring intervals 
and by burning with sparks. The tort­
ures of old days, when not done by fire 
or compression, were the straining and 
tearing asunder of the muscles. Of this 
kind were.the rack, scavenger’s daugh­
ter and the cage* of Louis XIV., in 
which a man could not stand ^p or lie 
down. The electric shock exactly re­
verses these conditions. It produces an 
enormously-rapid contraction in the 
body of the muscles at very short inter­
vals” The degree of pain produced is 
about the same. The force of the eleca 
tricity has to be nicely graded, as a too- 
powerful shook would numb or kill a 
man. *

“ The other method is by condensing 
a number of intermittent sparks on the 
flesh. This bums the skin, and at the 
same time produces contractions of the 
muscles*.

They are sanguine as to the future, rarely 
foresee trouble, and are gay and light­
hearted in the present; whereas the ac­
quisitive individual will usually be found 
apprehensive of the coining time, and 
very apt to meet his troubles half-way. 
These two types of character are as 
marked and distinct as any two possibly 
can be, and the extreme of each can 
scarcely be considered amenable to mod­
ifying influences to any extent. More­
over, they are confined not to one class 
but are found in all. Education is com­
monly regarded as the proper cure for 
thriftless habits, and, to a certain ex*~nt, 
no doubt, it is. But education cannot 
eradicate the constituent traits of in­
dividual character. The accumulative 
and foreboding will always remain more 
or less so, and the »anguine and free­
handed will always feel the passing day to 
be the one really important point of time. 
Moreover, although education implies 
self-restraint and thoughtfulness, it, of 
course, has a tendency to expand the 
view and to create desires which may or 
may not be of a simple and inexpensive 
kind. The habit of self-restraint is the 
one point to which education must tend 
if it is to develop thrift; and looking 
arofttid on society generally it is difficult 
sometimes to discern the existence of 
tjiis control of individual proclivities in 
one class more than another, though the 
nature and direction of those proclivities 
may vary considerably.

THE RAILROAD TELLTALE.
A Machine that Records th* Distance 

Traveled, the Speed and Stops of 
Trains.
An ingenious machine, called the 

“ telltale,” is in use on the Erie rail­
road. It registers the speed of trains, 
when and where they stop, and how 
long. It is used especially for freight 
trains  ̂and is fastened at either end of 
small cabooses, or at the side of large 
cabooses, about four and a half feet 
from the floor. It was adopted because 
freight trains frequently exceeded the 
prescribed rate of speed. They would 
run very fast for some distance, and 
then take things comfortably for a time. 
The machine works as follows : A screw 
is wound around one of the journals or 
axles of the caboose. A rod, which is 
turned by the screw as soon as the train 
is in motion, runs horizontally to the 
end or side ot the caboose to point under 
the registering machine. To this rod a 
cogwheel is attached, working in another 
cogwheel, which turns a rod running 
perpendicularly, and ending in still an­
other cogwheel which turns a cylinder 
about four inches long and one inch in 
diameter. The number of eogs in each 
wheel varies, so that., when the train has 
traveled a mile, the cylinder has re­
volved only about one-quarter of an 
inch.

A strip of paper about twenty-two 
inches long and four inches in breadth 
passes over the cylinder. This paper is 
called the conductor’s service report. 
Lengthwise it is divided by dotted lines 
into eighty-eight ports. Each of these 
parts, which represents a mile, is sub­
divided by green lines into four parts, 
each subdivision standing for a quarter 
of a mile. Breadthwise the strip is di­
vided into thirty parts by green lines. 
Each of these parts represents a minute. 
By means of clockwork a pencil moves 
across the paper and back again, taking 
thirty minutes to move across and thirty 
minutes to move back again. As soon as 
the journal or axle turns, the cylinder 
turns at the rate of a quarter inch for 
each mjle, so that when a mile is trav­
ersed the pencil has marked a line over 
the space between the dotted lines which 
represent a mile on the strip of paper. 
As Ihe cltockwork moves the pencil across 
the strip, the pencil has also passed 
over as many minute divisions as it has 
taken the car minutes to ran a mile. If 
the train stops the cylinder stops. The 
line made by the pencil in the direction 
of tlie length of the paper is broken as 
long as the train stops, and the time of 
the interruption in travel is represented 
by the number of spaces the pencil 
moves across the strip befo*e it resumes 
the lengthwise line.

In order to ascertain the point where 
any irregularity occurred, the stations 
on the road are printed on or between 
the dotted lines at points corresponding 
to their distances from Jersey City. 
Bergen is two miles and a half from Jer­
sey City. Jersey City is printed at the 
hymning of tlie strip, and Bergen is 
printed two and a half spaces further on 
the length of the strip. When the train 
stops the cylinder stop, and the pencil 
line lengthwise is broken between the 
printed names Jersey Cff.v and Bergen.

