There is no bane in the 
South American swamps, no virulent 
compound in the North American drug 
stores—chemistry knows no deadlier 
poison—whose gradual and persistent 
obtrusion on the human organism will 
not create an unnatural craving after a 
repetition of the lethal dose, a morbid 
appetency in every way analogous to the 
hankering of the toper after his fivorite 
tipple.

Swallow a table-spoonful of laudanum 
or a few grains of arsenious acid every 
night; at first your ph3 sical conscience 
protests by every means in its power; 
nausea, gripes, gastric spasms and nerv­
ous headaches warn you again and again; 
the struggle of the digestive organs 
against the fell intruder convulses yonr 

.whole system. But you continue lhe 
dose, and nature, true to her highest 
law to preserve life at any price, fhially 
adapts herself to an abnormal condition 
—adapts yonr system to the poison at 
whatever cost of health, stiength and 
happiness. Your body becomes an opium 
machine, an arsenic mill, a physiological 
engine moved by poison, and performing 
its vital functions only under the spur of 
the unnatural stimulus.

But by-and-by the jaded system fails 
to respond to the spur, your strength 
gives way, and, alarmed at the symptoms 
of rapid deliquium, you resolve to rem­
edy the evil by removing the cause. 
You try to renounce stimulations, and 
rely once more on the unaided strength 
of the vis vitas. But your strength is 
almost, exhausted- The ml that should 
have fed the flame of life has been wasted 
on a health-consuming fire. Before 3rou 
can regain strength and happiness, your 
system must reidapt itself to tlulnormal 
condition, and the difficulty of that re­
arrangement will be proportioned to the 
degree of the present disarrangement; 
the further yon have strayed from nat­
ure, the longer it will take you to re­
trace yonr steps, — Popular Science 
Monthly.

SCRAPS OF SCIENCE.
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A vert beautiful mineral—to which 
the name of “hiddenite” has been given 
—was discovered not long ago in North 
Carolina by W. E. Hidden. It is the 
first purely American gem found, and is 
very valuable.

The object glass for the Lick Obser­
vatory telescope is to be three feet in 
diameter, and, if successful, will be the 
most powerful instrument of the kind 
ever made. About three years wilLbe 
required to finish the telescope.

By means of a strictly vegetable diet, 
Dr Hureau de Villeneuve states that lie 
has succeeded in ridding himself of at­
tacks of gouty rheumatism, with which 
he has been afflicted for years, and of 
which several of his. ancestors had died.

Ah instrument called the margari- 
meter has been invented by two Parisian 
chemists, for detecting the presence of 
margarine in butter. It is based on the 
different densities of butter and 
greasy substances substituted for it 
mixed with it.

M. Rouges has described to 
French Academy a violent storm 
Laigle in September last. Between 
9.30and H p. m., there were at least 
1,700 flashes of lightning; sometimes 
there were as many as three flashes per 
second. The thunder was almost con­
tinuous—like a kind of buzzing, inter­
rupted by heavy rollings.

Croltj has calculated that the amount 
of heat conveyed from the equatorial 
regions northward in the Atlantic by the 
gulf stream is equivalent to 77,479,650,- 
000,000,000,000 foot pounds of energy 
per day, which is equal to all the heat 
received by 1,560,935 square miles of 
surface at the equator, and more heat 
than is conveyed by all the aeri'i cur­
rents.

Late experiments have shown that 
-bout twenty per cent, of the pupils in 
the deaf aud dumb schools of London 
are, by means of the audiphone, enabled 
to hear sufficiently well to take their 
places in the classes of ordinary schools. 
It is known that in cases of deafness 
where the auditory nerves are unaffected, 
the audiphone enables the patient to 
hear with distinctness; but where the 
auditory nerves are destroyed or dis­
eased, no appliance at present known is 
of any utility.

Many people, says the Electrician, 
hafe observed that a blow or other jar­
ring shock will sometimes dispel pain; 
but the importance of mechanical vibra­
tions as an anodyne is now engaging the 
serious attention of physicians. . For 
some years Dr. Mortimer Granville has 
been endeavoring'to find a good, means 
of mitigating the pangs of neuralgia by a 
recurring series of shocks administered 
the skin over the affected part, and he 
has constructed an apparatus for the 
purpose which has been emploj'ed suc­
cessfully on various occasions. M. 
Boudet, of Paris, has, however, quite re­
cently developed the subject still further, 
and applied the ordinary tuning fork to 
the purpose in question. He was led to 
do this by the experiments of M, 
Yigouroux, who provoked contractions 
in hysterical patients, aud subdued the 
pains of a nervous cripple by causing fcho 
sonorous waves from a vibrating tuning 
fork and sounding board to impinge upon 
his limbs. M. Boudet improves upon this 
treatment by bringing the vibrator into 
actual contact with the surface of the 
body. He does this by a tuning fork kept 
in constant vibration through the attrac­
tion and repulsion of an electro-magnet, 
in which an electric current flows, and a 
rod having one end connected to the 
fork and the other applied over the 
nerve. So efficacious does it appear to 
he, that certain kinds' of neuralgia, 
especially in the less deep-seated nerves, 
are charmed away after a few minutes’ 
use. The subject is yet in its infancy, 
but it is probable that other kinds of 
physical suffering may be soothed by 
the vibiatory influence, and it is not un­
likely that complete anaesthesia, similar 
to that produced by chloroform, may 
result from tremors of the cranium; for 
w hen the fork is applied to the walls of 
the skull, a swimming of the head, fol 
lowed by a desire to sleep, is frequently 
induced. There are good reasons for 
believing that chloroform acts through 
mechanical disturbance of the sensory 
nervos.

•
Treatment of the Insane.

“ Nqisy as Bedlam,” “ mad as Bed­
lam ” they used to say a generation or 
two ago; but tew thought of the terri­
ble reality hid under the familiar ex­
pression.

The word is corrupted from Bethle­
hem, from 1547 to 1814 a noted English 
maj-house. He who entered its door 
left hope behind. Indeed, even before 
entering, the most fearful terrors were 
brought to bear on his bewildered brain, 
dislodging whatever of reason might be 
left, under the absurd idea that the in­
sane can be ruled by fear alone.

Within this house were life-long hor­
rors beyond ordinary conception—cells, 
chains, clogs, strait-jackets, stripes, 
blows with the fist, noisome food, filth, 
foul air, drunken keepers.

Let one think of his own mother or 
daughter thrust into such a place 1 But 
the long succession of inmates, who, for 
three centuries, were relieved of the 
horrors of Bedlam only by death, were 
equally sensitive to suffering; equally 
shrank from terror; would have been 
equally susceptible to kindness; and 
might, by right methods, as easily have 
had their fevered brains cured or calmed.

It is only since 1793 that, in Paris, the 
law of love, with its miracles of healing, 
began to displace the law of force ; and 
it is only forty years since the same 
change was inaugurated in England. 
In our own land many of the old ideas 
still pievail: and nothing can save our 
insane from the bad tendencies of unlit 
attendants but stringent laws and State 
supei vision. Kind treatment alone 
tends to the cure of insanity, otherwise 
the disease tends to hopeltssness.

