the country. The following is fro n this 
rejort, which was published iu 1852 :

The wolf in India is looked upon, as it 
formerly was in Northern Europe, as a 
sacred animal. Almost all Hindoos 
have a superstitious dread of destroying 
or even injuring i t ; and a village com­
munity within the boundary of whose 
land a drop of wolf’s blood has fallen 
believes itself doomed to destruction. 
The natural consequence is that in the 
districts least frequented by Europeans 
these animals are very numerous and 
destructive, and great numbers of chil- 
dim are constantly earned off by them. 
Ouiy one class of tha population, tlu 
very lowest, leading a vagrant Lfe, and 
bivouacking in the jungles, will attempt 
to kill or catch them. Even these, how­
ever, although they have no supersti­
tions fear of the wolf, and are always 
found to be well acquainted with its 
usual dens and haunts, very seldom at 
tempt its capture—in all probability 
from tha profit they make of the gold 
and silver bracelets and necklaces worn 
by children whom the wolves have car­
ded'- to their dens, acd Whose remains 
are left at the entrance. In all parts o; 
India, it appears, numbers of children 
are daily murdered for the sake of these 
dangerous ornaments.

The wolf, however, is sometimes 
kinder than man. In the neighborhood 
of Sultanpoor, and among the ravine; 
that intersect the banks of the Goomtei 
river, this animal abounds, and our first 
instance of a “ wolf nurse” occurs in 
that dlttrict. A trooper, passing along 
the direr bank near Chandour, saw a 
large female wolf leave her den, followed 
by three whelps aad a little boy. The 
boy went on all-fours, apparently on the 
beat possible terms with his fierce com­
panions, and the wolf protected him 
with *® much care as-if he had been ona 
of doe own whelps. All went down to 
the, river ami drank, without noticing 
thatabopcr, who, as they were about to 
tiataVggta, pushed on, na order to cut 
ofr sad secure the boy. But the ground 
was uneven, and hu horse could not 
oracMfo them. All re-entered the den, 
am£ t&f| trooper then assembled some 
pedpls.from Chandour with pickaxes, 
wHo dUg info tike den for about six or 
eight feet, when the old wolf bolted, 
followed by her three cubs and the boy. 
The taeoper, accompanied by the fleet­
est young men of the party, mounted 
and pursued, and, having at last headed 
them, he turned the whelps and the 
hoy (who nut quite as fast) back upon 
the men oit foot. They secured the boy 
and allowed the others to escape.

The hoy thus taken was apparently 
about 9 or 10 years old, and had all the 
habits of a wild animal. On his way to 
Chandour he struggled hard to rush in­
to -every hole or den he passed. The 
sight of a grown-up person alarmed 
him, and he tried to steal away; but he 
rtlshed a t •* child with a fierce snarl, 
like that of a dog, and tried to bite it. 
Cooked meat he would not eat, but he 
seized raw food with eagerness, putting 
it on the ground, undo; his hsnds, and 
devourin' it n th  evident pleasure. He 
growlea'angiitjrif anyone approached 
him while eating, bat made no objec­
tion to a dog’s coming nesr mid sharing 
his food. The trooper left Mm in charge 
of the Bajah of HWsunpoor, who saw 
the boy immediately after he was taken. 
Very soon'afterward he was sent, by 
the Rajah’s order, to Capt. Nieholett’s, 
at Sultanpoor; lor, although kia parents 
are said to haVe recognized him when 

_ first captured, they abandoned him on 
finding that he displayed mors of the 
wolf’s than human nature.

He lived in the charge of Capt. 
Nicholett’s servants nearly three years : 
very inoffensive, except when teased, but 
still a complete animal. He could never 
be induced to keep on anvkind of cloth­
ing, even ia the coldest weather, and on 
one occasion tore to pieces a quilt, 
stuffed with cotton, and ate a portion of 
it, ootto% jmd all, every day with bis 
bread. -When his food was placed at m 
distance from him he ran for it on all- 
fours, like a wolf; and it was only on rare 
oooesiona that* lie walked upright 
H up tt w i  ebunned, and
nevtajtarieiagly reitariled, near them. 
Oh the other hand he seemed fond of 
dogs and of jackals, and indeed all ani- 
mala^and readily allowed them to feed 
wifc^tiBt He was never .'kflowh ’tS. 
laugh ed- while, and' was never heard to 
speak till within a few minutes of his 
death, when he put his hands to his 
head and said it ached, and asked for 
water, which he drank, and died. Pos­
sibly,.had this boy lived, ha might grad­
ually have been brought to exhibit more 
intellect and intelligence; but almost 
every instance seems to. prov%hqw com­
pletely the htataB nature is,*uipl*n*ed 
bythe brutal.

The next is still from the neighbor­
hood of the Goomtee. In March, 1813. 
a cultivator who lived at Ohupra, about 
twenty mijes east of Sultanpoor, we# to
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out his crop of wheat and pulse, taking 
with him his wife, and a son about 3 
years old, who had only lately recovered 
from a severe scald on the left knee. Aa 
tiie father was reaping, a wolf suddenly 
rushed upon ths boy, oeught him up, 
and made off with him toward the ravines. 
The people of the village ran to the aid 
of the parents, but they soon lost sight 
of the wolf and his prey.

About six years afterward, as two 
Sipahees from Singramow, about teu 
miles from Dhupra, were watching for 
hogs on the border of the jungle which 
extended down to the Khobee rivulet, 
they saw three wolf cubs and a boy come 
out of the jungle, and go down to drink 
at the stream; all four then ran toward 
a den in the ravines. The Sipahees fol- 
lowed, but the cubs had already entered, 
and the boy was half-way in, when one 
of the men caught him by the hind-leg 
and drew him back. He was very angry 
and savage, bit at tbe men, and, seizing 
in his teeth the barrel of one of their 
pins, shook it fiercely. The Sipahees, 
however, secured him, brought him 
home, and kept him for twenty days, 
during which he would eat nothing but 
raw flesh, and was fed accordingly with 
hares and birds. Hi-i captors then found 
it difficult to provide him sufficient food, 
and took him to the bazaar, In the vil­
lage of Koeleepoor, to be supported by 
the charitabla people of the place, 
till he might be recognized and claimed 
by his parents. One market day a man 
from the village of Chupra happened to 
see him in the bazaar, and on his return 
described him to his neighbors. The 
cultivator, the father of the boy, was 
dead, but his widow, asking for a minute 
description of tha boy, found that he 
liad the mark of a scald on the left knee 
ind three marks of the teeth of an ani­
mal on each side of his loins. Fully 
believing film to be her lost child, she 
went forth with to the Koelee bazaar, and, 
in addition to these two marks, discov­
ered a thir^ on his thigh with which the 
boy was bom.

She took him home to her village, 
where he still remains, but, as in the 
former case, his human intellect seems ' 
to have all but disappeared. The front 
>f his knees and his elbows had become 
hardened from his going on all fours 
with the wolves, and although he wan- 
lers ibo it the village during he day he 
ikways steak oack to his jungle at night- 
tall. He is unable to apeak, nor can he 
articulate any sound distinctly. In 
drinking, he dips his face into the water, 
Vjut does not lap it up like a wolf. He 
still prefers raw flesh, and when a bul­
lock dies, and the skin is removed, he 
attacks and eats the body in company 
with the village dogs.

