Ann stimulants, even tea and coffee, 
act upon the system a* poison, and con­
sequently rre injurious.

For children, a nearly infallible pep­
tic corrective is a fast-day passed in 
cheerful out-door exercise.

D ig e s t io n  requires leisure. Never 
eat until you can be sure of leisure for 
digestion. After rest then “ give an 
hour exercise to every pound of food.

Poison from bees, hornets, spider 
bites etc., is instantly arrested by the 
application of equal parts of common 
salt and bi-carbonate of soda, well 
rubbdd in on the place bitten or stung.

PerhaBs the best and at the same 
time the easiest way to remove a wart 
is by rubbing the wart morning and 
night, or as often as convenient, until a 
sufficient degree of warmth is produced. 
We have never known a wart so obsti­
nate that it would not disappear with 
the above treatment in a week or two at 
the latest.

For neuralgia in the face and other 
acute suffering elsewhere the following 
remedy has been tried with good effect: 
Out a thick slice of bread across the 
loaf—fresh bread is best. Soak one side 
for a minute in boiling water, and rap­
idly sprinkle cayenne pepper over the 
hot side. Apply, while still smoking 
hot, to the painful surface. The bread 
retains the heat long enough for the 
cayenne to begin to act, and cayenne 
does not affect delicate skins as mustard 
does. It acts as a rubefacient, but not 
a blister. Another excellent remedy for 
congestion from cold is to apply a poul­
tice of flaxseed meal and cayenne pep­
per. By keeping a bit of oil silk on the 
outside of the poultice-cloth it will re­
tain both heat aud moisture for a long 
time.

Ingrowing toe-nails are caused by the 
improper manner of cutting the nail 
(generally of the great toe), and then 
wearing a short, badly-made shoe. The 
nail, beginning to grow too long and 
rather wide at the corners, is trimmed 
around the corner, which gives tem­
porary relief. But it then begins to 
grow wider in the side where it was cut 
off, and, as the shoe presses the flesh 
against the comer, the nail cuts more 
and more into the raw flesh, which be­
comes exceedingly tender and irritable. 
If this state continues long the toe be­
comes more and more painful and 
ulcerated, and proud flesh sprouts up 
from the sorest points. Walking greatly 
increases the suffering till positive rest 
becomes indispensable. To treat in­
growing toe-nails, proceed as follows : 
Begin the effort at cure by simple appli­
cation to the tender part of a small 
quantity of chloride of iron. It is 
found in the drug store* in a liquid 
form, though sometimes in powder 
There is immediately a moderate sensa­
tion of pain or burning. In a few min­
utes the tender surface is felt to be dried 
up, tanned or mummified, and it ceases 
to be painful. The patient who could 
not put his foot to the floor now finds 
that he can walk without pain. By per­
mitting the hardened, wood-like flesh 
to remain two or three weeks, it can 
easily be removed by soaking the foot in 
warm water. H thereafter the nails be 
cut no more ground the comers or sides, 
but always cut in across the front end, 
they in fnture grow forward, and by 
wearing shoes of a reasonably-good size 
and shape all future trouble will be 
avoided.

The Pueblo Indians and Their Religion* 
Beliefs.

The word Pueblo means villages; and 
the tribe of Indians that have lived in 
this region take their name, Pueblo, 
from the fact that they hved in Pueblos, 
or villages.

The Pueblos have some peculiar ideas 
of the future. They believe that at 
death they will be carried away in some 
mysterious manner to a place beneath a 
vast underground lake, where melons 
and peaches and beautiful maidens and 
horses are in never-ending supply for 
the good.

The Zuni Indians have a tradition that 
they were placed where they are in order 
to be out of the reach of the deluge, of 
which they have some account. The 
tradition relates how the Great Spirit 
set them apart as a chosen people, and 
preserved them while all other tribes 
and nations were drowned. They also 
believe that all the people of the earth 
are descended from the Zuni thus saved 
lrom the deluge. This tradition has its 
parallel with that given us in the Sacred 
Scriptures.

They also believe that in Pecos (a vil­
lage) Montezuma was bom; that he grew 
up with extraordinary mental powers; 
that be traveled a great deal and taught 
the people many good things; that he 
usually rode on the back of an eagle and 
always went ahead of those who trav­
eled with him, and thus was, as was 
the star to the wise men of the East, a 
guide to them both day and night, and, 
whenever the eagle stopped at night, 
there was planted an Indian Pueblo. 
The sign where the great capital should be 
built was the alighting of the eagle upon 
a large cactus-bush, and there devour­
ing a rattlesnake. This, tradition has 
it, was on Montezuma’s journey south, 
and was his great and last journey. The 
eagle stopped where the City of Mexico 
now stands. The Mexican Government 
has adopted the alighting of the eagle 
as the design of the national seal, and 
thus made memorable the legend. The 
same design is also stamped on Mexican 
coin. Montezuma never returned from 
his southern trip, but in some mysteri­
ous manner passed away to th#land of 
the blessed, and smee leads his people 
by his spirit. The City of Mexico wa* 
founded in 1325.—New Mexico Cor. 
Chicago Tribune.

How Long He Are to Live.
It is not every one who asks himself 

that question, because, strangely enough, 
it is the belief of many persons that 
their lives will be exceptionally lengthy. 
However, life insurance companies are 
aware of the credulous weakness of those 
whose lives they assure, and have, there­
fore, compiled numerous tables of ex­
pectancy of life for their own guidance, 
which are carefully referred to before a 
policy is granted. The following is one 
of those well-authenticated tables in use 
among London assurance companies, 
showing the length of life at various

ages. In the first place we have th< 
present age of persons of average health, 
and in the second column we are enabled 
to peep, as it were, behind the scenes ol 
an assurance office, and gather from 
their table the number of years 
they will give us to live. This table has 
been the result of careful calculation, 
and seldom proves misleading. Ot 
course, sudden and premature deaths, as 
well as lives unusually extended, oc­
casionally occur, but this is a table of 
average expectancy of life of an ordinary 
man and woman : A person 1 year old 
may expect to live thirty-nine years lon­
ger ; of 10 years, fifty-one ; of 20 years, 
forty-one; 30years, thirty-four; 40 years, 
twenty-eight; 50 years, twenty-one; of 
60 years, fourteen; of 70 years, nine ; 
of 80 years, four. Our readers will easily 
gather from the above tabulated state­
ment the number of years to which their 
lives, according to the law of averages, 
may reasonably be expected to extend.

“ Most unaccountable female,” solilo­
quized the ‘ ‘ Questions ” man. ‘ ‘ I told 
her what I  thought she wanted to know, 
and she gets as mad as the fellow did 
when I  told him that pawnbroking took 
its origin in »hoving Jonah in the spout. 
I’ve got to have more salary for this 
business, or the Eagle must get another 
man,” and the encyclopedia bant his 
attention uponr his question, “ What 
postage did Paul pay on his first epistle 
to the Corinthians?”

WANDERING NEEDLES.

With an average price per annum of 
$7.33, and on aggregate daily circula­
tion of 3,581,187, the people of the 
United States appear to pay out annually 
the sum of $26,250,100.71 for their daily 
newspapers. These totals are subject to 
certain obvious qualifications. Every 
newspaper has a free list, more or less 
large, the chief item of which is in its 
exchanges. Allowance must also be 
made for a small percentage of papers 
printed regularly, but not sold or circu­
lated and including tear and waste. On 
the other hand, and especially in the 
large cities, a considerable per cent, of 
the total circulation is disposed of by the 
single copy at the retail price. While 
the average cost to the annual subscriber 
is 2J cents per copy, the average retail 
price per copy for the country is nearly 
4} cents, the largest average for a State 
being Nevada, where it is twelve cents, 
and the lowest in Delaware, where it is 
11 cents per copy. It is probable that 
the added cost of the papers sold at 
retail is quite sufficient to offset the de­
ductions which are to be made in the 
total cost given on account of the causse 
enumerated. In the census year the 
number of daily papers throughout the 
United States was 962—morning, 436; 
evening, 526. Of this number New 
York has 115, Pennsylvania 98, Hlinois 
73. California 54, Missouri 42, Indian* 
40, Massachusetts 35, Texas 32 and Vir­
ginia 21, and so on, down to 3 in West 
Virginia. During the year 114 were 
established and 86 suspended. The ave­
rage circulation was 2,800, and the aggre­
gate circulation 3,581,187. In the same 
year there were 682 weeklies and 138 
Sunday papers running.

