JUCKSON AND BENTON.
Tke Affray Between These Two Dla- 

tiafnuhcd men.
In his eventful life Andrew Jackson 

received wounds in personal encounters 
similar to those received by President 
Garfield. His arm was shattered in an 
affray with Col. Thomas H. Benton in 
1812, and he was shot through, the 
body in a duel with Charles Dickinson 
in 1806.

The affray with Col." Benton originated 
in an act of good nature on the part of 
Gen. Jackson. Gen. Wm. Carroll, then 
a young man, had been challenged by 
Jesse, a brother of Thomas H. Benton. 
Despairing of finding a suitable second 
m Nashville, Carroll rode out to the 
Hermitage, and solicited Gen. Jackson’s 
services. Jackson had been a Judge of 
the Supreme Court of Tennessee and a 
member of Congress. At first he de­
murred.- Carroll assured him that it 
was no ordinary quarrel. He asserted 
that there was a conspiracy to run him 
out of the country. Jackson made in­
quiries, and found that to preserve his 
honor Carroll was forced to accept the 
challenge. He officiated as Carroll’s 
second. Jesse Benton was wounded as 
ingloriouily as Mr. Easthupp in “ Mid­
shipman Easy.”

At the time of the duel Col. Thomas 
H. Benton was in Washington trying to 
save Jackson from bankruptcy. They 
were great friends. The Colonel, how­
ever, was enraged to hear that Jackson 
had befriended his brother’s antagonist. 
He wrote him, denouncing his conduct 
in the most offensive terms. The Gen­
eral replied that before addressing him 
the Colonel ought to have written him 
for an explanation, and not have listened 
to the tales of interested parties. Ben­
ton wrote still more angrily, accusing 
Jackson of conducting the duel in a 
“ savage, unequal, unfair and base.man­
ner.” On his way back to Nashville he 
publicly and repeatedly denounced the 
General, using the bitterest language. 
Jackson heard it, and was most in­
censed. Benton’s mother had been 
good to him when he was a boy in North 
Carolina. His gratitude had already 
prevented a rencontre between the two 
hothead*. This time, however, he took 
fire. He swore by the Eternal that he 
would horsewhip Tom Benton the first 
time he met him. All Nashville wit­
nessed :the vow.

Benton reached the city bursting with 
wrath and defiance, neaung of Jack­
son’s threat, he resolved to preserve the 
peace. He would neither seek 1 or fly 
the threatened attack. Ilis "brother 
Jesse joined him before he reached 
Nashville. Instead of going to the 
Nashville Inn, their usual resort, they 
registered at the City Hotel. Jackson 
always* put up at the Nabhville House. 
By stopping at the City Hotel Col. Bea­
ton fancied that he would avoid the 
General, unless he chose to go out of Ins 
way to seek tom. -He anivi d in Nash 
ville Sept!k 3, 1813. Jackson and h's 
friend, Col. Coffee, rode into town the 
same afternoon, and put up at the Nash­
ville Inn. Col. Coffee smilingly re­
marked that they hadCOme to  get their 
letters# About 9 o’clock on1 t e next 
morning the r,olonel proposed to Gen. 
Jackson that they should stroll over to 
the postoffiee. They started. The Gen­
eral had a riding whip in his hand. He 
also wflre a small sword. The postoffice" 
was sititated on the public square, on 
the corntr of a little alley - just beyond 
therCity Hotel. There were two ways of 
getting to it from the Nashvilie Inn. One 
wm across the angle of the square, and the 
other was to keep the sidewalk and go 
around. Coffee and Jackson took the 
short cut. When about midway be­
tween their inn and the postoffiee 
Coffee-observed Col. Benton standing in 
the doorway of the City Hotel. He was 
drawn up to his full height, and was 
looking daggers at them. “Do you see 
that fellow ?” said Coffee to Jackson.

“ Oh, yes,” the General replied with­
out turning his head; “ I  have my eye 
on him.”

They went to the postoffiee and got 
their letters. On their return they kept 
down the sidewalk. Col. Benton hail 
posted himself at the front door of the 
City Hotel. His brother Jesse stood 
near him.

Parton describes what followed. On 
coming up to where Col. Benton stood, 
Gen. Jackson audaciously turned 
toward him, whip in hand, saying:
“ Now, you ----- rascal, I’m going to
punish you. Defend yourself. ”

Benton put his hand in his breast­
pocket. He seemed to be fumbling for 
his pistol. As quick as lightning Jack- 
son drew a pistol from behind him and 
leveled it at Benton. The latter recoiled 
and Jackson advanced upon him. Ben­
ton stepped slowly backward until he 
reached the back door of the hotel. The 
muzzle of Jackson’a pistol was three 

•feet from his heart. They were turning 
down the back piazza when Jesse Ben­
ton entered the passage behind them. 
Seeing his brother’s danger, he raised 
his pistol and fired at Jackson. The pis­
tol was loaded with two balls and a large 
slug. The. slug took effect in Jackson’s 
left shoulder, shattering it horribly, 
One of the'balls struck the thick part of 
his left hip and buried itself near the 

1 bone. The other ball soiintered the 
board partition at his aide. Jackson 
fell across, the entry, bleeding profusely. 
Col. Coffee had remained outside. Hear­
ing the report of the pistol, he sprang 
into the entry. He aaw Jackson pros­
trated at the feet of Col. Benton. Con­
elading that the Colonel had laid him 
low, Coffee rushed upon him, pistol in 
band, tp strike him with the butt of his 
pistol, when Benton, in stepping back­
ward, came to a stairway and fell head­
long to the bottom. Coffee, thinking 
him hois da combat, hastened to the 
assistance of his wounded friend.

■ Stokeiy Hays, a nephew of Mrs. Jack- 
son and a devoted friond to the General, 
stood near the Nashville Inn when he 
heard the report of Jesse Benton’s pis- 
tol. He ran with all speed to the City 
Hotel, and saw Jackson lying oh the 
floor, weltering in his blood. Unlike 
Coffee, he saw who had fired the deadly 
charge. Hays was a giant. He drew a 
long and glittering blade from his 
sword cane and made a lunge at Jesse 
with such frantic, force that it would 
have piimed>him to the wall had it tak­
en effect. The point struck a  button# 

' and the slender blade was broken to 
pieces. Hays drew a dirk and threw 
Jesse to .the floor. Holding him down 
with one hand# he raised the dirk to

/
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plunge it into his breast. Jesse divert­
ed the blow by seizing the coat cuff of 
the descending arm. The weapon only 
pierced the fleshy part of his left •arm. 
Hays madly strove to disengage his arm, 
and in so doing gave Jes3e severai flesh 
wounds. At Fast, with a mighty wrench, 
he tore tos cuff from the man’s convuls­
ive grasp, poised the dirk high m air, 
-and was about to bury it in Jesse’s 
heart, when a,bystamder caught the up­
lifted hand and prevented the further 
shedding of blood. Others interfered, 
and quiet was-restored.

Faint from the loss of blood, Jack- 
son was conveyed to a room m the 
Nashvillo Tain. His wound bled fear­
fully. Two imattresses were soaked 
through, and the General” was reduced 
almost to the last gasp. ’ Every doctor 
in Nashville, With one exception,1 recom­
mended the amputation of the shattered 
arm. “ I’ll keep my arm,” said the 
wounded man, and he kept it. No at­
tempt was made to extract the ball, and 
it remained inrilis arm for twenty years. 
She wounds were dressed with slippery- 
elm poultices, and it was two or three 
weeks before Jackson could leave his 
bed. A little over a year afterward he 
fought the battle of New Orleans.

