Parasitic diseases are communicated 
by imperfectly cooked meat, and espec­
ially the flesh of the pig, either fresh or 
cured.

Sunlight has an important bearing 
upon health. Introduce it freely into 
the house, and particularly into your 
sleeping-rooms.

When the joints are stiffened with 
rheumatism or a settled cold, the follow­
ing applications are said to be capital, 
and enable the sufferer to move with 
ease: Cut into small bits (or grate) one 
ounce of castile soap. And a heaping 
table-spoonful of cayenne pepper. Have 
these in a small pitcher, and then pour 
on to them half a. pint of boiling hot 
water. Stir until all is dissolved, and 
add a little cider, brandy or alcohol 
when bottling. An application of the 
above brings the blood in a glow to the 
joints, and on rubbing k little swoet oil 
to relax the muscles the patient will be 
enabled to walk with perfect ease.

Tina majority of people are apt to 
neglect the feet. Frequent batMng of 
the feet m water in wMch a small quan­
tity of borax has been placed is con­
ducive to health and comfort. Ammo­
nia and bay rum, though cleansing, 
have a tendency to dry the skin and 
close the pores. Hosiery should be fre­
quently changed, and the feet, anklea 
and calves ot the legs anointed with 
healing oil or salve. Never use cheap 
or higMy-perfumed soap, as it has a 
tendency to dry and parch the skin, and 
so close the pores a § to prove very in­
jurious to health. Castile, olive-oil and 
other vegetable-oil soaps are the best 
for the fiesh.

Aoids and caustics should never be 
used to destroy moles. They always 
leave scars, wtoch are often greater de­
formities than the moles themselves. 
Besides, the operation is tedious and 
painful. Warts can generally be driven 
away m a few days, by wetting a piece 
of salammoniac and rubbing the wart# 
with it two or three times a day.

Cabinet-makers and wood-worker* 
generally are familiar with the uses of 
glue in dressing tool cuts and other 
slight wounds incident to their calling. 
The gluenot is always handy in then 
•hops, and a glued rag answers as well 
m the best adhesive plaster. In a paper 
read before the Philadelphia Academy 
of Surgery, Dr. Hewson recommended 
the addition of acetic acid to the glue, 
and a little attar of roses to cover the 
odor of the glue and the acid. This 
compound spread on paper or muslin 
makes, he said, a good substitute for ad- 
ihesive plaster for surgical use. It is 
easily and quickly prepared simply by 
putting into a vessel of boiling water a 
bottle containing one part of glue to 
four, by measure, of the acid. Common

The mixture 
should be kept in a wide-mouthed bottle 
well stoppered by a long cork, which 
can always be removed by heating the 
neek of the bottle. Care should be 
taken to keep the mouth of the bottle 
clean by wiping it well with a cloth 
dipped m hot water. A bottle of this 
cheap and easily-prepared dressing 
would be a good thing to have at home 
as well as at the workshop.

Moles and Wabts.—We could never 
quite understand why any gentleman, 
and partieulaily any lady, should con­
sent to remain conspicuous, by reason 
of an ugly mole on the face, when the 
defect maybe easily and safely remedied 
We hare extnpafeda “ hat full”—“ be 
the same more or less ”—and have done 
our wcik so tliorougMy that there i» 
not the ghost of dr chance that a smgle 
mole will return to torment its former 
possessor. Our plan is this : Where 
there is but one mole, not too large, we 
simply freeze it with a spray of ether, 
and then make a curved incision in th# 
direction of the folds of the Bkin, from 
a quarter to halt an inch in length, on 
each side of the mole, and close to it, 
so aa to close it between the curved in­
cisions ; and then we remove the mol* 
with the small portion of skin on either 
side of it. We then sponge the wound 
till it stops bleeding, and draw the edge* 
of skin accurately together with several 
very narrow strips of court plaster. In 
three or four days it will heal; generally 
so that not the least scar or line can bs 
seen. If there are two or more mole* 
to be taken out, or one large one, we 
take our patients to a neighboring den­
tist who administers gas, and while under 
the influence we can dispose of three 
or four moles ; and then apply the plas­
ter* afterward. Thus the whole opera­
tion is painless, and entirely safe.

Apple Sauce.—Pare, core and cut up 

one quart of apples, add half a cup o) 
water; boil until tender; add sugar and 
nutmeg to taste.

Chicken Salad.—Chop the remains oi 
chicken or turkey, and mix with it one 
third the quantity of celery; add pep­
per, salt and venegar.

Butteb Sponge Cake.—Tree cups oi 
sugar, one cup of milk, one spoonful oi 
butter, three eggs, three cups of flour 
and two teaspoonfuls of baking powder.

Cbanbebby Pudding.—One pint of 
milk, three eggs and flour enough to 
make s thick batter ; add one pint cran­
berries and boil two hours. To be eaten 
with sauce.

Ginger Snaps.—One heaping cup of 
flour, one cup of molasses, one-hall cup 
of sugar, one-half cup of butter, one- 
fourth cup of lard, one tablespoonful of 
ginger. Mix and bake^

Beep Tea.—Chop the beef fine and 
pour cold water on i t ; place on the back 
of the stove and cover close. Let it 
stand until it boils ; then feed directly 
to patient. Do not forget to season tea 
with salt.

Sago J elly.—To one quart of water 
put six large spoonfuls of sago and the 
same of sugar; boil to a jelly; stir it all 
the time while boiling and flavor with 
an essence of some kind. To be eaten 
with cream.

Oysters.—Toast a few sices of bread 
and butter them, lay them in a shallow 
dish, put on the liqueur of the oysters to 
heat, salt and pepper, and just before it 
boils add the oysters, let them boil up 
onee then pour over the bread.

Pigs Head Ch£esf,.—Have the head 
nicely cleaned and boil until tender. 
Chop it very fine, season with salt, pep- 
pef and sage while hot. Put in a deep 
dish, and cover with a plate smaller than 
the dish, that it may rest on the meat. 
Place on a plate a heavy weight, and let 
it stand twenty-fora: hours.

Scotch Cake.—One quart of flour, 
one pound light brown or crushed sugar 
well mixed, butter enough to make a 
•oft dough—if very cold, warm the but­
ter but not melt; knead it to a smooth 
dongh; roll three-fourth inches in thick­
ness, place in tin and score across into 
three inch squares. Bake in a slow oven. 
Thin slices of citron, raisins or currants, 
may be pressed on the top, but it is ex­
cellent without.

Soup'W ith Barley.—After washing 
the soup meat put it into the stewpan, 
just covey with water, and take off the 
scum when it rises. Wash and pick 
over half a pound of pearl barley; put 
this with the meat, and a small onion 
peeled and cut in small pieces; flavor 
with catsup; add a little pepper and 
salt; add a little more water and vegeta­
bles liked; celery roit gives a good flavor 

, to any soup. Cook the barley about an 
hour and a half.

