Several South American States.
Transvaal was, until 1877, a republic, 

and was British territory, but had its in­
dependence restored in 1881, Great Brit­
ain retaining the suzerainty. The area 
is about 114,500 square miles, and the 
population includes about 40,000 per­
sons of European descent, while the na­
tive Africans are estimated at all the way 
from 260,000 to 650,000. The chief ex­
ports are ostrich feathers, ivory, cattle, 
cereals, tobacco, etc. The heavy game 
in what is now Transvaal was only a few 
years ago found in numbers that are de­
scribed as enormous, and the large mam­
malia are still numerous. The discovery 
of diamonds was made in 1866, north of 
the Vaal River, and since then diamond 
mining has been very successful in that 
district The country also contains 
gold, copper, lead, iron, tin, and coal. 
There are jseveral considerable towns. 
Mooiriverdorp, or Potschefstroom, Pre­
toria, Leydenburg, Rnstenburg, and 
Zoutpausberg. The European inhabit­
ants are chiefly emigrant farmers. Natal 
is on the southeast coast of Africa, 800 
miles from the Cape of Good Hope. 
The colony, formerly a part of the Cape 
of Good Hope settlement, was in 1856 
erected into a separate colony under the 
British crown, and until 1879 repre­
sented by a Lieutenant Governor, and 
since then by a Governor, who is as­
sisted in the administration by an ex­
ecutive and legislative council. Its area 
is 21,000 square miles, with a seaboard of 
150 miles; in 1880 the population was 
406,625, about one in every sixteen be­
ing of European descent, and the re­
mainder native Africans. The climate 
is salubrious, there being no extremes 
either of heat or cold ; the coast region 
for about twenty-five miles inland is 
very fertile; sugar, coffee, indigo, arrow- 
root, ginge*, tobacco, and cotton thrive; 
the midland district is better adapted to 
cereals and the usuals crops known 
among our people; on the higher plat- 
teau along the mountains, are immense 
tracts of pasturage, where cattle and 
sheep do well. There is one harbor on 
the coast, D’Urban or Port Natal. 
Among the natural resources are copper, 
coal, and iron; large forests of timber in 
the neighborhood of the mountains. 
Wool, sugar, ivory, and hides are ex­
ported. British Caffraria, or Kaffraria. 
as it is sometimes written, was wrested 
by the settler* of Cape Colony from the 
natives in the war af 1846-7, and is now 
a part or district of Cape Colony; its 
area is about 6,500 square miles. It,is 
well watered, has many fertile valleys 
in the spurs of the mountains in the 
north, and is in same respects an attract­
ive district. The European population 
is chiefly of British and German descent. 
In the year 1859 it was divided into 
farms of 1,000 to 3,000 acres, granted 
free on certain terms of settlement and 
defense. The last census reports place 
the population at about 125,000, of 
whom some 10 per cent, are of European 
descent. Zululand lies north of Natal, 
and receives its name from the tribes 
whose home it has been. A good deal 
of the country along the coast is very 
flat, marshy, and unhealthy. Up from 
the coast, where the level is higher, lies 
a generally fertile region, which is 
healthy, and where sugar, cotton, and 
other tropical products may be grown, 
as in the other colonies. There is quite 
a trade carried on by the traders from 
Natal in ivory, rhinoceros’ horns, hides, 
etc. the Orange Free State has'an 
area of 45,000 square miles and a popu­
lation of 65,000. It is a republic, and 
the ruling people are the Boers. The 
climate is dry, temperate, and salubri­
ous ; the settlers are chiefly engaged in 
stock-raising; coal and iron have been 
found, also gold and the diamond-fields 
have attracted many to them in recent 
years. These several colonies and re­
publics have generally an elevated sur­
face, back from the coast, are more or 
less mountainous, have in the main a 
climate like that of Southern Europe, 
are well watered, but have few stream* 
that are navigable.

THE FAMILY DOCTOR.

According'  to Dr. Foote’s Health 
Monthly, charcoal, because of it* great 
power of absorption, may be rendered 
useful as a disinfectant in foul places or 
to purify water by filtration. Qne cubio 
inch oi charcoal will absorb nearly 100 
cubic inches of gsseons ommonis, and 
will do proportionately well in the se- 
questeiing of foul gases, but it has limits 
to its capacity for doing away with im­
parities and should be disposed of when 
its duty is done. Water filters should 
have their charcoal contents frequently 
changed, least they become concentrated 
sources of impurity.

