Hydrophobia is the result of 
specific poriomng, and there should be 
seme wav ot neutralizing the virus.

incomplete remedy for the complainant, 
in the opinion of the United States Cir 
cuit Court, at Trenton, N. J., in Camp­
bell vs. Ward,

An informe^against persons violating 
the internal-revenue laws, under the In­
ternal Revenue act of Jan. 6, 1872. and 
the circular of the Commissioner of July 
31, 1873, is entitled to such a percentage 
of the net amount recovered as the 
Commissioner shall allow and the Secre­
tary of the Treasury approve, in the 
opinion of the United btates Court of 
Claims, in Green vs. United States, de­
cided in June. In this ease the inform­
er claimed 10 per cent, of the sum re­
covered, which was 387,050.23 , he was 
allowed 35,000.

Capita l  stock was issued to an amouut 
in excess of the limit fixed by the char­
ter of the corporation, and, the corpora­
tion becoming insolvent, its creditors 
sued the stockholders to recover the 
amount due them from the corpoia. 
tion undor their statutoary liability. 
Among the stockholders proceeded 
against was A, who held* some stock 
which was an overissue and seme of the 
shares which were within thef chartered 
limit. In this case, Scovill vs. Tliajer, 
the Supremo Court of the United States, 
m April, through Mr. Justice Matthews, 
decided that the stock issued m excess 
ot the amount limited was unaut’ionz; d 
and void; that the holder of such stock 
was not entitled to any of the rights or 
subject to any of the liabilities ot a 
bolder of authoiized stock ; that a stock­
holder of both void and valid stock 
could not set off the installments which 
ho had paid on the spurious shares 
agamst any unpaid balance due upon 
the authorized shares held by him.

A FKNCB'Vas built across a street m 
1852 by a railroad company, and in 18 tl 
an owner of one of the iiouses on the 
street filed a bill in equity to enjoin the 
company from maintaining the fence, on 
the ground that it was a public nui­
sance. The bill was dismissed on two 
grounds : 1. A court of equity will not 
protect a person against a public nui­
sance unless he shows that he buffers 
some special injury; if his injury is that 
only which is suffered by the public gen­
erally, he cannot secure an injunction, 
2. In this case the defendant has con­
tended with the condition of the street 
for thirty years, and he has slept so long 
upon his alleged injury that he cannot 
find relict in equity. To fail to asseit a 
right promptly is to foifeit the privilege 
ot enforcing it m equity, and that alone 
is sufficient to deny the rebel asked. 
The complainant appealed to the Su- 
pieme Court of Pennsylvania—Cox’s 
appeal—who affirmed the decree and dis­
missed the bill with costs.

Chemistry*
Carbon is an element that abounds in 

nearly all material things. It forms the 
basis of all animal and vegetable exist­
ences. It abounds in limestone and 
magnesian rocks. Coal, graphite, pe­
troleum and many other minerals con­
tain it in large proportions. Then the 
air and water, covering the surface of 
the earth, contain it in large quantities. 
Its varieties differ from each other in 
hardness, luster and specific weight, but 
they all agree in combining, when 
strongly heated, with oxygen in the air, 
Caibon exists in three torms, namely; 
Amorphous, or shapeless, graphite and 
crystallized. The amorphous carbon in­
cludes charcoal and mineral coal. If we 
cover a burning pile of wood in such a 
way as to exclude nearly all the air, the 
volatile elements of the wood are ex­
pelled, leaving only charcoal, ora variety 
of carbon, that may contain only seventy 
per cent, of the woody bulk, from which 
fluids and gas have been driven. Iu 
charcoal we may usually trace the Struct­
ure of the wood from which it was de­
rived. Mineral coal has the same veg­
etable origin. It was formed from for­
ests at an early period of the earth’s ex­
istence. Geology clearly shows that at 
this early period the forests were im­
mense. The branches and trunks were 
changed to coal. The ‘carbon in these 
forests was derived from the carbon of 
the air by the influence of the sun. Ap­
parently these immense forests were 
prostrated, and in the course of changes 
occurring on thg surface of the earth, 
they were covered with sand, clay and 
mud, so as t’o exclude almost entirely 
the air. The pressure and the earth’s 
inner heat expelled the aqueous portion 
of these prostrate forests and in time 
converted them into coal. The greater 
the pressure ttie harder and the purer 
was the coal produced. If the gases 
were retained, bituminous coal resulted. 
Some gases were compressed to fluids, 
forming coal oil. So that the coal and 
coal oil we now can get by digging or 
boring into the bowels of the earth were 
made from the forests in existence an 
unknown number of years ago. We now 
find in beds of coal the stems and trunks 
of trees. How and why depressions and 
elevations of the surface of the earth 
produced successive layers of earth, 
rocks and coal we may not know. In 
some way we now have an immense 
amount of carbon—vegetable and min­
eral coal—in the bowels of the earth. 
We are now using cirbon that was 
placed within growing forests myriads 
of years ago by the influence of the sun. 
So that the present unlimited amount of 
coal is the condensed force of the sun iu 
unknown ages past.

