CURIOUS FACTS.

FETES.

This sewer inspector of Cleveland 
opened a clogged sewer and found that 
the roots of a tree had grown and foroed 
them way into a socket joint, and, pene­
tratin'? the sewer, completely filled it 
up. The roots had clasped themselves 
so firmly about the pipe that it took the 
united strength of two or three men to 
remove them. *

A curious collection of books is con­
tained in the library of Warstenstein, 
near Cassils, in Germany. These books 
appear at first sight to bo logs of wood, 
but each volume i3 really a complete 
history of the tree it represents. The 
back shows the bark, in which a small 
piece is cut to write the scientific and 
the common name as a title. One side 
shows the tree trunk in its natural state, 
and the other is polished and varnished. 
Inside are shown the leaves, fruit, fiber 
and insect parasites, to which is added 
a full description of the tree and its 
products.

T h e  reason why the thermometer 
does not always accord with the com­
parative discomfort of hot weather is 
owing to variation of moisture in the 
air. While the human body is all the 
time giving off perspiration, either sen­
sible or insensible, this evaporation 
will go on more rapidly when the air 
contains but little moisture than when it 
contains a great deal. Evaporation is 
cooling when it has no obstruction; but 
when it is obstructed by moist air the 
reverse effect is produced, and a tem­
perature of 80 degrees is quite as op­
pressive as that of 90 when the air is 
dry.

T h e  whole Mississippi valley is filled 
with silt at least a thousand feet deep. 
In 01 der to have deposited this silt thus 
all over the valley the river must have 
flowed in different ages in all parts of 
the valley, doing for countless centuries 
just what it is doing to-day, building up 
sandbars and mud banks, breaking and 
cutting them again, and tossing the 
atoms from place to place, dropping 
them at low water, and shifting them in 
floods, but always bringing down more, 
and building the valley up higher and 
higher, and carrying the delta out 
farther and farther to sea. If the sup­
ply of material, holds out, the Gulf of 
Mexico must inenfcably become dry 
laud, as the arm of the sea above it has 
done.

Bust mixed with air is found to be, 
under certain conditions, a dangerous 
explosive. Thus, if a large lot of wood 
were ignited, it might be a week before 
it would be entirely consumed; split up 
into cord wood and piled up loosely, it 
would, perhaps, burn in less than an 
hour; cut it into shavings and allow a 
strong wind to throw them into the air 
—or m any way keep the chips compar­
atively well separated from each 6ther 
—and the log would perhaps be con­
sumed m two or three minutes; but if 
ground up into powder, and blown m 
such a manner that each particle is sur­
rounded by air, it would bum in less 
than a second.

I f  you examine a common fly under 
the microscope as he alights upon a 
piece of sugar, you will see unfolded 
from the under surface of the head a 
long organ which looks quite like an­
other leg. It is really his under lip, 
and is beautifully adapted for licking up 
fln.ds and for scratching solids also, be­
ing rough like a fi'e. This organ ex­
pands at the end into a fan shape, and 
is supported on a firm tubular frame­
work acting as a set of springs to open 
and shut the fan. When a fly alights 
on the hand or face ill the heat of sum­
mer, to sip the perspiration which 
oozes through the pores of the skin, the 
movement of this little file causes a 
tickling sensation.

Roast Wife for Dinner.
In the burning days of summer a far­

mer finds work in the sweltering heat a 
burden hard to be borne; but if he 
would find “beneath this lowest deep a 
lower deep,” let him enter his kitchen 
at 11:30 in the forenoon. This room is 
usually in “the wing,” and has no air 
chamber in the shape of an upper 
room to interpose a shelter from the 
sun, which beats on the roof till it is 
hot enough to hiss if sprinkled. A mo- 
lock of a stove adds its heat to this 
oven, in which the house-wife “lives 
and moves, and has her being,” and 
over it she stands attending to the mul­
titude of hot dishes which are supposed 
to be the necessary ingredient of a 
“men folks” dinner. Her head seems 
bursting and her limbs strengthless 
from the heat, yet she sticks to her post, 
a martyf'to custom, nor is the martyr­
dom always confined to herself alone. 
Who can tell how many nursing babies 
have died from diseases brought on by 
this over-heating of their unfortunate 
mothers. But this must go on forever; 
for who would dare to set a cold din­
ner before a man ?

Why not? If yon have meat to roast 
or boil, put it to cook in the morning 
while getting breakfast, and with good 
bread and butter, fresh salads and fruit, 
any man or set of men ought to be sat­
isfied. Custard, blanc mange, boiled 
rice and corn-starch puddings can be 
prepared in the morning, and are health­
ful and palatable. A potato salad is an 
agreeable addition to such a dinner. 
Boil your potatoes in their jackets, and 
take them off the very second they jm 
done, before they crack open; peel aud 
cut them in very thin slices; put a layer 
in a dish and sprinkle it while hot with 
vinegar and butter heated together; 
shake over a little pepper and salt, apd 
repeat with each layer until the dish i,s 
filled. The potatoes if ripe and good 
to begin with, will not be heavy when 
cold.

The heat of the hay and harvest field 
is necessary and unavoidable, and is 
endured in out-door air, but that of the 
kitchen can sometimes be dispensed 
with and no disadvantage result to any 
one. Helen Young Baity.

