The Government of the Saints.

The saints possessed the earth 
in'those days and ran things to suit 
themselves.—Detroit Free Press.

A writer in one of the scientific 
journals contends that “the excess of 
mortality in hot weather is largely de­
pendent upon the heat evolved from the 
cooking-stove, aud that by utilizing that 
heat as means of ventilation much bene­
fit might be deprived and the mortality 
low ered.”

In thinly-settled districts, and espec­
ially in those portions of the northwest 
not yet netted with telegraph wires, it 
is suggested that a system of gun sig­
nals be adopted to indicate the approach 
of hurricanes and floods, and to denote 
also the direction and degree of the ap­
proaching danger.

According to the Medical Record, 
“the blue appearance which milk some­
times presents after standing a few days 
is due to an organism which is allied to 
bacteria, and can be transplanted into 
other samples of milk and various solu­
tions. The bluing occurs only in oxy­
gen, and is attended with evolution of 
carbonic acid.”

Contrary to the general opinion, tak­
ing the last five years ending in Decem­
ber, 1880, it does not appear that the 
supply of Asiatic ivory is falling off. 
On an average over these years the 
British imported 3,684 hundred-weights 
per annum. At any time the highest 
imports from th4 East was inff 858, when 
it rose to 5,000 hundred-weights. It 
seems that when elephants 'are tamed 
the tusks do not grbw so long and the 
ivory is not of so fine a quality.

The imitation gems now produced in 
Paris by chemical means so nearly re­
semble the genuine article that even 
connoisseurs cannot readily distinguish 
them without the use of scales or files. 
The following oxides supply the color­
ing substances employed: Gold, for 
purple; silver, for yellowish green; iron 
for pale red; cobalt, for blue; tin, for 
white; maganese, in small quantity, to 
make the glass devoid of color, in a 
larger to give it an amethyst hue, and 
in great quantity to make it black and 
opaque; antimony, for reddish hyacinth 
color.

M. d’Abaddie says that immunity 
from marsh fever? in bad tropical coun­
tries is often secured by sulphur fumi­
gations on the bare skin. The efficacy 
of sulphur is otherwise illustrated. 
Those people who w-ork in the sulphur 
mines of Sicily suffer less from inter­
mitten fever than the rest of the popu­
lation. Zephyria, in Greece, which once 
had a population of 40,000 inhabitants, 
has been almost destroyed by marsh 
fever, and its decay has corresponded 
with the transference of sulphur-min­
ing to the East, where a mountain mass 
prevents the emanations from reaching 
the site of the town.

It is reported that mica face masks 
are proving very benefieiaj to workmen 
exposed to great heat, acid fumes, flying 
sparks, or fragments of stone and metal. 
The mica plates %re fixed in metallic 
frames, protected with asbestos. Th/' 
masks cover the eyes more effectn ely 
than mica spectacles do, and the w hole 
face as well. The neck and shoulder 
may at the same time be protected by a 
fire-proof cape of asbestos or other 
proper material. The space between 
tlie masks and the face allows the use 
of inner glasses for improving vision or 
shading the eyes. The tough and flex­
ible mica prevents the breaking of the 
glasses by heat or flying fragments.

According to a foreign journal a 
strong, impervious parchment-paper is 
obtained by thoroughly washing woolen 
or cotton fabrics, so as to remove gum, 
starch, and other foreign bodies, then to 
immerse them in a bath containing a 
small quantity of paper .pulp. The lat­
ter is made to penetrate the fabric by 
being passed between rollers. Thus 
prepared, it is afterward dipped into 
sulphuric acid of suitable concentra­
tion, and then repeatedly washed in a 
bath of aqueous ammonia until every 
trace of acid has been removed. Finally, 
it is pressed between rollers to remove 
the excess of liquid dried between two 
rollers which are covered with felt, and 
lastly calendered.

The Superfluity of Cards.
The New York Times thinks that 

there is a certain kind of society cere­
mony of a printed character which lias 
escaped Herbert Spencer’s keen analy­
sis. There is really no neccessity for it 
save tliat which arises from the greed 
of the stationer. The modern purveyor 
of elegantly printed papers might in 
soii/e respects be classed with the deser­
vedly abused plumber. Perhaps there 
is some necessity for the latter, whereas 
there is verv little for the former. The 
era of the deliriously combined- mono­
grams having passed away for the time 
being, very probably because no one 
could understand them, note paper is 
now being ornamented in the most cu­
rious way.

