public with great prominence was when 
lie supported Edmund Kean." I t  was in 
Albany, and the play first put in re­
hearsal was Othello, in which Mr. For­
rest was, of course, to play Iago. Kean

“At length a perfectly natural thing 

eame about—after' we had answered 
-three or four hundred false alarms—to- 
wit, we stopped answering them. Yes, 
I  simply rose upvealmly, when slammed 
across jthe house by the alarm, calmly 
inspected the annunciator, tpok note of 
the room indicated, and then calmly dis­
connected that room from the alarm, 
and went back to bed as if nothing had 
happened.

dia not appear at the rehearsal, and 
Forrest went to the hotel to see if he 
wished to, give Iago any particular busi­
ness to do. Forrest saw Kean was a 
little pale-faced man, with a head of 
black, curly hair, and a “perfect mirror 
of an eye.” In answer to Forrest’s er­
rand,lie said: ‘ You come on the stage 
and look at me; it will be all right.” 
Kean, he said, was a very fine singer, 
and during Forrest’s call sang Moore’s 
“Believe! me, if all those endearing 
young charms,” in a very touching man­
ner. Some of Forrest’s stage business 
in Iago struck Kean very favorably, 
and told he him he was sure to Inake his 
mark.

In the following spring Forrest went 
to New York in a destitute condition, 
most »Aliis clothes having been kept at 
Albany in part payment for his board. 
He was disgusted with his profession 
and had about made up his mind to quit 
the stage when he was asked by an ob­
scure actor to play for his benefit at the 
Park Theatre. The man’s tale of dis­
tress touched him and he consented. 
That was the turning point of his career. 
He chose “Othello” for the occasion and 
the benefit was a sw-eeping success. On 
the day following, Gilford, the manager 
of the Bowery Theatre, placed $500 in 
Forrest’s hand and engaged him for one 
year. From that time forward his course 
was a series of "successes. The first 
American play in which" Forrest ap­
peared was “Metamora,” which was 
written for him.

In  1831 Forrest produced “The Gladi- 
tor,” whieh was followed by “Oralousa” 
and “The Broker of Bogota," all writ­
ten by Dr. Bird, the novelist. Still 
later he brought out “Jack Cade, the 
King of the Commons,” from the pen of 
Judge B. T. Conrad. He purchased a 
number of other plays by American 
authors, and he always did all in his 
power to foster native talent in this di­
rection.

When Forrest went to California by 
boat he was deathly sea-sick and poured 
fourth his soul in profanity. A preacher 
on board undertook to admonish him 
for this, but the actor only replied, 
“Your Lord and Master, when at sea, 
was d—d glad to get out and walk.” 
The captain told him that when he was 
a boy he tooC to the sea from choice, 
but Forrest interrupted him, saying, 
“That’s a lie. I  know of only one man 
who took to the sea from choice, and 
that was Noah.”

When I  was about to go I  asked him 
regarding his plan for the next year.

“Next year!” he replied, “What do 
we know o f  next year?” '  •

He died the following spring.—Dr.

Chicken Croquettes.
Mr. James W. Parkinson, of Philadel­

phia, whose reputation as a caterer is 
second to none, in his monthly maga­
zine, The Caterer, tells how to make the 
chicken croquettes for which Phiiadel- 
phia has long been famous: This for­
mula for their preparation is for a pair 
of fowls, weighing not less than six 
pounds, the pair. Qhoose always those 
having the largest amount of breast- 
meat. Boil the fowls in sufficient water 
to cover them, with two onions, two car­
rots, a small bunch of thyme -And pars­
ley, a few cloves, and half a nutmeg, 
grated. After the chickens are boiled 
tender and have become cold, divest 
them of all skin, fat, gristle, and ten­
dons, and chop the meat as fine as pos­
sible. P u t half a p6jin.d of the very 
best of butter for each chicken Into a 
saucepan with a tablespoonful of flour 
and cook tqgj^ie% atirrisg 
prevent it*
the stock in which the chicken* were 
boiled, and a tumblerful of rich cream; 
boil for eight or ten minutes, stirring 
constantly; remove from the fire and 
season with salt, pepper, grated nut­
meg, and a little finely-powdered sweet 
marjorafn; then add the chopped 
chicken-meat, stir and mix well to­
gether ; then add the yolks of four eggs; 
stir rapidly in ; set all on the fire and 
evaporate the mixture for a  minute, 
stirring bri*kly, after which pour the 
mass out upon a flat dish and let it re­
main until perfectly cold. Then make 
it up Into pear-shaped cones or into 

'rolls, with the assistance of a little 
flour to prevent the mixture from stick­
ing torthe fingers. When all are ready 

• dip each -one- separately- into tae yolks 
of eggs beaten with a little cream, rad  
roll them as fast as dipped into fresh 
bread-crumbs, made from day-old bread. 
L et them -stand for an hour or so to 
try ; then fry them to a delicate brown 
color in plenty of clear, frying hot lard; 
lay them in a drainer or , col lander to 
drain. Serve on napkins laid upon a 
warm disli. The broth in which the 
chickens were boiled can be set away 
till next day, the fat then removed and 
added to your lard-pot, the strained and 
heated, a few croutons of fried bread or 
a little boiled rice added, and  you have 
a fine, rich chicken consomme or clear 
chicken soup.

washing is being done, or when any­
thing is cooking, and open an outride 
door or window for ten o r  fifteen min- 
utes every two or three hours, thus 
changing the air of the house and gain­
ing a fresh supply of life giving oxygen, 
they would be surprised 'at the increase 
of comfort and physical enjoyment, by 
the lessening of that full feeling in the 
head, or headaches, which so often are 
caused solely by the breathing of im­
pure air.—Chicago Standard.

