Floating Specks in the Eye.
Many persons are troubled with such 

specks, called by the doctors “muscaj 
volitantes”—flitting flies. They pass 
across the vision while one is reading, 
or rise when the eye is turned cfiiickly 
upward, to descend slowly again as the 
eye resumes its ordinary position. They 
are always in motion.

Notwithstanding their name of “flies,” 
they generally appear as minute beads; 
or strings of heads, or bits of thread, 0 1  

transparent globules. When one at­
tempts to hold them before his direct 
vision, they immediately float away.

People who are subject to them often 
suffer from needless fears on their ac­
count. But such may be reassured by 
the following from Williams’ work on 
“The Eye,” its author being an eminent 
professor in Harvard University:

“The former idea that these appear­
ances are to be regarded as premani- 
tions of amauroria”—loss of vision from 
paralysis of the retina—“is still so pre­
served as a tradition, that it is often 
very difficult to convince those who 
have become alarmed from perceiving 
them, even by the most positive asser­
tion,* that they have no important sig­
nificance.”

Most studious people observe them 
when their eyes are fatigued, or they 
are suffering from indigestion. They 
are frequently quite troublesome to 
persons looking through a microscope, 
but they are then exceedingly* distinct, 
and are interesting phenomena to ex­
amine, provided tile mind is at Test 
about them.

The opthalmoseope can detect no 
cause for them in the eye.

, Prof. Williams says: “That they are 
not the result of important structural 
change is evident from the fact that 
they Yju-y from one time to another and 
in different circumstances, being seen, 

‘ for instance, more numerously- and dis­

A JDure for Sciatica.—A cure for 
neuralgia and sciatica—and, as I am 
told, an unfailing one—is too valuable 
not to be recorded. An English officer, 
who served with distinction in the war 
with Napoleon, was once laid np in a 
small village in France with a severe 
attack of sciatica. It so happened that 
at that time a tinman was being em­
ployed at the house where he lodged, 
and that this tinman, having been him­
self a soldier, took an interest in the 
officer’s case, and gave him a cu%which, 
In this instance, succeeded immediately 
and forever, and which I am about to 
set down. It is at any rate po simple 
as to be worth a trial. Take a moder­
ate-sized potato, rather large than 
sniall, and boil it in one quart of water. 
Foment the part affected with the wa­
ter in which the potato has been boiled 
as hot as it can be borne at night be­
fore going to bed; then crush the pota­
to end put it on the affected part as a 
poultice. Wear thih all night and in 
the morning heat the water, which 
should have been preserved, over again, 
and again foment the part with it as 
hot as can he borne. This treatment 
must be persevered with for several 
days. It occasionally requires to be 
continued for as much as' two or three 
weeks, but in the shorter or longer time 
it has never failed to be successful.—

Night Work and L ong H ours.— 
There is no disease so insidious, nor 
when fully developed so difficult to 
cure, as that species of nervous degen­
eration or exhaustion produced by 
night-work ok long hours. It is easy 
to understand how such a state of pros­
tration may he induced. The brain 
and the nervous system have- be very 
aptly compared to a galvanic battery in 
constant use to provide a supply of 
electric fluid for consumption within a 
given time. “As long,” say a recent 
writer, “as supply and demand are fair­
ly balanced, the functions which owe 
their regular and correct working to 
the fluid are carried on with precision; 
but when, by fitful and excessive de­
mand carried far beyond the means of 
supply, the bslance is not only lost, bnt 
the machine itself is overstrained and 
injured—disorder at first and disease 
afterward are the result. This illus­
trates pretty clearly the condition-of a 
well-balanced bran and nervous sys­
tem, supplying without an effort all the 
nervous force required in the operations 
of the mind and body, so long as its 
work is in proportion to its powers; bnt 
if embarrassed by excessive demands 
feebly and fitfully endeavoring to car­
ry on fhese mental and physical opera­
tions over which it formerly presided 
without an effort.” The symptoms 
of nervous prostration are exceedingly 
painful; we can afford to pity even 
the man of pleasure, who has 
by his own foolish conduct induced 
them, but much more so the brain­
worker, who has been burning the 
midnight oil in the honest endeavor to 
support himself, and probably a wifs 
and family, with respectability in life. 
He has made a mistake for which we 
can readily forgive him. In the pleas­
urable excitement of honest toil he has 
forgotten that the supply of work can­
not be regulated by the demand or need 
for it, bnt by the power to produce it. 
He has been living on his capital as 
well as the interest thereof, and when 
he finds the former failing—when he 
finds he has no longerx.the strength to 
work as he used to do, and starvation 
itself probably staring him in the face 
if he ceases to toil, why the very thought 
of coming collapse tends only "to hasten 
the catastrophe, and reason itself may 
fall before the continued mental strain.

