The coat interfered with his 
fighting, and he despised it; and how 
he would howl at the long, lean and 
silent Oregonian, as he marched about 
in his moccasins and leggings, and his 
blanket tight about him, and his hands 
quite hidden.

The blanket flew hack, two hands 

shot forward, and the two garrulous 
and meddlesome Californians let the 
webfoot ere, for he was heeled.

We had but little wood here, and that 
was of the worst quality—willow, and 
green and frozen. The little river gurgled 
plaintively for the first day or two, as 
it struggled on and ground through its 
icy banks; but soon its lips were sealed 
and the snow came down and covered 
the silent and ‘ dead water as with a 
shroud.

The day after the little tilt between

spoke it was as though some one called 
from deep down in a well. They 
groped about, feeling for each other, as 
they tried to creep under their blankets 
in the snow.

Under some circumstances this is 
so, but anybody can see for himself that 
the grosser impurities are often cap­
tured or enclosed in the ice, and so also 
are the imperceptible impurities of 
water which may be counted on as its 
really unhealthy properties.

A new method of storing grain is pro­
posed, in air-tight cylinders or bins of 
sheet iron, to be sealed after a* partial 
exhaustion of the air. It is said that 
wheat, flour and bread so stored for 
seven months, have been found in ex­
cellent condition, and that taking into 
account the security of the grain against 
dampness, fermentation, attacks of in­
sects and large vermin, fire and other 
risks, yhen sealed in a partial vacuum, 
the new plan is more economical than 
ordinary storage in a granary.

Minnesota millers no longer grind 
wheat into flour, but “crack” it, and 
burr mill-stones are things of the past, 
Hungarian steel rollers having taken 
their place. It takes five sets of steel 
rollers to finish the flour, and each set 
runs closer than the preceding. This is 
a portion of the “new process,” and en­
ables the miller to separate the germ of 
the wheat from the other parts, the 
germ being objectionable on account of 
the dark color it imparts to the flour.

For comparing the sensitivity of dif­
ferent persons, Mr. Francis Galton used, 
■^eights in ascertaining the facts he' 
wished to arrive at—the test being what 
difference could be detected by the per­
sons handling certain vv eights. ‘ These 
are his provisional results, subject, of 
course, to correctipn, but surprising 
enough for all that: 1. Intellectually 
able meu had more discriminating pow­
er on the whole than women of a like 

“cast of mind. 2. Men, as a rule, had a 
greater ability of estimating accurately 
than women. 3. What appears strange 
is that women of very sensitive natures 
did not seem to he more capable of dis­
tinguishing between different degrees 
than their more callous sisters. 4. 
What is stranger still is that the inves­
tigator says he found the blind, as a 
whole, were not peculiarly sensitive to 
the test, but rather the reverse. Some 
of the gentlemen in charge of our pub- 
lip institutions might probably employ 
tneir lesure on such inquiries. The 
facts should he probably of unexpected 
imports i. jo.

The Origin of Coffee.
It is well known that the coffee-plant 

is not indigenous in Arabia, but was im­
ported from Abyssinia at a date which 
cannot he accurately fixed. The taste 
for coffee itself had a hard struggle at 
first to find a general welcome among 
the more select circles. Apart from the 
oldest. legend concerning Shadeli’s 
drink, the Medina Sheikh Abd-el-Kader 
is the oldest historical authority on the 
use of the “blood-red Kaweh,” as the 
Tunisian Ibn Waki named the bever­
age. In the year 1587, not 300 years 
ago, he tells us that in Yemen people 
made use of a drink which so enlight­
ened the night-watchers that the faith­
ful of the place were able to sing the 
praises of God more fervently and 
cheerfully than could be done anywhere 
else. According to him, the Mufti 
Dhabani was the first to introduce the 
insignificant little bean on Arabian soil, 
having brought it with him from Africa 
Certain it is that the districts of Shoa, 
Euarara, and Kaffa (whence the name), 
in the south of the Abyssinian high­
lands, form the original home of the 
coffee-plant. Dhabani was of a sickly 
nature, and since he belonged to the 
order of the Soft (Ultra-Pantheists), 
who believe that everything on earth 
and all being emanated from the God­
head, he regarded a means of excite­
ment of this kind as a Providential gift. 
The Medinese and faithful Meccans laid 
their turbaned heads together in the 
public places, when first they heard the 
news; a pious Sheikh in Aden Was the 
first to drink the “black juice” as a sort 
of public spectacle. In Mecca itself, 
violent strife arose soon after its intro­
duction as to the propriety of using it. 
There were great meetings of learned 
and pious men, who at last, probably 
after extreme pressure from the Mame­
luke Governor, Khair-Beg, declared 
that coffees “disturbed the brain and in­
toxicated like wine.” But their oppo­
nents were of another opinion, and ad­
duced the authority of the celebrated 
Bagdad physician Avicenna in their de­
fense, which, however, did not prevent 
the transgressor of the edict forbidding 
the use of coffee from being publicly 
whipped. At the same time the zealots 
of the Hedjaz proclaimed that all 
coffee-drinkers would appear before the 
All-Merciful on the resurrection day 
with black faces. While the great 
anathema was being pronounced at 
Mecca, the very Mamelukes themselves, 
were already reveling in the newly- 
discovered luxury. A confirmation of 
the Mecca decree was, therefore, not to 
be expected from the Sultan, and he, 
Kanfu Alguri, quashed the ordinance of 
his Governor and sent the latter into 
exile. Then many holy Sheikhs—for 
example, the celebrated Mohammed 
Harife, founder of one of the four or­
thodox schools of Islam—took the side 
of the coffee-drinkers. Thus was the 
precious beau fully rehabilitated 
Western Arabia at least.\

