SHAKING HANDS,

Sonw of the Vsrluui Modes.
The pump-handle shaking is the first 

which aeservee notice. It is executed 
by taking a mend's hand and working 
it up ana down through an aro ot fifty 
degrees for about a minute and a half. 
To have its nature, force, and charac­
ter this shake should be formed with 
a fair and steady motion. No attempt 
should be made^o give it grace, And 
•till less variety, as the few instances 
in which the latter has been tried have 
uniformly resulted in dislocating the 
shoulder of the person on whom it has 
been attempted. On the contrary, 
persons who are partial to the pump- 
handle Bhako should be at some pains 
to have an equable, tranquil movoment 
to the operation, which, should on no 
account be continued after perspiration 
on the part of your frienu has com­
menced.

The pondulum shako may bo men­
tioned noxt, os being somewhat similar 
in character, hut moving, as the name 
indicates, in a horizontal instead of a 
l>er|>eudieular direction. It is oxecu- 
ted by swooping your hands horizontal* 
ly toward your friends, and aftor the 
junction is effected, rowing w*ith it from 
one sldo to tho other according to the 
pleasure of tho parties. Tho only cau­
tion iu its uso which needs particularly 
to he given is not to insist ou pertorm- 
ing it in a place strictly paraloll to the 
horizon. You may observo a imrxon 
who hod been educated to tho pump* 
handle shake, and one who had brought 
home tho pouduluni from a foreign 
voyago. They mot, joined hands, and 
attempted to put them iu motion. They 
were ncithor of them feeble men One 
Attempted to pump, and the otlior to 
puddle; thoir faces reddened, tho drops 
stood upon thoir ioreheads, and it was 
at last a pleasant illustration of the 
doctrine of tho composition of forces 
to see their heads slanting into an ex* 
act diagonal, in which line they over 
after shook; but it was plain to soo 
there was no cordiality in it, and, as is 
usually tho case with suoli compromis­
es, both parties were discontented.

The tourniquet shake is tho noxt in 
importance. I t derives its name from 
the instrument made use of by sur­
geons to stop the circulation of tho 
blood iu the limbs abont to be ampu­
tated. I t is performed by clasping tho 
band of your friond a* far as you can 
n your own, and then contracting tho 
muscles of your thumb, fingers, ami 
palm till you have induced any degree 
of compression you may possess in tho 
baud of vour friend. Particular care 
ought to be taken, if your hand is as 
hard and as big as a frying-pan, and 
that of your friond is as small aud soft 
as a maiden's, not to make use of the 
tourniquet shake to a degree that will 
shake the small bones of the wrist out 
of their places. It is seldom safo to 
apply it to a gouty person. A hearty 
young friend of mine, who had pursued 
the study of geology, and acquired an 
unusual hardness and strength of hand 
and wrist by the uso of the hammer, on 
returning from a scientific excursion, 
gave his uncle (tho gouty one) the tour­
niquet shake with such severity aa hod 
well-nigh reduced the old gentleman's 
fingers to powder, for wldeli my friend 
hau the pleasure of being disinherited 
os soon as his uncle's fingers got well 
enough to hold a pen.

The cordial grapple is a shake of 
some interest. I t is a hearty, boister­
ous shake of your friend's hand, accom­
panied with modern pressure and loud 
acclamations of welcome. It is an ex­
cellent traveling shake, and well adapt­
ed to many friends; it Is indiscriminate­
ly performed.

The Peter Grevious is opposod to 
the cordial grapple. It is a pensive, 
tranquil junction, followed by a mild 
subsultory motion, a cast-down look, 
and an inarticulate inquiry after your 
friend's hoaltb.

Tho prnde major, and prude minor 
are nearly monopolized by ladies. 
Theycaunot be accurately doscrilwd, 
but are constantly to be noticed in 
practioe. They never extend beyond 
the fingers; and theprudo major shows 
you to touch them only dowu to tho 
seoond joint The pnude minor allows 
you the whole of the finger. Consider­
able skill may be show in performing 
them with nice variations, such as ex­
tending the left hand instead of the 
right, or stretching a now glossy kid 
glove over the finger you extend. I 
might go through along list of the grip 
royal, and sawmill shake, and the shake 
with malice preiMinse, but they are only 
factitious combinations of tho three fun­
damental forms slroudy described, us 
the pump-handle, the pendulum, and 
tlio tourniquet. I should trouble you 
wi lt a few remarks in conclusion on the 
mode of shaking hands as an indication 
of churactor, hut as I see a friend coin­
ing up tho avenue who is addicted to 
the puiup-hsudle I dare not tire m.v 
wrist by further writing.—A\rW»an(/c.

