“Do you agree with other authori­
ties that the terror caueod by earth­
quakes is steadi’y augmented in pro­
portion to the number of shocks ex­
perienced?”

“Undoubtedly! I t is a fear that 
grows by what it foods on. When you 
actually experience the sensation 
caused by an earthquake, and nothing 
else, it is not alone the awful sense of 
the instability of the earth that demor­
alizes and appalls you. Tho frightful 
capriciousuess and uncertainty as to 
the result adds to this sense, i t  may 
mean only an inconsequential shiver, 
or the whole bottom of tho earth may 
be about to fall out, you can’t  tell 
which. If wo should become subject 
to earthquakes hereabouts, it would bo 
some consolation if we could only have 
a range of volcanic mountains, such as 
border most earthquake countries, to 
aignal or quiet our fears,

“The expression, 'Thank Heaven, tho 
mountains aro smokiugl* is an oft-re- 
pouted one in the western trend of tho 
Cordilleras. It hat grown out of the 
general impression thero that when 
the volcanoes are active a relief ia af­
forded tho pent-up fiery sources, whose 
violent etl’orts for deliverance would 
otherwise cause the dreaded terramoto 
that has so often proved tho destruc­
tion of cities, the destruction of popu­
lous districts, and an inoalculuble 
source of suffering and death.”

“Were some of your earthquake ex­
periences of an interesting nature?”

“I should say so, and decidedly tick­
lish to boot The winter and summer 
I  spent in Colombia. Ecuador, Peru, 
ana Chili were distinguished by fre­
quent earth tremors, though not sig­
nalized by any great local shock, such 
as destroyed Aleudoza, with twq-thirds 
of its inhabitants, a few years previous­
ly, or by any disastrous, long-rolling, 
subterranean and submarine wave, such 
as, later, and even so roceutly ns 1877, 
swept the Pacific Coast, wiping out 
Concepcion, Talcnhuaua, and other 
minor Chilian ports, by tho overbrim­
ming of the sea wutor, as so many 
pictured towns might be sponged from 
a schoolboy's slate, landing an Amori­
can man-of-war high and dry at Callao, 
which was also greatly damaged, ami 
upheaving a tidal wave whose myste­
rious pulse throbbed across the Pacific, 
submerging islands, clamoring at tho 
portuls of romoto harbors, and expend­
ing its dying heart-break upon the 
headlands of China and Japan. Tho 
shock felt hero on tho 10th was no moro 
than a fiea bite to what I felt in South 
America. Yet, for tho roasons 1 havo 
mentioned, oven such a paltry shock 
thero would have been infinitely moro 
significant and awe inspiring.”

“Is the theory that while tho volca­
noes smoko no serious convulsions may 
be feared geuoially homo out by ex­
perience V”

“Not always, though in the majority 
of cuses. Nor can you always rely on 
another favorite hypothesis equally 
prevalent down yonder. Tho latter 
supposes that a great earthquake inva­
riably occurs in three succossivo 
shocks, the second being severer thou 
the first, and tho third being tho maxi­
mum that either upsets everything or 
indicates the final expenditure of the 
throe. Thcso theories havo frequently 
been disproved by the events them­
selves, aud, in moro than one instance, 
by my own observation. The ono tre­
mendous cradi that destroyed Moudoza 
camo like a thunderbolt out of a cloar 
sky, and with oven lo s premonition. 
The last earthquake that demolished 
Caracas was preceded by only ono 
shook, and that a heavy ono. Of tho 
thirty or more oartliquukos that I ex­
perienced, chiefly in Chili, less than a 
fourth of them conformed to tlm mys­
terious rule of throe, so persisted in by 
the nativos, while many were marked 
by five or six distinct shocks or vibra­
tions, of varying violonoo, and follow­
ing no order of sequence whatever of 
time, force, or effect. So much for 
their rule of three. The volcanic 
smoke-vent theory is weakened by nu­
merous examples. In my own expe­
rience. full half tfie shocks I felt wero 
in Might ofvolcanio peaks smoking 
freely. The disturbances in Sicily are 
almost invariably accompanied by vol­
canic vomitings, and I never heard of a 
great convulsion in the Sandwich Is­
lands that was not attended by au 
eruption of the neighboring craters.— 
New York Sun,

