Correction Lines,
The law establishing our system of 

Government surveys, while it requires 
that the north and south lines shall be 
true meridians, also requires that the 
townships shall each he six miles 
square. To fulfill both of these condi­
tions is physically impossible, for the 
figure of the earth causes tho meridians 
to converge toward tho polo, thus mak­
ing the north line of eoeh township 
shorter than its south line, an inequal­
ity becoming more and more marked 
the higher the latitude of the surveys. 
Provision is therefore made for cor­
recting the errors thus caused, by fix­
ing what aro called correction lines, 
which are parallels bounding a line of 
townships on tho north when lying 
north of the principal base, or on the 
south when lying south of the principal 
base, from which the surveys ss they 
are continued ore laid out anew, the 
range lines again starting at correct 
distances from the principal meridian. 
These correction lines are placed at 
different intervals in different States, 
sometimes being repeated at every fif­
teen townships, sometimes at every 
tenth, or other distances. Each range 
of townships must be made ss much 
over six miles in width on each base 
and correction lino as it will fall short 
of tho same width where it closes on to 
the next correction lino nortu, and 
wherever the exterior line of the town­
ships shall exceed or shall not extond 
six miles, the excess or defioienoy mast 
be added to or be deducted from the 
western or northwestern sections or 
half-sections in snch township, accord­
ing ss the error may bo in running the 
liues from east to west or from north to 
south. In order to throw the excess or 
deficiencies on tho north and on the 
west sides of tho township it is neces­
sary to survey tho section lines from 
soath to north on a true meridian, 
leaving tho results in the north line of 
the township to bo goverood by the 
<*onvexity of the earth and the converg­
ing of the meridian.—Inter Ocean.

FARO,

Something About the Early History of
tho Uame—It* Career In New York.

"Have you any idos by whom or 
when the game of faro was invented ?" 
asked a reporter for tho Commercial* 
AiiverUser, a few days ago, while talk­
ing with Charles Dunn, the well- 
known gambler. The question was 
asked in the course of a conversation 
about gaming in general, and particu­
larly about the prevalence of it in the 
city. Dunn hod previously said that 
there was more gambling going on at 
present, within the precincts of the de­
voted city, than at auy other time in its 
history.

"Well, that is a question," replied 
Dunn, crossing his legs with a grunt of 
supreme comfort, and lighting another 
eigar. "Faro, my boy, dates back to 
the inventers of almost all the games 
that require thought. H was invented, 
I have hoard, by the Pharaohs, after 
they had got tired of playing chess and 
backgammon, and all the other inno­
cent little games which brought them 
so much enjoyment. But the new in­
vention was the ruination of the Pha­
raohs, for they gambled so much that 
finally the shepherd kings went for 
them aud pulverised them, as we say 
now-a-dsys; so faro was temporarily 
forgotten. The Ptolemys revived it, 
and then it went over into Italy, where 
Mosaics iu tho ruins of Pompeii have 
been found representing two players 
deeply absorbed in the primitive game. 
No, I'm uot joking. I  never joke shout 
any such serious matter as faro. But, 
honestly, no one kuows when the game 
was really invented. It was one of 
these things which partook ot the na­
ture of Topsy, and 'simply grow'd.'

"The earliest record we have of the 
game is in the fourteenth century, 
when it had assumed considerable pop­
ularity in Italy and France. I  am in­
clined to think it is of Italian origin. 
From the Italian we got the 'parlee,' 
which is used in the game now, and 
means to let the stake lie and double 
The Italian original is paroli. To 
make paroli, us it-was originally called, 
a player was required to bend one cor­
ner of the preferred card over. It was 
always his right to withdraw a bet alt­
er the time when he hail won his first 
stake, but previously to that he had to 
let his money remain. At that time 
there were no lay-onts.' Every player 
had bis own pack, and made his bets 
on the cards that' he himself turned. 
When he won he simply showed his 
card to the dealer, and he was paid. A 
century ago no box was used. The 
dealer dealt out his hands, and so ran 
• great ehanee of showing most of tlie 
cards. The box is a great protection 
against the inquisitive, and it is really 
the only protection the player bos 
against any possible manipulation on 
the part of the dealer. If faro was 
dealt out of hand, as it was in former 
times, there would be s decided num­
ber of shootings iu this police-ridden 
city.

"It is hard to say when faro was in­
troduced into this country. The prob­
abilities are that it was introduced into 
England long before any one ever 
dreamed of colonizing the new world. 
We know that it waa played in Virginia 
long before the Bevolntion. The old 
planters were not chary abont betting 
their slaves on the turn of a card, and 
hod none of the Puritan narrow-mind­
edness which kept faro oat of England. 
The game was played at that time 
without a box, the players chose their 
cards from their own decks, and had 
ample opportunity to mauipulato it os 
they ploosett They got no benofit 
from a split—that is, when two cards 
of like denomination are turned up 
and the stakes are equally divided be­
tween the player and the bank. They 
didn’t even have the advantage of a 
‘cue-box’ to check off the cards that 
had been dealt Of coureo, there was 
rush betting in consequence, and man­
ipulation was common on tho part of 
the bonk and of the player, and you 
may be sure both took advantage of 
their ehancee to the best of their abili­
ty."

"Have their been any recent chunges 
in the game?"

“I should think so. And they have 
all had a tendency to make the game 
much fairer than it was originally 
Thirty years ago I remember that it 
woe the rale the' if a man put a bet 
down on the table he was compelled to 
leave it there until he bad lost or won 
Us equivalent. Now he is alilo to 
change his M s  as many times ss bo 
chooses. At that time there wasn’t 
soy such s thing ss a copper: now a 
man cen eoptmr the ace end bet that it 
will lose ana still win on a losing card. 
Then there is considerable difference 
in the way faro is plsy<*l in the West. 
T r r f m i r m w r m p r i r m r m r ^ m  
the king heading to tlie dues, In this 
city, the bet takes in the king aud the 
dues only; bat out West such a bet 
would mean the king, queen, sou, and 
duce. Checks have only been used 
during the lest fifty years. Previous 
to the ivory disks which represent so 
much money, coin, waa used, and often­
times the faro table would Is* strewn 
with gold end silver os tlie game went 
on. The first time faro was publicly 
played in New York was in lHfJ. ft 
increased to an alarming extent until 
1KJ4, be tore the great fire, wheu that 
calamity left the city almost without 
mouoy. Thu distress of the following1 
two or three years almost killed the 
game, but ss busiuess revived and mon­
ey again became plenty, faro prose 
from tlie ashes as it were and resumed 
its swey. In about 1H40 the Legisla­
ture passed a bill declaring laro to Im 
illegal gambling, and thenceforth 
whenever e man wanted to ‘buck tho 
tiger’ he lied to d» it on the sly. Vir­
ginia took Action forbidding tlie g ino 
In the last century. In I7A0 she passed 
a law requiring 'the subjccta of tho 
King to refruiu from playing the gitino 
of faro.' Tlio |M‘iialtie» for breaking 
this old law wore very severe, includ­
ing heavy fines and s long term of im­
prisonment. Sew York Commercial*

