2 fancy one o f my Amt thought*, After 

passing through tho gateway, w u  that 
tin- museum was ta llttiu gly  well plocod 
Jtoiog just within llio cu tranceto  the  
eity. it iorniH n sort of e  prelude to the 
march ono ha* to mnko. Tho sight of 
HioHi* Mack bodies, o f Nature's own 
emh.klniinif. lying tln ro as they lay liv 
ing, and utivo woro slowly liuriod eigh  
icon ci'iiturioM ago, may Hot th e mimi i. 
th in hin r̂ oro yet a stop in sot upon tho 
•tlont stimd*. Hero they lie, just an 
they died, nnootllnod and unalirouiU^d, 
chohnl Muldciily to death.

A or cun one fad to /c-1 deep iuterost,

as one gloneee at the articles of ancient 
use or ornament discovered near the 
bodies which have lately been un­
earthed. Pots and pan, hammers and 
nails, needles and pin, scissors and 
knives, pincers and sawti brushes and 
combs, bracelets and rings; here are 
all tho usual goods and chattels of a 
household, as profuse in their varioty 
as in any common, modem nuotion-oat- 
alague of sale. Here are instruments 
of surgery which show that old practi­
tioners were skilled in their profession; 
and implements of cookery, of highly 
appetising structure and most artistio 
shij>e. I  noticed specially a siovo, or 
perforated copper vessel, doubtless for 
making forcemeat and other dainty 
dishes, and I observed that all the holes 
were drilled to fo rm  a strictly symmet­
rical design. In another, the pattern 
of a )>eacook was displayed, possibly to 
gratify the tasto of some classical (es­
thetic, Indeed, the whole l ’ompoian 
household seemed pervaded bv high art, 
from the frescoes in the bedrooms to 
the crockery in the kitchen, and the 
statues in the hall.

Nor was art adapted only to the use 
of the rich. Even the butcher used a 
steel-yard witli a handsome head of 
bronzo to serve by way of woight, and 
the vintner poured his wine into a 
drinking-cup adorned with a bas-relief 
of Bacchus. Verily, there is nothing 
new under the sun. The bread baked 
yesterday at Naples is of precisely the 
same shape as tho loaves roand at Pom­
peii, which were put into the oven two 
thousand years ago. The coinage of 
that period differs little from our own, 
except that it surpasses ours in quality 
of workmanship. A gaming table then 
was famished with a pair of dice, and a 
lady's toilette table with a mirror, and 
rouge pot Small boys scribbled on 
the walla and played with balls and 
knucklo-bones, and whipping tops, and 
marblea iu the streets of old Pompeii, 
os they do in modern Paris, Naples, 
London, or Berlin, The printing press 
had not then been invented, it is true, 
and newspapers were wanting for tho 
purpose of advertisement. Hut elec­
tors were appealed to vory much at 
they are now, os is proved by many 
mural inscriptions in the place. By 
these they are adjuyed to "Vote for 
Blobbins, the True Eriend of the peo­
ple, or to go and hour Bugginsius, the 
famous platform orator, who was noted 
for his pluck iu pitching into the patri­
cians, as speakers may be now-a-dsys 
who abuse the House of Lords. Except­
ing books and newspapers, whose pres­
ence some may fancy a not whollv un­
mixed blessing, there are traces at Pom­
peii of all sorts of LondonBhop things, 
and ways and means of living. There 
even are the pass-cheeks which wero 
current at the theater, where the peo­
ple were assembled at the time of the 
eruption, and the Ags and other fruit 
which were prepared for their refresh­
ment upon that fatal afternoon. One 
other exception, however must be made. 
Among the myriad ot articles preserved 
in the museum, I vainly strained my 
eyes to see a classic corkscrew. But a 
moment's thought explained the ab­
sence of this interesting instrument 
There were no corks used wbeu Hor­
ace, that delightful diner out begged 
bii boat to let him taste that famous 
tour-vear-old Falernain, the savor of 
whicu still sweetly lingered in his mem­
ory, while to keep the wintry cold out, 
a few more logs were heaped upon the 
hoepitable hearth.

Everybody knows what a Pompeian 
house is like. You may see ono at the 
Crystal Palace, and thin may serve you 
as a modol to imagine half a score. 
Nearly all ore built on this one single 
plan. There ore hundreds now un­
earthed, and standing, as they stood, in 
straight aud narrow streets. Not a 
roof is to bo seen, but the walls are 
strong and Arm. Having neither 
doors nor window frames, they look ns 
though tho place had been destroyed 
by Are, save that the ruins show no 
trace of any smoko* Here, as in Old 
Homo, there ar.i no chimneys to be 
seen; but there are fragments left of 
furnacos, as well as hoating-Aues, The 
stroots are paved with lava, black in 
huo and hard at granite, but worn in 
doep ruts by tho wheels of ancient Ho 
man chariots and carts. These could 
hardly have been numerous in this 
small seaside oity, for, as tha ruts 
show plainly, mou could novor drive 
abreast, nor, except at certain places, 
pass each other in tho street. Here 
and there huge stopping stones are 
laid from side to side to serve in ease 
of flood. It a corns pretty clear, in 
deed, from the aspect of the pavement, 
that the ladles of Pompeii mostly had 
pedestriau exercise when they ventured 
out of doors, for thero could here Leon 
small pleasure iu a drive about th< 
place.

Pompeii lies ubout four miloi from 
the crater of Vesuvius, although in that 
cloar air tha distauco seems much leas, 
Tho jaggod edges of the snmmit stand 
out sharply in their outline, cutting 
into tho blue sky. Indeed the mouth 
of the orator is furuishol with a ntim 
her of most formidable teeth, which 
may bovicwod as outward signs of the 
devouring force witldn. Hivcrs of lava, 
black a* Hty\, ran down the mountain 
side and flow over tho groon Aelds 
which lie fertile at its foot. The sur­
face of thoHo streams, death-dealing m 
their course, is rout into iiuuiut chasms 
aud twjslOil into strange, fantastic sum- 
bianco* aud Hhupo*. imbed, to a fan­
ciful view, it appear* that the black 
current had flow ed forth straight from 
Hades, and that it* nurface had l>ocn 
milled by tho sighs of the lout spirits 
which hud paused its fatal briuk.

Tho le t te r  to enjoy the solemn ailcnco 
of the  streets, 1 left the company of my 
guide ulmut mid-way in hi* course. 
W hile i strolled along in solitude, I 
came into the Forum , where the pillars 
atill lay prostrate, ns when shattered 
by the eartlnpiake which Arlmcc*, (lie 
luagicHiii, tlie friend of my schoolboy- 
hood, wu* powerless to escape. They 
evoked a mental glimpse of illauens 
aud lone, lying M untied amid the 
rtiiiiH, imiil Hwoct \u t i . i ,  the blind girl, 
bravely ciiuut to  their relief, l-roiu 
this vision of romance 1 was suddenly 
recalled to Hie realties of life by the 
approu-h of a young limn, who politely 
beid hi* ltntul out, and in the whine 1 
knew no well the true whiuo of the 
t iMiniiy said, ".Signor, da  «»’ sol.H It 
took too by surpriHi' to hear in hiicIi 
dead Mletieo th a t old familiar o r\. It 
Heetm d uh though I *aw the glnmt of 
Heliiuriu*, und heard him begging for

an obolus, asm tha brave days of old. 
Indoed, the shock so staggered me that 
my command of tbo Italian language 
failed me fora moment, and all that I  
could master was the single word, 
"Perohe ?” Bat this sufficed as well ai 
any lengthier reply, for the strenger 
blandly smiled end went upon his way 
without making any effort to respond 
to the unanswerable question I had 
pul He looked healthy and well fed, 
and his smart clothes quite took the 
shine out of my poor battered costume 
—for ease before elegance is my max­
im when abroad, however otiffly I  may 
strive to get my collars starched at 
home. But suppose that their was a 
strain of beggiug4n his blood, and he 
wna subject on oeessions to a At of this 
incurable, hereditary vice.

