
Drawing In New York,
Brewing in Now York began in lft33 

in Britlgo street, near Broad; soven 
years afterward brandy was tnudo at 
tho samo place. Almost at once drunk­
enness became so tiorco in the city that 
the authorities stopped tho tapping of 
beer during divine service or after 10 
o’clock at night, W’hoovcr offended 
lost his beer, wis fined, and could not 
soil any more for throe months. Tho 
phraseology of this indictment is 
rather curious, saying that: “Com­
plaints arc made of those who tap 1)eer 
during divine service, and use a small 
kind of measure, which is in contempt 
of our religion aud must ruin tho 
state.” Small measure must have been 
the origin of the present drink, which 
is poured out under the barkeeper's 
eye and carefully noted. The first New 
York tavern was put up at Cociitics 
slip in JD4*J, The first tax imposed on 
York city lK*cr nearly made a revolu­
tion ; informers got one-third of a tun 
of the beer; tho tax receiver got 5 per 
cent, for his salary. Numerous brew­
ers w<>re then in New York, aud they 
Imgun to howl loudly. Stone street, 
which runs from Broad to Whitehall, 
was at tliut time called Br»uwcr straat, 
or Brewers’ street. This was (‘alletl 
Stone stroet Iiccuubc it was the first in 
Now York to 1m paved with stones, in 
the year lfi.77. A big stone brewery 
was nut up iu ld-la at the corner of 
Broad and Stone streets, aud it fuiled.

The early New York brewers were 
Von Coven ho ven Be Forest, the two 
Bayards (remote uncles of the present 
United Ht tes Senator Bayard), and 
Van Courtlandt. Beer barrels were 
made here very early by Van Brmsteed, 
the cooper, whoso name has been cor­
rupted to Bristed. William Beckman 
was the richest brewer in bis day, and 
where bis brewery stood the newspaper 
offices about Beektuan street arc now* 
planted. Beekman owned the whole 
swamp where leather is now dressed 
and sold. In short, brewing extended 
up the North liiver us fur as the Dutch 
settled, and Albany had its breweries 
perhaps even curlier than New- York. 
The early Dutch were a drinking set, 
and old Newcastle, below Wilmington, 
was described by very late travelers us 
showing more traces of breweries and 
beer times. The Dutch patroons or 
planters generally reserved the right of 
manufacturing beer themselves, but 
they allowed private persons to brew 
at homo. There remains an order of 
one of tho patroons, dated lfilfi, ox- 
prossly forbidding Cornelius Sogers 
“to brew or cause to be browed or 
otherwise to manufacture any beer ex­
cept so much us shall be required by 
him for his owu housekeeping, on pain 
of forfeiting 25 Carolus guilders, be­
sides the brewed beer.” Xu short, hecr 
brewing at the present time on the 
island of New' York is not as important 
relatively as it was in colonial days. 
As Virginia was kept back by the to­
bacco culture, which discouraged its 
manufacturers, New York was retarded 
fry the fur trade, w inch kept tho enter­
prising people on the run into the in­
terior, aud mudo half-Indians of them, 
where they should have civili/cd them­
selves aud varied their occupations. 
The fur trade finally went out with 
John Jacob Astor. The tobacco trade 
in Virginia held on to the mid of slav­
ery, and then tobacco begun to spread 
over the Northern States, making it of 
but little profit to grow* tobucco in tho 
old fields. Intemperance among* the 
Indians aud Dutch settlers got to lx* so 
bad ubout New York in ifi/D that dis­
tilling was forbidden for periods. -

