Your committee Ins been unable to discover 
that tho drolling of a new charter was ever au­
thorized, or was ever drafted in fact, and eon** 
sequent ly can conceive of no ground upon which 
the S1‘»D could have been for, other than that it 
was expected in addition to the 850 allowed for 
drafting tho water board amendments, and 
which was intended by members ol the common 
council who voted foi this somewhat extraor­
dinary appropriation <>f the public land, us a
full recompense for the services rendered tho 
water system by Mr. Jones, in any other view 
your committee leel warranted in denominating 
the action of the council at that time a misde­
meanor—a steal if you please—and we thereforo 
recommend the disallowance of tho claim of 
?:«H)now recommended by tho board us unjust.

Second. Relative to tho item hi tho bill for 
“preparing IK) bonds and marketing same, 
amounting with accrued interest collected 825,- 
Oto.iNi,” your committco nro clearly of tho 
opinion that tho service was legitimately his 
duty as city recorder and that the sumo is 
in no wise a proper charge against tho city.

Regarding item two oltho same lull, to-wlt:

It is also to bo remarked that tho services for 
which claim is made in this hill were rendered 
some months prior to tho time when his hill was 
rendered to the council in 18*! and paid bv said 
city order No. 1,999.

This fellow bad been ex- 
pelsd from the Lodge, with several 
others, sous time before. But bearing 
the footsteps of tbe Grand Master, he 
suddenly took his leave, tolling Eve to 
go making aprons, as she and Adam 
were not m proper regalia. 8ho went 
and told Adam, and when the Grand 
Maeter returned to the Lodge, he found 
his gavel had been stolen* He called 
for the Henior and Junior Wardens, 
who hod neglected to gnard the door, 
and found them absent After search­
ing for some time he came to whore 
they were hid, and demanded of Adam 
what he was doing there, instead of 
occupying his official station. Adam 
replica that he was waiting for Eve to 
call the Craft from refreshment to 
labor again; and that the Craft was not 
properly clothed, which they were 
making provisions for. Turning to 
Eve, he asked her what she had to offer 
in excuse for her unofficial and unma- 
sonic conduct Klio replied that a fel­
low passing himself off as a grand lec­
turer. had been giving her instructions, 
and thought is was no hurm. Tlie 
Grand Master then asked her what had 
become of his gavel She said she 
didn't know unless the fellow had 
taken it away. Finding that Eve was 
no longer trustworthy, aud that she 
had caused Adam to neglect his duty, 
and had let in one whom he had ex­
pelled, tbe Grand Master closed the 
lodge, and turning them out, set a faith­
ful Tyler to wateh the door with a 
flaming sword. Adam, repenting of 
his folly, went to work like a man and 
a good Mason, in order to get reinstat­
ed again, Not so with Eve—she got 
angnr about it, and commenced rais­
ing Cain.

"Adam, on account of hia reforma­
tion, was permitted to establish Lodges 
and work in tbe degreos, and while vo 
was allowod to join him in acts of char­
ity outside, she was never again to be 
admitted to assist in the regular Lodge 
work of the craft. Hence tbe reason 
why a woman cannot become an inside 
Mason.”—Ovonomowov Time*.

Teaching the Blind*
A class of little boys sat around a ta­

ble in a pleasant room of tbe Pennsyl­
vania Institution for tha instruction of 
the blind. They were modeling in 
clay, and under their nimble fingers 
the outlines of boats, houses, and othor 
familiar objeete began to appear. I t 
was semi-twilight in the room* Out­
side murky skies, mist, and a drizzling 
rain darkened tho surroundings.

"We do not realize that these little 
fellows are working in the dark,” said 
Assistant Principal Battles to a visitor, 
softly dosing tlie tall shutters of tho 
window. The room was pitch dark. 
The busv modeling fingers could only 
be hesru.

"Ob. Mr. Battles, just look at my 
enp. Wait and sao mo put a kandlo on
it.

Mr. Battles threw o|ien tbe shutters 
and out of the mist and rain the feeble 
daylight crept back into the room. 
The clasStwBli clay-bogriiiimed fingers, 
worked at their boats and houses, uud 
tb# voutiKstor hold out his finished cup 
for uis tesoher to look at. Daylight 
and darkness ware alike to them.

"We only touch tho blind those trades 
iu which machinery doos not compute,” 
said the use stent principal. "When 
this institution was founded a rojKi- 
walk was also constructed, and its iu* 
mute* followed that occupation for 
years. After ropo-iuaking, the manu­
facture of shoos wu« iuu«iit, and since 
thou, making of baskots,. brushos, door­
mats, mattresses, and cariwt-weaviug. 
Maclilnury first took from tho blind the 
ropo and twine making Industry, after- 
wurd the weaving ol willow bankets, 
uud later slmomakiiig. To*duy tho 
blind are tuu rlit to make brooms and 
brushes rau<i cliaim weave carjnffs, 
und make ninttrossns. Thc<.o occupa­
tions are taught e«p»ejallv to the buy* 
aud men, while r.uwing by Imml and 
iiiuclmie, knitting, embroidery, cro* 
dieting, and hiiwy load-work uro 
taught to girls an i wonmn.

"All pupils aro invruuted in mils! 
aud riven a first run* unihind udm-a- 
tten i they show any n"titu*te for tho 
study. Mimv <>/; them Iwti.mm organ- 
into and music teacher-. A mod mt- 
poitaiit hiiftiiHSM iu which the blind uxt 
becoming very t>\|H!ri is tho tuning of 
pianos.

The Inventor of Lucifer Matches. 
According to a German paper, tho 

inventor of iucifer matchos wa* a polit­
ical prisoner, who perfected his idea in 
1838, within tho walls of a state prison. 
Hammerer was a nativo of Ludwigs- 
burg, and when sentenced to six 
mouths’ imprisonment at Hohenasburg, 
he was fortunate enough to attract the 
notice and to gain the favor of an old 
officer in charge of the prison, who, 
finding he was studying chemistry, al­
lowed him to arrange a small labora­
tory in his cell. Kammerer had been 
engaged in researches with a viow of 
improving tho defective steeping sys­
tem, according to which splinters of 
wood, with sulphur at tho ends, were 
dipped into a chemical fluid in order to 
produce a flame. If tho fluid was fresh 
the result was sotinfactory, but as it 
lost its virtues after a timo, thoro was 
no general disposition to discontinue 
the old-fashioned system of using flint 
and steel. After many failures Ham­
merer began to experiment with phos­
phorus, and had almost comidctod his 
term of imprisonment whoit lio discov­
ered the right mixture, and kindled a 
match by rubbing it against the walls 
of his cell. On coming out of prison 
he commeneod the msnafactnro of 
matches. Unfortunately, the absence 
of a patent law prevented his rights 
from being secured, and on Austrian 
and other chemists analyzing tho com­
position, imitations speedily made their 
appearance. In  1835 the German states 
prohibited the use of the matchos, con­
sidering them dangerous. When they 
were mode in Euglaud and sent to tho 
continent those regulations wore with­
drawn, but too late to bo of any benefit 
to tbe inventor, who died is  the mad- 
liouso of his native town, in 1857.

