John Brown and Capt. Cook.
Interesting Reminiscences ef the liar* 

per’* Ferry Trials*

I  had long desired, for a literary pur­
pose, to obtain from Senator 
Daniel W. Yoorhees his reminia* 
cenees of tbe trial of John 
Brown, where he was counsel for 
C apt John E. Cook, and made in 
Cook's behalf one of the moat remark* 
able speeches in causes ce lebre* of his* 
tory. Mr. Voorheea is so mnoh em* 
ployed in his publio avocations that it 
was with as much difficulty as reluct­
ance that he obliged me with this most 
interesting story. I  have undertaken 
to  jot it down for myself, but perhaps 
wuen i  'nave finished it, it may be bet­
ter preserved in p rin t I  think there 
can be no impropriety in tbe publica­
tion if I  so conclude.

Beginning slowly and with reflection, 
Mr. Voorheea spoke to me somewhat as 
follows, thongh I  cannot exaotly give 
his words:

“I  have refrained from talking on the 
subject of my employment in the Har­
p e rs  Ferry trials of twenty-five yean 
m o . Somethings connected with me 
there I  probably cannot speak of now. 
I  think, however, that yon have had 
•one bias established in yonr mind to 
the prejudice of my client, C apt Cook, 
aa one of John Brown's bend, and it is 
due to the memory of that poor boy 
that I  should tell yon that my defense 
of him was not his defense; that he bad 
no part in it; that I, in tbe effort to 
•eve his life, chose my own course, con­
sulting nobody but hu  brother-in-law, 
Governor Asbbel Willard, of Indiana, 
who was a Democrat, like myself. Cook 
was as determined a follower of John 
Brown as anyone in that band. I  be­
lieve that he was as brave a man as any 
of those invaders. His nerve was as 
good as his courage. Ho had a gentle, 
nffectiouate nature, and in our attempt 
to save his life the inference might prop­
erly be drawn that be pot aa upon 
that line of defense, finch was not the 
ease. We were Democrats and he was 
an Abolitionist We made the only 
effort to save his life in our power, ana 
that was by representing him as having 
been under the influenco of a powerful 
mind like John Brown.

"Had Governor Willard over met this 
brother-in-law, Cook?”

"Yes, I  think he bad; but not for 
some years. He told me that when the 
information esmo that the young man 
had loen lorn  in Haddam, Connecticut, 
Mrs. Willard and her sister Kate had 
concluded that he must be their miss­
ing Irothor. 'Voorheea,' suid he, 'we 
thought vou would go. liiul as the 
Joy's act has liven, 1 am going to stand 
br him.’ " The Senator then continued: 
"xVe traveled by railroad direct fur 
Ilarpor’s Ferry, ami wc went ao feat 
that we urrivod there during the day, 
while Cook himself lmd only loon taken 
through lluriiei 's Ferry to Charlestown 
the sumo morning. Ho hud to he 
brought hv conveyance, while we came 
by strum. He hud therefore been in 
Charh'stowh jail only a few hours. 
When we got out of tho curs at Har­
per's l orry, so soon utter this memor­
able raid, tho people ef the village, still 
suspieioiiN ef strangers, looked at us, 
atul asked some questions indicative of 
their feelings.

“Joseph McDonald lmd come with us 
from Indianapolis. Ho was a Demo­
crat ami Attorney General of Indiana. 
While wo w« re in this unsettled State, 
with the villagers pressing around us, 
none of whom probably luul ever heard 
even of Governor Willard, notwith* 
standing he lmd made the mcmorablo 
contest aguiust < diver 1'. Morton and 
bout him for Governor, some one said 
that Governor Floyd, a mcmlicr of the 
cabinet ut Washington from the State 
of Virginia, was in the armory grounds 
at that time. Governor Willard knew 
Floyd, and asked to he taken to him. 
Floyd was the Secretary of War. He 
was a tine-looking, typical Virginian, 
with curling dark hair, rather eagle- 
like nose, and warm temperament. His 
misfortune, I think, generally eatno 
from his personal fealty to his tr ends. 
He received Willard with kiuduo*s, 
beard the statement that Cook was 
probuidy his brother-in-law, and said

he would send us off to Charlestown 
without further embarrassment.

"Now," remarked Mr. Yoorhees, “I  
had not gone to Harper's Ferry under 
any great belief that my services would 
be really required. I  thought that 
Willard had labored under some mis­
apprehension; that this young outlaw 
oonld not be the brother of his wifo, 
whom I knew very well, and who was a 
beautiful woman and a highly intelli­
gent one. This opinion 1 continued to 
have until we reached Charlestown and 
entered tho jail. I t  is a popular mis­
take to say that tho people of Charles­
town wero turbulent or ofi’onsive. There 
wore a good many peoplo there, and 
they wore a determined, significant 
look, but thoy were quiet. Governor 
Willard led all the proceedings we took 
at that moment, and when it was said 
that Senator Mason, of Virginia, was in 
town lie asked at once to l>e taken to 
him. Mason was a very fine-looking 
man of considerable hauteur. As a 
Virginian, he was sensitive to the at­
tack made on his neighbors. I  had 
never eoen him before. Willard, how­
ever, was quite his match in address. 
Gov. Willard was one of tho noblest- 
looking men I  ever saw, and perhaps 
the greatest natural leader Indiana 
ever hod. He was a very young man 
when lie died, soon after these occur­
rences, but he had swept our Htate like 
a tornado against a man as ablo as Mor­
ton, aud was the idol pf the Democracy 
out there. He stood tall, with bis head 
well thrown back, and when he intro­
duced himself to Mr. Mason, Mason 
seemed to feel the equality. Mr. Ma- 
jpn went with ns to the jail. We en­
tered that building and passed into a 
hall or corridor and wore taken into 
quite a large room. Nobody was in 
that room but a rather small young 
man, who was sitting near the window 
with his cheek in the hollow of his 
hand. He wss looking out of the win­
dow in an abstracted way, as at some­
thing far off. I  was the last one to en­
ter. Mr. Mason, I  think, went in first 
Hnt I  looked in that room as we came 
to it, and there X saw stamped on that 
young man's face, though be was of a 
more flaxen complexion than his sister, 
the unmistakable likeness of Carrio 
Willard. My heart began to droop. I  
bad the evidence before me that Wil­
lard had not been mistaken in the 
identity of the young man. I  was so 
much overcome for a moment that I  
did not enter the room, but paced the 
hall ontside. 1 knew that I  had to de­
fend this youth upon the terrible 
charges against him.

