Old Time Mills and Flails,
BY It.

All tlio world about the mill has gone 
to aleep. I t  in hibernating, like the 
tour. Tbo liilla have pulled the sheets 
of snow up to their eliins and over 
their heads, and sleep so souldly that 
the restless winds have to do their 
snoring for them, and go sighing and 
singing and whistling, and sometimes 
howling and shrieking through the 
leafless oaks and tho swaying cedars, 
Anil through the rocky echoing glens, 
raging through all Hio varied gamut of 
the  intinito suoro of slumbering na­
ture.

How patiently wait tho cedars for 
the days of spring and sunshine of 
Juno. All the other treos have given 
up  long ago, nml ceased to look for 
Aiiytliiug save snow nuil sleet and bit­
ing rosta and winter ruins. How fear- 
luliv they moan und wail when the 
winds come swooping down from the 
northwest. They have thrown away
every brown leaf, weeks and
weeks ago. They will never
w«ur leaves again, they know.
Tho ground about their frozen feet is 
baid as Hint. The nap is frost in their 
voiiih. Their limbs are stiff. The

com )• In n Hut the patient cedars—
bonding under the burden of snow 
thn t trims their dark green cloaks with 
white as soft ns swan's down, they look 
upon i he sleeping Helds aud down at 
tho nileiit creek, patiently, trustfully 
wsi ing for May or June. Never wail­
ing torausc (lie snows are deep and the 
wiuier in long; when tho winds are 
aoft uud gentle tho coders whisper, 
ami wlion the gales are blowing Heroely, 
Aliev, only sigh and shake the snow 
from their shoulders as thoy bend and 
awjv. Hut always they are hojieful,

Bow it will twist aud bond the knotty 
o ’d monarch* iu its wild, rough play. 
I t  oven catches ilia old mill by tiie 
oln Aiders and shakes it uutii its very 
windows rattle and the pigeons up ill 
the  loft coo and murmur soft, musical, I 
frightened protests

T he pigeouN pass most of their time 
'in the mill loft these days. 1 wonder 
If the Tumbler, in these long, etui my 
winter days of conHncmout, practice* 
mew beta of twisting und tumbling for 
his summer flights. I think he does.

. 1 know he doos, imb ed And the Fan* 
tail there, is telling that pair of Nuns 
• to u t a havn he once lived iu that was 
haunted by the restless, cooing ghost 
of nn unhappy I'oufer, who loved a 
great strong Currier, with such a long 
sock und bcuutilul hIiujh*. He enlisted 
in the mail servico aud wont away to 
wur, and carried dispatches from a be­
leaguered city out over the lines.

For many a long, lung sunny day, 
through all tho dreadful summer, the 
poor Pouter wa ted ami pined away 
And watched for him, sud called him 
All day long. Ami mi, iu early Novem­
ber—the squirrels had just bad their 
harvest home, and the blue birds and 
hrowu thrushes aud meadow lurks and 
ao many o'hcr r milicawerepsekitigto 
go south \ 'I ' r children, und they 
Dearly all i • r dinner at tho mill 
that day. At. * t wind, (list lutdcome 
all tho way o t ie sea. swept up to 
iho  porch ju> aside the sound win­
dow where the j retiy Pouter was plam* 
tively railing for Messenger, und laid a 
•oft feather, broken aud utalaed with

blood, at her feet She died that very 
afternoon, and tho leaves buried her, 
down by a big grey rock where the 
maiden-hair tern grew, but always after 
that, all day long and sometimes in tho 
night, they- could hear her calling, call­
ing, oalling for Messenger. If they go 
to that barn, to-day,—it'e a big aide- 
hill barn, painted red, with a ship for a 
weather vane, away, way up the creek, 
where they thresh wheat with the 
trampling horses and thundering Hails 
yet; he was born in that barn. And 
the two pretty Nuns—I can hear them 
sobbing in soft, tremulous coos as they 
listen with me.

How do I  know what he said? My 
toy, if you will haunt the old mill loft 
as much as 1 did when I  was your age, 
and many years older, too, you will un­
derstand every word a pigeon says

Why here, come to the window; look 
up the oreek there, see on the side of 
that bald hill, with just a fringe of oak 
and maple stou t tho base of the skull, 
do you see that old born? That used 
to be red; a little faded out now; looks 
like an old fashioned carnation lying 
in the snow. Well, thst is the barn 
that Fantail was born in. Como to 
look at him, I  believe 1 knew that fel­
low when he was a squab. I  know the 
barn all by heart. 1 knew the minute 
he said it was tho btrn where they 
threshed the wheat with Hails Ah, it’s 
the last farm in this part of the great 
Northwest to do that.

Boom, boom, boom! Bo you bear 
that? “For the fitches are not threshed 
with a threshing instrument," said 
Isaiah, ever ao long ago, "neither is a 
oarrat wheel turned about upon the 
cummin; but the . fitches are beaten 
out with a staff, and the cummin with 
a rod." Listen again, yon cannot help 
but hear it:
Tltc gray barns, looking from their hssy hills

0 er tho Hint wa era widening in the vales, 
Send down the air s greeting to the mills

On the dull i builder of ultoriuit- flails."
Why, it is a ssd thought, it is a solemn 

fact to contemplate, that there are chil­
dren torn  in this republio,who areyoung 
men and women now, who came in since 
the last Hail went out; who never saw 
a flail; never heard one, having no idea 
why flails should be "alternate." l)o 
you know, I  talked, not two weeks ago, 
to a young man torn  and brought up 
on an Ohio farm, who didn’t know 
what a flail was? He looked me in the 
eye and made the confession without a 
blush.

Ti e first time 1 met with a flail was 
down in Stark county, Illinois, You 
know that country as well as 1 d a  
Elder Gross was living in Toulon at 
the time, turning sinnors into Baptists 
whorover he could find a stream of 
waist-deop water, and Grandfather 
Jones’ farm lay jnst outside of Lafay­
ette. Unable to think of any specific 
mischief 1 could work out about the 
farm that morning, pitilessly looked 
out of the tool house because I  had 
"sharponod" a keyhole saw with a rat- 
tail Hie, and sawod an ox tow in two 
with an eye to fancy sled rnnnors the 
next winter, I  had olimtod np into the 
barn loft to comfort myself with the 
pigeons. Doom, boom; boom, boom; 
down stairs, and down ladder and post 
and the inoline of mountains of hay I  
slid, and scrambled, and rolled, until I  
found the men threshing on the barn 
floor.

