Tub Pacific coast people obtain their 
supply of codfish from the Cbantuogin 
islands, nino achoAer recently sailed 
from £an Francisco, The various firms 
engaged in the tirade have different 
places, known only to themselves, to 
which they annually send their vessels, 
and the greatest care is taken to keep 
the good fishing spots a secret for their 
own benefit On every voyage each 
vessel locates the best fishing grounds 
In  some years the fish are abundant in 
once place, and, lieing migratory, are 
scarce in the next year. The fleet re­
mains in Alaska waters from two 
months and a half to three months, 
visiting all the islands along the south­
ern shore of Alaska. The men leavo 
the schooners in small boats, and fish 
from 4 o'clock in tne morniug to 4 
o'clock in the afternoon. The greatest 
obstacle to ood-flshing is the dense, 
eold fogs that during the season hang 
over the island.

This late Morrow B. Lowry, of Erie, 
Pennsylvania, at one time Representa­

ALAIHWS'S CAVE.

W here (he T reasures o f  th e  W ealth y  are 
Ntoretl.

The vast fortunes in stock and bonds 
of tho millionaires of the city aro not 
stored jn the brown-stone dwellings of 
the avenue. The thin walls, black 
walnut doors, and easily picked locks 
of those bouses would offer little resist­
ance against the violence of a mob, or 
the ingenuity of a burglar. Tho days 
when skillful cracksmen could capture 
large quantities of valuable property in 
rich men's homes have almost passed 
away. Taught by experience, or ad­
monished by example, persons with 
portable valuables have been forced to 
seek places of storage and seonrity. 
Within nearly the last dozen of years 
there have sprung up in answer to thst 
demand, buildings of massive structure 
niul exceptional strength. AU thst in­
ventive genius could discover, or mon­
ey comn und has been employed to ren­
der these places fire aud burglar proof. 
There are many of them scattered 
throughout the city from Wall street 
to Hnrlom, all agreeing in their main 
features of strength and inspiringsolid- 
ity. These are known as safe deposit 
vaults. They usually occupy the 
ground floor of some staunch, fire-proof 
structure, and the mass of locks, bars, 
bolts, combinations, nml lmrglar-rcsist- 
ing contrivances is really wonderful.

A description of one up-town near 
the center of the city will answer for 
the rest. Entering from the street you 
pass up to a wall of solid steel bars, 
every bar as thick as a roan's wrist, sud 
twelve or fifteen feet high. These aro 
firmly fastened to each other snd into 
tho stone floor, and across them is 
placed a stout wire screen. Two keeu 
eyes sharply survey you from the inter­
stices of thescreen. If  theowner is im­
pressed favorably there is a clicking of 
locks, a rattling of bolts, snd slowly the 
pouderous iron gate swings buck. Next 
yoff fall into the hands of the superin­
tendent, who gives you another keen 
survey, and then, unlocking au iron 
wicket, ushers you into the vaults. 
Two massive doors, eaoh nearly six 
inches thiok, stand ajar. Each of the 
three entrances is double doored snd 
every door is secured by time nnd com­
bination locks snd six large bolts of 
stool. Leaving the davlight with the 
outside world and passing into the inte­
rior. the brightly burning gass jets re­
veal a low-ceiled, square apartment 
The floor is atone, iron, and eement; 
tho ceiling is iron, and four iron walls 
are conoealed behind four rows of iron 
Bates. This is the treasure house of 
Vanderbilt Human skill could not 
build it stronger, mortal genius b is  not 
welded steel and stone into a firmer 
combination.

When one's eyes become accustomed 
to tho light of this iron chamber one 
perceives that the surface of the walls 
is divided into little squares of various 
sizes. The depositor inserts a thin 
key of curious make in one ot the 
squares. He beg.ns to haul on the 
square, and it lengthens out into an ob­
long iron box nearly three feet long 
snd divided into compartments. These 
boxes are movable, snd may be taken 
out and brought into a private room, 
where, in the striotest privacy, the con­
tents of the box may be examined. 
Other safes are firmly fastened into 
tbo wall, and hava changeable combina­
tion locks. The looks of the outside 
doors of the vaults are both 
time and combination looks, 
snd the time locks are so ar­
ranged thst the doors, once oloeed, esn 
not be opened until it o’clock In the 
morning. Outside and inside at least 
a dozen persons are within earshot, snd 
eoutd easily hear tho slightest unusual 
noise. I t  is calculated th s t if by an 
seeident the locks should all get out of 
order, it would require more than Jour 
days of constant labor to effect an en­
trance.

