GEORGE WASHINGTON'S TEMPER.

tl»i» Fattier of Ills Country Not the Flaeld
Hulat llt'|ire»entcd by 111* Portraits.

In tho rear 1835,1 was traveling to 
western Virginia in one of Neil aud 
Moore's stage-coaches, over tho old 
national road from Baltimore. I  was 
ono of the three inside passengers, my 
companions being twoelderJy gentlemen 
of fiuo appearance and general infor­
mation. A stripling and an entire 
stranger to the country through which 
wo were passing, I  listened with great 
iuterest to the general conversation* 
which was mainly suggested by the 
localities and inhabitants along our 
routo. After passing Higerstown, we 
came upon a portion ot tho trail of 
Washington's rangers, when, in 1754, 
ho was sent to look after the French 
aggressions on the Ohio. This intro­
duced talk concerning Washington's 
career and character. One of the gen­
tlemen avowed himself the son of a 
revolutionary officer—a Pennsylvanian 
—who fought at Germantown* know 
Washington intimately and was with 
tho army during its momorable winter's 
encampment at Valley Forge. When a 
hoy, ho had oftou heard his’father toll an 
anooclote of our groat commander that 
occurred at that time, which he pro­
ceeded to relate.

It was universally known throughout 
the army (and is now a matter of his­
tory) that Washington was an exceed­
ingly methodical man, having a stated 
time for every action, public and pri­
vate, of his daily lifo. At his head­
quarters at Valley Forge it was pro­
claimed in general orders that the 
hours between 11 a. m. and 2 p. m. 
were sacred to the General's privacy, 
and must not bo interrupted by any 
callers, except upon business of the 
utmost Importance. This strict ordi­
nance becume, ono day, the topic of 
conversation at tho mess-table of some 
young officers, one of whom wagered 
910 that not a man at the table dared 
venture to disturb the General in his 
rooms during those hours. I t was taken 
in a frolicsome spirit by one of them, 
who was to try the experiment within 
a week.

Having assumod so dubious a task, 
its imprudent undertaker proceeded to 
contrivo wavs and means whoreby to 
accomplish it. To avoid unpleasant 
coosoqnencos tho attempt must find 
justification in some occasion of mo- 
inoutous importance. This he pro- 
tended to find in a rumor* just then 
prevalent in the camp, of an intended 
surprise of tho army by tho British at 
that t  mo occupying Philadelphia. This 
was true. A night attack had been 
planned, but was nvertod by informa­
tion given by a Quakeress. Haid rumor 
lie would make his apology for breach 
ot orders, exculpating himself on the 
ground of its intrinsic moment, aud tho 
assumed ignorance of tho commander- 
in-chief; so that the worst lie would 
have to fear would be a kind rebuke 
for overweening, patriotic zeaL He 
accordingly concocted his story in set 
phrase nnd went—albeit with much 
misgiving—to headquarters. Tho Gen­
eral's room was at the end of a long 
corridor in whioh an armed sentry was 
walking. Being promptly challenged 
by that offlo'al, something like the fol­
lowing ensued:

"I wish to see the General immedi­
ately."

"Yon cannot, sir; you muat know the 
ordors."

"Yes, I  know them; but I  havo a 
grave communication which I  wish to 
make to him forthwith."

"Can’t help it, sir; you munt eomo 
alter 2 o'clock, I  have my orders and 
can’t break thorn."

"Friend, suppose 1 know of a matter 
of vital interest to you, to me, to. huu, 
to tho whole army, which an hour may 
render fatal to us all; don't you see 
that such a tli ng overrides your orders, 
ami tliut the oonsoqonccs of delay will 
In» laid at your door? I  must see him 
and tell him."

Tho sentry was staggered by his earn­
estness and tho apparent pressure of 
tho occasion* nnd to the applicant's 
continued urgency at length saul: "All 
orders aro to pormit no interruption of 
the Genora! till ii o'clock, 1 dare not 
knock to iitmnnnco you. If things aro as 
you say, and you aro willing to take the 
responsibility, go and do so* and tho 
Lord save us both."

The oilleor wont to (he door and 
knocked No answer. Again, stilt all 
silent within, His heart thumped heav­
ily and ho was more thau half minded 
to forego his purpose. But that antici­
pated laugh at tho moss-tubls over his 
failure spurred him to one more at­
tempt* Immediately following tho 
third knock, a sound us of a chair sud­
denly and violeutly im«hod ovor a bare 
floor was heard, followed by a heavy 
trump of hoots toward tlio door. NYitli 
a quick jerk ot the bolt it flew open 
and Washington, with hood thrown 
buck and facu flushed with linger, st- od 
lie lore him with the oxelwinstiun, 
"What docs (his mean, sir?" The cul­
prit attempted to summon up his con- 
coded s 'ory; but the csnrtmHion of his 
interrogator's fsoc, suen us ho iiad 
never seen Iwforu, uud tho access of a 
suddon consciousness of its frivolity 
made film stammer in utter forgetful- 
ness of his well-digested words. But 
not for long; for Washington cut Mm 
short with, "Begone I end consider 
yoiiisotf under arrest, sir." As ho 
turuod to sticuk nwuv, ho hoard them* 
further words shot at the sentry, "Do 
you know your orders?"

