The number of disciples who assem- 
dud in an upper room at Jerusalem af- 
er tho ascension of Christ was only 
20. but the miracles of tho day of Fen- 
ecost, and tho sermon of St. Peter, 

added d,ot>0 now believers, and before 
eery long, according to the testimony 
of tho second chapter of Acts, 
their number was 5,000. We are next

• old that ‘‘the work of God increased,
,nd the number of disciples multiplied 
in Jcrnsalen greatly.” For some 
years after tho crucifixion the Gospel 
was preached at Jerusalem only; but 
t .o first great persecution there, in 
which St. Stephen was stoned to death, 
•n the year 37, scattered the disciples, 
and they preached the new faith in Jn- 
ilea, Sumaria, Fho nicio, Cyprus, and 
Syria. In Tyre and Sidon there were 
bands of converts, and the number of 
i elievers at Antioch soon formed a 
strong organization, and it was in the 
last-named city that the followers of 
tho new faith first received their dis­
tinctive name of Christians. The mis­
sion of the Aiostlo Taul to the Gen­
tiles b.'gnn about tho year 44. Tlio re­
sult of his first journey with Barnabas 
into Asia was the establishment of 
churches in Pamphyba, Fisidia, Lyca- 
onia, and Cilieia, in the southern part 
of Asia Minor. His next circuit ex­
tended the church into Phrygia, Gala­
tia. Troas, Macedonia, and Greece. In 
unother journey the Church of Ephesns 
was formed, over which Paul preached 
for many years. Carried to Home in 
the year 5‘.», Panl fonnd the church 
hud already gained a foothold in Italy, 
and he largely augmented the number 
of believers in the Eternal City by his 
preaching and died by martyrdom 
there in <18. The other apostles also 
preached at different places. St. Peter 
visited the northern provinces of Asia 
Minor and Chaldea; St. Thomas 
taught at Odessa and in Mesapotamia, 
and is thought to have extended his 
journeys to India: St. Mark founded 
the church at Alexandria in Egypt,, 
and there are traditions that Persia, 
Arubia, and Ethiopia were visited by 
others of the apostles. Tims the little 
grain of mustard seen was growing into 
a large tree. The historian Tacitus, in 
describing the persecutions in the time 
of Nero, from the yoars (U to 68, speaks 
of the Christians as having become a 
vast multitude. Pliny, the ltoman 
Governor of Pontus and Bithynia, 
writing in tho year 107, said that Chris­
tianity had caused the worship of the 
gods in his provinces to be almost en­
tirely given -up. After the death of the 
apostles we have little record of the 
work of the church for some years. 
But Justin Martyr wrote about the 
year 150, as follows: “There is no 
race of men, whother barbarians or 
Greok, or by whatever other name they 
may bo designated, among whom pray­
ers and thanksgivings are not offoiedto 
tho Father and Creator of all in the 
name of the crucifiod Jesus.” Irena-us, 
Bishop of Lyons, writincr about the 
yoar 178, said that the Gospel had been 
received in Germany, France, Spain, 
and Libya; and Tertulliau, in the year 
108, declares that Partlua, Medio, Ar­
menia, Gaul, Brifca», “and other na­
tions and island innumerable” had all 
received the light of the Gospol, and 
had added large numbers to tho ranks 
of Christian believers. In the year 214 
Origen conducted n mission among the 
Arabs and converted mauy. Missiona­
ries during that century taught 
throughout Gaul, and founded several 
churches in Germany. Early in the 
third century, duriug the persecutions, 
Tertullian said that'if the Christians 
were all forced to emigrate, tho Homan 
Empire would become a desert. These 
persecutions only sorved to stimulate 
tho spread of the church, and in the 
year 303 these cruelties came to an 
end. The year 324 was an important 
one for the church, for in that year the 
Emperor Constantino joined tho Chris* 
tisns, and the hitherto persecuted 
church wus lifted to place and power. 
In that oentury, however, the rapid 
growth of Christianity was cheoked by 
the appearance of the first heresy, the 
Arian, and in tho early part of the fifth 
century the ineursions of tbs barba­
rian tribes and the overthrow of the 
Homan Empire wero even a more seri* 
inns hindrance to its prosperous growth. 
But by this timo it had nearly 700 bish­
ops. several thousand priests, and dea­
cons, and adhoronts without number in 
Southern Europe, in Asia, and in 
Egypt. In fine, it had utterly over­
thrown, before that date, all the heathen 
religions, though it had made little im­
pression upon the Jews, aud was des­
tined in two more centuries to be whol­
ly driven from the Oriental countries 
by tho rise and sproad of Mahommcd- 
unism__InteV’Oman.

Nations' Names.
These are derived principally from 

some )>cculiar causes or object. For 
instance, Ireland—which Julius Cicsar 
first called Hibernia—is a kind of mod­
ification of Erin, or the country of the 
west.

Scotland, from Scotia, a tribe which 
originally came from Ireland? It wa- 
anciently called Caledouia, which means 
a mountainous country—fores.s aud 
lands.

Portugal, the ancient Lusitania, was 
named irom a town on tho liiver Donro 
called G'ale, opposite to which tho in­
habitants built a city called Porto or 
Oporto. And when the country was 
recovered from the Moors the inhabi­
tants combined the words und called it 
the kingnom of Portucale—hence, 
Portugal.

