C hanges in  t h k  P ostal L aws.— 

There is some misapprehension ns to 
the nature of the chunges, iii the postal 
law’s, made at the last session of con­
gress, which went into effect on July 
1st. There is an impression that fur­
ther reduction in letter postage has been 
made. This is not so. The change 
in the law makes the rate 
of letter postage two cents for encli 
ounce and fractional part of an ounce, 
instead of two cent* for each one-half 
ounce and fractional part thereof. In 
other words double the weight can go 
through the mail* for the same 
money, Tlii* will have a very desir­
able effect as the old system was very 
annoying to tlio public and post-office 
officials as well. Very few letter* ex­
ceed on ounce in weight. Very many 
exceed one-half ounce.

Thonext Important change effects 
publishers only, changing the rate of 
|K>stago upon their publications from 
two cents to one cent per pound. This 
is a desirable provision also, as it redu­
ce* to a minnimum the tax upon the 
dissemmination of intelligence. The rate 
u|>on newspapers, mailed by individuals 
remains the same as heretofore—one 
cent for each four ounces or fractional 
part thereof.

k False Friend,
I  returned only throe months ago 

jfrom Melbourne, where I  bad been in 
practice as a surgeon for about ten 
je srs . When I  went out to tho colony 
there were good openings in most of 
kthe larger towns for medical men, and 
f**I was exceptionally fortunate in the 
introductions which the forethought of 
my friends at homo had provided me, 
patients rang my bell in considerable 
numbers.

How Earthquakes Are Cawed.
I t  has been asked of late whether the 

hurricanes which followed the Spanish 
earthquakes were not produced by 
those subterranean disturbances, and 
all-explaining electricity bae toen 
called upon to explain how earth-throes 
might have caused atmospherio disturb­
ances. I  know of no war in which 
such consequences could have followed 
from a displacement of the earth’s 
orust To me it aeems far more natur­
al to condudo that tho hurricanes and 
earthquakes were alike produced (the 
hurrioanos chiefly, the earthquakes 
partially) by the atmospborie compres­
sion whioh preceded the eubterraueau 
disturbances. This compression indi­
cated a heaping of air over tho dis­
turbed region; the earth's crust yielded 
under this increase of pressure^ com­
bined with the action of other forcos, 
and earthquakes followed; tho com­
pressed air swept away to regions of 
loss pressure, and the rarefaction fol­
lowing led in the usual way to the in- 
draugut which precedes a cyclonic dis­
turbance in tho air.

But whilo the action of atmospherio 
pressure in helping to excite subterra­
nean activities must uot bo overlooked, 
tbo varying pressure exerted by seas 
and oceans is a wore potent disturbing 
factor. Atmospheric pressure is dis­
tributed in such a way that though the 
weight of air ou anv given area is con­
tinually changing, thero aro no sharply 
defined lines, at any time, which sepa­
rate regions of less pressure from 
regions of greator pressure. I t is oth­
erwise with the soa aloug a shore liue. 
Here wo have tho sea acting with con­
stantly varying intensity, as its lo rd  
changes, on the seaward sulo of tho 
shore line, while on the landward sido 
there are no such variations of pres­
sure. Let us consider what this meaus. 
Taken tolerably straight shore lino 
500 miles in length, and suppose shat 
along this shore lino a  region of ocean 
100 miles broad rises through a height 
of three feet under tho combined action 
of tho sun and moon raising a tidal 
wave, and favoring strong winds urg­
ing the water shoreward. Then we have 
50,000 square miles of soa water three 
feet deep, added as so much dead­
weight to that part of the earth's crust 
wliioh underlies tho sea aloug that 
shore. Each square mile contains in 
round numtois 3,00#,000 square yards, 
or 27,000,000 square feet. • Tho addi­
tional weight corresponds, then (as tho 
added layer is throo feet deep), to 50,- 
000 times 81,0UU,IKK)cubic loot of water, 
each weighing U4H»ouuds, or to 110,- 
000,000,000 tons. I t  is clear that tho 
addition of so enormous a woight as 
this to the submerged part of tho 
earth's crust, outside of the 4hore lino, 
may well produce strains too groat to 
be resisted. I t  must to  remembered 
that tho very existence ot a precipitous 
shore line (as distinguished from one 
where the land above water and tho 
parts submerged form one great slope) 
indicates the comparativo weakness of 
the crust along that <ft>ast. I t  has 
yielded on one side to pressure thrust­
ing it upward atovo the sea-lovol, and 
ou the other sido to the presure of the 
water forcing it down. I t  iH truo tiio 
actual line of yielding may not coin­
cide with tho existent shore lino. For 
the notion of the soa waves may (nnd 
generally must) have altered the posi­
tion of the coast from that which it oc­
cupied when first formod. But it may 
bo taken for granted that not far frotu 
overy precipitous shore liuo lies a lino 
of weakness, where the crust has givon 
way iu the past, aud may givo way 
again. In this consideration, undoubt­
edly, wo find a part of the explanation 
of the obsorved fact that almost all the 
great regions of subterranean activity 
on tho oarth lio near the sea-shore.

