Bridal Cliurms and Omens,
Tho Homans wero very superstitious 

about marrying in May and February. 
Tiio 14th of May has always been con­
sidered in England peculiarly unlucky 
for brides. Why, tradition aayeth not. 
In the Orkney isles the bride selects 
an evening for her wedding when there 
is a full moon and a llowing tide. In 
Scotland the last day of tho year is 
considered lucky, nml if the moon 
chances to be full that night the bride's 
prospects in life are supposed to be 
i.rdbanfc. Sunday is u great favorite 
with brides in some parts of England 
iind Ireland, The Freuoh demoiselle, 
however, thinks tho first Friday in tho 
mouth particularly fortnuato for her 
nuptials.

In Yorkshire, when the bride is aliout 
to cross hor father's threshold, after re­
turning from church, a plate contain­
ing a tew small pieces of cake is thrown 
from nu upper window by one of her 
nmlo relatives. If tho plate is broken 
she will be happy, but if not there is 
ovory prospect that she will get hor 
share of this world's misory. In 
Bwcdon the bride on her way back 
from clmrrU has pieces of bread in 
hor pockots. These are. thrown away 
on her road to her home, to insure her 
good luck. It is ill-fortune to the one 
who picks up these crumbs. If the 
bride loso her slipper ou the way from 
church, she will lose all her troubles, 
and tho ono who picks it up will gain 
riches.

In every country it is an unhappy 
omon for the wooding to . be put oil 
when onco tho day has been fixed, and 
iu England it is believed great misfor- 
tuno will ensue if a bridegroom stand, 
if only for a moment, at the junction of 
cross-roads on his wedding morn. In 
England, also, it is thought a sign of 
bod luck if the bride fails to shed tears 
on hor wedding-day, or if Bbe turn 
back to fake a last look at hersolf in 
her wedding toilet.

Among the English lasses it is bad 
luck for a bride to look back or go 
back when once she has started for 
church, or to marry drossod in green, 
or let tho ceremony go on while there 
Is an open grave iu the church-yard. 
When the bridesmaids undress' the 
brido they must be sure to throw away 
all the pins, to make sure of good for 
themselves, as well os for hor. If a 
singlo pin be left in the bride's rai­
ment, wo uuto her. Aud it a brides­
maid should keep one of them she will 
not bo married before Whitesuntide, or 
tho Easter following. Therefore brides­
maids in England are not givon to pre­
serving the pins from bridal costumes. 
If the bridal party venture off the 
land they must go by steam, and the 
brido, to make certain of good luok, 
must, on the happy day, wear “some­
thing old and something new, some­
thing gold and something blue.” Ik 
sho sees a strange cat on that day, slm 
will take it as an omen that she is to 
be very happy; and if on the morning 
of her weddiug day she steps from her 
bed on something nigher than tho floor 
and then on something higher stitl, she 
will rise in the world from the time of 
her marriage. To make sure of this the 
maiden has a chair and a table at the 
hodside, and steps from one to the 
other on rising from her slumber on 
hor wedding-morn. On le&ving her 
home, and on starting from the olmrch 
to return, sho is very careful to Btep 
ont with her right foot first, and is care­
ful not to address her husband af or 
they ure wedded without first calling 
him by his full name. To break the wed­
ding ring is a sign that tho wearer will 
soon be a widow.

And thoro are fifty others of the same 
sort which are shared by our young 
womon, who carefully follow many ot 
those mummeries in theA weddings of 
to-day. Though they he nineteenth- 
contury maids and graduates of col- 
legos of high standing, thoy are not 
proof against tho superstitions of bride* 
from time immemorial.—Anon.

The Weapon with Which Col, Burimhi 
Was Blnln,

Tho Iliulendowa spear is from six tc 
sown feet loug. The handle is of n 
piooo of hard mimosa, or acae.la, thin­
ner than a broom-handlo. There is u 
socket attached to tho blade, intc 
which tho wood is driven and fastenod. 
At tho roverso end thoro is commonly 
a piece ol twisted iroi» or telegraph 
wire, which serves tho double purpose 
of weighting tho handle, so as to coun­
terbalance tho blade, and to prevent 
the Weapon being pulled from the 
grasp, The spear head, or blade, is 
rarely more than two inches broad by 
eight inches long. Doing into butth 
IIudcndowoN grease their spears Ij-nm 
blade to hilt, so that it is impessildo ti 
wrest the woapon Ironi their hands in 
aslrugglo.

