How Artificial Teeth May lie Damage.
Another agent in the combination to 

maintain for the man of advancing age 
his career of flesh-eater ii  the dentist. 
Nothing is more common a t this period 
of life than to hear complaints of in­
dignation experienced, so it  la affirmed, 
because mastication is imperfectly per* 
formed for want of teeth. The dentist 
deftly repairs the defective implements, 
and the important function of obewing 
the food can be henceforth performed 
with comfort. But, without any inten­
tion to justify a doctrine of final causes, 
I  would point ont the sigotfioant fact 
that the disappearance of tbe masti­
cating powers is mostly coincident 
with the period of life when that 
species of food which most requires 
their action—viz., solid animal fiber— 
is little, if a t all, required by the indi­
vidual. I t  is during the latter third of 
h it career that the-softer and lighter 
foods, such as well-cooked cereals, 
some light mixed animal soup, and 
also fish, for which teeth are barely 
necessary, are particularly valuable 
and appropriate. And the man with im­
perfect teeth who conforms to nature’s 
demand for a mild, non-stimulating 
dietary in advanced years will mostly 
be bleared with a better digestion and 
sounder health than the roon who, 
thanks to his artit!cial machinery, can 
eat and does eat as lunch flesh in 
quantity and variety as he did in the 
days of his youth. Far be it  from me 
to undervalue the truly artistic achieve­
ment of a clever and experienced den­
tal surgeon, or the tomfort he affords. 
By all means let us have recourse to 
his aid when our natural teeth fail, for 
the purpose of vocal articutatiou, to 
say nothing of their relation to personal 
appearance; on such grounds the arti­
ficial substitutes rank among tho 
necessaries of life in a civilized com­
munity. Only let it be understood that 
the chief end of teeth, so far as masti­
cation is concerned, has in advancing 
age been to a great extent accom­
plished, and that they are now mainly 
useful for the purposes just named. 
But I  cannot help adding that there 
are some grounds for the belief that 
those wbo have throughout lift from 
their earliest years consumed little or 
no flesh, but have lived on a diet 
oliiefly or wholly vegetarian, will be 
found to have preserved the teeth 
longer than thoae who have always 
made flesh a prominent part of their 
daily food,—Sir H enry Thompson, in  
Popular Science Monthly.

Germs of Disease.
Life fa this world is, as it were, a 

balancing or seesaw between different 
organisms, in which each helps tho 
rest—a cycle of actions which are to a 
certain extent dependent on each 
other.

The molecules of the grain of wheat 
in part help to construct the muscle 
cells In a  man’s arm, and in part fur­
nish fuel or motive power to these cells, 
while tbe excreted products of theso 
cells in the form of carbonic acid, urea, 
etc., and finally the products of the de­
composition of these cells, may go to 
construct a new grain of wheat.

But to enable the vegetable to make 
uss of the animal cell os food, the lat­
ter must lie split up into simpler com­
binations, and this is effected l>y micro­
organisms of various kinds. Too great 
majority of these minute beings sre 
harmless to man so long os they are 
confined to his skin and alimentary 
canal; in fact, everyone carries mil­
lions of thsm on and within himself, 
and it ia donbtfnl whether lie conld 
properly digest his food without their 
help. Thero arc, however, some forms 
of these little granules and rods, or 
micrococci and bacteria, which aro not 
so innocont and harmless, but which, 
on the contrary, produce disoaso and 
death in many of those to whose sys­
tems they gain admittance.

Home of these disease germs multi­
ply only within the bodies of living ani­
mals, as, for instance, those which give 
rise to small-pox and scarlet fever; 
they retain their vitality for a timo 
when thrown off in excretions; but 
they do not increase in number until 
they gain aceesa to living tissues, and 
hence the diseases which they cause 
are propagated by contagion only. 
Other disease germs muttiply, so far 
as we know, almost exclusively outside 
the living body, and produce their ef­
fect on man not by growing within 
him, bu t by poisoning him with their 
products, as common yeast may be said 
to be the cause of delirium tremens 
through the agenoy of the alcohol 
which it produces. Malaria is a type 
of this class

A third kind multiply both within 
and without the living li)ody, and some 
of these appear to especially multiply 
and flourish in human excreta. As yet 
wc know very little of the life history 
of the disease germs, or os to how they 
produce their effects; we are not even 
fortsin as to whether they are distinct 
separate species or whether they may 
not he somo of the common micro-or­
ganisms which by over-feeding or 
otherwise have become abnormal, mi­
croscopic monsters as it were, produc­
ing evil instead of good.

