Harriet Martineau.
Harriet Martineau waa born at Nor­

wich, England, June 12, 1H02. She 
wae well educated, and, at a very early 
age, began to exercise her talent for 
composition. In 1829 she began pub­
lishing poems and moral sketches 
chiefly for the young. By 1828 she 
had printed ten of these small volumes, 
and she now prepared a series of tracts 
on questions relating to the working 
classes, in whose welfare she took muoli 
interest. In 1891 she publiaeed "Tra* 
tions o! Faleetine,"whioh waa a series of 
sketches of the Holy Land during the 
period of Christ's ministry. In the 
same year the British Unitarian Bo- 
city having offerod three prizes for 
tracts on different subjects, Miss Mar­
tineau competed for* aud won them all. 
She then began the publication of her 
series of "Stories on Political Econ­
omy*" by which she gainod much inoro 
fame and money than all hor previous 
works. In 199J-G Mias Martiueau vis­
ited America* and ou her return re­
corded her impressions in two volumes 
During tho next two years she wrote 
two novels and several tales for chil­
dren, Hut her health, never robust, now 
become eo affected that she was obliged 
to give np literary occupation for two 
years. In 1849 she published a series 
of sketches called "Life iu a Sick­
room." From that time for nearly 
twenty years she pursued her literary 
work almost continuously, though much 
of the time she was in very feoblc 
health. In l84fl she made a tour 
through the Orient, concerning which 
■he subsequent^ wroto a book. Prob­
ably tho moat important wo« k of thin 
indefatigable woman was a “History <>f 
England During the Thirty Ycara' 
Peace," a work which ranks as an au­
thority concerning the period of Eng­
lish history to which it relates. Mias 
Martineau wrote in nil over fifty vol­
umes, betides a great number of pam­
phlets and an innumerable list of news­
paper and magaziue articles. She was 
several times offered a pension from 
the government, but, though she had 
never, because of hor beuevoleut dis­
position, saved much from her earnings 
through literary labor, she always re­
fused on conscientious grounds to ac­
cept it. Miss Martineau died June 27, 
1870.—Inter Ocean.

Orlgulnal Discovery of Held In Call* 
fevnls.

I t  was in Alvarado's time, and about 
March, 1842, that gold wus first dis­
covered in Alta, California. It ia true 
that umoug the various reports of 
Drake's voyage, there ia one which, in 
speaking of his lunding at New Albion, 
in I57H, Kays that "tlmre.is no part of 
tiio earth to be here taken up, wherein 
there is not a reasonable quantity of 
gold or silver." Hut it seems proba­
ble that this statement was an inter­
polation. Whether ho or not, it is very 
certain that Drake saw neither gold 
nor silver on the coast There is no 
pretcnHo that he did in a very minute 
und circumstantial narrative, entitled, 
"World Encompassed." liy Ins chap­
lain, Francis Fletcbor, who would 
hardly have omitttd a  matter of so 
much importance, if known; nor is 
there any reference to gold or silver in 
any of the narratives of the sailors ap­
pended to and publihhed with the 
“World Encompassed." For theso 
reasons, and on account also of tho 
very general, indefinite, and ii.tcrjen- 
tional character of tho statement iuelf, 
it must l e rejected as a fabrication. It 
is further true, that there were re­
ports that Captain Jedudiuh K. Biuith, 
the first American who arrived in Cali­
fornia overland, found gold in tho 
Biorra Nevada mountain* about tho 
year 182d; bnt his discovery, if it werq 
true, took placo on the oaHtern hi<1o of 
the Sierra, And not within what ia now 
known as California. But in 1841, 
Andres Cuatillero, the same person 
who afterwards discovered the Now 
Almaden quicksilver mine in Hants 
Clara County, while traveling from Loq 
Augelea to Monterey, fonnd near the 
Bants Clara river a number of water- 
worn pebbles, which he gathered up 
and carried with him to Bunta Bar­
bara. He thero exhibited them, said 
they were a poculiar apocics of iron

Kyrites, and declared that, according tn 
[exican miners, wherover they were 

found, there was a likelihood of gold 
being also fonnd. A rnnehero, named 
Francisco Lopez, who was living on 
1'iru Creek, a branch of tho Santa 
Clara river, but happened at the time 
to lie at Bunta Barbara, heard Castil 
loro's atatemeut and examined his 
specimen*. Borne months afterwards, 
having returned home, he went out on 
n Rearch for strayed cattle. At noon, 
when he dismounted from his horse fm 
the purpose of resting, lie observed u 
few wild onions growing near where 
he lay. Ho pulled them up, and iu do­
ing so noticed the same kind of p' b- 
bles as those to which Cantilloro bud 
called liis attoution. Kemombor n^ 
what Caslillero had said about them, 
he took up a handful of earth, and. 
upon carefully oxaminiug it, discovered 
gold.

