THE CAPTORS OF BOOTH.
Tlio M en W ho C nptured th e  As- 

easslii o f l*reNl(tent Lincoln 
—Tho H ow ard Money.

Who the Co-Conspirators Were-Where They 
Were Sent-Where They Are Bow.

Those directly connected with the 
crime, so tor as has ever been ascer­
tained, were ten iu number—John 
Wilkes Booth, David E. Hcrold, Lewis 
Payuc, George A. Atzcrodt, Mrs. Mary 
E. .Surratt, John H. .Surratt, Dr. Bamuel 
A. Mudd, Edward Spangler, Samuel B. 
Arnold, and Michael O'Loughlin. Im­
mediately after the murder of the 
Proaideut ami ti>e attack on Secretary 
Seward, most of these pornous fled in 
difforont directions, each bent on his 
own safety. Herold, who was but a 
boy, scarcely 21 years of ago, was tho 
immediate associate of Booth, Ho held 
tho horses saddled and bridled, in rear 
of tho theater. Booth and himsolf 
mounted and rode away immediately 
after tho shooting. They tied into 
Maryland, and thence crossed the Po­
tomac into Virginia. For twelve days 
they eludod their pursuers. They were 
finally brought to hay in a barn on the 
farm of one Garrett, 80 miles south­
west from Washington. The barn was 
aurrouiided by a detachment of the 
loth Now York Cavalry at 2 o’clock in 
the morning of April 2.% 1805, the as* 
•ossinatiou having taken plaoo April 
14. Tho fugitives were ordered to sur­
render. At tin t both refused, but after 
sorao parleying Herold gave himself up, 
knowing that he would be shot if he 
did not Booth, though ono of his legs 
had been broken when be leaped from 
tho President’s box to tho stage of the 
Aheator, defied the soldiors, and with a 
S]>oncer rille which Herold hod oarried, 
determined to sell his life as dearly as 
possible. Then the toroh was applied 
to tlio barn, Booth having been pre­
viously warnod that this would be done 
if he did not surrender. By the light 
of tho fire Sergeant Boston Corbett 
shot him while the latter woe in the 
act of aiming his rifle si ono of the sol­
diers. Tho avenging bullottook ofl'ect 
in (ho neck. Booth was takeu into Gar- 
rott's house and died at 7 in the morn­
ing.

To Atzcrodt was assignod tuo murder 
of V ice President Johuson, who wus 
boarding at tho Kirkwood House. He 
was a few minutes lato in his arrival. 
Tho alarm of the President's assassina­
tion had beou given, and Sir. Johnson 
had timely warning of his danger. 
Atzcrodt fled, uud was eaptnrod in 
Marvluud six days later.

Payne’s part was to kill Beorotary 
Howard. The latter wus sick in bed at 
the time. Payne forced his way past 
tlio guards into the Secret ary'a room 
on tho pretense that he Imd au import­
ant uiOHsage from tho phyiiicinn*. With­
out hesitating an iuslaiit lie attacked 
Mr. Howard with a Urge knife, inflict­
ing hO' Ious but not total wounds. The 
Secret try's nephew, Krederick Seward, 
who wus attending him, grappled with 
file assassin, and was badly wounded 
in tho itrueglw, though ho prevented 
the full accomplishment of tliomurdor- 
ons design. This part of the tragedy 
lasted but a moment. Thero was prompt 
re-pon-c to the call for help, and 
Pavnc, find ng himself foiled,took hasty 
flight, dualling out of the house and 
making his escape. He left tho city, 
but aiicr wandering about for three 
days roturnod, and was arrested at tlio 
bouse oi Mrs, Surratt in Washington, 
winch appears to havo Imon the head­
quarters of the conspirators.

General Grant was also to have been 
essus dilated, but osea|>ed )>v unexpec­
tedly h aving tue city that day, lie 
did ho ut the urgent solicitation of liis 
win , wiio had a presentiment of dun- 
gin- nlthnugi) neither of them had tho 
slighted miiieut on of the plot.

the iniiribr. The only one who c»cnp«>d 
wiin John II. Surratt. Ho made his 

’ wav to I unm". uud in It Iv joined tho 
Pupal Zouaves Bong dis ov.red in 
lho7, ho wus surrendered to the luffed

States authorities and brought back to 
Washington. Ho was tried before a 
civil court, but was saved by a disa­
greement of the jury. There was no 
doubt as to his connection with the 
conspiracy, and had' he been tried eft 
the s.'me time as his fellow plotters, 
there is little question what the reenlt 
would have Iwen.

The rewards offered by the Govern­
ment for the arrest of the principal as­
sassins, apportioned end ordered paid 
by a special act of Congress, were dis­
tributed on the basis of the proportion 
which the services of or information 
furnished by each contributed to suc­
cess in each case. The ntmes of those 
sharing the rewords, and tho amounts 
paid severally to each, are as follows:

The eight prisoners were bronght to 
a speedy trial before a Military Com­
mission, which finished its labors June 
80. Four—Payne, Atzcrodt, Herold, 
and Mrs. Surratt—were sentenced to 
death, and the sentences were approved 
by the President. Great efforts were 
made to save Mrs. Surratt, bnt the au­
thorities were inexorable, and all were 
h8Uged July 7.

