Thu u.se of unastheties was p rac ti­

cally unknown till the effect of ether 
in rendering the patient insensihle to 
pi,jn in surgical operations was an- 
unimeed in 1H4H. Coal was hardly 
known as a fuel in this country Hftv 
years ago. Kverylmdy bunted wood. 
Lucifer thatches w»*r« not oftmi sceu 
in those davs; lire w a s  still kindled 
with the tinder-box. and candles imd 
pipes were usually lighted with live 
eouls from the fireplace. There was no 
gas for lighting streets or houses in 
this country. Whale oil lamps and tal 
low “dips”’were the universal reliance, 
burning fluid, lard oil, nnd caniphene 
came later, and it was years M ore the 
discovery of ]»etrnleum and the nianu- 
fncturo of kerosene gave us a cliea»n-r 
and le tte r light than the fathers ever 
dreamed of. As for the brilliant and 
wonderful electric light, it hardly dates 
back lievond the memory of the young­
est inhabitant. The Isiys and voting 
men of ’55 had neither velocipede nor 
liievele; they Imd no glycerine to keep 
their hands from chapping, and never 
heard of gun-cotton or dynamite. The 
housekeeper Imd no canned fruitn w hat­
ever, and no preserved meats, soups, or 
vegetables. Him could get no con­
densed milk, no cocoa, nnd hut little 
chocolate. Hho would have had to look 
long for a banana, and all im|iortcd fruits 
was scarce. Hho would ns soon have 
thought of putting a raw squash on her 
table as a tomato in any form. Ice did 
not rattle in her watcr-pitchcr, nnd she 
had no refrigerator. There was no­
where a general introduction of water 
iuto houses, and the only waterworks in 
tho country were at Philadelphia. Hoda 
water and ico cream wero not nt hand 
to cool tho pnluto in summer, nnd lager 
boor was n fluid whose name was never 
pronounced on these shores. The first 
really practical sewing machine had not 
liceii invented, and the household linen 
was spun and woven at home. Peripa­
tetic cobblers and tuiloresscs went from 
house to houso to do tho making nnd 
mending, and precious few tilings wero 
used among tho farmers that were not 
fashioned on tho premises.

lictqmetablo old front doors wero o r-, 
nameuted with knockers, and door-M U. 
were a curiosity in Jackson's time. Tho I 
car|>entor proparwi every piece of wood­
work that went into tho construction o f , 
n house. Ho hewed tho sills, joists, 
beams, posts, rafters, nnd braces; planed 
nnd matched tho lioards, shaved tho 
shingles in tho woods and mmlo tho 
Hhash and doors at his bench in winter. 
Women knit their own stockings, for 
the stores held rip Bnlbriggnn hose, and 
tho only elastics they could buy wero 
made of silk inclosing several small 
coils of brass wire. Thero wero no M l 
springs and no mattresses of hair, wool, 
tow, or cotton; nil tho sleeping was 
dono upon feather and stuiw M is which 
rested upon a Mi-cord tlmt had to lie 
tightened nlrnut twice a year. Mack­
inac blankets wero not in tho market, 
nor tho counterpanes which are now so 
common.

Thero wero no baby-cnrringcR such as 
we now see, hut occasionally a clumsy ' 
littlo cart with two wheels. Tho email 
children usually slept in a trundle-bed ( 
that was wheeled under tho parental! 
couch in the day time. Men smoked. 
hut few cigars, although good “Spanish ' 
cigars," as the inifHirted ones were eulh»d, 
could lie bought for three cents apiece.*

womeii to smoke chiv pipes; indeed^

the doctors often directed them to smoko1 
for indigestion.

The process of eleetro-plating way 
unknown in tlioso days, nnd conse­
quently the cheap plated wave of recent 
limes could not be hud.