Tlie cylinder and clockwork are in­
closed in an iron box, which is looked. 
When a train reaches its destination the 
slip is removed and inspected.-

Who First Discovered America.
Some years ago an eminent antiqua­

rian, Prof. Raf n, published a book show­
ing that the Northmen, or Scandinavians, 
undoubtedly visited the shores of North 
America about the year 1000, and that 
they probably entered Narragausett Bay 
This suggested to some American anti­
quarians that tllb old tower at Newport, 
R. I., might have been erected by those 
hardy adventurers. Considerable stress 
was laid upon this, coupled with the fact 
that about a thousand years ago these 
Northmen settled Iceland, and it is 
known that a colony was sent from there 
to Greenland, while a glance at the map 
will show that the distance from there to 
the North American Coast is not so great 
but it could have easily been reached by 
these early rovers. It is also recorded 
in the Norse traditions that the North­
men in sailing West actually arrived at 
some country beyond Greenland. The 
Norse narratives describe a mild clime in 
the country they visited, and mention 
having found -wild grapes, which is 
thought to refer to Rhode Island, where 
there are plenty of these grapes on ,the 
islands in the harbor, or to Nova Sedtia, 
where the climate and fruits are similar 
to those further South. There have also 
been found an inscription on a rock, near 
Dighton, Mass., which it was once be­
lieved revealed some words in the Norse, 
language; and the brass breast-plate, 
which was dug up at Fall River, Mass., 
and it was thought this might be the re­
mains of a Norse Viking. Longfellow 
wrote his “Skeleton in Armor” about 
relic. The name of Vinland, or Vine- 
land, was given to the country visited. 
Nearly all tha*l*istorians mention these 
earlier discoveries, and speak of the voy­
ages of Erie to Greenland, and tlie 
traditions which remain of the first visits 
of these explorers to the new world.— 
Chicago Inter-Ocean.

flying Fish.
I have watched flying fish repeatedly, 

and have invariably seen them fly, oi 
rather glide, over the surface of the pea, 
and from one to two feet above it, rising 
gently to the swell when there was no 
wind, and occasionally turning to the 
right for left without touching the water. 
I do not say that when there is a 
breese the tail of the fish may not 
touch it, but I think that, with the foam 
and spray of the broken water, it would 
be very difficult to be sure of it, and, 
moreover, if the tail was used the motion 
would be a jerkiDg one. Mr. "Wallace 
speaks of their “rising and falling in the 
most graceful manner,” which, although 
he is referring to another species, applies 
also to the North Atlantic form (Exoccetus 
evolans). Mr. Bennett (“Gathering's,” 
etc., page 14) says that they “spring 
from the sea to a great elevation.” This 
is probably in reference to their coming 
on board ship at night, attracted it is 
supposed, by the lights. I believe the 
pectoral fins are kept well extended with­
out any motion, except, perhaps, as Mr. 
Whitman, a recent observer, says, just 
when they rise from the sea. He gives 
BOO to 1,200 feet as the greatest distance 
he has seen them fly, and about forty 
seconds as the longest time out of the 
water. By what mechanical means they 
move when out of the water is still to me 
a mystery. I have known the flying-fish 
to be pursued by other fish, nor ever 
seen any bird near them; indeed few 
birds are ever seen far from the land 
north of the southern tropic, where fly­
ing-fish are most abundant. The dolphin 
(Coryphasna) is supposed to be their 
greatest enemy. I had once an oppor­
tunity of seeing one opened—in the West 
Indies. Its stomach was quite full of 
Orthagoriscus mola. very young, being 
not quite an inch long.—Nature.

Power of the Plug Hat.
The plug hat is virtually a sort of 

social guarantee for the preservation of 
peace and order. He who puts one on 
has given a hostage Jo the community 
for his good behavior. The wearer of a 
plug hat must move with a certain se­
dateness and propriety. He cannot run, 
or jump, or romp, or get into a fight, 
except at the peril of his head-gear.

Many an otherwise pleasant letter has 

been spoiled by words which the writer 
meant as a jest, but which the reader 
took in earnest. A pleasantry depends 
oa other things besides the words ut­
tered. Along with it go the manner ol 
the speaker, the tone of his voice and the 
expression of his face. None of these 
can be put ou a cold sheet of paper, and 
so the letter of the sort I here complain 
of gives pain instead of the pleasure in­
tended.

It ca* not be read with the emphasis 
with which th* writer would read it. 
The reader catches no half-blown smile, 
no suppressed merriment on its cold, im­
movable face, as he might if he could 
have looked on that of his correspondent 
when the epistle was penned. The ex­
periment is thus a dangerous one to try, 
if we value the feelings of other* and 
care to retain our correspondents. >

We can hardly blame others if they 
misconstrue our words. We are liable 
to do the same with the words of others. 
All the punctuation of exclamation 
points will not make up for just one 
twinkle of the eye in a conversation.