The Postal Card Fiend.
“There is a new kind of fiend in exig­

ence,” said a post-office detective recent­
ly to your correspondent; “the postal card 
fiend, who came into existence with that 
species of epistolary effusion. The 
nuisance is a much greater one than you 
can imagine. No one who is not con­
nected with the service can imagine the 
number of scurrilous cards sent out. 
Ladies come to us—some of them be­
longing to the first families in onr city— 
who are almost heartbroken over the open 
missives they have received. They do 
not want to expose the matter—often it 
is the result of some family feud—and so 
all we can do is to stop the cards here, 
while the villain is allowed to go free.” 
I have heard of a case lately where a 
young wife was assailed in reputation by 
a former lover—rejected, of course—who 
kept just within the boundary of the law. 
The insinuating language was sufficiently 
veiled to keep the young husband un­
easy, while it ate deep into the young 
bride’s heart. It will kill her, as she is 
dying slowly of the inward wouud. Gf 
course ten years in prison would be light 
punishment for such a fiend, but these 
people always calculate upon an unwill­
ingness to piosecute on account of fears 
of publicity.—JV. Y. Cor. Philadelphia 
Record.

A Funny Duel.
A French lawyer, having had a dis­

pute with a neighbor, went to a fencing- 
master to learn his art in order to fight 
a duel. Never having touched a sword 
in his life, he asked what he had better 
do. The master told him to hold his 
sword steadily on a level with his adver­
sary’s eye, remain immovable, wait un­

til the other man rushed forward and 
found himself spitted like a woodcock. 
If his antagonist came nearer he himself 
was to retreat; if the other retreated he 
should stand still. An hour later, the 
neighbor arrived in the same ignorant 
plight in regard to the art of dueling. 
To him the fencing-master gave the same 
directions. When the two duelists me 
each assumed the same attitude as they 
had been directed, and for several min­
utes stood perfectly motionless, each 
thinking that the other would advance. 
The bystanders looked on in amazement, 
the seconds were astonished, and at 
length brought the farce to an end by 
declaring honor satisfied. The lawyer 
lowered his aeliing arms, saying: “ I 
had no idea that a duel was such hard 
work. I would a thousand times rather 
plead for a dozen hours than fight as we 
have been doing for as many minutes.”

Foreigners in America.
The proportion of foreign-born citi­

zens in this country is not so great as i3 
commonly supposed. In 1880, the 
whole number was only 6,677,360, out 
of a population of more than 50,000,000. 
This is'about 13J per cent. Out of 
every 1,000 persons, therefore, in the 
United States about 133 are not na­
tives.

The proportion differs very widely in 
different States. In California more 
than one-third of the people are foreign- 
bom, the number being 292,680 out of a 
population of 864,686. In Noith Caro­
lina, which has a population of 1*400,- 
000, there are but 3,679 foreigners. In 
fact, there are not twice as many for­
eigners in the whole South as there are 
in the State of California.

The largest colonies of foreigners are 
in the East. This seSans surprising in 
view of the faet of the enormous emigra­
tion of Germans, Swedes, Irish and na­
tives of other nations to the Northwest. 

,0 ut of tne six and two-thirds millions of 
immigrants, New England has more than 
800,000; New York, 1,200,000; Pennsyl­
vania nearly 600,000; and New Jeisey, 
200,000. These States, therefore, have 
about 42 per cent, of the entire foreign 
population of the country.

It is a matter of congratulation that 
the foreign-bom population is, and must 
henceforth be, a decreasing proportion 
of the whole citizenship oi the coun'ry 
No probable amount ot immigration can 
make the proportion grow larger.

Assuming that the six and two-thirds 
millions of foreigners settled in this 
country are of average age, the numbei 
of deaths from natural causes among 
them will be about 200,000 a year. Two 
hundred thousand immigrants, there 
fore, must arrive and settle in the UmteO 
States every year simply to keep thje 
present number of resident foreigners 
good.

The natural increase of 50,000,000 
people is not less than 1,250,000 a yeai, 
and, m order to keep the present pro­
portion of foreign settlers good, thor< 
must be an additional immigration ol 
about 170,000 more. This being tli 
ease, the arrival of immigrants must 
average 1,000 a day throughout the year 
and every year, to maintain the proper 
tion of 131 Per cent, of foreign-born citi­
zens.— Youth's Companion.

Oil As Black as Night
About seven miles west of the “boro 

limits” of Foxburg. on the Blue Jay 
Peninsula, is a place called Balltown, 
and among other developments going on 
in that vicinity is a well that produces 
black oil. This oil is so black that even 
the glimmer of the brightest light can 
not be seen through a bottle containing 
a sample of it. It bears a peifect re­
semblance, in fact, to tlie substance 
known as coal-tar, and emits a powerful 
odor, precisely like that of spirits of tar. 
What it is good for, or what particular 
qualities and elements it possesses, have 
not yet been determined upon, though 
w e may depend upon it that it would 
not exist as a mineral production unless 
there w ere some use to which it could be 
applied. What that use may be, how­
ever, is a question for future settlement. 
In its present state this oil (if we may 
call it oil), will not burn without emit­
ting a dense, black smoke, almost as 
black as the liqnid itself, which deposits 
a thick soot, that presents the idea of its 
being a very useful production for the 
manufacture of lamp-black or other 
substance of that description. It has 
also been suggested that it may turn out 
to be very valuable as a basis of ex­
traction for analine dyes, though this is a 
subject that no one can speak upon with 
authority till a chemical aualv sis of the 
substance has taken place, and this, we 
understand, will be commenctd imme­
diately. The strike is certainly an ex- 
traoi dinary one, and as far as we can 
learn nothing like it has ever before been 
known in the history of the oil trade. 
No other w ell in or near the vicinity has 
anything approaching to it. The oil 
seems to be found in the slats at a depth 
of 270 feet, and what is the more singu­
lar is, that, although the drill passes 
through the same kind of slate and at 
the same depth in adjacent wells, no 
such yield as we have been describing 
has come from any other except the one 
in question. We shall refer at greater 
length to this subject in a subsequent 
issue.—Titusville {Pa.) Herald.

Th* Secret of Jauny Lind’s Success.
In the concert-room, whether in the 

olassical masterpieces of Handel, Mo­
zart, Haydn or Mendelssohn, or in the 
lighter style of arias and songs, she sal- 
ways demanded of herself the highest 
standard of exeellence. When assum­
ing the first soprano part in “ The Mes­
siah,” “ The Creation,” “ Elijah,” “ The 
Requiem,” the melodies of Schubert 
and Schumann, or her own national 
songs, the earnestness and zeal, the total 
abstraction from all that surrounded her, 
impressed and iascinated the hearers 
quite as much as her dramatic perform­
ances had done. I  remember that at a 
concert at Natchez, on the Mississippi, 
when the steamer stopped to take iuol, 
she sang before an audience ot about 
J,000 persons, composed of a small num­
ber of planters and their families, the 
great bulk being colored people. There, 
m in another place, Memphis, and at 
the usual hour of 11 o’clock m the morn­
ing, she executed her solos with a finish 
and perfection which would have aston­
ished the frequenters of Her Majesty’s 
Theater, in London, or the Academic de 
Musique, in Paris. When I compli­
mented her and expressed my surprise 
that before so many who probably heard 
for the first time an artist of her renown, 
and would havo been satisfied with even 
an ordinary performance, she should 
have taken so much pains to do her very 
best, she replied : “ I  value my art too 
highly to degrade it even occasionally 
by any willful disregard of what I con­
sider dne to it,”

The next time the old General came to 
dine, he exhibited, after the repast,-the 
same nervous restlessness, and rose to 
take leave.

He declared 
that a supernatural power prevented him 
from taking money from his pocket to 
bestow iooiish alms, and that some day 
the world would know that he was not tlie 
grasping, avaricious and narrow-minded 
man he was accounted. He nevei theless 
helped secretly many Worthy persons, 
and after his death it was discovered 
that not a few merchants had been 
saved by him from financial embarrass­
ment and sorrow.