Passing by a number of similar sto­
ries, we come to one which is in many 
re -pects the most remarkable. About 
seven years since, a trooper in attend­
ance upon Rajah Hurdut Singh, of Boa- 
dee, on the left bank of the Ghagra 
river in the district of Bahraetch, in 
passing near a small stream, saw there 
two wolf cubs and a boy, drinking. He 
managed to seize the boy, who seemed 
to be about 10 years old, but was so 
wild and fierce that he tore the trooper’s 
clothes and bit him severely in several 
places. The Rajah at first had him tied 
up in bis artillery gun-shed, and fed him 
with raw meat, but he was afterward al­
lowed to wander freely about the Bon- 
lee bazaar. He there one day ran off 
with a joint of meat from a butcher’s 
shop, and another of the bazaar keepers 
let fir sn arrow at him, which pene­
trated his thigh. A lad named Janoo, 
servant of a Cashmere merchant then at 
Bondee, took compassion on the poor 
boy, extracted the arrow from his thigh, 
and prepared a bed for Mm under a 
mango tree, where he himself lodged. 
Here he kept him fastened to a tent-pin. 
Up to tiiis time he would eat notfiing 
out raw flesh, but Janeo gradually 
brought him to eat balls of rice and 
pulse.

In about six weeks after he had been 
tied up under the tree, after much rub­
bing of Ms joints with oil. he was made 
to stand and walk upright. Hitherto 
he had gone on ell-fours. In about four 
months he began to understand and 
obey signs. In this manner he was 
taught to prepare the hookah, put light­
ed charcoal on the tobacco, and brought 
it to Janoc  ̂or to whomsoever he pointed 
out. He was never heard, however, to 
utter more than one articulate sonnd. 
This was “Aboodeea,” the name of the 
little daughter of a Cashmere mimic, or 
player, who had once treated him with 
kindness. The odor from Ms body was 
very offensive, and Janoo had him 
rubbed with mustard-seed soaked in 
water, in the hope of removing it. This 
was done for some month *, during 
wMch he was fed on rice and flour ; but 
the odor did not leave him.

On# night, while the boy was lying 
under the mango tree, Janoo saw two 
wolves creep stealthily toward him; 
and, after smelling him, they touched 
him, and he got up. Instead, however, 
of being frightened, the boy put hu 
hands upon their heads, and they began 
to play with him, capering about Mm, 
while he threw straw and leaves at 
them. Janoo tried to drive them off, 
but could not; and, becoming much 
alarmed, he called to the sentry over the 
guns, and told him that the wolves were 
going to eat the boy. He replied, 
“ Come away and leave him, or he will 
eat you a l s o b u t  when Janoo saw 
them begin to play together his fears 
subsided, and ha continued to watch 
them quietly. At laat ha succeeded in 
driving them off; but the following 
night three wolves came—and, a few 
nights after, four—which returned sev­
eral times. Janoo thought that the two 
which first came must have been the 
cubs with wMch the boy was found, and 
that they would have seized him had 
they not recognized him bv the smell 
They licked his face with their tongues 
as he put Ms hands on their heads.

"When Janoo’s mas ter re turned to Luck­
now he was, after some difficulty, per­
suaded to allow Janoo to take the boy 
with him. Accordingly Janoo led him 
along by a string tied to his arm, and 
put a bundle of clothes on his head. 
Whenever they passed a jungle the boy 
would throw down his bundle and make 
desperate attempts to escape. When 
beaten he raised his hands in supplica­
tion, took up the bundle and went on; 
but the sight of the next jungle produced 
the same excitement. A short time after 
Ms return to Lucknow Janoo was sent 
away by fei* master for a day or fora, 
and found on his return that the boy 
had disappeared. Ha could never be 
found again.

About tiro months after the boy had 
gone, a woman of the weaver caste came 
to Lucknow, with, a letter from the' 
Itajab of Boudee. stating that her son, 
when 4  years old, had, fivs or six years 
before, been earned off by e wolf, and, 
from the description given of the boy 
whom Janoo had token way with Mm,

1 she thought it must be the same. SMi 
, described marks corresponding -with 
those on Janoo’s boy; bnt, although 
she remained some considerable time at 
Lucknow, no trace* could be found of 
the boy, aad at laat she returned to 
Bondee. All these circumstances wars 
procured by the writer of the pampMet 
from Sanaolleh, Jaboe’s master, and 
from Janoo himself, both of whom de­
clared them to be atiictly time. The 
boy must have been with the wolf six or 
seven years, during Which she n|ust 
have had several Titters of whelps.— 
Frater’t  Maaatine.

THE FAMILY DOCTOR.

English physicians report the obtain­
ing of purgativeeffecta from the externa) 
application of castor oil over the abdo­
men.

Ir the skin of the head becomes very 
tender during confinement to the bed 
make a narrow pillow, cylinder shaped, 
and unite the ends. The head can rest 
on such a pillow and the ear not come 
in contact with the surface. The ears 
suffer most when the akin of the head ib 
tender.

S m n ii are always promptly‘relieved 
by allowing the coldest water to fall up­
on the part steadily, until no discomfort 
is experienced. Repeat as often as ne­
cessary; keep the sprained joint elevated 
if about the hands, and horizontal if 
about the feet, ao as to promote the flow 
of blood from the parts by gravity; and 
live for a few days on fruits and coarse 
bread mainly.

Da. Gummas®, of the French navy, 
reports that in the early stage of the 
disease coffee is almost a specific against 
typhoid fever. Ha gives to adultr 
two or three tablespoonfuls of strong 
black coffee every two hours, alternating 
with one or twojtea-spoonfuls of claret or 
Bin-gundy wine. The beneficial effect 
i* immediate. A little lemonade or ci­
trate of magnesia should be given daily, 
and after a while a little quinine.

A scriaiOB remedy for a sore throat 
is, on retiring to rest, to rub on the out­
side a little volatile liniment, and swal­
low slowly a few drops of paregoric, let­
ting it dissolve in the saliva and spread 
along down the inflamed parts. The 
liniment is generally sufficient alone. 
Volatile liniment is simply a mixture ol 
sweet oil and aqua ammonia (called 
liquid hartshorn). _ These are put into 
a vial and shaken, using such propor 
tion as to form a semi-liquid soap. An 
ounce or two can be got cheaply at the 
druggist’s; and, if tightly corked, it 
will keep for months. Rub it on with 
the fingers. This is also good for sore­
ness of the chest or joints, or for lame­
ness, stiff neck, etc.

Nasal Catarrh.—Snuff up each nos­
tril about as much iodoform as would lie 
on a 3-penny piece. I did this about 6 
o’clock in the evening, and about 11 
o’clock I  was immediately relie veil, so 
that the coryza was markedly diminished 
In that short time my cold had been 
transported from the cold stage to the 
stage of resolution. Next morning I  was 
almcRt well I  resolved to try tMs drug 
on various friends and patients, and have 
done so witn great success. The coryza 
and accompanying pain and discomfoit 
disappeared in a few hours or in the 
course of a night. In cases of mild ca­
tarrh I found it made the symptoms a 
great deal worse. I  generally find one 
application enough, and give a smaller 
quantity than I  used myself.—British, 
Medical Journal.