S o m e V ery  R e m a r k a b l e  C a n e .
The London Lancet observes that the 

vagaries of needle* whioh have been in­
troduced in the body, and have escaped 
immediate removal, have in all ages at­
tracted the attention of collectors of the 
marvelous in medicine. Hildanns re­
lated an instance of a woman who swal­
lowed several pins and passed them six 
years afterward; but a more remarkable 
instance of prolonged detention was re­
corded by Stephenson, of Detroit— 
that of a lady, aged 75, who passed 
by the urethra, after some months’ 
symptoms of vesical irritation, a pin 
which she had swallowed while picking 
her teeth with it in the year 1835—forty- 
two years previously. Occasional pain 
in the throat was the immediate symp­
tom, but in 1845 she was seized with 
severe gastric pain, which passed away, 
and she had no symptoms until h»ma- 
turia in 1876. This curious tolerance of 
such ioreign bodies exhibited by the 
tissues is often observed in lunatio asy­
lums. M.JHilvy recorded some years ago 
the case of a woman who had a penchant 
for pins and needles so strong that she 
made them, in effect, part of her daily 
diet, and after her death 1,400 or 1,500 
were removed from various parts of the 
body.

Another case almost as striking has 
been recorded by Gillette—that of a 
girl in whom, from time to time, needles 
were found beneath the skin, which they 
perforated, and were removed by the 
fingers or forceps. Concerning the way 
m which they had got into her system 
no information could be extracted from 
her. She was carefully watched, and in 
the course of eighteen months no less 
than 320 needles were extracted, all 
being of the same size. Most were black 
and oxidized, but some had retained 
their polish. The majority were un­
broken. They passed out of various 
parts of the body above the diaphragm 
at regular intervals, but in a sort of 
aeries and always in the same direction, 
The largest number which escaped in a 
single day was sixty-one. A curious 
phenomenon preceded the escape of 
each needle. For some hours the pain 
was severe, and there was considerable 
fever. She then felt a sharp pain, like 
lightning in the tissues, and on looking 
at the place at which this pain had been 
felt the head of the needle was gener­
ally found projecting. The needle* in­
variably came out head foremost. No 
bleeding was occasioned, and not the 
least trace of inflammation followed. 
The doctor in attendance extracted 3l8. 
They were sometimes held firmly, and 
seemed to be contained in a sort ot indu­
rated! canal. It was conjectured that 
they had been swallowed with suicidal 
intentions; but, on the other hand, the 
way in which the needles escaped in 
series, and their direction with the head 
outward, suggested that they had been 
introduced through the skin.

That little weight is to be attached to 
the pace at which the needles escape, as 
proof of their mode of introduction, is 
evident from a case recorded by Yillars 
of a girl who swallowed a large number 
of pins and needles, and, two years after­
ward, during a period of nine months, 
200 passed out of the hand, arm, axilla, 
side of thorax, abdomen and thigh, all 
on the left side. The pins, curiously, 
escaped more readily and with less pain 
than the needles. Many years ago a 
case was recorded by Dr. Otto, of-Co­
penhagen, in which 495 needles passed 
through the skin of a hysterical girl, 
who had probably swallowed them dur­
ing a hysterical paroxj sm; but these 
all emerged in the regions below the 
level of the diaphragm, and were col­
lected in groups, which gave rise to in­
flammatory swellings of some size. One 
of these contained 100 needles. Quite 
recently Dr. Bigger desdribed be ore 
the Society of Surgery of Dublin a ease 
in which more than 300 needles were re­
moved from the body of a woman who 
died in consequence of their presence. 
It is very remarkable in how tew cases 
the needles were the cause of death, and 
how slight an interference with function 
their presence and movement cause.

Freaks of the Telegraph.
Names are always a great stumbling 

block to the clerks, and addresses are 
composed of names. Most of us have 
tricks of writing names in any but a 
distinct fashion; and although the Post- 
office persistently reminds us, on the 
forms given to us to write our telegrams 
on, that the writiug should be plain, 
this advice, like most other advice, is 
but too often neglected. Hence, many 
telegrams get altogether astray, some­
times to the not slight discomfiture of 
those into whose hands they fall, and 
who, unwitting that any error has been 
made, forthwith act upon them. It is 
related that a woman residing in some 
small street in Manchester onee received 
what appeared to be a summons from 
her husband to come up to him in Lon­
don. Very much alarmed, she at once 
started. On her way she got into con­
versation with another woman who was 
in the same carriage, and who she found 
was also going up to see her husband, 
who was in London ill. This woman 
had been expecting to receive a telegram 
from her husband, and, not hearing, 
had grown anxious and had finally set 
off without the telegram. Further par­
ley revealed the fact that their names 
were the same; that their husbands’ 
names were the same; that they both 
lived in the same quarter in Manchester; 
and it finally transpired that the tele­
gram which had been delivered to the 
first woman was the very one which the 
second had been waiting for—the error 
in delivery having been caused by some 
such mistake as “Hamilton street” for 
“Henrietta street” — a mistake very 
likely attributable to want of distinct­
ness in the writing. Another curious 
case of coincidence of which we have 
heard was that of a telegram addressed, 
“John Stillingwise, Brookdean, nr. 
Kirkby Lonsdale,’’ from Robert Stilling­
wise, his brother, begging him to come 
at once to him at a hotel, which he indi­
cated, in Leeds. The address “Brook- 
dean” was in some way altered, and the 
telegram was delivered to another John 
Stillingwise, living somewhere in the 
neighborhood of Kirkby Lonsdale. This 
unfortunate man, who had not heard 
anything of his brother Robert for some 
twenty years, at once started off in 
Stormy, wintry weather, reached Leeds 
in the evening, and was told by the 
landlord that he could not see his 
brother that night, as he was very far 
from well, and had gone to bed. The 
next morning, he wa* ushered into Rob­
ert Stillingwise’s room, expecting to see 
his long-lost brother, when, to his ex­
treme astonishment and disgust, he 
found himself confronted by an utter 
stranger!—Blackwood’* Magazine.

A Fearful Visitor.
The bane ot the beautiful island of 

Martinique is a serpent called the “ iron 
lance.” This reptile, With venomous 
taste, chooses the coolest and most de­
lightful places in the garden for his re­
treat, and it is literally at the risk of 
one’s life to lie down on the grass, or 
even to take a rest in an arbor. The 
wounds inflicted by these serpents are 
very apt to be fatal unless immediately 
eared for. The whole island is infested 
with this dangerous reptile,- and it is 
said that on an average nearly 800 per­
sons are bitten every year, of which 
number from sixty to seventy eases 
prove fatal, while many others result in 
nervous diseases which are almost as 
bad as death.
Prince Arthur of England visited this 
island, a grand fete was given in his 
feopor in the Jardin des Plan tea, Jn the

evening the grounds were brilliantly 
illuminated, and thousands of people 
sauntered through its cool and shady 
avenues. A large number were bitten 
by the “ iron lance,” and many of them 
never recovered from the effects of the 
poison. The fondness of this terrible 
reptile for cool and shady places is a se­
rious drawback on the pleasure of ram 
bling through the charming groves of 
Martinique. A rest on the grass under 
the shadow of some spreading tree is al 
ways haunted by the dread of unseen 
dangers, and one cannot even cross a 
field without exercising extreme caution.

Death rrom a Bush Fire.
In one of Cooper’s “ Leather-Stocking 

Tales ” there is a graphic description of 
a prairie fire. The novelist also de­
scribes how an Indian chief, caught 
within its fiery embrace, saved his life 
by hiding himself within the carcass of 
a buffalo, which he had killed and dis­
emboweled. In Australia a similar con­
flagration is known as a “ bush fire.” 
The tragic story of one, which occurred 
in South Australia, is relieved by no 
such thrilling incident as Cooper’s In­
dian’s escape :

Martin McCarthy, with four of his 
sons, left their thatched homestead m 
the Hundred of Hunker to reap the 
wheat which stood ripe for the sickle at 
a distance of about a mile.

They noticed a bush fire about a dozen 
miles off, but, as the wind was in the 
opposite direction, they thought nothing 
of it, and went on reaping till dinner­
time.

Immediately after that meal, which 
they took in the field, the wind veered 
round, and, rising to a hurricane, swept 
the fire down upon their farm. Des­
perately plunging through the blinding 
smoke, they barely succeeded in gain­
ing a clearing 100 yards distant before 
huge tongues of fire fifty feet high 
rushed past them, roaring and hissing 
as they licked up every vestige of veg­
etation in their course.

When the flames had subsided, Mc­
Carthy, followed by his boys, hastened 
with terrible forebodings across the 
plain, to see if any of his family had 
been spared.

As he ran toward the chimney, which 
alone remained to mark the site of his 
dwelling, he stumbled over the charred 
corpse of his wife.

A little further on was the body of hia 
7-year-old boy, and round the chimney 
lay the remains of his five daughters.

The eldest, a girl of 19, clasped in 
her arms the youngest, a baby of 2 years 
old. Accustomed as the colonists are to 
bush fires, this unusual holocaust cast a 
gloom over the neighborhood.

Republican Simplicity.
One fact strikes the thoughtful reader 

of Revolutionary times,[that, while there 
was among our forefathers a love of lib­
erty deep enough to induce them to sac­
rifice life for it, we in this day under­
stand practical democracy better than 
they. H President Garfield, or the mem­
bers of his Cabinet, were to show one- 
tenth part of the assumption of superi­
ority then made by the ruling class, the 
whole nation would be outraged.