The Bentons remained for an hour 
or more upon the scene of the affray, 
denouncing Jackson as an assassin. The 
General’s small sword had been dropped 
in the struggle, and remained cm the 
floor of the hotel. Col. Benton broke it 
in the public square, accompanying the 
act with words defiant and contemptuous, 
uttered in the loudest tones of his thun­
dering voice. The General’s friends, 
grouped around the couch of their bleed­
ing chief, disregarded these demonstra­
tions, and tlie victorious and exulting 
brothers retired. Col. Benton, however, 
quickly fouud it very hot for him. Two 
weeks afterward he wrote :

“ I am literally in hell here. I  have 
the meanest wretches under heaven to 
contend with—liars, affidavit-makers and 
shameless cowards. All Jackson s pup­
pies are at work on me. They will be 
astonished at what will happen. It is 
not them, but their master, whom I  will 
cold accountable. The scalping knife 
>f Tecumseh is mercy compared with 
die affidavits of these villains. I  am in 
the middle of hell. I  can see no alter­
native but to kill or be killed. I  will 
not crouch to Jackson. The fact that I 
md my brother defeated him and his 
tribe and broke his small sword in the 
public square will forever rankle in his 
bosom, and make him thirst alter ven­
geance. My life is in danger. Nothing 
but a decisive duel can save me or even 
iye me a chance for my own existence. 

It is a settled plan to turn out puppy 
after puppy to bully me, and when I  get 
into a sci ape to have me killed somehow 
m the scuffle. Afterward the affidavit- 
makers will prove it was honorably 
done.”

Bcnton. did not again meet ̂ Jackson 
until 1824, when both were members of 
the United States Senate. A reconcilia­
tion was effected, and ever afterward 
they were the warmest friends.—Ndw 
York Sun.

Bring 
the paper up which has been hanging 
over the sides of the box, and let it cover 
the hole so that the miller cannot enter 
without crawling over the petroleum 
paper, which she will never do. Nail on 
the cover of ybut box, and your clothing 
is safe for three years, if you wish to 
leave it that long. It is much cheaper 
and does not evaporate like camphor, 
and the carbolic acid in it seems to act 
like an antiseptic on the animal fiber of 
the wool, to preserve and make it health­
ful.—Exchange. -

HOUSEHOLD HELPS.

How to Lire in Summer.
Food is a part of drink, and drink a 

part of food; both sustain the constant 
•changes of the body, and are necessa>y 
for its maintenance. Man may have 
early come upon the idea to manufact­
ure beverages from various vegetable 
substances, and so have originated the 
habit of taking fluids, which are never 
really meant to quench thirst only. 
Some are taken for their aroma, for their 
supposed strengthening and stimulating 
qualities, as various wines and spirits; 
others, as beer, for their sustaining and 
satisfying properties; others, as some 
fruit and vegetable juices, for their re­
freshing qualities.

We call the three former, that is, spir­
its, wines -and beer, alcoholio drinks ; 
their composition we cannot here enter 
upon, but their effect upon the human 
system, if taken in any undue quantity, 
is not healthful A* regards the hot 
season, alcoholic beverages require the 
greatest care in their use, and to take 
only such wines as are really of a  cool­
ing tendency. - When vitality flags very 
much it is possible to give a  sudden 
stimulus to the nervous system by tak­
ing a  small quantity of wine or spirits 
with cold water, which will rally an ex­
hausted parson suddenly and help him 
to exert his energies for recovery, but 
to drink successively any quantity of 
wines or spirits in hot weather is equal 
to trying to commit suicide on the 
chance—that the pistol will not shoot 
or the rope will not hang. To increase 
in summer the heat of the bloody which 
alcohol does, is an irrational venture.

As far as beer is concerned, the taking 
of it is by many thought a necessity, 
with the thermometer at 90 degrees. 
More beer and more beer is called for, 
while each glass makes the day hotter 
for him who takes. Beer should only 
be taken In the cool of the evening, and 
it may somewhat restore the flagging 
strength after the labor of the day. It 
is better to avoid it u  much u  possible 
during the day. We have now many 
aerated drinks, fruit and lime juices, 
mineral waters and iced lemonades, all 
refreshing and abating the influence of 
excessive heat from without.

Whatever these may do to cool us, they 
cannot do away with the results of dry, 
parched-op food, which occasions thirst 
in an undue degree.

To keep drink down, in fact, we must 
keep food up to its proper standard.

A very cooling drink is made of light 
clarets, with slices of pineapple, the peels 
of cucumber, a lemon slice or two, a little 
nutmeg and white sugar; this is not at 
every one’s door, but sneh mixtures osn 
be and are made with cheaper materials, 
and at the corners of our streets a good 
trafie is done with them.

Bice water, barley water, oatmeal water, 
with lemon and sugar, should be ready 
in every house where children are. These 
are surely better than cold tea, which is 
often given, or milk, that cannot always 
be trusted.

Small pieces of ice are very refresh­
ing now and then for strong, healthy 
persons; also, a drink of water mixed 
with vinegar and molasses Is thirst­
quenching for workpeople, or a slice of 
lemon dipped into white sngar. Cool 
the blood without disturbing the diges­
tion and distending the intestines and 
you will get through the day.

A small ice-cream now and then is re­
freshing, but a continual use of it in 
sultry weather may have very evil con­
sequences.

The humane custom to erect here and 
there a drinking fountain is in the high­
est degree praiseworthy; it will save many 
a headache, many a faltering spirit from 
giving way and cool many a parched 
tongue. But the water in such fount­
ains must not be of an indescribable 
taste and a tepid temperature. Bright 
and clear it should sparkle, refreshing 
truly. This is a matter of grave thought 
to those in authority, who can escape 
from the heat of towns to the seaside 
and to sylvan shades, leaving the hard 
worker in the dusty, hot, smelling city.

The principal needs of life, until now 
spoken of, have been food and drink, 
though the first place ought to have 
been claimed by air.—Food and Health.

Pie Crust for Four Small Pies.— 

One and a half cups lard, one cup cold 
water", three and a half cups flour ; m:x 
lard and flour together; add water last.

Hours iUms* Sauce.—Two teaspoon­
fuls made mustard, two of white sugar, 
one-half teaspoonful salt, a gill of vii e- 
gar; mix anu pour over grated horse 
radish. Excellent with beef.

Vinegar Pee.—One cup sngar, one 
eup vinegar, one-quarter cup hot water, 
a piece of butter the size of a walnut, 
three tablespoonfuls flour; season with 
cinnamon and allspice.
Mince Pie W ithout Apples ob Meat 

—One eup sugar, one-half butter, one 
cup molasses, one eup vinegar, one cup 
chopped raisins, two cups warm watai, 
four crackeis rolled, t\yo teaspoonfu's 
cinnamon, one-half teaspoonful cloves, 
oae-half teaspoonful pepper.

Baked Duck.—To cook a duck satis­
factorily boil it first, until tender; this 
can be determined by trying the wing, 
a* that is always a tough part of a fowl. 
When tender take it out, rinse it in 
clean water, stuff and pnt it in the oven 
for about three-quarters of an hour, 
basting it often.

Mads Mustard.—Pour a very little 
boiling water OTer three tablespoonfuls 
of mustard ; add one salt spoo> ful i f 
salt, a tablespoonful of olive oil, st.rr <1 
slowly in, and oDe teaspoonful of sugar; 
add the yolk of an egg; beat well to 
gather and pour in vmegar to taste. It 
is best eaten next day.

Soft Soap,—Take six gallons of soft 
or rain water, add three pounds of best 
hard soap (cut fine), one pound salsoda, 
four tablespoonfuls of hartshorn; boil 
the whole till perfectly dissolved; pour 
into vessels, and when* cold it is fit for 
use. This makes fifty pounds of fine 
jelly so*p.

FbuitBiscuits.—Onecoffeecup sugar, 
one cup butter, one cup raisins (seedless 
are best), one egg, three teaspoonfuls 
baking powder; flavor with vanilla and 
lemon extract to taste ; the raisins to be 
chopped fine. Boll out and cat thin 
with a biscuit cutter. Bake in a drip­
ping pan with a  greased paper in the 
bottom of tin.

Cow Cutlets.—Steam the cod till 
nearly done; cut a slice and have a bat­
ter of self-raising flour ready. The bat­
ter is good when mixed with one egg 
and water; put the piece of fish in the 
batter in the pan and fold it over when 
it sets, haviug first sprinkled pepper and 
salt on. Make the cutlets as well shaped 
as you can. Have potatoes cut in small 
balls and fried.