Don’t Spoil the Meats.—Any flesh 
heated sufficiently, will* just like wood, 
be reduced to charcoal (carbon) and 
water, and s little gaseous matter. 
The water and gas escape into the at­
mosphere , the cuarcoal will lemam, un­
less heated sufficiently in the open air 
to form carbonic acid gas, when that will 
also go off, leaving only a little ashes. 
Well, in roastipg, baking, grilling or 
broiling, and frying meats of all kinds, 
every minute’s continuation of heat be- 
ycad just enough to coagulate the albu­
men, does something towards changing 
the meat into charcoal, and char­
coal is innutritions and indigestible. 
Further, rare cooked, fresh, lean beef, 
will digest and go into nourishment in 
two to three hours, while “ well done” 
beef, and well corned beef need four to 
four and a half or five hours to digest in 
strong stomachs, and longer in feebler 
ones. Nine-tenths or more of families 
cook meats too much, for health, foi 
good digestion, and for getting the best 
nourishment from them. It is a matter 
of haMt.' Bare-cooked meats, “ blood 
rare ”—that is, only barely well heated 
through—are far more digestible and 
nutritious,- and when one “ breaks him­
self mto ” the habit of eating them rare, 
they will be more toothsome than ii 
“ well done.” These are facts ; act in 

rdance with them.—Amamican Ag-

An Eastern and Western Ylew.
The New York Herald thinks the Miss­

issippi and Missouri rivers should be 
improved, but it does not believe in the 
proposed method. The States bordering 
on these rivers, that paper thinks, should 
ha at the expense of their improvement. 
It says; “ The ambition to improve the 
great water *rtery of the Mississippi 
jvaliey is laudable and worthy of all sup­
port. We should like to see it accom­
plished. We believe it would help the 
enrichment of the Nation, but at the 
same time we see no sufficient reason 
why the Nation should enter upon it. 
Ten States would be immeasureably 
benefitted. There would be an increase 

the value of farm lands along thein
banks of the great river suoh as has 
never been seen in all its history. Towns 
would arise where now there are only 
swamps. Millions of immigrants fromt 
Germany and France and England and 
Scotland and Ireland would be attracted 
towards the wastes and wildernesses of 
to-day, wMch would become so many 
paradises to-morrow. But it is not clear 
that it is within th* constitutional powei 
of Congress, nor is it clear whether il 
Congress has the power it would be just, 
to accomplish so desirable a result at the 
cost of the Federal Treasury.”

It seems to us that this great metropol­
itan journal takes a superficial view oi 
this question. If the contemplated im­
provement “ would help the enriehmeui 
of tiie whole Nation,” why should not 
the Nation pay for it ?

The whole Nation has expended mil­
lions of dollars in the improvement oi 
the rivers and harbors of the North and 
East, and the great West has not grum­
bled at the cost, although she has been 
taxed mr full share; but now that a 
demand has been made for sometMng in 
return that it is acknowledged would be 
a benefit to the whole country, we are 
met with the flimsy plea that “ New 
Ifork built her own canals” and the 
West should improve her rivers ! This 
kind of reasoning is pure nonsense. In 
fact, it is no reasoning at all, bat pure 
fallacy. The fear that some trade may 
be drawn off from New York is the secret 
of .the Herald’s inspiration. Float the 
commerce of this mighty valley down 
the river to the sea, instead of around 
by the Northern lakes and railroads, and 
it would undoubtedly take away some­
thing of the trade of New York; but 
then, this country will soon have com­
merce enough to build up more than one 
'great city. It is a matter of congratula­
tion that the West and Southwest Can 
make themselves heard pretty loudly in 
the halls of Congress, and have sufficient 
voting strength termake their demand* 
heeded.—Kansas City Journal.

-  Saddle Horses snd Saddle Gaits.
There is an increasing demand of late 

for good saddle horse's. The gaits that 
especially command a horse for use in 
the saddle are the walk, the fox trot, the 
single foot and the rack. The walk is 
gait understood by everybody, but every­
body does not understand that a good 
saddle horse ought to be able to go 
square walk at the rate of five miles an 
hour. The fox trot is faster than the 
square walk and the horse will usually 
take a few steps at this gait when chang­
ing from a fest walk to a trot. The 
single-foot differs somewhat from the fot 
trot and has been described as .exactly 
intermediate between the true wot and 
the true walk. Each foot appears to 
move independently of the other, with a 
sort of pit-a-pat; one-at-a-time motion, 
and it is a much faster gait than the fox 
trot. The rack is very nearly allied to 
the true pacing gait, the difference being 
that in the latter the hind fbot keeps ex­
act time with the fore foot of the same 
side, making it what has been called 
literal or One-side-at-a-time motion, 
while in the former the hind foot touches 
the ground slightly in advance of'the fore 
foot on the same side. The rack is not 
so fast a gait as the true pace, but is 
-desirable gaitj# a saddle horse.—Na­
tional Live Stock Journal.

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Mvreloiis ProductireieiM and Re­
sources of tbe State.
[From the D etroit F ree Pre«t.]

The act passed by the Legislature last 
summer, “ for the purpose of encourag­
ing immigration to Michigmi,” has be­
gun to bear fruit. In pursuance of the 
act Commissioner Morley has prepared 
and just completed a pamphlet in which 
he has embodied a careful, accurate and, 
as far as possible, full statement of the 
resources of the State, and of the attrac­
tions it presents to foreigners and the 
residents of other States seeking for 
homes.

This pamphlet is a mine of interesting 
information, and much of its contents 
will be as new to the"peopIe of MicMgan 
as to those for whose enlightenment it 
has been specially prepared. Home of 
the interesting facts are : The State is 
the ninth in the order of population; 
it is larger than either, Pennsylvania, 
New York, Ohio, Indiana, or Illinois. It 
has a coast line of 1,600 miles and its 
northern boundary is the largest body 
of fresh water in the Jvorld; the second 
largest its western, and, except these 
two, there are no lakes in Europe, Asia, 
or America larger than that wMch 
washes its eastern borders. It has ports 
on two others. Lying in the embrace 
of these immense seas, its climate has 
no equal in the moderation of its temp­
erature in any State or Territory situat­
ed on the sajae degree of latitude east of 
the Booky mountains. Most of the 
Southern Pemnsula lies between the 
same lines of latitude as the State of 
New York. The shore line of its Upper 
Peninsula on Lake Superior is mostly 
south of the latitude of Quebec. No 
part of the State is as far north as Paris. 
It has more than 4,000 miles of railroad, 
and- these are so well distributed that 
only seven of the sixty-seven county 
seats in the Lower Peninsula are with­
out outlet by rail or water, and not one 
of these twenty miles distant from a 
laiiroad.