Nxbvous and Neuralgic H eadache. 
—Bromide of potassium is pronounced 
by Mgh medical authority a valuable 
remedy for this ailment—many a head­
ache, it is declared, being kepi) in check 
and the seizure cat short if a full dose 
be token os discomfort is felt, particu­
larly if the patient can go to bed and 
obtain sleep. Again, if compelled to be 
about, twenty grains token in a little 
aal volatile and water will Inll the 
nervous centers, and so calm the cere­
bral circulation; or ten-groin doses, with 
carbonate of ammonia in effervescence 
with citric acid, will sometimes have on 
equally good effect No ill effects ore 
ever known to ensue from the bromide, 
even when administered in considerable 
doses.

H eart Ailments Induced bt Smok­
ing.—Out of eighty-one great smokers 
examined in France by a medical expert, 
twenty-three ore reported as exMbiting 
on intermittent pulse, independent of 
any cardiac lesion; and this intermit- 
tency disappeared on the smoking habit 
being abandoned. The effect of smok­
ing on children from 9 to 15 years of age 
shows not only palpitation and intermit­
tent poise, bnt chloroaniemia. The re­
sults of observations in this line in re­
spect to women smokers—some forty to 
fifty cases—show that most of them suf­
fered from disturbances of menstruation 
and digestion, and about one-fifth of the 
number presented very marked intermit- 
tency of the pulse without any lesion of 
the heart; these latter defied all meth­
ods of treatment, however skillful, fre­
quent or prolonged, the difficulty yield­
ing only with the suppression'of the 
habit.

Care or the H ealth.—Prof. F. W. 
Newman, on old man, who *11 his life 
has been a student, and for many years 
a hard-working professor, gives some 
valuable hints to students as to the care 
of their health. He says.: If I  may ad­
vise any one, it is to eat the very least 
in quantity which will keep Mm in 
health. Any superfluous food must either 
derange health, or use np (in chemical 
process to get rid of the superfluity) 
force which else would be at his volun­
tary disposaL . Sedentaiy, I suppose I 
must be called; yet I liav  ̂from youth 
been an active walker, and still, at 72, 
walk very sharply, though seldom long 
distances. Above all, I covet sleep. The 
morp sleep the better I am. No student 
should grudge himself sleep. I count 
seven hours normal; and six too little; 
if I  can get now and then eight, my 
brain is stronger for it, and I  can work 
more hours after it. Perhaps I  ought 
not to conceal that I  am sadly out of 
harmony with the prevalent doctrine of 
the day concerning hardihood. When I 
was a young man I had my own theories 
about bracing and hardening my body. 
I  slept on a hard, straw mattress. I 
generally scorned a great coat, at least 
a warm one. In Asiatic travel I  had 
plenty of necessary hardsMps. I  slept 
with open window”in most seasons, but 
trial brought me around to an opposite 
conviction. At University College, 
London, I  found that the 
young men with open necks
had no such immunity from 
sold and cough as I enjoyed through 
my wraps. Let me add that I hold to 
Cicero’s advice (given to a student): 
“ Take exercise, so much as is needful 
for the health, but not so much as will 
conduce to the greatest bodily strength. ” 
I  have no doubt that hard muscular 
work stupefies the brain. But of course 
in lifting weights, etc., I  could not be 
called anything bnt a weak man. What 
does it matter? Each man has his own 
specialty. With no padding of fat I am 
glad of good thick clothing; or in bed, 
of soft underclothing or feather bed. I 
shun linen sheets and everything glossy, 
preferring rough cotton. In short, I  
try to nourish my skin, and find it suc­
ceeds. Dry rubbing suits mo far better 
than cold baths.

Depth* of Diving.
With the diving draw great depth* 

have been attained. Among the in­
stance* related is that attending the re­
moval of the cargo of the sMp Cape 
Horn that was wrecked on the coast of 
South America. It is said that a diver 
named Hooper made seven descents to a 
depth of 201 feet, and at one time re­
mained forte-two minutes, supposed, 
say* Mr. Siebe, to be the greatest div­
ing feat ever achieved. Mr. Stevenson 
states that within hi* knowledge the 
greatest depth at which the divingdress 
was nsed in the open sea was in ' the 
Firth of Forth, A royal commission 
“ on the operation of the acts relating 
to the trawling for herring on the coast 
of Scotland,” resolved to obtain the her­
ring spawn from various portions of the 
exposed parts of the Firth, and this duty 
was successfully accomplished in depths 
of from fourteen to sixteen fathoms, 
from the deck of the Princess Royal 
cutter, under the command of Mr. Mac­
donald. Trendenberg relates that in 
the repair of a pump in the Scharley 
zinc mines, in Silesia, two divers Vent 
down the pump well to a depth of eighty- 
five feet, remaining for periods varying 
froin fifteen minutes to two hours. 
These ore instances which come to ns 
well authenticated, anu must not be 
placed by the side of or spoken in the 
same breath with the stories of the 
pearl-divers, or other hslf-mytMeal tra­
ditions, which are drawn out like a St, 
Loais census or a sentence of ex-Secre­
tary Evarts. All diving work is don* 
under on abnormal pressure, wMch in­
creases with the depth\at wMch the 
diver is submerged in water. It is cal­
culated that tMs pressure, when he is 
submerged to the depth of thirty-three 
feet, is twice that of the normal superfi­
cial atmospheric pressure; and the 
pressure is proportionately increased at 
greater depths, and ultimately it be­
comes so great that life conld not be 
maintained. Says Mr. Stevenson: “ To 
descend even to the moderate depth af 
thirty or forty feet, which is about the 
maximum required for ordinary engin­
eering sea works, demands some prac­
tice and nerve on the part of the diver, 
but when greater depths have to be ex­
plored, in raising sunken vessels, for 
example, the energy and power of en­
durance of the diver ore much more 
severely taxed.”—Chicago Inter Ocean.