The next form of carbon is graphite, 
or plumbago, or black lead, from which 
common lead pencils are made. Graph­
ite is found as a mineral in nature in 
vaiious places. It*- usually occurs in 
sh ipeles3 forms or in that of crystals. 
It is always opaque, black or gray, with 
a metallic luster. Graphite is friable. 
If rubbed upon paper it loaves a dark, 
shining mark. It is soft and unctuous 
to the touch, and so is often used as a 
lubricant for diminishing the friction of 
machinery. The particles nave a seem­
ing softness, bat yet are very hard, as 
we may see, when its masses are sawed 
into smaller pieces. The saws used for 
this purpose are rapidly worn away. 
Lead pencils so called contain not a par­
ticle ot lead. Giaphite, a form of car­
bon, has a metallic luster. In the air at 
ordinary temperatures it undergoes no 
change, and so is used extensively. It 
has an adhesive quality and is often 
made into a lustrous varnish for the 
purpose of covering iron articles and 
protecting them against the corroding 
action ot the air. The stove polish, now 
so much used, is composed of graphite, 
finely pulverized. The graphite used 
ior making “ lead pencils” is graphite, 
finely pulverized and mixed with sul­
phur, and other elements. It is then 
cast into block and sawed into slips. 
The hardness of pencils depends upon 
the proportions of the several elements 
of which they are composed.

no sympathy. But in one instance, at 
least, we found an exception. Not far 
from Temple Place, Boston, is a large 
fancy-goods store, owned and presided 
over by a very timid man ; a man of ex­
cuses and but little fixity of purpose. 
During the busy season this man is the 
slaveo i these poor, weak creatures whom 
he is popularly supposed to grind under 
the heels of his imported shoes.

To illustrate our meaning. The busy 
season had arrived and the rush for 
novelties began. The usual force m the 
store was not sufficient for the demand 
and extra help had to be secured. The 
gentleman of whom we speak one morn­
ing engaged a fine-looking young lady, 
tad, neat in dress, and as she stated of 
experience. “ You will come at 8 o’clock 
please, and remain until 6.” “ Very 
well,” was the sweet reply. All went 
well until the first week’s salary had 
been paid and the second week began. 
Our new saleslady came at 11 in the 
morning and retired at 4 in the after­
noon.

Apple Mince Pik. —Txx o pounds of 
apples pared and chopped.-three-fourths 
pound of beef snet, one of currants, one- 
half raisins seeded and chopped, one- 
half sultana raisins, one-quarter citron 
cut in shreds, one table-spoonful cinna; 
Mon, one teaspoonful of cloves, oils of 
mace, one ̂ table-spoonful allspice, txvo 
pounds brown sugar, half pint best 
brandy, a glass of wine, two teaspoon­
fuls of salt.

To make an excellent vermicelli soup,* 
boil a leg of mutton forthree hours; use 
water enough to cover it. Season xx ith 
pepper and salt; add butter and hcibs 
to suit your taste. An hour before serv­
ing stir into it a cup of vermicelli. This 
soup can he strained if you wish it to be 
clear, before vou add the vermicelli. 
Keep the tea kettle on the stove full of 
boiling water, and its the soup boils 
away add to it from the tea kettle.

A Suggestion.—If the cook stoves of 
any of the sisters have quick ovens, or 
you have hired help whose mania for 
stuffing the stove with all the wood it 
can contain is constitutional, burning 
all you may have baking, try keeping 
your puddings, both bread and Indian, 
under water in the oven as a protection 
against scorchings. As soon as a ci ust 
hardens pour a pint of hot xxater oxer 
the pudding in its pan, refilling when it 
evaporates, and, instead of a pudding 
with two scorched crusts and a hint of 
wliat might have been betw-een, jou 
have it. (

Peach Pudding —Pare and cut into 
small pieces a dozen large peaches. 
Strew- over thieo tabfo spoonfuls of 
powdered sugar i 11 le t stand one hour. 
Make a custard as follow s : Put a pint 
and a half of new milk on to heat; 
when hot, add a third of a box of gela­
tine, which has been soaked for two 
hours m a half a cupful of milk, four 
beaten eggs and a small cupful of sugar, 
and cook four minutes, stirring con­
stantly. Take off and flavor. When 
partly cooled turn on to the poaclvo3 
(thrv should be m a deep glass diih) 
and set away in a cool place for several 
hours. If more convenient make the 
pudding the day before wanted.

B iston Bkown Bread—Take two 
cups of rye meal (not flour) four cups 
of yellow corn meal, add water eno igh 
to make a bitter stiff as you can stir it 
The water in which squash or pumpkin 
has been boiled makes excellent bread; 
if you have not cooked squash or pump­
kin U"e clear water Add one gill of 
molasses to the butter, a, teaspoon! ill of 
salt and half a teaspooufnl of soda, dis­
solved in a table-spoonful of boiling wa­
ter and a toacupfnl of home-made yeast. 
Let the broad rise over night and till 
very light, then put into deep iron pans 
and smooth over tlio top with cold w a- 
ter. Let it rise a little longer, and then 
bake for six hours in a slow ov ea It is 
better to make late in the day, and leave 
all night in the oven. Tak out befoi e 
the morning fire is made, wrap in a cloth 
and steam a while. Serve hot for break­
fast. _________________

has been generally, though not invaria 
bly, observed ever since, not only in th< 
original tiiii teen States, but m all tin 
States. There is no statutory provision 
so far as we can learn, making it obhga 
t< ry on Judges to follow this ol 1 custom 
It only remains to add, that the super 
•stitiOn that Friday is an u lucky, evil 
day is so deeply rooted in the minds ot 
thousands of intelligent, educated peo 
pie that they can not be induced to se! 
sail on a voyage, start on any kind of v 
journey, or commence any new cntei- 
pnse oh ihat, day of tho wetk. T1,< 
same superstition prevails among th< 
Hindoos.

Training tlie Senses. . .
There is a man in Texas xvho claims 

to have the best nose as to smelling 
poxx ei's in the United States. He can 
detect hy the smell the different kinds 
of corn, of bread, and the qualities of 
many other substances which to other 
people liax-e no scent at all. He fore­
tells a thunder storm more accurately 
than Probabilities, declaring that there 
is a peculiar smell in the aii xvhen over­
charged with electricity which it has at 
no other time.