The Cradle of the Boot-Black.
New' York lays claim to be the place 

where the street boot-black first ap­
peared, but Boston says the profession­
al boot black is essentially an institu­
tion of the “Hub.” The Traveller of 
the latter city says at first the business 
was associated with window-washing, 
chimney-sweeping, clothes-cleaning and 
waiting and tending. In time, how­
ever, it became a distinct branch, and 
many of the boot-blacks of that day 
acqniied a handsome independence, and 
became real-estate holders. The cus­
tom then was to call at the homies of 
the gentry, take the boots and shoes, 
string them on long poles and carry 
them to their respective places of busi­
ness, polish and return them at an early 
hour the next day. These poles would 
hold a dozen or more pairs, and it was 
a novel sight to see the boot-blacks 
passing to and fro.*

Jk Bran-New Theory.
^ [From Harper’s Bazar.]
Scientific persons are always invent­

ing new theories to account for all sorts 
of things* For example, there is Prof. 
Smith’s theory of oats, according to 
which a cat’s fondness for the back 
fence is due to the fact that nature de­
signed the animal to sit on the ridge­
pole of houses, and that in our cities, 
where the roofs are nearly all flat, the 
back fence offers the best attainable 
substitute for the ridge-pole. There is 
also Prof. Brown’s theory that mos­
quitoes do not exist, and that it is a dis­
ease of the nerves which makes us 
imagine that we see and feel something 
which we call mosquitoes. The latest 
and most interesting of scientific theo­
ries is Prof. Simmons’ theory of flies. 
This eminent Chicago scientific person 
believes that flies exist all times of the 
year in vast quantities in the atmosphere 
at a distance of a mile and seven-eighths 
from the surface of the earth, and are 
driven to the earth by any concussion 
of the air, such as is produced by a 
thunder-storm or by the discharge of 
artillery.

In support of this theory Prof. Sim­
mons brings forward several plausible 
illustrations He reminds us that wo 
have had hardly any thnnder-stoi ms in 
the Northern States until since the be­
ginning of Jul^ and until that time 
there was scarcely a fly visible. During 
the entire months of May and June, 
when, according to precedent, onr homes 
should have swarmed with flies, wre en­
joyed a marked and universal exemption 
from them. Even in houses where the 
most-alluring fly-paper was displayed 
not a single fly was caught, and both 
the wonderful harmony which prevailed 
among politicians, and was erroneously 
attributed to the impression produced 
by the murder of Garfield and the un­
exampled decrease of busihess in our 
divorce courts, were, in Prof. Simmons’ 
opinion, due to the dearth of flies.

The Professor calls attention to the 
fact that the flies suddenly arrived in in­
numerable quantities the day after the 
bombardment of Alexandria. As is 
well knowm, the heaviest gnus of the 
British navy were fired for several con­
secutive hours during this bombard­
ment, and were answered by the less 
heavy but still enormous guns of the 
Egyptian̂  forts. The din was tremen­
dous, and had a heavy shower fallen 
immediately after the bombardment 
ceased those persons who believe that 
a heavy artillery fire always produces 
rain would have exclaimed that their 
theory was justified. Prof. Sim­
mons seems to have an equal right to 
cite the bombardment as an illustration 
of his particular theory. Flies certainly 
did appear for the first time this sum­
mer the day after the bomba; dnjent, 
Ad the Professor is perfectly certain 
that they were brought down from the 
upper regions of the atmosphere by 
concussion.

So long as this theory remains noth­
ing but a theory it can do no harm, but 
its learned inventor ought to be made 
to understand that there are somethings 
which an intelligent public wilL not tol­
erate. He is now engaged in an effort 
to induce Congress to lend him a bat- 
tt ry of heavy guns, and to make an ap­
propriation to defray the expenses of 
bomba'ding the heavens, in order to 
produce a shower of 11 es. No man, 
however learned he may be, and how­
ever estimable may be his genei al char­
acter, can engage in the work of produc­
ing flies and live. We hare all the flies 
that are needed—all in fact that w e can 
possibly endure, and the man who at­
tempts to add to their number by firing 
cannon will be justly blown from the 
mouth of one of his ow n guns by an in­
furiated and alarmed people.

Without venturing to pronounce upon 
the truth or falsity of Prof. Simmons’ 
theory of flies, it may be suggested that 
the existence of bald-headed men may 
account for flies in a perfectly satisfact­
ory way. Look for a moment at the 
facts. If a bald-headed man is exposed 
for one hour in a room with five per­
sons possessing a decent amount of 
hair, and in a region where flies abound, 
mors flies will cluster on his head than 
on the entire surfaces of the five other 
persons. Furthermore, if a bald-headed 
man he placed in a roon where no flies 
are known to exist, an aieiage number 
of 11,000 flies per hour will enter that 
room and light on his head. These 
experiments and others of the same 
nature have been repeatedly made by 
Prof. Jones, of St. Louis, and alw ays 
with substantially the same result.

Moreover, it is a well-ascertained 
fact that in conntries where baldness is 
unknown flies do not exist. In the Arc­
tic ciiele where a bald-headed Esqui­
maux has never once been met, flies are 
absolutely unknown, while in hoarding- 
houses in the Temperate zone frequent­
ed by bald-headed boarders from the 
eity flies are so numerous as to defy 
computation. Upon these facts we may 
base the theory that flies are the result 
of baldness, and the theory will be at 
least as plausible and well sustained by 
facts as is the theory of Prof. Simmons.

Webster ,in the Groves of Blarney,
I venture to cull an uncut leaf from 

the life at Marshfield, which is in keep­
ing with the other leaves of the twice- 
told story of his life at home. The 
time was in the summer of 1852. My 
father’s manuscript makes the record.