The printed cards necessary for a 
wedding of to-day are of the most com­
plicated character. Sometimes there 
are as many as six different pieces -of 
paste board, each one in itsseperate en­
velope, all enclosed in a big one. The 
Borting out of this mass of cards shows, 
first, the names of the father and moth­
er of the bride; then that of the parents 
of the groom.

Tobacco.
Tobacco belongs to the nightshade 

family, of which atropia, or belladonna 
and hyoscyamus, or henbane, both 
deadly poisons, are other genera. “Nic- 
otiana tabacum” is the botanic name of 
the common tobacco. Gray describes 
it as a “rank acrid narcotic.” No other 
genus of the nightshade family has so 
active a poison as the nicotiana. In 
the manufacture of tobacco the dealers 
are merciful in their frauds. The in­
gredients with which they adulterate 
it, though much cheaper, are less harm­
ful to the consumers than the genuine 
article. Thus while they are swindled 
out of their money by the wholesale, 
they are benefited in health. There are 
few more deadly poisons known to 
chemistry than nicotine—the essential 
oil of tobacco. - The Encyclopedia 
Americana says of it : “It is a nauseous 
and poisonous weed, whose only prop­
erties are deleterous.” Dr. Bigelow’s 
American Botany says: “There is no 
plant which has less to recommend it.” 
Koemfer ranks it with the “strong veg­
etable poisons.” Chambers’ Encyclo­
pedia says: “The nicotine, or oil of 
tobacco, is known by experiment to be 
highly poisonous.” Dr. Brodie, by ex­
periment, found that two drops of this 
oil on the tongue of a cat produced 
death. In some experiments, to deter­
mine the relative strength of the alco­
hol and the tobacco poisons, before the 
students of Milton college, the writer 
of jthis article produced two dogs of 
aw nt equal physical strength. On the 
tonjfhe of one was put two drops of the 
undiluted alcohol, and on the tongue of 
the other the same amount of the oil 
of tobacco. In tho former dog life was 
extinct in about five minutes, wKHe in 
the latter it was extinct in three min­
utes—conclusive proof that both sub­
stances are deadly poisons, and that to­
bacco is the most virulent. In another 
experiment, one drop of nicotine, on a 
the tongue of a bat, produced instan­
taneous convulsions, and death in two 
minutes. The most extended and care­
ful scientific research has proved be­
yond all doubt that tobacco is one of 
the most active of all poisons, the most 
intoxicating of all intoxicants. The 
physiological effects of tobacco are de­
scribed bv Dr. Sizars, of Glasgow, as 
follows: “The constitutional effects of 
tobacco are numerous and varied, con­
sisting of giddiness, sickness, vomiting, 
dyspepsia, vitiated tastes, loose bowels, 
diseased liver, congestion of the brain, 
apoplexy, palsy, mania, loss of mem­
ory, amaurosis, deafness, nervousness, 
emasculation.” The eminent French 
chemist, Boussiron, in a learned treat­
ise on tobacco, says the effects of tobac­
co and deadly nightshade are nearly 
identical in character and violence, viz., 
giddiness, ‘disturbed vision, nausea, 
vomiting, and frequently diarrhea. 
Chambers’ Encyclopedia gives the fol­
lowing as the effects of tobacco: 
“Faintness, nausea, giddiness, delirium, 
weakness of the limbs, trembling, pros­
tration, coldness of surface, clammy 
perspiration, convulsions, paralysis and 
death.” In some cases there is dilation 
of the pupils, as by the atropia poison, 
dimness of sight, weak pulse, distur­
bance of the heart, causing difficult 
breathing. The use of tobacco, espe­
cially in the form of smoking—which 
is a slow poison—is one of the most 
prolific causes of cancerous sores in and 
about the mouth and nose. The most 
skillful medical practitioners have pro­
nounced it impossible to cure these, or 
any of the long list of diseases of the 
digestive organs and nerves, that come 
of the tobacco poison, except upon con­
dition of total abstinence from it. Will 
not our young men study these faets 
carefully, and discard, once and for­
ever, this so unmanly and deleterious a 
habit—intoxication?—D.E. M fin  Sab­
bath Recorder.

Physiological Magnetism.