T reatment of D iphtheria .—In view 
of tbe general lack of information with 
regard to the proper treatmen of diph­
theria patients the’ following resolutions 
adopted by the Philadelphia Board of 
Health are interesting rad  valuable^

Recent investigations have proved 
that the poison of diphtheria is porta­
ble, communicable by infection, and 
capabie of reproducing itself outside of 
the human body, diphtheria must now 
be ranked as both a contageous and in­
fectious disease. The following rule* 
are, therefore, more imparatixp than 
ever before:

1. When a child or young person has 
a sore throat, a bad odor of its breath, 
and especially if it has a fever, it should 
immediately be separated and kept se­
cluded from all other persons except 
necessary attendants, until it be ascer­
tained whether or not it has diphtheria, 
or some other communicable disease.

2. Every person known to be sick 
with diphtheria should- he promptly 
and effectually iso!ated from the pub­
lic. Only those persons who are actu­
ally necessary should have charge of or 
visit the patients, and these vitilors 
should he restricted in their intercourse 
with other individuals. Children re­
siding in a house where there is a case 
of diphtheria should not be permitted 
to attend school.

3. When a case of diphtheria is fully 
developed, the same precaution in re­
gard to free ventilation, disposal and 
disinfection of discharges, bed and body 
linen, etc., isolated during convales­
cence (or management of the corpse 
should death unfortunately occur), etc., 
etc., ought to be enforced which have 
already been recommended in regard 
to sihall-pox.

4. I t  is particularly ‘important that 
persons whose throats are tender or 
sore from any cause should avoid pos­
sible exposure from the contagion of 
diphtheria. Children under ten years 
of age are in much greater danger of 
tafriDg the disease, and after they do 
take it of dying4from it, than groan 
persons. But adults are not exempt, 
and mild eases in them may cause whole 
series of fatal attacks among children.

5. Numerous instances are recorded 
Where the 'contagion has retained its 
virulence for w eeks or months, in cess­
pools, heaps of decaying vegetable mat­
ter, damp wells, etc., and been carried 
for long distances in clothing, in sewers, 
in ̂ wastq»pipes from stationary wash- 
stands, and in other conduits. Hence 
all sewer connection* and other carriers 
of filth should be well ventilatckt and 
disinfected, and children particularly 
should not be allowed to breath the air 
of any water closet, cesspool or sewer 
into whieh discharges from patients 
sick with diphtheria have entered, nor 
to drink wafer or milk which has been 
exposed to such air.

6. Beware of any persta who has a 
sore throat; do not kiss such a per­
son or take his or her breath; do not 
drink from the same cup, blow then 
same whistle, nor put his pencil or pen 
in you mouth.

If one feels a desire to sup full on 
horrors in Washington, says a Washing­
ton letter writer, there is no way in 
which success is so certain and so speedy 
as an ascent of the 375 feet of the un­
finished Washington monument. Al-  ̂
though no accident of any* kidd nbat- 
evVr has happened since the work was
begun, owing to  th e  adm irable precan? 
tions th a t  have been observed, the
mere contemplation of the dangers to 
be avoided would give General Wash­
ington himself, if die m ere alive, the 
cold creeps. I t  nihst be remembered 
that the monument is already among 
the highest strnctui'es in thp world, 
while the transportation of the giglritic 
blocks of stone to the top is something 
which lias no parallel in this country 
and has seldom been equaled anywhere. 
Whether the ascent is calculated to in­
spire fear or not mav be imagined from 
the reply made by one of the highest 
officials in Washington to the inquiry: 
“Were yoH—were yon not just a little 
frightened going up?” “Frightened! I  
was perfectly terrified!” was the hearty 
response given with all the force of 
emphasis.

This ascent is made by the elevator, 
which runs through the middle of the 
great obelisk. This elevator is a mere 
open platform, which does not deserve' 
the name of the alleviator, as Mrs. Gen.
Gilflory puts i t ; it is rather the terri- 
fier. Every time it good up it carries
from five to ten top of stone, and the 
only way for visitors to get to  the top 
is to huddle around the immense mass 
of stone on the diabolical looking ma­
chine. The platform begins to move 
slowly and laboriously upward, grind­
ing and creaking at every inch from 
the enormous weight it lifts. In half 
a minute the light of day totally disap­
pears, and at that moment the horrors 
of the position suddenly swoop down 
upon one. To be dangling hundreds of 
feet above a chasm, with only a rope 
betv een a fall to the bottom with 10,000 
pounds of stone, isjjenough to appal 
any imagination. Although the dark­
ness is blackness inconceivable, and the 
silence broken only by the groaning of 
the great mass feeling its way painfully 
upward, yet the frightful abyss, appears 
to become of itself both audible and vis­
ible.