Where Was Eden T ^
This is still a matter of dispute 

among Biblical scholars of the highest 
reputation. Some have endeavored to 
locate it by means of the fruits and 
mineral productions named in the de­
scriptions given in the second chapter 
of Genesis, verses' 8-17. Bnt the main 
question; in the opinion of most invest­
igators, is. What are the four rivers 
mentioned? The weight of tradition 
and scholarly study incline ns to the 
belief that the Tigris and Euphrates, 
which, after flowing in* a southeasterly 
direction, unite and empty into the Per­
sian gulf, ‘are the third -and fourth riv­
ers mentioned in the sacred word. 
But those who agree so far differ wide­
ly ns to what rivers should be regarded 
as the Pison and Gihon. Some affirm 
that the Biver Pison is the Ganges, and 
the Gihon the sacred river of Egypt; 
others that the Garden of Eden was lo­
cated on the high table-lands of Arme­
nia, from which rise the Tigris and Eu­
phrates. By choosing two rivers which 
flow into the Caspian sea, or by giving 
the name Gihon to one river, and the 
name Pison to the sea, and extending 
the boundaries of Eden so as to thke in 
these waters and the headwaters of the 
Euphrates and Tigris, they consider 
that they have solved the mystery that 
veils the cradle of our race. The fact 
that all the European races of the Ary­
an family, and fdso the Semitic races, 
trace back their origin to this region 
gives color to this solution. A few 
scholars *of somer distinction have ar­
gued that the Adamic paradise was in 
the vicinity of the Mountains of the 
Moon in Africa, regarding the Nile as 
the Pison and the Niger as the Gihon, 
»nd reconciling it with the views of 
former scholars by affirming that- the 
Assyrian rivers at that time had their 
source in the Mountains of the Moon, 
but flowed underneath the ground to 
their apparent souree in the continent 
of Asia. Others locate Eden in the vi­
cinity of the ancient city of Babylon, 
considering the doubtful rivers as the 
two channels by which the united Ti­
gris and Euphrates empty into the Per­
sian gulf. But, two things have not 
been explained by any of these theories. 
The four rivers fljgv from one river,, aiuf 
the Biver Pison “compasseth the whole 
land of Havilah.” Unt|J these questions 
Jre solved the location of the Garden of 
Eden will continue to remain a mys­

The Poles are fond of 
gavety, of amusement, of society; they 
love pleasure in all i|s bright and 
charming format The country houses 
are constantly full of visitors, and in 
the winter there is often the'“Kulig,” a 
gathering which increases as it goes 
from house to house. It is taken from 
a peasant custom, and the nobles, when 
they get up a “Kulig,” wear the peas­
ant costumes, very beautifully made. 
They go over the snow in sledges from 
house to house, dancing'for two or three 
days at one, and then gping on to an­
other, taking the people of the house 
which they leave with them. At last 
there are perhaps twenty sledges all 
full of people, dressed in bright colors 
and singing the songs of the “Kulig.” 
At every house they dance the charac­
teristic dances of the occasion—the 
“Krakomlak,” the “Mazur,” and the 
**Oberek.” The first is a very pretty 
and peculiar dance, in which the part­
ners turn away from each other and 
then come face to face;*the “Mazur” is 
something like the quadrille, though it 
is by no means the same; the “Oberek” 
resembles a waltz danced the reverse 
way, and with a very pretty and char­
acteristic figure, in which the man 
kneels on one knee and kisses his part­
ner's" hand. They are all most charm­
ing and pretty, and the Poles dance 
with enthusiasm as well as grace. They 
have many national customs and cere­
monies which are occasions for dancing 
and pleasure. Therj, in the autumn 
and winter, there is boar hunting. In 
this way, with these various amuse­
ments, the time passes in the country 
houses, and visitors will stay six weeks 
or perhaps six months.

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DOMESTIC RECIPES.
Chicago P udding.—One quart milk, 

four eggs, one teacup flour, stir the 
egg and flour in the milk while boiling 
hot; pour in a mold, and turn on a cup 
of sugar.

Appli; L emon P ie.—Stew tart apples 
smooth; to three eups add four eggs, 
one teacup sugar, two table-spoons 
butter; hake on one crust; make crust 
as for shoyt cake.

Corn Meal Cake.—One egg, two 
table-spoonfuls sugar, two of melted 
butter, half teaspoonful salt, two tea­
cups corn meal, one table-'Spoonful flour, 
one teaspoonful cream .tartar mixed 
with the dry meal and flour, half tea­
spoonful soda, two teacups sweet milk; 
dissolve sods ip milk and add salt; hake 
in a shallow pan in a hot oven.