Cremation a Good Thing.
There are only three ways in whioh 

dead bodies can be disposed of—either 
in earth, sea or fire. There are obvious 
objections, on the score of good taste, 
to sending our dead to be torn to pieces 
by fishes. It is also'certain that our 
cemeteries, and graveyards, with slowly 
decomposing masses of animal matter 
leads to the surrounding soil being 
poisoned by the production of putrefac­
tion—a result that cannot be consider­
ed healthy by any stretch of imagina­
tion. But if we burn a dead body to 
ashesSre do not need do injury to any­
body, (There is nothing unwholesome 
in the ashes; which may be preserved 
with reverent care as sacred relics, and 
people who prefer to burn their dead 
rather than let them “lie in cold ob­
struction 4tnd rot” have both sense and 
science on'their side. Indeed we have 
never heard anything like a good argu­
ment against cremation, except one. It 
is stated that a Belgium statesman, who 
holds that if we burn dead bodies we 
lessen the chances of detecting cases of 
poisoning. But surely it would be pos­
sible to devise means whereby, whilst 
the body was consumed, the stomach of 
each corpse might be preserved for a 
certain time after death, lest it might 
be wanted for analysis. We do not 
share the terror of those bishops who, 
like Dr. Wadsworth, thinks that crema­
tion may tamper \vith the popular be­
lief in the resurrection of the body; n cl­
ean we affect to sympathize with the 
Home Secretary, who, when cremation 
was once bruted in his presence, is said 
to have asked with horror: “But, then., 
what shall we do for burial certificates ?” 
The world has gone after the sacrifice 
of more important forms than the burial 
certificate, which, to Sir Richard Cross, 
seems an essential element in the con­
stitution of society; and it ought not to 
be more difficult to believe in the resur­
rection of a body which a shark has 
eaten and digested than of one reduced 
to ashes in a funeral pyre.—London 
World.

Take a tablespoonful occasionally and 
it w dl he found an excellent remedy.

Remedy for Lockjaw.—Let any one 
who has an attack of lockjaw take a 
small quantity of turpentine, warm it 
and pour it on the wound, no matter 
w here the wound is, and relief will fol­
low in less than a minute. Nothing 
better can be applied to a severe cut or 
biuise than cold turpentine; it will give 
certain relief almost instantly. Turpen­
tine is also a sovereign remedy for croup. 
Saturate a piece of flannel on the throat 
and chest, and in every severe case three 
or four drops on a lump of sugar may 
be taken inwardly.

Corn Cures.—Dissolve one part of 
salicylic acid in forty parts of collodion; 
apply several times a week. The com 
dissolves with little trouble. For hard 
corns, apply at night a mixture of one 
part of carbolic acid and ten parts of 
distilled water, glycerine, and soap lini­
ment; envelop with gutta percha tis­
sue, and the corn may generally he re­
moved the next morning. For inflamed 
and swollen joints proceed in the same 
manner, but use, instead of the above 
mixture, liq. plumhi dil. one hundred 
and tinct. creci five parts.

Well-Cooked Food.—To set upon 
my table healthy, nourishing and well- 
cooked food is one of my hobbies. This 
would be a comparatively easy matter 
if one had plenty of money, but where 
the housekeeping is conducted on 
economical principles it requires a little 
care and thought. For instance, bread 
is found in many families in the form of 
yellow-streaked saleratus buscuif, and 
this not seldom, but two or three' times 
a week. Now, good, light, yeast bread 
is so lie thing anybody can have. It 
should be well bakdd, with a brown 
crust, -top and bottom. Then graham 
or rye makes good bread if raised with 
yeast, and is a pleasant change from 
white, besides agreeing with dyspeptics. 
This saleratus-is the bane of the kitch- 
0(1. Of course there are times when it 
must be used, but it seems to me that a 
standard baking powder is preferable, 
the materials being purer and less like­
ly to be adulterated by the grocers. 
Though there are so many people who 
dislike oatmeal, yet, in my opinion, at 
least, there is nothing can compare with 
it for a breakfast dish. The water should 
be boiling and the meal stirred in grad­
ually, ajid it should be well boiled. 
That people dislike it is not surprising, 
for it is usually half cooked and fiercely 
salted, to cover the taste of the raw 
meal. Meat is a very important article 
of diet in this countr v, especially in the 
cold weather; andlihe usual way of pre­
paring it is by roasting or frying. How 
much more palatable and nutritious it 
would be stewed either with vegetables 
or v ithout, or made into soups. A very 
savory dish is made by stuffing beef­
steak with a dressing of bread-crumbs, 
and stewing until tender. Broiling is a 
favorite method of mine in cooking 
meat or fish, or even vegetables. In the 
summer when the stomach seems to 
craVe something light, less meat should 
be eaten (but enough to keep up the 
strength), and more eggs, milk, blane 
mange -and fruit. If the housekeeper 
woul 1 use a little care in the choice and 
preparation of the food, there would be 
fewer doctor’s bills to pay.—Detroit 
Free Pr.ess.