It is best to have the 
bottle as wai m as tho tea. so as to avoid 
the possibility of crocking the bottle 
with tho hot tea; sweeten to taste, hciir* 
ing in mind that if you inuko it quite 
sweet whon it is warm it will not 
appear so when it become* cold. You 
will find Appoliharisorelifitiipjigno bot­
tles the twst and cheapest to use. (WU 
it tightly and set aside in the refrigera­
tor to cool. Then, when you are on 
your picnic, all you have to do is to till 
a tumbler with cracked ice and pour in 
the tea. and you will realize for tin* 
first tilin' wlrnt a lino thing this bottled 
tea is. Do not think that Ih*caunc the 
tea Is iu a Imttie tightly corkml it will 
keep a long time. After it Is once 
xweetimod it should Imi used within at 
leust twenty-four hours. If you area 
workingman'* wife, and your hushund 
emnes home after work tired, just have 
a bottlo of cold tea ready for fdin. He

DUELS.

Boom Bemarluible Ou«s Fought In Iks 
Pork,

In 1875, while dining at tho "Star 
and Garter," Pall Mall, with a Mr. 
Chatworth, •  famous fuelist, William 
(the fifth Lord) Byron—great uncle of 
the author of "Childe Harold"—quar­
reled with his friend regarding the 
manner of preserving game, and also 
concerning the game laws; and the two 
retired to an adjoining room and 
fought by the light of a tallow caudle. 
Byron entered the apartment first, aud 
as Chatworth was closing tho door, 
turning hia head around he l)ebeld his 
antagonist's sword half undrawn, and 
whipping his own woapon out ho made 
a quick mnge at his opponent, aud ran 
his sword through Byron’s waistcoat, 
but, os Chatworth thought, through 
the body. Hit Lordship dosed, and 
shortening liis sword stablied Clmt- 
worth in the stomach, making a wound 
fourteen iuches deep, from which Mr. 
Chatworth died the next morning. Ac­
counts have always differod as to which 
gontloman challenged tlio other, and 
also of subsequent proceedings con­
cerning the shocking affair. The Iwst 
authority says that Byron was arrested 
and triod Indore bis peer* in Westmins­
ter Hall, and tlmt iio read bis defense, 
pleading his peerage, and escaped by 
bis privilege—burning in the hand. 
Another account states tlmt ho was 
convicted of munsbiughter by a voto of 
124 out t>f iff), and sentenced to tho 
payment of a tine aud otm day's im­
prisonment. 1'uhlie opinion frowned 
on him over afterward, aud he was 
pointed nt us n murderer oven in his 
self-exile. It is un interesting fact 
that tho poet fell desperately in lovo 
with Mary Chatworth, tho pretty 
daughter of hix uncle's antagonist, who 
led him on to some extent and thou 
married another.

In 1N00 Henry Grattan nud Isaac 
Corry, members of tho Irish Parlia­
ment, indulged in vohemeut debate 
''over the questiou whether Ireland was 
to dwindle into a province or retaiu her 
name among nations, during which Cor­
ry said that Grattan instoad of enjoy­
ing the confidence of his countrymen, 
should bo standing at the criminal bar 
to answer for troason; to which the 
great Irish orator replied, concluding 
ns follows: "The gentloman 1ms cal­
umniated me to-night iu Parliament; 
ho will calumniate me to-morrow in the 
King's Courts: but hud he said ordured 
to have insinuated ono-half as much 
olsowlicre, the indignant spirit of an 
honest man would have answeredethe 
vile aud venal slanderer with a blow." 
Tho parties loft the House immediately 
with friends, although it was quite 
dark, and repaired to the nearest duel- 
ground und fought with pistols, at 
twelve pacoK, Corry having his loft arm 
shattered at tho first shot.

As lato as 185J, Capt. Phillips, of tho 
British army, in garrison at llombuy, 
India, took offense at Lieut. Bhcppard 
of the same garrison, for trivial words, 
and the two officers indulged in volum­
inous correspondence,which rosultcd in 
a hostile meeting at night, by the light 
of a single candle, held by a nativo do­
mestic in the sorviue of Phillips, who 
wus shot doad at the first fire. BUop- 
pard was court nmriialed and dis­
missed from the army, and afterwards 
tried on the olmrgo of murder and 
convicted of manslaughter.