Farming in ( ores,
A correspondent in I’n San, ( ‘oroa, 

writes as follows to tlio Celestial /.m- 
jiire, a Chinese newspaper: 1 notice
the Corcun farmer is a different man 
from his Chincso brother: ho has richer 
land and is hy no moans so industrious. 
Tho C-orann plow is simply a large 
shovel held upright, with a slant »g 
beam, to tlio ond of which tho yoke 
lino* of his cow are made fast. Tlio 
plow is very clumsy uml hard to hold, 
and not noar as good or convoniout as 
tho Chinese plow. The Corcun harrow 
is simply a wooden framo. nml would 
lx) useless on dry ground, hut tho Holds 
urn harrowod when Hooded, and it 
levels tho soft lumps of earth fairly 
well.

The rice planting is doao different 
from China. Tho rico plants, tied up 
in neat bundles, are scattered over the 
Hold for tho convenience of tlio planters 
who form a lino at ono end of the Hold 
—men, women and children, each hold­
ing a bundle of rico plants in the loft 
hand the plant being pressed into the 
soil with the right hand. The motion* 
of taking the plant from tho left hand 
aud planting it is done fastor than tho 
ticking of a watch. Wliilo tho planting 
is going on a song is being sung by ono 
of the men or women, and all join in a 
chorus, which appear* to eomo in uftor 
about lour words, aud they lighten the 
hard labor of rico planting,which isdono 
in a stooping position, and in a field of 
mud aud water.

' Hoir to ,Starch and Iron.
Every housekeeper knows tho diffi­

culty of starching ami ironing shirt bo­
soms, colars, and cuff’s satisfactorily. 
When done at a laundry they have a 
glossy finish which both improves their 
appearance, and proveuts their getting 
ttoiled readily. To givo a fine gloss to 
linen a good quality of starch must bo 
used. It iH best to get it by the box of 
six pounds or more, as it comes cheaper 
and is always at hand. Tho empty box 
is usofui for other purposes. I have 
read of many additions to starch to 
give a gloss, such as white wax, sper­
maceti and gum arabie, and have tried 
them all, but find them to no advant­
age if good starch is used. Gum arabio 
with cold starch sumetimoH mukos the 
linen stiff. Mix tho quantity of starch 
roquirod witli cold water to aliout the 
consUtcncy of thin croiun, then pour 
on boiling water and stir briskly. 
Make quite thick and keep over a good 
tiro, stirring all tho time. Boil until 
clear, and for Home minutes lougor, to 
be sure it is well cooked <*ome think 
a little lurd or butter added provents 
the iron from sticking)* As soon as i t  
cooled enough not to burn tlio hands, 
take the linen, previously well washod 
and rinsed, aud with tho lingers rub the 
starch well into it. aud Hlnp together. 
Coutinuo this until the linen has taken 
all the starch it will hold. Thcu 
smooth with tho fingers caroiutfy. tak­
ing out all tlio wrinkl s ; with a clean, 
damp cloth remove ail tho specks of 
starch from tlio smooth surface, 
and hang up to dry whoro no par­
ticles of dirt aro Heating. If hung out 
of doors, when tho wind blows, it will 
tako out a part of the starch. Whon 
dry immerse the lim n quickly in hot 
water, and roll up quickly in a clean, 
dry cloth. I'sually it will he ready to 
iron in from ten to fifteen minutes.

Home dip the linen, when dry, iucold 
water, containing a little starch dis­
solved, and thou roll up. This requires 
time for the articles to boromo dry 
enough to iron well. When a colar, for 
instance, is ready to iron, lay a clean 
cloth over tho cover of tho ironing 
board, and place on it tho colar with 
outside down, and upplv tho iron, not 
too hot, lifting the collar up every time 
the iron passes over it, to allow tho 
steam to escape, and to prevent its 
sticking to tho cloth. While yet damp, 
turn the collar inside up aud iron once 
or twice, or until nearly dry (bearing in 
mind not to havo tho iron too hot); 
when removed to a Inborn board, mado 
of hard wood without covering, placo 
on a bare table with polishing iron well 
heated, but not ton hot, and go over tho 
collar, puttiug on all tho proi-stirc that 
you can, but not too slowly or it may 
scorch, Should tho linen get too dry 
to roceivo a good polish, dampen even­
ly with a wet doth. Much of tho suc­
cess in -ccuring a good polish on linen 
depends upon tho pressure put upon it 
while damp, and having midorucath it 
a hard board. A good polishing iron 
is <>*-cnfml. Tho ono tlmt gives mo 
the most satisfaction cost sixtv-two nml 
a half cents. Goubtlcss there arc oth­
ers equally as good.—San huncisco 
Cull.