Elephantine Inlelllgeeee.
On one occasion f arranged with a 

mahout to bring up his elephant to 
where 1 wss standing, that I might In­
dicate the work to bodonc, the mahout 
to l*e slmoiutoly silent. Ktsndmg by a 
six-foot log, I lieckoned to the mahout, 
and op came the elephant. Arrived at 
tho spot, and being without chains, he

must have opined that dragging was 
not inteuded. There remained then, 
pushing or carrying, the latter opera­
tion being the one which tho sagacious 
creature saw was intended, for he pro­
ceeded at once with awkward prepara­
tions for carrying it away. Through­
out this test the mahout was absolute­
ly silent, and, as far as I could hor, 
quite passive. The result of it was that 
the elephant divined what I, aBtrangcr, 
wished to do, and did it.

On another oocasion I  applied tho 
test to a difficult object, an eighteen- 
inch cubo of teak, which tho dear old 
fellow at once arranged to carry off; 
hut how to do it he could not at first 
determine. As his tusks diverged more 
than oighteen inches, they were no sup 
port, and tho many sharp corners of 
the tube severely tried tho delicate 
trunk. After some failures, he man­
aged to seize the fragmout by the cen­
ter, and then raise it up below the 
tusks against his lower lip. As lie had 
virtaally accomplished the task, 1 dis­
continued the experiment, expressing 
my satisfaction aud delight to the mana­
ger, who somewhat daiu|>ed my ardor by 
informing mo that tho mahout while ah- 
attuning from the use of voice or stick, 
might have conveyed his wishes to tho 
elephant by pressure with his hoots.

But a moments reffeetiou increased 
my admiration for the elophant's intel­
ligence, tor allowing that tho mahout’s 
heels had pressed his side, how could 
such pressure inform him that he was 
neither to push nor drag, bnt carry ? 
Surely the muliout could not havo pos­
sessed a eodo of pressure-signals with 
which he had indoctrinated the ele­
phant, in prospect of curious visitors. 
If ho had, then it must have included 
voice and stick signaling as well, to 
either of which I might have resorted. 
No;I believe that the elephant acted in­
dependently of signals and reasoned on 
what he had to do by what was laid be­
fore him.—Chambers’ Journal.

Wilson, (he Ornithologist.
In connection with the early history 

of the enterprise of the elder Clarks 
and thread making the interesting fact 
is mentioned that Alexander Wilson, 
tho father of American ornithology, 
used to 1m employed by them iu the 
days when ho was unknown and unap­
preciated. I t was then that Wilson in­
dulged those vain dreams of his of em­
ulating Burns, and did so much aimless 
wandering on the banks of the then 
unpolluted Cart, seeking on inspiration 
that never came to him in its pure force 
and brooding muoh upon the wrongs of 
tlie people, of whose cause he was al­
ways tlie fearless champion. Little 
wonder that hii fellow-workmen re­
garded him as a "lazy sort of fellow," 
and left him to the fate proverbial to 
the prophet in his own oountry. How 
much ho dospUed his human surround­
ings may be gathered from an extract 
from his journal of this time, lu which 
he rhapsodizes thus upon tho liesuties 
of the Hcottish scenery: "These are 
pleasures which the groveling sons of 
Interest und the grubs of this world 
kuow os little of os the miserable spir­
its doomed to everlasting darkness 
know of the glorious regions and etern­
al delights of paradise." Here it was 
that he gave forth his "Groans form 
the Loom,” a poem-in which he exalted 
the claims of labor and deprecated the 
tyranny of the capitalist; hero it was 
that he published a satire iu the Scot­
tish dialect, directed against a Paisley 
manufacturer, and for that act had to 
undergo a short term of imprisonment 
ami burn the libel with bis own hand 
at the town cross of Paisley. Not long 
after this Wilson said "good-by" to hm 
native town and began life afresh in tho 
new world, where he took up the study 
of ornithology with an earnestness and 
ability that brought him fame if not 
profit. Ho never returned to Paisley, 
but his memory lingers as a kindly 
radianco over one ancient corner of the 
Heedhills factories, and in the town 
square his statue has boon erected, oc­
cupying there a position of equal pro­
minence with that of Tannaliiil, the 
poet, who was also a natlvo of Paisley. 
—London Sorleltj.

What sort of a man is tho average Ger­

man policeman ? Well, he is not vory 
handsome — policemen generally uro 
not noted for their beauty anywhere. 
He is straight in figure, muscular in 
build, and is evidently selected on ac­
count of Ids physical jmwer* and ath­
letic qualities. Though why lie should 
be required to have these attributes is 
not vory clour, because no man ever 
thinks of resisting a policeman in Ger­
many—even the few drunken men not 
Udn'g fighters.

It is amusing (0  see a German po- 
4wmw»4wkkH»*iN4sosns tkssugh llm 
streets to the lockup. The prisoner 
never thinks of lisndculliug his man, 
nor even grasping him hy tho collar or 
arm, and rudely pushing or shoving 
him along to tlis stone-house. Huch an 
ex|Mmditure of strength and energy on 
the officer's part would Ini unoImss. 
For ih« prisoner leaves all hope behind 
him when ho fulls into Ihu dutches of 
the faithful guardian of the |mnu‘h, and 
would no more think of taking to Ids 
hoslsaiid escape than bo would of 
Hying to (he moon. Ho the officer 
walks along 011 tho sidowalk buried iu 
thought and apparently takes no sort 
of notice of his prisoner, who trots 
along, generally in the middle of the 
road, iwrfcetly resigned to Ids fate.