The wide world is narrowed nowa­
days, since steam has conquered space. 
Swift ships and rapid trains «can put a 
girdle round the earth at a fairy-footed 
pace, if not with tho celerity of 3/er- 
c u n t or V uvk. Special pen* and pen­
cils havo thus traveled through all 
lands, apd have left bat little to dis­
cover or describe. Nature has few 
secrets in this enquiring age, and the 
traveler must go afar to And out some- 
thingnew*. Hut thoro still remains one- 
half of old Pompeii underground, and 
who can toll what novelties may therein 
be unoarthed, and what curious untiq* 
aitics may anon be brought to light? 
Every month adds some fresh wouders 
to the myriad of marvels which are 
shown in the museum; whilo the gal­
leries at Naples are continually en­
riched with freshly found art-treasures, 
far surpassing in their excellence the 
most costly modern works. And all 
this wealth of art was stored within a 
watering-plaoo not half so big as Brigh­
ton, and tho frescoes are ns fresh at 
when they first adorned its walls. If 
tho Dowus became volcanic and Brigh­
ton were entomed, wlmt portion ot its 
statuary could be deemed worth preser­
vation for eighteen hundred years, and 
what vestige would remain of the count­
less chromo-lithographs which now 
deoorAto its walls?

8uroly if (here bo anywbero sermons 
in stones, tha ruins of Pompeii are a 
place <o hear them pioaclied. Vanity 
of Vanities" may well bo oited fo r a 
text, and there can be small doubt as 
to the drift of the discourse. Were 
these stones interred by accident, or, 
for a set purpose, ordained to be pre­
served ? If the lattor be presumable 
(as they who put their faith in Provi­
dence may readily believe), what sorer 
means of keeping them could Nature 
have devised than covering them ovor 
with a thick coating of ashes, imprevi- 
ous to atmosphere and preservative 
from damp ? Hero is a whole city, once 
a fashionable watering-place, preserved 
by way of speoimen, as a boy would 
pin a butterfly upon a bit of cardboard 
and keep it in a box. Here we may 
see plainly how the heathen world was 
wagging near two thousand years ago; 
and what were its amusements, its re­
ligion, and its art Here wore theatres 
for the many snd temples for the few; 
and ways of life and luxury and filthi­
ness unspeakablo, preserved by way of 
comfirmation strong as Holy Writ He 
who doubts the truth of what S t Paul 
wrote to tho Homana may And a visit 
to Fompoil incline him to believe.

Tourists often show thomsblves 
afflicted with strange tastes. Many 
like the shops of Paris bettor than the 
palaoes of Home; and some take the

Flins of climbing to the aurarait of 8 t  
eter’s for the purpose of thenoo dat­

ing a few postal cards to their friends. 
There are travelers who can see no 
beauty in the Parthenon, and who look 
upon Niagara as simply £a big water- 
force running foolishly to waste. For 
such as these Pompeii is not at all a 
plaoo to spend a happy day. Nor 
should their comic friends select it as a 
spot by naturo fitted for the cracking 
of old joke*. But the ruins teom with 
interest to the sober-minded folk. Not 
merely are there sermons in these old 
desortod stones, but books of wisdom 
to be rend in the onco running lava 
brooks. And any man who may bo 
seriouHly inclined will And no lack of 
things to think about in a visit to Veau- 
vlons and the hoathon place it bnriod— 
only fifteen brief years after that 8t, 
Paul had died for Christ.

A Ntory of Lola Moutox,
John Mahon, who in IMA*} was a re­

porter on the New York gives
this acoount of an interview with Lola

An English lad, if the son of n gen­
tleman, is forced to accept advantages 
to place him ahoad of the sou of an 
American gentleman. During hi* boy* 
hood ho will be tutored in personal de- 
portmont—a matter scarcely known 
on this side of the water. Over thero 
it is an inflexible rule to send son* to 
college and to keep thorn thuie until 
thorougly educatoa. On this sido of 
the water there is no rule about it. 
The matter rest* most w ith tho son*. 
If they destro u year or two at college 
they go. If not, that ends the matter. 
.As a rule, in England, young men are 
edneated first mid their profossious se­
lected afterward*. Thus tho army offi­
cer is a* highly edue ded in general us 
the attornoy. lu this country tho edu­
cation of a young man, after leaving 
high schools, is directed in cortuin chan­
nels. The lawyer takes ono channel, 
the doctor another, aud so oil through. 
It is an cverv day thing to Aud lawyer* 
who aro sudly detlciout iu tho claHsics, 
and doctors of skill who make no pre­
tensions to being posted outside of their 
own medical works.

The English gentleman is refined, in­
telligent and thoroughly educated. 
This is the result of training aud teach­
ing from boyhood np. Tho American 
gentleman may bo reflued, courteous, 
and iutelligeut by nature, but a thor­
ough education does not always go 
with them.

The son of an English mechanic 
stands no show when matched against 
the son of an Amoricau, When he 
goes to his trade his wages are much 
less, and his term of apprenticeship 
two or three years longer. In the mat­
ter of common sohooi education tho 
American mechanic give* lus boy every 
chance, while tho Englishman docs not 
and cannot, becanso the school systems 
are not tho same. In this oountry our 
machinists, tinsmiths, carpenters, 
painters, aud so ou are, as a rule, fAirly 
educated, and keep themselves thor­
oughly posted on all current matters 
the world over. A great share of the 
political oflicos in this country, from 
member of the Legislature down, aro 
filled by men from the ranks of the 
mechanics. In Englaud the moohanic 
must work for lest money, live much 
more poorly, and aspire to neither so­
cial position nor political honors.

Between the sous of English and 
American day laborers there is no com­
parison. The first can give his boy no 
education whatever, and he is a beast 
ot burden from the day he is ablo to 
mil weods in tho garden to the day of 
lis death. Seventeen out of every 
wentv of our day laborers—and this 
noluues teamsters, draymen, pavors, 

diggers, street-cleanera and street em­
ployes of gas and wator companies and 
mortar-mixers and bod-carriers—school 
their sous from (1 uutil 1*2 years of age, 
and sometimes two or three years loug- 
er. The son of an English laborer sel­
dom rises above the position. In this 
country, and at this (lay, it is a rare 
thing to And a laborer's son following 
lu tho footsteps of his father. He can 
do hotter, and ho does do tatter.

It may further be safely assorted that 
thoro is no comparison hotwoen the En­
glish farm laborer and the Amoricau. 
The Englishman is nnlottored and un­
learned, miserably paid and fed and 
lodged, and his ideas of tho world aro 
wonderfully few and crude. The Amer­
ican farm luboror can, nine times out of 
ten, read, write, cast up accounts, dis­
cuss politics, descant on history and 
give tho geuerul news of the world us 
learned through the paper*. He is well 
paid, well treated, and Ids intdligonco 
and porsonal hearing cun pluco him iu 
tho society of ttioao able to employ his 
sorvicos.

To every class of English hoys,below 
the sons of gontlemen and tradosmen, 
America oilers sujierior advantage* in 
schools, wages, trados, and social stand­
ing, and this fact brings hundreds of 
them across tho ocean every yoar 
Many times they come alone, landing 
in a strange couutry w ill: bu little mou 
ey and not ono singlo Irieml, bat thoy 
rnako their way to success in a very 
short time. Ono of the things ononev 
er sees iu this llopublio, is un English 
boy out of work and mnnoy.

Ah to the difference between city and 
couutry tavs it lies entirely in tho 
training. The farmor'H son may have 
tho most intelligence as a child, hut 
natural intolHgonco must be trained 
and cultivated or it tacomoi low cuu 
ning instead of wisdom. The country 
boy 1ms a district school, run lu almost 
any fashion, while tho city boy 1ms 
graded schools conducted on tho wisest 
system. Ho long a* ho is kept in the 
country tho farmer's boy ban no show 
at all compared to his frieud In town 
j» the mutter of education.