Marketing In a Frcnchd'aiiudimi Tumi.
It is characteristic of Kt. Francois 

and tho early hours of the place thut 
the housewife who does not arrive at 
the village market by 15 or bulf-past ti 
in the morning subjects her household 
to the perils of semi-Hturvatiou, The 
farmers’ wives who bring in the fruit 
and vegetables ami butter and eggs 
from their farms are all iu their places 
by 5 o’clock, and by s niauv of them 
are already jogging along on their way 
homeward. And the market is the 
chief place for the purchase of edibles 
in the town of Kt. Francois. Its sup­
ply is meager enough aud its customs 
are primitive. Tim market-women all 
ask one price and take another: hence 
a purchase involves an immense amount 
of bargaining aud chaffering and gestic­
ulating, uud the worthy townspeople 
bid each other good morning, uuu jostle 
eueh other with their market boskets 
and peer down over each other's shoul­
ders upon tie* meager array upon the 
counters witli bustling and curiosity. 
Berries and vegetables are sold in what 
tho native call “tureen*" a most vague 
and elustio term, as a '■tureen” up}H>urs 
to an outsider to be anything from a 
toa*ciip to a serub-pail. Vmi may buy 
a turrcn-full of ruspberries for 10 cents, 
or one for a dollar, and you can only 
give an indefinite gin s* at the quality 
you are getting for your money. Tim 
supply is very scanty, and poor in 
quality, trio. Tie* tinv wild strawber­
ries. raspberries, mol choko-ehcriirs 
form tho bulk of the fruit obtainable in 
Kt. Francois, The French ('uiiudiuti 
farmer is a slow* and conservative gar­
dener. aud nmuy vegetables and ft nits 
which would ri|M*n «*unDv in the climate 
are not cultivnt-d nowadays, simply In*- 
cause his gr.itidfsthcr did not cultivate 
them Indore him. and his sluggish brain 
has not yet uwakciicd to tho fact that 
it would a wise and profitable tiling to 
raise them. But, if the vegetable mar­
ket is scanty, tli« flsh market on sum­
mer mornings is a sight to lN>hold,from 
the nnnilier of eels which crawl over 
ami under each other and wriggle along 
the counters mid fall off on the floor, 
where they lie writhing till the mer­
chant, seeing his wares escaping him, 
picks them up aud stuns them by strik­
ing their heads against the wall.—/>,

The Chinese New Year Flower.
Tho "water angel plant,” as tho name 

is being interpreted, is thus called be­
cause of its munuer of growth, its ap-

Siearmice, and its miraculous origin, 
n Chinn it is found growing in run- 

uing water, which keeps the bulbs and 
tho pebbles to which it attaches itself 
by its roots perfectly clean. When 
grown boro a bowl is filled with dean 
pebbles, the bulb is placed upon them, 
and the dish tilled with pure w*nter. 
This last must lie changed every morn­
ing, us it is absolutely necessary to 
kc'*p bulb and pebble free from slime 
and other impurities. Tho bulbs are 
thus planted alxmt four weeks Indore 
the ('liincMo New Y’eur, ami given fresh 
air and sunlight. Koou a multitude of 
white rootlots appear beneath the bulb, 
and find their way down among and 
around the pebbles, while a crown of 
lily-like green leaves shoots from tho 
top. One ciui almost see these grow*, 
they stretidi up so fast, und then come 
the buds ou a stem, and in u little, al­
most transparent sheath at first, which 
opens floallv and displays a cluster of 
blossoms something like the narcissus 
in shape aud size, but pure waxy white, 
with a crown of gold, aud very fra­
grant.