Old* i line Furl Isunsblp,
In the election of 17U2, Guorgo Clin­

ton y u  the candidate for governor of 
New York on one side, and John Jay 
on the o her.

A man named Hmith hod 
been she'iff of Otsogo county, and, 
when his term ran out, had been reap* 
jHiinted. lie declined tho second term 
and his successor was tiamod, but did 
not receive his commiMien until after 
tho elcutteh Hinfrh ttinrefnre motived 
the ballots und hcnt lim n to Albany, 
The majority of the canvassing com­
mittee, being Clinton's partisans, de­
cided that Smith was not tho Icural 
shoritl' at tho timo of tho Aleutian, and 
threw out the Otsogo returns altogeth­
er, thus changing Jay's majority of 301) 
to 100 majnri y fer Clinton Notwith- 
ht nding great politiesl excitement.

The Mangrove and Oyster Iu WtMtera 
Florida.

1 am inclined to believe, in the econ­
omy of nuture, so far as constructive 
process goes, the mangrove, in combi­
nation with the oyster, ha* had much 
to do with the building up oi this west­
ern fringe of Florida. Thero is that 
factor of resistance or obstruction to a 
passage which render* a mangrova 
thicket impossible to traverse save by 
raccoons, suakes, or birds. Starting in 
a delicate way, with a single thin, pliant 
stalk right iu tho salt-wuter, after a 
while, when tho mangrove grows to 
some four or flvo feet high, it throws 
down suckers from its trunk or 
branches, which meet the waters again* 
In time, tho suckers toung all around, 
tho main trunk seems to hitch itself 
clear out of the water, and to stand 
upon its lower branches liko a e/tci'af- 
da friM. Now suiqiose a maim acturer 
ot gas fixtures had made a hundred big 
(audelabrn, and had stacked them in-a 
disorderly way in a largo room, the 
main pipes upward, and tho crooks and 
quorls of the branches on the fioor. If 
you we e requested to walk across that 
room you never could do it. Yon can 
fight through an alder thicket, bnt nev*t 
or through a grnth of mangrove*.

I do not think sufficient Jmportaneo 
has boen given to the role the oyster 
plays in conjunction with theso trees. 
Wuen the mangrovo grows on the outer 
edgo of the water-line, aud drops its 
aerial roots, no sooner are these at tho 
surface than at onca the spat of tlie rac­
coon oyster fiudsu lodgement, for there 
can bo no waters so charged with life 
as those in these wurm seas. Ottrea 
para*itica nature originated to weifeht 
down the mangrove and anchor it In' 
place. These oysters accumulate, 
growing in bunches a* big as a man's 
head. In time these run through the 
cycle of oystor life, dio, and drop from 
their branch, and fall in the shallow 
water. The calcareous portions of the 
shells dissolve in part, but some of the 
debris, with tho silicious matter re­
mains. A little more soil under water 
is made, and here will spiout another 
mangrove, ccrtuin in timo to have its 
oyster appendages. I t  looks to mo ss 
if the trees on the very outer edge of 
tlie clump show greater nativity in this 
double vegetablo and molluscmi life 
than tlie trees on the inside. Growth, 
tlion, seems to lie arrested at certain 
points in this dual system, and to bo 
udvancod at others. One, two. or three 
of those thickets are separated, and 
may romain apart for yenrs; then a 
seed falls, finds its propor depth, 
sprouts, a now mangrove rises, and an­
other and another, ami tho many islands 
become ono. Mangroves are always 
growing, oysters depositing, then per­
ishing. tite shells dropping, and so na­
ture's laws of lifo auu death are bal­
anced. uud make up that grand ever­
lasting harmony.—Unmet Vhill p*t in 
Harper’* Ma<j(uinc,

Hanged by a Single linir*
An explanation of tho hanging of the 

murderer Waiseluwsky, at San Jose, 
by means of a singlo hair, is ns follows: 
The gallows trap on which tho con­
demned stood had doulilo doors, swing­
ing from tho center to both sides, 
These doors, constituting the trap, 
were held is position so as to torn s' 
part ot the platform of tho gallows by 
a spring bolt. This bolt was sprung, 
thus opening tho man woightod trap, 
by tho falling of a fourteen-pound 
weight. This weight wus suspended 
by a small cord, which catno up to tho 
rail on the gallows back of tho con­
demned. Tlie cord, instead of being uk 
once und simply fastened, was wound, 
around a "barrel.” 3 his "barrel" waa 
lying iu a horizontal position, paraliol 
with the rail, aud hold a few inchoa 
above it by upright support* at oithor 
end* The cord holding the weight was 
wound around the barrel until tho re­
sisting power of i '6  friction ahnosfe 
bold the weight. This "almost" was 
arrived at by previous experiments, 
until it was reduced to such a flno point 
that the additional strength of a singlo 
hair was enough to sns|>end the weight; 
or, more properly, prevent tho c> rd 
from slipping. One end of the hair 
was fastened to  the cord and tho othor 
end to a screw driven iu tho barrel* 
When the hair was out the card slipped 
around tho barrel, tho fourteen-pound 
weight dropped ten feet, springing the 
trap-bolt, and WuiesJewsky shot 
through the oneniug.

I t is aaid that Judge Bolden, who 
tried Waieslowsky, suggested this pecu­
liar scliome of retributive justice, but 
the detils wore workod out by sheriff 
Branham. Tho hair which was used 
oamo from a lock of the murdered wo­
man's hair.—San Franvieo UulUtin.

Ho died at the 
American Consulate In tide city after a 
tminf'.d illness, April 1, 1852. lie was 
liorii in the City of Boston, Htate of 
Massachusetts, Juno Nt 17V2. llis fiinin 
as a poet and dramatist is woll known 
wherever tho lM)gli*h liuiguugo is Himk- 
oii, through hi* ctdebrated Imllml of

R kitihjcan  Nkw Yohk.—As indi­
cating t)ie d rift of popular sentiment 

there is much in tho recent charter 
elections in Now York to encourage Re­
publicans in the belief that tho state is 

Republican and can he shown to bo so 

in this fall's election. In  tho counties 

in which elections were held, embracing 
fully three-fourths of tho state, the Re­

publicans d o c t 574 supervisors and the 

Democrats 401. This isn  not Republi­
can gain of 43 supervisors, ThoDomo- 

erats controlled 10 boards in 1884 and 
hut 11 this year, while tho Republican 

hoards have increased from 30 in 1884 

to 34 in I8H5. Republicans gain Drome, 
Duchess, Herkimer, Kings, Lewis, Sone­

ra, Steuben, and Sullivan counties. 
They lose Erie, Rensselaer and Ulster. 
Fulton county, which was Democratic 
last spring, has a tie hoard this year.