"When I  went to the room Gov. Wil­
lard was sitting near this young man 
and Senator Mason was looking t t  
them both from a chair. I  do not think 
much, if anything, had been said. The 
young man had now turned his face 
around, still keeping his hsnd as he 
sat against his cheek, and be looked at 
Willard with a distant recognition as if 
he was not decided about welcoming 
him. He had a broad forehead, fine 
long locks of brown hair, a nearly 
transparent skin, in which yon oonld 
see the blue veins, a smooth face, and 
the chin firm though slight He had a 
fine month and beautiful white teeth 
in it, as I  saw afterward. He was look­
ing a t Willard as at a friend who 
might now be an enemy and with­
out very great concern, but like one 
wearied. I  will not attempt," said Mr. 
Voorliees, "to repeat tbe conversation, 
though it was not long. I t  was some­
thing like this: 'John/said Gov. Will­
ard, 'how camo yon to be in such com­
pany? These men are of a different 
sort from yon. Yon have been better 
bred, better educated.’ The yonng 
man replied without any excitement, 
that he was there. Gov. Willard then 
said: 'John, why have you not written 
to yonr sister? They loved yon, and 
you have been lost to them for two or 
three years.’ Cook replied in the same 
wearied, dreamy way, turning his face 
back from the window out of which he 
had looked with the same sir of dream­
iness : 'I  have been in Kansas and out 
where I  had a good many thing* to 
think of. Sometimes I  have not bed 
the facilities to write. At other times 
I  have been too much engaged.’ 'But. 
John,’ said tbe governor, looking at 
him with all bis might, 'what were you 
doing in Kansas or anywhere with 
these outrageous criminals and disturb­
ers of your country's peace? I  want 
you to tell me how yon came In such 
company.’

"Cook then dropped hie hand and 
looked firmly in Gov. Willard’s face, 
sod his blue eyes distended and 
flashed, and as he raised his upper lip 
I could see those fine wbito teeth’shine, 
fiaid he: 'Ashbel, I  went to Kansas 
three yoars ago to get my living and 
disturb no men. 1 had no inteutiou of 
disturbing tho |H>uce any where, but the 
border rttfliuns hs<l come into Kutisa* 
to do as tlioy pleased. ] was going 
from Leavenworth to Lawrence with a 
cherished friend, Alexander Htuurt, 
whim a bund of thoou Itorder rulllaus 
redo up to us and fired ujhjii us, and 
they killed tnr frloml by iuy side. His 
blood was apillc I upon mi garments. 
He died in tuy arms. I ruined inv rillo 
aud emptied two of their saddles, For 
this act a price was put upon inv head, 
and 1 was hunted like a wolf.' As 
Cook spoke these words he turned his 
fueo from Ids brother-in-law and looked 
right at James M. Mason, aa if he iu- 
htinitively guessed that man to bo iu 
sympathy with those Imrder rullhmH. 
Mason was a proud mun, but as ho heard 
these words ids mind Hoetuod to bo dis­
turbed, nml tho young fellow looked 
him through.

"Gov. Wiiiurd then spoke up and 
said: 'John, if that was the ruso it will 
account for your Wring in Kansas, but 
what aro you doing here in this peace­
ful community uniong a baud of assas­
sins V' Cook, who had l>eou aroused 
boforo, aa if resenting the reflections 
upon his companions and their motives, 
hesitated a moment and suid: 'Yes, I 
am hero.' He gave that dreamy look 
out of tho window again, and thou re­
turning tho gn/e of his brother-in-law, 
though in u more softened way, ho said: 
'Ashbel, when I wus in Kunsas 1 
learned to hate slavery. I felt that it 
wus not right to keep men enslaved, 
and i did for these mott what I wou'd 
expect them to do for wo if I was in 
their place. 1 came to set them free 
if I could. Gov. Willard rotuarkod 
that it had boi n a poor btlbinesH, or 
something to that effect. Cook said: 
'Well, I am disappointed in tho slave. 
I put arms iu his hands, aud he would

not fight 1 thought he would fight for 
his freedom. He has not done so, but 
I  cannot feel that I  tried to do wrong 
when I came to holp him,’ 'John,' said 
Gov. Willard, 'your sister is my wifo. 
And I have made up my mind to stand 
by you. You are in peril of your life. 
.1 shall not desert you.* 'Ashbel,* re­
plied Cook, 'my lifo lias been iu peril 
for two years, day and night. I  have 
been in peril all the time. This is 
nothing now to me.* 'But, John,’ 
said Gov. Willard, 'yon have never 
been in such peril os you are iu now. 
Every probability of a criminal death 
is l>eforo you. What will your old 
lather and mother think when they 
come to see vou?' Cook now showed 
emotion, and something of a shudder 
w’cut through him. For a moment he 
broke down."

fiaid I : "How was he dressed, Mr. 
Voorliees?"

“Ho wore a corduroy suit of drab 
color. His hair was rather wild and 
uncouilwd. He had boon brought 
across tho country from Pennsylvania 
and had been but a few hours in tho 
jail when he got there. Ho looked like 
a boy. Indeed ho was only £1 years 
old.* Yet underneath that gontleues* 
was a rather serious nature. I  should 
think he was five feet nino inches liiglu 
He wss light and wiry. His counten­
ance was generally mild, bnt would bo 
highly expressive. His voico was soft 
aud low as a woman's. As I  looked at 
him with my anti-abolition feelings, a 
conviction of tho tremendous signifi­
cance of this sentimental,crusading hos­
tility to slaverv depressed me. I t  hod 
entered into the house of my friend, 
and hero it was no longer in distant 
Kansas, bnt right among us, Democrats 
a t we were, We left Cook a t the first 
interview with our minds still dis­
turbed, and sought our quarters. From 
that time onward I  saw him daily."

I  inquired of Mr. Voorheea about tbe 
social connections of Cook and of Gov­
ernor Willard. "Cook," said Mr. 
Voorheea, "was the only son of very re­
spectable, upright parent! in Connecti­
cut. He had four Bisters, oue of whom 
married a Mr. Crowley, a prosperous 
merchant in New York; another mar­
ried Mr. Stanton, of New York, also a 
man of consideration; a third married 
Governor Willard; the fourth sister, 
Katie, was unmarried, and, I  think, 
never was married. John Cook studied 
law at Williarosburgb, New York, with 
Mr. Stearns. Mr. Stearns’ daughter is 
tho wife of Homer A. Nelson, former 
member of Congress aod Secretary of 
State in New York. She remembers 
Cook well when be was in her father's 
office in Williamsburgh and how much 
children took to him. He had a very 
pleasant way with young children. He 
aid not complete his studies, I  think, 
but went to Kansas when he was about 
20. Governor Willard was born in 
Utica, New York, of old Massachusetts 
stock, and it is said that his great-great 
uncle was executed aft Salem, Massa­
chusetts, for hostility to the authorities 
there who were hanging witches. The 
Cook girls wore bright and vivacious, 
and had fine characters. Governor 
Willard's wife had been a schoolteach­
er in southern Indiana when he came 
there to settle. They were very food 
of each other. Willard had the con­
sumption. Governor Willard died 
while Governor, and his widow survived 
him but a little while. Their son is 
the leader of the Indiana Legislature, 
is a Democrat, and has twice supported 
me for Senator. They had a daughter, 
who is married to a gentleman at Liv­
erpool, England."