1 had always assisted a t threshing 
heretofore. We had threshed afore­
time in the old, old way; we had trod­
den out the ooru with the muscled ox, 
•nd with the tightly cheoked horses, 
aud 1 could stand In the middle of the 
ring and keep the procession moving. 
But somehow I had always missed 
this Hail business. Often 1 bad heard 
tiie noisy, booming din from other far­
away barns, on the clear November air, 
atm uow 1 knew what it was. Never 
did a toy wait so impatiently for the 
dinner-horn. 1 thought the men would 
never go away, that 1 might dance one 
set with the nail myself. How easy it 
was. How deftly the strong arms 
swung the grest whips of oak, and with 
graceful sweeps lashed the golden grain 
from the quivering bearded straw. 
How I  admired the play of the brawny 
arme, and how.l longed to take the 
contract of threshing ont all the rest 
of that whoat myself.

The handmaiden name to the kitchen 
door at last, and wound her mellow 
horn, the hungry men weut to dinner, 
and trembling with eagerness I  ap­
proached the flail, as it leaned against 
the sidt of the fanning milk

Somehow it looked taller and grim­
mer than whon it was gyrstlug stout 
in the air, in graceful curves, ellipses 
•nd parabolas. 1 shook hsnds with the 
short leg, and the touoli chilled me. 1 
felt as I  think a man mnst feel when he 
step* Into the ring and shakes hsnds 
witu Hlugger Sullivan.

A flsil looks quiet enough. I t seems 
gentle. I t is not at all the sort of whip 
a Christian man would Hog the little 
one with, but in its hours of ease it hoe 
•  quiet, come • where • mydova-lies 
dreaming expression that is deaporate- 
ly wicked, and deceitful stove all 
things, A flail is your true patrician. 
I t  is oordlal and aotively useful with 
the equals, but it reeente Iny familiar­
ity from its inferiors. In tne grasp of 
its master, it is clay in the bands of the 
potter; g rip i*! by tho unwsry and 
ewung by tlio uninitiated, it is •  brisk 
in tbo hands of a rioter, or a stone 
thrown by a lovely woman.

Home fooling of this kind begin to 
oppress me ae 1 exsmined the simple, 
primitive mechanism of the Hall. There 
lias never toen any improvement in 
the construction of this implement. 
The flail apraug into tolug, Minerva- 
like, full grown, of mature age, and in 
complete armor, sound in wind, limb, 
ami condition. The first flail, like tbe 
first bird's nest, was a iierfect model 
for alt posterity. A whip of oak or 
hickory, with the lash a little shorter 
than tiie hemlle, and nearly as hosvy; 
lash and handle loosely swung togeth­
er with a thong that holds likes mort­
gage. The sheaves of wheat that look 
out from the oIImiwb of the burn where, 
the last of the load, they are crowded, 
shiver when they look dowu and see 
the flail leaning up against a bin, like a 
village bully, waiting for a chance to 
l»otiiid something.

Hut nothing scares a toy very long. 
I picked up the flail. It was heavier 
Ilian 1 *up|«>scd it could be, 1 marched 
out on the barn floor to where the 
tourded sheaves were lying, ranked 
along in two even ruui, head to bead, 
snd ths line of buttle just long enough 
for the sweep ol the “alternate flails."

1 raised the simple implement above 
! my head. I  gave the same to ld, care­
less swing—I  know I  did—that uncle 
Fred used, and right u  the midst ol 
the first circling rush, without hesita­
tion, remorse, warning, or eompunotioa 
of conscience, I  was knocked down. 

First event for the flail.
When I  got np the flail lay there on 

the floor. I t  had not changed. I t was 
tbe same calm, impassive old flail I  
rubbed my head, felt carefully of the 
lnmp, and decided thnt I  couldn’t wear 
my Sunday hat for two weeks, and con­
sequently wonld not have to go to 
ohnroh, and then 1 grappled the flail 
again. I  shrugged my shoulders to

frotect my head, and led the germsn.
never saw any qniet thing fly around 

as that flail did. Twice I  saw it go 
sweeping past my face. Onoe it smote 
me In the book with a resound­
ing thump that made me think, 
then and there, it had broken 
my heart And all this time 1 couldn’t 
get the bulge on it to whang it down 
ou the wheat 1 had got it started on 
its inhuman circuit and I  couldnT stop 
i t  I  had raised a demon I  could not 
control. I t pounded my riba sore in 
rapid successive strokes; my arms were 
twisting ont of their sockets; it  was ail 
I  could do to keep my feet on tho 
floor; the longer 1 held on the wore? it 
g o t At last 1 let go sll "holts," threw 
my arms over my head and started to 
ran for my life. I t  inst rained Haile, 
broadside, end on, and eris-cro*s, down 
on me all the way across, tho big barn, 
until, with one final mighty crash, I 
fell down on tho astonished dog Hec­
tor, trying to hide himself behind tbe 
straw cutter, a limp, inert, hopeless 
wreck of howling toy, pitiless flail and 
terrified dog.

I  began to think I  wonld let ont part 
of that threshing contract 

I  sat up and oried for a minute or 
two, and made some remarks on the 
subject of flails, not necessarily for 
publication, bat merely to place myself 
on record in cases bill for the prohibi­
tion of flails as a beverage ahonld ever 
to  called np, and once more I  arose and 

icked my oneay up by tho long end. 
collared him with both hands, and re­

solved that if the sacrifice of my poor 
life was demanded in order that future 
generations of boys might know how to 
donee ronnd dances with a looso-jointed 
flail with misfit legs, I  wonld die in the 
cause right there, even though the next 
time I  fell on the dog it killed both oi 
us. 4

Tbe god-like Heotor, comtortiug his 
own wounds and bruises with healing 
tongue, looked at me from a new lurk­
ing place behind the fanning mill, Raw 
that I  w a s  preparing to enter tho listA 
once more, and with an expression of 
amazement and disgust, and a rush that 
scattered the wheat shoaves like leaves 
in a November blast, shot ont of tho 
barn door, and then, with hair erect 
and every muscle quivering with ex­
citement, turned to look at me.