These vaults contain , almost every 
variety of valuable property—gold and 
silver coin, greenback*, diamonds, and 
other precious stones, bonds, deeds, 
and vulusbie papers of every descrip­
tion. Families breaking up housekeep­
ing snd removing, or going abroad, are 
obliged to store their plate nnd valua­
bles for safety's sake, Mr. W. H, Van­
derbilt lias an immense amount of 
property stored in tbis way, and fre­
quently goes to the vault to out off the 
interest coupons of bis bonds with his 
own fingers, or to read the tally of his 
golden board in all the seclusion tbat 
tbis stone-stool vault can grant. Pri­
vate papers of immense value lie there 
in perfect security. Lawyers use the 
litt.e safes as depositories for import­
ant papers, and the kev to many a bit­
ter litigation is locked up withiu those 
walla Mauy fashionable ladies keep 
their jowols there, take them out for 
an eveniug and putting them back the 
next morning. Watchmen guard the 
vaults within and without, and that all- 
indent ageut, electricity, protects them 
b r iugeuious systems of bells snd 
alarm*. Even should a mob set out to 
pillage and destroy the eity, it would 
rage in vain against these ironclad 
structures. The companies generally 
guarantee tho safety of goods loft in 
their care, and charge only a few dol­
lars a year for ull thi* Imltiug, tarring, 
ami unceasing vigilance. A small box 
costs $20 or #3<i. From that figure the 
rental of the boxe< runs up into the 
bumbod*. but all have the same meas­
ure of pn teetjon.—.Ynr Turk Sun .

A. T. Stewart's death, and the steal­
ing of his body are well known to all. 
I t  m nut known, however—that is, it 
lias never been authoritatively stated 
—that his remains were recovered. 
This fuct was known only to four or 
fivo persons, nnd they have persistently 
denied all knowledge of tho matter, 
preferring, for reosous best known to 
themselves, to remain quiet. I t  was 
supposed that Mr. James Keller could 
throw some light on the subject, and 
the following question was put to him :

"Have Mr. Htewurt's friends regained 
possession of his body?”

"That question liss been asked mo 
many times. Heretofore I  have either 
answered in the nogntivo or else 
pleaded ignorance. I  tee no reason for 
not answering it now, huwc\er. Yes, 
the bodv wu* recovered. 1 will never 
lor got tiiat affair. I t  was a regular 
business transaction, tho body having 
to l>o purchased. You remember that 
A'tor the body was stolen the very best 
detectives in New York wore put upon 
the c a m . Thev went on from day to 
day, presumably doing the best they 
could, running down tlds'and that clew, 
but making no headway whatever. Of 
course, we Mere all greatly exorcised 
over tbo matter, and the futile efforts 
of the detectives had rathen a depress­
ing eflee'. The prevailing opinion w*as 
that the body had !>eon stolen with the 
idea that a reward would be offered for 
it* return. Mr*. Stewart was udvised 
right along by polico authorities not to 
offer any reward. After more than n 
year hud elapsed since the stealing of 
the body, it incoming more and more 
apparent every day that tho authorities 
would never bo able to unravel tho 
mystery, Mrs, Hteunrt aceopted u sug­
gestion offered by a well-known New 
Yorker, who had some business c< u- 
nections with her husband. Hi* sug­
gestion was that the offer of a reward 
and 'no questions asked’ might have a 
good effect She acted upon the sug­
gestion and was about to offer a reward 
of $50,(100. He thought tho reward 
rather small aud hinted that an addi­
tional $.p0,000 might have a I Hitter 
effect. Sho accordingly made the re­
used $100,000. Not long after­
ward she was* informed by the gen­
tleman that a man named P a t­
rick Dwyer had called upon him and 
hod stated that he (Dwyer j had been 
approached by certain parties who 
claimed to know where the body could 
be found, and who for the reward 
would turn it over, providing that 
Dwyer act as mediator—receive tho 
body from thorn, aud iu turn pay over 
the money. Of course, no questions 
were to be asked. Dwyer further ex­
acted the promise thst if he acted his 
part his connection with the transaction 
should never be known. Iu fact, sa­
cred promises had to lie made that 
nothing should ever lie said about tho 
recovery of the body. The idea waa 
rather revolting, but what could be 
done? If the offer was not accepted 
the remains would never have been re­
covered."