"Yos, General, hut-**"
"Then obey them, and if this occurs 

again, I will th rust your bayonet 
through your cursed body."

Wedding and funeral processions as 

hero presented are very common in 
China, but to the stranger it is rather 
difficult to decide which is the joyous 
uud which is the sad ono. If the music 
!>o tho critorion—and each lmd that— 
tho foroignor ia tempted to think that 
both should lie funerals; not that tho 
music is so doleful, hut Iweuuse the 
grave is the place for it* Leading tho 
funeral are tho musician*, tho olfieiuls, 
and tokens of ruuk; thon comes the 
coffin, made to represent a log of wood. 
I t is carriod by ropes and sticks on t ho 
■houldom of mon. Following tlio dead 
are tho relatives and friends, clothed in 
coarse, grayish white sackcloth, the 
mourning drosses. Tho bereaved usually 
walk, but there is always a sedan chair 
carried after the corpse; in this is u 
smalt wooden tablet having tho name 
of tlio dcoossod on it. Into this tablet 
at the grave the spirit, or ono of tho 
thrto spirits, ot the dead is supposed 
tw o ;  and thus tlio tablet, takou hock 
to the home, is honored and worshiped 
as tlio earthly personification of the 
dumb This is what is rilled  the an­
cestral tablet, lu  the wedding proces­
sion (tie bride, in a closed sedan eliuir 
painted hat, is preceded by tlio pres­
ents, the tokens of rank of the family, 
and the musicians; following the 
bridal chair are the friends of the bride. 
These all proceed to the home of the 
groom, who receives from onu of tins 
attendants of the bride tho key of tliu 
sedan chair as it Is set down near his 
homo, lie thou unlocks tho door of 
the chair and receives Ids future wifo. 
Thus tlio woman* Uot the man, seeks 
the othor. What do the advocate* of 
woman's rights iu America say of their 
down-trodden sisters in the land of 
semi-civilization? Whut woman iu this 
laud of oqtiul rights, no matter how 
bold and eager to find a limn, would 
dare to go with a procession to the 
muii's homo to find a husband?

REMINISCENCES PUBLIC MEN. V
BY&m: PEULKV POOEE.

Judge Douglas* death was formally 
announced in the Senate and House 
•oon after the commencement ot the 
special session in July, 1861* and a day 
was consumed in eulogizing him. In 
the Senate the opening remarks wore 
made b r  Senator Trumbull* who offered 
the customary resolutions of respect 
end condolence. He was followed by 
Senator MoDongall*of California,whose 
brief tribute was totally inaudiblo in tho
fslleriea, and mostly bo on the floor.

adge Collsmor* of Vermont, succeeded 
him in the most eloquent and appro­
priate words which were uttered, and 
whioh tended to deeply impress upon 
the rapidly-forgetting mind many of 
the sterling traits of tlio lamented de­
ceased, end tbe great loss tho nation 
bad met with in hia death. The eulogy 
ot Judge Douglas' successor, Senator 
Browning, created a favorable impres­
sion. I t  was delivered with go»d em­
phasis and discretion, and interwoven 
with many littlo incidents of the per­
sonal relations of tho speaker and his 
predecessor. In tho Houso no less 
than ten speeches were delivered* Hour­
ly every one of them being in the sumo 
eulogistic strain, with tlio exception of 
n brilliant sketch of ttie lifo and public 
•erviees of the doceased by Mr. H. H. 
Cox, then a Ifopresentutivo from Ohio.

I t  wes anticipated tlmt Brookinridgo 
would mako a tew remarks in tho Sen­
ate, inasmuch as his relations witii 
Douglas were known to bo of tho most 
cordial nature, but tlio Koutuckv Sena­
tor sat firmly in his seat, w ith Ids head 
bowed, carelessly twirling a paper cut­
ter, but intently listening to all that 
was passing around him. Hon. Koliert 
J. Walker* ono of tho most devoted 
fricndB of Douglas, was tho only dis­
tinguished spectator present, excepting 
a few members of tho diplomatic corps. 
The scone was in striking contrast with 
some of tho occasions on which Doug­
las addressed tlio Honato.