Spain, the ancient lboria, from the 
river Iberius or Hispauiu, from the 
Phttniciam Spaniga, which signifies 
abounding with rabbits, which animals 
are very numerous iu that country— 
hence, Spain.

France, from tho Franks, a people of 
Germany, who conquered that couutry. 
Its ancient name was Celta, Gaul or 
Galio, Barechatta, the latter signifying 
striped breeches, which were worn by 
the natives.

Switzerland, the ancient Halvetia, 
Was so napied by the Austrians, who 
called the inhabitants of these moun­
tainous countries Schweitzors.

Italy received its present name from 
a renowned princo named Italus. It 
was called Hesperia, from its western 
locality.

Holland, the aneient Batavia, a war­
like people, was so named from tiie 
German word hohl, the English of 
which is “hollow." implying a very 
low country. The inhabitants are 
colled Dutch, from the German deutsch 
or teutxdu

Sweden and Norway were anciently 
called Scandinavia, which the modem 
antiqarians think means a country and 
woods, which have been burned or de­
stroyed. Tiie appellation Sweden is 
derived from Smtuna or Svitheod, 
the uative term Norway, or the north­
ern way, explaining itself.

Prussia, from Peuzal, a Sclavonic 
race; but some uniters suppose it took 
its name from Russia and tho Sclavon­
ic syllable po, which means adjacent or 
near.

Denmark means the marches, terri­
tories or boundaries i f the Danes.

Russia is the ancient Sarmntia, which 
has been subsequently named Muscovy, 
It derives its present name from Russi, 
a Sclavonic tribe who fouuded the Rus­
sian monarchy. The original savage 
inhabitants nsod to paint their bodios 
in order to appear m^re terrible in bat­
tle. They generally lived in tho moun­
tains, and their chariots wero their on­
ly habitations.

Turkey took its name from tho Turks 
or Turcomans, which signifies wander­
ers, and origiuaily belonged to the 
Scythians or Tartars. It is sometimes 
called the Ottoman empire, from Oth- 
man, one of their principal leaders.— 
Galignani'ti Messenger.

Pugh and Logan,
Senator Pugh, of Alabama, writes a 

Washington correspondent, servod in 
the same Congress with Senator Logan 
iust prior to the outbreak of the robelb 
ion. They were then members of tho 
same political party, and were i^rsonal 
friends. Near the close of the war, 
when the Union soldiers went through 
Alabama, a detachment of Wilson’s 
cavalry approached tho residence of 
Senator Pugh, in Eufaula. When they 
saw the troops approaching, Mr, Pugh, 
who had been in the Confederate army 
and in the Confederate Congress, after 
having served in the Congress of the 
United States, expeetod to bo roughly 
handled. Ho walked out to the frout 
yard And when the detaohmont drew up 
to his gate ho said to them. "There’s 
tho house, go in and take possession.” 
Tho officer in command inquired: “Is 
your namo James L. Pugh ?” “That iB 
my namo, s r,” responded the Senator, 
supposing that the Unionists morely 
wanted to identify him in order to make 
him suffer tho moro.

He must be a man of great burning 
zeal, so that ho caustartle, uud urouso, 
and kiudle, nnd movo the congregation 
aud yet so cautious, so cool, that he is 
nlways safe, calm, self-possessed, unper- 
tuibed.

lie must have the power to awaken 
and urouso tho church—and yet let 
them be quiet and look on, whilo he 
does all that is done for Christ.

He must urge aud movo men, and 
lead the whole people to salvation, and 
get them all into the church—and yet 
lie so judicious that he cau discern the 
ditVerence between the wheat and tho 
chaff, and let none but tho real converts 
into the fold.

He must be strong and original in 
the pulpit, and bring only beaten oil

and tho visitor-general of tie  poor.

The minister must, of course, bo of 
Aouud doctriuo, ablo to lay his hands 
on tho naked foundations of truth, to 
fortify and defend tho hill of Zion— 
and yet must never preach the oÛ  fash­
ioned doctrines.