But while tho changes of atmos­
pheric and ooonnio pressures are po­
tent factors in the production of oarth- 
quakes, und are probably in a great 
numtor of oasos their direct occasion, it 
iB, of course, to the subtornauoan re­
gions thomselvos that wo must look for 
tho forcos at work in upheaving tho 
orust of tho earth. The forcos acting 
from tho outsido aro as tho pull on the 
trigger; tho imprisonod gases ana va­
pors generated by internal boat aro aB 
tho powder by whoso oxplosion tho 
missile is ojootod.

Yet oven in considering tho earth'B 
subterranean activities wo still have to 
look outside for a part, at loast, of tho 
causes of disturbance. The air, per­
haps, may in thin respect to  neglected, 
but the water is all-important. I t has 
toon said, indeed, and probably with a 
nearer approach to truth than usual in 
tho caso of generalizations of tho sort, 
“Without water there can to  no volca­
no,” and a similar rulo (not quite ho 
genera!) applies to earthquakes; few 
probably occur, ponnibly none, suvo 
through tho action of wator in Homo 
way or other. All active volcanoes ex­
cept ouo (in mid-Asia) are by tho sea­
shore. Nearly all tho great earth­
quakes rocordod by history lmvo taken 
place, and havo apparently Imd their 
confer of disturbance, hour tho sea.

Tiiore can bo very little doubt, in- 
dood, that the direct cause of every 
great subtorrimtmn disturbance is water 
iti the form of steam^steam super­
heated, under great pressure, und 
therefore p msc Kning much greater ex* 
patiHivo powor than steam at ordinary 
temperature.—/tic/iM’d A, iVodor, in 
Harper's Magazine,

Bei t Susrur.
Tho procoss of manufacturing sugar 

from toot* wan discovered in 17-17 by a 
German chemist, It was not practi­
cally developed, however, until 1800, 
when Napoleon, having laid un embar­
go on tho import of Groat Britain's co- 
loidnl products, ordered tho chemists of 
France to devote their especial atten­
tion to the making of sugar from toot*. 
Under the pressure of necessity it was 
soon found } OMsihlo to produco an ex­
cellent urticlc, and beet Niigar-makjpg 
liocumo n profitable industry. More 
than half the sugar now used in Franco 
is made from beets in her owu factorio*, 
a total of <10,000 tons, and large amounts 
aro mudo in Germany, Belgium, and 
otlior continental countries. Tbo kind 
of beet iircfcm d for this use is the 
white Sitoxiun, of which there are sev­
eral varieties, all of largo si/.*, and 
yielding a juice very rich in the aao* 
churiue quality. The yiold per aero of 
this boot in Europe is from
twelve to fifteen tons; it
requires a light, dry soil, and a 
dry atmosphere. Five tons of roots

produce about 500 pounds of ooarso 
sugar; about one-half con bo made into 
the refined produot, tho rest is used 
for molasses. When their leaves begin 
to die the toots are dug, the heads cut 
off, and the roots are thrown together 
and covered to protect them trom light 
aud frost but they should not to  left in 
the heap any groat length of time, as 
fresher the root the more readily docs 
its sugar crystalizo in manufacture. In 
tiio factory tho beets arc first washed 
dean in a cage revolving in water, thou 
grated to a pulp by powerful rotating 
machinery, and the juice forced out of 
the pulp by hydraulic pressure. An­
other method is to cut by machinery 
the root into small squares and extract 
its saccharine element by infusion in 
hot wator. When the juice is obtained, 
by either method, limo water is added 
to it and it is then boiloil To remove 
any excess of lime the liquor is then 
#[ ter ml through animal charcoal, or A 
current of carbonic acid  ̂ is passed 
through it, a chemical combination Pre­
cipitating carbonate of limo. Tbo 
liquor is then filtered ready for the re­
fining process, which is essentially the 
satno as that iisod for eatio sugar, that 
is repoated filtration, and concentration 
by evaporation uutil tho granulating 
point is reached.—Inter Ocean,

An Army Routed by Locusts*
Of all destructive foes none are more 

dreaded in most eastern lauds than the 
locusts, whoso dire visitations may well 
to  deemed national calamities. In 
point of laet, tho lands which aro ex­
empt from Uieir occasional prosoueo are 
tho favored few. A vory fow details of 
their invasion of Southern Russia in the 
years 187# nnd 1881), will givo ns Borne 
idea or their multitude. They tell 
upon tho provinco of Caucasus, utterly 
destroying viueyurds and gardens, 
blockading the streets so that trsflio 
was suspended, filhug tho ovens so that 
for several days baking was quite out 
of the question, and so choking the 
water courses thut not a cup of wator 
could bo drunk until filtered.

In Georgia they fairly routed a de­
tachment of Hussion troops, who, not 
liking to turn osido on thoir march re­
pelled by more insets attempted to face 
tho locust army, although reports said 
it covorod twenty square miles of the 
country. So the soldiers advanced, 
•but soon found themselves literally 
covered by tho clinging, crcoping in­
sects, which crawled all over them* 
until finally the moa fairly turned and 
lied, slipping aud sliding ns thoy ran 
over tbo crushod and oily bodios of 
their martyred foes. For forty-eight 
hours they wore detained, taking ref­
uge in a village, nnd assisting tho in­
habitants to kill millions of tho invad­
ers, whose corpses thoy carted off to 
manure the fields, which, however, wore 
iu tho meantime stripped of every blade 
of grass or corn, and tho troos suoru of 
overy green leaf.