The H|»eiir* used by the tribes up tin 
Nile ure much more formidube 
weupouM. Tho bundle is from sevoe 
feet to nino feet long, made of malt 
Iminhno wood. It is furnbdie I with a 
terrible, broftd-bludcd, loin/ spear-head, 
like that ot the lludcmlowax, kopt 
bright us a mirror and sharp as a razor. 
The blades are sometime* fourteen 
indies long anil five indies wide. In 
truth, an iron spear up tne Nile look* 
more like an elongated trowel-blade 
than anything olso. Shovel-head*, our 
soldiers used to call them. Thcv 
make ii fearful wound, and it was with 
one ot these 4'ol. Hurnabv was struck 
in tho throat and tilled, lleng ex­
ceedingly light weapons, although 
ha liy bullin'od, tho Arabs eaii hatidh 
them with grout dcxtoriiy.—London 
Tetnjrni It.

The Care Temple of Kuril,
Tho temple cavo of Karli is an illus­

tration of tho fearful lap»o of tho 
ethnic faiths of pagan India. Tho 
monks of Albania and other regions 
between the Adrintio and the .Tlgeau 
sea, dug out many a cell in tho early 
days, and honey-combed vast regions, 
where they spout their lives, and wore 
laid away when the long monotony w as 
over.

The Karli cave temjdo is very diiVer* 
ont in construction. It is by far the 
finest in India. To roach it you tuko 
tho train from Bombay, and go ncnrly 
a hundred miles eastward, on tho ge n­
eral line to Calcutta, From Khnmiula 
to the Kuril cave temple wo had a ride 
of live miles on horseback. It was not 
long before wo were compelled to leave 
the carriage mud and take a path 
through tho fields toward the range of 
mountains on our lef>, and by tho time 
wo wero getting accustomed to the

fiuth we had to leave our horses and 
login climbing in downright earnest. 

Now. a climb in India, even to see its 
finest temple cave, is not a little thing. 
My white pith hut, with turban of 
light cloth loldcd about it, nml then a 
double umbrella of gray doth, white 
within, seemed to help but little in 
keeping oil the pressure of the heat on 
a late day of the Indian November. 
When wo readied tiio cool and shaded 
vestibule, and throw ourselves down on 
tho first broken stones wo saw, mul 
looked up into tho face of the co’ossul 
stone goddess who sat on an elephant 
of stone, wo were glad enough to rest.

The t nipltt walls nml every part of 
their udoniing sculpture are hewn out 
of the stone mountain. N\ ore there no 
statuary of pagan doities, no reminders 
of an early worship, and were tho 
country any other than India, ono 
would take this wonderful structure 
for a Mtporb cathedral. Not many 
serh-tH changes would neod to be made 
in order to couvert it into an English 
minster. The nave iu 124 feet long, 
forty-flvo foot broad, and forty-six feet 
from tloor to ceiling. Thoro are aisles 
on either side of the temple, separated 
from the nave by octagonal pillars. 
The capital of each pillar is crowned 
with two kneeling elephants, on whore 
backs are seated two figures, represent­
ing the divinities to whom tho temple 
is dedicated. Thcs6 are of beautiful 
features, as, indeed, are all tho repre­
sentations of deities in the Karli cave 
temple. There is nothing of that re­
pulsive scnlptnre which one sees at 
Funa and in other modern Hindu 
pagodas. I  saw no figures which wero 
iu part human and in part beast-like. 
Each was true to its class, from vesti­
bule back to altar. The altar, and the 
place where it stands, keop up the re­
semblance to a Christian church. Be­
hind it there are soven pillars, which 
separate it from what in a church 
would correspond with the choir. Thoro 
are altogether thirty-oight columns in 
the temple. The grandest is the large 
lion pillar in front, which has sixteen 
sides, and is surmounted with four 
lions.

All this great recoss has been cut 
from the solid rock, which seems to be 
nothing softer than porphyry itself. 
Tho statuary is massive relief, and con­
sists of figures also oleft from the rook, 
like Thorwaldsen’i  lion, in Lucerne. 
Tho groat pillars are chastely propor­
tioned columns, both base and capital 
proving that they have not been intro­
duced, but, like ail other portions of 
the temple, have boen cut from tho 
solid mass of which the whole moun­
tain consists. They are part and parcel 
of floor and ceiling. There is an out­
ward porch, or vestibu!e, fifty-two feet 
wido and fifleen deep, and on tho 
heavy molding above there are figures 
of a man, a woman, and a dwarf. All 
this, too, like tho wholo spacious tem­
ple itself, has been patiently cut from 
firm rock.

Tho only thing which is not of nativo 
rook is a woodon covoring or ceiling. 
This has boen tho puzzle of all tho 
toilers in Indian archu ology, and they 
seoin to-day to ho no nourer a solution 
of tho dilllcnity than when they bogan. 
The entire immediate covering of the 
temple is of teak, a nativo wc od, almost 
tho o’tly ono which resists tho whit.) 
ant and every Indian insect.—Corr&f 
lumdcnce JVoio York hnle.jHinilent.