\Yhat we do know is that a very mi­
nute quantity of excreta from a*case of 
cholera or or typhoid /ever may, when 
introduced into the alimentary canal 
of a healthy person, produce in that 
person a disease similar tothe oneftom 
which tho germ origiualiy came; and 
we also have good reason to believe 
that if a few such germs full into a moss 
of excreta, as in a cess-pool, they may 
under certain conditions multiply very 
rapidly and render the whole mass of 
filth infections, so that any portion of 
it will be capable of conveying the dis­
ease.

Their action is closely analogous to 
that of yeast, and the diseases which 
are supposed to be due to such action 
are known as the zymotic or ferment 
diseases.

Henco comes one great doncrer of re­
taining or storing in the viciuity of hu­
man habitations quantities of organic 
matter suitablo for the nourishment of 
anch organisms, for the channels 
through which such collections may be­
come dangerously iuoeulated are so 
numerous and, in the p re^n t state of 
our knowledge, so impossible to guard 
against, that casks of powder or cases 
of dynamite would be really safo neigh­
bors.

Sewage is not only a source of danger 
in this way, but also through the prod­
ucts of its decomposition. Tho most 
important of theso in Hub connection 
are the gases and effluvia evolved in 
putrefaction, such as hydrogen sul­
phide, ammonium sulphide, carbon 
dioxide, and certain organic vapors of 
very compelx constitution, chiefly 
characterized by unpeasant odors.

When concentrated, as in old cess­
pools or vaults, these may produce suf­
focation and almost immediato death, 
or great poatration, violent vomiting 
and purging, convulsions and death in 
from one to two days.

The circumstance* are rare which 
produce such effects as theso; usually 
thega«6s are greatly diluted before 
being breathed, and the effects aro less 
marked.

Constant exposure to such air impairs 
health (gradually, hut distinctly, espec­
ially iu infants and children, the 
symptoms produced being los* of ap- 
petite, Inuguor, slight headache, etc — 
J. S. lu lling«, M. I>„ in  Harper's 
Magazine.

Our heavy, fat and 
comfortable draught horses, that make 
playthings of tho heaviest loads, 
tiro* plosnant to soo, aud a weak and 
dccrcpid animul is seldom observed on 
our streets, and when seou usually be- 
Iouch to Memo nntddcr wbo doesn’t 
sliarothe prevailing priJo in horse- 
iledi. Tire society with the long name 
helps to koi'p the city comparatively 
free from scurvy and over-worked 
beasts, but doubtless tho spirit of thoso 
w ho own and drive them does more, 
A good horse is always choa|rer than a 
poor one. Neglect, scanty food and 
overwork aro fatso economy.

ada, Summer yachting parties now 
ascend Baffin’s Bay for nearly ’JIM) miles 
above Vppernavik, and enjoy very ex­
cellent sport, iu the continuous sun­
shine of the Artie snmmor, shooting 
white bears and seals, contemplating 
the wonderful icebergs and gluciers of 
Greenland and sketching the wierd and 
picturesque ice scenety along the 
coast erasing among icebergs iu mid­
summer in small steam yachts, with 
the accompanying game shooting is 
now quite feasible. Sir Ilonry Gore 
Booth and other English yachtsmen 
have visited Spitsbergen i;nd No via 
Zemblia to hunt bear and reindeer. His 
Inst voyage was in a sailing cratt only 
fifty-five (eot long. Then Iceland is 
another land of wonders which can be 
reached by Scotch steamers, which 
make the voyage several times during 
the summer. The geysers aud volca­
noes of that marvelous island are un­
like any other natural curiosities on 
tliis globe of ours. Tourists can now 
find their way to tho extreme end of 
Norway's poninsula, the North Cape, 
where the midnight hud can he seen to 
perfection. But it would take moro 
than our spaeo pormits to tell of tho 
wonders within easy reach of the mod­
ern tourist.