The news of tho discovery, the exact 
location of which was a place called 
Ban Francisiiuito, about thirty-five 
miles northeast of Los Angeles, hood 
spread; and in a few weeks a grout 
msny persons were engaged in wash­
ing and winnowing the sauds and earth 
in search of gold. Tho nuriferoU'- 
fields were found to extend irom n 
point on the Santa Cl aim river, about 
fifteen or twenty milos above its mouth, 
over all the country drained by its up­
per waters, and thence easterly tc 
Mount San Bernardino, On May 14, 
1842, Alvarado wrote to the profoot ol 
the district, reproving him for not hav­
ing given official notice of the discov. 
ery, and directing him to galhor and 
forward an account of all circumstance* 
of interest relating to tho gold for 
transmission to tho supremo govern­
ment. From that time to this day 
there has lieen more or loss working ol 
theso mines; but no placos of very 
great richness havo Imen found, and 
none to compare with those afterward- 
discovered on the tributaries of ilu 
Sacramento and Ban Joa juin.—f>n.r- 
laid Monthly.

r THE OHItilN OF SALT.

An Our 8ourc«aor flujqtiy t'ltimatoly Do- 
rlv<Hl from tlio unity Ocomi,

From (ho Coruhlll Mngnziiio.

This world was onco a Lazo of fluid 
ligh t, as tho poets and tho men of sci­
ence agree in informing us. As soon 
as it  began to  cool down a littlo  the  
heavier m aterials naturally sank toward 
th e  center, whilo the lighter, now rep ­
resented by the  ocean and the  atmos­
phere, floated in n gaseous condition on i 
tho outside. B ut tho groat onvelopo of 
vapor thus produced did not consist 
m erely of tho constituents of the  air and 
w ater; many o ther gases and vapors 
m ingled with them , as they still do to a  
far less extent in our nresont atmos­
phere. By and byt as tho cooling ami 
condensing process continued, tho water j 
settled down from  tho condition o f ' 
steam  into ono of a  liquid a t a  dull red 
heat. As it  condensed it carried down 
with it  a  great m any other substances, 
held in solution, whoso component clo- 
m ontS 'lm d previously oxistod in tho 
primitivo gaseous atmosphere. Thus 
tho early ocean which covered tho 
whole earth  was in all probability not 
only very salt, b u t also very thick with 
o ther mineral m atters close up to tho 
poiut of saturation. I t  was full of lime 
and raw flint, and sulphates, and many 
o ther miscellaneous bodies. Moreover, 
i t  was not only 'ju st as salt as at tho 
present dAy, bu t oven a great deal 
suitor. F o r from that timo to tikis 
evaporation hus l>een constantly going 
on in certain shallow, isolated areas, 
laying down great beds of gypsum and 
then  of salt, which still remain in the  
solid condition, while tho wator has 
likewise happened, in a slightly dill ev­
en t way, with tho limo and flint which 
have Imou separated from tho water 
chiefly by living animals and after­
wards deposited on the bottom of 
the ocean in iiumciiso layers, As 
limestone, chalk, sandstone and clay. 
Thus it tu rns out tha t in tho end 
all our sources of salt supply are 
alike ultimately derived from tiie hriny 
ocean. W hether wo dig it out as solid 
rock salt from the  opeu quarries of tho 
P un jab  or pum p it up from brine wells 
sunk into tho trm ssic rocks of Cheshire, 
or evaporate it d irect in tho salt-pans 
of Knglund ami tho shallow salines of 
tho M editerranean shore, it is at bot­
tom essentially sou salt. However dis­
tan t tho connection may seem our salt 
is always m tho hist resort obtained 
from tho m aterial held in solution in 
some ancient or modorn sea. Kvoii the 
saline springs of Canada and tho north­
ern  States of America, whom the wa- 
p ita  love to congregate, and the  noble 
hun ter lurks in the  thicket to m urder 
the  unperccived, derive their saltuess, 
as an able < 'ant id a  gentleman has shown, 
from the th inly scattered salts still re ­
tained among th e  sediments of th a t 
very archaic sea whoso precipitates 
form the earliest known life-bearing 
rocks. To the Homeric tircok, as to 
Mr. Dick Kwiveller, the ocean was al­
ways b riny ; to  modern science, on tho 
o ther hand i which neither of these 
worthies would prolmbly have appreci­
ated at its own valuation >, tho briny is 
always oceanic. The fossil fond which 
we find to-day upon ail our dinner- 
tables dates hack its origin prim arily to  
the  first seas th a t ever covered tho sur­
face of our platiet, and secondarily to  
tho  great rock deposits of the dried- 
up  triuHsie inland sea. And vet our 
men of science habitually dcscribo tha t 
ancicut mineral us common salt.