Dr. Mudd was a prominent physician 
at Bryantown, near Snrrattsville, in 
Maryland. Booth stopped at hie house 
in hie flight, early the next morning 
after the assassination, and Dr. Mudd 
set his broken leg. Booth’s stay was 
brief for ho knew his avengers would 
soon be upon his track. After telling 
Mudd what he had done he remounted 
his horse and dashed off. Dr. Mudd 
aided in his escape by parposely mis­
directing a body of soldiers, who, hav­
ing tracked Booth to that place, in­
quired as to the road he had taken. It 
was not shown upon tlio trial that 
Mudd had any previous knowledge cf 
or participation in the conspiracy, but 
he was convicted of beiog “accessary 
after the toot,1"  and sentenced to con­
finement at hard labor for life.

Spangler was the Btage carpenter at 
the theater. For two day before the 
tragedy he agisted Booth in arrang­
ing the details of the plan. On the 
trial Spangler claimed—and it must be 
said that this was not fairly proven— 
that he know nothing of the plot to 
kill Mr. Lincoln, He said he had no 
personal acquaintance with Booth, 
but the latter told him that the arrang- 
ments ho was making in the theater 
wo^e for the production of a new play. 
Knowing him to be a celebrated actor, 
he aupposod this to be <rno. The Com­
mission, however, deomed the evidenoe 
sufficient to convict him as an acces­
sory, and ho was sentenced for aix 
years.

Arnold was an obsonre wagon-maker 
living near Surrattsville. Ho provided 
vehicles for the use of the chief conspi­
rators at different times when perfect­
ing tho plot Ho disolaimod any 
knowledge of their purpose, but the 
ovidenco against him was strong, and 
ho was sentenced to confinement for 
life.

O’Loughljn was the youngest of the 
prisoners with tho excoptiou of Hurold. 
It is not clear what part he had in the 
scheme. Ho was of a good family. It 
was, and still is, urged by his friends 
in his bolmlf, that he was innocent of 
sny Hlmro in tho crime, but bv reason of 
liis association w ith some of the partici­
pants he was mndo the victim of cir­
cumstantial evidence, which, in the 
opinion of the Commission, justified a 
verdict of guilty* Ho was sentenced 
tor life.

AU theso findings and sentences were 
approved by the Brcsidont, who do* 
signntedUlio Dry Tortngas, Florida, as 
the pluco of contlnenumt. The prison­
ers were sent there early In July, iMfift.

O'Lougliliu’e health gavo way under 
the fright and excitement of the trial. 
He died in hospital at Fort Jefferson, 
Florida, in Hoptomber, 18(18, after a 
confinement of a little moro than two 
years. In February, I8ilii, tho Presi­
dent ordered that his remains l>o de­
livered to his mother, and tlioy woro 
brought to his old home and buried.

Tho threo other prisoners were per 
donod by proclamation of President 
Johnson, just boforo his retirement— 
Mudd on Feb. H, 18(10, and Arnold and 
Hpunglor on March 1—after threo years 
and umo months of confinement. The 
ofiiciul records show that those par­
dons, by proclamation of the President, 
wvro “lull ami unconditional," and Mfnr 
good nnd suillcicnt reasons.” Tho 
latter will bo understood by tho follow 
ing:

In !8<i8 Florida was scourged with 
yellow fever, ft was in malignant 
form and was futul to many. Dr. Mudd 
Imd ex)M>neuco b foro in treating this 
dinrasc. During its rontiunanco at 
thn Dry Tortngas ho was untiring and 
ctliciont in liis lul>or-«. Among thcae 
who died was tlio I'nilcd States medi 
cnl i (fleer ut that place. Dr Mudd 
to o k  charge of tlio hospitals, and 
uba cd none of Ids efforts until the 
plague hail diNuppcsrt d. Arnold ami 
Hpu g ci' volunteered as nurses and 
nerved laithlullv to the cud. Mot one

of the three took the fever. The Presi­
dent rewarded them by fall pardon. 
Whether or not the hope of release 
may have infinenoed them in thoir 
labors for tho cause of humanity, the 
toot remeine that their services were 
most valuable aud praisworthy. The 
softening influenco of time bad scarcely 
yet been felt, and there were many who 
severoly criticised tho President for 
pardoning these men. But sixteen 
years have passed, and there are prol>e- 
bly few who would now question the 
lenient official act that set them free.

Dr. Mudd returned to hia old homo 
and resumed the practice of his pro­
fession. He died about three veers 
ago. Spanglor and Arnold havo disap­
peared, and no traces of thorn can be 
found.

In the office of the Judge Advocate 
General of the Army are kept a few 
mementoee of the great tragedy. They 
are not publicly exhibited, but may be 
•een by those curiously Inclined, on ap­
plication. The pistol with which Pres­
ident Lincoln was shot is a small old- 
fashioned Derringer. Ite whole length 
is bnt a trifle more than aix inehes, aud 
the barrel it but two and a half inohos 
long. The calilier is larger than that 
of aimilar weapons of the present dsy. 
The bullet taken from tho head of tho 
President is also there. I t was mnoh 
flattened against the skull, which the 
doctors said was of unusual thickness. 
In a small glass ease are fragmente of 
the fractured skull, and tho silver 
probo that was used on that occasion.