I  am convinced that there is great 
economy in keeping hens if wo havo 
sufficient room for them, and a thorough 
knowledge of how* to manage tho fowl 
property. But to the professional man, 
w ho is not familiar with the habits of 
the hen, and whose mind does not 
naturally and instinctively turn hen 
ward I  would say: Hhiin her ns you 
would the deadly upas tree of I'jscuta- 
quis County, Maine.

Nuture fin* endowed the hen with 
hut a limited amount of brain-force. 
Any one will notice that if lie will <»nm-

Imre the skull of the average self-made 
ion with that of Daniel AVehster, tak­

ing careful measurements directly over 
the top from one ear to the other, the 
well-informed brain student will at once 
notice a great falling-off in the region 
of reverence and an abnormal bulging 
but iu the JoeatioM of nlrnieutivemm 

Now take your taim measure and, M  
ginning at memory, pass carefully over 
the occiputnl tone to the base of the 
Wain in the region of love of home and 
offspring nnd you will see that, while 
the hen suffers much in comparison w ith 
the statement in relative size of suit- 
jliiiwty, reth'ctiou, spirituality, time, 
tune, etc., when it conies to love ol 
home nnd offspring she shines forth 
with great splendor.

The hen does not earo for tho sul>- 
lime in nature. Neither docs she cure 
for music. Music hath no charms to 
soften her tough old breast. But she 
loves her homo und her country. I  have 
sought to promote the interests of the 
hen to some extent, hut I  have not M*u 
a marked success in thut line.

When she 
has lieeu cut down early in life and 
fried I  respect her. No one can look 
ii)Km tho still futures of a young hen 
overtaken by death in life's young 
morning, snuffed out as it were, like an 
old tin lantern in n gale of wind, with 
out being visibly affected.

But it is not the hen who desires to 
set for tho purpose of getting out an 
early edition of spring chickens that I 
am averse to. I t is the aged hen, who 
is in her dotage, and whoso eggs, also, 
are in their second childhood. . U|>on 
this hen I  shower my anathemas. Over­

The FotmduHtitt of Jokes,
Owing to tho great popular demandj 

for lmmor in this country, nearly every* 
editor from Dan to Beersheba lias un­
dertaken to “evolve from Ids inner con­
sciousness** something tlmt would pas* 
for w itticism or joke. In this, as in every­
thing else, it is only a few tlmt succeed. 
After ail editor lias failed to have his al­
leged jokes copied by bis cxclinngcs, 
the milk of human kindness sours in Ids 
system before he.can dis|Hise of it at 
tlie cheese factory, and lie proceeds to 
rail nt his more successful ncighlsirs. 
His billknisness, which ho mistook for 
humor, is vented at what he calls a 
‘‘chestnut" or “stock" joke. Ho. ex­
claims: “Give us n rest on jokes on the 
;uulc, tlie mother-in-law*, tlie jiliinilicr, 
the gos-moter, the roller skate," etc. 
And what is the strangest of all is that 
some of the reputuldn pumgruphers 
have joined in the senseless cry of these 
uiiMiecesxful numskulls.

Thero are only six mechanical pow­
ers or principles. No mun ever has or 
ever can imiA'e one of those principles, 
but the records of tin' United States 
Patent Office show that the invenfivo 
faculties of men have combined those 
six principles into over 300,000 useful 
madiiucH. They could make tho ma­
chines but not the principles—could 
make over 300,000 machines with six 
starting points, as it were. Jnst so with 
tho mule joke, the iuother-iu-law joke, 
etc. Any man who (-an make a new 
combination of the six mechanical (low­
ers is an inventor: so any man who can 
get up a nmv combination of ideas tlmt 
will make people laugh almut a mule or 
a mother-in-law is a humorist. But as 
some men invent more machines aud 
liettcr ones than others, so somo men 
aro greater humorists than others. 
There is just as much reason for con­
demning a man for inventing a machine 
that yon never thought of. One-fourth 
of tho machines tlmt will l>c useful have 
not been invented, neither has one- 
fourth of the mule jokes M ui written. 
Of course there ore many retold jokes, 
but wo are not defending them. What 
we defend is tho subject of the joke. 
The (leonle insist that tho combination 
of ideas lie new, and that they contain 
a new (mint, blended with the element 
of surprise. Then they will laugh sim­
ply because they can't* help it,—f 
fo m la  M m 'ei'iH '.