I would say to young folk* (and others, 
too, for that matter), don’t jok* on 
paper. You may be sorry for it. A 
sheet of paper can’t amile, or modulate 
the tone, or shrug the shoulders, or con­
vey the delicate emphasis that indicates 
that fuB is meant and not seriousness.

Many misunderstandings have risen 
from the habit of using playful sarcasm 
in friendly correspondence. Prolonged 
alienation of warm friends has often­
times resulted from the most uninten­
tional attgjnpt at humorous satire or 
some innocent jest in a letter.

If you have not the habit, don’t get 
into it; if you have.^do get out of it.

An interesting phenomenon in ’pho­
tography has been announced by M. 
Janssen in-a note to the French Academy 
of sciences. While obtaining social 
images at Mendon, he has observed that 
when the exposure is prolonged beyond 
a certain period in which a good nega­
tive is got, this image loses its distinc­
tion, and the plate passes into a neutral 
state—i. e., no/ appreciable change ap­
pears on use of a developer. Bnt if the 
exposure be continued still further, the 
negative image give* place to a posi­
tive, in which the distribution of light 
and shade is exactly the opposite, and 
this image, if the luminous action be 
well regulated, presents all the details 
and fineness of the one it has supplanted. 
With further exposure a second neutral 
state is reached, opposite to the first, in­
asmuch as if the latter showed the 
image uniformly dark, the former shows 
it uniformly light. For solar negatives 
taken at Mendon the time of exposure 
has rarely exceeded 1-1,000 of a second, 
if the photospheric granulations were to 
be obtained, and with plates prepared by 
the gelatino-bromide process, the time 
may be reduced to 1-20,000th of a second, 
or less. Now, if one of these dry plates 
be exposed half a second a distinct posi­
tive image is produced, the body of the 
sun appearing white and spots black, as 
they do to the eye. M. Janssen has sim­
ilarly obtained positive images of land­
scapes appearing transparently as the 
scene* is viewed naturally; also a view 
of the park at Mendon, showing a white 
solar disk on the dark background of the 
sky and comer types, which are of the 
same sight as the original types—i. e., 
positive if the type be positive, and neg­
ative if it be negative. In these photo­
graphs it is the same spectral rays that 
have given the negative image, and then 
affected iia transformation into a positive.

Wednesdat, April 27.—Senate.—The follow­
ing Senate b.U« puaed: To create the county 
of Chandler; to amend the law* in reference 
to the crier of the Supreme Court. Home eill 
pa*ied to amend the registration of elector* 
by permitting the «itting of the board in the 
evening to enable workingmen to reguter 
without loin of working tune. The Senate has 
Deen engaged nearly all day on the Tax bill, 
and the prospect seems good for several days’ 
more debate on the question.

House.—The oommittee made a unanimous 
report in favor of the Ontonagan and Brule 
River Railroad bill. The opponents of the 
Howell Compilation bill made an effort to fores 
a teit vote to-day, but failed. The Home 
■pent the afternoon m considering the cast- 
iron Farr Liquor-Tax bill, but came to no vote. 
The Compilation of the Laws bill will be decid­
ed to-morrow. The House, bill amending the 
act to create the Reform School for Girls was 
paised. Five bills relating to the taxation of 
mortgages were laid upon the table to be taken 
up together and considered at some tutnre 
time.

TouasDAY, April 28.—Senate.—The Senate 
to-day killed the Farr ironclad Police Liquor 
bill by striking out all after the enacting 
clause. Later, the action was reconsidered, 
and the bill was again referred to the Commit­
tees on State Affairs and Liquor Traffic jointly. 
Other bills passed the Senate as follows: Sen­
ate bills, to amend the act to promote immigra­
tion m Michigan: to amend the act or 1877 au­
thorizing the formation of partnership associa­
tions, m which the capital subscribed shall alone 
be responsible for the debts of the association, 
except under certain circumstances; to author­
ize the refunding of the bonded debt of the 
county of Wayne ; House bills, to amend set 173 
of 1879 defining the powers and duties of in­
corporated villages : to reineorporate Carroll­
ton ; establishing a-Pen for labor and services 
on logs, timber, posts, ties and staves, and to 
repeal aet 185 of 1873 ; to amend the charter 
of Burr Oak. The amendments to the Howell 
Compilation bill were concurred m.