Bangs.
Tho bung is a homelj- device, lacking 

altogether the symmetry of an obelisk 
and having little even of the grace 
which corks often possess. But its uses 
are of a most important kind, and wher­
ever liquids are contained in casks or 
barrels there must the bung bo also.

It is almost impossible to estimate the 
quantity of bungs made and used annu 
ally, but the number is well up in the 
millions. They are made of wood well 
seasoned, and tire out by machinery 
which is patented. In no country are 
so many bungs made as in the Unit­
ed States, for nowhere else are the woods 
which are used so plentiful. O ik, hick­
ory, spruce and pine aie among the va­
rieties utilized, and the bung factories 
are scattered about the country m the 
neighborhoods where the woods used are 
found. By cutting ihe bungs before 
shipping, the cost of transporting the 
waste material is saved. A great many 
bungs for beer casks are sent both to 
Germany and England from ibis conn 
try, not because they are better but be­
cause they are cheaper than those made 
abroad. Bungs are cut by pecul ar and 
ingenious machinery which works against 
the grain of the wood, tapering the bung 
with the grain. In many cases tho ta­
per is made but stight 111 the cutting, and 
then the bung is submitted to-a power 
ful compression to increase the taper.

Bungs of ale and beer barrels are of a 
standard size, measuring one and seven- 
eighths inches, while bungs for oil barrels 
are two inches. Whisky bail'd bungs 
are used over and over â Siin. Beer and 
oil barrel bungs are always picked out, 
because hammering the stavi s to start 
the bungs is sme to 11 jure the coating 
of the barrels.—Hen York Sun.

THE FAMILY DOCTOR.

To cube sore throat pour a few drops 
-of spirits of camphor on a lump of 
sugar and allow it to dissolve in tho 
mouth every hour. Thp third and 
fourth do3e will enable the patient to 
swallow with ease. This, it is said, has 
cured the last stages of the disease.

It is recommended to treat inflamed 
wounds by smoking them with burning 
wool or woolen cloth. Twenty minutes 
in the smoke of wool, it is said, 
will take the pain out of the worst 
wound, and, if repeated once or twice, 
will allay the worst case of inflammation 
arising from a wound. This remedy is 
certainly very simple, and within the 
reach of every one.

An exchange says: “ That painful 
affliction, a felon, can readily be pre­
vented by moistening the finger with the 
tincture of lobelia in the early stages of 
the attack. If allowed to progress too 
far before the remedy is applied it will 
have no effect. If it cannot be conven­
iently obtained, rock salt pulverized, 
after being dried in an oven and mixed 
with an equal part of turpentine and 
applied fi'-equently, will destroy a felon in 
twent3-four hours.”

An old fashioned remedy for a cold : 
A warm “ stew,” getting into bed with 
covering weli tucked in, hot bricks to 
feet, and di inking abundantly of hot 
teas unlil there is a dripping perspira­
tion, to be kept up an hour or two or 
more until the system is relieved, and 
then to cool off very gradually in the 
course of another hour, is derisively 
styled an “ old woman’s remedy;” but 
for all that it will break up ^ y  cold 
taken within fhuty-six hours; it will 
promptly relieve many of the most pain­
ful forms of sudden disease, with the 
advantage of beirig w.thout danger, 
gives no shock to the system, nor wastes 
its strength.—How to Live Long.

Lemonade.—Four quarts of water, one 
and one-half pounds loaf sugar, juice of 
eight lemons, the rubbing of on*; strain 
it ready for use.

Buttek Sponge Caxe. —Fourteen eggs, 
the weight of the same in sugar, eight 
ounces of flour, six of butter, and the 
juice of three lemons.

For a good or easily made pudding- 
sauce take one tablespoonful of butter, 
two tablespoonfuls of flour, two-thirda 
of a cup of sugar. Pour hot water over 
these; stir well and boil until thick; fla­
vor with lemon, wine or with’nutmeg 
and a teaspoonful of vinegar.

Corn Meal Pudding.—Two cups of 
Indian meal, one cup of flsur, three cups 
of sour milk, two tablespoonfuls of 
sugar, a tablespoonful of melted butter, 
a little salt, any spice you please, and a 
large teaspoonful of soda dissolved in hot 
water. Beat the Ingredients free from 
lumbs, adding the soda last. Pour into 
a buttered mold or tin pail and boil two 
hours without stopping. Eat with liquid 
sauce or maple sirup.

If you have not a pretty or even good 
looking dish iu which to serve scallopped 
oysters, a common yellow dish may be 
made presentable by covering it with a 
napkin. Fold the napkin in the shape 
of a handkerchief, put around the dish 
and pin it; tuck the corners in and fold 
under the dish, then set it on a plate. 
Be careful to put the napkin on 
smoothly, letting it come just to the 
edge of the dish.

Chicken 8 andwkjhes. —Ingredients:— 
Chicken and ham, four eggs, one table- 
spoonf ill of olive oil, mustard, vinegar. 
Chop the chickens (not too fine) also a 
little nice ham; then braid together the 
yolks of the eggs (boiled very hard) with 
the oil; when smooth add a little made 
mustard and vinegar, should it not besalt 
enough from the liagk add a little, stir 
the mixture ̂ well and add the meat. 
Have ready some thin slices of bread 
buttered and put some of the mixture 
between two slices; very nice.

fuls of flour into one pint of milk; add 
three eggs and a little salt; pour into a 
sliallbw tin baking pan, put it into the 
oven an hour before dinner time. After 
it bas baked for about ten minutes put it 
under the roasting beef. When the meet 
is taken up, leave the pudding iu the 
oven for fi'i e minutes, then pour off the 
fat and serve with the meat.

Parsnips tor Garnish.—With a veg­
etable cutter cut them out raw to any 
shape preferred. Drop them in fast 
boiling water, add salt and a small quan­
tity of whole pepper; when done dram 
thoroughly, toss them on a saucepan 
with a little butter aud some parsley 
finely dropped. Or boil them in xilenty 
of fast boiling salted water; when done 
pass them through a sieve, then work a 
piece of butter and a little milk in them 
in a saucepan over the fire, adding pep- 
oer and salt to them.

Hebe is a delicious pudding for des 
sei't: One pint of nice bread crumbs 
(not crumbs of stale bread unfit for the 
table), one quart of milk, one cup of 
sugar, and the well beaten yolks of four 
eggs, tlie grated rind of one lemon, and 
a piece of butter the size of an egg. 
Bake until done. Whip the whites of 
four eggs, and beat in one cup of pulver­
ized sugar in which jou have put the 
juice of the lemon. Spread over the 
pudding a layer of jelly or raspberry 
jam or any sweetmeat 3 ou prefer, then 
pour over it the whites of the eggs. Set 
in the oven to brown slightly. Serve 
cold witli cream. This is an excellent 
dessert for an elaborate dinner, as it 
may be made early in the morning, and 
so be out of the way.

Pie Cbust.—One pound of flour, a 
quarter of a pound of butter, a glass of 
cold water, a cool pantry or room, and 
quick movements are essential. Place 
half tlie flour in a heap 0:1 the molding 
board: cut the lard in two and through it 
until quite fine; add cold water and stir 
with the kmfe. When wot and quite 
soft scrape from the board to one side; 
silt the other half till the board is well 
covered; lay the dough on it; roll it out, 
but be careful not to get it too thin; 
spread half the butter over it and then 
cover the butter with flour. Fold and 
then roll out; put on. the remaining but­
ter and cover with flour; fold and roll 
quite thin; sift flour on it; fold and roll 
up and lay it aside; take a little more 
than a fourth of the whole of one crust; 
flour the board and dough, and roll to 
the size required; place on the tin or 
dish, shaping to the same, and cut off 
around the edge with a sharp knife; fill 
the pie vtith quarters, or, if the apples 
are large, with eighths, of tart apples; 
roll an upper crust and lay it over the ap­
ples; trim it around the edge as before, 
but do not pinch the two crusts together. 
If you wish to ornament the crust let the 
cuts or marks bo upon the upper surface 
only; do not cut through so as to make 
holes at which the steam can escape. 
Place the pie in a hot oven so that the 
paste will bake quickly; when thoroughly 
baked, if tlie apples are not thoroughly 
cooked, w Inch can be easily ascertained 
by lifting the upper crust at one side and 
peeping in, lessen the heat or transfer to 
a cooler oven until done, if necessary.