On the subject of preparing drinks for 
fever patients, an exchange says: 
“Drirks made from fresh or preserved 
fruits are sometimes useful in fevers. 
Rhubarb tea is a very refreshing spring 
beverage. Slice about two pounds oi 
rhubarb, and boil for a quarter of an 
hour in a quart of water; strain th* 
liquor into a jug, adding a small quan­
tity of lemon peel and some sugar tr. 
taste; when cold it is fit for uee. Appk 
water may be made in the same manner. 
Tha apples should be peeled and cored. 
Sugar should not be added to either oi 
the above until after the liquor is re 
moved from the fire. In the absence oi 
fresh fruit, a pleasant beverage may to- 
prepared by stirring sufficient raspberry- 
jam or currant jelly into the required 
quantity of water, straining the liquor 
before giving it to the patient.”

Telegraphic Reminiscences.
“I think,” said General Stager, “that 

I was about the first to read messages by 
sound. Certainly I had so read them be­
fore I knew of any one else doing it. 
Erastns Brooks, just about that time, 
came to Pittsburg and bought out the 
Gazette. It was a very responsible duty 
to collect the telegraphic dispatches, and 
the chief editor used to oome Mm self to 
my office for that purpose. The markets 
were sent in cipher. One day my regis­
ter broke down while Brooks was wait­
ing for the report. A steamer had just 
landed in New York, and the news was 
important. But the register was in such 
a slate that patching wouldn’t do. Mr. 
Brooks was in despair. Now the office 
oall of a telegraph station is easily 
learned, You have ‘DE,’ for instance, 
for Detroit; ‘BU’ for Buffalo, and ‘H’ for 
Cleveland—the ‘C’s’ being taken up 
somewhere else on the line. Tbe con­
stant reiteration of DE, DE, or BU, 
BU, or whatever the office call is, makes 
it familiar, and aa easily recognized as 
the sound at a man’s name. The very 
boys learn in short order. Of course, in 
those days, just at now, our office calls 
were recognizable to the ear. It was 
with this in mind that I said to Brooks, 
‘Wait a little and I’ll try another plan.’ 
I explained matters to the operator at 
the other end, and asked him to go slow, 
and between my knowledge of the 
cipher and the good-natured repetitions 
of each link of' it by my down-East 
friend, I  managed to get the whole of the 
report. It came slow, but came in time. 
Brooks left a delighted man.”

“Now, General, that’s a historical fact 
worth noting.”

“I  moke no claims,” continued Gen­
eral Stager, “bnt I’ll tell you my own 
experience. It was always a question 
among ua whether Mr. Barnes or Gov- 
•nor Cornell was the first to read and 
send by sound: Some say it was Barnes, 
some Cornell.”

“The present Governor of New York?”
“The very same. Governor Cornell 

w m  a n  old-time telegraph operator.”
“Did the new improvement take?”
“On the contrary,” said the General, 

“the officers fought against it. Every 
commercial message, they said, must be 
read from the tapes They insisted that 
they wanted something for a record. 
We used to bundle up the tapes and keep 
them for reference, to compare for errors 
and find out whether the receiver or 
sender was to blame. It was a long 
time befoie the officers discovered that 
such errors would be detected just as 
well by taking a letter-press copy of the 
message. But reading by sound is now 
the only tiling. It has immensely in­
creased the efficiency and capacity of tbe 
telegraph.—An Interview (n the Detroit

A Story of Liacoln.
A pioneer who entertained Lincoln 

and Dick Yates at his humble home in 
Illinois, many years before the former 
became a great man, tells the following 
story: “ We were not very luxurious 
in ear habits in those days, and at din­
ner had large, brown, earthen bowls of 
milk at each person’s plate instead of tea 
or coffee. The house had a puncheon 
floor, and the table was liable to rock a 
good deal. We often put a eMp under 
a leg or two to keep it steady, and had 
done so that day, but Lincoln, in trying 
to get his legs under the table; had 
knocked the chip out. He sat next to 
Yates, who was dressed with great care 
in a suit that fitted1 him Tike wax. Di­
rectly Lincoln went to reach for some- 
thing, and withdrawing Ms arm knocked 
over Ms bowl of milk. When he tried 
ty catch the bowl he tipped the table, 
and, the chip being gone, it went down 
on 'that side materially. Yates was at 
the lowest place, and in a second the 
milk from Lincoln’s bowl went pouring 
into his lap. He jumped up and Lin­
coln jumped up, blushing to the roots of 
his hair; but it was no use; the damage 
was done, end poor Yates’ trousers 
were spoiled. My mother tried to make

Lincoln easy by taking all the fault on 
herself, saying that she had no business 
to set the table where it would bob over 
in that manner. ‘ Much obliged to you, 
Aunt Lizzie,’ said he, ’but it’s nothing 
but my blamed awkwardness, and It’s 
no use to apologize for me.’ ”

Edwia Beath’s First Appearaace on 
the Stage.

Edwin Booth’s first appearance on the 
regular stage was made Sept. 10, 1849, 
at the Boston Museum, iu the little part 
of Tresail, in Cibber’s version of “ Rich­
ard ITT.” Junius Brutus Booth, his 
father—the rival of Edmund Kean, and 
one of tbe greatest tragedians that ever 
lived—was then keeping an engagement 
at the Museum, and Edwin was in at­
tendance on him as dresser. Tressil had 
been cast to the prompter of the theater; 
but it chanced that tMs person wished 
to avoid the duty of acting it, and that 
he succeeded in persuading Edwin to 
undertake it. TMs arrangement was 
made without the elder booth’s knowl 
edge, and he only became awaio of it by 
reading in the play-bill the announce­
ment of his son’a first appearance, duly 
underlined. “ Fool!” was all he said 
when he read this announcement; and 
this remark was not understood to sig­
nify encouragement. When the night 
came, and Edwin had dressed his father 
for Gloster, and himself for Tressil, the 
eccentric parent—who, beneath an out­
ward aspect of indifference, loved tMs 
•on with the fondest affection—took a 
chair, lit a cigar, and, viewing the youth 
with a critical eye, made tMs inquiry,
“ Do you know that you are supposed to 
hare been riding hard and far ?”

“ Yes, sir.”
“ Where are your spurs?”
“ I haven’t any.” *
“ Take mine”—holding out one booted 

leg.
The boy took the spurs, and went on 

for his little scene with King Henry YI. 
When he returned, his father was still 
sitting negligently in the chair, and 
smoking the cigar. “ Give me my spurs,” 
he said, again holding out Ms leg; and 
this was all the comment that Edwin 
Booth’s first professional appearance 
ever elicited from the parent whom he 
idolized. He learned- subsequently, 
though, that Ms father had been down 
at the wing, and had watched tha first 
effort with evident interest and satisfac­
tion, and then hastened back to his non- 
ohalant pose in the dressing-room. There 
never, surely, could have been a more 
singular being than Junius Brutus Booth. 
TMs little trait of character is but one 
of thousands that marked him as a unique 
•penon.-^Harper’s Magazine.