The dress and maimers of the repub­
lican court were simple, but it was a 
court. The people, used to look up to 
royalty, transferred much of the same 
homage to the President and “ Lady 
Washington;” they followed his carriage 
in crowds, as the English do that of the 
Queen to-day, and stood uncovered and 
reverent as he stepped out, stately in 
velvet and lace, cocked hat and dress 
sword. Theoretically, they were all 
freemen on a level; practically, there 
yawned a wide gulf between the ruling 
class and the tradesman and .aborer.

Mrs. Washington, finding a grease 
spot on the drawing-Yoom paper, angrily 
accuses pretty Nelly Custis with having 
“ had a call from one of those dirty com­
moners. ” Chief Justice McKean, in his 
robes of office, swoops down into a rag­
ing mob, and cows them by the sheer 
terror of his presence.

Negroes, laborers, tradesmen and rul­
ers have learned to stand comfortably on 
a level since those early days, and wear 
their robes of equality easily.—Youth’s 
Companion.

by re son of defective sidewalks. The Ionia 
rcpoit was adopted entire, includingthat of the 
minority.

Close of tbe Session — Scenes of D is ­
order In tbe House.

L ansing, June 9.
The Legislatiye session closed at 10 o’clock 

last night. The work had been tolerably wel 
completed and the evening session was theie 
fore less hurried than usual. The iack of t 
sufficient «mount of responsible employment 
mcLned the House to be hilarious. There 
ws-i a great tendency to skylarking. Papei 
a ads and waste baskets flew about cauoin;. 
an unexampled amount of dodging. About 
9 o’clock a sort of an informal rece»s was taken 
nominally foi the purpose of gong m‘o com 
niittee of the whole. Representative Young 
the senior Democratic member, was percuadec 
to take the ohair. No sooner had he assumed 
that elevated position than such a bombard 
ment began that he wa* forced to shelter him 
self behind the columns which sustain the re 
porter’s gallery. The uproar and confusion 
were considered by the numerous spectator 
ss good as a circus. Shouting and laughtei 
filled the edifice, and, when the amuse­
ment wss at its height; the gas wa* sud­
denly turned out. A preconcerted arrangement 
lor this purpose wss made with an official ol 
the House. Th the darkness the shader to one 
of the chandeliers to the left of the Speakei 
were broken by flying^^nissiles. r! h ) cissl 
sounded as if the glass ceiling of tho hall wst 
falling. There were shouts of “ Light the gas ” 
and cries for the Sergeant-at-Arsas and the 
e (etneun. After a long delay the g ts wap 
turned on and again lighted. At the same mo­
ment, from the reporters’ gallery a blanket was 
let down by a cord. I t  startled Chauman 
Young as well as the House. The scene ss s 
whole wa* quite unprecedented m Legislative 
halls. Many derogatory remarks were made 
regarding the frivolity and lack of 
dignity—not to use a worse expression— 
which characterized the proceedings. The 
confusion subsided when Speaker Moffatt took 
the chair. I t  was mildly lenewed when the 
committee from the Senate appeared, and they 
were incontinently pelted beyond the bar 
Senators Buttar* and Welch, expecting some 
such reception, had provided themselves with a 
supply of journals properly folded for ammu 
nition, and returned the lire with vigor. The 
Senate had its revenge, however, when Repre­
sentatives Young. Fiaz r and Pahrelee ap­
peared m the chamber as a committee of tbe 
House. I t  was made manifest that the Sena­
tors had more vigor of arm and were the better 
marksmen.

As required by the con­
stitution, a Representative is assigned to 
each county having more than half of 
the above ratio, as nearly as may be 
without increasing the total number 
above 100, and the counties having less 
than half that ratio are grouped to­
gether, there being ten districts thus 
constituted!;

How a Sedentary Life Affects Women.
The Popular Science Monthly re­

marks that many of the ills or diseases 
prevalent among the women of our day 
are no doubt traceable to the sedentary 
mode of life among them. The progress 
of the industrial art lido done away with 
much of the household drudgery to 
which many women were formerly sub­
jected, and in many cases the want of 
sufficient occupation for needed bodily 
exercise. It says: The fruits of this 
state of things are strikingly exhibited 
in certain observations made by the late 
Dr. Robertson, a Manchester surgeon, 
who in his practice as a specialist for 
women’s diseases found that women who 
themselves performed all their house­
hold work found no trace of certain com­
plaints; that these complaints began to 
make their appearance in women with 
one servant, became more pronounced 
in women with two servants, or worse 
still, with those who had three servants, 
and so on. He showed statistically that 
the deaths from child-birth were four 
times greater in cases of women with 
four servants than those with none. On 
the other hand, we noticed a statement 
the other day that since the suspension 
of labor in tne mills of New England on 
account of the panic many of the female 
operatives have sought employment as 
domestics, and as a consequence there is 
much more sickness among them than 
there was previously. This would seem 
to show that housework is not aa healthy 
as labor in cotton mills. ”

A Peculiar Affliction.
Mr. Edwin Cowles, the editor of the 

Cleveland Leader, has a peculiar afflic­
tion. From boyhood he has been 
troubled with deafness somewhat of the 
nature of color blindness. He has never 
heard the sound of the birds, and until he 
grew to manhood he had always thought 
the music of birds was a poetic fiction. 
“You may fill the room with canary 
birds,” says Mr. Cowles, “and they may 
all sing at once and I never would hear 
a note, but I would hear the fluttering* 
of their wings. I never heard the hiss­
ing sound of the human voice, conse­
quently, not knowing the existence of 
that sound, I grew up to manhood with­
out ever making it in speech. A por­
tion of the consonants I  never hear, yet I 
can hear all the vowels. About a quar­
ter of the sounds in the human voice I 
never hear, and I  have to watch the 
motion of the bps and be governed by 
tlie sense of the remarks in order to un­
derstand what is said to me. I have 
walked by the side of a policeman going 
home at night, and seen him blow his 
whistle, and I never would hear it, al­
though it could be heard by others half 
a mile away. I never heard the upper 
notes of a piano, violin, or other musical 
instrument, although I would hear all 
the lower notes.” Mr. Cowles has con­
sulted some of the most eminent sur­
geons, phy sicians, and aurists in the coun­
try, and they are unanimous in declaring 
his peculiar affliction to be without a 
precedent.

Yitaiity of Wild Turkeys.
It has frequently happened within my 

knowledge that turkeys shot through 
the body with several buckshot or a rifle 
bullet, if not afterward by the merest 
good foitune found and secured by an­
other shot, escaped to die or recover 
from their wounds. For example, I will 
mention two or three of the many in­
stances to which I might refer. A flock 
of about 100 wild turkeys was scattered 
one evening at roosting time, and party 
of four of us went to the place next 
morn id  g before daybreak xvith the inten­
tion of calling. One of the seven tur­
keys killed on this occasion was to all 
appearances active and sound as any of 
its companions; but picking revealed 
that a rifle bullet had entered about an 
inch to the left of the tail and passed out 
of tlie breast within an inch or two of the 
neck, thus traversing nearly the full 
length of the body. Yet this wound was 
almost healed.—Letter to Forest a«

Adulteration in Vienna.
They have in Vienna an organization 

for the preservation of the public health, 
which watches closely the articles sold 
for food, and from time to time has sam­
ples chemically analyzed. Investiga­
tions of this character were conducted 
on an extensive scale during the past 
year. Of milk 950 specimens were an­
alyzed. Most of it had been skimmed 
and diluted xvith water. Some had 
come from diseased cows, and some was 
thickened with borax, soda and soap. 
Butter was analyzed to the extent of 210 
samples. All of it contained an exces­
sive proportion of water, and much of it 
was adulterated xvith beef fat, lard ol 
stearine. Lard, coming from America 
and Hungary, had borax and lime. Of 
1,100 specimens examined of Hungarian 
and Austrian wine, fifty-two were of 
artificial concoction. Artificial coloring 
matter and excessive proportions of 
water were found in many. Pilsener 
beer contained soda and Vienna beer

glycerine. Of liquors, seventy-three
ad traces of arsenic or copper, beside 

injurious flavoring and perfuming in­
gredients. Ground coffee wa* mainly 
roasted grain, acorns and chicory. Even 
bread was badlv adulterated.

The item in these columns two or 
three weeks ago with reference to the 
failure of the Pioneer mire seems to 
have been premature.

Any person shall he permitted to purchase said 
book at a price not to exceed 10 per cent, above 
cost, together with sending the book if not de­
livered m person.”

Sihw D̂efence.—Andrew Nolan, an 
employe at the Bessemer mine, was ar­
rested one day last week on a warrant 
sworn out by Frdnk Pickard also an em­
ploye, changing Nolan with assault and 
battery. The case had a partial hearing 
in Judge John Jones’ court Fiiday and 
was then adjourned until Monday. The 
testimony went to show that Pickard, 
who was engaged in landing the bucket, 
was not careful at all times to empty it, 
that he had frequently piacticed the dan­
gerous mode of lowering partially emp­
tied buckets and had been warned to 
desist from it.