Io* Cream.—To each quart of milk 
add four eggs and half a pound of sugar ; 
beat yolks and sugar together; beat 
whites stiff, and add. Have the milk 
scalding hot, pour it over the sugar and 
eggs beating all at the same time; then 
put it on the fire agaiq, and as soon as it 
thickens take off and strain into freezer 
to cool. When cold add any flavor-ng 
extract preferred, and if you wish, one 
pint of cream, and freeze. Mash, the 
ice in a cloth—not too fine, of course— 
and mix plenty salt with it around the 
churn, being oareful not not to let salt 
get inside.

Apple Marmalade.—Pare, core and 
cut the apples in small pieces; put them 
in water with some lemon juice to keep 
them white; after a shdrt interval take 
them out and drain them; weigh, and 
put them in a stewpan -with an equal 
quantity of sngar; add grated lemon 
peel, the juice of a lemon, some cinna­
mon sticks and a pinch of salt. Place 
the stewpan over a brisk fire and cover 
it closely. When the apples are reduced 
to a pulp, stir the mixture until it be­
comes of a proper consistency, and pnt 
the marmalade away in small pots.

Portable Lemonade. —Press your 
hand on the lemon and roll it back and 
forth briskly on the table to make it 
squeeze more easily, then press the juice 
into a bowl or tumbler—never use tin— 
Strain out all the seeds, m  they give a 
bad taste. Bemove all the pulp from 
the peels and boil in water, a pint for a 
dozen pnlps, to remove the acid. A few 
minutes’ boiling is enough; then strain 
the water with the juice of the lemons; 
put a pound of white sugar to  a pint of 
the juice ; boil ten minutes; 1)01116 it, 
and your lemonade is ready. Put in a 
teaspoonful or two of this syrup into 
glass of water and you have a cooling 
and healthful drink.

To Clean White Silk Lace.—The 
lace is stretched over small clean slips of 
wool to keep it evenly spread out, laid 
over night in warm milk, to which a lit­
tle soap has been added, rinse in fresh 
water, laid for the same length of time 
in warm soap-lye, and finally rinsed 
without any friction. Linen lace is best 
cleaned by covering the outside of 
large glass bottle smoothly with stout 
linen or white flannel, upon which the 
lace is sewn in a number of coils, and 
Over the whole some coarse open tissue 
is secured. The bottle thus dressed is 
allowed to soak for a time in lukewarm 
soft water, and the outside wrapping is 
then rubbed with soap and a piece of 
flannel. After this the bottle is laid to 
sleep for some hours in clean soit water. 
It is then rolled between dry towels, 
dipped in rice-water, and rolled again. 
Finally the damp lace is unfastened from 
the bottle and ironed between linen 
cloths.

It ia ttnneceasay to say 
that pleasure, if it can .be taken only m 
many fashionables take it, is not worth 
the time and money that it costs. No 
one enjoys this world’s diversions so lit­
tle as those who pay most for their fun 
and devote most time to it. At the the­
atre and opera the people who appear 
most pleased are those who sit in the 
cheapest seats and wear the poorest 
clothes, and elsewhere the rule is the 
same. All else being equal, the man who 
has the most money to spend can secure 
the most enjoyment in this world; but 
one thing that thousands of people seem 
to forget is, that with all these things 
with pleasant possibilties a common rule 
of the table holds good—it is no use to 
eat unless you have au appetite.

Pleasure is like desert—very good io 
take after something substantial, but ton 
most unsatisfactory of all things taken 
as a steady diet.

T h e  lead tr ie d  in sounding from a  v e s ­
sel usually weighs about fourteenfwunds, 
but in deep-sea soundings a weight of 
not less than ISO pounds is frequently 
employed. Wire has been largely used 
for a line, as it makes less friction in 
sinking through the water. With hemp 
rope a  sinker of 300 weight is sometimes 
twenty minutes in reaomngjihe bottom 
in 1,500 fa t h o lM -  of water, so great is 
the friction o f  the line.

T h e  oldest monument in the world is 
in the Ashmolean Museum at Oxford. 
This is the lintel stone of a tomb which 
formed the last resting-place of an officer 
who lived in the time of King Sent, of 
the second dynasty, whose fate is fixed 
by M. Marietta more than 6,000 years 
ago. The stone is covered with that del­
icate and finished sculpture which dis­
tinguished the early periods of Egiplian 
history, and was immeasurably superioi 
to the stiff and conventional art of the 
latter ages of Egypt, which we are accus­
tomed to see in European museums.

T h e  Japanese are remarkably exempt 
from deformed feet. The reason of this 
is to be found in the shoes they wear. 
The wooden sandals worn in Japan 
have a  separate compartment for tilt 
great toe, and make a  clanking noise on 
the streets. Straw slippers are also 
worn, and a  traveler setting out on a  
journey will strap a  supply of them on 
hif back, that he may put on a  new pair 
when the old is worn out. - They cost 
but a  cent and a  half a  pair. They ore 
rights and lefts, and leave the foot free 
to the air. They are never worn in the 
house, being left outside the door; 
passing down a  Japanese street long 
rows of them are seen at the doors, old 
and new, large and small. It is sur­
prising to see how rapidly the Japs step 
out of them, and pick them up again 
with their feet without stopping when 
leaving the house.

As the most valuable wealth a country 
can possess is its healthy population, 
the tables of mortality are woith study; 
and from these we fie*<T that on the first 
day of life seventy-eight boys die, to 
sixty-three girls. In the first week of 
life 168 boys die, to 153 girty. In Prussia 
the mortality among females is the 
greatest from 10 to 13 years of age; and 
from the 25th to the 40th it is greater 
than at other periods of life, and yet at 
all periods of life the census of females 
compares favorably wiih that of males. 
In England, taking a period of seven 
years, there were eight men to fifteen 
women who were alive at 101 years;’ 
three men to five women at 102 years; 
two men to three yomen at 103 years of 
age, and no man to one woman who 
lived to 104. It is observed that only 
one person in 1,000 born lives beyond 
94 years.

From a comparison of the results of 
recent deep-sea soundings, it appears 
that the following are just generaliza­
tions : 1. The water of the South Pacific 
is in its whole mass cooler than lhat of 
the Atlantic. 2. The water of the South 
Pacific is, down to 4,225 feet, somewhat 
warmer than that of the Atlantic, but 
below that depth cooler. 3. The bottom 
temperatures are generally lower in the 
Pacific than in the Atlantic at the same 
depths and in the same degree of lati­
tude ; but nowhere in the Pacific are 
found such low bottom temperatures as 
in the Antarctic portion of the South 
Atlantic, where temperatures of —0.3 
centigrade to —0.6 degrees have been 
measured. 4. In the western parts of 
the Pacific and the adjoining parts of 
the East India archipelago, the tem­
perature of the water reaches its 
minimum at depths between 1,787 and 
8,937 feet, remaining the same from 
this depth to the bottom. In the whole 
of the Atlantic the temperature from 
8,987 feet to the bottom gradually 
though slowly increases.

Onr Tobacco Production.
The fifteen States of Kentucky, Vir­

ginia, Pennsylvania,^)hio, Tennessee, 
North Carolina, M araud, Connecticut, 
Missouri, Wisconsin, Indiana. New York, 
Massachusetts, Illinois, and West Vir­
ginia, in the order named, still produce, 
as in 1870, more than ninety-nine per 
cent, of the tobacco of the United States, 
though it is reported in twenty-two other 
States and six Territories. Of these fif­
teen, only Missouri, Illinois, Indiana and 
Masachusetts produce less than in 1870. 
Kentucky produces thirty-six per cent, 
of the total productOf the country. Vir­
ginia holds the second place ; Pennsyl­
vania has advanced from the twelfth to 
the third; Wisconsin from the fifteenth 
to the tenth ; and North Carolina, Con­
necticut and New York have each gained 
one point in the rank of tobacco States. 
Those that have not retrograded in rela­
tive production are Massachusetts, Mary­
land, West Virginia Indiana, Illinois, 
Missouri and Tennesee.