MicMgan stands first among the States 
in the growth and manufacture of lum­
ber, in salt, m copper and in its fresh 
fisheries. It is second in iron and 
fourth in wheat. It has the largest iron 
mine and the largest copper mine in the 
world. Seven-tenths of all the wheat 
raised in tbe country is grown in nine 
States, and only three excel MicMgan 
in this crop. It is one of the best fruit- 
producing States in the Union, and ranks 
among the Mghest in its yield of wool. 
The ifeports of the UMted States De­
partment of Agriculturi show that in a 
series of five years, previous to and in­
cluding 1879, the average cash value per 
acres of eight leading production of the 
farm, taken together, in” twelve of the 
principal farming States of the Union, 
was greater in Michigan than in aqy 
other State, and a map which accom­
panies Commissioner Morley’spampMet 
shows that wheat can be grown success­
fully and profitably in every county of 
the State.

The school system is on a broad and 
generous foundation, and furnishes ed­
ucation free to all.

The State is practically free from 
debt, the resources of the sinking fund 
being ample to extinguish every dollar 
of its obligations as soon as they mature. 
Its public buildings are paid for. The 
rate of taxation is low. And there are 
several millibns of unoccupied farming 
lands suitable to almost every variety of 
husbandry, some of them open to settle­
ment under United Slates and State 
homerffead laws, and all of them within 
reach of moderate means.

These facts, and many more, are pre­
sented, not merely m a summary, but, 
wherever that is appropriate, in tabular 
and detailed form. There is a very in­
teresting detailed showing, for instance, 
as to the county and municipal indebt­
edness, the aggregate of which for the 
whole State is less than $10,000,000, a 
fact which will be new to most Michigan 
people, and which was furnished to 
Commissioner Morley in advance of 

official publication by Spe­
cial Agent Porter, of the Census Bu­

rn The full meaning of tins fact can 
be appreciated by a comparison 
the Commissioner makes with the 
of New York, New Jersey and 
This comparison shows that the 

amountmf local debt per capita in OMo 
is $13.96; in New Jersey, $47.59; in 
New York, $48.93, and in MicMgan only 
$5.71. When the comparison is made 
on the basis of property valuation, tbe 
result is equally striking m favor, of 
Michigan. In Ohio the amount of local 
debt per dollar of property valuation is 
% and eight-tenths cents; in New York 
it is 8 and nine-tenths cents; in New 
Jersey it is 10 and three-tenths cents ; 
while in Michigan it is only 1 cent and 
one-tenth. It is Worth noting in this 
connection that these facts as to munic­
ipal indebtedness in MicMgan 
should have been accessible at 
some point in tbe State. If investors 
could by inquiry at some-public office in 
Lansing learn at any time the gross 
amount of the municipal indebtedness of 
the State and of the severs! municipali­
ties they would comprehend better the 
value of Michigan securities snd be 
even more favorably disposed toward 
them than they now are. Provision 
should be mads by the Legislsture at 
the next season ft* putting the evidence 
of municipal indebtedness in some such 
accessible place as that suggested.

Other tables show the cereal and other 
products of the States by counties; the 
flora of the State and the statistics as to 
health. A specially-interesting table 
shows the average wages of labor at fif­
teen different point's in file State in 1881' 
and the retail prices of articles of house­
hold consumption at the same places 
during the same period.

The arrangement of Commissioner 
Morley’* book is methodical and order­
ly, and the information it contains is 
conveyed in the briefest and most con­
densed form consistent with clearnsss 
an intelligibility. A table of eontents 
serves as an index, and a map accompa­
nies tbe work, witB a table showing the 
population snd unoccupied lands in 
each county, with other facts of inter, 
est. The work itself shows, in 
a chapter devoted to that purpose, just 
what proportion of. the unoccupied lands 
in the several counties belongs to the 
United States, to the State, to railroad 
and canal companies, and to private 
owners.

The Commissioner is to be congratu­
lated upon the cempletens# and value of 
this work, upon wMoh he has bestowed 
so much painstaking labor. _ With sueh 
* book placed, as it is designed to be, in 
the hands of all persons seeking inform­
ation as to the. character and resources 
of the Slate, the cause of MicMgan and 
her claims upon thrifty and intelligent 
immigrants, will be quite as eloquently 
and effectively urged ss. those of any 
State in the Union. And it may be as 
well to say, in (dosing, that upon such 
immigrants alone is it worth while to 
make a favorable impression.

Sometimes a wild Indian who don’t 
know much about groceries and how to 
prepare them for food, come* in and 
draws Ms regular soldier ration in this 
way. For instance, up in the Sitting 
Bull country, an Indian came in from 
the warpath who had never seen any of 
the pale-face style of food, and drew hi* 
rations.

A Tyfffeal Indian Village.
[From Birdwood’* “Industrial Arts of India.”]
Outside the entrance of the single 

village street, on an exposed rise of 
ground, the hereditary potter sits by Ms 
wheel, molding the swift revolving clay 
by the natural curves of his hands. At 
the back of the houses which form the 
low, irregular street, there are two or 
three looms at work in blue and scarlet 
and gold, the frames hanging between 
the acacia trees, the yellow flowers of 
wMch drop fast on the webs as they are 
being woven. In the street the brass 
and copper smiths are hammering away 
at their pots and pans; and further down, 
in the verandah of the rich man’s house, 
is the jeweler working rupees and gold 
mohrs into fair jewelry. Gold and sil­
ver ear-rings and round tires like the 
moon, bracelets and tablets and nose­
rings, and tinkling ornaments for the 
feet, taking his designs from the fruits 
and flowers around him, or from the 
traditional forms represented in the 
paintings and carvings of the great tem­
ple, which rises over the grove of man­
goes and palms at the end of the street, 
above the lotus covered village tank. At 
half-past three or four in the afternoon 
the whole street is lighted up by the 
moving robes of the women gomg down 
to draw water from the tank, each with 
two or three water jars on her bead; and 
so, wMle they are going and returning 
in single file, the scene glows like Titi­
an’s canvas and moves like the stately 
procession of the Panathenaic frieze. 
Later the men drive in the mild, gray 
kine from the moaning plain, the looms 
are folded up, the coppersmiths are 
silent, the elder# gather in the gate, the 
lights begin to glimmer in the fast fall­
ing darkness, the feasting and the music 
are heard on every side, and late into 
the night tbs songs were sung from the 
Ramavana or Mthatharata. The next 
morning at sunrise, after the simple 
ablutions and adornments performed 
in the open, air before the houses, the 
same begins again. This is the daily 
life going on all over Western India in 
the village communities of the Dakhin, 
among a people happy in their simple 
manners and frugal way of life, and in 
the culture derived from the grand epics 
of a religion in wMch they live and move 
and have their daily being, and in which 
the highest expression of their literature, 
art and civilization has been stereotyped 
for 3,000 years.