A Pleasant Experiment with Halt.
Do you wont to grow salt and at the 

same time have an interesting, handsome 
ornament? The proceeding is a novel 
chemical experiment (hat may be tried 
by any one. Put in a goblet one table- 
spoonful of salt and one spoonful of blu­
ing ; fill the goblet two-thirds full of 
water, and set it in a position where it 
will have plenty of warmth and sunlight. 
In a little while sparkling crystals will 
commence forming on the outside of the 
glass, and it is both a novel and interest­
ing sight to watch it gradually growing 
day by day until the outside of our gob­
let will be entirely covered over with 
beautiful white crystals. Another varia­
tion of this beautiful experiment would 
Jte to take * goblet witbthe base broken

off and fasten it in the center of a thin 
piece of board, which may be round, 
square or oblong. After the crystals have 
formed on the glass, set it on a tiny wall 
bracket, and plaee a bright holiday or 
birthday card in front of i t ; this will 
hide the base, on which no crystals will 
form. After this is done fill the goblet 
with flowers or dried grasses, and you 
will have a vase which will cost compar­
atively little and in reality adds to the 
bric-a-brac of a room. We wonder how 
many of the young readers of the Times 
can tell us how it is the crystals of salt 
form on the outside of the goblet?— 
'Troy Times.

“ Fit* of Morality.”
There are two or three virtues upon 

which a portion of the American people 
strenuously insist as a cardinal in a for­
eign female actor who comes to this coun­
try from Europe. Herpersonal reputation 
must be above reproach; she must not 
be the victim of scandals; she must be 
os pure as snow, chaste as ice, and have 
escaped all calumny; she must come 
here on a disinterested mission and not 
to make all the money she can gain in 
the shortest possible tirfe; and she 
must be bom in Paris or France. If she 
foils in any of these particulars ; if she 
be eager to charge excessive prices in 
the display of her dramatic art; if she is 
a Parisian, she may expect no mercy. 
She will be denounced for her sordid­
ness, and if her lover should appear in 
publio, he and she would probably re­
ceive such marks of disapproval as 
would make them hesitate about ewei 
appearing so again. These tests apply 
only to actresses.

If she be a marvelous singer and has 
lived in the United States during a few 
of her earlier years, no special note will 
be taken of her private career, if she give 
a Concert, though she charge at the rate 
of n thousand dollars a song, little or 
nothing will be said of her greed.

What is the reason for this difference? 
It cannot be that tbe genius and art oi 
the artist excuses the singer, but fails to 
redeem the actress. That would be to 
weigh with unequal weights and mete 
with different measures. It must lie in 
the difference of standards for judging 
the two. We take it, therefore, that 
what is vicious in the actress is venial m 
the singer, and what is wicked in the 
Parisian-born is pardonable in the one 
who spent her early years in this coul. try. 
Our climate, our soil, our institutions, 
are a kind of inoculation of which virtue 
wMch prevents those lucky enough to 
have had the benefit of them from ever 
taking any but the mild form of the epi­
demic of European vice. That seems to 
be the only rational way of accounting 
for the different treatment which the 
famous French actress received in thi* 
country in 1880, and that accorded to the 
to the famous Americo European singer 
in 1882.

But this treatment is not peculiar to 
public artists. The nation is in a fer­
ment in regard to polygamy in Utah. 
The agitation seem greatest in Wash­
ington and large cities where polygamy 
under another name, or no name at all, 
is habitually practiced. Congressmen 
whose relations with women are as lib­
eral os those of the saints at Salt Lake 
City, stand up, and amidst the applause 
of Senates and of nations, hurl their 
thunderbolts at their more open and 
siucere co-sinners west of the Rocky 
Mountains. Clergymen from their pul­
pits cry out upon it, while in their very 
neighborhoods the procurement of di­
vorces is a thriving and remunerative 
trade, and in the pews before them are 
members of their congregation and on 
whose purses both church and minister 
depend for existence, tlislt are living 
practically in as pronouncq, though less 
open, defiance of law as Brigham Young 
or Prophet TayL r. There is no known 
law of philosophy or human nature 
which has ever satisfactorily accounted 
for this contradiction. Butler in “ Hud- 
ibras ” tried it, when he spoke of those 
who

Compound for sins they »re inclined to,
By dAmning those they have no mind to.
But this is a very lame and partial ex 

planation. Macaulay, in his essay on 
“ Byron,” tried it, but after all offered 
no solution of it, and his words applied 
to this country state the situation with­
out solving the difficulty.