The Indians are gifted not only with 
keen sight, but equally fine sense of 
scent. An Apache on the hunt can fol­
low an animal by the trail as sxxnftlv as 
a deer-hound, puttmg his nose to the 
track to tell the length of time since the 
deer or coyote passed.

The hunters in the Loxver Alleghanies, 
xx hose lives-.have been jiassed xvholly m 
the unbroken wilderness of the mount­
ains, possess a keenness of vision xvhich 
to the dxvellers in toxvns appears marvel 
ous.

We remember, when following one of 
these guides through the gorges of tho 
great Unaka range, that while folding a 
loxv stream he stopped suddenly and 
forced the party to retreat. On the 
muddy slioal m the bed of the stream, 
fifty feet aw-ay, he saw a single imprint, 
with three lobes, slight as that which 
might hax-e been left by a fallen leaf, 
but xvhich showed him that a panther 
had crossed but an hour before.

These woodmen can tell any tree in 
the darkest night by the different sound 
of the rustling of its loaves. Sailors 
or dxvellers on p#iiries or Russian 
steppes possess long and accurate sight. 
The negroes in the Zambesi are said to 
haxe the eyes of cats, the noses of dogs 
and the ears of a tiger, so keenly- 
whetted are their senses They gain 
their food by use of them,'like the ani­
mals.

Now these facts go to prove that the 
senses of man are naturally as keen as 
those of other animals, but have grown 
dull through disuse When man became 
civilized he trained his brain and soul 
to the neglect ot his body. Why should 
he he satisfied xvith this incomplete 
education? Any hoy or girl, hy simple 
practice in the use of his sight or hear­
ing, at long distancesrcan strengthen the 
eye or car, and even, in a more measured 
degree, the sense of smell. Much of 
our blindness and deafness is due to 
sheer inattention

The consequence of our neglect is, 
that xxe lixe in a world from xvhich we 
persistendv shut ourselves out. When 
we pass through a forest the air is 
tremulous xvith a thousand delicate 
woody peifumes of xvhich we know 
nothing; a chorus of countless fine har­
monies are sounding about us, and rare 
tints and gradations of form and color 
surround us unseen. Is it not as much 
worth while, hoys, to train your eyes 
and ears as yonr muscles ?—Youth's 
Companion.

A Point About These Canals.
Fishermen who live about the 

Mediterranean shores say the digging of

the Panama and Corinth canals is likclv 
(o influence the future character ol the 
finny tribes in the xvateis which these 
canals will join. They point to their 
own experiences since the Suez under­
taking was completed. Not a single 
shark "was formerly known in the Medi 
terranean, a fact which made the fish 
supply in tnat sea inexhaustible, but 
sharks now migrate into it freely from 
the Red sea and Indian ocean, and make 
»ad havoc of fish that have a market 
value.

Black Bass.
The bass, having -hibernated in the 

depths during the dead months, come 
on to the spawning grounds in May, 
and shortly after set about making their 
beds, which when finished are shallow 
concavities, in diameter about twice the 
length of the fish,"“and from the time of 
completion until the hatching of the 
eggs are most vigilantly guarded and 
kept scrupulously clean. The eggs, 
which are attached to the bottom hy a 
glutinous coating, are hatched in about 
two weeks after they are deposited. If 
a pebble or xvater-logged cliqfor twig is 
washed on to the bed it is as quickly re­
moved as is the hook of the angler, and 
all animate intruders are as summarily 
driven off. The infant bass, at their 
first hatching, are as black and unprom­
ising as a swarm of polliwogs in a mud- 
puddle, but they soon disperse and grow 
rapidly, ancT early shoxv their blood, for, 
long before fall, little fellow's an inch 
and a half in length may be seen chas­
ing minnows as big as themselves. 
When the spawning season is well over 
and the law off, the bass have returned 
to the lake; hut in the few days spent 
by them in the stream before spawning 
and the beginning of the close time the 
angler is given a chance., to take them 
in a perfectly legitimate manner. Pro­
tection has done wonders for the bass,for 
all they needed was to be let alone during 
spawning time, and wherever the law has 
been enforced .they have greatly in­
creased in numb’ers. Up to the passage 
of a protective fish-law, in 1874, it had 
been the common practice with all 
who angled, either for pleasure or 
profit, to catch these fish on their 
spawning-beds m June. Whoever had 
eyes sharp enough to spy out these beds 
under the tangle of ripples and knots of 
foam in the shallows or beneath the slow 
current of the translucent gray-gveen 
depths had only to cast his hook, no mat­
ter how unskillfullv, masked with a 
xvorm, and the alert parent-fish xv onld 
rush to remove the intruder from the 
sacred precincts, seizing it in her mouth 
and dropping it w-ell outside the bed, if 
left to have her oxxn way xvith it. But 
just in the nick of time the angler came 
in, and, striking, fastened his fish, 
which, ten times to one, was hauled 
forth at once by a stout pole and line, 
yithout a chance for life, to spend her 
strength m useless threshing of the dai­
sies and clover. It was not alwaj s done 
in this butcherly manner, but it xvas 
done in some xv ay by almost everv one 
xvho fished at all, and, at best, xxas a 
miseiable busine's.