“As I was riding with him last sum­
mer in his carriage in Marshfield, a 
plain-looking man—a neighbor'of his 
—who had "been a-fishing, passed near 
the carriage, with his basket on the 
arm and pole on the shoulder. Mr. 
Webster halted and called to him. He 
'came up and Mr. Webster put out his 
hand to salute him. ‘My hand is not 
fit to be touched,’ said the fisherman. 
He had been dressing fish and his 
hands were unwashed. ‘Never mind,’ 
said Mr. Webster, ‘I have dressed many 
a fish.’ And he took his hand as heart­
ily as though it had been the hand of a 
President. ‘Well, what luck ?’ said Mr. 
Webster. ‘Poor,’ was the reply. ‘I 
have done but little,’ ‘I am sorry,’ was 
the answer, ‘but you have this to com­
fort you; the less taken, the more is 
left; the wheel of fortune is up and 
’down, and poor luck to-day promises 
better to-morrow.’ I said to the man: 
‘Yon mu it be greatly favored to have 
so good a fisherman as Mr. Webster 
among you, to assist and encourage 
you.’ The man looked earnestly at me‘ 
and said: ‘We all love Mr. Webster, 
sir.’ Mr. Webster turned his great 
eyes upon me, and said: ‘I have good 
neighbors, kind neighbors, sir; I have 
every reason to love them.’ The tones 
of the voices of each, as they spoke, 
combined with their moistened eyes to 
assure me that what was said came 
from the heart; that the greatest man 
in the Nation and the humble fisherman 
loved each other as brethern. This is 
what I call true greatness of soul.”

' Cicero on Law.
The true primeval-law is eternal, im­

mutable and universal. It calls us to 
duty by its commandments, and turns 
ns away from wrong-doing by its pro­
hibitions. We can take nothing from 
it, change nothing, abrogate nothing. 
It does not vary according te time or 
place; it is not different now from what 
it was formerly; it is not one thing to­
day and another to-morrow.

The Popularity of Kissing.
In former years the practice of salut­

ing ladies with a kiss seems to have 
been very general, and many amusing 
anecdotes of this social custom are on 
reoord. It was, however, severely com­
mented on as open to abuse. Thus, for 
instance, John Bunyan, in his “Grace 
Abounding,” speaking of it, strongly 
Jondemns it. “The common salutation 
of women,” he savs, “I abhor; it is odi­
ous to me in whomsoever I see it. 
When I have seen good men salute 
those women that they have visited, or 
that have visited them, I have made 
oay objections against it; and when 
they have answered that it was but a 
piece of civility, I have made my ob­
jections against it; I have told them 
that it was not a comely sight. Some, 
indeed,have urged the holy kiss; but 
chen I have asked them-Why they made 
balks? why they did salute the most 
handsome, and let the ill-favored go ?*
In spite, however, of the censure 
poured on this old fashion by even con­
scientious moralists of the time, there 
san be no doubt that it found favor in 
the eyes of the ladies of onr own and 
other countries. It has been often re­
marked, with more or less truth, that 
there are few of the fair sex who are, 
in their inmost heart, indifferent to the 
admiration paid to them in daily life, 
and who would regard with disfavor a 
kiss politely offered to them by some 
gallant swain whom, it may-be, they 
have captivitated by their countless 
charms. History, we know, is daily re­
peating itself, and it is difficult to be- 
tieve that human nature is different 
nowadays from what it was in years 
gone by, although the manners of soci­
ety may have undergone certain 
changes. It is easy to criticise in un­
measured terms the social usages of 
our predecessors, but, after all, it must 
not be forgotten that in the present age 
the same customs are as popular as 
ever, the only difference being that, in­
stead of having public recognition, they 
find a tacit acceptance. It may be re­
membered how Cavendish, in his “Bi­
ography of Cardinal Wolsey,” dwells 
on this custom, when describing his 
visit at Mons, Crequi’s castle: “I being 
in a fair great dining-chamber,” he tells 
ns, “where the table was covered for 
dinner, and there I attended my lady’s 
coming: and after she came thither 
out of her own chamber, she received 
me most gently, like one of noble es­
tate, having a train of gentlewomen. 
And when she with her train came all 
out, she said to me, ‘For as much,’ 
quoth she, ‘as ye be an Englishman 
whose custom it is in yofir country to 
kiss all ladies and gentlewomen with­
out offense, and although it be not so 
in this realm (France), yet will I be so 
bold to kiss yon, and so shall all my 
maidens.’ By means whereof I kissed 
my lady and all her maidens. ” Chaucer 
frequently alludes to this old custom, 
and our readers may recollect how, in 
the “Sompnour’s Tale,” he notices the 
zeal with which the holy father per­
forms this act of gallantry. When the 
mistress of the house enters the room, 
where he is busily engaged in “groping 
tenderly” her husband’s conscience, we 
are told how—

He riseth up full curtishlv 
And her emhraceth m his arms narrow,
And kMseth her sweeth, and chirketh as a spar­

row
With his lippee.

Shakespeare again introduces it, as 
in the “Merrv Wives of Windsor,” 
where to kiss the hostess is indirectly 
spoken of as a common courtesy of the 
day. InLupton’s “London,” too (1632), 
an established attraction of a country 
inn, we are told, was a pretty hostess or 
her daughter to salute the guests, with­
out which, it would appear, there wns 
small chance of its becoming a popular 
resort for the customers of that period. 
—Belgravia.