M. Zeigler, of Geneva, has discover­
ed that two magnetized bars of metal, 
joined together in a certain manner, 
produce certain definite effects upon 
animals submitted to experimentation, 
which differ according to the angle of 
intersection. One of these bars can be 
replaced by terrestrial magnetism; and 
it is concluded that the latter radiates 
iirthe same way as light or heat, and 
that its rays are refracted in passing 
through certain bodies, such as crystals 
and..iron. M. Zeigler says that the 
physiological effects of magnetism can 
ibe shown by concentrating its rays 
through a lens of soft iron onrthe heart 
of a rabbit, when circulatory disturb- 
ances will occur. Violent peristaltic 
movements are provoked by focusing in 
the same way the magnetic rays on the 
intestines. The effects thus produced 
on the bowels have been noticed by 
other medical observers, and the dis­
covery will, it in believed, lead to im­
portant results in physics, physiology 
and medicine.

Suspension Bridges.
Qi all-engineering stmetures, suspen­

sion bridges are the most easily acted 
upon by wind. Their primitive methods 
of construction Were defective through 
excessive flexibility. The accident which 
happened to the Boche-Bernard bridge 
on the Yilaine, on the 26th of Octobei 
1882, and the successive injuries to the 
Menai bridge in 1826, 1836 and 1839, 
may be cited examples. The chains 
of the latter bridge, though clashing to­
gether violently, bore the strain; but a 
number of transverse pieces and sus­
pension rods broke, and 160 feet of 
flooring hung in the air in 1839. Ac­
cording to the bridge-keeper, the undu­
lations of the roadway attained an am­
plitude of thirteen or sixteen feet, and 
the greatest deflections were obseived 
at the distance of a quarter of the span 
from the piers. It is evident that every­
thing gives way in these irregular indu- 
lations, which are different for the 
chains and the roadway. The Menai 
bridge was strengthened by various 
means. The Boche-Bernard bridge w*as 
provided with a counter-cable, curving 
upward and placed under the roadw-ay, 
and notable progress has been achieved 
in the design of more rteeent works. 
The Americans, in developing the prin­
ciple of the stiffening girder, having 
also added a series of straight and slop­
ing cables coming from the top of the 
piers and supporting various parts of 
the roadway. They have, moreover, in 
some large bridges anchored the road­
way to the'rocks by stays underneath, a 
method which is not free from objec­
tions any more than the parabolic coun- 
ter-oable of the Boche-Bernard bridge, 
for the variations in temperature may at 
one time loosen and at another time 
stretch these understays. In the Ordish 
system, as applied to the Albert bridge, 
Chelsea, the upper stays, starting from 
the tops of thq piers and ending at var­
ious parts of the roadway, are connected 
with the vertical suspension rods at 
divers points of crossing, which incifease 
the total rigidity. Sometimes, as at the 
Lambeth bridge, rigidity is obtained by 
the introduction of cross-bracing or di­
agonal bars between the suspension 
rods; or, as at Pittsburgh, the chain it­
self is made rigid, assuming the appear­
ance of two sloping lattice girders of 
variable height, and attached to their 
narrow extremities, at one end to each 
other in the center of the span, and at 
the other end to the tops of the piers. 
The great transversal inclination in cer­
tain bridges to the twro funicular planes, 
by which the cables, spreading out at 
the tope of the piers, come together in 
the center of the span, affords a power­
ful resistance to oscillations. With these 
improvements the suspension system, 
without losing its inherent lightness, is 
protected from irregular undulations 
when exposed to wind; so that the wind 
pressure merely acts on jt, like on any 
other structure, in producing an in­
creased molecular strain which has to 
be provided for by strengthening the 
parts liable to be affected.—Engineer­
ing Magazine.

Tbe 
plaintiff could not be creditor for the 
purchase price so long as he remained 
owner, and tlie receiptors could not be 
debtors, for the purchase price so long 
as the risks of iffiudental destruction 
remained upon the depositor. The ds ■ 
positor could convert the bailment into 
a sale by notifying tlie receiptors of his 
election to reeerve tlie pried fixed ac­
cording to the terms of the contract; 
and the receiptors, it is claimed, could 
convert it into a sale by consuming tl_̂  
wheat in the regular course of-the'” 
business, as tie  parties must .have un­
derstood it was likely they would do.

to me what the horses lived on in this 
country.