At length light from the top begins 
to appear, and in a minute or two a pal­
lid party ot pleasure seekers step out 
on the platfoim at the top, 300 feet in 
the air.

When 
a tier or two of stone is laid "the work­
men are protected, in  a measure, from 
the violence of the wind, bu t thev ac­
knowledge that when they are working 
on a level it is sometimes terrific.

If anything could repay one for the 
horrors of tbe ascent it  would be the 
view after reaching the top. Even* the 
most hardened sightseer must be en­
thusiastic at the great praorama spread 
out before him. The vast treasury 
building looks like a Lilliputian house. 
The plan of Washington becomes as 
well defined- as a checker-board. The 
full grandeur of the Capitol is then for 
the first time realized. When it is re­
membered that the Capitol is of almost 
the identical dimensions of the great 
pyramid rad  of St. Peter's, being per­
haps a few feet longer than either, it 
may seem that it has nothing to lose by 
looking at it from any point of eleva­
tion. Everything else grows minute 
from the top of the monument, except 
the white splendor of tbe Capitol. I t  
seems to be on a mountain instead of a 
hill, and amid the diminishing of every 
other object the great white doom 
stands proudly out, so high that it 
looks as though jxiised in air.

A look at the elevator and a proposi­
tion to descend is enough to kill any 
enthusiasm, liovever. But it is bv com­
parison with the ascent simply delight­
ful. There is no mountain of stone to 
make one fancy how it would feel to go 
to the bottom of the hideous hole with 
it.

Transplanting Trees in Winter.
Mr. E. Ws Cornell, Clinton Corners, 

N. Y., gives these suggestions about 
transplanting trees in winter, a useful 
method when time is a matter of im­
portance, or where the immediatqsectir­
ing of large specimens for the lawn is • 
especially desired:

When properly done the holes should, 
of course, be dug when the ground is 
not frozen, and the soil placed in a 
compact heap and covered on the south 
of the hillock with some coarse litter 
from the horse-stable, to keep a portion 
of the soil from freezing, which will 
give the planter access at any time dur­
ing tlie winter. Sufficient loose soil to 
pack about the ball of earth will be 
taken ttp with the tree, which will be 
nearly sufficient of itself to fill the re­
ceptacle, and the dressing will be just 
where wanted to spread about the tree, 
for winter protection and for immedi­
ate nourishment in>the spring. Ex­
perience has taught me tfiat it is highly 
needful to furnish some fertilizer for all 
transplanted trees, at the time of re­
moval. In balling out trees it is not 
advisable to wait until the ground is 
frozen hard, as is often done, which 
greatly increases the labor and expense.

I t  is only necessary to dig a narrow 
trench’ about the tree, which may be 
quite near the trank; the soil, being 
damp, will be held by the many fibrous 
roots from falling into the trench, 
which should be deep enough for cut­
ting down through the horizontal roots, 
which, with most trees, will require a 
depth of from 15 to 20 inches, laying 
bare the top roots. Having dug about 
all the trees in like manner, all you 
have to do is to wait until the ball of 
earth is frozen, when yon have only to 
chop off the main perpendicular root, 
and, with the trunk for a lever, two 
men can readily load upon a stoneboat 
or sleigh, a tree, with a ball of earth at­
tached as heavy as a team chn haul. 
When arrived at the place for setting, 
drive the bqat or sleigh upon the heap 
of soil in such a manner tfeat it will in­
cline towaid the pit, and in a moment 
yon may slide the tree to its appointed 
place. Tramp some of the .soil from 
under the dressing around the ball of 
earth ; put the litter about it, and the 
work is done much better than it could 
be at any other season of the year; for 
the multitude of fibrous roots in the 
ball of earth preserve the tree from any 
check until the larger roots can throw 
out a colony from the points where they 
were cut off. There is no necessity of 
losing one tree in a. hundred by this 
method, while a large tree can be re­
moved with as much safety as a small 
one, providing the ball of earth attached 
be correspondingly enlarged. This 
method islexceedingly favorable for the 
resetting of large evergreen trees, which 
otherwise is attended with much danger 
of loss from ttye least drying of the 
roots. I t  is a work well adapted to 
winter, as it can readily he discontinued 
at an inelement season, to be resumed 
a t any favorable moment. —Prairie 
Farmer.

SMALL DWELLING HOUSES.