Making Coffee.—The favorite recipe 
at Delmonico’s : Heat the grounds hot 
in*a messpan, one table-spoonful for 
each person and one for the pot or ket­
tle; then pour ou boiling water, one 
cupful for each spoonful of coffee. 
Cover tight and stand where it will 
keep hot, but not boil, for fifteen or 
twenty minutes. Then strain into the 
caps. The coffee should never be 
boiled. “Coffee boiled is coffee spoiled. ”

Cottage P udding.—Three eggs, two 
cupfuls of pulverized sugar, four large 
table-spoonfuls of butter, half a pint of 
sweet milk, one pint of flour apd two 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder. J Work 
the butter to the lightest possible cream, 
beat the eggs separately* and mix the 
pudding the same as in directions for 
cake-making. Bake half an hour. This 
quantity will make two cakes of the 
proper size. There is no better recipe 
than this for this favorite pudding. To 
be served-hot, with brandy or other 
sauce.

Stuffing for Roast Turkey.—Grate 
as much good stale bread as will fill the 
turkey and season it well with butter 
rubbed into the bread, salt, pepper and 
a little summer savory. Moisten it 
slightly With .oyster liquor, and add as 
many oysters to it as you choose. Stuff 
the turkey and roast it in the usual 
way. Serve the thickened and strained 
gravy or oyster sauce with it. A turkey 
weighing seven or eight pounds should 
cook at least three hours, and a very 
large turkey should cook at least four. 
Baste every five minutes.

Bread-and-Apple P udding. — One 
quart of bread crumbs, one and one- 
half pints of milk, two eggs, eight sour 
apples (medium sized), one scant tea­
cup of white sugar. Cut the apple^in 
quarters, then slice them.. Butter the 
pudding-dish; spread a thick layer of 
bread crumbs on the bottom, tlien a 
layer of apples, with little bits of but­
ter scattered over the top; then a layer 
of bread crumbs. Beat up the eggs, 
mix them with the milk and sugar, and 
pour over the bread. Bake in a hot 
oven about one hour. This rule is suf­
ficient for eight persons.

Baked Beans.—Take the quantity 
desired, wash them well and put them 
to soak in cold water at night. In the 
morning early pour off the water and 
put them in a pipkin (a small earthen­
ware boiler) with cold water enough to 
cover them, and place them on to eook. 
When they are tender, but not broken, 
skim them out into the bean-pot; place 
a small piece of cooked corned beef (if 
meat is desired) in the center of them; 
cover the pot, to prevent a hard crust 
from forming on the top of the beans; 
place them in a hot oven, and bake 
about three hours. If corned beef is 
not liked, substitute a piece of sweet 
butter to moisten them. A small quan- 
tity of sugar can be added, although I 
think the bean contains ample sweet­
ness in itself. ThAsufccess of baked 
beans depends much upon the process 
of cooking in the pipkin.

’The Prowess of Captain Myles Standish.
The iron hand of the colony in deal­

ing with the Indians, and with evil­
doers along the coast, was their intrepid 
Captain General, Myles Standish, a 
small man, who was sneeringly dubbed 
by one who had felt the weight of his 
authority, “Captain Shrimp.” He was 
agile, indomitable, and liot-tempered. 
A Yorksbireman of a gentle, family, he 
had been a soldier in the Low Coun­
tries, where he fell in with Robinson’s 
congregation. Liking them, he settled 
in Leyden, withAit joining the church. 
He came to New England in the May­
flower, amt led in all the military oper­
ations of jiie colony, going foremost in 
every dangerous undertaking. He was 
quick of decision, and prompt to act. 
He terrified Courhittant’s hostile fac­
tion in Massasoit’s tribe by surrounding 
a village in the night and taking all the 
inhabitants prisoners, A merchant 
named Weston having planted a colony 
of reckless English on the side of Wey­
mouth, who had rendered themselves 
hateful to the Massachusetts tribe, 
some of the latter conspired to destroy 
Plymouth colony and Weston’s settle,- 
ment with the same blow. Massasoit 
gave information of the plot to the Eng­
lish, and even directed who must be 
executed by a sudden surprise, in order 
to cut bf the heads of the conspiracy, 
and so prevent the attack. The danger 
was imminent, and Standish set ouCMor 
Weston’s colony under color of trading, 
Ehdflgh some of the Indians reported 
that the little captain was evidently an­
gry inside. In the insulting carriage of 
the Indian Standish easily saw their 
intention to surprise and cut him off. 
Pecksuot, a stalwart chief, had sharpen­
ed his knife on the back as well as on 
the edge. “This knife,” said he, “has 
a woman’s face on the handle. I have 
another at home; it has a man’s face on 
it, for it has killed an enemy. After 
a while the two shj|ll get married.” 
Standish and his meq fell suddenly on 
some of the defiant ringleaders, whose 
names Massasoit had given, and killed 
them with the knives which the Indians 
wore about their necks. The little“cap- 
tain, with his own hand, stabbed to 
death, after ,, a desperate struggle, the 
powerful arfi insolent Pecksuot. The 
measure was a harsh one, but the peril 
was very gfeat, and Standish had few 
men. The mode of execution was that 
By which the Indians were accustomed 
to deal with such offenders; it was what 
Pecksuot intended, no doubt, for Stan­
dish and his companions. It is to be re­
membered, too, that the slightest re­
verse would have brought the whole 
poifer of the savage tribes upon the 
English. Robinson, in Leyden, was 
deeply grieved at this slaughter, and 
wrote: “Oh, that you had converted 
some before you had killed any.” Stan­
dish carried* the head of one oP the In­
dians back to Plymouth, and stuck it 
up as a barberous trophy. Ja extenua­
tion, it is necessary to remember that, 
more than a hundred years later than 
this, Temple Bar, in London, was de­
corated with human heads.—Edward 
Eggleston in the Century.