Ginger Crisps.—Two cups of mo­
lasses, one cup of butter, one egg, two 
table-spoonfuls of ginger, one table­
spoonful of soda, and Use just as little 
water, boning, as will dissolve the soda. 
Do not mi|t IheA,, Adi thin and bake 
in a quick oven.

Beef Cakes.—Chop pieces of cooked 
beef small, the lean with such a propor­
tion of fat as you may like, with a slice 
of soaked bread. ^Season with pepper 
and salt, and, if liked, with some 
chopped onions; mix well, flour your 
hands and form it in round cakes about 
an inch in thickness, and fry them a fine 
brown in beef drippings or butter.

Codfish on Toast.—Take a bowl 
full of shredded codfish, put this in 
cold water in a skillet.. Let it come 
to a boil, then turn into a colander to 
drain. Turn into the skillet again with 
a little cold milk; season with butter, 
and pepper, stir smooth.a table-spoon­
ful of flour with a little cold milk; add, 
and let it boil for a moment; turn this 
on to buttered toast on a platter.

Stewed Cranberries.—To a quart 
of cranberries allow one quart of water 
and nearly a pound of sugar; let the 
water heat while you wash and look 
over the berries; drop them in the 
water and let them cook for twenty 
minutes; then add the sugar; after it is 
dissolved let the sauce come to a boil, 
then take from the stove. Some cooks 
strain the juice to make it clear. If 
cranberries are to be eaten with game, 
omit the sugar.

Cream Tapioca Pudding.—Soak 
three /table-spoonfuls of tapioca in 
w ater over night; put the tapioca in a 
quart of boiling milk and boil three- 
quarters of an hour; beat the yelks of 
four eggs into a cup ot sugar; add 
three table-spoonfuls of prepared co- 
coanut; stir in and hoi! ten minutes 
longer; pour into a pudding-dish; heat 
the whites of four eggs to a stiff froth, 
stifiin three table-spoonfuls of sugar; 
put this over the top and sprinkle with 
coeoanut and brown for five minutes.

P umpkin P ie s .—One pint of well 
stewed and strained pumpkin, one 
quait of scalding hot rich milk, one and 
one-half cups of sugar, four eggs, one 
teaspoonful of salt, one table-spoon ol 
ginger and one of ground cinnamon. 
Bake in pie plate lined with good paste; 
do not let mixture stand after it is put 
together, hut bake at onee. No. 2. 
One quart of stewed pumpkin pressed 
through n sieve, nine eggs, whites and 
yelks beaten separately, two quarts 
milk, one teaspoonful of mace, one of 
cinnamon and one of nutmeg, one and 
one-half cups of sugar; beat all together 
and bake with one crust.

Pumpkin Chips.—Slice and pare the 
pumpkin and slice the slices very thin, 
or rather cut the slices croSsways into 
very thin pieces, and put in a dish a 
layer of pumpkin; then sprinkle well 
with sugal- till all is used; let stand 
over night. For one pumpkin take 
two lemons; pare and sjice thin; the 
rind of one cut into small bits; also 
some ginger root, or, if not at band, 
some powdered ginger in a muslin bag. 
Boil all together a long time (the longer 
the better) or at least from one-half to 
a whole day; do not add water unless it 
boils down so as to be in danger of 
burning or the sugar graining. Use 
white granulated sugar, and put in 
glasses covered tight.

Ragout —Take pieces of mutton, 
veal, beef or rabbit, cut into any size or 
shape desired; heat a table-spoonful of 
drippings or lard in a saucepan, and, 
when hot, fry the meat until almost 
done. Take out the meat and add a 
table-spoonful of flour; brown it; add a 
little lukewarm water, mix it well and 
then add a quart of boiling water; sea 
son with salt and cayenne pepper  ̂add 
the meat, three or four onions anfl six 
or seven potatoes—partially boiled be­
fore being put into the ragout—cover 
closely and stew until the vegetable* 
are done. Take out the meat and veg­
etables and skim off all the fat from the 
gravy; season more, if necessary, pour 
over the ragout and serve.