Capt. Kutherford aud Burgeon Ca­
hill, of the British army-officer* in the 
same regiment on garrisou duty in 
Scotland in lu l l—quarreled over tho 
trivial matter of Cahill carrying a tile 
of London papers from tho mess-room 
to his quarters, which was really con­
trary to garrison regulations. One 
word brought on anothor, when Huth- 
erford, greatly enragod, challenged tho 
surgeon to mortal combat, which tho 
latter accopto>], und named tlio same 
evening and a neighboring quarry ns 
the time and tdace for the hostile en­
gagement. Tlio principals met prompt­
ly at the quarry at the appointed hour, 
accompanied by second*, atul ltutlior- 
ford' received a mortal wound. The 
survivor was subsequently tried and ac­
quitted.

Nsvlfutisg the Air.
But if our flag is not on tho ocean, 

there is no reason why it should uot bo 
scon in the mid-air beforo many yoars 
aro over. Edison, the famous inventor 
thinks that olootricitr will lie the mo­
tive powor in aerial navigation. The 
desideratum is to secure five times 
moro power per |M>und of weight than 
we now get from the l>est forms of 
small engine*. The problem to be solv­
ed is to evolve tho power from coal di­
rect without the intervention of tlm 
boiler of the engino. Llectricity is now 
generated from ziuo and other metals 
without the intervention of any ongiiiu. 
If the sumo could be done with eoal or 
carlsra, slx-horso eonld be got from one 
pound of coal. With the boiler and 
engiuo only oue-horse |K>wcr is procur­
ed from throe iiouuds of coal. /Juu is 
as combustible in a battery or jur as 
coal is in a furnace but coat develops 
seven times as niueli power as zinc, aud 
zinc cost* thirty-five times as much as 
eoal, a difference in cost per pound of 
245 to one, or 24,5tN) per cent. Mr. ltd- 
Ison says that thousands of ingenious 
men aro now at work on this problem! 
which lie thinks will soon bo solved. 
Iu a w en t interview with a newspaper 
man ho said: "Having lightness with 
imwer, we should only need enough 
balloon for actual lifting |>owor, and 
wo would attain a vory liigh velocity. 
You oould hold a tcu-li«>rae power mot­
or out in your hand, and once iu the 
air, with five ixmuds of coal, could the 
consumption be direct, tho little jigger 
could go an vwhere. KoiioUy would 
want to ascend to groat heights where 
tho air's resistance to tho pro|Nil)er 
would decrease, but skim along over 
tlio trees and houses like a lira  aInivo 
the water. The rudders could all Ihi 
worked, and your ballastleas balloon 
could lie raised or lowered, turned to 
tho right or left, by the motor itself, 
and n boy oould do nil the work. Huoli 
an arrangement could scarcely do for 
heavy freight, but it could carry pass­
engers end mall matter and express 
parcels, and move readily at 80 to 100 
miles an hour. If we can solve the 
power question we can do anything."— 
Dcmorest's MonHi/g.

Tho Myrtle.
This beautiful plant is a native of 

Persia, but naturalized iu tho noutli of 
Europe, being now abundant ou tho 
sea coast from Marseilles to fJenoa and 
throughout Italy. Tho loaves of the 
myrtlo aro of a rich dai'k-groou tint. 
They aro covered with clear dots, which 
secrete a highly fragrant volatile oil. 
The flower has a tivo-elef calix, live 
white petals, numerous stamens, and 
ono stylo which is succeeded by a glo- 
buse berry of two to three cells. A 
woody textnro belongs to all the myr­
tle tribe; but thoy vary iu habits from 
that which spreads over tho soil in the 
Falkland Islands, a# the thyme does in 
Europe, to the immense eucalypti of 
Australia, which aro among tho most 
gigantic trees of that continent. The 
common myrtle, in its usual size 
and height, gives us, however, a 
good idea of the average sizo of 
tho majority of tho myrtaceie. Some 
myrtles in tho vicinity of London have 
been known as trained plants to roach 
a height of ten to twenty feet, and uu 
equal width. At Cobuam Hull, in 
Kent, are several specimens thirty feet 
high. The myrtle cannot, however, lie 
considered ns moro than a lmlf-hurdy 
shrub in Great Uritun. I t was intro* 
dnood into England in the sixteenth 
century; Gerard knew tho myrtle in 
cultivation as early ns 15R7. J'linv in­
forms its that it was a rare plant iu Italy 
in his day; he, however, makes men­
tion of eleven sorts, ami remarks that 
tho most odoriferous grew in Egypt, 
tn the United States the Myrtle is 
usually treated as a pot plant, or, when 
large, grown in tubs, for removal into 
tho cellar on approach of wiutor. i)e 
Candolle's arrangement of the kinds of 
Myrtle is considered the belt. Accord­
ing to that tliero are two species, viz.: 
1, M. Melanocarpa or black-fruited, 
common in gardens, where are varieties 
of it with double flowers and varie­
gated foliage, and also embracing the 
broad-leaved or Homan Myrtle, the 
box-leaved, the upright or Italian, tho 
orange-loaved, the acute-leaved or 
Portugal, the brood-loaved Hutch, and 
tho thyme-leaved myrtles; and '2, tho 
white-berried, M. Leucocarpa, native of 
Greece and tho Balearic Isles, the fruit 
of which is rather large, edible, with a 
grateful smell and tasto. There aro 
several striped-leaved sorts known in 
Europe, of much beauty. All tho va­
rieties propagato readily by cuttings 
and from seeds. The cuttings should 
be stuck in sand, or peat and saud, and 
covered in the process with a boll 
glass.