With us a rocky place is barren and 
useloss. But this rock is soft, and 
trees aud plauts grow in it almost us 
well us in earth. There is hardly a . sheet 
buro spot on tho whole island oxcept "  
where it hus been cleared. In some 
places aro largo tracts of pino wood; in 
others tho ground is hidden by douse 
musses of a sort of clmppurul, growing 
ten or twelve feet high, and nobody 
would miNiHjct the foundation of it ull 
to bo solid rock. Tliero is a foot or 
two of soil in some places that hus 
come from nobody knows where. But 
Dm usual process of making a garden 
is to break up an aero or so of the rock 
with u sledge aud crow bar, mush it up 
line, aud mix in enough earth to pre* 
vent the rock from hardening again.
In this compound anything under the 
sun will grow, und grow luxuriantly.
A man who takes this much trouble to 
imtkea garden cun have green peas and 
fresh lettuce and all other vegetables 
on his table every day in the year.

only pos.sible but extremely easy, as 
we shull show*, (iet a piece of plate- 
glu-s and place on it a sheet of puper; 
then let the latter Imj thoroughly 
soaked. With care and a little dex­
terity the sheet can be split by tho top 
surface being removed. But tho best 
plau is to paste a piece of cloth or 
strong paper to each sido of the sheet 
to lie split. When dry, violently and 
without hesitation pull the two pieces 
asunder, when part of tho sheet will be 
found to have adhered to one and part 
to the other. Soften tlie paste in water 
and the pieces can be easily removed 
from the eloth. The process is gen­
erally demonstrated as a matter of 
curiosity, yet it cun be utilized in 
various ways. If we want to paste in a 
scrup-hook a newspaper article printed 
oil both sides of tin* paper, aud possess 
only one copy, it is very convenient to 
know how to dotaeli the one side from 
tint other. Tim paper when split, as 
may be imagined, is more transparent 
than it was before being subjected to 
the operation, aud the printing ink is 
somewhat duller; otherwise the two 
pieces present the uppeuranco of the 
original if again brought together. 
Nome time ttgo the information of how 
to do this splitting was advertised to 
lie sold for a considerable sum. Wo 
now impart it to our readers gratuitous­
ly. ih'iliiih and Colonial Printer and 
Stationer.

Tim bearing of this upon 
Mower culture iu our large cities js also 
very important, F.xpoiiment* have 
proved that the uir of cities contains 
In-.* u/niio than that of Hu* surrounding 
country, and the thickly inhabited parts 
in cities less than Hie more sparsely 
built, or than tlie parks ami o|H>11 
HtpuircM. Plants, and Mowers, and green 
trees cun alone restore tho hulunce; so 
tlmt every little tlower-pot is not inerolv 
a thing of Ismuty w hile it lasts, but has 
a direct and heiietlcial inlluenee upon 
the health of tho neighborhood in w hich 
it is found.

An Ingenious Exponent.
Tho telegraph wires iu Louden are 

not. all above ground, as is tho case 
here, hut helnug to tin: underground 
system. The main wires aro laid 
through the big tunnels, iu which ure 
the gas and sewer pipe's. These tun­
nels ure big enough for a man to walk 
through easily. Thu hruucli pipes, 
containing the side wires, running oil’ 
from the main line for several miles, 
urn much smaller, of course; and tho 
workman must bo very careful not to 
lose the connections between tlie lurgor 
mid smaller wires.