Tim police uniform, too, in Germany, 
is a striking one. 1 ake everything else, 
it partukes a good deal of the military 
character. Tlie head covering is a 
heavy leathern hulinot trimmed with 
liras* around the edges, ornamented in 
front with a large iirass sun und rays, 
amt beuring mi its summit a bras* 
knob—the abbreviated Kplko which 
graces tlie top of the military helmet.

The clothing of the officer* i* of dark- 
blue cloth, the cost lNung cut like tho 
legendary clerical coat, iiigli neck with 
u standing collar ormtmeutod with 
gold or silver lace, according to rank.

Tho re- 
quirments for admission are:

1. An honorable discharge from the 
volunteer service.

2. Disability by wounds received, or 
sickness contracted in tho line of duty.

g. Applicants for admission will l>e 
required to stipulate and agree to uhide 
by all the rules and regulations made 
by the Board of Managers, or by their 
order: to perform all duties required of 
them, und to obey all the lawiul order* 
of the officers of the Home. Attentum 
is called to the fact that by the act of 
Congress establishing the Home, the 
inmntes are niuiln subject to tlie Unlos 
and Articles of War. and will Iw gov­
erned thereby in the same umnuer a* if 
they woro in the army of the I'nited 
Htates.

4. A soldier entitled, or having a 
pension, must forward with his appli­
cation for admission, Ids di^'liurge P** 
|x*r and jieudoii certificate, or rccoipt 
therefor, before his application is con­
sidered, which papers will Ih> retained 
at the branch to which the application 
is admitted, to Ini kept there for him, 
and returned to him when ho is dis­
charged. This rule is adopted to pre­
vent tho Ioh* of such papers and certif­
icates, and to hinder fraudulent prac­
tices.

Frail* and Flawer* of Portugal*
They possess, indeed, many flno 

orchards of fruit trees, and grovos of 
oranges and lemons, of olivos aud mul* 
berries, and extonsivo forests .of pine, 
chestnut, and cork trees; but thoy are 
far behind the Germans in forestal 
science; and the French, the masters 
of us all, in pomology. Tho Portu­
guese oranges grown in tho iuterior are 
as largo and good ah tho.se from St. 
Michael’s, but tho oranges which come 
from the seaboard districts- the only 
ones ever exported to Great Britain— 
are poor in quality, for which I cau 
give no reason except bad cultivation, 
seeing that tho best oranges in many 
other countries grow within the roach 
of tho sea breezes. Tho olives of Portu­
gal—an important food of the people- 
are gathered riper than in Spain, 
France, or Italy, and are small and 
dark-colored. They are probably more 
wholesomo, and, in my opinion, far bet­
ter to eat thau the olives of any other 
country; so good, indeed, and so cheap, 
that it is a wonder thoyaro not brought 
to this country in tho place of tho hard 
and half-ripe and eximnsivo olives of 
France. The oil obtained from them 
is generally badly made, but when 
purified, it is prnlmbly quito am good, 
though by no meuns oh salable, un the 
fine oils of Italy.

The dimato of Portugal appears to 
bo identical, in many res|>eetH, with 
that of Japan; and many Japanese 
shrubs and flowers, which dwindle and 
fail in the o|»en uir in Prance and Kng* 
land, grow magnificently in Portugal. 
Chief among them is the eamellia, 
brought, it iK said, ulxmt ninety years 
ago from Japan, and often seen in 
Portugal of tho size of a full-grown 
applo tree. The cainollia seems to re­
quire a rather damp climate and per­
haps a granite soil, for the tree is a 
weakling iu the dry air of Lisbon, but 
thrives close by at Cintra, and still Iwt- 
ter. at Oporto, where many new' and 
beautiful varieties are grown—among 
others, tho sweet-scented kind, of 
whoso existence no English gardener 
or botanist to whom I have spoken 
seems to lie aware. Lovely as the 
flowers of the camellia are singly, the 
tree itself, in full bloom, is by no means 
un attractive sight. A camellia tree 
with a thousand flowers on it might Im 
supposed, with its compact growth, its 
shiny leaves of rich green, to l>e an ex­
quisitely beautiful object, but it is 
nothing of tho sort. The flowers, us 
they begin to fade, get to be of a dingy 
brown, and hung a long timo on the 
tree, and u camellia tree has by far the 
largest proportion of its flowers with­
ered and ugly. As a flowering shrub, 
the camellia is not comparable to the 
poinsettiu, which blossoms to perfec­
tion in the Algarve provinces, with its 
mass of intense scarlet bloom, looking 
like a richly colored silken drapery 
hung on the branches of tho tree, or 
to the white datura. A datura shrub 
in full bloom, with its thousands of 
pendent flower-beds reflected in a pool 
of water, is not soon to 1>o forgotten.

A Curious Fir Tree.
{Sw itzerland has its old chestnut trees 

on the banks of Lake Leman, aud tho 
ancient linden of Fribourg, the history 
of which is said to go back to the time 
of the conflicts with Charles the Bold. 
M. Louis Fire, President of the Koval 
Botanical Society of Belgium, lias 
found a fir tree in the forest of AUiaz, 
Canton of Yand, which he believes to 
be still older than the linden of Fri­
bourg, aud considers entitled to lie re­
garded as tho oldest and most remarka­
ble tree in the canton, if not in the 
whole confederation. I t is growing 
near the baths of Alliaz, at a height of 
aliont 1,*MH) feet ultove the hotel, and 
4,500 feet Above tho sea, surrounded 
by a forest of firs, which it overtops 
by more than thirty foet. The trunk 
of this treo is ten meters, or a little 
morn than thirty feet, iu circumference 
at the base. At aliont a yard from the 
ground it puts out, on the south side, 
seveu oflshoots, which Imve grown into 
trunks us strong and vigorous os those 
of the other trees in the forest. Bent 
ami gnarled at the bottom, theso side- 
trunks soon straighten themselves up 
and riso )>eri>ondicularly and parallel 
to the main stem. This feature is not, 
lierhaps, wholly unparalleled, hnt an­
other most curious fact is that the two 
largest of the side-trunks are connected 
with tho principal stom by Kub-quud- 
rangnlar braces resembling girders. 
These beams have probably been 
formed by an anastomosing of branches, 
which, common euough among angio- 
sperms, is extremely rare among coni­
fers; but it has been impossible to as­
certain tho manner in which tho in­
growing of one branch into another has 
been effected. The udaptatiou by 
which a limb, originally destined to 
grow free and bear foliage, has been 
converted into a living stick of timber, 
is a strange one, and affords a new 

| illustration of the power of nature to 
fit itself to circumstances. The space 
between tho rough flooring formed by 
tho growing together of the oflshoots, 
at their point of departure, and the 
girder-limbs, is large enough to admit 
of huildiug a comfortable hermit's lmt 
w ithin it.