We look to u mun's personal dc|iort 
nient taioro wo test his intellectual 
abilities The larmer s son Ims no as 
Mociuto* outside bis own cIohs, The 
semi-solitary lifo of the I'urm ban few 
refilling intlu nco*. The work must ta  
done whether or no, and furin-workorH 
cunted expect time to ouJtlvate song or 
iuu*io, Ho Is not brought into contact 
at church sociuls, partio*, lodgoi, ly.-o 
urns etc., with tho refined und odu 
cated. He grow* up in hi* way* nnd 
he remains thus, While the soeiul con­
dition of tho Amoricuu farmer is im 
moasurubly superior to that of any 
similar cdus* iu nny country on earth, 
it Is not what it could bo nmdo nor 
wlmt it will bo fifty years henco.—He 
t ro i t  Free iVcss,

O f such, 
Mere (Irudot i* u ty}wv In front of the 
dingy gray hut, with its little windows 
lmp-lm/iird breaking through tho 
Mtono, her tlNh-umrkot stands, newly 
built, of brick, with pots of genmium 
brightening the air. The narrow,crazy 
sta rs pierce the gloom of the interior. 
Below, half-buried in tho ground, is 
the kitebon, with its wide mouthed tiro

loiterers with, make* bands of color 
ranged endwise on tho buffet shelves 
aiul two silver tankards ora conspicu­
ously displayed. The buffet of shiuing 
ye.low wood is brilliuntly polished, ami 
with the great armoiro, curiously 
wrought us to bingos und fastenings, is 
here us eUowliore the joy of every Nor­
man fish-wife's heart. Above tho fire­
place hung a few kitchen utensils of 
copper, as resplendent at docorative 
plaque*. The light from the window, 
half ubove-gronnd, falls through bluo 
curtains, and sottly subdued the room 
is full of deep color—yellow, red, 
blue—in harmonies that ustiatio re­
sources with definite purposes, canal- 
ways comjnfl.

Mysteries of the Tower*
The London S tandard , in describing

the program of tbo work of “restora­
tion” at the tower of London, has tho 
following ubont the historic church 
of St. Fetor* ad Vincula, which is situ­
ated within its bounds; In the eye ol 
the Englishman this shabby little 
church is one of tho sacred places of 
Kugluud. Within it lie the remains of 
some of tho mo'fc illustrious, many of 
tho best, aud, take thorn all in all, a 
few of tho wofst of those whoso (tamos 
are most prominent in our chronicles.
< opposite the door is the spot where 
private executions for state ofi'onses 
formerly took pluco, and on this blood­
stained bit of ground, now murked by 
a largo oval of daik flints, perished, 
among othors, Anne Holeyn, Lady 
Juno Gray, and tho Earl of Essex* lu 
the floor of tho church, and in tho 
crypt, are the bouo* of scores of unfor­
tunates, many of them nameless, hur­
riedly sluin, often without trial, ami 
huddled here without nny record of 
their oflenso <r (heir fato, with the 
knowledge that dead men und dead wo­
men toll no tales. The entiro soil of 
tho towor is, in truth, ono 
vast graveyard. The workmeu 
aro constantly turning up bones, to 
which tho rooord* of the place afford 
Aio clew, and a few yours ago, when 
making some ropuir* iu the floor, thoy 
came on numerous skeletons, as though 
people had been pitched into a pit 
without any regular sepulture. Largo 
quantities of charred bonos— most 
probably those of persons burned (or 
heresy—were found rlo*e to tho church 
of Ht. Peter, and tatween it and the 
crypt. During this disarrangement of 
tho dust of uges, the remains of Aimo 
Holeyn, Catherine Howard, Dudloy, 
Lady JaooGmy, Hoiuorset, Monmouth, 
and tho countess of Salisbury—«n* at 
loast skeletons which, from their posi­
tions in the cliupel, wore believed to bo 
theirs-with many oilier historical por- 
sonnges, wore lighted upon,aud decent­
ly reeotllned nnd rointerred, tho unde­
termined romains being buried in tho 
crypt, The original interments seemed 
to have been hasty—as, indeed, wo 
might expect from tho well-know fact 
that Anne Boleyn's tady was tossed 
iutoanold arrow chest, which cbo i, 
with somo arrow heads hard by, was 
found holding tho remaius of “a deli­
cately formed woman" when the gravo 
was broken open. Ho, too, much quick­
lime was found in the graves mentioned.

Nemo I'nliuppjr 1'rluctsscs*
In hor early days Frau Hauer, tho 

Cliristolehon Htoekmar, had beou on 
iutimato terms with the grand ducal 
family and the playniato of tho young 
Princes Erast, Ferdinand and Leo­
pold, and of tho Princesses Sophie, An­
toinette, Juliana, and Victoria. Ernst 
was afterward Grand Duke of Huxe* 
Coburg Gotha nnd tho father of tho 
Prince Consort; Leopold tacamo King 
of tho Hulgians; .luliuuu married the 
brutal Grand Luko Constantino, of 
ltussia; Antoinette, tho hardly less 
brutal Prince Alexander, of Wurtcm- 
burg. Hut for Victoria, a happier futo 
was in store; she hccaiuo the wife of 
tho Duke of Jvont, and lived to soo hor 
daughter Queen of England.

In 171ft tho Hereditary Priucoss So­
phia, mother of those princesses, took 
the threo elder ones to Ht Petersburg 
for a "brido show," at tho invitntiou of 
tho Empross Catherine, who wanted 
hor son, Constantine, to choose a wile. 
It was rather a forlorn hope, for tho 
Hussian Princo had alroady seen and 
rojeolod two prlncosscs of Hadcu ami 
threo of Darmstadt; hut the Coburg* 
of that age were very poor, and tho 
Hereditary Princess was as anxious to 
get off' her daughters and And rich 
spouses for her son* a* tho most match­
making of Belgraviuu matrons. Con- 
stantino rofusing to make a soloction, 
the Czarina chose for him tho youngest, 
Juliana, though tho poor girl was only 
in hor lothyear. Tho marriago turned 
out badly; the Grand Duke trotted hi* 
wife so auominably that sho wok com­
pelled to loave him and return to Co- 
Imrg. Alexander of Wortumhurg mndo 
hardly a more desirable husband than 
tbo Hussian princo, Ho had thin log* 
and a bloated body, the eipre*sinn of 
hia face was “brutish," and his foro- 
hoad was disfigured by a huge won. 
Ilo wa* also a feurful glutton. "When 
tho young brido (tho Prinooss Antoi­
nette) awoke on tho morning after tho 
wodding day. horror stricken, she saw 
her husband beside lior, gnawing a big 
ham-tauo with brutish lurodty—a sight 
which the unfortunate princes* could 
novor forget."— Sjtevtator.

Hkhmkant iliiviNKun, of the Grooly 
party, snid that Ellison novor com- 
jdainod, and whenever any complaint 
was made hy others his simplo re­
mark was: MHoys, I don't sea what 
you have to complain of; 1 don't com­
plain," That remark was alwayi snffi- 
cifiit to stop tho grumbling. Corporal 
Ellison never knew that he hail lost 
lioth foot. A month after both feet 
wero gono somo ono asked him how lie 
felt, lie answered that ho was feeling 
all right, hut the bottom of his right 
foot itched, i t  was feared that if in­
formed of tho loss of hi* foot the shock 
would have killed him.