Him Discovered (lie Mississippi!
“CVs/. hint, d r o le *  as tho French­

man s'ivh, to note how writers differ 
co icorning facts about whidh there 
should most certainly be no differing 
iu opinion. I  note in a pamphlet the 
statement that “Louis Joliet, in tho 
year Ifi73, accompanied by Father 
Murquot e, discovered the Mississippi 
from Cnnuda.” This was in answer to 
a query ns to who discovered that 
river, but is in n  ality no answer to the 
question propound©!. Do Koto crossed 
the river at its southern extremity iu 
J53P, and left his bones on its banks, 
131 years previous to the exploration 
of Perea Joliet and Marquette, a MS. 
map of whose route is still in existence. 
But even De Soto was not the first, for 
iu 1520 there existed a map on which 
was marked the lower part of the “Jtio 
del Kspiritu Santo. The first Euro­
pean to traverse tho continent from sea 
to sea was Culieza de Vnca, of whom 
Shea very appropriately writes: “He 
remains m history iu a distant twilight 
as the first Kuivpean know n to have 
stood (u the bunks of the Mississippi, 
and to luce launched his boat Upon its 
waters.” A rare work containing an 
account of his explorations was sold 
last spring at a library sale in llbode 
Island, but I have lost my note of the 
title of the work.— Som errit te  J o u rn a l .

How to Split a Sheet of Point.
Many people who havo not seen this 

done might think it impossible, but it is 
not only possible but extremely cu»y, 
as \vu slml) show, (let a piece of plate 
glussaml place it on a sheet of paper; 
then let the latter ho thoroughly soaked. 
With cure und dexterity the sheet can 
he split by the top surface lieing re­
moved. But the best plan is to pustc a 
piece of cloth or strong paper to eucli 
side of the sheet to be split. ŴIicii dry, 
violently and without hesitation, pull 
the tw*o pieces asunder, when a part of 
the sheet will be found to have adhered 
to ouo and part to the other, Soften 
tho paste in water and the pieces can bo 
easily removed from tho cloth. The 
process is generally demonstrated as a 
matter of ciiriodty, yet it can lie utilized 
in various ways. Jf we want to paste iu 
a scrap-book a newspaper ivrtielo printed 
oil both sides of the paper, and (mssess 
oifly one copy, it is very convenient to 
know how to detach the one side from 
the other.

The S treets o f Venice.

Tho st'eots and sidewalks of Venice 
i\ro decidedly unique, both in material 
and construction. The city is built 
entirely upon piles, and occupies 
eightv-two small islands in tho lagoon 
of Venice. One hundred und fifty 
euiuds servo as streets for the city, 
tlieso being crossed by nearly MO 
bridges. Tho Cunalazo, or Grand 
Canal, lias a varying breadth of from 
l(H)to IhO feet, at d divides tho citv, 
by a devious line, into two nearly 
equal parts. Both sides of this canal 
are lined with buildings, many of them 
marble palaces of great magnificence, 
and so close lo tho wale's edge as to 
be e tered from, the gondolas or water- 
eoaches plying in all directions. This 
canal is spanned bv three bridges, two 
irou structures .rooted in 1854 and 
1858, aud the Bialto bridge, built of 
white marble in l.VW-01. The canals 
brand.ing off from tho Canalazo, and 
from each other, are much narrower 
and shorter. The numerous bridges 
over them are very steep in tho center 
to afford passage for the gondolas 
Ixmouth them, and rendor a land cir­
cuit of Venice a most fatiguing tusk. 
Most of the houses, in addition to their 
main entrance by water, have another 
eommuni ating with a narrow alley or 
court on the land. These postage- 
ways are so narrow and intricate as to 
render the city a va«t labyrinth, most 
of them being not more than four feet 
in width. There are two exceptions to 
these. The first is tho street called 
the Morceria, situated near the center 
of the city, lined w*ith handsome shops, 
and so wide that two carriages might 
pass in it if tlieir drivers were very 
careful. The other is the Piazza of 
Kt. Mark, ou the south tide of the 
city, at the entrance of the Grand 
Canal, a square containing some of the 
finest public buildings of the city, and 
lined by arcades with handsome shops 
and cafes. At right angles to this is 
tho Piazzetta, which runs down to the 
sea. Many streets are lined with 
narrow quays, having stairways down 
to the gondola landings. The city has 
railway communication with a junction 
on the mainland by means of a viaduct 
two miles long, with over 200 arches. 
Tho city of Venice is very beautiful, 
and from a distance presents a very 
picturesque appearance, the houses all 
seeming to be afloat upon the water. 
A company has boon formed to substi­
tute steamers for tho gondolas of 
Venice. This will rob the city of a 
great element of attractiveness ns well 
as poetic association, but will no doubt 
prove of great commercial advantage.