The loss of the state lust year by the 
small plurality of about 1,000 votes has 

acted as au impetus upon Republicans, 
who uro inspired to the belief that tho 

state of right is theirs, and that success 

can be achieved Ay unitod effort. In ­
stead o f being dlscouragod by defoat the 
Republicans of the statu apponr more 

determined thanovor—determined alike 
to forget their factional differences and 
redeem tho state at the earliest oppor­

tunity. The Republicans can win this 
fall if wisdom prevails In the nominat­
ing convention.

I t  so 
happened that he had been ont of 
work for three months, unknown to 
Mrs. Wilson, he having, in a moment ot 
weakness, told her he was working 
right along, but pay-day came but once 
a month. Last Tuesday was pay-day, 
and lie started off to draw his wages. 
Not having any wages to draw he re­
sorted to a ruse. Ho soaked his clothes 
in a tub of water, and then came home 
with a wonderful story of how he had 
been tackled by a highwayman, robbed 
of his hard-earned money, and thrown 
over a bridge. Strangely enough, hie 
wife believod the apocryphal story. 
But a detective did not, and in a few 
days proved it to Wilson that he had 
lied from beginning to end. The ex­
pose came ont duly in the dailies of the 
town. The subsequent interview be­
tween Wilson and his wife has not yet 
been reported by the war correspond­
en t

The Cun'ent; Let us suppose a 
oitisen to buy a cigar for 15 oents, or 
two cigars for 25 cents. The cost of 
that cigar, iu Havana, by the thousand, 
was $24, or 2.4 cents apiece, the im­
porter paid an iuternal revenue tax of 
$3, an advalorem duty of 25 per cent, 
or $5, aud a pound duty of $2.50 per 
pound on twolve pounds, or $30. Cus­
tom-house charges, freight to an inte­
rior city, insurauoe, and cartage cost $2 
more. Thus the jobber gota his thou­
sand cigars for a total of $05, or 6,5 
cents apiece. Ho aells to the retailer at 
$72 to $75, according to the ikrewdneae 
of tho dealer. Now by the terms of the 
Spanish treaty it is proposed to redueo 
the import-taxes about $18 on such a 
thousand cigars. The jobber wants 
such a treaty, and the dealer could 
then tell a hotter cigar at 10 cents than 
he can for 15 oents at present. The 
domestio manufacturer of cigars, of 
course, does not want anything calcu­
lated to ruin his business, and as he 
hires more men than there are iu Cuba 
his ideas are worth having, The 
Vuited Ktutea Treasury would, for ita 
part, loae about $40,000,000 a year. I t 
may thus be soon that the Spanish 
treaty would bo a bad bargain for 
everyono exoopt tho smokers and to- 
bacoo-jobhers. Cuba does not want 
our household furuitnre and would 
toko a very few of our pro­
ducts. The treaty would be 
a greater iwiudle than the Claus 
H|»eckelH outrage. The affair with 
Mexico ie a different one. Our money 
is already thore. An Ainericau colouy 
is there. Nothing but the (*001(0 ques­
tion stands in tho way of profitable 
treaty arraugeuienta.

When wo eat raw 
vegetables, as in salads, we obtaiu all 
their potash.

I'lmts generally contain important 
quantities of imlauli-sults. an t it isupou 
these especially that the possible x ic* 
tiiiiM of litlue acid should rely, boutons 
ami grapes contain them most uhuml- 
11111lv. Those alio cunnot ntt’ord to buy 
these ns article-* of daily food may use 
cream of turtur, which, when genuine, 
is the natural salt of the grupc*.

POTTER-PRYOR,

The F arts  About tho  Duel W ith Dowlo 
K n lm  th a t D idn 't Como Off.

1 was in Washington during the three 
yean subsequent to the affair, and I 
kuow the facts from Mr. Potter him­
self and from other participants. It 
was the beginning of Buchanan’a lest 
years. For a year or two Northern 
Congressmen had been intimidated by 
those from the South, the latter being 
generally expert swordsmen or pistol- 
shots, and the former unfamilliar with 
either weapon and brought up to re­
gard dueling with abhorence. Two or 
three Northerners hod been insulted, 
“posted” and bullied, replying simply 
that they would fight if attacked. 
There was a  growing feeling among 
Mr. Lincoln's friends that it was neces­
sary for some “Yankee" to fight 

Mr. Pryor rose to a question of privi­
lege one morning, saying that a t the 
ConyrexHional Globe office he had 
found that Mr. Potter had inserted at 
the end of his (Potter’s) speech the 
word: “The Republicans will be heard, 
let the oonseqnenoes lie what they 
may." No suoh words, Mr. Pryor said, 
had been uttered in debate.

Mr. Potter replied that he had used 
the words referred to, and that Pryor 
had erased them from the record, and 
added: “Ho had no right to do it. It 
was none ot the gentleman's business. 
I  stand by what 1 said."

I  doubt if these words are properly 
challengeable: but those were hot 
times, and Pryor sent a challenge and 
escaped to Virginia to avoid arrest 
Potter answered through his friend, 
CoL F. W. Lander, that no would fight 
with liowie knives, in the presence of 
four friends of the parties, who should 
be armed with navy revolvers to see 
fair play. “Distance four feet at com­
mencement of engagement. Knivea of 
equal weight ana length ot blade. 
Fight to commence at the word three." 
I t was added: “These terms are such 
as will alone enable my principal, who 
is unacquainted with the nsual wea­
pons of duelists, to meet your friend on 
equal terms." Mr. Chisinau, whom Pry­
or had left to represent him, took the 
strange acceptance to several of his 
principal's friends, Kcitt, Hindman, and 
others. They all agreed that the 
weapon was inadmissible, and that Pot­
ter, instead of being fought, should be 
denounced aa a barbarian. 80 Mr. 
Chisman answered that, “not recogniz­
ing this vulgar, barbarous and inhuman 
mode of settling difficulties," he could 
not allow Pryor to engage in it.

Next day Pryor came l>ack from hid­
ing in Virginia, and seeing what a mis­
take his seconds had made, straight­
way repudiated them, and asked that 
the matter might be reopened, an­
nouncing bis willingness to accept the 
terms and fight with bowie-knives. 
The seconds declared a reopening im­
practicable. Lander offered himself in 
Potter's place “without restrictions," 
but nobody had any quarrel with him. 
Pryor sent word to Potter that he would 
attack him at sight, and a few hours 
afterwards Potter was arrested by the 
police, and put under bonds to keep 
the peace.