Said I :  "Did Captain Cook, of Har­
per's Ferry, leave posterity?"

"Yes; he had a child which was only 
about i months old when he was exe­
cuted. That child lives a t Blooming­
ton, Illinois, and is now a fine boy or 
young man. The mother, whom Cook 
married at Harper's Ferry, and whom 
he dearly loved, is a respectable lady, 
and has long been married to her sec­
ond husband."

fiaid 1: "Mr. Yoorhees, you were 
saying that Captain Cook had not been 
responsible for yonr line of argumont 
leaving him out of the usual motives or 
status of Brown's men?"

"Why," said the Senator, "we who 
had come there to save Cook's life had 
no other purpose tbau th a t All that 
we were looking to was his sister and 
parents. To that single end I  bent my 
whole argument, I  was a Douocrat, 
and an anti-Abolition Democrat. John 
Brown and his raid were at the moment 
the subject of universal exeoration. I 
made up my mind if possible to save 
Cook’s life by putting him in the posi­
tion of a yonng man under the magnet­
ism of Brown, fio I  denounced tho 
Aliolitionists os not only resiK>nsible 
for this raid, but for misleading this 
young man. I used every point within 
my reach to that end. There was not 
tbo least chance any other way to got 
him off, and not much in that perhaps. 
But I took the desperate chance. 
Now," said Mr. Yoorhees, "it is a sin­
gular fuet that Cook neithor boforo udr 
during nor after my dnfenso over al­
luded to i t  When I  was making my 
tqwocli, with Governor Wilbtrd sitting 
near mo and Cook not far off. mid while 
1 was denouncing the Abolitionists, 
who would so pervert this fair-haired 
wanderer, 1 saw Cook's face nt one 
time looking ut me with a most extra­
ordinary expression of countenance. I t 
was that of astouishment, as if lie was 
surprised that I should take that way 
of dofeuding him. 1 huvo no doubt 
myself but that old John Brown in­
ferred from my s|>ccch that Conk hud 
deserted his came. The anti-slavery 
papers may have fallen into that infer­
ence. But there is nothing whatever to 
sustuin it iu real fact. Cook never re­
pudiated his companions. He always 
spoke of John Brown to me in terms of 
the highest admiration. Ho spoke of 
his associates with equal respect. He 
simply allowed his brother-in-law for 
tho sake of his sisters to use what legal 
line ho choose, but he never made a 
suggestion nor did anything to alter 
iuy firm conviction that he was a sin­
cere funatac iu that extraordinary per­
formance."

Mr. Voorbccs remarked: “tfiuro 
time has elapsed, and 1 am speuking of 
things in their actualities, let me say 
this: There never was. probably, in 
this world such a remarkable baud of 
men us that of John Brown. Think of 
it! All of the band were mrro youths, 
almost boys, except Drown hium lf. uti l 
he w as perhaps <;o years of ago. They 
fought with him iu the most unflinch­

ing way, lost their lives with a courage 
unsurpassed, and thoso who romuinod 
to be executed were cool, consistent, 
and firm in the end. None of them 
went to the gallows with moro bravery 
than John Cook. In some respects he 
surpasses all the rest in force of char­
acter. I  beard him order his own cof­
fin. After he was sentenced to death, 
instead of giving way to despair, he sat 
down and wrote that u:o«t wonderful 
letter to his wife and mother, telling 
them to bring np his boy to understand 
in what cause he had died. John Brown 
probably thought from the nature oi 
my defenso that Cook was not firm, 
but that was an error. When Cook 
went to the scaffold with yonng Cop-

{>ick, his cell-mate, and the death cap 
tad been palled over - their faces, he 

said: 'Ned, where is your hand ? Lot 
me take your hand.’ Thev grasped 
each other's pinioned hands, and died 
in perfect composure."

As another instance of Cook's cool­
ness, Mr. Voorliees said that ho was a 
superb handler of arms, and that Iiowis 
Washington had remarked to him 
(Voorliees) that Cook could take a re­
volver in each band, and alternately 
lilting bis bauds could drive a bullet 
through a spot as big as one's eye.

I was led to inquiro about Gov. 
Wise's refusal to pardon Cook. Mr. 
Voorliees said: I  cannot talk to you 
about that matter. 1 folt indignant to­
ward Wise on aecount of my friend Gov. 
Willard, bnt I  shall not speak ou that 
sulrect except to tell you that I went 
to Richmond with Willard when he 
asked Wise to pardon his brother-in- 
law. Wise could not brave tho public 
opinion. Willard went into another 
room with him, and when he camo out 
I  heard him say: 'Gov. Wise, all I 
shall ask of you now is to let me have 
the body of my wife's brother.* Wise 
sat down and wroto the order. As we 
walked down the hill, Willard being 
ahead of me, I  stepped to liis side and 
lie said: T am Governor of Indiana 
and Mr. Wise is Governor of Virginia. 
If his w ife's brother were condemned 
to death in Indiana, and the public 
opinion of that State were howling at 
my doors, he should not have one min­
ute to wait for his pardon.' It was a 
bitter hour," said Mr. Voorheea. "and 
os both parties are dead I  will not say 
moro about it."

fiaid I : "Senator, did yon see any­
thing of John Brown and the other 
men ?"

“Yea; they wore trying John Brown 
when I  reached Harper's Ferry. He 
looked to me like a substantial old 
farmer. There was nothing vicious or 
very particular about his face except 
his firmness. Ha had so 'ja intellectual 
ability, too, and would conduct parts of 
the cross-examination or concede state­
ments by witnesses before they were 
made. When he got tired he would 
say to the court that he could not staud 
it any more that day, and the court was 
generally adjourned for him. He was a 
remarkable iusftanoe of how a popular 
impression of a wrong will lift a man 
out of his ordinary level when he rises 
against the wrong. Any ideal came 
whicha man espouses and gives his 
life and courage to will raise him in­
tellectually and even morally.

"Did the Willard family feel that 
their brother's death was a disgrace?"

"No. Gov. Willard did not live long, 
but there was a hardening in his mind 
on the slavery question.

I  think they set their faces against that 
condition of things which brought that 
boy to bis and. But there we are,” 
said Yoorhees, "like the first little ves­
sel caught on the lee-shore, with the 
great ocean of the war co in in g  on  l>e* 
hind o s “Gaf/q" i n  C in c in n a t i  E h * 
q u ire r .