"That toy," he said to the bay colt, 
who had come down to that end of the 
pasture to see what all the row wuh 
about, "has gone stork, raving mad and 
ia trying to d ab  himself to death with 
a pair of pitehfork handles, bnt l*m 
ont of the game. I ’ll pull him out of 
a mill pond all day long, bnt if a boy 
deliberately makes np his mind to

In 
tuo first and only circuit, tiie short leg 
flew straight np in the air, then 
dropped and tapped ms on tbs head. 
Then it reached out at right angles snd 
•mote a three-gallon jug of ancient 
older from its high perch on the fan­
ning m ill sweeping it into an everlast­
ing temnorance revival, then it swoopod 
down with the sweep or a hawk, earns 
•ronnd and caught me behind the 
knees, dropped me on tiie floor with a 
thud that made me siok for a week, and 
in that humiliating position the men 
found me. I  was sitting on the flail 
My enemy was at my feet, but I  was 
not vaiu-glorions in my triumph. And 
when grandfather said, severely, "That 
hoy has loon at tbe older," I  sighed in 
bitterness of spirit, because I know 
to tter tlmu he did bow energetically I  
bad been at it.

And the dev never came when I  could 
use a flail Before the dawn of that 
triumph, the threshing machine begnu 
to break t ie  !e<rs of men with its far- 
reaching tumbling-rod, and the flail 
went out of business.

Tuk Fontaine locomotive, which won 
peculiar celebrity some time ago on the 
line of the Canada Southern,has final­
ly draappeared.

A Poor Bey’s Romance.
I  spent a day with m a t  interest, 

says Mrs. Sarah K. Bolton in the 
Vonyregationalixt, in visiting the 
worsted mill and warehouses at 
Saltaire, jnst ont from Bradford, E n­
gland, which covers abont ten acres. 
Tbe history of ths proprietor, Sir Ti­
tos Salt, reads like a romance. A poor 
boy, a son of a plain Yorkshire mau, at 
19 in a loose blouse he was sorting and 
washing wool; a littlo later a good 
salesman, a faithful Christian worker, 
and the Superintendent of a Sunday- 
school.

At 88, happening to to  in Liverpool, 
he observed in the dooke some bugs 
nieces of dirty-looking alpaca wool 
They had long lain in the warehouses, 
and, becoming a nuisance to the own­
ers, wore soon to to  reshipped to Pern. 
Young Salt took away a bandfnl of the 
wool in hit handkerchief, scoured and 
combed it, and was amazed at its at­
tractive appearance. His father and 
frionds advised him strongly to have 
nothing to do with the dirty stuff, as he 
< ould sell it to no one, end if he at­
tempted to make doth  from it himself, 
he ran a great risk of failure. Filially 
he said: "I am going iuto this alpaoa 
affair right and left, and I'll either 
muko myself a man or a mouse."

lieturning to Liverpool ho bought 
the whole 800 bales for a small sum 
and toiled diligontly till propor ma­
chinery was made for the new material 
Tbe remit wan a great success. In 
three years over two million pound* of 
alpaca wool were imported, and now 
four million pounds are brought to 
Bradford alone. Employment was 
soon furnished to thousands, laborers 
ooming from all over Great Britain and 
Oormany. Ten years later Mr. Salt 
was made Mayor of Bradford; ten 
years after this a member of Parlia­
ment, and ten years later still a baro­
net by Queen Victoria A great change 
from the boy in his soilod, coarse 
blouse, but be deserved it a l l  He was 
a remarkable man in many ways. Even 
when worth his millions and giving 
lavishly on every hand, he wonld save 
blank loaves and scraps of paper for 
writing, and lay them aside for future 
use. He was an early riser, always at 
the works before the engine wa* start­
ed. I t  used to be said of him, "Titus 
Halt makes a thousand pounds before 
others are out of bed" He was punc­
tual to the miuute, most exact, and un­
ostentatious. After ho was knighted it 
was no uncommon thing for him to 
take a poor womnn and her baby in tho 
carriage besido him, or a tired work­
man, or sontter hundreds of tracts in a 
village where he happened to to. Onco 
a gypsy, not knowing who he was, 
asked him to buy a broom. To her as­
tonishment, lie bought all she was car­
rying.

The best of his acts, one which ho 
hod thought out carefully, as ho said, 
"to do good to his fellow men," was the 
building of Saltaire tor his four thou­
sand workmen. When asked once 
what he hod been reading of late, he 
repliod, "Alpaca. If you had fonr or 
five thousand people to provido for 
every day yon would not have much 
time left for rootling." Saltaire is a 
beautiful plaoe on the banks of the 
BiTer Aire, dean and restful In tho 
oenter of the town stands the great 
six-story mill, well ventilated, lighted, 
and warmed, 545 feet long, of light- 
colored stone, costing over a  half mil­
lion dollars The four engines of 1,- 
800 horse power consnme fifteen thou­
sand tons of coal per year. The weav­
ing shed, covering two acres holds
I, 200 looms, whioh make eighteen 
miles of fabric per day.

Tiie houses of the work ]>eople aro 
an honor to the capitalist. They are 
of light stouo like the mill, two stories 
high, each containing parlor, kitchen, 
pantry, and three bed-rooms or more, 
well-ventilated and tasteful Flowor 
lieds are in every front yard, with a 
vegetable garden in the rear.

Coin Standards of the United (Mates
Ths coinage law of 1792 provided for 

three gold ooins, the eagle, half-eagle, 
and quarter eagls I t  provided for the 
silver dollar as above mentioned,which 
was to weigh 410 grains, and be "the 
unit of Federal money." In 1887 a 
code of mint laws, drawn by Mr. H. M. 
Put erson, tho director of the mint, and 
adopted by Congress, reducing tho 
weight of the silver dollar to 4121 
grains, and the smaller silver coins in 
proportion, and for both metals the 
standard of fineness nted in the mint 
of France was adopted. Tho gold dol- 
ler was first coined nndor the act of 
Congress passed March 8, 1840. By 
an act of February 21, 1858, au im­
portant change was made in our coin­
age. By the laws (previously existing 
both ths gold and sliver except the 8- 
oent piece*) were a legal tender to any 
amount. At tiie ratio of silver to gold 
of 10 to 1, silver was of less value in 
the United Htates than in Europe, aud 
our silver coins were exported fit large 
quantities. To prevent this tbe set 
mentioned placed a seignorage, or 
ndut tax upon silver, reduced the half- 
dollar slid entailer coins jq weight, aud 
took from the sntoidiary silver coins 
their legal tender quality eseeptiug iu 
small amounta. The silver dollar of 
412) grains was not included iu this 
change. The mint was no longer to 
coin silver for individuals, but to pur­
chase the metal at its lueiket price and 
manufacture coins on government 
account. The effect of tills change was 
to give to the silver coin o f' this coun­
try a current value sufltciootly stove 
its market pi ice as bullion toprevuut 
its exportation, and at the same time to 
make silver money subsidiary to gold. 
Tho silver dollar, however, being still 
legal tender to any amount, aud being 
heavier thou a dollar's worth of small 
coins, stood at a premium of from 108 
to 105, By the coinage act of 1878, 
prepared under the direction of John
J. Knox, Comptroller of tho Curreucy, 
the coluage of tho silver dollar of 41'ii 
grains was dropped, end in its place 
was substituted the dollar of 420 grains, 
salted the "trade dollar," since it wa* 
Intended only for the convenience of 
our trade with Mexico and the Central 
American Htates. ('bins,and Japun,aud 
was never much used Iu this country 
eieopting on the Pucltlo coast. Tbe 
act oi 1H75 also provided that silver 
money should only to  a "legal tender 
at its nominal vuloe for any amount 
not exceeding $5 iu any one payment." 
This restriction, together with the