"Well, was it accepted?”
"It was, finally. Dwyer managed 

the entire affair. We never knew 
whence the body came, tbat always re­
mained a mystery; but this much we 
do know—it was brought into the eity, 
on one of the night trains coming irom 
above the city, and must have been 
kept some distance outside of New 
York. Wo understood the body was to 
come at night, but were not positive ss 
to what n ight I t was to be brought 
to the store. Some timo before this 
Mrs. Stewart had ordered tho removal 
of the wholesale store to the retail, and 
we were a t the time of which I  speak 
engaged in doing this. One night I 
had lieen detained at the store rather 
late, but was about leaving when I was 
called down stairs!

I t  was 
thou removed to the clmpel, from which 
place it cannot be stolen."

"This ended the stealing business, I 
suppose?”

"Yes. Thero was another attempt 
made, however, but this was nipped in 
tbe bud, Omi of tho parties counootod 
with the scheme getting an idea into 
his bead that the others would 'dump' 
him, gave the whole thing awav.”

"Was the money puid over?”
"Yes, indeed. It was very generally 

understood that Dwyer was ouly usod 
an a tool. Hereceixed $|o,(KHI of the 
reward, tho remaining ttHMNJU being 
dividod among six other persons, the 
man who suggested the offeriug of a 
reward beiug siuoug the umnhcr, and 
receiving the lion's share for working 
the thing. Several |ierNoua who were 
not altogether straugers around the 
great Htewsrt establishment on Broad­
way, in the course o! time, after the 
body was recovered, were found to Ih> 
in very comfortable circumstances, und 
bad the detective got onto tliut loci and 
worked it up thero would have been 
some sensational developments. We 
cun say nothing."

Of theso 
tho widows—Mrs. Polk, Mrs. Tyler, 
and Mrs. Garfield—draw from the Gov­
ernment ]KmMioiis of $ff,lMHi a year.

Mrs. Xucli Taylor died in Louisiana 
during the same administration for 
which her husband was elected. She 
opposed her husband's being a candi­
date, and would have nothing to do 
with tlic social life of the capital. Abi­
gail Fiimoro died at Willard's Hotel 
hero alwut ono month after her hus­
bands finished hi* term. The hard 
work of the White House hastened her 
decease. Mrs. Lincoln lay ill at the 
White House for a long time after her 
husband's death, nml Andrew Johnson 
did much of his first executive busi­
ness at the Treasury Department. Mrs. 
Letitia Christian Tyler is the only 
President's wifo who 1ms died in the 
White House. Martha Washington 
died two years after tho death of her 
husband at Mount Vernon, where 
Washington died in 17!M. Sho shut 
horsolf up in an attic ckarmher, and 
cut a hole in tho door for her cat. She 
saw no ono und lived without a fire, and 
had she lived to-day she would have been 
deemed slightly crazy. Abigail Adams' 
health failed Ikt after she hud lived four 
months in the White House. She left 
it und w’eut back to Massucbusotts, and 
died there, aged 74. Dolly Madison 
was driven from Washington when the 
British burned tbe Capitol, in 1814, but 
tho shock diil not kill her. Sho re­
turned here to live after her husband's 
death, and she died at 77, in IKJP. Mrs. 
John Qaincv Adams also lived to bo 77 
years of age. She was married at 
22, and was bern, educated, and mar­
ried in London. John Quincy Adams 
wa* ongagod to lior three years before 
he married her, and her first tour after 
her wedding was to Berlin, whore Mr. 
Adams went to serve os minister.—

In Three Mates at Oaee,
The Maryland line is about two miles 

south of Newurk, aud tlm Hacks 
of the Baltimore A Ohio exten­
sion run across the sharp angle of 
Pennsylvania, which extends down Ihj- 
tween Delaware aud Marylund, at a 
point where it i* five feet wide.