The trial* conviction, and execution 
of Captain Wirz for alleged ill-treat­
ment of Union prlKoners, simply made 
this foreign Confederate offleer a scape­
goat for tho sins of his superiort*, whoso 
ordors he obeyed. NY lion ho was 
brought to Washington to lie tried by 
a military commission lie was Buffering 
from scurvy. His right arm, near the 
wrist, was an open inch deep wound* 
snd part of tho houo ulreuuy gone. 
Tito hand and that part of the arm 
around tho nicer were very mush swol­
len, and two fingers were dosed to tuo 
palm ot tho hand. His left arm he 
could not liend up to his luce, as the 
deltoid rnusde was gono. His fccblo 
state of health made him sometimes so 
weak that ho could m>t appear in court. 
When there lie could not sit up, and 
hnd to recline on a sofa; Besides,when 
the trial took place the season was wry  
hot, and the room in which he was con- 
flnod, aud whoro a light was burning 
throughout tlio night, full of mosqm- 
tooH* which troubled him greatly.

Ono morning tlio prisoner camo into 
court in a very weak state. Colonel 
Chipuiun, tho Judge Advocate, had 
givcu orders to havo him put in irons, 
but the officer at tlio Old Capitol, find­
ing that tho right hand was too much 
swolicu to permit tho iron to bo fas­
tened, exoopt in tho incision made by 
tho opeu and inch-deep wouud, had not 
had tlio cruelty to foio.i tho iron on his 
right arm, but had, in order to show 
that lie had hcon willing to carry out 
orders of his superiors, fastened tho 
iron to tho left hand only. Kven had 
it boon possible to put iron on both 
hands, it would, aside of tho wound, 
havo been very cruel, as it prevented 
tho prisoner from driving tho mosqui- 
toon from his face, or oven wiping oil 
tho jiorspiratiou, as his loft arm could 
not be bent up to his face. His devoted 
counsel, Mr. Louis Hchedo, called tho 
attention of General Lorenzo Thomas, 
ono of tho members of tlio Commission, 
to that outrago, und lie became very in­
dignant As soon as tho court opened 
ho inquired by whoso order tho pris­
oner hud been* put in irons, and Colonel 
Cliipmun aokuoweldgod to huve given 
the order, because he had feared, judg­
ing from tlio high stato of exoitement 
under whioh the prisoner lubored, that 
ho would commit suicide. Tho princi­
pal witnoss was a protended French­
man, who cnllod himself a grand­
nephew of Lafayette, and who presout- 
od pencil sketches representing mar­
dors and cruelties by Captain Wirz, 
which were accepted as evldenco. 'Ibo 
Judge Advoeuto rewarded him by ob­
taining for him a clerkship in the De-

Jiartuwnt of tho Intorior* but eleven 
lays after the doatli of his victim it 

was proven that ho was a German im­
postor, whose mime was Felix Ooaer, 
and ho was discharged.

Captain Wirz was hung in the yard 
of the Old Capitol* und ho walked from 
his cell to the scaffold with an un­
daunted air, as If conscious that I •  vaa 
to lie executed for having* ns sn ou.oor, 
carried out the instructions of, uud 
acted in accordance with the wishes of, 
his superior officers. They went un­
punished. Imt ho, a poor, fritftidics* for­
eigner* was hung like a dug.

The Land of Promise.
A rich and largely unoccupied 

country lying in Northern Nebraska, 
for hundreds of miles along the Dakota 
lino, aud extending through several 
tiers of comities back from it, is invit­
ing tho enterprising settler from tho 
East to come iu and till tho soil. 
Nothing liner in tho way of a promis­
ing agricultural Held is to bo found 
anywhere. The soil is extremely fer­
tile, tho climate pleasant in Bummer, 
and not too rigorous in winter, and 
facilities for marketing products be­
coming better and better all tho time.

Into this region tliero has been a 
steady stream of immigration pouring 
for the past two years, which may now 
be said to be at its height. # The char­
acter of this population is tho same 
as of the best agricultural communities 
of Illinois or Ohio.

Through the entire region traversed 
by this railroad, finished and projected, 
towns are springing up in that almost 
magical fashion which is characteristic 
of Western railroad development. The 
population iB increasing in tho same 
manner, and homes, stores, schools, and 
churches are going up on every hand.

This is tho place for tho printer who 
wishes to do something for himself. 
Tho people who are going in aro a read­
ing people. They have been accus­
tomed to those necessities of civiliza­
tion, tho school, the church, and the 
newspaper, aud they are prepared to 
welcome and eucourngo the man who 
comes among them to give tliem either.