Murder iff Ike Prince* In tlio Tower.
King Richard Hi. begau his roign in 

the year 1 l*d, bv the blackest of his 
many wicked deods, the order for tho 
murder of his young uophows. Tho 
tddest of these, a lari in his 13th yoar, 
had succeeded to tho English crown a 
few weeks previous to tho death of his 
father, Edward IV. Tho youth had 
been removed to tho Tower of London 
under tho pretense, ou the part ofhis 
craity and cruel uncle, th it lie would 
)>e safer there than anywhere else, und 
his younger brothor hud nl io been sont 
thero to keep the young King company. 
This wa* in May. 1 is:). l)y tli^ eml of 
June, Richard hud manipulated affairs 
m> successfully in his own interest ns 
to secure a formal offer of the regal 
power. Juno 27, 1183, lie wus crowned 
at Westminster Hall. A few davs after 
his coronation. 1m went to Warwick 
and tlmuco sent a letter to Sir Kolmrt 
Drnckonhury, Governor of the Tower, 
ordering him by soiuo moans to put tho 
young princo* to death. Sir Robert 
returned answer immediately, that ho 
M’ould not do such a wicked deed for 
tho King or any mun. King Richard 
then intrti*ted the horrible task to his 
master of the Horse, Sir Jamos Tvrrel, 
giving him authority to tuko charge of 
tho Tower whenever ho would (or 
tweuty*four hours, and hold solo pos­
ses'ion of tho keys during that space of 
tiiuo. Tvrrel took us his assistants 
two baso men, John Dighton and Miles 
Forest, and going to Iho Toner onoday 
in August showed his authority from 
the King aud took temporary possess­
ion. That night ho Mood guard at the 
door whilo Dighton and Forest eutered 
tho room w here tho young princes wero 
asloop uud smothered them with tho 
pillows of their bod, und buried their 
bodies under a stuircuso. Sir Robert 
Drackenbury suspected foul play when 
ho returned and found the princes 
gone, but ho dared not charge tho 
King’s official with tho deed. A story 
was trumped up of their having been 
curried away Uysome nobles known to 
bo hostile to King Richard, ami tlio 
truth was not kuowu until soiuo years 
later, when ono of tho murderers, on 
his deathbed, confessed tho crime. It 
was so far doubtod, howover, that when 
Perkin Warbeek, a young mun of Flem­
ish birth, apjtouredm England iu EPJ2, 
claiming to he thevonnger Prince Rich­
ard, ho obtained a largo following. In 
B>74, long aftor the death of the impos­
tor, tlio commonly rocoivcd story of tho 
death of the two princes was fully con­
firmed by tho discovery under tho" stair­
case iu the White Tower, of the bones 
of two youths. These wero tuken to 
Westminster Abbey nnd thero interred 
by order of Charles II.—Inter Ovean.

120 yards, with ten hurdles, throo foot 
six inches high, him Uton run by two 
amutours iu nixtoou seconds. The 
M ost amateur rocord for running 120 
yards without tho hurdloH In 11 ■l-.Vsoo- 
pud*, and ueitlier of tho two hurdlo 
companion* over did, or ovor could do 
better than twelve seconds. In other 
words a good hurdler cau Npriug from 
the grouud, dear a three-foot six-iiieh 
hurdle, alight, and get into his grout out 
running npooil again, with a Iohh ot 
only ouo-fifths ot asoooud iu time from 
that in which ho could havo run tho 
Huiuc distance without tho hurdlcH. 8o 
in America, our fusicst iwrformnnco 
for the regulation hurdle race is lfi 
Hcronds, aud tho maker of this record 
could uot run 120 yard on Hm fiat fas­
ter than 12 1-5 seconds, mi tlmt in 
America, ns in England, the dt-luy at 
ouch hurdle is only two-fifths of a ..co­
omb 'Iho difference la tne n the do- 
lavs caused by jumping a tlirce foot 
six-inch hurdle und a two-foot Mix-inch 
hurdle ha* not been so definitely tlo’or- 
mined, but is certainly not more tlmu 
one-third of a Hivond, probably not 
innro than onc-tuo fth of a second, in 
the cuho id a good hurdler.

Poi.iiiM sH i*tiie shadow of civiliza­
tion. (.'hristiaiuty is the subutauco.
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Tni'. “flock motor,” a now Vionna in- 
volition, connistH of mi air-tight furnace, 
wluwo Uro is fed l»y compressed air: 
water is injected into tho resulting 
gusos of romlniHtion, ami tho resulting 
mixture of steam ami combustion prod­
ucts—cuUml “air steam*—is led di­
rectly into tho engiuo. There is thus 
pro ented the fact of machinery without 
a boiler, and the results of trials made 
with this umingetnent are pronounced 
in the highest degroe satisfactory. The 
machine, of six normal horse |K>wer, 
developed l’J.2d ottective horse power, 
with a consumption of coal of ’.VJ 
pounds per hour for each effective Uorso 
power.

By this process, which is in general 
use in France, two pieces of horn cun 
l>e joined together so )>ofect!y that they 
will appear us one piece. Tho pieces 
of horn are first heated Iieforo a tire, 
and toe edges where they uro to be 
joined carefully scraped until they tit 
together exactly. Thu workman then 
takes a pair of pincers, previously heat­
ed quite Hot, and, after moistening the 
edges which are to bo joined, pleases 
them together firmly and quieklv. if 
the operation is skillfully performed, u 
perfect joint will result, und after the 
edges have boon dressed smooth with a 
fine file and polished with tripoli and 
water, it will he hard to tell wliere the 
two pieces are joined together.

1U meaus of electricity the most at­
tractive leather surfaces are now com­
pletely imitated. The leather which it 
Is desired to imitate is first welt (‘leaned 
ami coated with graphite, as in electro­
plating a smaller article. It is tlieu 
placed in a copper hath, the tank of 
which is large enough to easily receive 
a skin of any size. A dynamo-electric 
machine generating a powerful current 
furnishes the electricity. Tho copper 
is deposited upon the coated surface of 
tho hide to u thickness of ono-sixteeutli 
to one-eighth of an iueh. The plate 
thus formed reproduces, but reversed, 
every mark and minute vein of the 
leather, so that a print taken from it is 
an exact copy of the original in every 
detail.