On tho road from Tiflis to 1'oti the 
locusts lay so thick on the lino that tho 
trains were obstructed. Largo dis­
tricts of Southern Russia were swopt 
as b> re of all vogetation as if nfiro had 
ra; ed ovor tho land, and hundreds of 
pouHuuts, utterly beggared, abandoned 
thoir homes to seek bread wherever it 
might to  found, Ju the provinco of 
Chersom alone, 50,000 roubles was 
voted by Government for expenditure 
in the offort to freo tho land of this 
plague; in auothor district 20,000 per­
sons wore employed daily for three 
months in the same work; tho Govoru 
meat expenditure on the whole organi­
zation was estimated at 200,000 roubles, 
without any calculation of tho loss oa 
crops of all descriptions.

Anothor notablo scono of locust 
plague was Algeria in tho year 1800, 
when tho dnmugo done by these insects 
was estimated at 50,000,000 francs, nnd 
resulted in a famino so appalling that 
200,000 nativoa died of starvation,—

Tho 
harvest lusts six weeks, and during all 
this time and tho subsequent fair at 
the port* when* it is sold, the Moors 
use it almost exclusively. I t is a fuot 
that six ounces is Millloiont for a day’s 
rations, when no other food is eaten,”

M ilitary Reputation# Som ^lm oi Depend 
on “ llto CliincM ,"

Military reputations are curious 
things. If  tou ask any woll-eilucated I 
foreigner wuo was tho greatest general I 
of our war, ten to ono he will answer 
Gen. Leo. Yet soldiers know that Leo 
was a mere cloak general, without plan 
or dash, Boforo tho war old Gen. 
Scot, who loved him, usod to say that, 
with tho exception of himself, Bob Leo 
was the only man in this couutry who 
could handio f»(),n00 men. He took 
this reputation into tho Southern army, 
and he was idolized. Ho was a cour­
teous, dignified man, who mado himself 
up after Washington. His soldiers 
trusted him implicitly, and he had tho 
inner linos, so that it was reckoned ho 
had won a victory overy time ho cscapod 
annihilation,

President Davis was deferential to 
him, Aud the corps commanders regard­
ed him as omniscient and invincible. 
But, in point of fact, tliero is not ono 
of his battles which military studonts 
will hereafter bo required to study. 
So with Stonewall Juckson. Ho was 
known at West Point us a religious 
fanatic. Jn the Southern army he was 
enterprising, audacious, swift in action, 
but a man might easily make u reputa­
tion whi n lie lias only commanders like 
Banks and Fremont and McClellan to 
encounter. If Stonewall Jackson had 
lived long enough to moot such men as 
ftherman utul Sheridan his fame might 
not have stood as high as it docs.

When our war broke out, the eyes of 
soldiers were fixed upon McClellan, 
Itoseerans, Stone, McDowell and Bttclf. 
These were to bo tho coming men. 
They all proved failures. Grant cut no 
figure in Mexico. Sherman was-aid to 
bo a (‘rank. Sheridan was unknown. 
I t  roijiiircd circumstances to develop 
them, Gruut showed from the first 
the intuitive capacity of tho born sol­
dier. After the full of Fort Donolsou, 
a brother-in-arms took the liberty of 
drawing his attontion to the awful risk 
ho hud run by deviating from tho rules 
of war. The General roplied: “Yes, I  
know all that; but I  know the men on 
the other sido and I  took tho chauces. 
You do not suppose I  would have acted 
so if Leo had been in command of tho 
fort?" So when ho resolved on his 
march round Vicksburg by way of tho 
river, ho knew he was noting contrary 
to the rub's of war; but he took the 
risks, and, for fear of interference 
from Washington, ho would not let 
Gen. llulleck know xvhat he was doing 
till ho was past recall. Sure enough, 
as soon as telegrams could read) 1dm, 
llulleck countermanded the movement; 
but it was to late, and in duo course 
Vicksburg fell.

Toward the close of tho war tho 
generals on both sides began to under­
stand their business, amt it was not 
safe to reckon on errors escaping 
notice. The North, it must be admit­
ted, had a good deal of good luck. If 
Lee had the enterprise to break through 
Meade's line and join Johnston in 
North Carolina after tho surrender of 
lUehinond, the war might have Itoen 
indefinitely prolonged. If Hood had 
lmd common sense enough to give 
Nashville tho go-by and march through 
Kentucky into Ohio, there is no saving 
what the results might not have boon. 
Ho could probably liavo cut tho North 
in two, as Sherman cut the south. But 
ho was not enough of a goneral to soe 
tho opportunity which Thomas' inertia 
offered him.