Kiiins of Hie Synagogue at ('uponimiiii, 
1'orlmps tho most interesting spot in 

tho world to thosu deeply under iho 
iiifiucueeof that charm which associa­
tion lends to places hallowoil by tho 
ministrations of tho Founder of Chris­
tianity is to bo found in a desert, rock- 
strewn promontory on tiio northwest 
shore of the Lake of TilioriuH; for 
among these piles of hewn blocks of 
black basalt still remain tho ruins of a 
uruat synagogue, within whose walls, 
the foundations of which may still ho 
distinctly trucod, were collected tiio 
multitudes who tloeked to hear the 
touchings of Christ. While modern 
tourists resort in crowds to Jerusalem 
to visit the mythical sites which ure 
jui}q>o«ml, upon tile vague basis of ec­
clesiastical tradition, to he identified 
with episodes in the life of the great 
Teacher, scarcely one ever finds Ins 
way to this remote lucidity, king just 
out of the beaten track along which 
(look hauls his herds of sight-seers; 
turd yet it Is probable tliut the greater 
part of that period in the life ot Chris’, 
tho record of which is contained in the 
four (iospols, wasut Cu)fernatiin, which 
tho most careful invuxthruiion by the 
highest authorities in *uch matter* has 
identified with these ruins of Toll Hum. 
Hir Charles Wilson, whose research on 
this spot led him to identify it as hoing 
the silo of tho City of (.'apermium, be­
lieve* this synagogue was, “without 
doubt, tho one built by tiio Homan cen­
turion (Idiko vii, 5>, and, therefore, one 
of the most surrot spots on earth.” It 
was in tin* building, if that be tho cns >, 
Unit the well-known discourso con­
tained in the sixth chapter of John was 
delivered; and it wus not without a 
strange feeling, says the same explorer, 
"that on turnmg over a largo block we 
found the p t of nmiin t engraved on 
it* face, uud remembered the words: 
'I am that bread oi Hie. Your fathers 
t!i<l «>at manna in the wilderness ami 
ure dead.'”

Apart from their assoeiutiotiN, tho 
ripii* theniM'lve* urn not l ar ieti^ariy 
•inking. They ci.\cr au area of about 
halt a mile iu length by a quaiter in 
breadth, and consists chiollv of the 
black blocks of l<a*atic stone which 
lorniod the wall* of the In-Uses. Tile 
truces of the synagogue, however, re­

main sufficiently for tho building to lie 
planned. Hudt of wliito limestone 
blocks, it mu*t have formed a conspic­
uous object amid the black basalt by 
which it was surrounded. It was sev­
enty-five Joet by fifty-seven, built 
north and south, nnd at the southern 
oml had three entrances. Many of the 
columns and capital* havo been carried 
away, but enough still remain to con­
vey some idea Of the general plan an.4 
aspect of tho building. Tin* capitals 
are of tho Corinthian order, and there 
were epistyliu which reded upon tho 
columns utui probably supported 
woodon rafters.

As soon as this place is reached, the 
dog smells the reindeer, and commences 
mulling the air as if auxioiis to go 
towurd them, The hoy allows the dog to 
advance tjowly, holding on to tho bar- 
ness so that it shall not run away, As 
Mien us the dog scculs the dm r, it goes 
dil'dlv toward them, and when it 
quite near, it grows esci’oil, uud com­
mences to jump and to jerk the hur­
ries--truce by whieh the Imy In holding 
it; being i i  well-truined Iniuting-dog. 
however, it never harks so as to frighten 
tho door by tho found.

Tho hunter now knows from these 
oxoitod action*of the dog that tlierein- 
daer must bo clo-e at hand, although 
he cannot aen thorn for tho fog. Bo lie 
tolls his sou to hold tho dog and remain 
in that spot while he takes his how or 
gun and crawl* cautiously forward in 
the pro|H*r direction. Before he has 
gone far,probably not more than twenty 
or twenty-live yards away, the huge 
forms of two or three reiud-cr loom up 
through tho fog. If he is a good hunter 
lie will at leust bring ono down, uud 
I crimps two or threw of them, und so 
lmvo someth ng for Miip|>or. When 
there in snow on the ground, the Imy 
will generally lake two or three dog* 
along, and after a rein leer is killed, 
will ure them tn drug it into the snow 
house. As the little Eskimo love* ex­
citement. this is good sport, and in

“We do not expect the explosion to 
make any more of a disturbance than 
the tlfty thousand pounds of dynamito 
did that was exploded under the point 
at Astoria. Small powder blasts ofton 
blow the water higher. It will heuvo 
up the water, tho waves will dance 
awhile, and thou it will settle down and 
for awhile wo will have a worso ob­
struction here than we Imvo now. The 
broken rock will occupy nbout a half 
more Kpaco than the solid rock does, 
but wo have tho money to cloar it away.
Tho hig rocks will be grappled up ami 
carried away to deep water. Thero is 
a big ltolo more than one hundred feet 
deep noar the upper end of Hlackwoll’s 
Island that will hold tho stuff.”