YVhilo ho wan a member of Congress, 
Mr. Darby, of St. Louis, wlio tells tho 
anecdote, ealiod upon him a t tho eap- 
itol.

“Well. Govcrncr,” Haid Darby, “how 
do you liko lifd in Washington hr com­
puted with life a t your home in Belle­
ville?"

“Mr. Darby, it don't suit mo, sitting 
around on these fine, silk-cushioned 
chairs; I  don’t feol at homo as 1 do ut 
Belleville, sitting on tho logs and fenco 
rails with the boys, and whittling 
sticks."

\Yhen tho Stato of lllino's determined 
to build railroads, it sent Gov Boy 
uolds as a commissioner to Europe to 
nogotiute its bonds. Tho British min­
is.er at Washington gave him letters of 
introduction to Rcveral noblemen ia 
Londou.

Biatoral 1’ecuUaritlo* of KurupcuH Mur­
derers anil Thieve*.

Decently, in France, considerable at* 
tontion baa been paid to an oxamina* 
tion of tho erimnul class with refer* 
enco to its physical and associated 
characteristics. M. Lacassaguo has 
drawn attention to the frequency of 
tattooing among criminals, and the vi­
olent uaturo of tho scenes depicted by 
them in this voluntary mutilation. Tho 
saiuo w rit or has pointed out that crim­
inals, as a class, aro tall. Thus in HOD 
subjects oxamined by him, (>2ff wore 
taller by six centimeters than tho av­
erage, and somo exceed tho normal 
height bv teu and twenty centimeters. 
Tbeso observations were corroborated 
by M. Ferri in Italy.

In 1882 Dr. Manouvricr remarked 
that among criminals, notoriously with 
murderers, tho jaw is moro dovoloped 
than is usual; and that, while the cra- 
nio-umudibular index normally varies 
between 12.8 and 18, among the con­
victs it attains the remarkable number 
of 14,7. MM. Huger aud Dallemugne, 
in a comparative study of the skulls of 
assassins and ordinary persons, have 
coulirmod tho statement that tho for­
ward projection of tho skull is greater 
among the former. They kavo also 
showu thut criminals have a larger 
facial index and a smaller vertioal in­
dex than tho peaceable citizens, but 
no difference is observed in tho cephal­
ic index. M. Huger has affirmed tho 
larger capacity of tho criminal skull 
ovor that of the usual typo, the rela­
tive proportions being as l,5diS 
is to 1,41HJ. This, however, has been 
contradicted by u number of observers 
who claim tho reverse, but it is sug­
gested that it may be explained by sup­
posing that the former examined the 
crania of murderers only, while in tho 
latter studies those of all classes were 
included, among which the incendiaries 
are said to huvu small heads. Mr. 
Flosch has said that affections of the 
heart exist among criminals to tho ex­
tent of 20 per cent.; the persistence of 
Dotal’s oritice, 10 per cent.; contradic­
tion of the vascular system, r>.f> per 
cent. Hut his researches upon cere­
bral lesions are much more important.

Ho lias demonstrated a certain ata­
vism in the cerebral convolutions, al­
ready indicated by Benedict, ns, for in­
stance, tho medium lobe of the brain 
being shaped as among the mammals, 
the separation of the eulenriun fissure 
from tlio occipital, tho opening of the 
li&Mirc of Sylvius, and the formation of 
au operculum of tho occipital lobe. 
Histology luis also detected certain 
anon^ilies in the brains of those crimi­
nals whose autopsy has been made. 
Titus Spika has found tho pigmentation 
of tho micleum of tho tenth, seventh, 
and fifth pairs in u murderer’s bruin; 
also Golgi and Mnrehi have detected 
the pigmentation of the nervous cells in 
tlm brain of a convict. The school of 
criminal anthropology in Italy 1ms also 
made important contributions to this 
list of facts.

M. Muno lias examined tho hands of 
criminals, and he lias discovered among 
individuals convicted for murder, 
among thoso guilty of indicting 
wounds, a great preponderance of large 
and short hands; while with thew s 
tho frequency of long and narrow 
bands is considerable. As to the ques­
tion of tattooing ho'tinds that the larger 
numbor of tattooed persons is among 
the assassins and assailants.