fication of m anhood—ami in his pomp­
ous pursuit of very small birds, and 
suhsoiuont inflation when ho is suc­
cessful in tho clmsc, tho loading char- 
actoristics of tho  rod man uro slyly bur* 
los.iiiod. Ho succeeds in an hupossiblo 
exploit, and, in tho truo sp irit of a hero, 
makes no fuss about it, uut wlieu the 
tu n  is lot go hy tho dormouse, ho af­
fects to  th ink  such trifles as smi-catch- 
ing beneath him, and sets lijmself seri­
ously to  tho task of killing another 
wren. There is a  novelty in the flavor 
of th is fooling, and a fresnnm-s of hcgiio 
ami circumstance that, so it appears to  
me, uiuko tho nlmurd storv very at- 
trjc tivu .—San Vranvinco Imjlenlde.

Great Salt Lake.
G roat Halt Lako is in fact not a  

branch of tho sea a t all, hu t a m ere | 
shrunken rem nant of a  very largo j 
fresli-wntor lako system, liko that of 
tho still existing Ht. Lawrence chain. 
Once upon a time, American geologists 
say, a  h u g e  shoot of water, for which 
they hava oven invented a definite 
name, L ake  Bonuoville, occupied a  far 
largor valley among tho outliers of tho 
Hocky Mountains, measuring 300 milos 
in ono dirootiou by Iko milos in the  
other. Besido this primitive Superior 
lay a groat second shoot—an early H u­
ron—(Lako Lahontan the  goologista 
call it) utmost os big and equally of 
frnsli wator. By and l>y—the precise 
dates uro necessarily indefinite—some 
clmngo in tho rainfall, unregistered by 
any contemporary, mado tho wators of 
these b ig  fakes shrink and evaporate. 
Lako Lahontan shrank away, like Alice 
in W onderland, till • there  was abso­
lutely nothing loft of i t ;  Lake Bonno- 
villo sh rank  till it  attainod tho dimin­
ished size of tho existing G roat Halt 
Lako, Terraco after terrace, running 
in long parallel linos on the  sidos of 
tho W alisatch Mountains around, m ark 
tho various levels a t which it rested for 
a whilo on its gradual downward course. 
I t  is still falling, indeed, am] tho plain 
around is boing gradually uncovered, 
forming the  white, salt-incrusted shoro 
with which all visitors to  tho Mormon 
city aro so familiar. B ut why Bhould 
tho w ater have bocomo briny t  W hy 
should tho evaporation of old Superior 
produce a t la s t  a  G reat Halt L ake? 
Woll, th ere  is a  small quantity of sa lt 
in solution even in tho freshest of lakes 
and ponds, brought down to them  by  
tho stream s or rivors, and as tho w ater 
of tho hypothetical Lako Bonnovillo 
slowly evaporated, tho sa lt and o ther 
mineral constituents rem ained behind. 
Tims tho solution grow constantly moro 
and m ore concentrated, till a t tho pres­
ent day it is extremely saline. Prof. 
(Jeikio (to  whose works tho present pa­
per is much indebted) found th a t  he 
floated on tho water in spito of him ­
self; and tho under sides of tho steps 
at tho bathing-places aro a ll inernstod 
with sho rt stalactites of salt, produced 
from tho drip of tho bathors as they  
leave tho water. The m ineral constit­
uents, however, differ considerably in 
their proportions from thoso found in 
truo sa lt lakes of m arine origin, and 
tho poiut a t which tho sa lt is throw n 
down is still far from liaviug been 
ronchod. Groat Halt Lako m ust sim ­
mer in th e  sun for many centuries yet 
beforo th e  point arrives a t which (as 
cooks say) i t  begius to  sottlo.—The 
Cornhitl Magazine.

knows. That he had considerable 
money, Imth in gold and paper currency, 
is knowu at least bv one man. Imt how 
much cannot even be guessed at. The 

one man referred to was out in the vi­
cinity of the hermit's shanty hunting. 
Ho entered the shanty unwares to thu 
hermit, who was sitting on a  rough 

!>cnch with a large quantity of gold and 
bills piled up  in front ot him, which he 

evidently was in thu act o f counting. 
When he noticed the intruder lie hurried­
ly gathered it together and put it in a 

hag.
In 1873 there arrived in New York 

from England an Englishman who gave 
his name ns Lord Nelson. Shortly af­
ter his arrival ho forged a number of 
drafts, secured the money on them and 

then skipped for the weit. lie  went to 

Minneapolis and repeated the program­

me. From there he went to Manitoba. 
When the forgeries were discovered, 
detective lloyt. accompanied hy two 

other detectives, was sent after him. 
They caught him up in Manitoba and 
arrested him. They had im extradi­
tion papers, but nevertheless started tor 
Minneapolis with their man. When 

near thu bouudrv line they were halted 
by the Canadian mounted police, who 

arrested the three officers tuid allowed 
the prisoner to go free, Tho detectives 

were lodged in jail, where they rem ain­
ed until the authorities of Minnesota 
effected their release. Nothing was 

ever heard of l.ovd Nclsou from that 
time. Whither he went no one ever 
knew. The citizens of Powers think 

that thru' Lord Nelson is the same man 
that played it on the banks of New 

York and Minneapolis.
hi concluding this strange story, 

we would say that the men who dis­
covered him dead tied a rope arnuud 

bis feet and dragged him out of the 

slmuty. They then dug a hole, dum p­
ed the corpse into it, and filled it  up 
with ctirlh. Powers would ho a good 
place to send a missionary or two, wo 
should judge from such a proceeding. 
The authorities should order an Inves­