Thero is e large, villainous, double- 
edged knife, or dirk, that was taken 
from the person of Booth. The hendle 
is of horn, and tho blade seven inches 
in length. I t is of the kind commonly 
spoken of as a “Bowie,” though the lat­
ter, strictly speaking, has bnt ono edge. 
One side of the blade is neatly orna­
mented, and bears the inscription: 
“America, tho Land of tbo Free and 
the Home of the Bravo; Liberty and 
Independence.” Booth had this knife in 
his hand when he leaped to the stage 
of the theater, shouting * 8 io xemper 
t if ra n n i* !*  Booth’s hat, whieh was 
picked up in the President's box, is of 
dark cloth, finely “quilted," in the 
style much worn at that time. There 
is also a very high oavalry l>oot, reach­
ing nearly to tho hip, that was re­
moved by Dr. Mudd from the broken 
limb. At the instep is a slit ten inches 
long, made by Mudd for the purpose 
of an examination. In the collection 
is a pine stick, three feet long and two 
inohes square, which Booth had pro­
vided beforehand, and used to fasten 
the door after he entered the Presi­
dent’s box, that no one might follow 
him. Tho stick lay upon tho floor as 
Mr. Lincoln was carried out, end 
drops of blood fell upon it, the stains 
of which are distinctly seen. There 
nro also a light-colored “slouch” hat, 
worn by Payne, when he entered Sec­
retary Seward's room, which he lost in 
the struggle, and two eight-shooting 
Spencer rifles which were concealed at 

tavern in Surrattsville before the 
murder, for the use of Booth and Her­
old in their flight. Their route of at­
tempted escape had been carefully laid 
out Herold took one of the weapous, 
but Booth did not, owing to his suffer­
ing condition.

In Augnst, 1864, the oountry was 
startled by a rumor that President 
Lincoln had died by poison, That day 
Booth was the guoat of the McHenry 
House, Meadville, Pa. With a diamond 
lie scratched the following upon a pane 
of glass in one of his rooms:

Al»© Lincoln 
Dopurted tilts life 

Aug. 11, lfti-l,
By tlio ©float of poUon.

After Mr. Lincoln’s doath by the 
band of this man the pane of glass be­
came an object of interost I t was 
taken from the window, forwarded to 
Washington by Miss MoHenry, and 
placed m tho collection of relios.

The most interesting article is the 
pocket diary, old, worn, and stained, 
taken from Booth's person. AU the 
leaves previous to April 14—the day of 
the mnrdor—were cut out by Booth. 
I t is supposed that those loavos con­
tained the dotails of tho arrangements 
of the conspiracy, and were probably 
destroyed by him. In the “pocket” of 
the diary were fivo photographs of 
young women, presumably actresses, a 
small silver liorseshoo charm, aud a 
Homan Catholic modal or usmlob 
Many pages written after the tragedy, 
while the murderer was a hunted fugi­
tive, wore fully identifled by the friends 
of Booth us M ug in his handwriting. 
Our roporter copied the following, 
which will bo road with interost:

KXTRACTH FROM lJOOTII*H DIARY,

"April 14, Friday, tho Ido«—VntU 
to-day nothing was ever thought of 
hnorincing to our country's wrongs. 
For six months wo had worked to cap* 
tnre, hat oar cause being utmost lost, 
something decisive and great must bo 
done. But its failure was owing to 
others, who did not strike for thoir 
country with a heart. I  struck boldly, 
and not as the papers say, I walked 
with a Arm step through a tliounand of 
his friends; was etoppod, Imt pushed 
on. A Colonel was at his Hide. I 
shouted **lt> im p e r*  lfeforo I  fired. In
jumping, broke my leg, I pan*od all 
Ids pickets; rode sixty miles that night 
witli the bone of my leg touring tlio
fle*h at every jump. I can never im­
port it. Though we hated to kill, our 
country owed all her tronbles to him, 
aud God simply made me the instru­
ment of hie punishment. The country 
ie not what it was. This forood Union 
is not what I havo loved, I care not 
what becomes of me. J have no desire 
to outlive my conntry. This night, Ini- 
fore the deed, 1 wrote a long article and 
left it* for ono of the editors of the AVi- 
1lonot /iifeff{tfeMW,in which I  fullv 
set forth oqr reasons for our proceed­
ings. Ho or the Bouth.

“Friday, 21.—After being hunted 
liko a dog through swamps and 
woods, and last night boing dinned by 
gunboats till 1 was forced to rotnrn, 
wot, cold, end starving, with every 
man's hand against me, I am here in 
dospuir, aud why? For doing what 
Brutus was honored for—what made 
William Toll a hero; and vot f, for 
striking down an ovon greater tyrant 
than they ever knew, um looked upon 
an a common cutthroat. My act was