Tlie Itiimmice a t  Death.
It is not a little singular that the 

G rooks have scarcely ever failed to 
make the deaths of their literary heroes 
os marvelous an their lives. Homer, 
they tell us, died of a broken heart be­
cause lie could not guess a riddle. As 
Horace had been warned bv awit4‘litlmt 
a chuttei'ltox would be his death, so had 
Homer been warned by an omejo tlmt 
ho should Ik* killed by a  riddle. And 
tho day came. Seeing—or rut her hear­
ing (for tin* tradition of his blindness 
is too universal to be discredited) - somo 
young fisherman in a bout, he unfortu­
nately nsked them what sport tlmv had 
met, to which they rotdied: “What wo 
caught we left M iind us, nnd what w«J 
havo not caught we have brought witl^ 
us." This was too intricate and |s>rt 
plexing u problem for tin* author of tin 
“ Iliad." IIo guessinl and guessed unti 
ho could guess no longer und ffimll; 
died of sheer despair. “Vexation am 
grief," he said, “will wear out un; 
man." Thu riddle was this: The Hsli 
ormen had no luck, so they domulot 
themselves and divested their (ternon* 
of vermin, casting the lice as fas t as 
caught into the water. What they 
caught they loft Miind them ; what they 
did not catch they brought with them. 
Aud Aristotle wa nt off in precisely tho 
same w ay ns Homer, 1 localise ho could 
not comprehend a more jsilite und in­
teresting riddle set by nature--namely, 
the cause of tho ebbing ami flowing of 
the river Euripus. “Since," he indig­
nantly und ini|>etmmHly exclaimed, “I 
cannot <*onceivo the Euriims, let the 
Euripus receive urn," and lie strangled 
beneath its mystic Hood. Then, too, 
Diodorus, the ingenious inventor of the 
horned and vailed sophism, having umt 
his mutch in tho person of HtiljH), who 
caught him with another sophism which 
be won unable to solve, went home, 
wrote a book anil iliod «f despair.—

On one occasion he 
said to an elegant and aecomplished 
Persian gentleman whom ht* had hon­
ored by a visit to his superb country- 
Heat, “If only I could for a while lav 
aside thu embarrassment* of my |smi- 
tion, how I should enjoy a free conver­
sation with a gentleman of yodr taste* 
and culture!"

Ht' gives an audience to hie ministers 
overy morning ulsnit six, receives their 
reports, ami give* his orders for the ml- 
ministration of affairs. Iu tho after- 
m»o», ami sometime* in the evening, he 
engages in social converse with one or 
more of his favorite courtiers, or listens 
to the reading of foreign |»erindiculN. 
On such occasions there ,i* sometimes a 
freedom of expression allowed his cour­
tiers which iu former reigns would have 
east them their heath, But Nusr-ed- 
Duen Hhah Is a uiau of nohlu and gen­
erous impulse*.

'File tendency to modify the strictness 
of tho court ’etiquette at Teheran is

Nothing further is required 
of the mim*tcr except to leave Ins 
gulochf*, or outer shoes, at the gate of 
the pulncc, He is attended by the 
/uhiri Dotihdi, or umsterof ceremonies, 
and when the muNidvo embroidered 
portiere is raised uml disclose* the 
Shall in-Shali np|H*itu hitu. resplendent 
in rubi. i uml diamonds, he bows, and 
repeats thi* mark of respect when he 
liu* tv«ehed hi* .Majesty, who stand* a* 
near to him a* two gentleman in ordi­
nary eoii\«>rsution. The minister re- 
juuin* covi r*d. u* indicating! he equality 
of thu two (towers and waits for t l i