House —The House spent the forenoon con­
sidering the Farr Liquor-Tax bill, but came to 
no vote. The Howell Compilation bill, which 
was the special order in the House this after­
noon, toed the scratch at 2 p. m., and, much 
to the surprise of all, a vote was taken at once 
without any debate, resulting" in its being 
passed by a vote of 52 to 39. The other busi­
ness before the House consisted ui defeating 
the bill to provide for the compen*ation of 
county officers and for the payment of fees into 
the county treasury, and m passing the bill in­
corporating Marshall. The special committee 
to examine the manner m which the stationery 
contractors had earned out their cont-acl re 
ported that there weie complaints as to delays 
m filling order* and a* to the quality of goods, 
and the prices charged for them, but that the 
contractor had always been willing to correct 
any errors in price or m account, so that the 
State has not been subjected to any los* further 
than the Board of State Auditors have full 
power to correct.

Friday, April 29.—Senate.—The Police 
Liquor-regulation bill, by the action of the 
Senate yesterday, had all after the enaotmg 
clause struck out and the title referred to the 
Committee* on Liquor Traffic and State Affair* 
jointly.

Monday, May 2 —Senate.—The c-edential* 
of D R. Cook, electod to fill ihe vacancy m the 
Barry and Eaton distuct, were presented and 
referred.

House.—Numerous petitions were received 
for prohibition and against legislation hoatile 
to co operative insurance. Bills of an un m- 
portant local character were disposed of. Tho 
discussion of the Liquor Tax bill, which has 
already passed the Senate, is made the special 
order for Wednesday.

Tuesday, May 3.—Senate.—The Senate 
epeuc the day in committee 01 the whole, and 
laid out a good amount of work, passing upon 
some' thirty or forty bills.

H ouse.—The Ho ise occupied the day on the 
special order, the bill revising the highway 
laws, which passed the committee of the whole 
*nd was placed on the order of third reading.
It makes important changes in the laws, and 
provides for the assessment and collection of a 
money highway t i t  m townships. The House 
also passed the bill to amend the ullage char­
ter of Owosso.

Suicide and 11s Causes.
A scientific person in Switzerland, who 

has written a book on suicide, its causes, 
peculiarities and significance, denies tlie 
point which Richard Grant White makes, 
that the inclination to sell-destruction 
increases with education and refinement, 
and claims that moral conditions influ­
ence suicide more than social or econom­
ical conditions. As for religion, Protest- 
ants, seem asyettokill themselves oftener 
than Roman Catholics, aild still more 
frequently than Jews, in the countries 
where the three religions are repre­
sented in proportions of anf importance. 
Density of population is without any 
appreciable effect; but suicide is more 
freqtient in cities than -in the country. 
So iar as individual influences are con­
cerned, women kill themselves three or 
four times less frequently than do men; 
suicide increases with age to the extreme 
limit of life; marriage exerts a very 
marked preventive effect, while celibacy 
and widowhood favor suicide. In­
quiries into the motives of suicide 
have not brought satisfactory answers, 
for it is hard to get at the truth told 
about them, and official reports must bo 
accepted with reserve. In France, 
higher, more generous motives are at­
tributed to women than to men.—New 
York Commercial.

Stations on the D., M. & i l .  R. R.— 
A recent number of the St. Ignace lie 
publican gives the following description 
of the stations already decided upon on 
the lower or southern portion of the road:

The first station oat from S t ignace is locat­
ed on section 32, embracing 320 acres of the 
north h»l Mf said section in tp. 42 n, r 4 w. and 
known a* Moran, after Wm. B- Moran, of De­
troit, and situate about throe fourths of a mile 
north of the proposed charcoal kilns of the Mar­
tel Furnace. _ The lands in the immedi ite 
vicinity are^ebiefly of hard wood, with come 
meadow lands interspersed. This station will 
be distant about 10 miles from the station 
ground at St. Ignace.

The second station is designated Palms, for 
Francis Palms, of Detroit, the of the wealthiest 
land owners in the United States. It is eight 
miles from Moran station, and consequently 18 
mites from St. Ignace—location embracing 640 
acres, bein ; the west half of lection 27, and the 
east half of section 28, tp. 43 n, r 5 w, The sur­
roundings are fine hard wood lands, level and 
roiling—a good agricultural seetion.

The third station is Carp Lake, 9A miles dis­
tant, and 27>4 miles distant from St. lgaace 
—location embracing about 160 acre*, being the 
s A ofs o X, seo. 15, and then X of n • X of 
sec 22, in tp. 44 n, r 6 w. The railroad m ap­
proaching this station makes a sweep around to 
the east and north of the Carp Bakes, the sour­
ces 01 the main stream of the Carp River. Con­
sequently these lakes lie immediately south of 
this station. The surroundings are superior 
bard wood lands suitable for agricultural pur­
poses, with valuable grass and swamp land in­
terspersed.