Origin of the Word Roorback.
Nathan Guilford, onee a well-known 

oil lzen of Cincinnati, was an active Whig 
politician, and editor of an energetic 
Whig paper. On April 1, of a certain 
year, he published a circumstantial ac­
count of experiments by a German 
chemist named Roorback. Roorback 
1,-al been examining the chemical con­
stituents of eggs of different birds, sup- 
posieg it might be possible at last to 
compound a hatehable egg. According 
to the story, after putting many of his 
manufactured eggs to the animal heat of 
different patient mothers, he at last 
happily succeeded in hatching one egg 
and produced a living bird. The story 
then goes on to describe very minutely 
the strange creature, anatomically, 
physiologically and every other way, 
imitating the scientific style used in 
similar cases. The story read very well, 
and was copied into many other papers, 
and, after going the rounds of the press 
in all parts of the United States, it was 
at last (after three or four months) dis­
covered to have been first published on 
the 1st of April.

The Cincinnati Enquirer (Democrat­
ic) lmmeduately fixed upon Mr. Guilford 
the name of Roorback, which was there­
after held to mean a political liar, 
although the story had nothmg to do 
with polities.

WztnowDAT. May 11.—Sinate.—The Anti- 
Tre*tmg law passed—70 to 8. Tho Howell 
bill, vetoed yesterday by tho Governor, was 
lassed oyer Bis yeto—yeas '£A, nays 7.

Flint-Lock and Percussion Cap.
The flint-lock musket and fowling- 

piece died hard, as will be apparent to 
*11-who remember that in 1807 the Rev. 
Mr. Forsyth took out the first patent for 
a percussion gun, and that it took at 
least twenty years from that date for the 
weapon to be generally accepted and 
employed by English sportsmen, and 
thirty years from 1807 for it to be adopt­
ed by the British army. Such is the in­
eradicable conservatism of the British 
nation, and of its Governmental depart 
meats, that every great soldier who had 
won his spurs in the Peninsular war, in­
cluding,* among many others, tha lion 
Duke and Sir Charles James Napier, 
wrote absurd platitudes against “ the 
new-fangled substitute for the glorious 
weapon with which our soldiers won 
Albuera, Salamanca and Waterloo.” The 
new percussion musket w*s viewed viitli 
such suspicion and mistrust by the War 
Office pundits that it was issued, in the 
first instance, only to one company m 
every regiment. Happily, it had an op­
portunity of manifesting and estaulisli- 
mg its incontestable superiority over the 
matchlocks pitted against it in Afghan­
istan and upon the Sutlej; nor wan Sre 
Charles Napier slow to confess that to 
the new weapon, admirably handled by 
the Twenty-second regiment of British 
foot, and by the Twenty-ninth regirn nt 
of native infantry, he mainly owed ills 
astonishing victory over 85,000 Betoo 
chees at Mesanee in the Febtuary of 
1843. The percussion musket was not 
introduced into the French army until 
1840; but Mesanee was its “ baptism of 
fire” throughout the civilized Wutid, and 
it is doubtful whether 1,800 British sol­
diers, of whom little more than 400 were 
Europeans, ever gained a more honor­
able or meritorious victory. But, while 
the new weapon was slowly mailing its 
way as a military small-arm, it was 
eagerly seized upon and adopted at a 
much earlier date by sportsmen, who 
were quick to recognize the advantag s 
secured by the rapidity of ignition aud 
certainty of explosion imparted by tne 
percussion detonating cap to the charge 
of gunpowder within the barrel.

A new pump and boiler is being 
put in at the Indiana mine, and the 
working force is to be increased.

A new deposit of ore has been dis­
covered on the north side of the Chi­
cago mine, and is reported by good 
judges to be the most valuable of any 
yet discovered on the property, the 
ore being a rich clean hematite.

Colorado —An old resident of this 
county, now at Gianite, Colorado, com­
municates the following, under date of 
the 19th:

Granit* is 18 milts south ol Leadville, oh the 
the Denver and Rio Grand R. R., and contains 
about 10 families, one store, one blacksmith 
shop, two saloons, one hotel—the Creston. The 
mines up in the mountains one mile and a half 
are closed down at present, but are expecting 
to start again in a short time. Wages for labor­
ers, $2 per day; mineis, $3; carpenters, $3,50. 
Board is $7 per week and furnish your own 
Markets. About Leadville i t  may oe said the 
camp is looking well. There is not so big a rush 
now as there was a year ago, but they are taking 
out more bullion. For 1880 they took out abotft* 
$16,000,000 silver and gold, and tor the fir*t 
three months of this year they took out 
$3,000,000. Now the roads ore so bad ore cannot 
be hauled to the smelters fast enough. There 
are about 18,000inhabitants m the city and the 
merchants are doing a good business, but work 
is scarce. There are plenty of idle mou in the 
streets who cannot get a  day’s work. I  saw 
several from Lake Superior and they wish 
themselves back again. A word of advice to 
Lake Superior miners: Don’t think of coming 
to Colorado to better your fortune. Work is 
scarce and men plenty. Jobs at best only last 
two or tnree months, and then it consumes the 
savings to procure work again, so that at the 
end of a given time there is nothing gained by 
the best of men, while many fiocf themselves in 
a condition bordering upon starvation or abject 
misery.

The Nkw School Law.—A bill revis­
ing and consolidating the school lavs has 
passed the legislature and been signed by 
the Governor which makes radical chan­
ges from the old system of examinations, 
and also in other respects. The aUion- 
tie* in the various townships should 
acquaint themselyes with its provisions 
at once as the new law takes effect on the 
1st of July. Its main and prominent 
feature is in providing for a board of 
three school examinet s for each county, 
to be elected by the chairmen of the 
boatds of school inspectors of the differ­
ent townships in eacli county, who shall 
meet for such election at the office of the 
eletkof the county on the first Tuesday 
of August, in 1881, and bold their offices 
for one, two and three years respectively.

W ill  T h ey  Obey  t h e  L aw s?—1The 
action of the legislature in raisiug the tax 
on retailers of malt liquors was caused as 
much a*anythmg by the tricks played by 
many dishonest members of the trade 
with the old liquor law. In some parts 
of the State, instead of paj ing the $200 
whisky tax, they have paid only the beer 
tax and then sold the latter drink, with 
as much flavoring of spirituous liquors as 
the patrons of th o bar desired. This was 
nothing more than a subterfuge to sell a 
glass containing spirituous liquors, when 
a tax was paid for selling malt liquors 
ouly. The tax on the retailing of beer 
and like drinks has now been raised to 
two hundred dollars, and the entire liq­
uor tiaffic of that grade must pay the high 
tax, which, under the old law, they en­
deavored to evade by frauds on the mun- 
cipal treasury. Some of the liquoi deal­
ers are getting their eyes open to the fact 
that they had better not trifle with the 
conservative temperance sentiment of 
Michigan people any longer. All at­
tempts to impose on the people of the 
State in this matter, and to evade the law 
by taking advantage of any of its provis­
ions reacts on the entire traffic. The liq­
uor dealers of Grand Rapids have discov­
ered that it is for their interest to have 
the liquor laws enforced, and they are 
perfecting an organization for that pur- 
purpose. It would be to the credit and 
profit of the legitimate liquor dealers in 
all parts of the state, if they would imi­
tate the example of the Grand Rapids deal­
ers.