Agriculture In the South.
A correspondent of the Buffalo Courier 

writing from North Carolina says: As 
to agriculture in this region, the New 
York farmer would look with disgust at 
the careless manner of tilling'the soil. 
The plows are not more than one-third 
the size or weight of those used in the 
North, and only one horse is attached. 
Sometimes the entire surface of the 
ground is scratched over two or three 
inches deep with these miniature plows, 
but often two furrows are turned together 
for each cotton row, and the spaces be­
tween are left undisturbed until the 
cultivator is started, after the crop is up.
I haveonly once seen two horses attached 
to a plow, and that was in the plowing 
of a newly drained swamp. But in this 
loose, sandy soil, it is very light for one 
horse to pull one of the small plows. 
The amount of land cultivated is 
estimated by the number of horses used. 
For instance, if you ask a man how 
much cotton he intends to plant he will 
tell you “a two-horse,” “five-horse," or 
“ten-horse” crop, as the case may be. 
Each horse is intended to cultivate thirty 
acres of cotton, or forty acres of corn, 
including the plowing of the ground. 
The amount of guano and other com­
mercial fertilizers used in this section is 
astonishing, and in my opinion is bound 
to impoverish and ruin the people if 
persisted in. Each farmer attempts to 
cultivate fully twice as much land as he 
has labor to properly tend, and he tries 
to make up that deficiency with guano, 
bought on time at ruinous prices, for 
wMch he gives a lien on the anticipated 
crop as security. The result is that 
three times out of five Ms crop will little 
if any more than pay Ms fertilizer bill, 
and he comes out at the end of the sea­
son just about where he began, except 
that his land is poorer and will require a 
heavier application of this poverty-pro­
ducing each time. The acreage of cot­
ton raised in this section is very great, 
most of the farmers planting nothing 
else outside of their gardens, in which 
they make a great mistake, as they can 
raise their own provisions much cheaper 
than they can buy them.

The Morals of Art.
The artists who supplied the leading 

illustrated London journals with what 
purported to be faitMul representations 
of the interior of Slade’s school of art 
have greatly fluttered the matrons of 
Mayfair and Belgravia. With a painful 
accuracy of detail, the “studies from the 
nude” have been delineated, and the 
contiguity of the students, male and fe­
male, is only too apparent. “To the 
pure all things are pure.” I  grant the 
platitude, and to the true art-student 
real talent (coupled with ambition) looks 
only for the ideal in what to an outsider 
may appear crudely material. But 
among the earnest cfisciples of art may 
be found numbers of dilettante dabblers, 
who, at the age when parental solicitude 
is most necessary, on the plea that they 
can wield a pencil, are permitted, at the 
age of 15 or 16, to mix with youths and 
men of uncertain rank, and discuss (let 
us presume artistically) the anatomical 
proportions of a nude statue or a scantily 
draped model. It doubtless sounds 
highly classical to talk of the “antique,” 
but to pure men and women the idea of 
cMts of children studying from undraped 
statues is simply repellent. It is a fact 
that about a year ago a proposal was set 
on foot by certain female students that 
nude models (female) should be supplied 
to the art classes. An animated discus­
sion on the subject ensued, and many 
ladies left. Certain forts esprits, how­
ever, emigrated to Paris, where they 
study from the nude to their heart’s 
desire, In the meanwhile, Parliament, 
wMch is so solicitous for the welfare and 
morality of the rising generation, should 
enact a law regulating the admission of 
aspirants into schools of art, totally dis­
allowing the “mixed” Masses.—London 
World. _________________

Blood Letting In England Fifty Tears 
Ago.

The Pharmacopoeia of fifty years ago 
contained the names of 444 drugs and 
their preparations, whilst that of to-daj 
contains no fewer than 802. The former 
did not contain the names of quinine, 
morphia, or iodine, three of the most 
commonly used drugs of the present 
day. In fact, so frequently are they 
prescribed in one form or other, that one 
wonders how the doctors managed with­
out the two latter. Quinine was in use 
to a certain extent, though not officially 
sanctioned; but where one grain was 
then used I believe a hundred are now 
The system of treating many disease; 
has indeed been completely revolution 
ized. Speaking general] v, the practice 
used to be to pull down the system; nov. 
it is to build it up by a freer use of qui 
nine and other tonics.

But in nothing is the change more 
striking than in regard to the commoi 
habit of blood letting, as it was called 
I suppose that in the last century it un­
even more common than it was at tin 
time we speak of, so that if a person 
fell down in the streets from exhaus 
tion he was sure to be bled. Though 
the practice was becoming more re­
stricted, yet it was veiy prevalent fifty 
years ago. I  well remember my brothei 
suffering from rheumatic fever, and 
seeing Mr. Gardom, one of the best 
surgeons in Salford, draw a basin full 
of blood from liis arm—a thing which 
no sane medical man would do at the 
present day. Not only was the lancet 
used in this way, but cupping and the 
application of leeches was continually 
resorted to in cases of inflammation, 
which it was supposed otherwise im­
possible to subdue. It was no wonder 
if the doctors prescribed such treat­
ment that the public believed in its 
utility. It was no uncommon tiling to 
be told by persons that they found it 
conducive to their health to be bled 
periodically, and thaj; such treatment 
was necessary for them. I remember a 
delicate gentleman who would always 
attribute his not (eeling well to having 
neglected Ms periodical blood letting 
No wonder he died in the prime of life. 
—Reminiscences of Manchester.

The Pay of Book-keepers.
In this city, where business is widely 

extended, a book-keeper who has his 
employer’s confidence can keep the lat­
ter continually blinded in points of great 
importance. The merchant will inquire,
‘ 'How much money have we in tlie bank, 
Mr. Brown?” Mr. Brown will reply 
generally in a correct manner,> bnt he 
may, by ingeniously altering figures, 
make a delusive show. It is said that 
“figures will not lie.” Naturally speak­
ing they will not, but in the hands of a 
skillful accountant they may be made tc 
do so in a very surprising manner. The 
book-keeper McGutchen, of the Ocean 
Bank, succeeded in robbing that institu­
tion of $66,000 before detection, while 
tlie book-keeper Leverich, of the Oily 
Bank, obtained $400,000 of that institu­
tion. This, however, was an unusual 
haul, and will not soon be equalled, but 
it shows what can be done. If lack of 
pay could be urged in extenuation, the 
book-keeper would have a powerful plea. 
This is always small in proportion to the 
work required. They are not and never 
will be paid more than enough to eke out 
a hard living. Some who have an unu­
sually laborious and responsible position 
may get what is called a Mgh salary— 
say $2,000; but such instances are very 
rare, and yon can hire expert hands at 
$1,500. The hardest worked book-keeper 
I ever knew got only $2,000, and Ms 
labors nearly occasioned blindness. He. 
had a very extensive set of books, and 
his neat hand and immense columna of 
figures were matters of admiration, but 
it was falling work. In large houses the 
book-keeper is occupied chiefly with the 
ledger, aud hasenough to do to attend 
to “posting accounts” and keeping tlie 
books balanced. Ho will have his 
monthly balance sheet, commonly called 
a “triaTbalance,” ready by the first of 
the month, and the accurate balance 
between tlie debit and credit side will 
prove that the ledger has been kept cor­
rectly. If an error, even of only a dime, 
appear, it must be discovered at how­
ever great a cost of time and study, and 
I have known a book keeper to spend 
three days looking up just such an item. 
Hence the work requires great care and 
an habitual exactness in figures.—New 
York Letter._____________

and cress; lettuce; asparagus; celery; 
radishes; French beans ; green peas; 
Brussels sprouts; cauliflower ; onions ; 
broccoli; sea kale; jellies, flavored but 
not sweetened; fresh fruit in modera­
tion, without sugar or cream; pickles.