The in­
jury received from the effects of the blow 
amounted, comparatively speaking, to 
nothing, and in fact the main bruises on 
his person weie traceable to a tumble 
which he took in his headlong flight to­
ward the justice’s office. The verdict 
rendered by the jury was that of self-de 
fence.

The remains of Mr. W.Cawthorne, late 
of Marquette, passed through here on thoir way 
to Gfieen Bay Sunday, Deceased, who has been 
m ill health for some time, having been a suf­
ferer of hemorrhage of the lungs, was an em­
ploye in the butcher shop of Mr. S. Coles, 
which place he had chosen foi the benefit of 
his health. His death was sudden and unex­
pected.

Difd.—On Thursday last, Sidney, son of Paul 
"Webb, aged 2 years and D months. Deceased 
had been a sufferer for some time though not of 
the disease he at length succumbed to, that of 
chicken-pox. At the time of his father’s de­
parture for the Fetch Mountains which was 
about one month ago the child was ill, and has 
not sinco seen a well day. Mr. IV. was sent for, 
but as he is out on an exploring expedition, his 
whereabouts could not be ascertained, conse­
quently he was not apprised of his son’s death, 
or at least m time to relurn to the funeral, 
which took place from the M. E. church on Sun­
day at i  o’clock P. M., Kev. Parrish performing 
the ceremony. The remains were followed to 
their final resting place in the Piotcstant ceme­
tery by a goodly number of people. In  then- 
bereavement the afflicted family have tho heart­
felt sympathy of their many friends.

Runaway.—A lively runaway occurred in 
this vicinity on Sunday, resulting in two lough- 
ly bandied though slightly injured mon, a bad­
ly bruised and scratched home and an almost 
completely wrecked buggy. I t  appears that 
Fred Strauss and an associate were dnving 
along the road neai the C eveland mine, with 
Dr. Heaton’s horse and buggy. According to 
Fred’s statement .the animal became frighten­
ed at a stump, though it is generally supposed 
that the whip Wad more to do with the animal’s 
starting than tho harmless stamp, at any rate 
thehorso ran from that place to th-s city, com­
ing by the Richardson residence, then turning 
and following the railroad arouud the curve un­
til near the main line where it sprang off from 
the high embankment throwing the men out 
and falling to the bottom of the grade. This 
performance was watched by a number of spec­
tators who at once staited to the relief of the 
horse which was considerably tangled, before 
being reached the animal made another spurt 
and passed up another high embankment and 
into a deeper gulch on the opposite side where 
it was captured. The men were but little hurt 
though considerably scared, tho horse received 
several bad cuts and bruises which may, per­
haps, render the animal worthless, with regard 
to the buggy, the pieces are around and may in 
part, be put in shape by an expert carnage 
maker, harness similarly effected.

Got I hiip. Duas.—I t has been the practice 
for a long time for young men from Ishpemmg 
as well as other places, our own city not ex­
cepted,! to go through our streets at night in a 
boisterous manner using obscene and vulgar 
language and otherwise making themselves dis­
agreeable. The principal streets seem to be the 
ones opon which these depredations are most 
frequently committed. Oft-times during church 
hours would the congregation be obliged to ac­
cept these hellish reproaches upon human de­
cency with no protection whatever to guvrd 
them from the same. In the ram  hope that 
the brutes would exhaust their store of vulgarity 
and indecency, aud seeing their miserable con­
dition endeavor to refrain from the same, our 
citizens have borne all with patience and en­
deavored to overlook tbei r  faults. But, alas 1 
as “constant dropping wears away stones,” so 
did these Tile doings wear upon the minds and 
patience of oar citizens, until, at length awak­
ening to their situation, the animated spirit of 
revenge burning within their hearts, they at 
once determined upon putting a damper to such 
proceedings. To affect this our City Attorney 
gave orders to the night watch, T. D. Gaffney, 
to pursue and capture any such disturbers of 
the public peace. A cold water bath was giv­
en jail birds by an ordinance passed by our 
common council not long since which provides 
that prisoners shall, in default of paying their 
fines, be obliged to work the samo out on the 
streets at fi ty cents per day, instead of board­
ing it out in the jail as has heretofore been cus­
tomary. Forgetting or at least not fearing the 
rosnlt of these measures, a party of four young 
men from Ishpeming went through tho city on 
Sunday night, going in the direction of tha 
Carp,and making night hideous with their loud 
singing and not althogcthor decent language. 
Night watchman Gaffney, accosted the party as 
they were passing through one of the principal 
stieets, telling tnem that they must not make 
so much noise. He had scarcely uttered the 
words before he received a violent blow from 
the whip. Mr. Q. then sought the assistance of 
Marshal Richardson m company with whom he 
awaited the return of the parties. At about 
half past two o’clock in the morning the young 
men returned, whore upon their arrival at this 
place they were arrested and placed m the cool­
er. On Monday forenoon they were brought 
before justice Jones and lined $10 and costs, 
which amounted to $4, making a total of i l l  
each. Rather than grace our city by their 
appearance upon the street with shovel and 
hoe, they paid their fines and returned home, 

sadder but wiser men.”

• Infanticide —A ripple of excitement 
passe! through our city on last Friday 
morning as the startling announcement 
was made that an infant had been found 
m the waters of Teal Lake. The dis­
covery was made by a Finlander, who, in 
company with three other men were bath­
ing or pieparing to at the time. The 
body was found on tho south side of the 
lake and within six feet of the shore, at 
a place known as the ‘‘old bathing 
grounds.” The men were considerably 
Lightened upon the discovery and did 
not take the object of -their fright from 
the water, but lau away, the Finlander 
coining to the city and notifying the Mar­
shal, who at once, in company with eth­
ers repaired to the spot. The remains 
were brought to this city and placed in 
Sterling’s hall, after which examinations 
were made by physicians Desjardin and 
Johnson. In the mean while a coroner 
was summoned from Ishpeming, who, up­
on arrival, expressed his inability to act 
and turned the case over to attorney 
Jones. An inquest was held in the after­
noon though the jury did not render a 
veidict but adjourned to meet on Monday 
afternoon. The physicians testimonies 
went to substantiate the fact that the in­
fant was fully developed, that it had been 
born but a tew hours at most previous to 
its death, and that it was born alive and 
had bieathed Several other witnesses 
weie sworn but ifo clue could be obtain­
ed that would lead to the identity of the 
owner of the child or to the perpetrator 
of the deed if other than the owner. 
When found, there were wrapped around 
the body a cotton sack and a dress skirt. 
The skirt could not be identified but has 
been pieseryed and nmy yet be the means 
of bringing the guilty parties to justice. 
The remains were intened Friday after­
noon. The case was called on Monday 
as per adjournment and again adjourned 
until Friday.

—The Tillage of Bradley, England, is almost 
Wholly deatroyed by fire.

—Hi* Holiness the Pope is displeased at the 
interference of the Catholic clergy m the land 
agitation in Ireland.

—The Theater Boyal at Belfast, Ireland, was 
deatroyed by fire. It was one of the largest 
ana best m the country.

—The managers of the St. Gothard tunnel 
announce their intention to test the practica­
bility of running trains through the bore by 
electricity, using the machines now employed 
in pumping air into the workings.

—English troops and the royal constabulary 
in Ireland are grumbling at being made targets 
of for the missiles of the mobs.

—The centennial of the birth of George Ste­
phenson. the father of the looomotrre engine, 
was celebrated throughout England. An in­
teresting feature was a prooession of loeomo- 
tlTes, one each for nearly every railroad com­
pany in the United Kingdom, at Stephenson’s 
birthplace. One hundred thousand persons 
participated in a trades’ umou procession.

Many 
prominent persons, including President Grevy, 
Marshal McH ihon and ex-Queen Isabella, were 
present Tnere was great rejoicing among the 
Americans in Pans over the event, which was 
witnessed by over 300,000 people. Foxhall was 
bred by A. -J. A'exander, of Spring Station, 
Woodford county, Ky.

—Tae number of cases of small-pox in Lou­
don hospitals has inoressed by 122 the past 
fortnight.

—A terrible storm in Southern Hungary has 
destroyed the entire harvest.

—An Italian exploring party, conpriiing on> 
officer, four soldiers, ami ton sailors, was mas­
sacred in the interior of Abyssinia.

—The Sirutm de L'ste bill, for the enlarge­
ment of p ipular rej resentation m the French 
National Ass mllv, which p-ssed the Jowei 
house of that body recently, has been rejectee 
by the upp. r house. It is a defeat for Gam- 
betta, and the effect will be an exe.ting cam 
paign on vital political issues Jietween the Pro 
gross.ve partv, led by Gambotls, and the Con- 
serva ive Republicans, under President Grevy.