The apparent increase in production 
during the decade is 80 per cent., which 
exaggerates the real advance in tobacco 
cultivation, as the preceding census crop 
was a small one and the fear of taxation 
may have operated to prevent a full cen­
sus of tobacco in 1870. The crop re­
ported in 1880 was one of medium pro­
duction, not in excess of the present re­
quirements of home consumption and 
exportation. The average vield per acre 
is 731 pounds, as shown by the totals, 
(pie variation in yield, from 1599 in 
Massachusetts to 471 in North Carolina, 
is pronounced by Mr. Dodge, statistician, 
due in differing degree to the use or 
neglect pf fertilizers, the habit of growth 
of different varieties, End the vicissi­
tudes of the seasons. In Masschusetts, 
Connecticut, New York, Pennsylvania 
and Wisconsin, the seed-leaf varieties 
are mainly grown, and high fertilization 
practiced, always resulting in compara­
tively heavy crops. In Ohio the yield 
is above the average, the Ohio seed-leaf 
being extensively cultivated in the A 
-ami Valley, while the Burley, a  vigorous 
grower of a less productive class, is al­
most exclusive in its prominence in the 
Ohio River counties, Kentucky, produc­
ing many grades of cutting and shipping 
tobaccos, upon an exhausted soil of 
great original fertility, make an average 
yield. In Maryland, Virginia and West 
Virginia the yield is better than the 
general average. The low yield in North 
Carolina is a necessity of the production 
of the fashionable yellow “ bright” grade 
used for plug wrapper, grown on a  poor 
soil.—IAttle Hook Gazette

European Breweries.
There are in Europe about 40,000 

breweries, which produce annually near­
er 2,250,000,000 gallons of malt liquor. 
Great Britian alone produces a third of 
the entire quantity, or, to be exact, 785,
017.002 gallons. Prussia comes next 
with 318,579,998 gallons; Bavaria, 260,-
757.002 gallons; Austria, 245,975,158 
gallons; andFrance, 155,980,000 gallons. 
It will thus be seen that the Teutonic 
nations are eminently the beer producers, 
m  they are also the principal beer drink­
ers ; where wine is to be had nearly as 
cheaply as beer toe malt liquor is not 
preferred. The proportion ia whieb

beer is consumed varies very much. 
Bavaria heads the ljst with 54 gallons 
per head per annum, or rather over one 
gallon a week. Belgium is next with 
30 gallons, and England^ is about the 
same, namely, 29 gallons, or, roundly 
speaking, something over half a gallon 
pet head per week, In GefmShy ex­
cluding Bavaria, the average consump­
tion is 19 gallons, and from this a great 
drop follows, to 9 gallons in Scotland, 
and 8J inf reland, whisky being preferred. 
Austria consumes only 6 gallons of beer 
per head, and France only-4.

The Levees of the Mississippi.
In Louisiana toe levee system is of 

comparative antiquity, having had its 
-beginning in toe earlier yearn of the
eighteenth century, and the embank­
ments long ago came under the jurisdic­
tion of local and State Government and 
assumed the dignity of public works. In 
.Mississippi &nd Arkansas, however, the 
reclamation of th# swasyi was an enter­
prise of much mesh, moderate date, hav­
ing its origin almdfet vHthifi memory of 
persons now living, and at first—anc!; 
indeed, for a fong time*~it was exploited 
solely by individual effort. I

The earlier settlements on the river 
between Memphis and Vicksburg—gen­
erally wood-yards with small appurten­
ant coriufields—were made upon unusu- 
ally-high spots, which, although really 
formed by antecedent inundation, ob­
tained, absurdly enough, the reputation 
of being “ above overflow,” because, for 
a number of years, they had not been 
actually submerged. They were prized 
accordingly, and the corn-fields of toe 
wood-choppers were gradually trans­
formed into cotton plantations, at first, 
of course, of very limited dimensions. 
Similar elevated spots were sought out 
and-, subjected to culture, and, before 
any^leveeing operations fiad been at­
tempted, the river bank on both sides 
was dotted with settlements of pioneer 
planters, who sought to utilize the fertile 
soil by cultivation. A very few years, 
however, sufficed to demonstrate toe 
fallacy of the “ above-overflow” preten­
sion ; the planter’s mind relinquished 
the delusion that land should be high— 
it Was sufficient tfiat it should be dry— 
and the proprietors deemed it expedient 
to fortify against theta common enemy. 
The water-marks left by toe flood upon 
trees, stumps and fences were as plain 
as paint; these indicated the level of toe 
water and supplied the want of engin­
eering science. A make-shift levee of 
primitive style was constructed, very 
near the river bank, because less land 
was thereby thrown out, and because 
the ground is always highest upon the 
margin of the river, sloping thence in­
land. As toe plantations increased in 
number and approximated each other, 
the principle oi co-operation appeared; 
levees were built across unoccupied 
lands until there were disconnected 
strings ten, twelve or fifteen miles long. 
The construction of these was far from 
satisfactory. The operatives were gen­
erally toe plantation negroes. At that 
time toe Irish ditohers and levee-build- 
ers had scarcely made their appearance 
in toe country. The colored people are 
not usually distinguished for their skill 
m the use of toe spade, and cannot at 
all compete with the Hibernian. Some 
years there was high water, carrying 
dismay to toe planter’s heart; some 
years there was low water, inspiring 
confidence' and security; occasionally 
there was no “ water” at" all—the river 
did not get oat of its banks, and was, 
therefor#,^Tield in contempt In 1844, 
however, toe Mississippi, having appar­
ently lost all patience with this persist­
ent intrusion upon its domains, “ spread 
itself,” to use a vulgarism singularly de­
scriptive of the operation, and treated 
its unbidden guests to a first-class “ big 
overflow,” the like of which had not been 
aeen since 1828. The river rose early 
and went down late; it overflowed the 
whole country, and filled up the entire 
swamp; ruined all toe levees, great and 
small; remained at or near high-water 
mark week after week and month after 
month until late in July, and did not 
finally retire w.thin its banks ULtil 
nearly the middle ot August.— William 
li. Mur/ree, Sr., in Scribner.

An English author named Willis D. 

Hay has given to toe world a very re­
markable book, entitled “Three Hun­
dred Years Hence. ” Hay’s work indi­
cates his possession cf a wonderful imag­
ination. He has endeavored to tell 
something of toe world and its popula­
tion in 2181, and his attempt bristles 
with startling ideas and wonderful theo­
ries. He describes toe rise of Socialism 
and predicts that the Land League agi­
tation will involve Great Britain in a civil 
war, which will destroy her commerce 
and pave toe way for her downfall 
Upon the ruins of crumbling empires 
will be founded a world-wide republic. 
A Yankee will invent an annihilating 
machine which will make wars impossi­
ble. The disappearance of armies and 
forts will make the universal republic 
stronger. The new force is discovered. 
By means of this, man walks on the floor 
of toe ocean and forces his way through 
the bowels of the earth. Great caverns 
are discovered at enormous depths, and 
as the surface of the earth becomes 
crowded colonies are planted in these, 
and mighty domes shaped like diving 
bells, built upon the bed of the ocean 
and running up above, the level of too 
water, afford temporary and permanent 
abodes to thousands. They cultivate 
sea weeds, and vegetables, and fibrovr 
submarine plants-for textile fabrics and 
dyes. Later the’ internal fires of the 
globe axe made available for heating 
purposes. With their aid the frozen 
regions around the poles are rendered 
tropical The vine and banana flourish 
there, and the long arctio night is made 
brilliant, with electric lights. In time 
the population of the globe becomes so 
dense that top Ecumenical Council, the 
head-center of Government for the States 
of Humanity, decides that the Your px 
five millions of acres covered by the' 
habitations of men must be brought 
under cultivation. The population of 
the globe betakes itself to cities built 
upon piles in toe seas, houses are de­
molished, and every inch of the earth’s 
surface is cultivated for food. The Cap­
itol wherein laws are made for the world 
is located at Terrapolis, a  city of 10,000,- 
000 inhabitants, built in toe South 
Pacific Sea. It is ornamented with a  few 
of toe most remarkable buildings in the 
ancient world, including the -Cathedral 
of Cologne, the Tower of London, the 
Vatican, and the great Pyramid.