The Wind as s Motive Power.
Turning, now, to sources of energy de 

rived from sun-heat, let us take the wind 
first. When we look at the register ol 
British sMpping and see 40,000 vessels, 
of which about 10,000 are steamers and 
30,000 sailing ships, and when we tliini 
how vast an absolute amount of horse 
power is developed by the engine* o) 
those steamers, and how considerable * 
proportion it forms of the whole horse­
power taken from coal annually in thi 
whole world at the present time, and 
when we consider the sailing ships oi 
other nations, wMch must be reckoned 
in the account, and throw in the littli 
item of windmills, we find that, even in 
the present day of steam ascendency, 
old-fashioned wind still supplies a large 
part of all the energy used by man. 
But, however much we may regret thi 
time when Hood’s young lady, visiting 
the fens of LincolnsMre at Christmas, 
and writing to her-dearest friend in Lon­
don (both sixty years old now if thej 
are alive), describes the delight of sitting 
in a bower and looking over the wintry 
plain, not desolate, because “ windmills 
lend additional animation to the scene, 
we cannot shut our eyes to the fact of ; 
lamentable decadence of wind-pon er. Ii 
this decadence permanent, or may w< 
hope that it is only temporary? Tht 
subterranean coal-stores of the world ar« 
becoming exhausted surely, and no) 
slowly, and the price of coal is upwarc 
bound—upward bound on tbe whole, 
though no doubt it will have its ups ano 
dows in the future as it has had in th< 
past, and as must be the case in respect 
to every marketable commodity. When 
the coal is all burned, or long before it ii 
all burned, when there is so little of il 
left, and the coal mines from which thal 
little is to be excavated are so distant 
and deep and hot that its price to th* 
consumer is greatly higher than at pres 
ent, it is most probable that wind-mill* 
or wind-motors in some form will again 
be in the ascendant, and that wind will 
do man’s, mechanical work, on land a! 
least, in proportion comparable to it* 
present doing of work at sea.—Sir Wil 
liam Thompson,  in Popular Science

A Sad Btory.—The following sad 
story of the life of aa unfortunate littfe 
girl we take from the columns of Detroit 
Post, of Thursday, last, the subject of 
which is not likel-y unknown to many of 
our readeis:

The funeral (f Ettie Took, better known as 
“little Ettte,” who died at the house of cor­
rection of con sumption on Monday, took 
piece from the above initiation at 2:30 yester­
day afternoon. The services were conducted 
by the Rer. William Dowe of the Tabernacle 
M- E. church, and music appropriate to the oc­
casion was touchingly rendered by Mis*. Ella 
Sabbarton , who presided at the organ, Miss 
Mamie Drew and Capt. Joseph Nichotson. The 
remains were enclosed in a neat casket unde* 
the direction of Capt. Nicholson, and several 
ladies who had taken an interest in the little 
waif sent beautiful flowers. It is the rule ot the 
institution not to hold funeral services when a 
prisoner dies, but Capt. Nicholson did not think 
proper in this case to observe it. All the fe- 
mafe prisoners who were net necessarily con- 
fined to thoir beds in the infirmary were pres- 

f ent* and many attested their sorrow by freely 
sheddmsr tears,

Little Ettie entered the house of correction 
six years ago from Houghton, Lake Superior. 
The only daughter of a drunken ami dissolute 
mother, ?he had never known her father. At 
the age of 10 years she was forced by her mother 
into ways of sin. The shocking facts coming to 
the notice ot some gentlemen in Houghton, it 
was thought best to send her to tke house of 
correction. She was not only ignorant but 
hardened when she arrived. No wonder* for as 
far hack >as she could remember, drudgery, 
kicks and curses were hers. She first went 
through a civilizing process during the admin­
istration of the Hon. M. V. Borg man, and Cap­
tain Nicholson and family, to whom she was 
much attached, did all for her that their hu­
mane and charitable hearts could suggest. She 
died a Christian, and from all that can be learn­
ed, her happy death has made a singular im­
pression upon the femalh inmates of the institu­
tion. Captain Nicholson endeavored long be- 
fere her death to secure her a good home in 
some family, intending to have obtained her 
release. But he was unable to find any one ex­
actly fitted to manage her in the manner which 
her peculiar temperament demanded. For the 
past six months she had been in failing health. 
Her case was beyond medical skill. She was 
permitted the freedom of the institution some 
time before she died. The laws of the state re 
quire that the dead bodies of eonvicts shall be 
turned over to ttie medical department at Ann 
Arbor unless claimed by friends. In this case 
a lady well known for her phiiaotnrophy and 
work among abandoned women, claimed 4he re­
mains and late yesterday afternoon they were 
interred in Elmweod cemetery.

County Board.—At tho last meeting 
of the county board little was done aside 
from the adoption of the auditing com­
mittee’s leport. The leports of two or 
three special committees on court house 
repairs were accepted and the committees 
discharged A resolution was passed au­
thorizing the appointment of a circuit 
court reporter, at a salary of $1,000 per 
annum, also a resolution allowing Super­
visor Harvey $125 for his services during 
the rebuilding of the court house, and a 
resolution authorizing the sheriff to em­
ploy a competent person to take charge of 
the steam heating apparatus for the coun­
ty buildings,at a salary of fifty dollars per 
month. A petition signed by seventeen 
citizens of the southern part of Ely town­
ship, praying for the erection of a town­
ship, to be called Crystal falls, entirely 
from the domain of Ely, was received 
and referred to a special committee to be 
appointed by the chair. We giye the re­
port of the auditing committee, which 
was unanimously adopted, as it n  the 
largest disbursement of money at any 
single meeting of the board for many 
months, and covers the complete^ra- 
penae of the repairs made upon the Wrrt 
house:

has been disgraced by a series of the most 
outrageous rows ever occurring within its 
limits, resulting in the loss of consider­
able property, and possibly a life or two. 
The first occurred at Cohn’s Depot house 
and the result of a free fight between fif­
teen or twenty men was an assault upon 
the building by the defeated party, who 
opened the soiree by throwing a beer keg 
through one of tbefront windows, smash-' 
ing out the inside blinds and window 
complete, then a general attack seems to 
have been made—bricks were threwn 
through the windows, the walls 
and doors of the building broken, furni­
ture demolished, et<J. Some of the more 
severely wounded were bundled up and 
taken away in a condition ;that insures 
a knew ledge of their whereabouts until 
after the holiday season of 1881-2 at least. 
Thus far but three persons conctrned in 
the affair have been arrested, while there 
were dozens of them equally liable. 
These were fined $15 each, under an or­
dinance of the city for the suppression of 
disorderly conduct, and leaves an action 
for damages to be brought by the owner 
of the property.