We know of no spectacle so ridiculous 
as the An erican public in one of its per­
iodical fits of morality. In general, 
elopements, divorces and family quarrels 
pass with little notice. We read the 
scandal, talk about it for a day, and for­
get it. Bnt once in six or seven 
years we must make a stand against vice. 
Accordingly some unfortunate man or 
woman, in no respect more depraved 
than hundreds whose offenses have been 
treated with lenity, is singled out as ex­
piatory sacrifice. He is a sort of whip­
ping boy, by whose vicarious agonies all 
the other transgressors of the same class 
ore, it is supposed, suffieently chastised. 
We reflect very complacently on our 
own severity, and compare with great 
pride the Mgh standard of morals estab­
lished in the United States with the 
laxity of Paris. At length our anger is 
satiated. Our victim is mined and 
heart-broken. And our virtue goes 
quietly to sleep for seven years or more. 
It is good that a certain portion of dis­
grace should attend on certain bad ac­
tions. But it is not good that ninety- 
nine out of every hundred should escape, 
and the hundredth, perhaps the most 
innocent of the hundred, should par 
lor all.

We shall do no m,ore than state tho 
facts and let moralists and theologians, 
if they see fit, pass judgment npor 
them. —Detroit Free Press.

A Wily aad Treacherous Beast.
There is no creature in the world so 

cunning at the elephant, and no creat­
ure, moreover, so full of duplicity. It* 
cleverness at simulating attachment to 
its keepers can only be 'equaled in the 
human race by the hypocrisy of the 
slave toward his master. The elephant 
in the Jardin des Plantes m Paris never 
forgave his keeper for having made him 
ridiculous before the crowd assembled 
to witness his performance on a penny 
trumpet, wMch the poor man had been 
at the greatest pains to teach him. A 
note came out in “ J ’ai du bon tobae,” 
with a shnll squeak, when it should 
have been deep contralto. The creature 
was vain of its artistic skill, as all artists 
are, and flinging down the trumpet made

A CELLULOID NOS*.

A Kearney street dentist, who is any 
thing but old in years or his profession, 
has performed the difficult artistic job of 
supplying a horribly disfigured human 
face with an artificial nose and upper lip. 
A reporter who hod heard that the op­
eration was to be performed called npon 
the skillful practitioner and requeated 
permission to witness the acMevement 
of science. The dentist consented to 
gratify his visitor’s curiosity, and stated 
that "the patient was a Chinese woman, 
whose nose and upper lip had been de­
stroyed by cancer. “ She will be here 
in a few moments,” said the dentist, and 
almost immediately the woman entered, 
accompanied by a man in Chinese attire 
whose face offered incontrovertible evi- 
deaoelot an admixture af Caucasian 
blood. The woman held a handkerchief 
to her face until she had taken her seat 
in the operating chair, when she re­
moved the cloth and displayed a counte­
nance inexpressibly horrible. She had 
been onee good-looking beyond the de­
gree of comeliness usually displayed by 
the Chinese women one sees in Califor­
nia, for her cheeks were round and her 
eyes rather shapely. The disease hod, 
however, not only deprived her of a nose, 
bat had destroyed her upper teeth and 
left the bone* bare and surrounded by 
frightful cicatrices that ran through the 
corners ot her month and up the bridge 
of the nose toward the eyebrows. To 
make such * face presentable seemed 
an impossibility, but the task was per­
formed speedily and successfully. The 
nose and lip had already been molded in 
celluloid from a plaster cast of the face, 
and, having been carefully colored, pre­
sented a most life-like appearance. The 
dentist in molding the nose had to de­
pend entirely on his imagination, and 
hod modeled a thoroughly Asiatic one. 
The artificial lineaments having been 
prepared, there remained only the inter­
esting but difficult feat of attaching 
them. In supplying artificial noses it is 
customary to attach them by spectacles, 
but in the Chinese woman’s case such 
an arrangement would have been impos­
sible, owing to the great size of the dis­
figurement caused by the loss of the lip 
and teeth. The difficulty was overcome 
by attaching a gold spring to the upper 
jaw in the manner in which single teeth 
are affixed. The spring ran up to where 
the bridge of the nose should have been, 
and to this spring the artificial nose and 
lip were attached by an India rubber 
loop. The combined pressure of the 
spring'and the India-rubber drew the 
celluloid mask so close to the face that, 
being molded to fit the cheeks, it would 
have looked quite natural but for the 
lack of that transparency wMch living 
tissue possesses. While the woman’s 
countenance was in repose, the effect of 
the work was remarkably good, and the 
transformation which it effected in her 
looks was so great that she eagerly seized 
the mirror offered by the dentist, and, 
looking at her reflection, she uttered an 
exclamation of surprise and delight. She 
give the practitioner a handful of ten- 
dollar pieces, and trotted off with her 
half-caste escort, filled with a satisfaction 
at parting with wealth seldom shown by 
Mongolians.—San Francisco Bulletin.