The Rag Trade of New York.
The amount paid tor rags in New York 

city is said to reaqh $30,000,000 per an­
num, and a local commercial paper, 
commenting on the figures, declares 
that the trade is still in its infancy. It 
is expected that within the next decade 
it will have doubled. The rags are di­
vided into two classes, woolen and cot­
ton.' The former are emp’oyed in mak­
ing “shoddy” goods, and are worth 
from 3 to 35 cents a pound. They are 
gathered principally in the Eastern and 
Western States, as the tauff prevents 
the importation ot woolen cuttings from 
abroad, Cotton rags, on the other hand, 

free, and com® from all di- 
4 the globe. Tuey aro worth 
and a quarter to six cents per 
The business m this clas3 

reaches $22,000,003 per annum, the ma­
terial being utilized m the manufacture 
of paper.

A prominent dealer estimates the 
number of rag-dealers in the city at 
800, about a fifth of whom are exten­
sive dealers. The general trade, how­
ever, is under the control of a few big 
dealers. The Italian pickers who go 
about with a bag on their back and a 
poker in their hand gather $750,000 
worth of rags per annum. They have 
a monopoly of the “ street pickings,” 
haxring driven out the Irish and Ger­
mans, who years ago engaged in this 
scavenger-like industry. There are 
about 2,000 of these rag pickers at 
work. The hand-cart dealers do a busi­
ness that reaches the neat sum of 
$3,000,000 per annum. Last year the 
cotton-rag importations reached $10,- 
000,000 in value. The industry is a pro­
gressive one and gives employment to 
many people in sorting and packing. 
The sorters are women, getting $5 a 
week ; the packers, men, getting from 
*12 to $14 per week. The best cotton 
rags are obtained in this country, al­
though the demands of trade are such 
that supplies have to be obtained from 
abroad. From the cotton rags are 
manufactured every grade of paper, 
from the finest writing to the commonest 
wrapping pjiper. The bulk of the trade 
in this style of rags is confined to the 
city, which absorbs all the traffic in 
woolen rags. It has required only 
twenty-five years to develop the rag 
trade from a mere nothing to its present 
dimensions, and fortunes are being 
made by dealers.

A 
few hours in the diseases of children 
may make all the difference between 
hopeful and hopeless cases.

Do 
not permit any friend—even though the 
friend be an experienced old mother and 
nurse—to disturb confidence in the doc­
tor. Follow no advice that is against 
what he has said. If you lose confidence 
m him get another physician.

When a child is old enough to know 
what you mean, never threaten it with 
the doctor. It may be very important 
some day that your child should not be 
frightened at the doctor, but regard him 
as a friend and Helper.

A sick child demands a nursing moth­
er, who has tact, patience, firmness add­
ed to her affection. With these so much 
can be done; without them the battle 
may be hopeless from the first.

It is asserted that every year 3,000 
children die in New York who need not 
die if proper care were taken of them. 
High heated terms have much to do 
with these deaths. Every hour that a 
young child is exposed to a temperature 
above 85 or 88 degrees, in a crowded 
neighborhood, it is robbed of vitality. 
High heat acts injuriously on its blood, 
nerve and muscle cells, and also on the 
digestive system of the child and the 
milk of a nursiug mother. High heat 
does more—it decomposes all organic 
refuse and dirt in houses and about 
them, and poisons air, water, food, 
clothing, bedding, carpets, etc. Hence 
the need of excursions for children and 
of cleanliness at home.

Do not lift or drag a child by its arm 
or arms. You strain ligaments wbich 
were not intended to bear the weight of 
the body. A grown person swinging 
from a bar with his hands relieves the 
ligaments by the use of muscles—New 
York News.

Drinking While Working.
' Men in health perspire freely when 
xfigorously at work on x\arm daxls. Very 
heavy sxveating may sometimes arise 
from xx-eakness; a dry skin may indicate 
disorder. Evaporation from the surface 
carries off heat and keeps the body cool.
A larger supply of drinking xvater is re­
quired for the xvarm haying and harvest 
days, but much less than is commonly 
suppo«ed. Half a pint of water, sipped 
sloxvly, xvill assuage thirst much more 
effectively than a quart gulped down.
A different temperature in two adjacent 
portions of the body produces conges­
tion. A pint of cold fluid of any kind 
thrown into the stomach may result in 
more or less congestion; serious illness, 
and not infrequently deaths, arise from 
this cause. If ice water is taken at any 
time, it should always be swallowed so 
sloxxly that the stomach can xvarm each 
gill before taking another. As to the 
kinds of drink, the positive teachings of 
medical science, and experience, indi­
cate that pure water is by far the best 
fluid for assuaging tbirst, and supplying 
the wants of the system. Beers, ale, 
sxveetened drinks, or any fluid that con­
tains material that must be digested, 
are a tax upon the stomach, and tend to 
disorder the system. If taken at all it 
should be only xvith other food. Pure 
xvater is absorbed at once into the blood, 
and is carried directly to those parts of 
the body where it is needed. If the 
water is bad, it may usually be corrected 
by the addition of a little ginger extract; 
too much of this produces constipation ; 
but on this account it may be uSed more 
freely in looseness of the bowels. All 
alcoholic drinks are nnhealthful for one 
in active exercise. They stimulate in­
creased effort—effort beyond one’s nat­
ural strength—and unnatural exhaustion 
inevitably follows. Just as far as one 
raises himself above a normal condition 
by alcoholic stimulants, just so far be- - 
loxv this condition xvill he surely sink a 
fexr hours after, and the elevating and 
depressing operation xvears upon and 
disorganizes the machinery of the body.