What the Physicians of the Future Must 
Study.

Physiology especially has developed 
during the last fifty years, so that it has 
almost become a science by itself, but 
it still remains a part of the wider 
science of biology. Here again we see 
a difference between the studios of the 
ancient and modern physician. Today, 
and still more in the near future, the 
physician must extend his studies be­
yond man, and the reason is plain. Man, 
w ith w hom alone the physician former­
ly supposed himself concerned, is bfit 
an i-01 ated being disconnected from the 
rest of nature. Nature tolerates no 
such isolation. No living being, even 
the simplest, exists, independently of 
other things. It affects them and is 
affected by them, and what is true of 
the simplest is yet more true of the 
more complex, and most of all of man. 
Nature is one, and all her creatures 
are parts of the whole. For this rea­
son man cannot be fully known merely 
as man, ho must also be known as a 
part of the animal kingdom. No one 
can well understand human anatomy or 
physiology who knows nothing of that 
of the lower animals. Comparative 
anatomy and physiology have thrown 
much light upon many obscure pro­
blems to which the study of man gave 
rise. Therefore, I would most earnest­
ly urge upon all medical men the study 
of biology. It may be replied that the 
courses are now crowded, but it is cer­
tain that the successful physician of the 
future must know something of nature 
as a whole. A'lreadv many of our most 
important theories as to disease—the 
structure of organs, cell-growth, cell- 
life, and many more—have come to 
medicine from biology. In an address 
before the International Medical Con­
gress held in London in August, 1881, 
Professor Huxley remarks that “the 
search for the explanation of diseased 
states in modified cell-life, the discove­
ry of the important part played by 
parasitic organisms in the etiology of 
disease, the elucidation of the action of 
medicaments by the methods of experi­
mental physiology, appear to me to bp 
the greatest steps which have ever been 
made toward the establishment of medi­
cine on a scientific basis. I need hard­
ly say, they could not have been made 
except for the advance of normal biolo­
gy. There can be no doubt that the 
future of pathology, of therapeutics, 
and therefore of practical medicine, de­
pends on the extent to which those who 
occupy themselves with these subjects 
are trained in the methods and impreg­
nated with the fundamental truths of 
biology. And I  venture to suggest 
that the collective sagacity of this con­
gress could occupy itself w ith no more 
important question than this: “How 
is medical education to be arranged, so 
that, without entangling the student in 
those details of the systematist which 
are valueless to him, he may be enabled 
to obtain a first grasp of the great 
truths respecting animal and vegetable 
life without which, notwithstanding all 
the progress of scientific medicine, he 
will still find himself an empiric ?"=- 
Popular Science Monthly.

A young working girl, of this city, by 
the exercise of her own innate good 
taste and putting every spare penny 
where it would do the most good, has 
furnished forth a charming room at 
comparatively small expense and suf­
ficiently aesthetic to please the most fas­
tidious person.

Hansom Cabs in Philadelphia.
The hackmen of Philadelphia are 

distressed by the announcement that 
within a month the Pennsylvania Rail­
way Company will -exclude them from 
their Broad street station, inside which 
twenty hansom cabs and ten “four- 
wheelers,” owned by tbe Company, will 
have places. The vehicles are nearly 
completed and after English models 
Seventy horses have been purchased in 
Michigan to draw them, and the horses 
and vehicles will be let to reputable 
drivers at a fixed price per day, the rate 
of fare being also prescribed by the 
company. The price for a hansom cab 
holding two persons will be 25 cents 
for a mile and a half or less, and 20 
cents for each additional mile or frac­
tion thereof. The charge per hour will 
be 65 cents. The price for the “four- 
whee’ers” will ho 35 cents for a mile 
and a half or less, and 20 cents for 
each additional mile or fraction thereof. 
The charge for a trunk will be 10 cents, 
and for each valise 5 cents. Persons 
can c irry hind-baggage free in hansoms 
The chief purpose of the vehicles is to 
convey passengers from the station to 
their homes, but they will also carry to 
the station all persons who hail them 
while returui :g.

Charles Lamb’s Literary Taste.
Lamb was pre-eminently a bookish 

man, and a fine critic of authors he 
loved, but his love was not expansive. 
He liked books best that were marked 
by the mellowness of age. and was shy, 
except in the case of friends, of ac­
knowledging the contemporary genius. 
He sneered at Goethe’s “Faust,” which 
he knew only from a translation, de­
clared he could not understand Shelley, 
who showed by his praise of “Rosamund 
Gray” how well he understood him, 
and spoke contemptuously of Byron. 
There are no indications that he eared 
much for the immortal novels of Scott 

a fault in taste which it is difficuit to 
pardon—and he v. as probably more in­
fluenced by Sir Thomas Browne than 
by all modern writers put together. But 
he loved n ell the “divine chit-chat” of 
Cowper, and shared with that poet his 
admiration of Ymcent Bourne’s Latin 
poems. “Bless him!” he exclaims, 
“Latin wasn't good enough for him. 
Why wasn’t he content with the lan­
guage which Gay and Prior wrote in?” 
So deep, too, was his admiration of Burns 
that Barry Cornwall relates he w ould 
chant his poems aloud, and “sometimes 
in a way scarcely discernible, he would 
kiss the volume, as he would 
also a book by Chapman or Sir Philip 
Sidney, or any other which he particu­
larly valued; and,” he adds, “I have 
seen him read out a passage from the 
Holy Dying, and the Urn-Burial, and 
express in the same way his demotion 
and gratitude.” Books, he used to say, 
served him instead of friends) He 
loved to loose himself in other men’s 
minds." He thought a grace should 
be said before reading the Faerie 
Queene, and that Milton “almost re­
quires a solemn service of.music to be 
played before you enter upon him." 