Ae yon pass -the 
little hutj yon wiU :see' a smalh bed of 
carrots and a few beets, no$- much else. 
I  have only seen four pigs in all Switz­
erland, and only one flock gf go*te of

any size. There is no manufacturing 
on a large scale, and not much on a 
small one. In winter the poor people 
make lace, embroidery and do wood­
carving, which adds a little to their 
scanty store. But from the looks of 
them it is to be concluded that they sell 
all the buttermilk, cheese and eggs that 
they produce at home, and live on black 
bread and their vinegary wine. Nearly 
all the children I have seen have a 
scrofulous, underfed appearance, while 
note of the old people looked jolly and 
well nurtured. They look as though 
they doteot get enough good food to 
keep their flesh firm. Girls with young 
faces, and the bent, thin forms of old 
women, passed our diligence all with 
the monstrous baskets upon their backs. 
The women, young and old, poor 
creatures, put up their hands to hide 
their goitres as we flitted by. It was a 
painful sight.

There are smiting, green pastures in 
the valleys, and on the lower mountain 
slopes, bnt they make small oases in 
the dreary waste. All the rest is rock 
and snow. I wonder tjie Swiss do not 
rise in a body and migrate to America.

Timber Planting.
The tre*es sought for to plant and that 

are being propagated bv some of the 
nurserymen are, first, hardy catalpa in 
the largest quantity, black walnut, black 
cherry, white ash, soft maple, and the 
farmers get plenty of green willow cut­
tings without buying of nurserymen.
This green willow, often called white 
from the color of the wood, was widely 
spread through this country some twen­
ty years ago by trcc-peddlers for hedge- 
fence ; but not being suitable for that, 
it is bring planted for line fence posts, 
for a\iud-breaks and for timber. Black 
cherry is growing in favor; it- is, I 
think, a better wood for cabinet work 
and inside finish of houses than black 
walnut; it is as easily propagated and 
transplanted, and will grow quite as 
fast and somewhat taller. But, Mr. Edi­
tor, your readers know less of the catal­
pa than of the other trees named. But 
the tree-planters of the northwest know 
of it and the evidence of its great value 
for more general uses on the farm and 
especially for fence-posts. The million 
of farmers who want to plant trees 
have not the experimental know ledge of 
the superior value of the eatapla, but 
when the evidence is from such author­
ity as tEey are willing to accept, they 
are willing to risk something for the 
prospect of greatef gain than the pos­
sible loss, the cost being only from 1 to 
5 cents a tree, accordig to the size, when 
received ready for setting out. My own 
experience with the haid.y catalpa for 
more than twenty years is more favor- .
able every year. I  have used but little L .1, „ „ 
of it for posts and stakes, bnt what I 
have nsed is some evidence that those 
who have stated that as a post it will 
last from forty to seventy-five years 
have stated the truth. Its ease of trans­
planting and certainty of living, its 
rapidity of growth, are tome additional 
evidences of its value. I cut a tree last 
winter which I set on my place tw-enty- 
two years ago, and after that it had been 
once transplanted and stood in the 
grass where it was neglected. It was 
one foot in diameter four feet from the 
ground. I had a piece of log sawed for 
cabinet lumber, of which I had a writ­
ing desk made. It is a very beautiful 
piece of cabinet work and wood. Our 
pineries are being exhausted and the 
price of lumber is advancing. At Mus­
catine, la., the price has advanced the 
past year from $15 to $17 for common.
We have four saw-mills at this place, 
working 300,000 feet of pine daily, be­
sides a quantity sawed in the pineries 
and rafted here, all of which is annual­
ly consumed in supplying this prairie 
country west of the Mississippi river, 
and there is at least six times as much 
more sent out from all the other towns 
on the river in Iowa. The saw-mills are 
in operation over 200 days in the year, 
which, when the lumber is multiplied 
up by those figures, will show the 
amount of consumption or exhaustion 
of supply. Caution.—The eastern or 
common catalpa of the East (Bignoin- 
ides), is tender and winter kills in this 
latitude; besides, it is inferior in growth 
and beauty as an ornamental tree. The 
•eeds are much more plenty and the 
trees cheaper; therefore, the tree ped­
dlers will take advantage of the farm­
ers who have soft spots in their heads 
and like to let traveling stranger* 
swindle them with trees and plants, 
patents, and all sorts of humbugs.— 
Germantown Telearavh.