A MocM for the Information of Those ’Who 
Propose Building's

JFrom Homes and How to Hake them Healthy.]
The front door is at the side, and 

opens on to a narrow passage three 
feet wide at the most, which, when the" 
door is shut, is in a state of almost abso­
lute darknqss. Perhaps, however,* tire 
builder has bethought hfntself of this 
point, and formed over the door a glass 
fanlight. This fanlight, however, being
the only and obvious means of ventila- 

!, is nermitie-ting th© hall and staircase, 
ally sealed. The first door to be ap­
proached is that of the frontjiRrlor; a 
pleasant room enough, with a bay win­
dow, with its array of that best of all 
decorations, natural flowers. The at­
tention, however, is attracted to certain 
disfiguring stains on the walls, rising in
unequal patches f ro S th e  skirting, rad  

iniwhich, being obviously damp, connect 
themselves instinctively with a certain 
mouldy smell perceptible in the room. 
The cause of both smell and stains is 
not far to seek; it is no damp-proof 
course and no concrete under the floor. 
The ultimate effects will undoubtedly 
be dry-lot in floor timbers, and destruc­
tion of papfct after paper, until the 
enemy is attacked at the root, and at 
great cost the damp-proof is inserted, 
the ground under the floor is removed 
and concrete laid down.

Behind the last-named room, and 
possibly opening into it with folding 
doors, is a smaller room, about which 
there is nothing particular to be re­
marked, except that its smaller size is 
necessitated by the additional width 
required for the Btairs rad  passage at 
the side, whilst its outlook at the hack 
is narrowed by the projecting block of 
domestic offices In this projection is 
situated the kitchen, whieh, being the 
room that by reason of the heat of the 
fire, and the necessity for its being in 
use during the lfeat of summer as in the 
depth of winter stands most in jleed of 
an ample supply of air aflft ventilation, 
is considerably smaller as to area, and 
some two feet lower in height than the 
rest of the house. Here, from innum­
erable crevices in boards anckplaster, 
swarms of black beetles, emerging at 
night-time pervade every accessible 
spot.' A wholesale- slaughter now and 
then does not tend to improve matters 
by leaving hosts of bodies of defunct 
insects to the process of decay. A solid 
floor of concrete and wood-bricks would 
provide a lasting and not inexpensive 
remedy for this abominable pest. Ad­
joining the kitchen a small, dark and 
damp recess contains a sink and is 
called the scullery; while side by side, 
and with carefully arranged facilities 
for ventilating the one into the other, 
are the servant’s water-closet and 
larder, rad  at a few feet distance, the 
dust-bin, with its complement of bones, 
decaying vegetables and other refuse.

Up stairs will be found the bedrooms, 
with, nowadays, not nnfreqnently, the 
bathroom. The size of these rooms rad 
their position cannot well be varied, 
bat care has been taken to render them 
as pervious to rain, and as susceptible 
to changes of temperature, by building 
the outer walls only a few inches thick, 
rad  by omitting any non-conducting 
matel-ial between the ceiling of the 
upper floor and the slates on the roof. 
The staircase, squeezed into as small a 
space as possible consistently with get­
ting up at all, and is so full of winding 
steps, and so steep, that one trembles 
for the chances of the poor little ones 
who will have to toil uy> and down the 
ascent. The utter disregard of the 
possibility of a house of this kind being 
ever inhabited by children is a curious 
and noteworthy ,fact. The faults de­
scribed above, together with other sins 
of omission, sueh as the neglect to sup­
ply cupboard room, rad  the utter dis­
regard of the simplest possible rules 

,nitary science in the drainage ar-

A Boston paper laments the decline 
of Boston baked beans, a dish famous in 
Yankee legends and newspaper para­
graphs. I t  has not been generally 
known that Boston baked beans were 
slowly but surely passing away. Such, 
however, appears to be the sad fact. 
The Boston paper says that within the 
past few years the cost <jf beabs, of 
pork, and of labor has increased, “while 
the price of the classic products, hot 
from the  place of cooking, has been 
raised but slightly.” As a consequence 
the Boston bean-cart is not so profitable 
nor so common as it used to be. This 
is a very distressing state of things for 
thespeople, to whom the flatulent bean 
is as “dear as remembered kisses after 
death.” The bean-pgl6 is the axle on 
which tjie Hub revolves. The bean is 
the gentle stimulation of the mind that 
results m Boston lecture-courses. I t  is 
the food which Boston culture lives^on. 
I t  provokes the Boston bard to song, 
and the Boston seer to transcendental 
revelation which no one but habitual 
eaters of tlie venerated Boston bean can 
appreciate or understand. To deprive 
tlie Bostofxian of his native dish would 
be to revolutionize his character. The 
Bostonian of the future would probably 
be as uncultured as the persistent con­
sumer of hog rad  hominy of the west.

Of course, it 
seems like cruelty for men to shoot the 
mud-hens for no other reason than that 
they are gluttons and persist in “hog­
ging” all the succulent grasses and 
roots that grow in the marshes, instead 
of dividing with their more decent half- 
brothers, the ducks. But then they are 
perfectly useless creatures, anyhow, 
while the ducks furnish mankind with 
both food and sport. On the theory, 
therefore, that only the fittest should 
survive, perhaps it wotild be as well to 
adopt the suggestion of “Hoosier,” and 
drive, away or kill off these pestStof the 
duck grounds.