A Man sf Original Ideas.
The Jate Clark Mills was a man of 

original ideas and determination to carry 
•them into effect. Thirty-one years ago, 
when he built a furnace in Washington 
in which to melt the bronze for his great 
statue of Jackson, scientific men ridi­
culed him for constructing it partly un­
der ground.

WALTER SCOTT.

EtandiMcencM of tit* Author of th* Waverlr,
It is well remembered that the death 

list of 1832 was one of the richest and 
most remarkable ever known, and Sir 
Walter’s name was entitled to stand at 
the head of the dark column, though 
perhaps some will assert that Goethe 
was the greatest genius then called 
away—hut the great German never 
spoke to the millions as Scott spoke to 
them. He was. too, a far older man 
than Scott. Goethe was almost 83 
years old when he left the earth, 
wherers Scott departed when he had 
only reached to a little more than a 
month beyond the age of 61 years. He 
became 61 on the 15th day of August, 
1832; and on the thirty-seventh day 
(thereafter he died. “About half-past 
one p. m., on the 21st of September, 
[1832] Sir Walter breathed his last, in 

-the presence of all his children. It was 
a beautiful day—so* warm that every 
window was wide-open, and all so per­
fectly still, that the sound of all others 
most delicious to the ear, the ripple of 
the Tweed over its pebbles, was dis­
tinctly audible as we knelt around the 
bed, and his eldest son kissed and 
closed his eyes.” Thus wrote Mr. Lock­
hart, who was Sir Walter’s son-in-law, 
and an eye-witness of what he wrote, 
and who himself died in 1854. All of 
Scott’s children soon passed away. His 
unmarried (Uughter, Anne Scott, died 
in 1833; and nis daughter Sophia, Mrs. 
Lockhart, in 1837. His eldest son, the 
second Sir Walter Scott, died in 1847, 
at sea, when on his way to England from 
India. His other son, Charles Scott, 
was attached to the British special mis­
sion in Persia, and died at Teheran, in 
1841. The second Sir Walter sleeps at 
Dryburgh, his father’s burial-place. 
With him expired the baronetcy, con­
ferred by George IV., as no child ever 
was born unto him. No descendant, of 
the Author of Waverly, of the name, 
has existed for almost 36 years. When 
Scott died, he was the first novelist in 
the world and the position he then held 
has not been forfeited in fifty years. It 
has more than once been said, by warm 
admirers 6f his, that he should have 
djpsd ten years earlier—and the asser­
tion is not without some show of reason; 
for though he published but one novel 
in 1822. his fame was at the height at 
that time, in consequence of his variety 
and number of novels published be­
tween the last days of 1819 und the 
close of May, lf&2, namely, “Ivanhoe,” 
“The Monastery,” “The Abbot,” “Kenil­
worth,” “The Pirate.” and “The For­
tune's of Nigel.” With the exceptions 
of “The Monastery,”—and that is a very 
good work—the novels named are of 
the very highest rank; and how well 
they were supported by their predeces­
sors, beginning with “Waverley” and 
closing with the third series of “Tales 
of My Landlord,” (“The Bride of Lam- 
mermoor,” and “The Legend of Mont­
rose,”) it is not necessary to enlarge 
upon. “Peveril of the Peak” appeared 
in 1823, and so did “ Quentin Durward,” 
and so did “St. Romman’s Well;” but 
only the second-named is commonly al­
lowed to rank with the best novels, 
though in our opinion both the others 
are tales of great excellence. Nor can 
we see any falling off in most of his 
latest works—in “Redgauntlet, or Tales 
of Crusaders,” or in “Woodstock,” ,or 
in “The Fair Maid of Perth,” or in 
“Anne of Geierstein.” Scott was by no 
means a very old man at the time of his 
death, and probably no one would have 
.thought of associating the decline in his 
writings with the fact of a decline in his 
fortunes, had it not been the common 
notion that the one thing goes with'the 
other. ____________ ___ *

The first mate of the vessel, he of the 

fur cap, was a character. It was ap­
propriate to find him in the “Mark 
Twain.” He was bald and looked very 
old, hut declared he was thirty.