Training a Colt.
The most successful way of training 

an animal is to begin at birth. It is 
then readily managed, as there is no ac­
quired habit to overcome. The import­
ant point to be kept in view is to teach 
him what you want him to know, and 
only that. In order to de it successful­
ly two things are necessary, kindness 
and decision; these must never be lost 
sight of. Let the colt "know you mean 
well in the start and all subsequent 
handling. And in directing him give 
him to understand that there is no Other 
way than yours, and he will soon be 
made to respond to the gentle yet firm 
pressure. Let your society be among 
his first impressions. Pass your hand 
softly over him and pat him, but do not 
tire him. Repeat your visits at first, at 
short intervals. You will thus, in Ids 
mind, he coupled with his mother, and 
share her familiarity and also the sense 
of protection. If you scows his at­
tachment and reliance upon you, you 
will have laid the basis for all your 
work. When leading .the mother, put 
a halter on the eolt two, so as to get 
him used to it and give him an idea of 
restraint. Continue this in the stable. 
In the use of the halter care must be 
exercised so as to avoid rashness and 
undue severity. But also maintain your 
firmness with him, never yield in what 
you undertake^ being sure you under­
take what is Necessary, and what has 
previously been determined upon. But 
have confidence; he is young, and you 
never can handle him so readily as'now, 
when he is the feeblest and has not 
learned differently. He will soon 
yield to your way, the only way he 
will know, and all the more whenihe 
knows it will do him no harm. Tbe 
last is important. If harm is to come 
to him, let it not come from you 
Make him familiar with noises and 
starting approaches, first of a mild 
character, gradually increasing till the 
most stirring ado fails to move him. 
This will prevent his shying. Handle 
his feet and familiarize yourself with 
every part of them. Put things on his 
back, light at first; follow with a bag, 
and at last, when old enough, with 
yourself.

Whatever is done, never lie to the 
colt—never contradict yourself; he will 
remember it, and it will confuse him— 
he vv ill be as apt to go wrong as right. 
All uncertainty must therefore be avoid­
ed, and Jihe line marked out for him 
must be clear to him, as to you also; he 
must be held steadjly in that until he 
becomes established in it. when he will 
not wish to depart from it. All must 
be done with a view, among other 
things, to make it as pleasant for him 
as possible, with the restraint always 
applied when needed, and never yield­
ing, but doing it in kindness and with 
as little ado as possible. He thus grad­
ually and unaware to himself learns to 
do what you want of him and that alone, 
if you keep other influences away from 
him. Never over-exercise him. Do not 
bother him with heavier loads than he 
can draw, if you wish to keep him from 
balking. Jn all that you are to do, do 
not lose sight of the important element 
of doing it in a gradual way. If it is 
thought there is too much to be done, 
let it ba.remembered that the horse is 
a valuable animal, and that the pains 
taken with him increase this value by 
making him so much the more service­
able, raadily handled and always relia­
ble. Every true horseman will appre­
ciate this. If the colt fails to respond 
with sufficient alacrity—if, further, he 
is stupid or awkward or of an indolent 
nature—Bell him; you do not want him. 
—Country Gentleman.

Tacks are in season all the vear 
around, but the early spring is usually 
thejtime selected by them for a grand 
combined effort, and then they flour­
ish everywhere for at least a month. 
Since the inauguration of the time-hon­
ored ceremonies of house cleaning, 
every thorough housekeeper, with long 
experience in the line of duty, SO takes 
up the carpets as to retain all the tacks 
in their original places, thus prevent­
ing it slipping from the shaker’s hands, 
unless the tack breaks or the fingers 
give out. But the triumph of the tack 
is not complete at this early stage; it 
patiently abides its time, and on the re­
laying of the carpet issues forth with 
double force. After searching the en­
tire house for a paper of tacks, without 
success, the unfortunate man drops on 
his hands and knees to begin, and im­
mediately discovers four tacks at least, 
and as he rolls over to extract these, 
finds the rest of the paper directly un­
der him, and then unless he is a man 
accustomed to put up stoves and 
joint stove-pipe the chances of laying 
the carpet on that evening are slight. 
In selecting tacks from a saucer he al­
ways inspects the point with Ms fpur- 
finger, as the tack instantly loses its 
head when they come to blows.

A Southern California Fineyard.
It was the mature vintage season now 

in the country around San Jose. Santa 
Clara County, of which San Jose is the 
county-seat, boasts of a number of acres 
of grape-vines under cultivation (some­
thing over eleven thousand) larger than 
any but one other in the State, that of 
Sonoma. Napa, however, also to the 
north, and Los Angeles, to the south, 
greatly surpass it in the number of gal­
lons of wine and brandy made.

We visited the Le Frank vineyard, 
which d”tes from 1851, and was the 
pioneer in the way of making wine­
growing a regular business venture. 
Here there are about one hundred and 
seventy-five thousand vines set out 
—a thousand, perhaps, to the acre. The 
large cheerful farm buildings are upon 
a gentle rise of ground above the area 
of vines, whioh is nearly level. An Al- 
sacian foreman shows us through the 
vi ine-cellars. A servant-maid bustling 
about the yard is a thorough French 
-peasant, only lacking the wooden shoes. 
The long tables set for the forty hands 
employed in the vintage time, are spread 
with “viands in the French fashion. 
Scarcely a word of English is spoken. 
At other places the surroundings are 
exclusively Italian. One feels very 
much abroad in the scenes of this new 
industry on American soil. A certain 
romantic interest attaches to it where- 
ever found. The great tuns in the wine- 
cellars, and all the processes, seem de­
lightfully clean. It is reassuring to see 
the pure juice of the grape poured out 
in such floods, and to know that at this 
source of supply there is to he no need, 
founded in scarcity at least, of adulter­
ation.