The Myrtlo was well known to tho 
ancients, and was held in high esteem 
for its beauty, supposed virtues, and 
medicinal qualities. I t was employed 
ah a symbol of  authority, and entwiued 
with laurel for wreaths in tho triumphs 
of bloodless victory and of tho 
Olympic and other games. The buds 
and berries wero unihI as spices, nnd 
the latter are still employed in Tus­
cany as a substitute for pepper. A 
wine made from the Myrtle wras called 
myrtidamun. In Oreoco the berries 
are administered to little children for 
treatment of diarrhea. The eau 
d'lingc, a sort of perfurao sold in 
Franco, is distilled from tho flowers. 
Medicinal qualities reside in the astrin­
gent nature of tho various portions of 
the plant; nttdinOreoco, Italy, nnd the 
South of Franco the bark is used in tan­
ning. Thcro are aro some other species 
occasionally mot with in collections, 
such as M. Tomontosa, a native of 
China, with rose-colored flowers, and 
M. Myrsimoides, a nativo of tho colder 
parts of Peru. Tho order of myrtlo- 
worts (myrtacoa*) is of much interest, 
embracing as it does tho pomogranuto, 
the guava, the clove, tho pimento or 
all-Hpico, and many trees producing 
vuluublo gums and important astrin- 
gouti,

Anise,
Aniso grows wild in Egypt, in Syria, 

Palestine, and nil parts of tho Levant, 
but tho Homans considered the Egyp­
tian and Cretan aniso to bo tho best,
especially for medicinal purposes. Tho 
product of Houthern Europe is now 
looked upon with favor. Among the
ancients, anise scorns to have been a 
common pot-herb in every garden. Al­
though it is less usod iu medicine by 
tho moderns than by tho ancients, it 
still returns its forinor reputation os an 
excellent stomachic, particularly for 
delicato womou uud young cliildreu. 
Thu Homans chew it m order to knop 
up au agreeable moisture in tho mouth, 
and sweeten the breath, while some 
Orientals still do the same. Homo of 
the Persian poets liavo snug tho ugreo- 
aide qualities of the nuise, and a mod­
ern sweet ballad of Homo compares tho 
slender grace of a young girl to the 
anise.

Anise is an annual plant growing to 
the height of one foot, carries a white 
flower, aud blooms from Juub till Au­
gust. The seeds are inqiorted and used 
in largo quantities ou account of their 
aromatio aud curmiuatlvo proiiertles. 
The distillod plant, when used in blos­
som, yields a sweotor and more grato- 
fill tincture than cau 1st obtained from 
tlio seed*. Anise is eitcmiivoly used 
l.v the coufoetioner for the purpose of 
flavoring comfits and cordials. The 
anise seed cordial of the shops is a com*

I
MUiiul of alcohol, anise seed aud sngol- 
cu. Tho oil is ohtainml by distillation 
from the seeds, and though habitually 
inixod with a groat many cattle medi­

cines, and regarded by tho farmers of 
former generations ns one of tho most 
potent drugs, it performs seareely any 
other oflicn than tho communicating of 
an agreeable fragrance. The Chinese 
cultivate it for the seasoning of dishes;
and tho Japanese employ bundles and

f
furlands of it In the ceruiuouiosof their 
icatbonish sti|>crstition.