'i ile .btpiiiicit* Tallow Tree,
Tin* mils gmw in clusters, and are 

gathered in November. When ripe, the 
capsule divides utid di elosi s, u-mallv, 
about t’efee k»*ntcb, covered with pure, 
bard, white tal'ow, Iu preparing tin* 
tallow, tin* ripe nuts are put into a 
wooden cylinder with a perforat' d bot­
tom, and. idler ten or liftceii minutes' 
straining, tlm tallow becomes so .-oft 
tlmt it is easily detected from the al­
bumen of tlie seeds by breaking them 
with mallets. It is then separated from 
tin* •'ced by sifting it through hot 
sieves, but, of course, it is di.-eolored 
from mixtures with tlm brown te*ta of 
the seeds, and. in order to strain it aud 
make it perfectly pure sud white, it is 
poured into a cylinder made up of 
rings of straw placed one on top of the 
other, and put into a rude press, wheu 
tim tallow is squeezed through in a pure 
state. From b»‘t pounds of seed is oh 
tttimsd from forty to fifty pounds of 
tallow, besides the oil obtained subse­
quently from tlm albumen by grinding, 
steaming, and pressing it. The tallow 
is used for a variety of purposes by tin* 
Chinese, but more particularly for 
making candles, wliich are burned in 
Buddhist worship.

Nelson Miller, of Stephenson, New 
York, is 104 years old, snd oven nt this 
advanced age is as spry and activo as 
many young men at the present dsy. 
lioeently a camp-mooting was in pro­
gress at Lohanon Springs, and the old 
gentleman, who has made it a praotico 
for aovorhl years to attend these gath­
erings, walked to the grounds, a dis­
tance of nine miles in a few hours.

Wiut is claimed to bo the largest 
grain elevator in the world has been 
ereotod at Newport News, Virginia, by 
a railroad company. It is ninety foot 
wide, 38ti feet long, and about 104 feet 
high, with engine and boiler rooms 
40x100 and forty foot high. The stor­
age capacity of tho house is 1,600,000 
bushols, with a receiving capacity of 
30,000, and a shipping capacity of 20,- 
000 bushols per hour.

The late Duko of Wellington was 
▼c ry  fond of animals, and nt the park 
at Strathfleldsaye he kept a herd of 
Angora goats, which he imported from 
the East about ten yoaraago. They 
liavo been shorn every season, and the 
wool was usod for the Duke's coats and 
waistcoats. He also possessed a num­
ber of very fine mnloa, several llamas, 
and a Hock of tho small Ardennes 
sheop, which produce tho finest mutton 
in tho world. Tho Duke also onrriod 
on tho oultnre of trout.

I n 1850 a Mrs. Freor, of Pleasant 
Valley, Dutchoss County, Now York, 
became the owner of a goose by re­
quest of her husband. The bird at that 
time was by uo means young. I t  oon- 
tinuod in Mrs. Froer's possession until 
after her death, in 1870, after which it 
became tho property of her son, James 
Froor, who is its present owner. The 
gooso has alroady nested threo times 
this season, laying live, four, and throe 
eggs respectively.

Mr. OiamUtoue 
winkod to retire from tho Boudau; but 
now it i* understood that an expedition 
will soon go up tho Nilo, not only to 
rescue General Gordon at Khartoum, 
but to occupy the country permanently. 
It seems the region controlled by Khar­
toum ha* immense pos*iliilitio* for 
growing cotton, and so England, to tho 
great anuoyaucc of France, will retain 
possesion, not only of Egypt pro|n*r, 
hut of the regions at the head-water* of 
the Nile. Groat Britain ha* alway* 
taen annexing and conquering nation*. 
It ha* never voluntarily given up any 
land it ha* acquired, lu whatever |mr- 
tion of the glota Mr. Gladstone real­
ly tried to reverie 1 ho policy of En­
gland. but he lia* been unable to do *o, 
France 1* very jealous of England'* foot- 
hold in the Nile valley, for *he has 
come to coiiNidcr Northern Africa a* 
hers. U i* lie) loved, however, as au 
offset to her Egyptlau di*Appoiutmout 
that Fraueo will be allowed to conquer 
Morocco. That once iiccompli*kod, all 
Northern Africa, save alone Tripoli, 
wilt lie under the away of Euro|>eau 
power*. ^