A g ric u ltu ra l L ife  In S iberia.

On the 10th of July, 1H50, I was sail­
ing very near to the spot where tho 
muelstrom is marked on our English 
maps, and therefore looked for it on 
the detailed suiling-charts and other 
Norwegian maps that wore on board. 
I t  was not to lie found on any of them. 
I  then asked tho Captain as to its 
whereabouts, ho having had much ex­
perience in these parts. He told mo 
that the only information he had over 
been able to obtain concerning it was 
derived from English geography Ixxikji 
and the accounts of English passen­
gers; that the fishermen who lived on 
the islands on each side of it knew 
nothing at all about it in conHct|iience 
of thvir ignorance of tho English lan­
guage. lie was crually satirical. There 
is a eurront lietween Lofoilon and 
Moskeu (tho position usually assigned 
to the* fabulous vortex) known as 
moskostrommen, on6 of the many tidal 
currents that run through tho sounds 
between the multitude of islauds con­
stituting tho Lofoden archipelago. At 
tho spring tides, wheu heavy gales were 
blowing from the east or west, tho 
moskostrotn is sufficiently dangerous to 
be avoided by prudent navigators, but 
in fair and calm weather it is no more

As Tomdierg says, 
in liisMNorgn” (tlio national illustrated 
handliook of Norway), Mtlio fishermen 
dwelling on the s|Hit havo no fear of 
the strom; they fish in it and suffer their 
boats to drift on its surface.” For 
reasons that I have explained this cur­
rent may have tieou rnoro rapid iu

They have lieon on the in- 
create for throe or four years past, 
With the diittpiiearunee of Iho buffalo 
tile wolves also disumieiired, as they 
w»*m left without sufficient food supply 
and of course had to follow the wild lieril 
ns they retinal to more remote pastures. 
But now the place once ooeupied by 
the buffalo is the pasture ground for 
thousands uikiu thousands of cattle, 
ami as wolves are uot so particular iu 
their diet ns to object to licof when 
tin y cannot get bulfalo meat, they are 
returning to their old haunts, and the 
ranges are ulive with them. Tile cattle, 
ami eH|M'ciulh the calves, are the foul 
on which the pests thrive, and it is In­
coming quite a serious detriment to the 
cuttle interests. Wolf p»i»oohig is likely 
to Income a profitable industry, anil 
some of the counties, by way of foster­
ing it, offer to furnish free stryelinine 
to all who wish to engage in it.— Yallott'- 
atone Jornat.

They make a considerable sum 
by gathering wild raspberries, currants, 
and cherries, which they dry and sell, 
in some years making as much as fill 
rubles. One of the two brothers spends 
tho winter shooting, and makes good 
prices for the game, while the fish 
which is caught iu the summer is salted 
down for home consumption. The in­
come of this family is about 250 rubles 
a year, and the total expenditure is 
certainly not more than 120 rubles,” 
Each farm has at tho least ten milch 
eows, with aliont fifteen or twenty sheep 
and pigs, the size of the farms varying 
very little. The poultry yard generally 
eontnins some Gochin-Chiua fowls, to­
gether with a few ducks and geese of 
the ordiuary breeds. _

B r it is h  M ercantile  Marine*

The British mercantile marine is com­
posed of some 21,500 vessels, including 
0,050 steamers, with an aggregate 
measurement of ulmnt 0,2<K),000 tons, 
while that of France consists of about
2.000 vessels, ineluding 700 stftamors, 
with an aggregate measurement of
1.055.000 tons. The mimlier of steam 
vessel* of war, including transports, 
dispatch boats, etc., which ure available 
for the protection of the merchant 
navies, is 807 vessels, with 2,05N guns, 
f a w + l Hwglandi ami HIT vi su l iq 
with 1.0N0 guns, for that of France, 1 , 
will thus lie seen that, whereas the 
French mercantile murine is pro­
tected ill the ratio of one ship of war to 
nine merchantmen, uo less than sixty 
merchantmen are allotted to the euro o 
ca di British war vessel. In order to 
place the British merchant navy on an 
equal footing with that of Franco as ro- 
Kurds man-of wur protection it would be 
necessary to add 2,058 vessels to tho 
loyal navy.

The influence of missionaries and tho 

agents lias caused the ( ‘rows of Mon­
tana to pretty much ubuiidon their old 
custom of wrapping their heads up in 
blankets und bulVaio-rolic* ami placing 
them on rude scatVolding, mid to adopt 
the civilized inode of burying them m 
the ground. Many of I no old plat­
form* still remain, however. Tho trav­
eler usually gives them a w ide Iwrlli on 
the windward side. When the railroad 
W'uh built across the rcMU-Yutieii the line 
ran right through one of these curious 
cemeteries, on which was deposited 
over a score of bodies iu alt stages ot 
deismiiHisition, aud tin* workmen were 
obliged to turn grave-diggets and dis­
pose of tho dreadful muss before the 
road could lie graded. I mlouhtcdly 
the custom of disposing of tho dead 
originated In the practical motive of 
putting them out of reach of the wolves, 
which dig up Isslies buried no dee|»cr 
than Indiana, with their rude tools, 
could readily place them.

The old German Emperor is as im­
placable a martinet in all military ser­
vice matters as was either Frrderick tho 
Great or his father. It i« a fact that 
last May he threatened to bring the 
Grand Duke of Hess before a court- 
martial for having infringed the rules 
of the Gorman army by presuming to 
marry without having previously ob­
tained |>ermiasion, and ho vows that he 
will never l>e reconciled to th» Grand 
Duke—divorce or no divorce—for hav­
ing made this morgranutie marriage.

It gives ono an improssivo idea of 
the business of railroad building in the 
United States to lie told that fewer 
miles have been laid this year than in 
any year since 1771*, the total being 
only 2,880. I t is a poor year for rail­
road building, bceauso only enough 
rails were put down to build a bee-lino 
railway from Now York to San Fran­
cisco, or from London to tho Persian 
gulf. If it had beon as good a year for 
railroad building as 1882, rails enough 
would have been put down to roach 
one-third of the distance around the 
world.