A Cleon Word ter the Turk*
This brings me now to a sobjeet on 

whioh I must appeal to tho public 
sense of justice ami fair play. 1 must 
protest against the indiscriminate em­
ployment ol the word "Turk" whenever 
there ia an ocoasion to mention any 
case cf mirtgovernroeut, oppression, or 
cruelty in Egypt It will probably 
surprise the read r very muo.i to hear 
thut, spoaking generally, thero aro few 
ii any Turks >n that country. If pro­
per iuquirie* weremado about these so- 
styled Turkish mudirs aud Turkish 
soldiers, who are, so often referred to 
in terms of indignation and opprobrium 
it would be found that they are mostly 
Egyptian natives, and, although somo 
fow may have a dash of Turkmh blood 
from a former generation as part of 
their inheritance, they havo nothing in 
common with the Turk, as ho i* under­
stood in England, except their Moham­
medan faith. Very dilloront are these 
men to those who serve the Sultan in 
tho Kuropoau or Astatic provinces, and 
it is unjust to lioth that they should ta 
indiscriminately confounded in namo.
Turk* thero were in Egypt in the time 
of Mehomot All. Thoir presence nnd 
service were the essence of liis Mlrongtli; 
and it wo* with their assistance that 
ho built up his power and was able to 
boquonth a principality to his decend- 
ants. It wa* the policy, however, of his 
successor- 1 to get rid o t thi* Turkish 
eh incut or reduce it to a minimum in. 
tho government of the province, seeing 
iti it ono of l ho Ktrongent ties by which 
Egypt wa* bound to Turkey, and con­
sequently a groat obstacle to tbo 
achievement of tlint independence 
which the heart of Said, us well us that 
of Isruail, so strongly longed for. It 
was a mintakon policy. The Turk,with 
his well-known fidelity and courage, 
wa* Hot aside, and tho Fellah, with his 
subtlety, unHcrupulousness, and cow­
ardice, etune in. loading to tho advance 
of Arabi Pashn, tho bombardment of 
Alexandria, the battle of Tebol-Kebir, 
and all the other evil* with which tho 
la id of tho Pharaoh* is now ngain af­
flicted, und for which England will in 
history bo made to hear the onus and 
the disgrace, unless by following the 
spirit of tho national prodiv tica and 
tastes she .stop* iu timo and retrieves 
hor fa r uame by generously admitting 
the remedy which will iiour out her 
profession* of friendly intentions whilo 
cortistently acting with duo regard to 
her acknowledged just interests.—

Hi mug twine Home two feet ill length. 
Fasten the ring securely by means of 
tho twine to the buck-strap, where it is 
crossed by the breeching-sirup, then 
double the cord, placing the loop 
formed l»\ the center under the bulky 
horse's tail like a crupper, d ress tho cord 
ami pass both ends through the ring 
attached to the back-strap, t 'a rrv  them 
forward aud pass them through Mint 
ieri'et-riug on tin* saddle of the harness 
which is next to the Imlky candidate's 
mute, then carry them through tho 
Iminu-riug of tho kind horse and fuston 
them , leaving a little  slack, but not suf­
ficient to allow the lotlkv horse to set­
tle  into the breeching of the harness, 
After completing this arrangem ent step 
back, take the reins uml start slowly, 
Of course the balky one will attem pt eo 
hung back, bu t the sensation produced 
by the cord will divert Ida attention hi 
a  very short time, ami lieforo lie real­
izes what he is doing ho will pu t his 
•houldor to  the eollur and help draw 
tlie load. This is miieh liottor than 
whipping* and a  few lessons will gener­
ally effect a  perm anent cure.

They have 
figured the matter out to their own 
satisfaction, and are confident that it ia 
cheaper to burn corn than it is to buy 
coal. Soft coal is worth in that State 
about 22 cents a bushel, and corn doea 
not find a ready sale in the rural mark­
ets for more than 12 cents. Experi­
ments show that two bushels of corn 
will produce more warmth than one 
bushel of coal.

The Khedive of Egypt is always 
bard op; but a few weeks ago he be­
came a little herder up than usual, and 
sent a chest of jewels to Paris to be 
sold for the highest price in cash. In 
the meanwhile a debtor came in unex­
pectedly and paid up every cent of bis 
indebtedness, although the Khedive had 
for a long time mentally marked “n.

I  was rid­
ing by the side of a judge a few days 
since, when he shuffled over a mass of 
passes almost equal in bulk to a pack of 
cards to find the right one. When he 
loses his position as judge he of course 
will know why the passes were given 
him.?

A school district In Marshall town­
ship, Butler county, Pennsylvania, 
owns an acre of Und on which is a red 
school-house worth abont $400. Until 
four weeks ago tho entire property was 
valued at $500, Than oil was struck 
on the Marshall farm near by. This 
farm contained 250 acres, snd was val­
ued by its owner at $3,000. The oil 
welU wore big gushers and opened np 
a new oil territory. The Marshall 
farm cannot be bought for $350,000. 
The Bartleyfarm adjoining, on which big 
wells have also been struck, is held at 
$75,000. The acre of school ground is 
snrronnded by big wells, and all indi­
cations are that it is the very center of 
the rich pool. The school directors 
have refused au offer of $60,000 for the 
patch of ground. This is the largest 
price ever offered for an acre of ground 
in Pennsylvania, and if the school di­
rectors had accepted it the district 
would be the richest country school dis­
trict in the Union. They are holding 
it for $100 000. In tho mean time the 
surrounding wells are draining the oil 
from it, and the general opinion is that 
unless tho stubborn school directors 
close with tbe offer of $60,000 tbe prop­
erty will be rated at its old value of 
$500, within three months.

. COMjUKUOH OF HKABBOl'K.
Story o f a Man Who Won a Ureat Victory 

for France,
“But no man knoweth of his sepul­

cher uuto this day,” says the old Jew­
ish story of tho doath of Moses. And 
so it is of a man of whom Pittsburgh 
should have fuller knowledge, says the 
Pittsburgh Chronu le-Telegra)th.

“Where i* tho grove of Beaujeu?” i» 
a question often asked by those inter­
ested in antiquarian researches in local 
history, but no one can answer. No 
one knows wliero lies tho body of the 
mau who commanded the French forces 
at Pittsburgh, and with a handful of 
men went into the wilderness and de­
feated the finest array England ever 
sent against the French in America.

The boldest operations of tho French 
against their ancient foe, the English, 
wo e planned by this brilliant soldier, 
and his picture shows him to have been 
a man with a strikingly bright, hand­
some, and commanding face.

Daniel Hyacinth Mary Leonard de 
Beuujeu was descended from a family of 
Dauphinr, which was ancient and illus­
trious. Daniol was born at Montreal 
iu 1711, his father being an officer in 
the Canadian army and mayor of Que­
bec, In 1748 Daniel became a captain, 
and afterward was commandant at De­
troit. He hod great experience with 
the Indiana, and received tbe cross of 
81 Louis for bis services. He earne to 
Fort Duonesne in 1755, being made 
commandant of that post, succeeding 
M. de Contreercur. A formidable army 
under Gen. Braddock, composed of vet­
eran English troops and Virginia colo­
nial companies, were on their way to 
Fort Duquesne when Beanjeu took 
command. The fort was not strong 
enough to stand a siege, and the 
French foroe was too weak to defend i t  
There was a motley collection of Indians 
at tbe fort, and, though Beaujeu did 
not think they could bo relied upon, he 
determined.to test them. He hastily ar­
ranged the details of ambuscade by the 
banks of the Monongahela, near where 
the second great steel-works of the world 
is now located. The Chevalier de la 
Perade made a reconnoissance on Jnly 
6, and fell back to report the presence 
of tho enemy. When Beaujeu visited 
the Indian camp and told nis project 
the natives were loath to aid bun, und 
said they had no hope of defeating the 
English. On the 9th of July, in the 
little Chapel of Assumption of the 
Blessed Virgin at the Beautiful Kiver 
—which is presented now by Fr. Lamb­
ing's Church on Third avenue—tho 
French troops listened to moss, and 
Beaujeu received the communion, as 
he said he did not expect to return. 
They marched forth then to battle, .12 
regular soldiers and 146 Canadians. 
The Indians at first refnsed to go, but 
the Hudson Chief Athanuse of Lorotte 
and Pontiac persuaded the COO Indians 
of a dozen different tribes to follow 
them. The ambuscade was made at 
tho first crossing. At the third volley 
Bcaujen fell, pierced through the fore­
head by a ball Capt. Dumas succeed­
ed to the command. Then came Brad- 
dock’s defeat, of which Washington 
said: “We have been beaten, shame­
fully beaten, by a handful of men.” 
When tbe French returned to tho field 
of battle, after tbe pursuit of tho En­
glish wai over, the body of Beuujeu 
wus carried back to Fort Duquesne 
with those of Lient. do Corqueville and 
Ensiyn de la Perade, The body of 
Beaujeu remained exposed in state un­
til the 12th of July, when it was buried 
in the cemetery of tlie fort.