After the death of Horaco 
Greeley in tho autmun of 187:1, Samuel 
Sinclair, then publisher, was, with oth­
er largo stockholders of the Trihunet 
anxious to put the papor back in the 
regular ltapublieau ranks, bolieved 
that its ndvoeuey of Liberal ltepublican- 
isin,*wit)i Greeley as a candidate for tho 
Presidency indorsed by tho Democrats, 
had greatly injured tho property. 
They wero w illing cither to sell their 
stock or buy more, so as to gain con­
trol, aud wliilo tlioy were meditating 
tho question, tho lato William Orton, 
then Pro*idout of the Western Union 
telegraph, proposed to buy ftl of the 
KM* shares, and to make Schuyler Col­
fax editor-in-chief. Tho price was so 
tempting that Mindulr and many other 
stockholders sold out in whole or In 
part, and Ortou eanio into postestion. 
■lust ut that date Colfax was charged 
with complicity in the Credit Blobilier 
matter, and was so discredited with the 
public ut large as to Ik* ineligible to 
the jouruulistlc posltlou. Orton was 
then in an awkward placo, especially 
as ho found that the principal mem­
ber* of tho Tribune stuff were so op­
posed to his domination that they wero 
ready to resign. Under the circum- 
HtaueoH, lie declared himself ready to 
sell the stock at the rate he had given, 
w ith certain concessions iu his fax or. 
Tim result was, us is well known, that 
Whitoluw Held, with the aid of bor­
rowed capital, became tho coutroller of 
tho pa|ier, and hea continued eueli 
evor since. Orton was a trustee of the 
asNuciutiou for e while, by the terms of 
the transfer, and then withdrew from 
it altogether.

They are regarded as a neg 
alive, non-proiluctivc class. Yet the 
profession of the housekeeper is re­
garded ns the moat natural and proper 
avocation of women. There it no other 
trade so comtdox; noue more difficult 
Add to this tue cares of motherhood, 
and what else can a woman eugage iu 
which will as completely absorb every 
energy of which she is capable? To 
bo a good housewife and mother is by 
no means the occupation of an idler. 
l’orha|>* my uotious are olwolete, bnt I 
think the woman who creates a com­
fortable home, and raises children 
worthy of manhood aud womanhood, ii 
the noblest work of God, and la quite 
as much of a producer as the woman 
who writes a book, inveuts a machine, 
or follows a profession. The idea that 
American women shirk care of every 
sort, live lives of idleness, neglecting 
their hornet and children, and devote 
themselves entirely to dress, amuse­
ment and society, is generally dessimi- 
nated over Europe. The devoted Eng­
lish mother and practical German 
housowife are continually held up to 
them as models to direct them from 
the pursuit of frivolity. They are told 
of tne 'healthy English children' and 
their devoted mothers. The plaiu fact 
is that American women are tho hard­
est workers in the world, The poorer 
women of Germany certainly w ork very 
hard. But those who labor hardest are 
in no sense housekeepers, os we use the 
w*ord. Their time is given to perform­
ing some heavy labor for money. Thorn 
of the German women who can afiord 
the luxury employ housekeepers and 
do not assume the cares of their house­
hold at all. Those who do not and 
keep maids have none of our ideas of 
systematized housekeeping, 'they do 
not bake at home. Even the people 
living iu the smallest hamlets depend 
ou tue baker for bread, cako, etc. In 
cities, all family washing is sent out of 
the Iioumo to be done, aud in the coun­
try and villages the operation is gone 
through with once or twico a year. 
Breakfast and supper are both simple 
meals, requiring little care in prepara­
tion. German w omen are prodigiously 
slow about their work. Had they tho 
comprehension and celerity of the 
American they would have plenty of 
idleness on their hands.