Pottor'a pluck eaused a groat furore 
at the North at tho time when pluck 
was at a premium; and Pryor suffored 
from the outcome of it mainly because, 
in the heat of passion, the tools were 
obscurod, and it was generally believed 
that, he had refused to fight with bowie 
knives, and had rather ignominiously 
baoked ont. If the fight had taken 
place, one or both would have beon 
killed, and it might havo done aomo- 
thing to abolish the savago and per- 
ponerous custom ot dueling.

I  remember a talk with Potter about 
the affair in 1861, “I  always oonfide 
wholly in my wife," he said, “and In 
this strange dilemma I  went to her the 
first thing. I  showed her how we 
stood; that I  had done no wrong, that 
the North needed a champion and that 
our cause was depressed beoauao no 
man would fight, and then I  asked her 
what to d a  Sho had a 'good crying 
s|>ellt' ai the women call it, but she 
said my duty was clear—I  must fight 
him. 1 got such instructions in the 
use of the 1>owie-knife aa 1 could, and 
practiced for an hour every day. I  am 
very strong and quick. If we had 
fought 1 should certainly have alain 
Mr. Pryor. I t  is better as it is,— IK

Etiquette In Drinking.

land and other countries, and especially 
in ilermany. i t  ia curious to trace how 
tiiis custom hue prevailed, and still ex­
ists, even among savage triltes. To 
drink out of the same cup and to eat 
off tho same plate, was ouu of the ways 
in whioli undents oelebrated a mar­
riage, and tho wedding feast continues 
to bo not Ihe least iiiqmrtaiit of the 
marriage ceremonies to the present 
day. Tho Indiana of Brazil retdn a 
custom of drinking together a little 
brandy, aa a sign that tho marriage is 
concluded. In China similar customs 
arc met with.

in the medieval banquets ol tier* 
many it waa the custom to pass a lov­
ing enp” from hand to hand, but this 
gradually 11000**611(04 that tho cup 
should bo of enormous size, and tlms 
siimllct cups or glasses were adodtod. 
and tho old custom was conformed to by 
tho drinkers touching their glioses be­
fore drinking. The ceremony attend­
ing tho passing ami drinking out of the 
“loving cup." as practiced at our great 
citv festivals, and at some of our college 
hulls, is said to have ariz.cn from tho 
assa filiation of King 1'ldwurd.

It an* then the custom of the Anglo- 
Saxons to pu*s round 4 lurge cup, from 
which each guest drank. Who thus 
drunk stood up, uud, us ho lifted up tho 
cup with both bauds, Ins laxly wu* ex­
pos d without any defense to a blow, 
m il (he * c m io n  \v:ih o;tcu seized l\v an 
enemy to m urder him. To prevent this 
tin- ollowiitg plan wus adopted: When 
one of tin* company stood up to  drink 
he required the companion who gut 
next to him to  bo his plcdgo that is, 
10 lx* responsible for protecting hiiu 
ag.iinst unyiicdy who should attem pt to 
take advantage of Ins deicuccle-s posi­
tion. Tie* companion stood up nUo, 
uud ruined his druwu sword in hi* hand 
to defend the drinker while drinking. 
Hu* practice, in a somewhat altered 
>orm. continued long utter the condi­
tion of society hud ceased to require it 
und wus the origin of tho modern prac­

tice of pledging by drinking. In drink­
ing from tbo “loving cup" as now prac­
ticed, each rises and takes the cup in 
his hand to drink, and, a t the same 
time tho person seated next to him 
rises also, and when the latter takes the 
enp iu his turn, the individual next to 
him does the same.—London Iireicer*x 
Guardian.

Reporters in Parliament.
The reporters' gallery in the House 

of Commoua has become ono of the 
most important factors of Parliament­
ary life. In former yean  the greut 
services which the press performed in 
respeot to the affairs of Parliament 
were scarcely recognized. Reporters 
conld only obtain their information by 
stealth, and exposed themselves to the 
danger of being punished by Parlia­
ment As a matter of fact, even to-day 
the papers violate one of the privileges 
of Parliament by publishing the de­
bates. for the rule forbidding publica­
tion has not yet beon repoaled. No 
one, however, thinks of enforcing the 
law. The speakers rather complain 
that their speeches are not given full 
enough. They would fool groatly cha­
grined were tue papers to appear with­
out a detailed report of the Parliament­
ary proceedings.

Thirty years ago the members of the 
reporters^ gallery were comparatively 
small in number. Only the London 
morning papers and two telegraph 
companies, tuo Electric and Magnetic, 
which supplied the news to the prov­
inces, were permitted to have represen­
tatives in the gallery. The Reuter 
Telegraph Bureau had to struggle long 
before it secured admission for its re- 
portorial staff The reporters had to 
go from the House ot Commons to the 
office of their papers to transcribe their 
stenographic notes.

All this has been gradually changed. 
The journalists were given more ac­
commodations, they obtained largo 
writing rooms and telegraphic and tcio- 
phonio connections were estalished be­
tween tho gallery of the newspaper 
offices. The number of reporters, 
which was formerly fifty, hod now be­
come 200. The gallery waa enlarged 
and provincial papers permitted to 
have thoir special reporters. Five 
years ago a whole suit of rooms wero 
fitted up for the journalists, and every­
thing is now* done to alleviate tho dis­
comforts of the long sittings. They 
hsve a dining-room, two Bmoking rooms, 
a reading room and several moro writ­
ing rooms.

The gallery is also in other respocta 
well organized. Every year it elects 
an executive committe of twelve of its 
members, whoso rules are strictly 
obeyed. Tho committee makes its ar­
rangement with tho officials of the 
House of Parliament, suggests and ac­
complishes improvements where neces­
sary, and makes its contracts with tho 
caterer, who for a comparatively smell

{trice, furnishes the gahory with excel- 
out eatables and drinkables. The 

committee selects from its members a 
president, an honorary socretury ami 
an honorary librarian, the lattor haviug 
charge ot the gallery library, which 
was established three years ago, has 
already 400 volumes ami is constantly 
increasing.—-London Correspondence,