The houses, not more than twenty- 

five or thirty in number, aro so scat­
tered as to extend along tho river bauk 
for nearly a mile; and being all painted 
white, form conspicuous objects against 
their dark background of pine woods. 
On stepping . ashore at the landing- 
stage we fiud ourselves at the foot of a 
flag-stuff indicating tho headquarters 
of the Hudson's Bay Company, to 
whom, indeed, the whole settlement 
owes its existence, the entire resident 
population, excopt tho mission staff, 
being composod ot their officers uud 
employes. Round this center aro 
grouped tho residences of the officer in 
charge and his subordinates, and also 
one or two largo warehouses. Beyond 
theso stretch away to tho right the cot­
tages of the company's laborers. Every 
building on the fsiaud is of wood. In 
shape and size, however, the dwelling 
houses are not unlike thoso of un En­
glish eouutrv village, except that only 
tho larger houses havo any up]>er 
•tory.

Taking now a path to tho left, and 
following the bank, we make onr way 
towards the mission station—easily rec­
ognized even at a distunco by the Hug 
which floats over it, bearing tho letters 
C. M. S., this boing a station of the 
Church Missionary Society. On our 
way thither we pass the mission church, 
a modest little structure of wood sur­
mounted with o steeple, and capable of 
accommodating about three hundred 
persons. Leaving this, we soon reach 
the mission  ̂ buildings, which, besides 
the school, include the residences of the 
Bishop of Moosoneo (this station being 
the headquarters of the diocese I, one 
European clergyman, and a native 
catechist. Between tho Bishop's homo 
and the water is a grassy slopo ou 
which the Indians erect their touts 
during their stay. The resident popu­
lation, tho bulk of whom are half-castes, 
number, together with the few Euro­
peans and Indians, ubout oue hundred 
and fifty souls; whilo the Indians who 
visit the place only during the summer 
are estimated at between four and five 
hundred.

Wo will now see how Sunday is spent 
in this little community. As both En­
glish speaking peoplo and natives lmve 
to bo provided for, the services aro be­
gun early enough in the day to allow I 
of four being held in all—two in each 
language. At fi :30 a. m , therefore, the 
church bell sounds, nud soon n stream  
of indiaus (mostly men at this early 
hour) winds its way to tho church door. 
Let us take up our stand here and ob­
serve them as they enter. At the out­
lying settlements the Indiaus dress al­
most entirely in one style; but here nt 
headquarters, where they come a good 
deal in contact with Europeans, they 
adopted something of the variety of 
European dross. Homo of the well-to- 
do iudiins (i. e., tho most skillful hun­
ters) appear in block doth  suits colored 
nccktiei, and a few even wear English 
boots, thongh tho majority seem to pre­
fer the soft deerskin shoes usually worn 
in the country. The womeu naturally 
allow themselves still greater freedom, 
and uot unfrequently adorn themselves 
in a dress of glaring hne, with a striped 
shawl or leaded jacket equally con­
spicuous, and tho whole surmounted 
(but this not often) with a straw hat and 
colored feathers.— th e  ifu iv e r ,

Montgomery's Beutln
I t  was at i  o'clock in the morning of 

December 31, 1775, during a violent 
snow-storm, that the attack on Quebec 
was made. The little American uruiy 
had undergone inexpressible hardships 
during the campaign, aud the soldiers 
were half sturved and half naked. It 
took all the magnetic power of Mont­
gomery to stir them into renewed ac­
tion* “Men of New York," lie ex­
claimed, “you will not fear to follow 
where your General leads; march on!’’ 
Then placing himself iu tho front, lie 
almost immediately received the mor­
tal wound which suddenly closed his 
career.

Thus fell Richard Montgomery, at 
the early age of 37. Three weeks be­
fore his death he was promoted tp tbe 
rank of Major General. Yonng, giftod, 
and brave, he was mourned throughout 
the country, at whoso altar be lmd of­
fered up hia life—apparently in vain; 
for his fate decided the battle in favor 
of the British.

The story that lie was borne from 
tho field of battlo by Aaron Burr, un­
der tho continued firo of the enemy, 
has always been received with doubt. 
I t may now, upon the highest authori­
ty, lie pronounced to be without foun­
dation.

f t was rumorod, bnt not ascertained 
by tho British for some hours, that the 
American General had been killed. 
Anxious to ascertain, Genoral C'urlcton 
sent an aid-do-camp to the seminary, 
whero the American prisoners were, to 
inquire if any of them would identify 
the body. A field officer, ot Arnold's 
division, who hud bccu made prisoner 
near fiault au Matelot barrier, accom­
panied tho uid-de cuiup to the Pres dc 
ViJIo gtiurd, and pointed it out anion'? 
the other bodies, at t ie  sunie time pro­
nouncing in uceoiiW of griof a glowing 
ciilogium on Montgomery's bravery ami 
worth. Besides that of the General, 
tho bodios of his two uides-do-camp 
wero recognized among tho slain. All 
W'cro frozen stiff. General Montgom­
ery was shot through the thigh Mid 
through the licud. When his liody 
was taken up his features wero not. iu 
the loast distorted, his countenance up- 
peurt'd sei'ciio and placid, like the soul 
that had animated it. liis sword, the 
ivmboi of Ill’s martial honor, lay dose 
beside him ou the snow, i t  was picked 
up by a drununer-boy, but immediately 
afterward was given up to Jiuncs 
Thompson, Overseer of public works 
and a^Mislunt engiueor during tho siege, 
who had been intrusted by Genera! 
Carloton with tho interment of the 
body. Through tho courtesy of the 
British General, Montgomery was bur­
ied within the walls ef Quebec with 
the lienors of war.— L o u is e  J . i i i u j -  
i t o n  H u n t ,  in  / / a r jn >r ,i* .1 fn ijitz im '.

In th e  Lsmf e f  th e  Lotos*
The city of Bangkok—the capital of 

tho kingdom of Siam- -has often been 
called “Oriental Venice," because it 
was what might be termed a floating 
city, but it is wholly unlike Venice in 
almost over-aspect, except that it is lo­
cated uppu aud surrounded by water. 
It is situated on either side of tho mag­
nificent Chow Phya river, and » trav­
ersed or divided by a multiplicity of 
canals called h la u n g s . Many of these 
canals are artificial, and are simply un­
covered sewers. Home of them weave 
intended for navigation by small boats, 
and others as merely lateral conduits 
or trenches, through which tho daily 
aceummulatioiiK of the city are carried 
to tho river ,wheiue they are swept 
seaward hy tho clensing tide, From 
tho palace of tho King to the extreme 
lower eml of tho city there are about 
thirty ot' these natural and artificial 
canals, but many of them havo been 
partially closed, or obstructed in such 
a manner ns to prevent the free ingress 
of tho tUul waters of tho river. Home 
of them have been covered by small 
burnboo buildings thatched with atap, 
or encroached upon, to such an extent 
as to wholly impair their usefulness, 
instead of serving the purposes for 
which they were originally constructed 
or designed by naturo, they aro now 
tho reservoirs of decomposed vegeta­
ble and animal MibHtunces that emit 
poisonous vapors which aro borno by 
the wind at certain seasons over tho 
entire city.