The plan of utilising another vessel 
ss s  rudder In esae of the steering ap- 
paratus being disabled, which was 
adopted by the Alaska on her recent 
voyage, is a novel one. The plan 
adopted Is a simple’ one when under­
stood. A towing hawser is taken from 
the stem or prow of the vessel thst is 
towed, and passed to the stern of tho 
towing vessel and made fast to a  point 
called the pivot, a hundred feet or 
ir ore forward of the stern. At point 
near the stern are fitted two purchases, 
one on the port and the other on the 
starboard aide of the quarter, ou deck, 
for the purpose of defleoting the haw­
ser either to the port or starboard, and, 
by the angle thus made, changing the 
direction of the power on the hawser, 
which would change the direction of 
the vessel. In other words, any deflec­
tion, either to the right or left of the 
towing line, by means of the purchases 
or steering tackle, produces the same 
effect as putting the helm of the steam­
er to port or starboard.

Frances, second wife of James Bus­

From the oven they ire  
convoyed to the packiug-room, where 
they are allowed to cool, after which 
they arc put up in loavo* for delivery.

FUHES PltOlH’FKI) BY KISSES.
A NvirnliUe study by Emms

Abbott's Osculstlon.
Emma Abbott's kiss always produces 

feelings o l ecstatic joy among those who 
wituess it, but theso ploasur.iblo sensa­
tions which come by observation can, 
of courso, only reach tlioir maxima 
when the witness Incomes a partici­
pant in the oscillatory act.

Thu casos which produeo these sensa­
tions have t>een wondered nt, and have 
for some time engaged the attention of 
scientists. They are now generally at­
tributed to the result of a peculiar kind 
of electricity, which shows its presence 
in the form of light when a kiss is be­
stowed and returned. Every one will 
admit that there is cons.derable fire, 
metaphorically speaking, In the uct,but 
few are aware that, as a fact, actual 
lire has an existence, and that a flame 
can ho discerned. This has been 
proved by lie cheubach's experiments.

Forty years ago ho made an elabor­
ate series of ex|>eriments in support < f 
his claim that light emanated from the 
end of magnets. He also claimed that 
the same phenomena could be oliserved 
at the emls of tho Augers. These won­
derful sights, however,were confined to 
a very small class of people called by 
the baron "sensitives.” Ho attributed 
tho flames to tho action of a peculiar 
force analogous to heat, electricity, and 
magnetism* bnt distinct from all, which 
he called "odyle." This force he also 
assigned as the cause of spontaneous 
somnambulism, or, when artificially pro­
duced, as the mesinerio state. He 
found that the lipe and tongue were 
markedly foci of this imponderable 
power or influence whieh exists in the 
human body, and by which one human 
being waa able to produce in another 
the mesmeriestate. He says: "Here 
we obtain a not altogether uninteresting 
explanation of the true nature and sig- 
nifiednee of a kiss; the lips are one of 
the foci of 'odyle,* ana the flames 
which our poets describe as belonging 
to them as a matter of faot actually 
play there.”

The Baron's experiments were ridi­
culed and descried a t absurd by the 
scientist of his day, some even charging 
that his statements were wilfully ialoe. 
Du Bois Raymond said his deduction* 
were on absurd romsnoe. The reply 
of the Baron was in effect that since 
the birth of science, ignorance had as­
sumed to sit in judgment, and condemn 
what it could not understand. I t  now 
seems that his reply was a prop­
er one, and that his experiments are of 
the greatest value. The Rleclrical Re­
view of November says that one of the 
m ost' interesting achievements in its 
line is the recent photographing of 
Beichenbach’s flames* In total dark­
ness, a perforated blackened card was 
placed one-eighth of an inch above • 
permanent horse-shoe magnet, a sensi­
tive dry plate being set an eighth of an 
ineh above the oard. After an expos­
ure of five minutes a result was ob­
tained, and this was repeated many 
times. The most remarkable thing 
was the discovery that there was a pos­
itive and sometimes a negative image 
found under precisely the same condi­
tions.

This seems to establish the truth of 
the baron’s experiments, so for as the 
magnets are concerned, and if this is 
true there seems to be no reason for 
doubt that an osculation actually pro­
duces a  flame. If it was found possi­
ble by means of a proper lens to bring 
to a focus the light of several magnets, 
it is therefore probable by a similar ar­
rangement to photograph the flame or 
osoulatory light as the resultant of sev­
eral simultaneous kisses. Of course 
the light produced in this way is but 
feeble, and it is hardly within the 
bounds of probability that it will be 
used for the purpose of general illumi­
nation. If a third party was allowed to 
be present in a dark room where two 
others wero engaged iu kissing, the 
flame would be seen by him. The 
facts claimed by the baron, a t to mag­
nets are not at all wonderful, as it is 
well known thst when steel or iron is 
magnetized its several molecnles or 
particles are in a state of vibration— 
in other words, they are doing work. 
As the magnet acts os well through a 
vacuum as through air, it must, there­
fore, be able to put in motion particles 
of ether, and light is bnt the vibrations 
of ether. A limited or definite source 
of work must sooner or later become 

i exhausted, and it is well known that a 
magnet left without its armature or 
keeper gradually losses its powsr, and 
this is shown to bo the case if it is ex­
hausting itself in doing work to pro­
duce light

I t is not known, bnt presumed, that 
the odyle in Emma, is of a positive 
character, as she comes from tue kiss­
ing ordeal without any signs of exhaus­
tion, and even more bright and chippy 
than whoti the scene began; conse­
quently, there doos not soem to be any 
apparent loss of power by the work she 
has jierformed, and it must be inferred 
that on a magnet is strengthened and 
its powor increased by its armature or 
ktH'|»or, Flume's |>ower for kissing is in­
creased every time she indulges in i t  
Therefore the leugth of the kissing 
scene is gradually increased to such an 
extent that, if she livos for a number 
of voars, which it is ho|*d she may, it 
will require tho wholo uumber of hours 
of an evening's performance for the 
oscillatory performance. The length 
of time for the kiss depeuds entirely on 
how long it require* the flame pro­
duced by the jioaitive and negative cur­
rents of odylo to Imconie exhausted, or, 
in other words, die ou t It would be 
very interesting to have little Emma's 
kins photographed, bat a dry plate suf­
ficiently large could not to  found 
which would cover i t  The combus­
tion, however, would lie most bril­
liant, and fully compensate by its inten­
sity for the loss in the sizo of the 
flame.—XaCtmal Ucf tthliean.