Better deal with men and firms 
known to bo trustworthy. This advice 
applies with special force to farmers, 
who have not the same facilities for de­
tecting swindles that those living in 
towns have.

A Berlin correspondent writes to a 
London paper: “I t is not often that 
one hears of a student of the age of 71 
taking a degree at a university. The 
‘bemoostes Huupt' is sometimes to be 
seen at German universities, but be is 
generally u man who has spent his best 
years in idleness. Tho No.stor of the 
Berlin students to whom I now refer 
has l>een studying at Berlin since 1KK1, 
and has just taken a degree as Doctor 
of Medicine. The Professors addressed 
him as 'Worthy Co.league.’ the stu­
dents as Tapakin.’ In 1KT3 he w as 
matriculated at Berlin, and studied 
theology till 1837, und speut his time 
from then till 18H1 us a missionary iu 
Hottfh Africa. I t has l wen his wish all 
his lifo to study medicine, but pecu­
niary difficulties stood in his way. Now 
that he has passed his examination, 
having worked with all the zeal of a 
young student, he is going to return to 
Africa, where he will practice medi­
cine."

Thk new Congo State, which is here­
after to bo administered under tho aus­
pices of the King of the Belgians, is 
almut to commence business. He lias 
settled $200,000 in perpetuity upon the 
State to provide for the expenses of the 
administration. Tho association has 
also made treaties with no less than 450 
Chiefs, whom it lias had to subsidize, 
but ChiefB come very low in that region, 
as the entire subsidy is only $20,250, 
equal to $45 j^er Chief. In considera­
tion of tho subsidy each Chief agrees 
not to interfere with the navigation of 
the river, if ho has any disputes with 
his neighbors to submit them to arbi­
tration, und to be hospitable to all trav­
elers who have the association’s pass. 
The income of the new State is expect- 
od to coiuu from export Unties aud the 
rents of lands leas' d to traders and 
others. As soon ns a railroad is built 
this income, it is expected, will greatly 
increase. Meanwhile, if some of tho 
reports which have recently come out 
are true, the King of the Belgians 
ought to go there and tuke up a perma­
nent residence.

HOW TO GET ASLEEP.
Ilulr Pillow* to lie I'rofirw il-V iirloM

IHrth(Nl««ft'<M*l)Nir Hi** Until*.
When I was a student I suffered 

much from sleojffesHiiesH, and utter t  y­
ing many remedies I  hit upon this one: 
1 discarded my feather pillow for ono 
of hair, 'i he effect was wonderful I 
slept soundly the whole of the first 
night, and have nover since, except 
when feverish, been so wakeful I  
usually was before. Although feathers 
are excellent to prevent the dispersion 
of the heat of tho body, so much fault 
lias been found with leather beds that 
they have quite generally gono out of 
use, and it is strange that feather pil­
lows have not toen sent after them. 
Feathers in pillows are 0|>en to the 
same abjections as feathers in beds, 
and even their chief virtue, that of 
keeping up a high temperature, is a de­
fect in a pillow; certainly when one-, 
half of the head is kept at blood best 
by being buried in feathers, and the 
other half is exposed to the air, both 
halves cannot, be at the most favorable 
temperature. A hair pillow does not 
get warmed up to an uncomfortable 
degree, became* it rapidly conducts 
away the heat impurted to it by the 
head. Sinco hair pillows are not yet 
in common use, it might be supposed 
that a person accustomed to the use of 
one would either have to take it with 
him every timo he w*as to be away from 
homo for a few nights or suffer consid­
erable uiconvcnieiico. But fortunately 
hair twisters are rnoro common, and if 
the* pillow is thrown aside the bolster 
will ruiso the head probably as high as 
is good for tho sleeper. Jf a hair bol­
ster is lacking, the end of the mattress 
tuuy bo raised high enough to make a 
comfortable head rest by putting the 
pillow under it.