Tho printer who has toiled for years 
in an older community, getting little or 
nothing ahead of the point reached long 
ago, goes in with the tide, and is soon 
found enlarging the first plant, increas­
ing the size of the first paper, and like­
ly enough starting another in the new 
town close bv.

Apiieurmice of Sponge*.
When first taken from the water 

sponges look more like raw liver than 
anything else. Thoir color is generally 
a sort of brown, and they are slippery, 
slimy, ugly, and smell bud. The sponge 
is an animal, but the animal part dis­
appears entirely long before they reach 
tue market. The part that is used for 
domestic purposes is really his house, 
the inuny-roomed residence in which 
ho sheltered himself while at sea, a 
regular marine tenement house, built 
with great skill and architectural pre­
cision, in which many of tho little 
beasts lived and died. After the 
sponges reach the dock of the vesse 
they are cleaned and dried, and go 
through a curing process. They then 
become the sponges of commerce, and 
are divided into eight varieties in tho 
Bahamas. Some, called “lambswool," 
or “shcepswool," areas Hue and soft as 
silk, aud vory strong. Others, al­
though large and perhaps tough, are 
coarse and comparatively worthless. 
There, are, too, bouquet sponges, silk 
s|K>nges, wire sponges, and finger and 
glove sponges. Tho process for curing 
them is to keop them on deck for two 
or three days, which “kills" them. 
Thou thoy are put in a crawl and kept 
there from eignt to ton days, and are 
afterward cleaned and bleached in tho 
sun on the lieach. When they reach 
Nassau tho roots aro cut off, and the 
sponges are trimmed and dressed for 
exportation. In the Bahunms the men 
do not dive for them, as sponge-fishers 
iu tho Mediterranean do, but use long- 
hamllod things like oyster tongs to fish 
them out of tho water.

It is strango how luck seems to fol­
low certain ships. An officer on one of 
the trans-atlsntic steamships avers that 
though there is not a stnnchor or more 
seaworthy steamer oh the Atlantic than 
a certain designated vessel, yet it is a 
terror to be compelled to sail on ber. 
From beginning to end of the voyage 
there is an uninterrupted chapter of 
accidents The lost time that the offi­
cer referred to crossed in that unhappy 
eraft there was an awful storm, in 
which the wheel-house, part of the cap­
tain's room and two boats were carried 
away; a cabin passenger broke two of 
her fingers, and a steerage passenger 
broke a leg; the sailors required con­
stant attendance, and a poor little girl 
fell down the hatchway and was killed 
the very day she arrived in port Those 
who are posted resort to every expedi­
ent to avoid being ordered to the ill- 
fated vessel.

A fashionable tailor in Boston had 
a difficulty with his workmen and dis­
charged them, taking in their places 
journeymen who did not belong to the 
union. The discharged uniou men 
thereupon laid siege to the establish­
ment, enticed the new employes off, so 
far as possible, and, to prevent others 
coming and to drive away custom, or­
ganized themselves into a guard, and 
paraded back and forth in front of the 
store from dawn nntil dark. This has 
gone on for several weeks, no violence 
being offered and no overt acts com­
mitted whieh would warrant the ar­
rest of the offenders. Finally, the be* 
sieged meroh&nt devised a mode of re­
taliation whieh seems likely to he ef­
fectual in ridding himself of annoy­
ance. He engaged several negroes, 
dressed them in fantastic costumes, and 
sent them out with instructions to dog 
the footsteps of the guardsmen, to turn 
when they turned, stop when they 
stopped, snd to otherwise conduct 
themselves as grotesque shadows. This, 
of coarse, create;! great merriment, and 
drew an immense crowd. The tramp­
ing tailors became objects of ridicule, 
snd it required all their nerve rein­
forced by liquid refreshments served 
by sympathizing friends, to endnre the 
jibes and jeers of the multitude. The 
crowds became so great as to impede 
travel, and it finally became necessary 
for the police to disperse the pedes­
trians, with their sable attendants, 
which was what the roorcliaut wanted. 
At last accounts ho had made arrange­
ments, in esse the guard again appears, 
to add to tho procession some colored 
damsels fresh from the Carolina cot­
ton fields. They will lie arrayed in the 
height oi fashion, provided with im-. 
mouse hats and sunshades, and directed 
to walk beside the troubled tailors. 
This, it is thought, will bo su enter­
tainment which will put an end to the 
persecution, as it is believed that ridi­
cule will kill a striker more easily than 
eare killed a cat

Chair 1'Uiews.
A chair pillow is one of the most com­

fortable as well as oruuuontal innova­
tions of the day. The piltow may be 
made of any material desired to mstoh 
furniture or draiiery, but if this is not 
wished, Turkish toweling will look 
well with auytliiug or in any chair. 
Mako theHnfug for the pillow of atout 
doth or drill twenty-four inches long 
and fifteen wide; fill with curled hair, 
aud fasten tbo ends securely. Worn 
two strips, four inches wido und fifteen 
loug, of cloth or felt, in any pretty de­
sign, and chain-stitch them on the right 
sido of tho pillow. If tho embroidery 
is too tedious, cut cretonne flowers anil 
baste them on tho strips, and embroider 
over ft]H>rtion of them with silk of tho 
sumo color, buttou-holing tho flowers 
around the edge.