Isvi:sTl<!ATioN shows that by mixing 
the vapors of water and of naphtha, at 
the temperature at which steam is pro­
duced, the hydrogen in both is set free, 
ready to be used in producing tho most 
intensely hot tlamo known to scieuce. 
The degree of this heat, as asserted, is 
bIiomu by the fact that while oue pound 
of alcohol has a heat-making power, say 
equal to nine, hydrogen has a heating 
power equal to forty-seven—moro than 
live times that of alcohol. While it is 
admitted that as much energy is re- 
required to separate the hydrogen and 
oxygen in steam us is produced by their 
combustion, it is claimed that a large 
part of this energy manifests itself in a 
different form from that of heat.

Ax improved kind of belting baud is 
now made in ltussia of the Wst quality 
of flux, the cost of production bc'ng 
from twenty-live to sixty percent, lower 
than that of leather belting. It is suid 
to be unuflbeted by changes of tempera­
ture, stretches but very little, is 
thoroughly wuterproof, is as durable 
ns leather, and, being without the ob-

i'ecfiomiblo joints and splicings of a 
eather belt, it runs straighter and 

truer. Tho unusual strength claimed 
for this belting is said to result from 
its being folded in a peculiar manner, 
this fact also accounting for its stretch* 
fag so little. It is rendered waterproof 
l>v an entirely uow process, knowuonly 
to the Russian Government—the pe­
culiar character of this process giving 
it, it appears, a most effective grip of 
the pulley, and, however long it may 
be used, this quality still remuius.—£>.

( liiucse Women.
Yau Vliou Leo gave a very entertain­

ing und instructive lecture in John 
Street Congregational Church, his sub-

J’ect being the ‘’Chinese Women.” The 
octurer, a young man, drossed in tho 

conventional American attire, held tin* 
close attention of his hearers, and 
proved himself to be a person of no 
mean attainments, who speaks the 
English language undorstnudiugly and 
with proper inflection. The Chinese 
woman, lie said, is not in all respects 
bo strange a creature as tho American

I ample have been led to believe. While, 
>y comparison, slut possesses certain 

defects, she would, under similar cir­
cumstances to those which surround 
tho American girl, develop similar 
characteristics. Her birth is generally 
regarded ns a disappointment because 
aim was not of tho opposito sox. Tho 
lecturer said that tho eriiuu of infanti­
cide. tin* destroying *>t female infants, 
bus been greatly exaggerated, still it 
cannot bo denied that boys have tho 
preference. It is expensive to marry 
otf tho girls, but the boy ean support 
bis parotits in old age. The mother's 
heart beats as warmly for her offspring 
in tho Orient ns iu tho Occident, how­
ever, and the crime of infanticide is not 
duo to tho want of a natural alfection, 
but to abject poverty. The trials i f 
tho Chinese girl, especially if she is to 
bo a tine lady, begin when she is about 
5 or <> years of age, at which time 
preparations are nmdo for the compres­
sion of tho feet. Various aecolints are 
given foe tho origin of this custom, tin* 
lecturer favoring the theory that it 
originated in an attempt to imitate arti­
ficially the small feet which an Mm* 
press possessed. He estimated that 
the proportion of tho Chinese women 
who sutler from this deformity is about 
two-thirds. Ho argued that the cus­
tom 1ms its advantages and disadvan­
tages. By it the (Tottese is woman 
more completely brought into those 
subjective conditions for which she is 
destined, it is a custom Upheld by 
the women, only tolerated by the nu n 
because it is u custom. Its disadvan­
tages are serious, one of the ehief of 
w hich is that the woman in debarred 
from that physical exercise which is 
essential to health. The education of 
tho (Tiiuese girl is very limited. At 
the age of 1(1 or l‘J she in routined to 
the company of her own sex, and at tlio 
age of It or to her parents begin to 
make arrangements for her murriage, 
in which she herself has no choice. 
Engagement* uro often tmido for girls 
while they are ret infants, Go- 
between* make all the arrangements, 
love bus nothing to do with tho mar­
riage, neither does adaptability. Thus 
the coiitiueting parties have not them-

reives to blame should tho marriage | 
prove au unhappy one. The lecturer 
thought it a question it parents in 
America Imve not too little, as in China 
they have too much, to do with their 
chiidien’s marriage.—Lowell Courier.

Millard Bulb.
We believe that all attempts to make 

billard balls of anything but ivbry have 
liceu failures, though celluloid is used 
for pool halls. Tim material of which 
they arc made is imported from Asia 
ami Africa iu tusk form.* Tim principal 
points of exportation uro Zanzibar und 
West (.'ape. Ivory is steadily rising in 
price. As the elephant takes great 
pleasure iu sticking his tusk in the 
earth, and uses it almost exclusively 
for rooting purposes, the origiual color 
soon gives place to a darkish brown. 
The natural color is preserved in the 
manufacture of certaiu articles, but is 
necessarily* dispensed with iu tho man­
ufacture of billiard balls. The tusk is 
sieved into blocks niul then put into a 
lathe. Not more thau a sixteenth of an 
inch is lost in turuiug the balls, and 
from every “block" arc procured two 
rings. IbHiard balls are divided into 
three qualities, “all clear,” "half 
clear,” and “reason checks." The first 
quality is entirely free from uuumel, 
which forms the bark or outer cover­
ing. This enamel has just as mueh 
gluten and elasticity in it ns clear ivory, 
and docs not interfere with tho etti- 
cieiicv of tho ball, but merely shews a 
Haw in appearance. In u set of “half* 
eleur" balls tlie two white balls are free 
from enamel, but from tho colored 
balls the cuamd has uot been removed. 
The balls are colored withuuilino dyes. 
“Season checks* aro balls which have 
become cracked or “checked* in season­
ing. The blocks, after being roughed, 
aro allowed to season for six months. 
During this period many of them be­
come cranked. The cracks uro not of 
consequence so fur as use is cuncorned 
unless they are largo. Ivory is ex­
tremely sensitive to weather changes, 
uud bulls often crack while exposed in 
show cases.—American Cultivator.