A truly great genoral must know 
wlion to obey tho laws of war and when 
to violato them. This is just what 
Grant and Sherman knew. Napoleon, 
in his compendium of military instruc­
tions to his brother Joseph when ho 
wont to Spain, enjoined noon him: 
“Tho art of war is an art which is found­
ed on principles that must not bo 
violated. To lose one’s lino of opera­
tion is a pcrfornianeo so dangerous 
that to be guilty of it is a crime." Vet 
this is what Sherman did in Georgia, 
with tho happiest results. Ho with tho 
Frond) themselves in Algeria. The 
first rule of war is that an army must 
consist of duo projmrtious of cavalry, 
infantry, and artillery, yet tho first 
order of the day issued by Dugcuud 
when lio took command of the French 
army directed nine-tenths of the artil­
lery to 1m) shipped back to France. He 
wanted to train his troops to fighting 
at short range, and to luro the enemy 
into dose quarter*^ Tho result was 
the battle of 1*1,Y. When history comes

Knitting Machines.
The art of knitting stockings in said 

to have originated iu Scotland about 
tho close of tlie fifteenth century. Iu 
less than one hundred years it gavorise 
to such an industry that on tho first at­
tempt to apply machinery to it—in the 
invention of the stocking-frame by Wm. 
Lee, in l&sii—tho short-sighted gov­
ernment refused lotters patent to the 
new iuvcutiou on tho pica that 
it would destroy the market 
for hand-mado goods and ruin 
thousands of stocking-knitters. Lee 
took his machine to France and estab­
lished a factory at Rouen, but he was 
soou driven from this place by political 
troubles, aud died on liis way to Eng­
land, having reaped nothing but loss 
from his valuable invention. His 
brother took it up, secured a patent for 
it, and established a stocking factory in 
Nottinghamshire, England, which has 
ever sinco been the center of tho stock­
ing manufacture in England. Tho Lee 
machines wore introduced in this 
country iu tho eighteenth century, first 
in Philadelphia and Germantown, 
then iu New York City and other 
places. The adaptation of the machine 
to power was first accomplished by 
Timothy Bailey, of Albany, in UMl, and 
tho first machine thus ruu was at Co­
hoes, N. Y., iu 1832. The original 
stocking framo produced a straight 
strip of web of any leugth deBired, 
which was cut up and formed into the 
shape of a stocking; later, it is not 
known exactly when, this was improved 
upon by a framo producing a circular 
web, to be cut otV in proper lengths 
and shaped. Tho knitting machine is 
very complicated in its mechanism, 
though tho simple principle of forming 
loops in succession on a singlo thread, 
each ono locked by that w hich follows 
it, iB tho ono essential of its work. 
There aro a number of machines in use, 
each ono distinguished by tho kind of 
needles they uso, and also by tho man­
ner in which those aro arranged, 
whether on a straight horizontal line, 
all pointing tho samo way, or around 
an opon horizontal circle, all pointing 
toward tho center. Tho latter are 
known as tho rotary round machines. 
Every noodle is hooked at the end, SO 
as to hold tho thread for each loop, 
while tho loop previously formed on the 
samo noodle slips back on tho shank as 
tho noodlo is pushod forward, and on 
its return runs over tho hook and off 
the end. In tho straight frames the 
work is done first across tho needles in 
turn in ono direction aud then back in 
tho oilier, and so on; but in tho rotary 
round machines tho needles aro carried 
constantly round in tho same direction, 
each ono taking up tho thread in turn. 
Tho machines made for family uso are 
all simpler than those for factory work, 
are worked by a crank, or treadle, aro 
much smaller, aud uso fewer stitches.— 
Inter Ocean.

“In tho 
Eastern States tho foot aro narrower 
aud somewhat longer tlmu in the West, 
while in the South they are not only 
narrowor, but thoy possess very much 
higher instops. Ho much is this tho 
ease that wo aro obliged to kocp throe 
sots of lasts for these three sections. 
That comes to be a largo item, I  cun 
assure you, whon it is romomberod tho 
number of size* there are iu each si t, 
For example, in one size alone we havo 
tho iuitial number—say sovons; then 
there are narrow sovcub, broad sevens, 
seven and u quarters (narrow ami 
broad), seven aud a half (narrow aud 
broad), woven aud tlirco quarters (imr- 
row and broad)—that is, twelve pairs 
of lasts to ono size, and to each of thoso 
sizoi wo must have tlirco different 
styles for tho soetiunsof the country to 
which wo aro going to send our goods 
—that is, thirty-six pair of lasts to one 
size pair of boats. Sounds rather ex- 
travagaut, doesn’t it? Of conrso, this 
ig only tho ease with /inns who deul 
with all these sections.

“Homo firms only send their goods to 
one part of the country. Now, you 
would bo surprised to be told that in 
different sections of the country differ­
ent shapes uf the toes of boots are re­
quired. Gut in the West nothing will 
suit but the square-toed shoe, whereas 
in the Eastern States a square too 
would bo in stock a century and then 
nover Neil. Different part# of the 
country roquirn different kinds of 
loathor also. Iu the North nml West a 
tougher, harder leather cun be worn 
than in the South, where not only a 
so ft4 upper’ is uecessury, but, owing to 
the sandy, hot soil, quite thin sole* arc 
necessary. Fur this klud of wear it is 
not unusual to use imported leafier— 
that is, for the 4 uppers ’—but for soles 
we employ domestic productions almost
exclusively.”—Vhilnde!jdi*o Times,

After a little desultory conversation ho 
ventured to eay: “That wa« an awful 
blunder of mine the other evening to 
take you for old Thornton." “And 
whom do you take me for now, may I  
ask?" “Why you told me you were 
Judgo Poland, of Vermont" The re­
ply was crushing—“On the contrary, 
sir, my name is Thornton!”