“After yon get the cartridges all in 
place wlmt will you do next?”

“Flood tho chamber. It will take 
about a day to do it. Wo will put tho 
end of tim ing pipe through which wo 
Imvo been pumpiug down under tho 
surface and siphon the water back in,
As soon us that is done we will lot off 
the blast. There will lie no unneces­
sary delay then, and that time will 
come, us bus already been stated, 
about tho 1st of October.”

“How will you lire tho blast?”
“jly uu electric ourrent, or just as 

tho other ono was lired—partly by 
electricity and partly by concussion.
We have not decided wfiothor we will 
lay a cable over to Astoria to sond tho 
current through, or wliothor wo will 
provide Homo automatic apparatus to 
touch it off with.

They aro large iu the face of 
Julius Cusar, who carried tho genius 
of Homan conquest up to its meridian of 
splendor. Civilization has always bad 
to push its way against a mass of ob­
stacles. The Hoiuan noso is a moral 
battering-rnm to heat down these walls 
of savagery aud ignoruuce. No person 
with a very short noso ever made a 
profound impression in the world. Tho 
hard Homan nose, pushing its way de­
spite all personal suffering, has played 
a conspicuous part in tho moral as well 
os tho political advancement of the 
world. I t dominated the old Homan 
race as woll as the modern aggressive 
Driton. I t carried W ashington on to 
triumph, stood iu tho forefront of Lin­
coln’s unyielding strength, as it had 
sustained the shocks of Waterloo in the 
faco of the Iron Duke. Against him 
was pitted tho Homan-nosed Napoleon, 
but in the septum of Wellington’s nose 
tho sign of synthesis, of intellectual 
combination aud porsovorance, was very 
large, and this caused him to hold out 
on that day, evou when the apparent 
tido of war had turned against him, un­
til Dluchcr camo and ull was saved. 
Tho face of John Wesley, a cousin of 
Wellington, showed tho same aggres­
sive character. In all the great found­
ers of religions, or of sects, wo see the 
same aggressive noBe. A low-bridged 
nose will do for tho helplessness of 
childhood or tho servility of tho Afri­
can, but such a bridge will never carry 
a great work safely over. Tho aquiline 
noso of tho Jew's has largo signs of ag­
gression, defense and protection, while 
tho breadth of their noses indicates their 
money-making propensities. This form 
of the nose was common among tho old 
Assyrians, as shown by their sculp­
tures. The projection of the tip of the 
noso indicates observation, the ques­
tioning faculty, and belongs to tho in- 
qusitivo mind of tho child. Ho hus 
everything to learn, but how cau ho 
learn uxcopt as ho asks questions? 
This faculty takes tho lead in our in­
tellectual processes, as its advaneo- 
guard position iu tho faco plainly shows. 
If wo inquire and observe, some discov­
ery will follow.—Jioston Times.

The Imuts, of which only 
a few uru iu u fair stuto of preservation, 
iuvtii|nm-.l at both ends, and roHembio 
tlie Duuisli tlsltiug cruft of the present 
day. Tliis discovery, which nmy be re­
garded uh n deposited treasure of votive 
offerings, und Islunga doubtless to tho 
close of the linn/e ago, provos that 
fnuiic-built vies In were already known 
ut that time, ami that man was not 
satisfied with tho hollowud-mit trunks 
of tree*. The gold of which these 
little fishing model* arc composed was 
valued at i‘27, which amount, together 
with a gratuity, has lievu forwarded to 
tlie fluders, who uro both poor muu.

Making Artificial Flowers.
“There are at ieat 1,500 girls in this 

d t j  engaged in the manufacture of erti- 
fiend flowers” said a large manufac­
turer. “Moat of them are French girls, 
and the work ia done in old lofts up 
around the French quarter. Few of 
these girls are of the type ao familiar to 
the novel reader, the sweet young thing 
with e hectic flush end a consumptive 
cough, wlfo is supporting her three 
decrepit maiden eunta ou the pittance 
earned at tide deadly trade. Meat of 
them are buxom damsels* with big feet 
and a well-developed tendency to spend 
their wages on the adornment of their 
persons. Still some parts of the work 
ao interfere somewhat with their 
breathing machinery, I  believe. New 
York furnishes about half the atock 
consumed by this country, which form­
erly all came from Paris, but only the 
cheaper varieties ure manufactured 
here.