M. Lombroso, together with M. 
Nnno, has studiod criminality among 
infauts. They examiued PbO infants, 
and especially 1(H) from the houses of 
refuge. They found that tho criminal 
type could bo recognized at that age, 
associated with bad tendencies, in the 
proportion of 7.4 per cent. Tho loss 
of a moral sense was recognized in 41 
per cent., and u veritable propensity to 
crimo in 10 per cent. Out of 20 in­
fants they have observed tho disappear­
ance of the criminal tendencies partly 
through non-inheritance, partly under 
tho iKmoticial iutluonco of their sur­
roundings, and partly bccauso their 
criminal passions, existing at a certain 
period, disappear in maturity.

Tho typical cvimiual physiognomy 
has been" recognized among "murderers 
in Germany in tho proportion of i»ii per 
cent., among thieves to that of 25 per 
cent., among insolvents ami in persons 
convicted of bigamy to tho oxtout of ti 
per cent. Among females this type was 
found in 28 per cent. With ordinary 
men and women this typo was only 
found 11 times among 815 individuals, 
eight of whom wero doubtful. Toma- 
•ira, Bono, and Dcpaoli have asserted 
tho great capacity of tho orbits or eye- 
sockets and prevalent daltonism. M. 
Bono also insists upon tho swiftness of 
vision among criminals. But perhaps 
tho most curious observations wero 
made upon the different strength of 
tho two bauds.—New York Telegram.

From a pajmr by Henry King, on tho 

Indian country, in tho Century, we

Snote tho following: “ Unquestionably 
io first necessity of tho situation is to 

strengthen, perfect, and mako uniform 
tlm luml-titloi of tho Territory. This 
cau moat safely and successfully be ac­
complished, it is believed, by allotting 
lands to tho Indians in severalty,—at 
tho rate, say, of ono hundred aud" sixty 
acres per head,—and giving them per­
sonal titles thereto, inalienable for a 
stipulated number of years; aud pro­
viding for tho disiKMal, at Government 
prices, of tho unallotted aud remaining 
portions of thoir reservations, for their 
benefit, to white settlors. In an allot­
ment of this kind, twelve milliou two 
hundred aud fifty thousand acres would 
givo each Indian, male ami female, 
adult and child, ono hundred and sixty 
acres, leaving ovor two-thirds of the 
whole Territory to bo sold on their ac­
count—enough to bring them, at a low 
estimate, forty million dollurs, or moro 
than five hundred dollars por capita. 
Buell allotment and issuance of indi­
vidual patents would involve, of course, 
tho dissolution of tribal relations—an­
other desirable step in the adjustment 
of the general question; and tlm Indian 
would thus be put upon an oven foot­
ing with tho white man ns to the 
opportunities and advantages of per­
sonal independence. At the same time, 
the Iuwh common throughout tho 
State* for the punishment of crime and 
the enforcement of contracts should la) 
extended over the Territory, aud courts

established to administer them. In 
short, the flimsy theory of tribal sove­
reignty should bo extirpated, tho reser­
vation system replaced by feo*simp!o 
grauts in severalty, tlio surplus lands

Dr. Bcckland, says Chamben* 
J o u rn a l  made some experiments in re­
gard to toads whieh are claimed as 
conclusive. He placed twelve toads 
separately in twelve holes out in bloeka 
of hard, flinty sandstone. They wero 
firmly sealed in. Tho imprisoned ani­
mals woro buried tbreo feet deep on 
November 20,1825. At the same time 
four toads were deposited in holos cut 
in the heart of an apple tree, and the 
opening seenroly plugged. Four others 
were placed in plaster-of-paris, covered 
with luting. On December 10, 1820, 
all the buried toads were examined. 
All in the hard stone and in the tree 
and two in the plaster-of-paris were 
dead. The remainder were dying, but 
some placed in a softer stone were in 
tolerably good hoalth, and some wero 
actually fatter than when placed in (he 
holes. From this it would appear that 
in positions where water can penetrate 
toads may live, and even thrive, al­
though buried at a considerable depth, 
entirely away from the light and any 
visible means of subsistence.