Oni: of the moat eurioua and puz­
zling article# ia the extensive imuoum 
of New England antiquities a t Deer­
field, MasaohuseUfl, is an oblong flask, 
with u rouud hole iu the top just Urge 
enough to admit tbo amall end of a 
goblet. Many theories have boon ad­
vanced as to tbo purpose of this article, 
but it lias been proven that It# offlee 
waa to keep the minister's glaaa of 
toddy warm while he wanproeohing on 
a Sunday morning. The flask filled 
with warm water, placed on tho pulpit 
beside him, and the glaaa set into the 
hole on top was kept warm through 
the long two-hours' discourse.

Koch finds of scarce hooka havo 
lately been made in the moat unex­
pected quarters—namely; at their pub­
lishers, the works being Miss Strick­
land's “Lives of the Queens of Scot­
land," eight volumes; Count Monts- 
leiubort’s “Monks of tho West," seven 
volumes; Prof. Cosmo limes* “Skotches 
of Early Scotch History," and Walter 
Savage Landor'a “Works," eight vol­
umes. All these havo boou for many 
years nut of print, and described iu 
bookseller# catalogues as “scarce," nono 
of whom have the slightest suspicion 
that large numbers of copies wore laid 
away forgotten in the publishers' want* 
houses. Their advent upon the mar­
ket waa n very unpleasant surprise 
to many, who, baviug purchased at 
the old prices, have now to comjmte 
with the reduced ouoa at which they 
are being offered.

I t has lieen generally Imagined that 
there waa only one picture in exiateuce 
which was painted by General Grant, 
and that one was in possession of the 
liorlo family. Another production

has been b» ought to light lielonging to 
W. E. Kotheroy, of Camden, New Jer­
sey, who lies been offered, and who 
has refused to take, $5,000 for i t  The 
picture is an ordinary-luoking water- 
color landscape. Closo inspection 
shows in the left-hand corner the name 
"V. H. G rant" The initials stand for 
riysaea Hiram Grant, baptismal name. 
Mr. Botheray got the picture from h.'s 
mother, a resident of New York State, 
who, in her girlhood, was a native of 
Galena. She received it from the deid 
General herself. Ho painted it in 
184-1, while ho was a cadet at West 
Point, and presented it to her as a 
memento of having escorted M?‘. 
Botheray on a trip B u t when he went 
to West Point. George W. Childa ha# 
been shown the picture, and having 
beentold its history, asserted there was 
no donbt that General Grant painted it.

The great Scotch land-monopolist, 
the Duke of Argyll, ia perhaps the 
most uuhsppy politician in Great Brit­
ain now. Hia eldest son and heir, the 
Marquie of Lome, was first hissed,next 
rotteu-egged, and then placed at the 
bottom of the poll in a London bor­
ough. Hia other son, Lord Colin 
Campbell, was refuted a renomination 
by the Liberals of Argyllshire, whom 
he misrepresented in the last Parlia­
ment. The Duke, however, intrigued 
to get the nomination for one o! his 
agents, who baa just been beaten by 
MacFarlane, the Crofter's candidate. 
The defeat is all the more bitter be­
cause MacFarlane ia a follower of Mr. 
Parnell and represented an Irish con­
stituency in the last Parliament aa a 
Homo-Kuler. Thus has the MaoCal- 
lnm More been punished for his recre­
ancy to the party which so mneh hon­
ored him iu the past During the 
present electoral campaign in Scotland 
he and Principal Tulloeh organized the 
Church-Defence Sootety, which de­
prived tho Liberals of at least six votes 
from Scotland. The Badioals have had 
their reveuge.