Imrer than either of theirs. One hnpod 
o Iw great lilmMolf; tho other hail not 
only bis eouutry’a, hut hit own wrongs 

to avenge. I hoped for uo gain; I 
knew no private wrong. 1 struck for 
my country, and her alone. A people

ground beneath this tyranny prayed 
for this end, and yot now see ‘the cold 
hands they extend for me! God cannot 
pardon me if I  have done wrong; yot I| 
cannot see any wrong, except in serving 
a degenerate people. The little, the. 
very little, I left behind to clear my 
name, the Government will not allow 
to bo printed, tio ends all! For u y  
conntry I  havo given no all that makos 
life sweet and holy, brought misfor­
tune upon my family and am sure 
there is no pardon for me in the heav­
ens, since man condemns me so. I 
have only heard of what has been done 
(except what I  did myself), and it fillet 
me with horror. God, try to forgive 
me and bless my mother. To-night I  
will once more try the river with tho 
intention to oroes; though I  havo a 
greater, and almost a mind to roturn 
to Washington, and in a measure clear 
my name, which I  feo) 1 can d a  I  do. 
not repent the blow I  struck. I  may 
before my Uod, but not to man. I  
think I havo done well, though I  am 
abandoned, with the corse of Cain upon 
me, when, if tho world knew my heart, 
that one blow would have mode me 
great, though I  did desiro no greatness. 
To-night 1 try ooco moro to escape 
theso bloodhounds. Who. who cam 
read hla fato! Goil's will bo dona l  
have too great a care to die like a crim­
inal, Oh, may He spare me and let mo 
die bravely. I bless the entiro world.
I  have never hated nor wronged any 
one. This last was not a wrong, unless 
God dooms it so, and it is with Him to 
damn or bless me. And for this brave 
boy, Herold, hero with me, who often 
prays (ves, before and sinco), with a 
true and sincere lioart, was it crime in 
him? If so, why can he pray tho same?
1 do not wish to shed a drop o f blood, 
bnt I  must fight tho course. 'Tis all 
that's loft me.”

Great siege guns hurled ehotand 
■hell into Yorktown, Charleston, Pe­
tersburg, Vicksburg, Port Hudson, 
Island No. 10, and a balf score of otiier 
places. Who can point ont the spot 
whero one of those monsters lies rest­
ing to-day?

In the rank weeds at Fort Pillow 
lies a disabled cannou. I t may i o 
spoken of as dead. A groat shell from 
a Federal gun-boat inflicted mortal in­
jury. If that old cannon could only 
speak, wlmt a story it could relate ot 
the ficroo fights in the bond of the 
great river. It helped drive the gun­
boats back again and again; it thun­
dered at them as they finally ran tho 
gauntlot; it fell into Federal hands; it 
was retaken by the Confederates; it 
saw all the horribleness of war before 
it was thrown down to sink ' away in 
the soft soil and be half hidden by the 
weeds.

On the ridge above Vicksburg— 
the ridge from whieh a hundred guns 
hurled shot at the Federal craft—ono 
may find two old cannon, defaced, 
crippled, useless.

Just think of the atory they would toll, 
beginning with She-uian’s attack, and 
ending on that glo. ..is Fourth of July 
which witnessed Pomberton's surren­
der! Between thoso dates were hun­
dreds of days and nights--days of bat* 
tie—nights’ol alarm—weeks of starva­
tion—months of suspenso and horror. 
These cannon could toll us all, but 
they are forever silent

And wlmt of tho hundreds of field 
butteries. Each gun came to havo its 
name and history. Each ono camo to 
nave its friends and admirers in the 
brigade. Each now scar added to its 
Jist of friends—each battle proved it 
more worthy of confidence. Think of 
the battles one of those rusty, defucoil 
and useless pieces could namo! Think 
of the trilling incidents it could relate.

In the roadside ditch between 
Fredericksburg and Chancolloravilio 
one lies dead, and so buried out of 
sight that few eyes rest upon it. On 
tlio field of Antietum—over iu tho 
woods whero Hooker rushod at Stone­
wall Jackson and could not drivo him 
—lies another. No man can say that a 
third can bo found, though ho look over 
every field of battle known to history. 
What of the pieces which flamod »ud 
roared at Bull Run, Williamsburg, 
Curnifex and the Seven Days.

Ad- 
miriug its flavor, and surprised to hear 
that wiuo of so good a quality was 
raised on the bauks of tho Ohio, Clay, 
after having drank two bottles, request­
ed his wife to lay aside tho third in 
order that when lie went to Congress ho 
might tnko it with him to present to 
President Madison, not doubting tin t 
ho would be as much surprised as ho 
himself had 1>een at this specimen of 
domestic manufacture. Accordingly 
tho third bottlo was crrefully deposited 
in the collar, and on goiug to Washing­
ton Mr. Cloy took it along with hfm. 
In crossing the Alleghenies, fearful 
that it would get broken, he carried it 
in. his hands a considerable part of the 
wnv, and on nioro than one occasion 
during tho fatiguing passage triumphed 
over a strong desire to refresh himself 
with its contents. On arrival at the 
capital, he sent the “Coustantia," with 
as ketch of its history, to the President. 
A few days after this a grand diplo­
matic dinnor was given at tho White 
Houno, and Mr. Clay, among others, 
lmd an invitation anu attended. After 
tho cloth was removed, tho President 
ordered the servants to bring clean 
glasses, as ho hud a new kind of wine 
on which he wanted tho opinion of his 
giiosts. The glusses wero produced, 
tilled with Mr. ( ’lay’s “Coustantia,” 
and passed around to tho company. 
Clay felt us if the “death agony” was 
upon him- - lie feared the result of this 
comparison of his American wine with 
tho rare Kuropeatt liquors which spark­
led upon the table. At length, nfter 
the smacking of the lips had ceased, 
tho President, addressing himself to 
Mr. Wirt, thou Attorney(ionerul, said: 
“I  don’t know what kind of wiuo you 
call this, hut it tastes to me coufouuded 
strong of Kentucky whisky!” Clay 
felt us if ho should sink to tho tloor 
with mortification, hut, keeping his 
countenance, answered: “Well, I don’t 
know hut it does so. I  should ruthor 
think that it did—hut wo call this ex­
cellent wine in Kentucky;” and thus 
tho matter passed oil' with some merri­
ment. On his return to his family, Clay 
related tho circumstances, when one of 
tho hoys spoko out: “(Mi, father, I 
cun tell you how it lmppeued. Tom 
and 1 wore down in the cellar one day 
in search of something to di'iuk, when 
Tom took up tho bottle mother had laid 
away, and hefnro knowing what L was 
drank oil’ half its contents.