Hhah to begin tho conversation, which 
becomes free nnd easy if his Majesty is 
in pleasant humor, or is favorably in­
clined to tin* minister und his country. 
The Shah speuks French, and some- 
times condescends for n moment to dis- 
pense with (he court interpreter and 
converse directly with tho minister, al­
though such condescension may be ac­
cepted as a mark of high favor. In for­
mer days the Hhah would terminate tho 
audience by saving, “ Von have leave to 
retire," but tlm present king simply 
keeps silent or takes a step Imck, w hich 
is thu signul for tho minister to w ith­
draw from tho “blessed presence," tak­
ing can* not to turn his back to tho 
king until ho reaches thu door. This 
nuimcuvre is not an easy mu' when tlm 
entire diplomatii' corps at Teheran is 
forc'd to retire down a hull over n hun­
dred and Hfty feet in length, and to l*o 
careful not to stumble over tho chairs 
of Ismten gold on cither hand, and to 
avoid slipping on tho highly jsdished 
pavement of variegated tiles.—»V. ( i .  t t f.

GoMsmlth.
Oliver Goldsmith ran a great risk of 

Ming set down us a shiftless vngaMnd. 
His genius saved him, but bis genius 
was discovered almost by accident. Ho 
Is'camc the most illustrious of Bohe­
mians. Few lives of forty-six years luivo 
compassed a gnmtcr ninety of fortunes 
and misfortunes, lie  was lsmi in Ire­
land, the sonofniHMirclorgyumn, whicli 
was calamity iiumlicr one. In child­
hood small-|M>x marked him for its own. 
At Trinity (Vllcge, Dublin, he had a 
“sizar's" life, wearing its badge of 
poverty a m \  fulHlling its menial offices. 
At on early age he mastered the Hue art 
of borrowing. The pair of scarlet 
breeches in which he presented him­
self to n bislrop for examination for 
orders cost him his chances in tho 
church, that color Itcitig considered 
fashionable but not canonical. Once 
liis passage was paid to America, but 
tin* ship Hailed, leaving him iu thu 
midst of a good time with fro nds in­
land. Again he was given £50 to go to 
London to study law*, but he lost tho 
money ot )>lav in Dublin on the way. 
Then’ho undertook to study law at 
Edinburgh, whence he was presently 
driven by his creditors to thu continent. 
For tho iiext year or two he “tramped 
it" through Holland, France, Germany, 
and Kwitzcrlund to Italy. Then lie 
hurried himself in London, and At last 
came to thu surface holding a (s u in his 
baud w ith a drop of ink at the end of 
it. It was thu drowning man clutching 
at thu straw. Thereafter Goldsmith 
was Goldsmith— until he died, in 1774. 
An office-seeker, a hack-writer for tho 
reviews and the booksellers, an unlucky 
publisher, and n jolly good follow; 
hand nnd glove with Johnson, who af­
terward wrote liis epitaph, withSmollot, 
and with Sir Joshua Keynolds; uml at 
lust a successful author on hi* own ac­
count; he both conquered fate and 
tempted her; but fust as he mndo 
money, lie spent it faster, and when ho 
died his faum was about all that wus 
left to him.

But wliut a famo it was! In a score 
of witching traits no writer in the En­
glish language has ever equaled him, 
ami few nidi have won in a fuller de­
gree the sympathy ijtid kindly regards 
of their race. With an im xhaustililu 
fund of experience to draw upon; with 
a marvellous power of transmuting thu 
real into the imaginary ; with every re­
finement uud delicacy of thought; with 
humor, tenderness, and grace; and with 
a stylo unapproachable in its charm of 
ease und simplicity, he left a store of 
writiugs iu prose and verse, the best of 
which arc immortal.— A n o n .

India’s IconoeliM.
A curious destroyer of liumau works 

in India, according to  Ur. li. F. H utch­
inson, is the  poepal tree .