The fourth station is eight miles further, and 
35k miles from St Ignace and is designated as 
Hendrie, for Sec ge Heudrie, of Detroit—loca­
tion embracing 160 acres, being the s e k of sec 
27, tp 45 n, r 7 w. At this station the railroad 
line strikes the main branch of the Tonuuama- 
non eight miles below the head water of that 
stream. Immediate vicinity, meadows and 

'largely surrounding hard wood lands.
The fifth station is not definitely fixed upon. 

It will be known as Junction, the point from 
whence the line to the Sault is projected. The 
country in its immediate vicinity is birch" and 
tamarac swamp, capable of drainage and being 
made of value for grasses. I t  will be located 
probably in tp 46 n, r 8 w.

The Sixth station will be Newberry, so named 
for JohnS. Newberry, of Detroit, 19J4 milos 
from Hendrie, and 55 mile from St. Ignace— 
locutiorv-embracing 320 acres, w >4 of seo 25, tp 
46 n, r lrrw. Situate amid hard wood timber 
among which is some of the finest birds’-eye 
maple in the Upper Peninsula. The station 
site is about one mile south of the Tonquama- 
non river, known on maps as the west branch.

The seventh station is McMillan, named after 
Jame McMillan, president of the road, situate 
10/4 miles from Newberry and 6514 miles frome 
St. Ignaco—location embracing about 320 acres 
on sec’s 31 and 32, tp 46 n, r llw . This station 
is three miles north el the North Manistique or 
White Fish Lake, and half a south of the Ton- 
qiiamanon, known as tho west branch. This 
station is designed as tho outlet by rail for what 
is called the .Manistique country. Vast regions 
of pino lie gp the north of it awaiting the lum­
berman; vast stretches of hard wood lands lie to 
the south of it awaiting the hardy husbandman, 
and the beautiful lakes of the ManUtique, 
glorious in their natural beauty, await the 
tourist, who will find here health and sport in 
hunting an fishing, eating, breathing and sleep­
ing.

ihc eighth station is Scney, 11 miles west 
from McMillan, 7614 miles from St. Ifnac*. The 
line between the two stations is nearly an air 
line east and west. The station is located on 
the maiifbrancb of the Manistique river, on Iffl 
aeres, the n w M of n w k , etc 33, tp 46n, r 13 
west. A wagon road is projected from this sta­
tion to the Grand Marais harbor on the Lake 
Superior. 24 miles due north of Money. Saw 
mills at Grand Marais have began to work in 
the vast pine regions of the viciml y, and an ap­
propriation trom Congre.-s has been seeured to 
perfect the entrance to an otherwise excellent 
iittlc harbor, a capital refhgco-n an otherwise 
uuprateotingsbur*. v

Honor to One of Our Citizens.— 
Prof. Yarnara B. Cochran, for the past 
four or five years Superintendent of the 
schools of our city, has been appointed 
by Governor Jerome, State Superintend­
ent of Public Instruction vice Cornelius 
A. Gower, who resigned the position to 
accept the Superinteudeucy of the State 
Reform School at Lansing; the appoint­
ment having been confirmed by the Sen­
ate in executive session Monday evening. 
While the people of this ejty are gratified 
at the distinguished promotion of a fellow 
citizen, there is nevertheless a feeling that 
we are sustaining an irreparable loss in 
bis oeing called from the direct manage­
ment of our local educational system, 
which has become thorough iy efficient 
and the real pride of every citizen of the 
place. This recognition is especially 
flattering as his friends from the Upper 
Peninsula, who presented his name and 
sought his appointment, did so with­
out any solicitation on his part. Mr. 
Cochran has long been recognized as 
a man possessing advanced ideas in edu­
cational matters, having been more 
than ordinarily sucoessful in bis relations 
as teacher and instructor iu Institute work, 
in various parts of the Peninsula. That 
the honor has been worthily bestowed 
aud that the recipient will honor the high 
position in his administration of its af­
fairs, no one at all acquainted with the 
man,will for a moment doubt. Mr. Coch­
ran was born Dec. 5, 1845, at Argentine, 
Genesee county, this state, prepared for 
College at the Fenton and Ann Arbor 
High schools and entered the University 
of Michigan in the fall of 1866, prior to 
which however,he had taught two or three 
terms in district school*. Was county 
Superintendent of Schools of Marquette 
county in" 1870-1, and for four years 
Superintendent of the schools of Mar­
quette city. For a time he was engaged 
in the drug business, but soon tiring of 
this, again gave his attention to education­
al matters, identifying himself with 
institute work in the Upper Peninsula, 
iu which his abilities as au educator-were 
prominently brought before the peo­
ple, the methods advanced by him beiug 
complimented in circles of learning as 
alike practical and valuable.— 
As superintendent of the schools in this 
city, he has from the beginning Iiartmn- 
ized all conflicting interests with a clear 
comprehension,essential to rapid and sub­
stantial progress in the school room, and 
which we may say has been here at­
tained In a very remarkable degree. I11 
prosecuting the duties of his new position- 
he will stiil occupy a place in the 'hearts- 
and minds of the people of thin city as 
the fneud, scholar, and gentleman, and 
be attended in his work with the sincere 
wishes of each and every citizen for a 
pleasant and- successful future.