Mayor Houston stated that before the ques­
tion was put he had a few wor is to sav concern­
ing the minutes just read—that ho had closed 
the saloons at eleven o’clock under the supposi­
tion that it had been -o ordered by the council 
at its last meeting. He was undor the impres­
sion that Alderman May had offered such a mo­
tion, and that it had passed.

Alderman May stated that he had made no 
such motion, and that uenerhad been mad* in 
the matter.

The mayor then withdrew his objection to Iho 
minutes and supported the motion of Alderman 
Merry that they stand approved, which was so 
ordered.

Alderman Zinc offered the following retolu-
tion:

Perolved-, That the saloons be allowed to re­
main open until 12 o'clock P. M. during each 
dnv. and on Sundays from 1 o’clock P. M. until 
12 o’clock P. M.

Which was rejected by the following vote: 
Yeas—Messrs. Quinn and Zine—2. Xays -  
Messrs. Crepaut, Maitland, May, Merry, Muck 
and Hou-ton—6.

Mayor Houston then asked that the city at 
torney produce and read to the eonnoil the 
statutes and city ordinances relating to the 
closing ol saloons, etc.

After a recess of fifteen minutes the mavor 
resumed- the chair and the attornoy proceeded 
to read Section 1 of Ac' No. 267 of the Laws of 
187*1, approved May 31st, 1879, which requires 
the closing of “all saloons, restaurants bars in 
taverns or elsewhere and all other places where 
malt, spirituous liquors are sold cither a t whole­
sale or retail, on tho first day ot the week, com­
monly called Sunday, and on- each week day 
night from and after th* hour of nine o’clock 
until six o’clock of the morning of the succeed­
ing day, Provided, That in cities the same may 
remain open not later than 10 o'clock in the 
evening on such week day night unless ordered 
sooner closed by the proper authorities ”

Also was read Ibe c ty ordinance, which was 
adopted August 14,1874, requiring silicons, r*s- 
taurants and other places of resort to bo closed 
at the hour of eleven o’clock at night each 
week day night, and on Sundays exoept from 1 
o’clock in the afternoon until 11 o'clock at 
night.

Alderman Merry said he thought the provis­
ions of tne state law were rather too strict and 
that the requirements of the ordinance would 
give better satisfaction, and offered the follow­
ing :

That tho city authorities be governed by the 
city ordinance relating to the closing of saloons 
and other places of amusement, and that if 
necessary to prosecute any person for violating 
the provisions of the ordinance, they be prose­
cuted under the state law.

To which motion Alderman Maitlind askod 
leave to add the following clause:

T int the mayor and marshal prosecut* any 
offender under the state law in behalf ot the 
city.

The additional clause being accepted and the 
motion accepted the whole was, without further 
comment, adopted.

Mar-hol Richardson stated that the floor in 
the jail building needed repairing badly, where­
upon Alderman Merry moved that the com­
mittee on police claims, together with the mar­
shal, make whatever repair* needed on the 
floor. Carried.
• On motion of Alderman Maitland the ques­
tion of stoves for jail purposes was referred to 
the same committee.

We are at present 
powerless after a fire once gets a start We 
need a new pump, a well organized com­
pany, good and efficient officers and a gener­
al waking up of all to a realizing sense of 
om- danger,

—The centennial anniversary of tho victory 
of the American Revolutionary army over the 
British at Cowpens was celebrated, May 11, on 
the battle-ground. Gov. Hagood, Thomas 
Wentworth Higginson, Senator Wade Hamp- 
toff and representatives from several of the 
thirteen original States made speeches. There 
was a review of the South Carolina militia, 
and on the whole the affair was very suo.ossful.

—The fifty-fourth ahnual meeting of the 
Home Missionary Society was held in Now 
fork," recently, under the Presidency of the 
Bev. Theodore D. Woolsey. The receipts of 
the society for the past year amounted 1« 
$290,953 and the expenditures to $281,411. 
There aie 1,032 ministers in the employ of the 
society.

—The oommittee of the New York Legisla­
ture which baa been investigating aa to the 
tannins! facilities in New York city report* that 
they are utterly inadequate to the demand# of 
commerce, and should be increased.

—Report has it that a number of persons 
residing near Blairsville, Pa., and relatives in 
othlr places, have fallen heirs to some $200,- 
000,000, the principal of whuh was deposited 
in the Bank of England in the latter part of 
the seventeenth century by a man named 

' Holmes, whose brother* emigrated to Pennsyl­
vania, and of whom the claimants of the es­
tate era the descendants.

—Sir Edward Thornton, the British Minister 
to Washington, has unofficially informed Secre­
tary Blaine that ho has been offered and ha* ac­
cepted th# position of British Ambassador to 
St. Petersburg, as the successor of Lord Dnf- 
ferm. Minister ThoXnton will probably be suc­
ceeded in Washington by Sir Austen Layard, 
late British Minister to Constantinople.

—Postmaster General James has issued an 
order directing that sample copies of new news­
papers cannot be sent through the mails at 
newspaper rate* until the Postoffice Depart­
ment has first ruled to that effect. The object 
of the order is to prevent the circulation of 
advertising sheets through the mails at the 
same rates as for established legitimate news­
papers.

—The practical dissolution of the famous 
Shaker settlement at Enfield, N. H., ia an­
nounced. Elder Henry Cummings, the head of 
the family, wiU marry one of tho sisters 
and go out into the world.

—M. H. DeYoung, of San Franciscan who 
was called home by the dangerous illness of his 
mother, was taken from Chicago to Omaha by 
a special car on the Burlington road in tire 
running time of twelve honrs and twenty-four 
minutes.

—In the recent Chicago heel-and-toe six-days’ 
walking match, Harriman scored 530 miles (the 
best on rseord), Tracy 523, Krohne 520, Struckel 
458, Faber 450, and Campana 375. Harriman 
won $1,000, Tracy $750, Krohne $500, 
Struckel $200, Faber $100, and Campana ridi­
cule and blisters.

—Geldeit, at New 'York, won the doubtful 
hanors o t» pedestrian contest, m which he was 
the only one to complete the walk. The re­
ceipt# were $300, of which ho got 60 per cent., 
and had to pay his trainer and attendants.

—Gov. Overton, of the Chickasaw nation, 
haa raised an army of 300 Indians, and ordered 
all whita men to leave the Temtory before 
June. He had previously demanded of the 
Texan herders 25 cents per head for grazing 
cattle, which they refuted to pay. In the 
Choctaw nation, on the ground that nearly all 
the white residents have settled without proper 
authority, Gov. McCurtin has iSstructed the 
Sheriff# to immediately organize and arm mi­
litia, and drive out the mvadeis.

—̂ ohn Walruff, a prominent brewer of Kan­
sas, has secured the backing of the Nat in al 
Brewers’ Association to the extent of $75,000 
for the purpose of niaking a fight on the new 
Prohibitory law which ha* just gone into effect 
in that State.

—The revised New Testament ha* been given 
to the public in London. The title describes 
the work *■ the New Testament translated out 
of the Greek, being the version set forth in 
1611. compared with the most ancient author­
ities, and revised in 1880.