May not eat: Fat bacon and ham ; 
fat of meat; butter; cream ; sugar; po­
tatoes; carrots; parsnips; beet root; 
rice ; arrowroot; sago; tapioca ; maca­
roni; vermicelli; apmolina ; custard; 
pastry and pudding of all kinds; sweet 
cakes.

May drink : Tea; coffee; cocoa from 
nibs, with milk, but without cream or 
sugar; dry wines of any kind, in moder- 
tion; brandy, whisky, or gin, in mod­
eration, without sugar; light Mtter 
beer ; Apollinaris water; soda water ; 
seltzer water.

May not drink : Milk, except spar­
ingly ; porter and stout; sweet ales; 
sweet wines. As a rule, alcoholic 
liquors should be takea.very sparingly, 
and never without food.

favor be true, it should be used to even 
a greater extent.

Let those who do not think 
so try it for six months or a year, and 
they irill’ not do without it ever after.

Atlantic Ocean Patrol.
The New York Times makes a good 

suggestion and asks this question:
“Has not the time come for the gov­

ernments of England and the United 
States to take some tuition to diminish 
tlie risks of ocean navigation? Every 
municipal government patrols its streets, 
and there is no good reason why the 
great ocean highway should not be pa­
trolled. Were England and the United 
States each to provide two steamers, the 
route between N5w York and Liverpool 
could be thoroughly patrolled. These 
government _ steamers could remove 
sunken wrecks, warn passenger steamers 
of the locality of icebergs, and afford re­
lief to shipwrecked vessels. A steamer 
with her machinery broken down would 
be towed free of charge by the patrol 
steamer, and would not, as is too often 
the ease, decline assistance in order to 
save $30,000 or $40,000 of salvage. A 
shipwrecked crew compelled to take to 
their boots would have a reasonable de­
gree of confidence that in two or three 
days’ time a patrol steamer would pick 
them up,- and the owners of a missing 
steamer would have good reason to be- 
lievetiiaf, were she in danger or distress, 
help would be not far off.

MICHIGAN CITIES AND TILLAGES.

The following is the population of the 
cities of Michigan, and of the villages 
containing 190 inhabitants or more, 
compiled from the Government census 
bulletins for 1880, by the Lansing Re­
publican. The total population of 
forty-one cities is 379,372, and the total 
population of fifty-five villages each con­
taining more than 1,000 is 94,437; so 
that the inhabitants of the State who re­
side in business centers may be said to  
ftumber 473,809, or 29 per cent, of the 
wholp ^population (1,636,335) of the 
State, r’his is a larger proportion than 
at any previous census, and shows the 
increasing tendency of our people to set­
tle in closer proximity:.

—It is reported that Jay Gould has acquired 
another railroad—the Memphis and Little 
Bock.

—The President has appointed Charles Kay 
lor, of Indiana, Consul General of the United 
States m Prussia.

—James Wilson, ex-Congressman from Now 
Hampshire, is dead.

—The mother of Thomas Hughes (Tom 
Brown), now 80 years of age. is the guest of 
acquaintances in Cincinnati, whence she will 
proceed to the new colony at Rugby, Tenn.

—The President will attend the graduating 
exercises of the Naval Academy at Annapolis 
this month, and the Commencement exerciaes 
at bis alma mater, Williams College, on the 
1th, 5th and 6th of July.

, —Hugh G. Anderson, at one time Governor 
of Maine, and who once represented one of 
the districts of that State m Congress, died 
recently in hi* 80th year.

G e n e r a l,
—A statue of Admiral Farragut has just 

been unveiled in New York city, the presenta­
tion speech being made by Secretary Hunt, of 
the Navy Department.

—The Mexican Congress has assented to 
Eads’ ship-railroad project, but there is oppo­
sition by tho people of the neighborhood. A 
short time ago several native railroad laborers, 
workmg on the new National line, were set up­
on by a party, and many were killed.

—A change has taken place m the control of 
the New York Evening Post, the majority of 
its stock having been purchased by ex-Secre- 
tary Carl Schurz, Horace White and E. L. God- 
kin.

—An epidemic resembling the cholera broke 
out among the blooded hogs at the Michigan 
Agricultural College. Fourteen were speedily 
swept away. *

—An operator of prominence in Wall Btreet 
volunteers a statement of speculations in 
which Gen. Brady made over •500,000.

—Boston had a sensational piece of amuse­
ment last week. About 800 persons, represent­
ing the League of American Wheelmen, assem­
bled in that city and paraded through the 
pr ncipal streets on bicycles.

—Secretary Klame has had a long confer- 
en-e With Sir Edward Thornton, the British 
Minister to Washington, in referenefe to the 
outrage* on American fishermen in Fortune 
bay, and the claims glowing out of them 
Secr>t«ry Blaine claimed on behalf of the 
American fishermen $1O3,0TO, and (he result 
of the conference wai that the British Minis­
ter, on the part of his Government, consente 
to pay £15,000! (something over $75,000) in 
gold coin, and the Unit- d States Government 
will give a receipt in full. The money will be 
distributed among the fishermen whose inter­
ests "suffered, most of whom are residents of 
Gloucester. Mass.

—The Presbyterian General Assembly, m 
■essitp at Buffalo, N. Y., resolved to hold its 
next session at Spriqgfield, 111. ,

—A strong shock of earthquake was experi­
enced at various point* in the province oi 
Quebec * few day* since.

—The Court of Claim* ha* decided adversely 
to the claim of the Union Pacific railroad 
again»t the Government for $1,000,000 for 
carrying the United States mails. The Umr n 
Pacific wanted to charge the Government at 
the nmc rate which it charge* for express 
matter, bnt the court decided against this 
view.

—The number of immigrants who arrived 
at Castle Garden for the -first five months of 
this year are : January, 8,082 ; February, 9,758 ; 
March, 27,708 ; April, 59,718 ; Ma 76,812; 
total, 182,108. During tho corresponding five 
months of 1880 there arrived at Castle Garden 
135,336. The immigration, for the month of 
May of this year i* the largest for any one 
month in the biitory of the country, and is 
even larger than the immigration for cither the 
year* 1876 or 1877.

P o l i t ic a l .
—The anti-Conkhng members of the New 

York Legislature, thiough Messrs. McCarthy, 
Forster and Rockwell, of tue Sdnate Caucus 
Committee, on the 25th of May informed the 
Conklin - members that they would not go into 
caucus to seleot a Senator, and that they would 
not take any action looking to the filling of the 
Senatorial vacancie* until May 31, when they 
would vote on the matter in the Legislature.

—-Speaker Randall is now at Albany to advise 
with the Democratic Assemblymen m the mat­
ter of the Senatorship. Mr. Randall wants a 
Democrat c Senator elected, if possible, but if 
not, then he will urge the po*tponement of the 
election till fall. If the Republicans insist on 
an election, Randall will advocate the return of 
Conkhng m preference to any other Repub­
lican.