—The attempt to blow up the Liverpool 
Town Hall has scared the British Government. 
No one It allowed to tnter the House of Com 
mom with parcels, and the police keep a watch­
ful care for the personal safely of the Cabinet 
Ministers.

—The Italian Premier announce# that the 
Government will not extend the franchise be­
low a clast which hat received a standard ele­
mentary education.

—Lordlard’a Iroquois, the winner of the 
Derby, captured the Pnuce of Wales stake at 
Ascot. He was the favorite in the betting at 
five to two. Nine mombeis of the royal fam­
ily, led by the Prince of Wales, were present 
to witness the triumph of the American flyer.

Addi esses were made by President Gar 
held, Secretary Hunt, and Senator Morgan, of 
Alabama.

—Every gambling house in Cincinnati hat 
been dosed.

—On the ground that the established tariff 
on gram is not maintained by all the rail­
roads, Commies oner Fink hat authorized a 
general reduction of grain rates on the basis 
of 20 cents per 100 pounds from Chicago to 
New York.

—Chief Justice Sener, of Wyoming, decides 
that the recent marriage of a Chinaman and a 
wmte woman, be ng legal in Colorado, must be 
reco0mzed as valid in Wyoming.

P o h t ic a L
—Tne eighth ballot at Albany gsvo Conkling 

84,-Jacobs 50, and Wneeler 21 votes. For the 
long term. Kerna-i and Depew eaoh reoived 51 
votes, and Platt 29.

—The Ohio Republicans, in convention at 
Cleveland, renominated Charles Foster for 
Governor by acclamation. The remainder of 
the ticket is as follows : Lieutenant Governor, 
Ii-ese G. Richards ; Supreme Court Judge, 
Nicholas Longworth ; Attorney General, George 
Nish ; Member Bo rd of Public Works, George 
Paul ; Treasurer, Joseph Turney. The plat­
form mdoises President Garfield.

— On the ninth ballot at Albany for Senators 
to succeed Messrs. Conkling and Platt, Depew, 
lor the long term, received 63 votes, Kernan 
50, and Platt 29. For the short term, 49 votes 
were cast for Jacobs, 34 for Conkling, and 23 
for Wheeler. Before a bribery investigating 
committee, appointed at the instance of Assem­
blyman Bradley, he (Bradley) swore to receiv­
ing $2,000 from Senator Sessions to transfer 
his allegiance from Platt to Depew, and had 
handed the money to Speaker Sharpe the same 
day. Sessions owned to making the convert, 
but denied that money had passed between 
thorn. Assemblyman Sisson testified that he 
h .d been offered a bribe in January to vote for 
D pew, and had refused.

The special election in the Second district 
o' South Carolina, to fill the vacancy cansedby 
the death of Congressman O’Connor, passed oft 
qu'etly. Samuel Dilab'e, Democrat, was 
elected without opposition, the Republicans 
abstaining from voting, holding that Mackey, 
O’Connor’s opponent, was really elected 
last fall, and that, therefore, no vacancy ex­
isted.

—Two ballots for Senators were taken at Al­
bany on the 10th inst., with about the usual 
result. Speaker Sharpe testified before the 
Bribery Investigating Committee to receiving 
the $2,000 from Assemblyman Bradley. As­
semblyman Armstrong testified that he had 
been offered money by a lobbyist to vote 
against Conkling.

—Only one ballot was taken at Albany on the 
11th inst., and it indicated no change m the 
situation. The Bribery Investigat.ng Commit­
tee examined Assemblyman Trimble, who testi­
fied that the lobbyist, Monroe Edwards, had 
promised that if he (witness) would vote for 
Depew his election expenses, amounting to 
$2,500, would be paid.

—There was no change in the situation at 
Albany on the 13th mst. There were a good 
many members absent from the joint conven­
tion, and the ballot for Senators showed about 
an equal falling off among all the candidates. 
Assemblyman Bradley was before the Bribery 
Investigating Committee, and was rigidly cross- 
examined m regard to the alleged attempt to 
bribe. He stuck to his story with gieat 
pertinacity, and failed to weaken under the 
cross-questioning.

-Ex-Senator Thurman has written a letter 
to his son, in which he says he can not, undei 
any circumstances, be a candidate for Gov­
ernor of Ohio.

—The Valiot for Senatois at Albany, on 
the 14th, gave Conkling 31 rotes and Wheeler 
23. Depew, for the long term, had 55 and 
Platt 26. In the bribery investigation, Senator 
Sessions denied that he had given any monev 
to Bradley, and asserted that Biadley had to’d 
him he would vote for Depow because lit 
thought that by so doing he would be acting in 
accordance with the wishes of his constituents.

—The first car-load of new wheat reached 
St. Louis from Fort Worth, Texas, June 1. It 
graded No. 3 red winter, and brought $1.50 
per bushel at auction.

—The demand for dry goods and clothing in 
Eastern wholesale markots is exceptionally 
good for the season.

—The export of provisions from this coun­
try is reported at about 35,000,000 pounds lo» 
than for the corresponding time last year.

—The large amount cf muched and mnti 
Tattdcom m circulation is attracting the atten 
tion of the United States treasury r finals, who.

—The City of Quebec, Canada, has been vis­
ited by another disastrous conflagration, in 
volvmg the destruction of over $2,001,091 
worth of propel ty. Nearly 700 buildings were 
burned, and 1,500 persons were rendered home­
less. Five or six persons perished m tin 
flames. A relief movement has been mangui - 
ated, toward which the Governoi Geneial gave 
$509, and the Archbishop of Quebec $1,000 
The Legislature has voted $10,003.

—Five roustabouts were killed by the ex­
plosion of the steamer Hanna, at Ne v Orleans

—The Rev. Father Hager, Catholic priest 
and h's brother were smothered to death at 
Coi coran, Hennepin county, Minn. The gentle­
men were stopping with friends and slept m a 
close room with an imperfectly burning lamp 
When discovered in the morm g both were 
dead.

—A cyclone which visited the Solomon val 
ley, Kansas, blew down a number of farm 
houses and barns, smashed windows in the 
towns m its course, and killed five or six pei- 
sons.

—At Pottsville, Pa., a defective boiler ex­
ploded in the Fishback rolling-mitt. Of tweivi 
men badly scalded it is believed three will dio.

—At Henuetta Tex.. JIiss Lizzie Hutcumson 
and Miss Cox were killed by lightning.

—Three persons were killed by falling tim­
bers while removing the old Court House ai 
Lafayette, Ind.

—Andrew D. Robeson, a nephew of the ex 
Secretary of the Navy, was killed at Hunnewell, 
Kan., by a stroke of lightning.

—A fire on the Atlantic dock.-,, Brooklyn, de­
stroyed a tonr-story brick building and a sta­
tionary gram elevator. The loss was $88,00

—Ludmgton, Mich, has been almost entirely 
destroyed by hit. Mo-t of the burned build­
ings were of wood. The loss is estimated at 
$200,000. The insurance is comparatively 
small.

—By the premature explosion of a blast m 
the Hudson mine at Plymouth, Pa., Michael 
Conolly was killed, Patrick Burke was serious­
ly injured, and John Hawkins had a leg Lro 
ken. Two men named Flannagan and McDer­
mott were drowned by the upsetting of a boai 
near Kemble, Pa. Five men were scalded by 
an explosion 0» the wrecking steamer Baker, 
near Norfolk, Va.

—An express train on the Wabash road.when 
passing through Raymond, 111., stmek the 
wagon of Albert Cresswell, lulling his wife, hei 
child, and two nephews.

—The village s of King City, Rosendale and 
Berlin, situated in Northwestern Missouri, weie 
visited on Sunday night, the 13th mst.. by a 
catastrophe of appalling dimensions. Early in 
the evening a cyclone swept down on the de­
voted villagers and their rural neigh­
bors with resistless fury, and marked 
ita pathway with desolation and death. 
Scarcely had the people begun to 
oomprehend the calamity that had befallen 
them when a second cyclone appeared to com­
plete whatever destruction the first had left 
undone. The resultant loss of property is 
placed at from $200,000 to $500,000, while the 
death list is large but not definite. A most de­
structive hurricane also swept through 
Central Iowa on the afternoon of the 
13th. caustng the lulling and maiming of 
a number of persons, causing immense damage 
to the crops, killing cattle and poultry, and 
demolishing many residences and outbuildings. 
The number of human lives lost has not y ot 
been definitely ascertained, but it will not be 
much if any less than twenty. The storm at 
some points was of tremendous force, and 
there was no withstanding it. The hailstones 
which fell were of immense size, m some cases 
as large as goose-eggs, and caused great havoc 
among birds, rabbits and gams of all kinds 
throughout the storm area.

—The vicinity of Wells, in Minnesota, suf­
fered from a cyclonic visitation on the 12th 
inst. Houses, barns and fences were prostrat­
ed, and two or three people lulled.