A book of this character ought to 
make fascinating reading. How much of 
truth there may be in it the reader alone 
can determine. The predictions which 
Hay makes are founded upon scientific 
data. It is a  pity that we can’t live to 
see toe wonderful changes* he has in hil 
mind’s eye.

of serious study, or were treated as sub­
jects for idle and arbitrary speculation, 
—Atlantic Monthly.

caverns of the old deserted Mexican and 
Ophir mines says that fungi of every 
imaginable kind have taken possession 
of toe old levels.

In these old mines, undisturbed for 
years, is seen .* fungus world in which 

to be seen a counterfeit of. almost 
everything in our daylight woila. Ow­
ing to the warmth of the old levels and 
to toe presence in them of’a certain 
amount of moisture, toe timbers have 
been made to grow some curious crops. 
Some of toe fungi in the old chambers 
are several feet in ̂ height, and, being 
snow" White, resemble sheeted ghosts. 
In places axe what at a little distance 
appear to be white owls, and there are 
repiesentations of goats with long 
beards, all aa.wjiite as though carved in 
toe purest marble. The rank fungus 
growth has almost closed some of the 
drifts. ',

The fungi are of almost every imagin­
able variety. Some kinds hang down 
from the timbers like great bunches of 
snow-white hair, and others are great 
pulpy masses. These last generally rise 
from the rocks, forming the floor of the 
drifts, and seem to have grown from 
something dropped or spilled on the 
•ground at ths. time work was in progress 
years ago. These growths have in sev­
eral places raised from the ground rocks 
weighing from ten to fifty and even 100 
leunds. Some of the rocks have thus 
Deen lifted more than three feet.

In the higher levels, where the air is 
comparatively dry, the fungi are less 
massive in structure than below, and are 
much firmer in texture. Some resemble 

warns’ horns, as they grow ia a spiral or 
twisted shape, while others, four or five 
feet in .length and about toe thickness 
of a  broom-handle, hang from the cap 
■timbers like so many snakes suspended 
by the tails. One kind, after sending 
out a  stem of toe thickness of a pencil to 
toe length of a foot or two, appears to 
blossom—at least, produces at the end a 
bulbous moss that has some resem­
blance to a flower. In all the infinite 
variety of these underground fungi it is 
somewhat strange that not one was seen 
at all like those growing upon the sur­
face in the light of day. Nothing in the 
nature of toadstools or mushrooms was 
found. _________________

Queen Elizabeth’s English.

Belgravia, of the celebrated letter of 
Queen Elizabeth to Sir Christopher 
Hatton, by Stoke Pogis manor. It was 
invested in his daughter-in-law, toe 
widow of Sir William Hatton, who mar­
ried Sir E. Coke, and it does not seem 
that she was happy with the great man, 
for they lived separately for some time; 
and, on hearing of the death of Coke she 
went at once to claim it with her broth 
er, Lord Wimbledon; but at Colnebrook 
she met toe physician, who assured her 
that toe great lawyer had improved in 
health, and she went back to London 
much disappointed. ’•

Christopher Hatton’s obtaining posses­
sion of the Bishop of Ely’s house m Hol- 
born.

Summer Drinks.

The London Chemist and Drug gift 
gives some recipes which it vouches for 
as good:

Ginger Beer—Brown sugar, two 
pounds; boiling water two gallons 
cream of tartar, one ounce; braisec 
ginger, two ounces. Infuse toe ginger 
in toe boiling water, add the sugar and 
cream of tartar when hike-want, strain, 
then add one-half pint of good yeast. 
Let it stand all night; then bottle. If 
desired, a lemon may be added, and it 
may be clarified by toe white of one

fiemon Beer—Sugar, one pound 
boiling water, one gallon; one sliced 
lemon; bruised ginger, one ounce 
yeast, one teacupful. Let it stand from 
twelve to twenty hours, after which it 
may be bottled.

Hop Beer—Sugar four pounds; hops, 
six ounces ; ginger, braised, four oun­
ces. Boil the hops for three hours with 
five quarts of water, then strain ; add 
five Liore quarts of water and toe gin­
ger, boil a little longer, again strain 
add the sugar, and when lukewarm add 
one pint of yeast. After twenty-four 
hours it will be ready for bottling.

Spruce Beer—Hops, two ounces ; sas­
safras, in chips, two ounces ; water, ten 
gallon. Boil half an hour, strain, and 
add brown sugar, seven pounds; essence 
of spruce, one ounce; essence of gin­
ger, one ounce ; pimento, ground, one- 
half ounce. Put the whole in a cask 
and let cool; then add one-half pint of 
yeast, let stand twenty-four hours and 
bottle.

Mining and Furnace Items.

The roof of the tunnel in the hard ore 
vein at the No. 7 Jackson is being remov­
ed. Horae six hundred tons of it was 
blasted down at one shot the other day.

The Jackson Company are putting 
down a diamond drill hole just east of 
the north side pit, and we understand 
propose to put down a series of holes 
from thence to the east line of the prop­
erty.

The Excelsior furnace at Ishpeming is 
to be blown in during the current week. 
Thomas Gorman, of this city having been 
engaged as founder. Mr. Gorman is a 
man who has had many years of practi­
cal experience with furnaces, and will no 
doubt achieve good lesults at the Excel­
sior.
* The rumor that the presence of too 
much phosphorous in portions of the 
Milwaukie mine, was Ibc cause of the re­
cent reduction in the force and the con­
sequent output of ore, seeme to have gain­
ed currency without any sufficient foun­
dation. The fact was" that the
ore was sold and guaranteed at 
64 per cent metalic iion, and some por­
tions of that shipped falling slightly be­
low the specified standard, the pur­
chasers took advantage and re­
fused to receive on the basis of the con­
tract. At the time there was an excess of 
product as contemplated when the con­
tract was made, and a little dullnes in 
the market, which was the real cause of 
the reduction in the force of men, and 
which we understand is to be only tem­
porary.

Within the past few days Hon. Ed­
ward Breitung. has purchased the miner­
al right of the owners of the loti, in that 
portion of the city between the lands 
owned by the Jackson Company and 
those originally held by the Pioneer Iron 
Company, embracing a considerable por­
tion of the business part of the city. It 
is the intention of the purchaser to soon 
commence the exploration of the proper­
ty with a diamond drill andiT the depos­
it of ore, which is supposed to exist un­
der the city, is capped sufficiently to sup­
port the quicksand and surface above, ar­
rangements will be made for opening and 
working the property at once. Other­
wise the project will be abandoned, as to 
open from the surface would involve tin 
purchase and removal of the buildings 
which would entail an expense hardlv 
warrantable at the beginning of almost 
any iron mining enterprise. Mr. Brei­
tling is firmly of the opinion, however, 
that the capping will be found to be suf­
ficient for the purpose of securing an un­
derground mine, an opinion he bases up­
on the formation on the north and west 
of the property, as proven in the work­
ings ot the Jackkra and at the Pendill.

Colorado Letter.
Dueakgo Aco. 171881.