A second and one of the most coward­
ly and unprovoked rows ever occurring 
in the place took place at Lobb’s, Sunday 
evening, where a party were enjoying a 
social chat, when a howling mob entered 
the room and proceeded to clean out the 
place. Two men were nearly beaten to 
death and a number of others badly in­
jured. Those who were present state 
that blood flowed profusely, and it was 
feared that murder had indeed been com­
mitted. A few chairs and a chandelier 
were broken, which constituted 'he only 
damage to the property. At this writing 
—Tuesday night—eight arrests have been 
made, each pleading guilty under the city 
ordinance to suppress disorderly conduct, 
and lu consequence being let down with 
a flue of ten dollars.

A brutal assault was made upon a Fin 
while iu Iron street, Sunday night, and a 
gash cut, extending from bis left fore­
head to $is chin. His partuer, who 
sought to avenge the wrong, was likewise 
badly punished.

Besides these there were several other 
rows of no small magnitude, in which 
some of the participants were badly pun­
ished.

The survivors, 
seventeen m number, were picked up by
a vessel and carried to Liverpool........
The Canadian authorities seized a number of 
Pnllman palace cars in Montreal to satisfy a 
-!»im by the Dominion Government for $160,- 
000 which, it is alleged, the Dominion Govern­
ment has been detrauded of by the Pnllman 
Company because of the company’s failure to 
pay duties on cars manufactured in tho United 
States and imported into and used in Canada.

H* said tha 
prisoner desired to deliver * l**tur* in his (wit­
ness’) church, in answer to IngersoU, but wit­
ness declined to have the church used for that 
purpose, Witness observed him daring the 
winter at meetings and social gatheringi of 
the church. Neyer saw the least indication of 
unsoundness of mind, but, on the contrary, 
thought he possessed unusual shrewdness. 
Correcting himself, witness added : “ I should 
•ay cuteness.”

Guiteau—“ What’s the difference, doctor?” 
Answer—“ The one means brighter than th*

other.” __ _____
CoL Corkhill—“And of larger caliber.” 
Guiteau—“ He didn’t say that) Corkhill. You 

must have slept well last night. That’s th# 
smartest thing you have said yet.”

Witness said the prisoner generally took part 
m discussions upon whatever subject might bo 
under discussion ; that he was always critical 
and accusative rather than concilatory and 
kind.

Guiteau—“I always spoke to the point, in­
cisive and gritty. That’s me. Ther*’* no non­
sense or romance in my composition. If there 
had been I might have gone through the world 
more smoothly. It’s very evident to the mind 
of every one that the sole object of tbis kind 
of examination is to show that I knew the 
difference between right and wrong. That has 
nothing whatever to do with this ease. The 
only question is, whether or not my free 
moral agency was destroyed when I was im­
pelled upon the President. That’s the point, 
Judge; and it knocks the bottom out of your 
theory.”

After a short pans# h* broke ont again, and 
with increased vehemence : “ I’m not here to 
save my neck from the gallows. I’m here for 
vindication, for justice, and for right.”

Judge Cox—“ Well, that will do now. Sus­
pend your remarks.”

Guiteau—“ All right. When I get to the 
jury I am going to talk to them on this subject. 
This is just a littls incidental speech ”

Charles A. Bryan, of the New York Equitable 
Life Insurance Company, knew the prisoner in 
New Yoik. Witness was proceeding to relate 
the circumstances of Guiteau’s connection with 
hii company, when Guiteau indignantly shout­
ed: “ Well, now, I want to say right here, when 
a witness comes hero and tells what is fslse I 
shall tell him, You are mistaken, sir; that is 
false; that is a he; and, finally, you are a mis­
erable whelp ; that la as far as 1 shall go. It’a 
equivalent to the bar-room expression, 1 Go 
down below,’ but I don’t go that far.”

Wi ness said the prisoner asked a loan on the 
strength of a Consulship he was to have. He 
considered him sane.

Henry M. Collier, attorney, of New York, took 
the stand.

“ I remember von, sir,” shouted Guiteau. 
“ If you are th# man that put up that Herald 
job on me—. Keep quiet, air (turning to Sco- 
ville). I will dispose of this man in short order. 
He brought suit against me to pay over certain 
money, and the court ruled I should keep it. 
That kills his evidence.”

Witness related an instance of Guiteau’s col­
lecting $175, and failing to pay it OTer. His 
evidence proved extremely damaging to the 
prisoner’s oft-asserted claim of having always 
lived an upright Christian life, and Guiteau 
wuggled and expostulated, and vainly attempt­
ed to explain the transaction. Witness at on* 
point said:

“ I informed Judge Donahue at that time 
that I considered Gmteau a thief and a scoun­
drel.”

Guiteau (excitedly)—“ Yon did not dare say 
so to me. I would have knocked you down.” 

One of the jurors here stated to the court 
that he was too ill to concentrate his thoughts 
on the evidence, and an adjournment was taken.

TWENTY-SIXTH DAT.
At the opening of the trial the assassin ad­

dressed the court and said: “ I want to mike 
a little speech. It will be a great misfortune if 
anything should happen to this jury. They are 
very honest, intelligent men, and I want the 
be st care taken of them. There are some of them 
who are not accustomed to good wholesome food, 
and consequently aie liable to have indi­
gestion. I want the court to order them out 
every morning before breakfast for a walk of 
tour or five miles. I have two or three more 
little speeches to make, but this will do for the 
present.”

Judge Cox—“The court will attend to the 
wants of the jury.”

J. M Justieo, a lawyer, of Logansport, Ind., 
mot the prisoner in 1878. Tin: prisoner was 
selling a book entitled “The Life of Moody.” 

Gmteau—“ Well, you are a liar, sir—a miser­
able bar. That is the best way to dispose of 
yon.”

Witness, continuing, said the piisoner re 
mamed m Logansport about three weeks, sell­
ing the book.

Gmteau continually interjected abusive com­
ments! and finally snouted : “ Yon miserable 
whelp, to come m here and make me out as a 
book agent. I was pleaching the gospel and x 
sold my own productions.”

Rev. Rush K. Shippen testified that in three 
months’ intercourse m a boarding-house he 
saw in the prisoner no signs of insanity. Dr. 
Noble Young, the jail physician, swore that the 
aooused is perfectly sane. Mrs. Seoville desired 
to ask a question, saying that her husband did 
not know bow to do to. When she had written 
it out, Guiteau ordered her to attend to her 
own affairs, and the witness was dismissed.

Gmteau gradually worked himself into a 
towering rage, and declared against the witness, 
tne prosecution and the cranks, whom he 
claimed threatened him with violence, bis 
billingsgate being especially directed against 
the Prosecuting Attorney. Referring to Col. 
Corkhill he said: “ He is getting too dirty and 
too stinking to live, and the fust tnmg he 
knows God Almighty will take him jiff and send 
him down below.”