Sored from the Guillotine.
During the French Revolution a feuil- 

letoniste named Schlabemdorf, who 
possessed considerable ability os a writer, 
by heartily espousing the cause of the 
Girondists in all that emanated from his 
pen, rendered himself obnoxious to 
Robespierre, and at the dictation of that 
fierce leader was incarcerated.

The Potato.
There exists some diversity of opinion 

as to the original nativity of the potato. 
Mr. Periam states that it was cairied to 
England in 1565 by Sir John Wamkins, 
from Santa Fe de Bogota, where it was 
found growing wild at an elevation of 
from 8,000 to 13,000 feet above the ocean 
in elevated valleys surrounded by hi eh 
mountains, and above the range of In­
dian com. It is generally conceded that 
Sir Walter Raleigh’s vessels not only

carried tobacco to England, bnt also 
took the potato in 1586; while there are 
many who hold that it was introduced 
into Spain at an earlier date than that 
last given. All, however, seem to agree 
that it is one of America’s products, some 
saying it is a native of Chili or Peru, 
others of the mountainous districts of 
tropical or subtropical America. It was 
at first cultivated in Spain, whence it 
spread into the Netherlands, Burgundy 
and Italy as * garden curiosity, bnt soon 
became in the latter country a common 
article of food. He wither, its progress 
generally was slow, and it is only within 
a hundred years that its cultivation was 
undertaken even in Ireland. And this 
suggests one of the singular circum­
stances in connection with the common 
use of the potato—namely, that it should 
be called the Irish potato. This cannot 
have come about in any other way than 
that Sochi after its introduction into 
Ireland it became the principal suste­
nance of many of the peasantry of that 
country, and has remained such ever 
since to a great extent.

“ Af with his wings wlant 
Sails th* fierce cormorant,
Seeking some rocky ha<mt 
With his prey laden;
So toward the open main,
Beating to sea again 
Through the wild hurricane*
Bore I the maiden,—”

he sprang to hi* feet and embraced me. 
The doubting Thomases were at a dis­
count that morning. The poem revealed 
to me his methods of work. After the 
emotions of mutual satisfaction had sub­
sided, he told me that he had carried the 
soheme in his head ever since the previ­
ous summer, when, sfter hsving visited 
with a cavalcade of my brothers and 
sisters—qigong whom was the present 
Mrs. Julia Ward Howe—the skeleton in 
armor, up at Taunton, and then visible 
in a museum at Fail River—since burned 
to the ground—he challenged wy sister, 
in their home gallop over the Newport 
beaches, to make a poem out of the rusty 
hauberk and grim bones they had been 
inspecting. “ That,” said he, “ was nearly 
a year ago, and the poem only flashed 
upon me last week.” It will be remem­
bered that the closing scene is laid

4 “ In that tower
Which to this Tery hour

. It looking seaward.”

I  proposed to take the manuscript to 
New York and sell it for not less than 
$50. On my return thither my first visit 
was to the poet Hal leek, at his desk in 
the dingy counting-house of the primeval 
John Jacob Astor, in Prince street. We 
had often talked about Longfellow, and 
Halleck felt and displayed a lively ap­
preciation of his genius, which he de­
nied to the English laureate, whom we 
jfll venerate. The old poet was delighted 
with this new .effusion of his younger 
lyrical brother, and knowing the value 
of his opinion in the eyes of our literati, 
I  asked him to express his admiration in 
* few brief works at the foot of the man­
uscript. If I  remember rightly the in­
scription rau : “ I  unhesitatingly pro­
nounce the above to be, in my opinion, 
Professor Longfellow’s finest effort.” 
This wss duly signed, and I rushed down 
to Louis Gaylord CJarke of the Knick­
erbocker Magazine, who stood aghast 
when I  announced the price of this 
poem, he having only paid $25 for its 
predecessors. The intrinsic beauty of 
the lyric, which by this time I had 
learned to read with tolerable effect, 
overcame a reluctance to which his pov­
erty, not his will, consented, and I had 
pride and pleasure in remitting the $50 
to Cambridge that evening.