A T e r r ib l e  Ma r in e  D isaster .—Mrs 
R. E K ir k , of this City  D rownud — 

The Canadian steamer Asia foundered 
on the 6th, ia the Georgian biy, but two 
persous^of the passengers aud crew oum- 
beriug something oveitone- hundred, es­
caping with their lives. Mrs, Rowland E. 
Kirkttw Maggie McBride,of this city, was 
among the lost, having taken the dl-fated 
steamer atCoUingwood.oa her return from 
Cookstown, Out, to which place she went 
from here some four weeks ago. The un­
timely death of Mrs. Kirk is peculiarly 
sad. She was married some ten months 
ago and with her husband came to this 
place, where they had decided to settle, 
having but recently purchased a house, 
which was to be their future home. It 
was for'the purpose of procuring fuftds 
with which to pay for the property that 
she made this trip, and it is supposed that 
she had upou^her person $7,000, or there­
abouts. At last accounts her body had 
not been recovered, though two of her 
brothers, from Cookstown, have been in 
the vicinity of the disaster since its oc- 
cunence. The following account of Miss 
Morrison, one of the two suivivors of the 
terrible affair, is the most^corapreheusive 
of any we have seen and give it in full.

Miss Morrison and A. D. Tinkiss the latter a 
youth of 17, are now known t > be the only sur­
vivors of the steamer Asia, which foundered in 
Georgian bay, on fhursday, the 14th mstaift. 
Miss Morrison has been very ill since reaching 
here and was not able to gtve an acconntofthe 
disister uatil to-day. Her statement is as foj- 
low«:

"There were about 100 pas-enyers and a crew 
numbering twenty five on board the Asia when 
the steamer left Owen Sound. I  went on board 
at that point, purchasing a ticket tor Sault Ste. 
Marie. I  saw seven persons buy tickets at Owen 
Sound, five men and two women One of the 
woman had a child about a year old with her. 
Two of the men looked like commercial travel­
ers aud the otners like laborers, I knew none 
of their names. There may have been more got 
on board there, but these are all I  ob'erved. I* 
got a state-room along with two other young 
Indie*: one a Miss MeNab, who got on boari at 
Coihngwood. I  do not remember the name of 
the other. They were not companions, but the 
rooms weie so full that the cabin m ail put them 
in the doub'e beith and gavemethe other I 
went to bed before tno boat touched Presaue 
Isle, but was awake.

“The mate, McDonald, told me in the morn­
ing that they took in hay but no passengers at 
Presque Isle. The mato wa» my eou«m. It 
did not get v̂ » ry rough until 8 o’clock in the 
morning. I  was up then, b utwas sea-sick and 
took no breakfast I  saw tour woman with 
children in the cabin. One had four, one had 
two, and two one each.^There were two families 
who took deck pasage. I  noticed the four wo­
men and their children particularly, as the wo­
men were all sick and the cabin mud was feed­
ing the childien. There may have been other 
ladies m the opon air, I knew there was dan­
ger. Isaw neople putting oa lite-preservers 
I  lay down and thought £ could not move if the* 
boat wore sinking. The b at rolled on her 
side and f thought it was sinUmg, and I  jump­
er up and went into the adjoining state-room, 
where the woman with the two children was. I 
found her asleep, and woke her, but think she 
ne?er left the cabin. Her children were small 
one abou 2 years and the otoer a child in arm*
I  then put on a life-preserver and sat by the 
cabin door Befoie I  went to my state-room I 
asked the mate if there was great danger, lie 
said there was a very heavy sea. but they had 
already thrown some of the horses overboar I, 
and would throw off all the freight they could.
I could hear a gi eat noise m ide by tho horse*. I 
had hopes tb it  the boats" would be sa\ed tilt I 
saw the water coming into the c-ibm. I  wats on 
the upper side ot the ooat. She was nowon 
her side. 1 took hold of the rail and slid down 
into the wfttor and sank. I  came up by the 
side of the captain’* beat. Ho took mo by the 
wrist. The mate helped to null me in. My 
state-room companions were both In tho same 
boat, but no other women or children. 1 saw 
the other two life boats, both full.

“ The captain and mate had the oars, ftnd 
tried to take care of our boat. Thesteamer was 
now down, and the wreckage was floating all 
aroynd. I  saw the other boats upset twice, 
and each time the number of passengers was 
largely reduced. The three bo"kts drifted to­
gether for a short piece. I  heard the other 
boats call to the caplam for an oar. One of two 
boats had no oars. One had one and our boat 
two. Tha captain could sparo none. Ou»* boat 
went along quit6 nicely for some minutes. The 
others capsized almost immediately. They 
had nothing to help themse ve3 with. I  was 
sitting in the bow of our boat looking back to­
ward the wreck, saw the other two boats tip 
over three time*. When l  «aw them next they 
were empty, no one even clinging to the sides.
I am sure that none were saved except Tmkiss 
and I. Finally our boat upset and we lost both 
oars. We were then at the mercy of the waves, 
and upset four tiraee in alt There were eight­
een in before wo u *set. Two women were lost 
the first time. I t got cilmcr n*ardark, and th£ 
boat did not upset again. About this time we 
i ieked up a floating oar, but we were two ex­
hausted to use it. The mate told me to hold oa 
to the life !me»whatever happened and I  never 
let go- When the boat upset I  hung on and 
came up with it. None of the five men died i 
untit after dark. The mate got upon his knees 
and said ho could see land. This cheered u» 
all. Lhe captain seemed very sick he^eldpm 
spoke. None had hats or coats on but Tinkiss.
I  had neither hat nor shawl. We were all m 
water up to our knees, but the water was not 
up to the seats. I f  we hft>l had a bailing dish 
weconld have bailed out the boat after the sea 
went down, but we had nothmg to do it with.