JThis tender reverence for the “ragged 
veterans” marshaled on his book­
shelves isjuirelv one of the most beau­
tiful traits in the character of Lamb. 
And he was the aentest as well as the 
most tolerant of* critics. Not even 
Coleridge, though covering larger 
ground in literature, has surpassed 
Lamb in bis special department of po­
etical criticism. His comments on the 
English dramatic poets of the Eliza­
bethan age, are, indeed, unequaled in 
suggestiveness and masterly apprecia­
tion of character. “That Lamb was a 
poet,” writes Mr. Ainger, “is at the 
root of his greatness as a critic.” This 
is true; but he was a poet in feeliug 
rather than accomplishment, and if w e 
except a few occasional verses, which 
bear a charmed life, cannot legitimate­
ly be classed with the poets of his 
country. Of this, indeed, lie was 
aware. “I reckon myself a dab at 
irose,“ he said; “verse I leave to my 
letters. ”________________

The Expanding Power of Ice.
Mr. Bergh has drawn attention to the 

powerful agency exerted by ice in sever­
ing rocks, of which he gives a striking 
instance on the Aalesnnd, of West Nor­
way, where a low ledge rising out in 
the fjord is all that remains of one ex­
tensive jiold promontory, which in the 
year 1717 was suddenly blown up and 
precipitated into the water by the force 
t ice within the interstices of the stone. 

The winter had been mild, and duiing a 
rapid thaw a considerable stream had 
w eiled up from the ice-covered summit 
of the fjasld, and carried its vatera into 
every crevice of the rock, when a sud­
den change of wind brought about a 
sharp frost, which turned the descend­
ing waters of the newly-formed stream 
into ice, arresting their course within 
the interstices of the rock. The result 
w as the explosion of the entire mass of 
the fja-ld below the outbreak of the 
stream, and its projection from a hight 
of more than 500 feet, into the neigh­
boring fjord, which engulfed the whole 
of the promontory with its cultivated 
fields and farmsteads. Simultaneously 
with the disappearance of the land be­
low the surface of the fjord a huge 
mass of water was propelled against 
the opposite shore, carrying with it 
rusty anchors, boat rafts and numerous 
other objects which had lain at the 
bottom. The disturbance extended a 
mile beyond the point at which the 
land was submerged, and the waters, in 
retreating, carried with them a wooden 
church which had stood fifty feet above 
the fjord, besides sweeping away all 
the fishing boats for two miles and a 
half. Before this occurrence, w’hicli 
was attended by loss of life to about, a 
score of persons, the headland had been 
much resorted to on account of the 
halibut which abounded in the neigh­
borhood, but since that period, the fish 
have never returned, a circumstance 
which, according to local popular be­
lief, is due to the covering up by the in­
falling rock of certain submarine cavi­
ties and springs frequented by the fish.

Kale* of Health That Have Withstood tho 
Test of Time.

The following rules were originally 
in Lat n and published in Europe in 
1648. It is somewhat remarkable, per­
haps, that in all ages, beginning as 
early as Democritus, and extending 
down to tho present hour, all thoughtful 
physicians and other acute observer* 
have enunciated these same laws of 
health. One thinks in reading the 
writing of Hypocrates, written more 
than 2,009 years ago, that he is reidmg 
the exhortations of one of the modern 
troublesome health reformers.

1. The stomach ought npvcr to be 
overloaded with food, otherwise the 
body w ill be rendered unfit for exertion.

2. Moderation in exercise, food, di ink, 
sleep and venerv.

3. No fresh food should be taken, 
unless the preceding meal has been 
properly digested.

4. The meals should not be uniform; 
but supper always lighter than dinner.

5. Excess in former meals must be 
corrected by a subsequent abstinence.

6. All food should be duly masticated 
before it be swallowed.

7. The quantity of drinks should al­
ways be proportionated to that of solid 
food.

8. No drink should he taken until a 
due proportion of solid food has been 
sw'allow'ed.

9. A variety of dishes ought not to 
be eaten at tbe same time.

10. It w’ill be advisable to refrain 
from a meal (dinner) once a week, par­
ticularly when the body appears to re­
quire less food.

11. Bodily exercise should be so man­
aged once a day as to excite the natural 
heat ('glow), and befsre a meal. The 
advantages result ng from such prac­
tice are thus described by Fulgeutins: 
“Exercise,” says he, “contributes to the 
preservation of human life. It dissi­
pates all superfluous humors of a ple­
thoric habit; it invigorate* our facultie ; 
it is a gain of time; the enemy of idle- 
ne-s; the duty of the young, and the de­
light of the aged. For exercise dison- 
ga es and expels through the pores all 
superfluous humors; whdst the greate t 
injur es result from a contrary conduct. 
For indolence is generally attended with 
dissolution.”

12 In taking food, liquids and soft 
substances ought to precede those of a 
dry and solid nature.

13. Between meals, both solid and 
liquid food should be avoided. %

14. The bowels should be regular 
every day, either by nature or by arti­
ficial means.

15. Extremes of heat arid cold, wirh 
respect to food, drink and air, are equal­
ly to bo guarded against.
'  16. Sleep ought not to continue less 
than six hours, nor exceed eight.