\  Queer Trades in Paris.
One ant merchant whom the "author 

knew was a young woman named 
Blanche. She is described as present­
ing a terrible appearance. Her face 
and hands are tanned as though they 
had been prepared by some skillful 
tanner. She is clothed in buffalo skin, 
and in spite of this armor she is de­
voured by her stock in trade. But her 
skin has become so hardened an insen­
sible from long practice that she can 
keep surrounded by sacks full of mer­
chandise undisturbed by their stinging. 
Mademoiselle Blanche has negotiants in 
the departments where there are exten­
sive forests; she pays her employes two 
francs a day. Her business extends 
even as far as Germany. She never re­
ceives less than ten sacks (miller’s 
sacks) of ants daily. The ants lay 
eggs, and those are sold for feeding 
pheasants. At the present moment 
Mademoiselle Blanche is on the road to 
fortune.

Another trade somewhat similar to 
this is that of the maggot merchant. 
These supply the fisherman with their 
bait, and number from eight to ten, do­
ing serious business. They are well 
known to the fishing corporation, and 
three are mentioned as being celebri­
ties in tbeir profession. One in partic­
ular—Le Pere Ver de Ferre—reckons 
that he sells from thirty to forty million 
maggots every summer. This gentle­
man can never part with one of his 
loads of maggots, whom he calls his 
children, without emotion.

A lucrative business is the cooking of 
artichokes. There are but three or four 
important retailers of cooked artichokes 
in Paris. The information M. Giison 
gives on the subject he obtained from 
Madame Pauline G., one of the exten­
sive dealers in that article at La Halle, 
the largest market-place in the city. 
“To gain anything in this business,” 
says or informant, “It must be con­
ducted on a large scale, for though the 
cooking of artichokes appears a very 
simple affair, it nevertheless demands 
considerable outlay in proportion to the 
price of selling. Before being put into 
the copper the artichokes must be 
washed. Women employed for this 
work earn three francs a day. Others 
cut off the stalks. This done, tlie arti­
chokes pass into the cooks’ hands, who 
earn from four to five francs per diem. 
They first assort them, ahd then pile 

in heaps according to their size 
in the coppers. The layers are separ­
ated by cloths.*1 This work, of course, 
takes sometime; but it would not do to 
throw the artichokes all in together, as 
some people imagine to be tbe case. 
The largest traders in this line employ 
generally two cutters and sorters, 
three cleaners and five or six cooks. 
The boiling is done by night and entire­
ly finished by 7 o’clock in the morning. 
At 5 a. m. the fruiters and street-ven­
dors take their stock for the day. The 
price varies from a penny to three­
pence per artichoke. The chief part of 
the artichokes one sees at the fruit 
shops, kept warm in large baskets by 
means of hot water, come from La 
Halle.” Madame Pauline earns on an 
average of £1,000 a year at this busi­
ness, and tbe season only lasts four 
months. But the trades mentioned are 
the three rich ones out of tlie petite 
metiers. Among the less remunerative

The Superintendent of the United 
States Life-Saving Service reports that 
during the last fiscal year 287 disasters 
to vessels occurred within the field of 
station "operations. There were 2,568 
persons aboard, of whom 2,256 were 
saved. The value of the vessels and 
cargoes was£4,758,000. Of tn s £3,- 
099,000 were saved. There were 58 
instances of disaster to ‘ma'l crafts, 
carrying-128 persons, all of whom 
weie saved, and 39 persons, who fell 
fron piers,wharves, etc., would have 
certainly been drowned but for the 
assistance of life-saving crews. The 
twelve persons lost during the year 
were entirely beyond the reach of hu­
man aid. The assistance rendered 
in saving vessels and cargoes was veiy 
great. There were 298 stranded ves­
sels worked off, pitoted out of danger­
ous places,-repaired when damaged, 
or assisted in similar ways by station 
crews. Tjiere were, beside*, seventy- 
six instaices when vessels running into 
danger of stranding were warned off 
by the *jgkt signals of the patrols. 
Since the general extension of the 
Life-Saving Service to all portions of 
the-eoast, in 1876, the lossoflife from 
marine;,disaster has been reduced 75 
p e r  p e s t .

Perkins arrived, was announced and 
was ushered into the drawing room in a 
faultless evening suit, evidentlv pur­
chased for the occasion.

It is true Chief Justice Gibson 
doubted, in Commonwealth vs, Bur­
dick, 2 Barr, 163, whether every naked 
lie by which a credit has been gainqd 
is not a false pretense within th» stat­
ute. This doubt has run its course; 
and lias long since ceased to disturb 
the criminal laws of this State. " -

The “piney woods" section of Alabelpi* 

embraces that portion bordering on 
Florida and the gulf of Mexico, extend­
ing northward from the Florida line 
about twenty-five miles, and from th» 
gulf, from seventy-five to one hundred 
and twenty-five miles.