The biting dog is a nuis­
ance on general principles. He lies 
about the house as if he were tire-land­
lord, and was frying to rent it. Appar­
ently the biting dog is harm less^ He 
usually makes out that he is asleep, but 
he is more apt to Receive th ra  a loaded 
gun. Very frequently he will wag his 
tail and strike up an acquaintance with
a tramp who has invaded the premises 
wi^Ji burglarious intent, and, perhaps, 
the very same day, he will bite a chunk 
out of some dear friend of the family, 
from whom you expected to borrow 
money. Like the proverbial unloaded 
gun, he is never in working order when- 
there are thieves and burglars about, 
but when he does bite, he is certain to 
hurt somebody that does not need it. 
The average biting dog is almost af»un­
certain as the result of a county con­
vention.

However, people will keep dangerous 
dogs on their premises, hence it be­
hooves prudent persons to know how to 
act when a vicious, ignorant brute of a 
dog tries to swallow them alive. There 
are some rules which, if observed, will 
prevent the affectionate animal from 
becoming too closely attached to your 
person. The first thing yon must do 
when a dog comes at you w ith his mouth 
open, as if he expected you to feed him, 
is not to run. As there is a great deal 
of dog in man, juRt so there is a great 
deal of human nature in dogs. If yon 
run, they will become furious, but if 
you remain on the spot, as if it belonged 
to you, the dog will very frequently 
change his mind, and, wagging his con­
tinuation, indicate that he wants yon to 
pat him on the head, and say, “good 
doggy, pretty doggy.”

Above all tilings, we repeat, never 
run from a vicious dog. The first im­
pression a man has when a big dog 
comes at him with hostile intent, is to 
run. If he follows that inclination, the 
next impression he will receive will be 
from the dog’s masticating apparatus, 
whieh is always in excellent working 
order. If the man who is in danger 
from the canine w ill only reflect, and 
hold a brief caucus with himself, so to 
speak, he will perceive that he is at a 
disadvantage in the coming race. If 
he will count the dog’s legs, and then 
count his own, he will become con­
vinced that the dog, as is almost the 
case, has a clear majority of two to one 
in the convention, hence the man had 
better come out in a card, stating that 
in order to promote harmony in the 
party he will not run .— Texas Siftings.

Havre Past and Present.
Havre is a modern city—not modem 

like Chicago or San Francisco, but a 
mere child of a place when compared 
with London or Paris, or the great ma­
jority of the large cities of Europe. At 
the beginning Qf the sixteenth century 
it was only a straggling village of a 
few houses, and the little niche that 
formed its harbor was a refuge of fish- 
eimen from other points along the coast 
when taken by storms. Harfleur was 
known as the sovereign port, and all 
the commerce of the vicinity was cen­
tered there. The little village occas­
ionally sheltered the boats of Harfleur, 
and so Francois I., in 1520, ordered 
that a walled city should be built there, 
and be known as La Havre de Grace— 
the harbor of protection. The walls of 
the old city are gone, and only here 
and there do we find traces of the work 
of Francois. Down to 1863 the tower 
of Francois I. remained; but the march 
of improvement carried i t  away, and to­
day when we ask for ancient Havre, we 
are -shown a house bearing the date 1520, 
with figures o f a" boatma» and a man on 
horsebaek rudely-carved on a stone 
over the door. The house was origin­
ally a hotel, and the enterprising keep­
er divided his attention between travel­
lers by land and travellers 'by  water. 
The times have not greatly changed in 
three hundred and sixty years. The 
railway has taken the place of the sad­
dle horse, and the steamer appears as a 
substitute of the rude caravel of the 
sixteenth century; but men come and 
go by land and by water as they did 
when this little taverU was in its 
first decade. Havre has grown to a 
population of more than a hundred 
thousand, while Harfleur has dwindled 
to obscurity. The Lezarde, which 
formed tbe harbor of the old capita), is 
filled with sand, and the boat which 
could now ascend to Harfleur is too 
small to be worth consideration. The 
fortifications have gone; bnt the old 
church, oile of the finest Gothic struc­
tures of Normandy, remains, and so 
does the chateau where was once the 
royal palace. The present importance 
of Harfleur includes only a few factor­
ies, and a trifling interest in fishing and 
the coasting trade;,but its population 
is barely two thousand, and at every 
enumeration of the-inhabitants they are 
found to be less numerous than on the 
previous one. The drive of four miles 
from Havre to Harfleur is a delightful 
one, and if the excursion is extended 
so as to include Rouelles, the forest of 
Mont Geon, and the village of Ingou- 
ville, it will give tlie visitor a glimpse 
of one of the prettiest bits of this ter­
restrial globe that his eye ever rested 
on. Each bend in the road iq.a sur­
prise, and if yon can take the drive, as 
the writer did, early in the forenoon, 
and when the ground is moist, and the 
trees and grasses are glistening from 
the effects of a heavy shower in the 
night, you will return with the convic­
tion that smiling Franee has no more 
joyous spot thau can be found within 
ten miles of Havre.— Thomas W. K nox  
in  Harper’s Magazine.