“Ef you had been through what I 
hev, my travelin’ stranger,” quoth he, 
“you too would look like an example of 
the longest kind of long-gevity. My 
name figures prominently in history. 
I’ve been published in four hundred and 
thirty-nine newspapers and one alma­
nac/ I’ve been blown up by steam­
boats in twenty-two States and several 
Territories.

Pieces of my skull is layin’ round loose 
all np and down this river, and numer­
ous of its tributaries.

I 
knew we were goin’ to bust that ater- 
noon, for it was about bustin’ time with 
me, and bust we did. When I come 
down I couldn’t find nothin’. Every­
thing had blowed to dust, or gone so fur 
that nothin’ was within visible distance. 
But, bless yOu!—that’s nothin’. Minor, 
catasterfies? Oh, yes. Once we 
smashed a wheel against a snag. Of 
course, when we progressed we went 
round and round, and so went round 
and round all the way down to New 
Orleans,' describin’ circles the whole 
time. We all got orful headaches owin’ 
to the centripital tendency of the peri­
phery.—Mark Twain.

A Submarine Army of Torpedoes.
A remarkable means of defense is 

known as the “Graydon-Leach system,” 
and provides for the maneuvering of 
fleets of torpedoes under complete con-" 
trol, below the surface of tho water, and 
admitting of entiroor partial withdraw­
al at pleasure, to permit the passing of 
friendly vessels, or enticing hostile ves­
sels within the limits sad then sur­
rounding them with torpedoes that will 
insure their destruction. The torpe­
does can be massed, moved in various 
directions, and, in fact, maneuvered 
similarly to bodies of troops, and, being 
entirely submerged, give no signs of ap­
proach to the enemy. The system is 
comparatively inexpensive, and the plan 
simple. No hostile fleet could enter a 
harbor defended by it, and therefore its 
novelty, simplicity and practicability 
render it very valuable.

Of course, 
people who have fat clerkships like to 
hold on to them as long as possible; but 
if this thing is allowed to go on we nny 
as well have a census bureau always in 
office, and get the report of one out 
while the canvassers are preparing mater­
ial tor the next. From recent intimations 
it Ib stiff doubtful whether we shall get 
anything reliable wheur it does come. 
And it won’t make much difference, as 
all interest in U will Rave died- out by 
that time. People don’t care much about 
*oci«at history in the form of statistics- _

Some of our Democratic friends 
take exception to our statement that the 
state of things now developing in this coun­
try is attributab'e to the election of a 
Democratic Congress last faff. These’ ex­
ceptions, however, do not alter the tact that 
the failure of iron establishments in various 
sections is fairly the result of this blunder 
of the people and does ndl admit of a d >ubt 
in the mind of a man who can reason,especi­
ally if fie has seen sufficient years of life to 
haye witnessed similar effects produced by 
like causes.

If it were to be done by the party 
which gave us the tariff under which the 
country has been so prosperous for twenty- 
one years, not a ripple on the surface'Would 
have been caused by the movement, be­
cause it would have been such a reform as 
would have worked no injustice, and still 
have furnished needed protei tkin. Instead 
of that, a Democratic Congress\vas elected, 
and when the Republicans in that bodv, 
now in tlje majority,, attempted to woik, 
■the minority was encouraged to resort to all 
dilatory measures allowed by parliamentary 
rules to hinder and obstruct. The session 
is a short one, and much of the time must 
be taken up in legislation necessary to keep 
the wheels of government in motion The 
Republican members have been generally en 
ergetie and faithful, but at every step they 
have been met by opposition until it has be­
come apparent that no such measure as the 
industries of the country demand can be 
passed before the 4th of this month. After 
that the Democrats have control of the 
House, and what wild measures they will 
enact cannot be guessed.

The natural result followed, and to-day 
the country is in the shadow of the coming 
event. Knowing what was before them, 
producers and consumers became cautious, 
orders declined, and the buoyancy of the 
last fewyeaas was cheeked. It no other 
discouragement* had intervened, some of 

winter ’ fcliose who have gone under might have 
stiff been floating; but while there is noth­
ing in thi* world so powerful as capital, 
there is nothing so easily frightened. It is 
like, the monsters of the great deep, which 
can be driven away by a pebble from the 
hand of an urchin, but which when woun­
ded are terrible to cope with. It is known 
that these large manufacturing and heavy 
dealing establishments cannot be successful­
ly run without frequent accomodations in 
tne shape of. loans. These loans are most 
needed at* time wh*n sales are slow; bnt 
baukdrs are as watehful as any body, and 
seeing the danger of disaster to the manu­
facturing interests, instead of expanding, 
contract the loans, until they refuse accom- 
mmodations altogether. They fear the re­
sult of Democratic legislation, and as paper 
matures insist that it must.be paid. When 
the manufacturer most needs the money, 
they not only refuse a loan, but insist on the 
payment of advances already made.- This 
is not beeiuse they need the money. The 
only use they have for it is to lend it for- 
pay; but they are afraid the business of the 
manufacturer is about to be ruined, and 
want to make themselves secure.