Heavy loads of grapes are driven up, 
across a weighing scale, and lifted to an 
upper story, and put into a hopper, 
where the stems come off, and the fruit 
falls through into a crusher. It is light­
ly crushed at first. It is something of 
a discovery to find that the first product 
of grapes of every variety is white wine: 
Red takes its htfe from the coloring mat­
ter in the skins, which are utilized in a 
subsequent rougher treatment. It is 
not necessary to describe all the various 
processes of the work, the racking ofl’, 
clarifying, and the like, though, having 
been favored w ith so much of the com­
pany of persons who spoke with author­
ity on these matters, and were continu­
ally holding up little glasses to the light 
with gusto, like the figure* in pertain 
popular chroihes, L consider, myself to 
yield in knowledge of the'SiTnjeet to but 
few. Immense upright casks contain­
ing a warm and audibly fermenting 
mass, and others lying down, neatly var­
nished, and with concave ends, are the 
most salient features in the dimly 
lighted wine-cellars.

They are not cellars, properly so- 
called. They are’wholly above-ground, 
and the casks rest on wooden sills up­
held by short brick posts.

Three to four tons of grapes to the 
acre are counted upon here; while 
further south, where irrigation is used, 
it is from eight to twelve. But it is 
claimed, in the standing controversy on 
the subject, that the irrigated grapes 
are watery, while those of the lesser 
yield excel them in quality. The best 
results here, we are told, are secured 
from such vines as the Mataro, Oarig- 
nane, and Grenache, imported cuttings 
from the French slope of the Pyrenees. 
There are, on the Le Franc place, not 
less than sixty different varieties under 
probation, many others of which will, 
no doubt, give an excellent account of 
themselves in time. They are from 
Greece, Italy, Palestine and the Canary 
Islands, the remotest sections of the 
earth, and each has its own interest, 
historical as well as botanical. Every 
phase of the subject, too, has its at­
tractions* from the rude preparation of 
a few hundred gallons each for their 
own use by the Italians and Portuguese 
to the manufacture of American cham­
pagne on a great scale by the Hungar­
ian, Arpad Haraszthy, at San Francis­
co.

The Yalne of Proions Stones.
The diamond mines of Brazil were 

first opened in 1727. It is estimated 
that since that time they have produced 
at least two tons of diamonds. In Eng­
land, a stone weighing one carat and of 
the purest water is worth when cut and 
polished about $60. The dealers in 

-ruttgir Stones acquire the habit of dis­
tinguishing the water of a rough stone 
by simply breathing upon it. Among 
the historic diamonds, the Bmjah 
weighed 367 carats and the Great Mogul 
280. Before it was cut the latter weighed 
900 carats. From the composition of 
the diamond we see what costly things 
nature makes from common material. 
All the diamond fields of the world are 
not worth the anthracite fields of Penn­
sylvania. ‘Since 1840 there have beea 
two panics, when diamonds rose and 
fell like other securities. - One was in 
Brazil in 1843, and the other was five 
years later, at the time of the revolu­
tion in France. This stone is fouhd in 
India, Brazil, South Africa, Borneo, Al­
geria and the United States.

Job speaks of the price of wisdom be­
ing above rubies. A ruby of five carats 
is double the value of a diamond of that 
size, and one of ten carats is worth 
three times as much as a diamond of 
corresponding size. A perfect ruby is 
the rarest of all stones. These gems 
were once used as charmS against poison 
and wicked thoughts. They are often 
imitated with real stones, the most com­
mon being spinel. But it is not difficult 
to distinguish the imitation, as the ruby 
is the only stone having a pigeon-red 
color. Another precious stone is the 
sapphire, which is like the ruby, with 
the exception of the color. The 
emerald is a deep green, the deeper the 
better. It loses no brilliancy in an ar­
tificial light, but its color may be ex­
pelled by a gentle heat. Most of our 
emeralds come from. New Gran ad*, and, 
will always have flaws. In imitations it 
is not the hardness nor the color that is 
sought, so much as the flaw. TMs stone 
was said to cure palpitations, hypochon­
dria, and other imaginative diseases. 
Other, precious stones are the chry- 
soberyl, called the “floating light,” 
which is the only one having the prop­
erty of showing two colors; the topaz, 
with its many colors—yellow, pink, bine, 
green and white; the opal, containing 
5 per cent, of water; the garnet, tur­
quoise, tourmaline, amethyst, aga$e, 
crystal, peridot and pearl.—New York 
Tribune. _____

Ilis eye—sight being partiallyjrestored, he 
resumed his studies at Ann- Arbor for 
about six months His eyes again failing 
he. with five others, left Ann Arhor for 
a voyage to Spain in the fall of 1818. He 
landed at Cadiz after a thirty day’s winter 
voyage and for two months traveled on 
foot through the country, visiting the 
Alhambra in Grenada, aud other points 
Returning to Cadiz, he took ship for 
South America, landed at Rio Janeiro in 
1849. After passing three mouths in 
Bouth America, he returned home via 
New Orlean*, spendiu? two months in the 
Southern States. In 1850 he went to Wis­
consin, and spent onevyear as agent of a 
transportation compiny ou the river In 
1351 he went into the mercantile business 
at Appleton, Wis , was burned out, and 
financially ruined. In 18-53 he returned 

• to Detroit and epgagad the in real estate 
business In lfe55 he went into the lum­
ber business, which, with the purchase 
and sale of pine lauds, has been bis avo­
cation since. ft« is now one of the firm of 
Charles Merrill & Co., of East Saginaw, a 
special partuer in the firm of McGraft & 
Montgomery, at Muskegon, aud the own- 
*cr of mills at Falmouth, Missaukee coun­
ty- ' .