Ncowls,

not darkened ami wrinkled by scowls.

Should he try to hide anything it seems 
as if ho would fsil ignominously.so in­
stinctively frsnk, so temperamentally 
open is he  His face ii calm and kindly, 
his manner simple and straightforward. 
He is the sort of •  person that a child, 
a woman, or a man who wanted infor­
mation or assistance, would accost with­
out knowing him, merely at a venture, 
persuaded that such information or as­
sistance would be aceorded. Hii ap­
pearance and air are, therefore, prepos­
sessing, and the more they are studied 
the more so they beoome. While he 
may indicate his nationality, he is not 
by any means a typical Frenchman, 
particularly not a Parisian. He looks 
somewhat German or Swiss, as he 
might well, for he is a native of Jura, 
adjoining Switzerland.

One of the most intelligent views of 
Arctic exploration Is furnished by Ser­
geant Brainard, of the Greely expedi­
tion. He says that they found nothing 
to show that the open polar sea exists. 
He believes it a myth. The space be­
yond their highest point of explora­
tion and the pole, he says, is open in 
places a little while at a time, but this 
space onens and shuts arbitrarily, and 
any vessel trying to penetrate it may 
meet the fate of the Proteus, and he 
crashed at any moment. On the other 
hand, it cannot be traversed by sledges, 
becanso the open water might come 
and swallow them up. He saya there 
is mucli yet to be done in exploration, 
and properly supported and supplied 
at a fixed station, a party could stay 
there a long time. Had the Greely 
party remained at its station it would 
have been alive to-day, for the provi­
sions and the fuel would have held out 
But they returned according to orders, 
failed to find the provisions and fuel 
they expected below, and so miserably 
perished.

D ayton Letter to Cincinnati Com* 
merciaUGazette: Ex-President Hayes, 
in his little speech at the Soldiers' 
Home Wednesday, having stated that 
the first large eoncouno of people he 
hud ever witnessed was in Dayton, in 
1842, was asked in private conversation 
to give some facts concerning that 
meeting. He was a boy at the time, 
just old enough to be observant, and 
remembers matters both great und 
small connected with the mooting. He 
says the attendance was immonee, and 
though not so largo as at the groat 
Harrison meeting of two years before, 
the fame of which had gone out through 
all the land, it was still larger than any 
meeting he has ever attended outside 
of New York, Washington, and Phila­
delphia.

The chief orators of tho occa­
sion whom he remomtar* hearing were 
Henry Cluy, Jolm J. Crittenden, Tho*. 
Corwin, Robert C. Hehenck, and 
Charles Anderson.

By the time Corwin was in­
troduced the audience hod become a 
little restless, and Torn seemed to ta  
somewhat nettled at his position on the 
programme, and determined to outalriuc 
his predecessors, Aud his proved to tie 
the greatest speech of the day.

The Common* at Work.
Tkb proceedings cf the British Homo 

of Commons differ ih many respects 
from those of onr House of Represent a- 
lives, altongh the rules of the latter 
wero originally based upon those of tho 
former.

The Commons meet at 4 o'clock in 
the afternoon; and often sit until the 
small hour* of tho next morning. After 
tho speaker, in ample wig aud long 
flowiug gown, takes his seat, aud the 
chaplain has said prayers, tho business 
of tfie day begins.

The first part of the session is usu­
ally occupied by the passing of private 
bills through their latter stages, tho 
receiving of petitions (which are not 
road, bnt are received by tho clerk, and 
thrown into a large bag on his side,) 
aud tho swearing in of newly elected 
meraboes.

Then occurs a feature peculiar to the 
English system of “the responsibility 
of ministers,” and quite unknown in our 
own Cougress. Members rise, and give 
notice that, on tho next duy, they will 
ask of one of tho ministers sucli and 
such a question. These notices of ques­
tions aro then priuted, and on tho next 
day are distributed, so then the minis­
ters, and all the House, know just what 
questions are to bo pu t

After notice of questions, comes the 
putting of questions of which notice 
was given tho previous duy. This pro­
cess takes up a good deal of time. A 
memtar, for instance, uslm tho Prime 
Minister whether such and such news 
has arrived from Egypt. Anothor will 
ask the Home Secretary if ho has ex­
amined into the harsh sentence of some 
judge or magistrate. A l'arneUito w ill 
ask of the Irish Secretary about some 
alleged injustieo which has taken place 
in Ireland,

Tho minister thus interrogated rises 
from tho front bench on the Beaker's 
right, aud replies to tho inquiry in such 
terms as have been previously agreed 
on between him aud his colleagues. 
Sometimes be evades a direct answer, 
pleading that it is not for tho public 
interest to give one. At other times, lie 
will reply succinctly and clearly, so us 
entirely to satisfy his questioner.