The largest cattle ranch in America 
under one management is that of Cap­
tain Diehard King, of Texas. I t  has 
800,000 acres fenced, and nearly 200,- 
0(HJ bead of cattle, horses, and sheep. 
I t  bus been eagerly sought after by 
English, French, and Dutch capitalists, 
but the United States Land and Invest­
ment Company of New York have juBt 
purchased it for $0,500,000. The com­
pany anticipates an annual income 
from this source of $1,500,000, calcu­
lating that the increase of cattle is 85 
per cent. I t is encouraging to see this 
property remain in the hands of Amer­
icans. ______________

A factory has just been opened at 
Danbury, Connecticut, for the manu­
facture of wooden shoes. The proprie­
tor is a German, and for some time has 
supplied the brewers in New York 
with wooden shoes for their employes, 
And the demand lias now become so ex­
tensive os to require much greater fa­
cilities and the aid of steam power. 
The shoes have the approved curved 
round toe of the old Dutch style and 
Are heelless. They are made wholly of 
the wood of the butternut tree, and, 
while impervious to water, are also 
very light They have lieen introduced 
into all the hat shops for the protection 
of the feet of the operatives from the 
wet floors, while at the same lime they 
are very easy and rest the feet.

The royal family of England ore all 
of literary or artistic fame. Queen 
Victoria has written several books.

The wife of Eli Boling, a respeota- 
blo colored man of Egg Harbor City, 
Pennsylvania, who began to turn white 
twenty years ago, is now, to all appear­
ances, a white woman, the only traces 
of her African origin being found in 
her kinky hair and a small black speck 
upon her upper lip. Mrs. Boling’s case 
was extensively written up in the news­
papers some time ago. She was then 
far advanced in her curious transfor­
mation. Twenty years ago Mrs. Boling 
discovered small white specks breaking 
ont upon her skin, and ever since they 
have spread gradually till they now 
cover her entire person. The change in 
the color of her skin was free from 
bodily discomfort or pain, and is not 
regarded as a disease. Mrs. Boling is 
35 years old, and is an attractive-look­
ing person. She is extremely sensitive 
concerning the wonderful act of natnre, 
and, if she is aware of it, will hold no 
conversation with a newspaper man.

The adoption by the people of West 
Virginia of the constitutional amend­
ment doing away with October elec­
tions in that state leaves only Ohio 
clinging to that ancient practice. A 
few years ago, when Pennsylvania, 
Ohio, West Virginia, Indiana, and 
Iowa voted in October the Presidential 
election was practically settled a month 
before the votes were cost. The party 
which could carry-all of these states in 
October had an easy victory in Novem­
ber. This year's campaign In Ohio 
seems to have convinced the greater 
port of the people in that state that it 
is time to make a change there also, 
and a movement to that end is now on 
foot. The action of West Virginia, 
leaving ’ Ohio the only October state, 
ought to moke the desirability of the 
new departure more apparent than 
ever. With all these pestiferous state 
contests removed a Presidential elec­
tion may bo made less terrible in many 
respects, and it cannot fail to be fairer in 
every way.

HUMAN HIBERNATION*

The (’Mur of a Man Who Was In u Trunee 
For Eight Hays.

The relationship between sleep, “the 
cousin of death,” and death itself, is 
probably real as well as apparent. 
Tho distance which separates them is 
great, but there are intermediate con­
nections, grades of dissolution as of de- 
development Among these the simi­
lar states of trance and hibernation are 
worthy of special notice. For sleep 
and for trance, one cause, the exhaus­
tion chielly of nervous matter, but 
more or less of every organ and tissue, 
is assignable. The hysterical stupor 
is the sleep of nerve centers, worn out 
witli the assault and contlict of stormy 
reflex actiou. Healthy sleep is the rest 
of physical elements wearied with the 
samo strain applied more gradually. 
Cases have been recorded in which 
somnolence, continuing lor days with­
out cessation, has resembled trance in 
its duration, while preserving all the 
ordinary featnres of natural sleep. 
Various facts support us iu associating 
the hibernation of animals with the 
same train of organic or functional 
changes as the other unconscious states 
which we have been considering. It 
comes like a habit, it has, one may say, 
annual return, its apparent cause is the 
oppression of external cold, and the 
animals it effects are mostly those, 
which, from their bodily structure or 
lmbits, are subject to great periodic 
variations of temperature. Vital tissue 
is exhausted, and function is in part 
suspended, probably because the numb­
ness of cold has taken hojd upon the 
radicles of the outer circulation, aud 
of that of the brain-surface which is 
connected with it by numerous anasto­
moses. In such cases anmmia would 
seem to be the cause of the winter sleep, 
as thero is evidence to show that it is 
also tho cause of that temporary star­
vation of brain which lulls without ar­
resting its action, in the natural repose 
of each night

Wemayevon regard the lethargy, 
onded by death, into which man falls 
when exposed to great cold, ns a short 
and mortal hibernation. Tho Bume in­
fluences act upon him as upon the bear 
or fish, but the power of its shock is 
greater upon his finer and less accus­
tomed senses than on their compara­
tively coarse organization. Bo like­
wise in other forms and regions of life, 
in the weariness, paralysis, atrophy, 
and gangrene of limbs, in the leafless 
hibernation of trees, and in their decay, 
beginning in tho terminal twigs, the 
same teaching is evident—that vascu­
lar nutrition, in its periodic variations, 
is the parent of aotivity and of rest, as 
its absence is of death. I t is not, 
therefore, altogether surprising to 
meet with occasional cases in which 
death is simulated by some deep de­
gree of stupor. The case of George 
Childet, a laborer living at Baidgewa- 
ter, which was lately recorded in the 
daily papers, appears to be one of this 
kind. The trance-like state developed 
quite suddenly, and was mistaken by 
the relatives for death. Some slight 
degree of warmth in the apparent 
corpse induced the clergyman in at­
tendance to refuse bnrial in spite of the 
decided wish of the relatives that it 
should take place. After eight days 
the signs of animation were re-estsb-* 
lished, and the subject of this singular 
experience slowly recovered. In all 
such cases there is an element of mys­
tery ; and one cannot always decide how 
much of this is due to physiological 
or pathological conditions, or to some 
external agency. We are not informed 
of the antecedents iu the present in­
stance, and cannot say how much hard 
work, under-leeding, anxiety, or other 
causes muv have had to do with the 
result The state described, if really 
one of trance, affords a striking exam­
ple of the difficulty which sometimes, 
though very rarely, arising in proving 
the final point in diagnosis, and a warn­
ing that the most trival sign of vitality 
should not be overlooked'in determin­
ing the fact of death.—Lritish Medical 
Journal

Yes, all we 
can get,” said the sergeaut, in response 
to the reporter's questions, as he 
offered him a chair and closed his re­
cruiting book. uWe tuke all we can 
get who esn pass the examination.” 