Friar Baron says Boaujeu's body was 
“interred on the 12th of the same 
month in the cemetery of Fort Du­
quesne, under the title of tho .Assump­
tion of the Blessed Virgin at the Boun­
tiful Fiver, and this with the ordinary 
ceremonies by us.”

All trace of the cemetery has passed 
away. In making excavations for Breen 
ft Eilnsiil^ piuii wuikiim  Water stimuli 
at tho corner of lfenn, some bodies aud 
military accoutrements wero dug up. 
and it is thought that this was about 
tho location of the cemetery, but there 
is no means of ascertaining. Beaujeu 
lies in a namcsless grave, and France, 
under Napoleon III., refused to raise a 
monument to him. His descendants 
still live in Tours in Frauce, and the 
descendants of his brother resido in 
Canada.

In Moore's “Life of Lord Byron” 

there is a curious instance of the eccen­
tricity iu diet which now and then took 
the place of other vagarios witli that 
remarkable genius. When dining 
witli Samuel lloger*, Moore writes: 
“Neither meat, fish, nor wine would 
Lord Byron touch, and of biscuits and 
so In water, which he asked for, there 
had been unluckily, no provision, 
lie profo soil, however, to be equally 
well pleased with potatoes and vino gar; 
und of these meager nm erials con­
trived to make rather a hearty meal.” 
On unother occasion, whon Moore sat 
opposite the pood at dinner, engaged, 
as Jin hiinselt confesses, “rather earn­
estly over a liocfhteak,” Byron, after 
watching him for tome iniimies, said, in 
a tone of gi-uvt* imiuiry: “Aloo.e, don't 
you find eating bcefsteik makes you 
ferocious?” i lie secret of Lord By­
ron's occasional absteminon*nu*s in diet 
is to lie found iu that morbid dreud of 
corpulence which he is known to htvo 
potfhô sed; yet hud lie been versd in 
tho rules which Mr. Banting subse­
quently laid down and successfully 
pructioed for person* iu like condition 
lie would have shunned potatoes, even 
with the coucomitaut of wn gar, like 
the plague. The fact is that any article 
of food of a starchy or suceharino na­
ture tends to produce fat, whih'Kuch 
thing* a* toad, lean meat, Iruit, and 
giceu vegetab'es are :ill inimical to tho 
laving of stiperlluou* Modi. The pota­
to i* a distinctly fattening kind of food, 
while meat i* More especially “fie-h-, 
fii.'ifijig.” It v.mi d b(« :mp.t-Mli|o to 
support life oil mother kind of bodily 
KiiSlcnuncc exclus.vejy, und there nro 
few people who would attempt tho 
Spartan simplicity < f a did consisting 
wholly of “nngnum bonuin "or "cham­
pions.” Lord Byion'* liking for pota­
toes aud vitn gnr. however, recalls the 
aliectinn of Vurius, the ancient Ionian 
gcner.d. for a dimw r of turnip* roasted 
in the u*lie< of iii> own tiro, und Nerved 
tip on u wooden plu'ter. Gr< at men 
have often been peculiar ii: their dietetic 
Jancies, l ’ytli g*ras, ior example, not 
Duly abstained from tho Utah of ani­

mals as food, but considered even a 
dish of lieans too stimulating for his 
philosophical acolytes. If the potato 
had been kuown in Greece in his day 
the problem of affording at once "a 
whoicMome, nourishing, and not too 
exciting or too expensive form of nutri­
ment would have been far easier of 
solution'—'London Timer,

Hciierul Butler mid the HHrer Simons.
Tho following is General Butler’s 

account of the origin of the spoon 
story: in .Tu'v, 1MI2, ho ordered ail 
property in Now Orleans belonging to 
persons in the Confederate service to 
be declared confiscated to tho United 
States Government. Among tho prop­
erty seized under this order was the 
handsome mansion of General Twiggs, 
of the Confederate army, who had 
been in cowniaud at New Orleans, but 
had withdrawn to Georgia on heuring 
of the approach of tho United States 
forces. To this mansion General But­
ler transfored hi* headquarters from 
the S t Charles Hotel Soon after his 
occupation here one of tho family ser­
vants came to him carrying a load of 
silver salvers, spoons, forks, etc., aud 
saying that his “old massu” had meant 
to hiue them from the Yankee*, but 
that he (the negro i had “marked whar 
de silber was buried, an* hyar it ull is, 
sure 'null” General Butler used this 
plate while he occupied the house, aud 
when ho retired he turned every fork, 
spoon, etc., over to the quartermaster's 
department. Ho asserts that he lias 
vouchers to show that all these were 
passed over to the Government, and 
when they subsequently disappeared he 
stye that he has no means of knowing. 
Two handsome swords belonging to 
General Twigg*. one of which had been 
voted to him by Congress in recognition 
of his valuable services in the Mexican 
war, and the other was the weapon 
which he used in the Confederate 
army, were sent by Butler to the Gov­
ernment at Washington, with the sug­
gestion that oue of them be donated to 
Annapolis Academy and tho other to 
West Point “as exemplarsof what Imso 
uses may be made of honorable w eap­
ons.” His advice was not taken. The 
sword* wi re locked up in one of tho 
Treasury vault* for safe-keeping, and 
one of the duplicate keys given to the 
General. A daughter of General 
Twigg* went to Washington several 
years ago to obtaiu these swords, and 
we think that they wero restored 
to her. On making an application to 
General Butler first, he disclaimed all 
all personal right to the property, and 
referred her totheGovernment.—Inter 
Ovean.

California Buhl Camp* of’49.
Not one of all the thousands of men 

who hurried into the “Camp* of Forty- 
nine” ever paused to consider how these 
camps would look if deserted, nor 
imagined themselves old and lonely 
pioneer* sitting o, or the ashes of de­
parted tires. The work they did is 
sufficiently shown bv tho facts of tho 
gold yield. In 1*49, by official record, 
the minor* took out $23,<itM),ni)0; in 1850 
this yield was more than doubled. It 
is cert tin that a large percentage, per­
haps one-iourth part or even one-half, 
of tho gold taken from theso early 
placers was never reported to express 
company or custom-house. Tho typ­
ical camp of the “Golden Prime ot 
Forty-Nine” was flush, lively, reckless, 
flourishing, and vigorous of speech and 
action. Saloons aud gambling houses 
abounded. Every man went armed, 
and felt fully able to protect himself. 
Gold dust wus currency at a dollar a 
pinch. In the camp, gathered as of one 
household, under no law but that of 
their own making, were men from the 
north, south, east, and west, and from 
nearly every country in Europe, Asia, 
or > ortli America. They mined, 
traded, gambled, bought, discussed
Tamu affairs i they paid fifty aunts ir 
drink for their whisky, aud $50 
a barrel for their Hour, and $30 
apiece, at times, for butcher- 
kuives with which to pick out the gold 
from tbe rock crevices. Tiiey talked 
as one who knew' them well has writ) j 
ten, “a language of half English aijd 
half Mexican,” and ho might have 
added wholly their ow*n. liven Bret 
Harte has failed to reproduce it; the 
dialoct of his miners lean* too far to­
wards the Missourian. These lawless, 
brave pioneers, risked their lives for 
each other, made and lost fortunes; 
went on lonely prospect tours, died 
lonely deaths or perished by violence, 
some, wiser or more fortunate thau 
these, became farmers when the mining 
era closed, sowed wheat fields, planted 
fruitful orchards.