“Tho American mother, too, gives far 
more attentiou to lierchildreu than the 
average Kngl.sh mother. It is the ex­
ception in this couutry if tho mother 
does not have her baby and younger 
children sleep in her room, so that she 
may attend to their wants in the night. 
Tbo American mothers often bathe the 
children themselves, and not only dress 
them, bnt largely help make their 
clothing and have them aliont them all 
day. The children eat at the table 
Avith the grown members of the family.

"An English mother is very poor if 
she has her children sleep with her. If 
she has a nurse, tho nurse has entire 
charge of tho child. It is an nnheard 
of thing for au English woman to be 
tied up at home by the care of her chil­
dren. Those of means will travel ou 
the eontimmt and leave several small 
children and a young babe at home in 
charge of servants. Hero, if a womau 
should go off traveling and leave her 
little childreu behind. bIio would be 
considered dovoid of the first instincts 
of maternity.

“in Italy, and iu some localities of 
Franco, it is customary to scud chil­
dren to tho couutry to be nursed till 2 
or H yoars old, aud thus relievo tho 
mother of tho responsibility of their 
care. Fanoy nn American mother who 
would consent to part with a little ono, 
only occasionally visiting it from its 
birth till old onougii to wnlk and talk!

Aa I said, therefore, the Amorioan 
housewives are certainly the burdest 
working womon on earth. Their fam­
ily duties are uot only multifarious, but 
thov manage to keep abreast of thorn, 
and to l>e iutelligout in regard to all 
topics of the day. Yes, when I look 
arouud at my countrymen I am con­
vinced they aro the brighest iu tho 
world."-•< JhUtuju Sett's,

The mode of formation and growth 

of the hair is now so well known that 
there can bo no question as to the 
cause of baldness. It is produced by a 
failure of normal nutrition in the pa­
pilla1 at the base of each hair follicle. 
Imperfect work being done in the cap- 
ilarics, which are here richly distrib­
uted, the colls which constitute a hair 
shaft are uot formed in their doe pro­
portion, the old shaft thus feebly sus­
tained becomes loose aud drops away, 
leaving nothing in its place. This 
failure of nutrition may have o suddeu 
cause, of which the effect will be but 
temporary. For instance, an attack of 
typhoid fever often loaves the papilla' 
of the scalp so much enfeebled that 
rapid bAlducss ensues. The papilla1, 
however, still retain their vitality, and 
as tho system regains its strength they 
quickly recover their potentiality, aud 
the hair comes'again, perhaps thickor 
than before.

Iu the nemo manuer certain cutane­
ous affections may cause the hair to full 
by an action on Hie papilla* which is 
but tem|Kirary, in such cases recovery, 
perhaps with assistance, perhaps with­
out it, is possible. In the great majori­
ty of cases, however, where the bend is 
bald the failure of nutrition of each pa­
pilla- has come on so gradually, and him 
contiuued so long, that the papilla- no 
longer exists; it has pussed away by 
atrophy; its capillaries have become 
obliterated, and even tho follicle itself 
no longer constitutes a depression in 
the cutis, and the scalp lias the smooth 
and shining ap|)earunee which we so 
well recognize.

It is easy, therefore, to see that in 
such a condition as this no renewed 
growth of the hair is to l>e expected, 
for tho anatomical structure which 
caused its development and continued 
it ha* ceased to exist, and the eotintleKS 
remedies which are so freely adver­
tised os being able to rejuvenate bald 
beads are utterly of no avaiL

But now arises tho question, cannot 
the application of the various agents 
to the scalp, ut the time when the hair 
is beginning to lose its hold, l>e of serv­
ice in stimulating the follicles and pa­
pilla- into renewed and permanent vig­
or? To thin quest jou it is uot possible, 
ou any theoretical grounds, to say so. 
absolutely, but iu practical fact that is 
the only true answer to give iu tiio vast 
majority of cases. The cause of tho 
falling of the hair has been already 
stated, and safe reasoning tell* us that 
our only hope can be in that which can 
restore the failing vitality, und we all 
know that wo should not* expect to me 
cure this ou any other part of the skin 
by filthy oils* and washes. 1*roper 
cleansing of tho scalp is as important 
as it is of all other parts; nothing else 
should be applied to it but common 
seuse.