Naval Heroines.
In 1812 her majesty’s ship Swallow 

fought two Frenoh vessels off Projm>. 
I t was on June 16, aud after a most 
obatinato action she succeeded in driv­
ing them both in undor the batteries of 
the town. The following anecdote, as 
narrated by ono of the officers of the 
Swallow, is told at some lougth in 2’Vie 
Naval Chronicle, xxviii., 106: “In the 
gallant and sanguinary action there 
was a seamen named Fholun, who had 
his wife on board. She was stationed 
—as is usual when women aro on 
board in time ot battle—to assist tho 
surgeon in the care of the wounded. 
From the close manner in which tho 
Swallow engaged the enemy, yardarm 
and yardarm, the wounded, us may bo 
expected, wero brought bolow very 
fast; among the rest, a messmuto, of 
her husband, (consequently her own), 
who had received a musket-hall through 
the side. Her exertions wore usod to 
console the poor fellow, who wuh in

f’reat agonies and noarly breathing his 
ast, when by tome chance sho heard 

her husband was wounded on deck. 
Her anxiety aud already overpoworod 
feelings could not one moment I* re­
strained ; she rushed instautly on deck 
and received the wounded tar in her 
arms. He faintly raisod his bead to 
kiss her; she burst into a flood of tears, 
and told him to take courage, *ull 
would yet be well,' but scarcely pro­
nounced the lost syllable when an ill* 
directed shot took her lieud off. Tho 
iM>or tar, who wus closely wrapped in 
Iter arms, ofteued his eyes once more 
then shut them forever. • • • • 
Phelau and his wife were sewed up 
in one hammock, snd, U is needles* to 
ssy, buried in one grave." Tho narra­
tor adds to the patlic* of tho above sto­
ry, telling how, only throo weeks be­
fore, a fine Iwy had lieeu hum to them, 
slid how poor Tommy fared until they 
put iuto Port Mahon. Tho sailors 
agreed “ho should have a hun­
dred fathers, bnt what oould lie the 
Hiibstitute of* nnrso ami a mother?" 
Happily, there waa a Maltose gout on 
board which- provtol aa tractable and 
faithful to its chargo ui tho Immortal 
dumb foster-mother of Human story. 
Iu Rodney's battle with Do (luichon 
o ffth o l’darl rook, Martinique, April 
17; 1780, thore was a woman on Imnrd 
tho Sandwich, Rodney's flagship, who 
“fought a twonty-toiir-poundcr gun, 
ami afterward attended tho whole night 
upon tho wounded men."—Nolen and

ARID ARIZONA.
Hom c-thlng A bou t t l ie  N p a n rly  S e ttled  

T e rr ito ry .

People sleep out of doors here with 
perfect impunity—some from choice, 
others to ovorcome the effects of had 
wiiisky. 1 have seen several lying 
nuder bushes while the sun was shin- 
iug brightly, and upon inquiry found 
that they were “night herders," or 
meu employed by the freighters to look 
after the mules during tho night to 
prevent their straying off. The wag­
ons they use for freighting iu this 
country are immeuso, and frequently 
there are ten spans of mules iu front of 
them. Two or three wagous are drawn 
along at once, one behind the other af­
ter tho manner of a railroad train. 
The wagons behind the first one are 
called “back action wagons, and are 
complete, each ono haviug a barrel of 
water on either sido. Loads of copper 
from tho mines are thus hauled to the 
railroad station, the trains taking lutok 
merchandise from the states. I t seems 
to mo that one of these wagon boxes 
will hold as much os a small house. 
Of courHO, freighting in this way is 
slow, hut it is very sure, and tho min­
ers aro bound to get their goods iu 
timo, but frequently a good doul ol pa­
tience is required. Everything costs a 
good price in a mining region necessa­
rily, aud fruit brings a sum of money 
that eastern farmers could scureoly re­
alize. In tho sheltered nooks many of 
tho older settlers are turning their at­
tention to fruit raising, in which they 
are remarkably successful, and raise 
apples, peaches, gratves, ami melons in 
considerable quantities.

Tho Ava-Supi Indians come in onco 
in a while from their secluded homes 
in a valley near tho Littlo Colorado 
river, wliioh is almost inaccessible. 
The tram leads down the sido of the 
mountain which is very steep and 
very rocky. In this valley tho aborig­
ines have a nice homo, where they 
raise good crops and remain unmolest­
ed, our troops never having found it 
necessary to beat up their habitations 
or war upon them in any way. These 
habitations aro mostly iu a deep can­
yon of Cataract Crock, which rises in 
the Bill Williams muuntuiu. These 
Indiaus are verv peaceful: elect their 
own chief, und seem to progress well 
enough. Thero is a considerable strip 
of good farming land along tho creek 
ou w*hichthov live, which is cultivated 
most successfully by the Supiox. They' 
sometimes leave their secluded retreat 
for tho purpose of bringing in dried 
peaches and dressed deor-skius. which 
they barter for cotton goods and other 
stuff*. Especially do they drive good 
bargains with tho Moqui Indians,whose 
pueblo is above them iu Arizona. Any 
one who supposes for an instant Hint a 
red man docs not know how to make a 
good trade is mistaken. From eurlv 
youth they are trained to make the 
most of thoir worldly goods and look 
out for their own interests. A buck­
skin iu their hands has a valuo which a 
white man never dreamed of, and it cor- 
tainly is astonishing to see how soon 
they loam the valuo of money.

1 never havo soon such juniper treos 
before, and was delighted to find the 
black-walnut trees hore, not aueh huge 
trees as wo *oe in Indiana, hut verita­
ble black wahiut, tho nuts themselves 
being much smaller und tho sholt thin­
ner than those ot tho north. Live-oak 
treos grow on tho hillsides, and these 
too aro of tho scrub variety. I'pnn 
asking what they wero 1 was informed 
that they were scrub oaks, but tliov uro 
totally different from those of Indiana 
and Illinois, l 'iu e tr  es grow hero of 
magnificent pro|M>rtions, and man- 
zunita buslios abound everywhere. Of 
course this is the luml of the cactus, 
and there arc many vuriotios, from tho 
grand Soarra, or giant cactus, thirty or 
forty feet high, to the tiny round halls 
with their bright yellow, and crimson 
blossoms, l'riekley pears grow to 
enormous proportions, amt some of 
thorn thrivo in tho barren grunito 
ledges, where thore dot's not appear to 
bo soil enough to support a hludo of 
grass. How wonderful they all are 
with the maguoy plant at tho head, 
which ranks among tho most wonder­
ful vegetable productiona of tho earth, 
giving us delightful driuka (pulque,) a 
fiery spirit known as apuadionte, a 
fibre out of which excellent rtqws are 
made, and pulp which can be easily 
manufactured into papor. This also 
i* frequently called the century plant, 
from a supposition that it only bloomed 
onco in a ceutury, but this is all a mis­
take, as it blooms every lo to 12 years.

Tucson, which a few yoars ago wa* a 
pAor Mexican village, has become a re- 
Njieetable-looking city of some 18,606 
inhabitants. Tho world moves and 
this territory moves with it, ami not­
withstanding the heat in many portions 
of it und oilier drawbacks, will seen 
make itself felt in the greut tiody |m>U- 
tie. Our Ntirplns population in the 
elder states must find homes, many of 
which will In< in the arid zoue. Metals 
are os essential to the liappi»e*s of the 
human family as uuythiug else, and 
here, where therein auoli uti abundance 
and so great s variety, wo may look for 
branches of industry which will give 
employment to a greut many men. 
Miners, a* a class, are gixxt men, al­
though the unions sometimes play the 
mischief with them and cause great un- 
htppiuo-H. P rusttector* are out in the 
mountains, all the time searching for 
mines, und a hardy cits* of men they 
are, too,—U/omo Calteij CV.