A little more than a century ago 
Bangkok was a comparatively insignifi­
cant village. Now it is one of the 
wealthiest as well as ono of tho most 
important commercial )>orts in tho far 
East, and contuius nearly 1,000,000 of 
inhai Bantu.

Tho royal city which/ contains the 
palaces of the King, treasury buildings, 
mint, museum, royal gardens, elephant 
houses, private temple of the King, 
barracks of royal guard, and tho estab­
lishment of the princos of tho realm, is 
cn the east side of tho river, and en­
closed by a circular wall about twonty- 
five feet in hoight. This wall is com-

{toned of earth, brick, and rough stones, 
»ut is constructed iu a substantial man­

ner. I t has ten massive gates, all of 
which are closed at midnight and 
opened usually at 5 o’clock in the 
morning. Near each of tho gutos are 
stone towers overlooking the city.

Bangkok has been called “tho Asiatic 
Hades,“ in consequence of the excess­
ive heat which prevails thero through­
out tho entire year.

Tho population of the city is com- 
poied of Chinese, Siamese, Malays, 
Burmese, Cambodians, Javanese, Par­
secs, nud tbo natives of Mudras and 
Laos. There aro also to bo found 
there tho representatives of almost 
every other nationality. Bangkok is a 
city of strange, natural, and aititicial 
extremes. On either sido thero are de­
lightful odors and intolerable stenches, 
regal splendor aud abject squalor. It 
is u “garden city," as its name implies, 
as it is filled with fruit trees of 
every variety known in the tropics, 
aud its temples, palaces, and 
minarets are embowered in perennial 
verdure. Its  Hacred edifices are unsur­
passed in exterior brilliancy and inter­
ior adornment, and its pagodas and 
pruchadees inlaid with porcelain and 
crystal, under tho blaze of a tropical 
sun, are dazzling and magnificent. Al­
though seldom visited by the ordinary 
tourist, it is one of tbo most attractive 
places in the Far East, and the strange 
scenes that ono beholds on every haud 
more than repay the visitor who turns 
aside from the usual route on tho 
jonrnoy around the world.—B an d

Her courtiers adopted the habit 
of snuffing small nortions of it up the 
noKtrils, aud as the nrcoious stuff lio- 
came more plentiful the snuffing habit 
liecaiue more general, until at last a 
man or a woman was not considered as 
in pro(>or form unless thoy snuffed.

The custom bccaino ho common in 
England that a snuff-box was no longer 
a sign of iauk. Then it was tho law 
prohibiting tho culture of tho plant, 
except for medicine, was passod, About 
the Hamo time a heavy tariff was placed 
on the imported article, thorohy prac­
tically placing it beyond the reach of 
the common herd mid giviug royalty a 
complete monopoly.

Hince it first began to lie used as u 
luxury there havo been conflicting opii • 
ions in regard to its effects. The Rom­
ish church once forbade its use, and 
tho church of England declaimed 
ugainst i t

The Wesleys opposed it hotly, und 
at one time it wus considered so un­
clean as to unfit men for membership 
in tho Methodist church.

Baptist and Presbyterian ministers 
preached against it, and societies were 
organized to oppose the spread of the 
habit, but all to no purpose. Parents 
disowned and disiuheritod their chil­
dren because thoy used it, and hus­
bands divorced their wives on account 
of their having contracted tho lmbit of 
smoking.

For many years phyniulumi have been 
hiuch oxcrcisml over tho uso o f  drug* and 
medicines con tain ing  opiates o r  (totems. 
Opium smoking by tho Chinese and  tho in­
troduction of tho Imbit into A m erica is  un 
ovil which has been sought to bo remedied, 
and the police o f  Philadelphia have recently  
made successful rwUl- on opium “ Jo in ts’’ uml 
arrested  tho proprietors. A m ore insidious 
form  of poison than this, however, u n d o n e  
which largely uifccts not only tho hea lth  b u t 
the lives of childrnn, is th a t which comes in 
tho form  of popular medicines. Nino o u t of 
ten of those, It is known, contain narcotics o r  
deadly metallic ox id es The difficulty, how­
ever, lias been to  llnd a  substitu te  fo r such 
things which would be purely vegetable, mid 
a t th e  sumo tim e eifectu  prompt cure . 'J'hut 
such a discovery bad lieeu made was announc­
ed recently, and Dr. <>. tl rot he, chem ist to  thu 
Jirooklyu Hoard of Health, and u g radua te  
of thu lu lv o rd ty  o f  Kiel, (ierm auy, pub ­
licly certified thal he had uuuiv/.od the rem e­
dy and found it t ie  - from  narcotics, opiates 
o r in jurious m etallic oxides, and a  harm less 
and happy com bination, which will prove 
highly uiJective. H earing tha t Dr. Samuel 
K. box, a g radua te  o f  Vale, and ex p e rt an ­
alytical chemist o f tills city, had also ana­
lyzed the rem edy In guesti >u and given pub ­
lic testim ony a s  to  its purliy  and ellleiiey. a  
rep o rte r  of th e  Post wus told by him th a t  he 
had given such 11 certittenlo, utid tha t lie be* 
lievcfi tin* remedy m arked u new stage in tho 
ticutm enl o f th ro a t and lung discuses.

Two uon, stripped to the waist, wore 
strotcho 1 upon tables in the third story 
of a South street building, xvhilo two 
others stood over them bolding small 
noodles, with which they overy uow* 
and tlion pricked the flesh of their 
bodies. Two cups wore conveniently 
near—one containing Chinese Vermil­
lion and tho other India ink.

"Wo are tattoo ng these men all over," 
said Prof. Thomas. “They will prob­
ably make a tour of tlie museums. 
My friend bore was tho boatswain on 
the Boar, and has been to tho polar 
regions twico. He’s a pretty fine look­
ing man, physicially, don't yon think 
so?" And tho Professor gavo his sub­
ject an extra touch with tho needle, 
that made him jump.

"A littlo too d >ep that time, Jim f " 
lie asked sympathetically. Turning to 
the reporter h© continued: “We can't 
do more than two figures a day—ono in 
tho morning and ou© at night.