Karen Cm Flight from Paris.
"The Recollection* of the Hiege of 

Puira,” by tho Comto d'Herrison, gives 
a torrible picturo of the Empress Eu­
genio in tuo last hours of tho empire. 
Her courage had broken down under 
the military reverses and the hourly 
dread ( f an insurrection, and sho had 
mituratod herself with chloral She 
fell into a state of somnambulism, and 
her eyes took a fixed, staring expres­
sion. Him neither maw what was pass­
ing around her nor undoistood what 
was said to hor. Then she bad to 
drink coffee to clear her head. Him 
loft the Tuileries in such a hurry that 
h!ic bad not timo to carry away with lmr 
a small traveling-bag filled with undor- 
clothing which she had packed tlm 
night before, and alt she had waa a  lit­
tle reticule largo enough for her purse, 
pockotbook, tad  a few handkerchiefs.

She bad a coll, and wept bltterlySon* 
the journey. When she wanted a 
change of liandkerohiefs Dr. Eva&a lmu 
to wash the soiled ones in a stream by 
the way and dry them from the car­
riage window. When her wardrobes 
were examined, the furs for autumn 
and night wear alone were valued at 
6120,000. There were fifty parasols 
in her bodroom, every one a chief 
d'auvre. There was a separate room 
for shoes, another for hats and lion- 
nets, aud so on; and there were several 
lay figures, exnotly her sizo, stulled 
with brau, which were dressed every 
day experimentally in tbe various cos­
tumes sho intended to wear.

Dinlng-Koem* of tbe Ancient*.
Tbe most elstorate rooms as regards 

furniture were tbe dining-rooms. As a 
matter of course they varied greatly iu 
shape, but the arrangement of them 
was essentially the same. In many of 
tho wealthiest houses there were differ­
ent dining-room* for different seasons 
of the year—warm rooms for winter; 
cooler, with a northern aspect, for 
summer. Lucullua, who waa famous 
for liis loxuriona banquets, had dining­
rooms adaptod to tbe rank of his gue*U 
and the costliness of the entertain­
ments that be gave in them, and if he 
were but to indicate the room in wbicb 
he wa* to dine everything was arranged 
accordingly. In the last days of the 
Republic, when tho Romans feasted 
hundred of persons, the banqnot was 
prepared in the peristyle of the house, 
or in immense halls built especially for 
the purpose and adorned with rows of 
columns. Holla of this kind seemed 
almost indispensible in the palaces of 
that time, but even here the tables were 
numerous and independently arranged. 
The ordinary dining-room had but one 
table, and this was placed in the cen­
ter, with a cushioned scat or couch 
running round on three aides, for the 
Greeks, as well as the Romans, never 
sat ut meals, but ate in a reclining

fmature. Tbe fourth side was always 
eft open for the convenience of the 

servant* who waited upon the table. 
Great stress was laid U!>on the costli­
ness of these tables, both in material 
and artificial finish. They were lower 
than ours to accommodate tho recum­
bent guests, and their form was also 
influenced by the practive of reclining 
at mealB. The ancieuts did not )>nt 
their limbs under the tables os we do, 
the table top not projecting as much as 
that of a modern dining-table. This 
rendered tho feet and framework of 
antique tables a great deal more con­
spicuous and could be much more rich­
ly ornamented. The feet and frame­
work of tables wero ofton carved in the 
sliapo of various kinds of figures. 
Sometimes the top* rested on tho wing* 
of two griffin* placed back to hack on 
feet of lions or other animals. Tables 
were often modo among tho wealthier 
Roman* of provioua metals or of mar­
ble and bronze, or had legs of bronze* 
which supported a marble or wooden 
slab. Only nine persons could dine at 
one"of theso tables, for the ancient* had 
a rule that the number of gucsta 
should not be greater than that of 
the Muses or less than the Graces.

Burning with Hair.
A Baltimore merchant-tailor says ho 

frequently does fine darning with 
strands of hair from liis wife's head. 
I t often happens that there is a small, 
cleanly-cut place iu a bolt of goods. I t  
may not be known until after a gar­
ment has been cut out. But when it is 
discovered tho tailor caunot nfiord to 
throw the piece away. He simply calls 
on his wifo for several strands of hair, 
hands them to the bost-skiUed work­
man in the shop nnd bids him mend tho 
rent. He uses a very fine needle, and 
does hi* work so perfectly that it is 
nover known that tho cloth wa* cut. 
He said to a roporter: " i once know a 
tailor who got in a poo of trouble from 
having cut the button-holes riii the 
wrong s do of a costly coat He finally 
overcame tho difficulty by mending 
them with his wife's hair. Ouee upon 
a time, as the story hooks say, I  cut 
out and had made a fine cloth coat, 
which was discovered, W ore being 
sent home, to have a defect in it which 
could not be remedied without stitch­
ing in a piece of cloth tho size of a lu­
cent silver piece. After pnzzliug over 
it for half a day, I secured a sharp tu­
bular steel instrument, such as ono 
would think might lie used in cutting 
gun wads. With this I cut out the de­
fect in the cloth, fitted a pieco in the 
hole taken from a scrap of tho same 
material, and »ewcd it with hair. Of 
course 1 was careful to have the nap 
run right. I t was so perfectly dona 
that no ouo ever discovered it.”

The intensity of tho cold during 
tho month of Fohruary may bo inferred 
from tho fact that Seneca Lako, in 
Western Now York, has frozen over for 
the first time in moro than thirty 
fours. I t io the peculiarity of this 
lako that in ordinary winters ice raroly 
forms but a few inches in depths along 
the shore.

To ui NPKh now wainscoting and oak 
furniture dark and give it an antique 
appearance, ammonia, says a high au­
thority, is the cleanest, best, and cheap­
est material thut can bo used. Tho 
liquid stains commonly used ruiso tho 
grain of tho wood, whereas in the uso 
of ummonia it is simply tho fumes that 
color, and do it so completely that it is 
diflicnU to tell whethor tho wood is 
really new or old.