According to most, bnt not all, medi­
cal writers, wakefuluess snd mental ac­
tivity depend upon the circulation of a 
large amount of blood through the 
brain, and tho How of blood must be 
lessoned before sloop can come on, I  
have obtained especial benefit by draw­
ing the blood into the muscles by 
means of a brisk walk or a quarter to 
half an hour’s vigorous performance of 
light gymnastics just before going to 
lx*(l. Tho majority of eases of sleep­
lessness occur among persons who use 
their muscles bnt little, and for very 
many taking more exercise is the 
best remedy. Sleep can sometimes be 
brought on by simply warming the 
body, especially the feet; the drowsi­
ness caused by sitting in a warm room 
is a familiar instance. The blood may 
bo drawn to the skin by a cold shower 
or sponge bath, followed by rubbing 
with a course towel. Getting out of 
bod a few minutes when the air is cool, 
will often bring relief. I  have lain 
awake half the night, and then, after 
being up long enough to mix and 
drink a lemonade, have fallen asleep at 
once on go ng back to bed. Perhaps 
the lemonade should have part of tile 
credit. On hot summer nights a cold 
bath will reduce the bodily temperature 
so as to admit of sleep. If the skin is 
not wiped quite dry, the evaporating 
moisture will increase the cooling ef­
fect A light lunch just before going 
to bed relieves the brain by drawing 
the blood to tho stomach, and the in­
clination to doze alter a meal is ex­
plainable in this way. Diminishing 
the cerebral circulation by compression 
of carotid arteries is advised by some 
physicians. Lying ou the back with a 
double pillow placed against the back 
of the neck so as to tip tho head for­
ward will effect this, and Dr. J . L. 
Corning has invented an instrument in 
the form of a collar for this same pur­
pose.

In view of what has been said about 
the circulation of the blood, coldness 
of the feet is a natural accompaniment 
of sleeplessness, and one means of cure 
may be made to serve both euds. Bath­
ing the feet in hot water is Buch a 
means, but after a few hours a reaction 
is liable to set in, which will send the 
blood from the feet to tho head and 
cause the sleeper to wake. It is better 
to take advantage of the reaction which 
follows a cold foot bath with* vigorous 
rubbing of the feet, both in the water 
and with the towel. The stimulus thus 
given to the circulation in the feet will 
be more permanent. I  have found walk­
ing just before bedtime beneficial, and 
when Id o  not want to go out of doors 
I  raise myself sharply on my toes to the 
full stretch fifty or more times. A par­
agraph has already been in circulation 
to the effect that a continuous low 
noise favors sleep; the Bound of water 
dropping on a brass pau has been pro- 
scribed by a physician with good effect 
The explanation seem* to be that a sim­
ple monotonous impress on quiets the 
brain by occupying it, to the exclusion 
of more varied and interestin'/, and 
therefore stimulating, impressions. 
On tho same principle are tuedeviees 
of counting forward or backward, im­
agining sheep jumping oue by one 
through a gap, e tc .: but they are open 
to the objection of causing one portion 
of the brain to be exerted in order to 
control the rest of it.

If the hygienic measures which have 
been deecrik*ed fail to induce sleep, 
protobly some form of diseaso staiuia 
iu the wer, und a physiciau should be 
employed to discover and remove ft, 
Ho|*oriffe drugs should be regurded as 
a la*t resort, for, unless skillfully used, 
they produce a stupor rather than a 
refreshing sleep. Do not take a nar- 
cotioor nostrum at random because 
somebody says it is good to muko you 
sleep; oue narcotic is injurious whore 
another in tonetlcial, snd the chunees 
are that you will choose ono which will 
do you more harm than good. —Xetv

At last hi* cyo* fell on Hill, of Geor* 
gin, aud he walked up to him as Hill 
sat m his seat at tho end of the middle 
aide oi the Hou*o, in his customary 
position, o o leg eroded over tho oth­
er, hi* heud half hang ng, and his 
bright eye on old Speaker Kerr, who, 
more dead tlioii alive, satin  the pre­
siding chair.