If the pillow is to hung curved, a 
plait must be laid in tbo center, so that 
the middle of the pillow Mill rest mid­
way down tlio back of tho cliuir, and 
tlio two ends higher on either side. 
Outlier the ends tin 1 lie with a bow of 
ribbon aud short cuds. Tlio edge of the 
goods may be worked in button scal­
lops or finished with loco eroehoted of 
worsted und silk.

EDl'CATION* IN MEXICO.

Sclinnl Htut 1stIch of the IVilmt District.
Although extremely fond of musio 

and dancing, writes a Tacubnya, Mexi­
co, correspondent, the Mexicans aro by 
no means altogether the careless, pleas- 
uro-loving people imagined by many. 
The temperament of this nation is as 
varied as its climate, and serious and 
studious people abound. I  have ob­
served that especially at school exam1 
iuations and distribution of prizes 
llecontly I  attended tho distribution of 
prizes by tho Governor of tho Federal 
District, to the scholars of the muni­
cipal schools. The hall was well filled 
with scholars of both rexes and their 
parents and relatives. Two young Udy 
teachers sat near the dias, and their 
different types showed the difference in 
the races which people this country; 
one was tall and fair and rosy, straight 
featured and blue-eyed, and every 
movement denoted her nervous tem- 
perameut; the other was much smaller, 
with olive complexion and large black 
eyes, her smilo showing dazzlingly 
wliito teeth contrasting with the ebon 
locks. These young ladies handed the 
prizes to tho Governor, who gave them 
to tho pupila as their names were called. 
Tliero wero many books and diplomas, 
and some packages, containing I  sup­
pose, some useful articles. Interludes 
of music were performed by a professor 
and two of his pupils on the piano. 
Two yonng girls gave recitations, and 
n boy of about 10 years spoke afro in a 
singularly graceful and energetic man­
ner. Most interesting of all were the 
children of Indian (Aztec) race, dressed 
in their simple national dress of white 
“manta" (coarse cotton), consisting 
merely of trousers and jackets for the 
hoys, and the girls in full calico skirts 
and jackets. Their dark eyes gleamed 
und tho rich blood mantled their 
checks, bronzed by the tropical sun. 
borne received many prizes.

The Governor’s Secretary (of the 
Federal District) has prepared a statis­
tical table of the government and mu­
nicipal schools of the D istrict I t  shows 
that the Federsl District (which cor­
responds to the District of Columbia) 
there are in all, government, municipal, 
religious, and private. 400 schools, 
which employ 647 male and 362 female 
teachers, also 167 male and 165 female 
“aids" or tutors. These schools are at­
tended l>y 15,771 male and 12,017 fe­
male pupils. Of these there are in the 
capital (Mexioo) 17 national primary 
schools, with 04 male and 41 female 
teachers, and 40 male and 39 'female, 
“aids," and 2,231 male and 2,232 female 
pupils. There are 2 primary schools 
for adults, with 2 male and 2 female 
teachers, and 2 male and 6 female 
“aids;" attended by 40 male 65 female 
scholars. The municipal primary 
schools aro 87, with 22 male and 6*6 
female teachers, and 19 male and 37 
female “aids." These are attended by 
3,111 male and 3,290 female pupils. 
There are also two municipal schools 
for adults which have 4 teachers and 
130 male and 80 female scholars. The 
national and municipal primary schools 
cost annually $341,032. This includes 
tho elementary departments of the 
schools for the blind, deaf, and dumb, 
the House of ltefuge, snd the “Schools 
of Industry" for orphans and found­
lings, also the paupers' refuge; but not 
the High or Normal schools. In the capi­
tal there are also nine Protestant 
ichools, with 13 male and 12 female 
teachers end 18 “aids,** aud 121 male 
and 312 female pupils attend. The 
Lancaster company (a charitable be­
quest) has 10 sehools, with 5 male and 
5 female teachers, and 855 male and 210 
female pupils. In Tialpan, the Evan­
gelical church baa 4 sehools, with 2 
male and 2 female teachers, and 83 
male and 33 female scholars.