Tint indignation of the mcdic.il u« rid 
over tho jeers and jibs east hv mi i uy\-

rrent press nnd public at Gou. Grant's 
doctors is something trenienduous, if 
the remarks of tho professional jour­
nals indicate anything. The physicians 
themselves also profess great annoy­
ance at tho enforced notoriety they aro 
obtaining bv tho appearance of their 
names in tho nowspapors. 1ft will bo 
remembered, however, by the observ­
ant and critical public, that these pro­
tests from the medical gentlemen did 
not come until after the comments be­
came unfavorable. Bo long as the ver­
dict that Grant was at the point of 
death was accepted, and, in accordance 
therewith, tho patient seemed to grow 
steadily worse, no objection was mode 
by the physicians to tho wide publicity 
which was givcu to their names. Only 
when the refractory General proceeded 
to put their prophesies of immediate 
dissolution to naught, and the country 
to poko fun at them, did outraged dig­
nity and niodosty manifest themselves. 
Thero is no cntiso for fenr, however, 
that distinguished invalids will lack 
medical attendance, owing to a dread 
of consequent notoriety on tho part of 
practionors. In spite of their shrink­
ing fear of free advertising, a stern 
sente of duty—to themselves—will for­
bid the regular disciples of tho heal­
ing art to ignore a call from the Gen­
eral of the army, or even the President 
himself.

Tire theory of the eminent German 
scientist, Dr. Koch, developed from 
a scries of investigations into the chol­
era cases in Calcutta somo two years, 
to the eiTect that cholera is an infection 
and that preventive treatment is possi­
ble, seems to have been fully determined 
by Dr. Ferran, of Madrid, whose ex­
periments with cholera bacilli recently 
attracted so much attention. While in 
India Dr. Koch visited soveral plague- 
stricken districts, nud by ft close analy­
sis of cholera dejecta and a thorough 
examination of the stagnant pools to 
whieh tho natives hod common re­
course for bathing and even drinkiug 
purposes, he was unable to make the 
very important disoovery that thore ex­
isted in both the water and tho dejecta 
a microbe, to which he gave the de­
scriptive name bacillus. He also noted 
that as the apparent epidemic abated 
the water gradually cleared of this ani­
mal matter until, when it became com­
paratively clarified, the disease disap­
peared. Ho then settled to his own 
satisfaction the long entertained though 
never-before-tested theory of a cholera 
germ, and also expressed tho opinion 
that water is the most facile transmit­
ter of cholera, sinoo the bacilli intro­
duced into it with refuse matter and 
excrements may be borne to great dis­
tances with deadly vitality. These con­
clusions were not altogether convinc­
ing. Indeed thore was no little skep­
ticism that tho real cholera germ had 
been discovered,’ and even those who 
wore willing to admit this possibility 
were unwilling to accept the further 
deduction of the distinguished Gorman 
that inocoulation could bo effectively 
employed as a preventive measure, 
Since that time, Rays the Chicago Inter 
0 < - c o 7 i t  very little Booms to havo been 
dono toward verifying the opinions of 
Dr. Koch, nnd lie himsolf app irontly 
rested contont with the discovery of the 
presumod cause of this mysterious dis­
ease. *Whon, thoreforo, it was recently 
announced that u Spanish doctor, hith­
erto unknown, had so much faith in tho 
matter that ho l>cgun inoculating pa­
tients with cholera bacillus, there was 
a gonornl disposition to ridicnlo nnd 
poke fun at tho enthusiastic physician 
who so practically endorsed it How- 
over, it soon hocutuo nn established 
fact that Dr. Fcrrnn was experimenting 
iu that way, end now the dispatches 
triumphantly declare that ho has bceu 
in tho highest degreo successful. 
Though tho system is yet rather horoio 
in its ell'octs, thooporativo powor of tho 
bacillus not having boon reduced to its 
safest minimum, tho results aro defi­
nite and apparently conclusive iu 
support of tho scientific theory, 
The ofl’eot ot tho virus at prosont 
in to produoo tremors and pros­
tration that continue for sovoral 
lumrs, not, however, in a violent form, 
ami at tho oud of forty-eight hours the 
patient is ontlrolv recovered, Tho 
whole of Kpi iu is greatly excited over 
tho lmppy result of tho experiments, 
and If they are properly authenticated 
the w hole scientific wui'Ul will be equal­
ly concerned.