Dm Opfolzku, of Vienna, is an­
nounced to issuo a very extended table 
of eclipses, including about eight 
thousand of the suu and more than five 
thousand of tho moon, which have oc­
curred and will occur between the years 
1207 B. C. and 2161 A. D. There can 
be no doubt that the list will he an ex­
haustive one, but of its value, even to 
astronomers, there is room for question. 
Not very mneli of interest attaches to 
eclipses of the remote past except as 
aids to the location of important his­
toric events and the correction of the 
tables bf the lunar motion. I t  is fair 
to the investigators of the last hundred 
years to say that they have pretty well 
ransacked the ground in both these di­
rections. In the latter department ot 
research the eclipses have been of great 
seiviee, though the observations oi 
these phenomena were only rude up to 
a comparatively recent date. Thoy 
have furnished data for determining 
tho average rate of the moon's motion 
with a degree of precision that would 
seem to leave nothing more to he de­
sired, since the possible error of the 
deduction is very much less than a sec­
ond in a century. The attention of the 
few astronomers who are yet working 
at tho problom is now directed to the 
elimination of errors so small that thoy 
can only he detected by the refined 
methods of observation adopted since 
some of them were born, As for the 
eclipses of the future, it  may be hoped 
that tho labors of these men will en­
able them to be calculated with a pre­
cision wbieh is not now attainable, so 
that the work will have to be gone all 
over again a t some time in the future.

Here are some curious statistics 
about houses, thoroughfares, breweries, 
and passages in Paris and its suburbs. 
The city has one remarkable street, a 
curiosity that is almost unique. I t  has 
neither doors, windows, numbers, nor 
signpost. I t  runs from the Bue de 
Clery to the Bue de Beauregard, and 
has the distinction of being the shortest 
street in Paris, and probably In the 
world. Its total length is five and 
three-quarters meters. In bight tho 
loftiness of Queen Anne's mansions is 
almost rivaled by a house In the Pass­
age Badziwill, leading out of the Pa­
lais IioyaL I t  has nine stories besides 
the rooms in tho roof, That is the 
highest house, but not the largest, M, 
Moreau-Meyer, who was manager of 
tho Gaiety, brought out a piece many 
years ago a t that theater called “La 
Grace de Bleu." I t  had an extraordi* 
nary success, and brought in muck 
money to the theater's treasury. Ai 
the elder Dumas called the country 
place of his “Monte Cristo," from the 
work which produced him tho monoy 
with which to purchase it, so this thea­
ter manager built Ills Paris mansion 
and called it “Grseo de Dleu." I t  was 
a marvel for the Parisian then and re­
mains a marvel still, with its ten wings, 
four courts, und thirteen staircases. 
This house, No, 129 ltue du Faubourg 
du Temple, gives lodging at the pres­
ent time to 189 families. For cafes 
and brasseries one would have thought 
tho fautsrargs would certainly bear tho 
palm, but the street that can boast the 
greatest number (relatively to its 
length) is tho Buo Montmartre, with 
Its •eixty-tbroo places of resort In a 
short extent ot W  metres.

ONE NIGHT OF HORROR.

Much loss and annovance might ba 
nvoidinl in this world by reasonable 
sure iu securing our property in such a 
way that it would bo perfectly safe, 
anu, whiio such precautions do not cost 
much, the neglect may bo productive to 
us of serious loss. How often are we 
led to regret the oversight of some tri­
fling duty in this direction, the per* 
formance of which would have saved 
us many and bitter regrets.

Many years ago, when I  was a  stu­
dent iu the law ofllce of Bingham & 
Jenkins, there were two of us, young 
law cube, who not only labored In the 
office days, but camped in a back room 
adjoining during tho night This room 
was one of a suite to which the offices 
belonged. Bo we bad to do up our bed 
lounge daytimes, and put our blankets, 
etc., in some place where they would be 
out of the way. Folding beds that 
look like an upright piano were not 
very common tlion. so we bad to do the 
best we coaid. I  favored putting 
tho blanket in one end of the fire-prom 
vault days, so that they would be out 
of sight bu t more especially because 
they would be perfectly safe there In 
case of fire. If the « ty  should burn 
down and everybody be left homeless 
and bedless, I  maintained that we could 
go to our fire-proof vault when it got 
cool and take our bed out in mod or­
der, while others looked on and envied 
our forethought.

Bob, my room mato, agreed to this, 
and, os he always mado np the bed, I 
didn’t try to learn the combination of 
the lock on the vault door. My duties 
consisted in keeping np tho fire and 
sweeping the room on legal holidays if 
i t  needed it. Sometime Holidays esme 
so close together that we would let 
them go by without celebrating in the 
above manner.