"The method is simply this. One 
hundred layers of prepared and 
tinted silk are laid one over 
the other and eut by a stamp 
into tbe desired shape. Those 
are then retinted, shaded and put into 
tbe required shape by the girls, No, 
there is no difference of taste exhibited 
by different parts of tho country.

O ne  of the exports of Persia is 
horses.

a few dealers try Kurracbee. Ah a rule 
tbo Persian horse dealer buys nothing 
under fourteen bands.

horses. The Persian horse dealer, 
even when most respectable, resorts to 
bislioping, which dictionaries define os 
“to use arts to make old horses look 
like young ones,” tbe arts used consist­
ing in cutting the upper surface of the 
incisor teeth iuto a depression, and 
then with a chemical preparation 
blackening the entity so as to imitate 
the “marks” of a young horse. Tbe 
operation is always performed during 
the voyage to India from the Persian 
Gulf, the instrument used being u den­
tist's rosc-hoad hand drill.

the Defect* of Opera.
The real truth is opera ia still the 

most imperfect of the fino arts, and 
many persons found in the two weeks 
that disappointment whieh has thus far 
followed that form of music like a 
shadow. Go to thoae entertainments 
in London or Paris, or in Chicago, and 
tbe same defects are visible, and imople 
go homo tired half to death by the dis­
proportion—tho awful lengths of un­
important solos und recitations.
Ono fault in “opera” is therefore the 
length of tlie performance. Four hours 
of “Lohengrin” or “Faust” are fully 
ono hour too much. Nearly all of these 
works are destitute of a due regard to 
tho powers of human endurance, aud 
perhaps wore written by men who bad 
no conception of the public c ipabilitioH. 
Musicians might be willing to sit (or 
four, five, or six hours, to listen to 
works in their own art, jutt us a poet 
may compose all uight, with much hui>- 
pinesi, verses which the outside world 
will read only an hour at a time. < ipera 
writera have failed to make any note of 
human nature, and have Ikjgii alw ays 
like fiOtne preachers, and senators, and 
general tnlkors. who begin well uud 
proceed well, but who have no concep­
tion of such a thing as the time when 
to quit. In “Lohengrin” tbe chief 
character, the magical-seeker for tho 
Holy Grail, has to sing a history of his 
project, and to expand and expaud long 
after the climax of the theme has bocu 
exhausted, When some study dial I bo 
made of the real wish aud need of the 
audience, o|)era will escape '■omo of 
those dead points where tne audience 
hopes and hopes for an end to conic.

The opera music is also wanting in 
melodies which sweep tho heart. Tlie 
playful works of Gilbert and Sullivuu 
contain moro songs for tho people than 
sro to bo found in the massive produc­
tions which carry higher numo and 
fame. “The Last Hose of Summer,” 
“On Yonder Hock,” and “I havo Sighed 
to Host Me,” are illustrations of tho 
eagerness of tho heart to find some 
pathetic air which may excite a few* 
tears and then live in memory all sub­
sequent time. Thero is no reason why 
comediettas should aliound in |>opu!ar 
airs and opera proper abound in heavi­
ness. The classic style need not bo a 
dull style,

In all of “Faust” there was not a sin- 
glo air worthy of Adelina Patti—nothing 
which canhuili 10,000 into silence and 
leave them something to cherish in 
romembranen. No wonder sheavo’ds 
“Lohougriu.” There is nothing iu that 
piece for any such object of public 
favor. 1/ she must satisfy the people 
•ho muBt have a song worth tho singing. 
An a g *l even could not sing with effect 
a poor song.

Opera is a difficult art, because it 
must adjust many details to one grand 
result. I must deal iu solos, trios, 
quartettes, und all there is in music of 
both voice aud instrument. It must 
study ul»o science effects aud situations.

The ideal opera is a thing of tho 
future. It will open at oiglit and (done 
at cloven. Tho solos will not kill the 
singer nmlthonudicnco. Thero will bo 
grand quartette*, quintettes and sex­
tettes. Home of the historic parts will 
bo Hpokcu instoud of sung, so as to make 
a contrast and furnish a rest. There 
will lio some fun thrown into tho even­
ing, just as the police of pogltcrry cheer 
up the play of “Much Ado,” nr as t ho 
grave-digger cheers up “Hamlet.” 
Laughter helps muko put ho*. Op-u a 
will thus come along making itself 
anew out of the grahd Material it has 
accumulated, and will iu Home futuro 
year or period become ouo of the gro it- 
u-*t p'ou'urc* that cun emuo from tho 
many forms of the bountiful.—/Vo/.

REMINISCENCES OF H  itU C  MEN*

I1Y DEN : I’KULEY 1‘OoKE.