There is a good deal of humbug, says 
the Detroit Free Frew, about the so- 
called swift passages of ocean steamers 
across the Atlantic. In the whole his­
tory of ocean travel less than a dozen 
passages have been mode under seven 
days, and those were between New 
York and Queenstown only. Now 
Queenstown is something of a sail dis­
tant from Liverpool, the real end of 
the voyage. Tho very least time re­
quired for the passage between New 
York and Liverpool is seven days, to 
accomplish whieh requires tho con­
sumption of 150 to 200 tons of coal a 
day, instead of soventy to ninety, when 
not running for baucombe. Some 
careful statistician has worked out tho 
fact that at least 2,500 trips are made 
by passenger steamers annually across 
the Atlantic, not ten of which are ac­
complished in seven days and not fifty 
of them in eight days. Most of tho 
voyages between New York and Liver­
pool, or Glasgow, Plymouth and Havre 
(those being tho four nearest points of 
actual desination) occupy nine or ten 
days. But Sandy Hook isn't New 
York, nor is the sighting horizon off 
Queenstown the end of the voyage, by 
a very respectable minority. We havo 
lately done a good deal of crowing 
about our phenomenally fast trips, 
but exactly thirty-three years ago the 
Collins steamer Baltic ran from Liver­
pool to New York in nine days aud 
three hours._______________

REMINISCENCES O F FUBLIC EES#

LT hen: ieui.ky ryom:.

Tho mysteries of tho lobby were 
partly uuvoited in February, W n, 
when Col. irwiu was forced, under pain 
of imprisonment, to disclose the names 
of tnuse umotig whom $120,woo was di­
vided. Col. Forney's Washington cor­
respondent. McFarland, received $2<V 
000, which he remitted to the Colonel. 
Ex-Mayor Berrctt received several 
thousand dollars, and W. B. Khaw, the 
"Nestor" of correspondent*, admitted 
that ho had received £15,000. His 
services consisted, according to his own 
sworn evidence, in occasionally asking 
members “how tho thing looked?" l.o 
swore ho romlered no other service: he 
bribed nobody; he tried to influence 
nobody. Once in a while wheo he met 
a leading statesman be would ask him 
casually how it looked, and would go 
homo and charge the company, say 
$5,i hh) ter i t  He was in favor of all 
subsidies, ho said, because they gsvo 
him a chance to speculate in stocks. 
But if they all were as fruitful to him 
as this one he could well afford not to 
speculate, but pass a peaceful old age 
in putting remunerative conundrums to 
leadiug statesmen.

T in  failure of Jay Cooke & Oo., of 
Philadelphia, carrying with it  the 
banking-house of Henry D. Cooke at 
Washington, ended the "flash times" of 
the District of Columbia, and the finan­
cial cyclone strewed Washington and 
Georgetown with many distressing 
pecuniary wrecks. The Cookes had 
been identified with tho reckless con- 
stri e ion of railroads and other im­
provements carried on after the war. 
Mr. Jay Cooke, who amassed a fortune 
by the sale of national bonds, had set 
forth the theory that a national debt 
was a nutional blessing, and he doubt­
less thought that his debts represented 
his woalth. Like Robert Morris, of tho 
Revolution, it was his misfortune that 
he survived the successful period of his 
life. An enthusiast and invigorstor of 
(tie average faith of man, be hod kept 
tho government supplied with funds, 
and had placed the national bonds 
among all classes of capitalists. Mr. 
Henry D. Cooke, who was at the head 
of the Washington House, refleeted the 
ideas and opinions of his brother. He 
was at one time Governor of the Dis­
trict of Columbia, and was a strong 
supporter of Mr. Shepherd in the re­
construction of the National Capitol.

The debate ia the Senate on Presi­
dent Johnson’s veto of the Freedmen's 
Bureau hill, on the 20th of February, 
lHUO, attracted n great crowd of spec­
tators. The galleries, aisles and corri­
dors, tho cloak-rooms, on the floors, 
and even tho reporters' gallery, were 
tilled, ladies being admitted to the 
latter place. On the floor of the Senate 
thoro was a third of the members from 
the Houso present at intervals in the 
dobate.