The London City Frtss publishes 
■ome interesting faots and figures of 
London. In the metropolis there are 
101 hospitals, in which 1,250,000 of 
people are relieved, and which dis­
pense out-door relief to 4,000,000 annu­
ally. Twenty-five per 1,000 of tho pop­
ulation are paupers, and are relieved at 
a cod of £2,500,000, I t also seems 
that there are many more lunatio wo­
men than men. Cabs have increased 
during the la d  teu years from 10,000 
to over 19,GUO; 14,478 children were 
lost in London la d  year. Greater 
London contains an area of -14-4,894 
acres. The population lor this year is 
given as 5,199,103, of whom 00,252 are 
foreigners; 49,554, Scotch; 80,778, Irish ; 
8,214, blind, and 1,072, deaf and dumb. 
In 1884 thore were 11,705 licensed pub­
lic and beer houses, and 15,519 males 
and 9,018 females were charged with 
drunkenness. In  the same year there 
were 205 persona killed, and 3,592 
maimed by street accident#, and 354 
stycidei, There were 20,007 articles 
lost in pnblio conveyances, of which 
11,248 were restored. There are 407 
newspapers published in London.

William H. Yandekmlt died pos­
sessed of wealth which seems almost 
fabufoua. His fortune waa at one 
timo placed aa high as $200,000,000, 
and ii is believed that be waa tho rich­
est man in the world. In January, 
1883, he told a friend that he was worth 
$194,000,000; he added, "I am tho rich­
est man in the world. In England the 
Duke of Westminster Is said to tie 
worth $200,000,000, but it is mostly in 
land and houses. I t  does not pay him 
9 per cent" Before the war there were 
very few men in the United States 
worth over $500,000. Moat of Stewart's 
property was acquired during and af­
ter the war. Moat ot tho men now 
worth $10,000,000 and upward were 
considered poor twenty-five years ago. 
Mr. Vanderbilt oould havo bought any 
of the Bothachllds and still bo tho 
richest man in the world. And unlike 
tho rich men of England—the Duke# 
of Bedford, Westminster, Argyll, and 
Buceleuch, who inherited their great 
estates—Vanderbilt's property was ac­
cumulated in two generations. I t  la a 
■ingular list of names that follow that 
of Vanderbilt in this catalogue. Each is

Shepherd, better 
known as "Boss" Shepherd, wa# the 
groat-nephew of Frank Shepherd, cue 
of the mates of the privateer bon 
Homme Bichard, when commanded by 
Paul Jones. His father was a lumber 
dealer at Washington, where hia mother 
kept a boarding-house, and he, after 
serving a# a clerk, saw that with the 
introduction of tho Potomac water, 
soon to lie made, there would be a de­
mand for good plumbing. Going to 
New York, ne learned the trade, and 
woe thus able to moke considerable 
money while a young man. Interest­
ing himself in public matter*, he wee 
made president of a iioard ol publio 
works, and at once began to transform 
lines of mud-holes into well pared 
streets bordered with shade tree*. He 
found that during the previous aevonty 
years the United States Government, 
although it owned every street and 
aveune in Washington, ana every alter 
note building lot beside*, had negleeted 
its dnty and obligation moat shame­
fully. The properly which it owned 
had been deeded to it with tho condi­
tion that Congress should improve it. 
Yet, np to  the year 1871, it had spent 
on its half of the whole area of the 
city only $2,300,090, whilo the citizens 
had spent $13,000,000 for public im 
provements. Tbe citizens had taxes to 
pay. The Government paid no taxes 
whatever. The board endeavored to 
carry out the law which provided that 
in niaking improvements the property 
which abutted on the avenuo or reserva­
tion improved should pay its dno pro­
portion of the cost

In  1871 a new District Government 
.was organized, and Mr. Shepherd, at 
the head of a Board of Commissioners, 
formed a plan for the genoral improve­
ment of the metropolis at a coat of $0»- 
0 0 0 ,0 0 0 . Work was commenced, but 
Judge Wyle at oneo issued on injunc­
tion against its prosocution, and a pro­
vision in the organic act required that 
in the case of such enjoinment the 
whole question should be submitted to 
the people of the District. This was 
done. The peaplo sustained the com­
missioners by a vote of 1 0 ,0 9 0  oat of a 
total vote of 18,4)00, and the work was 
therefore commenced in Angust, 1871. 
lu  the November following the Court 
ia Banquo reversed Judge Wylie's de- 
cision and the work went on.

There was, of conrso, much opposi­
tion, as some of the regrading involved 
alterations that to many property-own­
ers seemed outrageous. To sink a 
street from five to twenty feet below its 
former lovel was to leave rows ot 
dwellings awav up on a bill. And in 
some places it became necessary to 
raise tue street levels up to the first 
and even the second-story window- 
jambs ot houses alongside. To ap­
pease tbe angry householders left high 
aud dry, the banks before their dwell­
ings were graded and sodded, and 
along one row of houses owned by 
Messrs. Edmunds, Bayard and others, 
a new oarriag*- way was made. Houses 
below the grade were rai-ed by screws 
to the new street line, and new sewers 
were laid in accordance with a new 
plan ol drainage. There was however, 
much discontent on the part of tax-pay­
ers. and in February, 18.2, a eommittoe 
of in v estig a te  was ordered by Con­
gress. The investigation lasted four 
months. The committee vindicated 
the Board, reporting that ia had bean 
guilty of no evil praotioee, eta, and the 
report was sustained by the House in 
open session. The Board cummenoed 
operations anew, and worked through 
tho wholo year, 1872, with a great deal 
of vigor, haviug generally 3,000 men 
employed. In March, 1873, Congress 
showed its appreciation ot what had 
beeu done by voting about $3,51)0,000, 
and during the re-t of 1873 the im­
provements were pushed hard. In 
February, 1874, an other Congressional 
committee ot investigation waa or­
dered, and it aat for five months. 
About 4,000 pagea ot testimony were 
taken. Tbo reanlt waa the abolition ot 
the District government on tbe ground 
that it had exceeded its authority in 
making the improvements, and the en- 
aoiment ot a law placing tho govern­
ment of the Diitriot in the hands ot 
threo commissioners.