REMIKIfil'KXCEN OF PUBLIC MEN,

lx the federation of Austrslk a new 
nation has been found and another 
epoch has been marked in the world's 
history. Victoria, Queensland, South 
Australis, West Australia, and Tas­
mania, are now confederated into a 
single nation, and Now South Wales 
sod New Zealand, which havo not ye* 
gone in, owing to the existence of a 
tariff difficulty and other legal diverg­
ing interests, are free to enter the new 
community whenever they plesae. Un­
questionably it will not to  long beforo 
they do so. The advantages which will 
secure to the confederated provinces 
wilt bo on iudpcement,and,if there were 
no other influence, the pressure of the 
greater upon the smaller would be 
sufficient to accomplish i t  The new 
nation has an area of 2,713,423 square 
miles. If the other two provinces were 
included it would reach 3,104,235 
square miles, or three times the area 
of this country when our Constitution 
was adopted io 1787, and as much os 
our space now. With the other two 
provinces it would have a population 
of nearly 3,500,000. Its population is 
fully as large as ours when we became 
a Nation.

L ons Pasteur, an eminent chemist 
of Paris, determined, about five years 
ago, to find a remedy for, perhaps, tho 
most dreaded of all diseases. He had 
previously discovered a method of in­
oculation whioh prevented splenio 
fever in cattle and sheep, and experi­
mented in the expectation of making 
the great discovery that hydrophobia 
conld be prevented by inoculation with 
tho virus of rabies. Iu October last, 
Pasteur announced that by tbe means 
stated hydrophobia was preventive in 
human beings. Previously, in June, 
1884, he had published the success of 
his plan in the treatment of dogs bitten 
or scratched by .mad animals. At tbo 
present time M. Pasteur has more than 
seventy persons under his care. They 
are both male and female, and of all ages 
ranging from infancy to an advanced 
period of life. The French govern­
ment has placed the Hotel Dieu Hos­
pital at Pasteur’s disposal for patients 
whose wounds require dressing. Moat 
patients live near his laboratory and 
call to be inoculated as often as need 
to. The discoverer of what promises to 
prove a great boon to mankind, is 
neither a surgeon nor physician, and 
employee a surgeon to operate under 
his instructions. M. Pasteur is a native 
of Dole, In the Jura, and is about 00 
years of age. Be k  an honorary Fel­
low of tbe lioyal Society of Loudon, 
and k  personally well-known to En­
glish men of science. Perhaps tbe 
tost way of stating his methods of 
procedure in the matter which gives 
him notoriety throughout the world, is 
to give s translation of what he himself 
said of it in a recent intervkw: “I  first 
take the poison from tbe brain of a mad 
dog. With tkk  1 vaccinate a rabbit, 
which will dio within fourteen days, 
and this gives the poison for s second 
one, which is vaccinated the same way. 
I continue this practice until I  have 
reached the twentieth or twenty-fifth. 
From there up to the fiftieth the rab­
bit will die in eight days, and after the 
fiftkth the animal will become mad 
within oeven day* This procedure 
enables me to determine the most im­
portant feature of tho treatment, 
uamely; the duration of the period of 
incubation. There were jwople who 
were alllicted with the fatal disease 
several year* after tbe accident, while 
others died after a few weeks. *

LnKsIk, Ike Great Explorer* 
Robert Caralior da Leftslf# was 

torn at Honen about 1035, Ho am* 
igrated to Canada in 1007, and engaged 
iu tbo fur-trade, making excursions 
sitioug the uative tribes, In 1075 he 
wus spjwltited Governor of Fort Fron- 
tenuc, and encouraged to carry out his 
ctiorUhod scheme of a voyage of discov­
ery. Having built a vessel on Lake 
Erie, be begau his voyage iu Anuust, 
1073, and passed through Lukosliurou 
and Michigan. He wont down the Illi­
nois River to Peoria, where he built s 
fort, and, his vessel having boon 
wrecked, ho returned by land to Fron- 
touuciu 1080. In 1682 he renewed the 
enterprise with u larger party, and do- 
conded tho Mississippi ltiver in canoes 
from the Illinois ltiver to the Gulf of 
Mexico, reaching there in April. I6N2. 
The part of the river below tho Arkan­
sas had never before been explored by 
a white man. In P'*H3 LaSalle went to 
Fram e, aud, having ohtaiuod a commis­
sion to plant a colony in Louisiana, un­
dertook a voyage to that region by way 
of the Gulf of Mexico iu 1084, but 
fuiled to find the month of the M ssis- 
sippi. and lauded in Texas. There ho 
encounter d gre.it difiScultie*, ami at 
lust was murdered by Ids own mutin­
ous crew in March, lbN7. l.aKutle, iu 
his ability to frame large plans and 
carry them forward to sticcentful com­
pletion, must to  ranked among the 
greatest explorers of history.- In te r
itftnn.