D avid R. Atchison, formerly United 
States Senator from Missouri, and after 
tho death of Vice President King chosen 
President pro tem. of the Senate, and 
therefore iu the lino of Presidential 
succession, is still living near Platte 
City, Missouri, on old man. During 
the civil war ho served as a private 
soldier in tho Confederate army. He 
was a picturesque figuro in his day.

A cannon ball 
fired on that occasion, and found in a 
field near West Lawrence, is preserved 
among other relics by tho State His­
torical Society.

Lincoln was not n type, lb* stands 
alone -no ancestors, no follows, amino 
successors. He had the udvuntage of 
living iu a m-w country, of social equal­
ity, of personal freedom, of seeing in 
the horizon of his future the porpetmil 
star of hope. He preserved his indi­
viduality and his self-respect. He knew 
und mingled with men of every kind, 
and, after all, men ur<! the best teioks. 
Ho Is'came acquainted with the am­
bitions uud Iiojk'k of the heart, the 
means used to accomplish the ends, the 
springs of action and tin* seeds of 
thoughts. He w as familiar w ith nature, 
with actual things, with common facts. 
He loved uud appreciate the | hk>ui of 
the year, the dr&utn of the seasons.

Limsdn was a many-sided mail, ac­
quainted with few smiles and tears, 
complex iu brain, siugle in heart, direct 
as light; aud his words, candid as 
mirrors, gave the iterfoct image of his 
thought. He was never afraid to ask; 
never too dignified to admit that lie dui 
not know. No man hod keener wit or 
kinder Ituiuor. He wus not solemn. 
Solemnity is a mask worn by ignorance 
und hypi'tx*risy—-it is the preface, pro­
longin' and index to the cunning of the 
stupid, lie  was natural in his life and 
though -muster of the story-teller's art, 
un illustration ant in uppleatiou |>erfect. 
literal in sfK'een, shocking Pharisees 
•iu! prudes, using any word that wit 
could disinfect.

He was a logicun. Logit' is the neces­
sary product of intelligence anti sin­
cerity. It cannot lie learned. It is the 
child of a clear head and a good heart. 
He was candid, aud w ith caudor often 
deceived the deceitful. He had intelli­
gence without arrogance, genius without 
pride, and religion without cant—that 
is to say, without bigotry aud without 
deceit.

He was an orator—clour, sincere, 
natural. He did not pretend. He did 
not say what he thought others thought, 
but wliat he thought. If you wish to 
t>e sublime yon must lie natural—you 
must keep close to the grass. You 
must sit by the fireside of the heart; 
above the clouds it is too cold. Yon 
must 1m» simple in your speech; too 
much |K>lish suggests iiieineeritv. The 
grent orator idealizes the great trail- 
figures the common, makes even the 
illuminate throb aud thrill, fills the 
gallery of the imagination with statues 
and pictures perfect in form and color, 
bring* to light the gold liourded by 
memory—the miser shows the glitter­
ing coin to the spendthrift hnjte—en­
riches the brain, ennoble the heart, and 
quickens the conscience. Between his 
lips words bud and blossom.

If you wish to know tho difference 
between an orator and an elocutionist— 
between what is felt and what is Raid— 
between wluvt the heart aud brain cau 
do together, and what the brain can do 
alone—read Lincoln's wondrous words 
at Gettysburg, and then the speech of 
Edward Everett. The oration of Lin­
coln will never be forgotten. I t will 
live uutil languages arc dead aud lips 
are dust. The speech of Everett will 
never be read. The elocutionists te- 
liuve in the virtue of voice, the sub­
limity of syntax the majesty of long 
sentences and the genius of gesture. 
Tho orator loves the real, the simple, 
the natural. He plain's the thought 
above all. He knows that the greatest 
ideas should be expressed iu the shortest 
words—that the greatest statues need 
the least drapery.