—A desperate engagement took place be­
tween the Albanians and a strong force of 
Turks near Prisrend. The Turks wero getting 
the worst of it when reinforcements under 
Dervisch Pasha arrived, and the Albanians 
yrere defeated. The struggle must have been 
quite fierco. Although only 6,000 Albanians 
and a somewhat larger number of Turks were 
engaged, the combined losses rgached 1,830 in 
killed and wounded.

—John Dillon, the Irish agitator, has been

Cairo, Egypt, have been opened by the expert 
Maspero. The onea explored are those con­
taining the tombs of the Egyptian Kings of the 
fifth dynasty. On th* mortuary Chapels of 
these are inscriptions of small and closely writ­
ten texts, which, properly interpreted, give de­
tails of the religious beliefs and cus­
tom* which prevailed at the time the inscrip­
tion* were made,, and which show that pre­
vious belief on these matter* is utterly at 
fault. This ducovery is regarded as of grtat 
value to archaeologists, historians, and scient­
ists.

The people of his State, of all political 
parties, were appea ing to the Senate to consider im­
portant matters in which they were directly inter­
ested.

A 
debate ensued between Messrs. Dawes and Farley, 
the Chinese question receiving considerable atten­
tion Afteiward a few remarks were made by 
Missis* B.-ck and Salisbury, and the Sen­
ate adjourned.

In the Senate, Mr. Davis, of West Virginia, 
made the first speech of the day on Tuesday, May
3, defending his State upon the debt question, ahd 
was followed by several other Senators upon the 
same subject. Ths Repub leans were willing to ad­
journ early for the purpose of caucusing on the 
holding of executive sessions.

How To Hake Money.
To make money is the height of every­

It is, of 
course, very necessary to fipend enough 
money to meet your actual requirements, 
but never go in debt, and sea that ypu 
do not spend more than you make, it  is 
again necessary to carry on the credit 
system to a certain extent. When you 
know a customer to be honest, reliable 
and trustworthy, credit him, but credit­
ing Tom, Dick and Harry will never pay, 
and in the loDg run you will find it so. 
Somebody that you do not know well 
enough to trust, might ask you to credit" 
him for twenty-five cents’ wof th of this 
or fifty cents’ worth of that, and will set­
tle up with you regularly for a short 
time, but he, knowing that he can get 
qredit from you, will keep on increasing 
the account until you get anxious and 
present the bill, and in three cases out of 
lour, you will get nothing from him. It 
is better to sell ten dollars’ worth of goods 
for cash than twenty-five dollars for 
credit. Anybody that has been carrying 
on a credit business will tell you the 
same thing. Above all things, be honest. 
H a customer wanto a pound of this or a 
pound that, do not give him-a pound and 
a quarter or seven-eights of a pound but 
give him just one pound, for by giving 
him too much, you are cheating your­
self, which is just as sinful as if you 
cheated him. Devote your whole time 
in pursuit of your business. H you have 
any time to spare, devote it either to 
arranging the goods in your show oases 
or upon the shelves, or read something 
that will benefit you and your business, 
find out where you can buy your goods 
the cheapest for cash and go there, no 
matter how long you have been buying 
from the other man. By doing these 
things, your business will prosper.— 
New York Grocer.

P kusbio acid remains for a consider­
able time in the bodies of animals pois­
oned With it, and arrests their decay. 
M. Blame killed a rabbit and a cat by 
administering to each a gramme of this 
acid. A month afterward the bodies 
were found perfectly preserved, the dose 
being sufficient to permeate the tissues 
and to become intimately incorporated 
with those of the stomach.

Th* subsoil of Paris contains abund­
ance of sulphur, now in course of forma­
tion, as was recently proved in making 
excavations in the Place de la Repub- 
lique. M. Daubree says that this na­
tive sulphur has nothing to do with the 
escape of gas froln the mains, but that 
its origin is due to the simultaneous 
presence of various kinds of organic sub­
stances and of gypsum in the sod.

P rof. Carnbddt, of Sheffield, has 
shown that liquids can be reduced to a 
solid, or frozen state, and still retain 
their heat. In order to convert a solid 
into a liquid the pressure must be above 
a certain point. As long, therefore, as 
the necessary pressure is maintained, no 
amount of heat will liquify it. By ob­
serving this law, Prof. Carnelly suc­
ceeded in freezing some water in a glass 
vessel which remained so hot as to burn 
his hand.