—Attorney General MacVeagh ha* given an 
opinion, a(Jihft request of Secretary Wtndom, 
on the matter of exporting buttarine and oleo- 
fli»rgariu#m buttsr, in which ha holds that

under tha law Collectors of Customs have no 
option m the matter, and adds that further 
legislation is naoessary to coyer tha case.

Financial and InduatirinL
—Tho Caughnawaga Indians who sre em­

ployed in piloting raf ,* down the Lacbine rap* 
jds, on the St. Lawrence near Montrea’, have 
struck. They demand $2.50 per day, and that 
none but Indians be employsdjit the work.

—Secretary Wmdom haa issued hit third 
circular or call for tha presentation for pay­
ment of the 5-per-cent, bonds of July, 1870, 
and January, 1871, on or boforo tho 12th of 
August, 1881, after which day interest on the 
bonds shall ceaso. Persons whs wish to have 
their bonds continued at 3% per cent., at the 
pleasure of the Government, can have it done 
by applying to tho Secretary ef the Treasury 
oefore July 1; provided, however, that $250,- 
000,000 worth of the bond* sr# notrenewed be­
fore the application is made, as Secrstary Wm- 
lom purposes oancsling $76,000,000 worth of 
the bonds with th* snrplus fund* now in the 
.treasury. Facilities for renewal will bo afford­
ed to foreign holders of th* bonds by th* es­
tablishment of agencies in London.

—Th* national association of that section of 
th* iron manufactnrers of this country who are 
engaged m making holts, nuts and washers met 
st Pittsburgh, and voted to keep up the old 
scale of prices.

—Th* North Chicago Rolling-Mill Company 
has decided to purchase th* North Chicago 
steel works, for which purpose it was resolved 
to increase th* oapital stock from $3,000,000 to 
$5,000,000.

—The Wabash railway has purchased four­
teen acres of land on the South branch of the 
Chicago river, and will expend $1,000,000 in 
improvements thereon, including a mammoth 
grain elevator.

—T. J. B. Lincoln, of Boston, a broker in 
canned goods and nuts, has made a disastrous 
failure, his liabilities being estimated as high 
a* $750,000.

Mr. Saunders, of Nebraska, introduced a

vide* that 25 per cent, of th# net earnings of the 
rosd be applied to paying off its indebtedness to the 
National Government, and calling on the Senate 
Judiciary Committee to report at the next regular
session of the Senate what is nrespsary to pro­
tect the interest of tho United S’atoa in reference to 
the Central Pacific and othei roads.

A Poet’s Study.
A correspondent of the Louisville 

Courier-Journal^ who has been visiting 
Mr. Longfellow’s home, writes: “If the 
influence of surroundings can be felt in 
conversation it surely might in that 
delightful apartment; the room where 
most of Mr. Longfellow’s poems have 
been written, and where many of his 
souvenirs are gathered from abroad and 
distant parts of this country. It is 
large and square and has several win­
dows in it. There are carved book-cases 
(one of which is filled with his own 
works), portraits of his literary friends 
ia their youth, and two of himself—c'Na 
taken at the age of twenty, the other re­
cently—some venerable cabinets, plenty 
of easy-chairs, etc. In one corner, be­
tween two windows, each having a wide 
and Varied prospect, is his writing-desk, 
heaped with papers. I  paused there a 
moment and looked out on the hills and 
the trees, as if to catch iome memente 
of the inspiration that hafi come to the 
poet in that particular place. In the 
center of the room is a large square table, 
laden with many objects. The inkstand 
used by Wordsworth (I think), some 
rare books, notably a copy of the first 
edition of Bryant’s poems, some Vene­
tian vases, filled with newly cut flowers, 
etc., etc. As Mr. Longfellow talked 
with me of Hawthorn and Emerson, he 
pointed to their portraits—and of jaany 
other authors and authoresses, English, 
German, Italian, and American—it was 
delightful to find that he expressed 
himself so kindly of all. Of course. I 
waff eager to he^r him talk, and sug­
gested topics, if he paused with infinite 
courtesy for me to express an opinion. 
In speaking of Dante, he went to a 
carved oak box and unlocked it, from 
which he brought forth a little glass case, 
in which are some bits of the great 
Italian s coffin. After a \\ hile he showed 
me the lower part of his house, the 
drawing-room, with its objects of art, 
and the stair-case, where a tall Dutch 
clock rests on the landing—not ‘The 
Clock on the Stair-case,* but a more 
fanciful one that has taken the old 
clock’s place. It is a quaint house, not 
elegant, but more than that, it is'charm- 
jug, homelike, and telling, as everything 
in it gives one an idea of its unusual oc­
cupation. One would hardly believo it 
could be one hundred and fifty years old. 
Washington lived in it nine' months. 
His office was the room used by Mr. 
Longfellow as his study. Most of the 
rooms are as Washington left them in 
shape, although some trifling alterations 
have been made. On the east side of 
the house is a broad piazza, where the 
poet loves to walk. He still writes and 
works as though he was a young man. 
He is vigorous, and bids fair for man) 
years to come to enjoy the honors which 
his talents and industry have created for 
him.

Personnel of Our Earlier Presidents.
The Presidents of the United States 

were generally men of good personal ap­
pearance. The extremes in point of 
stature were Polk and Lincoln— the lat­
ter of whom was six feet four, while the 
former was a little more than five feet 
three. Van Buren, also, was a small 
man. The first four were men of much 
dignity. Concerning Washington, noth­
ing need be added on this point. He was 
the beau-ideal of manly beauty, even in 
his latter days, and when Stuart under­
took to paint his portrait, the artist was 
so overcome with the majesty of his pat­
ron that at first he was unable to proceed 
with his task. John Adams lacked 
Washington’s noble stature and gran­
deur of mien, but he was a man of much 
dignity. Jefferson was of noble per­
sonnel—tall, well-built and of imposing 
appearance. Madison had merely a re­
spectable look, and, being dressed in
black, presented much the appearance 

* ‘ ~  ‘ Wa ■ *of a clergyman. Monroe and Washing 
ton were the only Presidents that served 
in the field during the Revolution. They 
were together at Trenton, where Mon­
roe was a Lieutenant and received a ball 
which he carried through life. He was 
the last of the Revolutionary Presi­
dents, and wore the cocked hat and 
continental uniform, which became lnm 
to a remarkable degree. John Quincy 
Adams, like his father, was stcut, 
thick-set and deficient in point of 
stature. Jackson was tall and gaunt, 
with bristling hair, and a nervous but 
deficient countenance. Van Buren 
lacked personal dignity, and, indeed, 
was the most deficient of all our Presi­
dents in physique excepting Polk. Har­
rison was a man of much personal dig­
nity. Tyler was a spare-faced man, with 
a broad, thin nose, which gave him
rather a comical appearance. It waa
his station as President that won the 
hand ot the rich woman, Gardiner, 
rather than any personal attraction. 
Polk was, aa has been said, a small man, 
with a cold, repulsive countenance, and 
a hard, staring pair of eyes that were 
singularly free from anything like a 
kindly, genial look. Taylor was a 
heavy-built man with $ rough visage, as 
might have been expected of one whose 
life was passed on the frontier. He was 
bred a soldier, and loved the service. 
His face had a pleasant smile at times, 
but was often impressed with the stern 
character of military life. Fillmore had 
a lymphatic countenance—dull, except 
when ht up by business or pleasure. 
He was agreeable in scciety and interest­
ing in conversation, to a “degree much 
beyond many of his predecessors. He 
was of more than an average size, and 
of proportions that suggested dignity if 
not elegance. Buchanan was a feeble- 
looking old gentleman, whose white 
choker suggested the clerical order. 
His countenance, however, showed that 
he was not a man of progress, and 
rather suggested the fossil order of in­
tellect.