—Conklmg, Platt and Vice President Arthur 
returned from Albany to New York on the 27th 
nit., the Legislature having adjourned to Mon­
day evening.

—The town elections m Virginia last week 
resulted favorably to the straight Democrat*, 
and that party is consequently veiy jubilant, 
alleging tbit the victories are the forerunners 
of victory in the State election, and of the 
downfall of Mahoneism and the Readjuster 
party.

—The value of the exports from this countrv

Th* excess in 
value of the exports over the imports'during 
the tear ending April. 1880, wa* only $178,- 
460,218.

—According to the Census Bureau there are 
309 cities in the United States with a popula­
tion exceeding 7,500 having a bonded indebted­
ness aggregating $570,000,000.

—Last year 11,851,738 bushel* of buckwheat 
were raised in tho Uunel States, against 
9,821,721 bushels raised in 1870. There were 
44,149,479 bushels of barley raised last veir. 
against 29,761,395 in 1870 ; 407,970712 bushels, 
of oats, against 282,107.157 ; 459,601.093 bush­

R iv e r  a n d  C a n a l  I m p r o v e m e n t  C o n ­
v e n t io n ,  a t  D a v e n p o r t ,  I o w a .
Th# Northwestern Convention in aid of 

river and canal improvement met at the Opera 
House, in Davenport, on Wednesday, May 26. 
There were 879 dslsgat**, representing all 
th* Northwestern States, in attendance. 
Judge t .  ft. Itnfphy, Of Davettport, 
Was made temporary Chairman. Cok 
j. M. Allen addressed th* bofivention. He 
stated that the survey from Rock Island to 
Hennepm is sixty-five miles in length, and that 
the canal can be cat for less than $5,000,000, 
thus completing a highway from Chicago to th* 
extieme northern boundary of the Northwest.

Hon. James F. Wilson 'also addressed the 
convention. Ho said it was the “transporta­
tion problem” and not simply the construction 
• f  a canal that had called them together. Peo­
ple believed that the transportation iviteffl was 
at present too expansive and too "unstable, 
and should be reformed. Watetasy* were the 
conservators of cheap and stable transporta­
tion, and those which nature had provided 
Should be kept lb the highest state of effi­
ciency and supplemented by sUeh artificial 
Wav* as Were needed to effect a complete 
system. Such ways were not the swift ones 
of commerce, but were tile maultainers 
of reasonable rate* and better prices 
for product! Whbse value depended on 
getting to market Transportation by 
rail had been depended on so largely that 
the waterway hsd been neglected, and hence 
the superb railway system had been a failure 
m that it had not produced that standard of 
equity and fairness which the country of right 
had expcc ed. By the croatlon of an efficient 
water competition th* railway service could be 
brought to realize what it* duties wore in this 
regard.

After the appointment of Committees on 
Credentials and Permanent Organisation, an 
adjournment was voted tthtil I  p. in.

On reassembling, the convention was ad­
dressed by the Hon. J. B, Henderson, who 
represents the Sixth Illinois district in 
Congress. He stid the question of cheap 
transportation from the gram growing ‘dis- 
tnets to the seaboard Was the important 
question before the people of the West. He 
wanted to see direct water communication be­
tween the Upper Mississippi and Chicago. St. 
Louis and New Orleans must not thmk the 
commeice of the great Northwest could be con- 
nued to one beaten track. That trade must 
take in Chicago, Cleveland, New York, Balti­
more, and other cities. He did not advocate a 
ship-canal, but* believed a water-way 
ample for present requirements eou d 
be constructed for $5,1)00,000, or about 
as much as was paid for a Custom 
House in any one of the large oities. The 
practicability of the route fiorn Hennepin to 
Rock Island had been affirmed by successive 
Boards of Engineers.

G jv. John H. Gear, of Iowa, wa* introduced, 
and addressed the convention. He said that 
they had assembled for a most laudable pur­
pose, having for its object the promotion of 
the welfare of the producers of the Mississippi 
valley, by devising ways and mean# to lessen 
the cost of transportation of the products of 
the farm and factory. It was true that less 
than half of the lands in Iowa were under 
cultivation, yet the resourcei of 5,000 miles of 
railway in operation in the State were taxed to 
their fullest extent last year to move the sur­
plus product. In 1880 irom the State of Iowa 
alone there were exported 52,000,000 bushels of 
corn, 9,000,000 bushels of wheat, 12,000,000 
bushels of oats, to say nothing of other cereals. 
There were packed 658,000 hogs in the State, 
ahd 2,570,000 were shipped away alive out pf 
the State over six lmes of railroads. There 
were 372,000 head of live cattlo shipped East. 
With the exception of a portion Oi the cattle 
and hogs, the other things were the growth of 
Iowa alone. From this it would be seen that 
much depended upon this convention in giving 
such tone to public sentiment as would best ac­
complish the desirable result a to the producers 
of the Mississippi valley.

The Hon. Carter H. Hamson, Mayor of Chi­
cago, came next, and opened his speech by say­
ing that in in* opinion waterways were the only 
means of regulating freight charges and keep­
ing railroad monopolies within bounds. Two 
specters threatened the perpetuity of repub­
lican institutions, and the worst of these was 
oorperate monopoly, which had no soul and 
never died. Behind this stood a maddened and 
exasporated people, who might m the end be 
goaded to destroy the whole machinery of gov­
ernment m order to get nd of its excrescences. It 
behooved mankind to follow the plans of the 
great Engineer of the universe, and to dig canals 
on the lines marked out. Mr. Harrison advocated 
building a ship canal from Hennepin to Rock 
Island, and deepening the Hanoi* and Michigan 
canal, '

Tho Committee on Permanent 'Organization 
and Rales reported the following as permanent 
officers of the convention: President, R. 
S. Horr, East Saginaw, Mich.; Vice 
Presidents, J. W. Palmer, Detroit; J. 
L. Switz, New York ; J. W. Chapman, 
Council Bluffs; George Schneider, Chicago; W. 
I.Walker, Toledo; Charles Seymour, La Crosse, 
Wu.; John Dement, Dixon, 111.; E. O. Stan- 
nard, St. Louis; Charles P. King, Peoria; C. F. 
Clarkson, Des Moines; William Pettit, Minne­
apolis; John W. Burdette, Secretary, Burling­
ton. lows.

Charles A. Randolph, Secretary of the Chi­
cago Board of Trade, spoke at great length on 
the subject before the convention and in favor 
of the Hennepin canal.

Letter* of regret were read from Horatio 
Seymour, Secretary Windom, Gova. Pillsbnry, 
Jerome and Cnllom, Senators Albion, McDill, 
Saunders, Davis, Logan, Ingalis and Sawyer, 
and Congressman Farwell.

After the appointment by th* chair of th* 
neoessary committee*, th* convention ad­
journed for the day.

Afte. the appointment of a Committee on 

Resolutions, speeches were called for. Ex-Got. 
Stannard, of Missouri, complained of some 
strictures made by the Davenport Gazette, with 
reference to the position of the 8t. Louis dele' 
gates. He denied that there wa* opposition to 
the canal project, but Missouri men do not 
want to see the Mississippi river improvement 
slighted. They had thought the list of com­
mittees and the eai her form of the convention 
had a little too much Chicago in them. But 
that was all.