Crimea and Criminstla.
—Dr. Sylvester Rankin, who was surgeon of 

Kit Carson’s regiment and afterward m the 
Mexican army, was lately murdered at Victoria 
City, Mexico, and robbed of his money aD d 

jewelry.
—An old man named R. F. Hall was stran­

gled by three negroes on the bank of Rolling 
Fork creek, in Arkansas. The citizens pursued 
the murderers and lynched them.

—A highwayman, single-handed, stopped the 
Fredericksburg (Texas) stage, on which were 
five passengers, rifled the mail and robbed the 
passengers.

—John Taylor, a negro charged with grossly 
assaulting a white woman, was taken from 
Greensboro (N. C.) jail and lynched.

—Hugo Malapert, whose father is Prussian 
High Chamberlain, leaped from the Chicago 
water-worka tower, a height of 187 feet. He 
was, of courae, instantly killed.

—Twenty-fiye armed men went to the jail at 
Dover, Ark., to capture and lynch a murderer 
whose death sentence had been commuted by 
the Governor. The prisoner resisted seizure, 
and was shot iu the bead and then hanged.

CIRCUMSTANTIAL EVIDENCE.
* -

Two Very Notable Cases,
Mrs. Child, in her work advocating 

the abolition ot capital punishment, gives 
a notice of two cases in which ciicum- 
stantial evidence led to the execution of 
wrong parties.

A few years ago a poor German came 
to New York and took lodgings where he 
was allowed to do his cooking in the 
same room with the family. The hus­
band and wife lived in a perpetual quar­
rel. One day the German came into the 
kitchen with a clasp-knife and a pan of 
potatoes, and began to par# them for his 
dinner. The quarrelsome couple were 
in a more Violent altercation than usual; 
but he sat with his back toward them, 
and, being ignorant of their language, 
felt in no danger of being involved in 
their dispute. But the woman, with a 
sudden and unexpected movement, 
snatched the knife from his hand and 
plunged it into her husband’s heart. She 
had sufficient presence of mind to rush 
into the street and scream murder. The 
poor foreigner, in the meanwhile, seeing 
the wounded man reel, sprang forward 
to catch him in his arms, and drew out 
the knife. People from the street 
crowded in and found him with the 
dying man in his arms, the knife in his 
hand and blood upon his clothes. The 
wicked woman swore in the most pos­
itive terms that he had been fighting 
with her husband and had stabbed him 
with a knife he always carried. The un­
fortunate German knew too little En­
glish to understand her accusation or to 
tell his own story. He was dragged off 
to prison, and the true state of the case 
was made known through an interpreter; 
but it was not believed. Circumstantial 
evidence was exceedingly strong against 
the accused and the real criminal swore 
unhesitatingly that she saw him commit 
the murder. He was executed, notwith­
standing the most persevering efforts of 
his lawyer, John Anthon, whose convic­
tion of the man’s innocence was so pain­
fully strong that from that day he has 
refused to have any connection with a 
capital case. Some years after this tragic 
event the woman died, and on her death­
bed confessed her agency in the diabol­
ical transaction; but ber poor victim 
could receive no benefit from this tardy 
repentance; society had wantonly 
thrown away its power to atone for the 
grievous wrong.

Many readers will doubtless recollect 
the tragical fate of Burton, m Missouri, 
on which a novel was founded, that still 
continues in the libraries. A young lady, 
belonging to a genteel and very proud 
family in Missouri, was beloved by a 
young man named Burton, but unfort­
unately her affections were fixed on an­
other less worthy. He left her with a 
tarnished reputation. She was by nature 
energetic and high-spirited; her family 
were proud; and she lived in the midst 
of a society which considered revenge a 
virtu#, and named it honor. Misled by 
this false popular sentiment and her own 
excited teelmgs, she resolved to repay 
her lover’s treachery by death. But she 
kept her secret so well that no one 
suspected her purpose, though she 
purchased pistols and practiced with 
them daily. Mr. Burton gave evidence 
of his strong attachment by renewing 
his attentions when the woild looked 
coldly upon her. His generous kindness 
won her bleeding heart, but the soften­
ing influence of love did not lead her to 
torego the dreadful purpose she had 
formed. She Watched for a favorable 
opportunity and shot her betrayer when 
no one was near to witness the horrible 
deed. Some little incident excited the 
suspicion of Burton, and be induced her 
to confess to him the whole transaction. 
It was obvious enough that suspicion 
would naturally fasten upon him, the 
well-known lover of her who had been 
so deeply injured. He was arrested, but 
succeeded in persuading ber that he was 
in no danger. Circumstantial evidence 
was fearfully against him, and he soon 
saw that his chance was doubtful; but 
with affectionate magnanimity he con­
cealed this from her. He was convicted 
and condemned. A short time before 
the execution he endeavoied to cut his 
throat, but his life was saved for the 
cruel purpose of taking it away accord­
ing to the cold-blooded barbarism of the 
law. Pale and wounded, he was hoisted 
to the gallows before the gaze of a 
Christian community.

The guilty cause of all this was almost 
frantic when she found that he had thus 
sacrificed himself to save her. She im­
mediately published the whole history 
of her wrongs and her revenge. Her 
keen sense of wounded honor was in ac­
cordance with public sentiment. Her 
wrongs excited indignation and com­
passion, and the knowledge that an in­
nocent and magnanimous-man had been 
so brutally treated excited a general re­
vulsion of popular feeling. No one 
wished for another victim, and she was 
left unpunished, save by the records of 
her memory

The 
house in which they live is large and 
roomy, yet these two girls, whose ages, 
by the way, axe twenty-two and twenty, 
have made all the carpet, and made it 
well, too, painted a number of farm 
scenes and family portraits in oil, and 
filled up the otherwise vacant spots with 
waxwork, etc. Besides, the fact that 
they are good musicians, the fact that 
they never shock your refined ear with 
ungrammatical remarks, is also note­
worthy. Go to that much-abused village 
of Puiixsuatawney, and, after inquiring 
for the location of Frostburg, walk 
in that direction just three miles and 
you will reach the home-made home 
of Emma and Marrilla Black.—Pittsburg 
Dispatch.

The Bedroom.
The room in which the enfeebled per­

son has been sitting before going to lied 
has been warmed probably up to summer 
beat; a light meal has been taken be­
fore retiring to rest, and then the bed­
room is entered. The bedroom per­
chance has no fire in it, or if a fire be 
lighted provision is not made to keep it 
alight for more than an hour or two, the 
result being that in the early part of the 
morning, from 3 to I  o’clock, when the 
temperature of the air in all parts is 
lowest, the glow from the fire or stove 
which should warm the room has ceased, 
and the room is cold to a great degree. 
In country-houses the water will often be 
found frozen in the hand-basins or ewers 
under these conditions. Meanwhile the 
sleeper lies unconscious of the great
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change that is taking place in the air 
around him. Slowly and surely there is 
a decline of the temperature to the ex­
tent, it may be, of 30 or 40 deg. of the 
Fahrenheit scale ; and, although he may 
be fairly covered with bedclothes, he is 
receiving into his lungs this cold air, by 
which the circulation through the lungs 
is materially modified. The condition 
of the body itself is at this very time 
unfavorable for meeting any emergency. 
In the period between midnight and 6 
in the morning the animal vital pro­
cesses are at their lowest ebb. It is in 
these times that those who are enfeebled 
from any cause most frequently die. 
We physicians often consider the houses 
as critical, and forewarn anxious friends 
in respect to them. From time imme­
morial those who have been accustomed 
to wait and attend to the sick have noted 
these hours most anxiously, so that they 
have been called by one ot our old writ­
ers “ the hours of fate.” In this spaoe 
of time the influence of the life-giving 
sun has been longest withdrawn from 
man, and the hearts that are even the 
strongest beat then with subdued tone. 
Bleep is heaviest, and death is nearest to 
us all in “ the hours of fate.” i'hf fee­
ble, therefore, are more exposed to dan 
ger during this period of tame, and they 
are most exposed to one particular dan­
ger, that ot con 'o-tion ot the lungs, for 
it is the bronchial surface of the lungs 
that is most exposed to the action of the 
chilled air, aLd in the aged that ex­
posure is ha nidous.