Ed. HkraLo.—Seated in a reclining chair in 
one of the elegant coaches of the Denver & Rio 
Grande railroad, jour correspondent, in com­
pany with one-hundred and fifty excursionists— 
officers of the State and different municipalities 
—left the splended Union Depot at Denver to 
take part in the celebration of the opemnt of 
the D. A R. G. railroad to Duraneo, four hun­
dred and fif ty miles distant in La Plate Co., 
South-western Colorado. At Colorado Sprints 
Pueblo and other stations larte numbers joined 
the ranks of the excursionists. Passing Pueblo 
on we speed in a Southerly direction until we 
reached the Sanere De Christo ranee of moun­
tains. Threading alone we pass up a windinc 
valley rich in varied scenery by a very heavy 
trade, whioli would bare been deemed impos­
sible a few years ato. But skyward creeps our 
train, two poedereus eoeines pufiinf and eroan- 
ine as we wind around Dump mountain, 
steamint over bridles spannint fearful and 
thaatly chasms tround out aces ato in tbe 
tlacial period. The timid falter and turn pale 
atsiehtof the awful depths over and along 
which we elide on the shininc steel track. The 
eneineer stands with hand on the throttle ready 
to set the air brakes at the first unusal jar ef 
the train. Adown the eniche3 in the mountains 
dash, here and there, silvery streams that find 
their way into the river below* At lencth we 
reach Inspiration Point ten thousand feet 
above tide-water, and there in this cool and 
electrical atmosphere we saw the brieht sun of 
the morning kissing the dew-drops from lofty 
mountain crests still high above us, end nest­
ling below lay the valisy in the hush of a 
breaking twilight, end far away in Now Mexico 
the crest of the Spanish Peaks were baptised 
with a halo of glorious sunlieht. The memory 
of the scene will be undying. Words cannot 
describe Yeta Pass, nor can the brush o the 
artist transcribe it to canvas. From this on 
the railway passes through the San Luis Park, 
givfng a view on the right of the snow-capped 
peaks of the Sierra Blanoa mountains. We 
pass through Alamosa on the west bank of tho 
Rio Grande, and look out on a park or plain, 
extending many miles in every direction. An- 
tonito is soon reached, a town noted for its g'n- 
tnills and as a resort ior roughs and brigands, a 
place wheresnen do die but painfully often, 
depart with their “boots on.” The lynching a 
few days since of O’Connor, a Justice of the 
peace who was in with a'l the murderers, is an 
encouraging symptom, an event courier of a 
better civilization. Twenty-three miles west­
ward of Antonito we reach the deep valley of 
the Los Pins*. The track fpllowi along the 
brow of the hills in a laake-llke course, seme- 
times doubling batlt upsa itsalf with an aston-

wild goat scale these dizzy heights. The scene 
for ten miles through tbe Toltic Gorge has no- 
equal in the old or new world. As we Pwept on 
around and through these mountain crests, 
the moon rods high m the heavens with no 
cloud to cast a shadow upon the brow of peaks 
or crags, or upon the shining waters of the 
Los Pinos, burnished like a silver ribbon, 
1,500 feet below us adown in the tortuous valley 
been-we reach an overhanging crest of rock 
and the tram darts into a tunnel cut 600>feet 
through solid granite rock. Emerging, tha 
train 13 stopped upon a bridge built into the 
rocks and the passengers with bated breath 
and awo-struck with the grandeur of the scene, 
creep up the great rocks and peer into the aw­
ful chasm below, the cliffs of rocks on the op­
posite side rising heavenward 2.100 feet. A 
pistol shot fired by a tel low Bohemian, echoed 
and re-echoed from side to side of this awful 
gorge, and a reck rolled ovei the precipice went 
thrashing and thundering from depth to depth, 
until the sound was lost in the silence of the 
vast abyss. For miles as we swept f n the moon 
painted pictures the wildest and wierdest, on 
cliffs, chasms and mountains. The scenery 
along the Toltic Gorge eclipses that of Niagara, 
and tbo engineering skill that in spite of such 
obstacle; has thrown a commercial pathway 
over, through and along this mountain gorge, 
atan elevation of 12,000 feet, demands the high­
est rank among tbe grandest accomplishments 
of this on.conquering age. Oar journey west 
ward carried us into New Mexico as was ap­
parent by the Adobe homes of the “Greaser*” 
here and there seen among the dense pine for­
ests that cover the valley of the Rio Chauia. 
Here are seen vast stretches of iand covered 
with a wealth of grasses sufficient to feed mill­
ions of cattle, while now bnt an occasional herd 
are seen. This section is one of the most invit­
ing to raDchmeo and the opening of the Denver 
and Rio Grande will transform this whole re­
gion into a most prospeious grazing region. 
At Amargo, in New Mexioo, a now expenenco 
broke upon our startled vision, a cloud not larg­
er then e man’s hand lay hugging the moun­
tain at our right, just as the train swept into 
the town, composed of a dozen shanties, with a 
cemetery where thirteen were planted in three 
months, ten of whom had gone off with their 
“boots on,” muttering thunder and tho roar of 
wind was heard in the near distance which was 
followed by rushing waters coming dewn the 
mountain side picking up m its mad rage, ties, 
timbers, boxes and every thing that came in its 
way, until the track and plain as farms the eye 
could reach was e vast sea of raging waters. 
This was a genuine water spout or the mount­
ains, an* for fifty miles wash-outs doomed ns to 
spend three days on the shortest kind of rations. 
We all learned the value of hard tack, and be­
came experts in preparing and cooking mush­
rooms and exploiting amoug Mexican ranches. 
During our delay the Division Superintendent, 
L. S. Hamilton, summoned 1,090 men to his aid; 
bridges were made, new tracks laid, wash-outs 
filled, and after a delay which every one regret­
ted, we reached the most promising mining 
town in Colorado. P.

It was btyond human 
power to save the. mills, which wore valued
at $2t'0.0 0, and insured for $160,000.......
The Supreme Conrt of Nebraska has pro­
nounced con* itutioml in every particular the 
Bqnor law which compels saloon-keepers to pav 
lie uses ot $500 or $1,000 and give $5,000 
bonds....At the chain of hikes, near 
Waupaca, Wn., some scientists have 
exhumed from an Indian mound a skull 
of nearly twice the usual size .. 
A band oi cowboys recently attacked a caiavan 
from Sonora on the way to Ar zoua, lulled four 
of the party, and earned off $5,000 and the 
pack animals. The civil authorities in Arizona 
eeem poweiless, and the Mexicans hold the 
Americans responsible for the outrages.

The wheat crop of Nebraska is pro­
nounced a failure.

The fall-wheat crop of Illinois, accoidmg to 
the State Agricultmal Department, shows a 
falling off of about 59 per oent. from the crop 
of last year, and is probably the worst in quali­
ty and quantity grown m the State for twenty 
years. The crop ot thu year will not dis- 
heaiten the farmers of the State, however, aid 
it is probable that a larger area will be sows 
this fall than ever before.

W illiam Campbell has served nearly 
five years m the Wisconsin penitentiary for the 
assassination of Dan O'Hut at Chippewa Falls.
C. W. Chase, a life prisoner in that institution, 
now confesses that he pei petrated the enme
for which Campbell was incarcerated----
Dispatches from New M xico state that the 
situation is moie serious than ever before as 
regards outbreaks of the Mescalero Apaches.

000,000. The amalgamation will give a 
fl et of twenty-three tugs and 149 barges,
having a capacity of 8.000,000 bushels__
The jailer at Kansas City made the discovery 
that Bill Ryan, the Glendale train-robber, had 
a bnnch of burglar’s saws m his cell, and had 
cut three sides of a large square m the iron door.
__ A prominent physician of Cincinnati reports
twenty well-defined cases of typhoid fever 
among the 400 English colonists at Rugby, 
Teirn. A corps ot physicians and nurses has 
been dispatched to the affl ot»d se tlement. 
Bad drinking-water was the chief cause of the 
epidemic.

T H E  SOUTH.
All prominent places in New Orleans 

were adorned, a few nights ago, with placards, 
signed by the Committee of Safety, which de­
clare that the laws must be enfi reed, corrup­
tion in office stopped, and hoodiumism put 
down.

Charles Cbooxxb, President of the 
Southern Pacific road, reports the laying of a 
mile ot track per day beyond El Paso, and pre­
dicts that the line will, by July next, bs finished 
to Galveston.

Benjamin B ird, a  oolored man, was 
hanged at Jacksonville, Fla., for th* murder *f 
a policeman during a not at that plaoe in 
June, 1880. Bird confessed his crime before 
he was taken on the scaffold, but there asserted 
ius mnpcence. The noose broke once, and it 
was only alter a second spring of the trap that 
Bird was dispatched. George Griffin, colored,
was also hauged at Bttmingham, Ala__ The
war in Perry county, Ark., is at an end, and the 
brave militia have returned to their hemes.

IN the darkness the. engineer of a 
freight train on the Memphis and Charleston 
railroad mistook for sheep three negroes who 
had laid down on the track to sleep, and two 
of them were killed and third badly wounded.