The most important witness examined during 
the day was Gen. Joseph S. -Reynolds, of Chi­
cago, in whose office the assassm studied law. 
The evidence of Gen. Reynolds went to show 
that Gmteau never thought of the inspiration 
theory ot defense until the 14th ot July, and not 
then until he was informed by Gen. Reynolds 
that Gen. Grant, Mr. Conkhng and the Stal­
warts as severely condemned lus crime and 
himself a* the warmest fiiend of President 
Garfield. This announcement seemed to strike 
terror to the heart of Gmiesn. He expected 
that there would be a reaction of 
public feeling m hi# favor; that, 
as Gen. Arthur would benefit bv his 
crime, he would therefoie condone it. When 
he found how much mistaken he was he fell 
back on the inspiration theoiy. Gen. Rey­
nolds’ evidence had a very marked effect on the 
assassin. He seemed to be thoroughly dis­
mayed and terrified, and hi* anger lonnd vent 
in the foulest abuse of the witness and the 
District Attorney.

TWENTY-SEVENTH DAT.
The Prosecuting Attorney was a little late in 

reaching the Criminal Court, and Guiteau im­
proved the opportunity to make one of hut lit­
tle speeches “ To put in time.” Looking over 
the vacant seat, he said, with a chuckle: “ I 
understand Gen. Reynolds is sick this morning. 
I wonder if Corkhill is. I guess they got more 
than they wanted yesterday. It’s about time 
for Corkhill to get sick, and stay sick.”

The first witness called was Deputy Clerk 
Barnard, of the New York Supreme Court who 
presented the record m the divorce case of the 
prisoner. The prisoner shouted out that he 
committed adultery to get rid oi a woman he did 
not love.

Gen. Joseph S. Reynolds, of Chicago, was 
called.

Gmtexut onee broke in, petulantly, saying, 
“ I hope you will cut off Gen. Reynolds and 
not waste any more time on him. He told all 
he know* about this cate, and a good deal 
more.”

Seoville cross-examined the witness. Guiteau 
frequently interrupted, contradicted and insult­
ed the witness. At one time he shouted out: 
“ I wouli have been hung a hundred times in 
July last but for the national troops, and all 
through your lying and Corkhill’t. I’m going 
to get oven with both of you, too.”

Witness explained that when he visited Gui- 
teau hi* trial had not been arranged. President 
Garfield was still living, and he (witness) had 
no tlionght of being subpoenaed as a witness.

“ You lie!” shouted Guiteau. “ You came to 
my cell as a spy m th* employ of the District 
Attorney.”

Gen. Reynolds read from notes he had taken 
on the occasion of his first interview with 
Guiteau. Quoting the prisoner’s words, he 
rsad : “ If tnere is a stalwart in the land, I am 
he. Grant, Conkhng, Logan and Gov. Cornell 
are big guns among the stalwarts, and I rank 
with them.”

Gmteau retorted: “ I never said I could rank 
with them; but as * matter of fact I think I 
can.”

A number of newspaper slips which witness 
had read to the prisoner at this interview, to 
show him what were the sentiments of Grant, 
Conkling and other* in regard to his (the pris­
oner’s) crime, wer# then read by the Distriot 
Attorney.

When the letter of Gen. Grant’s was read, in 
which the writer, speaking of Guiteau, said : 
“ My son tells me he is a dead-beat,” Guiteau 
became very Angry and shouted: “ This is 
wh<t Fred Grant says. He’s a nioe pilL isn’t 
he ? Hanging around his father. I should say 
he is a bLever dead-beat than I am ”

Another passage was read, which spoke of 
Guitean’s crime as a “most andaoipos act.” 
Gniteau interrupted : “ And so it was, to enter 
that depot and shoot down the President of 
th* United States, snnonnded as it was by all 
his friends. I  hare wondered at it a good 
many times—how I ever did it- I thought to 
ifiyself this morning I would not undertake It 
again for a million dollars, but I was in such a 
desperate state of mind I could not resist. I 
was impelled upon the President by a pressure 
I oould not resist.”

Ellen 0. Grant was called, and Gmteau 
shonted: “ Mrs. Grant is the lady I boarded 
with prior to the 1st of July. She is a very fine 
lady, and I owe her $47. I trust I shall pay
you loon, Mra.JJrant.

Witness never suspected th* prisoner was in­

sane.
Mr*. Anna 8. Dunmore, Guiteau’s divorced 

wife, w»» then called to the witness stand. She 
testified in very plain language that she never 
thought the assassm was insane. For a won­
der Guitean kept quiet while she was giving 
her testimony, which was probably owing to 
the fact that her present husband stood by her 
While she was testifying.

The trial was temporarily interrupted by the 
death of the wif# of Juror Hobbs, whioh oo- 
curred on Sunday morning, Deo. 18. Mrs 
Hobbs was taken with a stroke of apoplexy. 
Word was immediately sent to Mr. Hobbs, and 
the Bailiff communicated with the Marshal,who 
consulted with Judge Cox. The result Was 
that Judge Cox suggested that the counsel for 
the Government and the defense should agree 
that Hobbs might be released from the custody 
of the Marshal and be permitted tp return tis

Mr. Garland’s Prssidential suboession bill was 
debated at considerable length in the Senate oi 
the 14th inst. The debates partook of a legal 
jmd technical character, and made it evident 
that the hill will not pass Until considerably 
amended. Mr. Beck strongly opposed that 
portion of the bill inventing the succes­
sion in the Cabinet officers. Mr. Hoar 
addressed the Senate in favor of the appoint­
ment of a committee to investigate the question 
of woman suffrage, and incidentally denounced 
the brutal treatment to which women wer* 
subjected under the old common law of En­
gland. Mr. Test rigorously opposed th# ap­
pointment of the committee. To confer the 
ballot upon them would, in his opinion, have 
the effect to lower them to the grade of the 
ward politician, the constable and the Justice 
ot the Peace. Mr. Plumb introduced a bill to 
amend the statutes so as to make mandatory 
the issue of gold certificates. A favorable re­
port was made on the bill to straighten the 
northern boundary of Nebraska.