Ancient Arts.
Ground is so precious in London, or 

its owners are so grasping, that the most 
interesting relics of antiquity are not 
permitted to cumber it. One of the last 
remaining fragments of the old Roman 
wall has been removed. Though ex­
posed to the wear and tear of elements 
for considerably more than a thousand 
years, the mortar was found to be so 
tough and strong that the workmen 
were actually compelled to cut out the 
stone as if they had been in the original 
quarry. Mortar makers and stone­
masons nowadays might take lessons 
from their remote predecessors, whose 
ideas of durability seem to have been 
quite different from those prevailing at 
present. It is said that the stones of 
the Pyramids—compared with which 
the London wall is a thing of yesterday 
—are laid in mortar no tMcker than a 
sheet of paper, and yet remain so firmly 
fixed after the lapse of thirty or forty 
centuries that the thinnest knife-blade 
cannot be inserted between them. These 
ancient Egyptians, then, could learn 
nothing from us in that line of business; 
but we might learn a vast deal from 
them. Even the ruins of their buildmgs 
make modern architects ashamed. What 
must those buildings have been in the 
pride of their youth and strength ? The 
stateliest structures of London,Paris and 
New York are mere card-houses in com­
parison with the temples and palaces 
which once lined the banks of the Nile. 
Abraham and Moses saw grander speci­
mens of architecture in Egypt than can 
be seen in onr own time anywhere on 
the face of the earth. The Rothschilds 
with all their money, cannot buy such 
mechanical skill as their ancestors in 
Egyptian bondage witnessed, and prob­
ably assisted. If the art of building is 
not lost, it has at least woefully degen­
erated, and might be rediscovered to 
the' profit of all concerned. Yet in the 
face of these facts, which every school­
boy is supposed to know, a gentleman 
whose profession is usually accompanied 
by a reasonable amount of learning re­
cently said in * publio address in our 
city, that no valuable inventions had 
ever been given to the world outside of 
Christianity. What could he have been 
thinking of ? Certainly not of what he 
was saying. The arch, for instance, 
wo# invented nobody knows when or 
by whom; but, at the very lowest cal­
culation, thousands of years before the 
Christian era. The immense masses-of 
stone of which the Pyramids are com­
posed were lifted to their places by 
machinery of which we know nothing. 
Who invented it? We oannot even get 
out such stones as can be seen to-day in 
abandoned Egyptian quariies. Who 
invented the art of quarrying? A small 
lens, such as might have been used in a 
rude telescope, has been found among 
the rubbish of Nineveh. Who invented 
that? The bricks of which Nineveh 
and Babylon were built are in fair preser­
vation to-day, and most of our knowl­
edge of the Chaldeans and their institu­
tions is derived from inscriptions on 
clay tablets. Who invented the art of 
brick-making, and the stamping of let­
ters and figures in clay ? The Greeks 
had the art of manipulating marble in 
such supreme perfection that the best of 
onr sculpture is but a miserable imita­
tion of theirs. Yet the Greeks were 
not Christians. The Pompeian frescoes 
are mosaics—are far joore beautiful, as 
well as more lasting, than ours. Yet 
they were not done by Christians. It is 
now believed that gunpowder and the 
mariner’s compass, and other important 
inventions, including the germ of the 
printing-press were known in China 
long before Europe obtained them. Yet 
the Chinese were not and are not Chris­
tians. There is too much of this “ zeal 
without knowledge. ” It does no good, 
and indirectly, not a little harm. “ Let 
justice be be done,” even to the ancient 
heathen, “ though the heavens fall.”— 
St. Louis Republican.

. which causes a collar on the end of it to 
bear upon a stud in the shorter arm of a 
two aimed curved lever. This^depresses 
the long arm of the latter, which turns a 
yoke and disengages the gearing from the 
mainspring arbor, connecting an indepen­
dent wheel with the hand-setting tram, to 
Which motion is imparted by turning the 
stem. As soon as pulling-on the stint 
ceases, the yoke is thrown back to its 

■ place by a spring. Normally, another 
Wheel, carried by the yoke, meshes with 
the arbor wheel of the mainspring, and is 
thus always ready for winding by press, 
tag down upon and winding the stem. 
The arrangement is simple.

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AMY ^EVERETT.

The weekly concerts of the Beethoven 
Club were held in the largest hall in the 
city, and, as the daily papers were al­
ways saying. “ were attended by a large 
and brilliant audience.” They were 
purely classical concerts, and those who 
had higher goals to seek than fashion or 
mere recreation went to listen to the 
divine si rains of the orchestra night 
after night, not always in gorgeous at­
tire, but with intense satisfaction in 
their faces. You will seldom find in 
any audience so many intellectual coun­
tenances as were to be seen there on 
the happy occasions.