“The men all died quietly, and seemed to go 
asleep. The mate put his head up to my face in 
thq daik and asked if it was me. I  said yes. 
My hair was fly.ng around. He seized it m his 
death gra»p,and palled down my head. I  ask­
ed the captain, who was near, to release my 
hair. He did so, and the mate soon breathed 
his last. We saw a light at Bying inlet aboit 
dark, and co-nij all night, but were drift 
ing south. Shortly after tho mate died,the cap­
tain lay down I  tried to aiouse him buthe vas 
deid. I think this was about midnight. Mr. 
Tmkiss and 1 kept up a conversation. I  wks 
nervous. 1 feared Tmkiss would lay down his 
head like the rest. I asked him to eome to the 
bow, but he said he would balanee the boat bet­
ter by remaining as we weie. and that he would 
not go to sleep.

“Davlight fi lally and revcalel the shore near 
by, Tmkiss worked the boat toward the shore 
with the oar we had picked up. It was ft beau­
tiful warm morning, and the sun warmed us and 
dried our clothe*, We get on the rocks shortly 
after sunrise. We attempted to walk across the 
island, und thongnt we might ftnd some houses. 
I could not walk, and we returned to tho bout. 
Tinki3S took the bodies out. I  could not help 
him. He then piled the boat off with the o*.r 
H e‘ban worked the boat down the beach, but 
made poor headway. Dark coming on, 1 was 
afraid it would get rough. We then landed, 
broko boughs for our beds, put some under,Soane 
overu«,und I  slept some, but was nervous.

“We were up oetore sunrise, and got into orfr 
boat. I t  was calm then. We rowed a short 
piece and gave it up. Went ashore, lay down 
on the rocks and went to sleep. An Indian 
came along, woke us up, and aske 1 us if we were 
lost. We said we were. His squaw wa« in his 
boat. We asked him how far it was to a, house 
He said twedty-two miles, and asked if we were 
hungry He eot some bread and pork from his 
boat. £ could not eat, but dranx some cold tea 
Tinkiss offeied him his watch to take us to Par­
ry Sound. We had but little to eat on the way. 
The squaw made me a bed in the boat, aud I 
slept there. Sunday mgbt was quite comfort 
able. Tmki-s never give up, excepton S»tur-

September ISth mat., the common council met 
in its chambers on Monday evening September 
25th 1882, there bemsr present: Assessor Kirk­
wood and Aldermen Lee, Maitland, May, Mer­
ry, Quinn and Schneider, absent, the Mayor.

“ Your committee to whom was referred the 
matter of the laying of water pipes through 
Iron and Main streets and attaching the *ame 
to the discharge pipe of the pnrap in No. 7 nit of 
the Jackson mine, for the purpose ot furnish 
ing a better supply of water for fire purposes, 
have considered the same as fully as the time 
would permit, and recommend that an eight 
inch wooden nipe be laved from said discharge 
pipe east on Irou and Main '.treets to Teal Lake 
avenue east to Brown avenue, with connec ions 
for branch pipes where needed, and hydrants for 
same. The cost of an eight-inch pipe from said 
discharge pipe to Teal Lake avenue, exclusive 
of branch connections and hvdrants will be 
J2.500, and the cost of the six-inch pipe^ from 
Teal Lake avenue to Brown avenue will be 
$541.50. The co-t of laying all of the pi; es men 
tinned will be $800. The total cost of putting 
m the pipe to (he above mentioned points, ard 
the completion of tho same, will not exceed 
$5000.00.

On motion of Alderman May the report of the 
special committee was accepted and ordered 
placed on file.

That‘a committee be appointed with full power 
to carry out the project of lading the pipes re 
quired; to contract for and purchase the same 
and all hydrants, connections and whatsoever is

Resolved, That for defraving the orlinary ex­
penses ot the city during thft-coming yeir, one- 
half of one mill, is hereby ftssesaed and levi *d 
on each dollar of the valuation of the real and 
personal estate taxable in the city, as shown on 

Ahe current tax roll. That for struct and high­
way nuiposes one-halt of orte mill is hereby 
assessed and leviel on each dollar of sud  valu­
ation, and for the raaintanance ot the fire de­
partment one-half of ono mill is also a-se«sed 
and levied on each dollar of said valuation. 
That the sum of two hundred and tifty doll its, 
be, ind the same is herebv assessed and levied 
on said valuation for Iibnry purposes. The 
sum of nine th ustnd dollars being reported by 
the director* of School distnct No. l .a s  the 
amount voted a t the annu il school meeting to 
be raised for ?ch<)e! purposes for the coming
year* that amount is hereby assessed and levied 
on said valuation for school p irposes.

On motiou of Alderman Merry the council 
then adjourned.

Tiie Water Works—Quite geneial 
satisfaction is expressed at the action of 
the city council Monday evening with 
reference to the question of water works, 
though there are a few who argue that the 
supply will be insufficient and the system 
as projected a partial one. As we under­
stand the proposition it is but the hegin- 
niifg of a complete system. A commence­
ment must be made, and certainly among 
the first things to be done is laying mains 
in the piincipal stieets. By the time 
those already provided for are in, cold 
weather will be at hand and iurtlier work 
of the kind will of necessity be suspended 
for the winter, The test of the pumps 
can be made, and many points touching 
the feasibility of the work decided. If, 
as argued, the supply is insufficient the 
work of connecting the Aiain with the 
lake, can the .more easily be performed. 
It will in no wise interfere with whit has 
already been done. It occurs to us that 
the methods proposed by the coundil are 
entirely practical and we hope the same 
board may be continued in office until 
the entire scheme as proposed by ma­
jority of them,is consummated. It is well 
known that the amount necessary to com­
plete the system could not be foted at 
once because of restrictions of the city 
charter, and it seems that the council are 
proceeding in about the only way left
pen, to j ensuie the "Enterprise, 