17. Immediately after a meal, and
with a full stomach, it is hurtfiil to 
engage in reading, writing or deep re- 
fled ions. '

18. Violent exercise, shortly after' a 
meal, ought alw ays to be avoided.

19. When the body is in a languid 
state, all tbe limbs should be vigorously 
stretched.

20. Diink should never he taken on 
an empty stomach; as, in that case, it 
cannot fail to prove exceedingly hurt­
ful, by agitating the nerves. Galen 
says, in the second aphorism, 21, if a 
hungry person drink wine before he eat, 
he will speedily be attacked by spasms 
and delirious symptoms. Nor should 
wine be taken (habitually) after meab, 
because it unnaturally accelerates the 
digestion, propels the food before it is 
properly digested, and lays the founda­
tion of obstructions and putridity.

21. Wine should never be taken im­
moderately; and it would be advisable, 
as much as possible, to abstain from its 
use, because it affects the brain; hence, 
no person of a weak organization should 
vent uie to drink it, unless in small 
quantities or diluted. Serspianremarks, 
“Wine fills the head with many \ apors.”

22. The bread should be of the best 
quality, soft (not too stale), and mixed 
with a small portion of salt.

23 Cheese, and all the artificial prep­
arations of milk ought to be avoided; 
though pure milk, when mixed with 
sugar, may not be deemed unwholesome 
during the, summer. Milk and water, 
or wdiey, is a salutary beverage at all 
seasons.

24 Fresh fish should be seldom eaten, 
and then they ought to he tender and 
well diessed, with the addition of vine­
gar, spices and other sauces.

25. Oysters and all shell fish should 
be avoided because they afford only a 
cold, slow and viscous nourishment
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1870 other foreign elements began 
to assume importance through the fa*t- 
inereasing immigration of Swedasaad 
Norwegians across the ocean and oLCa-, 
nadians across onr northern border.

Seals and Seal Rings.
The seal, as affixed to letter*, b** n , 

claim for consideration in the fact of it* 
historic interest. The seals of Senna­
cherib and Cheops are yet extant, to-- 
gether with a multitude of ancient *ig- 
nets both of the East and West, and ow: 
letter seals are probably their lineal 
descendants and relatives of the ofK. i il 
legal and royal seals still affixed to doc­
uments. As symbols of power they were, 
no doubt, affixed upon a missive to -for­
bid its opening by an unauthorised 
person, and their significance would be 
generally regarded. The early Christ­
ians used the sacred devices of the dove, 
the fish, the anchor and the lyre; and 
tiie monks of Durham, becoming po*- 
sessed of a seal on which was figured the 
head of Jupiter Tonans, had engraven 
beneath it the name of good king Os­
wald, thus sanctifying it to the uses of 
the church. In England, before watch­
es were worn, the seal was attached to 
the wrist, forming in fact a pendant to 
a bracelet. Shakspeare’s signet had 
his initials, “W. S.,” and a true lover* 
knot—a device which has led to the 
supposition that it was given to him by 
Anne Hathaway. Mary, Queen of Scots, 
had a seal with the arms of the three 
kingdoms upon it, and the use of this ■ 
informed a count of the indictment 
against her. Another ring of interest, 
which may possibly have been used as 
a signet, is the cameo ring in the pos­
session of the Thynne family, which is 
said to be the identical one given by 
Queen Elizabeth to the Earl of Essex.

This is only one of a thousand sig­
nets of historic interest that are stul 
preserved. The “biggest thing” among 
these belongs, as a matter of course, to 
America, and was presented to Presi­
dent Pierce by some citizens of San 
Francisco. 'Upon this was represented 
a kind of summary of California history 
and a number of devices, sucb as a griz­
zly bear and an enraged boa. Without 
it was engraved the Presedent’s name, 
and in its interior parts were small 
cases containing specimens of various 
native ores. The weight of this prfr 
cions gift was something like a pound I 
The materials impressed have been 
nearly as varied as the shapes of tho 
signets impressing them. Gold, silver, 
and other metals were anciently in lise, 
and even prepared earths and clay*. 
Common wax, of course, most prevalent 
before the introduction of sealing Wax, 
a compound of lac and other materials 
invented in the sixteenth eentury.. 
White wax was used by Otho I. of Ger­
many, and by many of our monarch*. 
Rufus, however, very appropriately 
adopted red. Blue is the rarest of 
tints; green was favored by tbe Emper­
ors and patriarchs of the East. At 
present, Vermillion wax is malt com­
mon, but should the method of sealing 
letters be revived, we jnay expect, with 
the resources of modern chemistry and 
the diversity of modern tastes, a poly­
chromatic range of lines unknown to 
former ages.—London Globe.