Of course, not all of this large domain 
is operated at one time. The custom is 
to divide one section of the forest into 
“crop,” ten tiiousand “boxes” constitut­
ing a “crop.” This will not include 
more than five thousand trees, as they 
will average two “boxes” to the tree.

To "box” a tree is to cut away the 
bark and wood to a depth the width of 
a man’s hand—about six inches—from 
a strip, extending around the trunk a 
distance of twelve or fourteen inches, 
stopping it so as to form a “box,” into 
which the crude turpentine drops as it 
exudes from tbe tree. Above the “box” 
the bark is cleaned away, and with it a 
little of the woody fiber, leaving the 
blazing much in the form of a broad 
letter V with its bottom lost out, thus 
making an incline, down which1 the 
turpentine finds its way to the “box” 
below.

There are no holidays for the turpen­
tine workers save those which the 
severe rainy days bring; the business 
has no special season like sugar, cot­
ton, rice and com. It might truthfully 
be said of it.

“Thou hut all Mason* for thine own.”
For onoe tbe trees are “boxed” they2’ 

require continuous care. “Eternal 
vigilance reaps a rich reward.

The “crops” are distinctly separated 
from each other by blazed trees, and 
one man detailed to work each one. 
After the boxing is completed .the 
“chipping begins. This is done with a 
sharp iron implement something like 
that used by mechanics for grooving. 
It cuts away a strip of the wood and 
bark about three-fourths of an inch in 
width. Both sides of the angle are 
“chipped,” and every tree is subjected 
to this process once a week from the 
time it is “boxed” until it is abandoned, 
ranging from two to four years. H this 
were not done the flow of turpentine 
would cease, as it gums up its own 
pathway so completely not a drop can 
escape—furnishes its own plaster for 
wounds, as it were. One can readily 
see that a man who is not “overly peart” 
has to get around “right smart” lively 
to go from tree to tree and strike the 
20,000 blows required to “chip” the 
sides of 10,000 boxes, to say nothing of 
tbe mishits he will make, requiring an­
other strike to complete tlie job. 
Neither can there be any shirking done, 
for foremen who superintend the “Crop­
pers” are constantly riding through the 
orchard, keeping an eye on every man’s 
work and knowing the condition of every 
“crop.”

In appearance crude turpentine re­
sembles white wax which, after melt­
ing, has only partly solidified; it looks 
very tempting, but one taste is as satis­
factory as a whole meal would be. 
There is no special need of a sign warn­
ing intruders to “taste not, touch not, 
handle not.”

Only a part of the turpentine finds 
its way into tlie box, tbe rest adhering 
to tlie surface of the tree. That in the 
box is known as the “dip,” that re­
moved from tlie tree as tbe “scrape,” the 
first being taken out with a “dipper,” 
the latter scraped off the blazed tree. 
Tlie turpentine “dipper” might lie 
around in a conspicuous place fora long 
time without any persons mistriisting 
either its name or its use. It is of iron, 
and looks quite like an enlarged and 
flattened Indian arrow heqd, with its 
point rounded by long use.

An average tree, in a fair year, will 
yield about twenty-four gallons of the 
crude “dip” and “scrape;” wagons go 
about through the forest gathering from 
each tree four or five times a year, de­
livering it at the distillery in barrels. 
Each foreman and each wagoner re­
ports to Mr. Carney every night, show­
ing how much brought in, and its qual­
ity ; an accurate record of all this work 
is kept, enabling liim to tell at any 
time the condition of his entire “or­
chard,” vtliicb, this year, comprises six­
ty-two “crops,” or 310,000 trees.

New crops are added each year, old 
ones being abandoned as they cease to 
yield a good grade of rosin. The first 
year’s product of the trees makes by 
far tlie finest rosin, nearly always com­
ing up to the standard required for the 
“water white” brand, but with each 
year it deteriorates, until it becomes 
the dark, muddy-looking stuff which 
one sees in barrels around glue and 
cheap soap factories.