The principal litigants are C. N Spenard, 
of the Montreal House, and Jean Blair, 
both of whom have pleuty of money with 
which to feed the m igistrates and law­
yers, to dish it out in allopoth doses. 
Spenard first sued Blair on a note, then 
set forth that he was afi aid of his "dear 
life ’ causing Blair to be put under bonds 
to keep the peace. Iu turn Blair caused 
Spenard’s ariest, on thiee counts for vio­
lating tlie liquor-law, and the .beginning 
of the end is not yet apparent. Both are 
nvad, and both will probably be amply 
punished before peace reigns

JKsg- It is time the statesmen ot the city 
weie organizing deep laid schemes for the 
approaching election. A mayor, assessor, 
trcasurei, three supervisors and three al­
dermen are to be elected, depending upon 
which, under the piescnt city charter, i/ 
the fate of the marshal. .These mas­
ters have generally been fortu­
nately disposed of in the selection of men 
who haye been faithful to the interests of 
the people, as is verified by the present 
healthy condition of the city treasuiy. 
There is no debt, nor has there been for 
the past six years In the past there has 
been no occasion for going into debt, but 
the growth of the place and the nature of 
the improvements made during the past 
two years has developed increased neces­
sities which involve a larger outlay of 
money than seems to have been con­
templated by the law under which the 
city was organized. A complete system 
of water-works must be effected at the 
earliest possible time, no matter what be 
the expense. The work is already well in 
naud, and none hut men who are fully- 
committed to an active prosecution of the 
work should be accorded a voice in the 
affairs of the city during the ensuing year. 
At best this will involve a large outlay of 
money. While the first consideration 
should be in the selection of officials who 
will favor a vigorous policy in this work, 
the important qualifications of bonestyand 
economy should not be forgotten. There 
are men on the present board, if ndecd 
not all of them, who would fill the bill, 
and haying thus commenced the work 
they would no doubt have more than er- 
dinary interest in its successful accom­
plishment. I t  is a matter the people 
should look iuto at this time. Agree 
upon the best men anchMect them. There 
is'more at stake this year than ever before, 
and the possibility of the formation of 
rings, aud the ' result of iucompetency 
should be settled by the votes of the peo­
ple the first week iu April- There is no 
time or money to waste and especially 
will this be realized should any of the 
unpropitious forbodings of very many in­
telligent people, as to the future of the 
iron business, prove true. The oppres­
sion of taxation is entailed by a shrinkage 
or values—it cuts both wavs—that values 
will fall off somewhat from the basis 
generally fixed last year, there is little 
reason to doubt. People should therefore 
adjust public as well as private business 
to meet the exigency, Extreems of the 
situation should be contemplated to the 
end of attaining the greatest degree of 
security and municipal safety. In the 
selection of persons to fill these places of 
so much importance to the average tax 
payer, none but those who can manage 
their individual affairs successfully 
should be voted for. Men who are unfit 
to conduct their own business, are usually 
unfit to h# employed in the business nf 
the public, and as a rule, do both them­
selves and the public an injury. No 
mistakes of tiffs kind should bennde. 
Sympathy somotiuies gets the better of 
good sense in this resoect, and irregular­
ity and Idas foiloWs. The citizens of Ne- 
gaunec are not without some illustration 
of this and should not fail to profit by the 
experience. Slight as it may have been, 
it was dearly bought. If the people who 
are continually howling about the ex­
travagance of the state and nation will 
manifest a similar zeal and join in an 
honest effort to purify and reform the af­
fairs of the town, county and School dis­
trict in which they live, some substantial 
good will be accomplished and their iude- 
vidual welfare according'y promoted. 
We have no fear that any great wrong 
will be perpetrated in tjre manipulation of 
the, affairs of the city, but there is no ex- 
eu*e for permitting even the smallest vip-