Now there is really as much iron needed 
as there was ld*t year, and itris worth as 
much; but because of the prospect of a re­
duction, only so much as is absolutely, nec­
essary to be used is purchased, and many- 
enterprises are" suspended waiting the re­
sult. No man with an ounce of .common 
sense wilk?eriousIy pretend that the dullness 
in the irort.market is justly attributable to 
anything else than the uncertainty as to 
how the tariff matter will be settled. It 
would be tetter now to say, the certainty 
that the settlement will be adverse to the 
interests of tlSfwimeriean manufacturer and 
workingman.

While the interests of this county are al­
ready "suffering to a certain extent, it is 
pleasant to be aesuied that "the disaster is 
not overwhelming. If any mining section 
can pass through the crisis ours certainly 
can, but the nearness of the approach of 
trouble should warn all interested, laborer 
as well as capitalist to exercise prudence in 
expendi’.mes, there is no knowing eeitanly 
where lightning will strke. The miner, if 
he is prudent, may not have so much, but 
he can assure himself against financial dis­
aster, and be free from the annoyance the 
others must patiently endure in sueh times ’ 
as the present. There may not, after all, 
be so much danger to the business interests 
of the country as is apprehended. We 
shall still have a Republican Senile and a 
Republican President. There are a few 
free trade Republicans, as there are a few 
tariff Democrats. While the first may do 
ns much harm, there are *ot enough of the 
others to do a great deal of good. If these 
premonitpry symptoms of the di»aster that 
will be caused by a “tariff for reveup-oplY' 
are heeded, even the Democratic party may 
notj o.are to rush headlong to certain des­
truction. Their fear* are, admoct tksqnty 
gswiri r»*r. left fox m t *»(£**.'

Dr. P. A. Willuto thinks he has ob­
served as evil results of coffee drinking 
gout, congestion of the liver, indiges­
tion, nervous debility and irritability, 
mental depression, etc. His attention 
was first directed to coffee as a cause of 
such affections by observing a disap­
pearance of them in Southern women 
whose supply of coffee was for a long 
time out off during the war.

Water, in passing into vapor, ab- 
sorbes and Mdes nearly one thousand 
degrees of heat. A cord of green wood 
produces just as much heat as a cord 
of the same wood dry. In burning the 
dry wood we get nearly all the heat, but 
in burning the same wood green, from 
one-half to three-fourths of the heat 
produced goes off, latent and useless, 
in the evaporating sap. or water. Chem­
istry shows this, and why, very plainly.

The Japanese are almost a race of 
vegetarians, depending mainly for their 
nitrogenous food upon the leguminous 
plants—some forty varities of peas and 
beans which they cultivate. These 
foods are quoted by Mr. Van Buren, a 
consul to Japan, who has also noticed 
an expression of good humor upon the 
faces of men, the amiability and some­
times real beauty of the women, and 
the comfortalble, open-eyed serenity of 
the babies.” ^

Says Leffel’s Mechanical News, care 
should he taken that the belts should be 
kept soft and pliable; and experience 
has taught us that the best article for 
this purpose for leather belting, is good 
castor oil. It softens and at the same 
time removes all dirt and scales from 
the surface of the belt, thereby causing 
it to adhere the more closely to the 
pulley. Resin is sometimes used to pre­
vent belts from slipping. Wl̂ ile this 
may have the desired effect for the 
time, in the end it causes the very 
thing which the purpose is to prevent, 
by stiffening and hardening the belt, 
and causing a scale to gather on the 
face of the belt, thereby preventing the 
surface of the belt proper coming in 
contact with the pully. After * such 
scales have gathered on the belt by the 
usef of resin, or from any other cause, 
castor oil will easily remove them. Belts, 
to give the best results, should have 
good attention.___________

Advice to a Bridegroom.
To become a husband is as serious a 

matter to a man as it is for a woman to 
become a wife. Marriage is no child’s 
play; it brings added care, trial, per­
plexity, vexation, and it requires a great 
deal of the happiness which legitimately 
springs out of it to make the balance 
heavy in its favor. Very few people 
live happily in marriage, and yet this is 
not because unhappiness is germane to 
the relation, hut because those who 
enter it do not know, first, how to get 
married, and, secondr how to live 
married happily. You have already 
made your choice —wisely, I am bound 
to believe. Those qualities of character 
which have attracted you to choose as 
you ha\e should make your love grow 
daily wliile you live together.