Mr. Palmer has been an active member 
of the Republican party sjnee its organic 
zation, but was never a candidate for of­
fice until he ran for one of the estimators 
at large of the city of Detroit in 1873, In 
1876 he was a candidate for m< mber of 
Congress for the 'First Distiict, in the 
convention, with John S. Newberry and 
Henry M. Duffleld. Mr DufBeld receiv­
ed the nomination. Mr. Palmer declin­
ed the nomination For Congress in 1878.

■» However, at the earnest solicitation of his 
friends, he accepted the nomination for 
Btate Senator, tendered him b"y acclima­
tion, and received 4,327 votes, to 3 717 for 

^ T . H. Hinchman, Democrat, and 1,350 for 
John Greusel, National In 1830 he en- 

- tered the State Convention at Jackson as 
the stongest candidate for Governor, but. 
accepted his defeat in a. speech which 
would have ensured his nomination could 
it have been delivered at the opening of 
tbe convention He declined the nomin­
ation for Congress in the 1st Distiict the 
same year and in 1882 was made chair­
man of the Republican State Convention 
at Kalamazoo, declining the nomination 
for Governor from the ciu.ii ,w hieh in our 
opinion, he could have had for the ask­
ing.

The Grand Jury in Milwaukee seems to

lity of the Newhall House disaster than had 
the Oooroner’s inquest which was held over 
the charred and blackened remains- A 
true bill has been found against Scheller, 
the barkeeper tUe-hotel, and on Monday 
he was taken into court, and his indictment 
read to him, when he pleaded not guilty. 
The indictment contains three counts. The 
first charges the prisoner with willfully, 
and maliciously and feloniously setting fire 
to and burning the Newhall Ilouie during 
the night of January 10, causing tho death 
of Thomas B Elliot, David G Powers, 
Robert Howie,Kate Connors, Lizzie Angelin 
and Libbie A. Chillis. No other victims 
ate mentioned in the count. These per- 
s>ns were killed in consequence of the fire, 
and there is no mistake to, their identity. 
The second count adds that the building 
was owned by* the Newhall Ifouse Stock 
Company, a corpontion ereate.fi and exist­
ing by and under the 'aws of Wisconsin.

Tne third count is a repetition of the 
second, with the additiou that the-building 
commonly known and teal led the Newhall 
House wa3 leased to and occupied bv John 
F. Antisdel, The Grand Jury ia still in 
session, and it is said to be considering the 
responsibility of C. D. Nash, the President 
of the company, J. F. Antisdsl, the lessee, 
and Delong, the night clerk, who was too 
busy saving “valuable papeis” on the 
night of the fire to alarm the gue-ds.

As far as Scheller is concerned, the crime 
of which he is accused is too incredible for 
belief, and public sentiment in Milwaukee 
thu* far has been decididly in his favor. 
Thousands of men have been incendiaries 
before him, and if he is guilty as charged in 
(lie indictment, there is no punishment out­
side of John Milton’s hell that is quite se­
vere enough for him If a jury of twelve 
men, arter a fair trial, shall adjudge him 
responsible for that terrible disaster which 
cost so many valuab’e live*, it is believed 
that Judge Lynch will lo called upon to 
pronounce and execute his sentence 
There is no hanging in Wisconsin for mur­
der,according to law, Lnt in such a case the 
culprit would probably find no chance to es­
cape the righteous indignation of the popu­
lace.

The candidates for Regents ot the 
University are both men well fiTttei to 
dischaigc the duties of the position to 
which fli'ey ill be chosen to fill. The 
ticket is a good one, and there ought not 
and probably is no doubt ot its ehctiou 
We give the following biogiaphical 
sketches of the candidates iu order that 
our readers may know who they are:

Austin Blair, nominated associate jus­
tice of the supreme court for the long tetm. 
was born at Caroline, Tompkins county, N 
Y,, Februaiy 8, 1818 He is therefore now 
65 years old, and a remarkably vigorous 
man, physically and intellectually He 
was admitted to the bar in lflj'l, and in the 
name year removed to the newly organized 
coun'y of Eaton, where he was elected 
county clerk In 1844 he returned to Jack- 
son, and resumed the practice of his pro­
fession He was elected to the legislature 
in 1848 and again in 1847. While in the 
legislature lie introduced and earnestly ad­
vocated measures for abolishing color dis­
tinctions in the*elective franchise In 1852 
Mr, B'air was elected prosecuting attorney 
of Jackson county. In 1854 lie was ejected 
to tiie state senate. In 1860 he was a mem­
ber of the convention which nominated 
Abraham Lincoln, and in the same year he 
was nominated and elected governor of 
Michigan, and he was re-eleoted in 1862 
TIiur he was governor during the four years 
of the war—the most dramatic and memor­
able period of our history. In this posi­
tion he acquitted himself with rare distinct­
ion. He had behind him a people full of 
courage and loyal to the Union, and they 
found in Gov Blair a fit-executive, who 
massed the resources and protection of the 
state on the side of the imperial Union.