After the questions have been duly 
di*|K>sed of, the more important busi­
ness of the session tagins. The gov­
ernment bills are taken up, amendments 
arc offered to them, and debates often 
of great interest ensue.

A bill of this sort goes through four 
stages. First, tho minister who lias 
charge of it “asks leave to introduce the 
b ill" There is usually hut littlo dis­
cussion or opposition at this stage; 
leave taing given, the bill is “read tho 
first time." This docs not mean that 
the whole bill is read aloud. It is in the 
hands of memtars. When it in said to 
bo road the first time, only its title is 
really read.

The great debate on a hill comes at 
the next stage, which is that of reading 
it a second time. This is the stage 
w hen the principle of the bill, not its 
details, is the issue, and the question is 
if the bill shall ta  read a second time. 
An affirmative vote menus that the 
House is willing to pass tho bill in some 
form. For instance, if the bill proposes 
to extend the suffrage, the House says, 
by passing it to a second reading, that 
it approves of extending the suffrage, 
but does not assont to every detail of 
the bill

One way of voting to throw out. or 
reject, a bill, is by adopting a motion 
that the bill “be read this day six 
mouths." If this is carried, it really 
means that the bill is defeated. It is 
md read iu six mouths, or any other 
time.

ihe third stage is when the bill, hav­
ing been rami a second time, goes to 
what is calied “the committee of the 
whole House.” Now- the speaker leaves 
the chair, aud his place is taken by the 
deputy speakers, w ho is “chairman of 
committees.” Tho bill is then discuss­
ed and amended, clause by clause; that 
is, the House goes into it* details, and 
accepts or alters them one by one.

After the b 11 has thus been minutely 
gone through, it is reported us amend­
ed to the House, the speaker taing once 
more in tho chair. Finally, the fourth 
stage is reached; the bill is read, with 
little or no discussion, a third time, 
and is then passed aud sent up to the 
House of Lords* to ta  by thorn in turn 
considered^ _____________

The statistics of suicide in tho Aus­

trian army show that of late years mili­
tary sulci :o has been considerably on

]>eati to military service. Tho total 
number of suicide* committed from 
1869 to 1878 i* 2,536, or an uveruge of 
253 per annum.

Mutilation and attempt* at suicido are 
generally found among tho subordin­
ates, but in 1N78 there wero twenty-two 
higher officers and ninety-eight officer# 
of a lower rank among them.

The Chino*** InIjumI at Hainan*
In a late numlier of the China /fi> 

Weie is giveu an aceouut of a journey 
through Hainan, by Mr. Heury. As in 
other outlying possessions of China, 
the native trilies have succeeded in a 
measure in holding tlioir owu agaiust 
ubiquitous Chinese, The northern part 
of the island is descrilwd as a large 
plaiu, while tho central aud southern 
jmrtions are mountainous. Here 
the aboriginal tril*o*, tbo Los, take rel- 
uge. They are cordiul and hospitable 
to strangers, and uronrnbshly of Malay 
origin. There are filtccu or sixteen 
different tribes, known under distinct 
uumes, varying more or le*s iu dress, 
language, aud customs, but all evi­
dently belong to one homogeneous race 
bound together by common ties, ami, 
as a rule, living on friendly terms with 
each other. The flora mid fauna upjwui’ 
siugulurly rich, and but little investi­
gated. Ill a visit of a few weeks the 
lute M. Hwinhoo noted 172 specie* of 
birds, nineteen of which were new to 
science, and were first described by 
him. Tho leeches arc an especial 
plague to the traveler. They are dcs- 
scribed us of a grayish brown and 
earthen hue, and vary from half an 
inch to an inch and n half in length, 
and swarm from*the ground on all 
K iles, Along the pa'll.ou the etui* of 
grins blades mid brunches of shrubs, 
they may lie ne»u bolding by one end, 
while tlioy reach out their whole length 
fooling on every side for their prev.

A RUSSIAN HATH.

A Steam ('leaning I’nM-iu* Which D'*es Not 
Seem Attractive In •.illy Weather. 