"How many applications do you got 
in a day?"

" Two is the most I  remember of com­
ing in one day. Some days none come.” 

“Do most of them pass?”
“Na Last month we had twenty ap­

plications, and only eight wero accept­
ed as physically sound. The month 
before there were only eight accepted 
out of thirty.”

"What is sufficient to disqualify an 
applicant?”

"The absence of molar teeth is alono 
sufficient. In olden times it used to be 
that soldiers had to have good incisors, 
or front teeth. That was when they 
had to bite cartridges. Now they have 
cartridges that don’t need biting, and 
incisors are not iudispeusible in a sol­
dier. Signs of habitual drunkenness 
are sufficient to disqualify a man for ser­
vice. Ho will be rejected for any seri­
ous physical weakness. Many are dis­
qualified on account of big veins in the 
calves of their legs—long marching 
might burst them.”

"What makes men enlist?”
"Out of work, out of money, out of 

friends. Anything. Home have a lik­
ing for the army. Homo have read 
books, and have a romantic idea of 
frontier soldier-life. But the most of 
thbse who enlist are laborers, who get 
out of work and have nothing open to 
them but to go into the army. 1 don’t 
know but it is the best thiug they cun 
do. Fora single man without a trade, 
the army is a lot better thau jobbing. 
They have their pay sure and no ex­
pense, and at the end of their term they 
generally have a snug little sum of 
money. I  have been discharged twice, 
and each time had $000 due me. That 
isn’t bad.”

"Oh,” he added, after a short pause, 
during which he puffed his pipe vio­
lently. “They come from various reas­
ons. I  s’pose some young fellows on- 
list because they have had quarrels 
with their sweethearts. Borne young 
fellows have been wild, and they run 
sway from home and join the army. < ’c- 
casion&Uy an educated, refined-looking 
fellow will join. They generally have 
good reasons for it, They have been 
clerks, and have violated some trust or 
otherwise injured their reputation, or 
have been ruined by bad associates 
and are flying from them.” 
t "Don’t  recruits of this kind soon get 

tired of soldier life, and desert before 
their time is up?”

"About nine-tenths of all the utfw re­
cruits desert before the first year is up. 
Most of them never join their regiment. 
There are over a hundred thousand (In­
serters at large throughout the coun­
try now.”

"Are these what you call bounty 
jumpers?”

"No, they get no bounty. They nev­
er get a cent until they join their regi­
ment. When we enlist them we sim­
ply dress them up in uniform and ship 
them off.”

"You say they are all single men.

"We won’t  have any but single men. 
They don't get pay enough to support 
a wife, And the government does not 
want to be burdened with their family.”

see their clover, their turnip and thoir 
IHitato fields, their vineyards, their 
orchards aud their cabbage gardens be­
come the acctie of mimic buttle; aud, 
us far a t the mere surface of tlie ground 
is concerned, the destruction wrought 
by krinjspM  is not very much less 
cornploto than that resulting from ruul 
war. I t i* true a military commission 
afterwards passes over the wasted re­
gion for the purpose of appraising the 
damage done to eiops, but there are 
few agricultural sullerers from the hoof 
of cavalry and the wheel* of canuon, 
who would not t refer immunity from 
devastation to a compensation which 
docs not wholly comfort. Perhu| s the 
most considerate item in the mano uvre 
expenses is the sum thus awarded for 
territorial ditma.ro; hut another very 
formidable charge is that lor cantoning 
the troops, It in alyuya contrived that 
the contending corps shall bivouac 
without tents for at least one night— 
generally two- in the course of their 
exerciNCH, ami for tin* rest of their time, 
they are billeted in tho villages round 
about. For each man tdlletod oil him, 
a householder is entitled to ubout lid. a 
day: and lor this amount he gets a 
t'ckct iroiu the quartermaster, which 
iln> burgomaster of the place shall 
meanwhile cosh. But if the household­
er is a kind and tender-hearted |>euHant 
with a fondness for the “pour hut hon­
est *<>dgcrN--iud iu the Fatherland the 
iiuinl*er of thiit benevolent class is ex* 
ceedingly great—he will return the 
ticket to bis enforced guest with a re­
quest to turn it to account in the pnr.

TOUGH YARNS ABOUT RATH.
Ail Animat Th»t Me* I«»w by Day nnd

Flays Practical .lubes by Right.

"I don't know whether people out in 
Colorado arc bothered yet with what wo 
used to call wood rats, saida resident 
of that state, "but a few yoars ago when 
I  first went out tliore, they kept us in 
u pcriHitual stew. The wood rat is a 
natural-born, irreclaimable thief. What 
ho steals for, no one ever found out 
while I was there for he don’t crib things 
to eat, and he distributes his booty 
throughout the country without regard 
to his personal benefit. W hen he steals 
something from ouo spot, ho will pul in 
its place some article he has filched 
irom another. 1 remember once I was 
building a shanty out in Pueblo, and had 
a keg of nails sent in from Denver. 
Work hod been at a standstill for a day 
or so for want of them. I  knocked tho 
head out and left them in the shautv 
over night. Next morning thero wasn’t 
a nail in the keg, but in thoir place was 
a miscelaneous collection of articles eon- 
sististiug of table knives, spoous, a tin 
Buucer, several stones, a number of 
chips, a buckskin glove, ami, worst of 
all, a set of fa:so teeth.