A SOUTHKRX BALL.

One of the Real Olil-Fashloned Kind in 
the Virginia Mountain District.

It is not often that the visitor lias the 
opportunity to see a real old-fashioned 
Bouthern ball, such as ha has probably 
read of, says a letter from Washington 
Springs, Yirgiuisa, to the New York 
Evening Pont, Iu fact, a lady 
who was born in the South
and grew up after the war
told mo that she had never seen one 
herself. The opportunity was not long 
ago afforded in one of the improved 
houses of which I have spoken. The 
proprietor, a bachelor, for whom a 
niece was keeping house, determined to 
invite a hundred or so of his young 
friends to suoh an entertainment. It 
was on a farm of sevoral thousand 
acres, boasting fat and fattening cattlo 
of the first quulity, and possessing an 
orchard comprising hundreds of tho 
best variety of apples that could read­
ily be fouud anywhere. The former 
slaves were in some case* still doing tho 
work of tho place. The house was sit­
uated about a half mile from tho 
“pike,” and was approached by a lano 
guurded by a number of light gates. 
A small "branch” crossed tho fields u 
few rods trom the door, affording tho 
site for tho spriug-hoUHO. Behind and 
ou one side wero the numerous strug­
gling outhouses, corn-cribs, und slaves’ 
quarters of uute-beUum days, aud largo 
trees shaded the Jiouse, nuking tho 
gallery au agrecablo place to look ovor 
the rich valley that it dominated. Tho 
house was of two halves joined at right 
angle*, ono being tho original log struc­
ture and the other tho nioro modem 
frame building, between which tho gal- 
try furnished tho only communication. 
If the family slept iu the frame half, it 
would be necessary to lock up the other 
part irom the outside, if, indeed, it 
were thought necessary to lock it at all. 
There wero separate stairways in each 
half, of course, and in one wasasiiuaio 
hall opening into tho parlor, iu which 
among other furniture, there wo* an up­
right piano upon which the nieeo aud 
her friends exercised themselves whoa 
musically inclined. In the corner of 
the hull stood one of those stout boxes 
of plug tobacco seen only iu shops in 
the North, and it wus not a mere orna­
ment, for tho host aud his friends re­
quired an ample supply of tho weed to 
satisfy them. A few bookshelves added 
to the furniture of the hall. In tho 
other half was the dining-room, ajid in 
auother log building adjoining was the 
kitchen, over which an “aunty” ot tho 
old school presided with apparently 
autocratic powers.

Tbe kitchen was the center of action 
for days before the groat party was to 
come off. Aunty aud niece and a 
young lady friend who happened to be 
at tho house wero making cake, pre­
serves, and other delicacies. Many 
wero the trips made by tho ladies to 
t o store down at tho other end of the 
valley, and probably its capabilities 
were severely tried, for there w*as no 
railroad within half a dozen miles 
and no muil oftener than tri-weekly. 
Oenerully the young ladies went ou 
their side-saddle*, galloping over the 
pike amt bringing buck thoir small 
parcels with them. At other times 
they took a buggy and when it was nec­
essary the master of the house was 
pressed into the work. The dinner 
service of such a Jiousohold is never 
equal to such an emergency likothat 
now* approaching, and tuo neighbor* far 
aud wide were levied upon lor plates, 
clips, saucers, and dishes of ull sorts. 
The miscellaneous collection that was 
even.ually gathered would have re­
joiced the heart of a person struck by a 
mania for old china, but here it excited 
no iuterest.

Finally the great day arrived. All 
the forenoon the activity of propai a'ion 
grew' in inteuKity. There was tho ice­
cream to bo frozen, aud there w'ero 
lira Is wf hint thiiigB'trrfttr’fldBo. When" 
tlicxc had ull received attention there 
was only time for tho young ladies to 
scurry to their rooms and make their 
toilet. Scarcely had the Just bow' been 
tied und the last curl arranged when 
tho cl;.iter of hoof* told of tho ap­
proach of a guest, From that moment 
there was a continued succession of ar­
rivals. All tho Muck servants that 
could be obtamed wero needed to in­
sure the proper euro of tho horse* and 
vehicle*, iiie^e were of all Hurts and 
kinds, liven coaches und omnibuses 
wero pressed into .service. Of course, 
dress.ug-room* for tlioso who came 
as htr as thirty milos iu carriages, and 
for those who had traveled long dis­
tances by rail and six or eight miles by 
carriage, were necessary, und engaged 
much time, aud there wa* a great deal 
of costuming done during tho fow 
hour* Indore *un*et.

Company that came from ho great u 
di tancc, must, of course, spend the 
night, and there wu* nothing left for 
the hod to do but to keep up the fee 
tivity from dusk to dayligiit. There 
were promenade* ou the lawn under 
the Japanese lanterns, dancing, and the 
u h iiu I  doiugi of parties until 11 o'clo k, 
und then there was a subHtuntial sup­
port *nd at 1 a. m an auxiliary repast, 
not quite ao heartv. that wu* sufficient 
to insure life uutifdawn.

On two consecu­
tive days daring tho present perform­
ance, the purveyors of gas were ho ex­
asperated by the impossibility of get­
ting their bill paid that tboy literally 
put the screw on by stopping the sup­
ply, and for a couplo of hours the 
spectators sat in partial darkness, un­
til somo benevoleut capitalist went se­
curity for “the little bill" Apparently 
it is the fate of Tokio theaters to be 
perpetually in difficulties, nnd the thing 
is so usual that the public has come to 
regard a* quite normal and correct. 
There is now', howevor, in process of 
erection at liisamatsucho, near liiyo- 
goku, a theater which, it is expected, 
will prove an exception to this rule. It 
is umierhtooil to bo under the patronage 
of Mr. Iwasaki Yutaro, who finds the 
capital required for both building and 
furnishing, and who inaugurates at tho 
same time a system of fiiiauco which 
promises to luako tho venture an ex­
cellent speculation. Mr. Iwasaka has 
shown himself a remarkably able or­
ganizer in affairs requiring even great­
er capacity than those of tho stage, and 
lie will deserve the thank* of all lovers 
of urt if he evolves some method of res­
cuing Japanese theaters from tho per­
petual iinpccuniosity that disables aud

Do illustrations servo to illustrate? 

Do the ordinary pictures in books, mag­
azines, and newspapers enable the read­
er to understand the text more clearly, 
or form a moro correct idea of the mat­
ter treutod of? These question were 
discussed by the art section of the Brit­
ish Social Hcieuco CougrcBs at its re­
cent meeting. The subject is also con­
sidered in one of our popular maga­
zines. The general conclusion is that 
most of our recent publications are, to 
draw it mildly, overillustratcd. I t is 
also very generally admitted even by 
artists that pictures ordinarily serve 
to draw the attention of the reader 
from the printed matter und to cause 
him to pursue it very hastily. Many 
have observed that tho literary merit 
of numerous publications begin to de­
cline as soon as an attempt was made 
to illustrate them.

In some cases it has been noticed that 
tho character of their readers changed. 
The n ading class give way to the pie- 
tino-loving class. When this was the 
case moro prominence was given to il­
lustrations und at length the readiug 
matter appeared to bo introduced 
chiefly for the purpose of supplement­
ing the so-called illustrations. Most 
parsons have noticed that publications 
designed especially for children are 
profusely illustrated. Those intended 
for the comparatively ignorant also con­
tain many illustrations. Books, maga­
zines, and newspapers iutended for the 
highly educated and tliroughtful, on 
tlio other hand, contain few or no pic­
tures. The authors of the greatest lit­
erary productions have ordinarily de­
clined to have them illustrated. They 
have believed that pictures would only 
serve to detract from their real merits.