There can be littlo question that tho 
continued close covering of tho iioad 
with huts aud caps is one very constunt 
cause of baldness. Womon, in our 
own communities, seldom lose thoir 
hair,except from sudden causes; und 
among those nations wlioro tho hair is 
habitually left bare, or but slightly 
coverod, baldness is practically nn- 
known. At the utiuo timo tho board, 
which is of the samo class of huir a* 
that of the scalp, lmt which is ulways 
uncovered, does uot full witli age. A 
reform in our stylo of heudgoar is very 
desirable, bnt it is not ut all likely to 
bo accomplished.

Billiard tables are becoming a mutter 
of household furniture itiNtoud of a 
wicked luxury to bu sought ufler in 
some bidden sulooti. Tim m-o of them 
Inis spread widely to private families, 
and umc-tcnthsof tin* houses with any 
pretentions to modern coiiveuiencos 
tlmt have a room for •  billiard table 
ju*t large onongli to allow free swing 
tor aeue over the nine foot by four and 
a half table that is usually bought.

One thing tlmt privato tallies is ef­
fecting is that ladies are boginuing to 
learn to play, uot so much with their 
t rottiera or gentlemen friends os with 
each other Women ofton have a rath­
er lonely time of it during Hie day, 
a billiard table is a novelty to which 
they take naturally. Few of thorn grow 
expert at it, though uow* and theu one 
may develop into a player who sur­
prise* her brother, or whoever it inuy 
i)o, wheu a hot hup)>eiis to Iw played 
off.

In somo houses it is a regular mania 
and extends down to the servants, who

Tlm chief trouble with keeping a 
private table, especially when begin­
ners do most of the playing, is the lia­
bility to have tbe cloth torn and tlio 
ones and balls damaged.

f'blnese Notion* of Immortality.

In the 
earliest utterances of Chinese national 
thought on the subject we find tlmt of 
duality which has remained the promi­
nent feature of Chinese thinking over 
sinco. The present life is light; the 
future is darkness. What the shadow 
is to the substance, tho soul is to tbo 
body; wJmt vapor is to water, breath is 
to man. By the process of cooling 
steam may again become water, and the 
transformation of animals teach us tlmt 
boings inferior to man may live after 
doath. Ancient Chinese theu believed 
that as there is a male and iomalu 
principle in all nature, a day and a 
night us inseparable from each tiling 
in the nniver.se as from the uni­
verse itself, so it is with man. 
Iu the course of ugcs,uml in the vic.Bsi- 
tmles of religions idea*, men came to 
I.eiiovo more definitely iu the possibil­
ity of commnnieatious with superna­
tural beings. In the twelfth century 
before the Christian era it was n dis­
tinct belief tlmt the thoughts of the 
sagos xvere to them u revelation from 
above. The “Book of Odes” frequently 
uses the expression “God spoke to 
them,” and one sage is represented after 
death “moving up ami down in the 
presence of God iu heaven.’’ A few 
ceuturies subsequently we find for tho 
first time great tneu trnnsterrml in tbo 
popular imagination to tho sky, it 
lieing believed that thoir souls 
took up their al>odo in certain coustell- 
utions. This was due to the fad that 
the ideas of imortality had taken a new 
shape, and that the philossophy of the 
times regarded the stars of hoaven ns 
the pure easonce of tho grosser things 
belonging to this world. The pure is 
heavenly und the gross earthly, ami 
therefore that which is purest on eurth 
ascends to tho regions of thu stars. At 
the sumo time hermits and other usco- 
ties began to l>o credited with the pow­
er of uoqitiring extraordinary longevity, 
and tho stork became theuniiual which 
tbe Immortals preferred to rido above 
all others. The idea of plants which 
confer immunity from death soon 
sprang up. The ftingiiB known as 
CohjI-oruH Ini-Ului xvas taken to bo 
tho most ctlicaciuus of all plants in 
guardiug man from death, and fi,<MN) 
ounces of silver are asked for a single 
specimcu. its red color wo* among 
tho circumstances whichgavo it its rep­
utation, for at this timo the fivo colors 
of Babylonian astrology had been ac­
cepted us indication* of good and evil 
fortune. This connection of u rod color 
with the m tion of immortality through 
the medium of good und bad luck led 
to tbe adoption of cannibal* as the 
philosopher's stone, and thus to the 
eoustriiction of the wliolo system of 
alchomy. The plant of inimurtul life 
is spoken ol in ancient Chinese litera­
ture at least a century before the miu- 
end. I correspondence with tho troo 
of life in Eden there was probably a 
Babylonian tradition whioh found its 
wav to China shortly before Chinose 
writer* mention the plant of immortal­
ity. The ClihioHc, not being navigators, 
must have got tlu-ir ideas of tho oooau 
which surrounds the world from those 
who wore, aud wheu thov received a 
cosmography they would receiva it 
with its legends,—Nature,