Howev­
er, it was uot, so at 6 a. iu. the con- 
demnod man was led to sumo very rude 
gallows, under which ho tmt down in 
tho most enconcerncd way, drinking 
water, and altogether behaving an if he 
was merely a spectator instead of tho 
principal actor iu the tragedv. Ho put 
the rope around his own uock. tho knot 
being exactly iu tho back. AuEuglUh 
officer ig tho Egyptiau army suggested 
that it would bo much bettor undor 
the our, but his interference was re­
jected. Tho fatuity of tho uufortuua'e 
man then advanced und implored his 
liberation at tho feet of tho motnor and 
brother of tho victim. Tho latter waa 
iucliued to clemency, but the formor 
was quite obdurate, shouting londb* 
that as ho had killed her son lie must 
die for it. Those parleys lasted over 
an hour.

It is tho custom that the nearest 
male relative of tho murdered man per 
forms the office ot executioner; so at 
lust tho prisoner quietly stopped onto 
a stool not two feet high, which tho 
brother pushed away from under him.

Thk question of plants in bod-rooms 
is still boing discussed by medical au­
thorities. At a medical conforenco re­
cently held in Franco it was demon­
strated to the satisfaction of all tho se­
vens there present that plants, as long 
as they are plants only, may safely, and 
even with advantage, be admitted tc 
the olysium from which they have sc 
often beou exiled.

Ferns art 
inuoeuous, roses and sunflowers are 
pernicious, at least during the interest­
ing period while they are iu bloom." 
This is all right so far ns the medical 
questions involvod uro concerned; but 
tho discussion docs not touch the real 
objection to plants in bed-rooms, which 
is, that whenever tho man of the house 
has to get up after tho catnip tea, or 
any other sort of "nip," ho invariably 
falls over them, greatly to the damage 
of his sinus and to the disturbance of 
his usual serenity. Plants should never 
be iu a bed-room.

J amks Mahhuam. thirty years ago 
ge.vo to his brother, John Marshall, s 
farm of 400 acres on Thorn Creek, 
Pennsylvania, upon condition that he 
would go and live there. Tho offer was 
accepted, but no deed of tho farm wm 
over issued to John Marshal). He con­
tinued living thero until a few yoara 
ago, when, with his family, he moved 
buck to Pittsburgh, but paid taxes on 
the Thorn ('reck farm as usual.

IIOW ORKUOK WAS SAVED. |

Ur. Wliltimin’tt Perilous Journey Overland , 
to Washington.

From an articlo in the Magazine of 
American History, by Mrs. Martha J. 
Lamb, on "A Glimpse of the Valley of 
Muny Waters,” we mako an extract 
After describing the missionary journey 
of a party of five sent to Oregon bv tho 
American Board, of which the Dr. Mur* j 
cun Whitman was one, tho writer nar* i 
rates how Oregon and Washington 
were saved to tho United States: |

Six years passed by, and tne mission : 
was fairly prosperous. One bright • 
October morning, in 1842, Dr. Whit­
man was summoned to old Fort Walla 
Walla to seo a sick patient, and dined 
with a party of chief fuctors (English), 
uid, according to the account of Mr. 
Gray, some Catholic priests, who had 
just arrived on their way to tho inte- 
liorof the country. While at the din­
ner tablo an overland express came in 
briuging news that a party of colonists 
—somo ono hundred and forty in num­
ber—had safely reached Fort Colville. 
Hie shouts of delight opened wide Dr# 
Whitman's eves. Ono of tho young 
Britons cried out, "Uurrah for Oregon! 
America is too late; we havo got tho 
country!" Another exclaimed, "Now 
the American* may wbistlo; tho coun­
try is ours!" Dr. Whitman was not 
slow iu making tho discovery that this 
emigrant colony had been brought from 
tho Bed Diver settlement ns a counter- 
iitJncnco to Amorican emigration. 

Over these Bed Bivcr settlors the Hud­
son Bay Company had unl.mitad con­
trol, The American missionaries had 
gained a firm foothold, from which 
they could not be dislodged without 
war between Groat Brituiu and the 
United Htates. Hut their influence 
could be neutralized by tho planting of 
cotouies hostile to Americau institu­
tions and rule. The able and saga­
cious managers of the Hudson Hay 
Company, whoso chief aim hitherto bad 
been to perpetuato wilderness and 
propagate fur, had suddenly awakened 
to tho necessity of a change of policy. 
Holding a loose of Pacific territory one- 
half as large as Kurojjo, for use only, 
and the Oregon portion of it by joint 
occupancy with the United Htates, 
many important questions hinged upon 
that of English supremacy. Thus the 
double scheme of peopling Oregon 
with English subjects, and frightening 
away all enterprising emigrants from 
tho United States; "for," as argued by 
Sir George Simpson, in behalf of En­
gland, "until some other power puts a 
good title on paper, actual poss* ssion 
must l>e held to bo conclusive in her 
favor." Dr. Whitman was the only 
representative of the United States 
present; and whon he heard the 
statement that an embassy would Boon 
start for Washington to maintain Ore­
gon as British property because of the 
founding of the largest settlement, be 
responded with warmth, " it shall be 
prevented, if I  havo to go to Washing­
ton myself." "But you cannot go there 
to do it," was the exasperating reply. 
"I will see," said Dr. Whitman.

As tho enorgetie missionary rode his 
Cayuse pony back to the lonely mission 
station, bin mind noted with phenom­
enal rapidity. He must start at onee 
for Washington to indneo the govern­
ment to send a company of settlers 
over tho mountains to possess Oregon. 
In just twenty-four hours he was on his 
perilous journey. His wife ontroated, 
ami his associates used every argument 
in tho language to prevent tho execu­
tion of his hold project. A sense of 
duty to liis country prevailed, however, 
over every other consideration. Ho 
oven threatened to throw oft’ his con­
nection with the missiou if tho opposi­
tion to his purpose was not abated. 
His brave wue was tho first to yield, 
and her example was coutsgions. The 
narrative of this winter expedition over 
the mountains would fill our entiro 
space, and wo must refer our readers 
to Mr. Barrow's recently published 
w ork on Oregon for a spirited record 
of its principal and wouderful features. 
There have been other journeys of vast 
imj>ort to posterity, but none involving 
higher and broader and aoro magnifi­
cent cousenuenoea, or that could possi­
bly equal Whitman's ride iu true nobil­
ity of motive, in personal intropidity, 
romantic persistence, and magnificent 
results. In Washington, after six yoars 
of residence in Oregon, bo was prepared 
to picture with great force the possi­
bilities of the country he had risked 
his life to save. In the language of 
Mr. Harrows, "his knowledge of the 
case was original, personal and experi­
mental, and at the natioual capital ho 
made it declarative."