"Wo have citizens as well as sailors 
to work upon," said tho professor, 
tracing tho American eagle with arrows 
in his talons on the breast of tbo boat­
swain. “Bricklayers have the design 
of the Scottish hummer printed on 
thoir arms, and members of tho Mason­
ic fraternity often choose tho square 
and compass. Some young fellow’s 
liko to have thoir girl's picture or name 
about them. Tho arm is tho favorite 
part of the body, but occasionally they 
choose to have it cn their legs, whore 
it is not likely to W seen. We average 
about twenty to thirty customers per 
week, and ehargo from 10 cents to $5, 
according to tho natnro of the design, 
tho moro elaborate, of course, lioing 
the most oxpensivo, Evor draw blood, 
did you ask? Oh, no, the needle wo 
use h  the finest we can get, and wo hold 
it slanting and haroly prick tho skin. 
Of course it is felt, for the flesh is al­
ways sensitive, and it makos a tender 
place that irritates. That’s why we 
have to wait hours after liaviug put in 
a figure.

Prof, Thomas has carried on his art 
in this city for thirty-nine yoars, and is 
uokiiowlo iged to be ono of the finest tat- 
tooers in the land. His only rival was 
sent to an asylum far the insano last 
year under peculiar circumstances. He 
was an old man and marriod a young 
girl. He was almost crazy on the sub­
ject ot tattooing, having worked de­
signs on himself till there was scarcely 
a part ot his body whioh he could roach 
that was nqfc covorod with lndin-ink 
pictures. Hoou aftor ho was marr ed 
ho bogan tattooing his wife, and in 
threo mouths he hod covered hor from 
head to foot. Ho devoted himself so 
assiduously to the work that his mind 
became unbalanced, and friends com­
mitted him to an asylum for safe keop- 
ing. Finding herself without moans ot 
support tlie young wife exhibited hor- 
solf at tho museums and has mot with 
great success. Her manager tells a 
havrowing tale of how she waa stolen 
by tho ludians iu Colorado while sho 
was vory young and subjected to tho 
torture of having her body tattooed. 
The romance ho has managed to weave 
about her lifo would mako a very read­
able dimo novo),

“Yon see that iu some cases tattooing 
turns out to bo vory valuable to the 
victim, instead of ugly marking, as 
some people call it," said au appren­
tice. “And more than ono poor sailor 
who has lost his life In a wreck or by 
foul play about Hit docks lias been 
identified by relatives through India 
ink tattoo. About the only class that 
sutler by it are tho criminals. When 
once the design is priokod in the skin 
it can never bo erased and novor wear* 
off. A thief with India ink designs 
could bo identified iu a moment, Tho 
iHilice always keep desoriptions of 
thieves, ami they want nothing bettor 
than a mark like this to identify a 
man,"—VhiltuMfihiu  A’or lh  .tmvrivan.

His 
confodoratcs betrayed themselves by 
tlight,nud the chiefs of thorn wore either 
killo.l ou being captured or died on the 
scaffold. Tbo anniversary of tho plot. 
November 5, was long celebrated in 
England and Now Fngland by 
tlulioys of tbo town carrying about 
nu Gilley of Guy Fawkes which 
w ns finally Imrnod in some public place. 
I t was customary for th© boys on these 
occasion* to slug verses beginning:

The Fair of Ixmmil In Yt cslmi.
On the Hth of December tho fostiva) 

of Our Lady Izumnl is celebrated with 
groat pomp. A largo fair is also hold j 
in the city during those days in her j 
houor. Even merchants from neigh-1 
boring btatoa Hock there, if not to 
kneel at tbo sbrino of the Virgin, to 
worship at tho altar of Mercury. Do- 
voices on thoso occasions crowd the 
private apartmont of th© doll, which 
is also carried in solemn procession, 
decked in gorgoona array, and followed 
by a long train of worshippers.

After church service is over, all leave 
in a hurry and rush to ' th© bull-fight. 
Many of tho Indians, who know abso­
lutely nothing about fmtroMiachp, en­
ter tho ring to fight tho bull, exposing 
themsolves to bo iujuiod for lifo, or to 
dio a painful death, in this we see an 
aucicnt custom yet prevalent. Tho an­
cients sacrifice their lives to deities for 
any benefit received. To-day an Indian 
begs a favor of his patron s.iint, and as 
a proof of Ilia deep gratitude promise* 
to fight a bull, keep drunk a certain 
number of days, or do some othor rash 
tiling, ,*

Bull-lighting in Yucatan is not liko 
bull-fighting in Spain. Tho ring is a 
double palisade sustaining sheds cov­
ered with palm loaves, that uro divided 
into boxes. Every ono provides his 
own seat. Tho host aud the worst, big 
and small, all uttond the bull-tight. 
Thoso who, on foot, rnoroty play with 
tho bull, only huvo a lienoiiueu sack to 
serve as shield. Others, also on foot, 
aro provided with poles ulmut three 
feet loug, having a sharp iron head, 
like that of an arrow, oalled rejoii. 
When the people aro tired of seeing 
tho bull played with, they call for the 
j’cjflmro#. Those with tho spoors do- 
scr*bed then como forward. Thoir 
business is to strike the bull in the 
nape and kill it, but it is seldom done 
at once. Tbo beast is chased by one 
or two men, blow after blow is dealt, the 
blood gushing afresh caoh time. The 
first pain makos the animal furious, but 
the loss of blood soon weakens it, and 
it bocoinea almost harmless. Thi n the 
horsemen aro called on to lasso it and 
drag it away. While unother bull is 
being fetched rockets aro tlrod, tho 
poople applaud, the baud plays, a down 
moimvhiio doing his best to amnso tho 
spectators. If a bull is disinolinod to 
fight they gitd his body with ropos in 
evorv possible way, fastening fire­
crackers about bis head uud tail. Ag­
gravated and tortured, tho poor beast 
jumps about, and the erackors oxplodo, 
to the great delight of all present, big 
and small. This renders it furious for 
a few minutos; but if it again refuses 
to fight it is token away as a coward 
not worth killiug.— M in e  D. fe l ‘fan-

COLORS, LARUEAN1)SMALL.

Curious F u e l, That are K«|italu*t! by 1’roL 
Huxley'* I.ate l>l»t‘<ivery*

The discovery recently mode by Prof. 
Huxley that size is an attribute to col­
or, or, iu other words, that oertoin col­
ors are larger than others, is ono of tho 
most remarkablo discoveries of mod­
ern times. YVo havo long been accus­
tomed to apeak of cold and warm, and 
loud aud quiet colors, but tbeso terms 
havo boon used figuratively. That 
colors are actually large or small is a 
literal fact, and ou reading the account 
of Prof. Huxley’s experiments it  seems 
strange that tho discovery was not 
made long ago.

The professor’s attention was cnllod 
to tho matter quite accidently, through 
the medium of stockings. He had 
bought six pairs of stockings of tho 
size known as No. 10. Threo of them 
were red and three blue. On trying 
them on he found that the blue stock­
ing* wore too small and tho red ones 
rather too large. As they were all No. 
10 stockings, it was evident that the 
difference in size botwocn the red and 
blue pairs was due to thoir ropcctivo 
color.