It is proposed to erect an iron tower 
081 feet in liight as one of tho novel­
ties of tho Paris Exposition of 1880. 
This will he, by all odds, the highost 
structure in the world. The projec­
tors of the enterprise claim, in addition 
to being a novelty, the towor will bo 
scientifically useful in measuring up­
per air currents and experiments with 
lighting. Its valuo in enabling tho 
French to keep an eye on England is 
not alluded to officially.

A n aged colored womau at Glasgow, 
Kentucky, was attracted one day last 
summer by the hamming of a swarm 
of wundoring bees as they passed over 
her cabin. She ran out. and by ringing 
bells and boating a tin pan induced 
them to settle in a tree in her yard. 
She then (‘limbed the tree aud with a 
small broom swept tho swurm into her 
apron, descended, and ns nothing else 
w as handy emptied her capture into a 
nail keg. They prospered, and she 
now has a good start in the beo line.

The industry of sweothcart-shooting 
followed by suicido has revived again, 
ifter u brief Htagnnfcion. There is no 
way of reaching this class of crime, be­
cause there is nohody loft to haug after 
tho tragedy. A return to tho inideival 
style of burying suicides at cross-roads 
with a stake through the body might 
bo a remedy were tho class who indi­
cate their lovo by murder loss brutal. 
Such men would hardly lie affected by 
the idea of auy post-mortem punish­
ment. How to prevent tho class of 
crime referred to is one of tho prob­
lems of our cheap literature civiliza­
tion.

It is almost an assured fact that Mr. 
Arthur has never contemplated resum­
ing tho practice of law*, and that his 
futuro life will bo ono of case and re­
tirement, unless, indcod, bo should re­
enter the political arena. From the 
Whito House Mr. Arthur goes to the 
residence of his friend and premier, 
Mr. Frelinghuysen, thence to Fortress 
Monroe, tlienco to his Now York homo, 
thence to Canada on a fishing tour, and 
thence probably back to New York to 
spend m-xt winter. Mr. Arthur is fond 
of Washington, but has not yet decided 
to make it his futuro residence, al­
though thcro aro ninny circumstaucos 
tempting him to such a decision.

They have a "feeling’' for high art 
hi Philadelphia which could scarcely 
lie excelled even in ttt, Louis, The 
theatrical dropcurlain painted by Gus­
tave Lore, and which attracted so 
much attention during the centennial 
year, has Inmiii eut up into "flats" to be

&rs." Tho curtain hud been carefully 
rolled up by one manager until an art­
ist could be found willing to venture 
on repeinliug some dumaged sjiots.

A P a u is  corrcspondeut writes that 
"Victor Hugo, in spite of his years, is 
still halo and hearty; he cats well and 
drinks well, and his only infirmity is 
deufnoss. Hugo himself will tell you 
that ho is stone-deaf; but his friends 
maintain thut he is only hard of hear­
ing. Thursdays and Sundays, which 
aro reception days, the poet goes to bid 
about 10 o'clock; other days lie retires 
at 0 :!l0, and in tho morning lie works 
in lied, and rises about JO. He break­
fasts lightly, walks, ami in spite of the 
supplications of his family ho occasion- 
ally indulges in an old distraction of 
riding on tho knifoboard of a 'bus. 
Whatever the weather, Victor Hugo 
slill obstinately refuses to wear an 
overcoat, aud. old as ho is, persists in 
abundant cold-water ablutions; but ho 
uo longer takes his ’tub' ns he used to 
do during the sioge of Paris, w hen he 
was staying with his old friend Paul 
Maurico, after his return from exile, 
and when ho used to break tlio ice with 
his heel cold tnorniugs."

Du. L ei.and, who recently died in 
Georgia, was a great sufferer from asth­
ma, and to all appearances died soveral 
times before the final dissolution took 
place. On moro than one occasion his 
family made preparations for his funer­
al, and a day or two before his actual 
death he told a remarkable story of 
how he witnessed the arrangements. 
"Unable to lie dowu, I passed through 
all my sickness in an easy-chair. My 
body died sovorul times. I, that is, my 
spirit, would go away from it, and, 
standing in an opposite corner of the 
room, would look buck at the flesh und 
blood in the chair and wonder how I 
had ever been induced to pass so many 
years in its company. 'Poor old body.’ 
1 thought, ’your troubles are nearly 
over. They will soon put you away 
under tho ground where you will be at 
rest forever/ 1 saw my family gather 
about my old frame as it leaned back, 
dead, in the chair, and it gavo me pain 
to see them wcop. Thou I would feel 
something pulling me toward my body 
again; I could not resist i t ; I  was power­
less; and iu a moment I had taken pos­
session of it. Then there was an in­
stant ot pain, and I  oponed my eyes 
and breathed. Each timo this was re- 
]>eated I  was more reluctant to return 
to my body."

H. A. DamiymJ’I.k, of tho Dalryrople 
farms at Casselton, Dakota, recently 
said: “Wo have had this year 52,000 
acres in wheat and *2,000 acres (enough 
to feed the stock) in oats. Nine suc­
cessive crops havo been raised off this 
laud, and this year our wheat averaged 
fourteen, fifteen, and sixteen bushel* to 
the aero. Next yoar we will begin to 
summer fallow, letting about 5,000 
acres lie idlo each season till k  has all 
hod a rest. We expect that after the 
summer following the yield will be 
from twenty to twonty-five bushels ]>cr 
acre. Tho 54,000 acres aro divided 
into throe farms of nourly equal size. 
For each of these there is a headquar­
ters, with a Huporintendeut, bookkeep­
er, foreman, agent, and other ofliccrs. 
These farms aro again divided into 
sections of 2,000 acros each, under a 
division foreman, who carries out tho 
orders from headquarters, transmitted 
to him by telephone. Each division 
has its boarding-house, with men cooks. 
In the spring seeding, almut 500 men 
uro employed, and during the harvest 
about 1,000. In the fall all the hands 
aro discharged except sufllcient to at­
tend tho 400 or 500 horsos and mules 
through the winter. At each head­
quarters there is u store, upon which 
the cooks rnuke requisition for nil pro­
visions. The whole thing is so system­
atized that we cau tell to a cent tho 
cost of a meal's vltuals for a man 
and the cost of seeding, repairing, or 
plowing an aero of ground. We ship 
all our wheat to Duluth, and thonen to 
Buffalo, where we find the best market 
To-day wheat sella fn buffalo for 4 
cents more, after the shipping ex- 
Ileuses are allowed for, than at Duluth,"

by dullness is meant that low* order 

or temporary condition of tho intellect, 
which renders it unable to comprehend, 
>o understand, to reason. Dullness is 
tho result of either pre-natal or post- 
uatul causes. Among tho most promi­
nent pre-natal causes are parental in­
temperance, including excesses of all 
kinds, parental disease, accidents, and 
direct transmission according to the 
law that begets like.