In Tacubaya there are 20 municipal 
schools, with 10 male and 5 female 
teachers and 4 “aids," and 615 male 
and 229 female pupils. There is also a 
private charity school, with 1 teacher 
aud 60 pupils. The Lancaster company 
has 1 school with a female teacher and 
38 female pupils. There are 6 private 
sehools, with 23 male and 7 female 
teachers, and 164 male and 91 female 
pupils. In Xoehimilco there is an 
Evangelical school with a teacher and 
57 pupils. In Guadalupe Hidalgo there 
are 15 municipal and 4 private schools 
with 665 male and 358 femalo pupils. 
These four towns are suburbs of the

Object of Eating.
We eat for warmth aud strength; 

henco almost all articles of food have 
both these aliments: have carbon to 
warm, and nitrogen to strengthen, to 
givo power to work. Butter, sugar, 
and oils are almost all carbon. All 
bread and grains are mainly carbon. 
Meats, flesh of all kinds, almund in ni­
trogen. Food which has most nitro­
gen is most “nutritious." Butter baa 
H8 )K»r cent, of carbon and no nitrogen; 
an egg has no carbon snd 20 |« r  cent, 
of nitrogeu. Milk couiaius two part 
wurnith aud one of strength. Bread con­
tains part of nitrogen and eight of ear- 
carbon. I t  is thus seen that in reference 
to outing, carlom—which is charcoal 
fuel—and warmth arc one and the same 
thing; while nitrogen—which i« in ef­
fect *all|mtor—gives flesh or muscle, 
which aro one and tbo same thing in 
substance with strength. I t is also 
scon that most articles of food have 
more eurhon or warmth than nitrogen 
or strength, shewing that it tubes more 
to keep us warm than to keep us strong. 
A sedentary person requires, in round 
numbers, about one pound of food a 
duy, while a hard-working man requires 
two pounds; thus two pounds of food 
gives out strength enough—as steam in 
uu engine gives out power—to raise a 
nmn of average wo glit eleven miles 
high. But cull iig tho two pounds 
5 , 0 0 0  grains, only 3D0 grains of it are 
nitrogen, tho remainder carbon;'that 
is, sixteen times inoro of warmth is re­
quired than of strength-producing food. 
One practical result is, that ns tho 
w orld  becomes more thiekly populated, 
the necessity im roases of economizing 
food; of adapting it to tho various 
needs of tiie system us modified bv age, 
sex, oeeiipat on, and season. Persons 
living indoors should not eat more than 
half us much as iho-e who work hard. 
1,ess warming fn< d  ritotihl be eaten in 
hot weather that in cold. If we eat an 
execs* of warming food in hot weather 
wu have to work it out of the sy»tem 
at a great expenditure of strength: und 
until it is worked off wo tool lull and 
feverish aud opproised; on the other

hand, in winter we require an odd! 
tional quautity of warming food, lienee 
our instincts load to eat heartily of 
pork, and buckwheat cakos, and butter, 
and molasses, which are ulmoit purely 
carbon. In warm weather wo ncod 
cooling food, and Provideneo sends ns 
in profusion the fruits, and the berries, 
and tho greon things, which have no 
carbon at all; and while our appetite 
for thorn is ravenous, tho very idoa of 
fatty food is nausoating.—IUtU'e Jour• 
nal o f Health.

Home l ire In Cmonulo,
The change from winter to spring in 

Colorado is very strange in jta com­
pleteness. In winter the grips is dried 
up and yellow, after the Hummer’s heat, 
the ground is hard with frost, and not 
a souud breaks tho icy stillness except 
tho occasional how l of a wolf or the 
chattering of a magpie. But when the 
whiter breaks, the soft, green grass 
springs lip as if by magic, the air is 
filled with the voices of countless birds 
of gay plumage, and the ground is cov­
ered with a wealth of wild flowers un­
equalled in any country. Hummer and 
harvest-time follow quickly on one an­
other in Colorado, and not maur weoks 
eli|tse from the appearance of the tiny 
spears of rye above the ground Indore 
the “waves of shadow" cliaso each oth­
er across tho golden fields, und the 
crop is ready for harvesting.