Newspaper correspondents, as tho 
war for tho suppression of tho Bebell* 
iou progressed, found their position 
growing moro and more unpleasant. 
Generals who hail demonstrated their 
consciousness of their »w-n incouipe- 
tency, and the parasites who blossomed 
on their staffs in the glittering blazonry 
of gilded buttons aud darling shoul­
der-straps, wero accustomed, however, 
to disguiso their incompetency and 
failures by attributing them to news­
papers ami their army correspondents. 
They had as often aucceedod iu delud­
ing tho public upon this subject as 
they hod failed in discharging their 
duties. Being reduced to the necessity 
ot palliating their own unsatisfactory 
couduct and their management, abuse 
of the press hud seemed to them the 
most plausible mode of escape from the 
disagreeable position in which they had 
found themselves. It was a noticeable 
fact that tho only generals in this war 
who hod warred upon tho newspapers 
wore those who hud acquired unenvia­
ble or odious distinction Jo campaign­
ing or field oporationn. But it was a 
still moro conspicuous fact that in most 
instances in which they arraigned army 
correspondents, their accusations were 
of a personal character. Thov did not 
charge that correspondents hail exposed 
their plans to the rebols, or that they 
Imd "given aid directly or indirectly to 
the enemy” but they whined bocuuso 
their management and their personal 
conduct was unfavorably or disparag­
ingly criticised. This allegation is 
true, and in representing facts in this 
connoctiou, correspondents discharged 
tho duties which they were expeotedby 
the publio to perform. Thero is no 
process of reasoning which wilt satisfy 
intelligent persous that exposures of 
incompetence or neglocfe can injure tho 
public service, while it is demonstrable 
that in the long rnu It promotes tho 
cause Iu which the country was en­
gaged, by leading to the displacement 
of officers from command which they 
are unfit to exercise. Military com­
manders are public officers. As suob 
their conduct is open to criticism, and 
the press must not be muzzled or 
suppressed for the statement of facts 
which do not harm tho cause of the 
people, or for the expression of convic­
tions based upon sueu facts.

Geu. Butler, when here presented tho 
Essex distriot in Congress, used to 
make terrible retorts, and the wiser 
members never intentionally gave bim 
any provocation. Ono day, soon after 
tho Credit Mobilor exposure, in a de­
bate ou the postoffice appropriation 
bill, after tomo preliminary nagging, 
Garfield, turning to Butler, said, in his 
usual lofty way, that the abolitiou of 
the frankling privilego was not a per­
sonal matter, and asked, "Why do you 
want to quarrel with me?" Old Ben 
rose up with a wicked leer lurking 
about his eye, and Raid, in a full, sono­
rous tone of voice, “1 want no quarrel 
with tho gentleman from Ohio. De 
mortumnU nhtl bonum.* If athun- 
dorbolt had come crashing through tho 
roof of tho House and struck poor Gar­
field he could not have dropped more 
dead like into hia seat. He sat there 
as pale as death, fairly gasping for 
breath. Although he made a desperate 
effort afterwards to recover his compo­
sure and take part in tho debate, it was 
plainly apparent to everybody that tlie 
savage irony of Butler had gone to his 
heart. Yet in about ten yours there­
after Garfield had l>een elected Provi­
dent of the United States, and Butlor 
signally defeated.

Col. John A. Washington, who had 
inheritod Mount Vernou and sold it to 
tho Ladies’ Association, was well known 
iu the social circles of tho city whieh 
boro tho namo of his distinguished an­
cestor.

His 
majesty selects tho simplest, and 
quenches his thirst with buttermilk or 
iccil sherbets, which aro served in de­
licious profusion in magnificent china 
bowls. Dond silence is observed by 
tho few* favored courtiers who stund 
around tho walls of tho apartments. 
Tho royal butlers silently hand the 
various dishes. A* the King eats ho 
addresses thoso whom ho may doign to 
honor with Mb notice, ami these for- 
tuiiate one* bow low, and answer in 
humble affirmatives, "May I be your 
sacrifice, n*yluiu of the universe. So 
it is said." "It happened oxactly ns 
your majesty ordained," and so on. 
Tho sumo kind of languago is used by 
the royal princes in addressing their 
father, ami they would not presume to 
attempt to sit in tho royal presence; 
but as in Persia no *on would sit in ids 
father* proscuce unless ordered to do 
so, this is moro due to filial respect 
than tho awo of majesty.

The King rinses his mouth ami wipes 
his hands over a golden bowl, nud then 
lie rises and tho meal is served to tho 
prince. On leaving them it goes to 
the courtiers, nud lustly the royal Tar­
nishes pick the bones and literally In k 
the di-dies ch-au. The royal dinner, 
served at 9 p. m., is a repetition of tho 
breakfast; generally it is enlivened by 
the playing of tho brass bands, or by 
the music of the nntivo nm-dcians at­
tached to the court.—Loudon U oWd.

Almut Oil-stones*
Keep your oil-stouo oloao. Many 

users of oil stones keep them full of oil 
all tho timo, nil corored with dirt and 
gutgoon grease, and when they want to 
uso them, must scrape a place with a 
chip before they cun make the tool 
"tako hold." NVipo the stone cloau 
after using. Do it every time, too, not 
onco in a while. Get into tho habit of 
it, and it will come natural.