Every evening Bob would go to the 
vault about 10 or 11 o'clock, reverse the 
nickel knob on the lock three or four 
times to the right, stopping on a cer­
tain number, then back three or four 
times to tho left, and so on until the 
handle turned, its bolt* shot back, snd 
the door would swing open. Then he 
would get the bedding and make up 
our lowly couch.

rqtire. I t  was about the coldest night 
that extremely cold winter in a very 
cold Btate. 1 took the lamp and began 
on the combination. I  got sixty-six on 
the seoond turn and carelessly allowed 
the knob to move a little to far. Then 
I  went bock to the place of beginning 
and reversed tho thing back and forth 
till 1 got to where the lock is supposed 
to click and the door to swing open, 
but it did not do so. A wild feeling of 
doubt and uncertainty came over me, 
and my fingers got stiff with the great 
wealth of cold that sow pervaded the 
apartments.

A View from tbe Neon*
The truth is, however, that, looking 

at the earth from the moon, the largest 
moving animal, the whale or tho ele­
phant, would be utterly beyond our 
ken; and it is questionable whether 
the largest ships on the ocean would bo 
visible, for the popular idea as to the 
magnifying power of great telescope* is 
exaggerated. I t  is probable that under 
any but extraordinary circumstanoos 
our lunar observer with our best tele­
scopes could not bring tho earth within 
less than an apparent distance of 500 
miles; and the reader may judge how 
large a moving object must be seen, 
much less recognized, by tho naked 
eye at suoh a distance.

Of course, a chief interest of tho sup­
position wo are making lies in the fact 
that it will give us a measure of our 
own ability to discover evidences of 
life in the moon, if tbore are any such 
aa exist here; and in this point of view 
it ia worth while to repeat that scarce­
ly any U mitorurf phenomenon due to 
human action could bo visible from tho 
moon under the most favoring cireum- 
stancos. An army, suoh os Napoleon 
led to Kussia, might conceivably bo 
visible if it moved in a dark ootid col­
umn across tho snow. I t is barely pos­
sible that sucli a vessel as ono of tbe 
largest ocean steamships might l»e 
seen uudur very favorable circum­
stances, as a moving dot; and it is even

POPULAR SCIENCE,

The forests of the United States 
comprise 412 species of trees,'belonging 
to 158 gensre. Of theso, forty-eight 
genera and sixty species arc peculiar to 
Florida

A botanical phenomenon was wit­
nessed on the shore of Todos Bantos 
Bay, Lower California, whore an apple 
tree blossomed and boro largo perfect 
fruit on its trunk, an inch from the 
ground.

H ats are now being made in the 
United States with sn asbestos liniug 
to the crown. AHbestos is so well- 
known as a non-conductor of heat that 
the advantage of ite use for this pur­
pose will be readily seen.

It appears from observations made 
In France that tho development of 
vegetable life is retarded by an average 
of nearly four days for each additional 
100 yards of altitudo.

In somo 
of the Cliitonida* ns rnanv ns ll,0<fff eyes 
have been counted. Each oyo lius a 
calcareous cornea or hicornen, a lens of 
soft tissue, with a retina like that of 
tho common snail New eyes are con­
stantly being formed at the edge of tho 
shell as tho latter grows. Besides eyes 
there are organs of touch throughout 
the shell, each organ being capnblo of 
protruding at tho surface through 
pores in tho shell

Self-Supporting Women.
Of all persona who deserve encourage­

ment and praise on account of endur­
ance, pautence and aelf sacrifice, as il­
lustrated in their lives of struggle 
against the lesotments aud misfortune* 
which they are obliged to encounter, 
are worthy working women.

In all the realm of humanity none 
other than that class have begun redis­
play such untiring devotion in pursu- 
snee of tbe duties involved in gaining 
honest self support.

Women who find themsolves left on 
their own resources huvo had to work 
tlieir way through tbe world in the face 
of a soclotary body, with laws and cus­
toms solidly opposed to them. For a 
long time it was not regarded propor 
for a woman to sell goods in stores, 
notwithstanding there was a pressing 
demand for them to do so. Tho valiant 
men whose ideas on the proper sphere 
of woman hod crystallized ages ago, 
could not brook this innovation on 
their exclusive grounds, and thoy first 
ridloulod, thon optioned, then—surren­
dered to the formidable but magnani­
mous foo.

We need not go over tho grounds of 
this controversy about woman's sphere 
and her victory at last Hufllco it that 
her demands were conceded to the ox- 
tout of filling cortsin positions which 
were oceupied hitborto only by males. 
Of lute years, as the equal suffrage 
movement has boon more active and 
effectual, the contest for place and liv­
ing wages has resulted in tho conces­
sion to woman of fair play aspertuiniug 
to the professions; so that now wo have 
our woman lawyers, doctors, preacher*, 
editors, etc,, aud still, as the world 
moves, the whole woman olemeut seems 
•s inteut as ever oa improving her con­
dition, socially and practically.