Gen. W. T. Sherman was ono of the 
few men who understood the gigantic 
proportions tho war would assume, but 
ne soon bocamo thoroughly disgusted 
with tin so iu authority. He wa* in 
command at Louisville, ami was called 
on there by Secretary Stanton and 
Adjutant-Gen. Thomas, with whom he 
hud a privuto conversation on the sit­
uation of affair* in Kontucky. A re­
port of this interview was furnished by 
Adjutant-Gen. Thomas tor publication 
iu tho New York Trihnw, greatly to 
>*en. Sherman's disgust. He knew 
that ho wa* surrounded by the secret 
agents of tho Confederates in Louis- 
ma, but ho did not think when ho was 
admitting the Secretary of War into 
ni* coniidenee: thut ho was furn.shing 
for publication the very information 
which the spios desired.

Washington society wa* very desira­
ble during Iho latter days of Monroe's 
administration, and Mr. Oglo Taylor 
used to ulludo to tlm* ej>och as the 
golden period. Sir Charles Bagot and 
ni* beautiful wifo, tbo daughter of 
Lord Mornington and niece of Well­
ington, represented here tho court of 
s t  James. From Franco came Hyde 
do Nouvitle, a noble *|>ccimen of tho 
old regime; from Russia, Spain, Portu­
gal, and Sweden, noblemen of distin­
guished manners and rare accomplish­
ment*. The il!u»triou* Marshall was 
chief justice, with Story, Trimble, and 
other great lawyers at his side. In the 
Cabinet wero Adams, Calhoun, Wirt, 
Rush, Crawford, and Thompson; in 
Congress, Clay, Gaston, Lowndes, 
Hufus King, Randolph, Lloyd, Critten­
den, Harrison Gray Otis, and Forsyth, 
Decatur, the “Bayard of the seas/’ 
Porter, brave a* Nelson and accom­
plished as Cochrane, Rodgers, War­
rington, Chaunry, Stow'art, Morris, and 
other naval heroes of the “late war/' 
were permanent residents of tho city, 
a* wero also many officers of the army 
of great distinction in the same war, 
with Ugu. Bernard, of Nnpoleon's staff*, 
a distinguished military engineer. *

Air*. John Quincy Adams, who was 
tho daughter of Air. Johnson, of Mary­
land, lor many years consul at London, 
when her husband was Secretary of 
State, gave recopCon* on Thursday 
evenings, which were very generally 
attended by tho distingtrshed peopfo 
of the day, and which have been com­
memorated by the lines of the lato 
John T. Agg. the accomplished corres­
pondent of Walsh's Philadelphia Ou• 
zaUf\ commencing thus:

The most attractive women in Wash­
ington wero presented in this short 
poem, a copy of w hich 1 have not seen 
for thirty years, but which is doubtless 
preserved among the unconsidered 
trifles of many an old family in this 
District Mrs. Kullivan was a daugh­
ter of Gov. Winthrop, of Mussacliu- 
setts, and the wife of Georgo Sullivan, 
a son of Gov. Bullivan, of the same 
State. Mr. and Airs. Sullivau died in 
France, at an advancod ago. “Gay 
Monroe," daughter of the President, 
became Mrs. C'ouverueur,of New York, 
and died many years since. “Winning 
Gales," the wife of that great man, Jo. 
Gales, of the lnteUiyene.er, survived 
Hourly all her contemporaries at Peking- 
ton, in the environs of Washington.

George W. Adams, tho oldest son of 
John Quincy Adams, committed sui­
cide iu 1820, when, on account of his 
dissipated habits his cousin, Alary 
Helen, rejected him, nnd engaged her­
self to liis brother, John Adams, who 
also became intemperate. Air. W, C. 
Johnson, of Nowburyport, a sou of 
Alexander B. Johnson, President of 
tho Ontario Branch Bank, in that city, 
married a daughter of Air. and Airs. 
John Adams. Hi* mother was a daugh­
ter of Charles Adams, the second son 
of thu elder Adams, a man of dissi­
pated habits, and a rosideut of tho city 
of Now York, where he died in the 
year 1800. Charles Adams* married a 
Mis* Smith, of an old Long Island 
family, and tho sister of Col. William 
H. Smith, who married the duughtor of 
John Adams, and was his Heorotary of 
legation in London in 17KL Mrs. John 
Adams died at Washington in tho sum­
mer of 18*0,

Admiral Dahlgrcn was ut tho Wash­
ington Nuvy Yard much of tho time 
during tho war, experimenting with 
ordinance and perfecting tho gun 
which Iteurs his name, lie had sue* 
cessivoly lost his wifo, his two charm­
ing daughters, und his son, who was 
killed before Richmond while leading a 
cavalry raid. He married as his Hoc.ind 
wife, Mrs. Goddard, thu only daughter 
of the lute Hon. Kamuel F. Vinton, for 
twouty-ihrco years a representative 
from Ohio in tlm UongroH* of the 
United Hiatus, and one of tho wisest 
and ablest men of Ids time, Mr. Vin­
ton was a Math o of Massachusetts, and 
soon after Ids emigration to Ohio mar­
ried tlm daughter of ouo of tho French

IMMioer* of Gul)i| oils. Aftor Ills re- 
iromout from Congress, during Mr. 