Senator Wade, before tho question 
was reached, introduced a constitu­
tional amendment limiting the Presi­
dential office to one term of the incum­
bent. In speaking briefly on this, he 
said that tho President proposed to ad­
mit to tho halls of Congress rebels 
lately in arms, and he added that he 
looked upon those who favored it os 
little hotter than traitors at heart. This 
declaration produced an immense sen­
sation.

After Mr. Wade ooncluded, tho 
Freedmen's Bureau bill osme up. 
Garret Davis spoke for an hour. Sena­
tor Trumbull, the author of the Freed­
men's Bureau bill, then spoke for two 
hours and a half, and was listened to 
with great interest by the audience. 
Ho was entirely eourteous to the Presi­
dent, end only addressed his argument 
from a legal point of view.

At half-past four, amid breathless 
silence, the question osme np whether 
tho bill should be enacted, notwith­
standing the President's objections, or 
not. Tho yeas and nays were called, 
and every name and vote were watohed 
with intense interest. There was a 
disposition to applaud when Dixon, 
Doolittlo, Morgan and Cowan voted to 
sustain the Breildont When tho vote 
was announced by the Vice President 
declaring that two-thirds not having 
voted for tho bill it was lost, and the 
veto was sustained, the pent-up masses 
in tho galleries sent up prolonged and 
enthusiastic cheers, mingled with some 
hisses from tho colored gallery. The 
Vico President immediately ordered 
die clearing of the galleries, and tho 
sergeant-at-arms and his officers 
promptly exocnted the order.

Tho death of Gen. Robert E. Loo, at 
Lexington, Virginia, on the 12th of 
(M otor, 1870, removed an important 
actor in the recent Civil War. In the 
Houtb, where lie was tost known and 
most tolovod; in the North, where his 
military genius and worth as a private 
citison found dim recognition, and in 
Europe, where his skillful generalship 
and personal courage had wen him 
high renown, tho tributes to the memory 
of i be departed Southern chieftain 
huAotoi’n generons, enthusiastic and 
worthy of bis fame. I t may be truly 
said that personally Gen, Lee had not 
an enemy. His heart overflowed with 
love and eharitv toward all mankind. 
Ho drow his sword lit the Civil War 
from n senso of duty to his native S tate; 
hut when he alieatfied it again, under 
tho npplo tree at Appomattox Court 
House, there was not a stain upon IU 
Uadi*, liven ttioso who were opposed 
to Gen. Leo upon the battlefield were 
as roady ••  his most intimate friends 
and ardent admirers to testify to his 
well-deserved fame at a military leader, 
as well as to his many private virtues.

Gen. Lee. shortly after tho surrender 
at Appomattox, tociime President of 
Washington College, at Lexington, and 
devoted himself to the dntfes of that 
position. He w,is taken sick on Wednes­
day evening. Sept. 2M, As he wos about 
to take his seat st the tea-table, lie sank 
in his chair and became insensible. A 
reuctiou set in, however, aud iu tho 
eonrse of the tun days following ho 
stoudilv improved, until it was hoped 
he was out of danger. Hut on tho fol­
lowing Monday evening he toeamo 
suddenly and rapidly worse, and con­
tinued to sink until dentil claimed its 
victim. During tho curly part of hie 
illm s'i he slept much and spike sel­
dom, but was rnt'onul when awake, and 
always recogui/ad tlio*c at his bedside.

Com Tort and Lougevfiy,
Josef Korns: i* the Director of tho 

Bureau of Statist lea in Budapest, and 
ho hits apparently brought to his work 
a mind well adapted to tho difficult 
tusk of hnudling figures iu bulk The 
essay which ho presents to \u  under 
tho above title was read iu Hcptctn- 
to r last, before tho Association of Hy­
giene in Berlin, and in it ho 1ms con- 
iiued himself to n tew points only. Ho 
has endouvored to de ermino tho in­
fluence which tho varying pecuniary 
conditions of lifo, with their attendant 
privileges or privations, liavo upon tho 
longevity of tho people of this city. 
For convenience he recognize* four 
classes, according to their endowment 
in worldly goods; those who aro very 
rich at one end of the category, and 
those who antler from abject poverty ot 
the other. Between these extremes lio 
the great mass of the pcoplo, whom he 
divides into tho middlo class and tho 
ordinary poor.