Gen, Grant, who was personally cog­
nizant of Mr Shepherd’# labors, nom­
inated him us one of the commission­
er#, but a clamor has boon raised 
against lum. and the Sen a to rejectod 
him. Favorites of Congressmen had 
undoubtedly profited by contracts, but 
no withstanding the reckloss charge# 
made against Mr, Shepherd, no one 
neeuslug him had been able to put his 
finger on a single specific fraud. For 
three year# all the papers relating to 
tho work iu every part of tho District 
passed through his bands. He thus 
frequently examined more than a thous­
and papers a day, and so kept binned 
familiar with every detail. In that way 
lie was able to prevent fraud or tbeft, 
amt to choke scandals which were not 
kept alive by sheer falsehood,

Tho amount of work performed un- 
dor Gov. Shepherd'# direction was 
enormous, it  include l tho grading 
lor and laving of tweuty-fivo miles of 
Htonu lavement, tlnrty miles of con­
crete pavennnt, fifty miles of wood 
pavement mid 200 miles of brick side­
walks. Thu origiuully dofeetivo sew­
erage was made complete aud thor­
ough, and many thousands ol shade 
tree# wer > planted. Spots and aquarea 
formerly occupied by tumbledown and 
uncle## tenements, or for half a cen­
tury surrendered to filth and garbage, 
wero turned into pretty park-. Waste 
and innr#hy lauds in the city and sub­
urb* were reclaimed. The street lamps, 
which used to make darkness more pro­
found, were multiplied until they roally 
light the citizen on hia any,

This wonderful transformation was 
the work of Gov. Shepherd, but in ac­
complishing it ho lo-t his own pro|ier- 
ty, and wns forced to exile himself to 
Mexico, whore he is engaged in mining 
operations with his tuvu#tomed energy, 
but is coming to Wa-hington to attend 
his daughter’* wedding. The people 
of Wash in glen owe it to themselves to 
erect two statues, to #taud iu two of 
the small parks at the intersection of 
the avenues, r o e  should repreamt 
Maj. L'F.nfant, the French engineer 
wlio planned tbe metropolis, and the 
other Gov, Shopherd, who executed 
tliooe plan*, aud msde Washington 
worthy of its uamo and a tilting me­

tropolis for tbe United States of Amer­
ica.

Carl Schurz, when in the 8enate» was 
blessed with a devoted wife, two lov ely 
daughters and a baby boy.

He did come here,* 
and some one took him on the floor of 
tbo Senate, and he wrote to m e: *My 
dear, I  have had tbe honor to go on tbo 
floor of the Senate, and I  feel that one 
day I  shall stand there and speak, and 
yon, my dear, will be in the gallery 
listening to me.* I  wrote to him; *0. 
Carl, how con you think it possible for 
you to speak one day In the Senate, 
when now yon speak not one word of 
English?' Bat uow," she added, "it 
has sll'eomo true, and yon can imagino 
how happy I am when I sit in the gal­
leries listening to him."

Whon Mr. Sumner was passing away, 
Mrs. Selmrs came to his house and 
sent upstairs for me. Leaving tho bed­
side of tho dying statesman, I  went 
down into his parlor, and had to tell 
her there was no hope. "How sad! 
how sad!" she exclaimed, the tears 
glistening in her eye.*, "to think that 
he is dying, with no woman to smooth 
his pillow." To those who knew tho 
story of Mr. Sumner’s unfortunate mar­
riage. her womanly remark was deeply 
significant. It was not long before 
Mrs. Schurz followod him across the 
dark river.

any one who looks back upon the his­
tory of the British drama, he will fiud 
it has oaught tho sumo moving spirit 
which ho# impelled our Church—iu 
fact Church and stage is no newfangled 
conjunction, they havo both beeu uu* 
consciously moving on the same line# 
tor the last fifty or sixty years; the 
Tractarian movement aud Macready's 
revivals wore nearly contemporary. 
"Scrape off your plaster! Awake from 
the unaeoountable mania which seized 
our respected ancestors for whitewash­
ing their ehnrches as well as thoir 
Shakspeare."