DY HEX: I'KRLRY I*OOBJ.

At one of President Lincoln's morn­
ing receptions, just before the dose of 
the war, there were two quite aged 
visitors, poorly dad, but with frank, 
open countenances. “Now k  your time, 
dear,* said the husband, as the Presi­
dent politely dismissed the one preced­
ing them. The lady stepped forward, 
made s low courtesy, and said, “Mr. 
President.”

Mr. Lincoln, looking over his specs, 
fixed those gray, piercing, yet mild 
eyes upon her, then lifted his head, and 
extending his hand said, in the kindest 
tones: “Well, good lady, what can I 
do for you?*

“Mr. President," she resumed, “I  feel 
so embarrassed I  can hardly speak. I 
never spoke to a President before; but 
I am a good Union woman down in 
Maryland,and my son is wounded badly 
and in tbo hospital* and I  have been 
trying to get him out, but somehow 
couldn't, and tboy aaid I  had better 
come right to you. When the war first 
broke out, I gave my oon first to God, 
and then told him he might go fight 
the retols, and now. If yon will let me 
take him home, I  will nurse him up, 
and just as soon as he gets well enough 
he shall go right back and help put 
down the Ketollion. He k  a good boy 
and don't want to shirk the service.*

I  was looking full iu Mr. Lincoln's 
face. I  saw the tears gathering in bis 
eyes, and his lips quivered as he re­
plied:

“Yes, yes, God bless you! you shall 
have your son. What hospital did you 
say ?* I t seemed a relief to him to turn 
aside and write a few words, which he 
handed to the woman, saying: “Thero, 
give that to Ntanton and you will get 
your sou if he is able to go home with 
you.”

“God bless you, Mr. President,11 said 
the father, the only words he had 
spoken; and the mother, making a low 
courtesy, fairly sobbed: “O, sir, we 
are so much obliged to you.* “Yes, 
yes; all right, and you will find that 
that will bring him,” was spoken with 
kindly tones.

Judge Evans of Texas was one of tbe 
most original members of the House 
during the Pierce Administration* In 
personal appearance he strikingly re­
sembled old Sam Houston, or rather he 
looked as one would imagine tbe hero 
ot San Jacinto looked when about 45 
years of age. He measured at least six 
feet two in his stockings, had sn eagle 
eye, strongly-marked features, thin 
brown hair, w.th a beard and mustache 
whioh could have been improved* in
color and comeliness by any prepara­
tion. A Tennesseean by birth, he at
first emigrated to Arkansas, and thence 
to Texas, identifying himself with the 
progress of the great Southweat, a sec­
tion of the Bepublic that k  yet destined 
to exert a great political influence.

In the Mexican War Mr. Evans raised 
and commanded a corps ot “Texan 
Hangers,” wheih did good service on 
the frontier. After his return he was 
elected by the Legislature District 
Judge, and I  have been informed that 
he astonished “tbe bar” by setting aside 
the antiquated rules of practice which 
had obstructed tbe course of justice, 
and by creating on entire reform. He 
was one of the electors who voted for 
Gen. Pkrce, and he was afterwards 
elected to Congress from the Eastern 
or San Augustine District

Judge Evans was of the old-time 
Democratic school in politics, although 
that independence which was a salient 
point of his character made him at 
times “kick over the traces.” On the 
slavery question he was an ultra and 
uncompromising Southern man, defiant 
aud hostile toward all Northern men, 
and he completely “took tho wind from 
the sails” of Gen. Quitman by his first 
speech, which was a bold demand for 
tbo abrogation of all neutrality laws. 
Apart from this sectional hostility to 
“free soil,” and fondness for “fillibust
©ring," Judge Evans was a valuable
member of the House, giving all im 
portsnt questions a consideration which 
was manifested in his dear, well-di­
gested remarks whenever he spoke.

Mrs. liutherford B. Hayes, was always 
handsomely dressed, and on state oc­
casions she apneured to great advan­
tage. although ner hair was dressed in 
an old-fashioned style and she never 
wore jewelry of any description, not 
even a breastpin. 8he had such a bright, 
animated face that uothing seemed 
lacking to complete the favorable im­
pression she made upon everyone who 
came under the influence of bar radiant 
smile. That smile was the reflection 
of a sunnv disposition and a nuture at 
rest with itself. Hhe and her husband 
looked like a couple who lay down at 
night to peaceful aluintors, undisturtol 
by nervous dreams of ambition, and 
awoke in the morning refreshed and 
well prepared for the duties of the day, 
which novor found them fretted or 
flurried. At ooe time in his life Presi­
dent Hayes hod displayed a fondness 
for intoxicating leverages, and hiawifo 
hud tocotne rigidly temperato. At the 
White House she endeavored to carry 
out her Ohio total abstinetico ideas, 
and to exclude wines and lijtiors, to 
the annoyance of Mr. Kvarte, then Her. 
retury of Hate, who refused to permit 
the dip omutle corps to to  invited to 
their customury annual dinner unless 
wine could be on the table. Tbit Mrs. 
Hayes refused to ullow, although her 
bunbuud used to drink wine at the 
tables of other )>oople, and whon she 
celebrated her silver wedding it was a 
strictly temperance banquet, although 
the steward managed to gratify thoso 
fond of something stronger than lemon­
ade. True, no wineglasses obtruded 
themselves, qo popping of chumpagne 
corks was hcsrd.no odor of liquor tainted 
air fragrant with tho perfume of inno­
cent. beautiful flowers. The table 
groaned with delicacies; thero wore 
many devices of the confectioner which 
called forth admiration. Many won­
dered why omnges soemed to to alto­
gether pr«-fe r<*d, and tho waiters were 
kept busy replenishing salvers upon 
which tho tropical fruit lay. Glances 
telegraphed 10 one another that the 
misdug link was found, and that, con­
cealed within tho oramre*, wax deli, 
cions frozen punch,n large ingredient of 
which was strong old Santa Croix rum. 
Thenceforth Itoniin punch was served 
about the middle of the state dinners, 
caro being taken to give glasses con­
taining the strongest mixture to those 
who were lotigiug for sono potent