Lincoln was un immense personality 
—firm but not obstinate. Obstinacy is 
egotism—firmness heroism. He in­
fluenced others without effort, uncon­
sciously ; ami tte*y submitted to him ns 
men submit to uature, unconsciously. 
He was severe with himself, aud for 
that reason lenient with others. He 
appeared to apologize for teing kinder 
than Ins fellows. Ho did merciful 
things us stealthily as others committed 
crimes. Almost ashamed of tenderness, 
he said and did the noblest words and 
deeds with that eharming confusion— 
that awkwardness -that is the perfect 
gnus' of mislestv. As a noble man, 
wishing to pay a small debt to a floor 
Heighten1, rcluctlautly offers a $100 uud 
usks for change, (caring that In* may te 
suM|M>cted either of mukiug a display of 
wealth or protcuee of puymeut, so Lin­
coln hesitated to show his wealth of 
goodness, oven to the best he knew.

A great man stoopiug, no wishing to 
make his fellows feel that they were 
small or mean.

Ilo knew others teeause perfectly ac­
quainted with himself, lie eared noth­
ing for plats', but everything for prin­
ciple; nothing for money, but every­
thing for independence, Where no 
principle was involved, easily swayed • 
willing to go slowly in tlic right direc­
tion sum,'times willing to stop, but lit* 
would not go back, ami lie would not 
go wroug. lb* was willing to wait. 
He knew that tho event was not wait­
ing, ami that fate was not the fool of 
elmiiee. lit* knew tliut slavery had de­
fenders, but no defense, and that they 
who attack the right must wound them­
selves.

Neither her sewing, her housekeep­
ing, nor her social engagements were 
permitted, so old-fashioned aud sweetly 
simple was her ideu of duty, to come 
tetween her bov and herself. Natur­
ally, therefore, he did not outgrow her 
petting, and his impulse at fifteeu was 
precisely what it lmd teen at five—-to 
tell mother everything, to lay his head 
in her lap, to ask her advice, and to ac­
cept her conclusions. At 15 then* had 
developed iu the tev, as the outcome in 
logical deduction of the old-fashioned, 
conservative framing, a nice sense of 
honor, a ohivalric deference to women 
aud an instinctive courtesy to the aged 
and helpless.

She 
thinks Yerv little atemt herself, at any 
time, but Lorn day to day she attends 
to every small duty faithfully, and dif­
fuses in her hoiue an atmosphere so gay, 
so pure, so breezy, that the home is a 
good plain* in which to live and grow; a 
place which is a veritable eavtldv para­
dise.

Sup|M>si\ merely for the sake of argu­
ment, that some of us who art* very 
much perplexed over that te»v of ours, 
what with his unreason, his bumptious­
ness and his impatience of control, shall 
Hud a suggestion iu the little mother's 
method. It is very easy of analysis. 
Ouly to he always tender, never need- 
lesslv fault finding, always careful to 
ronstdeml the teiy as worth more than 
the embroidery, more than the chairs, 
carpets and curtains, more than the 
transient triumphs of society.

LABOR OmMMZ.YtlOYH.

T h « * lr  O r ig i n .  H is t o r y ,  t t iw l ( i n i w l l * .

In early Grecian and Roman history 
there are traces of trade guilds, and six 
tv-seven years before the Christian era 
they had grow n so powerful in Rome us 
to greatly offend tin* aristocrati»* ele­
ment, and a sensational decree was ob­
tained to utedish all. except those nbs.. 
lately necessary to the state, such as ihe 
guilds of the iron, copper, and gold 
smiths.

In A. D. 51N> Uu»r*> is meution
of a stonecutters and carpen­
ter's guild in Lombardy, and emigrants 
to Franco aud Holland long te'foro this 
had curried tho guild system there. Iu 
10LHJ a guild of weavers is mentioned as 
having exist»*d a loug tilin' in Germutiv. 
In IBH u butchers’ guild was estab­
lished. In 1 BN» the fishermen formed 
out'. In 11M4. a butchers’ guild was es­
tablished in Paris, ami in 114'J a wea­
vers' ut Cologne. Tin* shoemakers’ 
guild of Magdeburg is mentioned iw 
the first time iu 1157. In IB'rf there 
wen* six guilds in Hallo. eoiiqMisetl of 
shtipkce|M*rs, shoemakers, bakers, 
butchers, smiths, and weavers, while in 
London there were fifteeu of these 
guilds in 1|M0.