According to Prof. Tyndall’s defini­
tion, the brain is the organized register 
of infinitely numerous experiences re­
ceived during the evolution of life, or 
rather during the evolution of that series 
of organism through which the human 
organism has been reached; the effect of 
the most uniform and frequent of these 
experiences has been successfully be­
queathed, principal and interest, and 
have slowly mounted to that high intelli­
gence which lies latent 411 the brain of 
the infant.

Manx readers may know the experi­
ment in which a lighted match or candle 
being moved about near the side of one 
of the eyes in a dark room, reveals the 
network of blood vessels in the retina. 
A curious phenomenon of the same 
order has been lately observed by M.
Charpentier. Lookin g at a sky uniform­
ly illuminated with diffuse white light,
he made the two fingers of his right 
hand (separate about 0.1 to 0.2 m.),
to pass rapidly to an fro before his eyes,
and in about half a minute tjie uniform 
aspect of the sky was greatly changed. 
On a white background appeared a mo­
saic composed of hexagons of violet pur­
ple color, separated by white lines. 
Other persons, he says, have repeated 
the experiment with success. He gives 
reasons for thinking that the hexagonal 
images correspond to the cones in the 
fovea and yellow spot, which cones, 
pressed together, form a sort of hexa­
gonal mosaic. The white lines probably 
correspond to filaments charged with 
crystals of pigment, which descend from 
the chorodian cells.

Db. Lb Bon continues his researches 
regarding the products of tobacco. The 
new alkaloid found in tobacco smoke 
(with other aromatic principles, and 
prussic acid as well as nicotine) is a liquid 
of very agreeable and very penetrating 
color, and as poisonous as nicotine, the 
twentieth part of one drop sufficing to 
paralyze and kill a frog. It is the prussic 
acid and fce various aromatic principles 
that cause headache, giddiness, and 
nausea, in smoking certain tobaccos that 
contain little nicotine. Other tobaccos, 
rieh in nicotine, have no such effects. 
The tobaccos containing most prussio 
acid and collidine are those of Havana 
and the Levant. The dark, semi-liquid 
matter which condenses in -pipes and 
cigar-holders contains all the substances 
mentioned, as well as carbonate of am- 
.iqonia, tarry and coloring matter, etc. 
It ia very poisonous. Two or three drops 
of it will kill a small animal. The com­
bustion of the tobacco destroys but a 
small part of the nicotine, and most of 
this appears in the smoke. The propor­
tion absorbed by smokers varies- accord­
ing to circumstances, but hardly ever 
falls below fifty centigrammes for every 
100 grammes of tobacco burned. About 
the same quantity of ammonia is ab­
sorbed at the same time. Naturally, 
more of the poisonous principles are 
absorbed when the smoked is breathed, 
as in a room; less in the open air. A 
frog placed in a^ receiver containing a 
solution of nicotine, with about a drop of 
that substance to a little water, succumbs 
in a few hours. Tobacco smoke contains 
about eight millilitres of carbonic oxide 
per 100 grammes of tobacco burned. 
The poisonous properties of tobacco 
smoke are not due to this gas, as has 
been maintained in Germany.

An Accident All Around.
A most ridiculous scene occurred at a 

church in Newcastle. A policeman was 
passtng the church as a gentleman came 
out. The man jokingly accosted the 
policeman and said he was wanted in­
side, meaning that the minister would 
be glad to have him turn from the error 
of his ways, aud seek the truth and en­
joy a peace that-passeth all understand­
ing. The stupid policeman thought 
there was some trouble in the church, sc 
he went in. The sexton, seeing a po­
liceman, waa anxious to give him a favor­
able seat, so he said, “ Come right in 
here,” and he took him to a pew and 
waved his hand, as much as to say, 
“ Help yourself.” There was another 
man in the pew, a deacon with a sinister 
expression as the policeman thought, 
and he supposed that was the man they 
wanted arrested, so he tapped the dea- 
con,on the arm and told him to come 
along. The deacon turned pale and 
edged along as though to get away, whan 
the policeman took him by the collar 
and jerked him out into the aisle. The 
deacon struggled, thinking the police­
man was crazy, and tried to get away, 
but he was dragged along. Many of the 
congregation thought the deacon had 
been deing something wrong, and some 
of them got behind the deacon and 
helped the officer fire him out. Arriving