The controversy between th# President and 

Senator Conklin# over the nomination of Judge

nation by Senator* Cohkling and Platt, of their 
seats in the United States Senate. The action 
of the New York Senators in tendering their 
rej'ignations, it is needless to say, created a 
profound sensation at the national capital* and 
was a sharp surprise to th# country it Large* 
Messrs. Gohklihg and Platt addressed the fol­
lowing letter to the GrOveiUdr of New York, 
defining their position, and explaining their 
reasons for resigning i

Sib : Transmitting, as we do, ourreajgnstionsa re­
spectively, of the great truats with wh ch New York 
has honored us, it fit that we acquaint >ou, and 
through you the LegJs1ature and the peop e of the 
State, with tho reaaona which, in our judgment, make 
such a step respectful and necessary Some wet-ks 
ago the President of the United States sent to the 
Senate in a group the nomination of several persons 
for pub ic office* already filled. Oue of the e offices 
is the Collectorship of the Port of New York, 
now held ly  Gen. Meriitt, another is Hie Con­
sul Generalship at London, now held by Gen. 
Badeau; another is the Chaige d’ Affaires 
at Denmark, held by Mr* Cramer; anothei 
is the mission to (Switzerland* held by Mr* Fish' the 
ion of the former distinguished Secretary cf State. 
Mr. Fish had, ifi defe ehce to an Anc ent practice, 
p’aced h’S position at the disposal of the new admin­
istration, but, like other person* named, was read} 
to remain at his post if permitted to do bo.

AU these officer*, save only Mr. Cramer, are citi­
zens of New York. I t was proposed to diep’ace 
them a 1, not for any alleged faults or advantage of 
the public service, but itt order tb give the great 
office of Col eetat of ihe Port of New York to Mr. 
William ft. Iiobertson as a reward for ceita n act# of 
his wmth are said to have aided m making the nom­
ination of Gen. G a fie ld  possible.

The chain of removals thks proposed was 
broken by Gen. Badeau promptly declining 
to accept the new post to which he was to be srnt 
These nominations summoned every member of the 
Senate to say whether he advised such a transaction 
Ttie movement waa more than a *urpfi#e» We had 
been told ouiy a few hours be dre that no removals 
of New'York officer# v ere soon tbt>e made, or s’.en 
considered, and had been requested to withhold the 
papers and’suggestions bearing on the subject which 
had been sent to us for presenLitipu, abou’d occasion 
arise, until we had notice f rom the President of iu» 
readiness to receive them.

Learning that the V ce President was cquallj

nunciations of the Senators from New York for 
44 opposing th e  admmistiation” and dictating to the 
President.

Persons who vuited the Executive Mansion report­
ed the Pi esident as resentful and impatient of ths 
hesitation of the Sentteto 44advise aud consent” to 
what he proposed. We had madeno assault upon any­
body. We hav e at all times refused to answer question* 
from rep esentati.es of the pie**, or make com­
plain? or comment or e\ en denial of many truthless 
charge# published against us by officious champions 
of the admimstiation. Ind- e<1, beyond confldeatial 
consultations with brother Senator# and officials, we 
hrv* said nothing until now upon this subject Nor 
have we or e.ther of us “ promoted the deadlock in 
the Senate ” in order to pievent or influence action 
on any nomination; nor have w* ever so stated.

Immediately after tbe nomination# were published 
letters and te e^rams in great numbers cam* from 
every pait of the State, from its leading citizens, 
protesting again* t ths proposed changes, and con­
demning them on many grounds. Sev era' thousands 
of ths leading mercantile firms of New Ycrk, consti­
tuting, a# w# sre informed, a majority of every 
branch of trade, pent us remonstrances; sixty of the 
eighty -on# Republican member# of th# Assembly, bj 
letter or memorial, made objection. Representatives 
in Congiets, State (fficials, business msn, piofes- 
sional men, commercial, industrial and politic* or-r 
gamzations are among the remonstrant <, and they 
speak from every section of the S‘ate.

Beside the nonnua'ions already ie ferrrd to, there 
were awaiting the rction of the Senate several citi­
zens of New York named for efflees connected with 
the courts (District Attorneys and Marshals). Mo?t 
of them hid  been originaTy comnre^ior.ed by Mr. 
Haje*. They were certified by Judge# of co1 rts 
and many other eminent persons, who etteeted tire 
faithfulness tnd  merit of their fervices, and recom­
mends d their continuance. They were not presented 
by us. We have not attempted to dictate, nor have 
we asked tbe nomination ot one person to any office 
m the State. Indeed, with the sale excep'ion of the 
written request set lorth above, we have never even 
expressed «n opinion to the President, m any ca3e, 
unless questioned in rega1 d to it.

Some day* ago, the Piesident abrup'Iy withdrew, 
in one and the same ac1, the names of Geu. Wood­
ford and Mr. Tenney, and of two Marsha’s. This 
unprecedented proceeding, whether pemussib’e by 
law or not, was gravely sign fic&nt i he Pr^s dent 
had nominated these officers aft* r  they had been 
weighed in the ba’gnce. Their ( fficial leco ds were 
before him, j nd had been fully scrutinized and ao- 
proved. I t  must be presumed that be thought the 
nominations fit to be made, and that it was his duty , 
to make them. Tbeieis no ai'esation that he dis­
covered any unfitness in them afterwar 1. It cou’d 
hardly be that he had dhcovered unfitness in ail of 
themauke. Wh t, the%was themoamngaijdparpo e 
of thi# pereropt r.y step. I t  was immediate’} sUt'd. 
as if by feu henty, and i seem#to,fe th t
th ft purpo e was to e< erce the Se. ate or Sex a'ois, to 
vote a* the} would not vote if left free from Exec i- 
tive interfe’ence. 'Ihe des gn was to control the 
action of the Senators toachi g matter# commit c l 
by the constitution to the Seaate aud to the Senate 
exclusively.

I t  has been suggested in addi ion thvt.ly  recalling 
the nominations and holding them m his own 1 ands, 
the President ra,ghfc, in tho event of the failure of 
another nomination, use them to compensate 
that failure. If it can be suppo ed that a ] 
these public tras 's  are to be, or wou’d in 
any evfent be, made personal perqm i’ts  to be 
handled and disposed of, not only to panisli nde 
pendence o f  Senatorial v c te# ana action, but liquid 
ate pemonal obligations of anv individual, however 
high m station, the condition* are utter j  mcio is 
and degrading, and their acceptance wou’d c imp 1 
representativ es of Statea to fling aovvn their ( l b  
and representative duty at the footstool of executive 
power. Fol’owing thi# sweeping and startling ex ­
ecutive act, came the ominous avowa’s that distent 
or fai’ure to “ advise and consent ” wou’d be held an 
act of offense, exposing a lien a to rs  from whats^eve: 
State to executive displeasure.

Thus we find ourselves confronted bvtbe question 
whether w e eh ill surrender the plain right und sw o.n 
duty cf Seuators by consenting to what we be’ieve to 
be vicious and hurtful, or he assigned to a position 
if disloyalty to the administration wh ch we helped 
briny m, aud the success of wh ch wTe earnest y de* 
s;re, for every reason and motive which can enter 
nto tbe case.

Another Sena­
tor kuowiv to have given fa s  advice was Mr. Kiik- 
wood, no f  Secreta y ot the Interior.