Ex-Gov. William Bross, of Chicago, replied 
to the St. Louis representative, and said Chi­
cago was as much Interested as St. Louia in 
the improvement of the Mississippi. There 
soul I be nodffienlty between St. Louis and 
Ch capo. Gov. Stannard bad talked abou. 
the shipments of wheat amounting to 6,000,000 
bushels. That amount would not fill one Chi­
cago w.u-ehou e. Illnon paid la-t year 
$23,000,090 internal-revenue tax, aud all she 
asked from tho General Government was 5 per 
cent, of that amount for the improvement of 
her waterways.

Tne Hon. Julius C. Starr, of Peoria, pro 
nounced in favor of improving all internal wa- 
br ways and developing all possib e highways 
of commerce. For tins purpose -the combina­
tion of all interests was needed.

to appropriate money for improiing the rivers 
and canals ol the West. - *

At tins point of the proceeding* the welcome 
announcement wa« made that the Committee 
on Resolutions wa* ready to report, and the 
Chairman, Gen. Henderson, presented th* fol­
lowing :

THE CANADIAN HORROR,

Ike  stsry ot the msaater, irsm Be* 
ginning to Hind,

[t.nhtldn Telegram to Chicago Tribune.] 
Tuesday, the day Of the htnhble catastrophe, 

wa* the anbivrtsary of Queen Victoria’* birth- 
day, and ihe great bulk of the people closed 
up their house# aud went off for a day of inno­
cent enjoyment, y Several train loads took their 
departure for the lake shore at Poit Stanley, 
others to Windsor and Sarnia, and about 2,000 
went to Springbank, being c irned thither by 
the three excursion steamers owned by the 
Thames Navigation Company. The day wai 
pleasantly enjoyed in the eUotomary recreations 
of a rural picnic, and, toward 6 o’clock, the 
homeward rush began. The rotten Victoria 
was the first boat Up. and the lush to get on 
bond and reach the city before siipper-time 
was tretnendoUa, Several people j retested 
against the Captain of the craft allowing so 
many people te board Ler, but he was deaf to 
ail entreaty, and allowed all who could find a 
place whereon to hang to como
along, Groaning under the weight 
of some 600 people, who kept moving in 
masses from one side to another, the boat had 
a hard time of it. The main deck was packed 
so tightly that it w as with dithculty that one 
could elbow hi* way ; yet at times the mass of 
humanity would, a* it were, congeal together, 
»o as to leave a small va ant space, sometimes 
on one and sometimes on the other side 
of the deck. The huincan* deck also 
was crowded, but heie there was none 
of that swaying back and ferth,, which 
marked the crowd below. A few adventurous 
sjni it* sought tho seclusion of the boiler-deck 
and the engine-room, where they smoked the.r 
cigars and watched the movement of the ma­
chinery. All went wel1, tr, at least, presuma­
bly, until a bend in the river was reached, 
about 200 yards below the Cove raihoad bridge, 
aud there the day of pleasure turned into a die* 
use. About 7 o’clock some persons arrived m 
the city with a wet and generally used up 
appoarance and spread the intelligence of what 
had befallen the Victoria. Rumor* of all 
kinds began to spread like wildfire, but it was 
not for some minutes that the full significance 
of the news was realized. Then the general 
stampede for the river banks, m which th* en­
tire city seemed to join. Every read lefcmg 
to the fated spot had its hue of pooflle of "both 
sexes, hurrying thither m a state of frenzied 
anxiety, somo sobbing hysterically and ques­
tioning every one in their flight a* to the fate 
of friends and relatives, whom they knew to 
have gone down the river. As eacli one ar­
rived on the river bank overlooking the wreck 
and saw the ghastly upturned faces of the dead 
who had been taken out and laid upon the tod, 
or looked out upon tho shattered hulk which 
lay mriragments on the water, they gave vent 
to piteous exclamations of grief: “MyGodl 
such a sight I have never looked upon!” said 
one. “This is a dart day, indeed, for London!” 
exclaimed another. 1 ‘My wife and child! Where 
are they'f” “Oh, God, restore mv little ones!" 
were prayers heard on all sides. On the wreck 
brave men, streaming with perspiration, and 
strong in their noble purpose, were woiking 
like heroes in recovering the bodies which lay 
underneath the shattered hoards and timbers, 
and, a* one after another were brought to the 
surface and oarried tenderly to the green 
award to add to tho ghastly row, the 
crowds pressed forward oagerly to scan 
the features.' Their faces lit with a 
stiango anxiety. Here was some be- 
reavsia father or brother, clasping the limp 
form of a beloved daughter or a inter, giving 
vent to their emotions in walla of anguish; 
there som* mother or sister lamenting over 
the corpse of s son or brother, like Rachel 
woeping beoause they were not. Here and 
there knots of men worked vigorously to 
restore to life some beloved relative, 
practicing all the arts known to them, 
rubbing the hands and applying clothes 
heated at a neighboring fire, bnt all 
to no purpose. Vitality would not re­
turn, and the sorrowing friends gave up m de­
spair. Meantime the work of rescuing went on, 
and the hit swelled and swelled until it #e«mea 
as if the end would never coma As dusk 
deepened into the night the scene became more 
weird and terrible. Fires were lit upon the 
bank, shedding a lurid and fitful glare over 
the water, and showing the dreadful outlines 
in their most sinister aspect. The woik 
of recovering the bodies wa* entered mto with a 
heroic spirit by those wl.o arrived early on 
the scene. Merchant*, lawyers, workmen and 
ail classes plunged into the water, and, borne 
up by. rafts, began to hand the lifeless foim* 
of the diowned ones out to those on the shore. 
Resuscitation wa* tried with all who were res­
cued within one-lialrhour, but only in one or 
two instance* were the effort* successful. 
During the silent watches of the lngh', and by 
the lurid glare of wood-firgs and petroleum 
torches, the work of rescuing tho bodies of th< 
drowned was cairiel on.

The Nuisance of Fences.
An exchange remarks that the New 

York law forbidding the pasturing of 
cattle in the streets and roads has 
abated “ many nuisances in the shape 
of unsightly fences. The most costly 
and artistic fence deforms a fine land­
scape. Fences must sometimes he 
tolerated as necessities but should 
never be regarded as ornaments. The 
necessity for them is far less than has 
been supposed. The modern discovery 
that fences aro to keep cattle in, not to 
keep them out, is a valuable one. If 
you have a sow and pigs, fence off a lot 
big enough to keep them in, but don’t 
oblige your neighbor to support two 
miles of road fence to keep them out. 
Unsightly fences are disappearing in 
many districts, and it is probable that, 
where little stock is kept, it will soon be 
cheaper to cut their feed and carry it to 
them than to fence pastures. If the 
pens that we see in our country vil­
lages were taken away, with proper 
care, all would live in a beautiful park;

this would foreshadow and aid the re­
moval of social and sectarian barriers, a 
consummation devoutly to be" wished.,. 
The change of public opinion in regard 
to fencing has been a pleasure and a 
surprise. In many places we can hardly 
see a fence, and rods of old fencing may 
be had for the asking,'^

SCRAPS Of sClESCla

I t is claimed that more rain falls now 
in Nebraska than formerly, snd that this 
rainfall is increasing with the march of 
settlement and consequent cultivation.