Cobblers Who Went Beyond Their Last.
No one but a shoemaker could have 

thought Coleridge serious in his strange 
saying that the shoemaker’s bench had 
produced more eminent men than any 
other handicraft. The Shoe and Leath­
er Reporter has, however, compiled a 
‘‘bill of particulars” in the shape of a 
list of famous cobblers, which seems to 
act as an effectual estopel on all jealous 
craftsmen. Hans Christian Andersen, 
who needs no introduction, may head 
the list, and Hans Bachs, of Nuremberg, 
who, though ho made shoes all his life, 
yet also made 6,000 poems, plays, farces 
and rhyming f bles, may be put next. 
Sir Oloudesley Shovel was a shoemaker 
until he enlisted in the navy, and so was 
S r Christopher Minns, another Euglisn 
Admiral. John Hewson, one of Crom 
well’s Colonels, and a signer of Charles 
I. ’s death-warrant; Samuel Bradbum, 
the “ Demosthenes of Methodism,” as 
well as a Bishop; James Lackinton, 
whose catalogue ot publications reached 
the total—enormoua for that time—of 
30,000 volumes, in 1787—all these were 
cobblers at first, if not at the last. Con­
tinuing the English list, William Gif­
ford, whose memory is preserved by a 
complimentary allusion in Byron’s “ En­
glish Bards and Scotch Reviewers,” and 
whose body is buried in Westminster 
Abbey ; George Fox, the arch Quaker; 
William Carey, a missionary famous a 
century ago, and who read the proofs of 
the Bible m twenty-seven Oriental lan­
guages ; Samuel Drew, “ the Locke of 
the nineteenth century,” whose experi­
ence as an author led him to formulate 
the sad truth that “ the man who makes 
shoes is sure of his wages, but the man 
who makes books is never sure of any­
thing ;” Thomas Holcroft, whose name 
is not nearly so well known as that of a 
single ono of his plays, “ The Road to 
Rum;” the Bloomfield brothers, whom 
Byron thus apostrophized:

Ye tuneful cobbler** fctill your notes prolong,
Compose at once s slipper And a song;

Jplin Pounds, whom school-children 
cried at being turned away from—all 
these and lesser lights too numerous to 
mention were English shoemakers.

Coming to our own country, Boger 
Sherman, one of the “ signers,” leads 
the list in time, but Vice President Hen­
ry Wilson in rank. Beside these were 
Congressmen Sheffey and Noah Worces­
ter, not the lexicographer, but the 
founder of the Massachusetts Peace So­
ciety. And ex-Govs. H. P. Baldwin, of 
Michigan, and William Claflin, of Mas­
sachusetts, if they never made shoes, at 
least dealt in them largely enough to be 
named here. Altogether, the list is suffi­
ciently imposing and convincing to justi­
fy a verdict in favor of Coleridge’s say­
ing.

In the Matter of Stockings.
The United States Supreme Court has 

rendered a decision of considerable im­
portance involving the customs duties 
ou woolen stockings. The practice of 
weighing stockings and charging for them 
by the pound, as they do sausage, has 
long been repulsive to the refined sensi­
bilities of the aesthetic portion of the 
people, and the Supreme Court has 
struck a popular chord iu holding that 
the pound charge is illegal and that 
stockings shall be admitted at the duty of 
thirty-five per cent, ad valorem only. 
The ground of the decision is that stock­
ings are in a sense works of art, and that 
it has been the purpose of the legislation 
on tariff to encourage art by admitting 
its productions at the lowest rate of duty. 
Recently the same Court decided that a 
plain porcelain plate is dutiable at tlie 
rate of fifty per cent., while a plate of 
the same material on which a picture has 
been painted shall be admitted at the 
rate of ten per cent. Consistency, there­
fore, demanded that the stocking, which 
is a work of art, should pay a less rate of 
duty than a man’s wool hat. The Court 
states that its members have ob­
served that stockings are elaborately 
embroidered in colors, ornamented with 
flowers and stripes, arranged in a manner 
truly artistic. Where the elderly gentle­
men of the Bench observed these things 
is not stated, but as the windows of the 
Court-room overlook the back yard of a 
Treasury clerk’s boarding house it is 
presumed they got their information 
from the appearance of the clothes-line 
on wash-days. However that may be, 
the fact of the artistic ornamentation of 
stockings is clearly affirmed. The Court 
further states that because of the pound 
duty on stockings the fashion of wearing 
long stockings has been threatened; that 
a lady correspondent in New York chron­
icles the arrival of an importation of 
stockings for ladies’ wear which are not 
longer than the men’s wear. There is no 
eight-to-seven business about this deci­
sion. The justices may divide on such 
minor questions as the eleetion of a Pres­
ident, but they are solid in regarding 
stockings as works of art entitled to what­
ever encouragement a low rate of duty 
can give.—Milwaukee ( Wis.) Repub- 
lican.

The Migration of Birds.
Familiar as the migration of birds is 

to us, there is perhaps no question in 
zoology more obscure. The long flights 
they take, and the unerring certainty 
with which they wing their way between 
the most distant places, arriving and 
departing at the same period year after 
year, are points in the history of birds 
of passage as mysterious as they are 
interesting. We know that most mi­
grants fly after sundown, though many 
of them select a moonlight night to 
cross the Mediterranean. But that their 
meteorological instinct is not unerring 
is proved by the fact that thousands are 
every year drowned in their flight over 
the Atlantic and other oceans. Northern 
Africa and Western Asia are selected as 
winter quarters by most of them, and they 
may be often noticed on their way thith­
er to hang over towns at night, puzzled, 
in spite of their experience, by the shift­
ing light of the streets and houses. 
The swallow or the nightingale may 
sometimes be delayed by unexpected 
circumstances. Yet it is rarely that 
they arrive or depart many days sooner 
or later one year with another. Prof. 
Newton considered that were sea-fowl 
satellites, revolving round the earth, their 
arrival could hardly be more surely cal­
culated by an astronomer. Foul weather 
or fair, heat or cold, the puffins repair 
to some of their stations punctually on a 
given day, as if their movements were 
regulated by clockwork. The swiftness 
of flight which characterizes most birds 
enables them to cover a vast space in a 
brief time. The common black swift 
can fly 276 miles" an hour—a speed 
which, if it could be maintained for less 
than half a day, would carry the bird 
from its winter to its summer quarters. 
The large purple swift of America is capa­
ble of even greater speed on the wing. The 
chimney-swallow is slower, ninety miles 
per hour being the limit of its power; 
but the passenger pigeon of the United 
States can accomplish a journey of 1,000 
miles between sunrise and sunset.-Lon­
don Standard,

COMMENT ON EVERY SIDE, 
while people stem investigating and
advancing m every direction which
can help them morally, mentally or 
physically. This is specially true of the hu­
man body and everything which ooncerns it, 
and the truths which ihe people have found, 
eien in the last fifty years, are simply marvel­
ous. How really ignorant some cultured and 
supposahly scientific people were only a few 
years ago, as compared with -the present day, 
may b< better ’and rslood from a few lllustia- 
ti\ e facts. A prominent writer prepared an 
elaborate essay to prove that steamsh ps could 
never cross the Atlantio, and his pamphlet was 
issued just in time to be carried by the first 
st amer that went to England. People once 
behoved that the heart was the scat of life and 
health. It is now known that this organ 
is oily a pump, simply keeping m motion what 
other and more important organs of the body 
have created and trans'ormed. It was once 
supposed that if a person felt a pain in the 
back, the liver was deranged ; if a pain came 
m the lower chest the lungs were affected and 
consumption was near ; it is now known that a 
pam iu the hack indicates diseased kidneys, 
while troubles in the lower chest arise from a 
disordered liver and not imperfect lungs. A 
severe pain in the head was once thought to 
come from some partial derangement of the 
brain; it is now known that troubles in other 
parts of the body, and away from the head, 
cause headaches, and that only by removing 
the cause can the pam be cured. It is a

that Gen. Washington was bled to death. His 
last ldness was slight, and caused pr ncipally 
by wearmo-s.

The speaker then graphically described an­
other period w hi h came upon the people, in 
which they assigned the ougin of all diseases 
to the stomach, and, after snowing the faisity 
or this theory, and that the kidneys and livei 
weie the causes of dibease, and that many 
people are suffering from kidney and live) 
troubles to-day who do not know it, but who 
should know it and attend to them at once, 
continued :

“ Let us look at this matter a little more 
closely. The human body is the most perfect 
and yet the most delicate of all created things.

Peo­
ple may avo d it for the pre-ent, but there is 
certain to come a time in every one’s experience 
when it must he faced.

“ And here pardon me for relating a little 
personal experience. In the year 1870 I found 
my self losing both in strength and health. I 
could assign no cause for the decline, but it 
continued, until finally I called to my aid two 
prominent physicians.