GENERAL.
A Washington telegram pf the  11th 

mst. says “ To-day President Garfield wrote 
hi* first letter since the shooting. It was to his 
mother at Mentor, and assured her of his confi­
dence in recovery. Mrs. Garfield read to him 
considerably to-day, both from private letters 
and newspapers. The President is beginning 
to take much interest in pnbho affairs.”

- An accident, caused by a passenger 
train running over a oow, on the Grand Trunk 
railway, near Prescott, Canada, resulted in ths 
instant death of the engineer, th* serious 
wounding of the fireman, baggage-master, two 
express messengers, and various injuries to a 
number of passengers.

A collision of freight cars near

WASHINGTON.
A Washington telegram says of Gui-

It is rather 
a singular fact that no one has ever 
called upon him at the jail with a 
Inendiy purpose, that during hit wind wings in 
this eity he never made one friend who now 
manifests any substantial interest lb him ; that 
no letter has been received by Guiteau proffer­
ing him counsel or assistance. Such an, abso- 
1 ite dtstdulion of friends is something unpre­
cedented even m the case of the meanest crimi­
nals. He has never asked to have anybody sent 
for. Officials at the jau state that Guiteau 
is a very tractaDlo prisoner. The representa­
tions frequently made that he 13 lest- 
less and querulous are not founded on fact. 
He is more composed now and less nervon* 
ban when first taken to jail. 'He haa settled 

don n, the officials say, to await philosophically 
I or the result. At no time since his confine­
ment, it is stated by his atter-dants, has he 
hown any manifestation of sorrow or remorse, 

li' shows some anxiety about .the President’s 
condition and hopes that he will recover,”

Gen. Maximo J abez, Nicaraguan 
Minister to the United States, died suddenly at 
his residence at Washington.

Washington telegrams of tlie 12th 
lust report the President’s condition, at that 
date, as fairly satisfactory. The pulse ruled 
rather high, hut the attendiog surgeons seemed 
to view this lightly, and asserted that 
the patient was steadily improv­
ing. Dr. B lo* was slightly poisoned by a 
cut from one of the knives used m removing 
the pus from the President’s wound. Dr, 
Blackburn, the Governor of Kentuekv, ex- 
preg es the opinion that Guiteau’s bullet was 
deflected to the spinal column, and that the 
President will undoubtedly die from hk 
wound.

Washington telegrams of Aug. 15 
state that, owing to a slight gastric difficulty, 
the President’s condition was hardly as favor­
able as on the few previous days. When in 
ordinary health the Pre-ident has f̂joexsionally 
suffered from indigestion, but the 'piesent at­
tack is all the more serious as the medical staff- 
are working to snpply the lost strength. In 
spite of seusationaf articles iu the newspapers 
and the ominous forebodings ot im­
patient critics, Jns surgeon* confidently predret 
the ultimate reoovwy of the patient. The high 
pulsation i«r they say, not a dangerous symp­
tom in itself, mid is at this time the result ol 
ndigebtion. There is no intention on the part 
ot the surgeons of endeavoring to extract the 
bullet. They believe that it is now encysted, 
and therefore incapable of doing more harm. 
Bei ore leaving tor New York Dr. Hamilton ex­
pressed himself m a very hopeful manner, ex­
plaining that time will be required to dimmish 
the pm-secreting surface, anil that until then 
a marked improvement cmnot reasonably be 
expected. Said the doctor : “ You may assure 
the public that the president will get well U 
hey will only wait patiently for the result.” . . . .  

Aecordingto figures furnished nv the rfupei- 
vising Inspector General ot Bteam Vessels, there 
were 208 lives lost of passengers and crews 
upon merchant steam vessels of the United 
mates during the last fisea] year. Compared 
>lth the previous rear there has been an in­

crease in the number of lives lost of eighty- 
three person*.

Dispatches from the capital on the 
16th mst. say that “ yesterday was the most 
unfavorable day which the President passed 
since the second day after the shooting. His 
stomach refused to perform its functions, 
and nouusument had to be administered 
by injection. Vomiting and nausea oc­
curred several times during the day. 
The patient’s pulse went at an alarming laic, 
rising at one Ume to 130. The physicians 
were evidently much alarmed, but refused 
to speak much, the Cabinet officers evinced 
the greatest anxiety. The streets at the capi­
tal were thronged nith eager, sorrowful crowds 
anxious to hear the latest news. Dr. Bliss, 
who had been uniformly sanguine and hopeful, 
is quoted as saying last night that if the Presi­
dent’s stomach does not nnprove he will die 
It was not apprehended that death would 
ensue to-day in the event no improvement oc­
curs, but it is evident from the expressions of 
the physicians that unless the stomach quickly 
recovers its tone the gravest results m the near 
future are aoprehended. At midnight the 
President was resting quietly, hi* pulse had 
somewhat subtided, and he was free from nau­
sea and vomiting, but there was reason to be­
lieve that these symptoms would return if food 
should be administered.”

Beports from Dakota indicate a fair 
crop, with a large yinoreaae in acreage. 
The condition of tobaceo is somewhat tower 
than at this time last year. The general condi­
tion of corn is 77—a Very considerable decline 
since laat month, when it stood at 90. In 
Augif-t, 1880, the condition waa 98, which, 
however, was exceptionally high. The Atlan­
tic coast States make a showing somewhat 
better than the general average, except 
in South Carolina, where the exce-sive drought 
haa cut down the figures to 41. Louisiana and 
Texas are the next lowest of the rafast States, 
from the sams cause, reporting $7 and 46 re­
spectively. Tennessee is the lowest of the in­
terior States, its average falling to 63. In the 
great corn-growing region the highest reports 
are 95 in Wisconsin and 92 m Nebraska, and 
the lowest 74, in Kansas.

Diet of Alaskan Barbarians.
They live largely on ukali (dried fish), 

with fresh fish in season, and occasionally 
take a beluga or white whale, besides 
many hair sea’s. They do not tdke 
kindly to bread or tea, so the traders' 
say. When they are so fortunate as to 
capture a beluga the whole village in­
dulges in feasting while it lasts, gorging 
themselves upon the flesh immoderately.

I  believe that alternate feasting and 
fasting are characteristic habits of nearly 
all barbarous peoples. Capt. Gook, in 
his “ Third Voyage,” relates what he 
saw upon a certain occasion when the 
Aleut chief of Ounalaska made his din­
ner off the raw head of a large lia'jbut 
just caught. After two of his servants 
had eaten the gills, with no dressing ex­
cept squeezing out the slime, one of 
them cut off" the head of the fish, washel 
it iu the sea, and then laid it upon the 
grass near the chief, at the same time 
strewing some more grass before the 
great man to serve as a tablecloth. The 
attendant then cat large pieces off the 
cheek ot the fish and laid them w.thin 
reach of thq grand mogul, “ who swal­
lowed them with as much satisfaction as 
w,e should do raw oysters.” When the 
chief had done, the remains of the fish’s 
head were cut in pieces and given to the 
attendants, “ who tore off the meat with 
their teeth, and gnawed the boues like 
so many dogs.” Capt. Lyon, the artie 
explorer, gives in his Journal an even 
more disgusting account of an Esquimaux 
meal. “ From Kooilittuek,” he says, 
“ I learned a new Esquimaux luxury 
He had eaten until he was drank, and 
every moment fell asleep, with a flush 
amj burning faqe and his month open. 
By his side sat/Amaloosa (hia wife), who 
was attending her cooking pot, and at 
short intervals awakened her spouse, in 
order to cram as much as was possible 
of a large piece of half-boiled flesh into 
his mouth with the assistance of her 
forefinger, and, having filled it quite 
full, cut off the morsel close to his lips. 
During this operation the happy man 
moved no part of him but his jaws, not 
even opening his eyes, but his extreme 
satisfaction was occasionally shown by a 
most expressive grunt whenever he en­
joyed sufficient room for the passage ol 
sound. The drippings of the savory re­
past had so plentifully covered his face 
and neck that I  had no hesitation in 
determining that a man may look more 
like a beast by overeating than by'drink- 
ing to excess.

But enough of this ; enough is as good 
as a feast, even an Esquimaux feast 
On the other hand, when putrid whale 
meat and other native luxuries are scarce, 
these versatile creatures can adapt them­
selves to the situation and rival Tanner 
in fasting. They will worry along for 
days, and even weeks, on the smallest 
possible amount of food—nothing more 
than a little ukali once every day or two.