Mr. Garland’* Presidential-Succession bill was 
discussed again on the 15th at considerable 
length in the Senate by Mr. Garland, who de­
fended the bill, and who urged the necessity 
for the adoption of some such measure, and by 
Beck, and Jones of Florida, who took excep­
tion to some of the provisions of the measure. 
Mr. Hoar’s Woman-Suffrage Committee res­
olution was discussed briefly, Mr. Test 
indulging in same caustie remarks. 
He said that to establish woman suffrage would 
add “tremendously” to the volume of illiterate 
voters, and that, while the “women” of the 
country would rush to the polls, not one “lady” 
m a thousand would go there. Ingalls, of 
Kansas, intioduced a resolution instructing the 
Committee on Pensions to inquire and report 
what mcrease of pension, if *ny, should 
bo allowed the widow of " Abraham 
Lincoln. Mr. Hale introduced four bill* on the 
subject of Congressional reapportionment, iu 
order to biing tho wbolo subject before the 
Census Committee, of which he is Chan man, 
with a view to securing final legislative action 
on the subject'durmg the presont se ,sion. The 
f allowing among other bills were introduced by 
Mr. Cqke: To regulate inter-State commerce and 
to prohibit unjust discrimination by common 
earners j by Mr. Bees, to repeal taxes on de­
posits with hanks, banking associations and 
bankers; by Mr. Plumb, to authorize the 
issue of silver ceitificates and standard silver 
dollars on deposit of silver bullion. Af- 
t< r listening to th# view# of Secretary 
Folger, the Senate Finance Committee 
unanimously indorsed John Sherman’s 
3 per-cent. Funding bill, with amendment* pro- 
v dmg that not over $25,010,000 in deposits 
shall be received at one time, and that the 
bonds to be issued shall not exceed $200,000,- 
000. The House was not m session.

Mr. Yoorhees addressed the Senate on the 
16th inst., in opposition to the recommendation 
of Secretary Folger as to the limitation of sil­
ver coinage. He oriticised Secretary Sherman’s 
financial policy, and intimated that President 
Arthur and Secretary Folger were mere sgents 
of the national banks. He defended the 
greenback theories of a few years ago, and 
claimed that they had triumphed. He was 
very severe on monopolies, corporations, etc. 
Mr. Van Wyck presented a petition from 
3,1)00 citizei s of Nebiaska, praying for an 
Inter-State commerce bill to prohibit railway 
discriminations. The President nominated B. 
H. Brewster to be Attorney General; N. A 
Adams for Pension Aoent at St. Louis and 
Wa'lace B. Finch as Surveyor of Cus­
toms at La Crosse, Wi*. Iu the House 
867 bills were introduced, among them tho lol­
loping : By Mr. Townsend, of Ohio, to appio- 
pricte $50,000 for tho relief of the widow of 
President Garfield; by Mr. Neal, of Ohio, to 
incorporate the Garfield Memorial Hospital 
Sooiety; by Mr. Miller, prov.diug for the dis- 
Ci arge in bankruptcy of one or more of tho in­
nocent members of a partnership wliea another 
partner hat been guilty of some illegal act; 
by Mr. Shallenberger, to prevent persons living 
in bigamy from holding any offiei of trust or 
< molnment, m the Un ted States Terr.tones, 
aud regulating marriage in the Territories; 
by Mr. Chalmers, to pay the public 
debt and stop the mennfaeture of 
money by coiporations; by Mr. Hatch, 
to permit planters to sell tobaccp of their own 
pioduchon without payment of license or tax, 
to the amount of twenty-five pounds annually. 
Mr. Robinson, of New York, tried to make him­
self heard upon the que-li; ai of imprisonment 
of American citizens in Ireland, bnt the Speaker 
called him to order. A resolution was adopted 
for a holiday recess from Deo. 21* to Jan. 5. 
Speaker Meifer announced the following as the 
committee on the expense* attending the ill­
ness and burial of Pie-ident Garfield : Tay­
lor, Pound, Cox, Lefevre, Belfoid, Blackburn, 
Page, Spnnger, O’Neill and Shelley.

Among the bill* introduced in the Senate on 
the 19th was one by Mr. Williams, of Kentucky, 
to prevent the exportation of diseased Attlo 
and the spread of infections disease* among 
domestic cattle; and one by Mr. Hoar 
to provide for and regnlate the counting 
of electoral votes cast for President 
and Yiee President of the United States. 
Mr. Allison presented the memorial of the Illi­
nois and Michigan Canal and River Improve­
ment Company, asking for the construction of 
the Hennepin canal. The President Sent m 
the follewmg nenunations: Tlicmas C. 
Acton, to be Assistant Treasurer of the' 
United States at New York, vice HiUhouse  ̂
Chief Justice Gray, of Massachusetts, to bo 
Associate Justice of the Supreme Court of the 
United States; William Henry Tiescott, of 
South Carolina, to be Special Envoy Extraordi­
nary and Minister Plenipotentiary of the 
United States to the republics of 
Chili, Peru and Bolivia; Georg* M. 
Duskin, to be Attorney of the United 
State* for the Southern District of Alabama. 
The nomination of B. H Brewster to be 
Attorney General, and J. C. Bancroft Davit to 
bo Assistant Secretary of State were confirmed. 
In the House, the bill to grant the franking 
privilege to Mrs. Garfield was passed. Mr. 
Tollman handed in a hill to authorize national 
banks to make loans by mortgage on real es­
tate. Mr. Reagan introduced a bill to permit 
the purchase and register of foreign 
built ships by citizens of the United States. 
A new Income-Tax bill was presented by Mr. 
McMillan, wnich provides for a 3-per-eent. tax 
on all incomes of corporations, companies and 
individual* whose net incomes shall exceed $3,- 
000; also to make the trade dollar legal tender. 
Bills were also introduced: To provide for a 
drawback of 10 per cent, on all goods hereafter 
imported in American-built ships, owned ex­
clusively by citizens of the United States, to 
regulate the customs duty on tnmac; to regu­
late the duty on sheep and'goxt skins imported 
for the purpose of making morocco; to abolish 
the tax on tobacco; for the admission of Da­
kota, New Mexico and Washington Territories 
into the Union as States.

A bill was introduced in the Senate, Dec. 20, 
to exempt pension-money from seizure or at­
tachment by process of law, and also pension 
money when invested in homestead*. Mr 
Ingalls made a favorable report on the bill for 
the sale of the lands of the Miami Indians. 
The Committee on Finance reported favorably 
on Mr. Morrell’s bill, which provides for a 
special committee of experts exclusively. 
Mr. Hoar gave notice that he would introduce 
a bill in favor of female suffrage, and that he 
would particularly direct his attention to the 
enfranchisement of women in the Territories. 
The House resolution for an adjournment from 
Dec. 21 to Jan. 5 was concurred m. ActragY ce 
President Davis announced that be bad 
signed the bill gwmg the franking privilege to 
Mrs. Garfield. Mr. Blair mtiodn^d a bill pro- 
vidmg tha' Collector* of Internal Revenue shall 
be appointed for a term of fo ir years. Mr 
Pendleton reported adversely on the bill to 
authorize Lieut. Commander Sigsbee to jccept 
a decoration from the Emperor of 
Germany. Timothy O. Howe was nomi­
nated for Postmaster General, and William A 
McCleary for Postmaster at Pittsburgh. Tim- 
oti y O. Howe was confirmed as Postmaster 
General, Horace Gray as Associate Justice of 
i ho Supreme Court, W. H. Trescott as special 
Envoy to Peru and Chili, and Thomas C. Acton 
as Assistant Treasurer at New York. The House 
was not in session.