It is true that m some instances “ he” 
went because “ she ” went, and then, in 
spite of her inspiring presence, wished 
that he had not been so misguided, and 
Wondered why people would counten­
ance jtny music but that of the comic 
operas.

She watched 
him to see that he did not gaze too often 
upon the pretty girl in a white Gains­
borough hat, who sat just across the 
aisle, looking neither to the right nor to 
the left, but straight upward, and with 
a rapt expression, as if she were listen­
ing to the “ choiring! of the young-eyed 
cherubim,” instead of the circle 

*of foreign-looking gentlemen who 
performed upon different instruments to 
the skillful play of the conductor’s bat­
on. She discovered unexpected faces in 
remote comers of the house, made men­
tal--calculations on tJUe toilets of her 
neighbors and indulged in a sly flirtation 
with a young gentleman who occasional­
ly allowed his attention to be diverted 
from the music to rest upon a pretty 
face. And in some instances he or she 
went because there was nowhere else to 
go, and it was quite the thing to attend 
the Beethoven Club concerts. But not 
for long did these mistaken souls haunt 
the scenes of these classical entertain­
ments. After oue or two evening* of 
boredom they disappeared, and like the 
poet’s springtime came no more for- 

- ever.
Miss Amy Everett, who had just re­

turned from Europe, attended the con­
certs regularly with her papa, a some­
what drowsy elderly gentleman, with a 
severe profile but a generally mild ex­
pression of oouutenance. Miss Amy was 
a p-ure blonde with deep blue eyes, 
which were lovely seen through the mist 
of her long curling lashes, a grave and 
pensive but prettily curved and rosy 
mouth, a long, grave chin, a serious and 
somewhat stately brow, white as milk 
and caressed by a ripple of very golden 
hair. But the nose turned playfully up­
ward, seeming to laugh at the thought­
ful eyes, and to dart merry scorn at the 
serious and haughty brow. Still the ef- 
leot in general was exceedingly piquant 
and fascinating, and, though at a first 
glance you might say a rather peculiar 
looking girl, you were pretty sure to 
look again and say what a very pretty
girl.

latest modes.

On her way to'the hall she had called 
at the honse of a friend, who presented 
her with a yellow rosebud, and this she 
carried lightly between her thumb and 
forefinger. The orchestra was perform­
ing some weird dance music. There 
were strains in it which sounded like 
forests crackling in the wind, like the 
wiki crashing of tempestuous seas.

She had just graduated from a convent 
school in Paris, from which the fashions 
of the gay world were excluded. She 
wore the dull, dark tints because they 
were recommended by her dressmaker, 
and because she liked them; she carried 
the flower in her hand because she en­
joyed its perfume. She held her head 
on one side because it was natural for 
her to do so. Perhaps it was swayed m 
that direction by the superior weight of 
some particular bump, as in the illustra- 
tionsof the phrenological journals. Then 
the music, if it was inspiring to the brisk- 
looking young man who criticised her, 
filled her with an indefinable melan­
choly, and seemed pathetic even in its 
most stirring passages.

How a New Hampshire Woman Lived 
on $40 a Year.

In toe Woman’s Journal “ T. W. H.-' 
relates the story of a New Hampshire, 
woman, who by the sadden loss of her 
little invested property had remaining 
only an old farm-house and some land. 
“ The sufferer was wholly alone in the 
world, had a paralyzed arm and was 
threatened with blindness. The only 
work which her enfeebled condition per­
mitted was in the way of knitting and 
makkig artificial flowersj by these two 
arts'she could earn $15 annually.” 
Her whole available income was $40. 
She api ropriated cne fourth of it for 
reading, [n her own very interesting 
account of her hfe she says :