com so it is ŝaid that a part of the 
money could be allowed at this time and 
thejcharter amended the coming winter to 
meet the exigency. But this is not entire­
ly certain, as the interest favjoring it 
would doubtlessly find out, if opposed 
in the legislatuie by the faction which fa­
vor the present pioposition. or indeed by 
any poition of our citizens. Hence, wo 
say the council is right, and not upon the 
principal either, that “half a loaf is bet- 
tei than no bread,” but with the full be­
lief that it is the most practical way to ul­
timately secure a system of waterworks 
which shall be complete and adequate in 
all respects, aud at the same time avoid 
any excess of municipal debt. There is 
now about $13,000 cash in the city treas­
ury and we predict that with this com 
meucemen', and the matter iu the hands 
of as caieful mfn as compose the city 
board, the problem xill be successfully 
solved—everybody supplied and satisfied 
without an appreciation of the expense, 
aud that within a reasonable time. The 
proceedings of the board with reference 
to the matter will be found in another 
column.

This ancient landmark follows the 
border of a lane of equal antiquity, for­
merly the wood road of Ihe pioneer for­
ester who redeemed its neighboring 
sunny meadows from the wilderness, 
and whose hands laid the wall that, like 
himself, has now returned to earth.

The remnants of his old log hut, it is 
said, are even now to be traced among 
the new-grown timber on the mountain 
side, surrounded by the crumbled pile 
of the massive log fence built about his 
primitive habitation as a barricade of 
defense against prowling wolves and 
bears—and even Indians, too, if the rec­
ord of, the sod is to be believed; for 
many are the tomahawks and flint arroxv 
heads that have been turned up by the 
plow among these meadows.

This wall has long Bince gone out of 
service, but its innumerable foster chil­
dren have risen up to do duty in its 
stead; for here are almost impassable 
thickets of hazel bushes, dwarf cherry 
and filbert jungles, with here and there 
at near intervals majestic shagbark 
hickories springing up directly from its 
heart of stone. The sloping roots have 
raised and rolled away the bowlders on 
every side.

The sharp whistle of a chipmunk 
greets you here at almost every step, 
and in such a spot there is more- than 
ordinary significance in that shrill voice. 
It is a voice from the heart of the wall, 
for the chipmunk is its companion and 
its historian. I am aware that nature 
has given this little fellow several black 

1 marks. He is doubtless a little thief, 
often making havoc among the farmer’s 
stores and taking his regular three meals 
a day from the granary. As a type of 
greed his name is almost proverbial. 
His vast subterranean storehouses bear 
witness to his acquisitive and miserly 
proclivities, as they are often in a single 
season packed with provender represent­
ing ten times his aotual need.

How often have I  seen this little fel­
low on the homeward jump, his head 
puffed out with a pig-nut m each cheek 
and a third between his teeth ! But the 
inference thus conveyed is as undeserv- 
i ig as the black marks which he car­
ries. If his gluttony is proverbial, it is 
equally providential. Ho must not 
therefore be condemned as a profession­
al gourmand, for his true vocation—the 
one with which he is accredited in the 
book of nature—is that of a most skillful 
planter and landscape gardener. We 
have him to thank for many of our most 
highly-prized specimens of standard 
trees. It is from the providential pleth­
ora of his subterranean treasure houses 
that have sprung these noble oaks and 
hickories, these massive chestnuts and 
this outburst of hazel and wild cherry 
among this bed of stone.

There are other tenants that people 
its crevices. The little weaael has his 
beaten tracks among them, where he 
threads his way in search of hiding field 
mice that make their nests beneath the 
stones. The chipmunk sometimes en­
counters him in the hallway of his bur­
row, where this dreaded enemy has lain 
iu xvait for him, and the partridge is sur­
prised by that same stealthy approach 
while searching for bud* among the ha­
zels.— Wdliam, Hamitkyn Oibson, 
Harper’s Magazine.

The Grave of Henry Clay.
Being in the city of Lexington, Ky., 

some time since, I  availed myself of 
the opportunity to visit the last resting- 
place of our illustrious and mueh-be- 
loved counfrjman, Henry Clay. It 
xvas a bright, balmy day upon which I 
started upon my p Igrimage, and walk­
ing out of the principal thoroughfare of 
the city I soon arrived at the suburbs, 
wheie I found myself confronting a 
stately gateway, upon the arch of which 
was engraved “ The City of the Dead 
passing through the gate I entered as 
pretty a spot, I will venture to say, as 
there is dedicated to the dead in this 
country. The ground is gently undulat­
ing, and, consistingof hillock and hollow, 
shows with picturesque effect the hum­
ble marble head stone and more 1 reten­
tions monument and tomb. Continuing 
on the road that leads from the gate to a 
branch that sweeps off to the left and 
following this for a fexv paces I stood in 
front of the object of my visit. Upon 
the top of a mouud of earth covered with 
greensward is a large square tomb. 
This is divided by a partition running 
across the center into two compaitments, 
and in the front one of these can be seen 
through an iron-barred door, lying 
lengthwise, a white marble casket, upon 
which are carved in relief some of our 
national emblems. This contains, I 
suppose, a metallic coffin within which 
lies all that remains of the great com­
moner. Engraved on the side of the 
casket are the following noble sentiments, 
uttered by him who lay within, when 
that now dismembered body was flushed 
with the fire of life, and when “ listen­
ing Senates hung upon his tongue.” “ I 
can, with uusiaken confidence, appeal 
to the Divine Arbiter for the truth of 
the declaration—that I have been in­
fluenced by no impure purpose—have 
sought no personal aggrandizement, but 
that in all my public acts I have had a 
Bole and single eye, and a warm, devoted 
heart, directed and dedic, t d to what, in 
my best judgment, I believe to bo the 
true interests of my country.”