Theirs was a joint life in which labor 
took the precedence of love, and a rec­
ord of achievement, great, solid and 
marvelous achievement, stands where 
one of affection might have stood, and 
the literary harvest of the century is 
immensely the richer for this mutual 
martyrdom. Let it be remembered, to 
his honor at least, that he recognized, 
though not w-hile she lived, the vastness 
of the debt he owed her and to hers; 
that, unrequited and unacknowledged, 
she, nevertheless, was his faithful help­
meet to the last. In the homage that 
aftertime will pay to Carlyle, the wo­
man who lost her identity in his w’ill 
not fail to be accorded her full share. 
She will stand out always as the incar­
nation of Oliver Wendell Holmes’ por­
trait of the true wife: “Oftentimes,” 
says Dr. Holmes, “I have seen a tall 
ship glide by against the tide as if 
drawn by an invisible tow-line with a 
hundred strong arms pulling it. Her 
sails unfurled, her streamers drooping, 
she had neither side-wheel nor stem- 
wheel ; still she moved on stately in se­
rene triumph, as with her own life. But 
I knew that on the other side of the 
ship, hidden beneath the great bulk 
that swam so majestically, there w'as a 
little toilsome steam tug, with a heart 
of fire and arms of iron, that w as tug­
ging it bravely on; and I knew that if 
the little steam tug untwined her arms 
and left the,ship, it would wallow and 
roll away, and drift hither and thither 
and go off with the effluent tide, no 
man knows where. And sol have known 
more than one genius high-decked, 
full-froiglited, wide-sailed, gay-penoned, 
who, but for the bare toiling arm, and 
brave, warm-beating heart of the faith­
ful little wife, that nestled close to him 
so that no wind or wave could part 
them, would have gone down with tho 
stream and been beard of no more.”—

I m p o r t a n t  Descisiojt —‘The assistant 
secretary of the interior has rendered a 
decision defining ihe status of the eyen- 
uumbeied sections of public l anwi thin 
the limits of the grant of 1856 tor the 
Marquette and State 1 ine railroad in 
Michigan, and the common granted limits 
of that road and of the State Line and 
Ontonagon railroad, neither of which 
roads has been co structcd. Mr. Joslyn 
holds that these lands were reduced in 
pi ice to $i ■ 25 per acte by the joint 
resolution of congress of July 5, 1862, but 
that, not having been reoffered at public 
sale bt the teduced price not now subject 
to sale,at private cash entry. The origi­
nal giants of land were for railroads run­
ning from a common point on the Wis­
consin state line to Ontonagon and Mar­
quette respectively. For some distance 
north of fcbe slate line these roads ran to­
gether and their land grants overlapped 
Subsequently the location of the roads 
were changed Tlrey released the old 
grants and received an equal amount of 
land along the new line. The released 
lands have been open at all times to home 
stead entiies, but a consideraable part of 
of the land, particularly in the southern 
region where the two original grants ovc r- 
lapped, was timber or iron land not well 
suited for settlement. Attempts have 
been made to locate agricultural college 
and Other scrip upon it on the ground that 
it was open to c'ash sales. The price was 
reduded 20 years ago from $2.50 to $1.25 
an acre, b< cause the' change in the loca­
tion Of the railroads left these lands al a 
constdctable distance from* any roads 
Mr. Joslyn’s decision is Brat that reduc­
tion made a reoffenng of the land necess­
ary before any of it could be'disposed of 
at cash sale, of scrip located on it, and it 
has never been reoffered for side. Much 
of this tend’ is very valuable feHfr timber 
and minerals amt for onSs section1 of the 
m.neral land $530;000 has been- offered.

not a cooked egg, except boiled; not 
any puddings, butter, pickles, cheese, 
tea or coffee. You will ask, what did I 
have ? Dinner was always as follows: 
First, sea biscuit; second, soup; third, 
fish; fourth, baked veal cut in slices; 
fifth, peas or string beans; sixth, boiled 
chicken sliced up cold; seventh, lettuce, 
eighth, strawberries. No two of the 
above dishes w ere on tlie table at the 
same time. You are required to he just 
so long and no longer in eating each 
dish. At the ringing of a little bed the 
table is cleared and tlie next plate is 
served, and so on till tlie end is reached. 
If one does not take the dish as passed 
he has to wait until the next comes 
along.

The hotel charges are make up as 
follows: So much for the use of the 
room, so much for chamber attendance, 
so much for soap, so much for candles 
(no gas is burned in the sleeping i ooms), 
so much for tow el3, etc., etc., each be­
ing a se}iarate charge. The meals are 
upon the European jdan. Most always 
my bill was “stuffed.”

THE KORAN. \
A  B ook  F u ll o f  P u e rile  T a les  a n d  FiMSe 

T each ing .
[From the Nineteenth Century.] 