Courage.
It is humanly comforting to us of 

small prowess to recall tbe native con­
fession of that old French warrior, 
whose soul was so calm and uninfected 
by the terror of battle, but whose 
wretched body so trembled and longed 
to betake itself from the field! We flat­
ter ourselves that our spirits would be 
brave enough, if the body did not com­
municate its panic. It is the chinkiness 
and general insecurity of this clay gar­
rison that so embarrasses onr fighting 
courage. Lodge the spirit behind a 
spiritual rampart, and see how redoubt­
able it becomes! It is significant that, 
in aeknow lodging our lack of physical 
courage, we have pleased to have it in­
ferred that we possess a compensating 
degree of another and more excellent 
kind of courage—moral courage—as 
though the two were in some way op­
posed and irreconcilable 1 In the best 
specimens of tbe hero, they are no 
doubt exactly balanced.’ “I am courage­
ous enough in principle, and can do 
anything for i t ; but I  am all fear in 
imagination—I may add, all sympathy.” 
Plainly, the trembling body comes in 
for a larger share of^blame than it actu­
ally merits; after All, it is the mind’s 
prompt presentment of danger that so 
demoralizes our valor, and unscrews it 
from the sticking point. Imagination 
does make cowards of ns all. Bnt he is 
not necessarily mean-spirited whose 
acute nerve and prophetic sense give 
him a vivid foretaste of danger; nor is 
he more courageous whose thicker skin 
and duller nervous papillae allow him 
to advance, oool and impervious, to the 
very edge of battle.

“Tell me. where 1* (courage) bred,
-In the heart or in the head.”

Among all the. glowing qualities refer­
red to the human heart, is this the most 
powerful and inclusive, that the most 
generic word was chosen to express it? 
How would it do to put the equation 
marks between heart and courage ?— 
Atlantic Monthly.

The Current of Rivers.
A very slight declivity suffices to give 

the running motion to water. Three 
inches per mile in a' smooth, straight 
channel gives a velocity of about three 
miles an hour. The “Ganges, which 
gathers the waters of the Himalaya 
mountains, the loftiest in the world, is 
at 100 miles from its mouth only 300 
feet above the level of the sea, and to 
fall 300 feet in its long course the water 
requires more than a month. The great 
river Magdalena, in South America, 

^running for 1,000 miles between two 
ridges of the Andes, falls only 500 feet 
in all that distance. Above the distance 
of 1,000 miles it is seen descending in 
rapids and cataracts from the moun 
tains. The gigantic Bio de la Plata lias 
so gentle a descent to the ocean that in 
Paraguay, 1,500 miles from its month, 
large ships are seen which have sailed 
against the current all the way by the 
force of the wind alone—that is to say 
which, on the beautifully inclined plane 
of the stream, have been gradually lift­
ed by the soft wind, and even against 
tlie current, to an elevation greater than 
onr loftiest spires.

The Pleasures of Hanging.

ago on an old Chelsea pensioner who 
had hanged himself, the late Mr. W at 
ley, founder of the Lancet and long 
Coroner for Middlesex, said it was ex­
traordinary how pleasing the effects of 
hanging were. Thi* was apparent from 
the fact that the majority of those who 
hanged themselves were found either in 
a sitting posture or with feet or knew 
touching the ground. A ahop|' lama

cord. It broke,' and he 
attempt thirty-five hours. H« said s.he  
“had enjoyed most pleasing sensations 
while suspended.” Persons who com­
mitted suicide by hanging weht off as if 
in a sleep, and died without -pain. He 
did not speak of malefactors, but of 
those who hanged themselves without 
erking their bodies. In tbe latter case 

the neck was not broken, nor was tbe 
windpipe closed, but a -congestion of 
the brain ensued which caused death. 
In view of the cruel bungling which has 
of late years so constantly occurred at 
executions here, it seems a pity that 
murderers cannot become theix own 
pleasant executioners. It must bemadd­
ed, however, that a contemporary jour­
nal had the audacity to suggest that, in 
painting the delights of hanging in such 
roseate hues, Mr. Wakley had an eye to 
the increase of suicides and Coroners’ 
fees. ___________________

taneous.

Broken limbs should be placed in i 
natural position and the patient kept 
quiet until help arrives.

If an artery is severed, tie a small 
cord or handkerchief tightly above if 
until a physician arrives.

Seven or eight successive applications 
of the white of an egg will prove a most 
efficacious remedy for a burn.

A good poNfier of snuff which will 
cure catarrh is made of equal parts of 
gum arabic, gum myrrh and blood root.

Burns and scalds are immediately re­
lieved by an application of dry sod* 
covered with a wet cloth, moist enough 
to dissolve it.

To cure earache, take pinch of 
black pepper, put it on a piece of cot­
ton batting dipped in sweet oil, and

Slace in the ear and tie a bandage 
round the head, and it will give almost 

instant relief.
If yonr hands are badly chapped, wet 

them in warm water, and rub them all 
over with Indian meal; do this several 
times, and then in the water used to 
wash off the meal put a teaspoonful oi 
pure glycerine.