8@ “ The school board are to hold a 
meeting tins (Wednesday) evening to 
consider the propriety of calling u spec­
ial election of the people of the District, 
(which embraces the entire city) to vote 
upon the proposition to erect a new build­
ing of sufficient size to accommodate the 
several schools or departments now oc­
cupying the Case street aud Town Hall 
buddings. The urgent necessity for this 
s‘ep haabeen made apparent by the cold 
■weather of the past few weeks. It has 
been found utterly impossible to keep the 
rooms in a habitable condition during 
some of the colder days, and schsol has 
consequently been dismissed. This is a 
state of affairs which demand an expedi­
ent, and action cannot be taken to soon. 
As to the size and character of Ihe build­
ing, there will of course be a diversity of 
opinion. The subject of a new building 
lias been more or less discussed for the 
past tq?o or three years as being among 
the imparative demands of tlie future. 
Tae board and tlie people generally have 
recognized it, bu t‘the unusually mild 
winters, during this time has made it pos­
sible to avoid the extremity of an actual 
dismissal of the schools, while the estab­
lishment of tlie Conyent schools here last 
year seemed to relieve the overcrowded 
condition of the public buildings. This 
is Only temporary relief and will soon be 
overcome by the natural growth of tlie 
district—no doubt it will belqutgrown Be­
fore additional room can be provided. 
Tlie question now forced upou the au­
thorities is an important <fbe, and one 
which -should enlist the most careful 
thought and investigation from every 
member.. There are a large number who 
contend the city schools shou d be neu­
tralized, probably the greater number, 
though a step 4n the opposite direction 
was taken in the erection of the Rolling 
Mill neighborhood building last year.1 
Aside from Ihe demand for more room it 
was aigued by the opponents of the cen­
tralization project, that thp patrons 
would be better accommodated, in that 
the distance from the remote points of 
the District to a common center entailed a 
hardship during winter weather. Iu sup­
port of the Rolling Mill school project, 
this was measurably true, but as applied 
to the Jackson school it is without foun­
dation in fact, possibly barring two or 
three families wliS live on the hill near 
the school house. The condition . of the 
road approaching the building is invaria­
bly bad and will be until some important 
and expensive improvements are made. 
During the winter months it is usually 
drifted full and the children are compell­
ed to climb fences, etc , iu going and 
coming, so that it is oidiuaiily much 
more easy and pleasant tor those living 
west of the building to pass it, by Iron 
street, and go to Case street. Hence it is 
a.reed that the building should be aban­
doned. At present there seems to be no 
well defined opinion or expression as to 
the most advisable course, but it is clear 
that tlie board have an important duty to 
perform in submitting a proposition for 
the adoption of the people. There is a 
well settled cooviction that more suitable 
buildings should be provided, but the 
danger of delay is likely to be involved in 
a lack of liaimony as to the most advisa­
ble course to persue, and the only way to 
adjust these differences lies in tlie direc­
tion of a free discussion of the subject.

Rye Bread.—Many cooks fancy that 
it is a great fundertaking to make rye 
bread, and to 'have it goaf. Here are 
directions for making it,-*nd, if care­
fully followed, the bread fall he excel­
lent: Take two cups of Indian meal;

water; when cool, add a small cup of 
white-bread sponge, a little sugar and 
salt, and a teaspoonful of soda, dis­
solved. In  this stir as much rye as is 
possible with a spoon; let it rise until 
it is verv light; then work in with yonr 
hand as muclr rye as yon can, M t do 
not knead it, as that will make, it hard; 
put it in buttered bread-tins, and let it 
.rise for about fifteen minutes; then 
bake for an hour and a half, cooling the 
oven gradually for the last'twenty min­
utes. *

Oysters and Macvroni.—Breakup, 
finely, one-quarter of a pound of maca­
roni; take one quart of solid oysters, 
and put a layer of them into a pudding 
dish; season with pepper and salt, or a 
little ground mace, if it is liked, or 
celery Salt; scatter over the top some 
bits of macaroni with hits of butter. 
Add another layer of oysters, and mac­
aroni and butter, and continue to do 
tliis till the dish is full, giving plenty 
of salt and pepper, so as to season the 
the madaroni. Boil the liquor that 
drained from the oysters; add as much 
piilk as there is oyster juice, and turn it 
over the top of the macaroni. Place fa 
the oven, and cover tile dish with a 

qilate for twenty minutes; remove it, and 
bake another twenty minutes. The 
upper layer must he, macaroni and 
butter. I t  is a good man to soak tha 
macaroni half an hour before using it. 
This is an excellent supper or side-dish.

since the.mosi elementary match in its 
present form was invented, and fa Vien-, U 
na, not long ^go, they celebrated the 
fiftieth anniversary of their invention 
by three Austrians to whom, of"course, 
that honor is assigned. In England, ill 
1832, matches had not reached theft 
present shapes hut had only reached 
the stage ofvMneifers.” The modem 
generation hair lost sight of all these 
gradual evolutions, and they are only 
know n to  those who have the misfortune 
to be survivors of those benighted and 
unenlightened days. In  the time of 
Fox and Burke, and up to the begin­
ning of the present century, the flint 
and steel and tinder stage had not beep 
passed, though it fa probable that Dr. 
Johnson and others were more skillful 
than we moderns are at this intricate 
operation. About the beginning of the 
eentnry, however, matters began to im­
prove, and long brimstone matches 
came into use to supply the place of 
the tinder. These were pieces ef wood 
about six inches long, tipped with sul­
phur, and caught fire easily from the 
spark of the flint. It- wonld he diffi­
cult to obtain a specimen of them now­
adays. No museum seems -to interest 
itself fa preserving these little social 
cariosities; and it is only some fifty 
years hence that they will be looked 
upon such, and sought after fa some 
tedhnical -exhibition of the match trade.
I t  was not, however, till 1825 that mat­
ters began to improve, when An elabo­
rate apparatus called “Eupyrion” came 
into use. This consisted of an open 
bottle containing sulphuric acid, soak­
ed fa fibrous asbestos, and the matches,

* which were about two inches long and 
sold at one shilling a box, were tipped 
with a chemical combination, of which 
chlorate of potash was the ingredient.