As to the second point: If you wish 
to live in harmonious union with your 
wife start out with the avowed recogni­
tion of the fact that she is youi com­
panion and copartner. Marriage 
usually makes the wife neither of these. 
In many instances she sees less of her 
husband than before she married him. 
He comes, he goes, he reads, thinks, 
works, and under the stimulus of 
business brings all Ms powers and 
faculties to the surface, and is developed 
thereby—not always symmetrically, hut 
vigorously—not always harmoniously, 
hut with increasing power. Married 
men do not usually shrivel up nor put 
on a look of premature age, but women 
frequently do, and it is plain to me why 

_ they do.
Married women are shut up in houses, 

and their chief care is for things that 
have no inspiring influence. Their 
time is taken up in meeting the phys­
ical wants of their families—cooking, 
wasMng dishes, keeping the house in 
order, sewing, receiving company—not 
one of wMch has in it a tendency even 
to culture and elevation. Married 
women are devoted to the house, and 
this means a life of vexation and petti­
ness. It gives no sort of stimulus to 
the spirit. So the husband, who is out 
of doors, active, interested in matters 
wMch affect the public good, coining 
into contact with men greater than him- 
sqff, who inspire him to better purposes 
and nobler endd of labor, develops into 
manly beauty and grows in character, 
while his wife at home, who has as 
faithfully performed her share of the 
work, withers and decays prematurely.

Treat ypur wife exactly as yourself 
would like to he treated if you had to 
live under her circumstances, and you 
will not go far wrong. ■»

ferent in her wants, feelings, qualities 
and powers. Do not be the victim of" 
any social policy. Stand up bravely 
for the right, give your wife a chance 
to live, grow and be somebody and be­
come something.

Try tofibe thoughtful, considerate and 
forbearing. You wall have new duties, 
and they will bring new trials. Take 
good care of your health and hers. Be 
simple, both, in your habits; be careful 
in your expenditures; be industrious. 
If you keep good health and are frugal, 
blessings will come from your united 
love, ip.nd you will grow happier and 
better day by day as the years pass.—

The Origin of William Penn’s Ameri­

can Scheme.
When the Dutch province in America 

came by conquest into possession pf the 
English crown, the King had gracious­
ly made a present of the whole of that 
vast tract of new-settled country to Ms 
brother, hip Royal Highness tile Duke 
of York. His Royal Highness had in 
turn granted that portion of his terri­
tory now comprising the State of New 
Jersey to his humble servants Lord 
Berkeley and Sir George Carteret. At 
that time ("about 1665) the northeastern 
part of this province had begun to be 
sparsely settled here and there. Eliza­
bethtown had grown to four houses, and 
w as the capital of the province. Mid­
dletown, too, had been planted and 
Shrewsbury. But all the western part, 
lying upon the Delaware River and 
Bay, was still untouched, saving by a 
few scattered Swedish and Finnish set­
tlers.

Toward tMs tract of country, com- 
partively near the ocean coast upon one 
side, and washed by a broad river and 
bay upon the other, the attention of 
certain Quakers began to he directed. 
John Fenwick and Edward ’ Byllinges, 
the former of Buckinghamshire, the 
latter a London merchant, both promi­
nent members of the Society, purchased 
of Lord Berkeley all Ms rights and in­
interests in the Jerseys for the sum of 
one thousand pounds sterling. The 
province was then divided by agree­
ment with Sir George Carteret into 
East and West Jersey, called collective­
ly in, the olden times “The Jerseys.” 
This was accomplished by a line drawn 
from Little Egg Harbor to a point on 
the Delaware river in the 41st degree 
of north platitude.

But in the meantime the Settlement 
of this territory with a regular pro­
vincial government came practically to 
naught. Fenwick seems to have been 
of a litigious, disputations, disposition; 
bickerings and hack-talk ensued be­
tween the two proprietaries. Unable, 
because of the rules of their sects, to 
have the matter settled by law, the 
Difficulty reached sueh a stage that it 
becalne necessary to call for arbitration 
to arrange the matter between them. 
After casting about for some one to 
■whom to appeal, William Penn was se­
lected to finally adjudge the matter. 
And so his attention first became at­
tracted to the New World, .and his in­
terest awakened in it. The matter was 
satisfactorily adjusted, hut West Jersey 
was destined never to become a propri­
etary—or rather a bi-proprietary—gov-, 
ernment. Both Byllinges and Fen­
wick became involved in financial diffi­
culties, and their estates passed into 
the hands of trustees, one of whom was 
William Penn. In this position he be­
came still more interested in the coun­
try ; he devoted his attention wholly to 
the settlement and improvement of .this 
part of the Jerseys, and, as his letters 
afterward showed, he thereby made 
himself w'ell acquainted with the re­
sources of that which was to him here­
tofore an almost unknown world. He 
saw at a glance the vast possibilities it 
held forth to such as would undertake 
the development of them, and finally 
determined to found a province there 
himself, not in the loose, unsystematic 
way in which West Jersey was being 
peopled, but endow’ed with a good in­
ternal government for its foundation 
and support.