In 1867 Gov. Blair was elected to con­
gress, and he wa? re-elected in 1888 and 
1871. In congress he soon assumed a 
commanding position, andhi* a member of 
the committee of ways and means of the 
41st congress he exercised large influence in 
molding and passing the“public credit act,”

hich played Bp important part in thd fe- 
turn to specie payment.

Two years ago Gov Blair wa* eieeted 
one ot the regent* of the university.

This is the list of public places occupied 
by tiie distinguished head of the Republican 
ticket.

A Lamp]
One day late in spring as Uwas pass­

ing over a bridge I chance toysee two 
lampreys, or “lamper-eels, > s  they, are 
usually called, engaged in building 
their nest in the creek below me. It 
w as one of the most curious spectacles 
I ever saw in Our stream. They were a 
few yards below the bridge, just xvhere 
the xvater breaks from the btill pool be­
neath it, and flows with a rapid current 
o\ er it roughly paved bottom. They 
w ere distinguishable from the yellowish 
brown and black stones and pebbles 
amid which they were working only by 
their motions. They were tug­
ging away at the small movable 
stones with great presistence. I went 
down to the water’s edge where they 
w ere w ithin reach of my staff, the bet­
ter to observe them. They would run 
up to the edge of the still water and 
seize upon the stones lvitli their suction 
mouth and drag them back with th<3 
current and drop them upon the nest. 
I understood at once why their nests, 
whieh I had often observed before, 
were always placed at tbe beginning of 
a rift; it is that the fish may aVail them­
selves of the current in building them. 
The water sweeps them back with the 
pebble in their mouth, their only effort 
being in stemming the current to seize 
it. They are thus enabled to move 
stones which they could not stir in still 
water.

The stones varied in size from a wal­
nut to a goose egg. When one of them 
was tugging away at a stone too heavey 
for it, I would lend a helping hand with 
my staff; I would move the stone along 
gently, and the lamprey seemed entire­
ly unconscious of the fact that it was 
being helped; it would drop the burden 
at the proper point, and run up for an­
other. Indeed my aid and presence did 
not disturb them at all. From time to 
time, the larger of the two, which was 
the female, would thrust her tail with 
great violence down among the pebbles 
at the bottom of the creek and loosen 
them up, and set free the mud, whieh 
the current quickly carried away. The 
new material thus plowed up was car­
ried to the nest. Twice in the course of 
the half-hour that I observed them, tfie 
act of spawning took place.

Besides helping move the larger 
stones with my staff, I several times 
plow ed up the bottom with its poiut, 
thus relieving the female 
The fish took it all as 
course, and seized upon 
had loosened with griat alaciity. 
When I thrust my cane beneath them 
and tried to lift them out of the water, 
they would suck fast to the stones and 
prevent me; but they did not Manifest 
any alarm. The lampreys become much 
exhausted with the spawning and nest 
building, and large numbers of them 
die w lien it is over. In June it is not 
unusual to find their dead bodies in the 
streams they inhabit.—John Bur­
roughs, in the Century.

Bill Nye’s Recipes.
To remove oils, varnishes, resins, tar, 

oyster soup, current jelly and other se­
lections from the bill of fare, use ben­
zine, soap and chloroform cautiously 
with whitewash-brhsli and garden hose. 
Then hang on w-ooippile to remove the 
pungent effluvia of the benzine.

To clean ceilings thpt have been 
smeared by kerosene lamps or the fra­
grance from fried salt pork, remove the 
ceiling, wash thoroughly xxith borax, 
turpentine and i-ain-xx aler, then hang on 
the clothe's-line to dry. After, pulver 
ize and spread over the pie-plant bed 
for spring wear.

To remove starch and roughness ffojn 
flat-irons, hold the iron on a grindstone 
for twenty moments or so, then wipe off 
carefully with a rag. To make this ef­
fective the grindstone should be in mo­
tion xvhile the iron is applied. Should 
the iron still stick to the goods wheu in 
use spit on it.

To soften water for household pur­
poses, put In an ounce of qnick-lime in 
a certain quantity of xvater. If it is not 
sufficient, use less xvater or more quick­
lime. Should the immediate lime con­
tinue to remain deliberate, lay the water 
down on a stor̂ e and pound it with a 
base-ball club.—Laramie Boomerang

Ants as insecticides.
It is new to us, says the Boston 

Journal of Chemistry, that ants are 
great destroyers of canker worms, and 
probably other worms or insects of tbe 
smaller varieties. We watched with 
great interest the work of a large colony 
of black ants wMch attacked the canker 
worm on an elm tree in our grounds,

“Where shall 
I put my name, Mr. Post?” asked the 
ex-President. “O, anywhere, Mr. Van 
Buren,” w-as the reply R“you will find 
plenty of blank pages in the book.” 
The ex-President turning over the 
leaves carelessly, and seeing Hum­
boldt’s signature paused, took up a pen 
and wrote his own name directly under 
tlie Baron’s.