There is one thing absolutely neces­
sary tor a man who takes a Russian 
bath for tho first time, ana that is con­
fidence. He must be willing to take for 
granted that the suddou changes that 
lie has been taught from boyhood wero 
detrimental to the health willlie a ben­
efit to his system, and must jump into 
the coldest w ater without a murmur.

A Dial hand while revolving around 
tlm city yesterday concluded to go into 
the largost Russian bathing establish­
ment iu New' York and make a record 
of his sensations. Tho first room of 
the bath has a temperature of aliout 115 
degrees, which is about tho right heat 
to indulge in during a political cam­
paign. Tho room is of marble, with 
floor, walls and seats around the sides 
all of the same material, which absorbs 
none of the heat. Iu tho ccuter of the 
room is a plunge, surrounded by an 
iron railing, aud through it the cold 
water in constantly running. Tho first 
impulse of the bather is to throw' him­
self into the wider and remain there 
until he ItecnimH cooled, but this ho 
must not do at this stage of tho pro­
ceedings. Ho must remain in this 
room uutil every pore in his body 
opens, and tho inspiration rolls down 
his Inly on every side.

He is then taken into the next room, 
laid on his back, on a marble table, and 
scrubbed by un attendant This scrub­
bing process is viciously conducted,and 
forcibly reminds the bather of the man­
ner in Avhich a groom curries a horse 
against which he entertains a grudge. 
A little boiling water is poured over tho 
bather while the attendant is wetting 
his brush, and then the fuu begins. 
Tho stiff brush, wielded by a strong 
arm, is rapidly moved over every por­
tion of tho body, tlm old cuticle is 
rubbed off, and the sufferer with a feel­
ing of utter helplessness, tutors a 
prayer that tho scrubber will soou tire 
of torturing him. Suddenly, w hen he 
begins to give up all hope, 1m is invited 
to stand ou his feet on the table, and a 
shower bath, ico cold, drenches him.

Tho next portion of tho performance 
is to enter the steam room, where the 
thermometer registers a little under 
125 degrees, but the instrument is evi­
dently rendered iusaueby the heat, for 
it feels twice as hot as that—put 250 
degrees at a low estimate. This room 
is also of marble, like the first, with a 
plunge in the center. To understand 
tlm sensation in the steam room one 
must have felt it. The bather at once 
places a sponge soaked in water on his 
head, to keep his brains cool, but that 
seems but a slight relief. One can 
scarcely breathe the vapor; the oyes 
feel effected, and talking becomes diffi­
cult. It does not take very much of 
this room to satisfy the most greedy 
pleasure-seeker. A few moments will 
suffice for most people, excepting for 
tho-e who wish to reduce their flesh. 
When every enjoyment in the hot steam 
has l>een experienced, a plunge is taken. 
The water feels like ice, and chills one 
througb to the % marrow for the first 
moment; then it'feels delightful.

The bather next seeks a large room 
where the thermometer is kept at 
slightly over 100. Here he can stand 
in a corner and have spray hit him in 
anv direction he choses, from above, 
lielow, from tho sides or elsewhere; ho 
can swim in a largo tank, or he can 
have an electric chutn]>oo and see how 
it feels to have 8t. Vitus' dance. After 
all this, if lie wishes, he can recline iu 
a chair and smoko for awhile.

The next thing ou the programme is 
to go back in tho direction from which 
he came, taking a plunge in the first 
warm room, and then going into 
more moderate temperature, where an 
attendant first dries you with a towel, 
and then gives you a massage treatment 
after the most approved method. The 
bather's palms are slapped and rubbed, 
his arms and legs aro ojwrated upon in 
the same manner, with the addition of 
being doubled up once in a while aud 
suddeuly jerked out again; his soles are 
ticked and his ribs poked, and after 
having received the l>enefit of oil the 
masseur's art he is allowed to depart 
and go and get dressed. This done, he 
is at liberty to lounge around and 
smoke down-stairs, or, better still, to go 
up to the cafe and get a big cup of 
black coffee, with u little cognac iu it, 
aud sip it between the puffs of his cigar­
ette. What could be moro delightful 
than this ending? —Sew York Dial