“We kuew at once that the mischiev­
ous rats had been at work, aud I set 
out to see if I could gather up at least 
a portion of my nails altout the neigh­
borhood. I found a man who hud lost 
a spoon and hud found a idle of nails in 
his kit The owner of the Imckskiu glove 
had not been remunerated for his loss 
with naiiB, but some one’s woolen sock 
lay in its place. By and by, the whole 
community was out looking up missing 
things, ana dumping nails at my shautv. 
I got back about liaif of them, aud tho 
articles that had been left iu thoir place 
were all restored to their owners, ex­
cept the false teeth. No ono in the 
whole neighborhood had lout any tcctli. 
The finding of the teeth cumo to bo tho 
talk of the couutry, aud iu u few weeks 
a judge over in a town twenty miles 
away, sent a man ovor to look at them, 
us he thought they might l*o a set of his 
that had mysteriously disappeared, 
stating that thoy had lx?en tukl-u irom 
a tumbler of wutcr, in which thoy hud 
been placed over night, and that a dead 
bird had lieou left in thoir stead. The 
teeth proved to bo the judge's. These 
rats must have hud a high old time 
with the judge’s teeth before they 
reached my place and dumped them in 
tho nail keg.

“i t  used to be a favorite pastime with 
tho wood rats to carry u)i sorts of re- 
fuso und garbago into houses and scat­
ter it about. 1 have waked up moro 
than once to find some moist und sweet- 
smelling morsel from tho swill-tub ly­
ing across nty face, or n number of 
them piled ou the bed covers. This 
peculiarity of the wood rat naturally 
led to coustaut annoyances and inisuii- 
derstaudiugs, und newcomers into tho 
region, unacquainted with the ways of 
the animal, were frequently mystified 
aud sometimes frightened by occur­
rences. An Irish family once came to 
the neighborhood, w here thoy had pur­
chased s little property. They had not 
been there a week before tho wood ruts 
paid them a visit Denny Ryan, the 
Stead of the family, placed his pipe ou 
the table as usual on going to bed one 
night When he arose iu the morning 
his pipe was gone, and lying where ho 
had left it was a tallow eundlc. Denny 
had no such thing as a tallow candle in 
his house, and no one in the house had 
touched the pipe. This aroused his 
superstitious nature. He related the 
circumstances with much awe to some 
acquaintances, who, seeing some prob­
able fun in store for them, did not in­
form him us to the cause of tho mys­
tery. One morning, a few days later, 
Denny found his lost pi|w in Iiis l>oot, 
and the sock he hod left there when lie 
went to bed was gone. Denny declared 
that there were ghosts in ins houso. 
He was thoroughly frightened, and 
wanted to sell his property.

“A number of eastern men had got3 
possession of some land next to Denny's 
and his holding, they hclioved, would 
in time be highly valuable to them. 
Unknown to any of Denny's acquaint­
ances, thoy made him an offer for his 
property. I t was less than he had 
paid, and in spite of his superstitious 
fear ho declined to take i t  A day or 
two after that, Denny found his stove 
half full of potatoes, not one of which 
hod Itcon in the house before, und the 
kindling wood, he hod placed i n the 
stove tho night before, was piled on a 
table in the sitting-wm. Without 
waiting to entirely dress himself, he hur­
ried to the parties who wanted to buy 
his property, and closed und clinched 
the transaction at once. When his 
friends, who had been keeping Denny 
in ignorance of tho ways of tho wood 
rat for the joke of the thing, hourd of 
what he hod been induced to do by the 
■has pew, they attoiiipto*l4»4ttw»4b*tw 
to cancel the sale, hut as everything 
they had done was regular, thoy refused 
to do it. Denny’s friends, however, 
chipped in and mode up quite a hiiiii of 
money for him. If the wood ruts had 
not bothered Denny, He would have 
lieou a rich man in a year or so, for his 
property became worth thousands of 
dollurs.

MTln* wood rat is ulntit tho size of 
our common Iioiiho rat, with a tail nhto 
inches long, it  is gray on tho back 
and white on tho belly. There's devil­
try enough in ’em to flit u wood-chuck. 
Yon Hcid'iiu see one of them, plenty as 
thev are for they lay low iu the day time 
and won't come fooling around at night 
if there is anv one stirring around the 
house.” -AV.c York Sun.

Tin* Fird “ Blue Stacking.”

Tho story, as usually 
told, in thus: In the y«ar 1774 this 
genth imm was a constant attendant at 
ihe receptions given by Mrs. Montague, 
und umiriublv wore' bluo stockings, 
which the quaint dress of the time ills-

wit and learning of the day. Had Mr. 
Benjamin Stillinfleet known that by 
his fatal loudness for blue stockings he 
wes founding a term of reproach for 
inoffensive students in ages to come, 
aud that accomplished women—the

Silk-Making in Ch iu,
Tho home manufacture of silk in 

China is almost universal and affords 
remunerative employment to hundreds 
of thousands of women. In tuauy cases 
the wives aud sisters of j»oor laborers 
l>oromo tho mainstay of tho household. 
The process is very simple und as fol­
lows: In a moderately warm room a 
matting is strewn with fresh mulberry 
leave*. I 'ikiii these are placed several 
silkworm eggs. As last as tho silk­
worms cat these leaves fresh ones are 
supplied, care at tho same timo Ixdng 
taken to remove all those mildewed 
and moldy. The feeding is done once 
or twico u day, uud takes about fifteen 
minute* each day. At the end of about 
forty days ‘.HI j>or cent, of the eggs have 
IxH'omo large cocoons. These are scald­
ed, slit ut the oml nnd the dead worm re­
moved. The empty cocoono is then put 
on a small butnlsHi stick that fits it 
loosely. The end of the thread is then 
pulled out ami attached to a small 
piece of lead shaped like n tup, from 
whose upper surface projects a lonfe, 
thin stem, terminating in a hook. The 
top is then twirled, nnd the weight and 
rotation ser\e to pul 1 out the thread 
and spin it at the sumo time. When 
two feet are thus spun, tho spinner 
grasps the top, reels the spun thread 
upon the stem, und fastens it with a 
numiiig noose upon the hook. Tho 
top is again twirled and another two 
or thrt3o feet extracted and spun. 
Again tho top is grasped, the noose mi- 
tied by pulling the thread from be­
neath the hook, and the socond spin­
ning reeled upon the stem. When 
enough thread is spun and reeled upon 
tin* stem the latter is semoved und 
serves us a bobbin in the subsequent 
weaving. A now stem is inserted and 
the process rebegun. This ingenious 
but simple mothmi produces a thread 
homogeneous and perfectly smooth. 
The latter is now cleaned, and, if de­
sired, colored according to the pattern 
to be made. It makes a silk finer than 
the finest cambric. To increase the 
thickness the thread is doubled, trebled, 
or quadrupled, and thenrespun. Tho 
loom varies according to the wealth of 
the weaver. Tho common type is a 
simplo affair, similar to tho rag-carpet 
looms of New England. These, in 
skilltul hands, turn out a superior 
kind of dress goods. More complicated 
looms are at times employed, but are 
not popular. The entire outfit in Chi­
na costs aliout $1 for tho eggs, $2 for 
tho loom, and 10 cents for the top and 
stems. The leaves are gutherod 
the children, and the labor is supplied 
by the women of tho household. Silk 
iu China, varies from 15 cents to $4 a 
yard. Upon this basis au inteligent 
and active woman in China makes 
25 cents a day without interfering with 
hor domestic duties. This is equal to 
$1.75 in this country. There would 
seem to be, therefore, a splendid field 
in our country for this industry. — Wong 
Chinfao, in Chicago News.