Many think that illustrations are 
highly beneficial to children, and ac­
cordingly place a large number of 
them in the publications designed for 
children's use. A singular commenta­
ry on this doctrine is furnished by a 
pontlemau who examined many of the 
younger children in the Boston school 
in order to ascertain their ideas on cer­
tain subjects. He found that the most 
of them thought that a cow was about 
three inches long. They hod arrived 
at this conclusion by seeing the picture 
of a cow and one of a gimlet in the 
primer they were using at school They 
had seen gimlets at home and in shop 
windows, and were therefore acquaint­
ed with their true length. Home of 
them hod seen cows but they did not 
recognize them as such, as their size 
was out of proportion with that of a 
gimlet

Children who have studied illus­
trated geographies in school ordinarily 
think that the people in many countries 
in the world have nothing to do except 
engage in some sort of sport or quietly 
enjoy life. I t is easy to seo why they 
have this singular idea Their geogra­
phies contain illustrations of thehabits, 
customs, aud appearance of the t>eople 
in all the principal countries. In 
France they are represented as danc­
ing; in Spain, attending a bull-fight; 
in Italy, visiting picture galleries; in 
Turkey, smo dug pipes with exceeding­
ly long stems; in Germany, drinking 
wine, and iu Russia, riding in sleighs. 
The idea is conveyed, as well as it can 
be by the use of pictures, that this is 
tho only country in the world in which 
people are obliged to work fora living. 
Iu other countries it is not necessary to 
labor iu order to eat. All one’s time 
may be spent in sport or idleness.

Adults obtain as mauy erroneous 
ideas from what pass for illustrations 
ns children do. It is the general opin­
ion that the patriot army that fought at 
Bunker HiU was chiefly composed of 
old men. In point of fact, it was chiefly 
mady up of boys. Trumbull's painting 
of the battle, however, represents most 
of the patriot soldiers as venerable 
men. Those who have seen the origi­
nal painting or copies and prints of tiie 
same are likely to think all their lives 
that most of our soldiers at Bunker 
Hill were past middle life. One of our 
national bank notes shows that Colum­
bus and his men landed in fulldress on 
tho island they discovered.

A foreigner who should visit an exhi­
bition of painting* by our native artists 
would probably come to the conclusion 
that bees in this country are kept iu 
straw hives, that our immense grain 
crop is harvested with a sickle, that the 
land is plowed by oxen, and the houses 
lighted with camjles. Every winter we 
have in this city several courses of illus­
trated lectures on foreign countries, 
Many people attend them for tho pur­
pose of obtaining reliable information 
respecting regions they wish to learn 
about, but cannot visit. They see hi >mo 
magnified views of a palace in England, 
an o|>cra houso in France, aud a castle 
in Spain, aud conclude that they have 
about us good an idea of throe foreign 
countries us they could obtain by 
Binding a year abroad. The truth is 
the impressions are as far from tiie real 
facts of the cuso us those of children are 
who learn about tho manners and cus­
toms of different people by looking nt 
pictures of them.—L 'h ira y ii Time*.

Tiie Auclcut Viking Ship Tomb*.
T he pructicu uiuoiig thu Northmen, 

during tho latter jMinod of l ’ugutiiHtu, 
was to bury their g reat warriors with 
one of th e ir  war-ship*. Excavations of 
grave-mound* has brought to  light 
ships from eight to  nine hundred yearn 
old. They buried them  thus: The rus­
hed was hauled unborn and “ (aid on tlm 
even koulj” tho body wus plumed in it, 
with kuc!i things as the dead would 
need in tho other w orld; then u mound 
of curtli or stones wus thrown over the 
whole. G enerally the whips rotted, 
bu t iu Koutheustuii Noruuv, in tu o j 
canes, blue clay wus mod for the 
mound. By far the  n i/'r- womb rful 
wus found in | mm>, a t Hundcfiord, exca­
vated by tho president of thu Nor­
wegian Archil ©logical Sonuty. The 
whip is now iu the ('Diversity of Chris­
tiania. There I huw it, and regard it us 
one of th e  most impressive relies of tho 
past times. It is of oak, clinker bnill, 
iron-nailed, Caulked with cow's hair 
oakum Mpun into cords ol three traml*. 
Ties are luado of roots. Tim plank < are 
oiio inch thick. Tim k< < 1 was sixty lo  t 
long, and the  whole length, from end 
of bow to  end of stern , seventy feet. It 
was fifteen foot wide amid-fiipi, and 
four feet deep. I t  lia 1 both oars and 
cau rass, And one m ast with machinery

for lowering it when going against a 
head wind or into battle. Mho curried 
thirty-two ours, each eighteen feet 
long. in and it were found 
fragments of throo oak beat* 
tho largest twonty-ono feet und 
the smallest twenty feet long: thu 
stock of the anchor, Irnpmonts of four 
sleeping berths, parts of a finely curved 
wooden chair, many cooking utensils, a 
massive eopj>er kettle, tubs, buckets, 
wooden plates, carved drinking cups, 
aud many other things. The body had 
been placed in a largo grave-chamber 
of'Wood in tho middle of the ship. This 
ship-tomb had been visited by grave- 
rob to rs  in the pagan ora, and they 
stole many valuable things; the hole 
they luado was still visible. In  the 
chamber were found ornam ents of 
gilded bronze and fragments of wear­
ing apparel of gold brocade. Many an­
imals wore sacrificed at this burial. 
The bones of at h ast twelve horse* and 
six dogs ns also the bones and feathers 
of a  pea-fowl, were found in the mound. 
Thoso demonstrate that she belongs to 
the period extending from Mill to I 
after Christ. The*** were the vcs-ols 
th a t often ero-sc l tho North Sen iu the 
fleets of the s-u-kings to  ravage tlio 
B ritish Islands and tho adjacent eoa-t* 
of Franco. I t was in such ns those that 
tho Norwegians discovered Iceland, 
Greenland, aud America, hundreds of 
years boforu Columbus was born. 
There is, however, reusou to  believe 
th a t many of tho Viking war-ships were 
much larger than this. Tho measure­
m ents and relics are visible to  u ll; the 
moro recondite information I  have con­
densed from the authorised account of 
the ship and its discovery sent, with a 
model, to tiie International Ship-Model 
Exhibition in London, 1882.—Chris­
tian Advocate.

The Process of Calico Printing.
The process of calico p rin ting  is of 

very ancient origin, and w believed to 
have been first known in India. I t  was 
certainly carried on in tha t country 
and in Egypt as early as the first or 
second century, but the a rt was not in­
troduced into Europe until tho seven­
teenth  century. The early method was 
to  do printing by zneaus of blocks on 
which the designs to  be transferred to 
the  cloth had boon engraved in rolief, 
dipped into dye-stuff und then pressed 
upon the m aterial by baud. Later, 
presses for this block printing were in­
vented, und the use of several blocks 
was introduced, so engraved as to fill 
each other's vacancies, and thus put 
several colors in thu pattern. Copper­
plate printing was invented in En­
gland about 1770, in which the designs 
were cut into plates, the color filled into 
the  sunken parts of the engraving, aud 
the  cloths printed by beiug pressed 
upon it. The invention led to  tho in­
troduction of cylinder printing, aud as 
one man with a cylinder machine can 
do as much work iu a given tim e as 200 
men emild by the old method of block 
printing it can be easily seen th a t this 
machine completely revolutionized the 
business of calico manufacture. The 
cylinders arc of copper, and the  design 
is engraved upon its surface. They are 
from thirty  to  forty inches in length, 
and four to twelve inches in circumfer­
ence. A separate cylinder is required 
for each color or shade of color to bo 
used in printing the cloth, and, in fine 
and intricate designs, as many os twen­
ty  cylinders are sometimes used. 
These are set iu a strong frame aguinst 
th e  face of a  large central drum , made 
of iron and covered with woolen cloth 
iu several folds, between which und the 
cylinders the calico is p rin ted  as it 
passes. The color is spread upon tho 
cylinders, as they revolve, by contact 
with another roller, which drips into a 
trough containing the coloring m atter 
properly thickened. This ro ller is 
made of an ubsorbeut, elastic material, 
sim ilar to  the roller used in inking 
prin ting prcssuH. Each cylinder thus 
receives its proper color, and impurts 
it, in revolving, to the calico press be­
tween its  face and that of the fixed 
drum . A sharp blado of metal, press- 
iug against tho copper cylinders, re­
moves all the superfluous color from 
its surface, so th a t only the design cut 
into the metal is imprinted in clear 
outline upon thu cloth. Tho employ­
m ent of a  numln?r of rollers to muko 
one design is attended with much diffi­
culty, as in pussiiig under them  tiie 
cloth ia in  danger of being displum l 
and the regularity  of tlio p rin t destroy­
ed. B ut when everything is exactly 
adjusted tho work goes on with beauti­
ful precision, and tho printed calico is 
turnod out with marvelous rapidity. 
As the cloth leave* the printing ma­
chine it  is drawn ovor rollers through 
a hot-air chamber, by which it is thor­
oughly dried, und the color* become 
fully s e t —In ter-ocm o.