Ten 
vessels are to be anchored at a distance 
of 200 miles from each other in a 
straight line, each riding at "a mush­
room anchor, which permits the vessel 
swinging round with the tide without 
fouling her anchor.’* These light ships 
are also to bo connected togother and 
to tho shore by an electric cable, and 
bo able to send messages to any part of 
tho world.

Amiama i»k Ghasahv, receuty de­
stroyed by an earthquake, possessed 
tho most romantic situation and tho 
most romantic history of any town in 
Spain. It stood high upon tho verge 
of a gigantic ( lift iu tho mountains, tho 
result of volcanic action. From its po­
sition, it was justly regurded by tho 
Moors as the key of their kingdom of 
Grenada, and when captured, in 1182, 
by the forces of Ferdinand and Isabella, 
tho Alhambra was felt to be fore­
doomed. It was that event which gave 
origin to the mournful ballad, “Muy 
Doloroso,” translated by Lord liyron, 
with tho sad refrain at the close of each 
stanza: “Woo is me, Albania!”

Hhelley, Keats, Moore, Lamb, aud 
Jlazlitt. Boor Vat ok, ou tho other 
hand, is to bo put on an allowance of 
half a pint of wine, or ouo pint of malt 
liquor per day; visits from friends must 
be arranged by tho visiting magistrates, 
and he can receive only ouo newpa)>er 
daily.

Cahky, engineer of the Wash­
ington monument, reports that the 
weight of the shaft, over 81,000 tons, is 
so great that the foundation should not 
under any circumstances bo required 
to support any more weight. The 
pressure on the foundations‘now os- 
coeds nine tons per square foot, and 
along tho edges about three tons. A 
hundred memorial stones remain unset, 
and many of them are unsuitable for 
settiug. Those that aro worth it will 
lx) cut down to tablets four or six inches 
thick and sank Juto tho interior walls. 
Home settling having been noticed on 
tho side toward Balicock's lake, he 
rccoiumeuds that as a precautionary 
measure tho lake be filled up. This 
will tsko 83,000 yards of earth. Tho 
sottlomont caused by tho addition of 
34,004 tons of atone and earth to the 
foundations and shaft, since works was 
resumed June 7, 1880, is only u small 
fraction over two inches, and the dif­
ference lietween the corner where the 
settlement is greatest and the corner 
where the settlement is least is less 
than one-sixteenth of an inch.