Ho was absent from his wife ami the 
mission eleven mouths; and during 
that time not a line or message from 
him could ho received. The joy whon 
ho again apjMarcd, weary uud worn, 
but leading a caravan of right hundred 
and twenty-five tiersonw, with two hun­
dred wagons, and thirteen hundred head 
of cuttle, can Ihi mote easily imagined 
than i|e»cril>ed. He hail brought over 
the mountain* many rough adventurers, 
hut also soiiie of the best oh molds of 
American *ociety. He lmd boon tho 
lito and Moui of the whole party llio 
general ill eommnnd. Every night a 
forlificition lmd been made of wagons, 
Every day* he wa« like an angol of 
mercy, everywhere present, ehucriog 
the weary, mending wagon* and broken 
hone-*, hunting strut* cut tie uud'om- 
tollable rodiug-pluccs,amt coutmuullv 
urging f» rvvnrd tho tram. "Travel, 
t avei, travel," wa*Id* motto; "nothing 
else will tilk-’ you to tin* end of your 
journey; nothing i* good tor you that 
cause* a moment's dciav.” And those 
liuodio* po .ring into th« charming 
Walla Walla \ ullov, scattered tli ni­
sei ves here and thero, nod quickly * ou­
st moled logdioti-o-i for present com'ort. 
It wu* theurm vof occupation for On- 
'roh. The trnit from that little mi'* 
* oil - In ’Use hud swollen into proportie><s 
epiuJ it has boon edumited "to 
thirty-two Mato-, a* largo a* N1,«- 
ehiisotts."

There is but ono way to lmmor 
this fancy and achicvo the apparent in­
dividuality desired, and that is to adopt 
a certain kind of variety of letter-paper 
and envelope and retain it through all 
timo. Tho idea is a good ono iu many 
respect.*; it has tho advantage of econo­
my and it is somewhat indicative of 
stability.—Citicatfo Tfitinne.

Old Hickory and the French.
When General Jackson Iwamo Pres­

ident ho found that Frunce owo I tho 
Uuitcd Htates 25,Oiio,lkiO francs, which 
ho resolved, "by tho Eternal," should 
bo paid. Andrew Htoveusou uml Wil­
liam H Archer, both of Virginia, wore 
candidates for tho Fronch mUsion, but 
it was given to anotbor applicant from 
tho same Mato, William 0. Given. Mr. 
Stevenson afterwards, received tho 
mission to London; and Mr. Archer, 
rather piqued, joined the ranks of tho 
opposition.

Mr. Hives made but little headway 
until Louis Philippe came into power, 
when tho treaty was signed. Groat 
was tho rage of whiskered Frenchmen, 
who assorted that Louis Philippe had 
bought up a large portiou of the claims, 
and thus robbed the Fronch treasury 
in order to fill his own pockets, Mr. 
Hivos, on tho contrary, was in high 
spirits, and it is assorted that only 
eight days after the treaty was signed, 
he wroto a dispatch to Mr. Forsyth, 
Secretary of State, in which ho ltoasted 
that ho had affected a treaty which ail 
his predecessors hod failed to accom­
plish, and by which he had gulled and 
out-genoraled the French ministry, and 
induced it to "pay not only every just 
and legal claim, but many claims that 
were considered desperate and doubt­
fu l"

This was, perhaps, pardonable in a 
young and ardent mau, but Mr. For­
syth did very wrong iu permitting tho 
letter to bo made public, as subsequent 
events proved. By the condition of the 
treaty the indemnity of 25,000,000 
francs was to be paid in instalments, 
and Mr. Woodbury, Secretary of the 
Treasury, was instructed to draw im­
mediately for one of tho instalments. 
Ho did draw, and the draft came back 
dishonored and protested, aud for tho 
reasou that the French Chamber of 
Deputies hod refused to mako an ap- 
ironriation to fulfil tbo treaty which 
,ouia Philippe had signed and sane- 
ionod. And tho reason assigned by 
ho Chambers for their refusal was that 
ho Americau Minister in his dispatches 

to his Government had boasted that he 
swindled the King and the Duo de 
Broglie. In the meantime Mr. Hives 
came home, and the late Edward Liv­
ingston was despatched to tho Court of 
S t  Cloud, instruct'd to demand tho 
immediate fulfilment of the conditions 
of the treaty of July 4 ,18H1, and, in tho 
event of his meeting with any obstacles 
to the object of his mission, to domand 
his passports and retire to England. 
He was coldly revived; tho Chambers 
refused to mako any appropriation, aud 
Mr. Livingston, as instructed, de­
manded his pass|)orU and retirod to 
London. Thus stood the caso until the 
month of January, 1H.'15„ when Gen. 
Jackson issued a special message re­
commending tho issue of letters of 
marque and reprisal against Erench 
commerce. Tho message was roferrod 
to tho Committee of Foreign Affairs, 
Mr. Edward Everett, chairman, in tho 
House, and to the corresponding com­
mittee of tho Houato, of which Mr. 
Clay was tho head- Tho committee of 
the Houso reportod in accordance with 
tho message of the President; but that 
of tho Senate unanimously reported 
that nothiug should ho done until fur­
ther information was received from 
France.

Louis Philippe managed to havo tho 
indomiuity paid, though tho Froneli 
nation was almost unanimously op­
posed to it, nml certainly there was 
anything hut atleetion manifested.— 
P«n: i'erh'H to  ore.

Hirtl* do not cough and sneeze, but 

they dream and snore, making tho most 
distressing souud*, as if strangling 
They hiccough—a very droll affair it is, 
too—and they faint away. A goldfinch 
beiug frightened one night, in his 
struggle* wu* caught between tlm 
wire*, and gave a cry like tho r |ucak 
of a mou*o m distress. On my hasten­
ing to his release, ho slipped out into 
tho rooti), and th a* wildly ubotit till he 
hit something and fell to tho door. Ho 
was picked up, and his fright culmi­
nated in a dead faint. The little head 
drooped, the body was limp, apparent­
ly perfectly lifdles*. and he wu* Jain in 
his cuge ready to be buried in tho 
morning. He was placed carefully ou 
the breast, however, and in a few min* 
utos ho hopped upon his perch, shook 
out hi* nulled feather*, and <-ompn*oJ 
himself to sloop. Ono feat sometime* 
ascribed to man is, in tho case of birds, 
a 1 teral fact—they can sleep with ono 
eye open. This curious habit I have 
watched closely, and 1 find it common 
in nearly all tho varieties 1 have been 
aWu to observe. One eye will ch>ao 
sleepily, shut tight and appear to enjoy 
a good nap, while tho odo r i* wide 
awuke as ever. It i* not always tho 
eye towards tho light that sloops, imr is 
ft invariably the one from tho light. 
The prcscnco or abscico of peoplo 
make* no difference. ! have even hud 
a bird stand on my arm or knee, draw 
up ono leg, and seem to sleep soundly 
with one eye. while tho other was wide 
open. In several years’ close attention 
1 havo been unable to find any cause 
either in tlm position or tho surround­
ings, for this stnuigo habit.