Pursuing bis investigation in con­
nection with stockings, Prof, lluxlcy 
found that white stookiugs aro larger 
than either red or yellow, that black 
ones ur© smaller than blue ono*, and 
that, iu short, there is a regular seal© j 
of sizo in colors, reaching from Muck | 
to white. Having thus established the | 
fact that colors effect tho size of stock­
ings, ho extended las investigations to 
other fields, and confirmed tho result 
of his stocking experiments.

Prof. Uuxloy finds that whito is tho 
largest of all colors. Whito lottors on 
a butek ground can bo seen muon far­
ther than black letters on a white 
grouud, thus proving that tho former 
are larger than the latter. A woman 
iu a white dress is larger than sho 
would bo in bluo, and very much larg­
er than she would ho in black. Wo­
men long ago intuitively grasped tho 
fact that black is tho proper color for 
a fat woman, Dressmakers have boon 
accustomed to say that a black silk 
dress makes a stout woman look rea* ] 
suitably small, but wo know uow that I 
it actually and litci-nlly reduces hor | 
sizo. A scries of oxperimcutH with a | 
stout woman demonstrated that she : 
weighed forty pounds loss when dressed i 
in black than when dressed in white. | 
Prof. Uuxloy concede* that there1 
might have been somo slight error in 
this experiment since tho operation of 
changing the dress was not personally 
conducted by him. Still, he believes 
that the error, if any, was a small ou©, 
ami that it did not materially affect tho 
result.

Nearly evoryono hat met in the sum­
mertime a fat German dressed entirely 
iu whito: but a thin white-dad German 
is something outiroly unknown. Of 
course it is the whit© dross that makes 
tho Gorman fat. Dross tho sumo man 
in black clothes, and ho would bo a 
man of ordiuary size. Tho majestic 
appoaraneo ot the,—that is to say, tho 
sizo of,—in short, tho bullet girl inva­
riably wear* whito or very light col­
ored tights, bocanso whito u  tho larg- 
ostofall colors, Browu and pink may 
oceasionably bo n*od, but it is tho 
opiuion of Prof. Huxley that in nearly 
ail eases the attractiveness of th© ballot 
is due to tho imposing sizo of white.

Next to white, yellow is the largest 
of all colors. The New York Gab com­
pany has been fortunate in painting 
tho lower part of its ©abs yellow, sine© 
by this means they are' much more 
roomy than they would be had tiicv 
boon painted black, t-o, too, the gilt 
aud yellow paint used ou hoard our 
river steamers smisibly increases thoir 
touuagc. Most railway oars aro paint- 
od red, and Prof. Huxley estimates 
that a red ear which holds sixty passen­
gers would not hold more tiiuu titty 
were it pain toil bluo. The world has 
long known that tho rod-coated British 
soldier is a larger and braver man than 
tin* bluo-eoated Frenchman, but it has 
novor hitherto occurred to uny on© that 
this difforeueo in sizo xvus duo to tho 
difforcuceiu colors. The Austrian sol­
dier, when clad in their traditional 
white coals, weighod, ou an average, 
DM pounds each, but the substitution 
of gray coats roducod tho weight of tho 
Anstriau infantryman to K»o |ioiiuds. 
The young gentlemen who hunt tha 
anise-seed bag on Long Island are, as a 
rule, alight aud grucoful In figure when 
dressed in black, but when tlioy put on 
thoir red aud white uullorms they pre­
sent a really imposing appearanco.

Prof. Huxley points out that tho oom- 
mon practice of luiiutiug stcamahijsi 
black seriously atlocts thoir currying 
capacity, He calculates that tlie ton* 
nag© of the Britannic, for example, 
winch is now only 5,5oo tons, could lie 
Increased to ti,HI7 tons by painting 
her white, and tlmt the momentum of 
a black Iron-clad ram would 1st in­
creased on©-tent It were sho to Ihi given 
a coat of whito faint. Ho claims that 
th© superiority m stature of Hid white 
over the yellow man, is purely th© re­
sult of colon, uud iiH'torts that wore 
Huglishimm to p unt tlnmis Ivosu desil 
white from hoot to foot ami wear white 
©t ithe* thev would make an average 
gain of Hire© inehoi in height and of 
twelve pnuud'i iu weight,

It is evident that lids now discovory 
will have Ihe most important ©oti*o> 
queue©, Tuno aud space would fail to 
slim!©, even in the most eursory mini* 
nor, to Hi© various wunn in which it will 
ulleet th© commerce, tmiuulueturos, and 
duilv lit© of uatioh*: but it cun hardly

doubted tiiat white and red, owing 
to their great superiority ill size, will, 
iu th© near future, become of almost 
universal use, and that black and blue 
will W  n>ed only when tlie size of the

G kskiui. Guant, writes a Now York 
correspondent, has for a number of 
years smoked daily more uud strongor 
cigars than uny umn of tho most ro­
bust health could endure. Whon he 
was in tho Whito Homo he smokod 
from tiftoen to twenty cigars n day. 
They woro not small cigars, either. 
They were of tho old Hoina Victoria 
size, and wero the blackest of maduros 
in color. Very few ox|>ericnced smok­
ers had strong enough heads to smoke 
Grant’s cigars. More than one callor 
at the White House has been made 
sick by attempting to smoke with 
President Grant. Judge Kelley, of 
Pennsylvania, who lmd a similar ran­
corous trouhlo in his mouth two years 
ago, has boon cured, although ho was 
givon up by his Philadelphia physi­
cians whon he went to Europe for the 
last operation. The cancer In tho 
Judge's mouth was caused by tho ex­
cessive use of tobacco, llo waa not a 
smoker, but he chowed tobacco con­
stantly. Vp to tho time that tho can­
cer appeared ho was hardly ever with* 
out tobacco in his moutlu He went to 
sleep with a twist of it in his cheek, 
and it was ujKm the spot on the tongue 
touched by the tobacco that the cancer 
doveloped. There was this difference 
between his case and that of Gen­
eral Grant: Ilia was upon the tongue 
itself, where it could bo gotton at by 
the surgeons. Tho cancer in Gonoral 
Grunt's mouth is at tho root of tho 
tongue, and iu a place whero it cannot 
be succesafiilly treat oil. This is iden­
tical with the case of Senator Ben Hill. 
He chewed tobueco immoderately, and 
while he waa seemingly in the primo of 
health a cancer appoarod at tho roots 
of his tonguo. Ho wont through the 
martyrdom of a uumber of surgical op­
erations, but the result was nothing 
but a prolongation of a life of pain 
and ondlosa struggling. Tho dosing 
days of Ben Hill's life wore very pa- 
thotie. Ho slowly starved to doatli. 
Prom the indications It appears that 
Gonoral Grant is about to undergo tho 
torriblo fato which overtook Senator 
Hill. During tho very last days of 
Iliira lifo he was able to oat only a 
small saucer of the thinnest oatmeal. 
To eat even this small quantity took 
him fully au hour. Every mouthful 
caused him the most violeut pniu. 
Hill showed grout fortitude throughout 
the dosing hoursof his life. Allhougli 
he ucvei' hud u single moment that was 
free from pain, bis courage was never 
shaken, He never made u complaint*