The dull brain is a dark, cold and 
dreary prison bouse, along whose mil­
dewed wulls, pale and sickly faculties, 
with outstretched palms, go slowly, 
groping, searching for a crevice, no 
matter how small, through which a 
gleam of light may creep.

Wo find existing outside the school, 
continuous or remitting causes, pro­
ducing permanent or remittent dull­
ness. Most prominent among the 
causes of permanent dullness are in­
jury from accident, injury from punish­
ment, fright, use of intoxicating liquors, 
use of tobacco, general ill treatment, 
night study.

A few ot tho many causes of romit- 
tent dullness are worry und improper 
clothing, improper food, ovor feeding, 
under feediug, loss of sloop, over ex­
ertion, want of exercise, poor veutita- 
tion, injudicious punishment.

Teachers somotimes ungratefully 
complain that they roceive no credit. 
Touchers receive credit for this accum­
ulation of dullness; from the pareuts, 
the superintendent, and the school 
board.

Did .Johnny fall in his infancy and 
crack his skull, the teacher receives 
the credit for his consequent dullness. 
Does Tommie steep his tender brain in 
whisky, beer, or tobacco, the teacher 
receives credit for bis slow progress in 
his studies. Does Samuel’s father 
nightly make him the target at which 
to fire stove-wood and small articles of 
furniture, closing the parade with a 
few brick-bats aimed with nice precis­
ion at the boy’s head, the teacher is ac­
credited with the boy’s lack of mental 
activity next day.

Straps and bands are drawn so tight­
ly around children’s limbs aud bodies 
that the circulation of the blood is im­
peded; children are chilled with too 
little clothing, or weighted down from 
tho hips with too much; they are 
stuffed at meals like a turkey prepared 
for the oven, or starved until their only 
thought is a crust; they are fed on in­
digestible food; allowed to keep late 
hours at the ball, the opera, the skating 
rink, or in the alleys; they are allowed 
to stagnate in fashionable parlors until 
tho blood forgets how to circulate in 
their veins; they aro put to bed iu 
rooms hermetically sealed, to breathe 
the same foul air over and over again 
until the whole system is poisoned, 
and yet the teacher receives all the 
credit for their mental incapacity.

Those conditions, methods, and influ­
ences of the school, that may produce 
continuous or remittent dullhess, are 
numerous. These may be divided iuto 
two classes—those that effect the mind 
indirectly, through the medium of the 
body, and those that effect the mind 
directly, through the medium of the 
emotions or by exertion of the brain.

Amoug the most prominent of the 
first class are insufficient ventilation, 
want of exercise, excessive punishment 
or improper forme of punishment, im­
proper positions, depriving of recess, 
and detaining after school for study.

The responsibility for poor ventila­
tion, the teachers may consistently 
divide with the board of education, who 
build hermetically sealed boxes into 
which they pack children in rows, 
order teachers to pour over them the 
oil of control, and then wonder that 
thoy come out sardines. For the other 
causes of this class, the teachers alone 
must stand responsible.

For dulluess from over study, the 
teachers may share the responsibility 
with purents who constantly urge rapid 
promotion, and with school officers who 
put up examination papers for compet­
itive display, and who hold up, for 
emulatiou, teachers who have accom­
plished remarkable results.

Constant censure, no oommendatiotf, 
contionuous storming, ridicule, sar­
casm, teacher too solemn, teooher too 
dignifiod, teacher too monotonous, pun­
ishments which destroy the pupil’s self- 
respect, such as sitting on the rostrum, 
standing ou the knees, standing on ono 
foot, stauding with back to class, stand­
ing with book on the head or on ono or 
lioth outstretched hands, standing with 
face in tho corner, sitting with the#op­
posite sex, mouth tied up, eyes tied up, 
any punislimeut before the schooL

The child’s emotional nature may bo 
likened to a telephone system, of which 
tho mind is the "central office," sending 
out uorre tubes in all directions to re­
ceive dispatches, which are immediately 
conveyod to the "central."

Lotus stop into the oontral office and 
take observations. The owner of this 
central is named John.

Hush! a ring. "What is it?" asks 
central. "John, you aia a perfect 
numbskull!" Down goes tho index 
ten degrees. "Yon don't know ss much 
M you did last year?" Index ton de­
grees lower. "Come to me this min­
ute!”

“Htsud on one foot!" Index to fifty. 
"Now, children, yon may all laugh as 
much as you please!” Index drops to 
the very bottom of the instrument, 
where it stsnds for several hours, per­
haps dsys.

Tho 
owner of this central is named Jake. 
Here we find the index Imlow zero. 
Hark! a ring: "What is it?” asks the 
central. "Juke, what makes you look 
so dull this morning, did you havo bad 
dreams?" "No, ma'am.” Index goes 
up ten degreos. “Did you leave your 
smiles all at home in ycur other coat 
pocket?” "No, ma'am, but I can't get 
this example." Index goes up ten de­
grees higher. "Is that all? Well, I 
wouldn't look so sotomn about that; 
remember, it is the bright faro that 
wins, bring me your slate and book."

Tho Hon. S. S. Cox, in 1855, was edi­

tor of the Ohio Statesman, printed at 
Columbus, Ohio.

The color grow deeper and 
richer, until the golden color w as trans­
ferred iuto a storm cloud full of finest 
lightniug. which leaped into dazzling 
zigzags all around and over tho city. 
The world rose with fury, the slender 
shrubs and giant trees made obeisance 
to His majosty. The strawberry beds 
and grass plot turned up their whites 
to see Zopbyrus march by. As the 
rain cume und the pools formed and 
tha gutters hurried away, thunder 
roared grandly, and the fire bell caught 
the excitement and rang with hearty 
chorus. The South and East received 
the copious showers, and tho West all 
at once brighted up in a long polished 
belt of azure worthy of a Sicilian sky. 
Presently a cloud appeared in the 
azure belt in the form of a castellated 
city.

seemed to run all through mo like a 
music echo

"What is it?" I cried at length. “This 
is wonderful!”