Tlio (irest Hereof the Amazon.
Mr. John C. Branner, formerly of tlio 

Imperial Geological Commission of 
Brazil, has published a paper on the 
pororoeu, or bore, of the Amazon, a 
manifestation of force |«ciiliar to the 
northern division of the mouth of tlio 
great river, of which the inhabitants of 
of tlio adjacent country stand in ex­
treme ten  or. I t was not his privilege 
to witijos* nil exhibition of the phenom­
enon,although ho much wished to do so, 
while the |aioplu with whom he was 
staying ilorirwi that he or suy one ol*« 
should not, but he observed some of its 
effect* and had the scene described to 
him. The most impressive nianifesta- 
lions of the lore * of the wave lire m ar 
tho mouth of the Araguary lliver. An 
eye-witness of ono of the sppourunecs 
of the puroroca, at that place, one of a 
party of MilLers, relate f that “shortly 
after the tide hud stopped running out 
they saw something coming toward 
them from the ocean iu a long white 
Ime, whieh grew bigger and whiter as 
it approached. Then there was u sound 
bk" lie* rumbling of distant thunder, 
which grew louder und louder as the 
white lino eanie nearer, until it nocmcd 
as it the whole ocean hod risen up, and 
was comuig charging and thundering 
down upon them, boiling over thoulgo 
of this pile of water like endless cat­
aract, from four to seven motres high, 
that spreud across tlio whole eastern 
h<»ri/ou. This was ths pororoeu! 
When they say it coming, the crow 
Imcatiic utterly demoralized, and fell 
to crying and praying in 
tlio iKCtom of the imat expect* 
ing that it would certainly !hi dashed to 
nieces, and they themselves be drowned. 
The pilot, however, had the presence 
of mind to hoave ail anchor before the 
wall of water "truck them; and, when 
it diil strike, they wero ftrnt pitched 
violently forward aud then lifted, and

left tolling anil tossing like n cork on 
tlio foaming sea it left behind, tho bo.it 
nearly filled with water. Bat thoir 
trouble w as not yet eudod; for. bofero 
they had omptiod tho boat, two oilier 
such seas came down on thorn at short 
intervals, tossing them in tho same 
manner, aud finally leaving them with­
in a tdono's-tlirow of the river bank, 
when another such wave would have 
dashed them on the shore. They had 
been anchorod near the middle of tho 
stream before the waves struck thorn, 
and the stream at this plico is several 
miles wide." Tho signs of tho devas­
tation wrought upon the land by t his 
gigantic wave aro very impressive. 
Great trees, dense tropical forests, 
“uprooted, torn, and awopt away like 
chaff"—tho most powerful roots of tlio 
largest treo can not withstand its rush; 
tlio destruction of tho banks for somo 
distance inland; and the formation of 
new land in places are among the signs 
of its ravages. The pororoca in an ac­
companiment of tho spring tides, and 
is duo to tlio resistance offered to the 
tidal waves by the sand bars and nar­
row* clmnnols which they liavo to meet. 
Its effects aro moat marked in tho 
northern channels of tho mouth of 
tho Amazon, whilo little is known of 
it in the southern chanuols.—Voi>uli\r 
Science Monthlij.

station to tho other. I f  th is is u fact 
(and it is not disputed i any sonpori 
country which eim afford to  strengthen 
Its land defense* with lieuvy guns and 
steel arm or need fear nothing from tho 
nuvies of England. Tlicso largo bouts 
have proved imseaworthy in h?avy 
weather, and this, together with tho 
failure to  solve the fuel problem, ren­
ders them  no many white d ephun ts  
Spun the hands of the  government.

I s  a lecture on tho use of ennuds in 
the war, delivered in lioodon the other 
day. lo r d  Napier, of Magdala, said that 
i  strong, woll-tad camel could carry 
lido pound*, including two riders, and 
even PK> pounds; ba t there must be 
greut care in padding tho saddle, for o 
lore buck tends to underm ine the con*

fctitution of tho animal. No animal 
should to  intrusted for driving to  any- 
ono not thoroughly accustomed to tho 
work, and tho iroar uoat should be taken 
by soldiers.

"W hat is cocoaine hydrochloride, the 
new anesthetic , worth per ounce?” 
asked a reporter of a Chicago druggist.

‘T ivo  hundred dollars,'’ ho replied, 
"and it  is not likely to bo any cheaper 
for romo tiuio to  como. However, so 
small a  quantity of tho solution i* re ­
quired for each operation th a t the cost 
to tho patient need not be very g re a t"