Don’t let a stono got gummed up. If 
you have hecn guilty of keeping such 
a one, just take a new deal and ‘Try 
out” your stone. Put it in a kottle with 
waiter aud potash—some soapino will 
do first rate (and soapino should be 
kopt on the sink of every shop in tho 
hind)—and set it over a fire, or stick a 
steam pipo into it. Doji for an hour or 
two, then soak nnd wash voll in clean 
water. You will theu bo able to see 
what your oil-stone looks like, it will 
“tako hold" like a uew broom.

Some men place their oil stones in 
the huu and let tho oil try out. But 
tho potash is tho best; it “kills" tho 
greaso on the spot.

An oil-stouo needs “turning up" very 
ofteu. I remember, when a bov, of 
turning a stone. < Mir worthy father 
set um ut tho job of rubbiug tue stone 
on a hoard covered with suud. llow 
slow it did cut! It generally took two 
or threo hours to do tho job. Every 
three or lour rubs 1 would havo to ex­
amine to see if it was most dono; and 
then before 1 got to work again, Titu 
lllodget would come along and try to 
argue mo into "goin' fishing," uud then 
how 1 hated that oil-stone.

Don't Jot a stono get too hollowing.
I so long strokes in rubbing a tool upon 
it. If it guts a littlo worn in the cen­
tre, take it to tho griuddono or a big 
emery wheel. Hold it against tho side 
of the wheel, not on tho face, it  will 
take but a very few minutes to grind 
tho oil-stone true and smooth.

I never yet saw a loafer hang around 
a shop half an hour w ithout getting out 
hia jack-knife and "going for it" upon 
tho middle of an oil-stone. Ii I  have a 
kuifo to sharpen, I do it ucar tho eud 
of the stono. Tho ends don't wear 
down; it is tho middle that gets most 
of tho work. Somo journeymen put a 
wire across the middle of their oil 
atones. They have to work each side 
of it, but the loafers have to, too.

If you break a stone, don't throw it 
aw ay. If thick, or ueurly now, boil the 
jtroaso out of it* and glue it togothor 
with common glue. It will hold if you 
got all tho greaso tailed out before you 
put cn the gluo. If tho stone has be- 
como worn pretty thin, you had bettor 
grind it down into slips. It will mako 
some nice ones of tho very best quality.

Don’t put tho stone iuto a block of 
wood. It makos a nasty thing to keep 
clean; go to tho hardw are store and buy 
a nico oil stono holder. You can put it 
on in two minutes, and tako it otV in no 
time, aud wipe the atone oloan ns ofteu 
ns you wish.

A hard, glossy oil-stono is not worth 
buying, A siono which looks like 
piece of marble is good for uothing. A 
stono with a sandstone complexion is 
too soft, nnd will work had. The 
“muddy" stono is another to be avoided. 
Somowhoro I have seen a receipt as fol 
low*: “Draw your thumb nail along 
the stono; the raster it outs away tho 
nail tho hotter tho stone." It looks 
reasonable, but 1 havo novor tried it.

Petrified wood makes tho l>ost oil­
stone. I havo a Scotch stoue which 
cuts very fast, yot will Bet an odgo to 
cut a liuir. Some years ago a firm 
started to manufacture silex stones for 
oil and wator, both hand nnd power. 
The silex stono was ground fine, mixod, 
w ith somo secret uniting compound, 
and moulded under hydraulic pressure. 
Tho stones thus produced wore pretty 
good, hut wore apt to glaze, and then 
neither oil nor water soemod to havo 
any offoot in roiuoviug it. Whether or 
not thoy are mado now, I do uot know, 

Thoro 1b a knack in using oil-stones 
well. Don't rock your hand nnd mako 
six or eight tavols on tho work, or else 
mako n curve in placo of a flat tavol. 
Koep your wits upon the top of tho 
toot, nnd see that it travels m  fnut m 
tho bottom edge does. Tho toudoney, 
when pushing from you, is two lower 
tho top of the tool, but n litUo atten­
tion to this point will enable n man to 
do a job right, and got n better odgo in 
tho very shorted time.—A'.nAojp/e.

A Syrian's SKM.
In a little attic room in west Phila­

delphia lives a diminutive native of 
Syria, Jacob llnllufby name, who en­
deavors to obtain his very scanty living 
by manufactur.ng all sorts of beautiful 
jewelry, both of ancient and modern 
Byrian design. Hu is a native of Bei­
rut, Syria. Hi* only languages aro 
Arubie, Turkish, ami a little French, 
and his private history is most remark­
able.

In one corner of tho little room 
stands hi - work-bench; in another his 
boxes filled with curious treasures 
brought from the far east, over which 
he spread* his bed nt night: in another 
his little forgo and his apparatus for 
drawiug <>ut the silver amt gold 
wire, ali made by himself, and 
of neat uml accurate workman­
ship. As a reporter outerul, 
the little Arab was found sitting at his 
bench engaged upon sonm silver lili* 
groe HCurf-pms of the most dainty de­
scription. ’I ho only marks of tho Ori­
ent iu his dress were tne little skull­
cap and tho Turkish slippers,

Hia English vocabulary was found to 
l»e very limited, but with what ho know 
aud tho scattering of From-h possessed 
by the r»q ortor, tho various appurte* 
iianeos of the apartment were explained 
aud understood. The silver he obtains 
pure, and melting it up in bis funny 
Syrian furnace, made by bimsolf, with 
the right amount of copper lie obtains 
an alloy of the proper proportion. 
Thus, for a scarf-pin, tho pin propor is 
made of a low grado of alloy, in order 
to give the requisite stillness, wliilo the 
ornamoutal part is mado of silver 1,001' 
fine.