No class of people has ever lived on 
oloser margins and ap|M*arod morn tidily 
and decently in any civilized country 
than the rcs|ioctahlu self-supporting 
woman, aud they havesufl'ered f r  more 
from the faults and neglect of sociaty 
than any other class. I t is to bo hoped 
that hereafter those workers will be re­
warded in a maimer and degreo com- 
mensnrote with tlieir real merit.

Wo remark with pleasure, us wo limit 
this article for want of space, that em­
ployers are getting bravely over tho 
rather moan prejudice against tho use 
of seats for womon clerks in stores. In 
■nine of the houses of our city tho dic­
tates of common koumi and regard for 
physiological law have come to human­

An Austrian Shoe-maker.
Too low American tourists ever read 

ono page in the short and simple an­
nals of the European poor. On my 
walk ono day, noticing that some scams . 
in my shoos were ripped, I  stepped into 
a shoe-maker's shop snd set waiting 
while repairs were made. The room wai 
about eight by fourteen feet,wit h but ono 
narrow window, and that opoaing on a 
narrow court. Tho owner was not in; 
tin  operatives were a journeyman and 
a boy. They were glad to talk with 
me, and though their Gorman was not 
of tho host, and rnino was no better, wo 
alt threo understood each other very 
well When I  asked about their hours 
of labor the answer was, from 6 in tho 
morniug till 9 at night, or 15 hours. I  
■aid that their labor was long. Thoy 
sail) many worked several hours later.
Iu reply to a question I was told that 
tho boy, now 17 years old, had been an 
apprentice a year and a half, ami m ust 
continue so as much lengor, and that 
from first to lost receiving no wages 
wbatevor. Then he must buy his free­
dom of his parents. In tho end of tho 
shop wore two buuks like berths in a 
ship, which were freo beds for tho two.
In coming to tho shop I  Jmd passed 
through a kitchen where tho boy had 
his Itoard freo, and tho journeyman his 
midday moal. If the journeyman took 
any other meals, ho paid for thorn. He 
himself did no mending, but worked 
altogether on piece work, for which ho 
was paid by tho job. llis earnings 
rangod from 6 to 9 guidon, that is, from , 
$2.40 to $9.60 per woek, a minimum of ^  
40 cents for fifteen hours of labor, and . 
that in his t»ost years, for he had worked X 
at his trado only tlftcon seasons,

1 inquired if ho had ever mado a 
mechanic's wandering, and ho said:
“Yes, throe; one to Switzerland, one in 
Germany, and one iu Austria." One of 
thoso was in wiutor, and disagreeable. 
Whether lie wandered by choico or 
from compulsion, I did not ask. llis^ 
wander-book secured him reduced fares' 
on railroads, and work wherever ho 
enmo. In reference to military service, 
ho said ho had never boon a soldier.
The reason of his exemption lay iu his 
being tho only sou of a widow. Tho 
boy, he said, must serve in tho army.
When questioned about Sunday labor, 
he said that he nover worked on that 
day. In regard to his mode of spend­
ing tho day, ho said his habit w as to go 
to an early mass, aud afterward to walk 
about till ovening, in parks and wher- 
ovor whim led him. A glass ball or 
globular bottle about six inches in 
diamoter hung on the wall This was 
a simple contrivanco which lie used at 
oveuing to throw the dim light of his 
taper just where he ncudod it for night 
work. I  was remiudod of the sumo 
sort of ball which I  had soen usod a 
generation ago for the samo purposo in 
Italy, Mending my shoos occupied ^  
more than half an hour of brisk work. ^  
Tho charge made was lOkreutzers, that 
is, 4 cents! The wandor-buch seemed 
so important to tho journeyman that I  
wished to see U, but ho told mo it was 
iu tho hands of his master, who had 
gone out. This bunk, as I  judge, gives 
ilia employer grout power ovor the em­
ployes. According to tbo record ho 
chooses to muko therein when thoy 
leave him, must tlieir antecedents bo 
judged—und their future darken or 
brighten.

"Young Custis lmd a private tutor, 
employed by tho President, w*ho was 
engaged to attend on his pupil one 
hour in tho viator mornings, before 
breakfast, and who then commonly 
breakfasted with tho family. The 
President ato Indian cakes for break­
fast, after tho Virginia fashion, al­
though buckwheat cakes werogencrally 
on tho table. Washington's dinner 
parties wero entertained in handsome 
stylo. The day selected wus Thursday 
for these ontertainmonts, and tlio din­
ner hour was always 4 o'clock in tho 
afternoon. His rulo was to allow Ave 
minutes for tho variation in watches 
and clocks, and then go to tho table, 
to  present or absont whoover might 
He kept iiis own clock in tbo hall just 
within tho outer door, and always ex­
actly regulated. When lagging mem­
bers of Congress camo in, as they often 
did, after tho other guests had taken 
their places at the table, tho Presi­
dent's only apology was, 'Gentlemen, 
(or sir) wo aro too punctual for you. I  
lmvo a cook who uover asks whether 
tho compuuv lias come, but whether 
tho hour has como/ The company 
usually assembled in tbo drawing­
room about fifteen or twenty minutes 
boforo dinner, and tlio Prosident spoke 
to every guest personally on entoring 
tho room. Uo was always drossod in a 
suit of black, bis hair powdorod aud 
tied in a black quouo bohiud; be also 
woro a very elegant dress sword with 
inimitable grnco. Mrs. Washington 
generally, but not always, dinod with 
iho company, and sat a t tho head of the 
table. Tlio President himself sat half 
way from tho head to tho foot of tlio 
tublo, and always unless a clergyman 
woro present, asked a blessing in a 
standing posture. If a clergyman woro 
present ho was requested to ask a bless­
ing and return thanks after dinner.