Filmoro's administration, Air. Vinton 
Iwo.imu a pormanont resident of Wash­
ington, his duughtur Mrs. Goddard, 
presiding over Ids household with grace 
and dignity. Her husband, a distin­
guished young lawyer iu Ohio, was 
chief clurk of the Interior Department 
until tho summer of INV2. He died 
tho following winter, of consumtitinn. 
In tho year 1801 her father died, und 
she bocuine, with hor children, tiio 
heiress of his great estate. Like her 
mother, Airs. Dahlgrcn is u devoted 
Roman Catholic. Her children, by her 
tlrd htiiband, aro at«o of tho same 
church. Her daughter, who married 
Mr. Hvcrhock, who was Austrian t on- 
sul ut Hong Kong, was uti accomplished 
linguist, and a woman of superior in­
tellect. Admiral Dulilgrcu died in 
l* j '. and Mr*. Dulilgrcu has since eon* 
tinned to resile ut Washitigton.

Collegiate* (iniiliiatcs in liiteraturc.
It may ho questioned whether ;i col­

lege education is so closely connected 
with literature now as it was formerly. 
For instauco, any one may consult tri­
ennial catalogues, und ho will find the 
italics, ind.eating tho clerical alumni, 
fewer aud fewer in proportion to tho 
names in Roman; lie may consult list* 
of clergymon, and lind there is no ap­
parent diminution of bachelors of arts. 
Unfortunately, there is no such con­
venient list of author*, and there is, in­
deed, no hard aud fast lino by which an 
author may bo classiticd. One statist 
will call the writer of n treatise upon 
the calculus an author, and with per­
fect propriety; another, in his classifi- 
cation, will exclude all who have writ­
ten only technical bonks. Air. Adams, 
in his convenient “Iland-bool; of Aim r 
icon Authors," has carefully given the 
birthplace uf each author, but evident­
ly would have boon dismayed before 
the task of statiug whether his authors 
were coll go graduate* or nob

Without attempting any such labori­
ous ta-k as an analysis of Air. Adams' 
book in tli.s particular, wo confidently 
affirm that tho proportion of non-col- 
leglato men in tho list* of authorship 
it greater to-day than it was in that in­
definite period known as “before tho 
war." Making a list hastily of well- 
known authors, sotting their uamos 
down as they occur to us, it appears 
that Irving, Roe, Cooper.and Whittier 
are almost the only mimes of men of 
the first rank who did did not liavo a 
collegiate education. Bryant began a 
college course, but was compelled to dis­
continue it. Longfellow, Hawthorne, 
Holmes, Emerson. Thorcau, WiJlis, 
Prescott, Bancroft, Motloy, tho two 
Danas, were all college men.

In taking men of the later genera­
tion, and recognizing the conspicuous 
rather than the eminent a* a basis for 
judgment, tho college men nro Park- 
man, W’iirm r, Lodge, Fisko, various 
Adamses, Hale, Iligginson, White, 
Story, Crnnch, Scudder, Lelund, Do- 
Forst,Curt:s, Norton, J. F. Clarke, Rip­
ley. Steelman offsets Bryant ns com­
ing between the two classes. Of non- 
college men. a larger number may 
readily bn named. Walt 'Whitman, 
Whipple, Trowbridge, Fields, Parton. 
Htoddard, Bayard Taylor, Eggleston, 
Harte, Howells, James, Aldrich. La- 
throp, Stockton, Piatt, Cable, Craw­
ford, Fawcett, Gilder, Harris, Carle- 
ton, Mark Twain, Burroughs. It is 
possible thut we have put some name 
in one or the other of theso lists ou tho 
wrong side, but there can be no consid­
erable error, and any one can add to 
either list according to his own judg­
ment without materially disturbing tho 
balance.

To test tho matter in another wav, 
we have taken the catalogue of tho 
publishing firm which ia  n cognized as  
publishing the most representative list 
of American books. Here, wo ruled 
out only strictly professional books, 
snd divided the authors into tw'o 
classes, the dead and tho living. Of 
the dead, there are forty-two names. 
Ten, or less than one-fourth, were not 
co lege men. < >f the living, we count 
lfr'» names. Fifty-one, or more than 
one-third, are not college men. Of 
course, this cannot 1 o called n scientific 
test, yet it approximates sneli a tost, 
and shows with tolerable force that the 
ranks of literature are recruited from 
the men who do not go to college far 
more than was the case in former days. 
—Ho*ton Advertiser.