Ho does not claim that hla figure* 
possess an absolnte mathematical value, 
because ho could not dotermlno the 
number of living individuals in each 
category, but by excluding children 
under 5 years of age and taking tho 
average oge of tboso dying during a 
period of eight years, he fouutl that
The rich c n*» average* ft! years of lifo.
The inldific clastt average -1G years 1.1 mouth of

life.
Tho imor das* averages M years 7 months of

life.
From this it is obvious that tho pos­

session of wealth, aud tbo resultant ex­
emption from privation, lengthen tho 
average life nearly ten years.

The second point which he studied 
wes the relation existing between epi­
demic infectious diseases end tho pecu­
niary status of the different grades of 
the community. Ution this point ho 
finds that poverty does not exercise a 
uniform influence* upon tho occurtenco 
of these diseases; indeed, viewing them 
as a whole, the well-endowed, except­
ing the very ricliost, aro more seriously 
afflicted tlmn the noor.

Viewing the infectious diseases sepa­
rately, ho finds that cholera, small-pox, 
measles, and typhus are more preva­
lent among tho poor, while diphtheria, 
croup, whooping-congh aud scarlet 
fever aro moro prevalent among tho 
rich. Consumption and pneumonia 
claim tho poor, aud brain troubles at­
tack the rich.

They were 
hotly pursued by tho police, who suc­
ceeded in killing five of the blacks and 
took several of tho men prisoners. I t  
was not mentioned in the dispatch that 
tho police lost any of their men in 
tho cncouutor.

The American Board of Foreign 
Missions says that if there was any 
right of possession to tho Caroline 
Islands it belonged to them. Tho of­
ficials at the missionary headquarters 
declaro that the islauds are really in- 
de|H*ndent, having a quiet, orderly gov­
ernment, and that neither Spain nor 
Germany has any moro right to annex 
them than it has to annex China or Ja­
pan. Tlioro are some twelve missions 
in the Eastern Carolines and tho Mis­
sionary Board lias boon working to the 
westward, desiring to reach Yap. I t  is 
bolieved that the missionary brig 
Morniog Star, Bent out last year from 
Boston to take tho place of two other 
vessels of the same name, is at Yap this 
very time, as she was expeoted to take 
thither from another island some na­
tive missionaries to liegin work. The 
missionaries prefer that Germany 
rathor than Spain should obtain pos­
session of tho island, and say that not 
a Spanish ship has been seen in the 
Carolines until recently for a quarter 
of a century. They have laid the mat­
ter of missionary rights before the 
government at Washington.

Tuf. London Truth  tells this laugha­
ble story of tho Queen dressing her 
new son-in-law in Scotch kilts: Ridi­
cule does not kill in these Isles, and 
Sydney Smith used to declare that a 
surgical operation was necessary in or­
der to make an average Scotchman ap­
preciate a joke. Tho Queen must en­
tertain this opinion, or she would 
scarcely have commanded Prince 
Henry of Battenberg to array himself 
in Highland cosftmie beforo the royal 
train reached Perth last week. Prin­
cess Beatrice's husband and the Crown 
Prince of Hesse left Gosport iu onl^ 
narv traveling suits, which were ex­
changed between Lunibort and Perth 
for the garb of Gaul.

Liquid Glue*
With any desired quantity of glue, 

use ordinary whisky instead of wator. 
Break the giuo in small fragments and 
introduce those iu a suitable glass ves­
sel, and pour the whisky over them. 
Cork tightly and set aside for three or 
four days, when it will he ready for 
use, without the necessity of applying 
heat. Thus prepared, the mixture will 
keop unaltered for yours and will re­
main permanently liquid, except iu 
very cold weather, when it may ho 
found necessary to place the bottle in 
warm water for a little time Iwfore 
using. The vessel in which it is kept 
must, of course, be kept always tightly 
corked, to pros out the volatilizing of 
the solvent.