We are 
emerging from a long darkness of de­
praved taste to an era which has given 
and is giving n t Shakspeare pure and 
uudeflled, just os the church lia# 
awakened from its long slumber# of 
dullness amt whitewash to rostoro the 
primitive Ixmutios of our services aa 
well aa our cunrclt arohitecturo. Yet 
all honor to those dramatic giants of 
old, for In their own generation they 
were the precursor# of reformation - -so 
much alive to the true beauties of 
Hhakajteare. that thoir strange perver­
sity of bliudnesa in understanding him 
is all the more astonishing. Garrick 
restored his dramas to their proper 
position at Drury Lane, performing an­
nually some eighteen or twenty of 
them; whoroaain Charles H.'s timeonlv 
six or eight wore playod in twenty 
years, and only about six oreight annu­
ally under Willes, Booth, aud Quin— 
yet oYon that might put onr generation 
to shame. "Liko a hawk," a contem­
porary magazine toys of Garrick, "who 
files directly at his prey, ho seized the 
most flniahod and difficult parts of our 
groat bard, and made them his own”— 
that ia, cut and altered them according 
to fancy, omitting the gravo-diggera 
from "Hamlet" and inflioting on the 
stage for the noxt fifty year* Tato's 
miserable perversion of "King Lear," 
till Maoready, to his honor, put on the 
original Loar, and reinstated bis fool. 
—Cornhilt Mayatme*

If yon don’t Indiovo 
it, ju*t fire square at the leader iu a 
striug of eanvas-baeks that are out on 
a business craiso some time when you 
get the chance. Duck-shot travel* 
pretty quick, but if your charges bring 
down any of them ducks a t all, 1*11 
blow you off to a pair of the beet thcro 
is in the market, with tiimmings and 
all, if it isn't the fifth orsixth oue back 
fsom the leader that drops. If yoij 
have the fsiutest idea that you will 
bring the leader down, yon mn*t aim at 
a space uot less than ten feet ahead o | 
him. Then he'll run plump against 
yonr shot. W hen ho drops you will 
find him a  quarter of a mile or so on.

“The mallard duck is a slow coach. 
I t ’s all be wantB to do to go a mile a 
minuto, bnt ho can do it when necessa­
ry. His ordinary every-day style of 
getting along overy the country got* 
him from placo to plaeo at the rate of 
forty miles an hour. Tho black duck 
is about an oven match for tho mallard, 
and tho pin-tail, widgeon tuul wood 
duck can't do lunch better. The red­
head can sail along with easo and cover 
hia ninety miles an hour a* long us he 
fools incliued to. Tho bluo-winged 
teal and its handsomo cousin, tho 
green-winger teal, could t!y side bv side 
lor a hundred miles and make the dis­
tune© uo k and neck, for ono cm il.v 
just us fust as the othor, and to go IDO 
miles an hour is no hard task for cither 
of them. The gadwale you don't 
know what a gadwale is. Eli hot! 1 
thought not. Well, it is a duck that 
don't got East very olton, but it i* well 
kuowu in tho \Ve*t. It i* something 
like a mallard, only harder to shoot, 
because it is not so unauspectiug as the 
mallard. The gadwale is something of 
n daisy on the fly, too, Aud will win 
money for you ovory timo if you l#>t it 
can make its ninety miles an hour.

A Ternadu Year*
In IMS | 172 tornadoes were feeorded 

by tbo aignat-acrvico bureau. They 
wero more frequent in July than at any 
other time, but January wa* the only 
month of the vear that wan entirely tree 
from thorn, F.very section of the I'nited 
Htates waa visited except New Fnglund 
and tho region west of the summit of 
the Bookr mountain#. In aixty-two in­
stances, tho width of tho tornado path 
varied from seventy-five to 5,28:1 feet, 
tho average being 1,037 foot; aud iu 
37 eases the length varied from two to 
!30 miles, the average being thirty-six 
miles, Tho storms moved forward at 
an average rate of forty-two miles an 
hour, tho lotalion# of the inevitable 
tunnel-shaped cloud Isung •ooom* 
(dished, of cou#e, at a greater velocity, 
I ho direction of the cvoloue's course i« 
usually northeast. Its time is tuorq 
frequently from I to 5;3D o'clock iu thu 
afternoou, rarely as early as 3, althougl^ 
not uncommonly as late as 7 :30 or 8 iq 
the eveniug, and soiueiimea even later.

men "talked liko dogs." A tPerigniak 
a group of mound* mark the site  of an 
ancient village. I t  stands in the  m idst 
of n marsh, a sinking of the land caus­
ing it  to  be Hooded and consequently 
abandoned, us it  is their custom to  se­
lect th e  high and dry points of laud 
along seashore* for their perm anent 
villages. The fact of onr finding a pair 
of wooden goggles twentv-Hix feet be­
low the  surface of the earth  point* con­
clusively to  tho great lapse of time 
sinco the*e shores were first peopled 
by the ra*ae of man.