beverage. This phase of the dinner 
was named by those who enjoyed it, 
“tho Life-Saving Station.”

Beau Urummeli*
After explaining tho really remarka­

ble success of Beau Urummeli, who on 
a fortune of only $30,(300, with no birth 
to brag of, no euuoation nor great ua­
tive wit, conquered tho leading place 
in London soeietj simply by being the 
tost dressed man in London, tbe Spec* 
tn to r draws a dark picture of hi» eod. 
It says: “The social supremacy so 
strangely won waa not upset by any re­
turn of society to common sense. 
Brammell quarrelled with h k  royal 
patron, but seemed little the worse for 
the exclusion from the Prince's circle, 
and, indeed, was thought to. have come 
off rather the better iu the quarrel 
whioh followed the old intimacy. The 
Beau ruined himself at the gaming 
table, at whioh suma not less than his 
modest patrimony were nightly lost 
and won with a publicity whioh wonld 
entitle us to be severe upon our ances­
tors if we could ignore our own etock 
exchange, Urummeli had no Parlia­
ment to pav his debts, and was obliged 
to escape them by a hasty flight to tho 
Continent.”

The story of h k  latter years exhibits 
amoral which lias no need to to
pointed. The friends of Ids prosperity

ful wouldwere uot unkind—ungrste: 
scarcely to  the word—for he bad done 
nothing which could call for gratitude. 
Liberal presents were sent to him, snd 
If lik fall hod taught him the common­
est lesson of prudence, he might have 
ended his days in comfort But lie bod 
learned little or nothing. As time went 
on, some of his old acquaintances died, 
and some became indifferent or weary 
of incessant demands. The poor crea­
ture sank into more and more humiliat­
ing depths of poverty. The man whose 
wardrobe had been the admiration nnd 
envy of London was reduced to a single 
pair of trousers, aud looked decent only 
in winter, when he could cover the 
deficiencies of hk  wardrobe with a 
cloak. The Nometia ot foppery was 
upon him. The old fastidiousness gave 
place to a neglect which made him ro- 
pnlsive to his neighbors, and tbo man 
who had made a favor of his greeting 
was banished to his own chamber, lest 
he should offend the guests of a third- 
rate inn. I t is pleasant to find that a 
little ray of light cheered up the last 
scene of all. He was removed to the 
hospital of the Bon Sauvenr, an insti­
tution for the treatment of the imbecile, 
which was managed by an uncloistered 
sisterhood. There, in the room which 
Bourrienne had occupied before him. 
he spent the last eighteen months of 
his life. “I never was so comfortable 
in all my life,” ho said to an old ac­
quaintance; “I  have all I wkh to eat 
and such a large fire.” And thero ho 
died, with a prater—almost the first, 
we are told, which he is known to have 
uttered—upon his lips. One of the 
silliest, if not of tbe most noxious, 
phases of human folly may to  said to 
nave reached in him its most character- 
ktio development.

Abnormal Animals.
The expedition undertaken by Mr. 

Caldwell (who was sided in his equip­
ment by funds from tbo Government 
Grant Committee of the Boyal Society) 
is perhaps tbe most interesting, be­
cause tbe animals which he has gone 
to study are of large size and already 
more or less familiar. The Ornitlior- 
hynchus and the Echidna are hairy 
quadrupeds [ mammalsJ peculiar to 
Australasia, which differ from all other 
hairy quadrupeds in having, like birds, 
but s single aperture to the exterior 
for the intestine and the ruimogenitul 
canals, and in having tbe skeleton of 
the shoulder-girdle and some o'hor 
features of structure similar to thoso 
ot reptiles. Like those of reptiles, 
their bodks are comparatively cold, in­
stead of being kept in a definite “blood 
heat” 1100 degrees Fshrenheit) as are 
those of all other mammals. It had 
often toon reported, aud some kind of 
evidence had toon given to support the 
statement, that these strango beasts 
lay their eggs like birds and reptiles, 
instead of retaining tbe egg-iiko struc­
ture within the body and allowing it to 
develop to a certain condition of 
maturity, as do ull other hairy 
qnadrapods. One of Mr. 
Caldwell's objects was definitely to as­
certain whether these animals lay egg* 
or not, and, of more importance than 
that, to examine minutely the whole 
hktorv of the growth in the egg, aud to 
compare it on tho one band with tho 
corresponding development of birds and 
reptiles on the other with that of or­
dinary hairy quadrupeds or mammals.