During tin* twelfth, thirteenth, and 
fourteenth centuries these late>r organ­
izations met w ith hitter and violent o p ­

position from the aristocracy. In 122b 
they were prohibited by the inqicrin! or­
der of Frederick II., six of their mas­
ters put to death at Brunsw ick, and six 
more hanish<*d. In BUI, at Magdeburg, 
tlu* leaders were burned alive, uud ev­
ery indignity and cruelty visited upon 
them. In ftpite of this they grew and 
flourished. Crushed iu one locality they 
sprung up in another, stronger und 
more aggresive.

It is curious and instructive to note 
that while the earlier organizations 
prospered under the most cruel oppres­
sion, with the increase of their power 
and material strength iu tin* fourteenth 
eontury, came interna! quarrels auddiv 
seiisions, which destroyed their power 
und usefulness for a long period. Like 
many institutions of modern times they 
did well ou op|H>sition only fit be ruined 
by prosperity. Wluh* they were in tin- 
unhappy condition tin* hitter struggle 
for the Reformation te*gan, and mun\ 
memte rs entered the military service. 
At the clos * of the thirty years' wav, iu 
lt>48, the aristocrats were in absolute 
control of affairs in Germany, and the 
guilds bad sunk so low as to lie without 
power or influence.

This decadence, which te*gitn early in 
the twelfth century, had au interesting 
and significant origin. Cp to that titm- 
the members of the luhor organization*. 
elected their owu masters and clmose 
their own lcudcrs. In b'170 came a 
change. The right of suffrage 
taken away from tin* menite*rs. the mas 
ters became aristocratic and arbitrary, 
the guilds quarreled among themselves, 
lost jMiwev und influence, and fell inti 
disrepute. This condition of affairs, 
which continued into the sixteenth ecu 
turv, should teach a useful lessen ti 
members of trades-unions cvcrvwheiv. 
Then foes within, instead of those with­
out, are really dangerous, ami tack ot 
harmony and selfish leaders arc motet*

feared than the most bitter outsnU 
opimsition.

It appears, then, that instead of being 
a recent invention, tlu* work of modern 
agitators, labor organizations have ex­
isted for limn* than 2JKM years. Begun 
iu tlu* cudcuvors of the toiling masse.*, 
to fret* themselves from the yoke of op­
pression, they have been the defenders 
of civil liberty, the promoters of tin 
arts and sciences, and unqticstiounhU 
have te'eu of incalculable value to tin. 
wage-earners, of the world. It is prob­
able that the modern trades-union teats 
little resemblance t>> the ancient guilds. | 
It is only of htte, and in this country, 
that laborers and artisans ha\e attained 
anything like |sditiealors*>eialequalitv. 
Uere, instead of being burned at tin 
stake uud suffering banishment, the 
members of trade-unions are treated as 
free uud equal citizens. Instead of Hu 
torch aud tho sword, the principle of
arbitration is to govern uiul adjust fu­
ture differences tedwneu employer aud 
employed. Instead of being considered 
a danger to the state ami u menace to 
order, latetr organizations will bo ac­
counted among the most important fac­
tors in the world's progress.

I’mler this new* order of thiugs, with 
arbitration boards fairly weighing uml 
declaring the rights of each und all la- 
ten* organizations will attain the high­
est and best results. The profits of 
business will te> more certain, labor will 
more uearly secure its jn*t rewards ami 
invested capital will reap its fair re­
turns with greater certainty ami regu­
larity, free from alarms or disturbances, 
because labor will la* contented. K i i l m

li >nfoii the joimtcv. The mine-smith 
'aki s off’tie* chains for ten copecks a 
■min. and the two fugitives set off' in tin* 
night, -and for some daxs travel only at 
•light. They are helped by everybody

even the police officers give them 
money. Tile farmers system- 
dicully provide for them. At 
night provisions uve placed 
in the windows for the unfortunates. 
When the pair come inti' such a village 
they go to tlu* windows and got what 
thev want. Then they proceed to the 
bath-house uml Uml ‘a warm place to 
sleep. If a military putrid comes into 
the xillage during the uight "tin* unfor­
tunates" me warned id' their danger. 
“Tin* farmer is the providence of those 
people.”