Imitation Precious Stones.
The really beautiful imitation stones 

made in Pari* consists of a very pure, 
transparent, and lustrous glass, called 
Strass, after its inventor, which is fre­
quently colored with the same metallic 
oxides as real precious atones. Thus the
color of the topaz is obtained from anti­
mony and gold; that of the ruby from
purple of Cassius (a stannate of tin with 
stannate or oxide of gold), or from a so­
lution of gold in aqua regia (nitro- 
muriatic acid). The well-known Bo­
hemian ruby glass is produced by cop­
per, and a commoner kind by iron. Some 
of the finest yellow glass is colored with 
silver. The first precious stone to be 
successfully produced by artificial means 
was the lapis lazuli, the saphire of classi­
cal times, but by no means to be con­
founded with the saphire of the modern 
jeweler, though closely related to it. 
Lapis lazuli is an opaque stone of an ex­
quisite corn-flower blue, and was highly 
prized by the ancient Indians, Assyrians, 
Persians, Jews, Egyptians and Greeks. 
Freed from impurties and rubbed down, 
it gives the ultramarine usedTiy mediae­
val artists for the robes of the Madonnas; 
and in their day it Was worth its weight 
in gold, the purchaser of a picture hav­
ing always to pay extra for its use. Its 
rarity and the cost of preparation make 
the true ultramarine still worth from' ten 
* hillings tp fifty shillings the ounce,

A Two-Sided Swindle.
One day Mr. William E. Dodge sat 

down in his private office, at No. 13 Cliff 
street, and began to peruse his private 
mail. Among the first letters he opened 
was one which would- have attracted 
more than ordinary attention on account 
of the graceful penmanship ajid the re­
markable neatnete ofTSpistle, eten if it 
h*d not set forth some very important 
fact* besides. It told in a manly,- 
straightforward way the story of th* 
writer, who was, so he explained, a min­
ister of the gospel, suffering from an ill­
ness of his vocal organs, so that he could 
no longer exercise his priestly functions. 
He had been afflicted so long that he had 
been forced, because of poverty, to seek 
treatment and a temporary home in the 
City Hospital. He felt that he oflght to 
be afoot on God’s work, but he was un­
able to carry out that wish and desire, 
and until recently he had no hope of be­
ing able to ever again labor in the vine­
yard. But he had just been assured by 
some excellent physicians (naming them) 
that if he would go South he would cer­
tainly recover the use of his voice, and it 
was in the hope that Mr. Dodge would 
assist him with the loan, say of $50, that 
this letter was written. In conclusion 
the writer mentioned, as though casually, 
thal he knew very well certain clergy­
men whom he named.

Mr. Dodge knew the clergymen and 
entertained the request so favorably that 
it was only necessary to read an inclos­
ure that came with the letter signed by a 
physician to cause him to draw out his 
check book, write in $50 and send it to 
the applicant. The doctor’s letter writ­
ten in a sharp, professional hand, set 
forth that the clergyman was really in 
need of the money, and the object was 
so deserving that the kindness of Mr. 
Dodge’s consideration would be well 
placed, jetc.

S ome curious astronomical calculations 
have been presented by Mr. G. B. War­
ring before the Poughkeepsie Society of 
Natural Science, a few of which possess 
general interest, H we suppose the dis­
tance between the earth and the suu 
(about ninety-two and one-tliird millions 
of miles) to be reduced to a dozen rods or 
more, the size of the two globes to be re­
duced in the same proportion, the dis­
tance from the earth to the nearest fixed 
star would still be, on the same scale, 
about two thousand miles, and to the 
more distant ones it would be not less 
than eighteen millions of miles. From 
those more distant btirs the light must 
travel for sixty centuries before it reaches 
us, and yet light travels so fast that it 
would circle round the earth more than 
seven times in a single second of time. 
If the snn could bo reduced, in imagina­
tion, to 1-100 of an inch in diameter, the 
earth would then be of microscopic size, 
about 1-10,000 of au inch, but the dis­
tance between it and the nearest star 
would not be less than three miles. H 
the sun were a hollow sphere and the 
earth were placed at its center, with the 
moon revolving around it in its estab­
lished orbit, thei e would still be a dis­
tance of 200,000 miles from the lunar or­
bit to the surface of tho solar sphere. If 
these relations of size and distance are 
inconceivable, the forces which compel 
the planets to move in their elliptical or­
bits are quite as much beyond onr com­
prehension. A bar of steel three inches 
square will sustain a weight of 540 tons, 
but a bar having a section of 144 square 
inches would sustain 8,640 tons, which, 
upon a railroad, would require 864 cars to 
support it, and 23 locomotives to trans­
port it. To deflect the moon from a 
straight course into its present orbit, or, 
what is the same thing, to retain it in its 
present course, would require the united 
strength of not less than eight steel bars, 
each one hundred miles square, or, more 
accurately, a single bar whose section is 
87,500 square miles—more than large 
enough to cover the States of New York 
and Ohio together. If this force were 
represented by a web of steel wires, each 
one-quarter of an inch in diameter, 
stretched from the earth to the moon, 
they would bo distributed over our earth 
on the moon side only six inches apart; 
and if a similar web were stretched from 
the earth to the snn, the force exerted be­
tween these two bodies would require the 
wires to cover one side of tho earth as 
close together as blades of grass upon a 
lawn.