It is said’hat, like t  le PoatiarisW General from 
our own State, theeeCibmet officers were not taken
into cmeutation toi ching the removal 
Gen. Merntt, but their sworn and offic a 
action as Senators i# n rt ths le## instructive 
That the late Secretary of the Treaaui} and (bc 
’ate r dmimstration, up to its exriration, less than tei 
vvee\s ago, approved of Gen. Meiritt as an oflhei 
is well known, and it is i ovvhe e suggested that an} 
citizen had petitioned fot his removal, or that ofiioia 
de uiqueccy on Li* part is the reason cf i t  In  th 
place of an exper enced r fficer, in tl e m dst of his 
term fixed by law, it is proposed suddenty to put a 
man in who haa had no training for the position, ai d 
who cannot be «aid to have any special fi ne«* fortLc 
offi^al duties.

In the inaugural of President G aifklj, delivered 
on the 4th of Maich, stand these word*:

Assuming Gen. Merritt to lie an 
officer of average fitness and honesty, it 
might be reasonab’y argued that all Sena­
tors should with alacrity advise his dis­
placement for a man of obvious superiority;

selection in Gen Merntt’* p’aco of a man who, with­
out superior fitness, had renderei hi# country, or 
even his party, consp’cuous end exa te ! service.

A. Relic oX Washington.
An old walnut cabinet of antique de­

sign has been discovered in tbo store of 
Frank Waie, a second hand furniture 
dealer in Staunton, Va., to which un­
usual interest attaches. In moving the 
desk Ware turned it up and his eye fell 
upon a singular looking inscription, to 
decipher which lie called in the aid of 
several gontl -men, to make it out as fol­
lows: ‘‘To George Washington by D. 
Webftcr in ye year 1777,” and in another 
place: “Ye desk was presented to George 
Washington in ye year of ye Lord 1777 
by D Webtter.” The inscribton is 
fju.te dLtiuct, except the “D” preceding 
Webster. Tho cabinet was bought re­
cently at-a sale of the effects of the 
n iJow of the late Samuel Clark, a former 
Mayor of Staunton, and is about three 
feet long and one deep and stauds upon 
four slender crooked legs. A drawer 
runs the whole length of the cabinet at 
the top and there are smaller shallow 
Oiies beneath this, with an old fashioned 
brass handle. It has been found that 
Simuel Clark married a daughter of 
Sampson Matthews, who was the first 
man " ho e’.er kept a tavern in Staiu.toin 
His tavern, uhick has long since disap­
peared, was a rendezvous for Continental 
soldiers. General Matthews, a brother 
of the taver i-keeper, was a friend of 
General Washington and was Governor 
of Georgia after the war The old desk 
evidently parsed from General Washing­
ton into the hn1 ds of Governor Matthews 
and so into his brother's family. Its 
identity is much strengthened by the 
strong resemblance between fhe inscrip­
tion upon it aud the handwriting* of 
Washington as seen upon aa old auto­
graph letter of his which has been 
hunted up and compared with it.—Phil­
adelphia Times.

Educating Oysters.
And, although it has been doubted 

that an oyster had been so far subju­
gated as to “ follow its master up and 
down stairs,” a consummation which 
might be accepted as positive progress­
ive steps in the rise toward ultimate civ­
ilization, at least according to “ Lewes 
Seaside Studies,” oysters are suscepti­
ble of being educated to a small extent. 
In tlie great establishments on the coast 
of Calvados, the merchants teach oys­
ters to keep their shells closed when out 
of the water, by which the liquor re 
tained keeps their gills moist, and they 
arrive lively in far-distant Pans. The 
process may be worthy extensive pub 
licity ; it is this : No sooner is an oyster 
taken from the sea than it closes its 
shells, and opens them after a certain 
time—from fatigue, it is said, but more 
probably because the shock it received 
by removal into the air, causing its mus­
cles to contract, has passed away. The 
Calvados men take advantage of this to 
exercise the oysters, and make them ac­
customed to be out of the water, b; 
leaving them daily in the atmosphere 
for longer and longer periods. This has 
the desired effect; the well-educated 
mollusk keeps its door closed at least for 
many consecutive hours, and so long at 
the shell is closed its gills are kept moist 
—-A tl  th e  Y rn  r  T lt.und .

Sunshine.
From an acorn weighing a lew grains 

a tr-’e will grow for 100 years or more,- 
not only throwing off mmy pounds of 
leaves every year, but itself weighing 
several tons. " If an orange twig is pnt 
in a large box of earth, and that earth is 
weighed when the twig becomes a tree, 
bearing luscious fruit, there will be very 
nearly the same ambunt of earth. From 
careiul experiments made by different sci­
entific men, it is an ascertained fact that 
a very large part of the growth of a tree 
is derived from the sun, from the air 
aud from the water, and a very Hfctle 
from the earth; and, notably, all vege- 
tutiop bepopes sickly unless it is free**

ly exposed to sunshine. Wood and coal 
are but coiidehsed sunshine, which con­
tain threff important efcments, equally 
(essential to both vegetable and animal 
life—-magnesia is importantto any iff the 
tissues. Thus it is that the more per- 
sons are out of doors, the more healthy, 
the more vigorous they are, and the lon­
ger will -they live. Every human being 
ought to Jiave an hour or two of sun­
shine at noon in winter, and in the early 
forenoon in summer.

The F*r West and the Moon.
Mr. Richard A. Proctor, the astrono­

mer, writes: “During my journeys across 
the Western States (from Kansas City 
through Denver, Cheyenne, Ogden, and 
San Francisco, and back to Cheyenne 
and Omaha through St. Joseph and 
Kansas City) I was much struck by the 
singular resemblance between the con­
figuration of the North American Conti­
nent and that oi the moon’s surface as 
seen M*ith good telescopes. The journey 
from Missouri to the Rocky Mountains is 
usually considered monotonous (so much 
so, indeed, that one station near the 
western border of Kansas has received 
the sugestive name, Monotony). But 1 
found these widespread plain#’(not strict­
ly level, but slightly undulating) cov­
ered with prairie grass, as impressive, in 
their way, as the Rooky Mc$pitains them­
selves. (The undulations, let me note, 
resemble those of a sea crossed by tn*o 
or more series of wide snd gentle undu­
lations.) The rise from Kansas City to 
Sherman, 8,234 feet above the sea level, 
is so gradual as to be almost impercepti­
ble, except near Sherman, and tbe aspect 
of the country changes much less than 
one would expect. The chief change in 
the character of the more level parts 
arises from the difference in the charac­
ter of the vegetation, the prarie grass 
being replaced a higher level by buffalcf 
grass, and that in its turn at a higher 
level by sage brush. These broad un­
dulating regions, gradually slanting up­
ward to the foot of the Rocky Mountains, 
strikingly resemble.the great so called 
‘seas’ of the moon, bordered by ranges 
of mountains, beyond which lie tliffre- 
gions of great volcanic craters. These 
lunar seas, with their prevalent dark 
tints, are among the most striking 
features of the moon’s surface, and, 
rightly apprehended, indicate a formei 
condition of tilings on the moon resem­
bling that now prevailing on the earth. 
They show that the moon, though now 
arid, had once seas as our earth has at 
present. The slow process of change by 
which tlie lunar seas were turned to dry 
land are taking place now, though on a 
larger scale (but even more slowly), on 
the earth. The lunar surface much more 
neaily resembles that of the New World 
than that of Europe, Asia, Africa, or 
Australia.”

There are two kinds of knitting siik—one made 
from pure thread silk, the other from spun 
tilk. Thread silk is reeled from cocoons, sev­
eral threads being doubled and twisted togeth­
er, according to the desired size of the finished 
thread, and is of far greater strength and dura­
bility than any other fiber known. Spun silk is 
made from shoit pieces of waste, carded and 
spun like wool, and have but little strength or 
durability.