A Machine for making laces hitherto 
produced only by hand-work is reported 
in France, fitreU old styles of laces, the 
art of making which has been lost, can 
readily be produced. The machine em­
ploys from 1,800 to 2,000 Spindles, and 
from 200 to 300 pins. The Moniteti* det 
Fils et Tipsu speaks in high terms of the 
machine and its products, which is said 
to be fully equal to the best hand-made 
laces.

At various points in the heavens there 
are clusters of stars, some of these con­
taining as many as 2,000 distinct orbs. 
Astronomers have established the fact 
that the smallest of these stars has- a 
diameter of 180,000,000 of miles—orbs 
compared with which our earth is as an 
orange to the dome of St. Paul’s; and 
yet there are thousands of such suns, in 
one of these faintly luminous clusters, 
scarcely visible to the eye!

The effect of the tirbratione of sounjJ 
is very peculiar. Here is an example: 
A plate of glass or metal may be held 
between the finger and thumb at one 
corner, having been previously strewn 
over with fine sand, then a fiddle-bow be 
drawn near one of it# angles, the sand 
becomes agitated, and finally resolves 
itself into tbe form of a Latin cross. If 
the bow be drawn near the middle of one 
of the sides, a St. Andrew'* cross will be 
formed.

I n CoiiObado is a ten-acre fie ld  which 
is no more nor less than a subterranean 
lake covered with soil about eighteen 
inches deep. On the soil is cultivated a 
field of corn which produce# thirty or 
forty bushels to the acre. If one will 
take the trouble to dig a hole the depth 
of a spade handle he will find it to fill 
with water, and by using a hook and line 
fish four or five inches long can be 
caught. The fish have neither scales 
nor eyes and are perch-like shape.

Meteorologists have found that 
United States storms usually advance 
from the Upper Mississippi Valley to­
ward New York and New England, les# 
frequently toward Virginia and seldom 
toward the Carolinas. American storm 
centres most frequently pass off the coast 
between 45 and 50 degrees north latitude. 
The great waves of high barometer, with 
fierce northwest winds in their front, 
usually advance from the Rock Moun­
tains toward Virginia and the Carolinas, 
but less frequently toward New England.

Bi xhiping the soil beneath charged 
with moisture, forest regions tend to 
make gradual and constant the supply of 
waters to the rivers and give uniformity 
to the flow; and hence, when' forests are 
cut away, the rains reach speedily the 
streams, making them liable to alternate 
periods of wasteful violence and worth­
less feebleness. The cutting away of 
flie forest has led, in the French Alps, to 
uncontrollable floods, despoiled fields and 
an impoverished people; and, in America, 
to annual seasons of dry mill-ponds, an 
immense sacrifice of available water 
power and the desertion of many a mill 
site.

While our knowledge of the regions 
surrounding the North Pole has been 
greatly extended by the energy and en­
terprise of modern explorers, compara­
tively little has been done in the explo­
ration of corresponding portions of the 
southern hemisphere. At the head of 
an American expedition Lieut. Wilkes 
believed that he had established the ex­
istence of an Antarctic continent; and 
this discovery was verified a year later 
by Sir James Boss, who found the exten­
sive Victoria Land, with mountains 14,- 
000 feet high and an active volcano.

WHAT IS NICKEL I
Tlae M a te r i a l  O u t o l  W h ic h  O u r  F iv e -  

C e u t^ C e ia  1* M ad e .
Since the convenient five-cent coin, 

which in common talk is called “ a nick­
el,” has come into general circulation, 
the question above is asked, either men­
tally or orally, hundreds of times every 
day, and but few get an intelligent an­
swer. In China and India a white cop­
per, called pack tong, has long been 
known, and has been extensively used, 
both there and in Europe, for counter­
feiting silver soin. About the year 1700 
a peculiar ore was discovered in the cop­
per mutes of Saxony, wfiich had the ap­
pearance of being very rich, but in 
smelting it yielded no copper, and the 
miners called it kupfer-nickel, or false 
copper. In 1754 Constant announced 
the discovery of a new metal in kupfer- 
nickel, to which he gave the name of 
nickel. It was in combination with ar­
senic, from which he couid relieve it 
only in parts. The alloy of nickel and 
arsenic which he obtained wa* white, 
unttle and very hard, and had a melting 
point nearly as high an cast-iron. It 
was not until 1823 that pure nickel was 
obtained by analysis of German silver, 
which had for a number of years been 
produoed at Sulil, in Saxony. Its com­
position wa# ascertained to be copper 10 
parts, zinc 5 and nickel 4. H more nicktl 
be used the alloy is as white as silver 
and susceptible of a very high polish, 
but becomes too brittle and hard to be 
Hammered or rolled, and can be worked 
only by casting. Pure nickel is a white 
metal which tarnish s readily in the 
an. Unlike silver, it is not acted on by 
che vapor of sulphur, and even the 
strong mineral acids attract it but 
slightly. Nickel has the hardness of 
iron, and, like it, has strong magnetic 
properties, but cannot be welded and is 
soldered with difficulty. Pure nickel has 
heretofore been used chiefly for plating, 
for which purpose its hardness and pow­
er to resist atmospheric influences ad­
mirably adapt it. The French have suc­
ceeded in roiling the metal into plates, 
trom which spoons and other table fur­
niture may be pressed. Nickel bronze, 
which consists of equal parte of copper 
and nickel, with a little ten, play he cast 
into very delicate forms, aud is suscep­
tible of a high polish. Mines of nickel 
are worked at Chatham, Of., and Lan­
caster, Pa., and it is said to be foundjit 
Mine Le Motto, Mo., and at several 
pomto in Colorado and New Mexico, 
where but little attention is paid to it. 
It is extensively mined in Saxony and in 
Sweden, but the late discovery of a new 
ore (a silicate of nickel) in New Caledo­
nia will probably suspend the nse of the 
arsenical ores, and yet bring nickel mto 
common use. Switzerland, in the year 
1852, made a coin of German silver, 
which is identical in composition with 
our nickel coin. The United States 
made nickel cento in 1856, and eight 
years later coined ths 5-oent pieces. 
Belgium adopted nickel coinage in 1860 
and Germany in 1873. England has 
lately coined pennies for Jamaica, bnt 
at home she and France adhere to the 
clumsy copper small change.

Frictional elec­
tricity is employed, the middlings pass 
iug under hard rubber rollers electrified 
liy friction against a sheepskin cushion, 
'the bran is atti acted to the roller, and 
is swept off by brushed, the middlings 
passing through the bolts iu the order 
of tlieir fineness. The machine, which 
has been in practical use at a large 
mill for a year past, is said to be eco­
nomical of power, and works without 
the dust and u aste involved in any pro­
cess of purification by air. It is quite 
within the range of probability that 
some day great flouring-mills will have 
their machinery run by electrical en­
gines, converting tbe power of water 
wheels at a distance, be lighted by elec­
tric lamps, and have tlieir middlings 
purified by another kind of electricity.