THE BIBLE.
H isto ry  of th e  Formmtion of the  Di­

v ine  W ork.
It may help to an understanding of 

the work involved in revising the ac­
cepted text of the New Testament, says 
the Philadelphia Times, to recall the 
circumstances under which this collec­
tion of sacred writings had its origin. 
The history of the formation of what is 
technically known as the canon of the 
New Testament—that is, the collection 
of those writings that were accepted as 
cf divine authority and the separation 
from them of other writings, even con­
temporaneous, that were not accepted— 
bears some points of resemblance to the 
long and gradual growth of the Old 
Testament canon. This, it will be re­
membered, was a process extending over 
centuries. After the return of the Jews 
from captivity, one of the first cares of 
Ezra and his associates was to collect, 
edit and transcribe, if not to translate, 
the Books of Moses—called in Hebrew 
Tora, a landmark—known to us as the 
Pentateuch, or, from the Greek title 
afterward given them, “ the Law.” After 
that an effort was made to gather to­
gether the various prophetic books, 
“ the writings of the saints,” and in the 
course of time there was gradually 
formed the second part of the canon, 
which is referred to in the New 
Testament as “ the Prophets.” Fi­
nally there were collected from 
the remaining body of Hebrew litera­
ture, both ancient and recent, a variety 
of sacred writings or “ Hagj.ographa,” 
some of them used in the Temple ser­
vice, some handed down by popular 
tradition, and some evidently compiled 
from various sources to complete the 
historic record. This group, which took 
its popular title from the leading divi­
sion, “ the Psalms,” was not closed un­
til long after the Law and the Prophets. 
These were the three separate collec­
tions so often referred to by the sacred 
writers. The dates of the different 
books thus gathered together cover a 
period of at least 1,000 years, and there 
is no doubt that they were originally 
written in a great variety of dialects and 
characters. As finally transcribed and 
edited, however, they formed the sacred 
eanon of the Jewish Church, in some­
what different order but substantially as 
we have them in our Bibles to-day. The 
whole of these sacred writings was 
translated into Greek, at Alexandria, by 
order of Ptolemy Philadelphus, by sev­
enty-two learned men assembled for the 
purpose, and this version of "the sev­
enty,” or the Septuagint, was the ver­
sion that was familiar at the beginnmg 
of our era and that is commonly quoted 
in the New Testament.

The history ot the New Testament 
does not extend over any such long 
period, but within its narrower limit* 
the process was not dissimilar. The 
earliest of the Christian writings is sup­
posed to have been the first general 
epistle of St. Peter, which was written 
some sixteen years after the formation 
of the Christian Church. After this St 
Paul wrote his letter to the Galatians, 
those to the Thessalonians, and like 
messages to other churches that had 
been established through his preaching. 
Naturally these letters were highly 
prized, and no doubt they were handed 
about and copied, and as the number ol 
them increased the churches in different 
cities would take pains to secure copies 
for their own use. It was not unti. 
those who had been the personal com 
panions of our Lord on earth were 
growing old, and felt that it would 
be well to leave a permanent recoid 
of what they had seen and heard, 
that St. Matthew and St. Mark were 
moved to write the Gospel narratives 
that go by their names. St. Luke wiote 
his Gospel and his history of the Acts 
of the Apostles a little later, St. Paul 
having meanwhile added to the number 
of his epistles, and the several writings 
of St. John, the last survivor of the 
Apostles, were written last of all, the 
date assigned to his Gospel being near 
the end of the first century of our era. 
There is no record of the manner in 
which these various writings were cir­
culated, hut that they were very com­
monly circulated is evident in many 
ways. St. Peter, for example, alludes 
to the epistles of St. Paul as though 
they were known to his readers, and St. 
John plainly wrote his Gospel as a sup­
plement to the others. In the writings 
of the early Fathers we begin to meet 
with refeiences to the Gospels and to 
the apostolic discourses, and by tin 
middle of the third century we hear of 
the New Testament as a collective body 
ot sacred writings to be named beside 
the Old.

Still there was no authoritative action 
like that by which the Great Synagogue 
had accepted or rejected and made up 
the Hebrew canon. By a gradual and 
natural prooess the extani Christian 
writings became divided into two classes 
—tho “ homologoumenoi,” which the 
universal tradition of all the churches 
accepted as authentic, and “ antilegom- 
enoi,(’ which were accepted by some or 
a majority, but not by all. Among the 
books which do not appear to have been 
at first universally accepted were the 
epistles of St. James and St. Jude, the 
later epistles of St. Peter and St. John, 
the epistle to the Hebrews and the Apo­
calypse, while some of the churches re­
ceived as authoritative the epistles of 
Barnabas and Clement, the Shepherd of 
Hermas and some other books that were 
afterward discarded. The prominence 
given to the Christian writings in the 
persecution of Diocletian shows what im­
portance they had then assumed, and it 
was during this period, no doubt, that 
the greatest efforts were made for 
tlieir preservation. Long before the 
first General Council of Nicaea, which 
formulated the Catholic creed of the 
Trinity, the Holy Gospels had been 
held in the utmost veneration, alike in 
private devotions and in the divine serv­
ice, but as to the apostolic writings the 
canon had not been finally determined 
even at that time, and it was not until 
the third council of Carthage, in the 
year 397—which was not one of the 
great councils—that the last of the books 
of the New Testament as we now have 
it, reduced to the generally-accepted 
writings of the Apostles themselves, was 
first set forth complete by what may be 
called official authority. This was the 
period of St. Jerome, one of the greatest 
Biblical scholars of that or any time, 
who, partly by original translation and 
partly by revision and comparison of 
the various partial translations already 
existing—for by this time por­
tions of the scriptures had been 
rendered into many tongues—made 
up that great Latin version of 
the whole Bible, the Vulgate, which 
became to the middle ages what the 
Septuagint has been to the Jews and 
the early Christians and which has been 
the basis of all the early translations 
into modem languages. The English 
divmes of 1611, who relied mainly on 
the Septuagint for the interpretation of 
the Hebrew Scriptures, made use of such 
Greek texts of the New Testament as 
were accessible to them, hut still they 
were helped greatly by the Vulgate. 
The considerable number of the early 
manuscripts that have since been 
brought to light have much enlarged 
the opportumties of modern scholar­
ship to reach the exact meaning, if not 
the exact original text, of the apostolic 
writings; yet the result of the recent 
revision shows that, whatever verbal in­
accuracies may have been introduced by 
successive generations of copyists, the 
Christian church has preserved and 
transmitted the body of the New Testa­
ment Scriptures through all these centu­
ries with marvelous fidelity.

The report of the second geological 
survey of Pennsylvania contains, in a 
description of the coal flora by Prof. Leo 
Lesquereux, one of the most remarkable 
geological accounts in existence of the 
tariffs and habitats of plants once grow­
ing in the swamps of ottr American coal 
fields, of floated out into open water and 
embedded in the deposits at the bottom 
of the carboniferous sea. Every genus 
of ancient sea-weed, fern, bamboo-like 
calamite and cone tree which up to the 
present time has been brought to light 
in the mining of the American coal-beds, 
or in surveying the surface of the coal 
fields, is here described. Every species 
hitherto discovered is named, and as 
many of them represented as seemed 
needful to assist the mining geologist in 
the identification of beds, so far as plant 
remains can do that, or to enlighten the 
scholar of nature in this branch of learn­
ing-

The permanent station on the Congo 
of the Stanley expedition is on an 
elevated plateau below the Yellala falls. 
It is now a small town containing the 
dwellings of Mr. Stanley and his European 
staff, workshops, warehouses and huts 
for his laborers and a garden producing 
vegetables of almost every description. 
From the river’s edge to a distance of 
about thirty miles upwards along the 
hilly banks of the Congo, where he has 
established a second depot, a road about 
twelve feet wide has been constructed, 
serviceable for cants and wagons, which 
latter, together with a number of don­
keys, have recently arrived from Europe, 
to be employed in the transport of stores 
and supplies. Mr. Stanley has with him 
abont 125 natives. The trade on the 
lower Congo is very large and increasing. 
The highest point where traders are 
established is at Noki, which can be 
reached by vessels drawing eighteen feet 
of water at any season without the least 
difficulty.

Ap o c r t p h a ii as it may appear, there 
are some fishes capable of swallowing 
and stowing away entire, others several 
times larger than themselves. This ex­
traordinary fact is rendered possible in 
the first place by the great size of the 
mouth, which is cleft far backwards, and 
in the next by the excessive distensibility 
of the stomach and the abdominal in­
teguments. The captor sizes the larger 
fish by the tail and climbs over it as it 
were by alternate movements of the 
lower and upper jaw, until finally the 
entire animal is stored in the stomach. 
Meanwhile, the stomach and the adjoin­
ing soft parts become more and more 
distended and hang down like an enor­
mous sack. The most remarkable ex­
ample of such capacity have been found 
in the Chiaswodon mc/er, a species re­
lated to the cod family, but several 
others are likewise prone to attack fish 
larger than themselves.

Db. Sangfeldt has tried a number of 
substances for destroying microscopic 
life in drinking water, the most striking 
results beiffg obtained from citric acid. 
When one part of the acid was added to 
two thousand parts of water, life ceased 
in fiom one half to two minutes. 
Microscopic examination showed that 
those forms of animalcula having a thick 
scaly covering are not affected by the 
dilute citric acid, but only those with 
thinner coatings. The greater part of 
these unwelcome visitor belong, how­
ever, to the latter class, while the former 
are visible to the naked eye, so that a 
solution of the strength mentioned will 
suffice as a safeguard. The dead ani­
malcula immediately settlo to the bottom 
of the vessel containing the water, and 
may he found in the sediment. The 
solution of citric acid spoils quickly, 
and it is recommended that it be freshly 
prepared every day.