Warm 
clothing, warm.houses, stalls, sheds that 
prevent the rapid escape of heat swe 
the necessity of taxing tbe stomach to 
digest an excessive amount of food (fuel) 
to keep up tne he.at of the body, human 
or brute.

M ore U ses  fob  Carbolic A cid .—Ac­
cording to the London Lancet the use 
of carbolic acid has been found specially 
effective in all that class of local fester­
ing, postulating diseases of the skin, 
which are at once so common snd so 
difficult to cure: they include all kinds 
of pustules, bcdls and carbuncles, *yco-, 
sis, pustular aeae and festering ring­
worm ; such strumous sores, especially 
of Die neck, as come under the care of 
the physician; also phthisis in its sec­
ond and third stages, and muses of bron- 
cnitis accompanied with more or less 
purulous expectoration, < It is found, 
however, that, in order to be efficacious, 
the carbolic acid must be brought into 
contact with the part to be acted 
on, and the Lancet says that in many 
eases where the acid has been found in­
effective, the failure has been due to a 
pegleet to insure this contact.

What Cyru* Field Saw In Atia.
“ There is no unusual discomfort 

about railway travel in India, Railway 
management there is of a high order, 
and, as to expense ot operating, exceeds 
anything to be found in the United 
States. But aiout 33 per cent, of re­
ceipts of Indian railways are required to 
meet the expense of operation. What 
one of our railways can report as favora­
bly as that ?

“ The Japanese are one of the clean­
liest people on earth, personally. But 
as much cannot be said of them morally.
It is the custom of the whole nation to 
bathe daily, but it may shock you to 
know that, until recently, men and 
women bathed together perfectly naked. 
The Government has established a law 
against promiscuous bathing, and the 
bathing houses are now made with a 
partition to separate the men and the 
women, but it is not very high. A few 
years ago it was a very common thing to 
see men and women stark naked taking 
a bath in front of their houses. The re­
lation of the sexes in Japan are unfort­
unate, but no worse than etee where in 
Asia.

“ The most refined -Japanese are ex­
tremely courteous and agreeable people. 
We were invited to visit a Japanese 
merchant, with whom I was much 
pleased. Our reception was as curious 
as it was cordial. We had to remove 
our shoes at the door, and enter and 
make our visit in our stocking feet. Our 
host introduced us to three of his wives.
I  do not know how many more he had. 
It will give you some idea of the ele­
gance of our entertainment if I tell you 
the tea we drank was made before us in 
a golden teakettle.

“ The hills, mountains and volcanoes 
of Japan are exceedingly beautiful. The

f roves which occupy so much space in 
apanese cities are very attractive. The 

intend aea upon which we crossed to 
Nagasaki is as beautiful as any water I 
ever sailed upon.

“ Shanghai and Hong Kong are not 
filthy, and Saigon, in Cochin China, is 
cleaner than New York has been in 
many years. But the people do not 
bathe as frequently as in Japan, and the 
people axe not as clean. The Celestials 
are sinewy, and have great endurance, 
but they would doubtless look less sal­
low and their physical condition would 
improve if they were not restricted to 
such monotonous diet. Rice is whole­
some food, but they live almost ex­
clusively upon rice, and the poorer 
class have hardly enough of that.

The dwellings of the natives are 
poor everywhere in Asia, The only fine 
private buildings are the houses of for­
eign residents. The pagodas of the 
great cities of China are conspicuous 
above the.hut-like houses of the people, 
but they axe much inferior to the 
mosque* and temples of India. As we 
sailed from the port* of China the pago­
das were the last objects of sight, and, 
as we approached Singapore, the south­
ernmost point of Asia, and passed 
through the Straits of Malacca to Pe 
nang, the temples of heathen deities 
were the first objects to attract our at­
tention, So i t  was at every Asiatic port 
we entered. As we sailed up the Bay 
of Bengal to Rangoon, the capital of 
British Burmah, twenty-five miles within 
the mouth of the Irrawaddy, the greatest 
pagoda in the world raised its great 
golden dome imposingly before us.”

Cigar Mumps in Parts.
The market for cigar stumps, which I  

looked in upon in the Plaice Maubert 
yesterday, is a veritable Parisian curios 
lty. The place is full of life and activ­
ity from 8 until 11 o’clock in the fore 
noon. A kilogram of stumps is worth 
franc 50 centimes to 2 fr. 50 c., accord­
ing to the length of the stump. Cheap­
er cigar stumps bring lower prices. 
There are four or five wholesale dealers 
in cigar stumps who have their head­
quarters in the nine saloons in the vicin­
ity of the market, and there deal with 
the old men and women, and ragged lit­
tle boys and girls, who go about the 
streets picking up these stumps. Much 
of the tobacco thus scraped together is 
sold to exporters, who make it up iu fine 

•cigarettes. There was once an old fellow 
who bought cigar stumps for a living, 
who died worth 15,000 francs ‘ a year. 
These pickers-up of ends and half 
smoked cigarettes are quite a nuisance to 
those people who frequent the boulevard 
cafes. They are forever getting in one’i 
way, burrowing about one’s legs, hunt­
ing for the coveted stump. From the 
heights of the Rue Mouffetard and the 
Rue Montmartre swarms of these laza- 
roni swoop down upon Paris and make 
us miserable with their intolerable pres­
ence.—Paris Letter.

City *nd Country.
The city population of England, ac­

cording to the last census, is vigorously 
increasing, while the rural, which, ac­
cording to the census of 1871, was 
proved to be stagnant, is actually, in 
some parts of the West at least, growing 
less. It does not prove that England is 
becoming less able to feed itself because 
the agricultural element of the popula­
tion is diminishing. The soil can be 
worked with much fewer hands now 
than of old, and the farms will send

efimed-at home. The converse of 
proposition is, a given number of agri­
culturists needs more space for its oper­
ations, and this can be better found in 
Amerief and Australia than in England.

A Welsh 6 (>iuion of Boyality.
It is, we think, to be regretted that the 

Prince of Wales has declined to allow 
his name to be used in connection with 
the National Eisteddfod of Wales. The 
loyalty of the Welsh people is beyond 
question, but when they ask a little favor 
it ought, if possible, to be granted. As 
there must have been reasons why his 
Royal Highness declined to have any­
thing to do with the Eisteddfod it seems 
a pity they were not stated. We make 
theseYemarks because the refusal of the 
Prince to patronize the Eistoddfod has 
not only created a sore feeling in the 
Principality, but it has also exposed him 
to vulgar abuse, and has given the en­
emies of the Monarchy the opportunity 
of attacking not merely the Prince him­
self, but also the Queen and the Royal 
family.

Thus, a contributor to a Welsh news­
paper elegantly declares that the inci­
dent has “shortened Royality’s life in 
this country fifty years.”

“Already,” he continues “the Welsh 
press have been beard to grumble, not 
only loudly but augnly, at this ungra­
cious conduct of hint who some day 
hopes to be called His Most Gracious 
Majesty. In tbe columns of an English 
daily last week appeared an article which 
though not (because of the old absurd 
veneration for Royalty so long prevail 
teg) so outspoken as it might have been, 
may yet be considered the first mutter- 
ings of a storm which will one day buret 
as surely as it is now brewing. Men, 
who, if you had spoken to them sneer- 
in glv or slightingly of the principle of 
Royalty a few months back, would have 
turned away from you iu disgust, are 
now beginning to see through the mists 
of prejudice, and to question the use ot 
the thing. When not only the utter 
uselessness, but tbe positive evil, of that 
wltich they have to pay so dearly foi 
shall become apparent, then will it and 
other fooleries and sins bclient packing, 
As a beginning in the right direction 
allow me to suggest tbe dropping from 
all toasts lists of the insane custom of 
drinking the healths of the Queen, the 
Prince of Wales and the rest of the 
Royal family. Welshmen have (although 
not for the first time) received proof 
positive that none of them are of any 
use to Wales. Even the musical and 
literary members of that family—the