There it 
another class of women; old maids, whe 
work in shops by the day, who once oi 
twice a year go out on a spree with some 
gentlemen friends who are sure to ac 
cuse them of stealing their pocket-books. 
One man dropped his pocket-book on the 
street and had a lady arrested win rn hi 
said had picked it up.

Sometimes I have mi cl 
hard characters to search that the po 
licemen who briDg them in are afraid to 
let me go in a ro m alone with them 
But they never offer me any harm 
Some of them are dressed beautifnih 
and with good taste, too. It is nol 
allowable for the men to search them ; 
but one respectable lady, who was 
brought in for shop-liftmg, or ‘k’epto 
mania,’ as they call it now, refused t< 
have me search her, and the captain oi 
the precinct searched her. I tell on i( 
would melt a heart of stone sometime 
to hear them cry and go on. The ol 
ones get hardened to it and don’t mind 
but those that are new at ii* just as sooi 
as I find the goods, wifi wilt rigid 
down.”

The room in which she conducts thi 
searching operation is furnished witi 
apertures which give the public the op 
portunity to watch both the inspectoi 
and inspected, thus destroying any po» 
sible chance of collusion.

A Cornish Village.
On the summit of the west bank it 

touches the village of Saltash, which is 
built down the hillside to the water’s 
edge, and which is like most other fish­
ing villages in Cornwall—clean, solidly 
put together, unornamental, and a 
whitish-grav in color. The deficiency 
of color is dispiriting to the artist whohas 
come from the contemplation of the 
more opulent architecture of the Conti­
nent. The cottages, one and two stories 
high, of concrete, brick and stone, 
with diamond-paned windows, have 
been designed to shelter without any 
other idea than utility. Their white or 
yellow walls seem to be vertical strata of 
the indigenous rock of their foundations. 
The sashes and the doors are painted 
black, and the streets are made 
of gray macadam. What little 
color there is gains brilliancy from 
contrast with these quiet sur­
roundings, The verdure is the 
greenest, and the fuchsias blaze iu relief. 
Up on the hill, with a somewhat dis­
orderly little grave-yard inclosing it, is 
a serious-looking, square-towered 
church, like many others in Cornwall, 
of gray sandstone, well worn by the 
weather of centuries, whioh has smoothed 
all the edges. The church is nearly 
seven hundred years old—the tower 
older—and where time has made a gap 
or a seam, the “ restoration” has been 
effected in the most economical way. 
The concrete used to fill in has include, 
the fragments of the ruined part, and 
bits of gargoyles and other carved word 
are found imbedded m the plasterk 
Look from the houses to the people— 
there is an infallible correspondence. 
The men are brown *ud strong, a little 
sad, with large frames, but no spare 
flesh; and the women, who are grand at 
the oar, are scarcely their inferiors in 
physical proportions. They are frank 
and independent in manner, gathering 
their living from the sea. There is little 
vioe among them—the smart dresses and 
chubby iaees of their children are cer­
tain indications of domestio vntue; but 
that some of them fall to the besetting 
sin of the English may bo inferred from 
what we heard one of them say of 
a neighbor: “ He wass as dhrunk as 
fourty maintops’l-sheet blocks.”— W. II. 
Bidding.

The latter of Secretary! Bains to Minister 
Lowell, explaining the position of this Govern­
ment in reference to a modification of the 
Clayton-Bulwer treaty, dated at th# State De- 
partment, Nor. 19, 1881, and transmitted to 
Congress by the President on the 15th inst., in 
response to a resolution of the Senate, is a 
lengthy and comprehensive docu­
ment. It is couched in plain, 
straightforward language, with but 
liitlo of the flavor of diplomacy about it. It 
was intended solely for the instruction of Min­
ister Lowell and not for the public eye, and Mr. 
Lowell is expressly notified that, unless re­
quested to do so by Lord Granville, the British 
Minister of Foreign Affairs, ho is not to fur­
nish him with a copy, the reason being that 
the foreign policy of Great Britain is d s 
enssed in it in a manner not altogethci com­
plimentary.

In the letter Mr. Blaino declares that the 
conditions under which the Clayton-Bulwer 
treaty were made havo long since ceasod to ex­
ist, aud can never be reproduced. Thedoiel- 
opment of the Pacific States has create 1 new 
dutiea and responsibilities for our Govern­
ment, and to the proper discharge of those 
duties a modification of the treaty is neces­
sary. In reference to the Panama canal, it 
says that it would ho no moie unreasonable 
for tho United States to demand a shale in 
the Suez canal fortifications, or their utu rali- 
zation, than for England to make demand for 
tno perpetual neutralization of the Pan raa 
canal. Mr. Blame takes occasion to ru iii.ui 
the Monroe doctrine, and suggests the follow­
ing modification* in the Clajton-Balwu 
treaty: That every part which forbids
the United State* lomfymg tho canal 
and holding political contiol over h 
m connection with the United States 
of Colombia be canceled; that every part iu 
which Great Butam and the United Si .to- 
agreed to make no acq lismon ot ttrri orv m 
Central America shall remain m loree; that the 
United States will not olj ct to maintain t .c 
clause left.ring to the establishment of a free 
port at each end of the can»l, U England de­
sires that provision retained; aud that tho 
provision bv which the two Govtrnnients ague 
to a joint protectorate of whatever raiuoad oi 
canal may be constructed be considei ed obso ete 
The letter closes with tho statement that iht 
UmtedStatesw.ilmake joint proclamation wi h 
the countiy m which the canal is located tint l 
shall be open in time of peace to the c mime.te 
of every country, but m time of war will be im 
partially closed to war-vessels of ail nations.

Grand Master 
Cyra* G. Luce, in his annual addiess nreed 
united and persistent work to secure legislation, 
both State and national, to protect the farmers 
against patent-wrights swindlers and railroad 
extortion.

The State Grange of Indiana held its annual 
session at Indianapolis, with over 100 d le­
gate*. The report of the Secretary, J. H. 
Walker, shows that the total membership in tlie 
State l* about 7,000 divided among 300 lodges. 
The report of the Treasurer, J. F. Oliphant, for 
the past year, shows : Receipts, $5,283 55; dis­
bursements, $2,588.61; balance on hand, $2,- 
984.80. Aaron Jones, Master, in luu 
annual report, called attention to the 
blank memorials sent to each grange 
by the Secretary, to he filled out and sent to 
Congress, urging a national freight regulating 
statute. H* also urged the necessity for 
scholastic and agricultural education, and ad­
vised that mutual benefit and-fire associations, 
for the exclusive benefit of the giangts, be or­
ganized. Gov, Porter delivered an address.

A strong anti-monopoly resolution was of 
fered, and unanimously passed, declaung lhat 
the Grange would support no man of whitever 
party who wa* pledged to or would support 
menopolie*.