“ In very cold spells I  took a wafer 
freestone and crawled into bed. I  was, 
too ill to work, and thus to do saved fire­
wood. I  would put mittens on my 
hands and read awhile, and, when toe 
room became too cold for this, cover all 
np and think over what I  had read. 
This saved me in a degree from ener­
vating myself still further by fruitless 
poring over poverty ,and privations.” 
As for food: “ One-fourth pound of 
meal, 1 eent; one-fourth pound of dried 
beans, l4 cente; 2 cents’ worth of salt 
pork-—4) cents in all—would support me 
a dajr and a half very well. This was 
my usual fare three days out of seven. 
Three cents’ worth of barley, boiled 
with 2 cents’ worth of butcher’s trim­
mings and 3 cents’ worth of potatoes, 
would make wholesome, nourishing 
food for two days and go a long way 
toward supporting existence. * * * 
I  made a considerable use of rice and 
baked fish. In cold weather a pound of 
oatmeal cooked Monday would serve as 
a dessert through the week. Sometimes 
I had a gift of milk, and then I  feasted 
like an epicure. Now and then I  had 
some kind of a vegetable, as a beet or a 
turnip, and from time to time bought a 
few cents’ worth of butchers’ scraps, 
more to season food than to be food. 
Once a month I  indulged in a baking of 
doughnuts, or got a pound of lard and 
fried an eating of doughnuts, stout six, 
once at a time, in a tin cup over my oil- 
stove. ” The writer says: ‘ ‘ There could 
be no reductions beyond hers, for fee 
literally bought nothing in the way of 
clothing whatever. So she lived, so to 
speak, on the past—on the wrecks of her 
own clothing and other people’s. She 
made a whole suit out of an old strawbed 
ticking, combined with the fragments of 
a pair of the drilling overalls that some 
workman had left on toe premises ; these 
she cut into strips, and made, she de­
clares, a very stylish trimming. She 
unraveled old, worn-out, homespnn un­
der-garments, and made yarn which she 
knit into stockings. She had fifteen 
mottoes in the hou^e made on white 
muslin and cotton flannel; these she 
boiled clean and had a supply of material 
for undergarments, being the first per 
son, probably, who discovered a real use 
lor ‘mottoes.’ She found behind a 
closet-door an old overooat of her fath­
er's, out of whose quilted lining of black 
lasting she made for herself a cloak that 
looked like quilted satin. The question 
of hats or bonnets was easily settled; she 
wore none for three years. As for 
shoes, the inexhaustible lining of the 
father’s overcoat provided her with slip­
pers which wore bettor than leather.”

G * e s e  H e r d i n g .

Various methods have been devised of 
exterminating wild geese without avail, 
until geese herding has become a profes­
sion as distinct as herding or trapping. 
In the early winter the geese appear in 
fee grain counties in myriads, traveling 
about in vast flocks. Their hunger is 
insatiable, and the new wheat is rapidly 
destroyed. Dr. J. H. Glenn, whose 
ranch in Colusa county covers most of 
the arable land in feat county, number­
ing 75,000 acres, or nearly twelve square 
miles, expends about $10,000 in herding 
his geese. He recently purchased in 
this city between $2,000 and $3,000 
worth of cartridges, about 250,000 in 
number, of 44 caliber. He has constantly 
in his employ, while his wheat is grow­
ing, abont forty men, all of them mount­
ed, and nearly all armed; with Henry 
rifles and field-glasses  ̂who patrol his 
property during toe day sad on all moon­
light nights.

These men are regularly organized in­
fo a patrol gnard. They discover with 
their glasses the flocks of geese, which 
at a distance of 300 or 400 yards look 
like a white blfeket spread over the 
green wheat, ana they thereupon plant 
a bullet right in toe middle of toe flock. 
This unexpected visitation sets the flock 
on the wing, and toe gee«e herder fol­
lows them up, keeps planting bullets 
among them till they rise to a great 
height, and, disgusted, leave the vicin­
ity. Few geese are killed, the object be­
ing to kepp them on the wing, and con-) 
sequentlf off the wheat fields. Those 
that are killed are carried off and shorn 
of their feathers, but toe revenue from 
them amounts to little. On Dr. Glenn’s 
ranch about 8,000 cartridges are used in 
a day, which represents about 20,000 
geese daily put to flight.

Oftentimes a thick fog blows in, and 
this appears to be the favorite time for 
the geese, and they devour the wheat 
with great energy. The herders then, 
fearful of shooting each other, are al­
most baffled, but when the fog rises the 
flock are put to flight, and for hours 
thereafter the air is filled with feath­
ers and geese, and Glenn’s ranch 
resounds with toe clatter of rifles 
and the frightened cries of the persecuted 
fowls. To*«pay his men, buy ammuni­
tion and maintain horses cost* Dr. Glenn 
some $10,000 per aqpum, but it saves 
his wheat, which yields $100,000, as 
without the geese herders half would be 
destroyed. The herders heffome very 
expert in their business, and are gener­
ally good shots and capitaiiiorsemen.

Vital statistics have made some inter­
esting disclosures in Germany concern­
ing the comparative vitality of children 
under various methods of feeding. Thus, 
of 100 children nursed by their mothers 
only 18.2 died during the first yesr; of 
those nursed by wet nurses, 29.33 died; 
of those artificially fed, 60 died, and of 
those brought np in institutions, 80 died 
to toe 100. Again, taking 1,000 well- 
to-do persons and 1,000 poor persons, 
there remained of the prosperous after 
5 years, 943, while of fee poor only 655 
remained alive; after 50 years there re­
mained of the prosperous 557, and only 
283 of the poor; at 70 years of age there 
remained of t̂oe prosperous 235, arid bnt 
65 of the poor. The total average life 
among foe well-off class was found to be 
50 years as against 32 among toe poor.