Lying across the foot of this casket is 
another of marble, containing the re­
mains of the statesman’s belox-ed wife. 
Upon the top of the tomb, rising high in 
the air, is a Corinthian column, and 
surmounting this isa statueof theorat >r. 
There it stands with hand extended, 
seemingly so life-like that imagination 
would invest it with vitality, and fill the 
air xxithecnoes of the thrilling eloquence 
of the immortal statesman it is intended 
to represent. Tomb, column and statue 
combined make a truly imposing specta­
cle, and are a fit tribute to deputed 
greatness. They are oompo>ed ot a 
yellowish-white stone.

A Saxon Lad’s Diet—Boys iu Spectacles.
John J. Flynn, United States Consul 

to Chemnitz, in Germany, writes to the 
Chicago Daily Hews as follows : Rye 
bread, most plainly cooked, a glass of 
milk, and a few vegetables, are con­
sidered about the right sort of diet for a 
boy in Saxony, Nobody now living 
ever saw a pie on the table, and cakes 
are taken xvith great moderation. Plain 
livuig—very plain living—is the rule for 
persons of all ages and all classes. The 
appetite of the Saxon boy is as good as 
that of the American boy. He is always 
first at the table, the busiest during the 
meal, and the last to fold his napkin.

All the Saxon boys do not receive a 
collegiate education, but thousands of 
them do. There is scarcely » more 
pieising sight in any of the large cities 
on Saturday or holidays than to see the 
swarms ot red capped and blue-capped 
young students on the streets. Nearly 
all of them wear spectacles, and they do 
so for any one of the following reasons :

1. Because they need them.
2. Because they don’t need them.
3 Because they are afraid they may 

need them.
4. Because a student’s uniform is not 

complete without them.
5. Because they think it makes them 

appear to be hard workers.
6. Because they think it makes them 

appear intellectual.
A German who had been in America 

for a number of years (he left this coun­
try before the spectacle disease broke 
out) on arriving in Germany saw a lad of 
about six years of age wearing a pair of 
glasses like an old man. He looked at 
the youngster for a minute or two, and, 
turning to his wife, he said : “ My God, 
none of our children were born that way!” 
His astonishment was not exaggerated. 
It is a remarkable fact that even children 
have caught the infection. ..Most of the 
spectacles are made out of plain window 
glass. Generally those who wear them* 
can see better without them. But it is 
the fashion to wear them, and as long as 
this is the case the people will go on 
ruining their eyesight.

Still in many instances spectacles are 
an absolute necessity, not because of 
over-study, but father because of the 
terrible German text. It is almost ruin­
ous to the sight, and the question of 
dropping it and taking up the Latin text, 
which is now universally used outside of 

.Germany, has many able advocates. 
Some German books and a few German 
newspapers are printed in tbe latter let­
ter now. The advertisements are usual­
ly in Latin. All signs are in Latin, and 
that text is used almost invariably in the 
printing of bill heads, circulars, etc. 
Tliose who have any desire to acquire a 
knowledge of the German language will 
hail with delight the day when the Ger­
man Government abolishes the present 
provoking and annoying text forever.

rather, bed placing. Baron Reichen- 
bach, the painstaking German, main- 
tarns that improperly placed beds xvill 
shorten a man’s life.

Sledging It to the North Pole.
The most northern district of the 

Danish settlements in Greenland is Up- 
ernavik, or Upernivik, whose extreme 
northern trading post is Tasiusak, in N. 
latitude 73 deg. 24 min., cbout 1,100 
miles due south of the pole. Of this 
place i t ’s claimed that “ it is the most 
northern abode of civilized men and 
women.” The northern coast of Green­
land has never been circumnavigated, 
but it is generally believed by Arctic 
11’vigators that it lies not far north of 
the highest latitude reached by Nares in 
1875-’6, about 83 deg. north. Some 
scientists still cling to the theory main­
tained by Dr. Kane, the great American 
explorer, that' between the northern 
headlands of Greenland and the pole 
there is an open sea. If so, that would 
s t ta  limit to sledge expeditions. But 
Nares and other explorers, who got still 
nearer the pole, declare that as far aa 
they could see to the north all was ice. 
Tho longest sledge journey in the Arctic 
regions on record xvas made by Lieut. 
Frederick Schwatka, U. S. A., who, in 
1878 and 1879, made an overland search 
for the lost records of Sir John Frank­
lin’s expedition. His small party was 
landed by a schooner near Depot island, 
in Hudson’s bay; passed the winter in 
camp on shore ; became accustomed to 
living much like the natives, and in the 
spring started, with some Esquimaux 
assistants, in sledges drawn by dogs, to 
explore the northern and western shores 
of King William’s Land. They were 
gone on this expedition eleven months 
and twenty days, during which time 
they traveled 3 251 EngKsh statute 
miles. It would, probably, be a much 
more serious matter to travel in the 
farthest north, provided land or ice 
fields are continuous from Upemavik to 
that long-sought point, tne North pole. 
However, there seems to be1'about as 
much reason to expect that it will be 
reached by sledges, as by any other 
mfeans, and the plan of establishing 
meteorological and exploring stations in 
the northern latitudes, and depending 
largely on sledge expeditions to extend 
our knowledge of the Arctic regions, 
has been adopted by learned bodies, and 
in some measure by the United States 
and other Governments. Our Govern­
ment has ono such permanent station at 
Franklin bav. in the northern extremity 
of Alaska. There is reason to Deneve 
that there will be a line of such stations 
before long, along the western coast of 
Greenland.