Perhaps the chief distinctive mark to 
be noted in comparing the Moslem’s 
Koran with the Christian Holy Bible is 
that the Koran is believed to have no 
human element at all. Nor is it even 
held to be a record of what Mohammed 
said or did, for that is recorded in the 
traditions. The Koran was a wholly 
objective, not a subjective, revelation. 
It was revealed to one man only. It 
did not pass through many men’s minds 
during successive generations for nearly 
2.000 years like the Christian revela­
tion. The continuous subjectivity of 
our sacred Scriptures protracted 
through so long a period, and the fact 
of our acknowledging a human element 
in them, causes the Mussulman to place 
them in the same category with his sun- 
nah, or tradition. According to his 
view even our Gospels are not a direct 
revelation, but only a record of Christ’s 
words and actions compiled by His 
follow'ers and handed down to others. 
Though admitted to be inspired, the 
inspiration is of a very different kind 
from that of the Koran. It is an im­
parting of ideas, not of w'ords. The 
very words of the Koran, on the other 
hand, and indeed the whole complete 
v. ork, not a mere portion of it, descended 
from God in a fixed and unalterable 
form on one particular night, called the 
“night of power,” though happily for 
Mohammed’s purposes its descent was 
arrested at the lowest of the seven 
heavens. There it remains treasured 
up, so to speak, stored away in reserve, 
portion after portion being delivered as 
successive declarations of doctrine, law 
or state policy bocame needed. Then 
an audible voice communicated each 
word in a low tone to Mohammed, or, 
as some say, whispered every sentence 
into his ear. This accounts for the con­
stant repetition of the word “say” be­
fore each revelation. A very important 
factor in the success of this wonderful 
book, which, notwithstanding its un­
equal merit, utter want of system 
and the adulteration of its sub­
lime ideas by a frequent admixt­
ure of puerile and false teaching, 
is still revered as a direct emanation 
from God by about 150,00flt,000 of hu­
man! was, without doitllt, this
dhi- and fragmentary delivery. It 
was never, in fact, either written or 
composed like any other book. It grew 
like 2>at°liwork, litt'e by little, piece 
after |>iece, patch added to patch. Even 
the Koran’s warmest admirers must ad­
mit that it has often the appearance of 
being clumsily botched. The Koran’s 
own account of itself is that it de­
scended in a succession of parcels. 
Some of these parcels were delivered at 
Mecca, some at Medina, during a period 
of tw enty-three years, the angel Gabriel 
being tlie supposed medium of delivery. 
About ninety of the 114 chapters, or 
more than two-thirds of the whole, are 
thought to have been the proportion 
assignable to the Mecca 2ieriod; and of 
these the earber portions, delivered at a 
dm ■ when Mohammed really believed 
hmiseli to be stiired by divine im- 
pub-e-i, though spoken in plain prose, 
are full of poetic fire. They are the 
utterances of an enthusiast wrought up 
by an intense consciousness of thotriith 
of his prophetic message, and often rise 
to great snlilim-tv._______

MmrNp 
man and many a w oman with limited 
education and little brains, who now- 
pass for ignoramuses, w ould have gained 
a reputation for wisdom if they had 
kept this rule. Go to school longer, if 
you can; read a great deal; never be 
ashamed to ask questions; lay in all the 
information you can; tell what you 
have learned when you can hold peo­
ple’s attention without taxing their pa­
tience or boring them in anv way; and 
when yon find that you have some­
thing to write that every pierson of com­
mon sense doesn’t know- fully as well 
as you do, and you can say it in a 
w-ay that secures the cheerful attention 
of intelligent, fairly educated people, 
begin to write for the papers, and not 
till then. Yon say yon have only gone 
through the grammar school. In a city 
like this, with public high schools, acad­
emies and colleges in it, and all around 
it, do not voluntarily forego your oppor­
tunities to gain a better education.

A breakfast cup of tea or cof­
fee is sold at tbe rate of two cents, and 
a slice of bread and butter for one cent. 
The cheap coffee restaurants lieie 
chaise five cents, and the stuff is any­
thing but inviting; the palaces, too, are 
dingy and miserable looking.

Wood Staining.
A novel system off staining w'ood has 

been introduced that has the merit of 
simplicity apd cheapness. The wood 
having been carefully planed and fin­
ished, it is given tw o thin coats of siz­
ing. This is prepared by adding to 
glue a small quantity of albumen and 
alum. When this is dry and hard, the 
design is painted w stenciled upon the 
wood, the intention being to produce a 
pattern, one'part of which shall be of 
the natural color of the w ood, the sten­
cil of the design selected representing 
the white parts only. For instance, if 
the finished work is to show white fig­
ures on a dark ground, the white parts 
only must appear to the stencil. When 
the sizing is dry the pattern is painted 
on in Canada Balsam, or Bninswick 
black. When the balsam is hard and 
dry the whole surface is washed with a 
sponge and warm water. This will re­
move the sizing from all those pads of 
the wood not protected by the hard 
balsam, which resists the warm water. 
When the wood is dry the exposed 
'parts are stained in imitation of walnut 
or other dark w oods. When the stain­
ing is finished, the balsam is removed 
by brushing it with turpentine, leaving 
the pattern or design in the natural 
color of the wood on the dark, stained 
ground. The finished work is said to 
resemble closely inlaid w ood.

Tiiere are two 
forms of it, tlie one afcoracterized by 
excitability, the other by depression.

The first is more common among fe­
males; the second among males. We 
shall here confine o~aelves to the first.

The disease in «pinal cord. It 
is developed slowly, but increasingly. 
At first there may be only a frequently 
occurring mental discomfort, and a 
feeling of uneasiness in the back and 
limbs. Eater there are distressing 
pains in tbe spine between tbe shoul­
ders, or in the neck, or lower in the 
back. For awhile they are consequent 
on exertion or fatigue, but at length 
become more constant and intense.

Intolerable pains may be caused even 
by the weight of the clothing, or by 
the least movement. They may follow 
the course of the nerves from the cen­
tre-point to the head, face and arms, if 
the irritation is m the spine of the 
neck; to the arms, the muscles be- 
t» ecu the ribs and to the stomach, if 
the upper dorsal region is affected; to 
the abdomen, intestines and along the 
lower limbs, if the lumbar region is af­
fected.

They may be fixed, wandering, or in­
termittent. Slight fun-nional disor­
ders often throw the piarient into a 
state of feverish excitement. Even 
continuous talking exhausts. The 
pains cause the patient to take a posi­
tion, upon the back, of absolute inac­
tion.

The treatment requires an abund­
ance of nourishing food, light stimu­
lants, tonics of different kinds, and es­
pecially a protracted residence in the 
country, if possible in the midst of for­
ests and in mountainous regions.

But the most important thing is to 
remove the exciting cause. This may 
have been over-exertion, night-u ork, 
excesses, or any form of strong emo­
tional excitement.—Youth's Compan­
ion.