An excellent liniment for toothache 
or neuralgia is made of half an ounce 
each of oil of sassafras and oil oi 
origanum, one and a half ounce of tinc- 
ture%>f capsicum, and half a pint of 
alcohol. Apply to the face on a flannel 
cloth.

One of the simplest and best reme­
dies to be given to children troubled 
with worms is poplar bark. Physicians 
use it with marked success. It can be 
bought at any drug store. Take a little 
pinch of the bark—as much as yon can 
hold on the point of a penknife—and 
give it before breakfast. It has a clean 
bitter taste and any child will take it.

Croup, it is said, can be cured in one 
minute, and the remedy is simply alum 
and sugar. The way to accomplish the 
deed is take a knife or grater, and 
shave off in small particles about a tea- 
spoonful of alum; then mix it with 
twice its amount of sugar, to make it 
palatable, and administer it as quickly 
as possible. Almost instataneous relief 
will follow.

Treat flesh wounds “in the following 
manner: Close the lips of the wound 
with the hands, hold them firmly to­
gether to check the flow of blood until 
several stitches can be taken and a 
bandage applied; then bathe the wound 
for a long time in cold water. Should 
it be painful take a panful of burning 
coals and sprinkle upon them common 
brown sugar and hold the wounded 
part in the smoke.

Milk and lime water is said to prove 
beneficial in dyspepsia and weakness oi 
the stomach. The way to make the 
liqae water is simply to procure a few 
luinps of nnslacked lime, put the lime 
in a fruit can, add water until it is 
slacked, and of about the consistency oi 
thin cream; the lime settles and leaves 
the pure and clear lime water at the top. 
A  goblet of cow’s milk may have six or 
eight teaspoonfuls of lime water added 
with good effect. Great care should 
be taken not to get tbe lime water too 
strong; pour off without disturbing the 
precipitated lime. Sickness of the 
stomach is promptly relieved by drink­
ing a teacupful of warm water with a 
teaspoonful of soda dissolved in it. Ii 
it brings the offending matter np all 
the better.

Whiskyrets Recommended for Boys.
The boys of the present day have 

little idea of the kindness which fortune 
has shown them. Their faculties for 
Acquiring useful knowledge are greatly 
in advance of those of the boys of the 
last generation. Twenty years ago a 
boy acquired the art of smoking with 
the greatest difficulty. He had to take 
his first lesson ovith a pipe and strong 
tobacco, or with a rank and wretched 
cigar. Withdrawing behind the bam, 
in order to pnrsne his task without in­
terruption, he smoked his pipe or his 
cigar until the inevitable and deathly 
sickness that follows the unaccustomed 
use of tobacco in heroic doses overcame 
him.'

The boy of the present day knows 
nothing of the sufferings of his prede­
cessor. The path of smoking is made 
plain and easy to him by means of the 
cheap and gentle cigaret. He takes his 
first lesson in smoking in the seclusion 
of his room, and without i jeaming of 
a retired locality wherein to stretch 
himself upon the ground. His first 
eigaret contains just enough tobacco to 
slightly affect his system, but not 
enough to produce nausea. We ought 
long ago to have made it easy for a boy 
to Team to drink as it is to learn to 
smoke. What is needed is some means 
of supplying boys with whisky in small 
quantities and with its fiery and objec­
tionable taste partially concealed. We 
should have whiskyrets as well as 
cigarets. With their aid a boy could- 
easily accustom hknself to whisky, and 
make fair progress toward becoming an 
able and successful drunkard without 
•nCe experiencing the unpleasant sen­
sations which sometimes so thoroughly 
disgust the youthful drinker as to 
induce him to entirely abandon all 
hope of, learning to drink.—Harper’s

The limit of steam pressure has not 
yet been reached. In the time of “Wat 
tlie ordinary limit was seven pounds. 
Ten times this pressure is nsnai now, 
while ninety pounds is not uncommon. 
The rise within the past ten years has 
been twenty-five pounds, and with the 
constant study of boiler structure and 
boiler capacity for w ork and strain, we 
may expect to see at least an equal rise 
during the coming ten years. Pressures 
of 100 pounds and over are occasional 
now, but are yet far from being the 
rule. The increasing use of steel in 
boiler construction mnst lead to devel­
opments that will help the solvemant of 
the problem.