Using Wet Fuel.
Lazy people have sought to convince’ 

themselves and others that there is 
economy fa using green wood t ta t  is 
full of sap. Science and observation 
alike condemn the notion. All the moist­
ure fa wood wmst be evaporated before 
it will burn. By 'splitting it  and ex­
posing ft' to the heat of the sun fa a cur­
rent of air the moisture will be expelled 
without the expenditure of heat 
created by hurtling fneL If, however, 
the green wood is placed in a stove or 

"fireplace a considerable amount of fuel, 
previously dried by artificial heat, must 
'be''consumed fa evaporating the moist­
ure \it contains. Heated steam, is not 
consumed, as sonm. peopls appear to 
suppose. I t  passes up the chimney and 
gives off b u t ‘very little heat. The 
amount of heat required to dry wood so 
it  will Burn is very considerable. Green 
wood iikvery inconvenient as well as ex­
pensive. I t  makes an unreliable fire 
that can not he depended on for either 
heating or cooking purposes. I t  is pro­
ductive of mneh smoke and of-little 
satisfaction or comfort. Green wood fa 
very heavy to handle and some varieties 
will weigh fully twice as mn ch when 
full of Sap as when thoroughly dried in 
the sun. Unless wood is to be drawn 
on runners over the snow there is a 
great saving in having it dried before it 
is taken from the forest to the house. 
When it is once dry it should he -put 
under cover so that it will not absorb 
rain or become covered with snow. The 
loss in burning damp coal is not as 
heavy as in burning wet wood, bnt after 
all it fa very considerable. According 
to experiments made fa Germany seven 
tons of damp coal will only produce as 
much heat as six tons that are dry. The 
price of one ton of coal will buy lumber 
enough to build a protection for -six 
tons and it will last many years.—C/u- 
cago Times.

box, and the hydrogen lamp of Dobe- 
reimer; bnt it was not till 1882 that the 
first sign of a friction match was evolv­
ed—and it was called “a lueifer” by the 
joking generation. Lncifers were sub­
stantially the present match pulled 
through a piece of sand-paper. The 
remembrance of such a contrvance fa 
calculated to make ns think less than 
we do of that dull time. Bnt the coun­
try was -waking up, and the congrevo, 
which is the match of "to-day, soon fol­
lowed the Reform bill. Whether the 
congreve w*as called after tlie rocket of- 
that name is a doubtful point. There 
is a story of its inventor which shows, 
if true, the value of attention on the 
part of schoolboys, and might be put 
in all hoard schools. The real invent­
or, it is said—a village Schoolmaster — 
explained it to his boys at his ■chool, 
and one more intelligent talked of it to 
his still more intelligent parent, who 
was a chemist, and who turned it to 
material advantage. Be that'as it may, 
this was the same as the match of to­
day; and it has since undergone few im­
provements, except one changing it 
irom  a silent to a noisy match.. The 
silent match, which is so affected by 
burglars, and is a necessary accompani­
ment to list slippers, consists in the 
omission of chlorate of potash in the 
composition which tips it, and which is 
the cause of the cracking noisd* which 
is liable to awake the intended victim. 
The last great invention was the safety 
match, which was patented by Bryant 
and May in 1856.

I t  would require, perhaps, the intel­
lect of a Rabbage to wrestle with the 
statistics of matches. That 60,000,000 
are burned every day in Europe seems 
below the mark. Some firms, such as 
Messrs. Dixon, at Manchester, turn out
9.000. 000 a day, and many in London
2.000. 000 or 3,000,000. The consump­
tion of phosphorus for the purpose in 
England and France shows that about
250.000. 000 a year are turned out in 
these two countries alone. In America, 
where, as in France, there is a tax on 
matches, by which grist is thus brought 
to tlie mill, tlie stamps show an out­
turn of about 40,000,(K)0, so at present 
match-making is not a speciatly of 
America, though the tax yields about 
£700,000 a year to the revenue.

During tlie last five years the 

Austranil! and New Zealand colonies 
haie added to their debts a total of 
$180,000,000, New Zealand being the 
w oi'st offender of tins sort, its debt 
having risen in that time $55,000,000. 
But if population were considered, New 
Zealand worUd be outdone bv Queens­
land and at least equaled liv South 
Australia. Queensland with 227,000 
souls against the 500,000 in New 
Zealand, augjBroted liei public obliga­
tions to the extent of $31,485,000, while 
South Australia, with 293,000 souls, 
augmented liers by 936,800,000. 
Further points about these debts are 
that tlie aggregate increase equals 60 
per cent, on the total for 1876, and 
that at the end of last year the colonies 
owed in all $480,000,000, exclusive of 
their local and private borrowings from 
banks and land companies.