It is thus that great events move up­
on little things, as a heavy door does 
upon little hinges. H John Fenwick 
had not been of a disputatious nature,’ 
in all likelihood William Penn would 
never have founded a province.—How­
ard Pyle in Harper’s Magazine.

The Man Who Spits.
The Man Who Spits is a liberal ereat* 

ura hut unlovely in his liberality. 
That which he has to dispense he 
sheds around with generous profu­
sion, regardless of time, place or the 
presence of company. In the physical 
economy of most men the liver is the 
largest gland in the body. But to ob­
serve the habits of the Man Who Spits 
is to gather the idea that his salivary 
glands must be at least five times as 
large as his liver and fifty times as act­
ive. The man’s life seems to he given 
up to spitting. He spits at his home 
and whene’er he takes his walk abroad, 
On entering a public conveyance, 
whether stage, car or steamboat, his 
first proceeding is to spit on the floor.

^perception at all, the world is one vast 
spittoon. He seems to have taken a 
contract to fill it, and diligently he la­
bors, day after day, with spit, spit, spit, 
until his wretched task shall be ful­
filled. At best, it is an ugly habit. At 
the worst, he runs the risk of spitting 
out most of his vitality and becomes not 
only an unsavory object miserable 
dyspeptic.

For two centuries it 
was' the principal ornament in the gal- 
lery of Princess Barberini, at Rome, 
andwasthen sold at auction to the 
Duchess of'Portland for £1,872—about 
$10,000. It was thenceforth spoken of 
as the Portland vase, previously known 
as the Barberini It was placed by the 
Duchess in the British Museum, where 
it was much admired by visitors, being 
very beautiful and of curious workman­
ship. One day a madman named Lloyd 
was passing through the building, and, 
stopping in front of the vase, gazed at 
it for a few moments and without any 
warning raided a stick he carried, and 
with a terrific blow broke it many 
pieces. The parts were gathered up 
and a skillful workman called in who 
succeeded after a great deal of labgr in 
mending it, and did it so well that the 
most-careful scrutiny fails to detect 
where the pieces are joined. The vase 
is composed of two layers of. glass, 
the lower one of a deep bine color, the 
other of an.opaque white. The figures 
are etched in wlijte, standing out upon 
a background of pure blue.

Another famous vase is the Stras­
bourg. It was discovered in 1825 in a 
coffin. The network is of red glass 
and the inscription of green. It was 
disinterred by chance by a gardener, 
who with Ms spade broke a three-cor4- 
nered piece out "Of the top. In the fif­
teenth century Venice became known 
all over the world for its manufactories 
of glass, and to prevent the importa- 
tion of the art into other countries the 
glass-makers were placed upon the 
Island of Murano, and they were placed 
under the strictest inspection, and the 
law forbade, under the severest penal­
ties, any workman from taking his art 
to a foreign country. If he Succeeded 
in disobeying the law, his nearest rela­
tives were to be east into prison and 
kept there until he returned. If he 
persisted in remaining abroad an emis­
sary would be employed to assassinate

Origin of the Word Blizzard.
In the North American Bevieiu Mr. 

Tucker looks up the origin of several 
Americanisms, among which is the vig­
orous newcomer “blizzard. ” It is hard­
ly necessary to say that the word bliz­
zard, as now understood, is a terrific 
storuQ, with low barometer, light clouds 
or nqne at all, and the Mr full of parti­
cles of snow, in the form of dry, sharp 
crystals, which, driven before the wind, 
bite and sting like fire. The term is 
said to have made its first appearance 
in print about the year 1860, in a news­
paper called the Northern Vindicator, 
published at Estherville, Minn. Its 
etymology can only be guessed at, hut 
there has been no lack of guesses. The 
English woffl “blister,” the French 
“bouilard,” the German “blitz,” the 
Spanish “Brisa,” the surname “Bliz­
zard” (said to he common around 
Baltimore), an unpronounceable Sioux 
term, and the Scotch verb “blizzen”—all 
these and other words have been sug­
gested with various degrees of improb­
ability as the origin of the term. 
Mr. Tucker’s conjecture is that it is 
simply an attempt, not wholly unsuc­
cessful, to represent the whistling and
“driving” noise of a terrible storm.£------------------------- .