The ex-President in his old age did 
not lose Ms youthful verve and vim, and 
was universally respected and loved at 
his home. Though he could not boast 
of a commanding presence, he had an 
elastic figure and carried himself erect. 
His features were animated when con­
versing, and wore a constant smile. 
When relating an anecdote or relishing 
£ good story his eyes txrinkled with fun. 
In  fair weather it was his custom to 
"Sake a horseback ride every morning 
until his final illness, sitting erect in 
Ms saddle and wearing a skull cap, un­
der whieh his snow-white hair could 
be seen. One morning when riding 
past fituyvesant Falls, he was hailed by 
a bare-footed urchin, who shouted out 
“Hey, mister, is you the President of 
the United States?”

“I used to be, my little man,” was 
the prompt reply; “what can Ido for 
you?” ,

“Oh, nothin’, sir, only I thought Jim­
my lied tp me: I didn’t think such a lit­
tle man as you could be President of 
the United States.”—Neiv York Sun.

“ Roor-Backs.”
The branding of tales assumed to be 

false in pobtieal contests as “roor-backs” 
owes its origin to a publication in the 
Albany Evening Journal, then edited 
by the late ThiRrlow WTeed. Mr. Polk 
was the Democratic candidate for Presi­
dent, and was the owner of a small num­
ber of slaves, as was also Henry Clay, 
Ms opponent. To show how bad and 
brutal a master Mr. Polk was, the Al­
bany Journal published a lengthy ex­
tract from the travels of Herr Boorback, 
an eminent German professor, ui tbe 
United States, in which he gave a scene 
he had witnessed early one morning of 
a drove of slax-es chained each to the 
other, crossing Duck river, and on the 
bare shoulders of each xvere ^branded 
with a hot iron the initials, “J. K. P.”— 
Janies K. Polk. As Mr. Polk lived 
near Duck river, and as these were the 
initials of his name, it was charged that 
Mr. Polk was the owner of the chattels, 
and that the branding was to shoxv hie 
title to his property. Soon after ths 
publication some Democrat, turning to 
a book of travels in the United States 
by Mr. Featherstonehaugb, an English 
geologist, discovered the same pen pict­
ure of slave-driving, save that the loca­
tion was different, being on New, not 
Duck river, and that there was no brand­
ing with a hot iron on the shoulders or 
other part of the chattels. Published 
side by side the forgery was apparent. 
No Mr. Roorback had published a book 
of travels in the United States and no 
man could be found who had ever heard 
of him. The Evening Journal was 
forced to confess the forgery, and for 
excuse claimed that it had been imposed 
upon by some rascally Democrat, but it 
never gave his name, and hence the Al­
bany Evening Journal and Thurlow 
Weed got the full credit for the clumsy 
forgery, and for the ipjury it did the 
Whig candidata. Since that day polit­
ical falsehoods are called “Boor-backs,” 
and so common is it that the term has a 
pluce in Webster’s Unabridged, where 
it is defined as “a forgery or fictitious 
story, published for purposes of politi­
cal intrigue.”____________

Population is 
rising everywhere^even in almost sta­
tionary Franee, nearer to Mgh-water 
markv It is running westward in strong 
currents through every open way it-can 
find, and as it runs the whrrlpools~are 
getting deeper and quicker that sweep 
the yeomanry' into the maelst?Cm Of 
city life. The country feeds the city 
with its groin and meat, and with the 
fresh life its consuming energies de­
mand. Its Unceasing cry is, Give, give! 
This is an age of concentration—con­
centration of money, of power and, not 
by any means tlie least significant, of 
population.

The figures of this citifying of the 
population of tMs country, os given in 

,the compendium of the census just pub­
lished, are startling. In 1790 one-thir­
tieth of our people lived M cities; in 
1800 one-twentv-fifth; in 1810 one twen­
tieth. This was not changed in 1820. 
In 1830 one-sixteenth; in 1840 one- 
twelfth; in 1850 one-eiglith; in 1860 
one-sixth; in 1870 one-fifth; and in 1880 
the city population is 22.5 per cent, of 
the whole, or almost one-quarter.

In England the population increased 
between 1871 and 1881 by3,113,170. Of 
that the cities gained 2,860,079. Al­
most all of the increase was in the hiv­
ing oenters.

The figures for France are still more 
striking. In 1876 tbe population of the 
whole nation was 24,945,064, and of 
this 11,960,724 were in the towns. In 
the five years that have followed the 
whole country has gained but 389,679, 
and of this Paris has absorbed 337,000. 
Out of an annual advent of 77,934 new 
souyi the metropolis eaptiires 67.400. 
The rest of the country gets only the 
remaining 10,500.

All the tendencies of modern life 
have been toward the development of 
the agencies of exchange ancLproduc- 
tion. Prices that used to he fixed in 
thousands of local in dependent markets 
thqt hardly ever heard from each other 
are! now regulated either by some-of 
our giant combinations or by the 
cosmopolitan influences of boards of 
trade and stock exchanges. The spin­
ners who once drove their wheels by 
the fireside of home xvith one foot on 
the treadle bpd the other on the rocker 
of a cradle liaye been consolidated into 
mammoth factories. The weaver is no 
longer a village figure in the landscape 
of England. Our artisans, once their 
oxvn masters, have had to enlist in the 
service of steam, and are massed by the 
railroads at tbe strategic points of trade 
and commerce.—Chicago Tribune.

The experiments were 
made for the benefit of farmers, and 
covered a period of about three years.