Khade Trees on the Farm*
A few well formed trees along tho 

fence rows, and even scattered here 
and there in tho open fields, add great­
ly to the npjiearauce and value of a 
farm. Cattle, xheep, and other farm 
uniinals, sutler greatly from the hot 
huh w hen eoufiued iu a* shadeless past­
ure in midsummer. They will seek tlm 
Might protection from the broiling sun 
afencemav afford, or stand huddled 
together for hours, with their heads 
shaded by each other, iu a moat un­
healthy mautier. Animals thus ex­
posed do not give the l>est returns to 
their owner*, and for this reason, if not 
for comfort's sake, they should lot pro­
vided with shade, Home farmers ob­
ject to trees in the pasture, because 
their shade is too inviting, and keep 
the livc-Ht< ck from feeding. Farm ani­
mals need not graze all tho time, und 
with good pasturage can get all the 
grass they uood in the cool portions of 
the day, between which they should 
lmve refreshing shade for chewing the 
cud or contentment. Men are not the 
only creatures that may ho sun-struck; 
cows unduly exposed to heat frequently 
Iteonmo sick, quickly f j l  off' in milk.

may profitably grow a few trees, thus 
affording a retreat for tho live-stock 
from tho tlm midday sun and driving 
storms, if tlm pasture lias no shade 
trees, it will pay to provide a teiupora 
ty shelter. Four strong posts, with 
forks at the top, inav support two 
poles; across theso lav smaller poles 
for ratters. The top may be covered 
with straw, swale lmy, or, if move con 
venient, brush may bo cut ami laid upou

The School SMlnt* Rank,
One of the Kuropeau improvements 

in education is the school savings bank.
It object is to teach children how to 
save and accumulate money. The 
natural tendency of youth is to will­
ful waste, to spend constantly, to be 
led away by casual temptations. Thu 
habit of saving is seldom taught and 
seldom learned until tho rude experi­
ence of life brings with it tho iron pres­
sure of necessity. The folly of ex- 
travuganco prevails chiclly among the 
young, nndtiio recent annals of ourcitv 
and country abound in instances of 
ruined lives and wasted hopes, tho re­
sults of tho luxurious and thoughtless 
manner of the age. Onv young men of 
business have too often never learned 
in early life how to save: their only 
conception of living is how* to got, in 
order to spimd. Tho passion of ex­
travagance grows upon them. Their 
salaries are too small, their profits in­
significant, compared to the demands 
of a grow ing love for pleasure. They 
soon overstep their legitimate expense; 
they rush into speculation: ihev fall at 
List into crime. The uwfuj moment 
comes too soon, and tho ruined victim 
of his own folly perishes, dishonored 
and lost, because ho had never learned 
in youth the practice of saving.

It is not so much to the wealthy ns to 
the poor that this habit is all-import- 
aut. Tho wealthy may waste the ac­
cumulations of Ids forefather; Imt to 
the workingman, tho professional man, 
or tho man of business tho habit of 
Having is the only security from suffer­
ing and ofteu despair. It is a safe­
guard that should be thrown over every 
family and taught in every school. Tho 
school savings bank has been found 
Hiugulurly useful and successful in con­
nection w ith tho public school of vari­
ous countries. It was suggested in 
France many years ago, and has already 
extended to Germany, Hungary, Italy, 
Belgium, ami Holland. The system is 
very simple. Tho teacher tells his 
children that ho is ready to receive 
their small savings, and explains to 
them how* they may be mado to increase. 
He gathers in their pennies and cen­
times, keeps a register w ith the name 
of each depositor, and when tho sum 
amounts to a franc or more, places it in 
a neighboring savings bauk or lends it 
to the State. The business is trans­
acted ont of school hours; it teaches 
tho pupil some of the nicitiesof trade. 
He keeps a duplicate account of his de­
posits, and can only draw any part of 
them with the consent of his parent or 
guardian.

The plan has proved very attractive 
to children. In Ghent, out of 45,030 
pupils, there are 13,030 depositors, each 
iqr more than one franc. In Franco 
the nuiriber of school banks is 10.231, 
with 213,135 depositors. The whole 
amount deposited by the children was 
in 1880 more than $1,000,000. The 
school banks form a part of the system 
that w’ould make education a practical 
thing, and moro than ever useful iu pre­
paring the youth of the nation for 
active life. To teach the great body of 
the !>eople in childhood the habit of 
saving would of itself alone more than 
repay the public outlay upon education. 
It is the foundation of honesty, the 
chief source of national honor. In it 
lie tho safety and purity of families, 
and much of the happiness of domestic 
life. Without the habit of saving, our 
young men aud young women often 
wander recklessly on a perilous track, 
and poriHh miserably for want of an 
early training in frugality.— Eugene

A Fertile Keck.
The whole Island of Borniuda is a