Major Courtney, ex-Judge 
McGrath, who acted as marshals at 
Calhoun’s funeral more than thirty 
years ago, General McOrndy, and sev­
eral others wero present. The coffin 
was well preserved, as well as a wreath 
of laurels aud cypress placed on the 
coffin when it was buried. It was 
placed in the new tomb, which wus 
then sealed up.

Chicago Current: There has re­
turned to St. Paul an honored citizen, 
Judge Flandrau, who has been around 
tho world; and in his recital to the 
Vioneer'Hre** he has said more in 
half a column than most authors have 
been able to squeeze into a whole vol­
ume of travels.

Blarney Castlo is the finest ruin 
the Jndge saw. He was gone just six 
months, the exact length of time he 
desired to spend, and htsopinion of the 
ourth has not lessened because he could 
so easily girdle it w ith railroad and 
steamship tickets.

An extraordinary surgical operation 
was recently performed at the Mercy 
Hospital in Chicago by Dr. Edmund 
Andrews. Some six months ago the 
subject of the operation swallowed 
caustic ammonia, presumably by mis­
take. The result was that the lower 
part of his gullet was ulcerated or cau­
terized, and became contracted, and 
the stomach began to suffer. Tho suf- 
furor was threatened with starvation, 
as he could not swallow food of any 
kind. He was then placed under the 
treatment of Dr. Andrews, who suc­
ceeded by the use of instruments in 
owning the gullet sufficiently to per­
mit tbo passago of liquid food, such as 
raw* eggs, milk, etc. Tho patient be­
lieved after a time that ho could do- 
]>end on himself, withdrew' from the 
hospital; but either through lack of 
care or through nervousness, was not 
able to uso the instruments us recora- 
monded by Dr. Andrews in opening the 
food-pussago or swallow-pipe, lie had 
to return to the hospital, and l>r. An­
drews failed in all efforts to opou tho 
gullet so as to admit of food of any 
kind. As a last resort he made an in­
cision in the ubdomen directly over tho 
stomach, and by tho use of the forceps
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Alexandria sits demurely by the sea, 
an orioutal maiden attracted to the 
sandy shore of tho Mediterranean to 
barter her spices, silks, mats, with the 
infidel, concluding to remain there and 
wonder no more.

men, smoking tho nargileli on divans, 
or by playing fountains or cooling 
streams.

Beirut, standing proudly on a penin­
sula-shaped headland on one side of a 
beautiful crescent bay, is tbo commer­
cial or moral mistress of Syria, send­
ing tho currents of lifo up the French 
highway to Damascus as tho heart 
sends the blood through the artery to 
tho head.

Smyrna is tho mistress of two ages 
and civilizations, reposing on a quiet 
plateau by the sea, w*clcoming the com­
merce of the West, guarding the grave 
of Polycarp and the manners and forms 
of the East.

Naples, as we approach it by steamer 
from tho south and round tho point, 
rises up ont of tho sea as a charming, 
timid apparition shrinking away from 
Vesuvius, who holds a smoking brand 
in one hand, shaking it over her head, 
and yet afraid to go in the other direc­
tion, as he thrusts the other hand in 
his subterranoan pocket, touching the 
secret springs that let off convulsions 
in Ischia and the regions beyond her.

Home, the attractive, the interesting, 
tho historic, the hider and the revoaler 
of the secrets of her mother, the “Mis 
tress of the World,” sitting in a royal 
way on her seven hills—full as she is 
of art and history—is nothing else, in 
form, so much os site is a saint. She is 
the high priestess in her ten—of the 
cities of the earth.

After a whilo it was 
rumored that when Mr. Cataeazy had 
been hero, somo fifteen yoars previous, 
as secretary of tho Bussian Legation, 
this same l>eautiful woman, then the 
wifo of another, had lived under his 
protection xitb roxa, at tho neighbor­
ing village of Bladensburg. There w as 
a good deal of scandal, and Mr. Fish. 
Secretary of State, found diplomatic 
reasons for requesting his recall. 
Newspaper correspondents, to whom 
Mr. Cutucazv had givonkonlidential in­
formation at their urgent request, ap­
peared as witnesses agaiust him, and 
finally formal complaint was sent to the 
Emperor. He directed his foreign of­
fice to ask in his name that the l’resi 
dent “would tolerate” Mr. Cataeazy 
until tho visit of his son, the Grand 
Duke Alexis, was concluded To this 
personal appeal General Grant as­
sented, but added as a condition thut 
tho offensive minister should have ac­
cess to tho President only when ac­
companied by tho Grand Duke, and 
then to bold no conversation whatever. 
I t was also promised by tho Emperor 
that, the ducal visit over, Mr. Cataca/.y 
should be at once recalled. In due 
time tho Grand Duke Alexis arrived at 
Washington, and a lady thus described 
the toilet of Madame Cataeazy, whon 
she welcomed him at the Bussian Le­
gation : “The dross was of gold color, 
made with a handsome train, and trim­
med with gold-colored satin. On Her 
right arm she woro tho famous double- 
band bracelet, ono band being on tlio 
wrist and tho other above tho elbow, 
the two joined by a pair of most artis­
tically and elaborutely-wroiight chains. 
The other ornaments were of plaiu 
gold, and ubovo them all, und complet­
ing the picturo, was the woaltli of gold 
on hair, so long tho marvel and envy oi 
our hellos.” This was tho picture w hich 
mot the gaze of tho Prince os lie en­
tered the mansion. It stood benoath 
tbo heavy curtains that guarded thoen- 

I trance to the main saloon. The face