Mo, notwithstanding the fact that the 
most profound scholars of our times 
are chietly men who have had a long 
uud severe professional training, a ma­
jority  of the educated pcoplo of tlio 
couutry aro women. Thousands of men 
who make tlio best of husbands -  noton ly 
kind, amiable, and tender, but shrewd, 
intelligent,am i thoughtful—know-noth­
ing of any language but their own, and 
Dover iu tbeir lives used “ were" to  in­
te rp re t the subjunctive mood. Armies 
of girls have made a mistake in this 
m atter, unw.scly rejecting a suitor who 
spelled “separate” with throo ees. or 
who said. “I t is mo,” bu t who m ight 
ye t bo lender hearted, sagacious and 
even mentally profound men, worthy of 
Ail acceptation.

In  fact, we aro  by no means certain 
tha t educated and' professional men 
make thu host husbands. They are 
less likely to keep regu lar hours, and 
more likely to "talk  shop,” and to  estab ­
lish tho ovcrlaHtiug shops in tho 
home than aro morchantilo men, or 
brokers, or bankers, or railroad man­
agers. They aro more likely to bo ab­
stracted  even whon their bunds aro not 
occupied.

G irls should remember that men of 
genius or of overshadowing literary 
ta len t huvo seldom made successful 
husbatids. They alm ost always lack 
domesticity and love ideas hotter than 
their wives. Look at Shukcspoare, who 
lived at tho theater and ut tho dub , 
and when he died gavo his wife merely 
his “second-best bedstead." Think of 
Milton, who was ono of tlio most domi­
neering and uncom fortableof husbands 
tha t ever torm ented a  gentle woman. 
Think of Byron, and Dickons, and Bui- 
wer, whoso m arriages were ouch a hid­
eous mockery. Think of Greeley and 
Raymond, not to numtiou other mon 
quite as famouH, who are still living, 
who have had littlo or no homo life 
D on't hesitate to marry, girls, merely 
because tho gentlemen who pay suit to 
you do not pronounce as you havo been 
taugh t to  do, or do not always observe 
tlio inflexible rules of English gram ­
m ar.

An unblemished character is more 
im portant than a knowledge of music, 
and good naturo more desirable than 
correct spelling. B etter is a stammer­
ing tongue whore love is than fivo for 
uign languages aud a heart with a  first 
mortgage on it held by another girl.

W hat is my opinion oi tho appfeuso

We turn up our noses at men's a p ­
plause beforo tho world, but iu th*  
sanctuaries of our hearts w« it nj> 
on the a lta r  between the chenbim  of 
our hopes and fears, and bow down !■©• 
foro it with our faces in ih e d u rt. I 
can’t say th a t this is the proper tiling 
to do, and I think we should be fru ik  
enough to say wo want it aud aro 
pleased with it. I t  should, of coarse, 
not be made tho motive of, or incentive 
to. great endeavor. T hat is debusing 
to the actor and destroys the beauty of 
tho act. True nobility of action istli ,t 
which seeks to benefit the recipient, 
however huml.lo he may lie, and from 
which no reward is to bo expected, 
’1 lo r* after, if tlio world sees fit to a p ­
plaud this action, the acto r becomes % 
beneficiary to mankind, and it is his 
dutv to accept gracefully aiul modc-tly 
whatever honors may bo bestowed. 
There is generosity and beauty in re ­
ceivin '/as well us in giving, and the 
neglect of nuo is about as reprehensible 
as the other. I,of us then <l' nil tho 
good we can in charity, in literature, in 
science, in art, in politics, as our lines 
may be cast, and if the world discovers 
that we are worthy of credit and ac­
cords it to us. let us accept it with a 
plcasuro which will encourage us in not 
wearying in well doing.

What is my opinion of contontmont f 
I t  is pretty much like certain reli/inus 
beliefs, good enough for those who like 
it, but not for g-*neral adoption. As 
an old Shaker once said to me, whim I  
asked him how ho expected tho world 
to continue if all pcoplo accepted his 
faith and no longor m arried or gave in 
m arriage: “ We don't expect it," ho 
answered. “Wc are not foi* the world, 
but fur those who think as wc do.” So 
it is with contentment, i t  will do for 
those who like it, but the world . annot 
be contented. If it were, the gudgeons 
of tho earth  would rust in their e< liars, 
nnil tho whole tiling come to a stand­
still, and wo would drop like so many 
dead flies from popcorn bull. We wore 
not born to bo contented. Where w m ld 
bo otir ambition, our energy, our hope, 
our future if we wero content? Thu con­
tentm ent so many sagos recommend I  
think means philosophy, that philoso­
phy w hich takes tilings as they go, bu t 
whicli docs not lesson our ambition, or 
curb our spirit in tho march onward 
and upward. Such philosophy is a 
near enough approach to  couteutmont 
for all practical purposes, and it is our 
duty to  study tha t until wo have it 
perfect.

W hat is my opinion of scandal in pol­
itics? It is a piece of indecent busi­
ness which f am afraid tho introduction 
of women into the field would not in 
any degree improve. Wo want, of 
course, men with as puro Iivos as possi­
ble, to  administer our affairs, not only 
because of the implied purity  and hon­
esty of government, b u t as an example 
to our young men; bu t wo do not ex ­
pect perfect men. If  no serpent had 
ever crawled into tho garden, such an 
expectation m ight have been en te r­
tained, bu t tho serpent has crept, and 
wo must ubule tho consequences. Tiie 
history of tho men whom God ap­
pointed to fulfil His missions <>n earth  
from the Creation to tlio Christian ora, 
is not without its blot, and scandal 
lias moro or less attached to their 
names, but their power in doing good 
was great, tin y slept with their fathers 
crow ned with tlio glory of men and tlio 
blessings of tho Lord. If an all-wise 
Ruler could overlook these weaknesses, 
why should His creatures goal out act­
ing us judges, and rake up from tlio 
past forgotten und forgiven deeds, and 
parailu them beforo tho world as ovi- 
(Tefii '̂«7T',tl7e"\vi^kc*1iic'.'?Ffbf iniMi, whom* 
later years have born tilled with deeds 
of honor? i t  is well to  call polities a  
dirty  business, when thoso who seek to 
win, in ifs pursuit, stoop tosin-h m eth ­
ods, and it is little credit to those who 
indulge in it, tlmt thoy have no higher 
notions of tho rules of war. It m ight 
not bo out of place for some of these 
Fham oos to romombur that C hrist on 
ono occasion said, “ Lot him who is 
without sin cast tlm first stone.” and 
no stono was cast.