Tood often nays extremely severe things 
in order to create au agitation which 
may result in a desired rcfcjrm. but his 
fusilade against the classics, aud earn- 
caturos of university professors have a 
sulllcient grain of truth in them to 
tnuke his words sting. As Clmrlos 
Francis Adams, Jr., said in his famous 
harangue at Hurvurd, our schools aud 
colleges do not train men for the work 
of life as they ought. Edward Everett 
Hale hud the same defect in mind when 
he proposed that half the timo now 
spent in school l>y boys each year 
should be devoted to some business or 
trade. President Eliot, of Harvard, 
regrots that tho high schools of the 
country do uot lit boys for college, and 
undoubtedly they should oiler better 
facilities for such training for those who 
wish it, but what is just now most 
needed iu schools of every class is more 
practical instruction, so that whon 
youths aro turned loose into the world 
they will not lie such ignoramuses as 
to everything tlioy need to know in or­
der to got on in life.

Hints come from Berlin that Bis­
marck, encouraged by his good under­
standing with Russia, has prepared a 
“hurpriso for the statesmen of Europe 
in a new and colossal scheme for the 
extension of tho German Empire upon 
an improved plan, fashioned after that 
which gavo Great Britain her universal 
drum-beat.” If this statement be cor­
rect, it is not difficult to imagine what 
Bismarck*s surprise will bo. Germany 
has uo Asiatic ambitious. In Africa 
she is taking all she wants, und if sho 
should take a good deal more it would 
not surprise any one. The tap of tho 
German drum will this timo groot the 
tun iu the Occident, aud their next 
beats will bo heard in Holland, and 
will be re echoed in ber rich colonios. 
It is an old dream of Bismarck, and 
bints of its realization have been more 
than ouco throwu ouk Germany has 
no opposition to fear but that of France, 
but Franco will be quieted with the 
gift of Belgium. Tito acquisition of 
Holland and its erection into a German 
State would bo tbo crowning master- 
piece of tho t'hancollor's eventful life. 
It would give Germany a rich and 
prosperous country of over 4,900,000 
peoplo having the same religion. Her 
colonies, in the East and West Indies 
would add ovor 20,000,000 more. The 
groat islands of Javu, Sumatra, Borneo, 
tho Celolies and Molucca Inlands, Now 
Guinea und Surinam, in whole or in 
large part, and a lurgo uwnlwr of min­
or islands, all of thorn marvelously 
rich in tropical productions, would Iw 
added to her dominion. It is a prise 
worth taking, and Bismarck is bold 
enough to tako it when the time comes.

They 
caught tho wretched creature in a 
field, and tore it to pieces. I  novor 
saw Carlyle more affected. He said it 
was like a human sole Hying for salva­
tion from a legion of fiends.

Mr. Gladstone "detests” tobacco, 
Mr. Matthew Arnold "adjures” it, Mr. 
lluskin bates the man who "polutes 
the air of the morning with cigar 
smoke.” But are we not consoled for 
tho ulmtinanco of these great men by 
the devotion of others of eminence? 
Thackoruy once declared that he did 
uot dispair to see a "bishop lolling out 
of the Athonu-ura with a cheroot iu his 
mouth, or, at any rate, a pipe stuck in 
his shovel hat.” Even a bishop might 
sometimes fall before the seduction of 
a good cigar, a coozv chair, and a 
French novel But if wo have not a 
smoking bishop, wo have a smoking 
poet laureate, familiar with tobaccos 
—Latakia, Connecticut leaf, Ferinue, 
Lone Jack, Michigan, Killicinick, 
Highlander, “or any of the English 
brands." How does ho take the gentle 
weed? At his foot is a box full of clay 
pipes. Filling oue of these, he Bmokes 
until it is empty, breaks it in tw ain and 
throws the fragments into another box 
prepared for their reception. Then he 
pulls another pipe from its straw or 
wooden inclosure, fills it, lights it, and 
destroys it as before.

For years Prof. Huxley, like Charles 
Lamb, toiled after tobacco “as some 
men after virtue."