No "set old woman" is moro wedded 
to her accustomed “wuys" than are 
bird* in gonoral to thorns. Their hours 
for eating, napping, and siuging are as 
regular us ours. Ho, likewise, are their 
habits in rogard to alighting plucos, 
even to tho verv twig they select. After 
a week's acquaintance with tho habits 
of a bird, I can always tell whon some­
thing disturbing has occurred, liy tho 
place in which ho is found. Ono bird 
will make tho desk his favorite haunt, 
and freely visit tables, tho rounds of 
chaiis, and tho floor, whilo another con­
fines himself to the backs of chairs, tho 
tops of cagos and pictnro frames. Ono 
hornit thrush frequented tho Imretti, 
and looking-glass frame, and tho top 
of a cardboard map which bad war|>od 
around till tho upper edge wu* almost 
circular. On this edge ho would perch 
for hours, and twitter uud call, but no 
othor bird over approached it. Still 
another would always select tho door 
casing ami window cornices.

Every bird ha* hi* cboson plnco for 
tho night, usually the highest porch ou 
the darkest side of tho cage. They soon 
Ikk'oiuo uccustomod to the situation of 
tho dishes in their cages, and plainly 
reBent any clmngo. < >n my placing a 
drinking cup in a now part of tho ear- 
diual’s residence, ho came dow*n at 
onco, scolding violently, pretended to 
drink, then lookod ovor to tho corner 
whero tho water used to lie, and re­
newed his protestations. Thon he re­
turned to tho upper perch, flirting his 
tail and oxpressing his mind with great 
vigor. A few minutes passed, uml ho 
repeated tho performance, keeping it 
up with great excitement until, to pac­
ify him, I  replaced tho cup. Ho at 
onco retired to his usual seat, smoothed 
his roughened plumage, and in a few 
momonts began to sing. A dross of 
now color on their inistro* mukos 
great commotion among those doso ob­
servers, and tho moving about of furni­
ture puts the the tamest ono iu a panic.

An Anecdote of Admiral Foote#
From an urtielo on Admiral Foote 

and tlm gun-boat*, by James B. Eads, 
iu tho Cvutnnj, wo quote tho follow­
ing: "In the railway train a gontlomau 
who sat in frout of me, learning that 1 
lutd constructed Foote’s vessel*, intro­
duced himself as Judgo Footo, of 
Clovolandi a brother of tho Admiral. 
Among other intorcstiFg matters, ho 
rotated an anecdote of ono of hi* little 
daughters who was just learning to 
read. After tho capture of Fort Hen­
ry tho squadron was brought back to 
Cairo for repairs, and, ou the Sunday 
following, the crows, with tlioir gullunt 
flag-otllcor, attended one of the church­
es in Cairo. Admiral Footo was a 
thorough Christian gcutlcnum uml ex­
cellent impromptu speaker. Upon this 
occasion, after tlm congregation hud 
assembled, somo ono whispered to him 
that the ministor was ill and would bo 
nimble to otllciate; whereupon tho Ad­
miral wont up to tho pulpit himself, 
and after the usual prayer and hymn, 
lie selected us tho text John xiv., 1, 
• Let not your heart bo troubled: ye be­
lieve in God, believe al'O in me.' ('pun 
this text lie delivered what was de­
clared to la) an ex rollout sermon, or 
exhortation, after which he dimiissotl 
the eoiigregatioii. Au account of the 
sermon wa* widely published in the 
papers ut the time, and came into ths 
hand* of hi* little niece just rofnrrod to.

A vigorous cobra cun kill sev­
eral dogs or from a dozen to twenty 
fowls before it* bite becomes impotent, 
and thon tho rapid ro-secretion of virus 
soon makes it ns dangerous a* ovor.

Bum s aro without lip* or tooth, tho 
jaws lieing covered with horn forming 
a bonk. This varies groatly in shape, 
being extremolv wide in the whippoor­
will, rem arkably loug in tho pelienn, 
stout in the  euglo, aud slondor iu tho 
hummer. I t is hardest in thoso tha t 
tear or hruiso their food, and softest in 
water bird*. The tonguo is also cov­
ered with a horny sheath, it* chief 
function being to secure tlm food when 
in the m outh. I t  is proportionally 
largest and most flosliv in tho parrot*.

Bivskaiu’jiks in Franco by Dr. 
Schultz, havo shown th a t citric acid 
possesses powerful autisoptie proper­
ties, which may give it an im portant 
place as a  food preserving substance, 
sinco it is boliovod to bo free from tho 
objection of uinvhoh'somones* urged 
against o thor imtisoptie acid*. Meat 
fragm ents placed in a 5 per cent. Holm 
turn of the  acid were in a state of p e r­
fect preservation a t tho end of fifteon 
days. Experim enting upon organized 
germs, Dr. Hehultz found that ono drop 
of a solut on of ono p a rt acid to 1000 of 
water placed in liquid containing bacte­
ria and o ther germ* of microscopic life 
instantly caused tlioir death.

General Brunt'* Accident a t Shiloh#
On Friday , tho 4th, I  was very much 

injured by my horse falling with urn 
and on mo while I was try ing to  get to 
tho trout, where firing had boon hoard. 
The n igh t wu* ono of imponotrahle 
darkness, with rain pouriug down in 
torrents; nothing wasvisiblo to thooyo 
except as revealed by (ho frequent 
flushes of lightning. Under those cir- 
eumstaucos i  had to tru-d to the horse, 
without guidance, to keep to keep the 
road. I  had not gone far, however, 
when I m et General W. 11. L. W all ieo 
and G eneral (then Colonel) Mel'lier- 
son coming from tho direction of the 
front. Tlioy said all was quiet so fur 
us the enemy wa* concerned. On the 
way back to  the boat my horso’a feot 
slippod from uuder him, and ho full 
with m y  leg under hi* body. Tho ox- 
tromo Hoftnes* of the ground 
from the  excessive rain* of the few 
proceeding day* no doubt savtsl mo from 
a suvero injury and protraete I lame­
ness. As it was, my ankle was very 
much in ju red ; so much so, that my boot 
hud to be cut off. During tin* battle, 
and for two or throe davs after, 1 wa* 
unable to  walk except with crutches.

During the night rain full in torrent*, 
and our troop* were exposed to tho 
snow without shelter. 1 made my head­
quarters under a tree a few hundred 
yards back from tho river bank.