Tie' Abyssinian alplialHd consists of 

two hundred und eightoliuracteiN, cucli 
of which is written distinctly and sep­
arately, like the letters of a Europoun 
punted book. The labor required to 
write im Abyssinian book it therefore 
immense, and sonictime*years ale con­
sumed m the preparation of a single 
volume. Mr. fuzmi, tm English 
scholar, visits* I an Abyssinian inoima- 
tery a lew miles from Cairo, aud was 
surprised to tlud therein one of tho 
most unique of libraries. In a room 
twenty-six by twenty, u numlier of long 
wooden pegs projected from the wait, 
und on them hung about liltv Abyssin­
ian hooks in luunuseript. As tho en­
tire literature of Abyssinia d no! in- 
elude more than one hundred volumes, 
the monk* were proud of their liberty. 
Each book was hound in red leather or 
iu boards, aud enelosed in a (-use tied 
up with leather thongs. To this ease 
was attached a strap for tho conveni­
ence of carrying tho volume oxer the 
shoulders, and by these straps tho 
Imoks were hung to the wooden pegs, 
three or four to a peg. Tho room thus 
lltted up also contained a number of 
long staves, for tho monk* to lean on 
at the time of prayer.

From  Itli'ltmnml to  H iiltim ore During the  
Wur.

Iu August, IkiI'J, I ohancod to meet 
in Richmond a gentlcmau who told mo  
of a successful trip ho had mado across 
the linos to Baltimore. My husband 
had somo money tkero which wo need­
ed very much. I t  was a temptation not 
to bo resisted. My husband was in the 
Coufederuto army and my two children 
wero at school iu South Carolina, so 
thore wns none to raiso objections and 
my own inclinations to urgo mo speed­
ily decided tho question. 1 secured 
from tho gentleman his route in minute 
detail.

At Hanover Junction I  had so much 
trouble to get conveyance to Bowling 
Green that 1 wus at tho point of going 
back, ignominiously, when I saw a car­
riage drive up to the point where I  was 
waiting, A low questions and answers 
put mo in possession of the fact that 
l)r. B — , who lived near llowliug 
Greou, was oxpoctod on tho train and 
this was his carriage scut to meet him* 
YViion ho arrived 1 sent for him ami 
bogged permission to go with him. Ho 
politely consented. After a night of 
rest uud comfort tho good doctor car­
ried mo ovor to Bowling Groon, got mo 
a carriago and 1 departed with his 
blessing. Tho thoughtful kindness of 
Mrs. B had supplied mo with an 
ample lunch bucket well storod with 
delicacies and substuntials.

The uext point, Port Royal, on the 
ltappahannook, was reached in perfoot 
comfort aud safety. I  met at tho hotel 
thero four ladies returniug to Rich­
mond from Bultimorc. The first thing 
to do was to find a boatman willing to 
row mo ovor the river, which wns both 
ditlicult and hazardous, owing to the 
fact that Eodorai gunboats wero almost 
constantly passing and woro liable to 
ooiue around a bend at any time. I  
was about concluding a bargain with a 
party when a regiment of Federal oav* 
airy dashed iuto the town and us sud­
denly ovory ono disappeared—among 
them my boatman. For a while we 
kept very still. But my curiosity 
overcoming caution 1 wcut out to look 
at tho situation from our veranda.

The Federais had taken possession 
of nn eminence in frout of us and thus 
commanded tho town. On a beautiful­
ly shaded grassy slope in full view, they 
wore making themselves at homo after 
tho style of cavaliers under such cir­
cumstances. The horsiH wore turned 
out to graze. Ofiicors and num lounged 
about under tbo trees eating, drinking, 
und smoking. Sometimes a loud laugh 
or snatch of a song reached our oars, 
showing tho soldiers to bo entirely at 
oaso.

At this moment the sound of horsos* 
hoofs attracted my attention in another 
direction. Supposing tho now comers 
to be moro Federal*, I  was about turn­
ing tore-enter tho houso with a heavy 
heart when a glance at tho rapidly ap­
proaching party gavo my pulsoabound 
and with a thrill of hope aud fear I  
rocognized the Confederate uniform.

I did not go iuto the houso then. An 
exolsmation showed that tho recogni­
tion was mutual. I know that ho was 
a memlier of Gonoral J. K. B. Stuart’s 
staff, although when I  last met him ho 
was a minister of tbo gospo).

A few busty words of groeting and 
explanation on both sides wore ex­
changed, whou General Ktuart riding 
up, tho Colouol, my friend, introduced 
mo. Ho remarked at tho same time that 
1 wished to cross tho linos, but wus 
afraid to attempt it on account of thoso 
troops, pointing, as ho said it, over his 
shoulders at the Fedoruls. General 
Ktusrt luughod as ho said: "Madam, 
vou ueod havo no fear. Thoy are 
Lagged. Wo havo surrounded thorn.” 
Raising my eyes to tho hill opjiosito I 
saw the continuation of his words. The 
transfer of arms and munitions of >war 
w as actually takiug place at tho mo- 
mont,

1 was not long iu crossltg tho river, 
and before an hour had pss*od I 
retched Dr. Stewart's houso. I t  was 
quito dark, although wo had driven 
rapidly. The Doctor mot mo at tho 
door with a hearty welcome. He »ont 
for Mrs. Ktowart and both choorfully 
promised all tho assistauco in their 
power.

At tho sup|ier table I  met Miss Stow- 
art, a prepossessing young lady, very 
handsome and dashing. Mrs, Mtewurt 
unlocked a cabinet, and taking there­
from a pistol aud huudod it to her 
daughter and another sho placed iu Iter 
own bolt She said to tue: "Now Mr*.

Wo waited perhup* ten minute*, when 
we wore joined by a gentleman to 
whom Mr*, Stewart explained our 
wishes.

To my regret liesaid it was too Into 
to make the attempt that night.

The 
Uext night I crossed aulely to the 
northern shore ot the Eotonmc, We 
lowed into one ef many oroel.* to the 
house of a Southern gentleman.(hr n -.h 
"hose kindness I wu* enabled to n-ueh 
I’ori Tobaceo, ten miles distant, the 
next day, There I tuck the stage tor 
Washington (htr.