“It is a musical bench—a singing 
beach!” answered Sigourney. “And i 
should suy it was the finest in the 
world! And then he said, for by 
strange chance ho know something 
about such a queer thing, "I beliovo 
there are only two or th re e ’singing 
beaches’ known in the whole world, and 
this certainly must lie the best.”

You may ho suro wo lingered ovor 
that mollillous swim. We pushed the 
boats ashore, aud went in for the weird 
sweet music of the stream. It was 
enough to make pno howl with shoer 
sensuous enjoymont. As wo pushed or 
scraped tho pebbly bottom With our 
feet wc folt or hoard, 1 hardly know 
which, a richrosonanco passingthrotigh 
us, clear and sw*cet as the soft note of 
distant cow-bells. The slightest dis­
placement of the gravel brought it up, 
ns if it had just escaped from the earth.

When we had tried it a hundrod and 
a thousand times it occtirrod to us that 
neither could hear tho note caused by 
the other—wo only heard tho Bound of 
our ow*n feet. Again the tenacious 
memory of my friend found an expla­
nation. Ho rnmcmliered that divers 
can only talk under water by placing 
their heads on tho bottom.

Another discovery here: You can't 
get your head to tho bottom of a four- 
foot stream, unless you catch hold of a 
stone on the bottom and pull yourself 
down. You can dive nnd get your 
hands, or feet, or knees down, but not 
your chin. We are both good swim­
mers, and w’c tried in vain. Whilo un­
der the water, on tho dive, or crawling 
along tho bottom on hands and knees, 
the river was a dreary and silent slnico. 
At Inst we got our chins on tlie bottom, 
each on n stone, and we heard it— uh! 
we heard such melodious discord, such 
a mixture of near and remote echo- 
like sweetness as can only bo imagined 
in dreams. The river becamo as full of 
music as it was full of water, and tlio 
inexpressible fusion of notes played 
through our senses like intoxication. 
Migourney was twenty or thirty feet 
from me, and in deeper water, but every 
sweep he gave tha pebbles sounded to 
me like a thousand cow-liells melted 
into liquid harmony.

Englishmen and American*.
There is a prevalent impression in 

this country that the quarrel wus 
one-sided, that the Americans were ir­
ritated (excusably perhaps) by our rec­
ognition of the Confederate States as 
belligerents, as well os by the general 
sympathy that was felt in England for 
the Southern cause, and that we really 
never said half such unpleasant things 
about them as they did about us.

The British 
Chaplain of tho pluco remumboring,
J suppose, thut tho Americans who at­
tended his sorvicos contributed some- 
tiling toward tho dofrayal of the ex­
penses connected therewith—took it 
into his head one Kimduv to pray for 
tlio Uroftidcnt of the United States, a 
custom which has since hecumo univer­
sal among mixed congregations ou the 
continent. In those days it was an in­
novation, an English gentleman who 
was present marked his disapproval of 
it by thumping his stick on the Hour 
and say ing aloud, “I thought this was an 
English church!’’ after which ho picked 
up his hat aud walked out. It is only 
fuir to his coputriots to add that in 
tlio very pretty quarrel which ensued 
they declined to support bun; but I 
doubt whether it was so much with hie 
HoiitimcutH tlist they were displeased 
as with his disregard for religious pro­
priety.— Tim i ' t i i 'n h i l l .

First of 
all, the match-makers, parents, and 
friends, hold ull kinds of meetings and 
confabulations at balls, at tho theater, 
at tho races, iu all the fushionablo 
meeting places. If all the information 
obtained by tho two parties is satis­
factory, an iuterviow* is arranged. Mid­
dle-class peoplo arrange this first moot­
ing at the Opera t'omi.pic, the most 
correct und decorous of all Parisian 
theaters. Tho aristocrats prefer tho 
churches of Saint C'lotildo or 'Ihomas 
d’Aquin. Tlio young mun is told that 
the young lady will wear such and such 
a lmt, and, concealed furtively I eliind a 
pillar, he examines her and docides 
whether she pleases him or not. If her 
parents are less severe, the first meet­
ing inav tako pluco at a friendly house, 
at a picture exhibition, at a I'ower 
show, or what not, aud tho parties am 
allowed not only to see each other, but 
to exchange a few words. Tlio follow­
ing day a reply lias to bo given. If it 
is negative on the part of the young 
woman, her father writes to tin* young 
man, thanking him for tlio lion..r of his 
demand, and regretting, tor some 
reason or other, not to be able to re ­
ceive it favorably. If it is in tho 
Affirmative, the mother writes ami in­
vites the voting man to call upon her 
in the afternoon. The voting man 
then sends a white bouquet to t u 
young woman, whom he may consider 
to lie his fiancee, and until the marriage 
is celohruted he must continue to send 
a bouquet every morning of rosea 
camellias, gardenias, or violets.

Two or three days after bis accept­
ance the contract n  signod, the engage­
ment ring offered—a sapphire, a pearl, 
or a ruby, never a diamond and tho 
young man is invited to dine iu tho 
family of bis future w ife every night. 
Tho marriage is celebrated six weeks 
or two mouths after tho engagement, 
that is to suy, just time enough is left 
to buy tho corbeille und troim-eau. 
The corbeillo consists of diamonds and 
lace, shawls, cashmere wraps, two opera 
cloaks, four bull dresses, zihelinc turn, 
a scent-bottle, a watch, a purse full of 
golden pieces, a car.I ease, a pearl neck­
lace, and a dress of Alencon point lace. 
Tho fiancee sends these articles to tho 
bride on the day of the sign.tturooi tho 
mnrringo contract, a ceremony to which 
all friends and acquaintances are in­
vited. Tho bride wears a rose-colored 
dross on this occasion; the wedding 
presents are exhibited with tlio names 
of tlio givers, tho corbeille is shown on 
a separate table, and all the gucstH, 
after signing their names at tho foot of 
tho contract, walk around und exaiuiue 
tlm presents.

Tint civil marriage before tho mayor 
is a pure formality, at which nolmdy is 
present except the parties concerned 
and tho necessary witnesses. Tho fol­
lowing day tho religious marriage is 
celebrated with as much pomp as you 
please. The bride wears a whito satin 
dress, with lace veil ovor her hair, aud 
a wreath of oruugo blossoms. Tlm face 
is uncovered and tlm dress highnccked.

The rest of the ceremony docs not 
differ from that practiced iu England 
and America. There is u wedding 
breakfast aud a honey-iuoou trip, and 
rery often the couple so married do uot 
live happily ever afterward.