"W hy is it so expensive?"
"Because the *alts of cocaine had, be ­

fore this new demand arose, but a very 
limited sale in this country, and whole­
sale dealers carried bu t sm all stocks. 
At last accounts the supply of the alka­
loid in Now York had boon exhau*tod, 
while orders have accumulated in  hun­
dreds. Tho demand in Europe, like­
wise has toen  no grout a* to deplete the 
stock of the German manufacturers. 
The stock of coca haves both in  E u ­
rope and America aro reported  to  be 
sm all ami lurgcly of inferior, quality, 
so th a t tho prospect of supplying large 
amount* of the  alhuloid in the near 
future seems net very good. You 
know of course that the valuo of th is  
ana sthetic, so far as dem onstrated a t 
present, is confined to o|>erutiona upon 
the eye. I t  has toon provod in a  ma­
jority  of cases tha t an application to  
the  eye of a few drops of 2 or 4 per 
eent. solution will produco u more or 
less complete transient insensibility to 
pain. Operations ordinarily requiring 
the  uno of chloroform or e ther h a re  
to eu  performed upon patients con­
scious of everything being done, bu t 
saved from pain by a weak aqueous 
solution of th is salt. Outside of 
ophthalm ic practice th is substance has 
not been universally so successful, a l ­
though it has to en  used for a  m onth 
or six weeks by some Chicago dentists. 
Jt acts only on the mucus membrane, 
and  appears to have no effect on the  
bone. D entists use it  on teeth  requir­
ing treatm ent and the removal of the  
nerve* One to ld  me the other day 
th a t  lie had placed a cotton saturated  
w ith a  few drops of a  4 per cent aolu- 
tiou on tho exposed nerve of a patient’s 
too th  and removed the nerve without 
her experiencing any severer pain than  
would bo occasioned by the prick of a 
pin. Another claim sot up for it is th a t 
i t  will cure drunkenness and m orphine 
taking, completely paralyzing the crav­
ing for cither alcohol or opium. An in ­
dividual cured of either propensity by 
its use is suid to  havo no relapses, and 
tho disuso of tho coca is easily eradi­
cated. I t  is more difficult to cure al­
coholism with it  than morphine-eating, 
because there  is a  direct antagonism 
between cocaine and morphine.

"Another drug  for w hich the demand 
is greater than  tho supply ut p resent is 
antipyrin. I t  has toon lined w ith great 
success iu New' York lio-pital practice. 
I t  possesses a rem arkable power of 
lowering tho tem peratue in cases of 
fever. I t  is an article manufactured 
and sent out by a German tirm. The 
composition of it has not been dis­
closed.

"A groat many curious substances 
and many expensive one* aro u-ed as 
drugs. Hyo-eyamin, lor instance, a 
narcotic used in conjunction and in 
place of opium  and its alkaloids, is 
worth $100 per ounce. Erseni, a  prepa­
ration mado from tho Calabar bean, 
and used in epilepsy, rheumatism, fe­
vers, and for local application*, i* val­
ued a t $125 per ounce. The Calabur 
beau has something the same proper­
ties as strichnino, and reives a* a nerve 
tonic. M orphine is expensive, ranging 
in price from $4 to  $8 per ounce. Of 
tho vurious salts, bimoconate is the 
m ost costly, and brings $lo per ounce. 
Chloride of gold is worth $15 per 
ounce. ItisuH odforscrofulaand various 
diseases of the blood. Mu*k is w'Ot'lh 
$40 au ounce. I t  is used most largely, 
of course, as a  perfume, but occasion­
ally  to relievo spasm. I t  is obtained 
from the musk ox. I t  is used for burn* 
by the Chinese. I t  is behoved the 
Chinese have knowledge of many val­
uable remedies which would ho of 
g rea t beueflt to  science, bu t tlioy joul 
ously guard their secrets. E rgotin j* 
a curiou* bu t inexpensive drug, being 
worth but ill cents au ounco a t whole 
sale. I t  is used in apoplexy. I t  i* a 
fungus growth found on rvo in Nor 
mamly. A similar growth ou the rye 
in  this country contains a  very little  or 
gotiu, even less thuu th a t found iu the 
sm ut on corn. The wild ginseng root 
was used a fow years sgo us a tonic, 
many persona smoking it. Thedomund 
is loss now. Homo jwoplo in the Wis­
consin woods really made u living just 
searching out (lie wild giusoug. Its 
roots are very due and light and it re­
quires a considerable quantity  to  make 
a  p o u n d .__________________

Han, two magnificent sources of wealth 
iu  Australia, ono of which hus been im­
perfectly exploited, while the  o ther is 
almost untapped. Tho first consist* of 
tho subtorranean channels of ancient 
rivers, which have long sim*o ceased to 
flow and hare toen  buried for ages be­
neath the superincum bent *trutu 
through which tile enterprising m iner 
now sinks his simft. Each of tlmse 
m ust liavo been a veritable Pactolus, 
und their golden sumU have yielded a 
rich re tu rn  to  many an adventurous 
company. The second source of wealth 
is also subterranean, and will probably 
provo to  be far moro precious than tho 
tirst. We rofor to  the underground 
rivers which have their origin in the 
g reat central depression of tho Austra­
lian continent, where somo supi-riiciul 
stream s and the  heavy tropical rains 
disappear, percolating through tho