This silver lie draws through a steel 
plate In which tiro cut holos of con­
stantly decreasing diameter. Hy draw ­
ing the silver through these holes in 
auoceesiou a wire is obtainod finally as 
small as a thread, Of this ho makes 
tho filigree by bending and twisting 
and filling nnd soldering tho wire into 
all manner of fantastic nud dolicatu 
shapes, such as the Turkish coat oi 
arms, tho crescent nnd star, Arabic 
characters, uml a hundred othor forms. 
Kings aro mado, proeious stones are sot 
in a most chaste manner, nnd burnish­
ing and polishing of the semi-procious

Tie* origin of 
tim (‘hineso laundry in America i* 
quite odd. When gold was di-eovered 
in California tho imw* quvad all over 
the w> rid.ami induct i nm reached ( kina. 
As told by gossip* and as published in 
the new -p q on and magazines of that 
land, there wa. far aero-.* tlm "eeuu a 
country iu wt.ich tlm tnountuiu- went 
solid gold, and in which tlm poorest 
laborer could easily cam 20 t mU -28i 
a day. This now-, to a populace whoso 
daily toil brought in front s t" :!■) units 
u day was u revelation. All wlm could 
beg or borrow the necessary cash set 
sail for the Golden Gate. I pon this 
catno tlm contract* from tho railroad 
builder* of the We-t. They could not 
obtain American lulu rms for lo«sthau 
s'* a day; but they vmild bring over 
unlimited numbers of Chinese for al­
most any price. Mongolian* have been 
imported from Hong ilong and Canton 
time and agaiu for $12 u mouth and 
board. This movement culminated in 
the building of the Fnion and Central 
Pacific. Tlicso employed over in.noO 
Cinnamon. For soAeral years mining 
and railroad construction gave employ­
ment to tho multitudes of Mongols 
who flocked to those shores. They all 
dal well and their letters to tlmir 
homos, and more especially thoir con­
tinual remittances served to ineroaso 
tho desiro to cmigruto to tho baited 
State*. Then came a suddon change. 
Mine* and mining became unpopular 
nnd to a certain oxtent unprofitable. 
Hnilroad construction dropped off 75 
per cent. As a result tens of thous­
ands of Chinese were thrown out of em­
ployment In a strange laud, con­
fronted by a luuguago and customs 
whoso genius was diametrically op­
posed to thoir own. thoy woro 
without warning thrown on thoir 
own resource*. Many adapted them­
selves to thoir now’ .surroundings 
and became cooks, nurse*, domestics, 
street-Hweepers ami expressmen. Thu 
majority, however, became lamulrynmn. 
AVah Lung, of San Francisco, noticed 
in 1852 tiiat all American* who had 
money woro white starched linen and 
paid enormous prices to washerwomen 
for wushiug and ironing. Ho opened 
up a laundry in consequence, ami by 
charging lower rate* than his competi­
tors succeeded in building up u largo 
nnd remunerative business. Hi* friends 
nml relatives soon followed hi* example 
nnd enjoyed a similar success. -.Veto 
York JFoWd,

Shetland SujKU'stUien*.
All fishing communities aro super­

stitious, but tho Shetlander lias an ad­
ditional title to he so iu hia Norse 
descent. Old myths still linger iu out- 
of-the-way localities, itilluoncing tho 
motions uud moldiug tho conduct of 
many a fishor family. Lays, such as 
tho “Eddie Huu® Song ut Odin," and 
the Arthur Knight song, or "Night- 
maro Incantation," of which Dr. John 
Hoyden, in his “Complaint of Scot­
land," had only "heard two lino* that 
wero mado tho frequent themes of spec­
ulation by inytln'legists," are yet hiutd- 
ed down by oral trudition from mother 
to son. As for the domestic supersti­
tion of tho Shetlander*, they aro 
procisoly tho same typo as those found 
in othor isolated and uneducated com­
munities, A taliof in trows, elves, 
mermen, and merumiduus i* universal. 
Wruitli* and portent receive implicit 
credence. Many ot the survivors of the 
great storm of tho 2(ith of >lulv, 18*1, 
assert thut they owed then'safety to tho 
warnings they imd received. A woman 
washing her husband's clothe* in a 
burn sees his trouser* till with water, 
and infers from that un intimation of 
his approaching dentil. Tho lust e\o- 
cation* tor witeherult m .Shetland woro 
iu tlm beginning of tlm tu t century, 
when Hurbnra Tullndi and her daugh­
ter, F.llen King, were bunmd ulivo ou 
tho Gallows lull of Seulhiway. A fa­
mous "vi/ui'd" of toi'iuor du.vs, who 
shared thoHiimo lute, win known by 
tlm immii of Haggle, uml dwelt on a 
little hill culled tlm Klloh of Kebister, 
afew inilesnor.li of l.erwiek, "Hike 
In* countrymen in modem davs," says 
iM'.Cowle, "he drew his himnsf from 
the sen ; but unlike them the railing 
exposed him to holm of the d iiii’or* of 
the deep."