"Tho conter of tho tnblo contained 
Avo or six largo silver' or plaited wait­
ers of an oval shupo, corresponding 
with tho form of tho table. Tho wait­
ers between tho ond pieces woro in tho 
form of parallelograms, and tlio whole 
of theso waiters woro ornamentod with 
alabaster figures, taken from tho un­
dent mythology, but nonoof them such 
as to oil'ond in tho slightest degree 
against delicacy. On tlio outside ot tho 
oval formed by tho waiters woro placed 
the various dishes, always without 
covers: and outsido those dfshos were 
tho platos, A small roll of bread in- 
dosed in a napkin was placed at each 
plato.

"Tho President, ft is said, generally 
dined on ono dish, and that of a simplo 
kind. If offered something iu any of 
tho courses which was v< ry rich, his 
usual replv was, 'No, that is* too good 
for mo.’ Ho had a silver pint chj> or 
mug of boor placed by his pluto, which 
ho drank whilo dining. Ho took one 
glass of wino during <linnor and gener­
ally ouo aftor. Ho then retired (tlx* 
ladies having gouo a little before him* 
and loft his Secretary to superintend 
tho tublo till the wine-bibbing members 
of ('engross had satislied themselves 
with drinking. His wines wero always 
(he (test that could bo obtained.

"Nothing could excooil the order 
with which his tabio was served. I v- 
cry servant know what to do, and did 
it in the most quiet, yet rapid manner. 
The dishes wero removed and changed 
with a silence and speed that seemed 
like magic."— The Interior,

In a 
month tlio unhappy builder caunot 
speak or think of houses with a tranquil 
miud, hecanso thoro is a rut in Ids 
brain; tho road is out of order; thoro 
should ho a polltax. Ho advises his 
friends novor to build, just a s , after a 
year of wedlock, ho advises them novor 
to marry. His friend buys a houso al­
ready built. Ho goes into it with 
plumber, painter, carpenter, paper- 
hanger, mason, gardenor, roofer, tinner, 
ami gasman. Iu a month ho comes out 
and warns all mankind novsr to buy— 
to build. •

"In ouo chamber, loftier thuu the 
rost, called the ru k chumher (i olter 
Kamtner) the in*truinenti of tortmn 
stood; a row of iron lin 's, forming 
part of tho apparatus, Mill remain* in 
the wall. In a pu>«»ggc adjoining, there 
is a well or pit iu tlm tlour. 'I lm 
prisoner, upon whom doom lmd been 
passer], was led into this passage, and 
dcsirod to kiss an imago of the virgin, 
pliurod at the opposite cud: but no 
sooner did his ieef rest on the trap­
door than it gave hnneutli Ids weight, 
and precipitated him ton great depth 
below, upon a machine cumpo od of 
wheel*, armed With lnneets, by which 
lie was torn to pieces. This dremliul 
punishment was culled the 'Buiser do 
la Yirrgo,' aud tlm fatal pit with its 
trap-door und oubliette hecuusc tlnmn 
who were precipitated down it were 
oublios—never heard of more. The 
secret of this teirildedungeon remained 
unknown until, as thoHtor.v goes, an at­
tempt toroscuo a little dog, wh;rh had 
fallen through the plunking above the 
pit, tod to the discovery, at a d« |*th of 
mutiy yards, of fragments of ponderous 
wheel* sot round with n r  I v knives will) 
a portion ot bom s, I'ii'H, uml torn gar­
ments udlicriug to them."

I'ar out, 
but yet too near those rugged crags und 
peaks of Muck rock, a solitary vemel 
is making her way up * hunnel under 
dose-reeled topsails; ouunoim ma*M>s 
of heavy clouds have guthoivd qiiu ltly 
westward; the sou is broken into short 
chopping vvlives: tlm boon.me lliundcr 
of surf against she*-r i lill i gioas loud­
er every minute; tlm baik is ht'nmlcd 
in u drifting torrent <>t ram, across 
which a pal*1 gleam *d umlight tnkes; 
nml the wind, vimijeg a few po.ntt 
more toward tho north, begins to blow 
iu furious gust*. Sow and again (.re 
hears a inysteriou* noim, like the dull, 
distant report ol u hug*- howitzer, fol­
lowed by hours*1 roaring m ol a Titanic 
fog-horn. The «tranger who bits inner 
lisbuiod to hindi weird, unearthly 
sounds before may w*di be pu//h  d to 
account for them. Turning ins glams* 
from tlie angry sea, lie will *d.s* rv.- a 
tall, misty column, like the vapor of 
tlio geyser.