The Foutoon* Before Fredericksburg.
The defense* of Fredericksburg w ere 

held by two regiments of sharpshooters, 
who, sheltered in house* and riffe-pits, 
interfered seriously with tho work of 
building the pontoon bridges. The 
work of throwing the bridges was be­
gun at 8 o’clock on the morning of De­
cember 11. Work w a s  little inter­
rupted, but on the middle and upper 
bridges tho Confederate sharpshooters 
drove away the working parties a* soon 
as tho daylight revealed them. Tho 
morning was foggy, so that the batter­
ies placed toprotoettho building of tho 
bridges could uot be eff ectually used. 
When tho fog lifted, shortly before 
noon, it was seen that tho guns had 
been placed so high, thut thov could 
not drive tho hidden riflemen from 
their coverts Tho officers said 
that the bridge could not bo 
laid. Gen. Burusido said that it must 
be done, and culled for volunteers to 
cross the river in boat* aud dislodge 
tho sharpshooter*. The Twentieth 
and Nineteenth Massachusetts Regi­
ments, the Seventh Michigan, and tho 
Eighty-ninth New York, of the Third 
Brigade, Second Divisiou, came for­
ward, and accomplished tho daring 
feat nobly. Tho dotnehment was com­
manded by Col. Norman A. Jiall. then 
in charge of the Third Brigade, but tho 
officer leading the advance was ('apt. 
Ma> y, of the Tvvuutieth Massachusetts, 
Tiie head of tho column was mot with 
terrible tire, and nmoty-sovon officer* 
and men foil in tho space of about lifty 
yards, but tluno was no faltering, and 
Wforo night all tho sharpshooter* wore 
driven from their positions, and by day* 
light, December 12, the town was in the 
hand* of the Union forces. htU-v 
Orenti.

Tho training gear was applied 
si day or two ago to ono of thu d“-ton 
gun* at Garrison Point Port, and the 
preliminary trial showed that one man 
could train tho gun with the greatest 
nicety. Ono may expect Providence to 
be very much ou tho side of the big 
guns, when a gun comes to bo
aimed at quickly-moving objects as 
easily u* if it were a pistol or a walk­
ing stick.

An improved construction of locomo­
tives is spoken of with much favor by 
engineering authorities, tho arrange­
ment being .etch that, while iu ordinary 
engines the gases are usually thrown 
out of the stack, which is tho cause of 
tho density of smoke, iu this case tho 
gases ure ull burned, thus insuring tho 
absence of smoke, which results, of 
course, i* a saving of fuel. Instead of 
having a large, conical-shaped smoke­
stack iu front, tho uow locomotive lias a 
straight smokestack,J similar to tbo^o in 
use on English and French locomotives, 
iu the rear, just in front of tho cab. Tho 
boilor has two sets of ffues. small ouo* 
in tho lowor part, and largo ones in tho 
upper. Tho smoko runs twolve feet 
through thu lower ilucs, and then re­
turns b j tho larger lines to the rear, 
where the smoke-stack is plucod; thus 
tho smoko traverses twenty-four feet 
before reaching tho smoke-stack, in­
stead of twolve feet, as iu ordinary 
boilers. The heavy cinders nnd dust, 
not being ablo to riso from tho lower 
small Hues into tho uppor largo ones, 
fall into a smoko arch in front, uml 
can bo omptiod on tho ground at any 
timo.

Ilrciitliiiig a Foul Atmosphere,
Above all it is filthy to live iu a foul 

atmosphere. \Yo do not butho again 
and uguiu iu tho same water or enjoy 
outing or drinking from unwu-Jied 
dishes. Why be fastidious about stn-li 
matters during the day uud cureless at 
night. Tho seeds of disease uro (tout­
ing in iiuptiro air aud find ready access 
to our bod es. When iu sleep thu or­
gans uro less nldo to resist tho noxious 
influences. When in earlier times tho 
moro cureless manner of building 
bouses let the air freely into the room* 
around tho loosely-fitting window 
frame*, and tho wide-open tire-pluee* 
rcudilv drew out the foul air, the in* 
mute* of tho dwelling* (according to 
modern ideas), were more uncomforta­
ble, but they were cleaner. 'Iho ideal 
of thu modern bull ling seems to bo a 
hermetically doicd box, impervious to 
air from without, niggardly in tho 
mean* of allowomg the air to eseape, 
economy in tlio use of find, prod'guhty 
iu tho waste of lit*). I do not propose 
to critiei*e the carefully built house uf 
the present day.