A French formula for a liquid glue 
directs that a solution of eight ounces 
of glue he made in a half-piut of wuter, 
iu the usual way, hy placing it in a ves­
sel of water until solution is effected. 
To the solution it is directed that 21 
ounces of strong aqua fortis (nitric 
acid; )>o milled, stirring all the whilo. 
Effervescence will tuke place with tho 
evolution of orange nitrous fumes. 
When till tho acid has boon added, tho 
liquid is allowed to cool. It should 
I>o kept iu a well-stoppered hottlo, and 
will remain pcrmummtly liquid. It 
will neither gelatinize nor putrefy, and 
is said to make a very serviceable 
cement for various domestic iisos, such 
as repairing cuhinot-work. cltinnwnrc, 
etc.

Another formula directs (hat a jar or 
bottle ho filled with glue broken into 
small fragments, and the sumo covored 
with acetic acid. It should then bo 
placed in a Vcmk I of hot water for sev­
eral hours until »il Bin oJno is dis­
solved.— .luif't'i'tin Ih'n>l't*

I’ndor the 
leadership of John Sevier und his col­
leagues, of King’s Mountain battle 
fame, the schcino of tho new Statu was 
formulatod at Jouesborough, in the 
winter of 17H-1 and a convention of the 
peoplo of tho district, then embracing 
four great couutie*, was held iu the 
new town of Oreonvillo in November, 
1785, to adopt a constitution. Tim con­
stitution proposed was then adopted 
and Grcenvillo was made tho capital 
of the now commonwealth. Some oi 
tho peoplo w isHod tho new Stato to be 
named “Li anklaml" or “free land," but 
this Gallicism did not sit w ell upon 
tho stomachs of a majority of tho con­
vention, and tho natuo of “Franklin," 
iu honor of Benjamin Franklin, was 
adopted by a heavy majority. “Citizen 
John Sevier” was olected Governor, 
and a full corps of administrative and 
judicial ofiiccrs was chosen and in­
ducted into power.

Upon tho happening of thoso decisive 
acts upon tho part of the pooplo oi 
Franklin, North Carolina retiiggod and 
rcpoalod tho act coding tiiut territory 
to Congress beforo that body could ac­
cept tho donation.

the weight of tho car had increased to 
only 22,(hid pounds.

Tiik recent explosion of generated 
gas in the coal blinkers of tho English 
war vessel Indexible will probably lead 
to the court martial of several of the 
officers. Tho Inflexible seems to bo 
unfortunate, for a similar explosion 
took place on her cruise in tho Medi­
terranean. In the receut case it might 
luivo been avoided by propar ventila­
tion. When tho hunker doors woro 
opened tho men went in w ith naked 
lights, which, coming in contact with 
the accumulated gas, caused the ex­
plosion. Immediately after a serious 
calamity of tl>is kind four years ago, 
stringent regulations nu to vontilatiou 
and the uso of naked lights w ere issued. 
They seem, however, to have been ig­
nored on the Inflexible.

Onk gallon of varnish weighs about 
eight ami one-half pound*, ami this 
should boar out well uu a Hat .surface 
measuring IMM suiiure yards.

But this varnish is by no 
moans the only ouo upon which natural 
temperature acts. All varnishes are 
moro or less inlluended by heat or cold, 
and, generally speaking, it takes more 
varnish to cover a given space or area 
in winter than it does in summer. 
Varnish should always bo stored in a 
dry room, with the temperature os 
even as possible tho year round.

ItolriHT) of I'nlted States ThiiIht bunds.
Tho fraudulent practices permitted 

under tho “Timber Act," which applies 
only to the timbered lauds of tho Stato 
of Oregon, Nebraska, Cnliloruiu, and 
the Territory of Washington, demand 
investigation. The conditions of this 
net are that the land .shall be chictly 
valuable for timber, and unfit f<*r cul­
tivation; that no one person or associa­
tion shall be permitted to enter more 
than 1li() acres; that the 
entry shall not he made for speculation 
nor for the benefit of any other per on 
tlmn the party making tho entry. The 
applicant is requir' d to swear, among 
other things, that he lias made no con­
tract or agreement by which tlm title 
that he may receive from the United 
States nliall inure to the benefit of any 
person oxcept himself, These provis­
ions arc hardly notic'd.