They aro a robust, healthy people, 
fairer than the  N orth American Indian, 
w ith brown eyes and stra igh t black 
hair. Then men ore beardluxs until 
they  attain  th e  age of from 20 to  25 
years, and even then it  is very light 
and scattering, and is always clipped 
close in  the  w in ter; a t th a t season they 
also cu t of th e ir  eyebrows and tonsure 
th e ir  crown like a priest, with bangs 
over their forehead. Their hsnds and 
feet a re  extrem ely small and symmet­
rical. They are  graceful in their move­
m ent! when unencumbered by heavy 
clothing. They are kind aud gentle in 
disposition and hospitable to  strangers; 
though thoy may rob  a stranger of 
every m eans of obtaining a subsistence 
one moment, they  will divide with 1dm 
their lust piece of m eat the  n e x t They 
have no form of government and live 
iu a  condition of anarchy. Though 
given to  potty pilfering they rarely , if 
over, break in to  a  cacho or eutcr a ten t 
of h u t for th a t purpose. D uring the 
Urst w inter wo had stovo*, of which 
thoy wero in  great need, in a Sibley 
ten t, and they all knew they w ere th e re ; 
und although the  ten t was tied, with 
no regular guard  over it, nothing was 
ever d isturbed, though if anything was 
carelessly left ou t it  would l>e stolen at 
onco. They nevor make the slighest 
resistence to  o u r reclaiming proimrtv 
when discovered, aud would laugh 
about it a* though it were a good joke.

A more obedient o r a better lot of chil­
d ren  cannot lie fouud in all Christen­
dom. I  never saw one of any age do a 
vicious or mean act, and while they 
wore always around tho station during 
the  fall und winter* they did no mis- 
chiof, but, on th e  contrary, would busy 
them selves in shoveling the snow out 
of the  tunnels and running on errands 
and doing any work they could for 
little  food each day. The children 
would wait around tho door for memlwr* 
of th e  party  to  come out to  take their 
daily exercise, and xvould accompany 
c-aoh member, and evory few moments 
they wonhl say “nanmitanity" mow let 
mo see); they would scon tho traveler's 
fare for frost-bites, and were over 
ready with a  handful of snow to  ho ap 
plied, should they deteot tho slightest 
sign of freezing. The game* wore 
vorv like w hat we see played among 
children of onr own race, and in imita­
tion of tho pursu its of the  ciders, wo 
ofieu saw them  with playhouse* cut 
into tho hard  snow, with suow imago* 
set up  nud the  little  fu r-dad  mite* of 
hum anity bustling  around, playing 
koopiug house nnd making calls, with 
tho therm om eter at 40 degree* below 
xero.

Thcro is no  mnrriago covemony 
among them , b u t children are ofieu be­
tro thed  by th e ir  pnronts a t an early 
age, and th is  promise is faithfully kept, 
und they outer upon their m arriago re­
la t io n 'a t  tho ago of 12 to  15 years.

W hen the earthouwure 
s lip  cups and saucers, mugs aud  jug*, 
a re  lutliciently dried, they a re  ready 
lo r  the “bisouit" kilns, as they a re  oddly 
called, for the ware is not twico baked 
in  them , nor is it  good to  e a t  Some 
kinds of xvaro aro subm itted to  the in­
tense  heat of the  kiiu throe time*, all 
twioe—oneo in biscuit, unco in  glaze.
W hen patuting ia introduced over the 
glaze, as in tho ole Sevres p<lh* frm b e 
and  the various kinds of Hue iiorcelaiu, 
there  is a  th ird  Hring, lleforo being 
placed in the  k ilns ull th e  articles 
throw n, turned, or molded aro a r ­
ranged in the  “saggers," receptacle* of 
coarse clay, very thick and strong, like 
deep pie dishes. In to  ih**o tuo vari­
ous a rt cles are packed with consider­
ab le  skill, little  triungios being placed 
between each to  prevent their touching 
each oilier, and the saggers are nox!

Thu tiring i* a tick­
lish operation, requiring tho Hupervis- 
ion of a skilled workman capable of 
oxistiug w ithout sleep for some tinriv- 
six or forty hour*. At tir*t the heat i* 
applied gently , for fear of c-'ticking the 
ware, and the Hreniuii hu* an anxious 
tim e of it. L ittle  opening* in the 
brickwork enable hitu to judge of tho 
progress of hia work. Tiie heat of u 
niscuit oven during  the hist twenty- 
four hours is intenso, between ’J'Mmii 
and !'>0,tHHI degree* F. As the ware 
ha* taken from forty to  tilty hour* iu 
tiring, su does it require an equal Fine