Mr. Caldwell has found out all about 
theso animal* and collected them in 
quantities. The Echidna lays a single 
egg, which she then carries about hor 
in a |»onc!i formed by a fold of skill on 
tbe ventral surface of tbe body, similar 
to the kangaroo's {much.

The duok-mole, on the othor hand, 
lays two eggs at a time and does not 
carry them about, but deposits them in 
to r nest, an underground burrow Uko 
that of tho mole. Naturalists are await­
ing with great intorost Mr. ('aldwi.ll's 
account of what goes on inside these 
eggs while the young one is growing 
there; tliut is to say, an aeeount of the 
differences aud resemblances betwoeu 
the structures which gradually ariso iu 
in these mammals’ eggs and those 
which are familiar to ub as occurring in 
the case of the common fowL—Popn- 
ia r  Science M o n th ly

“ Itubbing tbe Halamaader.”

How 
many peoplo suppose it to bo an inhu­
man treatment of an inoffensive little

tho tubto, and thou arotinW aud around 
In a narrow circuit, by all at the tuble, 
every one's eyes intently fixed upon 
tin- face o' tho comrade opposite. It 
is not necosNiiry to fix them upon the 
glasses to soo tlmt the toer duos uot 
slop over, to r e rcry  glass is dosed with 
an overlapping decorated cover. It is

“I wish,” saids reader of manuscripts 

and lotters, “that handwriting was 
made a capital crime. The time waated 

: in making marks on paper which no 
! one can understand without devoting 
the timo and patience of a German stu­
dent over a Greek accent, would to  
enough to conquer a province or found 
an empire. Heine declared that tho 
ltomsus would nover have had timo to 
overrun the world if they hod had to- 
learn the Latin language. And I be­
lieve that tho progress of civilization 
is greatty hindered by the time spent 
in teaching most people to write so 
badly what nobody can read.”

While this is only a personal griev­
ance on tbe part of the complainant, 
yet it k  singular, considering what the 
printing - press has dono for man­
kind, that the world still sticks 
to the method of private com­
munications prevailing as far back 
as history rune For handwriting is to 
the printing-press what tho wooden 
stick of the Egyptian is to the steam

Slow, or tho hand-weaving of the Ara* 
ian and the Hindoo is to the power- 
loom.
The reason is obvious. Until within 

a fow years the amount of private com­
munication has not been krgo enough 
to warraut an improved method. But 
the vast increase of commercial eorres- 
jK>ndonee has creatod tbo demand and 
tho typewriter cornea forward to sup­
ply it. It is becoming the indispenaa- 
bio part of the machinery of every 
largo business, and its use is constantly 
growing. Noarly all legal writing k- 
done with it, and it is oven employed 
in private correspondence. But this 
k  so great an innovation upon custom 
that some people resent the receipt of 
personal letters which are not auto- 
graphical They say it implies dkre- 
spcct; it implies that the contents 
havo been committed to the knowledge 
of a copyist, and. therefore, cease to to  
confidential This, however, Is not al­
ways tbe caso, and the typewriter ie 
not infrequently employed directly by 
writors of letters aud other documents.

Tho typewriter is, however, yet in its 
crude stato, It is too bulky, unwieldy, 
and expensive. The typewriter of tho 
futnro. the typewriter of the million, 
will bo small, simple, and cheap. I t 
will to os diflerent from the present 
instrument as a Watcrbury watch is 
different from the tall “cottage* 
clock of * our ancestors. Its 
use will be early taught to 
children and the Jong manual dis­
cipline of tho present day with its ar­
ray of copy books and “systems of 
penmanship” to dono away with. In 
order to identify tho individual signa­
ture all persons will probably be 
taught to writo their namos, ulthough 
s cheap and simple photographic pro­
cess might enable one to attach the 
portrait instead of tho signature to 
deeds, wills, drafts, and othor papers 
of value.

Whatever the objections, and them 
sre some, the probabilities are that the 
typewriter in somo form will become 
woll-nigli universal and handwriting, 
like embroidery and China painting, 
fancy knitting and piano playing, bo 
merely a fashionable accomplishment. 
Postoritv wilt probably see the time 
when old manuscripts will becotno 
bric-a-brac and ornaments of elegant 
bouses aud choico collections supersed­
ing tho old pots and pans, the blue 
china and brass andirons for which the 
garrots and gurbage hoaps of tho an­
cients are now being ruusackod by col­
lectors and dealers.

Then tho printors will riso up and 
call authors, editors, and correspond­
ents blessed, aud tbo “blind man” in 
tho I ’OKtofiiro Department, who deciph­
ers tho illegible addresses, will to  out 
of a job.—Jjftmit Free fr'est*.

How he 
managed to keep their souls and bod­
ies together on such wages only En­
glish farm-laborers can toll. His wife 
could read and write when he married 
her. He could do neither; but he was 
no worso olT at the time than a million 
more of his follow hereditary white 
slaves, who had toiled for tho lords of 
the manor generation aftor generation 
since the Norman conquest, for the 
barest subsistence.

What Energy llss Ilona,
Twenty-fivo years ago a few young 

men iu London resolved to meet every 
evening to exchange idoas. Tho nura- 
tar gradually iucreasod tilt it was noc- 
essary to biro a room.