Some are caught and sent back ; some 
spend their li'es ti'/iug to get ywav, 
and at last die in tln-ir prison; but tin* 
givuk mujorjh find tlie Siberian umlcr- 
crcuml railroad a safe and tolerably e\- 
pedit i< ms m< an ; of t ran .it to freedom. 
Tin* greater part of Hu* spirited and 
cut* rpi'ising e*»n\ iota gel away if lino 
desire to d<> so. Many are content to 
remain. Siberia is a growing country, 
rich in opportunities lor energetic men.

claim.” The pastor explained that he 
hud buried his wife after a long scusou 
of poor health, and that caused lum to 
fail to meet some of his ap)H>intments.

It is no*v said that tho death of Vice 
President Hendricks was not so much 
of a surprise to his intimato friends as 
has Ik'cu generally s u p p e d , and that 
even those who, though familiar w ith 
his condition, did not flunk the end so 
near, had little hope that he w ould again 
assume the duties of his office.

Ami, asido from tho 
euso id a gnat man, tho new 
system has its enormous advan­
tages for use in private life. It 
cannot *n»*t much to have a Imdv clce- 
troty|Hsl in pluin i*oppcr, and then, iu 
case id straitened circumstances, the 
statue can Is* laid aside until means are 
available for plating it. The de­
ceased will necessarily look for a scusou 
like an American Imliun, but that cun 
ta  changed ut any lime.

A Solar t',\eloue.
Those who have looked through a 

large tclcsropo under favorable atmos­
pheric conditions, ut one of those im­
mense cyclones which m-casinnaHy 
break out on tin* sun, have derived from 
what they saw a very good idea of the 
origin of sunlight. They have seen that 
the brightest portion of tin* surface of 
tho sun consists of columns of intensely 
hot mctulic vapors, averaging about 
tluA'O hundred miles in diameter, risiug 
from its interior and glowing with ex- 
tvemc brilliancy, from the tlu* presence 
of clouds formed, probably, of shining 
particles of carbon precipitated from its 
vajmrs as tlu* tops of tho columns reach 
tho surface and lose heut by expansion 
and radiation. (A good idea of such a 
precipitation is hud by observing tho 
particles of water condensed from trims- 
oareiit vu]M>r, isumi*mlly highthundcr* 
lieads, where the action is iu some ro- 
sjHH'ts similar.) Hwtwei u these ascend­
ing columns are seen descending musses 
of cooler vapors, rendered dark ami 
smoky by relatively cool aud opaque 
particles of excessively high tempera­
ture in tin* condition of transparent 
vapor. In the immediate region, how­
ever* where the cyclone is raging, these 
bright .ascending columns me drawn 
out hnriuoutuUy bv tin* iurushiug me­
tallic winds (which often reach a 
velocity of a thousand miles per houn 
into hmg folumeuts, pointing iu general 
toward the center of the distm-lmm-c, 
which is always occupied by a huge 
cloud of smoko (frequently 'Jd.ouo miles 
in diameter) rapidly settling back into 
tho interior ofthesuu. Ovvruml across 
this great central Iduck cloud arc often 
driven long arms of tin* shining curhou- 
chunls, which, when tin* *,vch>uie action 
is very strong, bend round into slowly 
changing *|urul forms, very suggestive 
of intense action. A striking illusion, 
invariably connected with this sight, is 
that the observer seems to ta  viewing 
it from a position quite m ar the seem* 
of tlu* disturbance, who.-e minute ami 
complicated details are seen with * x 
quislte distinctness.
